1. PURPOSE: 
 


Good economic data and trends within a region can be extremely helpful in making informed policy 
decisions.  The Gunnison Crested Butte Tourism Authority has a very useful monthly report card 
which focuses on tourism related data and trends.  However, there may be the desire and need to 
have a more comprehensive economic report.  Commissioner Paula Swenson requested that staff 
prepare a memo that would provide a proposal for creating an economic indicators report for 
Gunnison County.  The proposed purpose for such a report includes:  
 


 To provide an unbiased factual summary of relevant quantitative indicators of Gunnison 
County’s economy to assist in effective decision making 


 To provide timely information seasonally (twice a year) of how the season performed in 
relationship to historical information and a competitive set of mountain valleys. 


 
2. PROPOSED ASSUMPTIONS FOR DATA COLLECTION 


 
In considering data to be provided in a seasonal report, staff would propose utilizing 
information:  
 


 That is factual and readily available (without cost); 


 That utilizes comparable communities where appropriate (i.e. sales tax, occupancy); 


 Provides historical information going back to 2006 where applicable to capture pre-
recession, recession, and current trends; and 


 Which is most useful for decision making. 
 


A common mistake of economic indicator reports is that they have too much or not the most 
useful data sources and become too expensive/time consuming to prepare on a regular basis.  
Also if too lengthy the report is not as readable by decision makers or the general public.   
Therefore, staff would suggest that if it is desired to prepare such a report on a seasonable 
basis, that the first year of production be used to tailor the report to the needs of the County.   
Also, to reduce cost, allow flexibility, and provide the opportunity to zoom and out on data, a 
web based product is proposed.  This would enable the reader to review high level information 
(sales tax for the entire county for a year) and provide the ability to zoom in and out to analyze 
more specific data such as sales tax for Mount Crested Butte in the winter (November-April).   
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3. PROPOSED INFORMATION TO BE PROVIDED 
 


 
Again to minimize costs, staff would propose utilizing several data sources which have both 
opportunities and limitations that are described below: 
 


Mtrip/DestiMetrics:  A company called Mtrip (website is http://www.mtrip.org/) and 
now called DestiMetrics is an independent company based out of Denver which 
provides (at a fee) a variety of benchmarking measurements for destination resorts such 
as occupancy, average daily rate, sales tax, lodging tax.  It also provides data to clients 
on how they compare against competitors (you don’t see specific names of 
competitors).  This service is used by most of the resort areas in Colorado.   Gunnison 
Crested Butte Tourism Authority is in the process of completing an agreement to be a 
client of Mtrip/DestiMetrics and if all goes as planned could provide this data in the 
future.  If this agreement does not come forward doing meaningful comparisons with 
other resort areas will be difficult due to the lack of reliable data which can be 
proprietary in nature.  
 
Sales Tax:  There is often a significant time (2-4 months) lag with obtaining sales tax 
information from Finance Departments.    This data is very valuable but sometimes you 
have to be patient.   
 
Real Estate Information:  Real estate trends and data are available on the MLS system.  
A local agent has volunteered to report this information to the County.  The initial 
thought would be to include a metric for County wide real estate trends and then 
provide the same data for the upper valley (above Almont) and lower valley (below 
Almont). 


 
Timing of Data and Reports:  Some information sources can be collected on a monthly, 
seasonable and/or on an annual basis.   The proposed report if done on a seasonal basis 
would include when a data source was updated and the source of that information.  The 
proposed seasons to be evaluated would include: 1) winter/ski season (November-April) 
and 2) the summer season (May-October).  The winter season along with year-end data 
from the previous year would be reported in May and summer data would be reported 
November or December.  Again available sales tax data would be reported as available 
in both reports.

4.  COST AND RESOURCE REQUIREMENTS 
 


This is a significant effort and project.  If the data sources, particularly Mtrip, are available at no 
cost to the County and this report could be web based, staff believes initially this can be done in-
house without the need to budget additional dollars.  This is based on current work levels.  This 
is a project that would lend itself to also having some additional research capacity to effectively 
complete.  An intern from Westerns States could be very helpful in supporting staff in 
completing this project.  Mike Pelletier also has a software package that will allow for the 
presentation of this information – at least initially.  Again it should be anticipated that this 
report would evolve based on availability of data sources and specific economic issues of 
interest in the County.  Also if workloads change, external resources may be needed to 
successfully complete this project on an ongoing bases.  The assumptions above include 
delivering this report at the end of the winter season (May/June) and also at the end of the 
summer season in the November time frame.    
 


