1) PARTIES 
This Amendment to the above-referenced Original Contract (hereinafter called the Contract) is 
entered into by and between GUNNISON COUNTY (hereinafter called “Grantee” or “Contractor”), and 
the STATE OF COLORADO (hereinafter called the “State”) acting by and through the Department of 
Local Affairs, Division of Local Governments, (hereinafter called the “DOLA”). 


2) EFFECTIVE DATE AND ENFORCEABILITY 
This Amendment shall not be effective or enforceable until it is approved and signed by the Colorado 
State Controller or designee (hereinafter called the “Effective Date”). The State shall not be liable to 
pay or reimburse Contractor for any performance hereunder including, but not limited to, costs or 
expenses incurred, or be bound by any provision hereof prior to the Effective Date. 


3) FACTUAL RECITALS 
The Parties entered into the Contract for architectural design for the adaptive re-use and renovation of 
the Gunnison County Courthouse.  Grantee reports that the collapse of the 1881 portion of the 
building, in March 2014, and the resulting additional design work and rework have resulted in 
increased costs both in the design and engineering portion of the Project (EIAF 7071) and the 
construction of the Project (EIAF 7317).  Grantee requests changes to the Work Description to reflect 
the changes caused by the building collapse, changes to the Project Budget to reflect the increased 
design and engineering costs, and alignment of the termination date of this grant agreement with that 
of the construction grant agreement.  The Parties agree that these requests are needed and 
appropriate to ensure proper completion of the Project.  This amendment amends the Description of 
Work, modifies the Project Budget and extends the time of performance as requested.
