The October 21, 2014 meeting was held in the Planning Commissioners’ boardroom in the Blackstock
Government Center located at 221 N. Wisconsin Street, Gunnison, Colorado. Present were:

CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Swenson called the meeting to order at 9:15 am.
AGENDA REVIEW: There were no changes made to the agenda.

MINUTES APPROVAL: Moved by Commissioner Chamberland, seconded by Chairperson Swenson to
approve meeting minutes from 10/7/14 as presented. Commissioner Houck abstained because he was
absent from that meeting. Motion carried. Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner
Chamberland to approve meeting minutes from 10/15/14. Motion carried unanimously.

CONSENT AGENDA: Moved by Commissioner Houck and seconded by Commissioner Chamberland to
approve the Consent Agenda, except for item #6. Motion carried unanimously.

CONSENT AGENDA ITEM #6: There was discussion about the Blackbaud software subscription
cancellation. There was discussion that this is the software company the Finance office uses. County
Manager Birnie informed the Board that there was a new update and the Finance office attempted using
the system, but it isn't working out. He informed the Board that in 2016 they will be looking for a new
software company because it is not budgeted in 2015. Moved by Commissioner Chamberland and
seconded by Commissioner Houck to approve Consent Item #6. Motion carried unanimously.

SCHEDULING: The Upcoming Meetings Schedule was discussed and updated.

COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT: County Manager Birnie was present for discussion.

1. Stallion Park. County Manager Birnie informed the Board that the foundations that the County had
recently acquired at Stallion Park were removed. He also reported that the new HOA president has
been persistent, yet patient and polite about removing them. He also reported that there is another
unit for sale up there that will be sold in the near future. Once that unit sells, Gunnison County will
own four units in one building at Stallion Park.

2. Human Resources Director Interviews. County Manager Birnie informed the Board that Human
Resource Director interviews will occur on 11/12 and 11/13, and that there is a healthy applicant
pool.

3. Courthouse Renovation Project. County Manager Birnie informed the Board that the drillers had
sent a sonic rig from Telluride, which had broken due to the Gunnison soil. He reported that the
other drill, that is really noisy, is on site, and it also had been broken while it was in Telluride. He
reported that it is on scene. He reported that as soon as they can get the equipment working, they
plan on working straight through to finish the project. He reported that they will work 11 straight
days, sun up to sun down, and it may be a nuisance to the neighbors. He informed the Board that
he will provide a notice to those who have complained about the noise in the past. He reported
that after the drilling is complete the noise from the project should decrease. He reported that

others parts of the project are doing well and are on schedule. Commissioner Chamberland asked
County Manager Birnie to contact Harv Rees to discuss if there is capability to perform broadcasts.
There was discussion that they are building an AV controller that will have the capability to perform
broadcasts.

DEPUTY COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT AND PROJECT UPDATES: Deputy County Manager Marlene
Crosby was present for discussion.

1. Intergovernmental Agreement for Winter Road Maintenance; Town of Marble; 11/1/14 thru
5/31/15. Maoved by Commissioner Chamberland and seconded by Commissioner Houck to approve
signatures on the Intergovernmental Agreement for Winter Road Maintenance in Marble as
presented and authorize signatures. Motion carried unanimously. Deputy County Manager Crosby
informed the Board that an agreement will be coming in the near future with Montrose County for
plowing and blading in Cimarron.

2. Beautification Grant Money. Deputy County Manager Crosby informed the Board that she has
around $2,000 in beautification money for clean-up projects. She reported that she received a
request from a property owner that owns the trailer park on Rio Grande Street, south of the
fairgrounds. She reported that the property owner is trying to clean up the trailer park and is
decommissioning the trailers as the renters move out. She informed the Board that after the
asbestos testing, mitigation, and disposing of the trailers appropriately, it will cost too much. She
reported that the best price they have received for asbestos testing is from an inspector in Salida
and he can perform the inspections at a discount. She reported that they will need to have the
Housing Authority Construction Trailer inspected and removed. Moved by Commissioner
Chamberland and Chairperson Swenson to use the beautification money for this project. Motion
carried unanimously.

VOUCHERS AND TRANSFERS APPROVAL: Finance Director Linda Nienhueser presented the voucher
approval report dated October 21, 2014 and the cash transfer authorization dated July 2014 for discussion
and approval. Moved by Commissioner Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Houck to approve the
vouchers in the amount of $1,236,222.50. Motion carried unanimously. Moved by Commissioner
Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Houck to approve the cash transfers in the amount of
$2,897,901.06. Motion carried unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT: Deputy Treasurer Debbie Dunbar was present for discussion. Moved by
Commissioner Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Houck to accept the Treasurer's report as
presented. Motion carried unanimously

ACCEPTANCE OF A PORTION OF LOST RIVER LANE AS A PUBLIC ROAD: Gunnison County Electric
Association representative Bruce Stevens, resident Molly Sloan, resident Luke Costello and Deputy County
Manager Crosby were present for the discussion.

Deputy County Manager Crosby informed that the name of the road doesn’t show on the special permit
because they were a part of the addressing program that Geographic Information Services had to name
the road for emergency purposes. Moved by Commissioner Houck and seconded by Commissioner
Chamberland to accept the portion (.05 miles) of Lost River Lane as a public road as detailed in the packet
information. Motion carried unanimously.

GUNNISON COUNTY BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS APPOINTMENTS: Moved by Commissioner
Houck and seconded by Commissioner Chamberland to appoint Ann Bertschy to the Community Corrections
Board for a two year term, which will expire in 2016; and also appoint Andy Keck to the Library Board for
term five year term, which will expire 2/2018. Motion carried unanimously.

BREAK: The meeting recessed from 9:57 until 10:54 am in order to hold the Gunnison/Hinsdale Board of
Human Services (see separate minutes).

