I’'m not sure if you have received the attached letter | previously sent to all County Commissioners.

The exchange is very simple in concept. SG would allow approximately 30,000 acres of leases to expire or be re-assigned
to the BLM. In return, Congress would direct the BLM to grant SG different leases totaling approximately 30,000

acres. BLM would “value” the leases for Congress in order to ensure SG received equal, but not greater, value in the
exchange. Thus, it may not be an acre for acre exchange in the end.

The federal legislators have asked that SG seek local County Commissioner support before moving forward with

introducing the legislation. At this point Bennet, Gardner, and Tipton (or their staff) have all been consulted and are on
board.

It is important to understand that the acreage we are seeking to acquire through this proposed legislative exchange is
both (1) available for leasing in the current BLM and USFS RMP’s and (2) has been nominated for lease. SG did not
nominate the acreage.

Dear Senator Bennet, Senator Gardner and Mr. Tipton:

We are writing to express the support of the Gunnison County Board of County Commissioners
to a federal oil and gas lease exchange as a way to resolve the division over oil and gas development in
the Thompson Divide area located in Mesa, Pitkin and Garfield counties. Gunnison County believes the
proposed exchange legislation would resolve the key disagreement over oil and gas development in the
Thompson Divide while allowing development to proceed in an area of Gunnison County that already
has on-going oil and gas development.

Gunnison County values a balanced approach to oil and gas development. The County believes
that balance is fostered through a robust regulatory framework that is protective of human health,
safety and welfare, as well the environment and wildlife, while at the same time is predictable and
consistent for industry. The County has put in place comprehensive oil and gas regulations and a
Memorandum of Understanding with the Colorado Oil and Gas Conservation Commission to achieve
those goals. Gunnison County believes that responsible oil and gas development can and should play a
role in the County’s economy.

As presented to the County, the proposed federal legislation would allow SG Interests VII, Ltd.
(“SG Interests”), the lessee of 18 federal oil and gas leases in the Thompson Divide area and, in addition,
the lessee of the adjacent Wolf Creek deep rights held indefinitely by production, together totaling
approximately 30, 000 acres of White River National Forest (“WRNF”) surface, to exchange those leases
for approximately 30,000 acres of federal leases on Grand Mesa, Uncompahgre and Gunnison National
Forest (“GMUG”) federal minerals. The GMUG mineral acres proposed for exchange are in an area that
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the Forest Service has designated as available for potential oil and gas leasing in the 1993 GMUG Oil and
Gas Leasing Plan Amendment under “controlled surface use” and standard stipulations that protect
other resources. Although the proposed exchange lands include lands designated as “Roadless” in the
Colorado Roadless Rule, 77 Federal Register 39,576 (July 3, 2012), the federal minerals underlying that
surface would be developed using horizontal or directional drilling to avoid surface disturbance,
pursuant to the Roadless Rule lease stipulations. A small portion (approximately 600 acres) of the
proposed exchange lands is in Gunnison County. The proposed exchange lands are adjacent to or in
close proximity to fee and federal oil and gas development, including SG Interests’ oil and gas
development, and several federally designated oil and gas units, including federal units operated by SG
Interests.

Gunnison County therefore supports a legislated exchange as a solution that would address the
dispute over federal leases in the Thompson Divide, but allow federal minerals located in another area
of Gunnison County to be responsibly developed. We applaud the Colorado delegation for working
together to find a balanced solution to this divisive issue.
