Moved by Commissioner Chamberland to authorize County Manager Birnie’s signature
on grant applications related to the Compressed Natural Gas facility in Gunnison County, seconded
by Commissioner Houck. Motion carried unanimously.
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2. National American Planning Association Conference; Senior Planner Cathie Pagano submitted a
Travel Request for $2,800. The Board gave verbal approval of this request, and this item will be
on the next agenda for ratification.

DEPUTY COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT AND PROJECT UPDATES: Deputy County Manager Marlene
Crosby was present for discussion.

1. Request for Waiver of Overweight Vehicle Charges; Montrose Forest Products, LLC; $2,350.
Resource Forester Normand Birtcher from Montrose Forest Products, LLC was present for the
discussion. Montrose Forest Products, LLC provided a letter requesting a waiver of fees charged
for overweight trucks. There is an 85,000 pound weight limit. Chairperson Swenson stated that
Montrose Forest Products, LLC had signed the contract at a certain weight limit for their trucks,
and does not support waiving the overweight vehicle charges. Resource Forester Normand Birtcher
from Montrose Forest Products, LLC presented his case to the Board of County Commissioners.
Action was taken to leave the fines for the overweight vehicles as is.

2. Replacement of Willow Creek Bridge #1; Deputy County Manager Crosby stated that the plan is to
replace both bridges during the same time frame. Willow Creek Bridge #2 will have to have a
detour. Gunnison County will pull funds out of Road Maintenance Fund for these projects.
Chairperson Swenson, Commissioner Houck, and Commissioner Chamberland were all in
agreement for the Replacement of Willow Creek Bridge #1 and #2.

Safety Banquet; The Banquet will be in Almont on May 6th.

Recycling Grant; Gunnison County received a rebate of $8,454.55 for the recycling budget.
Treads and Threads; The County has a window display in relation to recycling.

North Gunnison Sewer; There is a need to connect up to six homes on the east side of Highway
135. Deputy County Manager Crosby authorized the purchase of two flow meters to test and figure
out how much waste water is being generated. Commissioner Chamberland will be talking with
Gunnison Fishing Club to see if they will tie onto the sewer line.

WHEREAS, on April 19, 2011 the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison,
Colorado (herein the “Board”) adopted the 2009 Editions of the “International Building Code”, the
“International Residential Code for One and Two Family Dwellings”, the “International Energy Conservation
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Code”, the “Fuel Gas Code” and the “International Mechanical Code” and amendments thereto through
Resolution No: 11-16; and

WHEREAS, Resolution No: 11-16 is recorded in the records of the Office of the Clerk and Recorder
of Gunnison County, Colorado on April 27, 2011, bearing Reception No. 604948; and

WHEREAS, Resolution No: 11-16, Appendix A, AMENDMENTS TO 2009 INTERNATIONAL BUILDING

CODE, Section 109.5.2 Plan review fees currently states:
“A plan review fee shall be paid to cover the cost of review by Gunnison County Community Development
Department at a rate of $42.00 per hour, to verify the code compliance requirements of the building or
structure proposed in the application. If an independent plan review is required by the Building Official,
the actual cost of such review along with reasonable costs of administration will be charged. When the
submittal documents are incomplete or changed so as to require additional plan review an additional plan
review fee shall be charged”, and

WHEREAS, Resolution No: 11-16, Appendix B, AMENDMENTS TO 2009 INTERNATIONAL

RESIDENTIAL CODE, Section R108.4.2 Plan review fees currently states:
“A plan review fee shall be paid to cover the cost of review by Gunnison County Community Development
Department at a rate of $42.00 per hour, to verify the code compliance requirements of the building or
structure proposed in the application. If an independent plan review is required by the Building Official,
the actual cost of such review along with reasonable costs of administration will be charged. When the
submittal documents are incomplete or changed so as to require additional plan review an additional plan
review fee shall be charged.

No plan review fee shall be assessed on a single-family residential dwelling of less than 2000 square
feet of floor area, excluding garages, so long as, in the opinion of the Building Official, the dwelling does
not deviate from conventional framing practices or conventional log wall construction”, and

WHEREAS, the current cost fee structure does not pay for the cost of conducting plan reviews and
inspections; and

WHEREAS, the Board understands that a plan review fee calculated as a percentage of the building
permit fee is the calculation method utilized by adjacent and similar jurisdictions and would provide the
customer with a consistent and fair fee; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County,
Colorado that:

Resolution No: 11-16, Appendix A, AMENDMENTS TO 2009 INTERNATIONAL BUILDING CODE, Section
109.5.2 Plan review fees shall be and hereby is amended as follows:

“A plan review fee shall be paid to cover the cost of review by Gunnison County Community Development
Department. The plan review fee shall be 65% of the building permit fee. Additional plan review required
by changes, additions or revisions to plans shall be charged a fee of $150.00 and review time beyond two
hours shall be assessed at a rate of $100 per hour. If an independent plan review is required by the
Building Official, the actual cost of such review along with administrative costs assessed at a rate of $75.00
per hour will be charged.”

Resolution No: 11-16, Appendix B, AMENDMENTS TO 2009 INTERNATIONAL RESIDENTIAL CODE, Section
R108.4.2 Plan review fees shall be and hereby is amended as follows:

“A plan review fee shall be paid to cover the cost of review by Gunnison County Community Development
Department. The plan review fee shall be 30% of the building permit fee. Additional plan review required
by changes, additions or revisions to plans shall be charged a fee of $150.00 and review time beyond two
hours shall be assessed at a rate of $100 per hour. If an independent plan review is required by the
Building Official, the actual cost of such review along with administrative costs assessed at a rate of $75.00
per hour will be charged.”

DEVELOPMENT IMPROVEMENTS AGREEMENT
FOR TOMICHI GRAVEL PIT

THIS DEVELOPMENT IMPROVEMENTS AGREEMENT (herein the “Agreement’) is
entered into this ___ day of , 2015 by and between the Board of County
Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado, whose address is 200 E. Virginia,
Gunnison, Colorado 81230 (herein “Gunnison County”) and Gunnison Valley Properties,
L.L.C., a Colorado limited liability company whose address is 864 West South Boulder
Road, Suite 200, Louisville, CO 80027 (herein the “Developer”) as follows:

1. Purpose. The Developer has submitted to Gunnison County the Developer's
application for Land Use Change Permit No: 2012-10 for the Tomichi Gravel Pit which will
produce construction materials such as sand, gravel, concrete and asphalt which will
include a mining pit, internal roads, berms, sediment ponds, processing area, office area,
fuel storage, stockpiles and other operation related development. The Tomichi Gravel Pitis
located within the NE1/4SE1/4NW1/4 Section 4 and the NE1/4NE1/4 Section 5, Township
49 North, Range 1 East, N.M.P.M., being approximately 2 mile east of the City of
Gunnison, south of Highway 50 to Tomichi Creek, west of Signal Peak Industrial Park and
the street address is 43188 Highway 50, Gunnison, CO 81230 (herein the “Project”). As
valuable and sufficient consideration for this Agreement, Gunnison County and the
Developer agree that approval of such application by Gunnison County is expressly
conditioned on completion of the improvements described in paragraph 7 below (herein the
“Improvements”) to the specifications described herein and by the times specified herein.
Gunnison County and the Developer further agree that such Improvements are appropriate
and necessary requirements to be required by Gunnison County, and to be performed by
the Developer and which Developer shall perform. Gunnison County and Developer further
agree that an agreement guaranteeing the Developer’s performance secured by suitable
security to protect the interests of Gunnison County, and the public in the amount set forth
herein is an appropriate condition to Gunnison County’s approval of such Land Use
Change Permit. The parties have entered into this Agreement to memorialize such
understanding and agreements. The relationship of the parties to this Agreement is
contractual; Developer is an independent contractor and is not an agent of Gunnison
County.

