Section I. Program Description

A. Identify the implemented evidenced-based program, practice or approach and describe
any changes from the original application or from previous fiscal year (FY2014-2015)

The Law Enforcement Assistance Funds (LEAF) grant has integrated seamlessly with Gunnison
County Substance Abuse Prevention Project’s (GCSAPP) current coalition strategic plan and
programing. The programs and practices that GCSAPP implemented for FY2014-2015 include;
program development for a series of community specific parent-youth education dinners,
ongoing marketing and underwriting support and information dissemination for our local
designated driving programs, youth leadership development and participation in a leadership
conference, 5 coalition members attending a positive youth development training and the
creation of an impaired driving coalition committee.

For our Parent education targeting impaired driving, Gunnison County Substance Abuse
Prevention Project’s (GCSAPP worked with Western State Colorado University (WSCU) to
develop and evaluate a six month series of community specific parent-youth education dinners.
In response to the parent focus group and surveys that were conducted by our contracted
community professional Gunnison County Substance Abuse Prevention Project’s (GCSAPP has
created a curriculum for parents that we are currently implementing. Each month one parent-
youth education dinner is held in Gunnison and one in Crested Butte. The youth and parents
eat dinner together and then split off into two groups. The new Gunnison County Substance
Abuse Prevention Project’s (GCSAPP director, Kari Commerford, who holds a M.A and also
teaches counseling and lifespan development courses at Western State Colorado University
(WSCU) facilitates the parent group. The new Gunnison County Substance Abuse Prevention
Project’s (GCSAPP education specialist or Choice Pass program coordinator and two University
student interns facilitate the student group. Topics that are included in the curriculum include;
adolescent development with an emphasis on the brain, marijuana and the youth brain,
opening lines of communication, mindfulness, mental health and youth, and technology, teens
and the law.

Ongoing marketing and underwriting support and information dissemination for our local
designated driving programs continues to be a strong collaboration for Gunnison County
Substance Abuse Prevention Project’s (GCSAPP). We use messaging that is targeted to our
tourist population, university population, youth and parent population and the community at
large.

Our education specialist has developed an additional structure to our Crested Butte Youth
Coalition. This allowed Gunnison County Substance Abuse Prevention Project’s (GCSAPP) to
identify three highly motivated youth to attend a leadership training in California.

Our coalition training and impaired driving coalition committee are ongoing. We had 5 coalition

members attend a positive youth development training, three of those members also serve on
the impaired driving coalition committee.

As far as changes from the original application, Gunnison County Substance Abuse Prevention
Project’s (GCSAPP) has slightly modified our budgetary needs, will facilitate a youth focus
group, and added an additional leadership experience. Our budgetary changes are directly
related to the youth focus group and leadership experiences. Emily Litwin, our education
specialist will be the primary staff facilitating and writing the report for the youth focus group.
She will also help to deliver the parent-youth curriculum that will be developed. In addition to
this she will create a youth leadership experience in our community in order for our youth to
gain tangible leadership skills that will aid them in their academics, and community efforts. This
leadership experience will also create a more collaborative and supportive relationship with
some of our community leaders, thus helping Gunnison County Substance Abuse Prevention
Project’s (GCSAPP) sustain its programing.

Section Il. Describe program achievements and challenges encountered during the program.

We encountered three challenges this fiscal year; the first is resistance from youth to
participate in educational sessions, the second was getting youth coalition members to attend
the February Community Anti-drugs Coalitions of America (CADCA) leadership conference, and
the third was ongoing participation for impaired driving coalition.

There is some resistance from youth to participate in the parent-youth education series. During our first
month’s sessions some parents reported that they would like to attend without their youth. We are
currently working on a strategy to remedy this and have informed parents for the remainder of this year
that they may attend without their youth if needed. In order to have more youth participation and buy
in we will facilitate a youth focus group in the fall.

We were unable to send youth to the February Community Anti-drug Coalitions of America (CADCA)
leadership forum due to a lack of structure in the youth councils. We have now established a structure
and we sent our education specialist with 3 youth to a leadership conference in California in March,
2015.

