Our audit of 2014 and our most recent evaluation of our finances show a strong financial 
position including a $225,000+ surplus that we will be carrying forward into Q3­Q4 of 2015. The 
LMD has given our board the guidance to expect revenue from the LMD of approximately $1.2 
Million in 2015. Out of respect for that guidance, we request $450,000 for the Q3­Q4 2015.  
 
With the surplus we’ll be carrying forward from earlier in the year, we anticipate the spending 
breakdown to be as follows for the remainder of the year:

CALL TO ORDER:  Chairperson Swenson called the meeting to order at 8:30 am.

COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT:  County Manager Birnie was present for discussion. 
1. Courthouse Project Update.  County Manager Birnie informed the Board that the County’s portion 


of the building is nearly complete and that furniture was being assembled.  The public spaces have 
a lot of work yet to be done.  The Temporary Certificate of Occupancy is still scheduled for issuance 


on 5/15/15, and County departments will begin moving into the facility the week after it is issued.   


2. Colorado City and County Management Association (CCCMA) Update.  County Manager Birnie, who 
serves as the CCCMA President, informed the Board that the CCCMA plans to complete a strategic 


plan.  Managing for Results, LLC will be assisting with the process.   
 


COMMISSIONER ITEMS:  This discussion began earlier than scheduled due to a gap in the meeting. 
 


Commissioner Houck: 


1. Gunnison Sage-grouse Update.  Commissioner Houck informed the Board that he is working 
with County Attorney David Baumgarten to find ways to show that the County’s decisions have 


resulted in progress. 
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2. Tin Cup Road Issues Update.  Commissioner Houck informed the Board that he plans to attend 


the 5/18/15 meeting between the Tin Cup property management group and the US Forest 
Service.  The meeting is slated to begin at 1:00 pm.   


 
DEPUTY COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT AND PROJECT UPDATES:  Deputy County Manager Marlene 


Crosby was present for discussion. 


1. Letter of Commitment; The Marble Market at The Marble Hub Grant Application Submission to the 
US Department of Agriculture; Farmer’s Market.  Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by 


Chairperson Swenson to approve the letter for signature by the Board of County Commissioners 
for The Marble Market at the Marble Hub.  Motion carried.   


2. Letter of Intent to Apply for Access Permit; Montrose Forest Products, LLC; Log Hauling Operations.  
DCM Crosby informed the Board that she has received the proof of insurance and that Montrose 


Forest Products has paid the overweight fines.  Hauling isn’t scheduled to begin until 6/20.  Moved 


by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Chairperson Swenson to issue an access permit and approve 
County Manager Birnie’s signature on the permit when it is ready.  Motion carried.   


3. Marble Visit.  DCM Crosby informed the Board that she met with the Marble Town Clerk to discuss 
the reasoning behind bringing order to the use of ATVs and parking, and she’s moving forward as 


if the use on the road will continue.  She also met with a couple of residents to discuss the road 


around Beaver Lake and the timing for road work on Kebler Pass.  County Manager Birnie was 
concerned about the length of the wording on the proposed signage, and DCM Crosby explained 


that she will submit it to the sign company and then see what they recommend.  The Board 
suggested language clarifying that the use of the road is a privilege not a right.  The Board will 


look at the site during the trip. 
4. Marble Street Vacation Request.  DCM Crosby informed the Board that a resident has requested a 


street vacation at no charge because the best building site available to the resident interferes with 


a portion of Serpentine Trail.  This issue, and requests from the same resident, has been going on 
since 1995.  DCM Crosby doesn’t see any public benefit to the request.  She also stated that there 


is a history of the approximate 60-foot right of way being there, and that there is no place to move 
the road.   


 


COMMISSIONER ITEMS (continued):   
 


Commissioner Swenson: 
1. Gunnison Valley Rural Transportation Authority (RTA) Update.  Chairperson Swenson informed 


the Board that the RTA is moving forward with the Houston flight for the summer and that 


Crested Butte Mountain Resort will continue with the Chicago flight this year.  The RTA is 
working to provide a west-coast flight.  She is on the Air Alliance Board, which is a new non-


profit trying to get more businesses to contribute to the air program and inform them of the 
benefits, such as possible tax incentives.  The RTA will likely ask that an item be placed on the 


ballot this fall for the air program, bus service and additional senior transportation.  The RTA 
approved $245,000 out of reserves for bus replacement; new busses cost approximately 


$650,000 each.   


 
BOUNDARY LINE ADJUSTMENTS: 


1. Ron Watson, and Ben and Kari Commerford.  Planner Cathie Pagano was present for discussion, 
and she explained that this request was related to the location of an existing garage and a confusing 


fence line.  She confirmed that the request had been reviewed and approved by County Attorney 


David Baumgarten.  Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Chairperson Swenson to 
approve the boundary line adjustment for Watson and Commerford as presented in the packet 


today.  Motion carried.   
2. Robert and Ruth Ann Stohr.  Planner Pagano and attorney Jacob With were present for discussion.  


Planner Pagano explained that this issue came about as a result of the issuance of a Stop Order.  
A large two-story deck was constructed without a permit, and it ended up being situated on the 


neighbor’s property and in a geologic area.  If approved, this adjustment will remove the 


encroachment and ensure compliance with the setback requirements.  Mr. With stated that the 
Stohr’s have two lenders and have not yet received consent from the lenders.  He noted that, as a 


part of the closing on the real estate, lender consent won’t be necessary.  County Attorney David 
Baumgarten confirmed that his office would hold the document until the closing.  Moved by 


Commissioner Houck, seconded by Chairperson Swenson to approve the Boundary Line Adjustment 


and the letter to Stuart Title as presented.  Motion carried. 
 


LOT CLUSTER APPLICATION; SEAN PATRICK; LOTS M2-58 AND M2-59, BUCKHORN 
SUBDIVISION:  Community Development Department Services Manager Beth Baker was present for 


discussion.  She explained that there was nothing unusual about this request to cluster two small lots, and 
she confirmed that all of the utility companies were in agreement.  Moved by Commissioner Houck, 


seconded by Chairperson Swenson to approve the Lot Cluster Application for Buckhorn lots M2-58 and M2-


59 as presented.  Motion carried. 
 


BOUNDARY LINE ADJUSTMENT; LOT CLUSTER APPLICATION; GARY HOSTETTER AND LEVI 
KLINGSMITH, ET AL:  CDDSM Baker was present for discussion, and she explained that the Board had 
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previously approved the vacation of a road on the lot, contingent on the clustering.  She added that the 


owners are also requesting a boundary line adjustment.  Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by 
Chairperson Swenson to approve the lot cluster piece in front of us as presented by staff.  Motion carried.  


Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Chairperson Swenson to approve the boundary line 
adjustment between Klingsmith and Hostetter.  Motion carried.   


 
GUNNISON COUNTY STRATEGIC PLAN; DRAFT UPDATES:  County Manager Birnie asked the Board 


for input on the draft updates.  He also indicated that he previously met with Commissioner Chamberland 


to discuss this project, and that Commissioner Chamberland had only one question related to possibly using 
softer language in Item A3.  Chairperson Swenson noted that the only reason this item was delayed was 


because of the recession, so she opted to keep “will” in the goal.  Commissioner Houck agreed, and he 
noted that the conversation included potential phasing.  The Board agreed that the document reflected the 


conversations and direction given during the recent retreat.   


 
Commissioner Houck opined that the Board should discuss sustainability of the Gunnison County Substance 


Abuse Prevention Project and Juvenile Services programs in the near future since future grant funding is 
not certain.  County Manager Birnie suggested putting a result in the plan now or focusing on it in two 


years when we revisit the plan.  Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Chairperson Swenson adopt 


the updated Strategic Plan dated 4/22/15.  Motion carried.   
 


County Manager Birnie encouraged the Board to review the performance report that was just released.   
 


UNSCHEDULED CITIZENS:   
1. Toni Todd; Western State Colorado University (WSCU) Lecturer.  Ms. Todd informed the Board that 


she was representing the Writing the Rockies event, which is in its 16th year at WSCU.  Participation 


has grown from about 100 in 2014 to about 250 this year, and $250+ sponsorships are being 
sought.  The Board suggested that she return in September to request 2016 funding, and that she 


discuss the request for 2015 funds with WSCU Director of University Communications Brian Barker 
since the County provided approximately $15,000 to WSCU in 2015 for Economic Development 


efforts.    


