CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Swenson called the meeting to order at 8:30 am.

AGENDA REVIEW: There were no changes made to the agenda.

SCHEDULING: The Upcoming Meetings Schedule was discussed and updated.

COUNTY MANAGER'’S REPORT: County Manager Birnie was present for discussion.

1.

Courthouse Project Update. County Manager Birnie informed the Board that the County’s portion
of the building is nearly complete and that furniture was being assembled. The public spaces have
a lot of work yet to be done. The Temporary Certificate of Occupancy is still scheduled for issuance
on 5/15/15, and County departments will begin moving into the facility the week after it is issued.
Colorado City and County Management Association (CCCMA) Update. County Manager Birnie, who
serves as the CCCMA President, informed the Board that the CCCMA plans to complete a strategic
plan. Managing for Results, LLC will be assisting with the process.

COMMISSIONER ITEMS: This discussion began earlier than scheduled due to a gap in the meeting.

Commissioner Houck:

1. Gunnison Sage-grouse Update. Commissioner Houck informed the Board that he is working
with County Attorney David Baumgarten to find ways to show that the County’s decisions have
resulted in progress.
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2. Tin Cup Road Issues Update. Commissioner Houck informed the Board that he plans to attend
the 5/18/15 meeting between the Tin Cup property management group and the US Forest
Service. The meeting is slated to begin at 1:00 pm.

DEPUTY COUNTY MANAGER'S REPORT AND PROJECT UPDATES: Deputy County Manager Marlene
Crosby was present for discussion.

1.

Letter of Commitment; The Marble Market at The Marble Hub Grant Application Submission to the
US Department of Agriculture; Farmer’s Market. Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by
Chairperson Swenson to approve the letter for signature by the Board of County Commissioners
for The Marble Market at the Marble Hub. Motion carried.

Letter of Intent to Apply for Access Permit; Montrose Forest Products, LLC; Log Hauling Operations.
DCM Crosby informed the Board that she has received the proof of insurance and that Montrose
Forest Products has paid the overweight fines. Hauling isn't scheduled to begin until 6/20. Moved
by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Chairperson Swenson to issue an access permit and approve
County Manager Birnie’s signature on the permit when it is ready. Motion carried.

Marble Visit. DCM Crosby informed the Board that she met with the Marble Town Clerk to discuss
the reasoning behind bringing order to the use of ATVs and parking, and she’s moving forward as
if the use on the road will continue. She also met with a couple of residents to discuss the road
around Beaver Lake and the timing for road work on Kebler Pass. County Manager Birnie was
concerned about the length of the wording on the proposed signage, and DCM Crosby explained
that she will submit it to the sign company and then see what they recommend. The Board
suggested language clarifying that the use of the road is a privilege not a right. The Board will
look at the site during the trip.

Marble Street Vacation Request. DCM Crosby informed the Board that a resident has requested a
street vacation at no charge because the best building site available to the resident interferes with
a portion of Serpentine Trail. This issue, and requests from the same resident, has been going on
since 1995. DCM Crosby doesn't see any public benefit to the request. She also stated that there
is a history of the approximate 60-foot right of way being there, and that there is no place to move
the road.

COMMISSIONER ITEMS (continued):

Commissioner Swenson:

1. Gunnison Valley Rural Transportation Authority (RTA) Update. Chairperson Swenson informed
the Board that the RTA is moving forward with the Houston flight for the summer and that
Crested Butte Mountain Resort will continue with the Chicago flight this year. The RTA is
working to provide a west-coast flight. She is on the Air Alliance Board, which is a new non-
profit trying to get more businesses to contribute to the air program and inform them of the
benefits, such as possible tax incentives. The RTA will likely ask that an item be placed on the
ballot this fall for the air program, bus service and additional senior transportation. The RTA
approved $245,000 out of reserves for bus replacement; new busses cost approximately
$650,000 each.

BOUNDARY LINE ADJUSTMENTS:

1.

Ron Watson, and Ben and Kari Commerford. Planner Cathie Pagano was present for discussion,
and she explained that this request was related to the location of an existing garage and a confusing
fence line. She confirmed that the request had been reviewed and approved by County Attorney
David Baumgarten. Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Chairperson Swenson to
approve the boundary line adjustment for Watson and Commerford as presented in the packet
today. Motion carried.

Robert and Ruth Ann Stohr. Planner Pagano and attorney Jacob With were present for discussion.
Planner Pagano explained that this issue came about as a result of the issuance of a Stop Order.
A large two-story deck was constructed without a permit, and it ended up being situated on the
neighbor’s property and in a geologic area. If approved, this adjustment will remove the
encroachment and ensure compliance with the setback requirements. Mr. With stated that the
Stohr’s have two lenders and have not yet received consent from the lenders. He noted that, as a
part of the closing on the real estate, lender consent won't be necessary. County Attorney David
Baumgarten confirmed that his office would hold the document until the closing. Moved by
Commissioner Houck, seconded by Chairperson Swenson to approve the Boundary Line Adjustment
and the letter to Stuart Title as presented. Motion carried.

