LESSOR, and the United States of America, hereinafter referred to as the 


GOVERNMENT OR FAA: WITNESSETH: The Parties hereto, and for the consideration 


hereinafter mentioned, covenant and agree as follows: 


2. DESCRIPTION (10/96) - The LESSOR hereby leases to the GOVERNMENT the 


following described premises approximately 22 square feet of space in the Airport 


Administration Building located on the first floor near the ARRF bay shall be related to 


the FAA’s activities in support of Air Traffic operations. 


3. TERM (1/01) - To have and to hold, for the term commencing on 6/01/2016 and 


continuing through 9/30/2035 inclusive, PROVIDED that adequate appropriations are 


available from year to year for the payment of rentals. 


4. CANCELLATION (8/02) -The GOVERNMENT may terminate this lease at any time, 


in whole or in part, if the Real Estate Contracting Officer (RECO) determines that a 


termination is in the best interest of the Government, on or after 30 days by giving at least 


30 days notice in writing to the LESSOR. No rental will accrue after the effective date of 


termination. Said notice will be computed commencing with the day after the date of 


mailing. 


5. CONSIDERATION (Aug- 02) - The FAA shall pay the Airport no monetary 


consideration, it being mutually agreed that the rights extended to the FAA herein are in 


consideration of the obligations assumed by the FAA in its establishment, operation, and 


maintenance of navigational aid facilities upon the premises. 


6. SERVICES AND UTILITIES (To be provided by LESSOR as part of rent.) (10/08) 


Services supplied to technical equipment will be supplied 24 hours a day, and seven days 


a week. The GOVERNMENT will have access to the leased premises at all times, 


including the use of electrical services without additional payment.

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7. GENERAL CLAUSES: 


a. DAMAGE BY FIRE OR OTHER CASUALTY (10/96) - If the building or structure is 


partially or totally destroyed or damaged by fire or other casualty or if environmentally 


hazardous conditions are found to exist so that the leased premises is untenantable as 


determined by the GOVERNMENT, the GOVERNMENT may terminate the lease, in 


whole or in part, immediately by giving written notice to the LESSOR and no further 


rental will be due. 


b. MAINTENANCE OF THE PREMISES (10/96) - The LESSOR will maintain the 


demised premises, including the grounds, all equipment, and fixtures, appurtenances 


furnished by the LESSOR under this lease, in good repair. 


c. FAILURE IN PERFORMANCE (10/96) - In the event the LESSOR fails to perform 


any service, to provide any item, or meet any requirement of this lease, the 


GOVERNMENT may perform the service, provide the item, or meet the requirement, 


either directly or through a contract. The GOVERNMENT may deduct any costs incurred 


for the service or item, including administrative costs, from the rental payments. No 


deduction of rent pursuant to this clause will constitute default by the GOVERNMENT 


on this lease. 


d. CONTRACT DISPUTES (11/03) 


All contract disputes and arising under or related to this lease contract will be resolved 


through the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) dispute resolution system at the 


Office of Dispute Resolution for Acquisition (ODRA) and will be governed by the 


procedures set forth in 14 C.F.R. Parts 14 and 17, which are hereby incorporated by 


reference. Judicial review, where available, will be in accordance with 49 U.S.C. 46110 


and will apply only to final agency decisions. A LESSOR may seek review of a final 


FAA decision only after its administrative remedies have been exhausted.

e. PROTEST (11/03)

A protest is considered to be filed on the date it is received by the ODRA and will be 


filed: (1) Not later than seven (7) business days after the date the protester knew or 


should have known of the grounds for the protest; or (2) If the protester has requested a 


post-award debriefing from the RECO, not later than five (5) business days after the date 


on which the RECO holds that debriefing. 


Upon request the 


full text will be provided by the RECO.  


f. INTERFERENCE   (10/08) 


Should interference with the lessor’s facility due to the FAA operations, FAA shall 


correct the problem immediately.  If the lessor’s facility interferes with FAA’s equipment 


then the lessor will correct the problem immediately. 


g. COORDINATION (10/08) 


The FAA will receive permission from the lessor prior to installing any new equipment at 


the site.

