SCHEDULING: The Upcoming Meetings Schedule was discussed and updated.
1. Employee Recognition Celebration. This celebration will take place on 12/15 at 4:00 pm. Because
of this, the Board meeting that day will be held in the afternoon.

COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT: CM Birnie was present for discussion.
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1. Broadband Update. CM Birnie informed the Board that he attended a meeting earlier in the week.
He was also able to obtain related contract documentation from July 2007.

2. 2016 Gunnison County Budget. CM Birnie asked if the Board would like to meet with any
department directors during the budget work session scheduled for 11/10. The Board asked that
the leaders from Facilities and Grounds, Information Technology, and the Sheriff's Office be
available.

3. Possible Office Closures. CM Birnie informed the Board that, due to an extended vacation planned
for one of his employees, his office may experience intermittent closures between 11/2 and 11/23.

DEPUTY COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT AND PROJECT UPDATES: Deputy County Manager Marlene
Crosby was present for discussion.

1. Cottonwood Pass Update. DCM Crosby informed the Board that the Pass closed for the season last
Thursday. The closure was posted to social media.

2. Perpetual Easement; Doyleville. DCM Crosby informed the Board that, during the sale of a property
adjacent to the Doyleville shop, it was discovered that the property lines are inconsistent with
actual use. A survey was completed, and the County will need to obtain a perpetual easement for
access.

3. Riverland Industrial Park Intersection. DCM Crosby informed the Board that the Riverland Property
Owners’ Association has asked the County to support the POA’s request for CDOT to perform
restriping and reconfiguring on the intersection. She opined that the County should be clear in any
form of support statement that the support does not indicate that the County will provide work or
funding toward the project.

4. Boards and Commissions Appreciation. DCM Crosby asked the Board if they would prefer to hold
a catered celebration or purchase gifts for the Boards and Commissions members. The Board
asked her to proceed with gifts for distribution. She will create a Boards and Commissions meeting
schedule so that the commissioners may attend as many meetings as possible to personally
distribute the gifts.

5. Bid Award; Dos Rios Sewer Manhole Installation Project; Lucas Construction; $21,000. DCM Crosby
stated that Lucas Construction was the lowest bidder, and she asked the Board to authorize CM
Birnie’s signature on the contract and her signature on all other contract-related documents.
Moved by Commissioner Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Houck to approve the award
as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

COTTONWOOD PASS CONSTRUCTION CLOSURES: Deputy County Manager Marlene Crosby and
Special Projects Foreman Jim Kint were present for discussion.

DCM Crosby informed the Board that she met with representatives from the Forest Service and the Federal
Highway Administration to discuss all closure options. The Forest Service agreed to defer to the County’s
decision. Even though this project will not occur until 2017, a decision was necessary now because the
closures will be relevant to the environmental submittal.

DCM Croshy presented two closure options that would have allowed traffic at various times throughout the
day. However, it was agreed that total closures would decrease the total project cost and possibly shorten
the project's schedule. The Board will hold a work session in early 2016 to discuss the logistics and
communication necessary for the closure. Early communication will be important for those who use the
Pass personally or commercially. Moved by Commissioner Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner
Houck to close Cottonwood Pass for construction for the entirety of 2017 for the construction season and
part of 2018 to pave and finish the project. Motion carried unanimously.

ROAD SIGNAGE: DCM Crosby informed the Board during this impromptu discussion that her department
has increased road signage since cattle have recently been killed by vehicles. The Board was appreciative
of her efforts.

UNSCHEDULED CITIZENS: There were no Unscheduled Citizens present for discussion.
COMMISSIONER ITEMS:

Commissioner Chamberland:

1. Broadband Update. Commissioner Chamberland stated that the current plan is both doable
and budgetable. WSCU'’s portion of the project will be relatively small, but is willing to provide
more funding than the relative percentage. A grant will be sought in December for this phased
project.

Commissioner Houck:

1. Department of Motor Vehicle Office Location Update. Commissioner Houck informed the Board
that he discussed this issue with John Swartout, a representative from Governor Hickenlooper's
office. There may be rental space available within the City of Gunnison, and Commissioner
Houck will continue to work on the issue. The DMV has been asked to vacate the current
space in the Blackstock Government Center by the end of February, 2016.
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2. Natural Resources Conservation Service Funding. Commissioner Houck informed the Board
that he’s been working with Wildlife Conservation Coordinator Jim Cochran on obtaining
funding for additional conservation projects. He also stated that NRCS funding can’t be grant
matched with Federal funding.

Commissioner Swenson:

1. Colorado Counties, Inc. (CCI) Update. Chairperson Swenson attended the CCI Health and
Human Services committee meeting last week. Much of the discussion revolved around
workforce issues. A follow-up meeting is scheduled to take place after the CCl Winter
Conference in December.

ADJOURN: Moved by Commissioner Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Houck to adjourn the
meeting. Motion carried unanimously. The meeting adjourned at 9:36 am.

This Subcontract is entered into this __ day of 2015, by and between the Delta
County Board of County Commissioners d/b/a Delta County Department of Social Services, 560
Dodge Street, Delta, Colorado, 81416 (hereinafter referred to as “Contractor”) and the Board of
County Commissioners for Gunnison County, Colorado, on behalf of Gunnison/Hinsdale Health
and Human Services, 255 N. Pine, Gunnison, Colorado, 81230 (hereinafter referred to as
“Subcontractor”).

The Contractor has entered into a Single Entry Point (also known as Options for Long Term Care)
Agency contract with the State of Colorado for the use and benefit of the Department of Health
Care Policy and Financing (hereinafter referred to as “State Contract”).

The Contractor agrees to purchase and Subcontractor agrees to furnish case management services
and home health oversight for applicants and recipients of the Colorado Medical Assistance
Program (Medicaid) pursuant to Exhibit A, Statement of Work Section 2.3 Business Function,
Section 2.4 Screening and Referral, Section 2.5 Eligibility Determination (Utilization Review),
Section 2.6 Case Management, Section 2.7 Training, Complaints, Appeals, Critical Incidents and
Administrative Oversight Requirements, Section 2.8 Community Transition Services (CTS) and
2.9 Colorado Quality of Life Interview of the State Contract.

