Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado may prescribe, revise and collect, in advance or 
otherwise, rates, fees, tolls and charges, including but not limited to availability fees, tap fees, and 
reasonable delinquency penalties for sewerage facilities; and 


 
WHEREAS, there have been increased ongoing operation costs for the cooperative 


agreement between Gunnison County and the City of Gunnison concerning the operation of the 
sewage treatment plant providing service to the Tomichi Division; and 


 
WHEREAS, Gunnison County must upgrade and maintain the connection lines within the 


Tomichi Division; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Tomichi Division currently serves a single customer; and 


 
WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Board of County Commissioners not to pay for such 


costs from the capital reserve; 
 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners that:  
 
1.   Schedule of Rates.  The customer currently served by the Tomichi Division will 


pay actual costs of operation and maintenance of the Tomichi Division.  Payments will be made 
on a reimbursement basis, billed by the end the month following each calendar quarter.  Amounts 
due will be considered past due if unpaid by the end of the calendar quarter following the then 
current calendar quarter.  Any past due account shall be subject to a penalty charge of 1% per 
month or portion thereof, and any past due amount may, at the option of the Gunnison County 
Finance Office, be certified for collection in the manner as though they were part of the taxes 
pursuant to Colorado Revised Statute 30-20-420.  


 
2. Tap Connection Fee.  There is a fee for sewer service tap connection within the 


Tomichi Division for each connection based on Appendix A attached hereto according to water 
supply size.  Water supply size is either the meter size or line size from the well to the structure 
when no meter is present. 


 
3. Excessive Connection Costs.  Sewer service will be extended to the property line, 


unless cost of such extension of service exceeds two thousand five hundred dollars ($2,500) or the 
product of the number of new users to be served by said sewer extension and two thousand five 







hundred dollars ($2,500).  Costs exceeding two thousand five hundred for a single user or the 
product of the number of new users to be served by said sewer extension and two thousand five 
hundred dollars ($2,500) will be the sole responsibility of the property owner(s) to be served.  An 
estimate of the total costs will be provided to users in advance of work performed.  Such work will 
be managed by Gunnison County staff.    


 
4. Minimum Charges.  The user connected to the system shall pay the actual costs 


four quarters per year whether or not the property is occupied or the sewer system is used. 
 
5. Perpetual Lien.  Until paid, all fees, rates, tolls, penalties, interests on delinquencies, 


and other costs shall constitute a perpetual lien on and against the property served, and any such 
lien may be collected in any manner legally permissible, including certification to the Gunnison 
County Treasurer as provided by law.  


 
6. Fees May Be Amended.  The fees hereby established may be amended from time

WHEREAS, pursuant to Colorado Revised Statute 30-20-402(1)(f), the Board of County 


Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado may prescribe, revise and collect, in advance or 
otherwise, rates, fees, tolls and charges, including but not limited to availability fees, tap fees, and 
reasonable delinquency penalties for sewerage facilities; and 


 
WHEREAS, there have been increased ongoing operation costs for the cooperative 


agreement between Gunnison County and the City of Gunnison concerning the operation of the 
sewage treatment plant providing service to the Antelope Hills Division; and 


 
WHEREAS, Gunnison County must upgrade and maintain the connection lines within the 


Antelope Hills Division; and 
 


WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Board of County Commissioners not to pay for such 
costs from the capital reserve; 


 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners that:  
 
1.   Schedule of Rates.  The rate schedule is adopted each year as part of the budget 


process and is available as Appendix A attached hereto.  The schedule of rates will remain in full 
force and effect for the calendar year for which it was approved.  The rate structure will be 
published in the newspaper and is available from the Gunnison County Finance Office at 200 East 
Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230.  Any past due account shall be subject to a penalty charge of 1% 
per month or portion thereof, and any past due amount may, at the option of the Gunnison County 
Finance Office, be certified for collection in the manner as though they were part of the taxes 
pursuant to Colorado Revised Statute 30-20-420. 


