MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF
THE COUNTY OF GUNNISON, COLORADO
AND
GUNNISON VALLEY TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY

This memorandum of agreement, made effective the 1st day of April, 2016, by
and between the Gunnison Valley Transportation Authority (herein “‘RTA”) and
the Board of Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado (herein
“Gunnison County”) provides that:

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the Transportation Authority has requested assistance from
Gunnison County with fiscal agent services; and

WHEREAS, Gunnison County is supportive of the objectives of the
Transportation Authority, and its mission to provide and improve  air
transportation to and from the Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport and to
develop a long term and energy efficient public ground transportation system
within Gunnison County; and

WHEREAS, Gunnison County feels it is in the public interest to provide fiscal
agent services to the Transportation Authority.

AGREEMENT

NOW, THEREFORE, Gunnison County and the Transportation Authority agree
in consideration of the. mutual covenants contained herein as follows:

1) Gunnison County agrees to provide fiscal agent services for the
Transportation Authority.

2) The Transportation Authority is responsible for establishing the budget,
entering into contracts on behalf of the Transportation Authority, determining
what bills to be paid, when drafts are necessary for payment, submitting
vouchers to the County finance department, and establishing campensation rates
and benefits for employees, if any.

3) The Transportation Authority Board of Directors recognizes and understands
that Transportation Authority is responsible for the County administration cost of
this agreement.





5) Gunnison County agrees to hold monies of the Transportation Authority and only .
draw drafts on those monies as authorized by the Executive Director of the Authority.

6) Gunnison County shall have no obligation, responsibility or liability whatsoever to
pay any costs, debts, or liabilities of the Transportation Authority outside of those
submitted via voucher and properly authorized by the Executive Director of the
Authority.

7) The Transportation Authority's Executive Director and other staff members, if any,
are not and shall not be employees of Gunnison County and the Gunnison County
Personnel Policies shall not apply to their employment by the Transportation Authority
pursuant to this Agreement or otherwise.

8) Gunnison County shall have no obligation, responsibility or liability whatsoever to
pay for any costs, contribution or financial match for the Transportation Authority’s
Employee(s) health insurance or retirement benefits.

9) Gunnison County shall have no obligation, responsibility, or liability, contingent or
otherwise, for any vacation, sick time, compensatory time, and overtime or other
benefits for the Housing Authority employee(s).

10) In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, the
Transportation Authority is not an agent, partner, joint venture or employee of Gunnison
County. The Transportation Authority does not have any authority to bind Gunnison
County in any manner whatsoever.

CONSIDERATION

11)  In consideration for the services outlined herein, the Gunnison Valley
Transportation Authority will pay an annual sum of ten-thousand dollars ($10,000) for
administrative costs due in equal quarterly installments for the year 2016. Each year
thereafter, on December 31%, the amount will be adjusted based on the Consumer Price
Index (CPI-U) for All Urban Consumers, All Items, Denver-Boulder Area. The price
adjustment rate will be determined by comparing the percentage difference between the
CPI in effect for the base year six month average (January through June of 2016); and
the (January through June) six month average for each year thereafter. The percentage
difference between those two CPI issues will be the price adjustment rate. No
retroactive contract price adjustments will be allowed.

TERM

12) The term of this Agreement shall begin upon signing by all parties to the Agreement
and ends December 31, 2021. At the end of the initial term, the contract shall
automatically renew for an additional term of five years, unless otherwise terminated
pursuant to this Agreement. Each term of the agreement is subject to an annual budget
appropriation by the RTA.

DESIGNATION OF COUNTY MANAGER

13) Gunnison County designates the Gunnison County Manager as the Administrator
for this Agreement, and all questions in regard to this agreement should be referred to
that person.

INDEMNIFICATION

14) The Transportation Authority agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless the
Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County and Gunnison County officers and
employees, from and against any and all claims or actions arising directly or indirectly
from this Agreement.

TERMINATION.

15) Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or
without cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination,
Gunnison County shall be entitled to compensation for services performed prior to the
date of termination.

NOTICES

16) Any notice, demand or communication which any party may desire or be required
to give to the other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or
rendered if delivered personally or sent by certified first class US mail, postage prepaid,
addressed as follows:

ENTIRE AGREEMENT
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17) This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties hereto with
respect to the subject matter hereof, and supersedes any and all prior agreements,
proposals, negotiations and representations pertaining to the obligations to be
performed hereunder.

MISCELLANEOQOUS.

18)  SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall be held to be
invalid in whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and provisions, or portions
thereof, shall nevertheless be and remain in full force and effect.

19)  AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to this
Agreement shall be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed by the
parties to be bound thereby.

20) NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. Nothing in this Agreement is,
or shall be construed to be, a waiver, in whole or part, by Gunnison County of
governmental immunity provided by the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act or

otherwise.
GOVERNING LAW

21) This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of
the State of Colorado. Exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any legal proceedings related
to this Agreement shall be in the state District Court governing Gunnison, Colorado.

COUNTERPARTS: FACSIMILE TRANSMISSION.

22) This Agreement may be executed by facsimile and/or in any number of
counterparts, any or all of which may contain the signatures of less than all the parties,
and all of which shall be construed together as but a single instrument and shall be
binding on the parties as though originally executed on one originally executed
document.

1. PARTIES

This Grant Agreement (hereinafter called “Grant”) is entered into by and
between Gunnison County (hereinafter called “Grantee”), and the STATE
OF COLORADO acting by and through the Department of Public Safety,
Division of Criminal Justice (hereinafter called the “State or DCJ.”).

2. EFFECTIVE DATE AND NOTICE OF NONLIABILITY

This Grant shall not be effective or enforceable until it is approved and
signed by the Colorado State Controller or designee (hereinafter called the
“Effective Date”). The State shall not be liable to pay or reimburse Grantee
for any performance hereunder, including, but not limited to costs or
expenses incurred, or be bound by any provision hereof prior to the
Effective Date.

3. RECITALS
A. Authority, Appropriation, and Approval

Authority to enter into this Grant exists in the Juvenile Diversion Program,
as defined in the Colorado Revised Statue §19-2-203, and under statutory
authority of the Division of Criminal Justice, Colorado Revised Statutes
§24-33.5-503, and under applicable program rules established by the
Division of Criminal Justice. Funds have been budgeted, appropriated and
otherwise made available and a sufficient unencumbered balance thereof
remains available for payment.

Required approvals, clearance and coordination have been accomplished
from and with appropriate agencies.

B. Consideration

The Parties acknowledge that the mutual promises and covenants
contained herein and other good and valuable consideration are sufficient
and adequate to support this Grant.

C. Purpose

The state Juvenile Diversion purpose is to prevent further involvement of
juveniles in the formal justice system. Focusing on holding youth
accountable for behavior while involving them in programs and activities
to prevent future criminal and delinquent behavior.

4. DEFINITIONS

The following terms as used herein shall be construed and interpreted as
follows:

A. Budget

“Budget” means the budget for the Work described in Exhibit B2 — Budget
and Budget Narrative.

B. Equipment

“Equipment” means tangible, nonexpendable property with an acquisition
cost of $5,000 or more and a useful life of more than one year. Software,
regardless of cost, is not considered equipment.

C. Evaluation

“Evaluation” means the process of examining Grantee’s Work and rating it
based on criteria established in §6 and Exhibit B1 — Statement of Work.

D. Exhibits and other Attachments

The following are attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein:
Exhibit A1 (Special Conditions ), Exhibit A2 (Grant Requirements), Exhibit
B1 (Statement of Work), Exhibit B2 (Budget and Budget Narrative), Exhibit

E. Forms

“Forms” are a type of document with various different blank spaces for
answers or information to document or request information and attached
as exhibits or provided to the Grantee throughout the term of this grant.
Forms will be periodically updated, changed, modified, adjusted,
transformed, amended, or altered at the discretion of the State and
provided to the Grantee to best meet the needs of the information being
collected and recorded.

F. Goods

“Goods” means tangible material acquired, produced, or delivered by
Grantee either separately or in conjunction with the Services Grantee
renders hereunder.

G. Grant

“Grant” means this Grant, its terms and conditions, attached exhibits,
documents incorporated by reference under the terms of this Grant, and
any future modifying agreements, exhibits, attachments or references
incorporated herein pursuant to Colorado State law, Fiscal Rules, and
State Controller Policies.

H. Grant Funds

“Grant Funds” means available funds payable by the State to Grantee
pursuant to this Grant.
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I. Grant Management System

“Grants Management System” (GMS) means any online electronic grant
system used to solicit, apply, review, manage, and close out a grant. (Use
of a GMS is established by the state agency or division managing the
grant funds).

J. Party or Parties

“Party” means the State or Grantee and “Parties” means both the State
and Grantee.

K. Program

“Program” means the grant program that provides the funding for this
Grant.

L. Review

“Review” means examining Grantee’s Work to ensure that it is adequate,
accurate, correct and in accordance with the criteria established in §6 and
Exhibit B1 — Statement of Work and Exhibit B2 — Budget and Budget
Narrative.

M. Services

“Services” means the required services to be performed by Grantee
pursuant to this Grant.

N. Subgrantee

“Subgrantee” means third-parties, if any, engaged by Grantee to aid in
performance of its obligations.

0. Work

“Work” means the tasks and activities Grantee is required to perform to
fulfill its obligations under this Grant and Exhibit B1 — Statement of Work,
including the performance of the Services and delivery of the Goods.

P. Work Product

“Work Product” means the tangible or intangible results of Grantee’s
Work, including, but not limited to, software, research, reports, studies,
data, photographs, negatives or other finished or unfinished documents,
drawings, models, surveys, maps, materials, or work product of any type,
including drafts.

5. TERM
A. Initial Term-Work Commencement

The Parties respective performances under this Grant shall commence on
the later of either the Effective Date or July 01, 2016. This Grant shall
terminate on June 30, 2017 unless sooner terminated or further extended
as specified elsewhere herein.
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B. Two Month Extension

The State, at its sole discretion upon written notice to Grantee as provided
in §16, may unilaterally extend the term of this Grant for a period not to
exceed two months if the Parties are negotiating a replacement Grant (and
not merely seeking a term extension) at or near the end of any initial term
or any extension thereof. The provisions of this Grant in effect when such
notice is given, including, but not limited to prices, rates, and delivery
requirements, shall remain in effect during the two month extension. The
two-month extension shall immediately terminate when and if a
gaplacement Grant is approved and signed by the Colorado State
ontroller.

C. State's Option to Extend

The State may require continued performance for a period of 1 year at the
same rates and same terms specified in the Grant. If the State exercises
this option, it shall provide written notice to Grantee at least 30 days prior
to the end of the current Grant term in a form substantially equivalent to
Exhibit C — Sample Option Letter. If exercised, the provisions of the
Option Letter shall become part of and be incorporated into this Grant. The
total duration of this Grant, including the exercise of any options under
this clause, shall not exceed 5 years.

6. STATEMENT OF WORK
A. Completion

Grantee shall complete the Work and its other obligations as described
herein and in Exhibit B1 — Statement of Work on or before June 30, 2017.
The State shall not be liable to compensate Grantee for any Work
performed prior to the Effective Date or after the termination of this Grant.

The State may increase or decrease the quantity of goods/services
described Exhibits B1 — Statement of Work and B2 - Budget and Budget
Narrative based upon the rates established in the Grant. If the State
exercises the option, it will provide written notice to Grantee at least 15
days prior to the end of the current grant term in a form substantially
equivalent to Exhibit C — Sample Option Letter. Delivery/performance of
the goods/service shall continue at the same rates and terms. If exercised,
the provisions of the Option Letter shall become part of and be
incorporated into the original grant.

B. Goods and Services

Grantee shall procure Goods and Services necessary to complete the
Work. Such procurement shall be accomplished using the Grant Funds
and shall not increase the maximum amount payable hereunder by the
State.

C. Employees

All persons employed by Grantee or Subgrantees shall be considered
Grantee's or Subgrantees’ employee(s) for all purposes hereunder and
shall not be employees of the State for any purpose as a result of this
Grant.
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7. PAYMENTS TO GRANTEE

The State shall, in accordance with the provisions of this §7, pay Grantee
in the following amounts and using the methods set forth below:

A. Maximum Amount

The maximum amount payable under this Grant to Grantee by the State is
$35,000, as determined by the State from available funds. Grantee agrees
to provide any additional funds required for the successful completion of
the Work. Payments to Grantee are limited to the unpaid obligated balance
of the Grant as set forth in Exhibit B2 - Budget and Budget Narrative.

