Candidate Screening

General Instructions:

The purpose of the Budget with Justification Form is to give you the chance to explain how your agency plans to use funds provided for you to
implement Baby & Me - Tobacco Free in your agency during the contract period. Expenses should be consistent with your Work Plan and
within the scope of the program. Budget requests and staffing need to be aligned and provide a consistent, logical picture of what is to be
accomplished, by whom, and the associated costs. In the event that this alignment does not occur, we will contact you for clarification.

The information contained in each expenditure category helps us understand how you plan to use your allowance. Please provide narrative
for each category in the "Description of Work" or the "Description of Item" section.

The form is an Excel worksheet that includes instructions in various cells that can be viewed by hovering the computer mouse over the cells.
The instructions below give additional guidance.

Contact Information

Complete the top portion of the form by providing your Agency Name, general administrative contact for your agency, lead contact for the
Baby & Me - Tobacco Free program and fiscal contact (person who will submit budget and invoices.).

Personal Services
You are not allowed to bill two different programs for staff time. Please be sure you not "double-dipping" e.g. billing Medicaid as
well as BMTF for the same time.

When filling out the Personal Services expenditure category, information in all 8 columns should appear:

Column 1: Position Title and/or Employee Name
Examples: Executive Director, Jane Smith; Nurse Practioner, Mary Johnson; Finance Director, John Williams

Column 2: Description of Work

Use the Description of Work column of the budget template to address the role and expected contribution of budgeted personnel. The time
commitment of each individual, expressed in FTE for a year, should be justified as a reasonable estimate for the work to be performed. The
salaried amount for 6 months will be automatically calculated. For hourly employees, please include hourly rate, number of hours budgeted
for the 6 month period, and number of months budgeted.

Columns 3-5: Gross or Annual Salary / Fringe / Percent of FTE on Project

Enter the gross or annual salary, fringe, and Percent of FTE on project for each person.
For example: A full-time salaried employee is paid $42,000 a year; their fringe benefits rate is 22%; they plan to spend approximately 10% of
their time on the project. Their total contribution to the Work Plan is calculated as follows:

$42,000 = annual salary
$42,000 x .22 = $9,240 fringe
$42,000 + $9,240 = $51,240.00
$51,240 x .10 = $5,124.00

For hourly employees, your calculation should be based on the number of hours they plan to work on the Work Plan DURING THE 12 MONTH

PERIOD.

For example: An hourly employee is paid $15/hour with 20% benefits; their time on the project will be for 10 hours/week for 50 weeks. Their
total contribution to the Work Plan is calculated as follows:

10 hours/week x 50 weeks = 500 Hours

$15 hour x 500 hours = $7,500

Column 7: Match or In-Kind

Reporting match and in-kind allows us to understand the total cost of completing the work proposed in the Work Plan. For example, cost may
include the contribution of program administrators’ time (i.e., an Executive Director, Nursing Director, or Program Manager’s time). Please do
enter in-kind if you are not charging all expenses so we can determine how much this program actually cost your agency to administer.
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Column 8: Total Amount Requested from RMHPF
This column should reflect the amount of your budget you plan to use for Salaried and Hourly Personal services to implement Baby & Me
Tobacco Free for July 1, 2014 to June 30, 2015.

Total Personal Services (including fringe benefits)

This row should show the totals for each columns and reflect the total amount of Personal Services costs you are requesting from RMHPF.

Supplies & Operating Expenses

Supplies and operating expenses may include, but are not limited to office supplies, educational materials for women you serve through the
BMTF program, copying and postage. With adequate justification, equipment such as a copier or computer could be included. However, our
assumption is that your agency was able to obtain any needed equipment in the first year of this program. Additional equipment will be
considered on a case by case basis. Use the Description of Item column to describe the rationale, necessity and reasonableness of the
operational costs budgeted. Consider the possibility of purchasing additional CO monitoring equipment if needed, but discuss needs first with
Laurie Adams, the National BMTF Executive Director. If you are including an program supplies for the women enrolled in the program, the
total amount must be limited to $25 per person. Laurie Adams will provide some options for items you could order with the BMTF logo -- at a
very reasonable cost so if you want to just list a total amount for now, that is acceptable. Please note that RMHPF is providing all CO monitor
supplies for FY15, including supplies for any monitors you may have purchased in FY14 with your allocated funds.

Column 6: Match or in kind
This column should reflect all match and in-kind contributions for each item related to supplies and operating expenses to successfully

complete the Work Plan.

Column 7: Total Amount Requested from CDPHE
This column should reflect the amounts for Supplies and Operating Expenses you are requesting from RMHPF.

Total Supplies & Operating Expenses

This row should total the amounts for Match or In-Kind and the total of the Supplies & Operating Expenses you are requesting from RMHPF.
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Travel
This expenditure category should include all travel expenses. RMHPF will directly reimbure you for travel to the training event for staff who

have not attended training previously. Exceptions may be made for staff who supervise the program and wish to attend with new staff. You do
not have to include these costs in your own budget. Some staff do incur approved local travel in the course of implementing the program.
Please separate lodging and meals, mileage, airfare, and other travel costs associated with the training. If you incur other travel expenses, such
as mileage to client residence, please describe. Agencies should have established policies for reimbursmenet of travel expenses and should
treat all funds from RMHPF in accordance with those policies.

