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   DestiMetrics – Client Agreement 
This Agreement, executed on __________, is between DestiMetrics, LLC (DMX) and Gunnison County (Client), 
with Services (as identified below) beginning on January 1, 2017 (Service Start Date) and continuing thru 
December 31, 2017 (Service End Date), subject to the terms and conditions described herein. The Client, 
their participating properties (Client-Properties) along with their designated and authorized staff are 
collectively referred to herein as Subscribers.  


The purpose of this Agreement is to plan, initiate and operate a destination-lodging research program for the 
Client, (collectively, Services) in conjunction with its Client-Properties,  operated by DMX, utilizing its 
proprietary methods, systems,  procedures and enabling technology as further described below: 


I. Services:    


Services Provided:  Includes both one-time Startup and Ongoing Operations, along with the production and 
publication of related work product which are provided by DMX under the terms of this Agreement, as further 
described in “Attachment B – Products and Services, attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference. 


Ongoing Operations: Begins with the completion of Startup (if applicable), continues thru the term of this 
Agreement and concludes with a final report, mid-month after the Service End Date. (Note: By way of 
example, using a 12 month Agreement, Ongoing Operations will begin after completion of Startup, which is 
typically 60 days after the Service Start Date,  and completion of Startup, then will continue for 10 monthly 
reports thru Service End Date, with the final Report several weeks thereafter. )  
Data Submission & Report Subscribers:  This Agreement includes participation licenses for up to 14 Client-
Properties as data submitters. Additionally, access to resulting reports is granted and provided via the DMX 
secure web portal for up to 29 Subscribers (which includes 2 representatives for each Client-Property, and 5 
Subscriptions for Client representatives), subject to change by mutual agreement during the term of this 
Agreement. (For Example, an Agreement with 10 Data-Submitting Client-Properties, would result in 20 
Subscriptions for them, and up to 5 provided for Client, totaling 25. 


 
II. Client Responsibilities:  Client will:  


1. Compensate DMX annual fees of  $18,025,  payable  at Service Start Date, and then quarterly in 
advance thru the Term of the Agreement, as further detailed below:    


Invoice Date Amt. Due Description 
January 1, 2017 $4,506.25 Service Start Date - First of  four quarterly payments 
April 1, 2017 $4,506.25 Second of four quarterly  payments 
July 1, 2017 $4,506.25 Third of four quarterly payments 
October 1, 2017 $4,506.25 Fourth of four quarterly payments  


Note:  Fees are based on DMX standard policies and payment terms outlined above and will be subject to 
change if altered.  
 


2. Designate a representative in the person of John Norton (Client Representative) to serve as primary 
contact for Client’s performance of the responsibilities described herein.  


3.  Identify, recruit, and engage Client-Properties, by way of a related Client-Property Subscription 
Agreement (see Attachment C) and then assist DMX with their Startup and ongoing data submission 
in accordance with DMX standard procedures.       


4. Acknowledge that this Agreement is part of a broader, cooperative industry destination/lodging 
research program, whose value increases with broader participation, and generally endorse and 
promote Program participation by any/all appropriate properties, similar comparative destinations 
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and any others whose participation might be beneficial.  
 


III. DMX Services and Responsibilities:  DMX will: 
1. Provide those products and Services further described in Attachment B, along with the use of its 


proprietary systems, procedures, policies and enabling technology. 
2. Assist Client in their recruitment of Client-Properties and then provide Startup training/orientation 


and ongoing support of Client and Client-Subscribers.  
3. Collect data provided by Client-Properties, evaluate and secure the resulting data, then produce and 


distribute requisite reports to all Subscribers by way of  the DMX secure web portal to which 
Subscribers are provided access via individual Subscriber logons.  


4. Provide Client-Properties with access to additional DMX products and services (beyond the scope of 
this agreement) on an a la carte basis, at best available rates, subject only to pre-existing 
commitments and in accordance with its standard Terms and Conditions.  


 
IV. Client-Property Responsibilities:  In the performance of their obligations under this Agreement, both 


DMX and Client rely on participating properties the terms and responsibilities for which are defined in a 
separate but related Client-Property Subscription Agreement (see Attachment C), where:  


1. Client-Properties agree to execute and abide by the Client-Property subscription agreement, 
participate by submitting their reservation activity data according to DMX standard terms, conditions 
and procedures in a manner that is both timely and accurate.  


2. Earn Subscription rights and access to  resulting reports (see Attachment B) 
3. Receive right to purchase additional DMX products and services on an a la carte basis pursuant to  a 


separate agreement between DMX and the Client-Properties 
 


V. Terms and Conditions:  
1. Billing Procedures:   


a. Fees related to this Agreement are due and payable as described in the Client Responsibilities 
section of this Agreement and are delinquent if not received within 30 days of invoice date. 
Delinquent payments are subject to interest charges at 1.5% per month until received and if not 
cured within 30 days of notice, are grounds for default under this Agreement and the right to 
pursue applicable remedies. 


b. Expenses associated with the performance of this Agreement are included, except as follows: 
Travel related expenses, when at Client’s request and pre-approved, will be charged at the costs 
incurred, along with half the related travel time to/from DMX Office in Denver. 


c. No taxes or other similar surcharges are anticipated, but if imposed or assessed by an authorized 
taxing authority, will be treated as expenses and become the Client’s responsibility to pay and/or 
reimburse. 


d. Any/all additional work requested by Client and not already included in this Agreement, will be 
performed, subject to pre-existing commitments, and charged at DMX standard rates, terms and 
conditions.  


2. Confidentiality and Distribution: Data Provided by Client-Properties, and resulting reports are 
CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION, as subject to the following: 


a. Client/Client-Property data will be treated as Confidential Information by DMX, not to be 
published or distributed unless/until aggregated with other similar data and indistinguishable as 
a result.  DMX will retain all data in its secure web portal, produce and distribute agreed upon 
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reports for Client and Client-Properties and retain exclusive rights to the data and various 
reports, provided that no individual Client-Property data is disclosed, nor any aggregated data 
made public.  For example Client and Client-Property data might be combined with other similar 
data as part of a broader regional or industry-wide report set.     


b. As part of the Separate-but related Client-Property Subscription Agreement ( Attachment C), 
Client Properties and their respective Subscribers, acknowledge and agree that all information, 
reports and related data posted within the DMX web portal and/or otherwise provided by DMX is 
CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION, to which access is restricted, and  reproduction, distribution or 
sharing of this CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION is STRICTLY PROHIBITED and enforceable by law 
excepting only when specific written agreement provides otherwise.   


3. Inherent Limitations and Restrictions: Notwithstanding the reasonable and best efforts undertaken 
by the parties to fully perform their respective obligations as provided for herein, the parties 
acknowledge and agree that there are inherent limitations and/or restrictions which may alter, 
influence and otherwise affect the results and the success of this Agreement and may thereby provide 
justifiable cause and reason for inability to perform certain obligations by a given party. These 
limitations and restrictions include, without limitation, the following: 
a. Client-Property Subscribers submission of  timely and accurate data is vital to the performance of 


this Agreement, but beyond the control or direction of either DMX or the Client, and could result 
in a failure to start or maintain the minimum thresholds of  sufficient quantity or quality of data 
(Data Integrity) to publish viable reports in which case: 


1. Parties will utilize best efforts to restore minimum Data Integrity. 
2. DMX may evoke a limited report production process, where data will be collected, 


aggregated, and reports produced, but distributed only to Client on a Confidential basis, 
until Data Integrity is restored.   


3. If Data Integrity is not achieved within 4 months of Service Start Date, or not maintained 
for any consecutive 3 month period during the term of this Agreement, then this 
Agreement may be cancelled by either party by providing 30 days written notice as 
provided for herein.  


b. The existence of minimum Data Integrity will be determined and established by DMX, in 
accordance with its standard procedures and at its sole discretion. 


 
a. Responsibility:  All Program participants understand and acknowledge that DMX reports are based on 


data provided by participating program Client-Properties and that DMX will use its best efforts to 
assure the accuracy of the data and resulting reports, but DMX will not be responsible or liable for 
accuracy of the data, resulting reports, or any decisions made as a result. 
 


b. Cancellation:  This Agreement shall terminate upon completion of all Services provided for herein, or 
sooner if mutually agreed upon by the parties,  or cancelled by either party with 30 days written 
notice, whereupon this Agreement shall be terminated and  wound down by the parties, in which 
case:  


a. All Startup fees will be retained by DMX. 
b. DMX will be compensated for all Services performed including for any/all monthly report 


production that had been performed prior to the date of Cancellation.  
c. If this Agreement includes a multi-year price discount, a cancellation by Client for any reason, 


will invalidate the multi-year discount and require a reimbursement of any/all discounts 
taken by Client thru term of cancellation, as an early cancellation fee.  (For example if the 
Client received a discount of $3,000/year/$250/month, cancelled the Agreement after 15 
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months, their cancellation fee would be an amount equal to the discount over those 15 
months ($250 x 15= $3,750). 


d. Any remaining obligations and/or fees associated with this Agreement will be terminated 
and no further obligations will remain in force or effect, excepting those related to 
Confidential Information as set forth above.   


