MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

THIS MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT (“Agreement”), is made effective the 1st day of
January, 2017, by and between the Board of the Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing
District and the Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association, a Colorado non-profit
corporation, and provides that:

A. RECITALS

WHEREAS, the Board of the Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing District is
responsible for the administration of funds collected from the Local Marketing District
lodging tax and is supportive of the objectives of the Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism
Association; and

WHEREAS, Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association has been working with the
Crested Butte-Mt. Crested Butte Chamber of Commerce, Gunnison Country Chamber of
Commerce, local elected officials and the private sector to coordinate the marketing
efforts of the Gunnison County community; and

WHEREAS, the Board of the Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing District feels that it
is in the public interest and meets the goals of the Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing
District to enter into this Agreement with the Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association
to support the implementation of its 2017 Work Program.

B. AGREEMENT

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of the Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing District and
the Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association, in consideration of the recitals above
and the obligations and mutual covenants contained herein below, agree as follows:

1. TERM.

The term of the Agreement shall begin on January 1, 2017 and end on December 31,
2017, unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein.

2. CONSIDERATION.

During the Term of this Agreement,
A. The Board of the Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing District shall:

Provide support funds to the Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association,
according to the 2017 Budget attached hereto and incorporated herein by
reference as Appendix “A”, in the amount of One Million Six Hundred Eighty
Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($1,680,000.00). It is expressly agreed
that these funds must be used exclusively for costs identified in the 2017
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Budget attached as Appendix “A”. Adjustments among budget line items
may be at the Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association’s discretion as
appropriate to achieve the overall marketing goals represented by the
budget. The funds will be provided via monthly installments in the amount
of One Hundred Forty Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($140,000.00).
The approved 2017 budget identifies the support funds and expenditures.

B. The Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association shall:
1. Implement the 2017 Work Plan reflected by the budget in Appendix A.

2. During the Term of this Agreement, enter into individual funding
agreements with the Gunnison Country Chamber of Commerce and the Mt.
Crested Butte/Crested Butte Chamber of Commerce to provide funding for
tourism services during the year 2017 for each Chamber of Commerce in
an amount no less than Twenty Five Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars
($25,000.00).

3. Provide biannual updates to the Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing
District, and shall permit auditing by the Gunnison River Valley Local
Marketing District of all the Gunnison/Crested Tourism Association’s books,
accounts, and financial transactions.

It is further recognized and understood by the parties to this Agreement that the financial
obligations under this Agreement are contingent upon the receipt of tax revenues by
Gunnison County from the lodging tax and, if there are insufficient revenues to support
the estimated expenditures for 2017, the financial obligation will be reduced accordingly.

3. DESIGNATION OF COUNTY MANAGER

The Board of the Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing District designates the Gunnison
County Manager as the Administrator for this Agreement, and all questions in regard to
this Agreement shall be referred to the Gunnison County Manager.

4. INDEMNIFICATION

Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association agrees to indemnify, defend and hold
harmless the Board of the Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing District of Gunnison
County, Colorado and Gunnison County, its elected officials, agents and employees, of
and from any and all liability, claims, liens, demands, actions and causes of action
whatsoever (including reasonable attorney’s and expert’s fees and costs) arising out of
or related to any loss, cost, damage or injury, including death, of any person or damage
to property of any kind caused by the misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions
of Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association or its employees, subcontractors or
agents in connection with this Agreement.





This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement with respect
to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.

5. RELATIONSHIP AMONG PARTIES

The relationship of the Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association to the Board of the
Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing District is that of an independent contractor,
performing marketing functions pursuant to this Agreement. Gunnison/Crested Butte
Tourism Association is not an agent of the Board of the Gunnison River Valley Local
Marketing District, and the Board of the Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing District is
not responsible for the acts or omissions of Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association
its officers, employees or agents.

6. MEETING REQUIREMENTS AND PROJECT REPORTING

Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association agrees to meet biannually with the Board
of the Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing District to discuss progress with the
implementation of a 2017 Work Plan and 2017 Budget.

The Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association agrees to submit a final project report
in a form and format as prescribed by the Administrator of this Agreement on or before
December 1%, 2017.

7. NOTICES.

Any notice, demand or communication which either party may desire or be required to
give to the other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or
rendered if delivered personally or sent by certified first class US mail, postage prepaid,
addressed as follows:

Either party has the right to designate in writing, served as provided above, a different
address to which any notice, demand or communication is to be mailed.

8. TERMINATION.

This Agreement may be terminated for non-compliance with the terms and conditions of
the Agreement or the inability of the Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association to
implement a 2017 Work Plan and the 2017 Budget.
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IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION.

a. By its signature on this Agreement, Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism
Association certifies that, as of the time of its signature, it does not knowingly
employ or contract with an illegal alien and that, in order to confirm the employment
eligibility of all employees who are newly hired for employment in the United
States, the Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association has participated or
attempted to participate in the E-Verify program (“E-Verify Program”) created in
Public Law 208, 104th Congress, as amended, and expanded in Public Law 156,
108th Congress, as amended, administered by the United States Department of
Homeland Security, and the Social Security Administration or the Department
Program (Department Program) established pursuant to 88-17.5-102(5)(c), C.R.S.

b. Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association agrees that it shall not knowingly
employ or contract with an illegal alien to perform work under this Agreement; and
that it shall not enter into a contract with a subcontractor that fails to certify to the
Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association that the subcontractor shall not
knowingly employ or contract with an illegal alien to perform work under this
contract.

c. Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association has confirmed or attempted to
confirm through participation in the E-Verify or Department Program the
employment eligibility of all employees who are newly hired for employment in the
United States.

d. Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association shall not use E-Verify or
Department Program procedures to undertake pre-employment screening of job
applicants while work under this Agreement is being performed.

e. If the Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association obtains actual knowledge
that a subcontractor performing work under this Agreement knowingly employs or
contracts with an illegal alien, the Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association
Contractor shall:

f. Notify the subcontractor and the Board of the Gunnison River Valley Local
Marketing District within three days that the Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism
Association has actual knowledge that the subcontractor is employing or
contracting with an illegal alien; and

g. Terminate the subcontract with the subcontractor if, within three days of
receiving the notice required herein, the subcontractor does not stop employing or
contracting with the illegal alien; except that the Contractor shall not terminate the
contract with the subcontractor if during such three days the subcontractor
provides information to establish that the subcontractor has not knowingly
employed or contracted with an illegal alien.





h. The Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association shall comply with any
reasonable request by the Colorado Department of Labor and Employment made
in the course of an investigation that the Department is undertaking pursuant to
the authority established in C.R.S. Section 8-17.5-101(5).

i. If the Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association violates a provision of this
lllegal Alien Addendum, the Board of the Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing
District may terminate this Agreement for breach of contract. If the Agreement is
so terminated, the Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association shall be liable for
actual and consequential damages to the Board of the Gunnison River Valley Local
Marketing District. Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association understands that,
in the event of such a termination, the Board of the Gunnison River Valley Local
Marketing District is required to notify the office of the Colorado Secretary of State.

10. SOLE SOURCE CONTRACT.

This Agreement is a sole source contract pursuant to Article XXVIII of the Colorado
Constitution, and the following provisions are applicable to said Agreement.

a. Section 15 of Article XXVIII of the Colorado Constitution is hereby
incorporated by reference into this Agreement.

b. The Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association, on behalf of itself, any person
who controls ten percent or more of the shares of or interest in the
Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association, and its officers, directors, and
trustees (collectively, the “Contract Holder”) agrees, for the duration of this
Agreement and for two years thereafter, to cease making, causing to be made, or
inducing by any means, a contribution, directly or indirectly, on behalf of the
Contract Holder or on behalf of his or her immediate family members and for the
benefit of any political party or for the benefit of any candidate for any elected
officer of the state or any of its political subdivisions.

c. If a person responsible for the bookkeeping of the Gunnison/Crested Butte
Tourism Association, or if a person acting on behalf of any party to this Agreement,
obtains knowledge of a contribution made or accepted in violation of Section 15 of
Article XXVIII of the Colorado Constitution, and that person intentionally fails to
notify the Secretary of State or appropriate government officer about the violation
in writing within ten business days of learning of such contribution, then that person
may be contractually liable for restitution to the general treasury of the Board of
the Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing District to compensate for all costs and
expenses associated with the breach, including costs and losses involved in
securing a new contract if that becomes necessary.

d. The parties hereto agree that if any party intentionally violates Section 15 of
Article XXVIII of the Colorado Constitution, as contractual damages that party shall
be ineligible to hold any sole source government contract or public employment
within the State of Colorado or any of its political subdivisions, for three years.

