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PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT

This Agreement (“Agreement”) made effective the 15th day of March, 2013, is by and between
the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado, whose address is
200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Gunnison County”) and Welborn and Associates,
whose address is 508 W. Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado 81224 (“Service Provider”).

RECITALS

Service Provider provides services to the Gunnison County Department of Health and Human
Services (‘Department”) regarding grant development. Gunnison County desires to engage
Service Provider to provide Services according to this Agreement.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and obligations
hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date first set forth above and shall terminate
when the scope of services is complete, but not later than July 31, 2013, unless sooner
terminated or replaced as provided herein.

2. SCOPE OF SERVICES.

Service Provider shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment to
commence, diligently pursue, and complete the services as more specifically set forth on Exhibit
A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference. All Services shall be performed in
a timely manner and in accordance with generally accepted standards for Service Provider's
profession and all applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations affecting the Services
or the subject matter thereof. Service Provider acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive
Agreement, and Gunnison County may contract with additional or other providers able to furnish
the same or similar services as it deems appropriate to do so.

3. STRATEGIC RESULT.

Execution of this Agreement will assist the County in strengthening the continuum of care while
sustaining essential health and human services by providing health navigation services

4. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.

(a) In exchange for Service Provider's performance of the Services, during the Term,
Gunnison County shall pay Service Provider fees as more specifically set forth in Exhibit B.

(b) The Compensation shall compensate Service Provider for all charges, expenses,
overhead, payroll costs, employee benefits, insurance subsistence, and profits, except as
specifically set forth herein.





(c) This Agreement is subject to Gunnison County making an annual budget
appropriation in an amount sufficient to fund this Agreement. [If Gunnison County fails or
refuses to make such an appropriation, Gunnison County reserves the right to terminate this
Agreement without penalty to Service Provider pursuant to paragraph 7 of this Agreement.

(d) This is a service funded through the Department’s allocation funding. If the funds
are discontinued for any reason, this contract shall terminate.

S. INDEMNIFICATION.

(a) Service Provider agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison
County, its Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all liability, claims, liens,
demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable attorney’s and
expert's fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost, damage or injury, including
death, of any person or damage to property of any kind caused by the misconduct or negligent
acts, errors or omissions of Service Provider or its employees, subcontractors or agents in
connection with this Agreement.

(b) This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement with
respect to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.

6. TERMINATION.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without cause,
upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination, Service Provider shall
be entitled to compensation for Services performed prior to the date of termination, per the
compensation terms outlined in Exhibit B.

7. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a professional services contract with Service Provider and, therefore, Service Provider
shall not delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent of
Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its sole discretion. Subject
to the foregoing, the terms, covenants and conditions of this Agreement shall be binding on the
successors and assigns of either party.

8. NOTICES.

Any notice, demand or communication which either party may desire or be required to give to
the other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or rendered if delivered
personally or sent by certified first class US mail, postage prepaid, addressed as follows:

Either party has the right to designate in writing, served as provided above, a different address
to which any notice, demand or communication is to be mailed.

9. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

(a) In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, Service
Provider is acting as an independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint venture or
employee of Gunnison County. Service Provider does not have any authority to bind Gunnison
County in any manner whatsoever.

(b)  Service Provider acknowledges and agrees that Service Provider is not entitled
to: (i) unemployment insurance benefits; or (i) Workers Compensation coverage, from
Gunnison County. Further, Service Provider is obligated to pay federal and state income tax on
any moneys paid it related to the services.

10. IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION.

(a) Service Provider certifies that Service Provider does not and will not knowingly
contract with or employ illegal aliens to work under this Agreement.

(b) Service Provider certifies that Service Provider has required its subcontractors to
certify that they do not knowingly contract with or employ illegal aliens to work under this
Agreement.

(c) Service Provider certifies that it has attempted to verify the eligibility of its
employees and subcontractors to work through the Basic Pilot Employment Verification
Program administered by the Social Security Administration and Department of Homeland
Security.

(d) Service Provider agrees to comply with all reasonable requests made in the
course of an investigation under C.R.S. §8-17.5-102 by the Colorado Department of Labor and
Employment.

(e) Service Provider agrees to comply with the provisions of C.R.S. §8-17.5-101 et
seq.

1. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.

This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties hereto with respect to the
subject matter hereof, and supersedes any and all prior agreements, proposals, negotiations
and representations pertaining to the obligations to be performed hereunder.

12. MISCELLANEOUS.






(a) SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall be held to be
invalid in whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and provisions, or portions thereof, shall
nevertheless be and remain in full force and effect.

(b) AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to this
Agreement shall be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed by the parties to be
bound thereby.

(c) NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. Nothing in this Agreement is,
or shall be construed to be, a waiver, in whole or part, by Gunnison County of governmental
immunity provided by the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act or otherwise.

13.  ATTORNEYS FEES.

If any party hereto shall bring any suit or action against another for relief, declaratory or
otherwise, arising out of this Agreement, the prevailing party shall have and recover against the
other party, in addition to all court costs and disbursements, such sum as the court may adjudge
to be reasonable attorneys fees and expert witness fees.

14. GOVERNING LAW.

This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State
of Colorado. Exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any legal proceedings related to this
Agreement shall be in the state District Court governing Gunnison, Colorado.

15. COUNTERPARTS: FACSIMILE TRANSMISSION.

This Agreement may be executed by facsimile and/or in any number of counterparts, any or all
of which my contain the signatures of less than all the parties, and all of which shall be
construed together as but a single instrument and shall be binding on the parties as though
originally executed on one originally executed document. All facsimile counterparts shall be
promptly followed with delivery of original executed counterparts.

Gunnison County shall compensate Consultant $125
per hour for any additional work.

This Amendment is subject to Gunnison County making an annual budget
appropriation in an amount sufficient to fund this Amendment, if appropriate. If
Gunnison County fails or refuses to make such an appropriation, Gunnison County
reserves the right to terminate this Amendment without penalty to Consultant.

4. The remainder of the Agreement remains in full force and effect.

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STANDARD CONSULTING AGREEMENT

This Consulting Agreement is entered into by and between MJM Project Consulting, LLC, hereinafter
referred to as “Consultant;” and the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison,
Colorado, hereinafter referred to as “Gunnison County”,

1. The Consultant agrees to provide consulting support services as an independent éontractor, by
rendering an opinion to Gunnison County in accordance with Gunnison County’s direction in support of
its Courthouse Renovation {“Project”) located in Gunnison, Colorado. This shall be completed on a Fee
and Reimbursable basis in accordance with the Fee Schedule incorporated and included with this
agreement as “Exhibit A”.

a. The Consultant agrees that it will adhere to the following procedures pursuant to this
Agreement:

(1) The Consultant shall report to Gunnison County findings and conclusions reached during
research of the various phases of its performance hereunder, and provide, as required,
support and assistance as requested by Gunnison County.

(2) All services performed under this Agreement shall be subject to review by Gunnison
County at all times. '

(3) All efforts in performance of this Agreement by the Consultant shall be performed at the
direction of Gunnison County’s representative and single point of contact, which has
been designated as Matthew Birnie, County Manager.

b. The Consultant shall commence performance of this Agreement on 9 July 2012 and shall
continue performance hereunder until such time as determined by agreement of the parties.
Both of, or either of, the beginning date and completion date may be changed by agreement of
the parties. In the event that services continue beyond a specific completion date, Gunnison
County shall continue to compensate the Consultant per the terms and conditions of this
Agreement.

2, In support of the Consultant’s services, Gunnison County agrees that it will provide the
Consultant with all necessary data, plans, records, and information gathered to perform this service and
that Gunnison County will make available specific representatives of its organization staff, or other
consultants to assist the Consultant on an as needed basis at no cost to the Consultant.

