CALL TO ORDER:  Chairperson Swenson called the meeting to order at 1:30 pm. 
 
AGENDA REVIEW:  There were no changes made to the agenda.

CORRESPONDENCE: 


1. Gunnison Valley Economic Development Team.  Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by 
Commissioner Chamberland to approve the letter for the economic development correspondence 
and signatures.  Motion carried unanimously.  


2. Letter of Support; Thompson Divide Withdrawal and Protection Act.  Commissioner Chamberland 
asked about the possibility of this legislation tying up resources.  SG Interests representative Eric 
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Sanford was present for discussion and stated that his company has land in Thompson Divide 
Proper within Pitkin County.  He provided a map for review as he believed there may be some 
miscommunication about boundaries.  He explained that the proposed legislation deals with 
protecting existing rights, but that his company is concerned about access issues negatively 
affecting those existing rights.  He noted that some areas could still be developed via horizontal 
drilling.  He asked the Board not to support the legislation with permanent restrictions on 
resources and to participate in the NEPA process.  Moved by Commissioner Chamberland, 
seconded by Commissioner Houck to send this letter with the addition on the first paragraph that 
states “including current natural gas leases and access to those leases” with everything else as 
written.  Motion carried unanimously.  


3. Ratification of Board Signature and Submission of 4/2/2013 Correspondence to the US Fish and 
Wildlife Service; Comments by the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, 
Colorado; Endangered Status for Gunnison Sage-grouse; Proposed Rule; Docket No: FWS-R6-ES-
2012-0108; 4500030113,78 Fed. Reg. 8, 2486 (January 11, 2013); and Designation of Critical 
Habitat for Gunnison Sage-grouse; Proposed Rule; Docket No: FWS-R6-ES-2011-0111; 
4500030114, 78 Fed. Reg. 8, 2540 (January 11, 2013).  Moved by Commissioner Chamberland, 
seconded by Commissioner Houck to ratify the signatures on the document.  Motion carried 
unanimously.  


4. Letter of Support; Gunnison County Electric Association’s Grant Application for USDA Rural 
Energy for American Program Funds; Taylor Reservoir Dam Hydropower Feasibility Study.  
Moved by Commissioner Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Houck to send the letter of 
support to the USDA in support of the Taylor Dam Hydropower project for GCEA.  Motion carried 
unanimously.   


 
REGION 10 AGRICULTURAL PLANNING GRANT APPLICATION CASH MATCH; $1,500:  
Commissioner Houck explained that this was a placeholder for Region 10 grants that opened this month.  
Region 10 will make $50,000 in grant monies available in $5,000 increments.  He is working with WSCU, 
the City of Gunnison and the CSU Extension office to prepare an application for planning grant funds to 
create a local market for local food and, if funds are granted, the City has agreed to serve as the fiscal 
agent.  The City, WSCU and the County would support the grant by matching funds of $1,500 each, and 
Mountain Roots would contribute the remaining $500 toward the match.  He asked that the Board 
authorize $1,500 from discretionary funds, contingent upon grant award and securing financing from the 
other parties.  Additional information will be available via the grant application.  Moved by Commissioner 
Chamberland, seconded by Chairperson Swenson to support the agricultural planning grant with a cash 
match of $1,500 from discretionary funds, contingent upon securing financing from the other parties and 
securing the grant.  Motion carried unanimously.  
 
VOUCHERS AND TRANSFERS APPROVAL:  Assistant Finance Director Ben Cowan presented the 
voucher approval report dated April 23, 2013 and the cash transfer authorization dated March 2013 for 
discussion and approval.  Also discussed was the 2013 County Taxable Sales report.  Moved by 
Commissioner Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Houck to approve the cash transfers in the 
amount of $1,940,637.45.  Motion carried unanimously.  Moved by Commissioner Chamberland, 
seconded by Commissioner Houck to approve the vouchers for this month in the amount of 
$1,254,183.53.  Motion carried unanimously.  
 
TREASURER’S MONTHLY REPORT:  County Treasurer Melody Marks presented the March 2013 
Treasurer’s report for discussion and acceptance.  Also discussed was a quarterly interest report for 
January through March 2013.  Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Chamberland 
to accept the Treasurer’s report for March.  Motion carried unanimously.  
 
