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Why Speed Limits?
Speed limits are supposed to do two things.
The primary purpose of speed limits is to
enhance safety by reducing risks imposed
by drivers speed choices. The intent is to
reduce disparities in speeds and reduce the
potential for vehicle conflicts. A related
function of speed limits is to provide the
basis for enforcement and sanctions for
those who drive at speeds excessive for
conditions and endanger others.


LAW


Prima facie speed limits are those which, “on
the face of it,” are reasonable and prudent
under normal conditions. Normally a driver
may exceed a prima facie limit if it is safe to
do so; however it is up to the driver to prove
that he was driving in a safe manner under
existing conditions.


In Colorado, basic prima facie speed limits are:
� 20 mph on narrow, winding mountain roads
� 25 mph in any business district
� 30 mph in any residential district
� 40 mph on open mountain highways


Absolute speed limits are those which may
not be legally exceeded under any circum-
stances. These are:
� 65 mph on open highways
� 75 mph on rural interstate routes


Section 42-4-1102, Colorado Revised Statutes,
requires that speed limits are not to be higher or
lower than the basic prima facie speed limits
unless a Traffic Investigation has justified the
change. This law applies to all State Highways,
County Roads and City Streets. For State High-
ways, including portions within municipal corpo-
rate limits, the Investigation to justify an increase
or decrease of existing speed limits is normally
conducted by, and approved by, the Safety
and Traffic Engineering Branch of the Colorado
Department of Transportation.


Each Investigation to determine an appro-
priate speed limit should consider the follow-
ing factors applicable to the portion of road
being studied.


� Prevailing speed data (85th percentile)
� Roadside development
� Accident experience
� Road  characteristics
� Pace speed
� Parking practices/pedestrian activity


The use of vehicle speed data as one of the
factors evaluated for selecting a suitable
speed limit is based upon the following
fundamental concepts deeply rooted in the
United States system of government and
law:


A) Laws cannot be effectively enforced
without the consent and voluntary
compliance of the public;


B) Laws are established for the protection
of the public and the regulation of the
unreasonable behavior of a few indi-
viduals;


C) The normally careful and competent
actions of a reasonable person should
be considered legal;


D) Most drivers are reasonable people who
will drive carefully at a speed which is
suitable for existing conditions.


MISCONCEPTIONS


It is a popular misconception that reducing
the speed limit will automatically slow the
speed of traffic, while raising the speed limit
will automatically cause an increase in the
speed of traffic.


“Before and After” speed studies show that
there are no significant changes in vehicle


speeds after speed limits are changed.
“Before and After” accident studies usually
do not show any significant change in
accident rates after speed limits are in-
creased or decreased. National studies go
further and say that “it is generally
at the upper boundary of a speed range
where crash involvement rates are lowest.”


UNREALISTIC SPEED LIMITS


Traffic investigations have shown that most
people will drive the roadway as they
perceive the conditions and will ignore a
speed limit that is unrealistically too low or
too high. A realistic speed limit is voluntarily
obeyed by the reasonable majority and
more enforcement effort can be applied to
the unreasonable few who drive too fast or
too slow.


An unrealistic speed limit that is “too low”
will:


A) Make the behavior of the majority
unlawful;


B) If enforced - cause antagonism toward
enforcement personnel and traffic laws
in general;


C) Create a bad image of the community
for visitors and tourists;


D) Result in speed differentials in the traffic
flow.

Speed as it relates to accident causality is
primarily related to speed differentials.
Speed differential is the range of vehicle
speeds within the traffic stream. A large
variation in these speeds complicates the
driving task and necessitates sudden brak-
ing, multiple lane changes and other com-
pensating driving maneuvers.


A speed limit properly set, will establish a
middle ground for all drivers encouraging
some to speed up while enticing others to
slow down. This then reduces turbulence
within the traffic stream and limits conflict
points and reduces accidents.


There is no question, however, that speed
plays a role in accident severity. Once an
accident has begun to occur the degree of
damage to a vehicle and its occupants is
directly related to the speed the vehicle is
going.


REALISTIC  SPEED LIMITS


An appropriate, “just right” speed limit will
result in the maximum number of vehicles
traveling at about the same speed, thus
reducing conflicts caused by speed differ-
entials. The 85th percentile speed, that
speed at or below which 85% of the traffic is
moving, is widely accepted as being closest
to that “just right” speed limit - a case of
Majority Rule. Of course, other Traffic Investi-
gation factors must be taken into consider-
ation.