5. ACTION REQUESTED OF THE BOARD 
 


The Board is requested to ask questions and provide feedback on whether this is a project they 
would like staff to implement.   The Board is also encouraged to review the types of information 
that could be collected and comment on the data collection proposed above.  It should also be 
noted that this effort could also be a starting point for creating a County/community indicators 
report where other important community indicators (affordability of housing, environmental 
factors, availability of technology i.e. high speed DSL, Wi-Fi etc., other areas of interest of the 
Board) could also be measured and reported in a clear concise fashion.

Dear Board of County Commissioners, and County Planner, 
 
Thanks to the BOCC’s support, 2013 was a busy growth year for the 
Chamber. Our professionally designed Chamber identity has been adopted in 
our advertising and promotion, providing continuity and recognition as we 
move forward. Ironically, our slogan, “It’s just our nature,” suggesting our 
outdoor setting and simple hospitality, was recently adopted by the state's 
'Colorado Now' organization!  
 
We have continued to devote a lot of time to our website, which is being 
optimized for enhanced web presence. We went into a second print run on 
our rack cards, which are distributed all around western Colorado, and 
continued advertising with a full page ad in the Crystal Valley Echo’s 
Summer Guide, and other recreation/tourism publications. We got a nice 
promotional spread on Marble in EnCompass Magazine this year as well. 
 
We are already beginning to plan for next summer season. This type of 
staggered annual schedule works well for us, as we have more time to 
devote to community work in the winter, and we haven't been receiving 
County funding for each year until mid-July. 
 
We expanded our schedule of events this year, and our website will soon 
reflect this direction with a dedicated calendar page. We supported the 10-
year strong Lead King Loop charity race in September, and the Second 
Annual Fall Fest concert (featuring the Samples and Firefall!) on the first 
weekend of October, which would otherwise signal the end of the tourism 
season. Another successful event was the all-expense-paid Concierge Day

during which we hosted and entertained representatives from many tourist, 
businesses in the region to those here in the Upper Crystal River Valley. We 
are planning a winter festival between Thanksgiving and Christmas, 
featuring Santa, sleigh rides, outdoor winter activities, seasonal shopping 
and art, 
 
We continue partner with The Marble Hub,  Marble’s new Community 
Center/Tourist Information Center/Coffee Shop, in an effort to give visitors 
better information and to give our members and GCBTA more exposure. We 
also stock our local information kiosk, and regional rack card outlets. 
 
We used some of our membership derived funds to support the construction 
of a public bathroom, and several MCRC members donated their time and 
expertise in getting this project done in time for the summer season. We are 
also now members of the local Better Business Bureau, and several local 
Marketing Associations. Partnering with the Gunnison Crested Butte 
Tourism Association continues to be a positive association, as press releases 
written by the GCBTA staff, and the web site presence have helped Upper 
Crystal River businesses. 
 
This year we plan to promote Marble as a destination through internet 
banner ads, regionally (Colorado.com for example,) and nationally 
(Tripadvisor.com.) We will also educate MCRC members and the public, 
through our website, on how to self-assess and pay marketing district taxes 
on their inns, VRBOs, and bed and breakfasts. 
 
We feel great about moving forward - our group works well together and 
appears to be effective. Sales tax figures continue to grow (up 40% in each 
of the last two years!) and support for the Chamber continues to be strong. In 
the town of Marble. We ask that you allow us to continue the work we are 
doing by funding MCRC with LMDT proceeds collected in our area.  
 
Attached is our work plan for the upcoming winter, spring, and summer 
seasons. Our funding has previously been approved by the BOCC provided 
that the funds were available. Our third quarter returns (our biggest quarter) 
were recently submitted. If these funds are not yet available, we ask that the 
BOCC approve our work plan and provide funding as it becomes available.

Work Plan January 2014 – December 2014 
Website Maintenance and Optimization  www.mcrchamber ……………     $ 1,500 
     Our website continues to expand, and is the centerpiece of our marketing and promotion 


effort. Our designer is updating and optimizing our site's performance, in part by 
licensing several other 'dark' copies of our site, which facilitates more keyword and search 
functions and improves our search presence. This work is based on an hourly rate of $60. 
Maintenance on the site is done by MCRC members volunteers who have been issued 
passwords. Links and cross traffic optimization are shared by individual MCRC business 
members and the designer. We are adding a live, calendar page to reflect our increased 
activity in Marble events. We are asking for $1,500 to optimize and maintain the site. Our 
sales tax increases of 40% in each of the last two years bears out that our efforts, centered 
around our website, are working for both our town and the County. 