PUBLIC HEARING; REGULATIONS FOR THE USE OF GEOTHERMAL RESOURCES FOR THE
COMMERCIAL GENERATION OF ELECTRICITY; PLANNING COMMISSION RECOMMENDATION:
Assistant Community Development Director Neal Starkebaum, Community Development Director Russ
Forrest, Wildlife Conservation Coordinator Jim Cochran, public citizen Steven Schechter, public citizen Butch
Clark and Gunnison County Electric Association representative Bruce Stevens were present for the public
hearing.

1. Open Public Hearing. Chairperson Swenson opened the Public Hearing at 10:58 am.

2. Public Notice Confirmation. Assistant Community Development Director Starkebaum confirmed
that the Public Hearing had been properly public noticed in the Crested Butte News and the
Gunnison Times.

3. Identify Ex Parte Communications. There were no ex parte communications identified.

4. Staff Presentation. N/A
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Applicant Presentation. Assistant Community Development Director Starkebaum gave the
presentation for the applicant, Gunnison County. He informed the Board that this began with the
Board of County Commissioners Strategic Results. He read item number D2, which states “By
December 31, 2014, Gunnison County will have adopted a regulatory regime for geothermal
projects that facilitates development while mitigating any negative impacts.” He reported that staff
has been working on regulations for geothermal projects for about a year and the draft has been
through several reiterations. He informed that the last draft is provided in the Commissioner’s
packets and was recommended for adoption by the Planning Commission. He informed this is also
for adoption with regulations for the commercial production of electricity as an activity of state
interest, pertaining to state statute. He informed that he received comments from Ralph Clark 111
and High Country Conservation Advocates. Assistant Community Development Director
Starkebaum will forward the correspondence.

Board Questions. There were no questions from the Board.

Public Comments. Chairperson Swenson opened the Public Hearing to comments at 11:01 am.

Steven Schechter; representing self: Mr. Schechter informed the Board that he went over the draft
regulations and the oil and gas regulations. He mentioned that there is a huge disparity. He opined
you want a hydrologist to study ground water effects with geothermal development, but there isn't
any ground water study by hydrologists in the oil and gas regulations. He recommended that the
Board go back to the oil and gas regulations and require them to do water inspections and ground
water studies before they are given permits. He opined that water quality is really important
because ground water is where we are likely to see pollution first from oil and gas and fracking.
He informed the Board that he serves on the Upper Gunnison River Conservancy District Board and
water is very important. He opined that he thinks they should be studying the ground water.

Mike McBride; CEO of Gunnison County Electric Association (GCEA): Mr. McBride informed the
Board that he wanted to provide a general comment that GCEA supports and encourages local
development of renewable energy, either by GCEA or someone else. He would like to encourage
the County to make the process as easy as possible and that GCEA can support how it can be
connected to the grid. He opined they would like to see these projects happen.

Butch Clark I11: Mr. Clark thanked Assistant Community Development Director Starkebaum for
distributing his comments. He also submitted a copy of the international symposium on subsurface
microbiology. He informed the Board that it terminated on the 10" of September, and it has
abstracts and talks about a lot of different ways to assess the bacterial and viral material. He opined
that it may be helpful with connecting with people who are performing these studies and offer that
Gunnison is an opportunity to do studies. He suggested looking at this and performing
measurements when the opportunity arises. He informed that there is not much studying being
done in Colorado but there are in other states. He also suggested that the County contact the
Rocky Mountain Biological Laboratory because they may know of who might be performing the
research here in Gunnison.

Chairperson Swenson closed the Public Hearing for comments at 11:08 am.

Commissioner Chamberland asked if anyone knows what the process is with the water after it has
been taken out. He inquired if the water was put back in, and Assistant Community Development
Director Starkebaum informed the water is typically taken off the surface and injected into the
aquifer.

Acknowledge Correspondence Received. County Manager Birnie informed the Board that he
received an email from Jerry Smith with Pagosa Verde and that he forwarded him Butch Clark’s
email. He informed the Board that he will provide that email to the group.

Applicant Response. N/A.

Close Public Hearing. Chairperson Swenson closed the Public Hearing at 11:09 am and immediately
reconvened the Gunnison County Board of County Commissioners Meeting.

Commissioner Chamberland opined that the comments received are important to keep in mind and that
good work was done to draft this. He encouraged staff to continue to look for things to look at as
information comes forward. He also mentioned he is comfortable at this point in time to recommend
approval of these regulations. Commissioner Houck opined that he is also comfortable with these
regulations and that he did not see any glaring holes or pieces not addressed.

Assistant Community Development Director Starkebaum mentioned there is one correction on page 16. He
informed that there is a typo, under section B: Applications and Fees, 2A. Assistant Community
Development Director Starkebaum informed that the second sentence needs to say that the applicant will
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pay fees for outside consultants, not the County. He mentioned that staff will also bring back a fee schedule
in the near future. The Board directed staff to develop a resolution for adoption.

UNSCHEDULED CITIZENS: There were no Unscheduled Citizens present for discussion.

Commissioner Houck:

1. Gunnison Sage-grouse. Commissioner Houck informed the Board that he and Wildlife
Conservation Coordinator Jim Cochran attended a meeting for Gunnison Sage-grouse in
Denver. He reported that there were no new plans, and that November 12% is still the decision
deadline.

Commissioner Chamberland:

1. Region 10. Commissioner Chamberland informed the Board that there is a Request for Proposal
for the grant for Region 10.

2. Ebola Pandemic Planning Committee Meeting. Commissioner Chamberland reported that he
attended this meeting and that they will also be meeting next week. He reported that if there
are no new domestic cases of Ebola by the next meeting, the committee will deescalate. He
mentioned that the Gunnison Valley Hospital is very active in response if there is an Ebola
patient in Gunnison.

Commissioner Swenson:

1. Colorado Workforce Development Council Meeting. Chairperson Swenson reported to the Board
that region wide they are still working on outdoor initiatives. She opined that this western bill
will be really good. There was discussion that the aerospace industry is actively looking to
bringing jobs to the Western Slope.