2. Developer Bound. The Developer agrees to accept and be bound by the terms and
conditions for Gunnison County’s issuance of its approval of the Land Use Change Permit
No: 2012-10 and the terms and conditions of this Agreement. Developer accepts Gunnison
County’s review and permitting authority, process and performance of same in connection
with Land Use Change No: 2012-10, as legal and valid and waives any defect therein.






3. Construction.

A. The Developer agrees to complete construction of the Improvements within the
Project in the locations and in accordance with the specifications as identified in
paragraph 7 herein, by no later than July 31, 2016. Acts of God and any cause
beyond the reasonable control of the Developer excepted, including without
limitation labor disputes, laws, regulations, or orders of any governmental entity,
orders of court, inability to obtain any required authorization, act of war or conditions
arising out of or attributable to war, riot, civil strike, insurrection or rebellion, fire,
explosion, earthquake, storm, flood or other adverse weather condition, delay or
failure by suppliers or materialmen, contractors, or subcontractors, shortage of or
inability to obtain labor, supplies or materials.

B. The completion deadline set forth in this paragraph 3 may be extended by
Gunnison County in its sole discretion upon written request of Developer if
Gunnison County determines that: (1) such extension of time will not operate to the
detriment of Gunnison County, the public or the owners of property within the
Project; and (2) Gunnison County’s security is adequate to ensure full performance
by Developer by the extended completion date; and (3) that such an extension
would not be in conflict with the conditions of the approved Land Use Change
Permit. Gunnison County may require Developer to provide, at Developer's cost,
supplemental estimates by Developer’s engineer of the costs of completion and to
provide additional security as a prerequisite to its extension of any completion date.
Any extended completion date granted by Gunnison County hereunder may be
further extended in like manner.

C. Each contract entered into by Developer for construction of the Improvements
shall provide that Gunnison County is a third party beneficiary with all rights to
enforce such contracts in place of Developer in the event of a default by Developer.
Developer shall provide to Gunnison County a copy of each such contract upon its
execution.

D. Gunnison County reserves the right not to permit construction of any building in
the Project prior to full completion of the Improvements described in paragraph 7
herein.

4. Estimated Cost. The total cost of the Improvements to be constructed by the Developer
is estimated currently to be One Hundred Seventy Eight Thousand Three Hundred Two
and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($178,302.00) plus a contingency amount.






5. Security. In order to secure all obligations of the Developer herein, the Developer and
Gunnison County agree that the Developer shall, at Developer’s sole cost, and before
starting work on any phase of the Project or Improvements, and before conveying any
portion of the Project, obtain and provide to Gunnison County either cash, a bond, an
irrevocable letter of credit or other performance guarantee in a form and content
satisfactory to Gunnison County to the benefit of Gunnison County in the amount of Two
Hundred Twenty Two Thousand Eight Hundred Seventy Seven and 50/100 U.S. Dollars
($222,877.50) which is 125 percent of the currently estimated cost of the Improvements to
include a reasonable contingency amount. If said security is in the form of cash, it will be
placed by Gunnison County in an interest bearing account; the interest shall accrue to
Developer at 1% less than received by Gunnison County.

If the contract(s) provided to Gunnison County pursuant to paragraph 3C indicate a
substantially different total cost than estimated in paragraph 4, the amount of security may
be increased or decreased. For the purposes of this paragraph 5, substantial is defined as
10 percent or more.

Pending full performance of all of the terms and conditions hereof by the Developer,
Gunnison County shall retain said security and shall remain the beneficiary of such
security. In the event of any uncured default hereunder Gunnison County in its sole
discretion, and without any other authority required, may draw upon said security up to the
full amount of Two Hundred Twenty Two Thousand Eight Hundred Seventy Seven and
50/100 U.S. Dollars ($ 222, 877.50) upon presentation by Gunnison County to the issuer of
a written statement by Gunnison County that such uncured default exists. Upon timely
performance of all terms and conditions hereof, said security shall be tendered by
Gunnison County to the Developer, except as provided in paragraph 7C.

6. Certification.

A. Not later than August 31, 2016 a registered Colorado engineer retained by the
Developer at its expense shall certify to Gunnison County whether the Developer's
construction obligations regarding Improvements under this agreement have been
fully and faithfully performed according to design and time specifications. Upon
receipt by the Office of the County Attorney of such certification and receipt of a
complete paper and two (2) electronic copies of road and utility as-built
specifications and drawings, Gunnison County shall review the same and shall
make an independent judgment whether to accept the same in the sole discretion of
Gunnison County. Developer agrees not to cover or otherwise prevent inspection of
the Improvements constructed hereunder until Developer’s engineer and Gunnison
County’s representative have had reasonable opportunity to inspect such
Improvements.





B. Not later than August 31, 2016, Developer shall provide to Gunnison County
Attorney a sworn affidavit, signed by the Developer’s authorized representative, that
the Improvements completed have been paid for, in full, by the Developer. The
Developer shall be responsible for the information so provided. Said written
certification will be reviewed by Gunnison County, but Gunnison County shall have
no responsibility or liability to any party regarding the veracity of the information so
provided.

7. Scope of Work.

A. The scope of work to be done by the Developer shall include, but not be limited
to:

7.1 The modified berm/landscaping plans as identified on the plans titled
“Map 5.2 — Berm Designs, Landscape Plan — Tomichi Pit, and Landscape
Plan 2 — Tomichi Pit” prepared by Ben Langenfeld, P.E., Greg Lewicki and
Associates, submitted February 27, 2017; and

7.2 The cost estimate titled, “Tomichi Pit Visual Mitigation Berm Scope of
Work and Cost Estimate”, prepared by Ben Langenfeld, P.E. of Greg Lewicki
and Associates, dated March 23, 2015 attached hereto and incorporated
herein by reference as Appendix “A”; and

7.3 The terms and conditions of the Reclamation Permit No: and
to the satisfaction and approval of Gunnison County Weed Coordinator; and

7.4 Those conditions cited by the Planning Commission and approved by the
Board of Gunnison County Commissioners for Land Use Change Permit No:
2012-10.

B. The conditions of this Agreement and L.and Use Change Permit No: 2012-10 are
such that if the obligations hereunder of the Developer are well, truly, faithfully and
timely performed by Developer, inspected and certified to by the Developer's
engineer, and such performance is accepted by Gunnison County in Gunnison
County’s sole discretion, the Developer’s obligations to Gunnison County under this
Agreement except as set forth in 7C below shall be at an end; otherwise such
conditions and obligations shall remain in full force and effect.