Our impaired driving coalition committee was our biggest challenge. We were unable to successfully
meet on a regular basis and create an action plan. For our next fiscal year we plan to meet every other
month in order to help members attend more regularly and increase our committee by adding university
students and more youth serving professionals.

Our successes include our parent-youth education dinners, social marketing campaign and designated
driver awareness marketing, and our youth coalition.

For our parent-youth education dinners the parents have reported that they find the information
valuable, as measured by pre-post surveys. In these education session parents are primarily participating
in education and discussion and youth are primarily participating in an activity with pertinent
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facts/information dispersed throughout. To date, we have delivered four sessions in each end of the
valley in which we have had an average of 25 participants at each event, pre and post surveys were
administered.

Ongoing marketing and underwriting support and information dissemination for our local designated
driving programs continues to be a huge success. The two programs that we are partnering with express
deep appreciation for our contributions and are tracking their numbers in order to give us a 6month
report. This will allow us to evaluate this effort and direct our future marketing and support for these
community programs. We have also created an impaired campaign for the winter titled “For the love of
snowman everywhere don’t drive impaired”. We created fun newspaper ads and banners as part of this
program. On the ads and banners the two designated driving programs’ phone numbers are listed. We
have run the ads in Gunnison and Crested Butte newspaper during high traffic week(ends) and are able
to hang the banners up at Western State Colorado University (WSCU) campus, Hwy 135 North/South,
Hwy 50 East/West, and in the town of Crested Butte. We have also posted ads in the newspapers about
all of the alternative forms of transportation and their contact information and education about alcohol
and marijuana consumption limits.

GCSAPP’s education specialist, Emily Litwin, has been working to establish leadership roles within our
two local youth councils. The Crested Butte Youth Council has established leadership roles and
nominated a President, Vice President and Secretary. They have created a process to apply for the
opportunity to attend a youth leadership conference, and selections have been made. We were unable
to attend the Community Anti-drug Coalitions of America (CADCA) Leadership Forum in February, due to
unestablished leadership roles. Gunnison County Substance Abuse Prevention Project’s (GCSAPP
and 3 students attended the California Youth Leadership Conference in March, 2015.
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Narrative summary and projection for remaining funds.

Gunnison County Substance Abuse Prevention Project (GCSAPP) will hold two more parent-youth
educational events. The May event will address “Mental health and youth” and the June event will
address “Technology, youth and the law”. These are two topics that were identified as high needs and
we anticipate serving an average of 35 participants at each of our events.

Gunnison County Substance Abuse Prevention Project (GCSAPP) is in the process of creating our spring
and summer ads for our designated driving awareness campaign and marketing. We will create two
banners, one for Gunnison and one for Crested Butte in order to target our spring and summer tourist
population as well as our local communities. We will also run ads during graduation weekends and
Memorial Day weekend.

We have some in state travel funds left that we would like to spend on sending additional coalition
members to the Community Summit — Substance Abuse — The impacts on Children, Youth and Families
that will be held May 20-21°t in Denver, CO.

PROVISIONS

Notwithstanding the terms contained in the General Provisions, Section L Proprietary
Information, the Contractor shall protect the confidentiality of all client or participant
records and other materials that are maintained in accordance with this Contract.
Except for purposes directly connected with the administration of this Contract, no
information about or obtained from any client or participant shall be disclosed in a
form identifiable with the client or participant without the prior written consent of
the client or participant, or the parent or legal guardian of a minor client or
participant with the exception of information protected by Colorado Statute as it
applies to confidentiality for adolescent services in which case the adolescent minor,
and not the parent or legal guardian must provide consent or as otherwise properly
ordered by a court of competent jurisdiction. The Contractor shall have written
policies governing access, duplication, and dissemination of all such information. The
Contractor shall advise its employees, agents, servants, and any subgrantees or
subcontractors that they are subject to these confidentiality requirements.

The Contractor shall employ an internal quality control process to ensure that all
deliverables, documents and calculations are complete, accurate, easy to understand
and of high quality. The Contractor shall provide deliverables that, at a minimum, are
responsive to the specific requirements for that deliverable, organized into a logical
order, contain no spelling or grammatical errors, are formatted uniformly and contain
accurate information and correct calculations.

Program monitoring requirements.