2. Gunnison Times Reporter Alan Wartes; Public Lands Transfer Initiatives.  Mr. Wartes asked for 
input from the Board related to SB 39, and Commissioner Houck informed him that the bill died 


yesterday.  He asked if the Board had taken a position at any time on any of the related bills, and 
the Board informed him that the County has not taken a formal stand on the issue.  County Manager 


Birnie stated that there has never been talk of an anti-federal stance similar to what a lot of other 
counties may have taken, and that our role during these federal processes is to facilitate community 


input instead of taking a stance.  The Board stated that our relationships with the federal land 


management agencies are strong. 
 


ADJOURN:  Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Chairperson Swenson to adjourn the meeting.

CALL TO ORDER:  Chairperson Swenson called the meeting to order at 8:30 am. 


 
AGENDA REVIEW:  There were no changes made to the agenda. 


 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Moved by Commissioner Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Houck to 


approve the Consent Agenda.  Motion carried unanimously.   


1. Acknowledgment of County Manager Signature; Colorado Department of Human Services Grant

2. Acknowledgment of County Manager Signature; Federal Aviation Administration Application for

SCHEDULING:  The Upcoming Meetings Schedule was discussed and updated. 
 


COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT:  County Manager Birnie was present for discussion. 
1. Food/Facility Inspections.  Commissioner Houck asked for an update on this issue, and County 


Manager Birnie informed the Board that a final decision has not yet been made.  Montrose County 


will be done providing services as of the end of June, and then the State will assume the 
responsibility.  The State would prefer that the County take responsibility for these duties.  He 


stated his belief that Health and Human Services Director Joni Reynolds plans to have the State 
provide these services through the summer, and that the general plan will be for the County to 


assume responsibility in the fall if an agreement can be reached with the State.   
 


DEPUTY COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT AND PROJECT UPDATES:  Deputy County Manager Marlene 


Crosby was present for discussion. 
1. Contract Agreement; Gunnison Gravel & Earth Moving, LLC; Crushing and Screening of Site 


Excavated Material; Gunnison County Landfill Project; $143,886.  DCM Crosby informed the Board 
that this agreement was approved by County Attorney David Baumgarten, pending receipt of a 


performance bond.  Moved by Commissioner Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Houck to 


approve the contract agreement between Gunnison Gravel for crushing and screening of site 
excavated material and the Gunnison County Landfill, and authorize signatures.  Motion carried 


unanimously.   
2. Marble Signage.  DCM Crosby showed proposed signage options to the Board, and she explained 


that the signage would be 4’-0” wide and 2’-0” long.  The Board expressed verbal approval of the 


options.  Chairperson Swenson referenced an email that was forwarded yesterday from a citizen 
asking that Marble not be added to the West Elk Scenic Byway, and DCM Crosby stated that the 


Marble Town Council would be discussing the issue on 6/4/15.  She stated that the general feeling 
is that the letter of support will move forward as the objections are isolated.  At the last Marble 


Town Council meeting, the vast majority were in favor of the direction that the Board supported.  
Commissioner Houck offered to respond to the email.   


3. Water Truck Replacement.  DCM Crosby informed the Board that the frame for the 1993 water 


truck is beyond repair and won’t pass inspection.  She has been researching the availability of 
another unit.  She indicated that the budget allows for the purchase of a dump truck this year, but 


that her department has a greater need for a water truck and that she can rent a dump truck when 
needed.  The truck that she’d like to purchase will hold 4,000 gallons and cost $149,500.  She 


confirmed that she discussed this cost with Finance Director Linda Nienhueser and that there were 


no other issues to relay to the Board.  She asked for permission to purchase the truck, and the 
Board gave her verbal approval.  She will attempt to dispose of the old truck as a unit.  


4. Whitewater River Festival.  DCM Crosby informed the Board that the festival is still scheduled to 
take place during the next weekend, although the water levels are rising.   


 
BREAK:  The meeting recessed from 8:52 until 8:59 am for a short break. 


 


PLANNING COMMISSION RECOMMENDATION; RED FEATHER RANCH SUBDIVISION; 
RESOLUTION; APPROVING LAND USE CHANGE PERMIT NO. 2014-11, A LAND USE CHANGE 


PERMIT FOR MIKE AND RENEE WRIGHT, RED FEATHER RANCH SUBDIVISION, S1/2SE1/4NE1/4 
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SECTION 12, TOWNSHIP 14 SOUTH, RANGE 86 WEST, 6TH P.M.:  Assistant Community Development 


Director Neal Starkebaum, applicant Mike Wright and attorney Mike Dawson were present for discussion.   
 


ACDD Starkebaum informed the Board that the applicant had provided evidence of purchase of 
augmentation water from the Upper Gunnison River Water Conservancy District.  The plat wasn’t available 


during the meeting, though ACDD Starkebaum stated that it was in transit.  He asked for permission for 


the Chairperson to sign the plat as soon as it became available.  Moved by Commissioner Chamberland, 
seconded by Commissioner Houck to approve Resolution #2015-13, a Resolution Approving Land Use 


Change Permit No. 2014-11, a Land Use Change Permit for Mike and Renee Wright, Red Feather Ranch 
Subdivision, and approve the Chairperson’s signature when the plat is ready.  Motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Chamberland: 
1. Town of Crested Butte Housing Meeting.  Commissioner Chamberland informed the Board that 


he attended this well-represented meeting, and that Community Development Director Russ 
Forrest did a good job of representing the County.  Commissioner Chamberland indicated that 


people are worried about the availability of short-term housing.   


 
Chairperson Swenson stated that resident Beth Ferchau also approached her and asked why 


owners of vacation rentals are only paying residential property taxes on their properties.  
County Manager Birnie stated that renting properties from owners doesn’t mean that the 


properties are considered commercial, per the State, and that legislation would be needed in 
order to change the classification.  He stated that he would find the research and renew the 


conversation. Commissioner Chamberland indicated that most of the vacation homes rented 


by owners belong to second-home owners and that they aren’t long-term rentals because the 
owners want to be able to use them throughout the year.  The Board stated that the vacation 


rental issue is not to blame for the lack of housing in the valley. 
 


Chairperson Swenson informed the Board that ground will be broken for Anthracite Place on 


6/8.  She also stated that it might be good to start a conversation about partnering with the 
City of Gunnison, Town of Crested Butte, Town of Mt. Crested Butte, Gunnison Valley Regional 


Housing Authority and the Housing Foundation to discuss building affordable housing on some 
property that the County co-owns in the Brush Creek and Rock Creek areas.  County Manager 


Birnie stated that the covenant and declaration documents are still not cleaned up for Rock 


Creek, and that they probably won’t be until a new Deputy County Attorney is hired.   
 


Commissioner Houck noted that 12-15 local teachers will be retiring soon, and that this will 
likely translate into issues with finding housing for any new teachers.  Chairperson Swenson 


stated that she will discuss the issue at the GVRHA meeting on 6/3.  
 


2. Region 10 Update.  Commissioner Chamberland indicated that the Small Business Fund is 


operating well.  Region 10 may be sending a representative visit the San Juan/San Miguel areas 
once a week.  Region 10 has applied for $4,000,000 in DOLA funding, to be split between Delta 


and Montrose Counties.  An additional $1,000,000 in EDA funds will be applied for, which will 
be split into a $750,000 match for the DOLA grant, $200,000 for an innovation center, and 


$50,000 for another project. 


 
3. Broadband Update.  Commissioner Chamberland informed the Board that Western State 


Colorado University is pursuing an RFP for a broadband contract, so we will see if any new 
potential parties are identified. 


 
Commissioner Houck: 


1. Public Lands Discussion.  Commissioner Houck informed the Board that he met with John 


Whitney, a representative from Senator Michael Bennet’s office, to discuss public lands.  During 
the meeting, he reiterated that the County would be at the table for upcoming discussions.

Crosby was present for discussion. 