LOT CLUSTER APPLICATION; SEAN PATRICK; LOTS M2-58 AND M2-59, BUCKHORN
SUBDIVISION: Community Development Department Services Manager Beth Baker was present for
discussion. She explained that there was nothing unusual about this request to cluster two small lots, and
she confirmed that all of the utility companies were in agreement. Moved by Commissioner Houck,
seconded by Chairperson Swenson to approve the Lot Cluster Application for Buckhorn lots M2-58 and M2-
59 as presented. Motion carried.

BOUNDARY LINE ADJUSTMENT; LOT CLUSTER APPLICATION; GARY HOSTETTER AND LEVI
KLINGSMITH, ET AL: CDDSM Baker was present for discussion, and she explained that the Board had
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previously approved the vacation of a road on the lot, contingent on the clustering. She added that the
owners are also requesting a boundary line adjustment. Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by
Chairperson Swenson to approve the lot cluster piece in front of us as presented by staff. Motion carried.
Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Chairperson Swenson to approve the boundary line
adjustment between Klingsmith and Hostetter. Motion carried.

GUNNISON COUNTY STRATEGIC PLAN; DRAFT UPDATES: County Manager Birnie asked the Board
for input on the draft updates. He also indicated that he previously met with Commissioner Chamberland
to discuss this project, and that Commissioner Chamberland had only one question related to possibly using
softer language in Item A3. Chairperson Swenson noted that the only reason this item was delayed was
because of the recession, so she opted to keep “will” in the goal. Commissioner Houck agreed, and he
noted that the conversation included potential phasing. The Board agreed that the document reflected the
conversations and direction given during the recent retreat.

Commissioner Houck opined that the Board should discuss sustainability of the Gunnison County Substance
Abuse Prevention Project and Juvenile Services programs in the near future since future grant funding is
not certain. County Manager Birnie suggested putting a result in the plan now or focusing on it in two
years when we revisit the plan. Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Chairperson Swenson adopt
the updated Strategic Plan dated 4/22/15. Motion carried.

County Manager Birnie encouraged the Board to review the performance report that was just released.

UNSCHEDULED CITIZENS:

1. Toni Todd; Western State Colorado University (WSCU) Lecturer. Ms. Todd informed the Board that
she was representing the Writing the Rockies event, which is in its 16" year at WSCU. Participation
has grown from about 100 in 2014 to about 250 this year, and $250+ sponsorships are being
sought. The Board suggested that she return in September to request 2016 funding, and that she
discuss the request for 2015 funds with WSCU Director of University Communications Brian Barker
since the County provided approximately $15,000 to WSCU in 2015 for Economic Development
efforts.

2. Gunnison Times Reporter Alan Wartes; Public Lands Transfer Initiatives. Mr. Wartes asked for
input from the Board related to SB 39, and Commissioner Houck informed him that the bill died
yesterday. He asked if the Board had taken a position at any time on any of the related bills, and
the Board informed him that the County has not taken a formal stand on the issue. County Manager
Birnie stated that there has never been talk of an anti-federal stance similar to what a lot of other
counties may have taken, and that our role during these federal processes is to facilitate community
input instead of taking a stance. The Board stated that our relationships with the federal land
management agencies are strong.

Objective: During the term of this contract, the Agency shall implement the Baby and Me Tobacco Free (BMTF)
smoking cessation program in Agency’s service area, by agreeing to and accomplishing the following:

Administrator;

3. The Agency adheres to guidelines for developing budget, documenting, and invoicing for expenses;

4. The Agency states how the BMTF program will be promoted, both internally and externally, and

develops a system of referrals from medical providers;

The Agency defines enrollment strategies for pregnant, smoking women, including internal screening;

The Agency agrees to provide information and strategies to women to assist them in quitting as early

as possible in their pregnancy. Information shared with enrolled women follows BMTF program

guidelines and is provided through a series of four (4) prenatal contact sessions. The participant’s
smoking status is documented at each session. Sessions include Ask and Advise about exposure to
secondhand smoke and referrals to Colorado QuitLine;

7. The Agency agrees to monitor each participant monthly for up to one year postpartum. During each
session the Agency documents smoking status, provides diaper vouchers to eligible women, and
provide coaching as needed to help women stay quit. The Agency assures a secure method for
retaining diaper vouchers and documenting distribution to women, including having women sign for
the vouchers received,;

8. The Agency develops and implements a mechanism for following up on women who do not return to
the Agency for prenatal or postpartum sessions, using guidelines recommended by the Program
Administrator.