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MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT on NOTAM Manager System BETWEEN

ARTICLE 1. PARTIES 
 
The parties to this Agreement are the Aeronautical Services group of the Federal Aviation 
Administration (FAA) and the County of Gunnison, referred to as the “Airport Operator” hereafter. 
 


ARTICLE 2. SCOPE 
 
a. Purpose: 
 
The purpose of this Agreement between the FAA and the Airport Operator of Gunnison-Crested Butte 
Regional Airport is to improve the quality and timeliness of important flight information by deploying a 
new direct-entry digital Notice to Airmen (NOTAM) system for airport operators called the NOTAM 
Manager System. 
 


b. Specific goals and objectives to be accomplished: 
 
Airport direct-entry NOTAMs will be limited to the following airport surface area NOTAMs (the “D” 
NOTAMs) including the keywords: aerodrome/service, runway, taxiway, apron/ramp and obstruction, 
unless specifically expanded by a modification of this agreement. 
 


The objectives of this project include: 
 


1) The FAA will provide a web-based service, NOTAM Manager System, which allows the airport 
operator to submit airport surface area NOTAMs directly into the Federal NOTAM System (FNS) rather 
than going through Flight Service; 
 


2) The airport operator will provide the FAA with feedback on the suitability of the NOTAM Manager 
System and suggestions on how to improve the system including input to the FAA’s human factors 
consultants. 
 
3) If applicable, the FAA will deactivate all ENII accounts 60 days after the activation of NOTAM 
Manager System at the Airport.

c. Management of the project: 
 
The management of this project will be done by the FAA’s Aeronautical Services Team (AJM-336) 
 
d. Roles and responsibilities: 


Parties are bound by a duty of good faith and best effort in achieving the goals and objectives in Article 
2 of this Agreement.  
 


The Airport Operator will use its best efforts to protect password information to permit use of the FAA’s 
NOTAM Manager System, and the Airport Operator will provide password information only on a need-
to-know basis. 
 


The FAA will use its best efforts to ensure the NOTAM Manager System operates at optimal 
performance level as designed. 
 


e. Contributions of the Parties: 
 
The FAA will provide: 
 


1) a password function to the NOTAM Manager System which allows access to it by the airport 
operators; 
 


2) the initial training of its personnel on how to use the system and a user manual; 
 


3) a NOTAM subject matter expert (SME) during the initial phase of deployment to assist the airport 
personnel (direct-assist) with the new Airport NOTAM Manager System; 
 


4) a point of contact person, (Customer Support Group), to respond to any questions which arise after 
deployment; 
 


5) telephonic technical support to assist the Airport Operator during the term of this agreement; and 
 


6) a completed Safety Risk Management Document on the NOTAM Manager System. 
 


Airport Operator will provide: 
 
1) the personnel and web-accessible computers, Internet access, and any related and required 
equipment to allow operation of the NOTAM Manager System; 
 


2) feedback on how the system is operating and how it might be improved; 
 


3) the continuing ability to return to the existing legacy NOTAM system if the NOTAM Manager System 
is not operating as required to maintain the safety of the airport. 
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4) at least one airport training POC to receive a formal live or virtual training session prior to activation, 
provided by a designated FAA representative, on the NOTAM Manager System. 
 
 
ARTICLE 3. EFFECTIVE DATE  
 
The effective date of this Agreement is from the date of deployment of NOTAM Manager at the airport.  
 
ARTICLE 4. REPORTING REQUIREMENTS 
 
Airport Operator shall report any suggestions on improvement of the NOTAM Manager System to the 
FAA through their Point of Contact and assist the FAA’s human factors personnel with their research on 
improvements to the NOTAM Manager System. 
 
ARTICLE 5. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY 
 
a. Rights in Data 
 
The Government retains Government Purpose Rights in all data developed under this agreement. 
Airport Operator agrees not to reverse-engineer any of the software, forms, or databases, including 
those accessible through the password-protected system described above, but shall use its access only 
for the purposes set out herein. 
 
"Data" means recorded information, regardless of form or method of recording, which includes but is 
not limited to, technical data, computer software, trade secrets, and mask works. The term does not 
include financial, administrative, cost, pricing or management information. 
 