Now, therefore, it is agreed between the parties as follows:
1.  The term of this Subcontract shall be July 1, 2015 through June 30, 2016.

2. The geographic area covered by this Subcontract shall be all of Gunnison and Hinsdale
Counties except that area commonly known as Bowie, Somerset, and Marble area, which
because of the topography, shall be served by the Delta County Department of Health and
Human Services as the Options for Long Term Care Agency.

3. The services (in accordance with the Colorado Department of Human Services Staff Manual
Volume VIII, Medical Services) to be provided by the Subcontract are as follows:

Intake/initial response

Service planning

Provider/service monitoring

Assessment and reassessment

Approval/denial of services and certification

Agency representation through the appeal process

Discharge planning to community

Home health long term care services monitoring for OLTC clients

Home health long term care services monitoring for non-OLTC clients

5. In addition to the services described above, the Contractor shall reimburse to the
Subcontractor:

Fees not to exceed $77,390 for expenses such as, but not necessarily limited to, case
management, inclusive of annual leave, sick leave and other salary and benefits on a pro-rata
determination, supervisory case management, inclusive of annual leave, sick leave and other
salary and benefits on a pro-rata determination, state mandated training, travel, phone,
publicity, IT support, and general office supplies.

7. This Subcontract shall be subject to the requirements of the State Contract, including contract
amendments currently in effect, and Subcontractor shall be subject to and abide by all of the
terms and conditions thereof, as well as all other applicable federal and state laws, rules and
regulations pertinent thereto that have been and may hereafter be established. Any insurance
policy secured or maintained by the Subcontractor shall comply with Section 13(B)(vii)
thereof. Subcontractor acknowledges that it has been provided with a copy of the State
Contract.

The Subcontractor shall perform its duties hereunder as an independent contractor and not as
an employee. Neither the Subcontractor nor any agent or employee of the Subcontractor
shall be or shall be deemed to be an agent or employee of the Contractor. Subcontractor shall
pay when due all required income tax withholding, including all federal and state income tax
and local head tax and any monies paid pursuant to this Subcontract. Subcontractor
acknowledges that the Subcontractor and its employees are not entitled to unemployment
insurance benefits unless the Subcontractor or a third party provides such coverage.
Subcontractor shall have no authorization, express or implied, to bind the Contractor to any
agreements, liability, or understanding except as expressly set forth herein. Subcontractor
shall provide and keep in force workers compensation insurance and unemployment
insurance in the amounts required by law, and shall be solely responsible for the acts of
Subcontractor, its employees and agents.

The parties agree that the State Contract shall be incorporated herein as if set forth in full,
with the understanding that the Contractor in this contract shall have the responsibilities
assigned to the State or the State Department in that Contract and the Subcontractor shall
have the rights and responsibilities assigned to the Contractor in that Contract. The
Subcontractor, therefore, shall comply with all the provisions of the State Contract as they
relate to the Contractor.

The parties agree that the provisions of the HIPPA Business Associate Addendum, dated
8/2012 and currently attached to the State Contract and any modifications or amendments
thereto, shall be incorporated herein as if set forth in full, with the understanding that the
Contractor in this contract shall have the responsibilities assigned to the State or the State
Department in that Contract and the Subcontractor shall have the rights and responsibilities
assigned to the Contractor in that Contract. The Subcontractor, therefore, shall comply with
all the provisions of the HIPPA Business Associate Addendum as they relate to the
Contractor.

LANDSCAPING AGREEMENT
FOR TOMICHI VILLAGE SELF STORAGE

THIS LANDSCAPING AGREEMENT FOR TOMICHI VILLAGE SELF STORAGE (herein
‘Agreement”) is entered info this __ day of November, 2015 by and between the Board of
County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado whose address is 200 E.
Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado 81230 (herein “Gunnison County”) and BRIGHTON
HOSPITALITY GROUP, L.L.C., a Colorado limited liability company whose address is P.O.
Box 1931, Glenwood Springs, Colorado 81601 (herein "Developer”) as follows:

1. Purpose. The purpose of this Agreement is to identify the landscaping improvements
associated with Land Use Change Permit No; 2015-27 regarding the construction of a 94
unit mini storage facility, totaling approximately 19,872 square feet of buildings, located on
2 acres on the western portion of the existing Inn at Tomichi Village property. The storage
facility is located north of and adjacent to U.S. Highway 50, approximately 1 mile east of
the city of Gunnison, in the $S1/2SW1/4, Section 32, Township 50 North, Range 1 East,
N.M.P.M.; the physical address being 41883 U.S. Highway 50 (herein “Project”)

The landscaping improvements associated with the Project include planting 16 ten foot
Blue Spruce trees and the installation of a water soaker system as identified in the
Landscaping Plan submitted on September 8, 2015 by Robert Johnson attached hereto
and incorporated herein by reference as Appendix “A”.

As valuable and sufficient consideration for this Agreement, Gunnison County and the
Developer agree that approval of such application by Gunnison County is expressly
conditioned on completion of the landscaping improvements described in paragraph 7,
below (herein “Improvements") to the specifications described herein and by the times
specified herein. Gunnison County and the Developer further agree that such
Improvements are appropriate and necessary requirements to be required by Gunnison
County, and to be performed by the Developer and which Developer shall perform.
Gunnison County and Developer further agree that an agreement guaranteeing the
Developer's performance secured by suitable security to protect the interests of Gunnison
County, and the public in the amount set forth herein is an appropriate condition to
Gunnison County's approval of such

land use change permit. The parties have entered into this agreement to memorialize such
understandings and agreements. The relationship of the parties to this Agreement is
contractual, Developer is an independent contractor and is not an agent of Gunnison
County.