 
2.   Residential Sewer Fee.  User fees for connection of each residence, as defined in 


the Gunnison County Land Use Resolutions (LUR), to the Gunnison County collection system 
will be charged upon installation of the service line and the approval of the Gunnison County 
Utility Manager.  Residences with an integrated secondary residence are counted as if they were 
just one residence.  Multiple-family residences are considered commercial accounts for billing 
purposes.  User fees will be billed in advance. 


 
3.   Commercial Sewer Fee.  User fees for connection of units will be charged upon 


installation of the service line and the approval of the Gunnison County Utility Manager.  The fee 
amount will equal the product of the current residential sewer rate according to Appendix A 







attached hereto, the factor according to Appendix C, and the number of factored units according 
to Appendix C.  User fees will be billed in advance.   


 
4. Vacant Lot Sewer Fee.  A vacant lot sewer fee will be charged for each parcel of 


real property in the Antelope Hills Division which has sewer service available to that parcel but 
which parcel is not connected to the Division sewer lines.  The vacant lot sewer fee will start on 
the date of final board approval for proposed property developments, subdivisions, etc.   


 
5. Tap Connection Fee.  There is a fee for sewer service tap connection within the 


Antelope Hills Division for each connection based on Appendix B attached hereto according to 
water supply size.  Water supply size is either the meter size or line size from the well to the 
structure when no meter is present. 


 
6. Excessive Connection Costs.  Sewer service will be extended to the property line, 


unless cost of such extension of service exceeds two thousand five hundred dollars ($2,500) or the 
product of the number of new users to be served by said sewer extension and two thousand five 
hundred dollars ($2,500).  Costs exceeding two thousand five hundred for a single user or the 
product of the number of new users to be served by said sewer extension and two thousand five 
hundred dollars ($2,500) will be the sole responsibility of the property owner(s) to be served.  An 
estimate of the total costs will be provided to users in advance of work performed.  Such work will 
be managed by Gunnison County staff.    


 
7. Minimum Charges.  Any property connected to the system shall pay the minimum 


rate for four quarters per year whether or not the property is occupied or the sewer system is used. 
 
8. Perpetual Lien.  Until paid, all fees, rates, tolls, penalties, interests on delinquencies, 


and other costs shall constitute a perpetual lien on and against the property served, and any such 
lien may be collected in any manner legally permissible, including certification to the Gunnison 
County Treasurer as provided by law. 


 
9. Building Permit Shall Not Be Issued.  No building permit shall be issued for any 


building on a parcel of land in the Antelope Hills Division unless the tap fee for that parcel has 
been paid in full as set forth above. 


 
10. Additional Inspection Fee.  The first inspection of the sewer service line is included 


with the tap connection fee.  If an additional inspection is required, a flat fee will be charged for 
each additional inspection. 


 
11. Fees May Be Amended.  The fees hereby established may be amended from time 


to time by the Board of County Commissioners.  It is the intention of the Board of County 
Commissioners that a review of the fees and rates be conducted each year, if such review is not 
conducted, the then current fees shall remain in full force and effect. 


 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT these fees shall remain in effect until changed by

4. Tap Connection Fee.  There is a fee for water service tap connection within the 
Antelope Hills Division for each connection based on Appendix B attached hereto according to 
meter size.  The tap connection includes the cost of a Gunnison County water meter and required 
installation materials.  This fee also includes the first inspection of the meter.  If an additional 
inspection is required, the additional inspection fee will be charged. 


 
5. Excessive Connection Costs.  Water service will be extended to the property line,

Costs exceeding three thousand dollars for a single user or the product of the number of new users 
to be served by said sewer extension and three thousand dollars ($3,000) will be the sole 
responsibility of the property owner(s) to be served.  An estimate of the total costs will be provided 
to users in advance of work performed.  Such work will be managed by Gunnison County staff.    
 