The maximum amount payable by the State to Grantee during each State
fiscal year of this Grant shall be:

B. Payment

i. Advance, Interim and Final Payments
Any advance payment allowed under this Grant or in Exhibit B2 — Budget
and Budget Narrative shall comply with State Fiscal Rules and be made in
accordance with the provisions of this Grant or such Exhibit. Grantee shall
initiate any payment requests by submitting payment requests to the State
in the form and manner set forth and approved by the State. If a state
agency or division is using a GMS, payment requests shall be submitted
electronically by the Grantee and accepted electronically by the State
within the system. The Grantee shall maintain all grant related records
with original signatures on file within the Grantee’s record and in
accordance with requirements in §9.

ii. Interest
The State shall fully pay each invoice within 45 days of receipt thereof if
the amount invoiced represents performance by Grantee previously
accepted by the State. Uncontested amounts not paid by the State within
45 days may, if Grantee so requests, bear interest on the unpaid balance
beginning on the 46th day at a rate not to exceed one percent per month
until paid in full; provided, however, that interest shall not accrue on
unpaid amounts that are subject to a good faith dispute. Grantee shall
invoice the State separately for accrued interest on delinquent amounts.
The billing shall reference the delinquent payment, the number of day’s
interest to be paid and the interest rate.
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ili. Available Funds-Contingency-Termination
The State is prohibited by law from making fiscal commitments beyond the
term of the State’s current fiscal year. Therefore, Grantee’s compensation
is contingent upon the continuing availability of State appropriations as
provided in the Colorado Special Provisions, set forth below. If federal
funds are used with this Grant in whole or in part, the State’s performance
hereunder is contingent upon the continuing availability of such funds.
Payments pursuant to this Grant shall be made only from available funds
encumbered for this Grant and the State’s liability for such payments shall
be limited to the amount remaining of such encumbered funds. If State or
federal funds are not appropriated, or otherwise become unavailable to
fund this Grant, the State may immediately terminate this Grant in whole or
in part without further liability in accordance with the provisions herein.

iv. Erroneous Payments
At the State’s sole discretion, payments made to Grantee in error for any
reason, including, but not limited to overpayments or improper payments,
and unexpended or excess funds received by Grantee, may be recovered
from Grantee by deduction from subsequent payments under this Grant or
other Grants, grants or agreements between the State and Grantee or by
other appropriate methods and collected as a debt due to the State. Such
funds shall not be paid to any person or entity other than the State.

v. Retroactive Payments
[Does not apply to State Funded Programs] The State shall pay Pre-award
Costs only if (1) the Federal Notice of Award allows reimbursement for
Pre-award Costs by a Grantee or Subgrantee from Federal Funds or
Matching Funds, or (2) the Pre-award Costs have been specifically detailed
in Grantee’s grant budget, authorized by the State and incorporated in the
Budget for the Work described in Exhibit B2 - Budget and Budget
Narrative. Any such retroactive payments shall comply with State Fiscal
Rules and Grantee and any Subgrantees shall have complied with all
federal laws, rules and regulations applicable to the Work before the State
shall make such payments. Grantee shall initiate any retroactive payment
request by submitting invoices to the State that set out Grantee’s
compliance with the provisions of this Grant.

C. Use of Funds

Grant Funds shall be used only for eligible costs identified herein and/or in
the Budget. Grantee may adjust budgeted expenditure amounts up to 10%
within each line item of said Budget without approval of the State.
Adjustments in excess of 10% shall be authorized by the State in an
amendment to this Grant. The State’s total consideration shall not exceed
the maximum amount shown herein.

D. Matching Funds

Grantee shall provide matching funds as provided in Exhibit B2 — Budget
and Budget Narrative. Grantee shall have raised the full amount of
matching funds prior to the Effective Date and shall report to the State
regarding the status of such funds upon request.

8. REPORTING - NOTIFICATION

Reports, Evaluations, and Reviews required under this §8 shall be in
accordance with the procedures of and in such form as prescribed by the
State and in accordance with §19, if applicable.

A. Performance, Progress, Personnel, and Funds

Grantee shall comply with all reporting requirements, if any, set forth in
Exhibits A1- Special Conditions and A2- Grant Requirements and .

B. Litigation Reporting

Within 10 days after being served with any pleading in a legal action filed
with a court or administrative agency, related to this Grant or which may
affect Grantee’s ability to perform its obligations hereunder, Grantee shall
notify the State of such action and deliver copies of such pleadings to the
State’s principal representative as identified herein. If the State’s principal
representative is not then serving, such notice and copies shall be
csie==ivered to the Executive Director of the Colorado Department of Public
afety.

C. Performance Outside the State of Colorado and/or the United States

[Not applicable if Grant Funds include any federal funds] Following the
Effective Date, Grantee shall provide written notice to the State, in
accordance with §16 (Notices and Representatives), within 20 days of the
earlier to occur of Grantee’s decision to perform, or its execution of an
agreement with a Subgrantee to perform, Services outside the State of
Colorado and/or the United States. Such notice shall specify the type of
Services to be performed outside the State of Colorado and/or the United
States and the reason why it is necessary or advantageous to perform
such Services at such location or locations. All notices received by the
State pursuant to this §8.C shall be posted on the Colorado Department of
Personnel & Administration’s website. Knowing failure by Grantee to
provide notice to the State under this §8.C shall constitute a material
breach of this Grant.

D. Noncompliance

Grantee's failure to provide reports and notify the State in a timely manner
in accordance with this §8 may result in the delay of payment of funds
and/or termination as provided under this Grant.

E. Subgrants

Copies of any and all subgrants entered into by Grantee to perform its
obligations hereunder shall be submitted to the State or its principal
representative upon request by the State. Any and all subgrants entered
into by Grantee related to its performance hereunder shall comply with all
applicable federal and state laws and shall provide that such subgrants be
governed by the laws of the State of Colorado.

9. GRANTEE RECORDS
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Grantee shall make, keep, maintain and allow inspection and monitoring of
the following records:

A. Maintenance

Grantee shall make, keep, maintain, and allow inspection and monitoring
by the State of a complete file of all records, documents, communications,
notes and other written materials, electronic media files, and
communications, pertaining in any manner to the Work or the delivery of
Services (including, but not limited to the operation of programs) or Goods
hereunder. Grantee shall maintain such records (the Record Retention
Period) until the last to occur of the following: (i) a period of seven years
after the date this Grant is completed or terminated, or (ii) final payment is
made hereunder, whichever is later, or (iii) for such further period as may
be necessary to resolve any pending matters, or (iv) if an audit is
occurring, or Grantee has received notice that an audit is pending, then
until such audit has been completed and its findings have been resolved
(the “Record Retention Period”).

B. Inspection

Grantee shall permit the State, the federal government and any other duly
authorized agent of a governmental agency to audit, inspect, examine,
excerpt, copy and/or transcribe Grantee's records related to this Grant
during the Record Retention Period for a period of seven years following
termination of this Grant or final payment hereunder, whichever is later, to
assure compliance with the terms hereof or to evaluate Grantee's
performance hereunder. The State reserves the right to inspect the Work
at all reasonable times and places during the term of this Grant, including
any extension. If the Work fails to conform to the requirements of this
Grant, the State may require Grantee promptly to bring the Work into
conformity with Grant requirements, at Grantee’s sole expense. If the Work
cannot be brought into conformance by re-performance or other corrective
measures, the State may require Grantee to take necessary action to
ensure that future performance conforms to Grant requirements and
exercise the remedies available under this Grant, at law or inequity in lieu
of or in conjunction with such corrective measures.

C. Monitoring

Grantee shall permit the State, the federal government, and other
governmental agencies having jurisdiction, in their sole discretion, to
monitor all activities conducted by Grantee pursuant to the terms of this
Grant using any reasonable procedure, including, but not limited to:
internal evaluation procedures, examination of program data, special
analyses, on-site checking, formal audit examinations, or any other
procedures. All monitoring controlled by the State shall be performed in a
manner that shall not unduly interfere with Grantee's performance
hereunder.

D. Final Audit Report

If an audit is performed on Grantee’s records for any fiscal year covering a
portion of the term of this Grant, Grantee shall submit a copy of the final
audit report to the State or its principal representative at the address
specified herein.
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10. CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION-STATE RECORDS

Grantee shall comply with the provisions of this §10 if it becomes privy to
confidential information in connection with its performance hereunder.
Confidential information, includes, but is not necessarily limited to, state
records, personnel records, and information concerning individuals.

A. Confidentiality

Grantee shall keep all State records and information confidential at all
times and to comply with all laws and regulations concerning
confidentiality of information. Any request or demand by a third party for
State records and information in the possession of Grantee shall be
immediately forwarded to the State’s principal representative.

B. Notification

Grantee shall notify its agent, employees, Subgrantees, and assigns who
may come into contact with State records and confidential information that
each is subject to the confidentiality requirements set forth herein, and
shall provide each with a written explanation of such requirements before
they are permitted to access such records and information.

C. Use, Security, and Retention

Confidential information of any kind shall not be distributed or sold to any
third party or used by Grantee or its agents in any way, except as
authorized by this Grant or approved in writing by the State. Grantee shall
provide and maintain a secure environment that ensures confidentiality of
all State records and other confidential information wherever located.
Confidential information shall not be retained in any files or otherwise by
Grantee or its agents, except as permitted in this Grant or approved in
writing by the State.

D. Disclosure-Liability

Disclosure of State records or other confidential information by Grantee
for any reason may be cause for legal action by third parties against
Grantee, the State or their respective agents. To the extent permitted by
law, Grantee shall indemnify, save, and hold harmless the State, its
employees and agents, against any and all claims, damages, liability and
court awards including costs, expenses, and attorney fees and related
costs, incurred as a result of any act or omission by Grantee, or its
employees, agents, Subgrantees, or assignees pursuant to this §10.

11. CONFLICTS OF INTEREST
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Grantee shall not engage in any business or personal activities or
practices or maintain any relationships which conflict in any way with the
full performance of Grantee’s obligations hereunder. Grantee
acknowledges that with respect to this Grant, even the appearance of a
conflict of interest is harmful to the State's interests. Absent the State's
prior written approval, Grantee shali refrain from any practices, activities
or relationships that reasonably appear to be in conflict with the full
performance of Grantee's obligations to the State hereunder. If a conflict
or appearance exists, or if Grantee is uncertain whether a conflict or the
appearance of a conflict of interest exists, Grantee shall submit to the
State a disclosure statement setting forth the relevant details for the
State's consideration. Failure to promptly submit a disclosure statement or
to follow the State's direction in regard to the apparent conflict constitutes
a breach of this Grant.

12. REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES

Grantee makes the following specific representations and warranties, each
of which was relied on by the State in entering into this Grant.

A. Standard and Manner of Performance

Grantee shall perform its obligations hereunder in accordance with the
highest standards of care, skill and diligence in the industry, trades or
profession and in the sequence and manner set forth in this Grant.

B. Legal Authority — Grantee and Grantee's Signatory

Grantee warrants that it possesses the legal authority to enter into this
Grant and that it has taken all actions required by its procedures, by-laws,
and/or applicable laws to exercise that authority, and to lawfully authorize
its undersigned signatory to execute this Grant, or any part thereof, and to

" bind Grantee to its terms. If requested by the State, Grantee shall provide
the State with proof of Grantee’s authority to enter into this Grant within 15
days of receiving such request.

C. Licenses, Permits, Etc.
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Grantee represents and warrants that as of the Effective Date it has, and
that at all times during the term hereof it shall have, at its sole expense, all
licenses, certifications, approvals, insurance, permits, and other
authorization required by law to perform its obligations hereunder.
Grantee warrants that it shall maintain all necessary licenses,
certifications, approvals, insurance, permits, and other authorizations
required to properly perform this Grant, without reimbursement by the
State or other adjustment in Grant Funds. Additionally, all employees and
agents of Grantee performing Services under this Grant shall hold all
required licenses or certifications, if any, to perform their responsibilities.
Grantee, if a foreign corporation or other foreign entity transacting
business in the State of Colorado, further warrants that it currently has
obtained and shall maintain any applicable certificate of authority to
transact business in the State of Colorado and has designated a registered
agent in Colorado to accept service of process. Any revocation,
withdrawal or non-renewal of licenses, certifications, approvals,
insurance, permits or any such similar requirements necessary for
Grantee to properly perform the terms of this Grant shall be deemed to be
a material breach by Grantee and constitute grounds for termination of
this Grant.

13. INSURANCE

Grantee and its Subgrantees shall obtain and maintain insurance as
specified in this section at all times during the term of this Grant. All
policies evidencing the insurance coverage required hereunder shall be
issued by insurance companies satisfactory to Grantee and the State.

A. Grantee

i. Public Entities
If Grantee is a “public entity” within the meaning of the Colorado
Governmental Immunity Act, CRS §24-10-101, et seq., as amended (the
“GIA”), then Grantee shall maintain at all times during the term of this
Grant such liability insurance, by commercial policy or self-insurance, as
is necessary to meet its liabilities under the GIA. Grantee shall show proof
of such insurance satisfactory to the State, if requested by the State.
Grantee shall require each Grant with Subgrantees that are public entities,
providing Goods or Services hereunder, to include the insurance
requirements necessary to meet Subgrantee’s liabilities under the GIA.

ii. Non-Public Entities
If Grantee is not a “public entity” within the meaning of the GIA, Grantee
shall obtain and maintain during the term of this Grant insurance coverage
and policies meeting the same requirements set forth in §13(B) with
respect to Subgrantees that are not “public entities”.

B. Grantee and Subgrantees

Grantee shall require each Grant with Subgrantees, other than those that
are public entities, providing Goods or Services in connection with this
Grant, to include insurance requirements substantially similar to the
following:
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i. Worker’s Compensation
Worker’s Compensation Insurance as required by State statute, and
Employer’s Liability Insurance covering all of Grantee and Subgrantee
employees acting within the course and scope of their employment.

ii. General Liability
Commercial General Liability Insurance written on ISO occurrence form
CG 00 01 10/93 or equivalent, covering premises operations, fire damage,
independent contractors, products and completed operations, blanket
contractual liability, personal injury, and advertising liability with minimum
limits as follows: (a) $1,000,000 each occurrence; (b) $1,000,000 general
aggregate; (c) $1,000,000 products and completed operations aggregate;
and (d) $50,000 any one fire. If any aggregate limit is reduced below
$1,000,000 because of claims made or paid, Subgrantee shall immediately
obtain additional insurance to restore the full aggregate limit and furnish
to Grantee a certificate or other document satisfactory to Grantee showing
compliance with this provision.

iii. Automobile Liability
Automobile Liability Insurance covering any auto (including owned, hired
and non-owned autos) with a minimum limit of $1,000,000 each accident
combined single limit.

iv. Additional Insured
The State of Colorado shall be named as additional insured on the
Commercial General Liability Insurance policies (leases and construction
Grants require additional insured coverage for completed operations on
endorsements CG 2010 11/85, CG 2037, or equivalent).

v. Primacy of Coverage
Coverage required of Grantee and Subgrantees shall be primary over any
insurance or self-insurance program carried by Grantee or the State.

vi. Cancellation
The above insurance policies shall include provisions preventing
cancellation or non-renewal without at least 30 days prior notice to the
Grantee and Grantee shall forward such notice to the State in accordance
with §16 (Notices and Representatives) within seven days of Grantee’s
receipt of such notice.

vii. Subrogation Waiver
All insurance policies in any way related to this Grant and secured and
maintained by Grantee or its Subgrantees as required herein shall include
clauses stating that each carrier shall waive all rights of recovery, under
subrogation or otherwise, against Grantee or the State, its agencies,
institutions, organizations, officers, agents, employees, and volunteers.