Lodging - Lodging costs should be reasonable and follow the travel policies established by your agency/organization.

Column 6: Match or in kind
This column should reflect all match and in-kind contributions to the project needed to successfully complete the Work Plan.

Column 7: Total Amount Requested from RMHPF
This column should reflect the total amount for travel expenses you are requesting from RMHPF

Total Travel Expenses

This row should total the amounts for Match or In-Kind and the total of the Travel Expenses you are requesting from RMHPF.

SUB-TOTAL BEFORE INDIRECT
This row should total the amount of all Direct Costs you are requesting from RMHPF.
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Indirect

Please note that Indirect Costs may not be charged to RMHPF as part of this contract. However, we would like to capture all costs you incur
associated with this program and recommend that you list these as In-Kind costs This expenditure category should include all Indirect or
Administrative expenses. Indirect Costs are those that have been incurred for common or joint objectives and cannot be easily linked to a
particular program or objective in the Work Plan. Indirect Cost rates are expressed as a percentage.

NOTE: Operational expenses that support your specific program and can be identified, yet are not included in an agency's Indirect Cost rate
agreement, may be directly charged in the "Supply and Operating" category. An example would be printing costs you can track and clearly
identify as associated with this program.

Column 1: Item

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
RE: NURSE HOME VISITOR PROGRAM

THIS INTERGOVENMENTAL AGREEMENT shall become effective the 1°° day
of July, 2016 between the County of Montrose, State of Colorado,
hereinafter referred to as “Montrose” and County of Gunnison, State of
Colorado, hereinafter referred to as “Gunnison”.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Montrose has entered into a Task Order Contract Amendment
dated July 1,2016 with the State of Colorado for the use and benefit of
the Department of Public Health and Environment, a copy of which is
attached hereto as “Exhibit A” and “Exhibit B-Amendment #3” for all
purposes and specifically incorporated herein by reference and made a
part hereof and hereinafter referred to as “Task Order”; and

WHEREAS, such Task Order providesg, inter alia:

The maximum amount payable by the State through direct
reimbursement for work to be performed is $357,407, of which
$70,410 is to be allotted for work in Gunnison and paid to the
contractor for a total financial obligation and

WHEREAS, Gunnison represents to Montrose that it has reviewed this
Intergovernmental Agreement together with the State Task Order with its

County Attorney; and

WHEREAS, Montrose desires to enter into this subcontract with
Gunnison and Gunnison desires to perform the terms and conditions of the
State Task Order on behalf of Montrose as concerns Gunnison County in
accordance with the terms of this Intergovernmental Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises set forth
herein it is agreed between Montrose and Gunnison:

SECTION I.
DESCRIPTION OF WORK

The work to be performed by Gunnison in accordance with the terms
of this Intergovernmental Agreement shall encompass the performance of
the Duties and Obligations of the above—referenced State Task Order as
concerns Gunnison County specifically including, but not limited to,
paragraph 3 and 4 under “General Provisions” of said State Task Order
dated July 1, 2016. However, it is understood and agreed that it shall be
the responsibility of Gunnison to comply with all particulars of said
State Task Order as concerns Gunnison County and that Montrose shall not
have such duty of performance under there.
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SECTION IT.
PAYMENT

In consideration of Gunnison’s performance of the work, Gunnison
will be paid monthly upon submission of invoices evidencing work
completed. It is specifically understood and agreed that Montrose shall
not be responsible for the payment of any County funds to Gunnison under
this Intergovernmental Agreement. It is understood that Montrose’s
obligation is limited to the monies received from State in accordance

with the State Task Order.

Montrose will submit bills through the Medicaid Management
Information System (MMIS) each month for each qualifying mother/child
receiving a visit as verified by Gunnison.

Administrative/indirect costs will be accounted and noted as
Gunnison County local match at a direct rate of 10% of salaries plus
computer fees. Any actual program costs submitted by the Gunnison NFP
Nurse will be allocated and reimbursed to Gunnison up to the maximum
payable amount. This allocation and reimbursement will occur only after
Gunnison’s monthly billings have been submitted to Montrose and Montrose
has received appropriate reimbursement of funds from the State.