6. Independent Contractor:  DMX and the Client shall be considered independent contractors.  Neither 
DMX nor the Client is an employee, agent, joint venturer or partner of the other entity.  Nothing shall be 
interpreted as creating an employment relationship between or among DMX and the Client.  DMX shall 
have control of the manner and means by which its services are provided to the Client subject to the 
terms and provisions of this Agreement.  


7. Controlling Law:  This Agreement shall be construed in accordance with, and governed by, the laws of 
the State of Colorado. 


8. Dispute Resolution: Any disputes arising out of this Agreement shall be subject to arbitration. As a pre-
condition to the filing of any such arbitration, all claims, disputes, and other matters in question 
between the parties  arising out of, or relating to, this Agreement  shall first be submitted to non-
binding mediation prior to initiation of any arbitration unless the parties mutually agree otherwise.  
The cost of said mediation shall be split equally between the parties.  This Agreement to mediate shall 
be specifically enforceable under the prevailing laws of the State of Colorado. 
The parties agree that any disputes or claims concerning the terms and conditions of this Agreement 
that cannot be resolved after consultation and discussion between the parties or by mediation shall 
be submitted to binding arbitration through either the American Arbitration Association or the Judicial 
Arbiter Group in accordance with commercial arbitration rules and the Colorado Arbitration Act, with the 
tribunal being selected by the party filing the demand for Arbitration.  Any such arbitration shall be 
conducted at Denver, Colorado. The parties shall select one mutually agreeable arbitrator from the 
candidates available through the arbitration tribunal. The arbitrator shall have the power to grant 
interim and injunctive relief, provided that any party may apply to any court of competent jurisdiction 
to enjoin a breach of confidential information obligation(s). Judgment upon the award rendered by the 
arbitrator may be entered into any court having jurisdiction. In connection with any arbitration, the 
prevailing party shall be awarded and shall recover from the other non-prevailing party all costs and 
expenses, including reasonable attorney's fees, as may be incurred. 


9. Additional Provisions (If Any):   


10. General Provisions:  This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the parties hereto 
and their respective personal representatives, successors and assigns. This Agreement, and Attachments 
hereto, embodies the entire understanding and agreement between the parties concerning the subject 
matter hereof and supersedes any and all prior negotiations, understandings or agreements concerning 
the subject matter hereof.  This Agreement shall be deemed for all purposes to have been prepared 
through the joint efforts of the parties hereto and shall not be construed for or against one party or 
any other party as a result of the preparation, submittal, drafting, execution or other event of 
negotiation hereof. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, but such counterparts shall 
constitute one and the same instrument. This Agreement may be executed by telefax signature which 
shall be binding as original signatures for all purposes (evidentiary otherwise).

This Attachment B  is an integral part of  the Client Agreement dated January 1, 2017 by and between DestiMetrics, LLC 
(DMX) and Gunnison County (Client)  and further describes the Services that are being provided  pursuant to the Client

Quarterly webinars and the annual 
ASSEMBLY complete the elements of the Intel Pak.  
• 1.1 The Economy:  A collection of national and local economic and travel indicators as well as comparative 


sales/lodging tax and airport enplanement data, collected and updated monthly from publicly available 
sources and presented on DMX’s secure web portal.   


• 1.2 Monthly Briefing (Mountain Destinations Only) A monthly narrative summary of DMX Travel News 
Talker, The Economy and DMX “industry-wide” econometric data, with expert interpretation and supporting 
economic indicator dashboard graphics.   


• 1.3 Travel News Talker:  A synopsis of current economic and destination travel news, aggregated from 
various 3rd party sources and selected for the destination travel industry marketing and management 
professionals, and updated regularly and posted on DMX’s secure web portal.

2.  RESERVATION ACTIVITY OUTLOOK REPORT SET:   Client-Property data is collected at a monthly level of 
granularity and aggregated to create a destination-wide monthly report set of paid lodging reservation 
activity and related revenue,  


2.1 Reservation Activity Outlook (RAO) Report.  The number of available units, room nights and related 
revenue are collected, from which Occupancy average daily rate (ADR), and revenue per available room night 
(RevPAR) are calculated.  Results are then aggregated in a report format that provides graphic summaries, 
charts and supporting tables of business on the books for the forward looking 6 months and total business 
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for the trailing 6 months. Current year data is overlaid against previous year-to-date and previous seasons-
end data, when sufficient data exists. Three views of the resulting data are provided in chart form with 
supporting tables, including 6 month forward-looking view, fixed winter view (Nov. – Apr.), and fixed summer 
view (May – Oct.).

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this week.  The County contracted with a different company a few years back, which illuminated

Licensing Regulations and Repealing Previous Regulations, recorded, in records, at the Office of the 


Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder at the reception number 640356 (“Gunnison County Ambulance 
Licensing Regulations”); and  


 WHEREAS, it has been brought to the Board’s attention that it would be beneficial to the general public 


of Gunnison County to amend the currently adopted Gunnison County Ambulance Licensing Regulations by 
not limiting the destination of all ambulance patients in Gunnison County to only emergency facilities, as 


they are defined in the Gunnison County Ambulance Licensing Regulations; and  
WHEREAS, the deletions and amendments to the Gunnison County Ambulance License Regulations are 


the following: 


Deletions 
a. To strike and forever delete the clause located at Section A “Definitions”, number eighteen 


(18). The clause to be stricken and forever deleted is as follows: 
 “18. Emergency Facility: A general hospital, trauma center, or free-standing emergency facility 


with an emergency department staffed twenty-four (24) hours a day, seven (7) days per week, 
with a licensed physician; or an emergency medical outpatient facility staffed twenty-four (24) 


hours a day, seven (7) days per week with a licensed physician or registered nurse with direct

2. The Protective Covenants of the Castle Mountain Company, Ohio Meadows Subdivisions, recorded 
in the office of the Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder at Book 424, Page 114, November 19, 


1970, allow the subdivision of any tract, resulting in not less than 100,000 square feet and frontage 
of not less than 250 feet on a road. 


3. The N1/2 Lot 9, 4.4-acres and the S1/2 Lot 9, 4.1-acres, are reflected on survey plats filed with the 
office of the Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder at Reception Nos. 324467 and 324468, February 


14, 1978, respectively.  


4. The N1/2 Lot 9, Ohio Meadows Filing No. 1 is currently vacant.

WHEREAS, L & D Ranches, LLC, represented by Marcus J. Lock, Law of the Rockies, submitted the Whetstone

WHEREAS, a joint public hearing was conducted September 2 and October 7, 2016, by the Planning 
Commission and Board of County Commissioners; and        


WHEREAS, after a review of the application and all information, documentation and testimony related to it, 


the Gunnison County Planning Commission did, at its regular meeting on October 7, 2016 forward to the Board 
of County Commissioners a Recommendation of approval of that application with certain Findings and Conditions;  


NOW, THEREFORE, the Board hereby adopts in full the Planning Commission’s Recommendation, with these 
Findings: 


1. The submitted Sketch Plan applies to all of the 35-acres proposed for development.  
2. Section 4-504: A., of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution prescribes that, “…Sketch Plan review 


provides an opportunity for the County, the applicant, and the public to engage in an exploratory 


discussion of a proposed land use change, to examine alternative approaches to development of the 
property, to participate in a process of joint planning and negotiation between the County and the 


applicant…” and that detailed engineering plans and other overly detailed information shall not be 
required or accepted by the County.”  


3. This application, by definition, is classified as a Major Impact Project.  


4. Pursuant to Division 7-200: Sketch Plan for Major Impact Projects of the Land Use Resolution: 
This Sketch Plan application is generally consistent with the standards and requirements of the 


Resolution, pursuant to Division 7-200: Sketch Plan for Major Impact Projects, i.e., compliance of the 
proposed land use change with the standards of the Resolution are required to be determined broadly 


and conceptually during Sketch Plan review. This application has broadly addressed, and the Commission 
has broadly evaluated this submittal for its integration of the standards of the Resolution within its 


conceptual presentation of the proposed development.  It is expected that, pursuant to Section 7-703 


A., in the submittal of Preliminary Plan, the applicant shall formulate detailed, designed/engineered 
solutions to the issues and concerns identified during this Sketch Plan review, and shall address, in a 


site-specific manner, all other issues that are relevant to the Preliminary Plan. The burden in the 
Preliminary Plan review is on the applicant to provide detailed information and mitigation proposals for 
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evaluation.  