The parties hereto agree that if any party intentionally violates Section 17(2) of
Article XXVIII of the Colorado Constitution, as contractual damages that party shall
be ineligible to hold any sole source government contract or public employment
with the State of Colorado or any of its political subdivisions, for three years.

e. The Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association agrees to comply with the
summary and notice provisions of Section 16 of Article XXVIII of the Colorado
Constitution.

f. The Gunnison/Crested Butte Tourism Association hereby certifies that it has not
made or caused to be made any contribution intended to promote or influence the
result of an election on a ballot issue relating to this Agreement on or after
December 31, 2008.

g. All terms used in this Section and not otherwise defined in this Agreement shall
have the same meanings as set forth in Article XXVIII of the Colorado Constitution.

MISCELLANEOUS.

a. SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall be held to be
invalid in whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and provisions, or portions
thereof, shall nevertheless be and remain in full force and effect.

b. AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to this
Agreement shall be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed by the
parties to be bound thereby.

c. NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. Nothing in this Agreement is,
or shall be, construed to be a waiver, in whole or part, by the Board of the Gunnison
River Valley Local Marketing District of Gunnison County, Colorado or Gunnison
County of governmental immunity provided by the Colorado Governmental
Immunity Act or otherwise.

GOVERNING LAW.

This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the
State of Colorado. Exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any legal proceedings related to
this Agreement shall be in the state District Court governing Gunnison, Colorado.

COUNTERPARTS: FACSIMILE TRANSMISSION.

This Agreement may be executed by facsimile and/or in any number of counterparts, any
or all of which my contain the signatures of less than all the parties, and all of which shall
be construed together as but a single instrument and shall be binding on the parties as
though originally executed on one originally executed document. All facsimile
counterparts shall be promptly followed with delivery of original executed counterparts.





14. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.

This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties hereto with respect
to the subject matter hereof, and supersedes any and all prior agreements, proposals,
negotiations and representations pertaining to the obligations to be performed hereunder.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
FOR ROAD MAINTENANCE SERVICES

THIS INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT made effective on this day of ,
2016, between the County of Montrose, State of Colorado, who shall hereinafter be referred to as
“Montrose” and the County of Gunnison, State of Colorado, who shall hereinafter be referred to as
“Gunnison”, both of which entities are political subdivisions of the State of Colorado.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Colorado Constitution, Article XIV, Section 18(2.a.) and C.R.S. 29-1-201, et
seq., any political subdivision of the State of Colorado may cooperate or contract with one another to
provide a function, service, or facility lawfully authorized to each of the cooperating or contracting units,
provided that such cooperation or contracts are authorized by each party thereto with the approval of
its legislative body; and

WHEREAS, Montrose and Gunnison desire to enter into an Intergovernmental agreement to provide for
the winter performance by Montrose of winter snow removal and/or plowing on a certain segment of
Cimarron Road located within Gunnison County; and

WHEREAS, Montrose and Gunnison desire to enter into an Intergovernmental agreement to provide for
the non winter performance of road grading by Gunnison on certain segments of County Road 8764A
and 084 Rd located within Montrose County; and

WHEREAS, Montrose and Gunnison desire to enter into an Intergovernmental agreement to provide for
gravel crushing services by Montrose within certain Montrose County gravel pits for the benefit of
Gunnison to use on Gunnison County roads; and

WHEREAS, Montrose and Gunnison deem such Intergovernmental Agreement to be in the best interests
of each of their inhabitants;

NOW, THEREFORE, Montrose and Gunnison in consideration of the agreements and covenants set forth
herein, do hereby enter into this Agreement for the provisions of winter and non winter road
maintenance services along with gravel crushing services.

SECTION |
TERM OF AGREEMENT

THE TERM of this Agreement shall be for a period of fourteen months from November 1, 2016 to
December 31, 2017 unless otherwise terminated in accordance with Section Il below.

SECTION i
SCOPE OF SERVICES

1) Montrose shall perform winter snow removal and/or plowing maintenance for Gunnison on
Cimarron Road as follows:
a) Montrose County Road & Bridge will provide basic “Road Grader” or “Maintainer” snow removal
service for Gunnison on Cimarron Road from the current end of Montrose winter maintenance

at the Youth with a Mission entrance, south up the road to a convenient turnaround at the
Forest Boundary just past the Bear Claw Subdivision, for a distance of about 4 miles.

b) The snow removal will be provided only as an extension of Montrose plowing on the lower
portion of the road. Montrose will not plow the 4-mile section of Cimarron Road in Gunnison
unless the lower portion also needs to be plowed. The intention of this provision is that
Montrose shall not be obligated to mobilize its equipment just for this upper 4 mile section.

Gunnison shall perform non winter road grading maintenance services on County Road 864A and

084 Rd as an extension of Gunnison grading maintenance as follows:

a) Gunnison County Road & Bridge will provide “Road Grader” or “Maintainer” grading services for
Montrose on County Road 864A that lies within Montrose County but accessed by Gunnison
roads. Grading services will consist of grading the road, and pulling ditches if necessary, on 3.69
miles of road.

b) Gunnison County Road & Bridge will provide “Road Grader” or “Maintainer” grading services for
Montrose on 084 Rd for that portion that lies within Montrose County off Hwy 92 and provides
access to Gunnison County. Grading services will consist of grading the road, and pulling ditches
if necessary, on 1.1 miles of road.

¢} Grading services shall be in conjunction with Gunnison’s normal grading schedule and is not
intended to be done on a special basis.

Montrose shall perform gravel crushing services under Montrose’s gravel crushing contract to

provide an agreed upon stock of gravel at Cedar Creek Pit for the benefit and use by Gunnison.

a) A separate stock pile shall be isolated for Gunnison’s use.

b) The class of gravel requested by Gunnison shall match those specifications already under
contract by Montrose.

¢) Gunnison shall pay the contract rate for the gravel, a prorated contract per ton mobilization
charge, plus fifty (50) cents/ton for gravel pit administration, maintenance, and reclamation.

SECTION il
PAYMENT

Montrose and Gunnison shall charge on a time and materials basis for the road maintenance
services to be provided under this IGA and each entity shall submit invoices specifying the services
rendered and the amount of dollars expended. Gravel costs will be charged as outlined in Section
I1.3.c.

Toward the end of the Term of the IGA the invoices shall be compared, and the difference in value
of services shall be remitted to the County with the larger total billings.

SECTION IV
RESPONSIBILITY FOR ROAD MAINTENANCE AND DAMAGES

Montrose and Gunnison specifically understand and agree that nothing in this Agreement shall be
interpreted to require Montrose to perform any general road maintenance other than the snow
removal and/or plowing on Cimarron Rd in Gunnison County. Furthermore, it is understood and
agreed that Montrose shall not be held liable for any roadbed or roadside damages that occur as a
result of such snow removal or plowing, and that Gunnison shall be solely responsible for any such
road repair or maintenance required as a result of snow removal or plowing performed under this
Agreement.