3. In consideration of the services provided by the Consultant, Gunnison County shall pay the
Consultant in accordance with the following provision:

a. Gunnison County shall pay the Consultant for actual services performed hereunder in
accordance with the Fee Schedule, which is attached to this agreement in “Exhibit A”; however
in no case shall total fee compensation for the Scope of Services pertaining to Phase 1-A as

described in numbered paragraph 2. of Exhibit A exceed $50,000 (exclusive of approved .
Reimbursabie Expenses) unless otherwise approved by Gunnison County in advance.

b. Gunnison County shall compensate the Consultant for reimbursable expenses in
accordance with the terms defined in the attached “Exhibit A”.

4. The following payment provisions shall apply:

a. In consideration for the above, Consultant shall be paid for work performed within 25
days of Gunnison County’s receipt of invoice. Consultant shall invoice for services on a monthly
basis.

b. The Consultant shall not be required to perform any work for Gunnison County when
any amount due and payable hereunder by Gunnison County shall be in default.

c. Interest in the amount of 1%% per month shall be applied to any unpaid balances
beyond the 25day payment terms of this agreement.

5. It is understood and agreed that all information and/or data which is generated by the
Consultant, and/or which is obtained by the Consultant as a result of this agreement with Gunnison
County, shall be considered confidential. Unless specified otherwise by Gunnison County’s authorized
representative, the Consultant shall not disclose, any such information and/or data to any other person,
firm or organization. Information and/or data created by the Consultant shall remain the property of
Gunnison County, and Consultant is authorized to retain a printed copy of such Consultants project
documents for its confidential files.

6. In the event that Gunnison County shall make a determination, in the exercise of its business

judgment, to change, alter, amend or modify any material or documents prepared by the Consultant

pursuant to this Agreement, the Consultant shall not be responsible or liable for the consequences of
such action on the part of Gunnison County.

7. The Consultant’s role is to assist Gunnison County, as an independent contractor, in the
performance of certain Gunnison County’s duties and responsibilities in the direction of others and
management of the project. Consultant does not provide certified/professional estimating, project
scheduling, certified accounting, appraisal, legal services; nor space planning, programming,
architectural design, surveying or engineering design services. As a Consultant, there is no influence
over or guarantee made by the Consultant to Gunnison County of cost, quality, or time completion of
the Project.

8. The Consultant has no authority to assume or create any commitment or obligation on behalf of
or to bind Gunnison County in any respect whatsoever and shall not represent that it has such authority
or otherwise hold itself out as having such authority.

9. In the event that any dispute shall arise with regard to any provision or provisions of this

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Protocol for Quality Care of At-risk Adults with Developmental Disabilities

and

PURPOSE: The purpose of this protocol is to provide guidance to adult protection and Community
Centered Board (CCB) professionals as they work together to provide collaborative services to at-risk
adults with suspected or known developmental disabilities. The protocol will be used for cross training of
CCB staff and adult protection workers, law enforcement agencies, and professionals who provide
services to at-risk adults. The expectation is that there will be a spirit of cooperation, creativity, and
respect among the local professional agencies involved in assisting at-risk adults with Developmental
Disabilities.

BACKGROUND AND BASIS FOR THE PROTOCOL

The vision of the Colorado Department of Human Services (CDHS) is to be the nation's leader in the
design and delivery of high quality human services that help individuals, families, and communities to be
safe and independent. A significant step toward that end is to issue guidelines endorsed by the requisite
state agencies. This protocol is designed as a template which can be customized at the local level, for the
purpose of assuring maximum local understanding, coordination, and cooperation in the provision of
human services to clients.

The Colorado DDD and Colorado APS recommend that the directors of each county department of Health
and Human Services and each CCB develop and implement a protocol agreement between the
respective agencies.

PRINCIPLES OF THE PROTOCOL

This protocol is to ensure a coordinated response during all hours, provide for special requests for
assistance from one agency to another, and arrange for joint service delivery when needed to maximize
the effectiveness of the response. It is understood that joint service provision may be used as a means to
coordinate the efforts of the involved agencies, and that each individual agency remains accountable to
its own rules, policies, confidentiality requirements, and statutes.

LOCAL AGENCY DESCRIPTION

Adult Protective Services (APS) program staff are employees of the Gunnison County Health & Human
Services, serving Gunnison and Hinsdale Counties.

The Community Options (Community Centered Board or CCB) program staff are employees or
contractors of Community Options Inc., serving Montrose, Delta, Ouray, San Miguel, Gunnison, &
Hinsdale Counties.

Attachment A provides a program description and comparison.





COMMON GROUND
Both the CCB and APS systems have common core values:

Consent to services (§26-3.1-104, C.R.S.)

Involuntary and/or emergency services (§26-3.1-104, C.R.S.)
Confidentiality (§26-3.1-102, C.R.S.)

Self-determination (12 CCR 2509-2 )

Least restrictive intervention and/or environment (§26-3.1-104, C.R.S.)

Communication and collaboration are key to providing services for the adult and viewed as shared
responsibilities between the CCB’s and APS systems. In order to facilitate treatment and services in a
collaborative manner, CCB and APS staff members need to make every effort to ensure that the relevant
confidential information can be easily conveyed between respective agencies. Through the use of a
signed consent to services and/or specific release of information form that allows for the sharing of
confidential information. It is understood, that in some instances information can be shared between
agencies without consent to the degree this is necessary to arrange for services or prevent risk to an at-
risk and potentially incapacitated adult. It is also understood that in such instances the HIPPA privacy
act does not prevent this information sharing. (45 C.F.R. §164.512(c)

Attachment B provides the attached HIPPA Disclosure law cited above.
INFORMATION SHARING AND CONFIDENTIALITY

Information Sharing

The sharing of information between the CCB and APS will assist each agency in understanding details
about the case that will enable a more efficient approach to improving the safety of the adult and
provision of necessary services.

Confidentiality Guidelines

Statutory guidelines regarding confidentiality for respective programs will be reviewed and clarified as to
their implications when specific information sharing is required. A written release of information will be
obtained from the adult or the adult's guardian when required by mandate or agency policy.

APS: Disclosure of APS program report and case information shall be permitted only when authorized by
law or ordered by the court, as outlined in Section 26-3.1-102(7) and 204(7), C.R.S. APS staff is allowed
to share limited information that is necessary for the purposes of improving the safety and protection of
the victim with those service providers and responsible parties involved in the resolution of the case.
When a question exists regarding confidentiality, APS staff shall consult with their APS supervisor, county
director, county attorney, the state program manager, or designee.

CCB: In general, the release of any confidential information by the CCB requires a properly executed
release of information, and efforts would be made to obtain such release as appropriate, however, it is
recognized that such releases are not required relative to referrals to law enforcement or APS regarding
potential mistreatment, abuse, neglect, or exploitation.

HIPAA: (Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act) was not intended to hinder the investigations
of agencies authorized by law to receive reports of abuse, neglect, or domestic violence. Any release of
health information will meet requirements set forth by Section 164.512(c) (1) (i) & (iii) of the HIPAA
Privacy Rule. This section, entitled “Permitted Disclosures,” states that a covered entity may disclose
protected health information about an adult that the covered entity reasonably believes to be a victim of
abuse, neglect, or domestic violence to a government authority, including a social services or protective
services agency, authorized by law to receive reports of such abuse, neglect or domestic violence to the





extent the disclosure is required by law, because it is believed that the disclosure is necessary to prevent
serious harm to the adult.

REFERRAL PROCESS

The following referral process is recommended for each agency. This process will assist each referring
agency to understand the expectations of the receiving agency upon referral of an adult, and will increase
the number of appropriately executed referrals.

Resources to meet the client’'s needs may need to be parsed out to other community agencies or
services: the local Area Agency on Aging, the Single Entry Point agency, Home Health, Assisted Living
Facility, HCBS-SLS waiver services and so on.

Referral Process from the CCB to APS:

The CCB will refer adults that may need protective services to APS by filing a report with Gunnison
County Health & Human Services. The referral is made because of the complex issues and is not based
upon imminent danger to self or others or grave developmental disability, but because of complex issues
surrounding the person’s life. In the event that the matter does involve imminent danger to self or others
or grave disability due to mental iliness, the local mental health authority should be notified in addition to
APS. Reports to APS from the CCB are appropriate when it is suspected or known that the adult is a victim of
mistreatment, requires but has no caregiver services, and/or is unable to care for him or herself and is at
risk of mistreatment. The report made to APS should provide as much information as possible, including:

The concerns that prompted the report;

Identifying information of the at-risk adult;

Summary of the allegations;

Information pertinent to safety issues for the adult and caseworker;
Overview of the adult’'s functional capacity.