PROCLAMATION; APRIL 2013 AS CHILD ABUSE PREVENTION MONTH IN GUNNISON 
COUNTY:  Family Foster Home Coordinator Joan Grant and Child Welfare Manager Greg Meier were 
present for discussion.  Commissioner Swenson read the proclamation to the audience members.  Moved 
by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Chamberland to adopt the proclamation declaring 
April as Child Abuse Prevention Month.  Motion carried unanimously.  
 
ASSISTANT COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT AND PROJECT UPDATES:  Assistant County Manager 
Marlene Crosby was present for discussion. 


1. Antelope Hills Water Project Update.  Assistant County Manager Crosby informed the Board that 
the pre-final USDA inspection would be taking place before the end of the week.  Water is now 
running, and billing will begin as of 4/1/13.   


2. Map 21 Federal Lands Highway Grant Program.  Assistant County Manager Crosby explained that 
applications are due 5/15/13, and that any funds granted would require a 17.2% match.  These 
grant funds can be for any roads that access federal lands, so she opined that an application for 
Cottonwood Pass would be the best application to pursue.  She doesn’t believe that the County 
can accomplish the paving goal within the County’s strategic plan while also paying for the match 
associated with this grant program.  She asked for direction from the Board relative to whether 
she should submit an application or focus on stated strategic goals as this time.  The Board asked 
her to proceed with an application, and she agreed to have the application ready for 
consideration during the 5/7/13 meeting.

AMENDMENT APPLICATION; PROTEST BY GUNNISON COUNTY:  SG Interests representative Eric 
Sanford, County Attorney David Baumgarten and Deputy County Attorney Art Trezise were present for 
discussion.  Beatty & Wozniak, Commissioner Phil Chamberland attorney Ken Wonstolen and SG Interests 
Land Vice President Robbie Guinn were available for discussion via telephone.   
 
Deputy County Attorney Trezise expressed concern related to the second amended application tendered 
by SG Interests to the Colorado Oil & Gas Conservation Commission.  He explained that the presented 
protest document was filed on 4/22 due to a deadline, and he asked that the Board ratify the signatures 
on the document.  He also asked the Board for consent to move forward with the process, which may 
end up with the County’s withdrawal.  He noted that the intent is to be collaborative in nature while we 
delve into the details and provide a future recommendation.     
 
Commissioner Chamberland asked about the timeline and whether or not the County has enough time to 
formulate a response.  Deputy County Attorney Trezise explained that a hearing has been set for 5/6/13 
and that he would have a position prepared for Board consideration within a week.  Moved by 
Commissioner Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Houck to ratify our protest that was submitted 
last night for the Colorado Oil & Gas Conservation Commission and direct staff to research that that is the 
stance that we want to stand by or, if not, to come to us with further recommendations.  Motion carried 
unanimously.

There are an estimated 2,838 Gunnison and 129 Hinsdale county individuals and 
some small businesses that may benefit from upcoming health insurance 
enrollment opportunities.  Open enrollment for private health insurance begins in 
October 2013 and Medicaid expansion begins in January 2014.  Health care 
reform efforts include various benefits such as disallowing exclusion from 
coverage due to preexisting conditions and providing prevention services such as 
yearly health examinations.  Gunnison County Department of Health and Human 
Service’s role will be to process many new Medicaid applications, serve as an 
“assistance site” for those seeking insurance guide services, partner with other 
agencies and insurance brokers to get people covered through the health 
insurance exchange, and provide community education about health insurance 
enrollment opportunities. 
 
Private Insurance- 
In October 2013 open enrollment begins for individuals and business to purchase 
health insurance through the insurance exchange, now called Connect for Health 
Colorado (formerly Colorado Health Benefits Exchange, COHBE).  Individuals 
with income up to 400% of the Federal poverty level may be eligible for financial 
assistance to offset the premium costs (exchange subsidies).  Several agencies 
such as Hilltop and the Southwestern Colorado Area Health Education Center 
(AHEC) have applied as the entities to provide Health Insurance Guides so that 
local residents can have direct assistance in navigating the health insurance 
exchange. 
 
Public Insurance- 
In January 2014 the Medicaid program in Colorado will expand to provide 
coverage to individuals who are at or below 133% of poverty (some exclusions 
are allowed, thus 138% of poverty). As the law was written, nearly all U.S. 
citizens under 65 years of age with family incomes up to 133% of the federal 
poverty level (FPL) ($30,675 for a family of four in 2012) will qualify for Medicaid 
under the expansion. 
 