Following are some reasons for establishing
realistic speed limits:


A) To provide guidance to the driver,
especially strangers to the area, as to
what is a suitable speed for normal
conditions;


B) Reasonable speed limits with adequate
signing tend to reduce the speed differ-
ence between vehicles. The accident
rate is less when the majority of vehicles
are traveling at about the same speed;


C) To furnish enforcement personnel with a
guide as to what is an appropriate
speed for a segment of road so that
enforcement actions may be consistent
and fair;


D) To improve the overall credibility of all
traffic control devices.


WHAT YOU CAN DO


Anyone may report a road segment where
the speed limit seems to be too high or too
low. If the segment is a portion of county
road or city street, contact should be made
with that county or municipality. If the seg-
ment is a portion of the State Highway
System, including U.S. and Interstate routes,
contact should be with the Region’s Traffic
and Safety Engineer of the Colorado De-
partment of Transportation.

(2) Necessary Components Determining Speed Change Lane Length 



(a)   The  components of an auxiliary turn lane consists of transition taper, full width auxiliary lane,  and
storage  length. The use of these three components varies according to the assigned access category and 
to some extent, site specific conditions. Table 4 - 5  summarizes the components of speed change lanes
when such lanes are required by the category standards. Read the category requirements and subsection 
3.5  to determine if any speed change lanes are required. Table 4 - 5 is provided to be used in conjunction 
with table 4 - 6.

CDOT’s Role in Access Management



•Enforce the State Highway Access Code.
•Require improvements that are consistent with the 
SHAC AND the City’s and County’s vision.



Gunnison and Gunnison County’s Role in 
Access Management



•Require developers to apply for an Access Permit.
•Consider access management when developing a 
community land use plan.











Access Control Plans



• Defined by State Highway Access Code (SHAC) 
• Corridor-wide analysis vs. isolated individual 



access point analysis (i.e. first come-first served)
• Flexibility for corridor specific conditions
• When adopted replaces the criteria for location 



and movements allowed as defined by SHAC 
• Requires an IGA by all governing entities
• Implemented over time – no immediate changes
• Can be amended











Relationship between Access Control 
Plans and Speed Limits



• Access Control Plans cannot establish speed limits.



• Speed studies are used to establish speed limits.
• Considerations include prevailing speed, roadside 



development, roadway geometry, user types, accident 
history, etc. 



• ACP’s use existing speed limits to:
• Define physical limits of intersection infrastructure.
• Understand progression through the corridor.



• Refer to CDOT’s Establishing Realistic Speed 
Limits Brochure

The primary purpose of speed limits is to
enhance safety by reducing risks imposed
by drivers speed choices. The intent is to
reduce disparities in speeds and reduce the
potential for vehicle conflicts. A related
function of speed limits is to provide the
basis for enforcement and sanctions for
those who drive at speeds excessive for
conditions and endanger others.



LAW



Prima facie speed limits are those which, “on
the face of it,” are reasonable and prudent
under normal conditions. Normally a driver
may exceed a prima facie limit if it is safe to
do so; however it is up to the driver to prove
that he was driving in a safe manner under
existing conditions.



In Colorado, basic prima facie speed limits are:
� 20 mph on narrow, winding mountain roads
� 25 mph in any business district
� 30 mph in any residential district
� 40 mph on open mountain highways



Absolute speed limits are those which may
not be legally exceeded under any circum-
stances. These are:
� 65 mph on open highways
� 75 mph on rural interstate routes



Section 42-4-1102, Colorado Revised Statutes,
requires that speed limits are not to be higher or
lower than the basic prima facie speed limits
unless a Traffic Investigation has justified the
change. This law applies to all State Highways,
County Roads and City Streets. For State High-
ways, including portions within municipal corpo-
rate limits, the Investigation to justify an increase
or decrease of existing speed limits is normally
conducted by, and approved by, the Safety
and Traffic Engineering Branch of the Colorado
Department of Transportation.



Each Investigation to determine an appro-
priate speed limit should consider the follow-
ing factors applicable to the portion of road
being studied.



� Prevailing speed data (85th percentile)
� Roadside development
� Accident experience
� Road  characteristics
� Pace speed
� Parking practices/pedestrian activity



The use of vehicle speed data as one of the
factors evaluated for selecting a suitable
speed limit is based upon the following
fundamental concepts deeply rooted in the
United States system of government and
law:



A) Laws cannot be effectively enforced
without the consent and voluntary
compliance of the public;



B) Laws are established for the protection
of the public and the regulation of the
unreasonable behavior of a few indi-
viduals;



C) The normally careful and competent
actions of a reasonable person should
be considered legal;



D) Most drivers are reasonable people who
will drive carefully at a speed which is
suitable for existing conditions.