 
Rack Card Printing and Distribution   ………………….…………………………………..$ 1,600 
    Our rack card is spectacular and professional and through two printings it has proven to be 


an effective marketing tool with even more potential. Our last printing was a double order. . 
We are shopping for a less expensive distribution alternative, and currently have about half 
a print run on-hand to distribute. For our third printing, we will consider updating the art 
and copy, going into a third printing. We are asking for roughly the same amount to 
maintain this effective rack-card marketing program which targets visitors already in the 
Roaring Fork, Crystal and Colorado River Valleys as well as Coloradans on the front range.  


 
Internet Marketing  …………………………………………….      $ 5,000  
 This is a new effort that will support, and be supported by our website optimization efforts  
 We want to run banners on regional sites such as Colorado.com, and national ones such as  
 Trip Advisor. We have found that when people search for Marble, they generally reach our  
 businesses and attractions, but we feel that an effort at promoting Marble itself, and  
 introducing Marble as a destination - through vacation and travel sites - will inspire 
 curiosity about our unusual little mountain town, and draw visitors. We are asking for 
 $5,000 to begin this program, and we will monitor its effectiveness through our own site's 
 visitor stats, as well as stats provided by these organizations. And as a bonus, this internet 
 cross traffic with our own site will increase our site's presence and searchability.   
 
Signage  ………………………………………………………………………………………..  $   150 
    We are asking for $150 to improve signage at the County Road turn-off to marble from 


Highway 133. We plan to add icons for hiking, lodging, and fishing (?) in conjunction with 
a Marble, 6 Miles sign that we have needed for a long time. The information kiosk we 
erected in town has served us well as a source of information about our local businesses. 
We also received 3'x5' vertical interpretive exhibit from the USFS which we plan to place at 
the entrance to town. 


 
Print Advertising  ……………..……………………………………………………..…$  1200 
    The Chamber would like to continue a full page ad in both the Crystal Valley Echo’s 2013 


Winter and Summer Guides, distributed throughout the Roaring Fork and Crystal River 
Valleys, plus along the I-70 corridor to Grand Junction. We increased some print 
advertising into the Grand Junction and Glenwood Springs areas, and want to further 
expose Marble to the Roaring Fork Valley, Vail/Avon/Beaver Creek, and the 
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Delta\Montrose corridor. We ran over our advertising budget last year by $47.00. We are 
planning an illustrated map of Marble and our member businesses for placement. 


 
 
Event Funding  …..……………………………………………………………………….…$  2100 
    We are very excited about our expansion into events, and we wish to continue what we 


have started, as they have been successful in tangible and intangible ways.. 
 JUNE – Concierge Day. The Chamber sponsored an increasingly well-attended 
Concierge Day in partnership with Snow Limo of Aspen. We drive concierges from Aspen 
and Glenwood Springs to Marble for a day of jeep tours, horseback riding, lunch at Slow 
Groovin' Barbecue, and a tour of local lodges and galleries. 


  AUGUST – Marble Fest. A low-key, free music festival the third weekend of 
August serves as a farewell to summer for families with school-age children. Predominantly 
acoustic and bluegrasss music. 


  SEPTEMBER – Lead King Loop and Quarry Climb races. Nearly 300 runners 
gather at the Beaver Lake Lodge and run in two races to benefit the Marble Charter School, 
an event which raised over $10,000 for our kids. 


  OCTOBER – Fall Fest. A bit more rambunctious than Marble Fest, we call it our 
'Extreme Music Festival.' This year Fall-Fest featured the Samples, and Firefall, outdoors, on 
the first weekend of October, along with crafts, food vendors, Slow Groovin' Barbecue, and 
seasonal brews. Our inaugural Fall-Fest in 2012 raised $6500 for a local in need and 
established a Marble Emergency fund. 


  DECEMBER – Christmas in Marble. Santa in a firetruck, sleigh rides, seasonal 
crafts, a gallery tour, Christmas tree lighting, and more, in a snowy mountain setting. 


 
 We are asking for $2100 to continue supporting these events, which bring visitors to Marble 


at otherwise slow times in our tourism calendar. 
 
Memberships with Chambers and Associations………………..………………………….$  1,000.00 
    We feel that memberships in regional chambers and state and national tourism associations 


have resulted in increased exposure while also supporting our efforts at web optimization. 
We maintain memberships with the Better Business Bureau, the Glenwood Springs 
Chamber, the Crested Butte Chamber, and we are part of Colorado's 'I film Colorado!' 
program. We would like to increase our affiliations by adding memberships with  the 
Carbondale Chamber, Colorado.com, Colorado Directory, and such online marketing 
companies as Trip Advisor, and Travelocity (see internet marketing funding requests.) We 
are asking for $1,000.