ADJOURN: Moved by Commissioner Chamberland and seconded by Commissioner Houck to adjourn the
meeting. Motion carried unanimously. The meeting adjourned at 11:23 am.

SCHEDULING: The Upcoming Meetings Schedule was discussed and updated.

COUNTY MANAGER'’S REPORT: County Manager Birnie was present for discussion.

1.

Funding Approval; Consultant Fees; Yellow-billed Cuckoo; $800. County Manager Birnie explained
that any approval would need to be ratified on a future agenda. A firm is being hired to perform
a review on this species. The consultant’s fees will be $2,400 and Delta, Montrose and Gunnison
Counties are proposing an equal split of the cost. The Board authorized this cost, and this decision
will be on a future meeting agenda for ratification.

Courthouse Project Update. County Manager Birnie informed the Board that the project is
proceeding according to schedule and that the north side of the facility’s exterior should be
completed within a week. He also informed the Board that the County received $150,000 in grant
funding from DOLA for furniture, fixtures and equipment. The drilling is nearly complete, and some
site work will be put off until spring.

Director Vacancy Update. County Manager Birnie informed the Board that five finalists have
emerged from a strong pool of applicants for the HR Director position, all with diverse backgrounds.
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Interviews will take place during the afternoon of 11/12 and the morning of 11/13, with two of the
applicants needing to appear via Skype. A decision is expected to be made soon after the
interviews take place. With regard to the Health and Human Services Director position, Prothman
will begin the review of applicants today. Interviews for that position will likely take place in
December. The current Director will remain in the position and not retire until mid-February.

DEPUTY COUNTY MANAGER'’S REPORT AND PROJECT UPDATES: Deputy County Manager Marlene
Crosby was present for discussion.

1. Bid Award; Crushing; Elk Creek Sand & Gravel, LLC; $271,700. Deputy County Manager Crosby
informed the Board that this award will enable us to crush in three different locations. She will
work with Finance Director Linda Nienhueser to determine the final dollar amount. Moved by
Commissioner Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Houck to approve the bid award for
crushing with Elk Creek Sand & Gravel, LLC, not to exceed $225,000. Motion carried unanimously.

2. Six Points Project Update. Deputy County Manager Crosby informed the Board that the in-kind
support being supplied by the County will enable the parking area to be paved in the spring.

3. Whitewater Park Repairs. Deputy County Manager Crosby informed the Board that the contractor
is on site, and that the damage is significantly more than expected. They applied for a permit to
divert the river while the repairs are completed, and she expects to receive approval within a couple
of days.

4. Gunnison Home Association Request for Contribution/Trade. Deputy County Manager Crosby
informed the Board that our Facilities crews have been mowing the grass at the health care center
and at the Willows, while the Home Association mows Lots B, C and D approximately three times
per month. The Home Association has asked for a blade and an operator for some roadwork,
which would cost the County approximately $2,100 compared to the estimated $2,700 of in-kind
assistance that the Home Association provides via mowing. Moved by Commissioner
Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Houck to approve the contribution. Motion carried
unanimously.

5. Mountain Pass Update. Deputy County Manager Crosby informed the Board that Chaffee County
plans to keep its side of Cottonwood Pass open through the hunting seasons. She also indicated
that her crews will continue to plow a portion of Kebler Pass up until Thanksgiving.

R.1 W OF THE NMPM; TODD HUCKABEE: Planner Cathie Pagano and AJ Cattles, representing the
homeowner, were present for discussion. Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner
Chamberland to approve the Homesite Envelope Adjustment for Lot 3 in Tomichi Creek Preserve as shown
in the packet and on the plat. Motion carried unanimously.

GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE REGIONAL AIRPORT: Airport Manager Rick Lamport was present for
discussion.

1. Resolution Incorporating Certain Real Property into the Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport
and Designation of Federal Aviation Administration Requirements and Restrictions. Moved by
Commissioner Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Houck to approve Resolution #2014-29,
a Resolution Incorporating Certain Real Property into the Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport
and Designation of Federal Aviation Administration Requirements and Restrictions. Motion carried
unanimously.

2. Affiliate Airline Operating Agreement, Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport, Gunnison,
Colorado; Express Jet Airlines; 11/1/14 thru 10/31/15. Moved by Commissioner Chamberland,
seconded by Commissioner Houck to approve the Affiliate Airline Operating Agreement between
the Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport and Express Jet Airlines from 11/1/14 through
10/31/15.

BREAK: The meeting recessed from 9:05 until 9:07 am.
COMMISSIONER ITEMS: This discussion began earlier than scheduled due to a gap in the meeting.
Commissioner Houck:

1. City of Gunnison; Recreation Master Planning Process. Commissioner Houck informed the
Board that the City has asked him to participate in this process, and he has agreed to assist.
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2. Meeting with Lt. Governor Joseph Garcia. All three commissioners attended this meeting on
10/28. Commissioner Houck expressed his opinion that good gains were made and there is
now a better understanding of Western State Colorado University’s role in the community as
an economic driver.

3. Community Builders Task Force Update. Commissioner Houck informed the Board that this
group is still meeting and that he should be able to provide an update to the Board after next
week.

4. Western State Colorado University Draft Marketing Plan. Commissioner Houck stated that he
attended the presentation given by WSCU Director of Communications Brian Barker to the
Gunnison City Council, and that Mr. Barker would be giving the same presentation to the Board
during an upcoming meeting.

Commissioner Chamberland:

1. Region 10 Economic Development Grant Requests for Proposal. Commissioner Chamberland
informed the Board that interviews are scheduled to take place on 12/4. This program is
between Gunnison and Delta Counties, and it is hoped that it will help to counteract the effects
of the recent mine closures.

2. Broadband Update. Commissioner Chamberland informed the Board that there have been
additional meetings, and that the process will hopefully end up creating redundancy for
Gunnison County.