C. For a period of one year from and after the acceptance of all of the work
described in paragraph 7A above, Developer shall, at its own expense, make all
needed repairs and replacements to such work as shall, in Gunnison County’s
reasonable opinion, become necessary. Gunnison County shall have the right to

retain up to Forty Four Thousand Five Hundred Seventy Five and 50/100 U.S.
Dollars ($44,575.50) 25% of the security for up to two years following the
acceptance of all of the work described in paragraph 7A above, to ensure such
landscaping and disturbed areas have been reclaimed to Gunnison County’s
satisfaction.

8. Partial Release of Security.

A. Gunnison County recognizes that as work proceeds upon the Improvements,
Gunnison County’s need for security shall be reduced. Accordingly, Gunnison
County may make a reasonable partial release of the security to be delivered to
Gunnison County pursuant to paragraph 5 herein upon receipt of a written
certification by Developer's engineer stating the estimated cost of remaining
completion; upon receipt of such certification, Gunnison County shall review the
same and shall make an independent judgment whether to accept the same in the
sole discretion of Gunnison County. If Gunnison County does make a partial
release, Gunnison County shall retain security equal to: (a) 125 percent of such
estimated cost of remaining completion of Improvements plus 25 percent of the
original estimated cost of the Improvements; and (b) all the estimated costs of all of
the Reclamation; and shall release the balance of all security held by Gunnison
County.

B. Upon Developer's entering into a contract or contracts for construction of
Improvements hereunder, Developer and Gunnison County may negotiate an
addendum to this Agreement setting forth such reasonable schedule for partial
releases of the security in accordance with the anticipated construction schedule. In
such circumstance, Gunnison County shall designate and authorize Gunnison
County Manager to make the partial release(s) hereunder after consultation with
appropriate Gunnison County staff.

9. Developer's Default. In the event of any default hereunder by the Developer, Gunnison
County shall give notice to the Developer specifying the nature of such default, which
notice shall be given by facsimile transmission or by certified mail with return receipt
requested addressed to the Developer at: 864 West South Boulder Road, Suite 200,
Louisville, CO 80027. In the event the Developer does not remedy such default to the
satisfaction of Gunnison County within 14 days following such notice, Gunnison County
may elect, in its discretion to exercise all remedies available to it, including but not limited
to:

A. To specifically enforce the terms and conditions of this Agreement;

B. To draw upon or otherwise obtain the benefit of the security;





C. To exercise any other rights and obtain any other remedies provided by law;

D. To obtain from the Developer either an extension of Gunnison County's security
hereunder to guarantee the completion of the Improvements only on the conditions:
(1) that suitable additional security is provided to Gunnison County to guarantee the
construction of said Improvements within the new time period determined by
Gunnison County; and (2) that Gunnison County determines that it would not be
detrimental to the interest of Gunnison County, the public or the owners of property
within the Project to allow such extension; and (3) that Gunnison County determines
that it would not be in conflict with the conditions of the approved Land Use Change
Permit;

E. To engage a manager to supervise the completion of improvements as identified
herein. The costs incurred for hiring a manager shall be the responsibility of the
Developer and may be withdrawn by Gunnison County from the security.
Furthermore, all Gunnison County staff time spent thereafter on this Project shall be
calculated at an hourly rate and shall be charged to the Developer and may be
withdrawn from security.

10. Recording of Agreement. Upon its execution, this Agreement shall be recorded in the
Office of the Clerk and Recorder of Gunnison County, Colorado and shall be a covenant
running with the property herein described in order to put prospective purchasers or other
interested parties on notice as to the terms and provisions hereof.

11. Release of Agreement. Upon Developer fulfilling all terms and conditions identified in
this Agreement and any and all addendums thereafter, to the satisfaction of Gunnison
County, a release of this Agreement and any and all addendums shall be recorded in the
Office of the Clerk and Recorder of Gunnison Colinty, Colorado.

12. Retention of Police Powers. Gunnison County retains the power and right to impose
additional requirements upon Developer with regard to the Project if the failure to do so
would place the public or owners of property within the Project in a perilous condition, orin
the event of substantially changed conditions; that is, nothing in this Agreement is or shall
be construed to be a bargaining away of Gunnison County’s police power.

13. Transfer or Assignment. No transfer or assignment of any of the rights or obligations
of the Developer under this Agreement shall be permitted without prior written approval of
Gunnison County which approval shall not unreascnably be withheld.

14. Title and Authority. The Developer expressly warrants and represents to Gunnison
County that it is the record owner of the real property constituting the Project, and further
represents and warrants, (together with the undersigned individual, that the undersigned
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individual has full power and authority to enter into this Agreement). The Developer (and
the undersigned individual) understand that Gunnison County is relying on such
representations and warranties in entering into this Agreement.

15. Litigation. Nothing contained herein shall prevent either party from obtaining a judicial
determination of the violation of its rights hereunder; provided however, that written notice
to the other party advising the other party of the alleged violation, and advising that in the
event the matter is not resolved by the parties within 14 days thereafter, shall be a
condition precedent to the commencement of any litigation.

16. Time of Essence. Itis mutually agreed that time of performance is an essential part of
this Agreement and that all terms, covenants and conditions herein shall extend to and
become obligatory upon the successors and assigns of the respective parties hereto.

17. Venue and Choice of Law. This Agreement is entered into in Gunnison County,
Colorado and it is agreed that the exclusive jurisdiction and venue of any action pertaining
to the interpretation or enforcement of this Agreement shall be in the District Court of
Gunnison County, Colorado. The exclusive choice of law pertaining to this transaction
shall be that of the State of Colorado without giving effect to Colorado choice of law
principles.

18. Severability. If any term or provision of this Agreement shall be invalid or
unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement and the terms and provisions thereof shalll
not be affected thereby and all other terms and provisions of this Agreement shall be valid
and enforceable to the full extent permitted by law.

19. Hold Harmless Clause. The Developer shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless
Gunnison County, its officials, employees and agents from and against liability for
damages, injury or death which may arise from the direct or indirect operations of the
owner, Developer, contractors or subcontractors, which relate to the Project.

20. Entire Agreement. This Agreement contains the entire and only Agreement between
the parties regarding development improvements, and no oral statements or
representations not contained in this Agreement shall be of any force and effect between
the parties. This Agreement shall not be modified or amended in any manner except by
written instrument executed by the parties.

21. Binding Agreement. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of
the heirs, personal representatives, successors and assigns of the parties hereto.






All notices and other communications required or permitted under this
Agreement shall be in writing and shall be, as determined by the person giving such notice,
either hand delivered, mailed by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested or by
facsimile or telegraphic communication to the required party at the following addresses:

TEMPORARY ROAD USE AGREEMENT

THIS TEMPORARY ROAD USE AGREEMENT hereinafter (“Agreement”) is made
and entered into on this day of , 2015, by and between the
Crested Butte / Mt. Crested Butte Chamber of Commerce, whose address in 601 Elk
Avenue, Crested Butte, CO 81224 (hereinafter “Chamber”) and the Board of County
Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado, a political subdivision of the State
of Colorado, whose address in 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (hereinafter
“Gunnison County™).

FOR AND IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual covenants and promises hereinafter set
forth, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. GRANT OF PERMISSION TO USE

Gunnison County grants to Chamber temporary permission to use a portion of County
Road 12, identified by Gunnison County (the “Property”) only as set forth herein.