All recipients of the TGYS grant will be required to attend a Grantee orientation in
the summer or fall of 2014 and each subsequent year of grant funding during the
three year period, or for subsequent Grantees, an orientation within four months
after the Operational Start Date of their contract, submit mid-year and year-end
reports documenting the status of their Statement of Work for each of the three
years that the award is granted, and submit monthly reimbursement statements to
the TGYS Program. Additionally all recipients of the TGYS award will receive at least
one site visit per grant cycle from TGYS Program staff. During the site visit TGYS
Program staff will conduct contract compliance, including program document
reviews and Statement of Work review. Ideally, the site visit will also include a
program observation component or an opportunity for TGYS Program staff to meet
with participants being served by the program.

The monitoring of this contract for compliance with fiscal requirements is based in
part on a fiscal risk assessment conducted prior to contracting. Contractor fiscal
performance during the -Contract period and Contractor compliance with
contractual terms and conditions during the contract period will be conducted by
the TGYS Fiscal and Contracts Specialist. This individual will ask Contractors for
assistance in performing an additional review of a submitted invoice/cost
reimbursement request, for compliance with fiscal performance requirements.

Program Specialist and methods used will include review of documentation
reflective of performance, including progress reports and other documentation as
applicable.

1.1.6.4. The Contractor will be notified in writing within 30 calendar days of discovery of a
compliance issue. Within 45 calendar days of discovery, the Contractor and the
Department will collaborate, when appropriate, to determine the action(s)
necessary to rectify the compliance issue and determine when the action(s) must
be completed.

1.1.7.1. Recipients of the TGYS grant will be part of an evaluation process, which includes
participating in trainings, formulating a program evaluation plan, and collecting and
submitting data. TGYS Grantees will work directly with the evaluator to create an
individual evaluation plan containing (1) a program specific logic model that
identifies one or more long-term outcomes from the TGYS Logic Model, (2) the
program evaluation design, (3) the recommended TGYS measurement tool(s)
associated with selected long-term outcomes, and (4) a program-specific timeline
for submission of evaluation data. The percentage of participants who meet post-
test goal levels on outcome measures will serve as an additional marker of success
for grantees. Grant recipients are required to complete the basic evaluation and
data collection trainings, to implement their program evaluation plan, to develop
and maintain a data collection protocol, and to submit collected data to the
evaluator by designated deadlines.

TIME LIMIT FOR ACCEPTENCE OF DELIVERABLES

Review Period. The Department shall have thirty (30) calendar days from the date a
deliverable is delivered to the Department by the Contractor to review that
deliverable, except for those deliverables that have a different time negotiated by the
Department and the Contractor.

Notice of Defect. If the Department believes in good faith that a deliverable fails to
meet the design specifications and/or requirements for that particular deliverable, or
is otherwise deficient, then the Department shall notify the Contractor of the failure
or its deficiencies in writing, within thirty (30) calendar days of: 1) the date the
deliverable is delivered to the Department by the Contractor if the Department is
aware of the failure or deficiency at the time of delivery: or 2) the date the
Department becomes aware of the failure or deficiency. The above time frame shall
apply to all deliverables except those deliverables that have a different time
negotiated by the Department and the Contractor in writing pursuant to the State’s
Fiscal Rules.

Time to Correct Defect. Upon receipt of timely written notice of an objection to a
completed deliverable, the Contractor shall have a reasonable period of time, not to
exceed ten (10) calendar days, to correct the noted failure or deficiencies.

COMPENSATION

This is a reimbursement contract that contains state funds.

Contract expenditures shall be in accordance with the Statement of Work attached to
the Contract as Exhibit A-1, and the associated Budget attached to this Contract as
Exhibit C-1.

AMENDMENT NO. 2
TO

THIS AMENDMENT NO. 2 (this “Amendment”) effective as April 1, 2015 (the “Amendment
Effective Date”) hereby amends that certain Contract for Services, effective September 1, 2013

15T Street, Montrose, CO 81401 (“Hilltop”) (collectively the “Parties”).

RECITALS

Gunnison County through Gunnison County Health and Human Services
(“Subcontractor”) will work in collaboration with Kaye Hotsenpiller, an employee of Hilltop to
provide certain Health Coverage Guide Services for the Connect for Health Assistance Network;
and

Subcontractor and Hilltop now desire to amend certain terms and conditions of the
Contract.