Temporary Road Use Agreement; City of Gunnison; Portion of County Road 49; 7/4/15 at 6:00 am 


thru 7/5/15 at 10:00 am; Fireworks Aerial Display.  DCM Crosby informed the Board that all of the 
details, including the insurance information, have not yet been worked out.  She asked that County 


Manager Birnie be allowed to sign the agreement once it’s been approved by County Attorney 
David Baumgarten.  She confirmed that the City of Gunnison plans to hire a private company to 


perform the aerial show.  Moved by Commissioner Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner 


Houck to approve the temporary road closure for County Road 49 and authorize County Manager 
Birnie’s signature.  Motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING; MARIJUANA FACILITY LICENSE APPLICATION; PURE INDUSTRIES, LLC:  


CDD Forrest, Building/Environmental Health Official Crystal Lambert and Will Browne, representing Pure 


Industries, LLC, were present for discussion.   
 


1. Open Public Hearing.  Chairperson Swenson opened the Public Hearing at 9:06 am.   
 


2. Public Notice Confirmation.  CDD Forrest confirmed that the Public Hearing had been properly 


public noticed.   
 


3. Identify Ex Parte Communications.  There were no ex parte communications identified. 
 


4. Staff Presentation.  CDD Forrest explained that this is the first marijuana manufacturing license 
application that has come before the Board, and that this is relative to created marijuana-infused 


products on Riverland Drive in a 280-square-foot area.  There are two other cultivation facilities in 


that area, and two individuals are growing personal plants within the same building.  He noted that 
marijuana manufacturing and marijuana cultivation operations are subject to the same criteria.  


CDD Forrest also confirmed that this request has been approved by the application homeowners 
association.  From an administrative standpoint, he confirmed that the application is approvable. 


 


CDD Forrest also informed the Board that there has been one complaint received about odors 
coming from the building, so he and BEHO Lambert performed an inspection and found a couple 


of vents that needed additional mitigation.  All parties have agreed to install these vents prior to 
issuance of a building permit and occupancy.  


 
CDD Forrest stated that this type of operation prompts close evaluation of fire, security and 


emergency services to ensure that the operation doesn’t create any life-safety issues.  BEHO 


Lambert and the Fire District requested a specific report for this facility to confirm that the intended 
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use is compatible with the building.  The applicant agreed, and a report was generated.  There is 


no kitchen associated with this building.   
 


5. Applicant Presentation.  Mr. Browne stated that the applicant has taken advanced steps through 
the process for the last eight months, and a professional engineering firm was utilized.  He noted 


that there is no food component to the model at this point, and that the company will focus on 
extracting essential oils from marijuana plants.  He stated that hydrocarbon extraction is a common 


process and that all details are outlined in the facility report.  All life-safety issues have been 


eliminated.  Lastly, he stated that there are over 100 of these types of facilities operating in 
Colorado, and that there is no evidence of any negative effects.   


 
6. Board Questions.  Commissioner Chamberland asked about the two individuals that are growing 


personal plants in the building, specifically whether the plant was being grown for medical or 


personal purposes.  CDD Forrest explained that the plants are grown in apartments for personal 
use.  Commissioner Chamberland also asked about the process for regulating fumes, and CDD 


Forrest suggested that the topic was not related and could be discussed at another time.   
 


7. Public Comments.  Chairperson Swenson opened the Public Hearing to comments at 9:16 am, and 


no comments were provided.

DCM Crosby explained that the signage, if approved, would be located in the County’s right of way, and 


that a sign permit from the County requires a letter of consent.  Color pictures of the proposed signage 


were provided, and new signage will also be placed at the entrance to Stallion Park.  DCM Crosby confirmed

Commissioner Chamberland: 
1. Mountain Connect Conference.  Commissioner Chamberland informed the Board that he 


attended this conference last week, and he also served on one of the panels.  Region 10 has 
been approached by EDA related to a $1,000,000 grant for economic development that would 


be used toward the match for the DOLA grant.   The full project cost is expected to be 


approximately $3,400,000. 
 


Commissioner Houck: 
1. Western Governor’s Meeting.  Commissioner Houck and Gunnison Wildlife Conservation 


Coordinator Jim Cochran attended this meeting in Denver last week.  There may be more 
funding available for Gunnison Sage-grouse conservation efforts.   


2. Outdoor Summit.  Commissioner Houck attended this meeting in Denver last week.  He noted 


that GOCO has spent funding since 1992 on open space and recreation.  Also, there may be 
an opportunity coming up for the County and the City of Gunnison to work together to become 


one of the chosen areas for an initiative related to kids living within 10 minutes of open space.  
He will discuss this and other possibilities with the City. 


3. Historical Group Meeting.  Commissioner Houck plans to speak at this meeting in Pitkin on 


6/19. 
4. Outdoor Discovery Center.  Commissioner Houck met with a representative from Colorado 


Parks and Wildlife to discuss the outdoor discovery center.     
 


Commissioner Swenson: 
1. Colorado Workforce Development Council Meeting.  Chairperson Swenson informed the Board 


that she will assist with hosting the Council next month.  The One Valley Prosperity Project will 


be a topic of discussion.  Approximately 50-60 business and community leaders from across 
the state will be here.   


2. Gunnison Valley Rural Transportation Authority.  Chairperson Swenson informed the Board that 
the RTA will be hosting community meetings on Wednesday night in Mt. Crested Butte and 


early Thursday in Gunnison to discuss air service.   


 
BREAK:  The meeting recessed from 10:00 until 10:18 am in order to call to order as the Gunnison/Hinsdale 


Board of Human Services (see separate minutes), then from 10:18 until 10:31 am for a short break. 
 


GUNNISON COUNTY BOARD OF HEALTH:  Health and Human Services Director Joni Reynolds, Public 
Health Division Director Carol Worrall and Dr. John Tarr, the County Medical Officer (arrived at 10:36 am), 


were present for discussion. 


 
CALL TO ORDER:  Chairperson Swenson called the Gunnison County Board of Health meeting to 


order at 10:31 am. 
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CONSUMER PROTECTION UPDATE:  HHSD Reynolds reminded the Board that facility 


inspections have been the responsibility of Montrose County, and that arrangement will terminate 
when the State assumes responsibility on 7/1/15.  There is no proposal yet for a local restaurant 


inspection program, and she is not certain that it will be financially viable.  County Manager Birnie 
said that the State wants counties to take this responsibility, but that the legislature is not 


supportive.  HHSD Reynolds has met with the State to request a complete list of all inspection 
points in the County.  She noted that it may take a few months to get to create a plan for assuming 


the responsibility in 2016.  PHDD Worrall noted that the restaurants have been informed of the 


pending changes.   
 


We have a point of contact at the state and she has met with them to ask for a whole list of all 
inspection points in the county.  May take a few months to get to a point where were can look at 


what to do beginning in 2016.  CW – when Montrose has been coming, they’ve been informing the 


restaurants.     
 


STAFFING CHANGES RELATED TO CHILDCARE CONSULTATIONS:  PHDD Worrall explained 
that the completion of facility inspections is a requirement in the childcare center licenses, but that 


the temporary absence of a program won’t threaten the licenses.  She also indicated that the 


Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment grant for nurse visits ends on 6/30, and 
that she is working on a different grant to address the need. 


 
PHDD Worrall informed the Board that a large salmonella outbreak recently occurred in a Montrose 


childcare center.  Over 19 interviews have been conducted so far, and at least 18 people were sick.  
Most of the ill people have been children under the age of five and staff members.  The protocol 


is normally to keep sick people out for 72 hours after symptoms are gone, and Dr. Tarr noted that 


this may not be enough time since people can become asymptomatic carriers for months.  No 
hospitalizations have been necessary yet.  Environmental Health staff have had to perform daily 


onsite visits to observe diapering and food preparation.   
 


EPIDEMIOLOGY UPDATES:  PHDD Worrall informed the Board that a recent outbreak of Middle 


East Respiratory Syndrome (MERS) coronavirus occurred in Korea.  It appears to have begun to 
spread after a 68-year-old man visited the Arabian Peninsula.   There are now 108 cases and 9 


deaths.  One of the sick people visited China and, subsequently, at least one case has been reported 
in China.  MERS coronavirus has been detected since 2012.  Since 2012, 45 US states have 


submitted testing to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.  Out of almost 600 tests, two 
were positive.  Her office has communicated with all local healthcare providers to request that they 


pay attention to travel history when patients report with symptoms.   