9. The Agency collects demographic information and documentation from participants, per program
protocols and enters all data on enrollment, prenatal and postpartum sessions into a web-based
database;

10. The Agency agrees to consult at least monthly with BMTF administrators regarding program
implementation;

11. The Agency agrees to participate in quarterly conference calls with BMTF administrators; and,

administrator.

PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT

This Agreement (“Agreement”) made effective the 8" day of June , 2015, is by and
between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado,
whose address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Gunnison County”) and

Seasons _Schoolhouse, LLC , whose address is __617 W. Virginia Avenue
(“Service Provider”).

RECITALS

Provider provides professional services regarding assessment, service planning and
clinical services to promote safety, stability and permanency for children and families
referred from the Gunnison County Department of Health and Human Services
(“Department”).  Gunnison County desires to engage Provider to provide Services
according to this Agreement.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and
obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date first set forth above and shall
terminate when the scope of services is complete, but not later than June 30" 2016,
unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein.

2. SCOPE OF SERVICES.

Service Provider shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment
to commence, diligently pursue, and complete the services as more specifically set forth
on Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference. All Services
shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with generally accepted
standards for Service Provider’s profession and all applicable federal, state and local
laws and regulations affecting the Services or the subject matter thereof. Service
Provider acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and Gunnison County
may contract with additional or other providers able to furnish the same or similar
services as it deems appropriate to do so.

3. STRATEGIC RESULT.

Execution of this Agreement will assist the County in strengthening the continuum of
care while sustaining essential health and human services by reducing out of county
placements by increasing in-county alternatives such as local foster homes, intensive





family interventions, parenting classes, etc (as measured by number of bed days in out
of county placements), as outlined in the Gunnison County Strategic Plan.
4, COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.

(@) In exchange for Service Provider's performance of the Services, during
the Term, Gunnison County shall pay Service Provider fees as more specifically set
forth in Exhibit B.

(b) The Compensation shall compensate Service Provider for all charges,
expenses, overhead, payroll costs, employee benefits, insurance subsistence, and
profits, except as specifically set forth herein.

(© This Agreement is subject to Gunnison County making an annual budget
appropriation in an amount sufficient to fund this Agreement. If Gunnison County fails
or refuses to make such an appropriation, Gunnison County reserves the right to
terminate this Agreement without penalty to Service Provider pursuant to paragraph 7 of
this Agreement.

(d) This is a service funded through the HB04-1451 Project and/or DHHS
allocation funding. If the funds are discontinued for any reason, this contract shall
terminate.

5. INDEMNIFICATION.

(@) Service Provider agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison
County, its Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all liability,
claims, liens, demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable
attorney’s and expert's fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost,
damage or injury, including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind
caused by the misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of Service Provider or
its employees, subcontractors or agents in connection with this Agreement.

(b) This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement
with respect to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.

6. INSURANCE.

Service Provider agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that Service
Provider shall carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and
expense, the following insurance policies. Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this
Agreement, Service Provider will provide insurance certificates to Gunnison County,
listing Gunnison County as an additional insured, for the coverage’s required herein
which shall state that such policies shall not be materially changed or cancelled without
thirty (30) days prior notice to Gunnison County.





(@) Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and
Federal law which adequately protects all labor employed by Service Provider during
the term of this Agreement.

(b) Professional Services Liability Insurance or the equivalent in an amount
not less than $350,000, each occurrence and $990,000 aggregate, for damages arising
out of the rendering, or failure to render, any professional services.

(© Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in the
Services, in an amount no less than $350,000 for any injury to one person in any single
occurrence and in an amount no less than $990,000 for any injury to two or more
persons in any single occurrence.

7. TERMINATION.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination, Service
Provider shall be entitled to compensation for Services performed prior to the date of
termination, per the compensation terms outlined in Exhibit B.

8. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a professional services contract with Service Provider and, therefore, Service
Provider shall not delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior
written consent of Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its
sole discretion. Subject to the foregoing, the terms, covenants and conditions of this
Agreement shall be binding on the successors and assigns of either party.

9. NOTICES.

Any notice, demand or communication which either party may desire or be required to
give to the other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or
rendered if delivered personally or sent by certified first class US mail, postage prepaid,
addressed as follows:

10. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

@) In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, Service
Provider is acting as an independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint
venture or employee of Gunnison County. Service Provider does not have any authority
to bind Gunnison County in any manner whatsoever.

(b)  Service Provider acknowledges and agrees that Service Provider is not
entitled to: (i) unemployment insurance benefits; or (i) Workers Compensation
coverage, from Gunnison County. Further, Service Provider is obligated to pay federal
and state income tax on any moneys paid it related to the services.