"Government Purpose Rights" means the rights to – 
 
(1) Use, modify, reproduce, release, perform, display, or disclose data within the government without 
restriction; and, 
 
(2) Release or disclose technical data outside the government and authorize persons to whom release 
or disclosure has been made to use, modify, reproduce, release, perform, display, or disclose that data 
for government purposes. 
 
"Government Purpose" means any activity in which the United States Government is a party, including 
cooperative agreements with international or multi-national defense organizations, or sales or transfers 
by the United States Government to foreign governments or international organizations. Government 
purposes include competitive acquisition by or on behalf of the government, but do not include the 
rights to use, modify, reproduce, release, perform, display, or disclose data for commercial purposes or 
authorize others to do so. 
 
 
ARTICLE 6. LEGAL AUTHORITY 
 
This Agreement is entered into under the authority of 49 U.S.C. 106(l) and (m), which authorizes 
agreements and other transactions on such terms and conditions as the Administrator determines 
necessary.

ARTICLE 8. FUNDING AND PAYMENT 
 
There will be no exchange of moneys since each party shall bear their own costs to implement this 
project and meet the goals and objectives of it as outlined above. 
 
ARTICLE 9. APPROVAL OF SUBCONTRACTORS 
 
There shall be no airport subcontractors involved on this project. 
 
ARTICLE 10. CHANGES, MODIFICATIONS 
 
Changes and/or modifications to this Agreement shall be in writing and signed by Manager, 
Aeronautical Services and the County of Gunnison. The modification shall cite the subject Agreement, 
and shall state the exact nature of the modification. No oral statement by any person shall be 
interpreted as modifying or otherwise affecting the terms of this Agreement. 
 
ARTICLE 11. TERMINATION 
 
In addition to any other termination rights provided by this Agreement, either party may terminate this 
Agreement at any time, with or without cause, and without incurring any liability or obligation to the 
terminated party (other than the performance of obligations accrued on or prior to the termination date) 
by giving the other party at least thirty (30) days prior written notice of termination. Upon receipt of a 
notice of termination, the receiving party shall take immediate steps to stop the accrual of any additional 
obligations. 
 
Either party may terminate this agreement immediately if either party determines that the safety of the 
airport is affected and return immediately to the existing NOTAM entry process currently in use prior to 
the initial deployment of the NOTAM Manager System. 
 
ARTICLE 12. CONSTRUCTION OF THE AGREEMENT 
 


This Agreement is an "other transaction" issued under 49 U.S.C 106 (l) and (m) is not a procurement 
contract, grant or cooperative agreement. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed as 
incorporating by reference or implication any provision of Federal acquisition law or regulation. 
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Each party acknowledges that all parties hereto participated equally in the negotiation and drafting of 
this Agreement and any amendments thereto, and that, accordingly, this Agreement shall not be 
construed more stringently against one party than against the other. 
 
ARTICLE 13. DISPUTES 
 


Where possible, disputes will be resolved by informal discussion between the parties.  In the event the 
parties are unable to resolve any disagreement through good faith negotiations, the dispute will be 
resolved by Aeronautical Services management of the FAA. 
 
ARTICLE 14. WARRANTIES 
 


The FAA makes no express or implied warranties as to any matter arising under this agreement, or as 
to the ownership, merchantability, or fitness for a particular purpose of any property, including any 
equipment, device, or software that may be provided under this Agreement. 
 
ARTICLE 15. LIABILITY 
 


The FAA assumes no liability under this Agreement for any losses arising out of any action or inaction 
by airport, its employees, or contractors, or any third party acting on its behalf. Each party agrees to be 
responsible for injury, death or property damage arising out of or in connection with its own acts or 
omissions under this Agreement, however, neither party waives its rights to sovereign immunity. 
 
ARTICLE 16. PROTECTION OF INFORMATION 
 


The parties agree that they shall take appropriate measures to protect proprietary, privileged, or 
otherwise confidential information that may come into their possession as a result of this Agreement.