2. DEVELOPER BOUND. The Developer agrees to accept and be bound by the terms
and conditions of Gunnison County's issuance of its approval of the Land Use Change
Permit No: 2015-27 and the terms and conditions of this Agreement. Developer accepts
Gunnison County's review and permitting authority, process and performance of same in

connection with Land Use Change No: 2015-27 as legal and valid and waives any defect
therein.

3. CONSTRUCTION.

A. The Developer agrees to complete the Improvements as identified in
paragraph 7 herein no later than July 31, 2016, acts of God and any cause
beyond the reasonable control of the Developer excepted, including without
fimitation labor disputes, laws, regulations, or orders of any governmental
entity , orders of court, inability to obtain any required authorization, act of
war or conditions arising out of or atiributable to war, riot, civil strike,
insurrection or rebellion, fire, explosion, earthquake, storm, flood or other
adverse weather condition, delay or failure by suppliers or materialmen,
contractors, or subcontractors, shortage of or inability to obtain labor,
supplies or materials.

B. The completion deadline set forth in this paragraph 3 may be extended by
Gunnison County in its sole discretion upon written request of Developer if
Gunnison County determines that: (1) such exiension of time will not operate
to the detriment of Gunnison County, the public or the owners of property
within the Project; and (2) the County's security is adequate to ensure full
performance by Developer by the extended completion date; and (3) that
such an extension would not be in conflict with the conditions of the
approved Land Use Change Permit. Gunnison County may require
Developer o provide, at Developer's cost, supplemental estimates of the
costs of completion and to provide additional security as a prerequisite {o its
extension of any completion date. Any extended completion date granted by
the County hereunder may be further extended in like manner.

4. ESTIMATED COST. The total cost of the Improvements to be completed by the
Developer is estimated currently to be EIGHT THOUSAND EIGHT HUNDRED SIXTY AND
18/100 U.S. Dollars ($8,860.18).

5. SECURITY. In order to secure all obligations of the Developer herein, the Developer
and Gunnison County agree that the Developer shall, at Developer’s sole cost, and before
starting work on any phase of the Project, and before conveying any portion of the Project,
obtain and provide to Gunnison County a bond, an irrevocable letter of credit or other
performance guarantee in a form and content satisfactory to Gunnison County to the
benefit of Gunnison County in the amount of ELEVEN THOUSAND SEVENTY FIVE AND
22/100 U.S. DOLLARS ($11,075.22) which is 125 percent of the currently estimated cost of
the Improvements. If said security is in the form of cash, it will be placed by Gunnison
County in an interest bearing account; the interest shall accrue to Developer at 1% less
than received by Gunnison County.





Pending full performance of all of the terms and conditions hereof by the Developer,
Gunnison County shall retain said security and shall remain the beneficiary of such

security.

In the event of any uncured default hereunder Gunnison County in its sole

discretion, and without any other authority required, may draw upon said security up to its
full amount upon presentation by Gunnison County to the Developer of a written statement
by Gunnison County that such uncured default exists. Upon timely performance of all
terms and conditions hereof, said security shall be tendered by Gunnison County to the

Developer.

6. CERTIFICATION.

A

Not later than August 15, 2016 Developer shall certify o Gunnison County
whether the Developer's obligations regarding Improvements under this
Agreement have been fully and faithfully performed. Upon receipt of such
certification Gunnison County shall review the same and shall make an
independent judgment whether to accept the same in the sole discretion of
Gunnison County.

Not later than August 15, 2016, Developer shall provide to Gunnison County
Attorney a sworn affidavit, signed by the Developer's authorized
representative, that the Improvements completed have been paid for, in full,
by the Developer. The Developer shall be responsible for the information so
provided. Said written certification will be reviewed by Gunnison County, but
Gunnison County shall have no responsibility or liability to any party
regarding the veracity of the information so provided.

7. SCOPE OF WORK.

A.

The scope of work to be done by the Developer shall be to acquire, plant and
maintain 16 Blue Spruce trees approximately 10 feet in height, and the
instailation of a water soak system as identified in Appendix "A” attached
hereto and according to the cost estimate identified in Appendix “B” attached
hereto and incorporated herein by reference.

The conditions of this agreement and Land Use Change Permit No: 2015-27
are such that if the obligations hereunder of the Developer are well, truly,
faithfully and timely performed by Developer, and such performance is
accepted by Gunnison County in Gunnison County's sole discretion, the
Developer’s obligations to Gunnison County under this agreement, except as
set forth in 7.C below shall be at an end; otherwise such conditions and
obligations shall remain in full force and effect.

For a period of one year from and after the acceptance by Gunnison County
of all of the work described in paragraph 7.A, above, Developer shall, at its
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own expense, make all needed replacements to such work as shall, in
Gunnison County's reasonable opinion, become necessary. Gunnison
County shall have the right to retain the full amount of security for up to two
years following the acceptance of ail of the work described in paragraph 7.A
above, as security to ensure such replacement.

8. DEVELOPERS' DEFAULT. In the event of any default hereunder by the Developer,
Gunnison County shall give notice to the Developer specifying the nature of such default,
which notice shall be given by registered or certified mail with return receipt requested
addressed to the Developer at: 41883 U.S. Highway 50, Gunnison, CO 81230. In the
event the Developer does not remedy such default to the satisfaction of Gunnison County
within 14 days following such notice, Gunnison County may elect, in its discretion:

8.1. To specifically enforce the terms and conditions of this agreement;
8.2. To draw upon or otherwise obtain the benefit of the security;

8.3. To exercise any other rights and obtain any other remedies
provided by law;

8.4. To obtain from the Developer either an extension of Gunnison
County's security hereunder to guarantee the completion of the
Improvements only on the conditions (1) that suitable additional
security is provided the County to guarantee the construction of said
Improvements within the new time period determined by Gurninison
County, and (2) that Gunnison County determines that it would not be
detrimental to the interest of Gunnison County, the public or the
owners of property within the Project to allow such extension (3) that
Gunnison County determines that it would not be in conflict with the
conditions of the approved Land Use Change Permit.