6. Building Permit Shall Not Be Issued.  No building permit shall be issued for any 
building on a parcel of land in the Antelope Hills Division unless the tap fee for that parcel has 
been paid in full as set forth above.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Colorado Revised Statute 30-20-402(1)(f), the Board of County 
Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado may prescribe, revise and collect, in advance or 
otherwise, rates, fees, tolls and charges, including but not limited to availability fees, tap fees, and 
reasonable delinquency penalties for water facilities; and 
 


WHEREAS, Gunnison County must upgrade and maintain the water lines and treatment 
facilities within the Dos Rios Division; and 


 
WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Board of County Commissioners not to pay for such 


costs from the capital reserve;  
 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners that:  
 
1.   Schedule of Rates.  The rate schedule is adopted each year as part of the budget 


process and is available as Appendix A attached hereto.  The schedule of rates will remain in full 
force and effect for the calendar year for which it was approved.  The rate structure will be 
published in the newspaper and is available from the Gunnison County Finance Office at 200 East 
Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230.  Any past due account shall be subject to a penalty charge of 1% 
per month or portion thereof, and any past due amount may, at the option of the Gunnison County 
Finance Office, be certified for collection in the manner as though they were part of the taxes 
pursuant to Colorado Revised Statute 30-20-420. 


 
2.   Residential Water User Fees.  User fees for each residence will be charged upon 


final meter inspection by the Gunnison County Utility Department.  Any user with a three-quarter 
inch (3/4”) meter will be considered a residential user for billing purposes.  Additionally, all 
integrated secondary residences, secondary or accessory residences, multiple-family residences, 
townhomes, or condominiums will be billed at the residential rate.  Base user fees will be billed in 
advance and overage user fees will be billed in arrears.   


 
3. Commercial Water User Fees.  User fees for each commercial connection will be 


charged upon final meter inspection by the Gunnison County Utility Department.  Base user fees 
will be billed in advance and overage user fees will be billed in arrears.  The base user fee will 
equal the product of the Equivalent Residential Units (ERUs), seventy-five percent (75%), and the 
current residential base rate according to Appendix A attached hereto.  The ERUs will equal the 







product of the factor according to Appendix C and the number of factor units according to 
Appendix C. 


 
The base gallons for each commercial connection will equal the product of the ERUs and the 
residential base gallons according to Appendix A attached hereto. 


 
4. Availability of Service Fee.  An availability of service fee will be charged for each 


parcel of real property in the Dos Rios Division which has water service available to that parcel 
but which parcel is not connected to the Division water lines.  The availability of service fee will 
start on the date of final board approval for proposed property developments, subdivisions, etc.   


 
5. Tap Connection Fee.  There is a fee for water service tap connection within the Dos 


Rios Division for each connection based on Appendix B attached hereto according to meter size. 
The tap connection includes the cost of a Gunnison County water meter and required installation 
materials.  This fee also includes the first inspection of the meter.  If an additional inspection is 
required, the additional inspection fee will be charged. 


 
6. Excessive Connection Costs.  Water service will be extended to the property line,

 Gunnison County, in collaboration with Pitkin County, Garfield County, Delta County, Holy Cross Energy, 
the US Forest Service and the State of Colorado, is planning to develop a new enhanced public safety 
communications site on McClure Pass just off of Colorado Highway 133. Currently, the area between Marble and 
Somerset on Highway 133 has no cell service and virtually no radio coverage. The lack of radio and cell coverage 
diminishes the ability to communicate and endangers the public as well as first responders. 


The existing site, which is located in Gunnison County, is leased from the United States Forest Service 
by Gunnison County. The equipment currently in use is a low-power VHF repeater that operates on solar power 
only (no grid power). This repeater provides very limited coverage, and due to being solar powered, is susceptible 
to failure with heavy use, and on cloudy days. 


One of the primary goals of the project is to establish grid power at the new site. This will require power 
lines to be run from the bottom of the east side of McClure Pass to the new site, approximately 1.7 miles. Holy 
Cross Energy, one of the stakeholders in this project, has provided a scope of work for getting grid power to the 
site. Having consulted with the United States Forest Service and Scenic Byways, the decision has been made 
that a portion of the route will be underground to reduce the visual impact from Highway 133. The balance of 
the route will be overhead lines, attached to poles.  