C. Certificates
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Grantee and all Subgrantees shall provide certificates showing insurance
coverage required hereunder to the State within seven business days of
the Effective Date of this Grant. No later than 15 days prior to the
expiration date of any such coverage, Grantee and each Subgrantee shall
deliver to the State or Grantee certificates of insurance evidencing
renewals thereof. In addition, upon request by the State at any other time
during the term of this Grant or any subgrant, Grantee and each
Subgrantee shall, within 10 days of such request, supply to the State
gvidence satisfactory to the State of compliance with the provisions of this
13.

14. BREACH
A. Defined

In addition to any breaches specified in other sections of this Grant, the
failure of either Party to perform any of its material obligations hereunder
in whole or in part or in a timely or satisfactory manner, constitutes a
breach. The institution of proceedings under any bankruptcy, insolvency,
reorganization or similar law, by or against Grantee, or the appointment of
a receiver or similar officer for Grantee or any of its property, which is not
vacated or fully stayed within 20 days after the institution or occurrence
thereof, shall also constitute a breach.

B. Notice and Cure Period

In the event of a breach, notice of such shall be given in writing by the
aggrieved Party to the other Party in the manner provided in §16. If such
breach is not cured within 30 days of receipt of written notice, or if a cure
cannot be completed within 30 days, or if cure of the breach has not begun
within 30 days and pursued with due diligence, the State may exercise any
of the remedies set forth in §15. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary
herein, the State, in its sole discretion, need not provide advance notice or
a cure period and may immediately terminate this Grant in whole or in part
if reasonably necessary to preserve public safety or to prevent immediate
public crisis.

15. REMEDIES

If Grantee is in breach under any provision of this Grant, the State shall
have all of the remedies listed in this §15 in addition to all other remedies
set forth in other sections of this Grant following the notice and cure
period set forth in §14(B). The State may exercise any or all of the
remedies available to it, in its sole discretion, concurrently or
consecutively.

A. Termination for Cause and/or Breach
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If Grantee fails to perform any of its obligations hereunder with such
dlllgence as is required to ensure its completion in accordance with the
provisions of this Grant and in a timely manner, the State may notify
Grantee of such non-performance in accordance with the provisions
herein. If Grantee thereafter fails to promptly cure such non-performance
within the cure period, the State, at its option, may terminate this entire
Grant or such part of this Grant as to which there has been delay or a
failure to properly perform. Exercise by the State of this right shall not be
deemed a breach of its obligations hereunder. Grantee shall continue
performance of this Grant to the extent not terminated, if any.

i. Obligations and Rights
To the extent specified in any termination notice, Grantee shall not incur
further obligations or render further performance hereunder past the
effective date of such notice, and shall terminate outstanding orders and
subcontracts with third parties. However, Grantee shall complete and
deliver to the State all Work, Services and Goods not cancelled by the
termination notice and may incur obligations as are necessary to do so
within this Grant’s terms. At the sole discretion of the State, Grantee shall
assign to the State all of Grantee's right, title, and interest under such
terminated orders or subcontracts. Upon termination, Grantee shall take
timely, reasonable and necessary action to protect and preserve property
in the possession of Grantee in which the State has an interest. All
materials owned by the State in the possession of Grantee shall be
immediately returned to the State. All Work Product, at the option of the
State, shall be delivered by Grantee to the State and shall become the
State’s property.

ii. Payments
The State shall reimburse Grantee only for accepted performance up to the
date of termination. If, after termination by the State, it is determined that
Grantee was not in breach or that Grantee's action or inaction was
excusable, such termination shall be treated as a termination in the public
interest and the rights and obligations of the Parties shall be the same as
if this Grant had been terminated in the public interest, as described
herein.

ili. Damages and Withholding
Notwithstanding any other remedial action by the State, Grantee also shall
remain liable to the State for any damages sustained by the State by virtue
of any breach under this Grant by Grantee and the State may withhold any
payment to Grantee for the purpose of mitigating the State’s damages,
until such time as the exact amount of damages due to the State from
Grantee is determined. The State may withhold any amount that may be
due to Grantee as the State deems necessary to protect the State,
including loss as a result of outstanding liens or claims of former lien
holders, or to reimburse the State for the excess costs incurred in
procuring similar goods or services. Grantee shall be liable for excess
costs incurred by the State in procuring from third parties replacement
Work, Services or substitute Goods as cover.

B. Early Termination in the Public Interest
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The State is entering into this Grant for the purpose of carrying out the
public policy of the State of Colorado, as determined by its Governor,
General Assembly, and/or Courts. If this Grant ceases to further the public
policy of the State, the State, in its sole discretion, may terminate this
Grant in whole or in part. Exercise by the State of this right shall not
constitute a breach of the State’s obligations hereunder. This subsection
shall not apply to a termination of this Grant by the State for cause or
breach by Grantee, which shall be governed by §15(A) or as otherwise
specifically provided for herein.

i. Method and Content
The State shall notify Grantee of such termination in accordance with §16.
The notice shall specify the effective date of the termination and whether it
affects all or a portion of this Grant.

ii. Obligations and Rights
Upon receipt of a termination notice, Grantee shall be subject to and
comply with the same obligations and rights set forth in §15(A)(i).

iii. Payments
If this Grant is terminated by the State pursuant to this §15(B), Grantee
shall be paid an amount which bears the same ratio to the total
reimbursement under this Grant as the Services satisfactorily performed
bear to the total Services covered by this Grant, less payments previously
made. Additionally, if this Grant is less than 60% completed, the State may
reimburse Grantee for a portion of actual out-of-pocket expenses (not
otherwise reimbursed under this Grant) incurred by Grantee which are
directly attributable to the uncompleted portion of Grantee’s obligations
hereunder; provided that the sum of any and all reimbursement shall not
exceed the maximum amount payable to Grantee hereunder.

C. Remedies Not Involving Termination

The State, in its sole discretion, may exercise one or more of the following
remedies in addition to other remedies available to it:

i. Suspend Performance
Suspend Grantee’s performance with respect to all or any portion of this
Grant pending necessary corrective action as specified by the State
without entitling Grantee to an adjustment in price/cost or performance
schedule. Grantee shall promptly cease performance and incurring costs
in accordance with the State’s directive and the State shall not be liable for
costs incurred by Grantee after the suspension of performance under this
provision.

ii. Withhold Payment
Withhold payment to Grantee until corrections in Grantee’s performance
are satisfactorily made and completed.

iii. Deny Payment
Deny payment for those obligations not performed, that due to Grantee’s
actions or inactions, cannot be performed or, if performed, would be of no
value to the State; provided, that any denial of payment shall be
reasonably related to the value to the State of the obligations not
performed.
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iv. Removal
Demand removal of any of Grantee’s employees, agents, or Subgrantees
whom the State deems incompetent, careless, insubordinate, unsuitable,
or otherwise unacceptable, or whose continued relation to this Grant is
deemed to be contrary to the public interest or not in the State’s best
interest.

v. Intellectual Property

If Grantee infringes on a patent, copyright, trademark, trade secret or other
intellectual property right while performing its obligations under this
Grant, Grantee shall, at the State’s option (a) obtain for the State or
Grantee the right to use such products and services; (b) replace any
Goods, Services, or other product involved with non-infringing products
or modify them so that they become non-infringing; or, (c) if neither of the
foregoing alternatives are reasonably available, remove any infringing
goods, Services, or products and refund the price paid therefore to the

tate.

The Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion project is a pre-file program for eligible
youth referred by the District Attorney to prevent them from entering the
Juvenile Justice system. The target population is for first time non-violent petty,
misdemeanor and felony offenders who would otherwise be filed on in District
Court if not diverted. The estimated number to be served annually is 22 and the
cost per person is approximately $1,590.

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The Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program works to divert first-time,
non-violent juvenile offenders from the traditional court system into a skills
based program that emphasizes positive youth development. We believe that
future re-offense can be prevented if juvenile offenders take accountability and
responsibility for their actions and learn new ways of thinking. This philosophy is
based upon the belief that a youth can learn from mistakes and with support
can change habits and learn new life skills. The approach of the Gunnison
County Juvenile Diversion program has been and always will be to look at the
total child, not just the offense. The supervision approach is somewhat different
with each client as each youth is looked at individually and appropriate services
are established depending on age, cognitive abilities, parental support etc.
Focus is on fostering youth’s skills and competency in areas such as family
relationships, school issues, decision making, future goals i.e. college
and/employment, use of pro-social free-time activities and connection to
community. Referrals can be made to the school attendance advocate to meet
with the client to discuss a targeted school intervention plan. Mentoring is often
accessed to work on skills such as communication with parents, academic
improvement, independent living such as learning to budget and future
orientation plans such as jobs and/or college. Treatment approaches may
include referrals to outside agencies for services such as mentoring, mental
health counseling, substance use education and treatment. Under the umbrella
of Juvenile Services referrals will also be considered for the HB1451
Collaborative Management Program (CMP) Family Advocacy and Support
Team (FAST) to assess for appropriate multi-system services and coordination
of efforts including the evidence-based model High Fidelity Wraparound.

In Gunnison County the referral source begins with law enforcement citing a
juvenile into District Court for some type of criminal violation. The charges are
misdemeanor and/or felony in type but could include Marijuana Possession and
other petty type offenses that are summonses into District Court with the
possibility of these being filed in District Court. The District Attorney reviews
these juvenile cases before court each week at a juvenile team meeting that
includes the District Attorney, the Juvenile Diversion Director, the HB1451
Coordinator and the Juvenile Probation Officer to determine the most
appropriate course for each case and makes the ultimate decision on the
referral to Juvenile Diversion. All appropriate first-time and sometimes second-
time non-violent cases are assessed for potential acceptance into the Juvenile
Diversion program pre-file, with the majority of the youth reviewed being
referred. The Juvenile Diversion Director then contacts the parents and/or
guardians and the youth involved to set up a meeting before Court to explain
the referral and the specifics of the Juvenile Diversion program and answer any
questions or concerns. If the parents and/or guardians agree with the referral
made by the District Attorney, they advise the District Court Judge of this
agreement and an appointment is then made with the Juvenile Diversion office.
At this point in time, no charges have been filed on and no records kept on the
youth and the court process would be terminated.

The acceptance criteria for referrals into the program are youth ages 10-17 with
misdemeanor and/or felony charges at the pre-filing stage of the court process
as an alternative to the filing of a petition. The acceptance restrictions would be
that the youth not have prior charges or program participation unless there has
been considerable time between offenses or the charge is minor by definition.
The juvenile must admit guilt and take responsibility for their action and this
admission is part of the signed agreement.

The Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program strives to utilize the four
general principles of effective programs listed in the Juvenile Diversion
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Literature Review that include: systematic and standardized screening and
assessment of youth; reduced penetration into the juvenile justice system; use
of holistic, family centered interventions; and development and use of a wide
network of community-based services (Cocozza et al. 938; Dembo et al.,
“Arbitration” 29).The specific services provided include the intake and
coordination and case management of the entire process from beginning to
end. At the initial meeting with the juvenile and parents a contract is signed
outlining the specific requirements the juvenile will need to complete to
successfully terminate from the program. The methodology with all referred
juveniles starts with assessment. Through the intake process, informal
assessment information is gathered on all aspects of a young person’s life to
include family, school, peers and interests. Motivational interviewing, an
evidenced-based goal directed counseling style to help elicit change is utilized
in this assessment and in all sessions. This helps to not only gain factual
information but also begin to build a relationship with the youth and find subtle
ways to encourage hope for a successful future. This process helps the youth in
identifying strengths and talents that can be built upon as they design and start
to work towards goals. Assistance is given towards identifying how to change
behavior through cognitive-behavioral strategies and working with families to
encourage their involvement. The intent of the case management plan is to
identify and begin work on a targeted intervention of risk factors while the
protective factors identified become the building blocks of an action plan.
Supervision is one of the identified approaches that is proving to make an
impact on risky behavioral intentions in Juvenile Diversion programs (OMNI
Institute Statewide Evaluation of the DCJ Juvenile Diversion program).
Supervision is implemented in the program not just through case management
but in all areas of the youth’s involvement through school, mentors, wraparound
teams and treatment providers. Other identified approaches that are proving
effective are screening and assessment, accountability and competency
services and counseling. Besides the informal screening through the intake,
formal screening also takes place at initial sessions in house and includes the
youth taking the MAYSI-2 and SUS-1a to help identify mental health and
substance use needs. After the MAYSI-2 and SUS-1a are scored, if any areas
of concern are identified, referrals for counseling and/or treatment are
discussed with the youth and parent(s) for intervention and support.
Accountability methods for the youth include such things as performing
community service, paying victim restitution, and restorative justice to include
practices such as victim impact conferencing, victim offender mediation and
family group conferencing. Gunnison County Juvenile Services was successful
in obtaining a JAG grant to bring Restorative Justice Practices in-house. We
have hired a RJ Coordinator and victim conferences are occurring with referred
youth. Most juveniles are on contract for 6-9 months or longer if needed with
weekly sessions initially and later if things are going well the sessions could be
twice a month with weekly check-ins. If all has been successfully completed a
termination session is held with the youth and parents to outline what they have
learned and process and celebrate their success. Through the funding from
DCJ/Juvenile Diversion grant the Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program
anticipates working with approximately 22 youth at a cost of $1590/youth.

The Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program uses a graduated sanctions
model by determining if a situation warrants increased or decreased sanctions.
For minor infractions a youth may be allowed to stay in the Juvenile Diversion
program with added sanctions and/or interventions that include; additional
community service, counseling, referrals to FAST, and extended supervision.
Sanctions applied for a youth that continues to offend is the possible filing of
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charges by the District Attorney and a referral back to District Court. These
youth and the circumstances are reviewed on a case by case basis. The District
Attorney normally will not allow a youth to stay in the Juvenile Diversion
program if there is an additional major offense committed.

Should the youth fail to successfully complete the Juvenile Diversion program, a
referral back to the District Attorney’s office will be made for the re-filing of the
original charges. If the youth has re-offended while in the program, the new
charges and the original charges will be brought back before the District Court
by the District Attorney for consideration of charges being filed. These youth will
be closed out as unsuccessful participants in the Juvenile Diversion program.
Successful completion is determined by the youth meeting and completing all
requirements of the Juvenile Diversion contract, which includes no recidivism.
All charges at this point have been dropped and no further legal action is taken.

MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT
BETWEEN

THIS MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is entered into this ___ day of
, 2016 by and between the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS
OF THE COUNTY OF GUNNISON, COLORADO whose address is 200 E. Virginia,
Gunnison, Colorado 81230 (“Gunnison County”) and THE YOUNG AT HEART, SENIOR
CITIZENS, a Colorado non-profit corporation, whose address is 200 E. Spencer,
Gunnison, Colorado 81230 (“Young at Heart”).

A. RECITALS

WHEREAS, Young at Heart has requested assistance from Gunnison County in financing
a portion of its operational costs and administrative assistance for payroll services; and

WHEREAS, Gunnison County is supportive of the objectives of Young at Heart in
providing services to senior citizens in Gunnison County; and

WHEREAS, Gunnison County believes that it is in the public's interest to provide funding
and administrative assistance for payroll services for Young at Heart employees.

B. AGREEMENT

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the recitals above and the mutual covenants and
obligations contained herein below, the parties understand and agree to the following:

1. TERM

The term of the agreement shall begin retroactively January 1, 2015 and end on
December 31, 2021.

2. COMPENSATION

A. In consideration and exchange for Gunnison County's financial contribution,
Young at Heart agrees to and shall provide:

1. Nutritious, balanced lunches to senior citizens of Gunnison County
at least three times a week at the Gunnison Community Center or
through home delivery.





2. Quarterly updates to Gunnison County and shall permit auditing by
Gunnison County of all the Young at Heart’s books, accounts, and
financial transactions.

B. In consideration and exchange for Young at Heart's dedication and
services for the senior community, Gunnison County agrees to and shall
provide:

1. Support funds to Young at Heart to cover costs of General Liability
Insurance and Workmen's Compensation Insurance and contribute
towards personnel costs pursuant to what has been approved and
allocated in the Gunnison County budget.

2. Administrative assistance related to payroll functions for Young at
Heart personnel.

3. DESIGNATION OF COUNTY MANAGER

Gunnison County designates the Gunnison County Manager as the Administrator for this
Agreement. All questions in regard to this Agreement should be referred to that person.

4. GUNNISON COUNTY STRATEGIC PLAN

Execution of this Agreement will assist Gunnison County with its strategic measure to
promote optimal community and family health, safety and welibeing by providing good
or excellent services to senior citizens of Gunnison County.

5. INDEMNIFICATION

Young at Heart agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmiess Gunnison County, its
elected officials, its agents, and employees, of and from any and all liability, claims, liens,
demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable attorney’s and
expert's fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost, damage or injury,
including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind caused by the
misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of Young at Heart or its employees,
subcontractors or agents in connection with this Agreement.

This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement with respect
to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.





6. INSURANCE.

Young at Heart agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that Young at
Heart shall carry and maintain, in full force and effect the following insurance policies:

a. Workermen’s Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and
Federal law which adequately protects all labor employed by Young at
Heart during the term of this Agreement.

b. Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent for any injury
to one person in any single occurrence, Three Hundred Fifty Thousand and
No/100 U.S. Dollars ($350,000.00); and for an injury to two or more persons
in any single occurrence, the sum of Nine Hundred Ninety Thousand and
No/100 U.S. Dollars ($990,000.00).

C. Comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance on all vehicles used in the
Services, in an amount no less than $350,000 for any injury to one person
in any single occurrence and in an amount no less than $990,000 for any
injury to two or more persons in any single occurrence.

Comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance shall be at the sole cost and expense of
Young at Heart. The cost and expense of Comprehensive General Liability insurance and
Workmen's Compensation Insurance shall be funded by Gunnison County pursuant to
paragraph 2.B.1 herein.

Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Agreement, Young at Heart will provide
insurance certificates to Gunnison County, listing Gunnison County as an additional
insured, for the coverage's required herein which shall state that such policies shall not
be materially changed or cancelled without thirty (30) days prior notice to Gunnison
County.

7. RELATIONSHIP OF THE PARTIES,

The relationship of Young at Heart to Gunnison County is that of an independent
contractor, performing senior care functions pursuant to this Agreement. Young at Heart
is not an agent of Gunnison County, and Gunnison County is not responsible for the acts
or omissions of Young at Heari, its officers, employees or agents. Young at Heart
employees are not and shall not be employees of Gunnison County and the Gunnison
County Personnel Policy shall not apply to their employment by Young at Heart pursuant
to this Agreement or otherwise.

8. NOTICES.

Any notice, demand or communication which either party may desire or be required to
give to the other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or

TASK ORDER AMENDMENT #4

This Task Order Amendment is made this 4" day of March, 2016, by and between the State of Colorado, acting by
and through the DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENT, whose address or principal
place of business is 4300 Cherry Creek Drive South, Denver, Colorado 80246, hereinafter referred to as the
“State”; and, Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, (a political subdivision of the state of
Colorado) 200 East Virginia Avenue Gunnison, Colorado 81230 for the use and benefit of Gunnison County
Department of Health and Human Services, whose address or principal place of business is 225 North Pine
Street Suite E, Gunnison, Colorado 81230, hereinafter referred to as the “Contractor”.

FACTUAL RECITALS

The parties entered into a Master Contract dated January 17, 2012, with encumbrance number PO FJA
EPR1341898, and task order contract routing number 13 FAA 00023, hereafter referred to as the “Original Task
Order Contract”, whereby the Contractor was to provide to the State the following:

CDC's Office of Public Health Preparedness and Response, Division of State and Local Readiness,
administers funds for preparedness activities to state and local public health systems. The Public Health
Emergency Preparedness Program (PHEP) supports public health departments across the nation to
upgrade their ability to effectively respond to a range of public health threats, including infectious diseases,
natural disasters, and biological, chemical, nuclear, and radiological events. In the state of Colorado,
preparedness activities funded by the PHEP cooperative agreement are coordinated by the Colorado
Department of Public Health and Environment, Office of Emergency Preparedness and Response. These
activities are targeted specifically for the development of emergency-ready public health agencies that are
flexible and adaptable.

The State promises to increase the amount of funds to be paid to the Contractor by Nineteen Thousand Six
Hundred Fifty Nine Dollars, ($19,659.00) for the renewal term of One year, ending on June 30, 2017, in
exchange for the promise of the Contractor to perform the increased specifications to the work described herein.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of their mutual promises to each other, stated below, the parties hereto agree
as follows:

1. Consideration for this Task Order Amendment to the Original Task Order Contract consists of the
payments and services that shall be made pursuant to this Task Order Amendment, and promises and
agreements herein set forth.

2. It is expressly agreed to by the parties that this Task Order Amendment is supplemental to the Original
Task Order Contract, contract routing number 13 FJA 41898, as amended by Amendment for Task
Order #1, with contract routing number 14 FJA 53976, as amended by Amendment for Task Order
#2, with contract routing number 15 FHJA 65590, as amended by Amendment for Task Order #3,
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with contract routing number 16 FHJA 79717, collectively referred to herein as the Original Task Order
Contract, which is by this reference incorporated herein. All terms, conditions, and provisions thereof,
unless specifically modified herein, are to apply to this Task Order Amendment as though they were
expressly rewritten, incorporated, and included herein.

3. It is expressly agreed to by the parties that the Original Task Order Contract is and shall be modified,
altered, and changed in the following respects only:

A The following new provision is hereby added to the body of the Original Contract:

Performance Outside the State of Colorado and/or the United States

[Not applicable if Contract Funds include any federal funds]

Following the Effective Date, Contractor shall provide written notice to the State, in accordance
with the Notices and Representatives provision, within 20 days of the earlier to occur of
Contractor’s decision to perform, or its execution of an agreement with a Subcontractor to
perform, Services outside the State of Colorado and/or the United States. Such notice shall specify
the type of Services to be performed outside the State of Colorado and/or the United States and the
reason why it is necessary or advantageous to perform such Services at such location or locations.
All notices received by the State pursuant to this provision shall be posted on the Colorado
Department of Personnel & Administration’s website. Knowing failure by Contractor to provide
notice to the State under this provision shall constitute a material breach of this Contract.

B. This Task Order Amendment is issued pursuant to paragraph 5. of the Original Task Order
Contract. This Task Order Amendment is for the renewal term of July 01, 2016, through and
including June 30, 2017. The maximum amount payable by the State for the work to be
performed by the Contractor during this renewal term is Nineteen Thousand Six Hundred Fifty
Nine Dollars, ($19,659.00) for an amended total contract financial obligation of the State of
Ninety Seven Thousand One Hundred Eleven Dollars, ($97,111.00).

This is an increase of Nineteen Thousand Six Hundred Fifty Nine Dollars, ($19,659.00) of the
amount payable from the previous term.

Of the maximum amount for this renewal term Zero Dollars, ($0.00) are attributable to a funding
source of the State of Colorado and Nineteen Thousand Six Hundred Fifty Nine Dollars,
($19,659.00) are attributable to a funding source of the United States Government (see Catalog of
Federal Domestic Assistance (CFDA) number 93.069).

Of the amended total financial obligation of the State referenced above Zero Dollars, ($0.00) are
attributable to a funding source of the State of Colorado and Nineteen Thousand Six Hundred
Fifty Nine Dollars, ($19,659.00) are attributable to a funding source of the United States
Government.

The revised specifications to the original Statement of Work and revised Budget, if any, for this
renewal term are incorporated herein by this reference and identified as “Exhibit J” and “Exhibit
K”.

C. The following provision is added to the original contract: The Grant Funding Letter is
incorporated herein by this reference and identified as "Exhibit L".

The Original Task Order Contract is modified accordingly. All other terms and conditions of the Original
Task Order Contract are reaffirmed.

4. The Effective Date of this Task Order Amendment is July 01, 2016, or upon approval of the State
Controller, or an authorized delegate thereof, whichever is later.

5. Except for the General Provisions and Special Provisions of the Original Task Order Contract, in the event
of any conflict, inconsistency, variance, or contradiction between the terms and provisions of this Task
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Order Amendment and any of the terms and provisions of the Original Task Order Contract, the terms and
provisions of this Task Order Amendment shall in all respects supersede, govern, and control. The Special
Provisions shall always control over other provisions of the Original Task Order Contract or any
subsequent Task Order Amendments thereto. The representations in the Special Provisions to the Original
Task Order Contract concerning the absence of personal interest of state of Colorado employees are
presently reaffirmed.

CONTRACT AGREEMENT

This agreement is made between Output Services, Inc., 6410
Odell Place, Boulder, Colorado 80301 ("OSI") and the Gunnison County Clerk and
Recorder’s office, 221 N. Wisconsin, Suite C, Gunnison, CO, 81230 (CUSTOMER)

1. SUBJECT MATTER OF THE AGREEMENT
OSI agrees to provide and the Customer agrees to purchase on the
terms and conditions contained in the Agreement and the
Appendices attached hereto the Services described in Section 3
below and commencing on the Commencement Date; and, if
required, the Additional Services described in Section 4 below.

2. DEFINITIONS
For the purpose of the Agreement:

2.1 "Service" means the output service as detailed in Section 3 below, but
does not include any service of the nature included under Section 4 of
this Agreement.

2.2 "Additional Services'" refers to the supplementary services detailed in
Section 4 of this Agreement.

2.3 "Effective Date" means the date agreed upon by the Customer and
OSIl when a particular service becomes subject to this Agreement, as
indicated in Appendix 1 hereof or on any Supplemental Service
Schedule executed by both parties from fime to fime.

2.4"Commencement Date" is the date of this contract.

2.5 "Turnaround Time" means the elapsed time between receipt of valid
data, all insert materials, approvals and any items necessary to
processing by OSI, and completion of the corresponding service.

2.6 "Customer Data" means the accurate information, insert materials,
approvals and any other items necessary in order for OSI to properly
complete its output services in a timely manner. Customer Data
means that it is accurate, valid, complete, and timely in order that OSI
may meet its obligations under this Agreement.





3. DESCRIPTION OF THE SERVICE

3.1 OSI will provide, from Customer Data, services for all items detailed in
Appendix 1. These services will include, but will not be limited to, the
printing and mailing of documents.

3.2 OSI will receive Customer Data for the Customer's requests and OSI will
properly secure all Customer Data. Customer Data shall remain the
property of the Customer and OSI shall have no ownership rights to the
data.