SECTION III.
RELATIONSHIP OF PARTIES

Gunnison shall perform its duties hereunder as an Independent
Contractor and not as an employee of Montrose. Neither Gunnison nor any
agent or employee of Gunnison shall be, or shall be deemed to be an agent
or employee of Montrose. Gunnison shall pay when due all required
employment taxes and income tax and local head tax on any monies paid
pursuant to this contract. Gunnison acknowledges that Gunnison and its
employees are not entitled to unemployment insurance benefits unless
Gunnison or a third party provides such coverage and that Montrose does
not pay for or otherwise provide such coverage. Gunnison shall have no
authorization, express or implied, to bind Montrose to any agreements,
liability, or understanding except as expressly set forth herein.
Gunnison shall provide and keep in force worker’s compensation (and show
proof of such insurance) and unemployment compensation insurance in
amounts required by law, and shall be solely responsible for the acts of
Gunnison, its employees and agents.
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SECTION IV.
DURATION

THE INITIAL term of this Intergovernmental Agreement shall commence
on the 1st of July, 2016 and shall continue through June 30, 2017. The
term of this Intergovernmental Agreement, including any extensions or
renewals thereof, may not exceed one year.

SECTION V.
MONTROSE’S OVERALL SUPERVISION

In the performance of the work herein contemplated, Gunnison is an
independent contractor with authority to control and direct the
performance of the details of the work, Montrose being interested only in
the results obtained. However, the work contemplated must meet the
approval of Montrose and shall be subject to Montrose’s general right of
inspection and supervision to ensure the satisfactory completion thereof.
Gunnison agrees to comply with all Federal, State and Municipal laws,
rules and regulations are now or may in the future become applicable to
Gunnison or Gunnison’s performance covered by this Intergovernmental
Agreement or accruing out of the performance of such operations.

SECTION VI.
NONASSIGNABILITY

The parties hereto stipulate and agree that this Intergovernmental
Agreement or any interest therein shall not be assigned or transferred
without the prior written consent of Montrose.

SECTION VII.
EFFECTIVE AGREEMENT

Each and every clause and covenant of this Agreement shall extend

to, benefit, and bind the successors and assigns of the parties hereto
respectively.
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SECTION VIII.
AMENDMENTS

Any and all modifications or alterations of or additions to or changes
in any term, condition, or agreement contained herein shall be void and
not binding on either party hereto unless set forth in writing and signed
by both parties.

SECTION IX.
DEFAULT

It is agreed that time is of the essence in the performance of
this Intergovernmental Agreement. In the event of default by either
party, the non—defaulting party shall give the defaulting party written
notice by certified mail of such default and the defaulting party shall
have ten (10) days to correct said default. If said default is not
corrected within said ten (10) day period, the non-defaulting party may
bring any action at law or equity authorized by the laws of the State of

Colorado.

SECTION X.
TERMINATION

It is understood that this Intergovernmental Agreement may be
terminated by either party, without cause, upon thirty (30) days written
notice to the other party.

SECTION XI.
COMPLIANCE

Both parties agree that they shall perform pursuant to this
Agreement in full compliance with all local, state and federal laws,
specifically including, but not limited to, HIPAA.

STATEMENT OF WORK

These provisions are to be read and Interpreted in conjunction with the provisions of the Amendment specified sbove,

I. Project Description:

In order to implement the Nurse Home Visitor Program (NHVP) efficiently and effectively and to promote the successful
partnerships between state public entities and the private sector, responsibility for the program is divided between the
Colorado Department of Human Services, which is responsible for financial administration of the program, and the Regents
of University of Colorado, a body corporate, for and on behalf of the University of Colorado Denver (UCD) located at the
Anschutz Medical Campus which is responsible for programmatic, clinical and technical support, monitoring and

evaluation, including data collection, for the program. It is the intent of the general assembly that the state department and
the health sciences facility work collaboratively to share information in order to promote efficient and effective program
implementation; however, neither entity is responsible for the other entity’s statutorily prescribed duties.

II. Performance Requirements/Deliverables:

1

The Contractor, in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Contract and this Exhibit, shall perform

and complete, in a timely and satisfactory manner, all activities and services related to the fiscal management of
the Colorado Nurse Home Visitor Program as set forth in CRS 26-6.4-107.2(2.5). The fiscal management
provided by the contractor for the program must be deemed by the State to be acceptable and in good faith. For
fiscal management to be “‘acceptable” it must comply with all, but not limited to, the items listed below, which are
incorporated and made part hereof by reference.

The Contractor shall complete in a satisfactory manner and by the indicated date, all activities stated in the
Areas Requiring Performance Improvement Plan or Funding Conditions in the NHVP Application Review
Summary which is incorporated and made part hereof by reference (see Exhibit F).

The Contractor shall participate in meetings or trainings as requested by the State, including attendance by the
Contractor’s Nurse Supervisor and fiscal staff at the NHVP grantee workshop; and the Contractor must cover
all costs as applicable.

The Contractor shall provide the nurse home visitor services in accordance with the grantee application and
the FY2015 Budget, Exhibit B.

Funding adjustments may be executed during the term of this Contract in accordance with Additional
Provisions, Exhibit C. Grant awards are made using NHVP funding and Medicaid reimbursement estimates.
The total amount of funding for the term of this Contract may not exceed the Total Amount Requested from
the CDHS as provided in the attached Budget, Exhibit B. If the Contractor draws more Medicaid funding,
the State will reduce the NHVP funding. Unless otherwise approved, overages of Medicaid funding in one
fiscal year are reconciled in the subsequent fiscal year. If the contractor draws less Medicaid funding the

state may increase the NHVP funding, if funding is available, during the Mid-Year Budget Projections
process. Medicaid income generated from Nurse Home Visitor Program services shall be spent on the Nurse
Home Visitor Program.