5. The Commission discussed combining Preliminary and Final plans and finds that it would be appropriate 
for this development, based upon the design, size, and lack of public concerns/comments, noted by the 


lack of public attendance at the public hearings.  
6. The Planning Commission has expressed concern regarding compatible uses and siting within the 


development. It has been noted that some heavy industrial uses may not be appropriate adjacent to 


other “lighter” industrial or commercial uses, with accessory residences. 
7. Approval of this Sketch Plan application constitutes a final decision of approval for the general 


development concept only, but shall not constitute approval of any detailed design or engineering 
submittals or proposed solutions to specific problems revealed during the Sketch Plan review or later in 


the review process.  
8. Sketch Plan approval by the Board shall not constitute approval of the Major Impact project, or permission 


to proceed with construction of any aspect of the proposed land use change. Approval at this stage only 


authorizes the applicant to submit a Preliminary Plan application. If, during the Preliminary and Final Plan 
reviews, the applicant is unable to fulfill all of the requirements of this Resolution, then the application 


shall be denied at the Preliminary or Final Plan review stage.  
9. The applicant shall be required to submit and actively pursue the completion of the Preliminary Plan 


application within 12 months after the date of approval of the Sketch Plan. Failure to submit a complete 


Preliminary Plan application within this time period shall render the Sketch Plan approval null and void, 
and require the applicant to begin the Sketch Plan review process again.

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Gunnison County is a frontier county offering world class recreation opportunities to visitors 


and residents alike.  Nestled in the West Elk Mountains, much of the land in Gunnison County 


is publicly owned and managed.  Despite the opportunities available for pursuing a healthy 


lifestyle, many of the residents in the county experience higher than average substance use 


rates with a declining perception of risk, high poverty, and high child maltreatment rates.   


There are two main highways which bring travelers by vehicle into, and through, Gunnison 


County.  Highway 50 runs East and West.  As one enters Gunnison from the east, they first see 


a small McDonald’s overshadowed by Western State Colorado University – a small university 


with an enrollment of 2,300 students.  Traveling in from the West, after passing the largest 


reservoir in Colorado, the Blue Mesa, a traveler comes into Gunnison seeing a small county 


airport and the town’s frontage road boasting typical small town businesses such as an auto 


parts store, hardware store, laundromats, beauty salon, and more. In the middle of town, 


Highway 50 intersects with Highway 135.  One can only travel north from Gunnison on 


Highway 135 which takes travelers into Crested Butte, a small ski resort town with a 


population of under 2,000 people.  There is a dirt mountain pass out of Crested Butte taking 


one further into the Western Slope of Colorado during the summer months.  Gunnison County 


is a remote frontier county located in south central Colorado, 200 miles from Denver and over 


100 miles from any city with a population of over 25,000 people. 


The Gunnison County Substance Abuse Prevention Project (GCSAPP) has been working to 


lower substance use among youth in Gunnison County since 2006. Gunnison County was 


identified as one of 14 counties in the state at highest risk for substance abuse. SAMSHA ‘s 


National Survey on Drug Abuse and Health, 2008, ranks Colorado as 2nd highest in illicit drug 


use. In a state with some of the nation’s highest rates of alcohol and drug consumption and 


abuse, Gunnison County is 3rd highest in excessive drinking (County Health Rankings and 


Roadmaps 2008).  County Health Rankings and Roadmaps (CHRR), 2008-2010, also places 


Gunnison County as 15th highest in Colorado for rates of violent crime.   


Locally, we use the Healthy Kids Colorado Survey (HKCS) to track reported 30-day use rates 


combining tobacco, alcohol, marijuana, and prescription drugs without a prescription.  These 
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four substances are identified as main focuses for our community.  In 2009 this combined 


measure, as reported by high school students on the Healthy Kids Colorado Survey (HKCS), 


was 18% of the students reporting past 30 days use of these substances. In 2013, 15% reported 


past 30 days use of these substances (HKCS, 2014). In addition to alcohol, tobacco, marijuana 


and prescription drug use without a prescription GCSAPP’s coalition has been tracking data 


reported on mental health concerns in our youth. Current Healthy Kids Colorado Survey 


(HKCS) data indicates that there is a need to address the social-emotional mental health needs 


of our youth. In addition to the data, Gunnison County experienced three deaths by suicide by 


high school students in the 2014-2015 school year. According to HKCS the Percentage of 


students who felt so sad or hopeless almost every day for two weeks or more in a row that they 


stopped doing some usual activities during the past 12 months was 21% in 2014 for high 


school youth and 25% for middle school youth in 2014.  Additionally the percentage of 


students who ever seriously thought about killing themselves was 16% for high school youth 


and 17% for middle school youth.  


GCSAPP’s target audience is youth in 6th through 12th grades and their parents. GCSAPP has 


collected Healthy Kids Colorado Survey information from students locally since 2006.  There 


is a noted decline in factors that can precede an increase in use rates, such as, perceived parent 


approval of substance use, low perceived risk of using marijuana, high adult use rates, and 


local economic disparities.   


High school students use rates mirror a higher than state average adult binge drinking rate 


(adults rates Gunnison/State 25.8%/15.9%) as students report a slightly higher binge drinking 


rate of 19.9% versus 16.6% as a state average (HKCS, 2014). 


Local economies have been impacted, as they have across the country, and local families have 


not seen a full recovery as of yet.  Additionally, we have seen an increase of marijuana 


dispensaries in our small community; there are currently 7 dispensaries in Gunnison and 4 in 


Crested Butte.  


 


 


Section B: Program Descriptions (35 points) 
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Choice Pass Program: Purpose of the Choice Pass program is to engage and educate youth in 


grades 6th through 12th grades in positive youth development activities, help to create a tool for 


youth and parents to encourage healthy behaviors and open communication, create a platform 


for recognizing and celebrating the youth in our community, and creating a caring network of 


community members.  


The Choice Pass Program is open to all youth in 6th-12th grade (including those that are 


homeschooled or enrolled in online programs) and their parents. All youth who choose to be 


part of the program must attend one Choice Pass sign-up night with their parent (or a caring 


adult in their life). During enrollment night the youth and parent personalize their pledge to 


each other to fit their individual and family needs and goals. The only requirement from 


GCSAPP is that the youth pledges to be substance free for the year and the parent pledges to 


come to one parent education dinner to receive education on ‘difficult topics’ and how to 


openly communicate with their youth. The parent and youth also sign a waiver allowing 


GCSAPP in collaboration with the RE1J school district to conduct random drug testing on the 


youth in order to keep integrity in the program and hold youth accountable. Upon completion 


of a Pledge to remain alcohol and drug free the youth are given a list of community supporters 


and their discounts. Our key partners in this program are the Crested Butte Mountain Resort 


(CBMR) and the Gunnison Parks and Recreation Center. CBMR provides a $120 ski pass to 


Choice Pass holders (savings of $500 per youth) and the Gunnison Parks and Recreation 


Center provides discounts on membership, life guarding classes, first aid/CPR, and babysitting 


certification. In addition to our key partners the Choice Pass program has over 30 other 


community businesses that offer discounts to our youth and recognize them for their positive 


choices. Last year Choice Pass holders took a survey on why they choose to be in this 


program; the number one reason was that the discounted ski pass helped them to remain 


substance-free, the second reason was that their community celebrated their healthy choices. 


The Choice Pass program also provides community events and multiple community incentives 


which support students in upholding their pledge and create positive culture.  
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This year we are starting a Choice Pass Honors Club and Middle School club in order to create 


positive youth development leadership opportunities and to help guide the Choice Pass 


Committee in creating community events.  


Parent accountability is also a key factor of the Choice Pass program. All parents of Choice 


Pass holders must attend one parent education dinner to increase education on substance 


specific topics and difficult subjects. Topics that have been held are: an open forum with law 


enforcement, EMS and fire department in order to allow a community dialogue and give 


parents and youth an opportunity to learn about their rights, ask questions and learn what to do 


if youth get pulled over or arrested; sexual consent, boundaries and the correlation to substance 


use; social media, sexting and the correlation to substance use; marijuana research; effects of 


alcohol on athletic performance; and psychological challenges facing youth. We have been 


working with Western State Colorado University and community in order to provide expert 


speakers on these topics. 


Expected outcomes include safe, healthy and engaged youth by attending community events 


and lowering substance use rates as reported by youth on the annual Healthy Kids Survey and 


an increase of youth reporting one or more parents talking to them about the dangers of alcohol 


and drug use.  


Parent Education: Using locally created and effective marketing campaigns and Parenting 


Wisely curriculum, we will engage and educate parents of adolescent youth throughout 


Gunnison County on how to talk with their kids and prevent substance use and abuse and 


violence.   


Services include one world café dialog event, Parenting Wisely online curriculum with 


community discussion sessions, and Social Marketing Campaigns. Additionally we will hire 


three youth to serve on our GCSAPP coalition in order to have representation from our youth 


and gain insight about what topics youth believe their parents could use more education about.  


 


Expected outcomes include, students reporting a 10% increase in parents talking with them 


about the dangers of drugs and alcohol and students reporting a 10% decrease in perception of 


parental approval of drug use. 
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Section C: Level of Evidence-Based Programming (10 points) 


Within the proposed application there is the use of Parenting Wisely online parenting program, 


Pass the Knowledge Social Marketing Campaign, community alternative activities to increase 


protective factors with the Choice Pass Program, and leadership positions and positive youth 


development opportunities in order to provide more opportunities to be recognized and 


celebrated in our community.  


 Parenting Wisely is a SAMHSA’s approved Evidence-based Programs and is considered a 


“best practice for prevention of youth violence” by the Center for Disease Control.  