Montrose and Gunnison specifically understand and agree that nothing in this Agreement shall be
interpreted to require Gunnison to perform any road maintenance other than grading and pulling
ditches on County Road 864A or 084 roads. Montrose shall be responsible for culverts and
graveling on said roads. Furthermore, it is understood and agreed that Gunnison shall not be held
liable for any road infrastructure damages that occur as a result of such grading, and that Montrose
shall be solely responsible for any such road infrastructure repair or maintenance required as a
result of road grading performed under this Agreement.

Montrose and Gunnison specifically understand and agree that contracting for gravel crushing
services shall be the responsibility of Montrose. Gunnison shall communicate gravel type and
quantity prior to the end of 2017.

Nothing in this Agreement is or shall be construed to be a waiver by either party of governmental
immunity.

SECTION V
RECORDS

Montrose and Gunnison shall maintain records of the time and materials spent performing the
services described in this Agreement. Such records shall be available upon request.

SECTION VI
WORKER’S COMPENSATION AND DAMAGES TO EQUIPMENT

Each party shall be responsible for its own employees and equipment while performing services
under this Agreement. Any and all injuries to employees and/or damages to equipment shall be
subject to the respective party’s insurance coverages, and the other party is expressly held harmless
as to the injuries and/or damages suffered by the employees and/or equipment.

SECTION VII
NON-ASSIGNABILITY

Neither party hereto shall assign, sublet or transfer this Agreement or any interest therein to any
other party without the prior written consent of both parties to this Agreement, which consent shall
not be unreasonably withheld.

SECTION Vil
BINDING EFFECT

Each and every clause and covenant of this Agreement shall extend to, benefit, and bind the
successors and assigns of the parties hereto respectively.





SECTION IX
AMENDMENTS

Any and all modifications or alterations of or additions to or changes in any term, condition, or
agreement contained herein shall be void and non-binding unless set forth in writing and signed by

both parties hereto.

SECTION X
TERMINATION

It is understood and agreed by and between Montrose and Gunnison that this Agreement may be

terminated by either party upon thirty (30) days advance written notice to the other party.

TWELVE-MONTH EXTENSION OF LAW ENFORCEMENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE
BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS FOR GUNNISON COUNTY, COLORADO, THE
GUNNISON COUNTY SHERIFF, AND THE TOWN OF MT. CRESTED BUTTE, CO

THIS AGREEMENT, effective the 1stday of January, 2017, is by and between the Board
of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, CO and the Gunnison County Sheriff
(collectively referred to as the “County”), and the Town of Mt. Crested Butte, CO, a Colorado
home-rule municipal corporation (“Town").

WHEREAS, the County and the Town have previously entered into a Law Enforcement
Agreement dated November 1, 2011, attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference
as "Appendix A", which by its terms was to expire on December 31, 2016; and

WHEREAS, the County and the Town wish to extend such agreement for an
additional twelve months, or untit December 31, 2017;

NOW THEREFORE, pursuant to the terms hereof, it is agreed as follows:

1. EXTENSION OF AGREEMENT. The Law Enforcement Agreement, known as Appendix A, is
hereby extended for an additional twelve month term from January 1, 2017 to December 31,
2017.

2. PAYMENT FOR SERVICES. It is hereby agreed that the County shall pay to the Town One
Hundred Thirty-eight Six Hundred Forty-four and NO/100 U.S. Dollars ($138,644.00) in
annual consideration for the terms and conditions described in the Law Enforcement
Agreement known as Appendix A in quarterly installments throughout 2017.

3. ALL OTHER TERMS REMAIN APPLICABLE. Except as specifically modified herein, all of the
remaining terms of the Law Enforcement Agreement, known as Appendix A, shall remain in
full force and effect during the period of this extension.

THIS AGREEMENT, effective the 1* day of January, 2012, by and among the Board of
County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado (“County”), the Gunnison County Sheriff,
("Sheriff’), and the Town of Mt, Crested Butte, a Colorado home rule municipal corporation,
(“Town"), is upon the following terms and conditions:

WHEREAS, the County is desirous of entering into a contract with the Town for the
performance of the hereinafter described law enforcement protection within certain
unincorporated portions of Gunnison County at a level of service which approximates the basic
level currently provided County-wide through the Gunnison County Sherlff; and

WHEREAS, the Town is agreeable to rendering such services and protection on the
terms and conditions hereinafter set forth; and

WHEREAS, such contracts are authorized and provided for by the provisions of 29-1-
203 Colorado Revised Statutes as amended:;

NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to the terms of the aforesaid statute, it is agreed as
follows:

1. Provision of Service by Town to County.

a. The Town, by way of the Mt. Crested Butte Police Department, shall provide law
enforcement services within the hereinafter defined unincorporated portions of
Gunnison County to the extent and in a manner hereinafter set forth,

b. Except as otherwise hereinafter specified, the standard leve! of service provided
shall be the same basic level of service which is provided by the Sheriff for the
County of Gunnison, subject to the good faith discretion of the Town Chief of
Police in consideration of emergency or unexpected law enforcement needs
elsewhere in the Town.

c. Inthe event that simultaneous calls for service occur for areas within the Town
and the area outside of the Town under the jurisdiction of Town officers who
have been made deputy sheriffs by this Agreement, said deputy sheriffs shall
cover the Town first, and call for assistance from the Sheriff’s Office in Gunnison
for coverage outside the Town; provided however, that such decision shall be in
the sole determination of the Town's Police Chief, who shall make all reasonable
efforts to handie the call for services outside the Town by his department, or by
members of the Sheriff's Office. In making the determination required by this
paragraph the Police Chief shall consider whether one of the simultaneous calls
concerns a life or bodily injury threatening situation and whether or not response
to the remaining call can be postponed without endangering human life or bodily

injury.
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d. The parties hereto understand and acknowledge that when a Town police officer
is dispatched on County business, outside the area of the Town, but within those
areas specified hereinafter, that the responding Town police officer shall be, and
remain, as the officer in charge until relieved of such responsibility by either the
Sheriff or Undershaeriff,

e. The Town Police Department will provide, as part of the Agreement, patro}
service at the same basic level of service which is provided by the Sheriff for the
County of Gunnisaon. Actual patrol service will be established by the Town Chief
of Police upon the assessment of changing community needs, statistical/crime
analysis information and other factors such as day of week, month, school vs.
non-school day, holiday, and seasonal activities or events. Total hours and exact
times of patrol service may be modified as required by the Town Chief of Police
to ensure no set trend is established that would defeat crime prevention aspects
of patrol service.

f. . The specific services provided to the County by the Town will include the
following:

1) General traffic violation enforcement;

2) Investigation of traffic accidents;

3) Business checks after hours:

4) Professional investigation of criminal offenses;

) Maintenance of complete police records system including crime reports
and arrest warrants;

6) Proper use of the Colorado Bureau of Investigation Lab when required;

7) Maintenance of proper handling of all evidence related to criminal activity;

8} Coordination with the County in the development and maintenance of
contingency emergency plans upon approval of the County;

8) Crime prevention materials and programs for residential and business
applications upon request and within current capability;

10) Vacation checks of private residences upon request that are within reach
by plowed roads and within current capabilities and cost limitations;

11) Any other services, upon request, that are within current capabilities and
cost limitations;

12) Provide service of civil papers;

13) Enforcement of all county ordinances.

2. Officers to be Deputized.

For the purpose of this Agreement, the Sheriff shall, except for good cause shown,
deputize all of the Town Police Department officers, upon recommendation of the Town
Police Chief. Thereafter, the Town shall provide such deputized officers for the purposes
set forth herein for the provision of faw enforcement services on behalf of the County outside
of the corporate limits of the Town and Crested Butte. If the Town police officer on duty has
not been deputized at the time a call for service under this Agreement comes in, the Town
or its officers need not respond to such cail under this Agreement. il a response is not to be
made, the Town or its officers shall immediately notify dispatch or the Sheriff that a response
will not be made and explain the reason therefore.