APS Response and Eligibility Determination

The report will be reviewed to determine whether or not the adult meets the definition of “at-risk” and
whether or not allegations meet the definition of mistreatment or self-neglect. If the adult is determined
eligible and allegations indicate the presence of or potential for mistreatment and/or self-neglect, the
county will provide Adult Protective Services to the adult. When providing protective services,
county APS staff will:

o Investigate the report of mistreatment and self-neglect of the at-risk adults;

o Utilize the least restrictive intervention to alleviate risk. An at-risk adult may
expect that interventions will be provided in @ manner that will cause minimal
disruption to the at-risk adult’s life;

o Honor the client’s right to Self-Determination. An at-risk adult may refuse or reject
adult protective services;

o Honor the client’s right to Confidentiality. The provision of services and
interventions are kept confidential unless a court orders the release of records;

o Provide protective services which may include, but are not limited to:

<

Receipt and investigation of reports of suspected abuse, neglect
(including self-neglect), and exploitation

Counseling and casework services

Protection from mistreatment

Referral to community service providers

Arrangement of appropriate services

Assistance with applications for public benefits

Initiation of probate proceedings

SEE RS





v Work with other community agencies to prevent the future
mistreatment or self-neglect of at-risk adults.

If the adult is determined ineligible and/or allegations do not indicate the presence of or potential for
mistreatment and/or self-neglect, the county will attempt to provide information to the client or referring
party regarding other services that may help alleviate the client and referring parties concerns.

Referral Process from APS to CCB:
Referrals to CCB are appropriate when the adult is experiencing one or a combination of the following:

e Animminent danger or threat to self or others, due to a developmental disability or debilitation;
e Experiencing a life crisis with developmental disabilities or symptoms; and/or
e In need of a developmental disabilities assessment for appropriate services provided by the CCB.

CCB Response and Eligibility Determination

If the adult is determined ineligible and/or the presenting situation does not warrant formal developmental
disabilities intervention and/or treatment, CCB will: work with the adult and APS to make other, more
appropriate referral.

If the adult is determined eligible for CCB, the CCB will: attempt to identify appropriate services and
enroll the person if a vacancy exists; if a vacancy does not exist, attempt to obtain emergency resources
from the state; or place the person on a waiting list.

BUSINESS AND NON-BUSINESS HOUR PROCESSES

County departments are required by APS program rule to have an established process to receive reports
during business and non-business hours.

The Delta County Health & Human Services Department, herein known as Adult Protective Services
(APS), receives reports during business hours on its Intake line at (970) 641-3244 (Gunnison County
Health and Human Services). Business hours are Monday- Friday 8am to Spm.

Reports made during non-business hours are received by Law Enforcement/911dispatch (970) 641-8000
and directed to County Department on-call employees as necessary. In this situation the protocol will be
followed, which in most cases will result in a call to APS staff who will respond. An agency receiving a
report during non-business hours should fax the report to APS on the next business day at fax number
(970) 641-3738, Attention: Adult Protective Services.

Community Options Inc’s regular business hours are Monday-Friday 8am to 5pm, and they can be
reached at (970) 249-1412, and fax number (970) 249-0245. Non-emergency messages can be left on
the voice mail of the same number during non-business hours. Emergency contact during non-business
hours can be made through (970) 240-9200.

GUIDELINES FOR COORDINATED SERVICES

Service coordination between the CCB and APS will assist each agency in preventing gaps in or
duplication of services and will improve service quality to the adult. When the CCB and APS are involved
with the same adult, the agencies will seek corresponding written consent in order to share information
and coordinate activities as the adult's presenting condition dictates. Information that is helpful to share
may include:





Service goals;

Service plans;

Anticipated service implementation and ending dates;

Any significant changes in the adult's condition or situation, such as changes in medical status,
living situation, or loss of benefits; and

e Any activity or decision by either agency that would significantly change the service plan.

In addition, the agencies will clarify on an as needed basis:

e The roles of each agency in ongoing service provision,

e The roles of each agency in emergency situations, such as emergency need for mental health,
detoxification, or medical intervention;

e The agency that will act as primary case manager, to be determined on a case-by-case basis;
and

o Provision for staff participation in any state required committees or teams (ie: APS Team, Human
Rights Committee, Eligibility Committee)

¢ Joint, on-site crisis oriented work with at-risk clientele

¢ Joint investigations of CCB run group homes or other residential settings or program sites.

High-risk Cases Involving Adults Receiving CCB (Community Centered Board) and/or APS
services:

Mutually served cases identified as high risk by APS or the CCB receiving the emergency will be treated
in a coordinated manner.

e The agency (CCB or APS) that first identifies a high-risk situation for an adult receiving
developmental disabilities and/or Adult Protective Services will immediately contact the other
agency, by calling the other agency’s respective intake, emergency, or crisis lines. Written
information may be requested as necessary on a case by case basis.

e Some situations call for immediate action. When an agency identifies a high-risk situation, the
agency will take immediate action to ensure the safety of the adult and of the public, by calling
the appropriate emergency personnel to the scene as well as the other agency’s respective
intake, emergency, or crisis lines, to alert them of a concern. The agency that first identifies the
high-risk situation will remain on scene until emergency personnel or other appropriate parties
(potentially including the other agency’s personnel) arrive to take responsibility for the at-risk adult
and to ensure that their safety is secured, or that the immediate risk to the client is resolved
before leaving.

¢ Further, the agency has the responsibility to notify the collaborating agencies of the action taken
no later than the end of the next business day.

s Supervisors from the CCB and APS will work together to devise an immediate response to

resolve the crisis using the resources available to both agencies. Specific services and distinct
agency roles will be developed and clarified locally.

¢ Emergency joint case conferences may be called by either agency to devise contingency and
longer term plans to address the high-risk situation.

e When feasible, joint home visits to the adult by APS and the CCB staff will be made to assess
and resolve the high-risk situation.

High-risk Cases Involving APS Adults Living in the Community and Not Receiving CCB Services:





The supervisor of the agency that identifies the high-risk situation for an adult not receiving CCB
services will notify the supervisor of the other agency as soon as possible if it is believed that
agency collaboration is necessary.

The high-risk factors in the adult's situation and the need for priority attention will be explained.

CONFLICT RESOLUTION

APS and the respective CCB retain responsibility for making eligibility decisions regarding respective
programs and services, and for determining the type, duration, and scope of services it will provide to
eligible adults. In order to promote coordination and collaboration each entity shall attempt to resolve any
conflicts in accordance with the process described below.

In cases of disagreement between APS and CCB staff about an adult's eligibility for services or
the appropriateness of a service offered by the CCB, every effort will be made to resolve the
conflict at the practitioner level.

If resolution cannot be achieved at the practitioner level, supervisory staff in each
agency will confer to reach an acceptable resolution.

If a county Department of Human Services has an established Adult Protection (AP) team, and if
approved by the supervisors of respective agencies, the case situation may be presented to the
AP team for recommendations. ;

If a dispute cannot be resolved at the supervisory level or APS team level, the dispute will be
referred to the administrative level at each agency for resolution.

REVIEW

APS and the Community Options Inc. (CCB) will review the terms of this protocol as needed and
requested by the other agency. APS and the CCB may seek the consultation of respective state
programs in the development or revision of protocols.

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GLOSSARY

Abuse: The infliction of physical pain or injury, as demonstrated by, but not limited to, substantial or
multiple skin bruising, bleeding, malnutrition, dehydration, burns, bone fractures, poisoning, subdural
hematoma, soft tissue swelling, or suffocation; where unreasonable confinement or restraint is imposed;
or where there is subjection to nonconsensual sexual conduct or contact classified as a crime under the
"Colorado Criminal Code", title 18, C.R.S;

Caretaker Neglect: See Neglect.