A new eligibility determination process will be used, Modified Adjusted Gross 
Income (MAGI).  This is basically a 5% disregard. The new MAGI system is 
important in terms of what sources of income it counts and doesn’t count, 
because it doesn’t count assets, and in how family size is determined.  MAGI will 
also be used to determine eligibility for exchange subsidies. 
 
 
Projected Demands-   
Projected demand varies depending on the source.   
There is a projected low of 355 to a high of 1,327 new Medicaid cases

 AMENDMENT TO MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 
(LAKE COUNTY) 


 
THIS AMENDMENT  TO MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (“Lake 
County Amendment”) is hereby entered into by and between Eagle County, Colorado, 
Pitkin County, Colorado and Gunnison County, Colorado (collectively, the Counties).  
 
WHEREAS, the Counties entered into a Memorandum of Understanding dated on or 
about April 11, 2012 (“MOU”) to establish the relationship of the Counties concerning a 
revolving loan fund (“RLF”) to provide financing for energy efficiency home 
improvements for residents of the three Counties; and 
 
WHEREAS, the RLF was established by the Counties using grant proceeds from the 
Unites States Department of Energy(“Grant”); and  
 
WHEREAS, one of the goals of the Grant is to create a program which can be utilized by 
other jurisdictions in achieving common energy efficiency goals; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Department of Energy has authorized the Counties to utilize Grant 
funds deposited in the RLF for citizens of other jurisdictions; and 
 
WHEREAS, Cloud City Conservation Center, a Colorado non-profit corporation (“C4”) 
has been provided with seed money from Lake County, Colorado and is working to 
establish programs concerning energy efficiency in Lake County, Colorado; and 
 
WHEREAS, C4 desires to implement the energy efficiency program developed under 
the Grant (the “Energy Smart Program”) for residents of Lake County including access to 
the RLF for residential energy efficient improvements as set forth herein; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Counties desire to amend their MOU to allow residents of Lake   
County, Colorado to participate in the RLF on the terms and conditions set forth herein; 
and 
 
WHEREAS, the Counties agree to create and utilize Energy Smart Colorado, Inc., a 
Colorado nonprofit corporation (Energy Smart) to administer, in part, the Energy Smart 
program, including, without limitation the RLF. The terms and conditions for 
administration of the RLF by Energy Smart shall be set forth in a separate agreement 
between the Counties and Energy Smart. 
 
NOW THEREFORE, the Counties agree to amend the MOU as follows: 
 


1. Eagle County, Colorado is hereby authorized to amend the agreement between 
Eagle County and Energy Smart Partners LLC dated June 11, 2012 (the 
“Revolving Loan Fund Agreement”) which governs administration of the RLF 
to allow residents of Lake County, Colorado to access up to no more than fifty 
thousand dollars ($50,000) of the RLF for residential energy efficient

improvements on the terms and conditions set forth herein and in accordance 
with the Revolving Loan Fund Agreement. 
 


2. C4 shall enter into an agreement with Energy Smart to implement the Energy 
Smart Program in Lake County, Colorado.  That agreement shall require C4 to 
adhere to the Energy Smart Program requirements as may be amended from 
time to time. 
 


3. The RLF shall remain a pooled fund for common use and equal access by the 
Counties and shall not be divided or segregated among the Counties.  


 
4. Up to no more than fifty thousand dollars ($50,000) of the RLF may be made 


available to residents of Lake County, Colorado for residential energy efficient 
improvements but such funds are not restricted for use by Lake County 
residents alone and may be accessed by residents of the Counties. There is no 
warranty or guarantee that all or a portion of the $50,000 will be available for 
residents of Lake County as the RLF is available on a first come, first served 
basis.  


 
5. Upon execution, this Lake County Amendment shall be provided to Energy 


Smart Partners LLC and shall constitute notice of a change in Program Criteria 
as set forth in paragraph 4 of the Revolving Loan Fund Agreement.  
 


6. The Counties, or Energy Smart acting on their behalf, may terminate the right of 
Lake County residents to access the RLF, with or without cause and for any 
reason without penalty upon thirty (30) days advance written notice to C4 and 
Energy Smart Partners LLC.