MISCONCEPTIONS



It is a popular misconception that reducing
the speed limit will automatically slow the
speed of traffic, while raising the speed limit
will automatically cause an increase in the
speed of traffic.



“Before and After” speed studies show that
there are no significant changes in vehicle



speeds after speed limits are changed.
“Before and After” accident studies usually
do not show any significant change in
accident rates after speed limits are in-
creased or decreased. National studies go
further and say that “it is generally
at the upper boundary of a speed range
where crash involvement rates are lowest.”



UNREALISTIC SPEED LIMITS



Traffic investigations have shown that most
people will drive the roadway as they
perceive the conditions and will ignore a
speed limit that is unrealistically too low or
too high. A realistic speed limit is voluntarily
obeyed by the reasonable majority and
more enforcement effort can be applied to
the unreasonable few who drive too fast or
too slow.



An unrealistic speed limit that is “too low”
will:



A) Make the behavior of the majority
unlawful;



B) If enforced - cause antagonism toward
enforcement personnel and traffic laws
in general;



C) Create a bad image of the community
for visitors and tourists;



D) Result in speed differentials in the traffic
flow.

Speed as it relates to accident causality is
primarily related to speed differentials.
Speed differential is the range of vehicle
speeds within the traffic stream. A large
variation in these speeds complicates the
driving task and necessitates sudden brak-
ing, multiple lane changes and other com-
pensating driving maneuvers.



A speed limit properly set, will establish a
middle ground for all drivers encouraging
some to speed up while enticing others to
slow down. This then reduces turbulence
within the traffic stream and limits conflict
points and reduces accidents.



There is no question, however, that speed
plays a role in accident severity. Once an
accident has begun to occur the degree of
damage to a vehicle and its occupants is
directly related to the speed the vehicle is
going.



REALISTIC  SPEED LIMITS



An appropriate, “just right” speed limit will
result in the maximum number of vehicles
traveling at about the same speed, thus
reducing conflicts caused by speed differ-
entials. The 85th percentile speed, that
speed at or below which 85% of the traffic is
moving, is widely accepted as being closest
to that “just right” speed limit - a case of
Majority Rule. Of course, other Traffic Investi-
gation factors must be taken into consider-
ation.



Following are some reasons for establishing
realistic speed limits:



A) To provide guidance to the driver,
especially strangers to the area, as to
what is a suitable speed for normal
conditions;



B) Reasonable speed limits with adequate
signing tend to reduce the speed differ-
ence between vehicles. The accident
rate is less when the majority of vehicles
are traveling at about the same speed;



C) To furnish enforcement personnel with a
guide as to what is an appropriate
speed for a segment of road so that
enforcement actions may be consistent
and fair;



D) To improve the overall credibility of all
traffic control devices.



WHAT YOU CAN DO



Anyone may report a road segment where
the speed limit seems to be too high or too
low. If the segment is a portion of county
road or city street, contact should be made
with that county or municipality. If the seg-
ment is a portion of the State Highway
System, including U.S. and Interstate routes,
contact should be with the Region’s Traffic
and Safety Engineer of the Colorado De-
partment of Transportation.

SCHEDULING:  The Upcoming Meetings Schedule was discussed and updated. 


1. 2013 County Board of Equalization Hearing Dates.  Administrative Assistant Bobbie Lucero was 
present for discussion and informed the Board that she had previously spoken with Commissioner 
Phil Chamberland regarding his availability.  The Assessor’s Office recommended that the Board 
set aside five full days for the hearings.  The Board agreed to schedule hearings from 8:00 am 
until 5:00 pm on 7/22/13, 7/25/13/ 7/29/13 and 7/31/13.  Hearings will also be scheduled to 
take place between 1:00 and 5:00 pm on 7/24/13, and between 8:00 am and 12:00 pm on 
8/1/13.   


 
COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT:  County Manager Birnie was present for discussion. 


1. Executive Director Vacancies.  County Manager Birnie informed the Board that interviews for the 
Airport Director will be held on 5/22/13, with a lunchtime reception for the finalists at the 
fairgrounds.  Also on 5/22/13, a reception for the Community Development Director finalists will 
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be held at the fairgrounds from 5:30 until 7:30 pm, with interviews occurring the following day.  
The interview schedule has not yet been determined.  Interview panels, comprised of County and 
community representatives, are being assembled. 


2. Stream Monitoring Study.  County Manager Birnie informed the Board that Colorado Parks and 
Wildlife will be capable of funding the portion of the project that it had proposed.  The County 
has sufficient funding in the Mosquito Program reserves to fund the Western State Colorado 
University study.  Both project portions will happen this season.  