Commissioner Swenson:
1. Colorado Workforce Development Council Update. Chairperson Swenson informed the Board
that she will be helping to host the CWDC meeting that is scheduled to take place at WSCU in
July.
2. Gunnison Valley Rural Transportation Authority Update. Chairperson Swenson informed the
Board that the RTA plans to release a survey in mid-November to find out how people feel
about the RTA and the current programming.

KEBLER PASS; WINTER TRAILHEAD MANAGEMENT PLAN: Deputy County Manager Crosby was
present for discussion, and she provided copies of four email messages to enter into the record. She
explained that she had worked with the Forest Service to arrive at permit fees, though some Irwin residents
are opposed to having to pay a fee for overnight parking. Some Irwin residents have also asked that, if
they have to pay a fee, the recreation users should also have to pay, and she explained to them that the
cost of keeping a gatekeeper in the area is prohibitive. Some residents also expressed concern about
others taking their permitted spots.

Chairperson Swenson asked if Irwin Guides would be paying for spaces, and Deputy County Manager
Crosby explained that they will pay permittee fees. Chairperson Swenson also suggested that the posted
notices be more specific related to moving vehicles on a regular basis. Deputy County Manager Crosby
explained that she hadn't been specific as to the length of time since the need is slow related. Deputy
County Attorney Trezise suggested that a time limit be created and posted. Deputy County Manager Crosby
noted that new signage will need to be created.

Deputy County Manager Crosby also informed the Board that some Irwin residents would like two permits
per residence.

Moved by Commissioner Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Houck to approve the policy for Kebler
Winter Trailhead Parking for the 2014-2015 year as presented today, with the modification of specifying
what a regular basis means and the extended period of time relative to trailers. Motion carried
unanimously.

Motion carried
unanimously.

2. Resolution; Adopting a Schedule of Fees for Geothermal Electrical Generation Operation
Applications. Moved by Commissioner Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Houck to
approve Resolution #2014-31, a Resolution Adopting a Schedule of Fees for Geothermal Electrical
Generation Operation Applications. Motion carried unanimously.
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GUNNISON-CRESTED BUTTE TOURISM ASSOCIATION (TA) BYLAWS UPDATE: Deputy County
Attorney Art Trezise, Community Development Director Russ Forrest and TA Board member Ryan Johnson
were present for discussion.

Community Development Director Forrest informed the Board that he and Deputy County Attorney Trezise
drafted a set of bylaws, and they met with four members of the TA board to begin working through the
document. Discussions have centered on the purpose of the organization along with the roles and
responsibilities of the board members.

The group has discussed the possibility of changing the TA's legal name to something that would include
the word “marketing”. By changing the name and creating new bylaws, a new entity would essentially be
created, which some believe may be a faster process than working through the process of modifying the
current bylaws and retaining the old name.

The next regular TA board meeting is scheduled to take place on 11/11, and the Board asked that
Community Development Director Forrest and Deputy County Attorney Trezise attend that meeting if
invited.

Deputy County Attorney Trezise asked about the process for continuing marketing efforts during the
transition. The Board asked that the TA provide a report on the amount of money that has been contracted
out through the end of the year as everyone would prefer to avoid any gaps in marketing. An interim
funding agreement may need to be created, based on the transition timing, since the current funding
expires on 12/31. Due to pending issues, a partial-year contract may be created.

Mr. Johnson asked about including the town of Marble in the organization, but Chairperson Swenson
explained that the Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing District contracts with the Marble Crystal River
Chamber of Commerce separately and there is no desire to alter that arrangement.

GUNNISON VALLEY HEALTH (GVH) PROPOSED PURCHASE OF THE MOUNTAIN CLINIC: Finance
Director Linda Nienhueser and GVH CEO Rob Santilli were present for discussion.

Mr. Santilli explained that GVH would like the clinic's operational schedule to match the resort’s winter
schedule, although GVH is also evaluating the possibility of also being operational during the summer
months in order to provide access to healthcare for non-ski accidents. The services will be based on
orthopedic and rehabilitation needs, as well as overall wellness. An additional 3,000 square feet of space
is adjacent to the clinic, and GVH may pursue utilization of that space in the future.

Commissioner Chamberland agreed that it would be beneficial for GVH to have a presence in the Mt.
Crested Butte area. He asked about GVH’s plans to fund this endeavor, and Mr. Santilli explained that the
purchase cost would come from this year’s operations as GVH does not see a need to use reserve funds.

Commissioner Houck agreed that a GVH presence in the north end of the valley will be important, and he
expressed his appreciation for the detailed proposal.

Moved by Commissioner Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Houck to approve the Gunnison Valley
Health proposed purchase of the Mountain Clinic. Motion carried unanimously. Attorney David Leinsdorf,
in attendance, asked if the approval included the signing of the lease and other documents to complete
the purchase, and the Board confirmed that it did.

UNSCHEDULED CITIZENS: There were no Unscheduled Citizens present for discussion.

ADJOURN: Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Chamberland to adjourn the
meeting. Motion carried unanimously. The meeting adjourned at 10:06 am.

PROVIDER AGREEMENT

This Provider Agreement (“Agreement’) made effective the 1st day of October, 2014, is by
and between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado,
whose address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Gunnison County”) and the
Early Childhood Councils Leadership Alliance (ECCLA) (“Provider”).

RECITALS

Provider provides professional services regarding statewide radio campaign around the
Colorado Early Leaming Developmental Guidelines in collaboration with the Gunnison
Hinsdale Early Childhood Council (“Council”) and the Gunnison County Department of
Health and Human Services (“Department’). Gunnison County desires to engage Provider
to provide Services according to this Agreement.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and
obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

i P TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date first set forth above and shall
terminate on December 31th, 2014, unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided
herein.

& SCOPE OF SERVICES.