2. TERM OF USE

Chamber shall temporarily use a portion of County Road 12 on June 26, 2015 from 3:00
p.m. to 6:00 p.m.

3. CHAMBER’S USE LIMITED

Chamber’s use of County Road 12 shall be for and limited to a single special event for
the benefit of the public, specifically limited to use of the Property for a chainless race
event.

4. OBLIGATIONS OF THE RESPECTIVE PARTIES

a. Chamber shall ensure closure of that portion of County Road 12, identified by
Gunnison County from the top of Kebler Pass to the intersection of 1% and
Whiterock Avenue in Crested Butte to vehicle traffic, with the exception of
chase vehicles, event staff vehicles, emergency vehicles and law enforcement.

b. Chamber agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison County, its
agents and employees of and from any and all liability, claims, liens,
demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (include reasonable
attorney’s and expert’s fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss,
cost, damage or injury, including death, of any person or damage to property
of any kind caused by the misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of
Chamber or its employees, sub-consultants or agents in connection with
Chamber’s use of the Property pursuant to this Agreement. This provision
4.b. shall survive any termination or expiration of the Term of Use period or
this Agreement with respect to any liability, injury or damage caused or
occurring prior to such termination.





C.

Chamber shall ensure that Gunnison County is named as an additional
insured, or has the named benefit of, the insurance coverage of Chamber
regarding the chainless race event, with limits no less than:

i. For any injury to one person in any single occurrence,
$350,000; and
il. For any injury to two or more persons in any single

occurrence, the sum of $990,000.
Chamber shall furnish to Gunnison County current certificates of such
insurance to Gunnison County no later than June 1, 2015.

Nothing in this Agreement, including but not limited to the required or the
existence of the insurance required hereunder is or shall be deemed a waiver
by the Chamber or Gunnison County of any defense or claim of sovereign
immunity, nor a waiver of any other provision of law relating to the liability
of governmental units or the limits thereof.

This provision 4.c. shall survive any termination or expiration of this
Agreement with respect to any liability, injury or damage caused or occurring
prior to such termination.

Chamber shall be responsible for, and shall promptly pay to Gunnison
County, all reasonable costs to repair any damage to County Road 12 caused
by Chamber’s use of the Property under this Agreement.

Chamber will need to keep emergency access routes open during the closure.
Should any damage happen to adjacent fences or guard rail, Chamber will be
responsible for fixing the damage and/or paying for the repair of the damages
depending on severity and complexity of the damage.

5. NON-WAIVER

Chamber:

No covenant or condition of this Agreement may be waived except by the written consent
of the parties hereto. Forbearance or indulgence by either party in any regard whatsoever
shall not constitute a waiver of the term or condition to be performed by the other party to
which the same may apply, and, until complete performance of said term or condition,
the parties shall be entitled to invoke any remedy available under this Agreement or by
law or in equity despite said forbearance or indulgence.

Provided, however, that if the invalidity of such term, condition or provision
causes material prejudice to either party hereto with respect to its respective rights and
obligations contained in the remaining valid portions of this Agreement, than at the
option of such party, this Agreement may be declared to be terminated.

8. GOVERNING LAW — BINDING AGREEMENT

This Agreement shall be deemed to have been made in and be construed in accordance
with the laws of the State of Colorado and be binding upon the parties hereto, their
successors and assigns.

9. ENTIRE AGREEMENT

This instrument constitutes the entire Agreement between Gunnison County and
Chamber, and it shall not be amended, altered, or changed except by a written agreement
signed by the parties hereto.

Development pattern;

Changes in applicable law;

Compliance with any applicable intergovernmental agreements adopted by Gunnison County; and

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SECTION 1-104: PERMITS REQUIRED

C. ACTIVITY BEGUN BEFORE PERMIT ISSUANCE. No development for which a Land Use Change Permit is required
shall begin until the Land Use Change Permit has been issued by Gunnison County. If the activity has begun before
issuance of the permit by Gunnison County, no Land Use Change Permit shall be issued for the activity until the
applicant ceases the activity, remedies any damage caused and complies with all enforcement actions taken by
Gunnison County pursuant to Article 16: Enforcement, and with all other applicable County regulations.

D. PERMIT ISSUED UPON FINAL APPROVAL. A Land Use Change Permit shall be issued by Gunnison County upon
final approval of the application. The permit shall become effective only when the applicable requirements set forth in
Section 1-109: Vested Property Rights are satisfied.

E. PERMITS RUN WITH LAND. Any Land Use Change Permit issued under this Resolution shall run with the applicable
land.

F. TERM OF PERMIT.

1. TERM IS THREE YEARS FOR MOST LAND USE CHANGE PERMITS. Unless expressly extended pursuant
to Section 1-104: G: Requirements for Extension of Term of Permit, the term of a Land Use Change Permit shall
be three years from its effective date.

3. OPERATIONS APPROVED IN PERPETUITY. During the term of the permit, the applicant shall initiate and
complete all construction, pursuant to Section 1-104: F.4: Completion of a Development. However, unless
expressly limited by an approved permit, the right to conduct operations, subject to operational conditions
identified in the permit, shall be approved in perpetuity, subject to:

a. COMPLIANCE WITH PERMIT CONDITIONS. Compliance with permit conditions; and

b. STATUTORY EXCEPTIONS. Compliance with the exceptions identified in C.R.S. 24-68-105 (1) (a), (b), (c)
and (2), as they may be amended; and

c. COMPLIANCE WITH APPLICABLE REGULATIONS AND CODES. Compliance with all regulations and
codes that are general in nature and are applicable to all property that is subject to land use regulation by
Gunnison County including the applicable building code, adopted and amended by Gunnison County, the
Gunnison County Individual Sewage Disposal System Regulations, the Gunnison County Standards and
Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, and each applicable fire, plumbing, electrical and
mechanical code in effect on the date a permit is applied for pursuant to each of those codes; and

d. COMPLIANCE WITH ANY CODE, ORDINANCE OR REGULATION REQUIRED FOR IMMEDIATE
PRESERVATION OF PUBLIC HEALTH AND SAFETY. Compliance to the maximum extent feasible with
the provisions of any code, ordinance or regulation that is general in nature and applicable to all property that
is under the jurisdiction of Gunnison County and that is found necessary by the Board for the immediate
preservation of public health and safety.

4, COMPLETION OF A DEVELOPMENT.

a. SUBDIVISION, CONDOMINIUM, OR TOWNHOME OR PROJECT FOR WHICH A DEVELOPMENT
IMPROVEMENT AGREEMENT HAS BEEN EXECUTED. For purposes of this Section, a subdivision,
condominium, or townhome Project or a development for which a Development Improvement Agreement
has been executed shall be considered completed when Gunnison County has fully released all security
under the applicable Development Improvement Agreement.

b. MINING OPERATIONS. A mining operation shall be considered completed when the construction Projects
approved in the Land Use Change Permit application, and proposed to be constructed within the first three
years of operation, have been constructed.

c. COMMERCIAL OR INDUSTRIAL PROJECT. For purposes of this Section, a Project that is a commercial
or industrial use is considered completed when, as applicable, the Building Inspector issues final approval of
the constructed structures approved as part of the Project plan. When no structure is involved, the decision-
making body shall determine as part of the Final Plan approval when the Project shall be considered
complete.