Therefore, in consideration of the mutual undertakings in this Amendment and for other
good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which the Parties acknowledge
Subcontractor and Hilltop agree as follows:

“Subcontractor” — will mean the County of Gunnison.

2. Term. The term of the Contract shall be extended for an additional 3 (3) months and
unless otherwise amended, the term of the Contract will expire on June 30, 2015 (the
“Contract Expiration Date”).

3. Attachment C - Financial Terms and Reporting. The language to Attachment C of the
Contract is deleted in its entirety and restated with the language stated in Attachment C -
Financial Terms and Reporting attached hereto.






3. Severability. Except as otherwise expressly provided in this Amendment, all terms,
conditions, requirements and specifications contained in the Contract shall remain in full
force and effect.

This form is accessible from the CDPHE internet website
http://www.colorado.gov/cs/Satellite/ CDPHE-Main/CBON/1251622941228 and is incorporated and made
part of this Task Order Contract by reference. CDPHE will provide technical assistance in accessing and
completing the form. The CDPHE Reimbursement Invoice Form and Expenditure Details page must be
submitted no later than forty-five (45) calendar days after the end of the billing period for which services
were rendered. Expenditures shall be in accordance with this Statement of Work and Budget.

If Contractor indicates full expenditure of funds under this Task Order Contract by February 28 of each
grant year and the full expenditure does not occur, CDPHE has the option to reduce current or upcoming
Task Order Contract by said amount or a percent deemed reasonable by CDPHE. CDPHE will notify the
Contractor of the potential need to decrease the current or upcoming budget. If the Contractor indicates at a
later date than February 28 of each grant year an expectation of surplus of funds or inability to fully expend
said funds for unforeseen circumstances that Contractor had not anticipated by February 28, CDPHE will
reallocate unspent funds without any penalties to the Contractor.

The State of Colorado, specifically the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment, shall be
the owner of all equipment as defined by the Federal Accounting Standards Advisory Board (FASAB)
Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) purchased under this Task Order Contract. At the end
of the term of this Contract, the State shall approve the disposition of all equipment.

Contractor shall not use funds provided under this Task Order Contract for the purpose of lobbying as
defined in Colorado Revised Statutes (C.R.S.) 24-6-301(3.5)(a).

At the same time as filing the protest with the ODRA, the protestor will serve a copy of
the protest on the RECO.

A protest is considered to be filed on the date it is received by the ODRA and will be
filed: (1) Not later than seven (7) business days after the date the protester knew or
should have known of the grounds for the protest; or (2) If the protester has requested a
post-award debriefing from the RECO, not later than five (5) business days after the date
on which the RECO holds that debriefing.

The full text of the Contract Protest clause is incorporated by reference. Upon request the
full text will be provided by the RECO.

To Whom It May Concern:

On April 01, 2015, the U.S. Department of Agriculture Forest Service initiated scoping for a
Supplemental Draft Environmental Impact Statement (SDEIS) to reinstate the North Fork Coal Mining
Area exception of the Colorado Roadless Rule (CRR). The Board of County Commissioners of the County
of Gunnison, Colorado respectfully submits the following scoping comments.

The CRR was a collaborative effort between conservation groups, multiple industries and communities
throughout the state. These groups came together to work towards shared goals of conservation and
economic viability of rural Colorado. Concessions were made on all sides to reach a common goal.
Gunnison County actively participated in those discussions and supported the CRR, including the North
Fork Coal Mining Area exception.

Through our own regulatory process, Gunnison County designated the North Fork Valley Coal Resource
Special Area and adopted the Coal Resource Special Area Coal Mining Regulations. In those regulations,
Gunnison County recognizes that coal is a resource valuable to the United States, Colorado and
Gunnison County that deserves to be extracted and put to use.

Additionally, Gunnison County has consistently supported exploring options to recover methane from
active and inactive coal mines and has urged that access to these sites be considered in crafting the
Colorado Roadless Rule. We believe this is an imperative part of the analysis of carbon emissions.