 
PHDD Worrall informed the Board that the surveillance for Liberia has been dropped.  Now, if any 


Liberians come to the US, they will self-monitor.   
 


PHDD Worrall informed the Board that there are eight confirmed cases of Legionnaires disease in 


the state, which is well above the average of two by this time of year.  She noted that there are 
usually spikes after flooding and rain, and that the disease can be fatal.  It tends to affect 


immunocompromised people, and it is tolerant to chlorine.   
 


FAMILY PLANNING STAFFING CHANGES:  PHDD Worrall informed the Board that the previous 


nurse coordinator has retired.  She reassessed the program, and she feels that it a nurse 
practitioner is needed in that role, not an RN.  She met with County Manager Birnie and Finance 


Director Linda Nienhueser to discuss the issue.  As well, she would like clinical staff to work with 
women who over 40 years old.  Approximately one third of all clients seen by this office are billable.   


 
ADJOURN:  Chairperson Swenson adjourned the Gunnison County Board of Health meeting at 


10:54 am. 


 
MOSQUITO CONTROL PROGRAM:  HHSD Reynolds, PHDD Worrall, CA Baumgarten, Dr. John Tarr and 


Colorado Mosquito Control, Inc. Office Manager Chris Kruthaupt were present for discussion.   
 


Mr. Kruthaupt provided copies of maps that showed sites within Gunnison County that no longer receive 


any mosquito control services.  One of the areas is in the State Wildlife Area, which is one of the main 
breeding sites, where only the first 400 feet can be treated.  He also explained that we can treat north of 


the river up Tomichi Creek for larva, but we cannot perform any adult mosquito control.  Additionally, the 
owner of a large private ranch won’t allow any mosquito treatments on their property.  County Manager 


Birnie relayed that, per Gunnison Wildlife Conservation Coordinator Jim Cochran, the larvacide treatments 
should not pose a threat to sage grouse.   


 


Mr. Kruthaupt informed the Board that over 3,500 mosquitos were recently collected in one trap in an area 
located a mile east of town.  In the same time frame, the remainder of the traps collected less than 100 


mosquitos each.  He expressed concern about the weather pattern and how it may contribute to the 
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problem, and he stated that he would prefer that the option to spray aerially would be available if needed.  


He explained that the aerial applications utilize less chemical product than the larvacide does, and that the 
aerial applications can have non-target impacts though the size of the droplets is designed to limit impacts 


as much as possible.  Lastly, he said that there will be a larger mosquito hatch this year, and that it will be 
condensed into a shorter timeframe than in the past.     


 


Commissioner Houck agreed that controlling the mosquitos is important, but he would also like to protect 
the insects that pollenate.   


 
Dr. Tarr opined, from the standpoint of documented disease, that this program may be akin to a solution 


looking for a problem.  He also stated that, when considering serious impacts to public health, West Nile 
Virus is not a major consideration, and that broadcast spraying of any toxic substances can have unintended 


consequences.  Lastly, he noted that we can monitor the presence or absence of human disease that is 


reasonably attributable to mosquitoes, though he acknowledged that it may be too late by the time a 
disease is detected. 


 
PHDD Worrall provided a list of repellents that included information such as how long they are effective.  


Chairperson Swenson suggested that she put an ad in the local newspapers with the information.   


 
Chairperson Swenson reminded everyone that the community opted to tax themselves so that the mosquito 


problem would be addressed.  Commissioner Houck stated his preference to limit the program to larvacide 
unless the situation presents the threat of significant public health issues.  Commissioner Chamberland 


didn’t have any strong feelings either way.  In the end, the Board asked Mr. Kruthaupt to continue with 
applications of ground larvacide only.

A Resolution Authorizing the Reissuance of the Gunnison County, Colorado Revenue Refunding Bond 
(Western State Colorado University Foundation Project) Series 2012A (2015 Reissuance) in the Aggregate 


Principal Amount of not to Exceed $6,000,000; Ratifying Certain Actions Heretofore Taken; Authorizing 
the Execution and Delivery by the County of a First Supplemental Indenture and a First Amendment to 


the Loan Agreement, a Supplemental Tax Compliance Certificate, Closing Documents and Such Reissued 
Bond; Approving the Form of Certain Ancillary Documents; and Repealing Any Action Heretofore Taken in 


Conflict Herewith. 


 
WHEREAS, Gunnison County, Colorado (the “County”), is a duly organized and validly existing political 


subdivision of the State of Colorado (the “State”); and  
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WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of the County (the “Board”) is authorized by the County 


and Municipality Development Revenue Bond Act, Sections 29-3-101, et seq., Colorado Revised Statutes, 
as amended (the “Act”) and by the Supplemental Public Securities Act, Section 11-57-201 et seq., Colorado 


Revised Statutes, as amended (the “Supplemental Public Securities Act”), to issue development revenue 
bonds; and  


WHEREAS, on April 30, 2012, the County issued in an aggregate principal amount equal to 
$6,023,043.37 the Gunnison County, Colorado Revenue Bond (Western State College Foundation Project) 


Series 2012A (the “2012A Bond”) for the purposes of (a) current refunding the City of Gunnison, Colorado 


Revenue Bond (Western State College Foundation Project) Series 2006, issued in an aggregate amount of 
$6,000,000 (the “Series 2006 Bond”) to finance the construction of the Borick Business Building located on 


the northwest corner of Georgia Avenue and Adams Street on the Western State College of Colorado 
campus, in Gunnison, Colorado 81231 (the “2006 Facilities”); (b) current refunding the Gunnison County, 


Colorado Revenue Bond (Western State College Foundation Project) Series 2009, issued in an aggregate 


amount of $6,120,000 (the “Series 2009 Bond” and together with the 2006 Bond, the “Refunded Bonds”) 
to finance a portion of the construction of the student center building located at 600 North Adams, on the 


Western State College of Colorado campus, in Gunnison, Colorado 81231 (the “2009 Facilities” and together 
with the 2006 Facilities the “Refinanced Facilities”; and (c) paying costs of issuance of the 2012A Bond 


(collectively, the “Refunding Project”); and  


WHEREAS, the 2012A Bond was issued by the County pursuant to the terms of an Indenture of Trust, 
dated as of April 1, 2012 (the “Indenture”), by and between the County and Wells Fargo Bank, National 


Association, as trustee thereunder (the “Trustee”) and by a loan of the proceeds thereof to the Western 
State Colorado University Foundation (formerly known as the Western State College Foundation and 


referred to herein as “WSCUF”) upon the terms and conditions set forth in the Loan Agreement, dated as 
of April 1, 2012 (the “Loan Agreement”), by and between the County and WSCUF; and  


WHEREAS, WSCUF desires to amend certain terms of the 2012A Bond, the Indenture and the Loan 


Agreement and such amendments will cause the 2012A Bond to be deemed reissued pursuant to the 
Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”); and  


WHEREAS, the 2012A Bond as reissued will be referred to herein as the “Bond”; and  
WHEREAS, Wells Fargo Bank, National Association (the “Purchaser”) proposes to purchase the Bond 


from the County; and  


WHEREAS, in order to amend the Indenture, a First Supplemental Indenture of Trust, dated as of June 
1, 2015 (the “First Supplemental Indenture”), by and between the County and the Trustee will be executed 


subsequent to the adoption of this Resolution; and  
WHEREAS, in order to amend the Loan Agreement, a First Amendment to the Loan Agreement, dated 


as of June 1, 2015 (the “First Amendment to Loan Agreement”), by and between the County and WSCUF 
will be executed subsequent to the adoption of this Resolution;  


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF GUNNISON 


COUNTY, COLORADO:  
Section 1. All action not inconsistent with the provisions of this Resolution heretofore taken by any of 


the County’s officials and the efforts of the County directed toward the reissuance of the Bond therefor be, 
and the same hereby are, ratified, approved and confirmed.  


Section 2. The County shall undertake the reissuance of the Bond all in accordance with the provisions 


and conditions of the First Supplemental Indenture and the First Amendment to Loan Agreement, the Act 
and the Supplemental Public Securities Act. The County hereby elects to have the provisions of the 


Supplemental Public Securities Act apply to the Bond.  
Section 3. There is hereby authorized and created a series of development revenue bonds designated 


as “Gunnison County, Colorado Revenue Refunding Bond (Western State Colorado University Foundation 


Project) Series 2012A (2015 Reissuance)” in an aggregate amount not to exceed $6,000,000 to be dated 
the date of reissuance and delivery. The Bond shall bear interest at a fixed or variable rate as provided in 


the First Supplemental Indenture and the maximum net effective interest rate on the Bond shall not exceed 
10.00%.  