11. CRIMINAL BACKGROUND CHECK.

(@) Prior to any professional services being performed, Service Provider must
conduct a fingerprint based criminal background check through the Colorado Bureau of
Investigation, pursuant to C.R.S. 827-90-111. A copy of the criminal background check
shall be provided to the department prior to any services being performed. Upon
notification to the department that the contracting employee or Service Provider has
received a conviction for any of the disqualifying offenses described in paragraph (b) or
(c) of subsection (9), C.R.S. 827-90-111, the contracting employee’s or Service
Provider’s position with the department shall be terminated.

(b) Service Provider agrees to comply with the provisions of C.R.S. §27-90-

If any party hereto shall bring any suit or action against another for relief, declaratory or
otherwise, arising out of this Agreement, the prevailing party shall have and recover
against the other party, in addition to all court costs and disbursements, such sum as
the court may adjudge to be reasonable attorneys fees and expert witness fees.

16. GOVERNING LAW.

This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the
State of Colorado. Exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any legal proceedings related to
this Agreement shall be in the state District Court governing Gunnison, Colorado.

Ms. Debbie Petrocco is requesting assistance from the Board of County Commissioners. The
assistance is in the form of a subdivision exemption for a 2.5-acre parcel, to obtain a “household only
use” well permit, for property that has been in her family for 75 years. The subject parcel was severed
from a pre-existing 20-acre parcel, originally created in 1940 by her grandfather, which was deeded in
four parcels in 1978 to his family heirs, after the September 27, 1972 date. The resultant parcels did
not go through a County subdivision process.

The Board has previously reviewed these requests on a “case-by-case” basis. In this instance, there
is no apparent attempt to evade or circumvent subdivision regulations to create a new parcel, but rather
to obtain a well permit soley for limited household use (the Crystal River drainage is over-appropriated)
for an existing cabin, on an existing 2.5-acre family parcel, that was deeded 28 years ago. The
Colorado Division of Water Resources does not have an objection to the Board granting an exemption
to allow for the issuance of a limited “household use” only well permit.

Please see the attached letter from Debbie Petrocco requesting relief, the deeds documenting the
parcel’s history, and a draft Board Resolution.

WHEREAS, pursuant to C.R.S. 30-28-101(10)(d), the Board of County

Commissioners of Gunnison County may exempt a division of land from the statutory
definitions of the terms “subdivision” and “subdivided land” if the Board determines that
such division is not within the purposes of C.R.S. 30-28-101 et seq.; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado

is informed of the following:

1.

In 1940, Antonio Petrocco, the owner’s grandfather, purchased a 20-acre parcel,
which included the subject parcel.

In 1970, Antonio Petrocco sold 15-acres to the Marble Ski Area, Inc. and retained
5-acres, which included the subject parcel.

In 1978, the subject parcel was deeded to Antonio Petrocco’s heirs and was
divided into 4 parcels (1.25-acres each). Debbie Petrocco’s immediate family
was deeded a 1.25-acre parcel and purchased the adjoining 1.25-acre parcel
from their cousin Edward Hogue and combined it into the existing 2.5-acre
parcel.

In 1990, Debbie Petrocco’s father, Erocle Petrocco, deeded the property to his 6
children.

In 1994, the family built a cabin on the property and hauled water for seasonal
household use during the summer months and hunting season.

The owner would like to the opportunity to obtain a well permit from the Colorado
Division of Water Resources to provide for a water supply for the existing
residence.

The property is located within the Crystal River drainage, which is over-
appropriated and groundwater is subject to priority administration.

In discussions between Gunnison County and the Colorado Division of Water
Resources, a solution, which is acceptable to the Division of Water Resources,
would be to have the County exempt the parcel from the statutory definition of
“subdivision” and “subdivided” land. The Division of Water Resources would
then be able to issue an exempt “household-use only” well permit for single-
family residential use; and





WHEREAS, a “household-use-only” well is the planned water supply for the
existing cabin on the 2.5-acre parcel, legally described as within the SE1/4SW1/4
Section 23, Township 11 South, Range 88 West, 6" P.M.; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners desires that the owner of the
subject parcel should not be impaired in their general ability to obtain a “household-use-
only” well permit; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners desires to exempt the subject
parcel from the definitions of "subdivision" and "subdivided land" pursuant to C.R.S. 30-
28-101(10)(d) for the limited purpose of facilitating the "exempt" status of a single
“household-use-only” well.

NOW, THEREFORE, BASED ON THE FINDINGS SET FORTH ABOVE, BE IT
RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado,
that an exemption is granted, pursuant to C.R.S. 30-28-101(10)(d), for the 2.5-acre
parcel, SE1/4SW1/4 Section 23, Township 11 South, Range 88 West, 61" P.M., from the
definition of "subdivision" and "subdivided land" for the limited purpose of facilitating the
"exempt" status of a single “household-use-only” well.