Expanding Quality in Infant Toddler Care Initiative Work Plan 


The Gunnison Hinsdale Early Childhood Council would like to rejuvenate our EQIT program.  Now that 
we have a trainer, Holly Harmon, and clear commitments from several childcare providers, we would 
like to offer EQIT in the fall and winter of 2015-2016.

We look forward to working with you again in the coming year to offer EQIT courses and coaching throughout 
our state! The EQ Initiative expectations, budget requirements and guidance for FY 16 will remain unchanged 
from FY 15. We anticipate that most EQ award amounts will also be unchanged for FY 16, with the following 
exceptions: 


1. If you request an increase in the number of EQIT courses and/or coaching hours you were awarded for 
FY 15 and provide evidence of community need for additional courses and/or coaching, we will do our 
best to fund the increase.  


2. If you request a reduction in the number of courses or coaching hours you were awarded for FY 15, we 
will honor that request. 


3.  If you had low enrollment (16 or fewer course completers) in non-rural EQIT courses and do not wish 
to reduce the number of funded courses, you will need to provide an explanation of steps you are 
taking to increase enrollment in each of your funded courses. 


4. If you did not utilize all of your funding as originally planned in FY15, you MUST include information on 
changes you will make to insure you complete all awarded EQ activities and utilize all of your funds in 
FY16 in your submitted work plan.  


All EC Councils seeking continued EQ Initiative funding for FY 16 must submit a budget specific to EQ funds, as 
well as an EQ work plan that details plans for conducting EQIT courses and coaching. Please submit your 
budgets and work plans as soon as possible as we will not be able to process any requests for reimbursements 
without these documents. Once we receive and review your documents we will send out a grant award letter 
for FY 16. EC Councils who plan to begin offering EQIT classes or coaching in July will receive the highest 
priority response.

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EQ BUDGET GUIDELINES FOR EC COUNCILS: FY16 


 


EQ Budget: Please submit a budget specific to your use of EQ Initiative funds. Budget guidelines remain 
unchanged from your previous grant submission and award determination. EC Councils may apply for a 
maximum of $4100 for each EQIT course they conduct. This amount must include information on the following 
required EQIT course expenses: 


� Planning and coordination expenses 
� Registration expenses 
� Materials utilized during the EQIT course 
� Payments to minimum of two EQIT team members conducting the 48-hour EQIT course of training 
� Financial support for one or more EQ  team members to participate in EC Council meetings to inform 


infant toddler issues and activities 
� Information on anticipated collection and use of any revenues collected from the EQIT courses 


 
 In addition to the above, funds may also be requested for the following activities: 


� Payments to EQIT instructors for coaching EQIT course participants. You may request up to a maximum 
of $27/hour for coaching hours. However, you may pay EQ coaches more than this amount using other 
funding available to your EC Council. It is also permissible to pay EQ coaches less than $27/hour as long 
as you inform the EQ Program Director-- your grant award will be reduced accordingly. 


� Payment to EQIT instructors for conducting informational meetings or EQIT course orientations for 
EQIT course participants. You will be funded a maximum of $150/course for the EQIT orientation with 
the expectation that a minimum of 2 EQIT instructors are presenting for a minimum of 2 hours of 
orientation. If there are not 2 instructors presenting for at least 2 hours, please note this and request 
reduced funding. 


� Funding for coordination expenses for EC Councils who offer four, or more, full EQIT classes/year, with 
a maximum request for payment of 12 hours additional coordination time/month with a total  request 
of $3,888 
 
 


EC Councils may charge a fee of up to $50/person for participation in the EQIT course. EC Councils are 
allowed to charge students a small fee (up to a maximum of $50) for enrollment in EQIT courses. This fee may 
be used ONLY for EQ-related activities. This includes materials costs, mileage costs, increased payment for 
EQIT instructors or coaches, or other purposes directly related to the EQIT course or coaching. We encourage 
you to keep the fee as low as possible. No infant toddler teacher or family child care provider may be refused 
participation in a local EQIT course due to an inability to pay a fee. Please identify your process for assisting 
individuals who are not able to pay the full cost of attendance.

EQIT coaching may be offered up to one year following participation in an EQIT course 
� Details regarding attendance by an EQIT team member at EC Council meetings to represent infant