9. NOTICE. All notices and other communications required or permitted under this
Agreement shall be in writing and shall be by registered or certified mail, return receipt
requested to the required party at the following addresses:

10. RECORDING OF AGREEMENT. Upon its execution, this Agreement shall be
recorded by the Developer and shall be a covenant running with the property herein
described in order to put prospective purchasers or other interested parties on notice as to
the terms and provisions hereof.

11. RETENTION OF POLICE POWERS. Gunnison County retains the power and right to
impose additional requirements upon Developer with regard to the Project if the failure to
do so would place the public or owners of property within the Project in a perilous
condition, or in the event of substantially changed conditions; that is, nothing in this
Agreement is or shall be construed to be a bargaining away of Gunnison County's police
power.

12. TRANSFER OR ASSIGNMENT. No transfer or assignment of any of the rights or
obligations of the Developer under this Agreement shall be permitted without prior written
approval of Gunnison County which approval shall not unreasonably be withheld.

13. TITLE AND AUTHORITY. The Developer expressly warrants and represents o
Gunnison County that it is the record owner of the real property constituting the Project,
and further represents and warrants, together with the undersigned individual, that the
undersigned individual has full power and authority to enter into this Agreement. The
Developer and the undersigned individual understand that Gunnison County is relying on
such representations and warranties in entering into this Agreement.

14. LITIGATION. Nothing contained herein shall prevent either party from obtaining a
judicial determination of the violation of its rights hereunder; provided however, that written
hotice to the other party advising the other party of the alleged violation, and advising that
in the event the matter is not resolved by the parties within 14 days thereafter, shall be a
condition precedent to the commencement of any litigation.

15. TIME OF ESSENCE. It is mutually agreed that time of performance is an essential
part of this Agreement and that all terms, covenants and conditions herein shail extend to
and become obligatory upon the successors and assigns of the respective parties hereto.

16. VENUE AND CHOICE OF LAW. This Agreement is entered into in Gunnison County,
Colorado and it is agreed that the exclusive jurisdiction and venue of any action pertaining
to the interpretation or enforcement of this Agreement shall be in the District Court of
Gunnison County, Colorado. The exclusive choice of law pertaining to this transaction
shall be that of the State of Colorado without giving effect to Colorado choice of law
principles.






17. SEVERABILITY. if any term or provision of this Agreement shall be invalid or
unenforceable, the remainder of this agreement and the terms and provisions thereof shall
not be affected thereby and all other terms and provisions of this Agreement shall be valid
and enforceable to the full extent permitted by law.

18. ATTORNEYS' FEES. If any action is brought in a court of law by either party to this
agreement as to the enforcement, interpretation or construction of this agreement or any
document provided for herein, the prevailing party in such action shall be entitled to
reasonable attorneys' fees as well as all costs incurred in the prosecution or defense of
such action.

19. HOLD HARMLESS CLAUSE. The Developer shall indemnify, defend and hoid
harmless Gunnison County, its officials, employees and agents from and against liability for
damages, injury or death which may arise from the direct or indirect operations of the
owner, Developer, contractors or subcontractors, which relate to the Project.

20. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement confains the entire and only agreement
between the parties regarding Landscaping improvements, and no oral statements or
representations not contained in this Agreement shall be of any force and effect between
the parties. This Agreement shall not be modified or amended in any manner except by
written instrument executed by both parties herein.

21. BINDING AGREEMENT. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the
benefit of the heirs, personal representatives, successors and assigns of the patties
hereto.

2015-2016 Race to the Top (RTTQI) Quality Improvement Program

This Quality Improvement (QI) Program MOU is between
Gunnison County (Council) and
Little Red Schoolhouse (Program Recipient)
for QI services described below for the period of July 1, 2015 through June 30, 2016 and is
contingent upon available funding.

The effective date is the later of July 1, 2015 or the date this MOU is fully executed. Council
may, at its sole discretion, allow QI services that occur between March 2, 2015 and the date
this MOU is fully executed.

Program Overview
The Race to the Top Quality Improvement (Ql) Program has been created by the Office of
Early Childhood at the Colorado Department of Human Services to help support the quality
improvement work and activities of licensed child care providers. Licensed early childhood
education programs that meet this description may receive:
¢ Quality Improvement grants for classroom learning materials, staff professional
development, substitute coverage/overtime pay for training attendance, and
technology support
e On-site Coaching to support Administrative and Teaching staff in quality improvement
efforts and implementing best practices
e A 100% FREE quality rating through the all-new Colorado Shines Quality Rating and
Improvement System (QRIS)
e Access to hands-on support and guidance throughout the entire process

Program Recipient will receive access to the following QI Resources. For specific resource
allocations and remaining balances, please login to ecConnect.ecclacolorado.org after this
MOU is executed.

QI Resources

Qualified Quality Improvement (QQI) resources will be made available to Program Recipient
based on a variety of factors, including the Quality Level (must be at least a Level 2), number
of classrooms, and need as expressed in the Colorado Shines Quality Improvement Plan (QIP).
Program Recipient will receive a minimum allocation of $300 plus $300 for each classroom up
to $1500 to support Qualified Quality Improvement expenditures and activities (QQI). If
Program Recipient is a Partially Rated Site, please see the Quality Ratings section for more
information. Council reserves all rights to modify the site’s allocation based on Colorado
Shines Level, participation in other QI funding streams, performance under this MOU or
specific needs of the site as identified in the Colorado Shines Quality Improvement Plan (QIP).

QQI are defined as any QI activity or expenditure that willimprove the quality of classroom
learning environments and provide professional development opportunities for classroom
teachers as approved by Council.

Examples of QQI include classroom learning materials; staff scholarships for early childhood
education college coursework; professional development for staff to attend conferences and
trainings; technology; child portfolio costs associated with online child assessment via
Teaching Strategies GOLD; teacher incentives/awards for completion of PDIS and other QI
goals; stipends for substitute coverage time for attendance of professional development
trainings and college coursework; purchase and implementation of materials related to
curriculum. All QQI must be tied to a QIP goal and approved by Council prior to

reimbursement or direct payment of QQI in accordance with instructions published on
ecConnect.ecclacolorado.org.