The USFS is requiring an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) of the new site and proposed power line 
route prior to any work beginning. It is estimated that the cost of the EIS will be approximately $100,000. 
Projected cost of the entire project, including the EIS, is approximately $1,125,000.  


The counties and other stakeholders involved in this project are collaborating at every level; planning, 
design, construction and financing. Gunnison, Delta and Garfield Counties have extensive energy and mineral 
exploration activities taking place, which adds to the call load for emergency services, especially in this area. 
Continuing impacts of the economic downturn and the slump in fuel prices have negatively impacted participating 
entities ability to cover all costs of this project. Gunnison County has been particularly hard hit by the closure of 
the West Elk Coal Mine.  


We are seeking matching funds from DOLA, through the Administrative Grant, to provide financial 
assistance in completing the EIS and lowering costs to participating stakeholders. Completion of the EIS will 
enable stakeholders to move forward with the project, which will provide vital communications to the region. 


The projected timeline for completing the EIS is by the end of 2016. The target date for completion of 
the entire project is fall of 2017.

AMENDMENT FOR TASK ORDERS #1 
 
This Amendment is made this 17th day of November, 2015, by and between the State of Colorado, acting by and 
through the DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENT, whose address or principal place 
of business is 4300 Cherry Creek Drive South, Denver, Colorado 80246, hereinafter referred to as the “State”; 
and, BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF GUNNISON COUNTY (a political subdivision of the 
state of Colorado), whose address or principal place of business is 200 East Virginia Avenue, Gunnison, 
Colorado 81230-2297, for the use and benefit of the Gunnison County  Department of Health and Human 
Services, whose address or principal place of business is 225 North Pine Street, Suite E Gunnison, CO 81230-
2333, hereinafter referred to as the “Contractor”. 
 
 FACTUAL RECITALS 
 
The parties entered into a Master Contract, dated January 17, 2012, with contract routing number 13 FAA 00023. 
 
Pursuant to the terms and conditions of the Master Contract, the parties entered into a Task Order Contract, 
dated March 28, 2014, with encumbrance number PO FLA PSD1566972,  herein after encumbrance number CT 
FHLA2015000000000737 and contract routing number 15 FLA 66972, as amended by Grant Funding Change 
Letter #1, routing number 15 FHLA 77314, Grant Funding Change Letter #2, routing number 16 FHLA 
79230, and Grant Funding Change Letter #3, routing number 16 FHLA 84201, collectively referred to herein 
as the “Original Task Order Contract, whereby the Contractor was to provide to the State the following: 
 


Reduce unintended pregnancy by insuring access to quality reproductive health services to 
all Coloradans. 


 
The State hereby exercises “no cost” changes to the Contract and to the Additional Provisions within the current 
term of the Original Contract.  The State promises to increase the amount of funds to be paid to the Contractor 
by Forty Six Thousand Seven Hundred Seventy Dollars and Fifty Cents ($46,770.50) during the current term 
of the Original Task Order Contract in exchange for the promise of the Contractor to perform the increased work 
under the Original Task Order Contract.  
 
NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of their mutual promises to each other, stated below, the parties hereto agree 
as follows: 
 
1. Consideration for this Amendment to the Original Task Order Contract consists of the payments and 


services that shall be made pursuant to this Amendment, and promises and agreements herein set forth. 
 