3.3 OSI will affix the proper postage from a postage account which has
been prepaid by the Customer for jobs requesting USPS delivery.

3.4 All items will be produced by OSI and mailed or returned in a timely
manner as dictated by the Customer Data and the Service Level
Agreement in Addendum A, not including weekends and postal
holidays.

3.5 OSI will perform special audits tied to printing and mailing
requirements.

3.6 Upon Customer request OSI will provide quarterly performance reports
to Customer. Such reports are to include relevant performance
meftrics including, but not limited to: file received date, file run date,
mail date, and number of items printed and mailed.

4. ADDITIONAL SERVICES

4.1 OSI will warehouse supplied materials as determined by the Customer
for each specific job.

4.2 OSI will provide reasonable computer programming support as
requested by the Customer. These services will support and enhance
the document production process with any modifications and
alterations required by the Customer. Major changes to the operating
system which may require extensive programming changes will be
billed at OSI's current hourly rate for programming support.

5. CHARGES
The Customer shall pay to OSI at the times and in the manner herein
provided:

5.1 The charge for the service as indicated in Appendix 1 hereof. The
Customer agrees to pay in full all charges for services within thirty (30)
days of the receipt of the invoice, unless a mutually agreed upon
unresolved discrepancy as outlined in 5.4 exists whereupon the
Customer will pay undisputed charges of the services provided by OSI.





5.2 During the term of Agreement, the Customer may elect to alter the
composition of the service, by requesting additional services or adding
to the quantities of existing services, subject to the approval of OSI as
to such changes or additions and subject to the approval of the
Customer as to any alteration(s) in the monthly charges as a result of
such changes or additions. Such changes or additions shall be
reflected in a Supplemental Service Schedule and any alteration(s) in
the charges therefore shall be reflected in a revised Appendix 1.

5.3 All charges payable by the Customer under this Agreement are
exclusive of all sales, use, and similar taxes in the event any such taxes
are applicable.

5.4 Should the Customer have any questions or complaints regarding any
invoices received from OSI, the Customer shall communicate such
questions or complaints to OSI within thirty (30) days of the date of the
invoice.

MEMORANDUM AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this ___ day of May, 2016, by and between the CITY OF
GUNNISON, a Colorado home rule municipality, hereinafter called “CITY,” and the BOARD OF COUNTY
COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF GUNNISON, a political subdivision of the State of Colorado,
hereinafter called “COUNTY,” WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, in 1938 the City and County jointly purchased 160 acres that today is the primary
access to the Hartman Rocks Recreation Area managed by the Bureau of Land Management; and

WHEREAS, long term management of this unique habitat and recreation resource is a shared
program of the BLM, CITY and COUNTY; and

WHEREAS, there is tremendous community support for the Hartman Rocks Recreation Area as
witnessed by the many volunteer hours donated to maintain the Area; and

WHEREAS, the CITY and COUNTY jointly were awarded Great Outdoors Colorado grants for
master planning and development of base amenities to the Hartman Rocks Area; and

Taxiway A Rehabilitation (Between TWs Al and A3)
AIP Project No. 3-08-0030-050

This project will consist of prepating construction plans, contract documents, technical specifications, a
construction safety and phasing plan and the engineer’s design report for the project described below.
Bidding services will also be provided, followed by construction administration, preparation of a construction
management plan, onsite construction coordination, and preparation of record drawings and the final

construction report.

DESCRIPTION:

The existing surface of Taxiway A between Taxiways Al and A3 consists of heavily worn and distressed
asphalt pavement with alligator, block, and linear cracking. Taxiway A between Taxiways A2 and A3
underwent its last major rehabilitation in 2002, while Taxiway A between Taxiways Al and A2 has not seen
any major rehabilitation since 1992. Additionally, a small section of the original concrete from Taxiway A3
remains in place, and is severely damaged by ASR and linear ctacking. In order to prevent further damage and
ensure the safety of taxiing aircraft on this section of Taxiway A, the concrete at Taxiway A3 will be removed
and rebuilt, and the remaining arcas will be milled and overlaid.

In addition to the pavement ovetlay, a nonstandard section of earthwork inside the safety atea to the south of
the Runway 6 blast pad will be re-graded to bring the area back into compliance.

Special Considerations

The proposed pavement investigation and topographical survey for design, Quality Assurance (QA) testing,
and as-built sutvey will be performed by subconsultants and included in Part B — Special Services. Parts A
and B and the phases ate described in more detail below. Based on the Engineer’s pteliminary cost estimate,

the estimated construction cost is approximately $1.1 million.
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PART A - BASIC SERVICES

Part A — Basic Setvices will consist of the preliminaty design phase, design phase, and bidding phase.

1.0  Preliminary Design Phase

1.1 Preliminary Meetings with the Sponsor and FAA. Meetings with the Sponsor and the FAA will
take place to determine critical dates, establish the proposed design schedule, AIP development schedule and
scope meeting schedule, determine the feasibility of the proposed work and to establish the need for
topographical surveying and pavement investigation/geotechnical testing. Various meetings during the
design phase will also be conducted to review the progtess of the design and discuss construction details,
proposed time frame of the construction, and special requitements of the project. A preliminary meeting was
held at Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airpott to discuss the need for a preliminary design report to
establish the approach to the project. Any additional preliminary meetings will be conducted by conference

call.

1.2 Project Development. This task includes establishing the scope of wotk for the Taxiway A
rehabilitation project after meetings with the Sponsor and the FAA. The technical requitements of the
project will be reviewed in order to determine the specific elements needed. Each item of the scope will be
described in detail, and subconsultant tasks will also be included

1.3  Coordinate Topographical Surveying. This task includes preparing the requirements for the
topogtaphical sutvey, establishing the limits of work, and scheduling the survey. Topographical survey will
include the existing pavement and surrounding areas of Taxiway A. Negotiating with the surveying firm for a
cost for the work is also included in this item. The applicable requirements of AC 150/5300-18B — General
Guidance and Specifications for Submission of Aeronautical Surveys to NGS: Field Data Collection and
Geographic Information System (GIS) Standards will be followed to ensure compliance with FAA
requirements.

1.4  Coordinate Pavement Investigation. This task includes preparing the requirements for the
pavement sampling, establishing the limits of the work area, and scheduling time for testing to be completed.
Negotiating with the geotechnical fitm for a cost for the work is included in this item. To supplement the
geotechnical investigation, the airport will provide historical geotechnical tepotts for the engineer’s review.

1.5  Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) Program. A three year DBE goal will be established
for the Airpott and will include the consteuction of this project. The cursent state highway certified DBE
listings and area contractors will be researched to determine the availability of potential DBE contractors.
Preliminary construction estimates will be prepared and the potential DBE wotk items established. DBE goal
work sheets will be finalized for the Sponsor and submitted to the FAA Civil Rights Office for approval. The
Engineer will also complete the reporting of accomplishments through the federal system. .

1.6  Grant Applications. This task consists of preparing the federal grant application, which will be
submitted during the initial portion of the project. Preparation of the federal application will include the
following:

2.2 Analyze Pavement Investigation/Geotechnical Testing Data. After receiving the geotechnical
testing data (both new and historical), the Engineer will analyze the data and perform the following tasks:

Evaluate the existing conditions and summarize for inclusion in the Engincer’s design report.
Determine appropriate data for the pavement design form(s). It is anticipated that multiple
pavement design forms will be required for this project.

Input data for computer modeling with topographical survey data.

Prepare pavement information for incorporation on the construction drawings.

2.3 Anadlyze Topographical Survey Data. This work includes analyzing the topogtaphical surveying
data and preparing the data for use with computer modeling. Included are the following sepatate tasks:

2.13  Construction Safety and Phasing Plan (CSPP). A Construction Safety and Phasing Plan will be
developed to ensure safety compliance when coordinating construction activities with airport operations.

Other Limitations on Construction

Jviation will submit a draft of the CSPP to the FAA when plans are 25%-30% complete, and the completed
document to the FAA with the 95% plan submittal for review and approval prior to the project bidding
ptocess. It is anticipated that the document will require one resubmittal to the FAA following their initial

review.

2.14 Design Engineer’s Report and Modification of Standards. Duting the preparation of the
preliminary plans and specifications, a design report will be prepared according to the current FAA
Northwest Mountain Region Design Report guidelines. The report will include the summary of the project,
schedule for the completion of the design, bidding and construction of the work, and a detailed description of
the work. Modifications to the FAA standards for the project will be compiled and presented to the FAA
and Sponsot at 75% complete, and will be included in the design report. The design report will also contain
any alternative design concepts that were investigated and evaluated. The project cost estimate will be
included with the report. One copy of the Final Engineer’s Report will be sent to the Sponsor and the FAA.
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2.15 Plans Review at 75%, and 95% Complete. During various stages of the completion of the plans
and specifications, the Engineer will submit a set of drawings and specifications to the Sponsor for their
review, according to the design schedule. An onsite mecting will be scheduled for the 75% plans in hand
review to make a final inspection of the project. The project will also be reviewed with the FAA to obtain

their concurrence with the design.

2.16 In-House Quulity Control. Prior to the final set of Construction Drawings, Specifications and
Contract Documents being submitted to the FAA and the Sponsot, a thorough in-house quality control
review of the documents will be conducted. This process will include an independent review by the
Engineer’s Quality Control Manager (a licensed Engineer) of the Construction Drawings, Specifications and
Contract Documents being submitted. Revisions to the Construction Drawings, Specifications and Contract
Documents will be made based on the comments offered during the review.

2.17  Prepare and Submit Final Plans and Specifications. A final set of Construction Drawings (117 x
177), Technical Specifications, Contract Documents, Engineer’s Design Report and a standalone copy of the
Construction Safety and Phasing Plan (CSPP) will be prepared and submitted to the FAA and Sponsor. An
clectronic copy (pdf) of the CSPP will also be submitted to the FAA for internal agency coordination. These
documents shall incorporate all revisions, modifications and corrections determined during the FAA and

Sponsor final review.

3.0 Bidding Phase

3.1  Advertise for Bids. Required advertisement dates and bidding dates will be established. The
Engineer will submit notification, on behalf of the Sponsor, to the local and selected publications for the
upcoming project. Invitations for bids will be emailed to selected firms to ensure local contractors, DBE
firms, and material suppliers are awate of the pending project. The applicable requirements under the current
DBE Program shall be adhered to in the solicitation. Project documents will be made available electronically

via Jviation’s website.

3.2 Prepure/ Conduct Pre-Bid Meeting. The Engineer will prepare for and conduct the mandatory
pte-bid meeting with potential contractors and the Sponsor to review the project and answer questions
pettaining to the project. The meeting will be held at the airport and will include a site inspection.

3.3 Prepare Addenda. Any necessary addenda will be issued to clarify and modify the project as
required, based on questions or comments that may atise from potential contractors during the bidding
process. Any necessary addenda will be reviewed with the FAA and Sponsor prior to issuing. The addenda
will meet all design and construction standards as required by the FAA, and will include the minutcs from the
pre-bid meeting. Addenda will be made available to the plan holders through e-mail, via pdf files, which shall
include any revised plans and/or specifications.

3.4  Consult with Prospective Bidders. During the bidding process, the Engineer will be available to
clarify bidding issues with contractors and suppliers, and for consultation with the various entities associated
with the project. This item also includes contacting bidders to generate interest in the project.

3.5  Conduct Bid Opening. The Engineer will attend and facilitate the bid opening at the Sponsor's

location.
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3.6  Review Bid Proposals. The Engineer will review all the bid proposals submitted and generate the
bid tabulation. An analysis of the bid prices, DBE participation, and contractor's qualification for the work
will be completed. Copies of the bid tabulation will be furnished to the Sponsor and the FAA.

3.7  Prepare Recommendation of Award. The Engineer will prepate a Recommendation of Award for
the Sponsor to accept ot reject the bids as submitted. If rejection is recommended, the Engineer will supply
an explanation for the recommendation and possible alternative actions the Sponsor can pursue to complete
the project. A copy of the Recommendation of Award will also be furnished to the FAA.

Part B — Special Services will consist of construction administration for office support, pre-construction
coordination, providing on-site construction coordination, and post construction/project close out, and

special considerations.

4,0 Construction Administration Phase

4.1 Prepare Construction Contract and Documents. This item accounts for the Engineer’s in-house
efforts during and immediately after the project construction. The Engineer will prepare the Notice of
Award, Notice to Proceed and Contract Agreements for the Sponsor's approval and signatures. Appropriate
copies will be submitted to the successful Contractor(s) for their signatures. The Engineer will update the
project documents to include all addenda issued during bidding and make five copies of the plans and
specifications for the Contractor's use duting construction. A copy of the Notice of Award and Notice to
Proceed will be furnished to the FAA.

4,2 Office Assistance. Office Engineering staff, CAD personnel, and administrative staff will be
required to assist the Resident Engineet as necessary during construction. Specific items to be accomplished
include compiling and sending additional information requested from the office to the project site, providing
secondaty engineering opinions on issues arising during construction, maintaining project files as necessary
(field files are mirrored in the office for continuity) and various other items necessary in the day-to-day

operations.

4.3 Requests for Reimbursement. The Engineer will prepare petiodic cost estimates during
construction and submit to the Sponsor for review/approval (item 6.6). The Engineer will also prepare FAA
requests for reimbursement of funds in accordance with FAA Grant Payment and Sponsor Financial
Reporting Policy, and submit to the Sponsor for transmittal to the FAA. Payment requests will include

engineering invoices and contractor pay applications.
4.4 Week|y/ MonIh|y Reporls. The Project Manager will Teview progress reports weekly and monthly.