Contractor shall submit Medicaid reimbursement requests for all eligible clients. Department of Health Care
Policy and Financing (HCPF) oversees the submission of Medicaid reimbursement requests for compliance
with HCPF procedures and the Medicaid Billing Manual. The Medicaid Billing Manual can be accessed at
the link shown under Item 1.

Contractor shall refer families participating in any and all programs in its agency such as the Special
Supplemental Program for Women, Infants and Children (WIC), Early and Periodic Screening, Diagnosis and
Treatment (EPSDT), Immunization Clinics, Health Care Program for Children with Special Health Care
Needs (HCP), Prenatal Plus (PNP), etc. to appropriate enabling and direct care service programs in the
community. Contractor shall provide all pregnant women in need of resources for prenatal medical care
information about programs such as WIC, PNP, etc. as needed; provide all individuals seeking reproductive
health services with information about pregnancy planning, preconception health, the consequences of
unintended pregnancies, and referrals to comprehensive family planning services; and shall ensure that all

children ages birth through two years who may be eligible for early intervention services are referred to Early
Intervention Colorado.

Contractor shall notify the State within thirty (30) days of a change of the NHVP Nurse
Coordinator/Supervisor or fiscal staff and shall require any new NHVP Nurse Coordinator/Supervisor and
fiscal staff working on NHVP services to participate in Fiscal Orientation within forty-five (45) days of
employment.

In order to fulfill model requirements as an implementation site for the Nurse Family Partnership home
visiting program, Contractor shall comply with all elements of the FY 2014-2015 Nurse Home Visitor
Program Non-Competing Continuation Application Review Summary which is incorporated and made a part
of this contract as Exhibit F.

1. Monitoring:

The monitoring of this contract for compliance with fiscal performance requirements is based in part on a
fiscal risk assessment conducted prior to contracting, contractor fiscal and programmatic performance during
the contract period and contractor compliance with contractual terms and conditions during the contract
period. Monitoring will be conducted by the Program Manager(State Representative) and methods used will
include review of documentation reflective of performance, including reimbursement requests and other
documentation as applicable. The contractor’s performance will be evaluated at set intervals and
communicated to the contractor. A Final Contractor Performance Evaluation will be conducted at the end of
the life of the contract.

I'V. Resolution of Non-Compliance:

The Contractor will be notified in writing within 30 calendar days of discovery of a compliance issue. Within
45 calendar days of discovery, the Contractor and the State will collaborate, when appropriate, to determine
the action(s) necessary to rectify the compliance issue and determine when the action(s) must be completed.
The action(s) and time line for completion will be documented in writing and agreed to by both parties, If
extenuating circumstances arise that requires an extension to the time line, the Contractor must email a request
to the Program Manager (State Representative) and receive approval for a new due date. The State will
oversee the completion/implementation of the action(s) to ensure time lines are met and the issue(s) is
resolved. If the Contractor demonstrates inaction or disregard for the agreed upon compliance resolution plan,
the State may exercise its rights under the Remedies section of the General Provisions of this contract,
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EXHIBIT A

V. Option to Extend the Term of the Contract:

The State may require continued performance for a period of 4 (four) additional one-year periods at
the same rates and same terms specified in the Contract. If the State exercises the option, it will
provide written notice to Contractor at least 30 days prior to the end of the current contract term in a
form substantially equivalent to Exhibit E. If exercised, the provisions of the Option Letter shall
become part of and be incorporated into the original contract. The total duration of this Contract,
including any options under this clause, shall not exceed 5 (five) years.

The State may increase or decrease the quantity of goods/services described in
section/schedule/exhibit based upon the rates established in the Contract. If the State exercises the
option, it will provide written notice to Contractor as least 30 days prior to the end of the current
contract term in a form substantially equivalent to Exhibit E. Delivery/performance of the
goods/service shall continue at the same rates and terms. If exercised, the provisions of the Option
Letter shall become part of and be incorporated into the origina] contract.

Kimberly Cook, Denise Wallen and Sheila Olson are home visitors who conduct home visits and coordinate schedules with families.

Theresa Balet serves as the supervisor and manages all operations for the home visiting program at this site.
Veronica Martinez-Erie is the administrative assistant for our program and is responsible for interpretation for our Spanish spreaking, data

entry, Medicaid billing and program support.
Fringe benefits at Montrose County includes: Workers' Compensation, FICA, Medicare, Unemployment, Long Ternm Disability, Retirement

and in some cases health benefits.
OPERATING EXPENSES: $30,694
Office Operating expenses (32,000)is used to purchase materials for program, such as pens, paper, folders, binders and other office supplies.

Client Support Materials ($4,670) includes gifts for children and mothers to promote emotional and social development , as well as safety and
positive relationships. These funds are also being used to buy incentives for our new "Earn While You Learn" program which was implemented

to support client engagement and retention.