 The Choice Pass engages this age group as shown by the exponential increase in student 


enrollment in the Choice Pass program over the past five years. Additionally, we have seen an 


increase in parents participating in educational seminars facilitated by GCSAPP and an 


increase participation in the Parenting Wisely program, which is a good fit for our frontier 


geographic location. 


 The Choice Pass increases its enrollment annually and community support of this program has 


never been stronger. Anecdotal feedback from students, parents, and teachers speak to its 


effectiveness as deterring students from using substances and ultimately making healthier 


choices. We are starting to quantify the effectiveness of the program by use of HKCS and 


Choice Pass pre-post test surveys, as well as the TGYS required surveys. The number of youth 


who have violated their choice pass has stayed below 3%.  


The program’s fidelity will fall on the responsibility of the Choice Pass Coordinator and 


GCSAPP’s director.  Appropriate training will occur and, as with all other GCSAPP programs, 


adherence to delivery will be monitored and tracked. 


 


 


Section D: Goals, Outcomes, and Evaluation (35 points) 


Anticipated outcomes from TGYS funding include an increase in students’ perception of risk, 


an increase in students reporting having a conversation with at least one parent in the past 


twelve months, a decrease in past 30-day youth marijuana use, and a continued decline in the 
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rates of substance use by youth as reported on the Healthy Kids Survey. Additionally, we 


anticipate an increase in youth leadership skills as measured by pre-post surveys in our 


positive youth development leadership activities and youth advisor positions.  


 Logic Model – Attachment III 


 Methods currently used for collecting process/outputs data include Gunnison County’s 


Managing For Results system and internal office documents to record numbers of students 


enrolled in the Choice Pass, numbers of prevention hours delivered to both students and 


parents and numbers of ads placed throughout community.  Outcome data is primarily 


collected with the annual Healthy Kids Colorado Survey tool and community level data.  


GCSAPP also uses survey tools as a pre and post for prevention education deliveries and every 


three years GCSAPP administers a Parent Survey. The Choice Pass Coordinator will take on 


some of the implementation of pre/post-test evaluation with Choice Pass and Parent Education 


participants.  GCSAPP’s Project Coordinator currently administers the Healthy Kids Colorado 


Survey in collaboration with RE1J Schools.  


 


Section E: Agency Capacity (10 points) 


The GCSAPP coalition has been implementing substance abuse prevention education, building 


community and working collaboratively with multiple sectors since 2006. All GCSAPP staff 


members hold Masters degrees, and the Choice Pass coordinator and Director hold Masters of 


Clinical and Counseling psychology. The GCSAPP coalition consists of 30 active members 


with representation across 12 sectors. Additionally, the GCSAPP executive committee consists 


of 9 members including representatives from parents, behavioral health professionals,  


Juvenile Services, local law enforcement, public health, and Western State Colorado 


University staff and GCSAPP staff. The Choice Pass program has a committee that consist of 


12 active members including parents, law enforcement, CBMR, Gunnison Parks and 


Recreation, RE1J school district, individuals from the recovery community, Juvenile Services, 


and Western State Colorado University staff. This year we will be adding middle school and 


high school youth to the Choice Pass committee.  
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GCSAPP conducts background checks and in-person interview with volunteers and committee 


members. GCSAPP recognizes the importance of being inclusive and having cultural 


representation in programming, staff, coalition members, committee members and volunteers.

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TERMS AND CONDITIONS 


I. Definitions. Terms used but not otherwise 
defined in this Business Associate Agreement 
shall have the same meaning as those terms in 45 
C.F.R. Parts 160 and 164.  All terms defined in 
this Business Associate Agreement shall have a 
meaning consistent with terms defined in 45 
C.F.R. Parts 160 and 164.  Capitalized terms in 
this Business Associate Agreement are defined 
as follows: 


A. “Business Associate” shall mean, with 
respect to a Covered Entity, a person who is 
defined in 45 C.F.R. 160.103. 


B. “Business Associate Agreement” means 
this document/agreement, which may be 
incorporated by reference into the underlying 
agreement, or entered by the parties 
separately from the underlying agreement.  


C. “Covered Entity” shall have the 
meaning of the term “covered entity” as 
defined in 45 C.F.R. 160.103. 


D. “Designated Record Set” means PHI 
maintained by or for RME, including but not 
necessarily limited to (i) the medical records 
and billing records about Individuals 
maintained by or for a covered health care 
provider; (ii) the enrollment, payment, claims 
adjudication, case or medical management 
records; and (iii) any other records used, in 
whole or in part, to make decisions about 
Individuals. 


E. “Disclose,” “Disclosing” or 
“Disclosure” means the release, transfer, 
provision of access to, or divulging in any 
manner of information outside the entity 
holding the information. 


F. “HIPAA” means the Health Insurance 
Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 
(Public Law 104-91, as amended), the Health 
Information Technology for Economic and 
Clinical Health Act, found in Title XIII of the 
American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 


2009, Public Law 111-005, and related 
HIPAA regulations (45 C.F.R. Parts 160-
164) including specifically any amendments 
or additions to such regulations and the 
HIPAA Omnibus Rule. 


G. “HIPAA Omnibus Rule” shall mean the 
Modifications to the HIPAA Privacy, 
Security, Enforcement and Breach 
Notification Rules under the Health 
Information Technology for Economic and 
Clinical Health Act and the Genetic 
Information Nondiscrimination Act, 78 
Federal Register 5566 (January 25, 2013), 
and any amendments thereto.  


H. “Individual” means a natural person 
who is the subject of PHI. 


I. “Information Privacy and Protection 
Laws” mean (i) HIPAA; (ii) the Gramm-
Leach-Bliley Act, as amended and including 
any implementing regulations; (iii) any 
statute, regulation, administrative or judicial 
ruling requiring a party to protect the privacy 
or security of information pertaining to the 
health or medical status or condition of an 
individual, and/or the payment for health or 
medical care for an individual; (iv) any 
statute, regulation, administrative or judicial 
ruling requiring a party to protect the privacy 
of information pertaining to the financial or 
credit status or condition of an individual; (v) 
any statute, regulation, administrative or 
judicial ruling requiring a party to protect 
information pertaining to Individuals based 
upon the Individuals’ status as consumers; 
and (vi) any other statute, regulation, 
administrative or judicial ruling requiring a 
party to protect the confidentiality, privacy 
and/or security of information pertaining to 
Individuals; all to the extent that such 
Information Privacy and Protection Laws 
have been enacted, promulgated, issued or 
published by any federal or state 
governmental authority with jurisdiction over 
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a Covered Entity, a Business Associate, an 
individual or RME. 


J. “Minimum Necessary Information” 
means (i) in the case of routine and recurring 
types of Disclosures, information or records 
which the Disclosing party’s policies and 
procedures have established as reasonably 
necessary to achieve the purpose of such 
Disclosures; (ii) in the case of non-routine or 
non-recurring Disclosures, the information or 
records which the Disclosing party 
determines is reasonably necessary to 
accomplish the purpose of the Disclosure, 
upon review of each Disclosure according to 
criteria developed by the Disclosing party; 
(iii) in the case of a Disclosure (A) to a 
Covered Entity, (B) to a professional for 
purposes of providing professional services 
to the Disclosing party, or (C) to a public 
official for Disclosures which are permitted 
by law without Individual consent, the 
Minimum Necessary Information shall be the 
information or records requested by that 
party, upon the party’s reasonable 
representation that the request is for the 
minimum necessary given the purpose of the 
Disclosure(s). 


K. “Privacy Rule” means the Standards for 
Privacy of Individually Identifiable Health 
Information at 45 CFR Part 160 and 164 
(Subparts A and E), and as amended. 


L. “Protected Health Information” or 
“PHI” shall have the meaning as the term 
“protected health information” in 45 C.F.R. 
160.103 and generally includes any 
information that identifies or could 
reasonably be believed used to identify an 
Individual, which in any way concerns that 
Individual’s health status, health care, or 
payments for his or her health care.  


M. “Receive,” “Receiving” or “Receipt” 
means (i) to take physical delivery of media 
containing information, or (ii) in the case of 
electronic delivery, for information to come 


into existence in a party’s information 
processing system in a form capable of being 
processed by or perceived from a system of 
that type by the Receiving party if the 
Receiving party has designated that system or 
address as a place for Receipt of Information 
to a Disclosing party and the Disclosing party 
does not know that the information cannot be 
accessed from the particular system. 


N. “Rocky Mountain Entity” or “RME” 
means RMHMO, Rocky Mountain 
HealthCare Options, Inc., Rocky Mountain 
Health Management Corporation and Rocky 
Mountain Health Foundation, and any 
present or future affiliates or subsidiaries of 
any one of these entities. 


O. “Security Rule” means the Security 
Standards for Protection of Electronic 
Protected Health Information at 45 C.F.R. 
Part 164, Subpart C, and as amended. 


P. “Security Incident” means the 
attempted or successful unauthorized access, 
use, disclosure, modification, or destruction 
of information or interference with system 
operations in an information system as 
provided in 45 CFR § 164.304. 