Definition of Jurisdiction and Area to be Serviced.

2
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All areas within the boundaries of the Town shall remain under the law enforcement
powers of the Town’s Police Department. All law enforcement activities carried on hereunder
outside of the Towns of Crested Butte or Mt. Crested Butte will be exercised under the authority
of the Sheriff's office as deputy sheriffs. The deputy sheriffs to be provided by the Town's
Police Department shall be responsible for providing law enforcement services on behalf of the
Sheriff's Department within the boundaries of the Crested Butte Fire Protection District.

4. Equipment and Facilities.

a.

The Town Police Department shall provide and pay for all labor, supervision and
equipment, including but not limited to the use of its police vehicles, radios,
weapons and all other police equipment for use by said deputy sheriffs in the
course of law enforcement work performed under the jurisdiction of the Sheriffs
Department. The Town shall provide the necessary fuel and lubrication for the
vehicles provided under this Agreement.

The Town shall be solely responsible for wages, compensation, fringe benefits,
fuel, oil, ordinary wear of equipment and vehicles and similar operational

-expenses as may be incurred for provision of services under this Agreement,

The County shall be responsible for any extraordinary non-operational costs or
expenses incurred during, or directly arising from, or related to, the Town's
personnel responding to or attending a service call outside of the Town's
boundaries pursuant to this Agreement, such as, but not by way of limitation,
towing charges for a damaged or abandoned vehicle or ambulance charges for
injured persons.

5. Insurance.

a.

The Town agrees to defend and hold the County and its employees and officers
harmiess against any and all of the following types of claims, which may be
atiributable to services provided under this Agreement.

1) Claims by any Town employee for compensation, fringe benefits of any
kind whatever (including, without limitation, pension rights of payments,
insurance of any kind, reimbursement of medical expenses, vacation pay,
sick leave, or sick pay).

2) Claims by any other party for damages for afleged unlawful acts, which
are the result of gross negligence, or intentional or malicious acts on the
part of any Town employee acting pursuant to this Agreement.

The County agrees to procure adequate insurance against claims attributable to
services provided under this Agreement and to defend and hold the Town and its
employees and officers harmless against any and all of the following types of
claims, which may be attributable to services under this Agreement.

1) Tort claim damages or similar claims for damages and in particular
Section 1983 Claims.

2) Claims by any other party for damages for alleged unlawful acts, which
are the result of negligence, or acts or omissions on the part of any Town
employee acting pursuant to this Agreement.
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3) Claims for all damage to, or loss of Town equipment or vehicles oceurring
during the performance of this Agreement by the Town’s personnel.

c. Neither the Town nor County hereby waives any right, privilege or immunity it
may enjoy pursuant to the “Colorado Governmental Immunity Act”, or otherwise.

d. When Town officers are acting outside of the boundaries of the Town for the
Sheriff their actions shall be governed by the rules and policies of the Town’s
Police Department.

6. Term.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on January 1, 2012 and terminate on
December, 31, 2016.

7. Payment for Services.

The County hereby agrees to pay to the Town, as consideration for services {o
be rendered by the Police Department of said Town, the sum of One Hundred Twenty-
nine Thousand Seven Hundred Eighty and no/100 Dollars ($129,780.00) payable in four
(4) equal quarterly installments for services rendered during 2012. In each subsequent
year, this sum will be increased by multiplying the base sum by the percentage change
in the Consumer Price Index (CPI-U Al Cities Index) for the previous year.

8. Deputies.

The County, the Sheriff and the Town hereby agree that, for the purposes of the
Agreement, the Sheriff shall, except for good cause shown, deputize all Mt. Crested
Butte law enforcement officers upon recommendation by the Town Police Chief, under
the express provision that such officers shall only exercise their deputy sheriff authority
under the direct supervision and command of the Town Police Chief.

8. Quarterly Report.

The Town Chief of Police shall provide a quarterly written report to the Gunnison
County Sheriff detailing law enforcement and public service activities provided under the
Agreement. Said report should, as a minimum, detail number and type of criminal
complaints, property loss, hours of patrol service, response time, hours of investigative
service, number and type of traffic accidents, crime analysis data, and recommendations
as to beneficial alteration of services.

10. Non-appropriation Clause.

The County and Town hereby agree that this Agreement will terminate if either party
does not make annual appropriations required to effectuate the Agreement. If sufficient annual
appropriations are made by both parties, the Agreement will remain in force untit the end of the
term. Nothing in this Agreement is intended to create a multiple-fiscal year financial obligation
contrary to the requirements of Article X, Section 20 of the Colorado Constitution, the
Taxpayer’s Bill of Rights.

Senior Care Center
acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and the RTA may contract with
additional or other providers able to furnish the same or similar services as it deems
appropriate to do so.

3. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.

(@) In exchange for the Senior Care Center's performance of the Services
during the Term, the RTA, through its fiscal agent Gunnison County, shall pay the Senior
Care Center the full and complete amount not to exceed One Hundred Sixty-One
Thousand Dollars and no cents ($161,000.00). Any expenditures in excess of this amount
must be pre-approved by RTA Executive Director Scott Truex.

(b) The Compensation shall compensate Senior Care Center for all charges,
expenses, overhead, payroll costs, employee benefits, insurance subsistence, and
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profits, except as specifically set forth herein.

(c) This Agreement is subject to RTA making an annual budget appropriation
in an amount sufficient to fund this Agreement. If the Board fails or refuses to make such
an appropriation, RTA reserves the right to terminate this Agreement without penalty to
the Senior Care Center pursuant to paragraph 6 of this Agreement.

any kind caused by the misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of Senior Care
Center or its employees, sub-contractors or agents in connection with this Agreement.

(b) This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement
with respect to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.

5. INSURANCE.

Senior Care Center agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement, Senior
Care Center shall carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and
expense, the following insurance policies. Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this
Agreement, Senior Care Center will provide insurance certificates to Gunnison County,
listing Gunnison County and RTA as additional Insured, for the coverage required herein
which shall state that such policies shall not be materially changed or cancelled without
thirty (30) days prior notice to Gunnison County and RTA.

(@) Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and
Federal law which adequately protects all labor employed by the Senior Care Center
during the term of this Agreement.

(b) Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent in an amount
not less than $1,000,000 each occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate for Bodily Injury
Liability and $500,000 for Property Damage Liability.

(c) Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in the
Services, in an amount no less than three hundred fifty thousand dollars ($350,000) for
any injury to one person in any single occurrence, and in an amount no less than nine
hundred ninety thousand dollars ($990,000) for any injury to two or more persons in any
single occurrence.

6. TERMINATION.

Any party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination, the Senior
Care Center shall be entitled to compensation for Services performed prior to the date of
termination, per the compensation terms outlined in paragraph 4 of this agreement.

7. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.
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This is a service contract with the Senior Care Center and, therefore, Senior Care Center
shall not delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior written
consent of Gunnison County and RTA which consent Gunnison County and RTA may
withhold in its discretion.

However, we recognize that in order to have a
comprehensive and effective weed management program, our efforts must also include increasing work
with private landowners that border National Forest. To date, limited staff and funding resources,
coupled with a large demand for our time on public land weed management, have limited the Program's
capacity to provide education, awareness-building and assistance to private landowners on noxious
weed management issues at the level that we recognize is needed. If granted, this funding request will
allow the Gunnison County Weed Management Program to:

1) Increase private landowner educational and awareness-raising activities in 2017,

2) Continue the programs efforts with giving landowners who are near or border National Forest lands,
financial assistance (through our cost share program) with mitigating noxious weeds on their property/
properties, and

3) Initiation of a robust enforcement program in 2017 to assist and motivate private landowners in
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effective noxious weed management "on the ground”.