Exploitation: The illegal or improper use of an at-risk adult for another adult's advantage, such as
forcing the adult to panhandle.

Financial Exploitation: The illegal or improper use of an at-risk adult's financial resources for another
adult's profit or advantage.

Guardian: An adult at least twenty-one years of age, resident or non-resident, who has been appointed
by the court to make decisions for an adult found to lack decision-making capacity. The court may grant
the guardian authority to make all decisions for the adult (ward) or may grant a limited guardianship that
limits the duties, powers, and/or duration of the guardianship. APS units are not required to take
guardianship of any clients receiving their services. CCB’s are not allowed to take guardianship of any
clients receiving their services.

An emergency guardian may be appointed without notice only if the court finds from testimony that the
adult will be substantially harmed if appointment of a guardian is delayed. The emergency guardian’s
authority may not exceed sixty days and the guardian may exercise only the powers specified in the court
order. Appointment of an emergency guardian is not a determination of the adult's incapacity. An
emergency guardian or the powers granted may be removed or modified by the court at any time.

If the court finds that a guardian is not effectively performing the guardian's duties and that the welfare of
the ward requires immediate action, it may appoint a temporary substitute guardian for the ward for a
specified period not exceeding six months.

High Risk: "High risk" refers to a situation in which there is imminent risk to the adult's health or safety or
public safety is in immediate jeopardy. The primary focus in high-risk cases will be the resolution of the
immediate or pending crisis.

Incapacitated Adult: An adult, other than a minor, who is unable to effectively receive and/or evaluate
information or make or communicate decisions to such an extent that the adult lacks the ability to satisfy
essential requirements for physical health, safety, or self-care, even with appropriate and reasonably
available technological assistance. (Section 15-14-102, C.R.S.) A licensed physician or psychologist
determines the adult is incapacitated and a court must declare the adulit to lack decision-making capacity.

Mistreatment: For purposes of this protocol, includes physical, self, and sexual abuse, self and
caretaker neglect and financial and other exploitation.

Neglect: “Caretaker neglect’ occurs when adequate food, clothing, shelter, psychological care, physical
care, medical care, or supervision is not secured for the at-risk adult or is not provided by a caretaker in a
timely manner and with the degree of care that a reasonable adult in the same situation would exercise;
except that the withholding of artificial nourishment in accordance with the "Colorado Medical Treatment
Decision Act", article 18 of title 15, C.R.S., shall not be considered as abuse.

Self- Neglect: An act or failure to act whereby an at-risk adult substantially endangers his/her own

health, safety, welfare, or life by not seeking or obtaining services necessary to meet his/her essential
human needs. Choice of lifestyle or living arrangements shall not, by itself, be evidence of self-neglect.
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DISCLOSING PROTECTED HEALTH INFORMATION

ABOUT VICTIMS OF ABUSE, NEGLECT, OR

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE

45 C.F.R. §164.512(c)

(c) Standard: disclosures about victims of abuse, neglect or domestic violence.

(1) Permitted disclosures. Except for reports of child abuse or neglect

permitted by paragraph (b)(1)(ii) of this section, a covered entity may disclose
protected health information about an individual whom the covered entity

reasonably believes to be a victim of abuse, neglect, or domestic violence to a
government authority, including a social service or protective services agency,
authorized by law to receive reports of such abuse, neglect, or domestic

violence:

(i) To the extent the disclosure is required by law and the disclosure complies

with and is limited to the relevant requirements of such law;

(ii) If the individual agrees to the disclosure; or

(ii) To the extent the disclosure is expressly authorized by statute or

regulation and:

(A) The covered entity, in the exercise of professional judgment, believes the disclosure
is necessary to prevent serious harm to the individual or other potential victims; or

(B) If the individual is unable to agree because of incapacity, a law enforcement or other
public official authorized to receive the report represents that the protected health
information for which disclosure is sought is not intended to be used against the
individual and that an immediate enforcement activity that depends upon the disclosure
would be materially and adversely affected by waiting until the individual is able

to agree to the disclosure.

(2) Informing the individual. A covered entity that makes a disclosure permitted by
paragraph (c)(1) of this section must promptly inform the individual that such a report
has been or will be made, except if:

(i) The covered entity, in the exercise of professional judgment, believes informing the
individual would place the individual at risk of serious harm; or

(i) The covered entity would be informing a personal representative, and the covered
entity reasonably believes the personal representative is responsible for the abuse,
neglect, or other injury, and that informing such person would not be in the best
interests of the individual as determined by the covered entity, in the exercise of
professional judgment.

Allowed Disclosure of Protected Health Information

Under the circumstances described below, the HIPAA Privacy rule allows Covered
Entities to disclose Protected Health Information about an individual whom the Covered
Entity reasonably believes to be a victim of abuse, neglect, or domestic violence.
References to “individual” should be construed to mean the individual believed to be the
victim. The rule allows such disclosure to be made to any governmental authority
authorized by law to receive reports of such abuse, neglect, or domestic violence, such
as adult protective or social services agencies, state survey and certification agencies,
ombudsmen for the aging or those in long-term care facilities, and law enforcement or
oversight.
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The Privacy rule specifies three circumstances in which disclosures of Protected Health
Information is allowed in order to report abuse, neglect or domestic violence. First, the

rule allows disclosure of Protected Health Information related to abuse if required by law
and the disclosure complies with and is limited to the relevant requirements of such law.

Second, Covered Entities are allowed to disclose Protected Health Information related
to abuse if the individual has agreed to such disclosure. When considering the
possibility of disclosing Protected Health Information in an abuse situation pursuant to
this section, Covered Entities should seek the individual's agreement whenever
possible.

Third, Covered Entities are allowed to disclose Protected Health Information about an
individual without the individual's agreement if the disclosure is expressly authorized by
statute or regulation and either: (1) the Covered Entity, in the exercise of its professional
judgment, believes that the disclosure is necessary to prevent serious harm to the
individual or to other potential victims; or (2) if the individual is unable to agree due to
incapacity and a law enforcement or other authorized public official represents that the
Protected Health Information for which disclosure is sought is not intended to be used
against the individual, and that an immediate enforcement activity that depends on the
disclosure would be materially and adversely affected by waiting until the individual is
able to agree to the disclosure.

The rule also requires Covered Entities to inform the individual that the Covered Entity
has disclosed Protected Health Information to report abuse, neglect, or domestic
violence. Covered Entities may provide this information orally. Written notification is not
required, nor is it encouraged, due to the sensitivity of abuse situations and the potential
for the abuser to cause further harm to the individual if, for example, a Covered Entity
sends written notification to the home of the individual and the abuser intercepts the
communication. Whenever possible, Covered Entities should inform the individual at the
same time that they determine abuse has occurred and decide that the abuse should be
reported. In cases involving patient incapacity, we encourage covered entities to inform
the individual of such disclosures as soon as it is practicable to do so.

The rule provides two exceptions to the requirement to inform the victim about a report
to a government authority, based on concern for future harm. First, a Covered Entity
need not inform the victim if the Covered Entity, in the exercise of professional
judgment, believes that informing the individual would place the individual at risk of
serious harm. This exception is included in the rule to address the potential for future
harm, either physical or emotional, that the individual may face from knowing that the
report has been made. Second, a covered entity may choose not to meet the
requirement for informing the victim, if the covered entity actually would be informing a
personal representative (such as a parent of a minor) and the Covered Entity
reasonably believes that such person is responsible for the abuse, neglect, or other
injury that has already occurred and that informing that person would not be in the
individual's best interests.

Purpose
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Covered Entities are required to exercise professional judgment in conjunction with
applicable statutes and regulations when disclosing Protected Health Information
regarding an individual who is a possible victim of abuse, neglect, or domestic violence.
Department has developed this policy to ensure any use or disclosure of Protected
Health Information related to victims of abuse, neglect, or domestic violence is in
compliance with all applicable laws and regulations.

Policy

1. Department may disclose Protected Health Information about an individual whom it
reasonably believes to be a victim of abuse, neglect, or domestic violence to a
government authority, including a social service or protective services agency,
authorized by law to receive such reports.