3. Renewable Energy Standard Portfolio.  County Manager Birnie stated that this will create 
incentives for local mines because it will include methane capture.    


4. County Strategic Business Plan.  County Manager Birnie informed the Board that the Community 
Development Department is drafting regulations for geothermal development.  He stated that he 
would be including a draft strategy in the Gunnison County Strategic Plan for Board 
consideration, and the Board was supportive of the idea.  


 
BREAK:  The meeting recessed from 9:44 until 9:49 am. 
 
ASSISTANT COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT AND PROJECT UPDATES:  Assistant County Manager 
Marlene Crosby was unavailable due to a scheduling conflict, so Special Projects Foreman Jim Kint was 
present for discussion in her place.   


1. Colorado Access Program Project Application for Cottonwood Pass Project.  Foreman Kint 
reminded the Board that this placeholder will ensure that all deadlines are met, and that a lot of 
applications are expected due to the broad range of projects eligible for MAP 21 funding.  County 
Manager Birnie confirmed that the County does not yet have a plan for the $1,500,000.  Moved 
by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Swenson to approve the application.  Motion 
carried.   
 


NOTICE OF ACCEPTANCE OF MAINTENANCE OF PUBLIC HIGHWAY; TAYLOR RIVER ROAD 
PROJECT:  Foreman Kint was present for discussion and explained that execution of the contract would 
accept last year’s project, accept all work performed to date, and terminate all temporary construction 
easements on the project.  Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Swenson to 
approve the Notice of Acceptance.  Motion carried. 
 
BREAK:  The meeting recessed from 9:54 until 10:21 am. 
 
ROAD MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE UNITED STATES DEPARTMENT OF THE 
INTERIOR, BUREAU OF LAND MANAGEMENT, GUNNISON FIELD OFFICE AND GUNNISON 
COUNTY, COLORADO BY AND THROUGH ITS BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS; 20 
YEARS:  County Attorney David Baumgarten, BLM Gunnison Field Manager Brian St. James and attorney 
Bob Thomas were present for discussion.   
 
Mr. Thomas explained that his office is located in Montrose and that he has taken over some of Rod 
Landwehr’s work.  He stated that the subdivision was originally approved by the County in 1978 and that 
he has been working with Assistant County Manager Crosby on this issue.  He is opposed to the 
agreement, as outlined in an email that he submitted to County Attorney Baumgarten and Mr. St. James.  
He asked that the maps and corresponding legend be changed to indicate that County Road 42, also 
known as Six Mile Lane, is considered a public County road.

13-RO-11020400-026; 5/7/13 THRU 5/7/18:  County 
Attorney Baumgarten and US Forest Service District Road Manager Janice Chapman were present for 
discussion.

SCHEDULING:  The Upcoming Meetings Schedule was discussed and updated.   
 
COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT:  County Manager Birnie was present for discussion. 


1. Director Vacancies.  County Manager Birnie informed the Board that Rick Lamport has been hired 
as the new Airport Manager and will begin employment on 8/1/13.  Also, Russ Forrest has been 
hired as the new Community Development Department Director and will likely begin near the 
start of August after he has met the terms or been released from the 90-day notice clause that 
he has with his current employer.     


2. Courthouse Project Update.  County Manager Birnie informed the Board that Roth Sheppard-
Humphries Poli submitted a proposal for this project and that the costs came in lower than 
expected.  The firm will be interviewed on 6/11/13 at 10:00 am in the boardroom. 


3. Senior Transportation.  County Manager Birnie informed the Board that he met with Health and 
Human Services Director Renee Brown, Senior Resources Program Manager Karin Stewart, 
Gunnison Valley Rural Transportation Authority Director Scott Truex and Mountain Express 
Transportation Director Chris Larsen to discuss senior transportation issues.  If the RTA pursues a 
tax, he believes it will be supported.  The group will meet again later this month. 


4. Lots in Marble.  County Manager Birnie informed the Board that a resident in Marble has 
expressed a desire to purchase the County-owned lots that are surrounded by his property.  The 
resident does not intend to build on the lots as he wants to keep the wetlands.  County Manager 
Birnie stated that he did not see a downside of this, and that he had discussed the issue with GIS 
Manager Mike Pelletier, Assistant County Manager Crosby and County Attorney Baumgarten 
about the possibility of a sale.   He noted that the County-owned lots are not very valuable.  
Chairperson Swenson felt that, since the County received the land from the dissolution of the 
Marble Metro District, the purchase price could be reinvested into the Marble area, and Assistant 
County Manager Crosby opined that the bridge into Hermit’s Hideaway would be a good project 
for the funds.    
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ASSISTANT COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT AND PROJECT UPDATES:  Assistant County Manager 
Marlene Crosby was present for discussion. 