Provider shall furish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment to
commence, diligently pursue, and complete the services as more specifically set forth on
Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, regarding provision of
the statewide radio media campaign on the Colorado Early Learning Development
Guidelines. All Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with
generally accepted standards for Provider's profession and all applicable federal, state and
local laws and regulations affecting the Services or the subject matter thereof. Provider
acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and Gunnison County may contract
with additional or other providers able to furnish the same or similar services as it deems
appropriate to do so.

- COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.

(a) In exchange for Providers performance of the Services, during the Term,
Gunnison County shall pay Provider up to $4,500 in accordance with Exhibit B.
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4. INDEMNIFICATION.

(a) Provider agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison County, its
Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all liability, claims, liens,
demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable attorney’s and
expert's fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost, damage or injury,
including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind caused by the misconduct
or negligent acts, errors or omissions of Provider or its employees, sub-Providers or agents
in connection with this Agreement.

(b)  This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement
with respect to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.

S INSURANCE.

Provider agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that Provider shall carry
and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and expense, the following
insurance policies. Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Agreement, Provider will
provide insurance certificates to Gunnison County, listing Gunnison County as an additional
insured, for the coverage’s required herein which shall state that such policies shall not be
materially changed or cancelled without thirty (30) days prior notice to Gunnison County.

(a) Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and Federal
law which adequately protects all labor employed by Provider during the term of this
Agreement.

(b) Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent in an amount
not less than $1,000,000 each occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate for Bodily Injury
Liability and $500,000 for Property Damage Liability.

6. TERMINATION.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination, Provider
shall be entitled to compensation for Services performed prior to the date of termination, per
the compensation terms outlined in Exhibit A.

1 DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a personal services contract with Provider and, therefore, Provider shall not delegate
or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent of Gunnison
County which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its discretion. Subject to the
foregoing, the terms, covenants and conditions of this Agreement shall be binding on the
successors and assigns of either party.

8. NOTICES.





Any notice, demand or communication which either party may desire or be required to give
to the other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or rendered if
delivered personally or sent by certified first class US mail, postage prepaid, addressed as
follows:

Either party has the right to designate in writing, served as provided above, a different
address to which any notice, demand or communication is to be mailed.

9. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

(a) In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, Provider is
acting as an independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint venture or employee
of Gunnison County. Provider does not have any authority to bind Gunnison County in any
manner whatsoever.

(b) Provider acknowledges and agrees that Provider is not entitled to: (i)
unemployment insurance benefits; or (ii) Workers Compensation coverage, from Gunnison
County. Further, Provider is obligated to pay federal and state income tax on any moneys
paid it related to the services.

10. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.
This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties hereto with respect to

the subject matter hereof, and supersedes any and all prior agreements, proposals,
negotiations and representations pertaining to the obligations to be performed hereunder.

11.  MISCELLANEOUS.

: (a) SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall be held to
be invalid in whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and provisions, or portions thereof,
shall nevertheless be and remain in full force and effect.

(b) AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to this
Agreement shall be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed by the parties to
be bound thereby.

(c) NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. Nothing in this Agreement
is, or shall be construed to be, a waiver, in whole or part, by the Board of County
Commissioners of governmental immunity provided by the Colorado Governmental
Immunity Act or otherwise.

AGREEMENT ESTABLISHING
the
Choice Pass Community Support Fund

THIS AGREEMENT is made and executed on this ﬂ‘ﬁday of October 2013, by and between
the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado, a political
subdivision of the State of Colorado (“Donor”), and The Community Foundation of the
Gunnison Valley, a Colorado non-profit corporation (“Foundation”), to evidence the absolute
transfer by the Donor of property to the Foundation for public charitable, scientific, literary,
and educational purposes. The purpose of this transfer is to establish a designated fund to be
administered in accordance with the provisions set forth below.

1. Name of Fund. The Fund established with the property transferred hereunder shall
be known as The Choice Pass Community Support Fund (“‘Fund”).

2. Purpose of Fund. The Foundation hereby establishes the Fund in support of the
Gunnison County Substance Abuse Prevention Project (“GCSAPP”) Choice Pass Program
(the “Project”). Through this Agreement, the Foundation and the Donor agree that the
Foundation shall accept contributions to the Fund in support of the Project, shall invest and
manage Fund assets while holding the same, and shall distribute Fund assets to pay
expenses in connection with the Project.

3. Contributions. The Donor hereby irrevocably gives, assigns, and transfers to the
Foundation the property described in EXHIBIT A attached hereto and made a part hereof.
Said transfer is to create a non-permanent fund with opportunity for the Donor and/or other
supporters to make further contributions to the Fund at any time. The Foundation hereby
accepts the property transferred and affirms that it will hold such and any additional property
transferred to the Fund for the support of the GCSAPP Choice Pass Program.

4. Administration. The Foundation hereby affirms that it will administer the Fund in
accordance with the terms and subject to the conditions set forth in this Agreement and as
required by the guidelines and procedures set forth in the Foundation’s governing
instruments, including its Articles of Incorporation, Bylaws, Policies, and Guidelines, as
amended from time to time. The Foundation will assess a reasonable fee to administer this
Fund, according to its Policies.

5. Asset Management. Control over the investment or reinvestment of such property and
the asset management of the Fund will be exercised exclusively by the Foundation.

6. Distributions and Purpose. The Foundation will make charitable distributions in support
of the GCSAPP Choice Pass Program upon receipt of a written distribution request, signed
by the Executive Director of GCSAPP and by one or more of the Gunnison County
Commissioners in office at the time of the request. Said request will be accompanied by an





invoice for the vendor of the passes. All grants made by the Foundation from this Fund will
acknowledge this Fund as their source.

7. Variance Power In accordance with its power of variance, the Foundation Board of
Directors bears responsibility for redirecting distributions from this Fund if, in the sole
judgment of the Foundation, the Donor’s stated intent becomes unnecessary, impractical,
incapable of fulfilment, or inconsistent with the charitable needs of the local community. In
all such cases, the Foundation Board of Directors will seek an alternative use consistent with
the Donor’s stated intent for the use of the assets in the Fund.