G. REQUIREMENTS FOR EXTENSION OF TERM OF PERMIT. An extension of the term of a Land Use Change Permit
may be requested by the applicant or recommended by the Planning Commission. The term of a Land Use Change
Permit may only be extended as a condition of initial approval, or if a request for extension is submitted at least three






SECTION 14-100: PURPOSES

ARTICLE 14:
INCENTIVES

SECTION 14-100: PURPOSES

The purposes of this Article are to provide alternatives to the minimum subdivision open space requirements of this
Resolution to permanently conserve private lands that have value in open space, agriculture, wildlife habitat, wetlands or
watershed protection by significantly limiting development.

LARGE PARCELS SUBJECT TO DEVELOPMENT PRESSURE. There are in Gunnison County large tracts of private
land, including productive agricuitural land, that are subject to increasing pressures to be divided and sold for development.
County regulation and incentives that encourage appropriate development of that land as a whole will foster orderly
planning and will provide significant public benefits, including maintenance of the open character of rural Gunnison County,
continuation of agriculture in Gunnison County, and preservation of wildlife habitat, wetlands and watersheds in Gunnison
County.

ALTERNATIVES TO 35-ACRE TRACT EXEMPT SUBDIVISION APPROPRIATE. The County is precluded by C.R.S.
30-28-101 (10) (c) (1) from regulating the subdivision of land into parcels all of which are 35 acres or greater in size. It is
appropriate and in the public interest that the developers and owners of those large tracts of private land be given
reasonable incentives to submit to County review and regulation an application for the division and development of large
tracts as an alternative to the statutory 35-acre exemption described in C.R.S. 30-28-101 (¢)(1).
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SECTION 14-101. INCENTIVES FOR SELECTING LPIP REVIEW
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ARTICLE 6:
MINOR IMPACT PROJECTS

SECTION 6-101: PURPOSE

The purpose of this Article is to establish the review process, application submittal requirements, and review standards
that apply to the review of Land Use Change Permit applications for developments classified as Minor Impact Projects.

A. INITIAL CLASSIFICATION OF IMPACT AND REASONS FOR A HIGHER LEVEL OF REVIEW. If the Community
Development Department determines during review of an application, including a Building Permit, that the proposed
use exceeds the classification criteria of a Minor Impact Project as listed within this Article, the criteria detailed in
Section 3-111: B. 1: Additional Criteria shall be considered, the appropriate submittals shall be required, and the
appropriate review process initiated.

SECTION 6-102: PROJECTS CLASSIFIED AS MINOR IMPACT PROJECTS

The following uses shall be classified and reviewed as Minor impact Projects:

A. 2-4 UNITS. 24 units that are subdivision lots, duplex units, or multiple-family residences, except as allowed pursuant
to Section 9-101: D. 2.: Secondary Structures and Uses Classified as Minor Impact Projects.

CB.PRIMARY RESIDENCE 10,000 SQ. FT. OR LARGER. A primary residence 10,000 sq. ft. or larger. The residence
may include an attached garage, which shall be calculated in the total square footage allowed for the residence,
pursuant to Section 13-105: Residential Building Sizes and Lot Coverages.

DC.AGGREGATE SQUARE FOOTAGE OF 12,500 OR MORE SQ. FT. An aggregate of 12,500 or more sq. ft. of
residential living area (one single-family residence, or any combination of a primary single-family residence, an
integrated secondary residence, and/or a detached secondary residence allowed by Division 9-100: Secondary Uses
and Activities on one parcel, pursuant to Section 13-105: Residential Building Sizes and Lot Coverages.

ED. AGGREGATE SQUARE FOOTAGE GREATER THAN 45 PERCENT OF AREA. An aggregate square footage of
structures that exceeds 45 percent of the total area of one parcel, pursuant to Section 13-105: Residential Building
Sizes and Lot Coverages.

FE. INTEGRATED SECONDARY RESIDENCE 1,200 OR MORE SQ. FT. An integrated secondary residence 1,200 sq.
ft. or larger within a primary residence located on a legal lot smaller than 35 acres, or on any 35-acre or larger tract.

1. NO DETACHED SECONDARY RESIDENCE ALLOWED. If an applicant elects to include this size integrated
secondary residence within a primary residence, no detached secondary residence is allowed.

GF.DETACHED SECONDARY RESIDENCE LARGER THAN 2,500 SQ. FT. ON LEGAL LOT SMALLER THAN 35
ACRES. A detached secondary residence, larger than 2,500 sq. ft., on a legal lot smaller than 35 acres.

HG.DETACHED SECONDARY RESIDENCE LARGER THAN 3,500 SQ. FT. ON 35-ACRE OR LARGER TRACT
CREATED AFTER THIS RESOLUTION. A detached secondary residence larger than 3,500 sq. ft. on a 35-acre or
larger tract created after the effective date of this Resolution.

IH. MORE THAN ONE SECONDARY RESIDENCE ON A LEGAL LOT OR TRACT. More than one secondary
residence on a legal lot or tract, except as allowed pursuant to Section 9-101: Uses Secondary to a Primary Residence.

JI. DEVELOPMENT REQUIRING DETAILED RIDGELINE VANTAGE VISIBILITY ANALYSIS. Any development other
than a Project classified as a Major Impact Project, and for which a detailed ridgeline vantage visibility analysis is
required, pursuant to Section 11-108: F: Impact Classification.

KJ. CLEARING OF MORE THAN 7500 SQ. FT. OF LAND. Clearing of more than 7,500 sq. ft. of land not related to
activities permitted by a Building Permit, an ISDS Permit, or Access Permit, or an agricultural operation.

LK. NEW COMMERCIAL, INDUSTRIAL 5,000 SQ. FT., OR FIVE ACRES OR LESS. A new commercial or industrial
structure equal to or less than 5,000 sq. ft: or a new commercial or industrial use developed on five acres or less.






ML.5.000-9,999 SQ. FT. EXPANSION OF COMMERCIAL OR INDUSTRIAL USE. A 5,000-9,999 sq. ft. expansion of a
commercial or industrial use, existing as of the effective date of this Resolution.

NM.FREESTANDING WIRELESS TELECOMMUNICATION STRUCTURE. Construction and siting of a freestanding
wireless communication structure, building, pole, tower or antenna that provides wireless telecommunications
services, pursuant to Section 9-505: Freestanding Wireless Telecommunication Structures.

ON.SMALL NEW OR EXPANDED MINING OPERATION. A new, or expansion of a mining operation that operates for
no more than 180 days per year, produces fewer than 10,000 tons of ore/waste per year and affects no more than
two surface acres of land, pursuant to Division 9-400: Exploration, Extraction and Processing of Minerals and
Construction Materials.

PO. CONSTRUCTION MATERIALS OPERATION RELATED TO CONSTRUCTION OF PUBLIC ROAD. Any sand,
gravel, or quarry operation providing material for public road construction that will operate for less than two years.

QP. GENERAL ROAD CUTTING OR CONSTRUCTION. Road cutting or construction, except that cutting or construction
and maintenance of a road that provides access solely for an agricultural operation shall not be classified as a Minor
Impact Project, and shall not require review.