When analyzing carbon emissions, please note that the North Fork coal is some of the cleanest burning
coal in the world. By mixing this coal with other sources in the United States, we actually decrease our
carbon footprint. We acknowledge that coal is not going to be the long-term energy resource it has
been in the past. As we start to transition away from coal to other energy sources, we need to ensure
that we are utilizing the cleanest resources available.

Gunnison County has also stated, in correspondence dated May 4, 2012 to then Secretary of Agriculture
Tom Vilsack regarding the Colorado Roadless Rule, that “(w)hile coal mining is vital to Gunnison County,
we must balance the equation by also considering recreational tourism as it is our primary economy.

5/19/2015

In order to ensure the continued viability of our tourism economy, it will be imperative to keep currently
undeveloped roadless areas free from industrial uses.”

We support the process of the SDEIS and review of the impacts that would be caused by reinstatement
of the North Fork Coal Mining Area exception to the Colorado Roadless Rule. We support the analysis
of what the impacts of allowing temporary road construction for coal exploration and/or coal-related
surface activities would be to the viability of coal mining in the North Fork, opportunities to recover
methane and overall carbon footprint while ensuring a quality tourism economy.

Gunnison County believes that a balance can be maintained and continues to support the CRR, including
the North Fork Mining exception.

INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, THE GUNNISON BASIN

[. INTRODUCTION

In recognition of the economic and ecological impacts of noxious weeds, the General Assembly of the

State of Colorado passed the Colorado Noxious Weed Act, C.R.S. 35-5.5, et.seq. (hereinafter “the Act’). The
Act states that certain noxious weeds pose a threat to the continued economic and environmental value
of the land in the State and that all landowners in the State must manage them. The Act states that
County governments are directed to adopt a noxious weed management plan that will guide the control of
state-listed noxious weeds on unincorporated lands within their jurisdictions. This plan provides a
framework for The Gunnison County Weed District to control those plant species within the jurisdiction of
Gunnison County that are listed as “noxious” in the Act.

II. STATE-LISTED NOXIOUS WEEDS

The Act designates certain plant species as noxious due to their potential and realized negative
ecological and economic impacts. State-listed noxious weeds are divided into three lists:

List A species

List A species are designated for eradication. When occurrences of these plants are found in Gunnison
County, ensuring their eradication will be a top priority. The Weed District will develop and implement
plans for eradication of these plant species on lands managed by Gunnison County and on other lands
according to contractual agreements with agencies, municipalities and landowners.

List B species

List B weed species are designated for control and containment. The Weed District will develop and
implement management plans for occurrences of these plant species on lands managed by Gunnison
County and on other lands according to contractual agreements with agencies, municipalities and
landowners.

List C species

List C weed species are designated by the State as lower priority for control and containment. Where
eradication, containment or control of these species is deemed necessary or beneficial, the Weed District
will develop and implement management plans for occurrences of these plant species on lands managed
by Gunnison County and on other lands according to contractual agreements with agencies,
municipalities and landowners.

. WEED MANAGEMENT AREA DESCRIPTION

The Gunnison County Weed District is responsible for state-listed noxious weed management in Gunnison
County owned and managed rights of way and properties throughout unincorporated areas of Gunnison
County. Enforcement of the Act on private properties within unincorporated areas of Gunnison County, as
described in Section VI, is also the responsibility of the Gunnison County Weed District. In recognition of
opportunities for mutually-beneficial collaborative efforts aimed at managing noxious weeds on a watershed-
wide basis, the Gunnison County Weed District may also enter into contracts or agreements to provide
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noxious weed control services in other jurisdictions within the Upper Gunnison River Watershed, which may
include lands owned or managed by federal, state, municipal, county and private entities throughout
Gunnison County, northern Hinsdale County and northwestern Saguache County.

IV. Weed Management Plan related to noxious weed treatments in Gunnison Sage Grouse Habitats

1. Weed control carried out by the Gunnison County Weed Management Program in Gunnison Sage-
grouse habitat will be carried out primarily in road rights of way. When off-road noxious weed spraying
occurs, either backpack sprayers will be used or a hose will be extended from a vehicle parked in the
right of way.

2. Weed treatments in Gunnison Sage-grouse habitat will be carried out using a “spot spray” approach in
order to avoid any off-target damage.