The Fixed Rate Period (as such term is defined in the First Supplemental Indenture) will be until July 
15, 2025. The Bond will mature no later than July 15, 2032. Principal and interest on the Bond shall be 


payable semiannually on the dates provided in the First Supplemental Indenture. The Bond will be reissued 


as a fully registered bond in accordance with the provisions of the Act, the Supplemental Public Securities 
Act, the First Supplemental Indenture and the First Amendment to the Loan Agreement. 


The Bond shall be subject to redemption prior to maturity and shall be in substantially the form provided 
as an exhibit to the First Supplemental Indenture. The Bond shall be sold to the Purchaser in a negotiated, 


private sale at a purchase price equal to the original outstanding principal amount of the Bond.  


Section 4. The following determinations and findings, based upon information supplied and 
representations made by WSCUF, are hereby made by the County:  


(a) The maximum amount necessary to pay the principal and interest on the Bond will not be more 
than $6,000,000.  


(b) The terms of the First Supplemental Indenture and the First Amendment to the Loan Agreement 
pursuant to which the County has loaned the proceeds of the Bond to WSCUF provide that WSCUF shall 


cause the facilities being financed and refinanced to be maintained in good repair and shall carry all proper 


insurance with respect thereto.

(c) The revenues payable by WSCUF under the First Amendment to the Loan Agreement are sufficient 


to pay all requirements of the First Supplemental Indenture and the First Amendment to the Loan

Section 5. The form, terms and provisions of the First Supplemental Indenture and the First Amendment 


to the Loan Agreement be and they hereby are approved, and the Board shall enter into the First 


Supplemental Indenture and the First Amendment to the Loan Agreement substantially in the form of such 
documents presented at this meeting, but with such changes therein as the officers of the Board executing

OR OTHER FINANCIAL OBLIGATION WHATSOEVER OF THE COUNTY OR THE DEBT OR INDEBTEDNESS 


OF THE COUNTY WITHIN THE MEANING OF ANY PROVISION OR LIMITATION OF THE CONSTITUTION 
OR STATUTES OF THE STATE AND SHALL NEVER CONSTITUTE OR GIVE RISE TO A PECUNIARY LIABILITY 


OF THE COUNTY OR A CHARGE AGAINST ITS GENERAL CREDIT OR TAXING POWER.  
Section 9. Pursuant to Section 147(f) of the Code, the Board hereby approves the reissuance of the 


Bond and the Refunding Project and hereby requests that the Chairperson or, in the absence thereof, the 
Vice-Chairperson of the Board execute a public approval certificate which approves the issuance of the 


Bond and the Refunding Project.  


Section 10. The County hereby designates the Bond as a “Qualified Tax-Exempt Obligation” pursuant 
to and as defined in Section 265(b) of the Code. The County covenants that it shall not designate more 


than $10,000,000 of tax-exempt obligations during the calendar year 2015. The County does not reasonably 
anticipate that it will issue in the aggregate more than $10,000,000 principal amount of tax-exempt 


obligations during the calendar year 2015. In applying this $10,000,000 limitation, the County has taken 


into account: (A) tax-exempt obligations that it has issued and anticipates issuing; (B) tax-exempt 
obligations that any “subordinate entity” has issued or anticipates issuing; (C) tax-exempt obligations that 


any entity that issues obligations on behalf of the County has issued or anticipates issuing; and (D) tax-
exempt obligations that an entity formed to avoid this $10,000,000 limitation has issued or anticipates 


issuing.  
Section 11. After the Bond is reissued, this Resolution shall be and remain irrepealable until the Bond 


and interest thereon shall have been fully paid, cancelled and discharged.  


Section 12. If any section, paragraph, clause or provision of this Resolution shall for any reason be held 
to be invalid or unenforceable, the invalidity or unenforceability of such section, paragraph, clause or 


provision shall not affect any of the remaining provisions of this Resolution.  
Section 13. All bylaws, orders, resolutions and ordinances, or parts thereof, inconsistent herewith or 


with the documents hereby approved are hereby repealed to the extent only of such inconsistency. This 


repealer shall not be construed as reviving any bylaw, order, resolution or ordinance, or part thereof. 
Section 14. This Resolution shall be in full force and effect upon adoption. This Resolution shall be 


recorded in a book kept for that purpose, shall be authenticated by the signatures of the Chairperson or 
Vice-Chairperson of the Board, as the case may be, and the County Clerk or Deputy County Clerk, as the 


case may be, and shall be published in accordance with law.

5. TERM


      A. Initial Term-Work Commencement


The Parties respective performances under this Grant shall commence on
the later of either the Effective Date or July 01, 2015. This Grant shall
terminate on June 30, 2016 unless sooner terminated or further extended
as specified elsewhere herein.
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      B. Two Month Extension


The State, at its sole discretion upon written notice to Grantee as provided
in §16, may unilaterally extend the term of this Grant for a period not to
exceed two months if the Parties are negotiating a replacement Grant (and
not merely seeking a term extension) at or near the end of any initial term
or any extension thereof. The provisions of this Grant in effect when such
notice is given, including, but not limited to prices, rates, and delivery
requirements, shall remain in effect during the two month extension.

      C. State's Option to Extend

Grantee shall
initiate any payment requests by submitting payment requests to the State
in the form and manner set forth and approved by the State.

Uncontested amounts not paid by the State within
45 days may, if Grantee so requests, bear interest on the unpaid balance
beginning on the 46th day at a rate not to exceed one percent per month
until paid in full; provided, however, that interest shall not accrue on
unpaid amounts that are subject to a good faith dispute. Grantee shall
invoice the State separately for accrued interest on delinquent amounts.
The billing shall reference the delinquent payment, the number of day’s
interest to be paid and the interest rate.
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            iii. Available Funds-Contingency-Termination
The State is prohibited by law from making fiscal commitments beyond the
term of the State’s current fiscal year. Therefore, Grantee’s compensation
is contingent upon the continuing availability of State appropriations as
provided in the Colorado Special Provisions, set forth below. If federal
funds are used with this Grant in whole or in part, the State’s performance
hereunder is contingent upon the continuing availability of such funds.
Payments pursuant to this Grant shall be made only from available funds
encumbered for this Grant and the State’s liability for such payments shall
be limited to the amount remaining of such encumbered funds. If State or
federal funds are not appropriated, or otherwise become unavailable to
fund this Grant, the State may immediately terminate this Grant in whole or
in part without further liability in accordance with the provisions herein.


            iv. Erroneous Payments
At the State’s sole discretion, payments made to Grantee in error for any
reason, including, but not limited to overpayments or improper payments,
and unexpended or excess funds received by Grantee, may be recovered
from Grantee by deduction from subsequent payments under this Grant or
other Grants, grants or agreements between the State and Grantee or by
other appropriate methods and collected as a debt due to the State. Such
funds shall not be paid to any person or entity other than the State.


            v. Retroactive Payments

      A. Performance, Progress, Personnel, and Funds


Grantee shall comply with all reporting requirements, if any, set forth in
Exhibits A1- Special Conditions and A2- Grant Requirements and .


      B. Litigation Reporting


Within 10 days after being served with any pleading in a legal action filed
with a court or administrative agency, related to this Grant or which may
affect Grantee’s ability to perform its obligations hereunder, Grantee shall
notify the State of such action and deliver copies of such pleadings to the
State’s principal representative as identified herein. If the State’s principal
representative is not then serving, such notice and copies shall be
delivered to the Executive Director of the Colorado Department of Public
Safety.


      C. Performance Outside the State of Colorado and/or the United States


[Not applicable if Grant Funds include any federal funds] Following the
Effective Date, Grantee shall provide written notice to the State, in
accordance with §16 (Notices and Representatives), within 20 days of the
earlier to occur of Grantee’s decision to perform, or its execution of an
agreement with a Subgrantee to perform, Services outside the State of
Colorado and/or the United States.