Coaching Support

Individualized coaching support for administration and classroom staff will be provided to
Program Recipient at a minimum allocation of five coaching hours per site with additional
coaching hours awarded based on number of classrooms. Topics and focus areas could
include: licensure, the Colorado Shines system and its rating criteria, child development, staff
development/planning, child assessment, developmentally appropriate practice, social-
emotional support, continuity of care, etc.

Coaches will work with Program Recipient to prioritize QI Resource guided by the QIP.

Professional Development Trainings
Program Recipient will have access to free or low cost professional development trainings that
will cover a variety of topics tied to Workforce Competencies and Colorado Shines.

Quality Ratings

There will be no cost for the quality rating. Program recipient will participate in a coaching
assessment with their coach to define QIP goals and set a target date and level for a
Colorado Shines rating. An Environmental Rating Scale (ERS) observation will be part of this
assessment. The coaching assessment will be conducted at the end of the program year to
determine QIP progress and ERS gains. If Program Recipient is scheduled for a Colorado
Shines rating during the program year, the results will be used to inform the impact of the
grant as well. Recognized alternative pathways into Colorado Shines will be honored. QI
Resources may be used to support Program Recipient to seek Accreditation (National
Association for the Education of Young Children (NAEYC) and National Association of Family
Child Care (NAFCCQC)) for all participating classrooms unless Program Recipient has other grant
funding to do so.

Partially Rated Program Recipient:

If Program Recipient received a partial Qualistar rating through the Infant Toddler Quality and
Availability grant or the Denver Preschool Program, Program Recipient will receive additional
support to get ready to re-rate under the Colorado Shines rating in the amount of up to five
coaching hours per classroom and $300 for QQI per classroom up to $1200. Program
Recipient agrees to submit a Level 3-5 Colorado Shines Rating application by either
September 30, 2015 or December 31, 2015 depending on the provider’s current rating
expiration month to qualify for these additional RTT QI funds.

Level 2 Program Recipient:
Agrees to complete a coaching readiness assessment to complete the Colorado Shines
Quality Improvement Plan (QIP) and determine a Colorado Shines Level goal.

Cross Walked Level 3 and 4 Rated Program Recipient:

Agrees to submit a Level 3-5 Colorado Shines Rating application according to the Colorado
Shines application submission timeline and based on the provider’s current rating expiration
month.

All licensed programs Level 2 or higher are eligible for:
A full Colorado Shines rating at no cost to the recipient and access to their QI Navigator and
coaching for support in preparing for their rating and clarifying any questions that may arise.

Provider Agreement

1. Provide access to the QI Resources referenced above. Ifitis discovered that the QI
Application contained errors or omissions impacting the QI Resources allocation, the
Council reserves the right to amend the QI Resources at any point during the program
period. QI Resources will become available to Program Recipient after completion of
the coaching readiness assessment and QIP.

Il. Program Recipient agrees to:

1. Submit an application for a Level 3-5 Colorado Shines rating, during the course of this
agreement.

Have the program’s Colorado Shines Rating published on the Colorado Shines website.

3. Develop and implement professional development plans for the program staff. QI funds
may be used for professional development opportunities as recommended by the Quality
Improvement Plan and/or Program Recipient’s assigned Quality Improvement Coach.

4. Complete data requests similar to the QI Application periodically to fulfil mandatory
grant reporting requirements.

5. Allow the Council to share aggregate data with partners and stakeholders and include

this data in its database and reports.

Coaching Agreement

The Council Coach(es) want to help you grow, change, develop, and achieve your program
goals. We look forward to supporting you as we work together to create a unique plan to
strengthen your already existing practices, integrate new ideas and implement techniques to
provide the highest quality care and education to the children and families you serve. While we
may sometimes challenge you toward higher achievement, our relationship starts with your
agenda, your values, and your initiative. You are responsible for your program and you will make
the choices about what actions to take and which areas we will work on together.

The Coach(es) and Early Childhood Education Provider agree to a relationship of sincere
honesty and openness. Only under these circumstances can the coaching relationship serve its
purpose well. Following are a few guidelines to make our working relationship as productive as
possible. If you have any questions, please call or e-mail your Coach(es).

Growth Goals

We will provide support, encouragement, accountability, perspective, and resources for you as
you pursue your goals. Together we will create a quality improvement plan, including regular
action steps, which you are committing to carry out. Since a significant part of our sessions will
center on these action steps, we may choose to cancel or reschedule our session if the action
steps have not been completed.

“Coaching” is a professional-client relationship with a Coach that is designed to facilitate the
development of professional goals and to develop a list of strategies as well as carry out a plan
for achieving those goals. You acknowledge that deciding how to handle these goals,
incorporate coaching into those goals, and implement these goals is your responsibility.

Cooperation

You agree to participate in any required meetings or Professional Development that may be
provided as part of the grant initiative that your program participates in. This includes meeting
regularly with the assigned Coach(es) and attending all scheduled meetings with the
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Coach(es). You also agree to cooperate with any Coach, rating specialist, classroom observer,
or data collector in the reporting of suspected child abuse or neglect observed. Please note
that the Council is a mandated reporter of child abuse.

You also agree to address any observed licensing violations within the period of time set by the
Colorado Department of Human Services Division of Child Care. The Council has an agreement
with the Department of Human Services to report any licensing violations observed by our staff
members or data collectors that rise to complaint level 0-3, according to the State Department
of Human Services Division of Child Care Complaint Investigation Guidelines. Mandatory
reporters listed above will notify the appropriate staff at your site if such a report needs to be
made and will work with the program on a plan to remedy the problem. The Council reserves
the right to suspend or terminate this agreement if serious licensing violations are not addressed
as required by the Division of Child Care.