2. It is expressly agreed to by the parties that this Amendment is supplemental to the Original Task Order 
Contract, contract routing number 15 FLA 66972, as amended by Grant Funding Change Letter #1, 
routing number 15 FHLA 77314, Grant Funding Change Letter #2, routing number 16 FHLA 79230, 
and Grant Funding Change Letter #3, routing number 16 FHLA 84201, collectively referred to herein 
as the Original Contract, which is by this reference incorporated herein.  All terms, conditions, and 
provisions thereof, unless specifically modified herein, are to apply to this Amendment as though they were 
expressly rewritten, incorporated, and included herein. 
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3. It is expressly agreed to by the parties that the Original Task Order Contract is and shall be modified, 


altered, and changed in the following respects only:   
 


A. This Contract Amendment is issued pursuant to paragraph 5 of the Original Task Order Contract 
identified by contract routing number 15 FLA 66972. This Amendment is for the current term 
of July 1, 2014, through and including June 30, 2016. This Amendment modifies the Original 
Task Order Contract by adding descriptive elements. The following provision modifications are 
incorporated herein by this reference. 
 
i. The following information shall be added as a supplement to page 1 of the Task Order 


Contract: 
a Contractor DUNS: 133115220 
b Classification: Subrecipient 
 


ii. The following information shall be added as a supplement to Exhibit A, Additional 
Provisions, of the Task Order Contract: 
a This award does not include funds for Research and Development. 


 
iii. The following information located on page 1 of 5 of Exhibit A, Additional Provisions, 


Provision #3, is hereby deleted in its entirety:  “Notwithstanding the terms contained in 
General Provisions of the Master Contract, Section 27, Annual Audit, for the purpose of this 
Task Order, the Contractor is a Vendor as defined by Office of Management and Budget 
(OMB) Circular A-133 (Audits of States, Local Governments, and Non-Profit 
Organizations).” 
 


iv. The following provision is added as Provision #23 to Exhibit A, Additional Provisions, of the 
Task Order Contract: “Per the private funding source, The Colorado Trust (The Trust) 
expressly disclaims any obligation to employees or independent contractors hired or engaged 
by CDPHE to assist CDPHE in carrying out its obligations under the Grant Contract with The 
Colorado Trust.  Employment or engagement of such third parties is referred to in this 
paragraph as “engagement.”  If CDPHE elects to engage third parties for such purpose, 
CDPHE will: (i) notify third parties that their engagement is subject to the terms and 
conditions of the Grant Contract between CDPHE and The Colorado Trust, particularly the 
right of The Trust to terminate its obligations under the Grant Contract between CDPHE and 
The Colorado Trust and discontinue funding; (ii) include the following language in any 
written agreement rights between CDPHE and any third party: ‘ third party Contractor hereby 
acknowledges that CDPHE’s rights under this agreement are subject to all the terms and 
conditions of a Grant Contract with The Colorado Trust.’ 
 


 
B. This Amendment is issued pursuant to paragraph 5 of the Original Task Order Contract identified 


by contract routing number 15 FLA 66972. This Amendment is for the current term of July 1, 
2014, through and including June 30, 2016.  The maximum amount payable by the State for the 
work to be performed by the Contractor during this current term is increased by Forty Six 
Thousand Seven Hundred Seventy Dollars and Fifty Cents ($46,770.50) for an amended 
financial obligation of the State for the current term of Two Hundred Five Thousand Nine 
Hounded Forty Seven  Dollars ($205,947.00) and an amended total financial obligation of the 
State of Ten Thousand Four Hundred Six Dollars ($10,406.00).  Of the amended financial 
obligation for the current term Twenty Three Thousand Five Hundred Forty Three Dollars

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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 


This Memorandum of Understanding (the “MOU”) dated December 31th, 2015, is between 
Gunnison County, Colorado (the “County”) acting by and through its Board of County 
Commissioners (the “Board”) and the Gunnison Hinsdale Early Childhood Council (the 
“Council”). 


Recitals 


A.  The Council is an early childhood council as mentioned in Title 26, Article 6.5 of the 
Colorado Revised Statues. The Council was established in 2008. 


B.  The Council provides policy and programmatic direction and is staffed by County 
employees in the Gunnison County Department of Health and Human Services.  