45  Material Submittal Review. Material submittal data will be reviewed and approved by office
petsonnel if the Resident Engineer is unable to make final determination of compliance.

4.6 Change Orders/ Supplemenic:l Agreements. Administrative and drafting personnel will assist

with change orders and supplemental agreements as necessary.

5.0 Pre-Construction Coordination Phase
5.1 Prepare Project Files. Administrative staff will prepare the quantity sheets, testing sheets,
construction report format, and all project files for use in the field. Both electronic and hard copies will be

prepared for use by the Resident Engineet.

52 Prepore/ Conduct Pre-Construction Meeting. The Fngineet will schedule the pre-construction
meeting and inform all necessary parties. The Project Manager and the Resident Engineer will establish a pre-
construction meeting agenda to review FAA and project specific requitements priof to commencing
construction. The meeting will be conducted at the Airport and will include the Project Managet, Resident
Engineer, Sponsot, FAA (if available), Contractor, subcontractors, and airport tenants affected by the

construction.
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53 Sufely Plan Compliance Document (SPCD). The bid documents will address the requirement for
the contractor to submit a Safety Plan Compliance Document (SPCD). The intent of the SPCD is to detail
how the contractor will comply with the CSPP (see item 2.12). Following award of the project to the
successful contractor and prior to the issuance of the Notice to Proceed (NTP), the Engineer will review the
SPCD and provide comments and ultimately approval of the document. It is anticipated that the document
will require one resubmittal by the contractor to address any missing information.

5.4  Construction Management Plan (CMP). The Resident Engineer will obtain the Contractor's
Quality Control Plan (QC). After reviewing the QC Plan, the Engincer will prepare the Construction
Management Plan (CMP), which requires data to be extracted from the QC Plan and combined with Sponsor
information and Engineer information for project responsibilities. A preliminary copy of the CMP will be
submitted to the Sponsor and the FAA. Aftet the FAA’s review, the CMP may be revised or issued to the

Contractor for use.

6.0 On-Site Construction Coordination Phase

This phase will consist of providing one full time Resident Engineer during construction of the entite project.
Tt will be the responsibility of the Engineer to have sufficient on-site construction coordination to ensure that
the project is completed according to good construction practice and is consistent with the Engineer’s
direction. The construction is estimated to take a total of 40 calendar days. Overhead costs, travel costs, and
per diem are in addition to the engineering hours expended.

6.1  Field Inspection/Coordination. The Project Manager will make on-site visits, as tequired, to deal
with construction issues as necessary for the duration of the project. Itis estimated that the Project Manager
will be required to make two site visits for the project. A Principal o Senior Consultant specializing in
construction will also visit the project.

6.2  Resident Engineering. The Resident Engineer will be on-site full time for the project and will work
apptoximately 12 houts per day. It is assumed that the Engineer will be able to complete daily
documentation in the course of the 12-hour day and that total inspection on-site time is anticipated to be 35

calendar days.

6.3  Review Construction Submitials. The construction coordination will consist of reviewing and
approving the shop drawings and material submittal data from the Contractor. The Resident Engineer will
teview copies of the Contractor’s survey data for pavement grades and will review othet construction items

for general compliance with the construction documents.

64 Review Contractor Payroll Forms. The Resident Engineer will be requited to make employee
interviews and review the Contractor's weekly payroll records for compliance with Davis-Bacon Wage
Determinations as required by the FAA. The Engineer will note any discrepancies and return payroll forms

to the Contractor for correction.

65 Calculate Consiruction Quantities. The Resident Engineer will maintain record of the progress
and will review the quantity records with the Contractor on a petiodic basis.

6.6  Periodic Cost Estimates. The Resident Engineer will prepare the Periodic Cost Estimates and
teview the quantities with the Contractor. The Engineer, Sponsor and Contractor will resolve disctepancies

or disagreements with the Contractor’s records.
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6.7  Prepare Daily Reports. The Resident Engineer will maintain a daily log of the construction
activities and compile construction photos for the duration of time on site.

6.8 Prepare/ Submit Weekly Reports. The Resident Engineer will prepare a weekly status report using
the FAA's standatd form. The report will be submitted electronically to the Sponsot, the FAA, and the
office.

6.9  Review QC/QA Results Provided by Contractor/Engineer. The Resident Engineer will review
testing results and coordinate revisions to the QC/QA submittals. 'The Contractor will be responsible for
Quuality Control and the Engineet’s "Testing Firm for Quality Assurance submittals petformed as part of the
acceptance testing required by the technical specifications. Should any additional testing need to be
accomplished, this will be coordinated with the Contractor who will be responsible for completion. The
reviews will occur on a weekly basis (more frequently during paving) and at project completion prior to
submittal to the FAA.

7.0 Post Construction Coordination Phase

This phase will consist of project close out and site cleanup.

7.1 Conduct Final Inspection. The Project Manager and Resident Engineer, along with the Sponsor,
and the FAA (if available) will conduct the final inspection. All acceptance test summaries must be approved
by the FAA prior to scheduling the final inspection.

7.2  Coordinate Final Survey. The Resident Engineer will coordinate with the contractor for the final
survey after the construction is completed.

7.3 Prepare C|ean-up ltem List. The Engineer will ensure the Contractor has removed all construction
equipment and construction debris from the airport, that all access points have been re-secured (fences
repaired, gates closed and locked, keys returned, etc.) and the site is clean.

7.4  Engineering Record Drawings. The Engineer will prepare markups of the Issued for Construction
drawings indicating modifications made during construction. All drafting for the final record drawings will be
prepared by the office drafting personnel, and the Resident Engineer will review for accuracy. One hard copy
(11 x 17) and electronic copies (AutoCAD 2014 and pdf) will be submitted to the Sponsor and the FAA.

75  Final Construction Report. The Resident Engincer will prepate the final construction report
according to the current Northwest Mountain Region’s Construction/Final Report guidance, and it will be
reviewed by the Project Manager. Administrative staff will also provide assistance in the preparation of the
document. One copy of the Final Construction Report will be furnished to the Sponsor and the FAA
following review of the draft report and completion of requested revisions.

7.6 Summarize Project Cosls. The Engineer will be required to obtain all administrative expenses,
engineering fees and costs, sutveying costs, testing costs and construction costs associated with the project
and assemble a total project summary. The summary will be compared with the available funding.

7.7  Assist with Project Audit. When requested by the Sponsor or the FAA, the Engineer will assist with
the project or year-end audit. ‘The Engineer will provide files requested that are pertinent to the project cost

and completion.
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Special Considerations

The following special considerations are required for this project and will be completed by subconsultants to
the Engineer. The cost for this work will be included in the Engineering contract agreement with the
Sponsor and the costs are in addition to the Engineering fees.

Conduct Topographical Surveying. Survey will be required in order to complete the design for the project.
Survey shall include the following:

®  Verification of the existing pavement and ground elevations and infrastructure located within the

project area.

Other miscellancous features required for design.

The area being sutveyed for this project is approximately 5 acres.

During design, there may be the need to verify other existing survey information ot extend the limits

of the existing survey.

ACCESS AGREEMENT
This ACCESS AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) effective this 2" day of June, 2016, by and between:

(1) BKEP Operating, L.L.C., and its affiliates, having places of business at 6060 American Plaza, Suite 600,
Tulsa, Oklahoma 74135 (such companies being collectively referred to herein as “Company”); and

(ii) Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado (“Entering Party”), having a place of
business at 200 E. Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230.

Company owns/leases and/or operates various lots, rights of way, assets, properties and facilities located in various states (such
lots, rights of way, assets, properties and facilities shall be referred to hereinafter as the “Facilities”). Entering Party desires
permission to enter the Facilities at Grand Junction, Colorado for the purpose of purchasing and picking up a petroleum product

(“Purpose™).

Company hereby agrees to grant permission to Entering Party to enter the Facilities for the Purpose stated above, but only at
times and in manners agreeable to Company, and pursuant to the terms of this Agreement. Such permission is revocable by
Company upon notice to Entering Party. Entering Party acknowledges the valuable consideration extended by Company in
granting such permission, and Entering Party does in return agree as follows:

1. SAFETY. Entering Party shall at all times strictly follow all reasonable requests and instructions given by Company
regarding safety and health matters in or at the Facilities. Notwithstanding the preceding sentence, Entering Party shall at all
times be responsible for the safety and health of its (and its contractors or subcontractors) employees and agents present at the
Facilities or elsewhere in connection with this Agreement. Entering Party also warrants that when transporting any product
that is classified as Hazardous Materials, under applicable law, Entering Party assumes full responsibility that its (and its
contractors or subcontractors) employees have been screened to safely handle material while en route.

2. CONDUCT OF ACTIVITIES. Entering Party agrees that it and its contractors and subcontractors will conduct their
activities hereunder in accordance with (i) all rules and regulations of Company with respect to the Facilities, (ii) all applicable
governmental laws, rules, and regulations and good standard industry practices including, where applicable, compliance with
the issuance of a Transportation Worker Identification Credential; and (iii) in a manner that does not interfere with the
operations of others (Company or third parties) at the Facilities. Company makes no representation as to any conditions at the
Facilities, and Entering Party shall rely solely on Entering Party’s own examination and investigation of the conditions that
may affect Entering Party’s activities on the Facilities.

3. TERM AND TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT AND CONTRACTS. Except as sct forth below, this Agreement
shall commence on the Effective Date and unless renewed by the Parties shall terminate upon the third (3) year anniversary of
the Agreement, provided, however, that this Agreement shall not terminate with respect to any Contract which has not yet been
completed or paid.

This Agreement may be terminated by Company at any time for failure to comply with the provisions hereof.

4. ASSIGNMENT, SUBCONTRACTORS, AMENDMENTS. This Agreement may not be assigned in whole or in
part by Entering Party without the prior written consent of Company, nor shall activities be performed under this agreement by
a contractor or subcontractor of Entering Party without the prior written consent of Company. No amendment to this agreement
shall be valid unless made in writing and signed by authorized representatives of both parties.

S. INSURANCE. Entering Party shall, at all times during the term of this Agreement, maintain the following insurance.
Entering Party shall provide to Company a certificate of insurance evidencing such insurance prior to commencing activities
hereunder, and periodically as needed thereafter to show continuing coverage. Failure by Company to demand such certificate
or other evidence of full compliance with these insurance requirements or failure of Company to identify a deficiency from
evidence that is provided shall not be construed as a waiver of Entering Party’s obligation to maintain such insurance.

A. Commercial General Liability Insurance written on an occurrence form with a minimum limit of $1,000,000
per occurrence for Bodily Injury and Property Damage, and with Products and Completed Operations, Contractual Liability,

Premises Liability, Independent Contractors, and liability assumed under an insured contract (including the tort liability of
another assumed in a business contract); and

B. Worker’s Compensation as prescribed by applicable law and Employers’ Liability Insurance with a minimum
limit of $1,000,000 each accident, $1,000,000 disease policy limit, $1,000,000 each employee; and

C. Automobile Liability Insurance, covering all owned, non-owned, hired and leased vehicles used in the
performance of this agreement with a minimum combined single limit for Bodily Injury and Property Damage of $1,000,000
per accident.

The above described insurance shall include a requirement that the insurer provide Company with thirty (30) days’
. written notice prior to the effective date of any cancellation or material change of the insurance, except that ten (10) days’
notice shall be required for non-payment of premiums. Entering Party, on behalf of its insurers, waives any right of subrogation
that such insurers may have against Company arising out of this Agreement.

6. INCIDENT NOTIFICATION AND RESPONSE. Entering Party shall notify Company (and provide details as
requested by Company) as soon as reasonably possible in the event any accident or other event occurs during the course of
Entering Party’s activities hereunder that involves non-compliance by Entering Party or its subcontractors with this Agreement
or any applicable laws, regulations, ordinances or rules. Entering Party shall be responsible for promptly repairing and
remediating, at its expense, any damage to property or the environment that arises out of Entering Party’s activities hereunder.

GLACIER LILY ESTATES

WHEREAS, the Declaration of Protective Covenants of Glacier Lily Estates was
recorded January 15, 1985 as Reception No. 385812 in the office of the
Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder (“Declaration”); and

Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates Subdivision respectfully requests approval of some minor design guideline
changes.

Under the design guidelines, Section A.10 Driveways, the driveway grades should coincide with the
requirements of the Crested Butte Fire Protection District.

Under Section C.3 Roof Shape and Slope, the 5:12 to 7:12 roof pitch restriction should be changed to allow
a more varied roof form of primary and secondary roofs. And the restriction of the building within a lot having the
same roof type and slope is inconsistent with western mountain architecture.

Under Section C.5 Roof Material, the use of a natural patinaed metal roof on secondary roofs can reduce
the overall mass of the homes.

Please accept the following proposed design guideline changes in Section A.10, C.3 and C.5.

Exhibit ‘A’ and ‘B’ are elevations which help substantiate the reasons for changes.

Driveways shall be 16' in width. Driveways and associated culverts,
landscaping, maintenance and snow plowing are the responsibility of the
Owner. Shared driveways and associated culverts, landscaping,
maintenance and snow plowing are the responsibility of the Owners
whose Lots are served by that shared driveway. Maximum driveway
grades shall not exceed 5% for the first 20 feet from the roadway and
shall not exceed 8% elsewhere without written approval from the DRB or
as required by the Crested Butte Fire Protection District.

Roof Shape and Slope

The exposed nature of the Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates and the extensive
elevation changes which exist between Lots creates a situation where roof
structures will be a highly visible and dominant element of the architecture.
Roof form is a significant element in creating the image and visual
continuity within the neighborhood. To accomplish this, gable and hip roofs
are to be used on all buildings in the Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates. In order
to assure interesting yet traditional roof forms and to reduce the visual
scale, roofs should be comprised of primary and secondary roof forms. All
primary roofs on Single-Family Residences shall have a pitch of between
5:12 and 12:12. Secondary roof forms as low as 3:12 pitch may be allowed
at the discretion of the DRB provided that the secondary roofs are
subservient to and are a minor element to primary roof forms, work in
harmony with the snow management plan and enhance the overall appeal
of the house. A g rily-—F an :

Pronounced roof overhangs are encouraged.