Printing and Publications ($2,240) is used to print necessary forms and materials for the program.

Postal and shipping services ($200) is used to cover costs for documents or communication to be mailed to clients or partnering sites.
Communications ($1,000) is used to cover cost of phone services, long distance, cell services and data plan for our tablets used during client
visits.

Outside Services: Maternal and Early Childhood Mental Health ($1,000) is used to cover nurse consultation with mental health worker when
dealing with challenging clients.

Required Model Materials ($2,000) to cover costs of model materials and forms that are required during home visits.

Computers or laptops with software ($700) is used to update software for Medicaid billing.

Rent, Maintenance and Utilities ($16,884) are used for costs to cover NFP space in the HHS building.

TRAINING AND TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE: $12,702

DANCE Licensing (3300) We have nurses on our team (including supervisor) that will need to renew DANCE licensing in 2017.

Program Support Fee (3$7,260) and Nurse Consultation Fee (82,742) covers the costs for site supervisor's monthly supervision calls with
consultant, as well as quarterly supervisor meeting and program support from IIK nurse consultants.

Professional Development ($2,400) covers the costs for all NHYV, including site supervisor, to attend classes and continuing education in order
to maintain competency and grow as a professional.

EQUIPMENT: $0

No Costs in this Category will be reimbursed by CDHS.

TRAVEL: $10,600

NFP Training and Meeting Travel (1,500) this cost is necessary so that home visitors and supervisor can travel to meetings and classes. NFP
training and meeting travel includes mileage, hotel and per diem for meals when overstay is needed for training.

This Agreement (“Agreement”) made effective the day of , 2016, is
by and between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison,
Colorado, whose address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Gunnison
County”) and Jim Lewis d/b/a Eco-Right Solutions (“Contractor”).

RECITALS
Contractor provides professional services regarding application of herbicide to control
noxious weeds mandated for control within Gunnison County. Gunnison County desires
to engage Contractor to provide Services according to this Agreement.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and
obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. SCOPE OF SERVICES.

Contractor shall furnish all labor, supervision, supplies and equipment to commence,
diligently pursue, and complete the services as more specifically set forth on Exhibit A,
attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, regarding application of
herbicide to control noxious weeds mandated for control within the Gunnison River
Watershed . All Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with
generally accepted standards for Contractor’s profession and all applicable federal,
state and local laws and regulations affecting the Services or the subject matter thereof.
Contractor acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and Gunnison County
may contract with additional or other Contractors able to furnish the same or similar
services as it deems appropriate to do so.

2.  TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date first set forth above and shall
terminate on October 30, 2016, unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided
herein.

Execution of this Agreement will assist the County with its noxious weed management
strategy, as outlined in the Gunnison County Strategic Plan.

COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.

@) In exchange for Contractors performance of the Services, during the
Term, Gunnison County shall pay Contractor a rate of $75.00 per
linear mile for weed treatment in road rights of way. Specific rights of
way to be treated are:

1. Marble-area roads: Gunnison County Road 3 from the intersection with Highway
133 to the western border of the Town of Marble, Gunnison County Road 3 from
the eastern border of the Town of Marble to the Intersection with USFS Rods 314
& 315, Serpentine Trail, Crystalline Drive, Prospector Trail, Daniels Hill Road,
Marble Village Drive and Marble Quarry Road to the USFS Boundary.

2. Colorado Highway 133 from the Gunnison-Pitkin County Line to the Gunnison-
Delta County Line

As funding allows, each of these rights of way shall be treated twice during the 2016
growing season, including once in early summer and once in late summer or early fall.
Total compensation for work must not exceed $8000.

a. The Compensation shall compensate Contractor for all charges,
expenses, overhead, payroll costs, employee benefits, insurance
subsistence, and profits, except as specifically set forth herein.

b. This Agreement is subject to Gunnison County making an annual budget
appropriation in an amount sufficient to fund this Agreement. If Gunnison
County fails or refuses to make such an appropriation, Gunnison County
reserves the right to terminate this Agreement without penalty to
Contractor pursuant to paragraph 11 of this Agreement.

3. INDEMNIFICATION.

Contractor agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison County, its
Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all liability, claims, liens,
demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable attorney’s
and expert’s fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost, damage or injury,
including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind caused by the
misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of Contractor or its employees,
subcontractors or agents in connection with this Agreement.

This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement with respect
to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.





4. INSURANCE.

Contractor agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that Contractor
shall carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and expense, the
following insurance policies.

5. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, Contractor is acting
as an independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint venture or employee of
Gunnison County. Contractor does not have any authority to bind Gunnison County in
any manner whatsoever.

Contractor acknowledges and agrees that Contractor is not entitled to: (i)
unemployment insurance benefits; or (i) Workers Compensation coverage, from
Gunnison County. Further, Contractor is obligated to pay federal and state income tax
on any moneys paid it related to the services

6. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a personal services contract with Contractor and, therefore, Contractor shall not
delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent of
Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its discretion.
Subject to the foregoing, the terms, covenants and conditions of this Agreement shall be
binding on the successors and assigns of either party.