Q. “Third Party” means any individual, 
person, or organization not a party to this 
Business Associate Agreement.  


R. “Unsecured PHI” shall have the same 
definition as the term is given in 45 C.F.R. 
164.402. 


S. “Use” means the sharing, employment, 
application, utilization, examination, 
analysis, de-identification or commingling 
with other information, of information by a 
party that holds that information. 


II. Permitted Uses and Disclosures by 
Vendor/Contractor. 


A. Permitted Uses.  The purpose(s) for 
which Vendor/Contractor may Use, Disclose, 
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or have access to PHI includes those Uses, 
Disclosures, or access specifically identified 
in the underlying agreement when 
Vendor/Contractor is performing a function, 
service, or activity on behalf of RME. 
Specifically, the scope of PHI that may be 
Used, Disclosed, or accessed and/or the 
functions performed by Vendor/Contractor 
includes PHI necessary to perform functions 
required by the underlying agreement for 
services.  


B. Compliance with Law.  
Vendor/Contractor will not Use, Disclose, or 
access PHI in violation of any Information 
Privacy and Protection Laws.   


C. Limitations on Use and Disclosure.  
Vendor/Contractor further agrees to not Use 
or Disclose PHI other than as permitted or 
required by this Business Associate 
Agreement or as required by law. 
Vendor/Contractor will not transfer PHI 
outside the United States without the prior 
written consent of RME. In this context, a 
“transfer” outside the United States occurs if 
Vendor/Contractor’s workforce members, 
agents, or subcontractors physically located 
outside the United States are able to access, 
Use, or Disclose PHI. Vendor/Contractor 
may not use or disclose PHI in a manner that 
would violate HIPAA if done by RME, 
except as provided in Section III.D. 


D. Management and Administration.  
Vendor/Contractor may use PHI for the 
proper management and administration of 
Vendor/Contractor or to carry out its legal 
responsibilities. Vendor/Contractor may 
Disclose PHI for the proper management and 
administration of Vendor/Contractor or to 
carry out its legal responsibilities, provided 
the Disclosures are required by law, or 
Vendor/Contractor obtains reasonable 
assurances from the person to whom the PHI 
is Disclosed that the PHI will remain 
confidential and Used or further Disclosed 
only as required by law or for the purposes 


for which it was Disclosed to the person, and 
the person notifies Vendor/Contractor of any 
instances of which it is aware in which the 
confidentiality of the PHI has been breached.  


III. Obligations and Activities of 
Vendor/Contractor. 


A. Independent Obligation.  
Vendor/Contractor, consistent with its 
independent obligations under HIPAA, will 
comply with applicable provisions of the 
Security Rule and the Privacy Rule with 
respect to PHI created or obtained by it 
through the underlying agreement and this 
Business Associate Agreement. 


B. Access to Records.  Vendor/Contractor 
agrees to provide access, at the request of 
RME and in the time and manner designated 
by RME, to PHI in a Designated Record Set 
to RME or, as directed by RME, to an 
Individual in order to meet the requirements 
under 45 CFR 164.524. This is not necessary 
if Vendor/Contractor does not have PHI in a 
Designated Record Set. 


C. Amendment to Records.  
Vendor/Contractor agrees to make any 
amendment(s) to PHI in a Designated Record 
Set that RME directs or agrees to pursuant to 
45 CFR 164.526 at the request of RME and 
in the time and manner designated by RME. 
This is not necessary if Vendor/Contractor 
does not have PHI in a Designated Record 
Set. 


D. Accounting for Disclosure of Records.  
Vendor/Contractor shall maintain an 
accounting or record of all Disclosures of 
PHI it makes as required by and in 
accordance with 45 C.F.R 164.528. The 
record of the Disclosure shall include the 
following information: (a) the date of the 
Disclosure, (b) the name and address of the 
organization and/or individual Receiving the 
information; (c) a brief description of the 
information Disclosed; (d) if the Disclosure 
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was not to the Individual, the purpose for the 
Disclosure; and (e) a copy of all requests for 
Disclosures. Vendor/Contractor agrees to 
provide to RME, in the time and manner 
designated by RME, information collected in 
accordance with this section, to permit RME 
to respond to a request by an Individual for 
an accounting of disclosures of PHI in 
accordance with 45 CFR 164.528. 


E. Mitigation.  Vendor/Contractor agrees 
to mitigate, to the extent practicable, any 
harmful effect that is known to 
Vendor/Contractor of a Use or Disclosure of 
PHI by Vendor/Contractor in violation of the 
requirements of this Business Associate 
Agreement. 


F. Minimum Necessary and Limited Data 
Set.  Generally, Vendor/Contractor’s Use, 
Disclosure, or request for or of PHI shall 
utilize a limited data set if practicable. If use 
of a limited data set is not practicable, 
Vendor/Contractor shall limit the Use, 
Disclosure, or request to the Minimum 
Necessary Information for purposes of that 
transaction in accordance with HIPAA. 
Information required to be provided or 
submitted in standard transactions adopted 
under HIPAA and implementing regulations 
and authority are presumed to meet the 
Minimum Necessary Information 
requirements.  


G. Security/Notification of Breach.  At all 
times following the Receipt of PHI, until 
such time as the PHI is no longer in 
Vendor/Contractor’s possession or subject to 
its control: 


(1) Vendor/Contractor shall implement 
administrative, physical, and technical 
safeguards, as required by the Security 
Rule that reasonably and appropriately 
protect the confidentiality, integrity, and 
availability of PHI that it creates, 
Receives, maintains, or transmits on 
behalf of RME.  Such administrative, 


physical, and technical safeguards, and 
other appropriate safeguards, shall be 
implemented in order to prevent any Use 
or Disclosure of PHI other than those 
permitted under this Business Associate 
Agreement;  


(2) Vendor/Contractor shall notify RME 
within five (5) days of any Use or 
Disclosure of PHI not permitted by or 
contrary to the terms of this Business 
Associate Agreement of which 
Vendor/Contractor becomes aware; 


(3) Vendor/Contractor shall notify RME 
within five (5) days of any Security 
Incident of which it becomes aware as 
required by 45 C.F.R. 164.314; and  


(4) Vendor/Contractor shall comply with 
the applicable requirements of the 
HIPAA Breach Notification Rule (45 
C.F.R. Part 164, Subpart D), and in 
particular with 45 C.F.R. 164.410, in 
order to notify RME of any breach of 
Unsecured PHI following the discovery 
of such breach.  Such notice will be 
provided without unreasonable delay and 
in no case later than five (5) calendar days 
after discovery of the breach.  


H. Agents and Subcontractors.  
Vendor/Contractor agrees to ensure that any 
agent or subcontractor of Vendor/Contractor 
that creates, Receives, maintains, or transmits 
PHI agrees to the same restrictions and 
conditions that apply to Vendor/Contractor 
with respect to the PHI. Further, 
Vendor/Contractor shall implement and 
maintain sanctions against agents and 
subcontractors, if any, that violate such 
restrictions and conditions. 
Vendor/Contractor shall maintain the right to 
terminate any agreement with an agent or 
subcontractor who fails to abide by such 
restrictions and obligations or cure such 
violations within thirty (30) days, and shall 
take such other action as required by HIPAA, 
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including reporting the violation to the U.S. 
Secretary of the Department of Health and 
Human Services. 


I. Covered Entity Obligations.  To the 
extent that Vendor/Contractor is carrying out 
RME’s obligations under HIPAA, 
Vendor/Contractor shall comply with the 
requirements of HIPAA that apply to RME in 
performing such obligations.   


J. Audits.  Vendor/Contractor agrees to 
make its internal practices, books, and 
records relating to its access to, and Use and 
Disclosure of, PHI received from or on behalf 
of RME or created by Vendor/Contractor on 
behalf of RME available to RME or, at the 
request of RME, to the U.S. Secretary of the 
Department of Health and Human Services 
(Secretary) in a time and manner designated 
by RME or the Secretary for purposes of 
determining compliance with Information 
Privacy and Protection Laws. 


K. Compliance with Law and Agreement.  
Each party to this Business Associate 
Agreement shall comply with, and as 
applicable shall require its directors, officers 
and employees to comply with, all applicable 
Information Privacy and Protection Laws and 
with each party’s duties and obligations 
pursuant to this Business Associate 
Agreement. 


IV. Information Transmission Agreement 


A. Transmission of PHI.  In arranging for 
transmission or exchange of PHI with RME, 
regardless of the format of the information or 
the method of transmission utilized, 
Vendor/Contractor will cooperate with RME 
to reasonably safeguard such information 
from unauthorized Disclosure. 


V. Term and Termination 


A. Effective Date.  The Effective Date of 
this Business Associate Agreement shall be 


the effective date indicated on the signature 
page of this Business Associate Agreement.  


B. Term.  Except as otherwise agreed, this 
Business Associate Agreement shall be in 
effect for the term of the underlying 
agreement and shall be renewed with any 
renewal or extension of the underlying 
agreement. 