The Gunnison County Weed Management Program consists of two 3/4 time field-based staff. If
granted, this request will provide funding for one of those staff members to work an additional 8 hours
per week on a seasonal basis from June1 - September 30, 2017, and this time will be focused
specifically on private-landowner focused activities, which are explained in detail below. We are
requesting $4,896 for the salary of a Gunnison County Weed Management staff employee ($36/hour x 8
Hours/ week x 17 weeks), and $5,104 to allocate to landowners who qualify for financial assistance
through our Cost/ Share Program.

The Gunnison Basin Private Lands Noxious Weed Education and Planning Project started in the growing season of 2016 and
implemented the following projects.

a) Developed a noxious weed awareness-raising educational program at the Crested Butte Wildflower Festival in 2016
b)Continued developing and strengthening our partnerships with providing assistance to local conservation organizations
working on noxious weed issues on private lands, such as the Crested Butte Land Trust, Coldharbour Sustainability Center and
Rocky Mountain Biological Laboratory. To provide assistance to private landowners in Gunnison County, a Financial Assistance
or Cost/ Share program was developed and implemented in 2016. The Gunnison County Weed Management Program provided
financial assistance to persons occupying or controlling state listed noxious weeds on private land (s) in Gunnisan County.
Subject to available funding that came from the 2016 Gunnison County Weed Management budget; awards of financial
assistance were provided for weed reduction or elimination that provided the largest public benefit. Two candidates were
selected for founding in 2016 that allowed noxious weed mitigation to occur from a Colorado licensed applicator and 6.5 acres
were treated between two subdivisions within Gunnison County. Several more candidates were selected for treatments for the
growing season of 2017 depending on funding for the Cost/ Share Program. The development and Completion of base-line
planning that created this program will result in the initiation of a robust program in 2017 to assist, motivate, and allow private
landowners to be invested with effective noxious weed management "on the ground". A copy of the Cost/ share Program is
attached.

c¢) Continued working with students at Western State Colorado University to develop and implement research and projects
focused on noxious weed management on private lands in the Gunnison Basin by leading educational and awareness- raising
classes.

«d)The program made personal written contact with private landowners who have been identified as having noxious weed
problems on their lands. 57 noxious weed notifications were sent to landowners in Gunnison County including the municipalities
of the city of Gunnison, town of Crested Butte, town of Pitkin, and Ohio City (a map is attached). These discussions will not only
serve to ensure that all affected private landowners are made aware of their noxious weed problems, but will also aflow the

2) Initiation of a robust enforcement program in 2017 to assist and motivate private landowners in effective noxious weed
management "on the ground". Assist and motivate private landowners in effective noxious weed management. In 2017, this will
entail:

a) Motivating and engaging private landowners with becaming invested in managing noxious weed on their properties by
assisting landowners with finical awards given from our finical assistance program (cost/ share program).

a) Completion of a comprehensive observational survey by the Gunnison County Weed Management Program of private lands
throughout the Gunnison Basin to identify and map where noxious weed problems exist on private lands. The Gunnison County
Weed Management Program currently lacks this comprehensive base-line information for private lands.

b) Ranking the private land noxious weed issues identified through this observational survey, in order to determine where
noxious weed management on private lands is most crucial in light of the goals of the Gunnison County Weed Management
Plan and .

¢) Making personal and/or written contact with all private landowners who have been identified through the survey as having
noxious weed problems on their lands. These discussions will not only serve to ensure that all affected private landowners are
made aware of their noxious weed problems, but will also allow the Gunnison County Weed Management Program to provide
consultative advice, to help landowners identify resources for weed management assistance, identify where enforcement of
state noxious weed laws may become necessary, and to offer finical assistance to those who qualify for the Gunnison County
2017 cost share program.

d) Compilation of survey, mapping and ranking data, landowner discussions into a database that will inform a clear and effective
path forward for the Gunnison County Weed Management Program's work with private landowners in 2017. Having this
information compiled will allow us to identify where weed problems exist, which infestations are of highest priority for control,
which landowners are successfully controlling weeds, which landowners could benefit from assistance and where enforcement
of noxious weed laws may be necessary.

We hope to use the
information gleaned from the proposed survey, mapping, ranking and landowner communications efforts in 2017 to build a well-
informed and robust program focused on private land noxious weed issues, awareness-raising, educational programming,
assisting landowners to develop weed management plans and identify assistance, and enforcement of noxious weed laws on
private lands.

The Gunnison Basin Private Lands Noxious Weed Education and Planning Project is high propriety in the Gunnison basin.
Private land parcels are a critical area to manage for noxious plant species due to their direct proximity to roadways and
waterways that allow for greater seed dispersal and relocation opportunities. Federal, state, and County Governments are
implementing comprehensive invasive plant management plans across the region, but in order to successfully mitigate infested
areas and to contral the spread of noxious plant species, private landowners must increase their awareness and efforts.

Collaboration among all private, state and federals lands is highly important to adequately develop a comprehensive
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management plan. In the Gunnison Basin, county, federal and state agencies are implementing and continuing mitigafion
efforts to keep noxious species at a manageable level. There is insufficient collaboration efforts between agencies and private
landowners who are willing and those who are unaware of the importance to mitigate unwanted species on their parcels of land.
Mitigation efforts must also be preformed properly to reduce infested areas and awareness and education on treatment options
must be communal among boarding landowners within the Gunnison basin. If private landowners were to collaborate with each
other and their boarding agencies, adopt a comprehensive management plan, and where offered aid with finical needs
necessary to mitigate noxious weeds on their lands, we would greatly reduce infested areas and increase the resiliency of our
landscapes.

GUNNISON COUNTY NOXIOUS WEED FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE PROGRAM AGREEMENT

Gunnison County will provide financial assistance to persons occupying or controlling private land in Gunnison County to assist
with controlling noxious weeds subject to the terms of this Agreement. Subject to available funding, awards of financial
assistance will be made for weed reduction or elimination that provide the largest public benefit. The Agreement to provide
financial assistance incorporates the following conditions and the Applicant's Application set forth below.

1. The weed(s) to be eradicated must be listed as an “A” or “B" weed on the County Noxious Weed List, unless the Weed Board
or County approves other proposed weed(s).

2. Financial assistance under this program is subject to the availability of funds for this program. The County reserves the right
to cancel the program and limit the amount of funds available for each Applicant.

3. By accepting financial assistance for a project, the Applicant agrees to be solely responsible for the application of treatments
to the land described in the Application. The Applicant covenants that the Applicant is properly licensed by the State of Colorado
to apply any herbicides and other chemicals or agents listed in the Application and agrees to apply such substances in
accordance with the laws of the United States, State of Colorado, and any regulations and rules thereunder. Applicant agrees to
strictly follow any and all label instructions, manufacturer's recommendations and accepted industry standards. Applicant
agrees that no chemicals or agents for which financial assistance is provided or offered will be applied to the waters of the
United States or the State of Colorado on, in, or along any streams, rivers, canals, ponds, flood irrigated lands, flooded ditches,
lakes or other bodies of water. Flood irrigated lands are not eligible for financial assistance.

4. Any weed treatments in Gunnison Sage-grouse habitat will be carried out using a “spot spray” approach in order to avoid any
off-target damage to native plant populations. All seasonal road and habitat closures will be strictly adhered to during Gunnison
sage-grouse lekking and nesting seasons, and no herbicide will be applied during this time. Mapping of treatments in Gunnison
sage grouse is required and will be submitted to the Gunnison Wildlife Conservation Coordinator. If any “take” of Gunnison
Sage-grouse should occur during weed management activities, applicant/ applicator will immediately notify USFWS staff.

5. It is agreed by and between the parties that the applicant is not carrying out a function on behalf of the County, and the
County does not have the right of direction or control of the manner in which the applicant delivers services under this agrement
or exercise any control over the activities of applicant. Applicant is not an officer, employee, or agent of the County.