Procedures

1. Department may disclose Protected Health Information about an individual whom the
Covered Entity reasonably believes to be a victim of abuse, neglect, or domestic
violence:

(a) if the individual agrees to the disclosure (communication between Department and
individual, including agreement, may be oral);

(b) to the extent the disclosure is required by law and the disclosure complies with and
is limited to the relevant requirements of such law; or

(¢) to the extent the disclosure is expressly authorized by statute or regulation and:

(i) Department, in the exercise of professional judgment, believes the disclosure to be
necessary to prevent serious harm to the individual or other potential victims; or

(i) if the individual is incapacitated and unable to agree to disclosing their Protected
Health Information, a law enforcement or public official authorized to receive the report
represents that the Protected Health Information, for which disclosure is sought, is not
intended to be used against the individual, and that immediate enforcement activity is
dependent upon the disclosure and would be adversely affected by waiting until the
individual is able to agree to the disclosure.

2. If Department discloses Protected Health Information about an individual, in
accordance with Procedure #1, Department will promptly inform the individual, that such
a disclosure has been or will be made except when Department:

(a) in the exercise of professional judgment, believes informing the individual would
place him/her at risk of serious harm; or

(b) would be informing a personal representative, and Department reasonably believes
the personal representative is responsible for the abuse, neglect, or other injury, and
that informing such person would not be in the best interests of the individual as
determined by Department in the exercise of professional judgment.

3. Department will report child abuse or neglect without restriction to the public health
authority or other appropriate government authority authorized by law to receive reports
of child abuse or neglect.

4. Personnel receiving a request from an individual or entity for use or disclosure of
Protected Health Information will utilize APS FILE/SYSTEMS to determine whether the
requesting individual is a person with whom Department has a knowing relationship.

5. Personnel will follow appropriate policies and procedures for verifying the identity and
authority of individuals requesting Protected Health Information.
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6. Once it is determined that use or disclosure is appropriate, personnel with
appropriate access clearance will access the individual's Protected Health Information
using proper access and authorization procedures.

7. The requested Protected Health Information will be delivered to the individual in a
secure and confidential manner, such that the information cannot be accessed by
employees or other persons who do not have appropriate access clearance to that
information.

8. MEDICAL RECORDS personnel will appropriately document the request and delivery
of the Protected Health Information.

9. In the event that the identity and legal authority of an individual or entity requesting
Protected Health Information cannot be verified, personnel will refrain from disclosing
the requested information and report the case to the [PRIVACY OFFICER] in a timely
manner.

10. Knowledge of a violation or potential violation of this policy must be reported directly
to the HIPAA PRIVACY AND SECURITY OFFICER, or to the employee compliance
hotline.

The State of Colorado Model HIPAA Policies and Procedures may be used by any
Department or agency of the State of Colorado for internal purposes. Drafts of the
Policies were purchased from Ernst & Young via a contract with the Colorado
Department of Human Services under which the State, State agencies and
counties may use the deliverables under the contract for internal purposes. The
Policies were reviewed by the Colorado Office of the Attorney general to ensure
that the HIPAA privacy regulations cited in the policies are an accurate
representation of the HIPAA statutes and regulations.

Pesticides have resulted in many
astounding successes in controlling human insect-borne diseases, in the dramatic increase in food production
worldwide, and in improving the quality of life for billions of people. However, this heavy reliance on chemicals
has also spurred major concerns about the safety of these chemicals toward man and the natural environment.
These sometimes real, and sometimes perceived environmental concerns have led to a major shift philosophically
and practically toward the concept of Integrated Pest Management (IPM). There are several accepted definitions
for IPM, here are two of the best:

Integrated Pest Management:
"A process consisting of the balanced use of cultural, biological, and chemical procedures that are environmentally
compatible and economically feasible to reduce pest populations to a tolerable level”

Developments in mosquito control, over the past decade, have provided the necessary tools to allow the
implementation of a true Integrated Pest Management Program in Gunnison County these include biological
larvicides and control agents, ultra-low volume (ULV) application, computer technologies, and field control
strategies. By combining these tools with data derived from years of experience, Colorado Mosquito Control will
be able to continue to refine an IPM approach, we call Environmental Mosquito Management (EMM). The EMM
process places an emphasis on survey and mapping, population monitoring and surveillance, and intensive larval
mosquito control using computer technology to target the use of least-toxic, natural biological controls. The adult
mosquito control component will involve the careful and strategic application of low-toxicity, rapidly
biodegradable, ultra-low-volume materials only when established population thresholds are reached.

. All activities and methods performed in the Gunnison County Mosquito Management Program are
consistent with CDC recommendations.

Colorado Discharge Permit System / NPDES

As of March 1, 2012 Colorado Mosquito Control, Inc. is in FULL COMPLIANCE with the Colorado Discharge Permit
System as required by provisions of the Colorado Water Quality Control Act, (25-8-101 et seq., CRS 1973 as
amended). This is the Colorado State version of the NPDES (National Pollution Discharge Elimination System) as
authorized by the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment, Water Quality Control Division, issued
November 4, 2011.

SECTION II. Integrated Mosquito Management (IMM) Program Scope
of Work

IMM Surveillance and Monitoring

Defining the distribution, density, and species makeup of a target mosquito population in relation to human
populations is essential to the success of a program that is attempting to control nuisance and/or disease carrying
mosquitoes. Several tools and techniques exist and are used within the Gunnison County Mosquito Management
Program.

CDC Light Trap Network. A major tool in any mosquito control
program is a mosquito trapping devise called a CDC Light Trap. This
trap was developed in the 1960's and has been the standard tool for
monitoring mosquito population levels, density, and species makeup
for almost thirty years. These specially designed, battery powered
light traps baited with CO, (carbon dioxide), will be routinely
operated at fixed data points throughout the mosquito management
area to collect adult mosquitoes. The blood meal seeking female
mosquito, follows the CO2 vapor plume produced by the sublimation
of the dry-ice into carbon dioxide gas, as would be produced by the
exhaling process of any free air breathing animal, including humans.
Once near the trap, a small light bulb draws the mosquito in and a
fan then sucks the mosquito into a collection bag alive.

In addition to the population density trends, (quantitative), our
monitoring traps also give us insight into the efficacy of the
larviciding work, indications of inward migrations from outside of the
control area, and important information about the species complex
present, (qualitative), at any given time. Another important aspect
of the mosquito light trap monitoring function is the identification of
adult mosquitoes which is actually a way of finding out about
potential new larval sources. Without correct identification, mistakes can be made during treatment. We also use
our species determination information to alert county health officials of the possible disease (Encephalitis) carriers
Culex tarsalis. Once the adult pestiferous mosquitoes are identified, the likely water sources in the vicinity are
mapped and placed on the weekly inspection and treatment list.

Identifying and Targeting Culex Mosquitoes. A new training program has been developed over the past
season by CMC management for our field technicians
which will allow them to identify, in the field, 2nd
through 4th instar mosquito larvae to Genus. This will
allow CMC field techs to differentiate floodwater
Genus nuisance mosquitoes from Culex disease vector
mosquitoes. This ability will then allow CMC, over
time, to identify and eventually target those sites
which regularly or periodically produce disease vector
Culex mosquitoes.

Mosquito-borne Disease Monitoring. CMC will communicate
regularly with the County Health Departments in the region, the
Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment and with
the Centers for Disease Control Ft. Collins for updates on the
potential for mosquito-borne disease transmission in our region.
Dead bird surveillance and collection is on-going in all CMC
accounts.

Weather Monitoring. Climatological data and daily weather
conditions are critical factors in the monitoring and control of

mosquitoes. As discussed earlier, rainfall and temperatures play a vital role in the hatch and development of Aedes
mosquitoes, and daily wind patterns, precipitation and temperatures have a great impact on operational activities.
For these reasons CMC keeps in close contact with the National Weather Service for weather updates, predictions

and climatological statistics.

IMM Larval Mosquito Control

The foundation and focus of the Gunnison County IMM Program is the environmentally sensitive control of
mosquito larvae within the designated service area. Effective control of larvae will prevent their development into
adult mosquitoes, and therefore, reduce the need for adult mosquito control activities. The key to
environmentally oriented larval control is the organization and classification of active and potential larval
development sites.