1. Road Update.  Assistant County Manager Crosby informed the Board that major gravel hauling 
would take place on Kebler Pass this week.  Magnesium chloride applications will take place next 
week.  Cottonwood Pass work will be completed during the last week of June prior to the 4th of 
July holiday.  


2. Parking and Take-Out Area at the Gunnison Water Park.  Assistant County Manager Crosby 
informed the Board that, despite intentions, people have been parking south of the pedestrian 
bridge on Gold Basin Road.  There are ongoing safety issues related to people leaving 
commercial fishing boats before entering the water park as there is no place to exit the boats and 
the boats are too heavy for a couple of guys to stabilize while people are exiting.  This traffic is 
creating heavier use on the trail, and rafters and boaters are concerned about the available time 
with which to exit their crafts.  In response to these issues, the Public Works crew laid down 
granite rocks and built a take-out area.  This area was not designed for launch purposes, and no 
parking will be allowed.  The take-out area on the other side of the water park will be removed. 


3. Temporary Road Use Agreement for Chainless Bicycle Race.   Assistant County Manager Crosby 
provided the necessary paperwork for this race.  Moved by Commissioner Chamberland, 
seconded by Commissioner Houck to authorize the County Manager’s signature (on the 
document).  Motion carried unanimously.  


4. Request for Maintenance on Murdie Flat’s Road.  Bernie and Debora Williams were present for 
discussion.  Assistant County Manager Crosby explained that the Williams’ came to her with a 
request for maintenance last year via a Schedule A Agreement with the Forest Service since the 
road is on Forest Service property.  Assistant County Manager Crosby explained that the County 
would standardly maintain a road with a Schedule A Agreement, but that this particular road is 
not maintainable by blade so the water bar could not be maintained with a motor grader.  If the 
HOA installed a culvert, the County could maintain the road until just past the subdivision, but 
the HOA cannot afford a culvert.  Ms. Williams stated that the HOA has maintained part of the 
road on the lower end, and rock was brought in.  Assistant County Manager Crosby felt that the 
County could assist with this request via once-per-year maintenance, and only to the first water 
bar, which equates to the intersection of FS Road 587 and FS Road 765 to the first driveway into 
the subdivision.  Moved by Commissioner Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Houck to 
approve Schedule A Maintenance for the Murdie Flats HOA Subdivision on the Forest Service road 
at the intersection of 765 and 587 to the first driveway.  Motion carried unanimously.      


 
BREAK:  The meeting recessed from 9:10 until 9:19 am for a short break and then from 9:20 until 9:28 
am in order to hold the below Public Hearing.

(1) In order to satisfy requirements under the federal act for the role of local elected officials in a work 
force area, there shall be a consortium local elected officials board for the local consortium work force 
investment board. The consortium local elected officials board consists of one local elected official 
appointed by each local work force investment area in the consortium. Membership is for a term of two 
years, which term may be renewable. 
 
(2) Functions of the consortium local elected officials board are to appoint members to the consortium 
work force investment board and ensure that the consortium work force investment board meets federal 
requirements for membership and delegate fiscal responsibility and contractual responsibility to the local 
elected officials of local work force investment areas.

In 1998 the Workforce Investment Act (WIA) was passed requiring the creation of the nation’s 


one-stop system to deliver federal employment and training services.  Locally this legislation 


combined the Job Service Center and WIA Job Training Programs under the Western 


Workforce Centers to provide one stop employment services. Currently there are three one stop 


centers within Region 10 with locations in Montrose, Delta and Gunnison. 


Under the federal WIA legislation (see Page 2), it is required that each workforce region have a 


Chief Local Elected Official representing the region’s local elected officials.  In the past Leo 


Large and Jan McCracken have represented the region on the Western Workforce Investment

Federal WIA legislation referred to on Page 1: 
 
 
 
8-83-214. Consortium local elected officials board 
 
 
 
(1) In order to satisfy requirements under the federal act for the role of local elected officials in a work 
force area, there shall be a consortium local elected officials board for the local consortium work force 
investment board. The consortium local elected officials board consists of one local elected official 
appointed by each local work force investment area in the consortium. Membership is for a term of two 
years, which term may be renewable. 
 
(2) Functions of the consortium local elected officials board are to appoint members to the consortium 
work force investment board and ensure that the consortium work force investment board meets federal 
requirements for membership and delegate fiscal responsibility and contractual responsibility to the local 
elected officials of local work force investment areas. The consortium local elected officials board shall 
develop its own operational procedures.