8. Fund not a Separate Trust. The assets of the Fund shall be the assets of the Foundation
and not a separate trust. The Fund shall be organized and administered so that the Federal
Income Tax status of the Foundation as a public charitable organization under Section
501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, as amended, will not be adversely affected. This
Agreement will be interpreted in a manner consistent with the Federal Income Tax provisions
and regulations that govern the operation of the Foundation, and it may be amended from
time to time by the Foundation’s Board to conform to such provisions and regulations.

9. Irrevocable Gift. The Donor understands and declares that this Agreement and the
donations made hereunder are absolute and irrevocable and that, after the execution of this
instrument, the Donors shall have no right, title, interest, or incidents of ownership in the
property described in EXHIBIT A or any additional property transferred to this Fund. Further,
the Donor shall have no unilateral right to alter, amend or terminate this Agreement.

“Parties”).

RECITALS

Gunnison County through Gunnison County Health and Human Services

Montrose and Gunnison specifically understand and agree that nothing in this Agreement shall be
interpreted to require Montrose to perform any general road maintenance other than the snow
removal and/or plowing on Cimarron Rd in Gunnison County. Furthermore, it is understood and
agreed that Montrose shall not be held liable for any roadbed or roadside damages that occur as a
result of such snow removal or plowing, and that Gunnison shall be solely responsible for any such
road repair or maintenance required as a result of snow removal or plowing performed under this
Agreement.





Montrose and Gunnison specifically understand and agree that nothing in this Agreement shall be
interpreted to require Gunnison to perform any road maintenance other than grading and pulling
ditches on Z84 or 084 roads. Montrose shall be responsible for culverts and graveling on said roads.

Montrose and Gunnison specifically understand and agree that contracting for gravel crushing
services shall be the responsibility of Montrose.

WHEREAS, the Gunnison County Landfill, also known as the Six Mile Lane Landfill (“Landfill”) was
established pursuant to Resolution No. 18, Series 1985; and
WHEREAS, the Solid Waste Fund is operated and funded through charges and fees for services at the
Landfill site and sales of materials at the Gunnison County Recycling Center located at Tenth Street and Rio

Grande Avenue; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado, wants to adjust the
charges and fees for the Landfill to better fund that operation and make it self-supporting; and

WHEREAS, a portion of the charges and fees shall be dedicated to offsetting any and all costs of a County
administered recycling program; and

WHEREAS, a portion of the charges and fees shall be dedicated to offsetting any and all costs of future
closure and post-closure of the Landfill site; and

WHEREAS, a portion of the charges and fees shall be dedicated to offsetting any and all costs of future
Landfill expansion construction costs of the Landfill site; and

WHEREAS, a portion of the charges and fees shall be dedicated to offsetting costs associated with sage
grouse mitigation; and

WHEREAS, a solid waste user fee shall be imposed in addition to all charges and fees specified herewith

pursuant to Colorado Revised Statutes § 25-16-104.5;

3. Administration Fee. The Administration Fee shall be collected once per year per type of single
source waste that requires a special waste characterization.

4. Tire Rim with Tire. The Tire Rim with Tire fee shall be charged in addition to the associated tire
fee to accommodate the handling required to separate the tire from the rim.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the above fees amend and supersede any previous conflicting fees and
shall remain in full force and effect until changed by resolution of the Board of County Commissioners.

Crested Butte Mountain Resort (CBMR) would like to present both summer and winter amenities
proposed in the 2013 Resort Master Development Plan and they are requesting a statement of support
from the Board of County Commissioners (BOCC) for moving forward with plans to create a mountain
expansion referred to as Teocalli Drainage. Teocalli Drainage is also a concept in the 2013 Resort master
Development Plan which can be reviewed at:

An executive summary of the Plan is included in Attachment A. Materials submitted by Crested Butte
Mountain Resort are included in Attachment B.

An application has not been submitted for Teocalli Drainage to Gunnison County. Rather the Company
is asking for a statement of support for the concept of this mountain expansion as outlined in the 2013
Master Development Plan. Staff working with the County Attorney’s office prepared a Resolution in the
event the Board would like to provide a statement of support for the project (Attachment C). The
attached Resolution is intended to express support for the concept of Teocalli Drainage and does not
pre-judge a specific application, particularly since there the County has not received an application for
the project. It should be noted that the upper portion of Teocalli Two Bowl is in the permitted ski area
and there has been a public announcement that this will be open, as conditions permit, for the
2014/2015 season. However, a significant portion of Teocalli Drainage is not in the permitted area of
the resort and would require review under the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) and other US





Forest Service regulations. A statement of support for the concept of Teocalli Drainage is being
requested by CBMR to assist in the NEPA process. Again, a specific application has not been made to
Gunnison County for this project and if the BOCC chooses to approve the attached Resolution it would
not be prejudging a potential future application.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

A. OVERVIEW

This Resort Master Development Plan (MDP) provides a vision for the future of Crested Butte
Mountain Resort (CBMR), as reflected in its management philosophies, which are further defined in
Chapter 1. It incorporates previous apptovals at the Main Mountain along with adjacent private land
development projects, new concepts including the Teo Park, Teo Drainage expansion atea and
Snodgrass Mountain, culminating in a comprehensive plan for a balanced, cohesive resott. The
ultimate goal is to create a year-round recreational expetience that is appealing to guests of all ability
levels, thereby attracting and retaining destination visitors for longet durations.

Prepared in compliance with the terms of CBMR’s Forest Setvice-issued Special Use Permit (SUP),
this Resort MDP provides five main functions:

1. Provide a thorough assessment of existing operations and facilities (including constraints and
opportunities) at the Main Mountain.

Summarize previously approved projects at the Main Mountain.

3. Plan for future terrain expansion concepts in the Teo Drainage area and low-impact
activities on Snodgrass Mountain.

4. Continue to plan and develop summer mountain biking and hiking programs as well as other
outdoor activities for increased use and enjoyment as a summer tourist destination.