RQ.SUBDIVISION PLAT VACATION, AMENDMENT OR REPLAT. Vacation, amendment or replat of a recorded
subdivision plat.

SR. TRANSMISSION LINES. Upgrade of an existing utility transmission line(s) within an existing easement(s), but not
including a Project for which a Land Use Change Permit has been granted in which the design, construction and
impacts of the utility line were reviewed and approved.

TS. BED AND BREAKFAST. Bed and breakfast business, pursuant to Section 4-103: Bed and Breakfast.
UT. CHILD CARE CENTER. A child care center, pursuant to Section 9-506: Child Care Center.
VU. GROUP HOME. A group home, pursuant to Section 9-507: Group Home.

WV. WATERIMPOUNDMENT PROJECTS CLASSIFIED AS CLASS Il DAMS. New Projects or facilities, or expansion
of existing Projects or facilities, that involve the design, construction and operation of a water impoundment that
includes a dam classified by the Colorado Division of Water Resources as a Class |l dam, pursuant to Section 13-
118: Water Impoundments.

XW. EXPANSION OR EXTENSION OF SNOWPLOWING. Expansion or extension of snowplowing, pursuant to
Section 11-110: F: Expansion or Extension of Snowplowing.

¥X. COMMERCIAL WEDDING SITE. The site on which weddings are regularly or frequently conducted as a commercial
operation, irrespective of the number of people or vehicles generated by the wedding event.

SECTION 6-103: STANDARDS FOR APPROVAL OF MINOR IMPACT PROJECTS

A Land Use Change Permit for a Minor Impact Project shall comply with the following:

A. ALL APPLICABLE STANDARDS. The proposed land use change shall comply with, and the burden shall be on the
applicant to demonstrate through competent evidence that the proposed land use change complies with all applicable
requirements of this Resolution; and

B. COMPATIBILITY WITH COMMUNITY CHARACTER. The proposed land use change shall be compatible with, or
an enhancement of, the character of existing land uses in the area, and shall not adversely impact the future
development of the surrounding area; and

C. COMPLIANCE WITH SPECIFIC STANDARDS. In addition, the following standards shall apply to individual types of
Minor Impact Projects:

1. ADDITIONAL STANDARDS APPLICABLE TO VACATION, AMENDMENT OR REPLAT OF SUBDIVISION
PLATS. The Board may approve a Minor Impact application to vacate, amend or replat any recorded subdivision
plat if all of the following additional standards are met:

a. LEGAL PLAT OF RECORD. The plat to be vacated, amended or replatted shall be a legal plat of record;
when the plat is proposed to be vacated the appiicant(s) shall be the owner of all the lands identified on the
plat to be vacated.

b. VACATION SHALL NOT DENY ACCESS. Vacation, amendment or replatting of all or part of the plat shall
not interfere with the use of, nor deny access by public thoroughfare to public land, adjoining properties, utility






SECTION 12-107: FIRE PROTECTION

3. TURNAROUNDS. A turn-around of 45' radius shall be included if determined by the applicable fire protection
district to be necessary to accommodate emergency vehicles.

C. FIRE HYDRANTS. Any residential development that is a Major Impact Project, or a-LPIR-subdivision-of-mere-than
four-residences—and that uses a central water supply system may be required to install a fire hydrant system that
meets the current standards of the applicable fire protection district. Commercial and industrial development may also
be required to install a hydrant system, based upon the nature of the proposed use, and subject to approval by the
County.

1. INSTALLATION OF HYDRANTS. Hydrants shall be installed no more than 1,000 feet apart and shall be fully
charged with water and tested before issuance of a Building Permit within a new subdivision. Fire hydrants shall
be located as specified by the applicable fire protection district. Generally, fire hydrants shall be located in the
public right-of-way, at road intersections.

D. CISTERNS AND DRY HYDRANTS. In those developments where a fire hydrant system is not required, water cisterns
that meet current standards of the applicable fire protection district may be used and shall be shown on the Final Plan
or plat. Dry hydrants that meet current standards of the applicable fire protection district may be installed in lieu of
cisterns where available fire suppression water supplies can meet or exceed those of proposed cisterns. The installer
of the dry hydrant shall comply with specifications established by the applicable fire protection district.

1. MINIMUM CAPACITY. Capacity shall comply with the requirements of the applicable fire protection district.

2. LOCATION AND ACCESS. The location and design of the cisterns or dry hydrants shall be subject to the
requirements of the applicable fire protection district; the Colorado State Forest Service can assist in the
determination of such locations. The location of the fire protection facilities shall be easily accessible to fire
protection personnel and vehicles and shall be identified with a visible sign. Access to the facilities shall be
dedicated to Gunnison County for use by the applicable fire protection district, subject to such interagency
agreements as may affect such facilities.

3. CONSTRUCTION AND MAINTENANCE WITHIN A SUBDIVISION. The developer of a subdivision shall
construct and maintain the cisterns until responsibilities for their maintenance is assumed by the homeowners or
property owners association as provided by the declaration of protective covenants. Thereafter, the property or
homeowners association for the development shall provide care and maintenance, and shall be charged with
such responsibility consistent with protective covenants governing the association. Specific language shall be
included in the protective covenants assigning that responsibility to the association.

E. OTHER FIRE SUPPRESSION SYSTEMS. Other fire suppression systems may be required as necessary, after
consdultation with the applicable fire protection district.

F. FITTINGS AND CONNECTIONS. Al fittings and connections for the components of the fire protection system shall
be provided at the cost of the developer and shall be compatible with specifications established by the applicable fire
protection district. All such equipment shall be required to be tested in accordance with the Development Improvement
Agreement and in cooperation with the applicable fire protection district.

G. WILDFIRE HAZARD AREAS. Developments proposed in areas that may be subject to wildfire hazards shall also
comply with the applicable standards of Section 11-105: Development in Areas Subject to Wildfire Hazards.
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SECTION 13-105: RESIDENTIAL BUILDING SIZES AND LOT COVERAGES

D. PARCELS EQUAL TO OR LARGER THAN 6,500 SQ. FT. The following shall apply to residential structures on
parcels equal to or larger than 6,500 sq. ft:

1.

PERCENT OF COVERAGE. In no event shall the aggregate square footage of coverage by structures on a
parcel 6,500 sq. ft. or larger exceed 45 percent of the total area of the parcel, or 4,100 sq. ft. whichever is greater,
unless approved pursuant to Section 13-105: G: Impact Classification And Required Findings For Coverage
Exceeding Standard.

IMPACT CLASSIFICATION AND REQUIRED FINDINGS FOR COVERAGE EXCEEDING STANDARD. An

application for a primary residence larger than 9,000 sq. ft. or for an aggregate of structures larger than 12,500 sq. ft.
shall be classified and reviewed as a Minor Impact Project. No approval shall be given to a Project that exceeds the
maximum coverage, building size, or the aggregate size of buildings allowed by this Section unless, in addition to the
proposal's having complied with Article 10: Locational Standards, Article 11: Resource Protection Standards, Article

After such siting, any structure that would be
obtrusively visible from outside of the parcel on which it is to be built shall be screened to the maximum extent
feasible from such visibility to preserve the natural characteristics of the site by natural vegetation,
landscaping and architectural techniques (including colors that blend with the natural background, forms, and
textures of the site, non-reflectability and clustering). Natural land forms are acceptable as screening; earth
berming is acceptable only if it replicates the natural forms, scale and characteristics of the site. Deciduous
vegetation of adequate density in its non-foliage season to provide effective screening is acceptable in
combination with other screening techniques.