3. All seasonal road and habitat closures will be strictly adhered to during Gunnison Sage-grouse lekking
and nesting seasons.

4. No aerial spraying will be done in Gunnison Sage-grouse habitats.
5. No mowing or burning for noxious weed control will be done outside of road rights of way.

6. When herbicides are utilized, the Gunnison County Weed Management Program will use only USFW S-
approved herbicides at labeled application rates.

7. If any “take” of Gunnison Sage-grouse should occur during weed management activities, Gunnison
County will immediately notify USFWS staff.

V. INTEGRATED WEED MANAGEMENT PROGRAM

The Gunnison County Weed District will implement an integrated weed management program in order to
comply with the State’s requirements for noxious weed management. Integrated weed management is a
strategy using a comprehensive approach to weed management that aims to achieve healthy and productive
natural, agricultural and urbanized ecosystems through an interdisciplinary and multi-faceted program. The
major components of the Integrated Weed Management Program are:

A. Integrated Weed Control

The following integrated weed control methods will be implemented according to current best practices,
science and technology. While these methods may be used singularly, they are usually most effective when
used in combination.

1. Mechanical/Physical Control

Physical control intentionally disrupts the growth of weeds through practices such as cultivation, mowing,
hand pulling, flooding, and burning.

2. Cultural Control
Cultural control practices enhance and favor the growth of desirable plant species that may out-compete
noxious weeds. These methods may include controlled grazing, fertilization, irrigation, and seeding

vigorously growing, competitive desirable plant species.

3. Biological Control





Biological control involves the release of beneficial organisms to diminish weed seed production, increase
plant stress, and limit the expansion of underground parts of the plant's reproductive system.

4. Chemical Control

Herbicide control involves the application of EPA-registered herbicides that are effective on target noxious
weed species. Herbicides and application rates utilized will be selected to prevent adverse impacts to the
environment and inhabitants of Gunnison County. Herbicides will be used to spot treat noxious weeds.

5. Mapping and Monitoring

Regularly mapping and monitoring weed populations during and following control efforts will confirm the
efficacy of the control methods utilized and inform ongoing integrated weed management approaches.

B. Education and Awareness

The Weed District will promote noxious weed education and awareness by informing the public through
workshops, newspaper and magazine articles, public and informal meetings, consultations with landowners,
and other outreach efforts.

C. Prevention

In addition to working toward eradication and control of existing weed infestations, preventing the further
spread of noxious weeds is a high priority of the Weed District. Preventative measures will include:

1. Participating in the State Department of Agriculture’s Certified Weed Free Forage Program in
conjunction with local agricultural producers in order to certify weed-free hay and promote its
production

2. Performing inspections of reclamation projects to ensure compliance with Gunnison County’s
Reclamation Permit requirements for any development, or land use change defined and/or regulated
by the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution, the Gunnison County Specifications for Road and
Bridge Construction, or the Uniform Building Code.

VI. FUNDING

Funding provided by Gunnison County will be used to implement the Integrated Weed Management
Program on lands and rights-of-way owned and managed by Gunnison County. In recognition of
opportunities for mutually-beneficial collaborative efforts aimed at managing noxious weeds on a watershed-
wide basis, the Gunnison County Weed District may also enter into contracts or agreements to provide
noxious weed control services in other jurisdictions within the Upper Gunnison River Watershed, which may
include lands owned or managed by federal, state, municipal, county and private entities throughout
Gunnison County, northern Hinsdale County and northwestern Saguache County. Such contracts and
agreements will be reflective of all labor, materials, equipment usage, administrative and overhead
expenses associated with providing noxious weed management services. When possible, funds obtained
through grants or other funding sources may be used by the Gunnison County Weed District to support
the costs associated with noxious weed control carried out according to contracts and agreements.

VII. ENFORCEMENT

Occasionally, serious noxious weed infestations on private property within the jurisdiction of Gunnison
County pose threats to adjacent public and private properties. According to section 35-5.5-109 of the
Colorado Noxious Weed Act, private landowners within the unincorporated areas of Gunnison County are
responsible for noxious weed management on their properties.