      C. Monitoring


Grantee shall permit the State, the federal government, and other
governmental agencies having jurisdiction, in their sole discretion, to
monitor all activities conducted by Grantee pursuant to the terms of this
Grant using any reasonable procedure, including, but not limited to:

      D. Final Audit Report

      A. Confidentiality

      B. Notification


Grantee shall notify its agent, employees, Subgrantees, and assigns who
may come into contact with State records and confidential information that
each is subject to the confidentiality requirements set forth herein, and
shall provide each with a written explanation of such requirements before
they are permitted to access such records and information.


      C. Use, Security, and Retention


Confidential information of any kind shall not be distributed or sold to any
third party or used by Grantee or its agents in any way, except as
authorized by this Grant or approved in writing by the State. Grantee shall
provide and maintain a secure environment that ensures confidentiality of
all State records and other confidential information wherever located.
Confidential information shall not be retained in any files or otherwise by
Grantee or its agents, except as permitted in this Grant or approved in
writing by the State.


      D. Disclosure-Liability


Disclosure of State records or other confidential information by Grantee
for any reason may be cause for legal action by third parties against
Grantee, the State or their respective agents. To the extent permitted by
law, Grantee shall indemnify, save, and hold harmless the State, its
employees and agents, against any and all claims, damages, liability and
court awards including costs, expenses, and attorney fees and related
costs, incurred as a result of any act or omission by Grantee, or its
employees, agents, Subgrantees, or assignees pursuant to this §10.


11. CONFLICTS OF INTEREST
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Grantee shall not engage in any business or personal activities or
practices or maintain any relationships which conflict in any way with the
full performance of Grantee’s obligations hereunder. Grantee
acknowledges that with respect to this Grant, even the appearance of a
conflict of interest is harmful to the State's interests. Absent the State's
prior written approval, Grantee shall refrain from any practices, activities
or relationships that reasonably appear to be in conflict with the full
performance of Grantee's obligations to the State hereunder. If a conflict
or appearance exists, or if Grantee is uncertain whether a conflict or the
appearance of a conflict of interest exists, Grantee shall submit to the
State a disclosure statement setting forth the relevant details for the
State's consideration. Failure to promptly submit a disclosure statement or
to follow the State's direction in regard to the apparent conflict constitutes
a breach of this Grant.


12. REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES


Grantee makes the following specific representations and warranties, each
of which was relied on by the State in entering into this Grant.


      A. Standard and Manner of Performance


Grantee shall perform its obligations hereunder in accordance with the
highest standards of care, skill and diligence in the industry, trades or
profession and in the sequence and manner set forth in this Grant.


      B. Legal Authority – Grantee and Grantee's Signatory


Grantee warrants that it possesses the legal authority to enter into this
Grant and that it has taken all actions required by its procedures, by-laws,
and/or applicable laws to exercise that authority, and to lawfully authorize
its undersigned signatory to execute this Grant, or any part thereof, and to
bind Grantee to its terms. If requested by the State, Grantee shall provide
the State with proof of Grantee’s authority to enter into this Grant within 15
days of receiving such request.


      C. Licenses, Permits, Etc.
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Grantee represents and warrants that as of the Effective Date it has, and
that at all times during the term hereof it shall have, at its sole expense, all
licenses, certifications, approvals, insurance, permits, and other
authorization required by law to perform its obligations hereunder.
Grantee warrants that it shall maintain all necessary licenses,
certifications, approvals, insurance, permits, and other authorizations
required to properly perform this Grant, without reimbursement by the
State or other adjustment in Grant Funds. Additionally, all employees and
agents of Grantee performing Services under this Grant shall hold all
required licenses or certifications, if any, to perform their responsibilities.
Grantee, if a foreign corporation or other foreign entity transacting
business in the State of Colorado, further warrants that it currently has
obtained and shall maintain any applicable certificate of authority to
transact business in the State of Colorado and has designated a registered
agent in Colorado to accept service of process. Any revocation,
withdrawal or non-renewal of licenses, certifications, approvals,
insurance, permits or any such similar requirements necessary for
Grantee to properly perform the terms of this Grant shall be deemed to be
a material breach by Grantee and constitute grounds for termination of
this Grant.


13. INSURANCE


Grantee and its Subgrantees shall obtain and maintain insurance as
specified in this section at all times during the term of this Grant. All
policies evidencing the insurance coverage required hereunder shall be
issued by insurance companies satisfactory to Grantee and the State.


      A. Grantee


            i. Public Entities
If Grantee is a “public entity” within the meaning of the Colorado
Governmental Immunity Act, CRS §24-10-101, et seq., as amended (the
“GIA”), then Grantee shall maintain at all times during the term of this
Grant such liability insurance, by commercial policy or self-insurance, as
is necessary to meet its liabilities under the GIA. Grantee shall show proof
of such insurance satisfactory to the State, if requested by the State.
Grantee shall require each Grant with Subgrantees that are public entities,
providing Goods or Services hereunder, to include the insurance
requirements necessary to meet Subgrantee’s liabilities under the GIA.


            ii. Non-Public Entities
If Grantee is not a “public entity” within the meaning of the GIA, Grantee
shall obtain and maintain during the term of this Grant insurance coverage
and policies meeting the same requirements set forth in §13(B) with
respect to Subgrantees that are not “public entities”.


      B. Grantee and Subgrantees


Grantee shall require each Grant with Subgrantees, other than those that
are public entities, providing Goods or Services in connection with this
Grant, to include insurance requirements substantially similar to the
following:

$1,000,000 because of claims made or paid, Subgrantee shall immediately
obtain additional insurance to restore the full aggregate limit and furnish
to Grantee a certificate or other document satisfactory to Grantee showing
compliance with this provision.


            iii. Automobile Liability
Automobile Liability Insurance covering any auto (including owned, hired
and non-owned autos) with a minimum limit of $1,000,000 each accident
combined single limit. [NOT REQUIRED FOR THIS GRANT AGREEMENT]


            iv. Additional Insured
The State of Colorado shall be named as additional insured on the
Commercial General Liability Insurance policies (leases and construction
Grants require additional insured coverage for completed operations on
endorsements CG 2010 11/85, CG 2037, or equivalent).


            v. Primacy of Coverage
Coverage required of Grantee and Subgrantees shall be primary over any
insurance or self-insurance program carried by Grantee or the State.


            vi. Cancellation
The above insurance policies shall include provisions preventing
cancellation or non-renewal without at least 30 days prior notice to the
Grantee and Grantee shall forward such notice to the State in accordance
with §16 (Notices and Representatives) within seven days of Grantee’s
receipt of such notice.


            vii. Subrogation Waiver
All insurance policies in any way related to this Grant and secured and
maintained by Grantee or its Subgrantees as required herein shall include
clauses stating that each carrier shall waive all rights of recovery, under
subrogation or otherwise, against Grantee or the State, its agencies,
institutions, organizations, officers, agents, employees, and volunteers.


      C. Certificates
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Grantee and all Subgrantees shall provide certificates showing insurance
coverage required hereunder to the State within seven business days of
the Effective Date of this Grant. No later than 15 days prior to the
expiration date of any such coverage, Grantee and each Subgrantee shall
deliver to the State or Grantee certificates of insurance evidencing
renewals thereof. In addition, upon request by the State at any other time
during the term of this Grant or any subgrant, Grantee and each
Subgrantee shall, within 10 days of such request, supply to the State
evidence satisfactory to the State of compliance with the provisions of this
§13.


14. BREACH


      A. Defined


In addition to any breaches specified in other sections of this Grant, the
failure of either Party to perform any of its material obligations hereunder
in whole or in part or in a timely or satisfactory manner, constitutes a
breach. The institution of proceedings under any bankruptcy, insolvency,
reorganization or similar law, by or against Grantee, or the appointment of
a receiver or similar officer for Grantee or any of its property, which is not
vacated or fully stayed within 20 days after the institution or occurrence
thereof, shall also constitute a breach.


      B. Notice and Cure Period


In the event of a breach, notice of such shall be given in writing by the
aggrieved Party to the other Party in the manner provided in §16. If such
breach is not cured within 30 days of receipt of written notice, or if a cure
cannot be completed within 30 days, or if cure of the breach has not begun
within 30 days and pursued with due diligence, the State may exercise any
of the remedies set forth in §15. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary
herein, the State, in its sole discretion, need not provide advance notice or
a cure period and may immediately terminate this Grant in whole or in part
if reasonably necessary to preserve public safety or to prevent immediate
public crisis.