Communication

We each agree to have an active email address and check it regularly. We understand that
email is a preferred communication method of the Council. We will respond to both email and
phone requests promptly. Please note that when 3 unsuccessful communication attempts occur
related to a specific request, one half hour of coaching time will be billed (i.e., 0.5 hours
deducted from your coaching allocation). At any time, you may contact the Council to
request an accurate balance of your coaching hours. Council-provided coaching may be
provided face-to-face, over the phone, or through other electronic options.

Scheduling

We agree to be diligent and to be punctual for our meetings so we can make the most of our
time together. We will try not to cancel or reschedule out of respect for each other’s schedules.
If it is necessary to reschedule, we will give one another at least 48 hours’ notice. Any coaching
visit that is cancelled by the Provider less than 48 hours in advance may be billed at half of the
time scheduled for that visit to cover the costs of the Coach’s planning time, travel to the site,
and/or time required to re-schedule. The hour(s) billed for cancellation will then be deducted
from the allocated hours for your program. If you miss a session, it is your responsibility to initiate
contact and reschedule.

Role of the Coach

The Coach will not be left alone with children while providing onsite QI support. The Early
Childhood Program shall not include the Coach in the staffing pattern to meet ratio
requirements while they are on site. The Coach, in his or her consultation activities, will not ask
the program to violate ratio requirements by asking a teacher to step out of the classroom. The
Coach will be cognizant of teacher responsibilities and priorities during debrief, feedback,
technical assistance and planning conversations.

Extra time

You are encouraged to contact your Coach(es) between scheduled sessions by e-mail or ‘spot
calls’ (about 5 minutes or so in length) with questions, struggles, thoughts, or just to touch base.
These contacts are included in your allocated hours. We enjoy delivering this extra level of
service and the extra contact will be beneficial for you. Coaching time may be billed for
preparation time spent prior to a coaching session and for individualized follow-up support after
a coaching session.

Confidentiality
The Coach(es) recognize that certain information of a confidential manner may be relayed
during consulting sessions. The Coach(es) will not, at any time either directly or indirectly, use this
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information to benefit the Coach(es) nor disclose said information to anyone else without
specific approval of the Provider. This excludes disclosure of child abuse, illegal, and unethical
activities. Furthermore, unless you choose to tell others that you are being coached, this
information remains confidential.

Termination and Refunds

If one party to this agreement feels wronged by the other, both have the right (and obligation)
to let each other know as soon as possible, in order to work things out in good faith. If a conflict
between the Coach and the Provider cannot be worked out, there will be an opportunity for
the Provider to work with another Coach. Either of us can terminate the Coach-Provider
relationship at any time. If we do, we will give each other one week’s notice. If you have
prepaid for any coaching sessions, which were to occur after the termination, the paid portion
will be refunded. If one week’s notice is not given, no refunds are due.

Guarantees

It is imperative for you to apply yourself if coaching is to be successful. Our work will sometimes
be very purposeful, goal-directed, and dependent on you doing some specific outside work.
Other times it will be very broad in scope, requiring time in reflection. Your real growth will come
from the processing and steps you take in the time between our sessions. You have also been
made aware that coaching results cannot be guaranteed. You are entering into coaching with
the understanding that you are responsible for your own results. You also agree to hold the
Coach(es) free of all liability and responsibility for any actions or adverse results as a direct or
indirect result of specific referral or advice given by the Coach(es).

Hours/Fees

Providers may be eligible to receive coaching services from Council through other programs
offered by the Council. Your participation in one or more of these Quality Improvement
programs may give you access to coaching services provided by Council in-house coaching
staff at no cost to you. The Council requires on-site coaching appointments to be a minimum of
two hours, and encourages longer visits when possible. Any on-site coaching appointment will
have a minimum one hour billed.

You may also be receiving additional coaching services from Clayton Early Learning. Their
coaching services are subject to a coaching agreement directly with Clayton.

WHEREAS, the Board has determined that the Gunnison County Public Works Department has
submitted a memorandum which says that a driveway exists on the subject property and is
required to be constructed in compliance with the requirements of the Gunnison County Road and
Bridge Construction Standards,

County, Colorado, that Land Use Change application No. 1999-44 is hereby approved as a
development of Minor Impact, with the following conditions:

5. That the permit is subject to compliance with the Gunnison County Board of
Commissioners’ Resolution Series 1998 No. 13, “A Resolution Adopting a Policy
Requiring the Implementation of Earthmoving Site Revegetation and Noxious
Weed control Plans for Development and Land Use Changes.”

6. That the existing driveway be completed per standards of the Gunnison County

Chair Swenson,

From our conversation | am sending you information regarding our purchase of two towers in southern Colorado on
BLM land. These towers are in Gunnison and Saguache counties. They are established towers that have been in
operation for over 5 years. They were built by a private party (Mark Jiganti) to get internet to his home in the
mountains. The private party has been working over 4 years to get a power permit to get power to one of the towers
(Flat Top). All that time the Colorado State Patrol has been waiting to locate their equipment on these towers to
improve public safety communications. They cannot locate on the Flat Top tower without power.

The private owner contacted Viaero Wireless to see if we would purchase the towers. He thought that we could better
upgrade the towers for public safety and keep reliable internet to all using the towers. Viaero agreed to purchase the
towers in April this year. We turned in the Assignor Consent form to the BLM in June of this year. Per the BLM this
transfer of lease should take 2 weeks. We have now been waiting almost 3 months. Every time | call Mrs. Medina at
the BLM office she states that they are overworked and more pressing projects need to get done. We finally received
the lease transfers in October.

On top of that, the private owner and Gunnison Electric applied for the power permit for the Flat Top tower in

2011. They are still waiting on the permit to be approved. Again, the BLM states that they are overworked and more
pressing projects have come up. They have had the state patrol call to say this is a matter of public safety and they do
nothing. They have had federal officials call and state this is a matter of public safety and nothing happens. Gunnison
Electric has stated that this is the longest running application they have ever had.