C.  The Council is not a separate legal entity.  


D.  The State of Colorado Departments of Education and Human Services have dictated that 
Early Childhood Councils who are not legal entities have written agreements with a “fiscal 
sponsor” setting forth the responsibilities and duties of the fiscal sponsor and the Early 
Childhood Council. 


E.  This MOU is intended to satisfy the requirement for a written agreement as stated on 
page 52 in Attachment C of the Request for Applications for the Development, Implementation 
and Expansion of Community-based Early Childhood Systems for the State Fiscal Years 2013-
2015 issued by the Colorado Department of Human Services.  


Terms and Conditions 


1.  Council shall be responsible for determining the goals, objectives, policies, program 
efforts and the ways and means to accomplish the goals and objectives of the Council. The 
County shall serve as the fiscal sponsor of the Council and shall employ the individuals who 
provide staff support for the Council.  


2.  All funds received for the benefit of the Council shall be deposited with and held by the 
Gunnison County Treasurer. Such funds shall be dispersed in accordance with the County’s 
policies and procedures for disbursements of County funds. All such funds shall be subject to the 
budgetary rules of the County.  The Council shall be subject to audit by County’s auditors.  


3.  All employees carrying out the work of the Council are employees of the County and 
subject to the County’s personnel policies and programs including pay and benefits programs.  
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4.  The Council shall review and approve budget information regarding the Gunnison 
Hinsdale Early Childhood Council at Council meetings and in accordance with the Council’s by-
laws.  


5.  The Gunnison County Manager and the Gunnison Hinsdale Early Childhood Council 
Coordinator shall sign state-required forms except for contracts requiring the approval by the 
Board. 


6.  In the event that any dispute arises regarding this MOU or the operations of the Council, 
the Council and County agree to attempt to resolve such dispute informally at first and, if such 
efforts are unsuccessful, through mediation by an agreed upon mediator.  


7.  The MOU shall become effective when signed by both the County and Council and shall 
remain in effect through the end of December 2016 and shall thereafter automatically renew for 
one year periods unless terminated by either party upon 90 days written notice. County and 
Council shall review this MOU on an annual basis no later than October 31st of each year.

Dear Ms. Brohl, 
 
We are writing in regards to following up on the letter you received from the Gunnison County Board 
of County Commissioners dated September 14, 2015 (a copy is attached for your reference) 
regarding the need to transition to new space for your driver’s license office due to the increased 
volume of service demand you have experienced and its subsequent impacts on county services 
located in the building space you are currently using. 
 
In the time since that correspondence we have not heard directly from you, but worked with John 
Swartout with the Governor’s Office, to identify spaces available for rent in Gunnison that meet the 
actual space needed for services. We agree that you will not find suitable space for $152.80 per 
month (the rate the county has generously charged since 2005) but we need to be clear that there 
are a number of spaces available in Gunnison that would suite the size needs you have along with 
having ADA access and facilities. It is important to recognize that although the state rented +/- 125 
square feet from Gunnison County, the square footage used was much more and it was those 
impacts to county offices and county functions that has driven the need for our request for the state 
to seek a more adequate space. Additionally, we have offered to personally take your staff on a tour 
of available resources in our community and that offer still stands. Simply put, you need to be open 
to paying a fair and market appropriate rate for the space needed to serve our citizens and 
communities in Gunnison County. 
 
We are beginning to think that your agency is preparing to withdraw from our community altogether 
under the guise of no available space for rent, and that is clearly not the case. If we do not have this 
service in our community then our citizens are faced with driving at least 140 miles roundtrip to 
obtain or re-new a driver’s license. Beyond the issue of placing an undue hardship on our citizens, 
there are no routes out of the Gunnison Valley that do not require driving over mountain passes and 
many times in winter this becomes a danger that should not be imposed on county residents because 
the services they pay for are not available here. We ask that you commit to maintaining an office in 
the Gunnison Valley and a minimum level of service to our citizens and communities.  We stand by 
our commitment to be a partner in helping you identify all possible opportunities to allow a successful 
relocation and uninterrupted service to Gunnison County.