Roof Material





Roof materials on primary roofs are to be fire resistant wood shingles or
inorganic shingles, i.e., slate, concrete or formed composite that are
similar in size, texture and thickness with wood shake shingles. Metal
and asphalt roofs are not allowed on primary roofs. The DRB may allow
the following non-reflective metal roof materials to be used on secondary
roofs if the DRB finds that the use of metal enhances the overall look
and/or functionality of the design: corrugated, standing seam, or metal
shingle. Metal may be of a material that shall weather to a natural, non-
reflective patina. Metal roofs may not contain lead and shall not cause
staining to adjacent surfaces as they age. All roof materials shall be of a
color approved by the DRB.
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Stables: Minimum: Not less than 8 individual horse
stalls.

Maximum: No more than 18 individual horse
stalls.

Height: The maximum height of the Equestrian Center
shall be 28 feet, excluding cupolas used for
ventilation.

Section 7.5 Height. The maximum height of any Building shall be 32 feet,
except that the height of the Equestrian Center shall have a maximum height of 28 feet.

Height shall be measured
from the average grade of the footprint of the Building to its highest point.

Section 7.6 Design Guidelines. The Design Review Board shall adopt Design

Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates and the method of procedure and the plans and documentation
that are required by an applicant to submit an application to the Design Review Board.
Such Design Guidelines are in addition to the requirements of this Declaration, are
supplemental thereto and are enforceable in the same manner and shall have the same force
and effect as this Declaration.

Relationship to Protective Covenants and Other Regulations

The Design Guidelines are supplemental to restrictions and processes
established in the Declaration of Protective Covenants for Saddle Ridge
Ranch Estates recorded in the records of Gunnison County, Colorado.
Owners of each Lot are encouraged to review both documents together.

Compliance with the design review process is not a substitute for
compliance with all building permit requirements of Gunnison County,
Colorado. Each Owner is responsible for obtaining all approvals, licenses
and permits as may be required by Gunnison County, Colorado and any
special district or other entity providing services to the Lot prior to
commencement of construction.

Authority of Design Review Board (DRB)

No Single-Family Residence, Garage, Building or Improvement shall be

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Saddle Ridge Philosophy

Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates is designed to harmonize with its neighboring
properties: the Glacier Lily subdivision to the north, the aACattleman=s
Association@ homesteads to the south, the Agricultural land to the west and
the proposed residential subdivision to the east. A large amount of
recreational open space is massed in the eastern portion of the Saddle
Ridge Ranch Estates to provide a buffer between the County Road and the
Lots, and in the southwest to create transition between the Lots and the
agricultural land.
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The Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates philosophy is to provide an atmosphere
of expansiveness and privacy.

Building Sites have been established for
each Lot to protect the natural terrain, views, privacy, and the relationship
between adjacent sites.

The underlying goals of these Design Guidelines are to protect and enhance
the natural landscape, minimize the visual impact from other areas in the
community and from within the community, and to maximize the long-range
views from each Lot.

Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates

Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates is designed as a cluster of single family homes
along a single road surrounded by open space.

The design concept is to have the impact of the residences softened by
planting indigenous trees in masses reflecting natural vegetation patterns.
These patterns follow the existing drainages and meander throughout the
neighborhood. The planting will also provide privacy between Lots and
frame long range views. Saddle Ridge Drive has been carefully designed
to follow existing topography and have minimum impact on the landscape
character.

. DESIGN GUIDELINES

A.
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Site Development

1. Building Sites
Every structure built within Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates must be built
within the designated Building Site on each Lot. These envelopes
have been selected with consideration for:

Steep topography and topographic edges
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Utility easements

Visual setbacks and corridors
Existing vegetation

Existing drainages

Privacy from adjacent Lots

In the event that two Lots are combined, the Building Sites may be
connected with approval by the DRB, provided the connection does
not encroach on any of the above listed conditions and complies with
all other requirements set forth in the Declaration of Protective
Covenants including review by Gunnison County.

With prior written approval from the DRB, minor encroachments
outside of the Building site may be permitted for roof overhangs,
balconies, service areas, porches, patios, or limited walkways.
Building siting within this envelope shall be responsible to existing
features of terrain, drainage patterns, vegetation, views and sun
exposure.

Single Family Lot

Designates a lot that may be used for the construction of a
contiguous structure consisting of one Single-Family Residence and
one Garage. A single family lot may not be further subdivided or
condominiumized.

Single-Family Residence

Designates the main residence which may include a Garage, if
applicable.

Garage

Garages shall be attached to the Single-Family Residence by usable
living space.

Grading

Grading improvements shall blend into the rolling natural
topography. A smooth transition should be created where cut and
fill slopes connect to the existing topography. Cut and fill should be
feathered into the topography within the property boundary. Cut
and fill banks are to be designed and revegetated to avoid erosion
and should be limited to a maximum of 3:1 slope.
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Retaining Walls

Retaining walls should be designed as an extension of the Building
or relate to the building form. Retaining walls should not exceed 6
in height and should be surfaced with stone that is native to the area.
Walls that are not retaining and are constructed without mortar (dry-
laid) should not exceed 4' in height.

By extending the architecture into the landscape, retaining walls
blend the building platform gracefully into the existing terrain as well
as create beautiful outdoor spaces.

Construction Management

The Owner shall make provisions to protect the areas of the Lots
outside of the immediate construction area. This includes
preventing damage to existing native grass areas and topography
created by haul roads, earthwork and stacking materials.

Drainage

Drainage patterns within the Lot may be modified to improve flow
away from structures. Drainages should be directed towards
existing natural drainages or drainage ways designated on the
Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates Drainage Plan. Storm drainage shall
not connect into the sanitary sewer system.

Utilities

All utilities in Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates shall be installed
underground. Connections from trunk lines to individual structures
must also be underground. Sewage disposal systems must be
installed as provided by the Declaration of Protective Covenants. No
exterior antennae or satellite TV dishes, except for 18" satellite
dishes, will be permitted without approval by the DRB.

Driveways

Driveways shall be 16' in width. Driveways and associated culverts,
landscaping, maintenance and snow plowing are the responsibility
of the Owner. Shared driveways and associated culverts,
landscaping, maintenance and snow plowing are the responsibility
of the Owners whose Lots are served by that shared driveway.

Maximum driveway grades shall not exceed 5% for the first 20 feet
from the roadway and shall not exceed 8% elsewhere without written
approval from the DRB or as required by the Crested Butte Fire
Protection District. Driveway and parking surfaces may be asphalt,
concrete, unit pavers, or cobbles. Access points must be within the
zones shown on the subdivision plat. Variations must be approved
by the DRB.

Parking

A minimum of two off-street parking spaces per Lot are required.
Parking should be screened from public view by planting, earth form,
or fencing when it is feasible to do so. More spaces may be required
by the DRB for larger residences.

Signs

All signs must have written approval of the DRB. Residences must
have street number signs attached to the house or at the driveway
entry outside of the street right-of-way. If lighted, the light source
must be concealed from views off the property. Address signs shall
not exceed four square feet in total area. All signs must comply with
the Gunnison County Sign Code.

Exterior Lighting

All exterior lighting shall comply with Gunnison County=s
requirements and standards for exterior lighting, including Section 5-
414 of the 2001 Gunnison County Land Use Resolution, as
amended.

Visual Impact

The Building on a Lot within Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates must be
designed in accordance with the following:

(1)  All Buildings should be designed to minimize apparent height
and bulk.

(2) Building masses should be stepped down a hillside instead of
attempting to adapt a hillside to a building designed for a flat
site.
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(3) Building masses shall be minimized by the use of recessed
walls, wall projections, roof overhangs, decks and other
features which use the play of light and shadow to break up
masses, and integrate the building with the surrounding
landscape. Each elevation of a building (at a minimum) shall
be broken into more than one plane, and all vertical surfaces
more than two stories tall shall be interrupted or broken by
another roof form or deck.

(4) Roof forms shall be broken into more than one level to reflect
the irregular forms of the surrounding natural landscape and
to minimize the building mass. Flat roof planes shall be
broken or interrupted by intersecting roofs or dormers.

(5)  The silhouette effect of structures on prominent ridges should
not occur.

15. Fire Protection Systems

All Residential Buildings must be built in accordance with the Uniform
Building Code, Uniform Fire Code, and any other nationally recognized
codes currently adopted by the Crested Butte Fire Protection District and
Gunnison County. All Residential Buildings shall have installed a N.F.P.A.
Type 13D sprinkler system with a 600 gallon storage tank which shall be
connected to the main water system for the subdivision. Owners must also
comply with Colorado State Forest Service guidelines for Wildfire mitigation
attached as an appendix.

Landscape Architecture

One objective for the Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates is to establish an overall
landscape pattern that blends new structures into the existing natural
landscape. The setting consists of rolling topography covered with natural
grasses and drainages defined by riparian vegetation. Since the site is
treeless, and highly visible, the transition from buildings to the natural
surroundings is critical. A second objective is to extend the residential
living areas into functional and beautiful outdoor spaces. To accomplish
these objectives, two types of landscape treatment are recommended.
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Transitional Landscape Areas

Transitional landscape areas include outdoor living or use areas that
are adjacent to or near the house. These areas are to be located
within the Building Site.

Irrigated lawns and special amenities should be limited to transitional
landscape areas and it is required that they are located immediately
adjacent to the house and do not exceed 10,000 square feet.

Native plant materials are recommended because of the extreme
conditions found in the sub-alpine zones of the Central Rocky
Mountains. A recommended plant list for this area is located in the
appendix.

Native Landscape Areas

The area outside of the Building Site is to be landscaped naturally
and is limited to native grasses, Aspen, and Conifer trees as accents.
Native plantings are to be designed to reflect natural vegetation
patterns, frame views and create privacy between houses. A
recommended plant list for this area is located in the appendix.

Soils Test and Topographic Survey

Every Building must have a detailed subsurface soils investigation
and foundation recommendation prepared by a professional
engineer licensed in the State of Colorado prior to foundation design
that addresses the existing soil condition and the potential for
groundwater and its effect on the soil stability of the Building Site,
including the potential for groundwater in basements. The
investigation shall include drilling and/or trenching, as well as an
evaluation of potential slope stability. If there is unsuitable soil
conditions, an anticipated effect of groundwater on the stability of the
Building Site or the possibility of groundwater in basements, the
engineer=s investigation shall propose a plan for mitigation. A
topographic survey indicating site contours at not more than two foot
intervals, adjacent road elevations, existing improvements, existing
vegetation, and any drainages, shall be prepared by a licensed
engineer. These surveys and soil reports must be submitted to the
DRB prior to the request for Schematic Design Approval, and the
DRB shall review such surveys and reports according to the
recommendations contained in the Geologic Hazards report for
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Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates and the recommendations of the
Colorado Division of Minerals and Geology dated October 27, 1997.

Minimum Landscaping Requirements

One of the objectives of the landscape master plan is to minimize the
visual impact of structures on the open landscape. To accomplish
this, each Lot will be required to have a minimum number of trees to
help them blend into the wooded landscape proposed in the master
plan. This wooded landscape will resemble the natural vegetation
patterns in the area being mostly Aspen with accents of coniferous
trees. The minimum number of trees per site will be 10 - (3" caliper)
aspen trees and 3 - (14" height) coniferous trees. This number may
be increased due to the size, location and visibility of structure(s)
proposed on the site and will be determined by the DRB during the
Schematic Design Approval. The trees should be planted in groups
of at least 3 in any one location.

Landscaping Completion Schedule

If, during the period from July 1 through September 1 of any year, an
Owner receives a temporary certificate of occupancy for any portion
of any improvement constructed on the Building Site, then an owner
shall complete construction of the approved landscaping on or before
October 15 of the same year. If, during the period from September
2 through June 30 of any two consecutive calendar years, an Owner
receives a temporary certificate of occupancy for any portion of any
improvement constructed on the Building Site, then the owner shall
complete construction of the approved landscaping on or before
August 31 of that year.

Notice

If an Owner fails to complete the landscaping for a project within the
time frame set forth in item 5 pursuant to the landscape plan
approved by the DRB, then the DRB shall give such Owner written
notice of the deficiencies. The Owner will have 10 days to respond
and then the DRB will have the right to use the escrow money to fulfill
the landscape improvements on the approved plan.

Architecture

1.

Objective
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Image

The image in the Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates will reflect
traditional mountain architecture using native stone and wood
as the dominant building materials. Buildings are to be
distinctive and have individual character with continuity in
materials, roof form and color to collectively appear as a
cohesive residential neighborhood. Architecture is to be
timeless and not trendy or faddish.

Climate
Buildings are to be designed to be safe, functional and
enduring to the unique and sometimes severe high mountain

climate which includes heavy snowfall.

Architectural Design of all Buildings.

Each Single-Family Residence on a Lot must be designed by
alicensed architect. The designing architect must design the
Building to be in compliance with the Visual Impact
requirements of these Design Guidelines and the design of
the Building must address:

(1) Mitigating the visual effect of the structure from a north
and south vantage point.

(2) Blending the structure of the Building into the natural
topography of the region.

(3) Incorporating a visual break between the Building and
the top of a ridge that backdrops the structure.

(4) Using the natural contours of the landscape to
camouflage portions of the Building.