Steven Jennings is the owner of Lot RNQ-1, Skyland River Neighborhood. The lot is designated as a
RNQ lot — River Neighborhood “Quadraplex Lot”. “Quadraplex Lot” designation in Skyland River
Neighborhood is solely for the construction of two, three, or four residential units. Two lots were
designated as RNQ lots on the Skyland River Neighborhood plat. Mr. Jennings requests a change in
the designation of Lot RNQ-1 to RNSF — Single-Family Lot, which pursuant to the Covenants, would
allow for the construction of only one single-family residence.

Two townhomes were constructed on the adjacent Lot RNQ-2, in 2007 (Lily Townhomes). Mr.
Jennings owns Unit B of Lily Townhomes (Lot RNQ-2). He indicates that he has no plans to develop
Lot RNQ-1, at this time, but is still required to pay water availability fees for four units. He understands
that the change would only allow one single-family residence being constructed on the lot, in the future.
The change in designation would, however, provide him relief from paying water availability fees for
four units.

The request is supported by the Skyland Community Association (see attached letter from Michael
Billingsly, Skyland Association Manager — June 7, 2016) and the River Neighborhood Association (see
attached letter from Sarah Huckins, River Neighborhood Board Member - May 19, 2016).

The reduction in the number of units allowed on this lot to one single-family residence would decrease
potential future traffic and parking issues in the Skyland River Neighborhood, which have been
problematic in the neighborhood.

Re: Requested enforcement action of construction without permits at 1134 Cove Road

Purpose of request:

Staff is requesting authorization for the County Attorney to take all necessary
enforcement action, including litigation, as described in Article 16 of the Land Use
Resolution, Article 16 of the On-site Wastewater Treatment System Regulations, and
the 2009 International Building Code as it relates to Timothy Coakley and his property,
1134 Cove Road and legally described as Site 62 Masden Lake Fork Cove, for a
residence being erected without a building permit and connection to an old septic tank
without a septic permit.

Background:

On April 29, 2016, the Community Development Department received an application
from Mr. Coakley for a building permit to construct a 3 bedroom single family residence
at 1134 Cove Road. On May 2, 2016, Mr. Coakley was contacted by staff and
requested to submit information regarding the existing septic system on the parcel. Mr.
Coakley could not provide detailed information about the septic system but did explain
that it was installed in the 1980s by the previous owner of the parcel under a Gunnison
County septic permit. Staff explained to Mr. Coakley that proof of septic system
adequacy, in accordance with the minimum requirements of the Gunnison County
OWTS Regulations, for the proposed residence would need to be shown. Mr. Coakley
refused to provide any additional information.

The original septic permit was located by staff in historical files. The permit was issued
in 1986 to accommodate a cabin which was not built. The existing septic system does
not appear to be adequate for Mr. Coakley’s proposed 3 bedroom residence. On May
11, 2016 staff sent Mr. Coakley a letter requesting additional building and septic
information. Staff also called Mr. Coakley ahead of him receiving the letter to explain
what information was needed and to go over options. During this phone call Mr.
Coakley indicated that he was going to build without permitting. Post Office records
show that the letter was refused.

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On June 28, 2016, construction work at Mr. Coakley’s property was observed by staff.

A drive-by of the property was initiated after a permit status inquiry was made by a local
contractor. On June 30, 2016 a Stop Work Order and Notice of Violation was issued to
Mr. Coakley and sent certified return receipt. Post Office records show that Mr. Coakley
has been given notice that a certified letter from Gunnison County is waiting for him but
he has not picked up the letter. Please see attached Stop Work Order/Notice of
Violation.

On July 13, 2016, Community Development Department staff observed that
construction on Mr. Coakley’s parcel is active and progressing. Please see attached
photographs.

The Community Development Department has not received any of the items requested
in the Stop Work Order/Notice of Violation nor has there been any communication from
the property owner despite staff attempts to communicate with the owner.

In summary, the property owner is in violation of the Gunnison County Building Code,
the Gunnison County OWTS Regulations and also a Stop Work Order.

The Gunnison County Community Development Department has reviewed your
application for a one-family dwelling at Site 62 Masden Lake Fork Cove. The
proposal includes the utilization of an existing septic system that was installed,
under Gunnison County permit #821, issued in 1986. Information provided on the
pemmit indicates that the system consists of a 1,000 plastic septic tank, cast-iron
sewer and effluent piping, and approximately 600 square feet of soil treatment area.

The recorded soil data provides an average percolation rate of 48 minutes per inch.
Given the historical soils data and the proposed 3 bedroom dwelling, the minimum
soil treatment area would be greater than the existing 600 square feet. The existing
field is not adequate to accommodate your proposed three bedroom one-family
dwelling.

Additionally, the Gunnison County OWTS Regulations, Section 6-101: General
Requirements for Components of All Systems prohibits the use of cast iron pipe in
on-site wastewater treatment systems. .