C. Termination for Cause.  
Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in 
this Business Associate Agreement or the 
underlying agreement, following RME's 
discovery and determination of a material 
breach by Vendor/Contractor of the terms of 
this Business Associate Agreement, and 
Vendor/Contractor’s  failure to cure or end 
the violation within any time period agreed to 
by RME, if any, RME may: 


(1) Terminate this Business Associate 
Agreement and the underlying agreement 
or contract upon written notice to 
Vendor/Contractor without any judicial 
intervention being required and without 
liability for such termination; or 


(2) If termination is not feasible, report 
the issue to the Secretary of the U.S. 
Department of Health and Human 
Services. 


D. Effect of Termination.   


(1) Except as provided in paragraph (2) 
of this section, upon termination of this 
Business Associate Agreement, for any 
reason, Vendor/Contractor shall return or 
destroy all PHI Received from RME, or 
created or Received on behalf of RME. 
Vendor/Contractor shall retain no copies 
of the PHI. This provision shall apply to 
PHI that is in the possession of 
subcontractors or agents of 
Vendor/Contractor, and to PHI Disclosed 
by Vendor/Contractor to Third Parties.  
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(2) In the event that Vendor/Contractor 
determines that returning or destroying 
PHI is not feasible, Vendor/Contractor 
shall provide to RME notification of the 
conditions that make return or destruction 
not feasible. Upon mutual agreement of 
the parties that return or destruction of 
PHI is infeasible, Vendor/Contractor 
shall extend the protections of this 
Business Associate Agreement to any 
PHI that is so retained and not destroyed 
and limit further uses and disclosures of 
PHI to those purposes that make the 
return or destruction infeasible, for so 
long as such PHI is maintained. 


E. Archiving of Information.  Any 
Information retained by Vendor/Contractor 
pursuant to paragraph V.D.2. above shall be 
returned or destroyed when the 
circumstances making its return or 
destruction infeasible no longer exist, and 
until such time, Vendor/Contractor shall 
continue to comply with all requirements and 
protections that apply to PHI under this 
Business Associate Agreement for as long as 
such information is retained. 


VI. General Provisions 


A. Amendment of Agreement.  This 
Business Associate Agreement shall not be 
changed, modified or altered except by 
amendment, which, to be valid and 
enforceable, shall be in writing and signed by 
the parties.  Notwithstanding the foregoing: 
(1) RME may unilaterally amend this 
Agreement in order to comply with HIPAA 
and any other applicable federal or state laws 
or regulations, effective immediately upon 
written notice to Vendor/Contractor; and (2) 
upon the addition of, change, or amendment 
to HIPAA or any other applicable federal or 
state laws or regulations relevant to the terms 
of this Business Associate Agreement which 
would require an amendment, this Business 
Associate Agreement shall be deemed to be 
amended to comply with such addition, 
change or amendment. 


B. Indemnification.  Each party will 
indemnify, hold harmless, and defend the 
other parties to this Business Associate 
Agreement from and against any and all 
claims, losses, liabilities, costs, and other 
expenses incurred as a result or arising 
directly or indirectly out of or in connection 
with (a) any non-fulfillment of any obligation 
on the part of the responsible party under this 
Business Associate Agreement; and (b) any 
claims, demands, awards, judgments, actions, 
and proceedings made by any person or 
organization, arising out of or in any way 
connected with the party’s performance 
under this Business Associate Agreement. 


C. Survival.  The obligations of 
Vendor/Contractor under section V.D. of this 
Business Associate Agreement shall survive 
termination of the underlying agreement. 


D. No Agency or Partnership.  This 
Business Associate Agreement does not 
create a joint venture, partnership, or 
employer-employee relationship between the 
parties. In performing under this Business 
Associate Agreement, each party is at all 
times acting and performing as an 
independent contractor and is not an agent or 
representative of any other party. 


E. No Rights to Individuals.  This Business 
Associate Agreement shall not be construed 
to provide any right to an Individual or to 
increase the duties or responsibilities of the 
parties hereto beyond the requirements 
established by this Business Associate 
Agreement. The sole purpose of this Business 
Associate Agreement is to establish the 
respective rights and duties of the parties 
hereto (and of RME). Any rights of an 
Individual are derived solely from law and 
not from this Business Associate Agreement. 


F. RMEs Benefit from Agreement.  An 
RME other than the signatory to this Business 
Associate Agreement shall be a third party 
beneficiary of this Business Associate 
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Agreement to the extent that 
Vendor/Contractor provides services to such 
RME. To the extent that an RME other than 
the signatory to this Business Associate 
Agreement is a third party beneficiary of this 
Business Associate Agreement, such RME 
shall also have the obligations of the 
signatory to this Business Associate 
Agreement as set forth herein. 


G. Assignment.  No party may assign or 
transfer any or all of its rights and/or 
obligations under this Business Associate 
Agreement or any part of it, nor any benefit 
or interest in or under it, to any Third Party 
without the prior written consent of all other 
parties. 


H. Interpretation.  Any ambiguity in this 
Business Associate Agreement or 
inconsistency with a provision of the 
underlying agreement shall be resolved in 
favor of a meaning that permits RME to 
comply with applicable Information Privacy 
and Protection Laws.

You will 
need to execute the new BAA as part of the extension process.  The extension continues, without 
change, all of the other terms of the 2016 Community Integration Agreement, including Exhibit B (Law 
Exhibit) and Exhibit D (Accountable Care Services Agreement).   
If any changes are requested to Exhibit A, either to the work to be performed by you or to the budget, 
we will need to negotiate and execute a new CIA for 2017 and will not use the simplified renewal 
process.   
In order to complete renewals timely, RMHP Community Integration partners will need to submit 
proposed scope, resource, staffing and/or budget changes to RMHP no later than Friday, December 
9th, 2016. 
Alternately, if you opt for a simplified extension, please submit your fully signed extension document 
before Friday, December 9th, as well.  If you have any questions, please feel free to reach out to myself, 
or to Fern Epstein, cc’d on this email.

 I am writing to respectfully request that the Gunnison County Planning Commission (the 
“Commission”) consider a combined review of the Project’s preliminary and final plans.   
 


As you know, Section 7-103(C)(1) of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution (the 
“LUR”) provides that “[t]he Preliminary Plan and Final Plan may be combined and processed 
together based on upon consideration of the following factors:  design, size, public concern, 
public facilities and services.”   


 
On August 16th, 2016, the Gunnison County Board of County Commissioners 


unanimously approved Cypress’s Sketch Plan Application for the Project in Resolution No. 
2016-33.  Although the Sketch Plan review process is exploratory in nature, Cypress had thought 
carefully about its proposed development and filed a very detailed application.  Moreover, many 
potential issues had already been addressed and resolved through Cypress’s negotiations with the 
Town of Crested Butte (the “Town”), as memorialized in the February 16th, 2016 Pre-
Annexation Agreement between Cypress and the Town (the “Pre-Annexation Agreement”).  
Consequently, the Sketch Plan review process went smoothly before the Planning Commission, 
and the Board of County Commissioner’s resolution contains just five items that the County has 
instructed Cypress to address specifically in its Preliminary Plan Application. 


 
Those items are:  
 


1. Analysis of the location of Road A on the West Parcel at its intersection with Gothic Road, as 
it related to properties across Gothic Road, concerning the impact of vehicle headlights on 
existing residential properties.

2. Wildlife impacts to elk, regarding mitigation and potential human-elk conflicts, including a 
wildlife habitat analysis, documentation of consultation with Colorado Parks and Wildlife, 
and provision for domestic animal controls. 
 


3. Visual analysis of Lots 7-13, from the Crested Butte Cemetery. 
 


4. The applicant investigates the potential for the Town of Crested Butte to provide potable water 
for the development. 
 


5. Viability of the extension/connection of Eighth Street to Road A. 
 
With respect to number 1, Cypress’s Preliminary Plan will modify the location of the 


intersection of Road A and Gothic Road to minimize the impact of vehicle headlights on existing 
residential properties. 


 
With respect to number 2, Cypress’s Preliminary Plan will include a wildlife habitat 


analysis performed by a wildlife biologist, ecologist, or similarly qualified expert in consultation 
with the Colorado Division of Parks and Wildlife in accordance with and pursuant to Section 11-
106(F)(4) of the LUR.  


 
With respect to number 3, Cypress has hired the premier landscape architecture firm 


EDSA to perform the requisite visual analysis. 
 
With respect to number 4, Cypress has reached a conceptual agreement with the Town of 


Crested Butte to connect the East Parcel to the Town’s municipal water supply.  Cypress and the 
Town are currently preparing an amendment to the Pre-Annexation Agreement to memorialize 
the terms pursuant to which Cypress would be authorized to supply the East Parcel with 
municipal water.   