6. The County is not, by virtue of this agreement, a partner or joint venture with applicant in connection with activities carried out
under this agreement, and shall have no obligation with respect to applicant’s debts or any other liabilities of each and every
nature,

7. Applicant shall defend, save, hold harmless and indemnify the County and its officers, employees and agents from and
against all claims, suits, actions, losses, damages, liabilities costs and expenses of any nature resulting from or arising out of, or
relating to the activities of applicant or its officers, employees, contractors, or agents under this agreement.

8. Applicant shall be solely responsible for any income tax consequences associated with receipt of program financial
assistance under this agreement. In addition, upon request, the applicant shall furnish County with relevant tax identification for
reporting purposes.

To
properly integrate a comprehensive management plan, re-vegetation or restoration of infested areas on private lands may be
the best approach. Advice and education on proper re-vegetation including native species selection (best for location and for
competition), timing of re-vegetation, and proper monitoring of successful growth will be shared with private landowners. As
part of the Assistance Program re-vegetation will be considered as a noxious weed treatment if approved by the Gunnison
County Weed Management Program. Any re-vegetation treatments that are sponsored by the Finical Assistance Program will
have to be conducted by a insured, professional contractor, and identified as the most effective solution to the infested area(s)
on the selected private land.

Outcomes/ or re-vegetation as a possible treatment option for private landowners could allow as a noxious weed mitigation tool
for those who choose not to use herbicides. Depending on infestation size and noxious specie (s), a mechanical treatment
followed by re-vegetation could help reestablish the desired management goals and create a healthy landscape. Re-vegetation
is an important approach to noxious weed management and would anticipate successfully re-vegetation projects to greatly
increase our efforts for future generations of Gunnison County.,

Does your project include an integrated weed management strategy? If so, please describe the various management tools that
you will use and how you decided that this strategy will be the most effective. (/f you are not using an IWM strategy type N/A.)

Early detection and rapid response is one of the most critical components, and the first step in the integrated management
strategy to this proposal on list A species. If funded, the Gunnison Basin Private Lands Noxious Weed Education and Planning
Project will allow for Gunnison County Weed Management professionals to identify problematic areas with early detection and
allow for a private landowner to receive financial assistance for rapid response during the 2017 growing season. Not only will
this allow for priority areas to receive the appropriate management but should in turn give the landowner the education and
financial means needed to become invested in managing their land.

This project will also allow for the extra time that is needed to educate private landowners on long-term integrated weed
management plans. Every integrated weed management plan or strategy should focus on the most economical and effective
control, and this proposal will allow for a professional from the Gunnison County Weed Management Program to assist
landowners with management options that are best suited for integrating long term, site specific approaches.

Please accept this letter as the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service’s (Service’s) request for your agency's
assistance as we develop a Species Status Assessment (SSA) for the Gunnison sage-grouse
(Centrocercus minimus). The Gunnison sage-grouse was listed as threatened throughout its range
under the Endangered Species Act (ESA) in December of 2014. The SSA process will be improved
if we are able to include the input and feedback of knowledgeable participants as “science advisors”
(please see the attached project plan). Service biologists will ask the science advisors for any
additional biological information they may have on the species; request reviews of draft documents;
and, if needed, request specific science advisors to participate in an expert elicitation workshop. If
we are able to collaborate with your organization and your staff, that will strengthen the SSA. We
look forward to understanding how your agency would like to participate and who from your staff
will be involved in the SSA.

As outlined in our attached project plan, we will use the Species Status Assessment (SSA)
framework to guide our evaluation of Gunnison sage-grouse. This approach focuses on the species'
needs or biological requirements at the scales of individuals, populations, meta-populations, and the
entire species. We will apply the conservation biology principles of resilience, representation, and
redundancy (collectively, the three Rs) to better understand Gunnison sage-grouse’s current viability
and the factors that may influence its future viability. The SSA is an explicit evaluation of current
and potential trends in the species’ viability based on biological conditions. The SSA is separate
from the development of decision documents. The SSA produces the foundational information that
informs all potential phases of species conservation. The SSA addresses:

1. The species biology and needs;

2. The current conditions relative to the species needs;

3. Existing, ongoing, and planned conservation measures; and
4. An examination of potential future scenarios.





The SSA provides the scientific background for future decisions made under the ESA, while also
creating a clear, chain-of-logic that can be followed by biologists and non-biologists alike.

The development of the SSA will be led by Service biologists in close collaboration with a team of
experts that includes our partners, subject matter experts, and stakeholders. The science advisors and
stakeholders will not be asked to represent any particular agency position or to agree to group
consensus. Experts are asked to participate by sharing their individual professional opinions to help
us better capture and understand the biology and ecology of Gunnison sage-grouse. We seek broad
representation and participation from science experts and stakeholders to ensure that we have the
most comprehensive understanding of the species biology and ecology, of ongoing conservation
efforts, and how differing efforts may influence future conservation scenarios. The collaboration
process outlined in the attached project plan is flexible and will be adjusted as needed. For example,
new members may be brought into the process if additional expertise or input is needed. Team
members will be encouraged to contribute to the various teams as they are able.

Our goal is to be as inclusive as possible and we hope to have robust participation from science
advisors in the SSA. However, we recognize staffing levels and workloads will dictate an
individual’s ability to participate. Therefore, science advisors will be welcome to participate in the
SSA process to the degree to which they are able and willing.

Please be aware that any information provided will become a part of our record subject to potential
public release (e.g., Freedom of Information Act). If your agency prefers to maintain certain
information exclusively in your files, we would like to explore other options that would allow us to
consider this data short of providing copies to the Service.

We expect you may have questions about the SSA, the project plan, and your participation. Please
contact Drue DeBerry at 303-236-4774 or Gina Glenne at 970—-628—7183 with your questions. We
look forward to understanding how your agency would like to participate and which of your staff can
or will be involved in the SSA process.

PROJECT PLAN FOR THE GUNNISON SAGE-GROUSE SPECIES STATUS ASSESSMENT (SSA)
Version 1

INTRODUCTION

Gunnison sage-grouse (Centrocercus minimus) are charismatic ground-dwelling birds known for their
elaborate mating ritual where males congregate on leks (breeding grounds) and strut or “dance” to attract
mates. The Gunnison sage-grouse is unique to seven populations in southwestern Colorado and a small
portion of southeastern Utah. Like the closely related greater sage-grouse, the Gunnison sage-grouse is
dependent on the sagebrush habitat that is found in this region. The Gunnison sage-grouse was listed as a
threatened species by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (Service) under the Endangered Species Act on
December 20, 2014. Critical habitat was also designated on December 20, 2014.

The Species Status Assessment (SSA) framework assembles the relevant scientific information about a
species. The SSA provides an in-depth review of the species’ biology and threats, an evaluation of its
biological status, and an assessment of the resources and conditions needed to maintain the species’ long-
term viability, or the ability of a species to sustain populations in the wild over time. Viability is not a
specific state, but rather a continuous measure of the likelihood that the species will sustain populations
over time. The SSA framework produces an SSA Report that can be updated as new information
becomes available. SSA Reports are used to support all functions of the Endangered Species Program -
from candidate assessment to listing to consultations to recovery. As such, SSA Reports are living
documents upon which other decision documents, such as petition findings, listing rules, recovery plans,
and 5-year reviews, are based.

The information assembled through this SSA is intended to provide biological support in the near term for
the Gunnison sage-grouse Recovery Plan Implementation (RPI, formerly Recovery Enhancement Vision
(REV), recovery plan, Habitat Conservation Plans, and a General Conservation Plan. Importantly, the
SSA itself is not a decision document. Instead, the SSA provides a review and analysis of the available
information related to the biological status of the Gunnison sage-grouse. Recovery and conservation plan
decisions will be made by the Service, based on the SSA and all relevant laws, regulations, and policies.
The results of proposed decisions will be announced in the Federal Register, with appropriate
opportunities for public input.