Colorado Mosquito Control uses a computer data-base called; the Computerized Mosquito Management System
(CMMS). The CMMS system was designed to optimize the larval control component of an integrated pest
management program.

Initially CMC performed a survey to systematically map all potential mosquito development sites within the control
area. The community's site information is then input into a database to
establish one of two fundamental CMMS files. The second file contains
a breeding history for each site. The historical database includes
information on which sites have actually produced larvae, the time of
the season, the frequency of larval occurrence, and the species found in
each site. Over the initial three-year period of database development,
the site history file is filled with all the information gathered during
routine site inspection and larviciding services. The sites are split into
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two categories; non-breeding and targeted. The non-breeding sites are considered a low-priority, and bi-weekly or
monthly inspections will maintain the database for these sites. The sites with a history of producing mosquitoes
will be targeted for intensive field inspections and subsequent appropriate larval control measures.

Just as no one medicine is prescribed for all illnesses, no one larvicide is suitable for the control of all mosquito
species in every type of habitat. The CMMS system allows CMC to do "prescription larval control" for each
individual site. This strategy is based on habitat type, and species history. Large river-flooded and flood-irrigated
lands are targeted for aerial larvicide applications with either Bti or Abate. Intermittently wet/dry prolific breeding
sites can be targeted for pre-hatch applications of Abate 5% pellets that offer a 30 day residual, and the balance of
targeted sites that are listed as potentially requiring larviciding at some point during the season can be addressed
with Bti granular. The community's CMMS is updated and fine-tuned continuously throughout the entire mosquito
season.

CMC's Computerized Mosquito Management System (CMMS) provides a cost-effective, site specific, "Prescription-
Oriented" plan that prioritizes field operations and reduces costly inspections and unwarranted insecticide use.
The CMMS system allows the mosquito control program to become much more environmentally sensitive,
because the use of biological control is encouraged, and only minimum doses are required to maintain good
control. The CMMS program is an indisputably effective tool in the Gunnison County Environmental Mosquito
Management Program.

CMC's "Prescription Oriented" Larvicides and Control Agents

e All pesticides used in the Gunnison County Mosquito Management Program will be certified
for that use and applications will be made in compliance with the specific label.

Effective larval control can be achieved within the EMM framework by using only the most environmentally-sound
and cost-effective materials currently available.

Bacillus thuringensis israeliensis (Bti) is an extremely low-toxicity, biological insecticide. Btiis a very species
specific material that will only affect mosquito and black fly larvae. Activated by the specific pH in the gut of
the larvae, the bacterially produced crystalline spore of Bti will, after being eaten by the larvae, destroy the
digestive tract and kill the larvae, thus precluding development through the pupal stage to adulthood. The Bti
product is formulated either on a corncob granular carrier and is applied at an EPA recommended rate of 5 Ibs.
per acre or an aqueous suspension applied via mistblower/ULV sprayer.

Altosid IGR Briquets and Pellets are non-toxic biological insecticides designed to release effective levels of
Altosid (methoprene) Insect Growth Regulator over a thirty day (or 150 day) period. The Altosid IGR is
released as the briquet erodes and prevents the metamorphological change from the larval into the pupal
stage. Due to their relatively high cost the briquets are used primarily in large inaccessible historically active
sites and open street catchbasins. Open street catchbasins are considered to be the primary source of Culex
mosquitoes in residential areas. Culex mosquitoes are the vectors of Western Equine and other Encephalitis
type diseases. In the EMM program all open catchbasins in the community can be treated using Altosid
Briquets three times during the mosquito season, late June, July and August to suppress Culex mosquitoes
during the key encephalitis virus amplification period if this proves necessary from larval inspections and/or
the onset of an encephalitis outbreak.

Abate 5% Pellets, Sand Granule & Liquid, {temephos) are a formulation of a low-toxicity larvicide that has

been designed to provide long-term, 30 day larvicidal action(pellets only) in prolific breeding sites, sites with a
high organic pollution content and sites with large flood prone margins subject to major Aedes larval
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development. Abate's extremely low toxicity, and rapid biodegradability make it the product of choice for the
type of site described above.

Water Management & Source Reduction

As a part of our routine visual site inspections, CMC inspectors will often note such areas as clogged ditches and
streams, neglected swimming pools, and illegal tire and trash dump sites which are potential public health hazards.
Water management or source reduction activities will be done throughout the summer mosquito season by
clearing obstructions from clogged channels and hand digging at a number of sites in the program area. CMC will
outline these problems in our weekly reports, and is always available to assist local code enforcement officials in
the location and identification of these health hazard sites.

EMM Adult Mosquito Control

The primary objective of the EMM program thus far has been to inhibit the development of mosquito larvae so as
to minimize the need for "fogging" to control adult mosquitoes. The use of ULV (ultra-low volume) formulated
insecticides for use in ground application truck-mounted equipment gives good but only temporary relief and is
normally not very cost-effective and although adult mosquito suppression by ULV fogging is desired by some
citizens, it can be strongly opposed
by others. CMC will follow strict
adult mosquito control guidelines k
and will only adulticide when Aerial Spray Area
justified by CDC Light Trap counts (excluding over the Town of Guunison)
above 100 mosquitoes per
trap/night and/or citizen annoyance
complaints or the threat of
mosquito-borne disease
transmission.

The adult mosquito management

The
goal of harborage site/perimeter
adulticiding is to concentrate control
efforts in adult mosquito harborage
areas with high humidity gradients
such as stream or river valleys, margins of thick woodlots, and densely vegetated parks and outside of residential
areas, away from the human population. The dispersal of the adult mosquito population into residential areas can
be greatly reduced by applying adulticide materials into the harboring/perimeter areas where adult mosquitoes
congregate. As a result, Residential Truck ULV adulticiding can be limited to periods of excessively high annoyance.,

1. Harborage Site/Perimeter Adulticiding. Harborage areas can be defined as cool, humid spots where adult
mosquitoes congregate during sunny, dry periods during daylight hours, before undertaking localized feeding
flights at dusk. Species of mosquitoes with short flight ranges may be permanent residents of these harborages,
while other species with longer flight ranges, such as Aedes, often use these harborage areas as daytime
stopovers, during migration.
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The treatment of harborage areas can be accomplished in several ways using either residual or non-residual
adulticides. Residual Treatment. The treatment of harborage areas with residual materials has previously been
called perimeter barrier application. The treatment of dense harborage vegetation with residual materials not
only gives immediate control of existing adult mosquitoes but will prevent the rapid reinfestation of the harborage
and adjacent residential areas. This type of application is usually accomplished by power backpack or truck-
mounted mistblower sprayers. The material of choice is a low-toxicity permethrin based emulsion. Non-residual
Treatment. Harborage site adulticiding can also be accomplished using truck-mounted ULV equipment to apply
non-residual aerosol materials such as Biomist 3+15. However, residual treatments offer the considerable
advantage of reduced reinfestation.

2. Truck ULV Adulticiding. During the course of a normal mosquito season, several large broods of Aedes
floodwater mosquitoes will periodically migrate into a community and override the local larviciding and
harborage/perimeter control efforts. In these cases Truck ULV Adulticiding is the only effective means to reduce
the local mosquito populations below an acceptable level. In these situations, the ULV Adulticiding will only take
place when established monitoring thresholds are reached. The decision to spray will be based only on the strict
adherence to 100 mosquitoes per trap/night, and/or the recognition of a potential disease outbreak or severe
nuisance problems generated by citizen complaints. To obtain the optimum effectiveness, the scheduling of the
ULV application will depend on appropriate weather conditions, light trap counts, and resident input. The material
of choice will be Biomist 3+15. Biomist 3+15 is a synthetic pyrethroid insecticide (permethrin) and offers a very
low toxicity, low odor, rapid biodegradation, and excellent mosquito mortality. This material will be applied using
the ultra-low-volume (ULV) technique and in strict compliance with all U.S. EPA, Colorado Dept. of Agriculture, and
Colorado Dept. of Public Health regulations.