5. Comprehensively plan the year-round operational and recreational functionality of CBMR,
accounting for all existing previously approved upgrading projects on the Main Mountain.

B. GoALS & OBJECTIVES OF THE RESORT MDP

In identifying the Goals and Objectives of the MDP, CBMR and mountain planners carefully
considered the attributes that make Crested Butte a unique mountain resort (i.e., strengths) and what
opportunities exist within and adjacent to CBMR’s SUP atrea? Also considered, were the constraints
that impede CBMR from reaching its potential in the regional and national destination matket. This
exercise allowed CBMR and mountain planners to focus on determining what the critical issues are
to revitalize its position as a regional/national destination resott.

As a result, three key issues emerged that define the Goals and Objectives of CBMR’s MDP:

1. Create additional tetrain variety/diversity. Increase the total amount of developed/
undeveloped terrain and ski pods, with an emphasis on Intermediate skiers to increase the
length of stay of destination guests so that CBMR can remain competitive as a destination
resort.

2. Provide an expanded offeting of additional recreational activities for year-round utilization
of the facilities, with a focus on summer activities.

3. Continue to increase the quality of the facilities to meet the evet-increasing expectations of
the local, regional and destination skiet markets.

The North American ski industty has entered a new stage in its development. While overall growth
in the ski industry has slowed, many ski areas and resorts are focusing on itproving the quality of
the “expetience” to maintain loyal customers, as well as offeting a wider vatiety of year-round

activities and amenities to appeal to a broader range of visitors. The increasing competition in the
ski/snowboard market means that today’s mountain resott must be technologically modetn and
efficient in terms of its operating equipment and plant, while at the same time providing a high
quality experience for its guests.

In short, due to its reputation as an “Expetts Only” mountain, its deficiency of developed terrain as
a premier destination ski area and its remote location; CBMR has had an increasingly difficult time
attracting and retaining destination guests.

The CBMR upgrading plan (detailed in Chaptet 6) focuses on offering year-round recreational
opportunities for all individuals to enjoy public lands through CBMR’s branded experience of a
“true, meaningful and distinctive mountain experience offered by few North American mountain
resorts.” In an effort to enhance and diversify the skiing experience on the Main Mountain and to
establish the long-term viability of the mountain tesort, CBMR believes that the development of
additional lift-served terrain in the Teo Park and Drainage areas along with upgrades to existing trails
and lifts represents an opporttunity to enhance and balance its winter ski product.

In addition, the potential for year-round low-impact activities such as backcountry or powder cat
skiing and summer trails on Snodgrass Mountain offers additional alternative recreation
opportunities. As one of the fastest growing markets in the winter sports business, Snodgrass can
provide an unmatched backcountry product for Beginner and Intermediate ability levels entering
into this activity.

Since 2005 CBMR has seen a huge increase in summer business and visitation to the resort and the
proposed improvements will provide needed amenities as demand continues to grow. Summer
activities such as lift-served mountain biking and hiking trails, zip lines and other “adventure”
activities are proposed to improve and expand guest experiences on the Main Mountain as well as
other summer trails on Snodgtass.

1. Terrain Diversity & Variety

In terms of a resort’s ability to retain guests, both for longer durations of visitation and for repeat
business, one of the more important factors has proven to be variation in terrain. This means having
developed runs of all ability levels, some groomed on a tegular basis and some not, as well as mogul
runs, bowl skiing, tree skiing, in-bounds backcountry-style thike-te) skiing, and terrain parks and
pipes.

Crested Butte Mountain Resott is well known for its off-piste, “Extreme Limits” terrain, and
therefore, it is easy to discount the importance of its developed (i.e., maintained) trail network.
These runs represent the baseline of the terrain at any resort, as they are where the majotity of
guests ski, and they are usually the only place to ski duting the eatly season, petiods of poor or
undesirable snow conditions, avalanche closures, and certain weather conditions. Typically,
Advanced and Expert level skiers use tetrain outside of the developed network predominantly
during periods when snow is most desirable (e.g., fresh powder, spring corn, etc.). As such, the
developed terrain network represents a true teflection of acreage used by the average skier on a
consistent basis, as well as the tetrain used by virtually all skiers during the aforementioned
conditions. Therefore, the total acreage of the developed terrain network and the ability level
breakdown must be sufficient to accommodate the full skiet capacity of the resort.
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A terrain distribution analysis conducted for CBMR’s developed terrain reveals that it has a
significant abundance of Novice and Low Intermediate tetrain, relatively balanced and Advanced
terrain, a deficit of Beginner, and a notable deficit of Intermediate terrain. Additionally, there 1s a
deficit of developed Expert terrain—a fact that is often overlooked due to the quantity and quality
of CBMR’s “Extreme Limits” tetrain; however, duting periods of low snow or poor snow
conditions, it is impottant to have sufficient developed tetrain for the Expert guests.

As a destination resort, CBMR suffers from a severe disadvantage in total developed terrain acreage
when compated to othet Colotado destination ski areas. With a little more than 600 acres of
developed ski tetrain, CBMR competes ditectly with Steamboat (1,400 actes) and Telluride

(1,200 acres) and is easily the smallest of the Colorado’s destination resorts.

Analysis of the existing conditions at CBMR identified a shottage of quality developed Intermediate
ski terrain in diverse settings when compated to its competitors. This detracts from the guest
expetience, and puts CBMR at a competitive disadvantage. Estimates show that 60 percent of North
American skiers are Intermediates. Providing a mote diverse selection and quantity of terrain, with
an emphasis on Intetmediate tetrain, is critical to CBMR’s ability to address effectively the needs of
its core customerts, reverse the severe erosion in its visitation and competitive position, and
strengthen its long-term ability to compete and survive in the destination market.