If the
applicant elects to include this size integrated secondary residence within a primary residence, no detached
secondary residence is allowed.

INTEGRATED SECONDARY RESIDENCE 851-1,1200 SQ. FT. ON 35-ACRE OR LARGER TRACT
CREATED AFTER EFFECTIVE DATE OF THIS RESOLUTION. An integrated secondary residence 851-
1,200 sq. ft. on any 35-acre or farger tract that was created after the effective date of this Resolution.

DETACHED SECONDARY RESIDENCE 1,200 SQ. FT. OR SMALLER ON 35-ACRE OR LARGER
TRACT CREATED AFTER EFFECTIVE DATE OF THIS RESOLUTION. A detached secondary residence
1,200 sq. ft. or smaller, on a 35-acre or larger tract that was created after the effective date of this Resolution.
If the applicant elects to construct this detached secondary residence, no integrated secondary residence is
allowed.

DETACHED SECONDARY RESIDENCE 2,500 SQ. FT. OR SMALLER ON A LEGAL LOT SMALLER
THAN 35 ACRES. A detached secondary residence 2,500 sq. ft. or smaller, on a legal lot that is smaller than
35 acres.

DETACHED SECONDARY RESIDENCE 3,500 SQ. FT. OR SMALLER, ON 35-ACRE OR LARGER
TRACT, CREATED BEFORE THE EFFECTIVE DATE OF THIS RESOLUTION. A detached secondary
residence 3,500 sq. ft. or smaller, on a 35-acre or larger tract.

SECONDARY STRUCTURE INTENDED ONLY FOR SLEEPING. A secondary structure that is to be used
only for sleeping facilities, shall not include a kitchen and shall meet the requirements of Section 9-101: E:
Standards for Development of a Secondary Detached Residence or Secondary Structure Intended for
Sleeping.

STRUCTURES AND USES ALLOWED BEFORE BUILDING PERMIT IS ISSUED FOR PRIMARY
RESIDENCE. The following secondary structures or uses require a Land Use Change Permit, but may be
erected or installed before a Building Permit for a primary residence has been issued. When a Building Permit
is required for any of these uses, the Building Permit is considered to be the Land Use Change Permit, and
no additional Land Use Change Permit application must be filed.

SUBORDINATE TO PRIMARY RESIDENCE. It is subordinate by area, extent and purpose to the primary
residence.

LIMITED TO 850 SQ. FT. The floor area of the integrated secondary residence shall be no larger than 850 sq. ft.,
and may be as small as-600-sg-ft-or as otherwise allowed by the applicable building code, adopted and amended
by Gunnison County.

ADEQUATE PARKING. There shall be parking adequate to serve both the primary and secondary residences,
pursuant to Section 13-110: Off- Road Parking and Loading.

ADEQUATE WATER SUPPLY AND WASTEWATER TREATMENT SYSTEM. It shall be legally and physically
served by the same water and wastewater treatment systems that serve the primary residence.

STRUCTURALLY INTEGRATED. It shall be structurally integrated within the primary residence, share common
roof lines and utility systems, and there shall be an internal access between the primary residence and the
secondary residence.

COMPLIES WITH DEED RESTRICTIONS OR PROTECTIVE COVENANTS. It shall comply with deed
restrictions and/or declarations of protective covenants applicable to the parcel on which the primary residence is
located.

KITCHEN AND SEWAGE DISPOSAL FACILITIES. It shall contain a full kitchen, and sanitation facilities.

COMPLIES WITH APPLICABLE CODES. It shall comply with the applicable building code, adopted and
amended by Gunnison County, and the requirements of the applicable fire protection district. When the district's
standards conflict with County standards, the County shall only enforce the County standards.

SECTION 9-102: HOME OCCUPATIONS

A. APPLICABILITY. This Section shall apply to the operation of a home occupation on a parcel also occupied by a
primary residence.

1.

ONE HOME OCCUPATION. One home occupation may be operated as an accessory use to a primary
residence, and requires no Land Use Change Permit, provided the use meets the standards of this Section.

MORE THAN ONE HOME OCCUPATION. More than one home occupation shail be classified and reviewed as
an Administrative Review Project, pursuant to Article 5: Administrative Review Projects That Require Land Use
Change Permits.

B. STANDARDS FOR OPERATING A HOME OCCUPATION: The following standards shall apply to the operation of
a home occupation:

All activities associated with the home occupation shall be
conducted indoors. These activities may be conducted within the residence, or may be conducted within another
structure on the property, including a detached garage or a shed. There shall be no outside storage of goods,
materials, or equipment associated with the home occupation.

EMPLOYEES. The home occupation shall be conducted entirely by the residents living on the premises, and by
no more than the equivalent of one full-time employee who lives off-premises.

CUSTOMERS. The home occupation shall serve no more than 12 customers or clients on-site during a single
day.

ADEQUATE PARKING. In addition to the parking required for the primary residence, there shall be provided one
off-road parking space for any employee who lives off the premises, and one off-road parking space for customers
or clients. As applicable, the use shall also comply with Section 13-110: OfF-Road Parking and Loading, and the
minimum distances listed in Appendix Table 2: Off-Road Parking Requirements.

TRUCKS OR VANS. A truck or van having a payload rating of more than one and a-half tons may only be parked
on-site if it is kept within a garage or other enclosed or semi-enclosed, permitted structure. Trucks or vans making
deliveries to the home occupation shall be limited to a payload rating which shall not exceed the road and bridge
weight capacities on applicable haulage routes. .

The U.S. Department of Agriculture Forest Service (USDA FS) is initiating scoping for a
Supplemental Draft Environmental Impact Statement (SDEIS) to reinstate the North Fork Coal
Mining Area exception of the Colorado Roadless Rule. This specific exception allows for
temporary road construction for coal exploration and/or coal-related surface activities in a 19,100-
acre area defined as the North Fork Coal Mining Area. The FS will use the SDEIS to address
specific deficiencies that were identified by the District Court of Colorado.

We invite your comments on the reinstatement of the exception within the North Fork Coal Mining
Area. The scoping period closes 45 days after issuance of the notice of intent in the Federal
Register. Comments should be limited to issues related to the proposed action, which is limited
only to reinstating the North Fork Coal Mining Area exception of the Colorado Roadless Rule. The
Forest Service is not seeking comments on the other portions of the Colorado Roadless Rule,
roadless area boundary modifications, or other roadless areas in Colorado.

Due to the extensive public participation process that occurred with the development of the
Colorado Roadless Rule, no public meetings are planned for this 45 day scoping effort. However,
public meetings may be held in Denver and Paonia, Colorado after the release of the SDEIS and
proposed rule.