When serious noxious weed infestations are identified on private properties within unincorporated areas
of Gunnison County, the Gunnison County Weed District will notify the owner of the problem and provide
assistance in developing a weed management plan. In cases where landowners’ efforts to control
noxious weeds following consultation with the Weed District are deemed to be inadequate, Gunnison
County may follow the procedures set forth in C.R.S. 35-5.5-109 to enforce noxious weed laws.
According to this statute, the following procedures and timetables shall be followed:

1.

Gunnison County is authorized by C.R.S. 35-5.5-109 and given the right, through its delegates,
agents, or employees, to enter upon any premises, lands or places, whether public or private,
during reasonable business hours for the purpose of inspecting for the existence of noxious weed
infestations when at least one of the following circumstances has occurred:

a) The landowner or occupant has requested an inspection;

b) A neighboring landowner or occupant has reported a suspected noxious weed infestation and
requested an inspection; or

¢) An authorized agent of Gunnison County had made a visual observation from a public right-of-
way or area and has reason to believe that a noxious weed infestation exists.

No entry upon any premises, lands or places by a delegate, agent or employee of Gunnison
County shall occur until the landowner or occupant has been notified by certified mail that such
inspection is pending. When possible, inspections shall be scheduled and conducted with the
concurrence of the landowner or occupant.

When an enforcement notice is prepared it shall:

a) State the legal description of the property where the noxious weeds are located,;
b) State the common and scientific name of the noxious weeds to be controlled;

c¢) Specify the best available control methods of integrated management; and

d) Advise the landowner or occupant to manage the noxious weeds. Where
possible, the County Weed Coordinator shall consult with the affected

landowner or occupant in the development of a plan for the management of the
noxious weeds.

The legal notice shall be sent by certified return receipt mail and shall give the landowner at least
ten days to comply with the notice.

If, after receiving notice that an inspection is pending, the landowner or occupant denies access
to Gunnison County, the County may seek an inspection warrant from the court having
jurisdiction over the land.

If within ten days after receipt of the enforcement notice, the landowner or occupant has not
complied, submitted an acceptable plan or schedule, or requested an arbitration panel, the
County Weed Coordinator shall submit the legal description and parcel number to the County
Commissioners and request an order to enter the premises, land or places, during reasonable
business hours, for the purposes of providing for, compelling and ensuring compliance with the
Colorado Noxious Weed Act.

Once the order to enter is received from the County Commissioners, the County Weed
Coordinator can designate a private contractor to carry out enforcement work or the County can
do the work.

It must be re-confirmed that the landowner receiving the enforcement notice owns the land where
enforcement is to take place. The County Weed Coordinator shall contact the Recorders Office
and ensure that the land has not been deeded to a new landowner. The Coordinator shall
document the name of the person spoken to and the date of the conversation. If the land has





been conveyed to a new landowner, the Coordinator shall get a copy of the conveyance
document and work with the new landowner.

8. Appropriate weed management procedures will be carried out on the property. The County Weed
Coordinator shall check the contractor’s or County’s work for completeness within two weeks
after enforcement measures are taken.

9. After control measures are carried out, a bill shall be prepared adding a 20% administrative fee.
The bill shall be sent by certified mail.

10. Any assessment that is not paid within thirty days after the date of mailing by certified mail to the
landowner or occupant of private lands upon which the Gunnison County Weed Coordinator or
her designee(s) have performed enforcement work, shall constitute a lien against each lot or tract
of land until paid and may be certified by resolution of the Board of County Commissioners to the
Gunnison County Treasurer’s Office to be collected in the same manner as provided for collection
of taxes upon the private lands in accordance with C.R.S. 35-5.5-109 (5)(a).

RE: Yariance request for horizontal and vertical alignment of an existing private road in
Gunnison County with the access located approximately 12 miles from Highway 50
along County road 858.

HORIZONTAL VARIANCE LANGUAGE

The initial portion of the main access road, approximately 1,000 ft., is an access to a
private residence, previously approved by Gunnison County. The section of road
immediately following climbs steep side hills for approximately 6,000 ft. This portion of
road was constructed to minimize the road grade, while maintaining a safe alignment.
The extreme nature of the terrain does not allow the road alignment the convenience to
meet Gunnison County’s minimum curve radius of 80 ft., without removing massive
amounts of materials and creating problematic extended back slopes. The potential for
back slope erosion, possible land/snow slides, and visual blight would not justify trying
to meet this curvature requirement.