15. REMEDIES


If Grantee is in breach under any provision of this Grant, the State shall
have all of the remedies listed in this §15 in addition to all other remedies
set forth in other sections of this Grant following the notice and cure
period set forth in §14(B). The State may exercise any or all of the
remedies available to it, in its sole discretion, concurrently or
consecutively.


      A. Termination for Cause and/or Breach
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If Grantee fails to perform any of its obligations hereunder with such
diligence as is required to ensure its completion in accordance with the
provisions of this Grant and in a timely manner, the State may notify
Grantee of such non-performance in accordance with the provisions
herein. If Grantee thereafter fails to promptly cure such non-performance
within the cure period, the State, at its option, may terminate this entire
Grant or such part of this Grant as to which there has been delay or a
failure to properly perform. Exercise by the State of this right shall not be
deemed a breach of its obligations hereunder. Grantee shall continue
performance of this Grant to the extent not terminated, if any.


            i. Obligations and Rights
To the extent specified in any termination notice, Grantee shall not incur
further obligations or render further performance hereunder past the
effective date of such notice, and shall terminate outstanding orders and
subcontracts with third parties. However, Grantee shall complete and
deliver to the State all Work, Services and Goods not cancelled by the
termination notice and may incur obligations as are necessary to do so
within this Grant’s terms. At the sole discretion of the State, Grantee shall
assign to the State all of Grantee's right, title, and interest under such
terminated orders or subcontracts. Upon termination, Grantee shall take
timely, reasonable and necessary action to protect and preserve property
in the possession of Grantee in which the State has an interest. All
materials owned by the State in the possession of Grantee shall be
immediately returned to the State. All Work Product, at the option of the
State, shall be delivered by Grantee to the State and shall become the
State’s property.


            ii. Payments
The State shall reimburse Grantee only for accepted performance up to the
date of termination. If, after termination by the State, it is determined that
Grantee was not in breach or that Grantee's action or inaction was
excusable, such termination shall be treated as a termination in the public
interest and the rights and obligations of the Parties shall be the same as
if this Grant had been terminated in the public interest, as described
herein.


            iii. Damages and Withholding
Notwithstanding any other remedial action by the State, Grantee also shall
remain liable to the State for any damages sustained by the State by virtue
of any breach under this Grant by Grantee and the State may withhold any
payment to Grantee for the purpose of mitigating the State’s damages,
until such time as the exact amount of damages due to the State from
Grantee is determined. The State may withhold any amount that may be
due to Grantee as the State deems necessary to protect the State,
including loss as a result of outstanding liens or claims of former lien
holders, or to reimburse the State for the excess costs incurred in
procuring similar goods or services. Grantee shall be liable for excess
costs incurred by the State in procuring from third parties replacement
Work, Services or substitute Goods as cover.


      B. Early Termination in the Public Interest
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The State is entering into this Grant for the purpose of carrying out the
public policy of the State of Colorado, as determined by its Governor,
General Assembly, and/or Courts. If this Grant ceases to further the public
policy of the State, the State, in its sole discretion, may terminate this
Grant in whole or in part. Exercise by the State of this right shall not
constitute a breach of the State’s obligations hereunder. This subsection
shall not apply to a termination of this Grant by the State for cause or
breach by Grantee, which shall be governed by §15(A) or as otherwise
specifically provided for herein.


            i. Method and Content
The State shall notify Grantee of such termination in accordance with §16.
The notice shall specify the effective date of the termination and whether it
affects all or a portion of this Grant.


            ii. Obligations and Rights
Upon receipt of a termination notice, Grantee shall be subject to and
comply with the same obligations and rights set forth in §15(A)(i).


            iii. Payments
If this Grant is terminated by the State pursuant to this §15(B), Grantee
shall be paid an amount which bears the same ratio to the total
reimbursement under this Grant as the Services satisfactorily performed
bear to the total Services covered by this Grant, less payments previously
made. Additionally, if this Grant is less than 60% completed, the State may
reimburse Grantee for a portion of actual out-of-pocket expenses (not
otherwise reimbursed under this Grant) incurred by Grantee which are
directly attributable to the uncompleted portion of Grantee’s obligations
hereunder; provided that the sum of any and all reimbursement shall not
exceed the maximum amount payable to Grantee hereunder.


      C. Remedies Not Involving Termination


The State, in its sole discretion, may exercise one or more of the following
remedies in addition to other remedies available to it:


            i. Suspend Performance
Suspend Grantee’s performance with respect to all or any portion of this
Grant pending necessary corrective action as specified by the State
without entitling Grantee to an adjustment in price/cost or performance
schedule. Grantee shall promptly cease performance and incurring costs
in accordance with the State’s directive and the State shall not be liable for
costs incurred by Grantee after the suspension of performance under this
provision.


            ii. Withhold Payment
Withhold payment to Grantee until corrections in Grantee’s performance
are satisfactorily made and completed.


            iii. Deny Payment
Deny payment for those obligations not performed, that due to Grantee’s
actions or inactions, cannot be performed or, if performed, would be of no
value to the State; provided, that any denial of payment shall be
reasonably related to the value to the State of the obligations not
performed.
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            iv. Removal
Demand removal of any of Grantee’s employees, agents, or Subgrantees
whom the State deems incompetent, careless, insubordinate, unsuitable,
or otherwise unacceptable, or whose continued relation to this Grant is
deemed to be contrary to the public interest or not in the State’s best
interest.


            v. Intellectual Property
If Grantee infringes on a patent, copyright, trademark, trade secret or other
intellectual property right while performing its obligations under this
Grant, Grantee shall, at the State’s option (a) obtain for the State or
Grantee the right to use such products and services; (b) replace any
Goods, Services, or other product involved with non-infringing products
or modify them so that they become non-infringing; or, (c) if neither of the
foregoing alternatives are reasonably available, remove any infringing
Goods, Services, or products and refund the price paid therefore to the
State.

Liability for claims for
injuries to persons or property arising from the negligence of the State of
Colorado, its departments, institutions, agencies, boards, officials, and
employees is controlled and limited by the provisions of the Governmental
Immunity Act and the risk management statutes, CRS §24-30-1501, et seq.,
as amended.

The Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion project is a pre-file program for eligible
youth referred by the District Attorney to prevent them from entering the
Juvenile Justice system. The target population is for first time non-violent petty,
misdemeanor and felony offenders who would otherwise be filed on in District
Court if not diverted. The estimated number to be served annually is 22 and the
cost per person is approximately $1,590.