On top of all of this | have spoken with the new director of the Gunnison BLM office Elijah Walters. He stated that they
dropped the ball on the power application and it should have been completed long ago. But, instead of fast tracking the
application, he stated that it will take at least 4 months for his biologist to complete the work to approve the power
application and then another 6 months for fish and wildlife to approve the application.

Mr. Waters also stated that if we moved to an underground power line that it would still take 4 to 6 months to
complete. So, | then explained that we are looking at just 4 straight power poles with no t posts. Then we would put
spikes on the top of those poles to eliminate the threat of birds of prey perching on them. He said that did not
matter.

It looks like now we are going to be waiting another year to get this project complete. To me this is unacceptable to
delay this project even more. | have reached out to Senator Gardner’s Office, Senator Bennet’s Office, the state contact





for the BLM, and other state legislators. With all of them helping we still have not been able to move the power permit
any faster.

I need any help you can offer as we are desperately trying to complete the sale of these towers and upgrade them
before snow fall. This is a matter of public safety and it is absolutely ridiculous that a government worker can hold up a
project for 4 years! We really need your help in getting this project moving forward.

Mr. Waters,

It has been brought to the attention of the Gunnison County Board of County
Commissioners that there is yet another delay in the BLM completing the environmental
assessment for the power line portion of the Flat Top communications site in Gunnison County.
The Flat Top site is a critical link between the Los Ochos site and W Mountain for several public
safety radio systems and cell phone coverage.

As you are aware, the Highway 114 corridor through Cochetopa Canyon and up to the
top of North Pass has very limited radio coverage, and absolutely no cell phone coverage. Both
of these issues create undue risks for first responders operating in the area as well as the public
traveling and recreating in the area.

Local first response agencies, state agencies as well as the current and former owners of
this site have been working for over three years in trying to establish communications sites that
would fill this communications gap. The BLM has in the past been a good partner in these
projects, however the continual delays are proving problematic in completing this important
project.

We respectfully request that you to take whatever actions necessary to expedite the
completion of the environmental assessment for getting grid power to the Flat Top site. This
project should have been completed two years ago, and every delay needlessly endangers first
responders and the public.

FIRST AMENDMENT
TO THE
AGREEMENT REGARDING GROUND LEASE, CONSTRUCTION,
OWNERSHIP AND OPERATION OF A HANGAR

Between the
Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County
and
Avflight Gunnison Corporation

THIS FIRST AMENDMENT is to the Agreement Regarding Ground Lease, Construction,
Ownership and Operation of a Hangar, dated January 1, 1995 (the “Agreement”), between the Board of
County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado (the “County”) and Mid-States Millwork, Inc.
(“Mid-States”), K-Hangar, LLC (“K-Hangar”) and its successor in interest Avflight Gunnison Corporation
(“Avflight”).

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the County and Mid-States entered into the Agreement in 1995, and a Request for
Sublease of the Agreement was granted in 2002, which granted K-Hangar lease rights to a hangar on the
Gunnison/Crested Butte Regional Airport (the “Airport”);

WHEREAS, (A) K-Hangar desires to assign to Avflight and Avflight desires to assume all of its
rights and duties under the Agreement and have requested that the County consent to that assignment and
assumption and (B) Avflight desires to extend the term of the Agreement.

NOW THEREFORE, for valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged, the County and Avflight hereby agree as follows:

1. Relationship to Agreement. Upon execution by duly authorized representatives of the
County and Avflight, this Amendment shall become a part of the Agreement and shall be binding upon the
parties. The definitions, terms, covenants and conditions of the Agreement, including the default and
remedy provisions thereof, are hereby incorporated by reference and made a part of this Amendment, as if
they were fully set forth herein, and references herein to this Amendment shall include the provisions of
the Agreement. If any definition, term, covenant or condition of this Amendment shall be in conflict with
any provision of the Agreement, the definition, term, covenant or condition of this Amendment shall
prevail.

2. Consent to Assignment. The County hereby consents to K-Hangar’s assignment and
delegation and Avflight’s acceptance and assumption of all rights and obligations under the Agreement
effective as of 12:01 a.m. on the effective date of this Amendment.

3. Extension of Term. The Agreement is amended to replace paragraph 1.1 with the
following:

“The term of this Agreement shall be coterminous with the FBO Master Operating
Agreement and Lease, dated June 1, 2003, between the Lessor and Avflight Gunnison
Corporation, unless earlier terminated under the provisions of this Agreement.”

FOURTH AMENDMENT
TO THE
FBO MASTER OPERATING AGREEMENT AND LEASE

Between the
Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County
and
Avflight Gunnison Corporation

THIS FOURTH AMENDMENT is to the FBO Master Operating Agreement and Lease, dated
June 1, 2003, as amended (the “Master Agreement”), between the Board of County Commissioners of
Gunnison County, Colorado (the “County”) and Gunnison Valley Aviation, LLC (“GVA”) and its
successor in interest Avflight Gunnison Corporation (“Avflight™).

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the County and GVA entered into the Master Agreement in 2003, and a First
Amendment to the Master Agreement in 2004, which together granted GVA certain rights to operate a
fixed based operation on the Gunnison/Crested Butte Regional Airport (the “Airport”);

WHEREAS, the County and GVA have entered into several addenda to the Master Agreement
relating to particular facilities on the Airport: Addendum #1 relating to the fuel facility; Addendum #2
relating to Hangars Now. 1, 2, 3, and 4; Addendum #3 relating to Hangar No. 6; Addendum #4 relating to
T-hangars collectively known as Hangars No. 7 and 8; Addendum #5 and Second Amendment relating to
Hangar No. 4; Third Amendment relating to the modification of the aircraft maintenance and repair
requirements; and

WHEREAS, (A) GVA desires to assign to Avflight and Avflight desires to assume all of its rights
and duties under the Master Agreement and have requested that the County consent to that assignment
and assumption and (B) Avflight desires to exercise the right granted to GVA in Addendum # 5 to extend
the term of the Master Agreement and, in connection with that extension has requested that the County
consent to limited amendments to the Master Agreement.