Building Materials

Residential building materials may include stucco, native
stone, wood siding, heavy timbers, logs and glue laminated
beams.
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While multiple materials can create interest in a building, too
many materials can create a garish appearance which allows
the building to compete with and visually overpower their
surroundings. It is desirable to limit the building within each
Lot to two materials, excluding the roof. At a maximum, no
more than three materials will be allowed.

No plywood or composition paneling will be allowed on any
exterior walls, chimneys or soffits.

Wood shall be treated with stain or preservative oil to maintain
natural characteristics of the material.

Windows and shutters must be constructed of wood with the
option of metal, or vinyl coated cladding. If shutters are used,
they should be operable.

Entrances

Where possible, main entries should be located for maximum
solar exposure. Door openings should be protected from
wind and overhanging or drifting snow. Entry way spaces
created a strong sense of arrival and are encouraged.

Storage Areas

Such things as trash containers, utility tanks, patio furniture,
boats, motorcycles, trailers, campers and maintenance and
recreational equipment shall be stored in fully enclosed
structures. These areas shall be screened from the views off
the property. Walls enclosing these areas should be
designed as an extension of the building or related to building
form.

Garage Doors

Garage doors must be constructed of wood with the option of
metal or vinyl cladding. Garage doors should not face street
unless access is not possible due to configuration of Building
Site or steep grades.

h. Colors

Exterior wall colors should be natural warm earth colors.
Primary, bright or dramatic colors may be used as accent and
then only sparingly. Roof tones should be darker than wall
colors.

Use of Stone

Stone is to be used as one of the primary elements that unifies the
Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates. To accomplish this, all Single-Family
Residences are encouraged to include stone as one of the primary
building materials. Stone can be used in any one or combination of
building foundation, exterior walls, fireplaces or retaining walls.

Stone surfaces on Single-Family Residences should account for
30% of external wall surfaces, including windows and doors but
excluding retaining walls.

The stone used in the Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates is to be native
lichen rock or river wash boulders. Stone treatment can vary but
must be approved by the DRB.

No exposed concrete foundations will be allowed. Stone
foundations are recommended. Stone provides a solid visual base
for the building, accommodates steps in building foundations on
sloping sites and provides the opportunity to extend the architecture
into the landscape through the use of retaining walls. Stone
foundations also protect wall areas that are subject to extreme
weathering and staining due to snow accumulation or sprinklers.

Where stone is used for building walls, the stone should be used in
large, simple forms to create entire building surfaces, i.e., an end wall
or first story wall. Where stone is used in combination with other
materials, the wall plane should change with materials and the
second material should not overlap the stone.

Stone used for fireplaces should make up the entire fireplace with no
wood cladding or additional materials.

All retaining walls should be stone faced.

Roof Shape and Slope
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The exposed nature of the Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates and the
extensive elevation changes which exist between Lots creates a
situation where roof structures will be a highly visible and dominant
element of the architecture. Roof form is a significant element in
creating the image and visual continuity within the neighborhood. To
accomplish this, gable, hip and shed roofs are to be used on all
buildings in the Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates. In order to assure
interesting yet traditional roof forms and to reduce the visual scale,
roofs should be comprised of primary and secondary roof forms. All
primary roofs on Single-Family Residences shall have a pitch of
between 5:12 and 12:12. Secondary roof forms as low as 3:12 pitch
may be allowed at the discretion of the DRB provided that the
secondary roofs are subservient to and are a minor element to
primary roof forms, work in harmony with the snow management
plan, and enhance the overall appeal of the house. Pronounced roof
overhangs are encouraged.

Roof Construction

Super insulated roof construction (greater than R-55 or other
approved cold roof systems) should be provided for insulation, to
keep snow on the roof and to avoid ice build-up. Snow loads are
high in the Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates area and roof structures
must be certified by a structural engineer or architect licensed in
Colorado.

Roof Material

Roof materials on primary roofs are to be fire resistant wood
shingles or inorganic shingles, i.e., slate, concrete or formed
composite that are similar in size, texture and thickness of wood
shake shingles. Metal and asphalt roofs are not allowed on primary
roofs. The DRB may allow the following non-reflective metal roof
materials to be used on secondary roofs if the DRB finds that the
use of metal enhances the overall look and/or functionality of the
design: corrugated, standing seam, or metal shingle. Metal may
be of a material that shall weather to a natural, non-reflective
patina. Metal roofs may not contain lead and shall not cause
staining to adjacent surfaces as they age. All roof materials shall be
of a color approved by the DRB.
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Roof Appurtenances

Dormers can be used to add interest and maximize upper floor
space. They can be of a shed, gable or hip form. Swooped
dormers are not permitted. Dormers can be placed at the roof eave
or within the field of the roof.

Rooftop equipment should be screened or incorporated into attic
space.

TV antenna will not be permitted on roof ridges.

Skylights can be placed flush against the roof or up to three feet
above the roof=s surface. Skylights higher than three feet should
be avoided.

Chimneys made of wood or of exposed metal pipe are not permitted.
Flat cap and spark arrestor are recommended.

Solar collectors, if used, must be integrated into the roof plan of the
Building. The roof design must be such that the Solar collectors lie
flat on the roof surface, and the roof pitch and orientation must be
designed to maximize solar exposure and efficiency. Roof top
collectors which are raised and supported at an angle different than
the roof plan will not be permitted.

Windows

Window patterns and reveals should be carefully studied to create
interest and variety.

Exterior window glass must be non-mirrored.

Snow Storage

Each DRB application requires a snow management plan which
delineates any snow shedding areas with adequate space for snow
accumulation.

Fireplaces
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10.

Each Single Family Residence may contain one wood-burning
fireplace or wood-burning stove. All additional fireplaces or stoves
must burn natural gas rather than wood. The wood-burning
fireplace or wood-burning stove must be equipped with emission
controls providing the maximum protection reasonably available as
to the emission of pollutants and shall comply with the Environmental
Protection Agency Phase Il (Colorado Phase Ill) Requirements.

Heating Systems

The use of natural gas and/or solar heating is strongly
recommended, while electric heating systems are discouraged.
Propane heating systems and tanks are prohibited.

Fences

All fencing must be within the boundary of the Lot and must meet
prior approval from the DRB. Privacy or screen fencing over 6'
height is discouraged. Utilizing plant life is encouraged for
screening purposes.

The fence material, color, scale, and texture must appear integrated
into the overall design of the residence. Plastic and chain link are
not allowed, except dark colored vinyl clad chain link may be used in
conjunction with wood fencing in order to enclose pets.

Fencing is not permitted in the area beginning 15 feet back from the
front of the house, extending toward the street. The rear of the
fence line for all Lots must not extend away from the house beyond
the line indicated on the subdivision map delineating Effective Open
Space.

Fenced areas should be roughly rectangular (geometric) and not

curved, in shape, and shall not enclose more than 15,000 square
feet.
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Review Sequence

The review sequence is required for all improvements within the Saddle
Ridge Ranch Estates. At times, there will be requests for minor
modifications or additions to existing buildings or site improvements which
will not warrant the full review process. The information and process
required to review minor modifications will be determined by the DRB based
on the magnitude, potential visibility and impact of the improvement. The
DRB shall determine what constitutes minor site improvements on a case
by case basis. A Building permit may be required for minor modifications.
It is important to check with the Building Department of Gunnison County,
Colorado prior to making any modification to existing buildings.

Design Review Process

The design review process shall be in accordance with the following
procedure.

1. Board
The Board of Directors of the Association shall be the Design Review Board.

2. Review and Approval

No Single-Family Residence, Garage, Building or Improvement shall be
commenced, constructed, erected, maintained, altered or changed upon
any Lot, nor shall any Landscaping or fencing be accomplished, nor shall
any exterior addition, change or alteration be made, until the plans and
specifications therefore have been submitted to and approved in writing by
the DRB in the manner hereafter set forth.

3. Preapplication Conference

Prior to the submittal of the plans and specifications as required in Section
2 above, it is recommended that the applicant and/or the applicant's
architect meet with the DRB to discuss the proposed plans. The purpose
of such conference is to permit the applicant and the DRB to informally
review the plans before substantial commitments of time and money are
made. Any preliminary approvals or disapprovals shall be informational
only and are not binding upon either the applicant or the DRB. The DRB
is not committed or bound by any preliminary or informal approval or
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disapproval until the application, together with all required plans and
documents, are submitted to the DRB.

4, Review Process

The review process shall be as follows:

a. Sketch Plan Review

The applicant shall submit a sketch plan for review in accordance
with Section 5.

b. Sketch Plan Submittals

The required architectural and site plans for submission at
Sketch Plan shall be at a minimum scale of 1/8" = 1 foot, shall
be the same sheet size, and shall include:

(1) An accurate site plan of existing conditions, including
streets, utilities, and proposed improvements,
indicating items such as building location, driveway
location, parking areas, drainage ways, and other
natural features or topography.

(2)  Roof and floor plans.

(3)  Architectural elevations including both approximate
existing and proposed grade lines, finish floor
elevations, and top of slab elevations.

(4)  Building cross-section plans.

(5)  Such other plans or models as determined necessary
by the DRB.

C. Final Plan Review

Upon approval or approval with conditions of the sketch plan, the
applicant shall submit the final plan for review in accordance with
Section 6.

d. Final Plan Submittals
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The required architectural and site plans for submission at
Final Plan shall be at a minimum scale of 1/8" = 1 foot, shall
be the same sheet size, and shall include:

(1) The balance of working drawings and plans not
previously submitted including any engineered or
certified drawings.

(2) Engineers subsurface soils investigation and
foundation recommendation and plan for mitigation of
groundwater, if applicable.

(3) Such other plans or models as determined necessary
by the DRB.
Sketch Plan Review

a. Upon submittal of a complete sketch plan application by an
applicant containing such information as is required by the Design
Guidelines, the DRB shall consider the suitability of the proposed
Building and in particular the harmony of the Building with the
environment, the effect of the Building on the utilization and view of
the Lot and surrounding Lots and the Property, the placement of the
Buildings with respect to topography, drainage, snow removal,
ground elevations, existing natural and terrain features, the
appropriateness of the architectural design and the appropriateness
of the Building within the concept of Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates.

b. Upon the DRB determining that a complete sketch plan
application has been submitted by the applicant, it shall, within 30
days of receipt of the complete application, schedule a meeting with
the applicant and/or the applicant's architect or agents to review the
sketch plan of the applicant.

(o} The DRB may, in its discretion, continue the meeting for a
reasonable period of time if adverse conditions make it impossible
for the DRB to fully inspect the Building Site because of weather
conditions.

d. At the meeting and following a review of the Sketch Plan, the
DRB will advise the applicant that it (1) generally approves the sketch
plan and the applicant may proceed to final plan review; (2) generally
approves the sketch plan application with conditions and upon
compliance with the conditions the applicant may proceed to final
plan review; or (3) disapproves of the sketch plan application.
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e. If the DRB approves or approves with conditions the sketch
plan application, the applicant may proceed to final plan review. If
the DRB disapproves the sketch plan application, the applicant may
resubmit an application for sketch plan review and approval.

Final Plan Review

Upon submittal of a complete final plan application by an applicant
containing such information as is required by the Design Guidelines,
the DRB shall:

a. Determine that all documents required by the Design
Guidelines have been submitted for final plan review and approval.
The DRB shall consider the suitability of the proposed Building or
Buildings and in particular the harmony of the Buildings with the
environment, the effect of the Building on the utilization and view of
the Lot and surrounding Lots and the Property, the placement of the
Building with respect to topography, drainage, snow removal, ground
elevations, existing natural and terrain features, the appropriateness
of the architectural design and the appropriateness of the Building
within the concept of Saddle Ridge Ranch Estates.

b. Upon receipt of a complete final plan application, set a hearing
date for a hearing with the applicant and/or the applicant's architect
or agents to review the final plan application of the applicant. Such
hearing date shall be within 30 days of the receipt of the complete
final plan application, unless the applicant would request a hearing
date more than 30 days after the date of submittal.

(o] Notify in writing all Members of the Association (1) that such
final plan application has been submitted to the DRB, (2) the final
plan application and documents are available for review by any
Member of the Association, and (3) the date of the hearing to
consider such final plan application.

d. Hearing on Final Plan Application

The applicant and any person on the applicant's behalf may attend
the hearing on the final plan application and submit such information
and documents as the person may desire. Any Member of the
Association may also be present at the hearing to submit comments
or may submit in writing any comments.
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The DRB may, in its discretion, continue the hearing for a reasonable
period of time if adverse conditions make it impossible for the DRB
to fully inspect the Building Site because of weather conditions.

Within 14 days after the date of the hearing on the final plan
application, the DRB shall render its decision on the final plan
application in writing. The DRB may either approve, approve with
conditions or disapprove any final plan application submitted toit. In
the event that the DRB fails to take any action within 14 days after
the date of the final hearing or fails to hold such hearing, the final
plan application shall be deemed to have been approved.

7. Final Decision

The decision of the DRB as to the final plan application shall be final,
subject only to the right of judicial review as provided by the laws of
the State of Colorado. The Board shall indicate to any applicant, in
the event of disapproval of the final plan application, the reasons why
the final plan application was rejected and grant to the applicant an
opportunity to resubmit with the revisions and corrections that would
bring the request for final plan approval into conformity with the
requirements of the Declaration of Protective Covenants and these
Design Guidelines.

Construction Documents and Review

Based on design development approval by the DRB, the applicant may
proceed with construction provided that Improvements shall strictly conform
to all the provisions of the design development approval. The applicant
shall submit a set of construction documents to the DRB 20 days prior to
commencement of construction. The DRB will review construction
drawings for conformance with the design development approval. The
DRB will notify the applicant of any inconsistencies that require modification
within 10 days. The DRB will periodically review construction progress.