The Gunnison County OWTS Regulations, Section 6-103: Requirements for Septic
Tanks allows for plastic septic tanks, provided that, among other items, they are
structurally sound and support external forces, all seams and connections are
sealed to be watertight, and have a minimum of two compartments. The condition
of the existing septic tank would need to be investigated to determine if it is
adequate.

The 2009 Intemational Residential Code (IRC), Section R105.3.1: Action on
application, requires that the building official issue a building permit for a proposed
structure if the proposed work conforms to the requirements of the IRC and laws
and ordinances, including the Gunnison County OWTS Regulations, as applicable.
Section 101.3 Intent of the 2009 IRC, states that the purpose of the code is to
establish minimum requirements to safeguard the public safety, health and general
welfare through, among other things, sanitation. Without adequate sanitation in

accordance with the Gunnison County OWTS Regulations, the granting of your
building permit would be in violation of the 2009 International Residential Code.
Therefore, your application for a building permit would be denied under the current
proposal to utilize the existing on-site wastewater treatment system on the parcel.

One option available to you is to apply for a septic alteration permit for your existing
system. Exact sizing of a soil treatment area (field) will depend on the media type
chosen. Our septic information packet has a list of licensed septic professionals,
many of whom are also soils technicians, who can assist in the design alterations
and evaluation of the existing components. | have included a copy of the septic
information and application packet for your review.

Additionally, | have completed the building plan review for your proposed structure.
We will need confirmation from your design professional that the structure meets
the minimum roof snowload (live load) of 40 psf and wind load of 90mph, 3 second
gusts. Also, the REScheck submitted does not reflect your proposed building plans
and is not filled out correctly (for example, the construction plans do not call out a
slab on grade, the second level is absent from the total square footage, only one
wall is called when you will have four walls, etc.). Please keep in mind that
REScheck is usually only used for unusual or log structures. Your proposed plans
indicate stud walls. If you propose insulation meeting the prescriptive requirement
(R-21 walls, R-30 floor over unconditioned space, R-49 roof, for example) then you
would not need a REScheck analysis.

Please let me know if you have any questions or would like to discuss the
permitting process and requirements for the alteration of an on-site wastewater
treatment system. Review

COMPLAINT

COME NOW, Plaintiffs Kyle Ross Shannon and Laura Golden Shannon, and for their
Complaint against Defendants, state as follows:

Jurisdiction and Venue

1. This Court has jurisdiction pursuant to Colo. Const. art. VI, § 9.

2. This case is an action affecting real property located in Gunnison County,
Colorado. Therefore, venue is proper pursuant to C.R.C.P. 98(a).

Parties and Subject Matter

3. Plaintiffs are the owners, in joint tenancy, of the following real property situate in
Gunnison County, Colorado (“Property”):

Beginning at the northeast corner of the southeast quarter of the southwest quarter
(SE1/4SW1/4), Section 15, Township 15 South, Range 84 West, 6" P.M., and running
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thence south 495 feet, thence west 1,320 feet, thence north 495 feet, thence east 1,320
feet to the place of beginning.

4. Plaintiffs are in possession of the Property.

5. The named Defendant Sebestien Gardner (“Gardner”) is a former owner of the
Property.

6. On information and belief, Gardner is deceased. He is named for the purpose of

binding his heirs or other successors.

7. The Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, State of
Colorado (“BOCC?”) is the local government body with the authority to regulate subdivisions of
land within unincorporated areas of Gunnison County, Colorado. C.R.S. § 30-28-133. The
BOCC may have or claim an interest which would be affected by the declaration sought in the
second claim for relief. See C.R.S. § 13-51-115.

Factual Background

8. Gardner, as Grantor, sold the Property to Ray G. Williamson, as Grantee, by a
Deed dated August 21, 1935, and recorded in the real property records of Gunnison County at
Book 245, Page 268 (the “Gardner Deed”).

9. The Gardner Deed includes the following covenant (the “Gardner Covenant”):
“Grantee hereby covenants with the Grantor that neither he nor his successors in interest will
divide or sell said lands in tracts smaller than the tract of land hereby conveyed.”

10. On August 10, 1935, Gardner sold a 25 acre tract of land south of the Property to
L.M. Thornton. The deed to Thornton included a covenant identical to the Gardner Covenant.

11. In 1992, the Thornton property was subdivided into Thornworth Estates, a
residential subdivision containing 6 parcels of land, each 1.65 to 6.33 acres in size.

12. The 40 acres north of the Property has been subdivided into 20 lots, each 0.23
acres to 3.29 acres in size.

13. The 40 acres between the Property and Thornworth Estates has been subdivided
into 19 residential lots, each 1.00 to 5.54 acres in size, plus a 19 unit condominium development.

14. At 15 acres in size, the Property is significantly larger than any other private
parcel of land in the vicinity.

15.  No evidence exists that the Gardner Covenant was intended to be appurtenant to
any other parcel of land.
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16. There is no evidence that Gardner ever attempted to assign the right to enforce the
Gardner Covenant.