 
Finally, with respect to number 5, Cypress is continuing to talk with the Town about 


connecting Eighth Street and Road A.  As previously discussed, the viability of this connection 
will depend considerably on whether portions of the Old Town Landfill are located within the 
proposed Eighth Street right of way, which no one will know until the cleanup of the landfill 
commences.  In essence, whether Eighth Street is connected to Road A is largely within the 
Town’s discretion.  However, I think all parties recognize that this connectivity is preferable, and 
Cypress is committed to continuing to work towards this goal.  Moreover, until Cypress and the 
Town are able to accomplish the construction of Eighth Street, Cypress has negotiated an 
easement across Town property for non-motorized pedestrian access.  This easement would 
allow Cypress to build a trail across Town property from the West Parcel to Butte Avenue to 
create connectivity between the proposed preschool and the Crested Butte Community School.  
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In sum, Cypress anticipates that it will be able to successfully address each of the issues 
raised by the Planning Commission and the public during the review of the Sketch Plan.  
Moreover, concerning the Project’s size and design, the Project consists of only a single phase, 
and Cypress does not anticipate requesting any significant changes to its proposed development 
layout.  In addition, the fact that the East Parcel will tie into the Town’s water and sewer systems 
greatly reduces the potential environmental impact of the proposed development and provides 
fire safety benefits as well.  Finally, as the Planning Commission knows, if this Project is 
successful, the end result will be the public dedication of the majority of the West Parcel to the 
Town of Crested Butte.  The conveyance of the West Parcel to the Town is intended to create a 
wealth of public benefits for residents at the north end of the valley, including public open spaces 
and trails, affordable housing, a new preschool, river access, parks, playfields, new public 
facilities, and potentially, a new recreation center.        


 
Accordingly, taking into account the design, size, public concern, and public facilities 


and services associated with the Project, Cypress respectfully suggests that it would be 
appropriate to combine preliminary and final plans under Section 7-103(C)(1) of the LUR.   


 
 Cypress looks forward to further discussing the potential combination of Cypress’s 
preliminary and final plans with the Planning Commission at the next available opportunity.

2. Provide specific information regarding what the County funds will be used for. 
   Coldharbour Institute (CI) facilitates education, incubation, and demonstration of sustainable living practices through community 
collaboration and student involvement.  In the last 16 months we have developed a robust program engaging the agricultural actors of 
the region.  It has become very clear that while these agricultural producers are excellent at what they do, by building a robust 
cooperative community agriculture program, incubated in collaboration with CI, the agricultural community may be able to gain an 
additional 10 – 20% economic boost. The current challenge is that everyone is working so hard to simply produce, that the resources 
needed to develop this collaborative program simply are not available to the individual producer.  
    To overcome that resource deficit, CI, a close partner to WSCU’s MEM program, is using extensive MEM project requirements to 
build these bridges between agricultural actors. This indispensable partnership is most easily seen in the relationship with students 
and faculty of WSCU’s MEM. CI works integrally with this program as an operational and programmatic resource, engaging 
graduate students for their 600-hour masters’ projects and providing a place where these students can develop programmatic 
solutions to community challenges as part of their studies. Most importantly to this grant request, MJ Pickett, a graduate fellow with 
Mountain Roots and student member of the Coldharbour Institute team, is developing a critical community agriculture program 
working with local producers – for-profit, nonprofit, and governmental actors – to develop an agricultural cooperative to increase the 
economic, social and ecological well-being of the community by collaboratively building community agricultural resources including 
a community food production center that includes food processing and commercial community kitchen facilities, harvesting and 
processing equipment, dry and cold storage, distribution, marketing, etc. 
   Local foods can address some of the challenges we see by: �Expanding and targeting strategies for increasing equitable access to 
fresh, healthy food for low-income residents; �Creating a centrally located community kitchen or food hub to aggregate and market 
local foods; �Starting business incubators and/or job training to help entrepreneurs launch food-related businesses on main streets 
and to build infrastructure for scaling up existing and launching new agricultural enterprises; �Scaling up the initial successful efforts 
underway including community/urban/youth gardens, food education for youth and adults, farmers’ markets and other local grocers, 
food donation, and food rescue programs. 
   Funding from Gunnison County will be used to pay for part of the costs of staffing and programming associated with developing 
and operating the collaborative agricultural program in Gunnison County, as well as providing educational programs on sustainable 
agriculture and collaborative methods in regional agricultural endeavors resulting in increased efficiency and economic return in 
agricultural production and value-added production, a basin-wide agri-tourism plan, and increased food security and quality for 
county residents.  The remainder of the funding for this program will come from Coldharbour and other sources.  
   The first step is to hold a community workshop which would be instrumental in transforming the early-stage individual efforts to 
develop local foods into a collaborative action plan. We’re excited by the prospect of the innovative thinking generated when local 
leaders and citizens are supported in their work to strengthen communities. Top-down solutions do not always fit the realities in 
neighborhoods and on main streets, but the partners involved in this project know how to amplify community voice, work together to 
activate bottom-up solutions, and how to leverage funds for greater impact and long-term sustainability. We have already applied for 
a grant from Local Foods, Local Places to bring facilitation services to this step.

• Planned and structured collaborative program to connect and augment productivity, efficiency and 
income of agricultural producers conducted through program development and facilitated, outcome-
oriented stakeholder meetings, such as the Local Foods, Local Places workshop, conducted by Program 
Coordinator (MJ Pickett at this point). This will be measured by reports generated and will provide 
valuable information for adaptation and optimization and will provide concrete evidence for future 
Gunnison County and community member action. 


• Development of collaborative agriculture program through creation of adapted cooperative or other 
collaborative model. This program will include the following concentration areas: community food 
center with commercial kitchen, food storage, collaborative farms and gardens, a basin-wide agri-
tourism plan, collaborative marketing strategies with local and regional (front range) concentrations, 
product optimization, and transportation solutions.   


• Increase in availability of local produce and value added through local and regional (i.e., front range) 
surveys, assessments, and resulting adaptation and increased relevant and profitable productivity of 
local producers.

2. Provide specific information regarding what the County funds will be used for.


The Gunnison Conservation District works directly with landowners to provide technical, educational, and cost-share services for the 
protection and enhancement of soil, water, habitat, plant diversity, and other natural resources. Conservation Districts were initially 
established to assist in sustainably managing agricultural production and provide local guidance to the Natural Resource 
Conservation Service (NRCS) in prioritizing local natural resource issues. The Gunnison District was created in 1956 with a Board of 
Supervisors who represent local agricultural managers and landowners. The District employees one part-time District Manager at 
12-14 hours per week and one wildlife biologist at 32 hours per week. These positions are funded by grants and seed/herbicide 
sales as well as consulting services.  
 
The District works closely with the NRCS to help landowners implement conservation practices in Gunnison and surrounding areas. 
In 2016 the NRCS office paid approx. $400,000 to local landowners for conservation practices such as prescribed grazing, water 
control structures, irrigation water management, fencing, spring developments, upland wildlife management, etc.    
 
The District regularly partners with other agencies to conserve our natural resources. For example, in 2015, we received grant 
funds from the Bird Conservancy of the Rockies and Habitat Partnership Program to do a large 2 year restoration project on the 
south side of Flat Top Mountain, where we helped the USFS stabilize streambeds using rock structures on both private and USFS 
lands. This was a project that required partnerships with USFS, NRCS, Colorado Parks and Wildlife, National Park Service, and The 
Nature Conservancy.  In 2016, we were able to secure a grant from the Habitat Partnership Program to distribute 68 quarts of the 
herbicide “Milestone” to landowners in the Ohio Creek Valley which treated approximately 340 acres of noxious weeds. Based on 
our involvement with the Gunnison Basin Weed Commission, we were able to target that area and work pro-actively with the USFS 
and the County. Though it was a light year for us, in 2016 we sold 696 pounds of seed which covers approx. 100 acres; and 209 
units of herbicide which treats approximately 1,102 acres of weeds. In 2017, we will continue to provide technical and cost-share 
assistance to landowners for seeding and restoration projects, collaborate with the Gunnison Basin Weed Commission to treat high 
priority areas, and focus additional time to secure grant funding for on the ground conservation projects. We will continue to 
provide recommendations on customized seed mixes and herbicides for our climate, ensuring better success rates. 
 
We organize a variety of conservation education programs for kids from pre-school to college-aged as well as spearhead workshops 
for landowners. We will continue to use County funds to assist with ongoing programs that we sponsor each year. These programs 
include the Seventh Grade Mill Creek Youth Summit, which provides hands on experience to Gunnison Seventh graders in 
telemetry, camping ethics, timber, water quality, and engineering, and the Fourth Grade Water Festival where fourth graders learn 
about water conservation, macro invertebrates, riparian wildlife, and local fish populations.  We also sponsor a nation-wide Poster 
Contest – this year’s theme was “We All Need Trees”, which involves every sixth grader from the Gunnison RE1J School District. 
These programs reach approximately 300 local kids annually and teach them about our local resources and conservation efforts.  
 
The District is also involved in the Sage-Grouse Initiative conference scheduled to be held in Gunnison in June 2017. We are 
expecting 200 biologists and resource specialists to be in attendance. The District will set up an informational table or provide a 
tour of our ag lands to demonstrate how we are managing for wildlife concerns. Also note that we are hosting an Annual Gunnison-
Dolores Watershed Meeting in August to showcase the agricultural community’s investment in conservation. We are also working 
with the Ranchlands Legacy to provide technical expertise which will help secure partial funding to assist in the acquisition of 
conservation easements.  







3. Provide information about what results you will provide for the amount requested, and how you will measure those results.  Please address 
how these results relate to existing County services. 