For the purpose of this SSA, we define viability as the ability of the species to sustain populations in
sagebrush ecosystems over a biologically meaningful timeframe. Using the SSA framework, we consider
what the species needs to maintain viability by characterizing the status of the species in terms of its
resiliency, redundancy, and representation (together the 3Rs - Wolf et al. 2015).

e Resiliency is having sufficiently large and healthy populations for the species to withstand
stochastic events (arising from random factors). We can measure resiliency based on metrics of
population health; for example, birth versus death rates and population size, if that information
exists. Resilient populations are better able to withstand stochastic disturbances such as
random fluctuations in birth rates (demographic stochasticity), variations in rainfall
(environmental stochasticity), or the effects of anthropogenic activities.

e Representation is having the breadth of genetic makeup of the species to adapt to changing
environmental conditions. Representation can be measured through the genetic diversity within
and among populations and the ecological diversity (also called environmental variation or
diversity) of populations across the species’ range. The more representation, or diversity, a
species has, the more it is capable of adapting to changes (natural or human caused) in its
environment. In the absence of species-specific genetic and ecological diversity information,
we evaluate representation based on the extent and variability of habitat characteristics within
the geographical range.
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e Redundancy is having a sufficient number of resilient populations within each area of
representation for the species to withstand catastrophic events (such as a rare destructive natural
event or episodes involving many populations). Redundancy is about spreading the risk and
can be measured through the duplication and distribution of populations across the range of the
species. The greater the number of populations a species has distributed over a larger
landscape, the better it can withstand catastrophic events.

To evaluate the biological status of the Gunnison sage-grouse both currently and into the future, we will
assess a range of conditions to allow us to consider the species’ resiliency, redundancy, and representation
(the 3Rs). The SSA Report will provide a thorough assessment of biology and natural history and
assesses demographic risks, threats, and limiting factors in the context of determining the viability and
risks of extinction for the species.

COMPONENTS OF THE SSA REPORT

Species Biology and Needs — The species biology and needs will be evaluated and analyzed under the 3Rs
at the individual level, for the seven populations, and at the species level.

Current Conditions — Current conditions will be evaluated under the 3Rs and will be analyzed at the
individual level, for the seven populations, and at the species level. We will use existing information and
are also hopeful that information from several ongoing modelling efforts will help inform our
understanding of current conditions.

Conservation Measures Planned or Implemented — We will evaluate conservation measures that have
been implemented or that are planned at the individual level, for the seven populations, and at the species
level under the 3Rs. The SSA Report will identify and summarize all ongoing and planned conservation
efforts including local working group efforts, Colorado Parks and Wildlife (CPW) and Utah Division of
Wildlife Resources (UDWR) efforts, county efforts (including the upcoming Action Investment Plan
being developed by the counties), and others.

Potential Future Condition Scenarios — We will evaluate potential future conditions of the species by
developing and analyzing several plausible, realistic future scenarios. We will employ scenarios to
develop a range of potential future conditions; scenarios are likely to include varying levels of
management and conservation actions. Scenarios will consider climate change projections, and
protections included in the ongoing BLM Resource Management Plan Amendment, and other future
conservation actions such as those being discussed through the upcoming Action Investment Plan. We
are hopeful that modelling efforts currently in development will improve our understanding of the range
of possible future conditions and the potential positive and negative impacts on the species.

PROJECT PLAN OBJECTIVES

Our intent with the SSA is to assemble a scientific document developed in close collaboration with a team
that includes our partners and stakeholders. The purpose of the SSA Project Plan is to outline the
expectations for the Gunnison sage-grouse SSA teams. The project plan outlines the overall approach
that will be used to develop the SSA; the roles and responsibilities of participants; and identifies a
preliminary schedule. The plan communicates an understanding of roles, expectations, and standard
operating procedures in achieving the overall project goal. It also allows managers to understand the
project schedule and agree to these expectations. The plan will be updated, as necessary, during the
SSA process. The process is designed to be flexible and project plan updates will communicate any
significant changes.
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COLLABORATION WITH CONSERVATION PARTNERS

Using the SSA process, we will analyze scientific information within the context of, but distinct from, the
Act’s policy-guided decision-making process. We will follow a structured approach by analyzing and
characterizing what the species had in the past, what the species has now, and what it will need in the
future, at the individual, population, and species level. We will share results and products with all
collaborators, as necessary or desired, throughout the process.

The development of the SSA will be conducted by Service biologists in collaboration with subject matter
experts and stakeholders. The science experts and stakeholders will not be asked to represent any
particular agency position or to agree to group consensus. Experts are asked to participate by sharing
their individual professional opinions to help us better understand the biology and ecology of Gunnison
sage-grouse. We seek broad representation and participation from science experts and stakeholders to
ensure that we have the most comprehensive understanding of the species biology and ecology, of
ongoing conservation efforts, and how these efforts may influence future outcomes. The collaboration
process outlined here is flexible and will be adjusted as needed. For example, new members may be
brought into the process as additional expertise or input is needed or becomes available. Team members
are encouraged to contribute to the various teams as desired or as applicable.

The SSA staff work will be completed by the Core Team (see Table 1 for a list of all tentative team
members) in cooperation with the Science Advisors Team, with additional experts and managers
providing input and review as necessary. Coordination with external and internal partners will be
provided by a Coordination team (initially comprised of members from the management and core team).
Communication, including updates, will be conducted by the Engagement team which includes key
members of the External Affairs program.

We expect as we move through the process, a Conservation Strategy Team will form to build on other
efforts and evaluate ongoing and planned conservation efforts by different partners, including: local
working groups, Colorado Parks and Wildlife (CPW) and Utah Division of Wildlife Resources (UDWR),
Bureau of Land Management (BLM), Counties, Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS), and the
Action Investment Plan. The Conservation Strategy Team will help develop and analyze the potential
future conservation scenarios.

The Management Team will provide management oversight and leadership direction throughout the status
review process, including continuous outreach to partners. Updates will be provided to the Management
Team every other month at the beginning of the regularly scheduled SSA call.

The Service will seek robust participation from conservation collaborators including CPW, UDWR, the
U.S. Geological Survey (USGS), the U.S. Bureau of Land Management (BLLM), the Natural Resources
Conservation Service (NRCS), the affected Counties, Academia, the National Park Service, and the Ute
Mountain Ute Tribe. Other collaborators may include The Nature Conservancy, the Colorado State Land
Board, the Utah School and Institutional Trust Lands Administration (SITLA), modelers, greater sage-
grouse experts, state and local Cattlemen’s Associations, agricultural producers, and others. We hope that
collaborators will participate in the SSA process to the degree to which they are able and willing. Our
goal is to be as inclusive as possible, allowing collaborators to contribute as little or as much as they are
able. Conservation collaborators will be asked to contribute to and review all components of the SSA
including the species biology and needs, current conditions, conservation measures planned or
implemented, and potential future condition scenarios.
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ROLE OF MODELLING

Ecological modelling will help increase our understanding of how Gunnison sage-grouse historically and
currently utilize the sagebrush ecosystem and how individuals, populations, and the species may respond
to conservation actions and threats in the future; and what the outcome of differing conservation strategies
may be on future conditions. Current modelling efforts include CPW’s seasonal habitat mapping for the
Gunnison Basin, CPW and the Service “Combo mapping” that uses greater sage-grouse modeling
approaches and treatment scenarios, USGS models under development, Colorado State University (CSU)/
CPW spatially explicit demographic modeling for the Gunnison Basin, and The Nature Conservancy
(TNC)/ Intermountain West Joint Venture (IWJV) sage-grouse and riparian/wet meadow area modeling.
USGS has been retained specifically to support the SSA process and will be used to address specific SSA
questions. We hope to incorporate all ongoing and past modelling efforts into the SSA.