. 3. Aerial ULV Adulticiding. During the course of a normal mosquito season, generally one huge brood of Aedes
floodwater mosquitoes will explode from river-flooded and irrigation flooded areas and begin to migrate into
residential areas and override the local larviciding and
harborage/perimeter control efforts. In these cases an
aerial ULV Adulticiding is the only large-scale and effective
means to reduce these huge mosquito populations below
an acceptable level. In these situations, the ULV
Adulticiding will only take place when established
monitoring thresholds are reached. The decision to spray
will be based only on the strict adherence to 100
mosquitoes per trap/night, and/or the recognition of a
potential disease outbreak or severe nuisance problems
generated by citizen complaints in a network of perimeter
surveillance traps . To obtain the optimum effectiveness, the scheduling of the aerial ULV application will depend
on appropriate weather conditions, light trap counts, and resident input.

ULV Equipment. CMC uses the Leco-type HD ULV sprayer, considered
to be the industry standard. The efficiency of ULV spraying depends
upon the proper droplet size output. All CMC ULV sprayers are
routinely calibrated and tested for proper operation.

Quality Control. All adult mosquito control operations will be
monitored by various methods including; CDC light trapping results,
and detailed monitoring of insecticide usage through equipment
calibration and inventory depletion.
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Public Education, Notification and Shutoff System

Colorado Mosquito Control is committed to educating the public about the safety and effectiveness of our state-
of-the-art IPM mosquito control program. . CMC will coordinate with the Gunnison County Health Department on

timely and appropriate press releases and news articles.

Prior to starting any Aerial Adulticide Applications, CMC will
advertise in local newspapers and on local radio, contact
individually by telephone those community residents that have
health, environmental or philosophical concerns about the
spraying and have requested that they be notified. A minimum
of three attempts to reach each of these residents will be
made between the hours of 12 noon and 9 P.M. prior to the
spray application. Also, upon request, addresses will be
marked on CMC's operational maps, and the ULV insecticide
will be "shutoff" in front of, and upwind from, these
properties.

Power backpack or aerial application of 5% Bti granular/liquid 12AS or Abate 5% Pellet/1%Sand/Liquid larvicide at

a U.S. EPA approved dosage rates. Application of Altosid Briquets when deemed appropriate and necessary.

11. Larval Service Quality Control
Twenty-four hour elapse time spot check of the previous days inspected and treated sites.
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1ll. Adult Mosquito Control Services Description

The following adult mosquito control service items are quoted on a complete seasonal basis.

12. Light Trap Monitoring Service

Seasonal CDC Light Trap service for adult mosquito population monitoring. A minimum of eight traps will be
operated from mid-May through September, with catches retrieved, sorted to sex and species, with the resulting
data recorded for computerized analysis and weekly reporting.

13. Harborage Area Adulticide Application
Application by power backpack and/or truck-mounted mistblower of residual permethrin insecticide for control of
adult mosquitoes in heavily vegetated harborage sites.

16. Adult Mosquito Control Service Quality Control
Monitoring of all adult mosquito control operations by various methods including; CDC Light Trapping, and
detailed monitoring of insecticide usage through equipment calibration and inventory depletion.

1V. Contingency Public Health Emergency Services
(additional cost, upon request only)

Since this proposal/contract is based on IPM methods and is primarily targeted toward larval mosquito control
with adult mosquito surveillance via CDC light traps, and only limited and targeted small area truck ULV adulticide
applications to areas with severe annoyance problems, and includes only a single aerial ULV adulticide application
per season, and does not include additional large scale aerial or on-going multiple truck-based adulticide spray
applications we have included contractual price quotes for additional vector mosquito surveillance trapping and a
per mile cost for additional adulticide applications in the case of a public health emergency. These services would
be provided strictly UPON REQUEST ONLY.

A. CDC Light Trap and/or Reiter Gravid Trap Surveillance
Upon request, CMC will operate additional CDC light traps and/or Reiter gravid traps for expanded adult mosquito
and disease vector mosquito surveillance within Gunnison County

Identification of the trapped mosquitoes will be done the following day after the mosquitoes are returned to the
lab and killed. The trapped mosquitoes will be counted and identified to the following species; Culex tarsalis, Culex

pipiens, Aedes/Ochlerotatus species. Gravid Traps are designed to collect gravid (blood fed) container breeding
and potential disease vector Culex pipiens mosquitoes. Captured females mosquitoes will be identified and
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reported along with other trapping results weekly. If requested, these mosquitoes will be pooled and sent to the
Colorado Dept. of Health for virus testing.

Cost includes all equipment, dry ice, vehicles, labor, shipping and reporting. Cost per trap/night: $68.00

B. Ground-based Truck ULV Adulticide Application

For large scale Public Health Emergency adult mosquito controt, CMC will apply either Biomist 3+15, Permanone
RTU or AquaReslin synthetic pyrethroid insecticides {(permethrin). These products offer a very low toxicity, low
odor, rapid biodegradation, and excellent mosquito mortality. This material will be applied along designated
roads, streets and off-road areas using the ultra-low-volume (ULV) technique at 8.0 ounces per minute at 10mph
vehicle speed and in strict compliance with the label and all U.S. EPA, Colorado Dept. of Agriculture, and Colorado
Dept. of Public Health regulations.

Cost includes all equipment, vehicles, pesticide products, labor, and liability insurance. Cost per spray mile: $58.00

C. Aerial ULV Adulticide Application

For even larger scale Public Health Emergency adult mosquito control, CMC will apply by fixed-wing air craft, an
appropriately labeled insecticide (Anvil, Trumpet, Fyfanon, AquaReslin) for adult mosquito control. One of these
materials will be applied using the ultra-low-volume (ULV) technique at the proper dosage rate and in strict
compliance with the label and all U.S. EPA, Colorado Dept. of Agriculture, and Colorado Dept. of Public Health
regulations. Cost will vary by total acreage selected and product chosen.

Cost includes all aircraft, equipment, vehicles, pesticide products, labor, and liability insurance. Approximate cost
per spray acre: $2.25

Entry on to Private Property

The entry onto private property to treat for mosquito larvae shall be by prior authorization from
owner/agent.

The field staff will service the project area and the immediate environs as one mosquito management
area. Man power and control operations will be prioritized to obtain maximum mosquito control effectiveness and
to minimize annoyance levels.

The program's active field mosquito suppression work will continue for five months, usually terminating in
the first weeks of August, depending on the biological activity and weather conditions at that time.

As spring approaches, the Gunnison County Weed District is preparing for another season of weed
control work for its cooperators. As we ask for your annual commitment in the enclosed contract, we
would like to thank you for your continued participation in the Weed District’'s cooperative, watershed-wide
noxious weed control efforts. Funding for the Weed District is provided by 12 cooperators in the
Gunnison Basin, ranging from county and municipal governments, to federal and state land management
agencies. This collective, multi-jurisdictional effort to fund weed management on a watershed-wide scale
allows the Gunnison County Weed District to provide benefits to our cooperators, both within and outside
of their respective jurisdictional boundaries. As you know, noxious weeds honor no boundaries, so weed
control work carried out in your jurisdiction prevents the spread of weeds downstream. Likewise, funding
for weed control provided by other cooperators is likely preventing the spread of noxious weeds into your
jurisdiction. In such a collective endeavor, everyone’s support and participation is significant and we want
you to know that we sincerely appreciate your cooperation.

As you know, state and federal laws require all municipalities, counties and land management agencies
to develop and implement noxious weed control plans. For over 10 years, the Gunnison County Weed
District has been glad to act as a provider of weed control services in order to assist our cooperators in
meeting their legal obligations for noxious weed management. During this time period, Gunnison
County’s costs to provide weed control services to our cooperators have risen significantly, while, in many
cases, contributions from cooperators have remained stable or increased only slightly. In order to be
sustainable, a truly cooperative weed management program needs to be funded equitably by all of its
beneficiaries.