The United States average visitation per ski area in 1978/79 was 60,990. In 1993/94, the average
visitation per atea increased to 105,886 and grew steadily at 2 petcent per year for the next nine
years. The average skier visitation per ski area for the 2010/11 season was approximately 125,836.
There are a couple factors to account for this; the total quantity of US ski areas has decreased yet the
ski industry continues to gtow at a steady trate of 1 percent; there are winners and losers in attracting
and retaining guests. Statistics show that tesorts that have expanded and improved typically have
seen growth, whereas those that have not expanded have seen a steady erosion of total skier visits

(see Chart 1-1).

2, Expanded Summer Activities

In the summer, the towns of Mt. Crested Butte, Crested Butte and region of the Upper Gunnison
Valley provide fot a latge vatiety of activides. The number of activities, combined with the scenery,
atmosphere and aldtude (with cooler temperatures) draw a large number of visitors during the
summer months; however, guests ate always looking for expanded and improved activities when
choosing a destination. As in wintet, only a portion of the activities take place on the mountain,
however the majority of lodging accommodations are based at the mountain which presents a
excellent opportunity to provide convenient access to expanded recreation on private and public
lands adjacent to the resort.

CBMR currently operates a wide-range of activities such as; scenic lift rides to the top of the Silver
Queen lift, over 5 miles of hiking trails, 20-plus miles of mountain biking trails, disc golf, weddings
and other special events, a weekly music concert series, the Adventure Park at the Base Area as well
as hosting other types of races and special events. CBMR has included in Chapter 6 — Upgrading
Plan a list of potential activities that will meet the future summer demand for more recreation and
cultural activities on and off the mountain.

3. Upgraded Facilities

This MDP addresses many upgrades to lifts, trails and facilities to improve the level of setvice and
products offered at CBMR. The continued focus on improvements and investment in the existing
infrastructure and facilities is a continued on-going process and reflects the commitment of the
current ownership for a partnership with the U.S. Forest Setvice and sutrounding communities.

C. UPGRADING PLAN

A number of enhancements have been previously approved or proposed for the developed trail
network. On the Main Mountain, previously approved trail widening/grading and several new runs
will help with circulation and provide additional tetrain. In addition, several glading projects will
increase the quantity of available tree skiing and improve tetrain vatiety. The upgrading plan includes
new lifts and trails in the Teo Park and Drainage with an SUP expansion of approximately 440 acres,
additionally the Teocalli replacement lift will extend approximately 2,000 feet and includes three new
trails within the pod. CBMR’s total developed terrain network will increase by 118 actes—from 638
to 756 acres—or an increase of approximately 19 percent.

Fundamental to meeting CBMR’s operational goal is upgtading the resort lift network. New
chairlifts will improve skier comfort and enhance setvice to tetrain and overall skier citculation. Both
new and upgraded lifts will improve access to terrain of all ability levels. Several lift realignments will
improve mountain circulation. These additions and improvements will increase uphill capacity,
distribute skiers more evenly throughout the ski area, and increase the overall capacity of the area.

Upon completion of all the upgrading projects, CBMR’s Comfortable Carrying Capacity (CCC) will
increase from 5,940 skiers to 8,440—an increase of 2,500 skiets (a 42 petcent increase).

The upgrading plan is desighed to inctrease utilization while enhancing the quality of the guest’s
experience. The mountain master planning process emphasizes the importance of balancing
recreational facility development; skiet setvice functions ate designed in accordance with the CCC of
the mountain.

A summary of the upgrading plan includes:

*  Two new lifts in the Teo Park and Drainage area;

* A 440-acre SUP increase in the Teo Drainage atea;

" Replacement of existing Notth Face surface lift;

* Approximately 118 actes of developed tetrain, and 200 acres of undeveloped trails and
gladed skiing tetrain;

* A warming house located at the top of the Notth Face lift;

* A ski patrol outpost located at the top of the North Face lift;

* Additional summer hiking and biking trails and other recreational activities; and

* Upgrades and realignments of existing lifts. '

Chapter 6 includes a detailed discussion of the upgrading plan for the Teo Patk and Drainage area
and summer recreational activities.

CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Chamberland called the meeting to order at 10:30 am.
AGENDA REVIEW: There were no changes to the agenda.

MINUTES APPROVAL: Moved by Commissioner Swenson, seconded by Commissioner Houck to approve
the September 16, 2014 minutes as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

APPROVE MONTHLY FINANCIAL REPORTS: Staff Accountant Maureen Eden presented the financial
report dated August 31, 2014 for discussion and approval. Moved by Commissioner Swenson, seconded
by Commissioner Houck to approve the monthly financials. Motion carried unanimously.

Staff Accountant Maureen Eden presented the financial reports dated June 30, 2014 and July 31, 2014 for
discussion and approval.

EARLY CHILDHOOD COUNCIL UPDATE: Health and Human Services Director Renee Brown was present
for the discussion.
1. HB 1317: HHS Director Brown informed the Board that her office has been working on this and
that they are tracking the changes of this new legislation.
2. Video; “Are We Crazy About Our Kids?” HHS Director Brown informed the Board that this is a good
video to watch. There was discussion about the pay levels and percentage of poverty and income.

CHILD WELFARE UPDATE:
1. Hotline. HHS Director Brown informed the Board that the Hotline is moving forward. She mentioned
that her office will received the IT training in the near future.
2. Performance Audit. HHS Director Brown informed the Board that the number of child welfare
referrals have decreased.

ADULT PROTECTION UPDATE: HHS Director Brown informed the Board that mandatory reporting began
in July, and there has been a 51% increase in referrals. She informed the Board that her office will be
cross-training and adding depth to adult protection services.

PUBLIC ASSISTANCE UPDATE: HHS Director Brown informed the Board that they currently have 2,706
participants in Medicare this year, compared to last year there were 1,362 participants. She informed that
the open enrollment period is 3-4 months. She also reported that her department has placed a kiosk in
front office to help assist clients.

HHS Director Brown informed the Board that Child and Family Services Manager Greg Meier has resigned
and they will be advertising for his position.