Background

On July 3, 2012 (77 FR 39576), the USDA promulgated the Colorado Roadless Rule, a state-
specific regulation for management of Colorado Roadless Areas. This Rule addressed State-
specific concerns while conserving roadless area characteristics. One State-specific concern was
continuing exploration and development of coal resources on the Grand Mesa, Uncompahgre, and
Gunnison (GMUG) National Forests. The Colorado Roadless Rule addressed this by defining a
19,100-acre area as the North Fork Coal Mining Area, and developing an exception that allows
temporary road construction for coal-related activities on within in that defined area.

In July 2013, High Country Conservation Advocates, WildEarth Guardians, and Sierra Club
challenged the FS’s decision to consent to the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) modifying two
existing coal leases, the BLM’s companion decision to modify the leases, BLM’s authorization of
an exploration plan in the lease modification areas, and the North Fork Coal Mining Area exception
of the Colorado Roadless Rule.

In June 2014, the District Court of Colorado found the environmental documents supporting the
four decisions to be in violation of the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) due to analysis

”
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deficiencies. In September 2014, the District Court of Colorado vacated the lease modifications,
the exploration plan, and the North Fork Coal Mining Area exception of the Colorado Roadless
Rule (36 CFR 294.43(c)(1)(ix)).

Purpose and Need

The purpose and need for this SDEIS and is to provide management direction for conserving
roadless characteristics within the area while addressing the State interest in facilitating exploration
and development of the coal resources in the North Fork Coal Mining Area.

Proposed Action

The proposed action for the SDEIS is to reinstate the North Fork Coal Mining Area exception as
written in (36 CFR 294.43(c)(1)(ix)). In addition, the Forest Service is proposing to
administratively correct the North Fork Coal Mining Area boundary to remedy clerical errors.

Alternative to the Proposed Action

The other alternative being considered is the no-action alternative, which is the continuation of
current management following the District Court ruling to vacate the North Fork Coal Mining Area
exception. The Colorado Roadless Rule contains a severability clause (36 CFR 294.48(f)), which
allows the rest of the Rule to remain in effect. Therefore, the District Court of Colorado’s ruling
only changed management of Colorado Roadless Areas in the North Fork Coal Mining Area.
Currently, the North Fork Coal Mining Area is being managed the same as other non-upper tier
Colorado Roadless Areas. Valid existing coal leases would operate according the terms of their
lease.

Decision to be Made

The Responsible Official will determine whether to reinstate the North Fork Coal Mining Area
exception, or continue to manage the area without the exception. In addition, the Forest Service
will determine if corrections to the North Fork Coal Mining Area boundary should be remedied to
adjust for clerical errors. ‘

How to Submit a Formal Comment

In order for a scoping comment to be considered and become part of the record for the SDEIS, it
must be submitted and received within 45 days of the publication of the notice of intent in the
Federal Register.

It would be helpful if comments:

e State each concern, criticism and/or suggestion as clearly and specifically as possible.’

e TFocus on the issue of reinstating the North Fork Coal Mining Area exception of the
Colorado Roadless Rule. Please remember, this supplemental NEPA process will only
address the Colorado Roadless Rule. The lease modifications and exploration plan
authorization will be addressed in future analysis efforts if needed.

GUNNISON/HINSDALE BOARD OF HUMAN SERVICES
MEETING MINUTES
February 17, 2015

The February 17, 2015 meeting of the Gunnison/Hinsdale Board of Human Services was held in the Planning
Commissioners’ meeting room located at 221 N. Wisconsin Street, Gunnison, Colorado. Present were:

Phil Chamberland, Chairperson Renee Brown, Health and Human Services Director
Susan Thompson, Vice-Chairperson (via phone) Matthew Birnie, County Manager (ABSENT)
Jonathan Houck, Commissioner Katherine Haase, Clerk to the Board

Paula Swenson, Commissioner (ABSENT) Other Persons Present as Listed in Text

CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Chamberland called the meeting to order at 9:19 am. Commissioner
Thompson participated via telephone beginning at 9:39 am.

AGENDA REVIEW: There were no changes to the agenda.

APPROVE MONTHLY FINANCIAL REPORTS: Staff Accountant Maureen Eden presented the financial
report dated November 30, 2014 and December 31, 2014 for discussion and approval. Moved by
Commissioner Houck, seconded by Chairperson Chamberland to approve the financials for November and
December 2014. Motion carried.

LEGISLATION UPDATE: Health and Human Services Director Renee Brown provided updates on pending
bills as follows:

1. SB 87; Background Checks for Foster Care or Kinship Care Placements. HHS Director Brown
explained that this bill will mandate all five levels of background checks prior to placement, and
that waiting for fingerprint results can take up to 14 days. Colorado Counties, Inc. (CCI) would
prefer to place children into kinship care while the results are pending. CCI is monitoring this
issue.

2. SB 109; Mandatory Reporting for Adults with Intellectual Abilities. CCI's position is to oppose this
bill due to insufficient funding and the lack of a structured timeline. Commissioner Thompson
called into the meeting at this point, and Commissioner Chamberland updated her on the
discussion that had taken place. Challenge from advocacy groups is expected.

3. SB 12; Pass-through of Child Support Payments for TANF Recipients. HHS Director Brown noted
that progress could take a couple of years since the computer systems will need to be
reconfigured. Currently, child support paid is used to repay TANF funds, and this bill seeks to
change that practice. CCI is monitoring with amendments.

4. HB 1033; Development of Strategic Planning Group to Discuss the Aging Population. HHS Director
Brown informed the Board that CCI supports this bill, with amendments. Currently, the
composition group doesn't include any county-level subject experts.

5. Setting Fees Related to Food Facility Inspections. HHS Director Brown stated that this bill doesn’t
have a number yet. She will continue to follow the conversations. She opined that inspections
could be managed through the Community Development Department, but that any found issues
should be referred to Public Health.

6. Implementation of the Child Welfare Hotline. HHS Director Brown informed the Board that cellular
capability in the valley hasn't been sufficient for her office to serve as the first responder, so her
staff has reverted to using dispatch. When contacted, dispatch then relays the information to her
department. She asked that the County keep tracking this item.

7. HB 1114; Collaborative Management. HHS Director Brown informed the Board that there is debate
regarding which entity, either the Child Welfare Allocation Committee or the Board of Human
Services, has the authority to allocate the $2,000,000 in available funding. A decision wasn't
made.

MEDICAID INCENTIVE: HHS Director Brown informed the Board that this is going very well and that
agreements are in place. This program will give the County an additional $17,000 of funding that is not
associated with any one budget item. She would prefer that it be spent to improve access to healthcare.

STAFF TRANSITION: The new director, Joni Reynolds, will assume her role on 4/1, and HHS Director
Brown will continue to serve in a limited capacity until that time. The two have been meeting to discuss
and plan for a successful the transition.

STRATEGIC RESULT MEASURES: HHS Director Brown gave the following updates:

1. The department has over 21,000 annual contacts as defined by phone calls, walk in, etc., but it is
still achieving a 95% customer satisfaction rate.

2. The child abuse and neglect rate increased to 25 per 1000 children in 2012, compared to nine for
the State of Colorado. That number has since reduced in Gunnison County to 8.6, and the
difference may be due to the data collection method.

3. In 2012, there were 4,019 days in custody for children. That number decreased to 1,097 in 2014,
and she credits the decrease to the legal community’s view of what work works best for children
and practice changes.