The main access road beyond follows what was an existing “two track” road, and '
eventually blends into the existing (BLM) Bureau of Land Management road. Thesé
sections of the road have been in place for decades. The existing BLM road must be

maintained within its prescribed right-of-way.

Current Gunnison County Regulations and guidelines specify that the minimum curvature
for access roads as having a minimum 80 ft. radius. Several curves in the main access
road do not meet this requirement. However, access will be limited to landowners (8
home sites) during both winter and summer. Speed limits will be limited to a maximum
of 15-20 mph during the summer and slower speeds during the winter as access will be
limited to snow cat and other track type vehicles. The limited speed of travel during both
winter and summer, combined with the fact the road is over built in width, will mitigate

the existing non-compliant curves.
VERTICAL VARIANCE LANGUAGE

There are 10 locations that exceed the 12% grade maximum as described in the Gunnison
County Standards and Specifications for new construction of roads and bridges. Eight of
these locations are less than 60 feet in length and exceed maximum grade by only tenths






of a percent (i.e. 3” difference in a 60 foot length). Due to the short length of these areas,
they should not pose a hazard to driving conditions. The remaining two areas that exceed
12% are both within the section of road subject to BLM right-of-way, and have existed
and been used for decades. These two sections of road lengths are of 140 and 130 feet,
with grades of 12.36% and 12.27%. Again, in these lengths at 0.27% and 0.36%, the
adverse affect is only 4-1/2”. The survey of this road has a tolerance of +2” and both of
these areas have survey shots taken greater than 100 feet apart. At station 174+20 to _
174+60 (40 feet) there is a small stretch of 13.63% grade. This area has multiple reverse
curves and would not allow any lengthening of the road with affecting multiple curves
and additional steeper gradients. All of these non compliance grades are so short in length
and less than a percent that they do not create a road hazard.

Dear Senator Bennet, Senator Gardner and Mr. Tipton,

The Gunnison County Board of County Commissioners is charged with protecting the health,
safety and welfare of our citizens; by extension, that goal includes the protection of our environment.
Our Regulations for Oil and Gas Operations were adopted to ensure that those goals are met while also
providing the oil and gas industry with a set of standards in which responsible exploration and
production of oil and gas resources could be permitted. We recently were presented with an interesting
idea that would allow for this responsible exploration while lending toward protecting an
environmentally sensitive area in our region. We commend SG Interests for coming forward with a
proposal that would be a large part of a permanent solution for the Thompson Divide area.

As presented to the County, the proposed federal legislation would allow SG Interests, the lessee
of 18 federal oil and gas leases in the Thompson Divide area and, in addition, the lessee of the adjacent
Wolf Creek deep rights held indefinitely by production, together totaling approximately 30,000 acres of
White River National Forest (WRNF) surface, to exchange those leases for approximately 30,000 acres
of federal leases in the Grand Mesa, Uncompahgre and Gunnison National Forest (GMUG). The GMUG
mineral acres proposed for exchange are in an area that the Forest Service designated as available for
potential oil and gas leasing in the 1993 GMUG Oil and Gas Leasing Plan Amendment. This exchange
would allow for further discussions on how to manage lands in the Thompson Divide area into the
future and to come up with a permanent solution for this extremely sensitive area. Approximately 600
acres of the proposed exchange lands are in Gunnison County.

While we support the concept of a land exchange that may result in a more permanent solution
to the oil and gas development issues in the Thompson Divide area, this must be done in collaboration
with our neighbors located in Mesa, Delta, Pitkin and Garfield Counties. We feel that it is necessary to
include all counties, towns and interested parties that are potentially impacted by any exchange, in this
important dialog. We must consider not only the benefits to a final solution on the Thompson Divide;
but to also make certain that the new leases are compatible with the needs and desires of those
communities. Please note that Gunnison County will commit to continue to be part of this extremely
important conversation with all interested parties.

We are pleased that SG Interests is participating in dialogue, and are hopeful that this is a large
step toward a permanent solution to the Thompson Divide development issues.