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The Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program works to divert first-time,
non-violent juvenile offenders from the traditional court system into a skills
based program that emphasizes positive youth development.  We believe that
future re-offense can be prevented if juvenile offenders take accountability and
responsibility for their actions and learn new ways of thinking. This philosophy is
based upon the belief that a youth can learn from mistakes and with support
can change habits and learn new life skills. The approach of the Gunnison
County Juvenile Diversion program has been and always will be to look at the
total child, not just the offense. The supervision approach is somewhat different
with each client as each youth is looked at individually and appropriate services
are established depending on age, cognitive abilities, parental support etc.
Focus is on fostering youth’s skills and competency in areas such as family
relationships, school issues, decision making, future goals i.e. college
and/employment, use of pro-social free-time activities and connection to
community. Referrals can be made to the school attendance advocate to meet
with the client to discuss a targeted school intervention plan. Mentoring is often
accessed to work on skills such as communication with parents, academic
improvement, independent living such as learning to budget and future
orientation plans such as jobs and/or college. Treatment approaches may
include referrals to outside agencies for services such as mentoring, mental
health counseling, substance use education and treatment. Under the umbrella
of Juvenile Services referrals will also be considered for the HB1451
Collaborative Management Program (CMP) Family Advocacy and Support
Team (FAST) to assess for appropriate multi-system services and coordination
of efforts including the evidence-based model High Fidelity Wraparound.
In Gunnison County the referral source begins with law enforcement citing a
juvenile into District Court for some type of criminal violation. The charges are
misdemeanor and/or felony in type but could include Marijuana Possession and
other petty type offenses that are summonses into District Court with the
possibility of these being filed in District Court. The District Attorney reviews
these juvenile cases before court each week at a juvenile team meeting that
includes the District Attorney, the Juvenile Diversion Director, the HB1451
Coordinator and the Juvenile Probation Officer to determine the most
appropriate course for each case and makes the ultimate decision on the
referral to Juvenile Diversion. All appropriate first-time and sometimes second-
time non-violent cases are assessed for potential acceptance into the Juvenile
Diversion program pre-file, with the majority of the youth reviewed being
referred. The Juvenile Diversion Director then contacts the parents and/or
guardians and the youth involved to set up a meeting before Court to explain
the referral and the specifics of the Juvenile Diversion program and answer any
questions or concerns. If the parents and/or guardians agree with the referral
made by the District Attorney, they advise the District Court Judge of this
agreement and an appointment is then made with the Juvenile Diversion office.
At this point in time, no charges have been filed on and no records kept on the
youth and the court process would be terminated.
The acceptance criteria for referrals into the program are youth ages 10-17 with
misdemeanor and/or felony charges at the pre-filing stage of the court process
as an alternative to the filing of a petition. The acceptance restrictions would be
that the youth not have prior charges or program participation unless there has
been considerable time between offenses or the charge is minor by definition.
The juvenile must admit guilt and take responsibility for their action and this
admission is part of the signed agreement.
The Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program strives to utilize the four
general principles of effective programs listed in the Juvenile Diversion
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Literature Review that include: systematic and standardized screening and
assessment of youth; reduced penetration into the juvenile justice system; use
of holistic, family centered interventions; and development and use of a wide
network of community-based services (Cocozza et al. 938; Dembo et al.,
“Arbitration” 29).The specific services provided include the intake and
coordination and case management of the entire process from beginning to
end. At the initial meeting with the juvenile and parents a contract is signed
outlining the specific requirements the juvenile will need to complete to
successfully terminate from the program. The methodology with all referred
juveniles starts with assessment. Through the intake process, informal
assessment information is gathered on all aspects of a young person’s life to
include family, school, peers and interests. Motivational interviewing, an
evidenced-based goal directed counseling style to help elicit change is utilized
in this assessment and in all sessions. This helps to not only gain factual
information but also begin to build a relationship with the youth and find subtle
ways to encourage hope for a successful future. This process helps the youth in
identifying strengths and talents that can be built upon as they design and start
to work towards goals. Assistance is given towards identifying how to change
behavior through cognitive-behavioral strategies and working with families to
encourage their involvement. The intent of the case management plan is to
identify and begin work on a targeted intervention of risk factors while the
protective factors identified become the building blocks of an action plan.
Supervision is one of the identified approaches that is proving to make an
impact on risky behavioral intentions in Juvenile Diversion programs (OMNI
Institute Statewide Evaluation of the DCJ Juvenile Diversion program).
Supervision is implemented in the program not just through case management
but in all areas of the youth’s involvement through school, mentors, wraparound
teams and treatment providers. Other identified approaches that are proving
effective are screening and assessment, accountability and competency
services and counseling. Besides the informal screening through the intake,
formal screening also takes place at initial sessions in house and includes the
youth taking the MAYSI-2 and SUS-1a to help identify mental health and
substance use needs. After the MAYSI-2 and SUS-1a are scored, if any areas
of concern are identified, referrals for counseling and/or treatment are
discussed with the youth and parent(s) for intervention and support.
Accountability methods for the youth include such things as performing
community service, paying victim restitution, and restorative justice to include
practices such as victim impact conferencing, victim offender mediation and
family group conferencing. Gunnison County Juvenile Services was successful
in obtaining a JAG grant to bring Restorative Justice Practices in-house. We
have hired a RJ Coordinator and victim conferences are occurring with referred
youth. Most juveniles are on contract for 6-9 months or longer if needed with
weekly sessions initially and later if things are going well the sessions could be
twice a month with weekly check-ins. If all has been successfully completed a
termination session is held with the youth and parents to outline what they have
learned and process and celebrate their success. Through the funding from
DCJ/Juvenile Diversion grant the Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program
anticipates working with approximately 22 youth at a cost of $1590/youth.
The Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program uses a graduated sanctions
model by determining if a situation warrants increased or decreased sanctions.
For minor infractions a youth may be allowed to stay in the Juvenile Diversion
program with added sanctions and/or interventions that include; additional
community service, counseling, referrals to FAST, and extended supervision.
Sanctions applied for a youth that continues to offend is the possible filing of
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charges by the District Attorney and a referral back to District Court. These
youth and the circumstances are reviewed on a case by case basis. The District
Attorney normally will not allow a youth to stay in the Juvenile Diversion
program if there is an additional major offense committed.
Should the youth fail to successfully complete the Juvenile Diversion program, a
referral back to the District Attorney’s office will be made for the re-filing of the
original charges. If the youth has re-offended while in the program, the new
charges and the original charges will be brought back before the District Court
by the District Attorney for consideration of charges being filed. These youth will
be closed out as unsuccessful participants in the Juvenile Diversion program.
Successful completion is determined by the youth meeting and completing all
requirements of the Juvenile Diversion contract, which includes no recidivism.
All charges at this point have been dropped and no further legal action is taken.

The plan for collecting data on:
Outcome 1.1, ’22 youth will be served’ will be measured by the data entered
into ETO. The data that is input into ETO initially is the intake data form and at
the end of the program the exit data form is completed. This information is
collected from the initial intake information gathering session. Then, at the end
of each quarter, ETO reports can be run with the number enrolled each quarter.
These intake numbers are then part of the quarterly report sent in to DCJ at the
end of each quarter. An internal case file is also kept in house for case
management purposes. Gunnison County utilizes a system for measuring
outcomes called Managing for Results (MFR) and the number served is also
input into this system for data collection each quarter.
This is also tracked in ETO by completing the exit survey and by checking off
the entry in ETO. A summary of the successful completion is also summarized
and sent to the District Attorney who made the referral for review and closure of
any records that may remain in the DA’s office. This exit report is also run from
ETO and attached to the quarterly progress report sent in to DCJ tracking
completion numbers.  All of the data is input into ETO by the program director
as it is collected or by the end of the month the juveniles enroll and the quarterly
and end of year reports are also completed by the program director. Program
completion is also one of the outcomes listed in the County MFR system and
computed quarterly and annually. All data on outcomes is reviewed quarterly
and annually to evaluate successes and challenges and deliberate the
possibility of any needed changes.
Outcome 1.2, ‘90% of youth will be screened using the MAYSI-2 and SUS1a’
These screenings are given early on in the program and are given in-house by
the program director. These assessments are scored and become a part of the
youth’s case file with notes on indicators of risk and/or need added into the case
management plan for referral for services. These referrals are then documented
in the case file notes that are kept after each session and reviewed before the
youth attend the next scheduled session. Collateral contacts with providers of
these referred services are also noted.
Outcome 1.3 ‘less than 10% of youth will not re-offend during program’ will be
tracked first of all by being in close contact with the youth and parents to
monitor compliance regarding no further contact with law enforcement. This
would also be tracked through weekly contact with the Juvenile Deputy District
Attorney who advises of any new contacts with current Juvenile Diversion
youth. This would also be recorded in ETO as a re-offense and unsuccessful
completion of the program. This recidivism rate is also noted quarterly and
annually in the County MFR system and is one of the key results reported on in
the Gunnison County Performance review annual publication. All data is stored
on-line through the ETO system and files are kept in a locked file cabinet in a
locked office.
At the initial meeting with parent(s), an explanation is given in regards to the
anonymous pre and post surveys collected from the youth for the OMNI study
on Juvenile Diversion and if consent is given by the parent, a parental
permission form is signed for their youth to complete the survey.
After all requirements of the program have been met, a termination session is
scheduled with the youth and parents. At this meeting the youth also completes
the post survey which is put in a sealed envelope and sent off to OMNI at the
end of the month.
Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion staff have the capacity and commitment to
participate in the evaluation and recognize the vital importance of collecting and
analyzing the data to evidence the good work that is happening in Juvenile
Diversion programs statewide to keep juveniles out of the juvenile justice
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system. Staff is able to attend evaluation training and to collect all required data.
We do not anticipate any barriers to this process other than the time it takes to
handle it all.