NOW THEREFORE, for valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged, the County and Avflight hereby agree as follows:

1. Relationship to Master Agreement. Upon execution by duly authorized representatives
of the County and Avflight, this Amendment shall become a part of the Master Agreement and shall be
binding upon the parties. The definitions, terms, covenants and conditions of the Master Agreement,
including the default and remedy provisions thereof, are hereby incorporated by reference and made a part
of this Amendment, as if they were fully set forth herein, and references herein to this Amendment shall
include the provisions of the Master Agreement. If any definition, term, covenant or condition of this
Amendment shall be in conflict with any provision of the Master Agreement, the definition, term,
covenant or condition of this Amendment shall prevail.

2. Consent _to Assignment. The County hereby consents to GVA’s assignment and
delegation and Avflight’s acceptance and assumption of all rights and obligations under the Master
Agreement effective as of 12:01 a.m. on the effective date of this Amendment.

3. Extension of Term. The Master Agreement is amended to replace paragraph 5.1 with
the following:






“Term. Subject to earlier termination as hereinafter provided, the primary term of
this Agreement shall be the thirty-five (35) year period commencing on June 1, 2003, and
ending May 31, 2038.”

4. Elimination of Option to Renew. As a consequence of the amendment to Section 5.1,
the Master Agreement is amended to omit paragraph 5.2.

5. Minimum_Services Provided by Operator. Pursuant to Section 2 of the Third
Amendment to the Master Agreement dated September 12, 2011, as direct revenues from aircraft
maintenance and repair services have not equaled or exceeded direct expenses for those services, the
Master Agreement is amended to replace paragraph 3.2.5 with the following:

“Operator is permitted but shall not be required to provide aircraft maintenance
and repair services for general aviation aircraft utilizing the Premises and to provide such
equipment, tools and spare parts inventory as may be reasonably required for those
services.”

6. Subordination. This Amendment and the Master Agreement shall both be subject and
subordinate to the provisions of any exiting or future agreement between the County and the United
States, or any agency thereof, relative to the operation or maintenance of the Airport, the execution of
which has been or may be required as a condition precedent to the expenditure of federal funds for the
development or operation of the Airport; provided, however, that the County shall, to the extent permitted
by law, use its best efforts to cause any such agreements to include provisions protecting and preserving
the rights of Avflight in and to the Premises, and to compensation for taking thereof, interference
therewith and damage thereto, caused by such agreement or by actions of the County or the United States
pursuant thereto.

7. Uses of Premises and Improvements. Subject to the terms and conditions hereof and of
the Master Agreement, the County authorizes Operator to utilize and operate the Premises and
Improvements depicted on Exhibit 1 hereto, and generally known as the FBO Parking Lot (the “Parking
Lot”).

8. Rent Payments by Operator. For the use of the Parking Lot, in addition to any use fee
under the Master Agreement or any rental due under any other Addendum, Operator shall pay the County
an annual rental of $600.00 payable in advance in monthly installments of $50.00. If this Amendment
shall commence or expire by its terms at the middle of any month or year, amounts due for such month
and year shall be prorated. This amount shall be added to the Base Rental and adjusted annually in
accordance with Section 3.1.2 of the Master Agreement.

9. Fuel Flowage and General Aviation Aircraft Parking Fees. The Master Agreement is
amended to replace paragraph 3.1.3 with the following:

“Fuel Flowage and General Aviation Aircraft Parking Fees. Operator shall pay to
the County, as additional rental:

(1) a fuel flowage fee on all gasoline and aviation fuel, including Jet A and
Avgas, dispensed by it (the “Fuel Fee”). As of the date of this Amendment, Fuel Fee is
established by the County at $0.12 per gallon for all fuel dispensed. County shall have
the right to adjust the Fuel Fee from time to time, either by increase or decrease, by
written notice to Operator, provided, that in no event shall the Fuel Fee under this
paragraph charged to Operator be more than the Fuel Fee charged by the County to any
other entity selling fuel at the Airport; and





(2) an aircraft parking fee for all general aviation aircraft parking at the airport
for one hour or more (the “Parking Fee”). As of the date of this Amendment, Parking
Fee is established by the County as defined on Exhibit 2 hereto. County shall have the
right to adjust the Parking Fee from time to time, either by increase or decrease, by
written notice to Operator, provided, that in no event shall the Parking Fee under this
paragraph required to be collected by Operator be more than the Parking Fee charged by
the County to any other entity collecting parking fees at the Airport. Operator’s
obligation to collect the Parking Fee shall commence on January 1, 2016. The Parking
Fee collected shall be divided as follows: (1) for the first $62,857.14 of the Parking Fee
collected in each calendar year, 70% shall be paid to the County and 30% shall be
retained by the Operator; (2) for the Parking Fee collected in excess of $62,857.14 in
each calendar year, 50% shall be paid to the County and 50% shall be retained by the
Operator.

Additional rent under this paragraph 3.1.3 shall be payable on or before the tenth day of
the month following the month in which the fuel was dispensed and the general aviation
aircraft were parked at the Airport. Such payment shall be accompanied by a report,
certified by an authorized representative of Operator, setting forth the aviation fuel sales
for such month and the computation of the Fuel Fee and the general aviation aircraft
parked at the airport in such month and the computation of the Parking Fee, all in such
form and detail as County may reasonably request.”

10. Fuel Farm. As a clarification of intent, Addendum #1 to the Master Agreement is
amended to replace paragraph 2 with the following:

“Subject particularly to reserved rights of the County in Sections 6, 7.1 and 7.2
hereof and subject generally to the other terms and conditions hereof and of the Master
Agreement, the County authorizes and grants to the Operator the right to utilize the
Premises and operate the Improvements depicted on Exhibit 1 hereto, and generally
known as the Gunnison Airport Fuel Facility (the “Fuel Facility”)” and County shall not
authorize or grant to any other tenant or user at the Airport the right to use the Fuel
Facility.