17. Gardner has not owned land in the vicinity of the Property, and on information
and belief has been deceased, for many decades.

Unknown Persons

18. There may be persons interested in the subject matter of this action whose names
cannot be inserted herein because said names are unknown to Plaintiffs although diligent efforts
have been made to ascertain the names of said persons; such persons have been made defendants
and designated as “all unknown persons who claim any interest in the subject matter of this
action.” So far as Plaintiffs’ knowledge extends, any such interest(s) of the unknown parties are
derived through Gardner.

First Claim for Relief: Quiet Title
19.  The allegations set forth above are incorporated herein by this reference.

20. This action is brought pursuant to C.R.C.P. 105(a), which authorizes actions to be
“brought for the purpose of obtaining a complete adjudication of the rights of all parties thereto,
with respect to any real property...The court in its decree shall grant full and adequate relief so
as to completely determine the controversy and enforce the rights of the parties...”

21. Plaintiffs see a complete adjudication of the rights of the parties hereto with
respect to the Property, under any and all applicable legal doctrines, whether or not expressly
incorporated into this Complaint. See Board of County Comm’rs of Pitkin County v. Timroth, 87
P.3d 102, 105 (Colo. 2004) (“After the enactment of Rule 105...even though the pleadings do
not raise a particular issue, if the evidence before the court makes the issue apparent, the court
must reach that issue in order to grant full and appropriate relief.”).

22. Specifically, Plaintiffs seek to quiet title to the Property as against Gardner, in
order to terminate the Gardner Covenant as a cloud on the Plaintiffs’ title to the Property.

23. A court of equity has “the power and authority to remove or cancel the restrictive
covenants as clouds on the plaintiffs' title...when, as here, it is shown that the restrictive
covenants no longer serve the purpose for which they were imposed and are no longer beneficial
to those claiming under them.” Zavislak v. Shipman, 362 P.2d 1053, 1055 (Colo. 1961).

24, Similarly “a court may exercise its equitable powers when a restrictive
covenant...when the circumstances have changed and the enforcement would impose an
oppressive burden without any substantial benefit.” Schneider v. Drake, 44 P.3d 256, 261 (Colo.
App. 2001).
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25. “In the case of protective covenants, it has sometimes been held that changes
within the affected area may result in modification or removal of the covenant because the
changes were within the control of those entitled to enforce the covenant. In other words, the
doctrines of abandonment, estoppel and waiver are applicable.” West Alameda Heights
Homeowners Association v. The Board of County Commissioners of the County of Jefferson,
State of Colorado, 458 P.2d 253, 257 (Colo. 1969).

26. The Gardner Covenant no longer serves the purpose for which it was imposed and
is no longer beneficial to any person who may claim a right under it. It has been decades since
Gardner owned property in the vicinity of the Property. There is no plausible benefit to the heirs
or other successors in leaving the Gardner Covenant in place.

217. Circumstances have changed and enforcement would impose an oppressive
burden without any substantial benefit. The residential lots in the vicinity of the Property are
significantly smaller than the Property. The Property is bisected by a County Road right of way,
making it infeasible to use the entire Property for a single residential use.

28. The right to enforce the Gardner Covenant has been terminated by abandonment,
estoppel, or waiver. Gardner imposed an identical restrictive covenant on a nearby parcel of land,
which was subdivided without objection almost 25 years ago.

Second Claim for Relief: Declaratory Judgment
29.  The allegations set forth above are incorporated herein by this reference.

30. “Courts of record within their respective jurisdictions have power to declare
rights, status, and other legal relations whether or not further relief is or could be claimed.”
C.R.S. § 13-51-105.

31. “Any person interested under a deed, will, written contract, or other writings
constituting a contract or whose rights, status, or other legal relations are affected by a statute,
municipal ordinance, contract, or franchise may have determined any question of construction or
validity arising under the instrument, statute, ordinance, contract, or franchise and obtain a
declaration of rights, status, or other legal relations thereunder.” C.R.S. § 13-51-106.

32. In the alternative to the First Claim for Relief, and for the reasons set forth in the
Factual Background and First Claim for Relief, Plaintiffs seek a judgment declaring that the
Gardner Covenant is null and void, and unenforceable.

Prayer for Relief

WHEREFORE, Plaintiffs pray for a Decree determining that Defendants have no interest,
estate, or claim of any kind whatsoever in the Property, and forever barring and enjoining
Defendants from asserting any claim or title thereto, in particular, determining that the Gardner
Covenant has been terminated, quieting title to the Property in the name of the Plaintiffs, and
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adjudging that Plaintiffs are the owners in fee simple as set forth herein and are entitled to
possession and beneficial use of the Property and for such other relief as the Court may deem
proper. Plaintiffs do not seek to actually subdivide the Property in this case. Rather, they seek to
remove the Gardner Covenant so that, upon completion of this case, the Plaintiffs may seek to
subdivide the Property pursuant to the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution.