The County Services Grant would provide much needed funding not only for meeting the current administrative needs, but also to 
help implement projects on the ground. Currently, the District Manager is budgeted for 12 to 14 hours per. This is not enough to 
administer existing or proposed programs effectively, as well as retain qualified managers who have extensive administrative 
knowledge coupled with a natural resource background. Of the total of $12,000 requested, approximately $11,200 will go towards 
the District Manager Salary and/or associated District functions and $800 towards community involvement in strategic planning. 
 
Based on County funding, we roughly estimate that the funds will be distributed to the District as follows: 


1. 70 Hours towards working with landowners in managing weeds in collaboration with the Gunnison County Weed 
Commission. This involves research, development and training for the District Management, as well as to overhead to 
ensure that the administration of =24*4 


2. projects will get rolling and completed. 
3. 15 Hours to apply for grant funding for weed control programs or other conservation projects such as virtual fencing.  In 


2016, we secured a HPP grant to treat about 340 acres in the Ohio Creek drainage. We will find funding on more projects. 
4. 50 Hours to participate in additional outreach efforts by co-sponsoring workshops with other agencies on the latest 


conservation technologies that could be useful on developed, agricultural or rural lands.   
5. 350 Hours (about 7 hours per week) to help administer existing programs and keep the District running to provide 


technical service and sales to landowners as well as grant administration, bookkeeping and District Meeting preparations.  
6. 100 Hours (about 2 hours per week) to create and implement a marketing plan for the District to increase social media 


marketing, contact list and email communications to educate landowners, other agencies, college students as well as 
school-aged children on strategies to enhance and protect soil, water use and infrastructure, weed mitigation, wildlife 
habitat concerns such as sage-grouse, big game critical habitat and other species. 


7. 30 Hours on collaborative with the governmental agencies in working with land owners on the ground, including providing 
technical services for reclamation plans on development sites. 


8. 30 Hours to engage the community to create a Strategic Plan for the next 10 years that will guide the actions of the 
Gunnison Conservation District. 


  
County funding will go towards administrative payroll to allow the District Manager to sustain existing functions, to educate our 
community, participate in necessary training, and increase landowner awareness so they take action to enhance and conserve 
natural resources. Other funding will come from the State of Colorado, Hinsdale County, Saguache County, and possibly 
administrative overhead from awarded grants. This money is used to help leverage funds and show partnerships to other entities 
for grant opportunities. 
 
These efforts will be measured by evaluating the number of meetings attended, the number of workshops sponsored, the number 
of grants applied for, training, and the increase in social media presence, email correspondence and newsletters and our inter-
agency involvement. We will also finalize a Strategic Plan that will require community input, which will be instrumental in evaluating 
our strengths, weaknesses, opportunities and threats as well as goals and achievements in future years.

DEPUTY CORONER JOB DESCRIPTION 


 


OVERVIEW: 


The Gunnison County Coroner’s Office employs Deputy Coroners to perform a variety of complex 
responsibilities, including but not limited to; administrative, forensic and analytical duties in the field of 
death investigation, as well as leading day-to day administration and direction of investigative functions. 
Deputies are responsible for conducting investigations of death under the County Coroner’s jurisdiction 
and in assisting the Coroner in administration and facilitation of related tasks and statutory obligations. 
The Deputy Coroner must pay strict attention to detail, have the ability to multi-task and take initiative.  
The work involves a variety of sensitive and highly confidential material. The ideal Deputy is organized, 
self-motivated, adaptable, detail oriented, highly-efficient and able to work under heightened emotional 
situations and unpleasant conditions while maintaining a positive attitude. The Deputy is a 
representative of the Coroner’s Office and is involved in a myriad of interpersonal contacts.  Such 
contacts require a high degree of interpersonal and communication skills, professionalism, tact, 
discretion, etiquette and good judgment. 


 


ASSOCIATED DUTIES AND COMPETENCIES: 


1. Interacting with Federal, State and Local Agencies 


i. Determination of jurisdictional responsibility and understanding of methods used to determine 
jurisdiction. 


ii. Determining the scope of agency responsibility, including methods used to determine deaths that 
are reportable to the Coroner’s Office 


iii. Reporting of critical data, including methods of defining critical data and determination of 
appropriate data reporting. 


iv. Sharing critical data, including proper methods of releasing critical data to outside agencies and 
appropriate form usage. 


v. Identifying support agencies, including deaths reportable to outside agencies that support the 
Coroner’s Office, as well as decedent’s families. 


vi. Collecting essential agency data, including methods used to define essential data, distribution of 
report forms and other agency interactions. 


vii. Arrangement for organ and tissue procurement, recovery timing, and knowledge of organ and tissue 
types typically used in transplant and research. 


viii. Certifying the death, including knowledge of the death certificate format, release timing, and proper 
completion. 


2. Communication 


i. Notifying Next of Kin, knowledge of methods used to make proper notification, identification of 
legal next of kin and release of information. 
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ii. Maintaining confidentiality, including confidentiality within and external to the Coroner’s Office. 
iii. Interacting with law enforcement personnel, including cooperation practices, statutory 


responsibility and objectivity between agencies involved in the investigation. 
iv. Interacting with funeral directors, including strategies used to do so, as well as roles and 


responsibilities for families, investigators and funeral home directors. 
v. Writing narrative reports, including appropriate content, structure and use in the overall 


investigation. 
vi. Completion report forms and proper use within the Coroner’s Office, as well as use of shared 


documents. 
vii. Usage of effective interviewing skills, including techniques and strategies used to interview 


witnesses involved in the death investigation, such as family, friends and associates. 
viii. Communication with the pathologist by way of basic forensic medical terminology and knowledge 


of the relationship that exists between the investigator and forensic pathologist that performs the 
autopsy. 


ix. Maintaining relations with the media and an awareness of strategies and techniques used to work 
with media regarding public information release and accountability. 


x. Notification to and communication with treating physicians, knowledge of terminology typically 
used by emergency room physicians, family practice physicians and ability to identify the last 
treating physician. 


xi. Utilization of telephone etiquette, knowledge of techniques to obtain information over the phone, 
as well as methods used to communicate with various entities over the phone. 


3.  Interacting with Families 


i. Ability to obtain information from distressed family members. 
ii. Ability to help families understand Coroner procedures related to the autopsy and investigative 


process. 
iii. Respect for family’s requests and understanding of various religious objections to the autopsy 


and strategies used to overcome those objections. 
iv. Reporting Coroner findings, autopsy results and appropriate timetables for release of additional 


information. 
v. Preparing families for viewing of the body. 


vi. Ability to respond to family’s reactions and support them during and after identification and 
viewing. 


vii. Performing an investigative follow up interview with family members, friends and associates of 
the decedent. 


4.  Investigating Deaths 


i. Evaluation of scene safety and public health risks prior to entry. 
ii. Securing the scene by way of collaborating with support agencies in establishment of the scene. 


iii. Validation of death, establishing and documented the time pronounced. 
iv. Identification of human remains through knowledge of basic anthropology. 
v. Photography of scene, body and evidence, as well as knowledge of basic photographic 


equipment and usage. 
vi. Conducting an on scene physical examination of the body and appropriate documentation. 
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vii. Utilizing systematic methods of documenting the death scene for later use by investigative staff 
or outside agency. 


viii. Drawing of specimens such as blood, urine and vitreous at scene. 
ix. Familiarity with and usage of personal protective equipment, forensic equipment, forms, and 


scene processing aids. 
x. Recognizing and determining the five manners of death. 


xi. Ability to investigate multiple fatalities and knowledge of mass casualty protocol. 
 


5. Identification and Preservation of Evidence 


i. Ability to distinguish between personal property and evidence, and documentation of said 
effects. 


ii. Ensuring and maintaining the chain of custody. 
iii. Facilitation of evidential analysis. 


 


6. Maintaining Ethical and Legal Responsibilities 


i. Maintaining the dignity of the deceased at the scene and throughout the investigation. 
ii. Familiarity with common methods and requirements for disposing of unclaimed or unidentified 


remains. 
iii. Ability to provide testimony when subpoenaed and knowledge of related strategies. 
iv. Safeguarding personal property of decedent against loss or theft, until release. 
v. Ability to project a positive and professional image to the community and support agencies. 


 


7. Demonstration of Scientific Knowledge 


i. Proficiency in basic forensic medical terminology, traumatic injuries, traumatic artifacts, 
therapeutic interventions, antemortem injuries on the body, postmortem artifacts on the body, 
time of death establishment, decomposition, signs of death, systematic examination of external 
body, body systems, medical services and various types of death. 


ii. Knowledge of basic forensic science, the role of outside forensic experts, drug names and 
terminology, legal laboratory tests, gunshot wounds, and firearms documentation. 


iii. Knowledge of universal precautions, medical anatomy, internal anatomy, basic physiology, 
usage of medical charts and reports, identification of human disease, common medications and 
hospital bureaucracy. 


8. Coping with Job-Related Stress 


i. Ability to identify common warning signs of stress, mood swings, behavioral changes, and 
effects on job and domestic life. 


ii. Ability to identify appropriate coping mechanisms including lifestyle change, professional assist 
programs, and inappropriate methods of coping with stress.