PEER REVIEW

A draft of the Gunnison sage-grouse SSA Report will be peer reviewed by recognized scientific experts.
Peer review will help ensure that we have properly used the best available information in conducting the
assessment. Peer review is separate from the expert outreach discussed below, although there may be
overlap in the individuals involved.

COMMUNICATION

We will include the viewpoints of the many interested parties in the SSA; therefore, transparent and
regular communication is crucial for the success of this project. External communication is vital to the
success of the shared conservation efforts underway for the conservation of the Gunnison sage-grouse.
The Service is committed to providing the states, local governments, private landowners, Tribes, the
public, media, and other partner updates and input related to the SSA and recovery planning. In Table 2,
we indicate tasks and stages when we will reach out to key partners, including state conservation
agencies, tribal partners, and federal agency partners, to be briefed and to provide input on certain tasks
immediately prior to their completion. We will use multiple avenues for communication and coordination,
such as: 1) in-person and virtual meetings with partners and stakeholders, and 2) data call and SSA
participation letters to our state, local, and Tribal conservation partners.

CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Chamberland called the meeting to order at 10:14 am.

AGENDA REVIEW: There were no changes to the agenda.

MINUTES APPROVAL: Moved by Commissioner Swenson, seconded by Commissioner Thompson to
approve the minutes for August. Motion carried unanimously.

8/16/2016 Regular Meeting

PROGRAM REVIEW: Senior Resources Program Manager Betsy Holena was present for discussion.

1.

Strategic Plan Update. HHSD Reynolds informed the Board that her strategic business plan was
very close to being finalized. The two main goals plan revision were to integrate services delivery
and focus on healthy families and healthy communities. They also created a program area called
Community Leadership.

Eligibility Programs Including Medical, Food and Temporary Aid for Needy Families (TANF). SRPM
Holena manages these programs, in which six technicians process daily applications. Between
January and September, the office processed 80-180 new applications each month, which equated
to a cost of approximately $6.00 per application. Approximately 20-29 TANF applications are
submitted monthly, and the average family receives about $350 in assistance. The TANF program
limits recipients to 60 months of lifetime participation, though some families receive multiple types
of assistance. The department is working with people to help make them job ready, and staff is
also working with the workforce center to achieve this goal. TANF requirements include elements
such as being involved in work readiness activities, taking kids to story time at the library, working
with a therapist, and taking parenting classes. Some recent policy changes are related to substance
abuse, and this consideration can be incorporated in the TANF contracts.

Community Service Block Grant (CSBG). HHSD Reynolds stated that the data will be tracked
differently in order to see how the money is spent in counties. Her office is also prioritizing funding
to families and adults who care for elders in an attempt to help the available funding stretch
throughout the year. The Board thanked the staff for all of their efforts.

POLICY UPDATES: HHSD Reynolds provided the following policy updates that were discussed during
recent Colorado Counties, Inc. meetings.

1.

HB16-1401; Food Safety/Fee Increase. There is a push to go back and remove the language that
indicates that the funds that are realized cannot be used at the counties’ discretion, but that they
must be committed to this program. Essentially, some counties would like to recoup some of the
subsidies that they have put in to the program for many years.

Removal of Obsolete Provisions under Section 26-5-104, Funding of Child Welfare Services. Small
counties are at odds with the procedures because their concerns do not appear to be considered.
Low Income Child Care Allocation - Child Care Quality Initiatives. As mentioned above, small
counties are concerned that they are not being considered.

Enforceable Protection Orders in Dependency and Neglect Cases. This problem was identified
through attorney groups, and CCI didn't provide any objection.

Allocation of Parental Rights in Juvenile Delinquency Cases. This problem was also identified
through attorney groups, and CCI didn’t provide any objection.

2017 BOARD OF HUMAN SERVICES MEETING PLANNING: The Board appreciated the program
review and schedule, so HHSD Reynolds will follow up with the Board regarding the 2017 schedule.

NEXT MEETING: The next meeting was scheduled for December 20, 2016. The discussion will include a
financial update.

ADJOURN: Moved by Commissioner Swenson, seconded by Commissioner Houck to adjourn the meeting.
Chairperson Chamberland adjourned the meeting at 10:47 am.

Women’s Health Programs Data Summary
2016

Family Planning Program

950 individuals served in Family Planning Program
17.5% were males up from 10% when first started tracking this 4 years ago. (17.5% is
approximately 150 males were seen in our clinic)

Chlamydia Rate
4% infection rate (465 tests performed with 23 positive results). State rate approximately 7%

and medical providers assume 1 in 21 patients will be positive. State Family Planning program
evaluation of Gunnison Family Planning report frequency of testing is within recommendation
when computer calculation errors are corrected. Free testing is available through CDPHE for
uninsured or when client does not want charges to parents’ insurance. Program will increase
offering testing as part of state improvement plan.

Other testing and Programs
Other testing is available through the Family Planning Program such as HIV, Hepatitis C, paps for
cancer and pre-cancer conditions, HPV, and breast cancer.
“Tough Enough to Wear Pink” is utilized to assist clients financially for mammograms as
indicated.
WWC (Women’s Wellness Connection) currently serves 4 clients. This is state program for
women 40 — 64 years old who are uninsured. With Medicare expansion, the number of eligible
women has dropped. Preliminary efforts to provide care coordination to women who are on
Medicaid is underway.

Long acting birth control (LARC)
A total of 171 clients have received LARC methods in our clinic (130 IUDs and 41 Nexplanon).
A time limited offer to help reduce financial costs for vasectomies is available in collaboration
with primary care. Teen pregnancy rate has dropped 40% across country as result of availability
of LARC. Locally the teen pregnancy rate is <1% as the Family Planning Program has provided
funding specially for LARC, making the most effective and expensive method available to low
income women.

Services for Pregnant Women
Pregnancy testing and counseling available for all women. Prenatal vitamins provided at time of
pregnancy confirmation.

NFP (Nurse-Family Partnership)
13 — 19 women enrolled in program. Available for low income first time mothers. Provides
evidence-based, comprehensive home visitation services from pregnancy through child’s 2™
birthday. The goal of program is (1.) Healthy pregnancies (good prenatal care, reduce low birth
weight and prematurity etc.), (2.) Enhance mother-child bond and family relationships, and (3.)
Work toward self-sufficiency.






Gunnison Prenatal Program
4 cases currently enrolled in program. Program is for uninsured pregnant women who do not
qualify for public insurance programs. Program was developed over 10 years ago with
agreement with local prenatal care providers to provide services at a reduced rate with patient
contribution. When program began up to 20 women were enrolled. Gunnison County rate of
early prenatal care of 90.6% consistently runs higher than state rate of 80%.

Baby and Me Tobacco Free
4 women enrolled. Program available for all women who smoke during pregnancy to assist with
quitting smoking. Program provides incentive of receiving free diapers at end of pregnancy for
those who successfully quit.

WIC - Women, Infant and Children nutrition program
191 clients currently being served. Rate of obesity in 2-5 year old children in WIC has dropped
from 7.5% in 2009 to 3.3% currently, far below state and national levels. The program provides
nutrition counseling for low income families with pregnant woman and children up to 5 years
old. Program includes vouchers as well as broad nutrition, breastfeeding support and health
information. Nutrition counseling provided to high risk clients by Registered Dietician. Case load
has declined from 250 clients 5 years ago to 191 as the interest in organic foods has increased
(unavailable in WIC) and declining birth rate across the country. WIC works closely with other
Public Health programs to assure client is linked to all appropriate services including:
Immunizations, Nurse Family Partnership, Colorado First (Medicaid) enrollment, parenting
classes and Baby & Me Tobacco Free.