While Gunnison County will request the same cooperator contributions for weed control services in 2013
as in recent years, we must raise our fees beginning in 2014 in order to ensure a fiscally sustainable and
equitable weed management program for our cooperators in the long term. It costs Gunnison County just
over $100 per hour for the personnel, materials and equipment required to implement an effective weed
control program. In recent years, some cooperators have paid slightly more than this amount for the
weed control services they receive from the Weed District, while others pay significantly less. Beginning
in 2014, the Weed District plans to begin charging all cooperators the same rate of $100 per hour for
weed control.

What does this mean to you? As an illustration of your current hourly cost for weed control services
provided by the Gunnison County Weed District, on the next page you will find an accounting of the work
that the Weed District carried out in your jurisdiction during the 2012 field season, your jurisdiction’s
current financial contribution and a projection of what contribution will be required beginning in 2014 in
order to maintain your current level of service from the Weed District.

We recognize that this may represent a significant increase in cost for some of the Weed District's
cooperators and understand that budgets are tight for everyone. However, we hope you understand the
need for all cooperators to contribute equally to covering the hourly costs incurred by Gunnison County
while collaboratively addressing the noxious weed problems in our watershed.

We understand that you have many options for meeting your legal responsibilities for controlling noxious
weeds within your jurisdiction. If you choose to continue to utilize the services of the Gunnison County
Weed District, we will be glad to provide as many hours of service as your budget will allow. If you decide
to compare prices among private sector weed control providers, we'd be happy to provide you with a list
of contractors. If you'd like to train your own staff to carry out weed control within your jurisdiction, we
would be happy to help you find the resources you need to meet training and licensing requirements.
Please consider your options, feel free to contact the Weed District with any questions and let us know
how we can best help you to continue the good stewardship of the lands you manage.

Again, we understand that planning for increases in expenses takes time. As you will see in the enclosed
2013 contract for weed control, your cost will remain the same in 2013 as in recent years and we expect
to provide the same number of hours of service to you as we did last year for this contribution. As we
look forward to maintaining a sustainable and equitably-funded weed control program for all of our
cooperators in the long term, we appreciate your consideration for covering its associated costs.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
REGARDING UNDESIRABLE PLANT MANAGEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered this_____day of , 2013, by and among
the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County ("Gunnison County"), the Board of
County Commissioners of Saguache County ("Saguache County"), the Board of County
Commissioners of Hinsdale County ("Hinsdale County"), the Town of Crested Butte, the Town of
Mt. Crested Butte, City of Gunnison, and the Town of Pitkin all of which are either a County, ora
statutory or home rule city, or a statutory town or home rule town, or a territorial charter
municipality, and all of which are organized under and by virtue of the laws of the State of

Colorado,

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, each of the party counties is obligated pursuant to C.R.S. 35-5.5-101 et seq.
(hereinafter referred to as the "Act") to adopt no later than January 1, 1992, an undesirable plant
management plan for all of the unincorporated lands within the respective counties; and

WHEREAS, each of the party cities and towns is obligated pursuant to the Act to adopt no later
than January 1, 1992, an undesirable plant management plan for all lands within the territorial
limits of the respective municipalities; and

WHEREAS, each of the parties has other specified powers, authorities and obligations pursuant
to the Act including but not limited to formation of undesirable plant management advisory

commissions; and

WHEREAS, pursuantto C.R.S. 29-1-201 et seq., and C.R.S. 29-20-101 et seq., C.R.S. 35-5.5-
105(3) and C.R.S. 35-5.5-106(3), each of the parties herein may cooperate with another party
herein or other parties herein for the exercise or satisfaction of any or all of the powers,
authorities and obligations granted or imposed by C.R.S. 35-5.5-101 et seq.; and

WHEREAS, itis to the mutual advantage and benefit of the parties hereto that the parties agree
to cooperate among themselves for the exercise or satisfaction of any or all of the powers,
authorities and obligations imposed by the Act;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of their mutual covenants, the parties agree as follows:

1. This Intergovernmental Agreement shall be applied by the parties to and shall be used
by the parties for the management of undesirable plants within the entirety of the
Gunnison River Basin Watershed as follows:

2. a. Each of the parties hereby jointly and severally appoints the Gunnison Watershed
Weed Commission, aka Gunnison Basin Weed Commission (hereinafter referred
to as the "Commission") as the Commission required by the Act for the Gunnison
River Basin Watershed.





Each of the parties hereby jointly and severally appoints the Board of County
Commissioners of Gunnison County as the local authority required by the Act for
the Gunnison River Basin Watershed.

The membership of the Commission shall be:

(i) Lorraine Rup (Gunnison County Representative);
(ii) Erika Vohman (Gunnison County Representative);

(i) (Vacancy, appointed by Gunnison County);
(iv) (Vacancy, appointed by Gunnison County);
(v) Edna Mason (Hinsdale County Representative);

(Vi) (Vacancy, Saguache County Representative);

(vi)  Ex-officio Representatives from:
Bureau of Land Management, US Forest Service, Natural Resource

Conservation Service, National Park Service, City of Gunnison, Town of
Mt. Crested Butte, Town of Crested Butte, Gunnison County Extension,
and Colorado Department of Transportation.

Each Gunnison County representative may be succeeded by a Gunnison County
representative; the Saguache County representative and the Hinsdale County
representative may be succeeded by a representative from their respective

county.

In the case of a tie vote, the issue shall be decided by the Board of County
Commissioners of Gunnison County.

The Commission shall elect a Chairman and Secretary. A majority of the
members of the Commission shall constitute a quorum for the conduct of

business.

The Commission shall have all of the powers and duties specified in C.R.S. 35-
5.5-107(4)(a), (b) and (c).

The Commission shall consult with and report to each of the parties regarding the
annual budget required to perform this Intergovernmental Agreement, the
management plan, management criteria, management practice and any other
major decision or recommendation of the Commission. Such consultation and
reporting shall not necessarily be in person but may be in writing or by telephone.

The parties hereto authorize Gunnison County to be the sole and final authority to
approve, modify and supervise the day-to-day conduct and provision of services required
by this Intergovernmental Agreement including, but not limited to, the authority to select,
contract with, and compensate the personnel, including administrative personnel, public
or private, who shall perform the work necessary to accomplish the ends of the Act.
Each of the parties expressly authorizes Gunnison County to enter into such contracts
and provide such compensation on behalf of that respective party providing that such
actions do not require expenditures exceeding the annual budget.

2





Gunnison County will furnish to each of the parties a quarterly report of activities, costs
and expenses of personnel, including administrative personnel, who perform the work

necessary to accomplish the ends of the Act.

Each of the parties agrees to pay or to reimburse Gunnison County, no later than
December 31, 2013, for a share of such activities, costs and expenses as follows:

Hinsdale County - $ 750.00
Saguache County - $ 1,500.00
Town of Crested Butte - $ 500.00
Town of Mt. Crested Butte - $ 1,500.00 (up to $5000 cap)
City of Gunnison - $ 1,000.00
Town of Pitkin - $ 250.00

In addition to the above, each party shall be solely responsible for all additional costs
required for control of undesirable plants pursuant to C.R.S. 35-5.5-109 within the

jurisdiction of that party.
Payments to Gunnison County shall be in the form acceptable to Gunnison County.

No provision of this Agreement is or shall be construed to be a waiver of sovereign
immunity pursuant to C.R.S. 24-10-104. Each party hereto shall be responsible to
defend itself, at its sole cost, in any action or claim arising from or under any activity
pursuant to this Agreement. Neither Gunnison County nor any of its officers, employees
or agents shall have any liability whatsoever under this Agreement different in any kind
or nature whatsoever than any other party or officer, employee or agent of any other

party.

The term of this Agreement shall be from January 1, 2013 through December 31, 2013.
Any party may terminate its participation in this Agreement upon ninety (90) days written
notice, by certified mail, to each of the other participating parties. Such termination shall
require a cessation of activity under this Agreement within the jurisdiction of the
terminating party but shall not require, in any circumstance, a return or reimbursement to
the terminating party of moneys already paid pursuant to paragraph 5 above.

This Agreement may be signed in a series of originals; that is, not all of the parties are
required to sign a single original. This Agreement becomes effective to a particular party
upon its signature to an original.
