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Homeowners/ developer(s) should monitor their perspective properties in order to detect new infestations
and to determine the success or failure of treatments (management actions).

Because State and/ or County listed weeds (Canada thistle, white top) were found on the property, this area
will continue to be monitored by the Guanison County Weed Coordinator until such time that these weeds
have been controlled.

ARTICLE 1
STATEMENT OF PURPOSE OF DECLARATION

Section 1.1  Ownership of Property. Declarant is the owner of the real
property ("Property") situate in Gunnison County, Colorado, described as follows:

The Real Property, together with all improvements situate thereon, as set
forth on attached Exhibit A,

Together with all water and water rights as set forth on attached Exhibit B.

Section 1.2 Declaration of Covenants. Declarant hereby makes, declares
and establishes the following covenants, restrictions and easements which shall affect the
Property. This Declaration of Protective Covenants shall run with the Property and shall
be binding upon all persons and entities having any right, title or interest in and to the
Property or any Lots, tracts or parcels thereof, their heirs, successors and assigns and their
employees, guests and invitees and shall inure to and be for the benefit of each Owner of
a Lot within the Property.

Section 1.3 Common Interest Community. Declarant further declares the
Property to be a Common Interest Community in accordance with the Colorado Common
Interest Ownership Act. The annual average common expense liability of each Lot,
exclusive of optional user fees and any insurance premiums paid by the Association, as
defined below, will not exceed $400.00 and pursuant to Colorado Revised Statutes Section
38-33.3-116, is therefore exempt from the provisions of the Colorado Common Interest
Ownership Act, except only for Sections 38-33.3-105, 38-33.3-106 and 38-33.3-107. If the
annual average common expense liability of each Lot, exclusive of optional user fees and
any insurance premiums paid by the Association, should ever exceed the statutory
maximum amount for exemption from full conformance with the Colorado Common Interest
Ownership Act, then the Association will fully conform with the provisions of the Colorado
Common Interest Ownership Act.

Section 1.4 Statement of Purpose. This Declaration of Protective
Covenants is imposed for the benefit of all Owners and future owners of Lots, tracts, and
parcels located within the Property and to provide for the preservation of values of the
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Property and to preserve the covenants, easements, restrictions, assessments and liens
hereafter set forth, all of which are for the benefit of the Property.

ARTICLE 2
DEFINITIONS

The following terms and words shall have the following definitions:

Section 2.1 shall mean a structure that is located on
the same parcel as the primary structure, clearly incidental, secondary and subordinate to
the primary structure on the parcel, devoted to the primary structure, customarily found in
conjunction with the primary structure, not incompatible with the primary structure and
subordinate in purpose to the primary structure, not to exceed 1,000 square feet in size.

Section 2.42 "Assessments" shall mean regular monthly, quarterly or annual
assessments, special assessments or default assessments levied pursuant to the
Association Documents to provide the funds required to meet the obligations of the
Association.

Section 2.23 "Association" shall mean the Fox Meadows Subdivision
Homeowners Association, a Colorado nonprofit corporation, or any successor thereof
charged with the duties and obligations set forth herein.

Section 2.  "Association Documents" shall mean this Declaration of
Protective Covenants, the Articles of Incorporation and Bylaws of the Association, any
amendments thereto, and the Design Guidelines adopted by the Association, and any
rules, regulations or policies adopted by the Association.

Section 2.45 "Board of Directors" or "Board" shall mean the Board of
Directors of the Association duly elected and acting according to the Articles of
Incorporation and Bylaws of the Association. The Board of Directors is also defined as an
Executive Board by the Colorado Common Interest Ownership Act.

Section2.  "Building" shall mean any structure having a roof supported by
columns or walls, or any similar type of Improvement situate and located within the
Property.

Section 2.67 "Building Site" or "Building Envelope" shall mean the site,
envelope or area within a Lot where the Building and other Improvements shall be located
within a Lot and as set forth on the Plat of Fox Meadows Subdivision.

Section 2.78 "Colorado Common Interest Ownership Act" shall mean the
"Colorado Common Interest Ownership Act of the State of Colorado and being Section 38-
33.3-101, et seq., Colorado Revised Statutes."
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Section 2.89 “Common Area” shall mean that property set forth in the Plat
as dedicated to the Association for the common use and enjoyment of the members of the
Association, and such other areas and interests acquired by the Association for the
common use and enjoyment of the Members. The Common Area shall specifically be used
for:

i. Agricultural and ranch purposes.

ii. A Stable or Barn Facility to be constructed by the Association in the
area set forth in the Plat (“Barn/Stable Facility”).

ii. Recreational uses as determined by the Association including
community parks, walking, horseback riding, bicycling, and cross-country skiing.

iv. Roads, driveways and installation and maintenance of utilities.

v. Ditches and irrigation structures and the irrigation of the
Recreational Open Space.

Section 2.810 "Common Interest Community" shall have the definition set
forth in the Colorado Common Interest Ownership Act.

Section 2.161 "Declarant" shallmean BB & KW, LLC, their successors
and assigns

Section 2.142 "Declaration” or "Declaration of Protective Covenants"
shall mean this Declaration of Protective Covenants of Fox Meadows Subdivision and as
the same may be hereafter amended, modified or extended.

Section 2.123 "Design Guidelines" shall mean those guidelines, rules
and regulations published from time to time by the Design Review Board.

Section 2.1 "Design Review Board" shall mean the Board of Directors of
the Association.

Section 2.145 "Garage" shall mean an accessory portion of a Single-
Family Residence designed for the storage of one or more motor vehicles and any
incidental use associated therewith.

Section 2.1 "Improvement” shall mean all buildings, structures,
parking areas, loading areas, fences, walls, hedges, plantings, poles, driveways, ponds,
lakes, recreational facilities, signs, decks, enclosures, changes in exterior color or shape,
excavation, and all other site work including, without limitation, grading, road construction,
utility improvements, removal of trees or plantings, and any new exterior construction or
exterior Improvement constructed or completed on the Property.
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Section 2.167 "Landscaping” shall mean planted areas and plant
materials, including trees, shrubs, lawns, flower beds and ground cover.

Section 2.1#8 “Lot” shall mean a tract, lot or parcel of land as set forth
on the plat of Fox Meadows Subdivision.

Section 2.189 "Maintenance Fund" shall mean the fund created by
Assessments and fees levied pursuant to this Declaration to provide the Association with
funds it requires to carry out its duties hereunder.

Section 2.4920 "Member" shall mean any person holding membership
in the Association.

Section 2.261 "Mortgage" shall mean any mortgage, deed of trust or
other document pledging a Lot or any interest therein as security for the payment of any
indebtedness. "First Mortgage" shall mean any mortgage which is not subject to or junior
to any lien or encumbrance, except liens for taxes and other liens which are given priority
by statute.

Section 2.242 "Owner" shall mean the record owner, whether one or
more persons or entities, of fee simple title to any Lot; provided, however, that prior to the
first conveyance of any Lot for value after this Declaration, the Owner shall mean the
Declarant unless the Declarant has designated its successor in ownership of fee simple title
to exercise the rights, duties and obligations of ownership.

Section 2.223 "Plat" shall mean the Plat of Fox Meadows Subdivision
as filed in the records of Gunnison County, Colorado, which is subject to these Protective
Covenants, and as the same may be amended, enlarged or revised from time to time and
affecting the Property.

Section 2.234 "Property" shall mean and include all of the property
subject to this Declaration.

Section 2.245 "Fox Meadows Subdivision" shall mean all of the
Property as set forth on Exhibit A and Exhibit B and shall also mean all of the Property as
may be platted or set forth on a plat filed in the records of Gunnison County, Colorado
pertaining to Fox Meadows Subdivision.

Section 2.256 "Single-Family Residence" shall mean the primary
residence on any Single-Family Lot designed for occupancy by the Owner of the Lot.

ARTICLE 3
USE OF FOX MEADOWS SUBDIVISION
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Section 3.1 Building Site Use. The Building Site of each Lot shall be used
for the construction, erection and maintenance of the Buildings situate upon a Lot as
provided in Article 7 of this Declaration of Protective Covenants.

Section 3.2 Use of Lot. Each Lot shall be for the exclusive use of the
Owner of the Lot, members of his family, his tenants and his guests. The Lot may be
utilized for landscaping, the installation and maintenance of utilities, irrigation ditches and
the water and sewer systems of Fox Meadows Subdivision.

Section 3.3 Water and Irrigation. All of the water and water rights as set
forth on attached Exhibit B ( the “Water Rights”) are owned, controlled and administered
by the Association. The Association shall have the further right to adopt such rules and
regulations as may be reasonably necessary to own, administer and control the Water
Rights.

Section 3.4 Wildlife.  Wildlife, in its natural state within Fox Meadows
Subdivision, will be encouraged. The usage of Fox Meadows Subdivision will be
accomplished in a manner to encourage and protect wildlife, and no hunting, fishing, or
taking of any wildlife shall be allowed except in accordance with all applicable laws, rules
and regulations, this Declaration and the rules and regulations of Fox Meadows
Subdivision.

Section 3.5 Partition of Lots. No Lot may be partitioned, subdivided nor,
in any manner, divided into two or more tracts of land except as set forth in this Declaration.

Section3.6 Combining of Lots. Inthe eventthatthe same Owner owns two
adjoining Lots and desires to change the location of the Building Envelopes for each Lot
to reflect a single Building Envelope for the combined usage of both Lots, the Owner may
do so subject to compliance with the following conditions:

3.6.1 By appropriate land covenant or other recorded document, the
Owner commits, agrees and covenants that both Lots will be treated as a single Lot
for the purpose of compliance with the Declaration of Protective Covenants and
must thereafter remain in common ownership by the same Owner.

3.6.2 The Owner submits to and obtains recorded approval from the
Design Review Board for a change of the Building Envelope.

3.6.3 If any Owner changes the location of a Building Envelope, in
addition to approval from the Design Review Board, the change in the Building
Envelope must be submitted to and approved by the Gunnison County Planning
Department under such terms as it designates.

Section 3.7 Use of Common Area. The Common Area shall be used
exclusively for:
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3.7.1 Agricultural purposes.

3.7.1 A Barn/Stable Facility to be constructed by the Association in
the building envelope set forth on the Plat.

3.7.1 Recreational uses as determined by the Association including
community parks, walking, horseback riding, bicycling, and
cross-country skiing.

3.7.1 Rights of way for the installation and maintenance of
utilities.

3.7.1 Ditches and irrigation structures and the irrigation of the
Common Area.

Section3.8 ManagementofGrazing. The utilization of the Common Area
or the Lots for the grazing of horses shall be governed by the following principles:

3.8.1 All grazing of horses on the Common Area shall be in
accordance with the practices and recommendations of
the Natural Resources Conservation Service, or another
equivalent agency or service (“Service”) and the Weed
Management Plan attached as Exhibit C.

3.8.2 The Association and the Owners shall utilize cross-
fencing, rotational grazing, partial day grazing and other
appropriate pasture management techniques to
maintain productive pasture.

3.8.3 The Association and any Owner of a horse shall
maintain a stubble height of at least 4 inches on all
pasturage.

ARTICLE 4
USE OF LOTS

Section 4.1 Residential Use. All Lots shall be used exclusively for
residential purposes and shall be limited to one Single-Family Residence with an attached
or detached Garage and one Accessory Building. No additional Buildings, Improvements,
or usage shall be permitted except as authorized by this Declaration and the Design
Guidelines.

Section 4.2 Building Site. The Single-Family Residence and Garage shall
be situate within the designated Building Site of the Lot.
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Section4.3 Garage. One Garage attached to or detached from the Single-
Family Residence may be constructed. All Garages shall, at a minimum by size, be a two
car garage and sufficient in size to park and store all motor vehicles, recreational vehicles,
all terrain vehicles, snowmobiles, boats and trailers located upon the Lot.

4.3.1 Accessory Buildings. One Accessory Building, as that term is
defined herein, shall be allowed for each Lot, not to exceed 1,000
square feet and for the purpose of storing those items of personal
property not allowed to be stored outdoors as per these Declarations,
and/or as barn for horses.

Section4.4 Approval of Use. No Improvement shall be constructed on any
Lot, except only as approved by the Design Review Board.

Section 4.5 Keeping of Horses. Owners shall be allowed to seasonally
graze and keep no more than 2 horses they own on the Lot upon the following conditions:

451 Temporary fence shall be erected, such as electric fence or
panels, to contain the horse within the Lot and to manage grazing, if a permanent
fence has not been constructed.

452 The Lot shall not be over-grazed and the stubble height
restrictions of paragraph 3.8 shall be maintained.

4.5.3 The feeding or keeping of horses through the non-irrigating
months on a Lot shall not be allowed, and the horse(s) must
either be boarded off-site or kept within the Barn/Stable Facility
on the Common Area.

Section 4.6 No Commercial Use. No commercial or business enterprise of
any nature shall be allowed or permitted on any Lot or within the Common Area or
Barn/Stable Facility, including the boarding of horses by non-Owners; provided, however,
that the Owner of a Lot may be permitted to conduct an in-home executive office or an in-
home occupation, artistic or literary activity on a Lot upon the prior approval by the Design
Review Board as to such occupation or activity. No such occupation or activity shall be
approved by the Design Review Board which would create a visual, sound or traffic
nuisance. Any such occupation or activity shall be subject to a reasonable limitation as to
the number of persons and the number and type of motor vehicles involved in such
occupation or activity. Certain in-home activities may require a Land Use Change Permit
from Gunnison County.

ARTICLE 5
DESIGN REVIEW AND APPROVAL
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Section 5.1 Board. The Board of Directors of the Association shall be the
Design Review Board.

Section 5.2 Review and Approval. No Single-Family Residence, Garage,
Building or Improvement shall be commenced, constructed, erected, maintained, altered
or changed upon any Lot, nor shall any Landscaping or fencing be accomplished, nor shall
any exterior addition, change or alteration be made, until the plans and specifications
therefor have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Design Review Board in the
manner hereafter set forth and contained in the Design Guidelines.

Section 5.3 Submission Requirements. Prior to the commencement of any
such construction or the accomplishment of any items requiring the approval of the Design
Review Board, an application, together with all plans and documents, for such Building,
Improvement or item shall be submitted to the Design Review Board for approval. The
submittal requirements and the method of review shall be as set forth in the Design
Guidelines.

Section5.4 Quorum. Amajority of the Design Review Board shall constitute
a quorum and all decisions of the Design Review Board shall be by a majority vote of the
members of the Design Review Board present.

Section 5.5 Final Decision. The decision of the Design Review Board as
to the final plan application shall be final, subject only to the right of judicial review as
provided by the laws of the State of Colorado. The Board shall indicate to any applicant,
in the event of disapproval of the final plan application, the reasons why the final plan
application was rejected and grant to the applicant an opportunity to resubmit with the
revisions and corrections that would bring the request for final plan approval into conformity
with the requirements of this Declaration of Protective Covenants and the Design
Guidelines.

Section 5.6 Rules and Regulations. This Design Review Board may adopt
such rules and regulations as are appropriate to govern its proceedings as a Design
Review Board.

Section 5.7 Design Review Fee. The Design Review Board shall adopt a
schedule of fees to be charged for each application submitted to the Design Review Board
for review and approval. Such fee shall be in an amount reasonably determined to cover
the actual costs and fees of the Design Review Board in processing the application. Such
fee shall be paid by the applicant on or before the date of hearing on the application.

Section 5.8 Limitation of Liability. The Design Review Board shall use
reasonable judgment in approving or disapproving all plans and specifications submitted
to it for review and approval. Neither the Design Review Board, nor any individual member
thereof, shall be liable to any person for any official act of the Design Review Board in
connection with the submittal of any plans and specifications for approval, except only to
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the extent that the Design Review Board, or any individual member thereof, acted with
malice or wrongful intent.

Section5.9 Building Permit. In addition to the approval requirements by the
Design Review Board, each Owner is responsible for obtaining all approvals, licenses and
permits as may be required by Gunnison County, Colorado, and any entity or district having
jurisdiction over the Lot prior to the commencement of construction.

Section 5.10 Variances. The Design Review Board may grant variances as
to the design requirements contained in this Declaration of Protective Covenants and the
Design Guidelines and the location of the Building Site under the following conditions:

5101 An application for a variance shall be submitted in the
same manner as is required for design review approval. If the requested variance
is part of an application for approval of a Building or other structure, such request
may be submitted as part of that application.

5.10.2 The location of the Building Site within any Lot may be
changed or adjusted by variance based upon the following criteria:

5.10.2.1 Such variance is necessary and desirable to take
advantage of terrain and site features for the construction of any
Improvement and such change would not unreasonably detract from the
Building Site, any other Lot or Fox Meadows Subdivision.

5.10.2.2 The application for such variance shall include a
certificate from a Professional Engineer licensed to do business in the State
of Colorado that it is an acceptable Building Site based upon geological and
soil condition.

5.10.2.3 Any change in location of a Building Site from that
shown on the Plat of Fox Meadows Subdivision shall be confirmed by an
amended plat of the Lot for which such variance is requested. The plat shall
be prepared by a licensed Colorado surveyor at the request of, and at the
cost of, the Owner of the Lot, signed by the Owner and approved by the
Design Review Board. Such amended plat of the Lot shall be filed in the
records of Gunnison County, Colorado.

5.10.3 A variance of the design requirements of this Declaration
or the Design Guidelines may be granted if such variance is reasonable, is in
keeping with the overall design requirements of Fox Meadows Subdivision and does
not unreasonably detract from the Building Site, any other Lot, or Fox Meadows
Subdivision.
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ARTICLE 6
DESIGN REQUIREMENTS

Section6.1 Design Requirements. Any Single-Family Residence, Garage,
Building or Improvement situate within Fox Meadows Subdivision shall comply with the
design requirements of this Article.

Section6.2 Building Site. Any Building or Improvement shall be constructed
entirely within the designated Building Site for the Lot.

Section 6.3 Uniform Building Code. All Buildings and Improvements shall
meet all of the requirements, including fire protection standards, of the Uniform Building
Code and any other building code or fire code of Gunnison County, Colorado then in effect.

Section6.4 Building Density. The following minimum and maximum building
densities are established for all Buildings, excluding basements or that level of a structure
constructed below the average ground level, lofts, decks, attics, enclosed walkways, and
balconies.

Single Family Lot

Residence: Minimum:  Not less than 245881800 square feet of
gross residential floor area.
Garage: Minimum:  Not less than 625 square feet of gross
floor area.
Maximum: Not more than 900 square feet of gross
floor area.

Barn/Stable Facility

Stables: Minimum: Not less than 7 individual horse
stalls.

Maximum: No more than 14 individual horse
stalls.

Aggregate Square Feet: The maximum gross floor area of the
Stable/Barn Facility shall not exceed 15,000
square feet.

Section 6.5 Height. The maximum height of any Building shall be 30 feet.
Chimneys, flag poles, and similar architectural features may extend above the height limit
a distance of not more than 25% of the height of the Building. Height shall be measured
in accordance with Section 5-403(1) of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution, as
amended.
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Section 6.6 Design Guidelines. The Design Review Board shall adopt
Design Guidelines which shall include all design requirements for the construction of any
Single-Family Residence, Garage, or other Improvements within Fox Meadows
Subdivision and the method of procedure and the plans and documentation that are
required by an applicant to submit an application to the Design Review Board. Such
Design Guidelines are in addition to the requirements of this Declaration, are supplemental
thereto and are enforceable in the same manner and shall have the same force and effect
as this Declaration. Such Design Guidelines may be altered, amended, revised, and
changed from time to time as determined by the Design Review Board.

Section 6.7 Exterior Lighting. Outdoor lighting shall meet the standards set
forth in Section 5-414 of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution, as amended.

Section 6.8 Fireplaces. Each Single-Family Residence constructed on a Lot
shall have no more than one approved solid fuel-burning devices. Any solid-fuel burning
device shall be installed pursuant to the standards and specifications defined by the
manufacturer of that device, or shall meet the clearances specified in the Uniform
Mechanical Code, subject to inspection and approval by the Gunnison County Building
Inspector and by the Gunnison Fire Protection District for compliance with the Gunnison
County Land Use Resolution Section 5-407, as amended.

ARTICLE 7
CONSTRUCTION, USE AND MAINTENANCE REQUIREMENTS

Section 7.1 Excavation. No excavation shall be made on any Lot, except
in connection with a Building approved in accordance with this Declaration of Protective
Covenants.

Section 7.2 Electrical. Telephone and Utility Services. All electrical,
telephone and utility services within any Lot shall be underground.

Section 7.3 Water Service. All Lots within Fox Meadows Subdivision shall
be connected to and utilize the existing individual or shared water wells. Each Owner of
a Lot shall be responsible for and shall be required to pay any costs of installation within
such Owner’s Lot, for the connection and use of such water well.

Section 7.4 Sewer Systems.

7.4.1 All Buildings designed for human occupancy shall initially be
connected with individual sanitation facilities. All individual sewage disposal
systems shall be constructed, installed and maintained in compliance with all
applicable rules and regulations of any governmental entity having jurisdiction over
the Property. All sewage disposal systems shall comply with the following:

7411 Any sewage disposal system in Fox Meadows
Subdivision shall be located as approved by the Design Review Board.
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7.4.1.2 All sewage disposal systems must meet all applicable
rules and regulations of Gunnison County, Colorado and the State of
Colorado.

74.1.3 The Owner of the Lot upon which any individual
sewage disposal system is located shall be responsible to at all times
maintain and operate such system in accordance with the applicable rules
and regulations of Gunnison County, Colorado and the State of Colorado.
The Association shall have the responsibility and authority to at all times
confirm that individual sewage disposal systems are being adequately
maintained and operated.

7.4.2 At such time as the statutes, rules and regulations of the
applicable governmental entities require that the Lots within Fox Meadows
Subdivision connect to a Sanitation District capable of providing sewer service to
Fox Meadows Subdivision, the Owners of all of the Lots within Fox Meadows
Subdivision shall be compelled and required to connect any building designed for
human occupancy to such collector sewer line upon the following conditions:

7.4.2.1 The Sanitation District is ready, willing and able to
provide sewer service to Fox Meadows Subdivision and has a collector sewer
line within 400 feet of Fox Meadows Subdivision.

7.4.2.2 The connection to such sewer line can be done in
accordance with all applicable county, state and federal statutes, rules and
regulations and pursuant to any permits, easements or rights of way required
by law.

7.4.2.3 Each Owner of a Lot shall be responsible for and shall
be required to pay any cost, including tap fees, user fees, and costs of
installation within such Owner’s Lot, for the connection and use of such
sewer services to the extent such costs and fees do not exceed the same
fees and costs charged by such Sanitation District to any user within the
boundary lines of such Sanitation District plus an amount equal to the
amount that the Owner of a Lot would be required to pay under the mill levy
of such Sanitation District if the Lot were within the District boundaries of the
Sanitation District. The Association shall have the power to assess and
collect such fees and costs as against the Owners of the Lots in the same
manner as is provided for other assessments of the Association.

7.4.2.4 The Association shall be responsible and required to
install any main or collector sewer line within Fox Meadows Subdivision and
to the existing collector sewer line of the Sanitation District as may be
required to provide sewer service connections to each Lot. The Association
shall assess and collect such costs of installation and connection as an
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assessment against the Owners of the Lots in the same manner as is
provided for other assessments of the Association.

7.4.3 In addition to the foregoing, the Association shall have the
power at any future time to require that all Lots within Fox Meadows Subdivision be
connected to and be a part of any sewer system and/or water system whether
owned or operated by the Association or owned and operated by any Special District
or other governmental or legal entity, which is capable of providing sewer and/or
water services to all Lots within Fox Meadows Subdivision. The Association shall
assess and collect such costs to accomplish the same as an assessment against
the Owners of the Lots in the same manner as is provided for other assessments
of the Association.

Section 7.5 Signs. No sign of any kind shall be displayed to public view on
any portion of any Lot, except only a sign not to exceed four square feet identifying the
Owner and/or address of the Lot, provided, however, that the Declarant, its successors and
assigns may place a “For Sale” sign on any lot prior to its original conveyance.

Section7.6 Drainage. No Owner shall do or permit any work, construct any
Improvements or do any Landscaping which shall alter or interfere with the natural drainage
of the Property, except to the extent the same is approved by the Design Review Board and
as authorized for any surface water discharge easement within the Property.

Section 7.7 Temporary Structures. No temporary structure, mobile home,
modular home, trailer house, travel trailer or recreational vehicle shall be permitted on any
Lot, except only as may be determined to be necessary during the period of construction
of the Single Family Residence as specifically approved by the Design Review Board.
Provided, however, a motor home, travel trailer or similar vehicle of any Owner or their
guests shall be permitted on a Lot for a short term period of time, not to exceed 30 days
in any one calendar year.

Section 7.8 Continuity of Construction. All construction, reconstruction,
alterations or Improvements shall be prosecuted diligently to completion and shall be
completed within twelve months of the commencement thereof, uniess an exception is
granted by the Design Review Board.

Section 7.9 Landscaping. The Lot and all Landscaping thereon shall be
maintained in its natural condition to the extent possible. Lawns and artificial Landscaping
shall be minimal and in no event shall an irrigated lawn and garden exceed 2,500 square
feet in total area. Irrigation of any Landscaping shall be utilizing the water rights set forth
in Exhibit B. No trees shall be cut or removed from any Lot except only (1) as required to
permit ingress and egress to and from the Building Site, (2) to clear the actual construction
site for any Single Family Residence or Garage, (3) to remove any diseased or dead trees,
(4) to remove any tree that poses a danger to any Building, (5) limited tree cutting approved
by the Board of Directors in the manner that will not be visible to any other Lot or as
required for Wildfire Safety, and (6) as may be approved by the Design Review Board.
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All surface areas disturbed during construction shall be promptly re-vegetated in
compliance with the Weed Management Plan attached as Exhibit C.

Section 7.10 Trash. No trash, ashes, garbage or other refuse shall be
allowed to accumulate or placed on any Lot or area within the Property. There shall be no
burning or other disposal of refuse out of doors. Each Owner shall provide suitable
receptacles for the temporary storage and collection of such refuse and all such
receptacles shall be screened from the public view and from the wind and protected from
animals (including black bears) and other disturbance.

Section 7.11 Abandoned or Inoperable Vehicles. Abandoned or inoperable
automobiles or motor vehicles of any kind, except as hereinafter provided, shall not be
stored or parked on any portion of a Lot. "abandoned or inoperable vehicle" shall be
defined as any vehicle which has not been driven under its own propulsion for a period of
three months or longer; provided, however, this shall not include vehicles parked by
Owners while on vacation. Upon approval of the Design Review Board, an Owner may
store a vehicle within a Garage which the Owner is remodeling or rebuilding for a period
of longer than three months. A written notice describing the "abandoned or inoperable
vehicle" and requesting removal thereof may be personally served upon the Owner or
posted on the unused vehicle; and if such vehicle has not been removed within seventy-two
hours thereafter, the Association shall have the right to remove the same without liability
to it, and the expense thereof shall be charged against the Owner.

Section 7.12 Noise. No exterior horns, whistles, bells or other sound devices,
except security devices used exclusively to protect the security of persons and
Improvements on any Lot, shall be placed or used on any Lot. No animals shall be kept
or maintained on any Lot which create a nuisance by noise, including without limitation,
barking dogs.

Section 7.13 Nuisance. No obnoxious or offensive activity shall be carried
on within the Property, nor shall anything be done or permitted which shall constitute a
public nuisance. No noise or other nuisance shall be permitted to exist or operate upon the
Property so as to be offensive or detrimental to any other part of the Property or its Owners
or occupants; provided, however, that this Section shall not apply to any noise or other
activity approved by the Design Review Board as to the construction of any Improvements.

Section 7.14 Hazardous Activities. No activities shall be allowed or
conducted on the Property which are or might be unsafe or hazardous to any person or
property. Such hazardous activities include, but are not limited to, fireworks, firearms, bow
and arrows, explosives, air or pellet guns or any similar type devices. No outside open fires
shall be permitted on any Lot unless contained within a cooking or barbecue type unit or
grill.

Section 7.15 Recreational Tracks Prohibited. No tracks, courses or jumps
may be constructed on any Lot for the use of bicycles, snowmobiles, motorcycles or any
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other mechanized recreational vehicles. The use of any such mechanized vehicles on a
Lot shall be limited solely to ingress and egress.

Section 7.16 Roads and Streets. The Association, for and on behalf of the
Owners of the Lots, shall be responsible for the proper maintenance of all private roads and
drives, including the resurfacing, grading, drainage and snow removal thereof and including
any construction after the initial construction by the Declarant or Kiowa Lane. The
Association shall specifically:

7.16.1 In the event that any road is not paved, to provide dust control not
less than once a year on any road following the commencement of
construction of any Building on a Lot served by such road and at any time
that the use of any road within the Property is the cause of dust pollution, to
provide dust control in the form of the use of magnesium chloride, oil
treatment, or other suitable dust retardant on the roads.

7.16.2 Have the power to grant to Gunnison County, Colorado, or public
or private utility providers any additional easements or rights of way as may
be required within the subdivision road or Common Area.

Section 7.17 Riaht to Ranch and F ce Out Reauirements. All Lots within
Fox Meadows Subdivision shall be used and maintained in recognition of the Right to
Ranch Policy of Gunnison County, Section 6-103 of the 2001 Gunnison County Land Use
Resolution, as amended, including Gunnison County and the State of Colorado
requirements to maintain fences and fence out livestock.

ARTICLE 8
ANIMALS

Section 8.1 Dogs and Cats. The Owner of a Lot may keep and maintain no
more than a maximum of 2 dogs and 2 cats within the Lot subject to the following
conditions:

8.1.1 All dogs and cats shall be confined by kenneling, leashing,
fencing or other physical constraint at all times. This restriction may be enforced by
Gunnison County at the expense of the Owner.

8.1.2 Theownershallat all times be personally liable and responsible
for all actions of any dog or cat and any damage caused by the dog or cat.

8.1.3 No dog may be left leashed or chained on a Lot for more than
fifteen minutes at one time. Dogs left on a Lot for more than fifteen minutes must
be confined by a fence or kennel.

8.1.4 No dog or cat shall create a nuisance nor noise problem within
Fox Meadows Subdivision.
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8.1.5 The ownerof any dog or cat shall be personally responsible and
liable for the cleanup of any excrement left by such dog or cat within Fox Meadows
Subdivision.

Section8.2 Horses. Each Owner shall be entitled to keep and maintain not
to exceed two horses within its Lot on a seasonal basis or within the Common Area in
accordance with the following restrictions:

8.2.1 Each Owner shall be entitled to board one horse in a horse stall
within the Barn/Stable Facility within the Common Area. If space permits, each
Owner shall be allowed to board one additional horse.

8.2.2 The Association shall establish a separate assessment and fee
schedule for the use of the Common Area for horse grazing and Barn/Stable Facility
for horse boarding. Owners boarding horses within the Common Area shall be
charged a separate fee to cover their proportionate cost for the boarding and
maintenance of horses of any Owner on the Common Area and in the Barn/Stable
Facility.

8.2.3 The Association shall establish rules and regulations for the
grazing and keeping of horses on the Common Area, including use of the
Barn/Stable Facility and the providing of services at the Barn/Stable Facility.

Section 8.3 Other Animals and Pets. No other animals or pets may be kept
or maintained by any Owner except upon the prior written permission of the Board of
Directors, provided, however, that in no event may livestock be kept or maintained on any
Lot. For purposes of this Section 8.3, livestock shall include, but not be limited to, cattle,
llamas, goats, sheep and hogs.

Section 8.4 Rules and Regulations. The Board of Directors shall adopt
suitable rules and regulations as to the keeping and maintaining of animals and pets within
Fox Meadows Subdivision. The Board of Directors shall have the sole authority to
determine that any such animal has created a noise, odor or nuisance problem within Fox
Meadows Subdivision.

Section 8.5 Impoundment of Animals. The Association is specifically
empowered to impound any animal running at large within the Property. The Owners shall
be notified that any adjacent landowner engaging in agricultural operations has the right
to destroy any dogs which are harassing livestock within that person’s property. Upon
impoundment, the owner of the animal, if known, shall be immediately notified and the
animal taken to the nearest facility which accepts impounded animals. It is the duty of the
owner of such animal to recover the animal from such facility and to pay all costs and fees
incurred in the impoundment of the animal. If the animal is not recovered by the owner in
accordance with the rules and regulations of the impoundment facility, the facility may
destroy the animal without liability to the facility, any other Owner or the Association by the
owner of such animal.
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ARTICLE 9
FOX MEADOWS SUBDIVISION HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION

Section 9.1 Government of Association. Fox Meadows Subdivision
Homeowners Association, a Colorado nonprofit corporation, shall be governed by and shali
exercise all of the duties, privileges and obligations set forth in this Article, and the Articles
of Incorporation and Bylaws of the Association.

Section 9.2 Members. Each Owner shall be a Member of the Association.
No Owner, whether one or more persons or entities, shall have more than one membership
per Lot owned by such Owner, but all persons owning each Lot shall be entitled to the
rights of membership and the use and enjoyment appurtenant to the ownership of each Lot.

Section 9.3 Termination of Membership. The right of membership in the
Association and the status as a Member shall terminate upon the termination of status as
an Owner of a Lot. Upon conveyance, sale or assignment of the Owner's interest, the
selling Owner shall be relieved of liability for Assessments levied from and after the date
of such sale or conveyance; provided, however, that no such sale or conveyance of any
ownership shall relieve an Owner of liability arising prior to the date of such sale or
conveyance.

Section9.4 Voting Rights. AliOwners within the Fox Meadows Subdivision
shall be Members of the Association. Each Lot shall be entitled to one vote in the
Association. The one vote for each Lot shall be exercised by the Owner and when more
than one person or entity holds an interest in a Lot, the vote for the Lot shall be exercised
as the Owners may determine among themselves, but the vote for the Lot shall be cast by
only one person.

Section 9.5 Compliance with Documents. Each Owner shall abide by and
have the benefit from the provisions, covenants, conditions and restrictions contained in
the Association Documents.

Section9.6 Rules and Regulations. The Association shall from time to time
adopt, amend and repeal rules and regulations to be known as the "Fox Meadows
Subdivision Rules and Regulations" governing, among other things, and without limitation:

9.6.1 The use and maintenance of all roads within Fox Meadows
Subdivision.

9.6.2 The maintenance and keeping of animals within Fox Meadows
Subdivision

9.6.3 Standards for the care, maintenance, and use of all Lots and
all Improvements, Buildings, grounds and Landscaping situate upon such Lots within
Fox Meadows Subdivision.
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9.6.4 Standards for the allocation and administration of irrigation water
to the individual Lots within Fox Meadows Subdivision.

9.6.5 Standards for the use of the Common Area and Barn/Stable
facility on the Common Area.

9.6.6 All matters delegated to the Association by this Declaration

ARTICLE 10
MAINTENANCE ASSESSMENTS

Section 10.1 Creation of Lien. Each Owner of any Lot, by acceptance of a
Deed therefor, whether or not it shall be so expressed in any Deed, is deemed to covenant
and agree to pay to the Association: (1) all Regular Assessments or charges; (2) any
Special Assessments or charges; and (3) any Default Assessments or charges; all of which
shall be fixed, established and collected as determined by the Association. The Regular,
Special and Default Assessments, together with interest, costs and reasonable attorneys'
fees, shall be a charge and continuing lien upon the Lot against which each such
Assessment is made until paid. Each such Assessment, together with interest, costs and
reasonable attorneys' fees, shall be the personal obligation of the Owner of such Lot at the
time when the Assessment became due.

Section 10.2 Purpose of Assessments. The Assessments levied by the
Association shall be limited to and used exclusively for the following:

10.2.1 The maintenance, repairs, snhow removal and
improvement of any private road or street within the Property.

10.2.2 Any maintenance, repair or improvement required to be
made by any Owner to any Improvement on any Lot which the Owner fails to do.

10.2.3 Any costs and expenses pertaining to the operation of
the Association in the performance of its duties.

10.2.4. Any purpose specifically provided for in this declaration.

10.2.5 Any other purpose approved by a majority vote of all
Members of the Association.

Section 10.3 Regular Assessments. The Board of Directors shall prepare a
budget prior to the beginning of each fiscal year of the Association and not less than thirty
days prior to the commencement of each fiscal year, the Board shall adopt a final budget
and shall determine, levy and assess the Association's Regular Assessments for the
following year.

Section 10.4 Special Assessments. In addition to the Regular Assessments
set forth in Section 10.3 above, the Board of Directors may levy, in any fiscal year, one or
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more Special Assessments for the purpose of defraying, in whole or in part, the cost of
any construction or reconstruction, repair or replacement within or upon any private roads
or to make up any shortfall in the current year's budget. Notice of the amount and due
dates for such Special Assessments shall be sent to each Owner at least thirty days prior
to the due date.

Section 10.5 Assessment for Each Lot. All Regular and Special
Assessments shall be apportioned and allocated equally among all Lots.

Section 10.6 Default Assessments. Any expense of the Association which
is the obligation of an Owner or which is incurred by the Association on behalf of the
Owner, shall be a Default Assessment and shall become a lien against such Owner's Lot
and may thereafter be foreclosed or otherwise collected as provided herein. Notice of the
amount and due date of such Default Assessment shall be sent to the Owner subject to
such Assessment at least thirty days prior to the due date.

Section 10.7 Nonpayment of Assessments. Any Assessment, whether
Regular, Special, or Default Assessment, which is not paid within thirty days of its due date
shall be deemed delinquent. In the event that any Assessment becomes delinquent, the
Association, in its sole discretion, may take any or all the following actions:

10.7 1 Assess a late charge of not more than 10% of the
amount due and owing per each delinquency.

10.7.2 Assess an interest rate charge from the date of
delinquency at a rate four points above the base rate or prime rate charged by the
Association's bank, or such other rate as shall be established by the Board of
Directors.

10.7.3 Suspend the voting rights of the Owner during any period
of delinquency.

10.7.4 Bring an action against any Owner personally obligated
to pay the delinquent Assessment.

10.7.5 File a Statement of Lien with respect to the Lot and
foreclose such lien in the manner hereafter set forth. The Association may file a
Statement of Lien by recording with the Clerk and Recorder of Gunnison County,
Colorado, a written statement with respect to the Lot, setting forth the name of the
Owner, the legal description of the Lot, the name of the Association and the amount
of the delinquent Assessments then owing, which Statement of Lien shall be signed
and acknowledged by the President, Vice President or Secretary of the Association
and which shall be sent by certified mail, postage prepaid, to the Owner of the Lot
at the latest address the Association may have in its records as to the Owner. Thirty
days following the mailing of such notice, the Association may proceed to foreclose
the Statement of Lien in the same manner as provided for the foreclosure of
mortgages under the statutes of the State of Colorado. Such Statement of Lien
shall secure all Assessments accruing or assessed subsequent to the date of
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recording of such Statement of Lien until the same have been satisfied and
released, together with the Association's attorneys' fees and cost incurred in the
preparation and recording of such Statement of Lien and any release thereof. In
any action for the payment or foreclosure of such Assessment, the Association shall
be entitled to recover as part of the action, the interest, costs and reasonable
attorneys' fees with respect to the action.

10.7.6 The Statement of Lien shall be superior to all other liens
and encumbrances on such Lot, except only any tax and assessment liens levied
by any government entity and the lien of any First Mortgage. Provided, however,
at all times the lien of the Association shall have priority and status over any other
lien or Mortgage as provided by the Colorado Common Interest Ownership Act, as
it now exists and as it may hereafter be amended.

Section 10.8 Successor's Liability for Assessment. In addition to the personal
obligation of each Owner of a Lot to pay all Assessments and the Association's lien on a
Lot for such Assessments, all successors to the ownership of a Lot shall be jointly and
severally liable with the prior Owner for any and all unpaid Assessments, interest, costs,
expenses and attorneys' fees against such Lot.

ARTICLE 11
ENFORCEMENT OF COVENANTS

Section 11.1 Violations Deemed a Nuisance. Every violation of this
Declaration of Protective Covenants, the Articles and Bylaws of the Association or any
Rules and Regulations adopted by the Association shall be deemed to be a nuisance and
is subject to all the remedies provided for the abatement thereof.

Section 11.2 Failure to Comply. The failure to comply with this Declaration,
the Design Guidelines, or any Rules and Regulations adopted by the Board of Directors or
the Design Review Board shall be grounds for an action to recover damages, or for
injunctive relief or for specific performance, or any of them under the following terms and
conditions:

11.2.1 Written notice of any violation or failure to comply with
this Declaration, the Design Guidelines or any Rules and Regulations adopted by
the Board of Directors or the Design Review Board shall first be given to any
Member or person as to such violation or failure to comply.

11.2.2 Such Member or person shall be given 10 days from the
date of such notice to correct such violation or failure to comply.

11.2.3 In the event that any Member or person believes that he
or she is not in violation or failure to comply, he or she may request an opportunity
for a hearing by the Board of Directors prior to the Association taking further action
or commencing any legal proceeding against such Member or person.
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11.2.4 Any action by the Association as against any such
Member or person shall be by resolution of the Board of Directors following notice
as above provided and granting to such Member or person an opportunity to be
heard before the Board of Directors.

Section 11.3 Who May Enforce. Any action to enforce any violation of any
provision of these Protective Covenants may be brought as follows:

11.3.1 By the Association in name of the Association and on
behalf of the Owners.

11.3.2 By the Owner of any Lot.

Section 11.4 No Waiver. The failure of the Board of Directors, the
Association, an Owner or Gunnison County, Colorado to enforce or obtain compliance as
to any violation, shall not be deemed a waiver of the right to do so for any subsequent
violation or the right to enforce any part of such documents.

Section 11.5 Right of Gunnison County, Colorado. The Board of County
Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado is specifically granted the right to enforce
these Protective Covenants and to bring any action as may be required for the violation of
these Protective Covenants. Gunnison County, Colorado may enforce this Declaration of
Protective Covenants at its sole discretion, without assumption of any liability whether or
not such enforcement is exercised, and without obligation to exercise such enforcement
in any circumstance. The ability of Gunnison County, Colorado to enforce this Declaration
is non-exclusive and does not preclude any other authorized party from enforcing the same.

ARTICLE 12
DURATION OF COVENANTS

Section 12.1 Term. The term of this Declaration of Protective Covenants,
and any amendments or supplements thereto, shall be from the date of recording in the
records of Gunnison County, Colorado and until January 1, 2032. Thereafter, this
Declaration of Protective Covenants shall be automatically renewed for successive periods
of ten years each, unless otherwise terminated or amended as hereafter provided.

Section 12.2 Amendment. This Declaration of Protective Covenants, or any
provision thereof, may only be terminated, extended, modified or amended as to the
Property subject to the Protective Covenants, or any portion thereof, upon the written
consent by the Owners of 75%67% or more of the Lots in the Property. Any such
amendment shall be by an instrument duly executed, acknowledged and recorded in the
records of Gunnison County, Colorado, and upon such recording shall be for the benefit
of and be binding on all Owners of Lots within the Property.

Section 12.3 Amendment by Declarant. Notwithstanding the provisions of
Section 13.2, the Declarant reserves the sole right and power to modify and amend this
Declaration of Protective Covenants, and all plats subject to this Declaration of Protective
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Covenants, by executing and recording such amendment in the records of Gunnison
County, Colorado. Such right or power of the Declarant is limited to (1) the correction of
any typographical or language errors in this Declaration of Protective Covenants and/or the
plats, (2) any corrections required to comply with the applicable laws, rules and regulations
of any governmental entity having jurisdiction over the Property, and (3) any changes or
corrections required to reasonably satisfy the requirements of any commercial lender to
provide financing for the purchase and/or construction of a Single Family Residence upon
any Lot, which are not contrary to the terms of the agreement. This right and power of the
Declarant to modify or amend this Declaration of Protective Covenants and the plats, in
whole or in part, as set forth in this Section, shall be effective only until (1) five years after
the date of construction of the first Improvements on the Property or (2) the date that 75%
of all Lots within the Property have been sold or conveyed to third person owners by the
Declarant, whichever occurs first. Provided, however, the Declarant may not amend or
revise the location and dimensions of any Lot which has been conveyed by Declarant to
another Owner, without the consent of such Owner.

Section 12.4 Required Approvals. No amendment or termination of the
Protective Covenants which amends or changes any of the terms and conditions of these
Protective Covenants shall be effective until such changes or amendments have been
approved by Gunnison County, which approval shall not be unreasonably withheld.

ARTICLE 13
PRINCIPLES OF INTERPRETATION

Section 13.1 Severability. This Declaration of Protective Covenants, to the
extent possible, shall be construed so as to give validity to all of the provisions hereof. If
any provision of this Declaration of Protective Covenants is determined to be invalid,
unenforceable or prohibited by any court, the same shall not affect any other provision or
section hereof and all other provisions and sections shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 13.2 Construction. In interpreting words herein, unless the context
shall otherwise provide or require, the singular shall include the plural, the plural shall
include the singular and the use of any gender shall include all genders.

Section 13.3 Headings. The headings on any section or article are included
only for purposes of convenient reference and shall not affect the meaning or interpretation
of this Declaration of Protective Covenants.

Section 13.4 Written Notice. All notices required under this Declaration of
Protective Covenants shall be in writing. Notice to any Owner shall be considered
delivered and effective upon personal delivery or five days after mailing by certified or
registered mail, return receipt required, to the latest address of such Owner on file in the
record of the Association at the time of such mailing.

Section 13.5 Limitation of Liability. Neither the Association nor any officer
or director, shall be liable to any party for any action or for any failure to take any action
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with respect to any matter arising by, through or under this Declaration of Protective
Covenants if the action or failure to act was made in good faith. The Association shall
indemnify all officers and directors with respect to any action taken in their official capacity
as provided in the Articles of Incorporation and Bylaws of the Association.

Section 13.6 Attorneys' Fees. If any legal action is commenced or
maintained in court, whether in law or in equity, as to the interpretation, enforcement,
construction or the determination of the rights and duties of the parties to this Declaration
of Protective Covenants or any provision of the Association Documents provided herein,
the prevailing party in any such action shall be awarded its reasonable attorneys' fees
together with all reasonable costs and expenses incurred in such action.

Section 13.7 Applicable Law. The proper jurisdiction and venue for any
action pertaining to the interpretation or enforcement of the Association Documents shall
be the District Court of Gunnison County, Colorado, unless otherwise chosen by the
Association and shall be interpreted, construed and governed by the laws of the State of
Colorado.

Section 13.8 Interest. Unless otherwise provided in this Declaration of
Protective Covenants, any sums, amounts or monies due and owing to the Association
under the Association Documents shall bear interest at 18% per year from the date due
until paid.

WEED MANAGEMENT PLAN
I. INTRODUCTION

Noxious weeds are non-native plant species which have been introduced into an environment with
few, if any, natural biological controls, thus giving them a distinct competitive advantage in
dominating and crowding out native plant species. They are aggressive, spread rapidly, possess a
unique ability to teproduce profusely, and resist control. Noxious weeds, such as Canada thistle and
white top, adversely impact Fox Meadows Subdivision by creating problems such as reducing
aesthetic value, choking out native vegetation, invading landscaped areas, decreasing property value,
and other concerns.

Soil disturbance such as roads, trails, and homesites are areas in which noxious weeds may become
established. In non-residential areas noxious weeds also threaten valuable wildlife habitat and other
natural resources.

IT. PLAN GOAL

The goal of this plan is "TO PREVENT AND/OR CONTROL THE SPREAD OF NOXIOUS
WEEDS IN FOX MEADOWS SUBDIVISION."

ITI. PLAN OBJECTIVES

1)  Control and/or eradicate Canada thistle within Fox Meadows Subdivision.
2)  Control and/or eradicate white top within Fox Meadows Subdivision.

3) To protect native vegetation within Fox Meadows Subdivision.

4)  Prevent the invasion of State and/otr County listed noxious weed species within Fox Meadows
Subdivision.

IV. MANAGEMENT ACTIONS - INTEGRATED WEED MANAGEMENT (IWM)

This weed management plan encourages Integrated Weed Management (IWM). IWM i1s a strategy
using a comptrehensive, interdisciplinary approach to manage noxious weeds. The purpose of
integrated weed management is to achieve healthy and productive natural and agricultural
ecosystems through a balanced program. This program will include, but not be limited to, education,
prevention measures, good stewardship and control methods.
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3. BIOLOGICAL CONTROL

Biological control involves the release of beneficial organisms such as insects, fungi, rusts, pathogens,
patasites, and diseases to diminish weed seed production, increase plant stress, and limit the expansion of
underground parts of the plant's reproductive system. This control method is best suited for large infestations.

4, HERBICIDE CONTROL

Herbicide control involves the application of EPA-registered hetbicides that ate effective on target noxious
weed species based on the best available scientific facts and cutrent technology to reduce weed infestations.
This method is a tool for perennials. The root must be killed to control and/or eradicate perennials.

While herbicides are a powerful tool, it must be tealized that they are just that; and should be used only as part
of an Integrated Weed Management Program (IWM).

Before applying herbicides,, homeownets and developet(s) are strongly encouraged to attend Private Pesticide
Applicator training provided by the Gunnison Basin Weed Commission. This training combined with the
careful use of hetbicides according to the product label will help to ensure safe and proper use. Commercial
applicators are also available for noxious weed control. Contact the Gunnison Basin Weed Commission for a
list of these applicators.

Control methods ate at the discretion of the homeowner/ developet(s), however, the method chosen should
be appropriate for the noxious weed species being controlled and the atea it is growing in. Fifteen County and
seventeen State listed noxious weeds ate mandated by law (C.R.S. 35-5.5, et. seq.) to be controlled. There are
also two other categories of State listed noxious weeds.

The developers and homeownets should contact the County Weed Coordinator, Adena Green, for assistance
in determining the approptiate management action for the noxious weeds present. Recommendations are
sight specific and species specific.

V. RESPONSIBILITIES

Initially it is the responsibility of the developert to control noxious weeds within Fox Meadows Subdivision.
The Homeowners Association will assume responsibility for controlling noxious weeds along subdivision
roadways, and open space. Homeowners will be responsible for controlling noxious weeds on their property
ot in cooperation with the Homeowners Association.

'The Gunnison County Weed Coordinator, Adena Green. will be available to assist the
homeowners/developer(s) with weed identification, weed management strategies and to provide educational
materials on noxious weeds. Colorado State University Cooperative Extension can also provide educational
matetials on noxious weeds.

VI. MONITORING/EVALUATION

An Integrated Weed Management Progtam should be evaluated each year to determine whether or not the
program is successful in achieving the plan goal and objectives. This will allow developers and homeowners of
Fox Meadows Subdivision to make appropriate changes to ensure the success of their weed management

program.

1. Outbreak of Campylobacter Associated with a Raw Milk Dairy in Gunnison

CDPHE and several local public health agencies are investigating an outbreak of Campylobacter
infections among persons who consumed unpasteurized milk from a cow share operation in
Gunnison County. The outbreak was detected last Tuesday, April 23, by a CDPHE field
epidemiologist when staff from two local public health agencies contacted her to report consuming
unpasteurized milk. Each case had consumed milk from the same raw milk dairy. Gunnison and
Montrose County health officials visited the dairy on April 25, 2013 to conduct a thorough
investigation and to obtain a list of shareholders as well as fresh raw (unpasteurized) milk from the
dairy. This sample was split and sent for testing simultaneously at the CDPHE lab and a private lab
with whom the dairy contracts.

CDPHE staff are continuing a full epidemiologic investigation, including interviewing all 150+
shareholders of the dairy to inform each shareholder about the outbreak, cautioning them to discard
any remaining milk, determining the extent of the outbreak, assessing exposures, and obtaining
additional stool and raw milk samples from currently ill and previously ill individuals. As of April
29, the dairy voluntarily suspended distribution of raw milk pending the completion of the
investigation. To date, 5 cases of culture-confirmed Campylobacter infection associated with the
dairy have been identified in residents of Montrose (1) Gunnison (3) and Eagle (1) Counties. Cases
range from 2 to 59 years of age, with onset dates ranging from April 8th to April 22nd. In addition,
approximately 20 suspect cases from Gunnison, Eagle, and Chaffee counties have been identified.
Campylobacter has been cultured from milk tested at both the CDPHE laboratory and the private
laboratory.

The dairy's website lists pickup sites in Gunnison, Montrose, Eagle, Chaffee, Summit, Lake, Park
and San Miguel counties. CDPHE asks that all local public health agencies assess exposure to
unpasteurized milk during enteric disease interviews. Clinical labs in those counties where milk is
distributed are asked to send Campylobacter isolates to the CDPHE lab until further notice.

Guidance for Emergency Departments and Healthcare Providers
June 7, 2013

****Health care providers: Please distribute widely in your office****

KEY POINTS:

e The Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment (CDPHE) has confirmed a
second measles case in an adult male who was exposed to the initial patient at a
physician’s office on May 23.

¢ While infectious 6/2-6/6, the second case visited multiple venues in the South Denver
Metro Area. See next page for specific locations.

e Individuals being seen with a rash iliness and fever should be assessed for measles.

¢ Immediately report all suspect measles cases to your local health agency or CDPHE (303-
692-2700. After-hours call: 303-370-9395). Do not wait until laboratory results are
available before reporting suspect measles cases.

e Assure that all staff in health care settings have documentation on file of immunity or 2
MMR vaccinations. Staff without this documentation may be excluded from the health
care facility if they are exposed to measles.

e Be prepared for and encourage a higher demand for MMR vaccine; the public is advised
to seek vaccination if unvaccinated.
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EPIDEMIOLOGIC INFORMATION:

The incubation period for measles ranges from 7 — 21 days, and susceptible individuals exposed to the
second person with measles could develop measles symptoms between June 9 and June 23.
Additional cases have not been identified, but may occur since the person had wide community
exposure 6/2-6/6, during his infectious period. MMR vaccination coverage in Colorado is below the
established herd immunity threshold and the potential exists for the ongoing transmission of measles.

RECOMMENDATIONS / GUIDANCE
VACCINATION:

Children should routinely receive two doses of MMR vaccine. The first dose should be administered at
age 12-15 months and the second dose should be administered at age 4-6 years (at the time of school
entry). The minimum recommended interval between doses is 28 days.

Adults who do not have proof of immunity should receive one or two doses of MMR vaccine depending
on their risk of infection. The minimum recommended interval between doses is 28 days.
e Adults at high risk of infection (including health care personnel, college students and
international travelers) should receive two doses of MMR vaccine.
e Adults not at high risk of infection should receive at least one dose of MMR vaccine.

DIAGNOSIS:

The diagnosis of measles should be considered in any person with a generalized maculopapular rash
and a fever, especially if accompanied by cough, coryza, or conjunctivitis (immunocompromised
patients may exhibit an atypical rash or no rash).

Measles Symptoms:

Prodrome: Rash:
Fever (usually > 101 degrees F) Usually begins on face 2-4 days after prodrome onset
Cough Typically spreads downward/outward to hands and feet
Coryza (runny nose) Typically is a maculopapular rash
Conjunctivitis Lasts at least 3 days
TESTING:

Draw a serum specimen (red top tube or separator tube) for measles IgM testing. After
consultation with CDPHE Communicable Disease Section staff at (303) 692-2700, specimens
from highly suspect cases may be referred to the CDPHE laboratory for testing and additional
specimens (e.g., urine and throat) for viral testing will likely be requested.






INFECTION CONTROL:

e Suspected measles patients (i.e., persons with febrile rash illness) should be removed from
emergency department and clinic waiting areas as soon as they are identified.

¢ In HOSPITAL settings, patients with suspected measles should be placed immediately in an
airborne infection (negative-pressure) isolation room (if available). If possible, they should not be sent
to other parts of the hospital for examination or testing procedures. The exam room should not be
used for 2 hours after the suspect measles patient leaves.

¢ In CLINIC settings, patients with suspected measles should be quickly placed in a private room with
the door closed and asked to wear a surgical mask, if tolerated. The exam room should not be used
for 2 hours after the suspect measles patient leaves.

¢ Only health care providers with presumptive evidence of measles immunity should have contact
with the patient.

¢ All health care personnel should have presumptive evidence of measles immunity
documented and on file at their work location.

¢ Current recommendations state that for healthcare personnel, presumptive evidence of measles
immunity includes two doses of MMR vaccine, serologic evidence of immunity to measles, or
physician-diagnosed measles (during a measles outbreak, there may be additional vaccination
recommendations).

Finalizing the needs of 5 distinct user groups
The structure of the project is clear. Our client is Gunnison County.
The buildings user groups include:
e County administrative offices
* The elected Board of County Commissioners
* Courtrooms for the State of Colorado 7th Judicial District and
administrative offices
* Holding cells and secure circulation paths for the Gunnison County
Sheriff’'s Department and possibly other law enforcement agencies
. The'?ener'al public and communities of Gunnison County
We will provide specific, objective analysis of the needs with the
understanding that we have addressed function, form, economy
and time design determinants affecting all user groups as they are
evaluated by Gunnison County.

The Original 1881 Courthouse

Central to the design effort is the restoration of the original 1881
Courthouse. As noted in the initial study this Courthouse has been
added onfto and modified at least seven times. The art of selective
demolition requires special attention not only assuring the structural
competence of the existing structure but restoring It to the point
that its remodel recognizes the unique character of late 19th
century Gunnison County. In effect, the rather delicate restoration
must address the celebration of its historical context, the adaptive
re-use of the structure as the entry into the new courthouse and the
careful structural demolition efforts occurring on 3 sides.

Specific Attention to the Renovation and adaptive re-use of the
1881 Courthouse:

a. Renovation work will be required for the original 1881 courthouse
to restore it to its original form, to fix deterioration, and to
accommodate the new program. Renovation work may include
new structural walls, removing structural walls, new MEP openings
through roofs and floors, new MEP equipment, and new drifting
snow loads on the existing roof. Structural drawings for the existing
structure are not available; investigation and documentation of the
structure will be required.

b. The original construction is quite old which will require the
contractor to exercise care during demolition and renovation. We
will work to protect the structure by documenting the structural
conditions and alerting the contractor to items requiring special
care. We will consult on the demolition specification to ensure it
adequately addresses the fragility of the structure, and we will
review the condition of the structure while conducting site visits.

Public Input and Participation

Civic architecture and courthouses in particular play a major role
in documenting the culture of our society. The proposed Gunnison
County Courthouse must recognize the Gunnison community’s
opinion of what their courthouse architecture must provide both
functionally and aesthetically to the Gunnison community. It's
not an easy task. The team knows that presentation of design
alternatives must carefully include context as well as precedent
studies to interpret desired design direction. We will present in an
atmosphere of collaboration using our skills as designers to guide
public opinion in the direction of design consensus.





1. ProJECT UNDERSTANDING

Communication

The decision to use a CMGC delivery system is commendable and
challenging at the same time. The success of the project relies on
developing arelationship between the design team and the CMGC
with the singular goal of successful completion of the project. We
want the relationship with the CMGC to be symbiotic. We propose
to assign a major portion of our Project Manager's effort to creating
a continuous design and construction dialogue with the proposed
CMGC. Ourintent and I'm sure, that of the CMGC, is to have a final
GMP in line with the County’s budget for the project.

Clarity in Consensus Building

Noted earlier are the 5 distinct user groups for the proposed project.
These major groups may indeed have sub-groups with agendas
that differ from the salient, identified goals of the project. There
can be no hidden agendas. The consensus building process in the
early programming and planning as well as consensus amongst
projected users in the design phases has to transcend the interests
of managers, judges, facility personnel and the CMGC in order to
achieve project success. We are methodical in our approach and
will provide the tools and techniques to objectively state the issues
surrounding solving the interests of all throughout the process.

Multi-discipline Team Management

Without question the successful management of a multi-discipline
team is pivotal to project success. We pride ourselves in developing
team members who share the clarity of our mission. Knowing when
members must input their participation is the role of our project
manager. Communication, much like the process developed
between the desié;n team and the CMGC, must be designed to
include the varied inputs of the designers and users. We will use
technology to gather team members to virtual meetings when
necessary to keep momentum on project progress.

COURTHOUSES / MEANING

Regarding the more specific topic of courthouse design, a number of related issues present themselves.
The role of the building within the community — it's meaning and how this meaning is conveyed by its
appearance is especially important. In today's world of increasing social and cultural diversity, the visual
attributes of public buildings tend to mean different things to different people. A traditional image of
stability, a classical portico for instance, might convey a sense of permanence and judicial fairness to
some and an impression of remote and uncaring government to others. Likewise, a building that aims
to be neutral and devoid of associate meaning can be confusing in its lack of commitment.

ACCESSIBILITY & OPENNESS

Perhaps remembering that the judiciary and the courthouse are integral parts of the community might
approach this issue. This role might be conveyed in built form by projecting a condition of accessibility
and openness along with a parallel sense of institutional stability and fairness; by making sure that
the building does not isolate itself but, in fact, relates directly to the physical and spatial, fabric of the
community. Buildings that recognize and converse with their physical surroundings also hold the possibility
of establishing communication with their social setting, helping to initiate or maintain a meaningful bond
between the institutions they represent and the people they serve.

COURTHOUSES AND THE COMMUNITY

By recognizing its community’s larger patterns of activity —commercial, public, etcetera—and by helping
to give further definition to these patterns, the courthouse can expand upon its symbolic presence and
also become a more integral participant in the general life of the community.

FUNCTIONAL RESILIENCE

In considering functional performance, it isimportant, that the building be planned to effectively respond
to future changes of use. This might mean that a distinction be made between spaces of most stable
use patterns- Courtrooms and chambers perhaps — and those, like general office spaces, that are more
likely to be subject to incidental change across time. In any case, all spaces of the building should reflect
clear planning principles with respect to factors such as access and circulation, scale and dimension
of workspace, short-term flexibility, electronic servicing, environmental conditioning and relationships
to natural lighting and view.

Good buildings are also durable and resilient buildings. This attribute relates not only to quality of
construction, but also to the usefulness of the building. Regardless of size, budget and present use
demands, a well-conceived building should have the robustness to respond to inevitable changes of
use across time.

Concept Design Alternatives

Alternatives in building massing requested by the County include;
1. Separating the Court functions and county functions in distinct
wings. 2. Wrapping the new construction around the existing 1881
courthouse are valid approaches to solving the problem. These will
be documented to the level of concept design of Option 4 in the
initial study. The alternatives will be evaluated in terms of Function,
Form and Economy. An updated concept design estimate will be
completedfor Option4 and comparative estimateswillbe completed
for the two alternative schemes. Our process is collaborative and we
are scheduling an interim and final work session to present, review
and revise the three schemes with the intent of finalizihg concept
direction for the subsequent design phase.
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3. ABILTY TO ACCOMMODATE THE PROGRAMMING AND DESIGN SCHEDULE

Schematic Design Focus

Schematic design phases address the issues of plan development,
massing/envelope, sectional development and site. Each phase
includes 2 on-site work sessions with County and Judicial personnel.
There will be a total of 6 on-site meetings and a final presentation to
the BoCC and public. This is where the design direction(s) identified
in the Visioning and Precedents begins to take form in architectural
style and materiality.

A second but as important focus of this phase is the development
of adequate detail to provide the necessary base used in the
selection process of the CMGC. The design needs certain clarity of
form, materials and systems at this schematic level to attain credible
construction cost estimates from each of the proposing CMGC:s.

Design Development

Design development focuses on more detailed design and identifies
material, equipment and finish specifications in out line form to
provide adequate information to visibly describe the design and allow
a more detailed CMGC estimate. We will participate in the CMGC
selection process evaluating their proposals and participating in the
necessary interviews. We are proposing a DD effort that includes
continuous coordination with the Owner, users and CMGC so that
expectations of construction cost, quality and program are met. Our
project manager will develop this methodology in conjunction with
the selected CMGC jointly defining common goals and aspirations.

Construction Documents
The final design phase is the production of construction documents.
Unique and critical in this phase are the following:

* Vacating the existing building scheduled for end of December 2013

* Consideration of construction phasing that addresses the special
needs of the preservation and adaptive re-use of the 1881

* Executing the hazardous material survey and assisting the Owner
in the Owner’s selection of an abatement contractor

and means. The effort will include a separate bid package which
may be followed by another separate bid package for selective
demolition of the existing facility as managed by the CMGC.

* Coordination of the pre-construction efforts of the CMGC
will continue as defined in the design development phase. A
major portion of our proposed project manager’'s effort will
be in continuing the dialogue with the CMGC with the goal of
completing an accurate construction cost estimate and final
GMP by the time building permit drawings are approved.

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4. OWNER PARTICIPATION

We promote an interactive process with the participation of decision
makers, members of the community and those who will use the
facilities. The Roth Sheppard Humphries Poli Team believes that
successful projects are only possible with good communication
among all project team members.

PROJECT STRATEGIES

Our proposed methodology offers a distinctly intense and
collaborative series of work sessions and meetings. We will assist
the owner and stakeholders in their preparation, ask that they be
prepared, be able to schedule the necessary time at the appropriate
stages of the process and be able to convey their concerns openly.

a.) Quality Control for every project begins with the Project Team,
led by Herb Roth.

d.) Our team is thoroughly experienced in generating, evaluating,
and projecting operating and construction costs for new
construction. Our expertise in assessing and costing reinforces
the team’s ability to make informed evaluations of all concepts
proposed, ensuring library patrons receive the benefit of the best
possible solution to meet their needs.

Cost control is not simply a passive method of projecting operating
costs but a management tool for controlling them and assuring
their appropriateness to the client’s objective. We have developed
positive management techniques to evaluate the major cost
determinants: utilities, maintenance, insurance and staffing. These
cost determinants and resulting projections are established and
reviewed with the Owner on an on-going basis through the decision-
making process.

It is also important to acknowledge that an adequate budget must
be based on a realistic assessment of the potential contingencies
inherent in a project. When this happens, the budget must provide
for an effective and timely response. The team must soberly
evaluate a budget for contingencies, without raising false hopes
that everything will go exactly according to plan. One thing is
certain: virtually every project uncovers unexpected conditions. On
the positive side, these often present opportunities for innovations
and improvements that enhance the project’s overall value.
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5. QuALtY oF DOCUMENTS AND ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICE

The process for the Gunnison County Courthouse project will involve
three phases of research:

1. Investigation of existing operating costs from historical data

2. Research of national databases and contacting similarly-sized
facilities

3. Performing a preliminary engineering analysis of the building’s
energy requirements

The design team will research the existing operating costs for the
courthouse from the past fiscal year for gas, electrical, telephone,
water, sewer, storm sewer, maintenance (cleaning) and insurance.
These costs will be converted to a square foot cost basis. Inifial
conversations will be held with the local utility providers to determine
whether cost increases are anticipated for the next several years.
This information will then be used to adjust the square foot costs
from the previous fiscal year. Simultaneous with this effort, the
mechanical and electrical engineering team wil provide a
preliminary analysis of the projected energy requirements through
modeling the conceptual design. It should be noted this work is
highly preliminary in nature due to basic assumptions on the form
and orientation of the building which has not been finalized.

An additional step will be researching and contacting similar sized
municipal facilities around the US to get a true sense of whether
the local costs when applied to a larger facility are still appropriate.
A final step will include an evaluation of the specific equipment
needs inherent in a larger library facility, equipment not currently
used in the existing building, will also be conducted. The agreed
upon operating costs will be multiplied by the projected square
footage to establish a benchmark for operating. These costs will
require adjustment on an annual basis in response to increases/
decreases in the consumer price index to more accurately reflect
yearly budget costs.

Projections for capital costs will be developed through the use of
historical cost data for the courthouse construction and operations,
in addition to local costs, including equipment, building construction
and site demolition, site preparation and fees normally associated
with projects of this nature. Operational costs will include personnel
requirements (salaries and work benefits), building operations,
collection development and automation, and communications based
on information available from County staff. Cost data will be projected
forward to the anticipated year of construction. Comparative data
for capital and operating costs will be developed for each facility.

BYLAWS

GUNNISON COUNTY TRAILS COMMISSION
Article |
Name

The name of the organization shall be the Gunnison County Trails Commission, hereinafter
referred to as “Trails Commission”.

Article Il

Purpose

The purposes for which the Trails Commission is formed are set forth in the Resolution 95-
7 adopted by the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF GUNNISON COUNTY on
the 21° day of February, 1995.

The Trails Commission shall be responsible for assisting and advising the BOARD OF
COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF GUNNISON COUNTY and its subsidiaries concerning
alternative modes of transportation.

Article 1l

Membership and Terms

Pursuant to the Gunnison County Board of Commissioner’s Resolution 95-7 and 99-9, the
Trails Commission shall be comprised of nine (9) members, and all must be Gunnison
County residents.

A. Members shall be appointed by the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF
GUNNISON COUNTY as follows:

1. Nine members at large composed of representatives from the North end of the
Valley, the City of Gunnison and surrounding area and a representative from the
ranching community. The members should also represent the differing user
groups, including hikers, bicyclers, skiers, equestrians and motorized.

2. Ex- off|0|o membershlp shall be gwen granted to one named representatlve from

gFanted—te State Federal agencues and orgamzed tra#—user groups that want to
assist and advise the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County and
its subsidiaries concerning alternative modes of transportation.

B. All terms will be for a period of three years.

C. Vacancies in the panel shall be appointed by the BOARD OF COUNTY
COMMISSIONERS OF GUNNISON COUNTY for the unexpired term.

D. County Staff Assistant: An Administrative Assistant from the Public Works Department
will prepare all vouchers for approval, prepare the agenda and prepare and distribute
the minutes. They will also schedule food and transportation as needed.

Article IV

Officers

A. The officers of the Trails Commission shall consist of the Chairperson, Vice
Chairperson, Communications Specialist Officer, Project Leaders.

B. The officers shall be elected at the April meeting of Trails Commission by its
membership.

C. The term of office shall be for one (1) year.
D. Vacancies occurring in any office shall be filled for the unexpired term.
E. Project Leaders shall be appointed as needed, not elected.

Article V

Duties of Officers

A. The Chairperson shall preside at all meetings at which he or she is present, and shall
coordinate the work of the Trails Commission in order that the purpose of the
organization may be fulfilled. In addition the chairperson shall act as spokesperson for
the commission, unless as otherwise designated.

B. The Vice Chairperson shall perform the duties of the Chairperson in the absence of the
Chairperson and other duties as assigned by the Chairperson and or the Trails
Commission.

C. The Communications Speecialist Officer will be responsible for monitoring grant
opportunities and deadlines and advising the Commission about potential opportunities.
They will also be responsible for writing letters of support for Commission review and
approval.

D. The Project Leaders will be assigned to each open project or priority as the lead on the
project. As the Leader the member is responsible for moving the project forward
including scheduling needed meetings, involving other Commission members as needed
and preparing reports for the Commission. The report may be verbal, written or an email
that could be included as a note under the agenda item.
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Article VI

Meetings

A. Meetings of the Trails Commission shall be held the second Monday of the month
unless it is a holiday recognized by Gunnison County, otherwise by a vote of the Trails
Commission, at a location and time determined by the Trails Commission and or the
Chairperson.

B. In the event a regular meeting date or time is changed, 24 hours notice shall be given to
each member by personal contact.

C. Special meetings may be called by the chairperson and or a majority of the members.
In the event a special meeting is called, notice of the meeting time and place along with
the agenda, must be noted on Gunnison County’s official posting board and given to the
members at least 24 hours in advance of the meeting.

D. A quorum shall consist of a simple majority (51%) of the members, and a quorum must
be present to take official actions, and official actions must be approved by a majority
vote. Voting can be done at the meeting in person or by fax or electronic version
transmissions of signed proxies in lieu of presenting original proxy.

F. All meetings of the panel shall be open to the public and noticed in compliance with
county policy.

Article VII

Administering Trails Commission Policy

The task of the Trails Commission is to promote and implement the goals and mission of
the Gunnison County Trails Master Plan which has been adopted by the Trails Commission
and is reviewed annually.

Policy on Letters of Support:

The Trails Commission meets on the second Monday of each month. The request for a
letter of support must be received in time to be placed on the agenda, which is published at
least 24 hours in advance, and must be reviewed by the Commission.

The request must include the following information:

1. The applicant must explain how the project meets the goals and objectives of the
Trails Commission as defined in the Mission Statement.

2. Who is requesting the letter and to whom should the response be addressed
3. Who or what will benefit from the request

4. A timeline of the project for which the request is being written.
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The Trails Commission will take formal action on the request. If it is approved, a member
will write the letter for the group.

Article VIl
Attendance

Pursuant to the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF GUNNISON COUNTY
Resolution 99-9 paragraph 6:

Good governance requires that a member should attend monthly Trails Commission
meetings. Consistent attendance by Commission members at monthly meetings creates a
cohesive environment and leads to progress on ongoing projects. Absence of three
consecutive monthly meetings by a member requires a review of the situation by the other
members of the Trails Commission. This review may result in a request to the BOARD OF
COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF GUNNISON COUNTY to remove the member from the
Trails Commission.

Article IX

Rules of Order

All questions of parliamentary procedure shall be settled according to Robert's Rules of
Order when ever the questions are not consistent with the Bylaws of the Trails
Commission.
Article X
Amendments to the Bylaws
Amendments to the Bylaws shall be presented to the Trails Commission at a regular

meeting, and by two thirds vote at the next regular meeting, they may be recommend to the
BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF GUNNISON COUNTY for approval.

TEMPORARY ROAD USE AGREEMENT

THIS TEMPORARY ROAD USE AGREEMENT (hereinafter “Agreement”) is made and
entered into on this __ day of June, 2013, by and between the ROTARY CLUB OF
GUNNISON, CO, USA, INC., whose address is P.O. Box 1274, Gunnison, Colorado
81230-1274 (hereinafter “Rotary”) and the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF
THE COUNTY OF GUNNISON, COLORADOQO, a political subdivision of the State of
Colorado, whose address is 200 E. Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado 81230 ( hereinafter
"Gunnison County" ).

FOR AND IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual covenants and promises hereinafter set
forth, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. GRANT OF PERMISSION TO USE.

Gunnison County grants to Rotary temporary permission to use a portion of County Road
49 (the “Property”) only as set forth herein.

2. TERM OF USE.

Rotary shall temporarily use a portion of County Road 49 from July 4, 2013 at 6:00am
MDT to July 5, 2013 at 10:00a.m. MDT.

3. ROTARY'S USE LIMITED.

Rotary’'s use of County Road 49 shall be for and limited to a single special event for the
benefit of the public, specifically limited to use of the Property for a fireworks aerial display
special event in accordance with Rotary’s historical use of the Property for such event.

4. OBLIGATIONS OF THE RESPECTIVE PARTIES.

a. Rotary shall ensure closure of County Road 49 from its intersection with
Teller Street to af] traffic, including but not limited to foot, bicycle and vehicle traffic,
with the exception of Gunnison County personnel, emergency vehicles, law
enforcement, and Rotarian traffic for the set up, conduct and clean up of fireworks
aerial display special event.

b. Rotary agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison County,
its agents and employees of and from any and all liability, claims, liens, demands,
actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable attorney’'s and
expert's fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost, damage or injury,
including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind caused by the
misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of Rotary or its employees, sub-
consultants or agents in connection with Rotary’s use of the Property pursuant to
this Agreement. This provision 4.b. shall survive any termination or expiration of the





Term of Use period or this Agreement with respect to any liability, injury or damage
caused or occurring prior to such termination.

¢. Rotary shall ensure that Gunnison County is named as an additional
insured, or has the named benefit of, the insurance coverage of Rotary regarding the
fireworks aerial display special event, with limits no less than:

i.  Forany injury to one person in any single occurrence, Three
Hundred Fifty Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($350,000.00);
and

ii. Foran injury to two or more persons in any single occurrence, the
sum of Nine Hundred Ninety Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars
($990,000.00).

Rotary shall fumish to Gunnison County current certificates of such
insurance to Gunnison County no later than Friday, June 28, 2013.

Nothing in this Agreement, including but not fimited to the required or the
existence of the insurance required hereunder is or shall be deemed a waiver by the
Rotary or Gunnison County of any defense or claim of sovereign immunity, nor a
waiver of any other provision of law relating to the liability of governmental units or the
limits thereof.

This provision 4.c. shall survive any termination or expiration of this
Agreement with respect to any liability, injury or damage caused or occurring prior to
such termination.

d. Rotary shall be responsible for, and shali promptly pay to Gunnison County,
all reasonable costs to repair any damage to County Road 49 caused by Rotary’s use
of the Property under this Agreement.

e. Rotary shall shoot the fireworks vertically to keep FOD to a minimum on the
Airport Safety and Movement Areas. Gunnison County will continue to work with the
Rotary on FOD issues.

f. Rotary will need to keep emergency access routes open through San Juan
and Teller streets and keep an emergency access route down County Road 49,

g. Rotary will be responsible for communicating with the i-Bar for access
needs they have during the road closure period. Gunnison County will notify the
lessees of the ranch that could possibly have animals in the pastures along County
Road 49.

h. Should any damage happen to adjacent fences, Rotary will be responsible
for fixing the damage.





i.  Gunnison County will NOTAM the fireworks.

j. Instead of closing the Airport runway on July 4, 2013, Gunnison County wilt
close the easterly 1,000 feet of the Airport runway and NOTAM that approaches on
Runway 24 and Departures on Runway 06 will be out of service from 8:00 p.m. until
11:00 p.m. on July 4th.

k. There is not a commercial plane scheduled to arrive during the fireworks
display time period, however, Gunnison County shall notify the local station and local
pilots of the firework activities.

l.  Gunnison County shall cocrdinate fire protection, with the Gunnison Fire
Department and the ARFF crew.

m. Gunnison County Airport Personnel will monitor UNICOM and area traffic
during the fireworks display time period.

5 NON-WAIVER.

No covenant or condition of this Agreement may be waived except by the written consent
of the parties hereto. Forbearance or indulgence by either party in any regard
whatsoever shall not constitute a waiver of the term or condition to be performed by the
other party to which the same may apply, and, until complete performance of said term or
condition, the parties shall be entitled to invoke any remedy available under this
Agreement or by law or in equity despite said forbearance or indulgence.

6. NOTICES.

7. SEVERABILITY.

In the event any term, condition or provision contained in this Agreement is held by any
court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, the invalidity of such term, condition or
provision shall in no way affect any other covenant, condition or provision herein
contained. Provided, however, that if the invalidity of such term, condition or provision
causes material prejudice to either party hereto with respect to its respective rights and
obligations contained in the remaining valid portions of this Agreement, then at the option
of such party, this Agreement may be declared to be terminated.

8. GOVERNING LAW - BINDING AGREEMENT.

This Agreement shall be deemed to have been made in and be construed in accordance
with the laws of the State of Colorado and be binding upon the parties hereto, their
successors and assigns.

9. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.

This instrument constitutes the entire Agreement between Gunnison County and Rotary,
and it shall not be amended, altered, or changed except by a written agreement signed by
the parties hereto.

10.VENUE.

Venue for any and all legal actions regarding this Agreement shall lie in the District Court
in and for the County of Gunnison and State of Colorado.

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1 INTRODUCTION

1.1 Purpose

Gunnison County, Colorado, including the participating jurisdictions and special districts of the
City of Gunnison, Town of Crested Butte, Town of Mt. Crested Butte, Arrowhead Fire
Protection District (FPD), Crested Butte FPD, and the Crested Butte South Metropolitan District,
has prepared this natural hazard mitigation plan (HMP) update to guide hazard mitigation
planning to better protect the people and property of the County from the effects of hazard
events. This plan update demonstrates the community’s commitment to reducing risks from
hazards and serves as a tool to help decision makers direct mitigation activities and resources.
This plan was also developed to make Gunnison County and participating jurisdictions eligible
for certain federal disaster assistance, specifically, the Federal Emergency Management
Agency’s (FEMA) Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP) and Pre-Disaster Mitigation
program, as well as to make the County more disaster resistant. Flood Mitigation Assistance
(FMA) and other funding opportunities may be available.

The plan update covers the Gunnison County response area, which includes the entirety of
Gunnison County and the northwestern portion of neighboring Saguache County. Additionally,
approximately 78% of the land in Gunnison County is owned and managed by the U.S. Forest
Services (USFS) and Bureau of Land Management (BLM). While the federal government
ultimately has jurisdiction in these parts of the County, the Gunnison County Natural Hazard
Mitigation Plan update could be used to support federal hazard mitigation efforts. In particular,
the hazard profiles and risk assessments in the plan update could be useful for supporting the
federal government’s efforts related to wildland fire and watershed protection.

1.2 Background and Scope

Each year in the United States, disasters take the lives of hundreds of people and injure
thousands more. Nationwide, taxpayers pay billions of dollars annually to help communities,
organizations, businesses, and individuals recover from disasters. These monies only partially
reflect the true cost of disasters, because additional expenses to insurance companies and
nongovernmental organizations are not reimbursed by tax dollars. Many disasters are
predictable, and much of the damage caused by these events can be alleviated or even
eliminated.

Hazard mitigation is defined by FEMA as “any sustained action taken to reduce or eliminate
long-term risk to human life and property from a hazard event.” The results of a three-year,
congressionally mandated independent study to assess future savings from mitigation activities
provides evidence that mitigation activities are highly cost-effective. On average, each dollar
spent on mitigation saves society an average of $4 in avoided future losses in addition to saving
lives and preventing injuries (National Institute of Building Science Multi-Hazard Mitigation
Council 2005).
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Hazard mitigation planning is the process through which hazards that threaten communities are
identified, likely impacts of those hazards are determined, mitigation goals are set, and
appropriate strategies to lessen impacts are determined, prioritized, and implemented. This plan
documents Gunnison County’s Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan update process, identifies
relevant hazards and risks, and identifies the strategy the County and participating jurisdictions
will use to decrease vulnerability and increase resiliency and sustainability.

This plan update was prepared pursuant to the requirements of the Disaster Mitigation Act of
2000 (Public Law 106-390) and the implementing regulations set forth by the Interim Final Rule
published in the Federal Register on February 26, 2002 (44 CFR §201.6) and finalized on
October 31, 2007. (Hereafter, these requirements and regulations will be referred to collectively
as the Disaster Mitigation Act or DMA.) While the act emphasized the need for mitigation plans
and more coordinated mitigation planning and implementation efforts, the regulations
established the requirements that local hazard mitigation plans must meet in order for a local
jurisdiction to be eligible for certain federal disaster assistance and hazard mitigation funding
under the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Act (Public Law 93-288). Because
the Gunnison County response area is subject to many kinds of hazards, access to these programs
is vital.

Gunnison County’s Local Emergency Planning Committee began efforts to create the County’s
first hazard mitigation plan in September 2002. The first plan was adopted and approved by
FEMA in 2003. During that time period, the Colorado Division of Emergency Management
established a goal for all communities in the state to develop local hazard mitigation plans.
Gunnison County was the first county in the state to prepare a hazard mitigation plan approved
by FEMA. The plan was updated in 2012 according to the five year update requirement.
Information in this plan update will be used to help guide and coordinate mitigation activities
and decisions for local land use policy in the future. Proactive mitigation planning will help
reduce the cost of disaster response and recovery to the community and its property owners by
protecting critical community facilities, reducing liability exposure, and minimizing overall
community impacts and disruption. The Gunnison County response area has been affected by
hazards in the past and is thus committed to reducing future disaster impacts and maintaining
eligibility for federal funding.

1.3 Multi-Jurisdictional Planning

This plan was prepared as a multi-jurisdictional plan. The planning area encompasses all of
Gunnison County, the City of Gunnison, Town of Crested Butte, Town of Mt. Crested Butte,
Arrowhead FPD, Crested Butte FPD, Crested Butte South Metropolitan District, and the
northwestern portion of Saguache County within the Gunnison County response area. All local
units of government in the County were invited to participate in the planning process. The
decision whether or not to participate in this process was a local decision, based on local
community needs. Local governments have the options not to prepare a plan, to prepare a stand-
alone plan for their jurisdiction, or to participate in a multi-jurisdiction or county-wide plan. The
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following entities meet the definition of a local government per the DMA regulations and have
opted to participate in this effort and are seeking FEMA approval of the 2012 version of this
plan. Entities that participated in the plan are noted below. Additional detail about participation
can be referenced in Chapter 3, and Appendices B and C.

It is
understood and agreed that the Security Deposit is neither an advance rental
nor a bonus to Lessor. If at any time during the term of this Lease any Rental
Payment is overdue and unpaid, or any other sum payable by Tenant to Lessor
hereunder is overdue and unpaid, then Lessor may, at the option of Lessor (but
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Lessor shall not be required to), appropriate and apply any portion of the
Security Deposit to the payment of any such overdue sum. If Lessor
appropriates and applies the Security Deposit or any portion thereof for the
payment of overdue Rental Payments or other sums due and payable to Lessor
by Tenant hereunder, the Tenant shall, within five (5) days after the written
demand of Lessor, forthwith remit to Lessor a sufficient amount to restore the
Security Deposit to the original sum deposited. If Tenant complies with all of
the terms, covenants and conditions of this Lease and promptly pays all of the
Rental Payments and all other sums payable by Tenant to Lessor hereunder,
Lessor shall return the Security Deposit in full to Tenant within sixty (60) days
of the end of the Initial Term or any properly exercised Renewal Term, or of the
earlier termination of this Lease. If damage to Lessor exceeds the amount of
the Security Deposit, the Tenant shall pay such excess amount within thirty
days of being billed therefor by Lessor.

Lessor shall be permitted to commingle the funds deposited pursuant to
subparagraphs A and B of this Article 2, Section 2-2.

2-3. Utilities. Tenant shall pay all heat, electricity, gas, water service,
sewer service, refuse collection, and other utility charges for the Premises.

Improvements”). Lessor hereby consents to these Initial Tenant
Improvements provided that: (i) Tenant delivers detailed plans and
specifications for the Initial Tenant Improvements to Lessor at least ten (10)
days prior to the commencement of construction of the Initial Tenant
Improvements in accordance with the Notice provisions set forth herein, and
(i) such Initial Tenant Improvements do not adversely affect the value of the
Premises. With respect to all Tenant Improvements other than the Initial
Tenant Improvements, Tenant shall deliver detailed plans and specifications for
the Tenant Improvements to Lessor, in accordance with the Notice provisions
set forth herein, for Lessor to review and approve. Lessor shall, within ten (10)
days after receipt of said plans and specifications, respond to Tenant by either
(i) approving such plans and specifications, or (ii) requesting that Tenant make
specific changes thereto. Tenant’s acceptance of Lessor’s requested changes
also shall constitute Lessor’s approval of the proposed Tenant Improvements.
Lessor’s failure to respond within ten (10) days after receipt of the plans and
specifications submitted by Tenant shall be deemed approval of Tenant’s
submission. All work by Tenant shall be performed in a workmanlike manner in
compliance with applicable building and other codes. The Tenant
Improvements shall be performed by Tenant, at Tenant's sole cost and
expense and in accordance with the detailed plans and specifications provided
to Lessor. Tenant shall be responsible for repairing any damage to the
Premises caused by the construction of the Tenant Improvements. Subject to
the provisions of Article 4 below, all permanent additions and fixtures shall
become the property of Lessor. Tenant agrees that in the event Tenant’s use
and occupancy of the Premises, the Initial Tenant Improvements, or
subsequent Tenant Improvements cause the City of Gunnison to require
certain alterations, modifications, or improvements to the Premises in order to
comply with the Americans With Disabilities Act, then Tenant shall be
responsible for the cost of any such alterations, modifications, or
improvements. Tenant shall not be responsible for the cost of any other
alterations, modifications, or improvements required by the City of Gunnison or
otherwise necessary to bring the Premises into compliance with the Americans
With Disabilities Act, and any such costs shall be the sole responsibility of
Lessor.
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2-5. Repairs and Maintenance. Except for the repairs and maintenance
which Lessor is obligated to perform under Section 3-2 of Article 3 below,
Tenant shall maintain and make all ordinary and routine repairs to the Premises
and systems serving the Premises as may be necessary to keep the same in as
good a condition as when received, normal wear and tear excepted.

2-6. Refuse, Janitorial and Cleanliness. Tenant shall keep and maintain
the Premises in a neat, orderly, clean, and sanitary condition at all times.

2-7. Use of Premises. Tenant shall use the Premises for purposes
consistent with the mission of the Gunnison Valley Health System, including but
not limited to, the use of the Premises as physicians’ offices. Tenant shall not
use the Premises for any other purposes without Lessor’s prior written
consent. Tenant shall not use nor permit the use of the Premises in any
manner that: (i) violates any requirement of any law, including any local
ordinance; (ii) might subject Lessor to any liability or responsibility for injury to
any person or persons or to property by reason of any business or operation
carried on upon the Premises or for any other reason; or (iii) may tend to create
waste or a nuisance. Tenant shall, at Tenant’s expense, procure every permit,
license, certificate or other authorization required in connection with the
lawful and proper use of the Premises, but Lessor does not covenant, warranty
or guarantee that Tenant shall be able to obtain any of the aforementioned
permits, licenses, certificates or other authorizations.

2-8. Furniture, Fixtures and Equipment. Tenant shall be solely
responsible, at its cost, to obtain, place and install within the Premises all
furnishings, fixtures, equipment and personal property necessary or desirable
for its occupancy of the Premises and the use thereof. Tenant shall carry fire
and extended coverage property insurance on all furniture, fixtures, equipment
and personal property located upon the Premises and shall be solely
responsible for any loss, damage or destruction of such items.

2-9. Signs and Exterior Lighting. Tenant shall erect only signs and
exterior lighting which comply with all applicable local ordinances.
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2-10. Liens. Tenant agrees to keep the Premises free and clear of all liens
of any kind.

2-11. Inspection of Premises. Tenant shall allow the Lessor or its
authorized representatives to enter upon the Premises at any reasonable hour
to inspect said Premises or to make repairs thereon.

2-12. Liability Insurance. Tenant, at its sole cost and expense, shall
obtain and maintain a policy of comprehensive public liability insurance,
including property damage, covering the Premises and all use and occupancy
thereof by Tenant in an amount of not less than $2,000,000.00 aggregate
comprehensive liability limits and not less than $100,000.00 property damage
limits with a reputable insurance company or companies licensed to do
business in the State of Colorado. Such insurance policy or policies shall be
endorsed to name Lessor as an additional insured and to state that the insuring
company or companies will give not less than 10 days prior written notice to
the Lessor and Tenant of any cancellation or reduction of insurance under such
policy or policies of insurance, together with all endorsements pertaining
thereto. A copy of such policy of insurance, together with all endorsements
pertaining thereto, shall be furnished to Lessor prior to commencement of the
Initial Term of this Lease.

2-13. Indemnification of Lessor. Tenant shall indemnify, defend and hold
Lessor harmless from any and all cost, loss, damage or injury to person or
property of any kind, including but not limited to reasonable attorneys' fees
and court costs as such costs or fees are incurred, caused by (i) the negligence
or intentional acts of Tenant, its employees, customers, or visitors; (ii) any
breach or default in the performance of any obligation of this Lease by Tenant
(but specifically excluding any breach or default which arises because of
Lessor’s failure to carry out Lessor’s obligations under this Lease); (iii) Tenant’s
use of the Premises; and (iv) the conduct of Tenant’s business or any other
activity, work or things done, permitted or suffered by Tenant in or about the
Premises. Tenant shall be solely responsible and liable for the payment of any
expense incurred or for the value of any labor done or materials furnished to
the Premises by Tenant unless (i) Lessor specifically agrees to the contrary in
writing prior to the commencement of the work or furnishing of materials, (ii)
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such expense, labor, or materials are performed or furnished in connection
with remodeling, repairs or maintenance which Lessor is obligated to perform
under Article 4, or (iii) such expense, labor or materials are performed or
furnished at the direction or request of Lessor.

2.14. Assignment. Tenant shall not assign, sublease, sell or encumber the
Premises, in whole or in part, without the prior written consent of the Lessor,
which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld; provided, however, that
Lessor agrees that a sublease or assignment of the Premises, or a portion
thereof, to a medical professional for use of the Premises for medical
purposes, such as physicians’ offices, shall be presumptively acceptable.
Lessor’s consent to such sublease or assignment shall not release Tenant from
its liability under this Lease. The use of the Premises pursuant to any sublease
shall be consistent with the uses permitted under this Lease and any tenant
under any sublease shall not take any action that would cause the Tenant to be
in default or breach under this Lease. Neither this Lease nor any interest herein
shall be assignable or transferable by operation of law, and in the event of any
proceeding under the Bankruptcy Act involving Tenant, or in the event Tenant
should be adjudged insolvent, or make an assignment for the benefit of
creditors, or if a Writ of Attachment or execution be levied on the leasehold
estate created hereby, or if a receiver be appointed in any proceeding or action
to which Tenant is a party, with authority to take possession or control of the
Premises or the business conducted therein by Tenant, this Lease, at the option
of the Lessor, shall terminate immediately and shall not be treated as an asset
of the Tenant after the exercise of said option by the Lessor. To the fullest
extent permitted by law, Lessor shall have the right, after the exercise of said
option, forthwith to re-enter and to repossess the Premises.

2-15. Surrender of Premises. Upon the expiration of the term of this
Lease, including any renewal hereof, or any extension hereof agreed to by the
parties, Tenant shall have the Premises professionally cleaned and shall quit
and surrender the Premises in as good a state and condition as received,
reasonable wear and tear excepted.

2-16. Hazardous Material - Compliance with Environmental Laws.
Tenant shall not, without the prior written consent of Lessor, knowingly
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cause or permit any Hazardous Material (hereinafter defined) to be brought
or remain upon, kept, used, discharged, leaked, produced or emitted in or
about, or treated at the Premises; provided that nothing in this Section 2-16
shall prohibit or limit Tenant from conducting Tenant's intended use of the
Premises as set forth in Section 2-7 hereof, including without limitations use
of the Premises as physicians’ offices, so long as Tenant’s use is in conformity
with all state, federal and local laws, ordinances, orders, rules, regulations,
codes or any other governmental restrictions or requirements. As used in
this Lease, "Hazardous Material(s)" shall mean any hazardous, toxic or
radioactive substance material, matter or waste which is or becomes
regulated by any federal, state or local law, ordinance, order, rule, regulation,
code or any other governmental restriction or requirement, and shall include
(i) any hazardous or toxic substance, material or waste, including, but not
limited to, those substances, materials, and wastes listed in the United States
Department of Transportation Hazardous Materials Table (49 CFR 172.101) or by
the Environmental Protection Agency as hazardous substances (40 CFR Part
302) and amendments thereto and replacements therefor; (ii) the terms
"Hazardous Substance" and '"Hazardous Waste" as defined in the
Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act
("CERCLA"), as amended, 42 U.S.C. §9601 et seq., and the Resource
Conservation and Recovery Act ("RCRA"), as amended, 42 U. S.C. §6901 et
seq.; and (iii) any medical waste. Tenant shall indemnify, protect, hold
harmless, and defend Lessor and its contractors, agents, employees,
members, managers, officers, and directors, if any, from any and all claims,
demands, damages, expenses, fees (including without limitation reasonable
attorneys' fees), costs, fines, penalties, suits, proceedings, actions, causes of
action, and losses of any and every kind and nature which may arise during or
after the Term of this Lease or any Extended Terms thereof as a result of any
Hazardous Material(s) contamination caused by the actions of Tenant. This
includes, without limitation, costs and expenses incurred in connection with
any investigation of site conditions or any cleanup, remedial, removal or
restoration work required by any federal, state or local governmental agency
or political subdivision because of the presence of Hazardous Material(s) on
or about the Premises, or because of the presence of Hazardous Material(s)
anywhere else which came or otherwise emanated from Tenant or the
Premises. Without limiting the foregoing, if the presence of any Hazardous
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Material(s) on or about the Premises caused or permitted by Tenant results
in any contamination of the Premises, Tenant shall, at its sole expense,
promptly take all actions and expense as are necessary to return the
Premises to a condition in compliance with applicable laws, ordinances,
orders, rules, regulations, codes or any other governmental restrictions or
requirements, provided, however, that Lessor's approval of such actions shall
first be obtained in writing; which approval shall not be unreasonably
withheld or delayed. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Lessor shall be
responsible to correct, remove, or otherwise render harmless, Hazardous
Materials that existed in or on the Premises at the time the same was
delivered to Tenant ("Pre-existing Conditions") whether such conditions
were discoverable upon a reasonable inspection or latent in nature and
discovered only after possession was delivered to Tenant. Lessor shall be
responsible for compliance with the governmental laws, orders, rules and
directives governing such Pre-existing Conditions. Lessor shall indemnify,
protect, hold harmless, and defend Tenant and its contractors, agents,
employees, members, managers, officers, and directors, if any, from any and
all claims, demands, damages, expenses, fees (including without limitation
reasonable attorneys' fees), costs, fines, penalties, suits, proceedings,
actions, causes of action, and losses of any and every kind and nature which
arise out of or relate to the presence of any Pre-Existing Conditions in or on
the Premises, including but not limited to, Hazardous Materials which were
placed in the Premises by Lessor, its agents, employees and/or contractors,
or prior tenants.

2-17. Snow Removal, Parking Lot, and Grounds. Tenant shall remove or
arrange to have removed all snow from the building in which the Premises are
located, including all entrances and exits, in keeping with the frequency of
snow removal by Gunnison Valley Hospital for its hospital premises. Tenant
also shall maintain the parking lot in the same condition it was in at the
commencement of this Lease, reasonable wear and tear excepted, by
performing or causing the performance of the same annual maintenance that
has historically been performed by Lessor, provided that in no event shall
Tenant be responsible for repaving or replacing the parking lot. Tenant also
shall maintain the exterior grounds of the Premises in keeping with Tenant’s
maintenance of its grounds at the Gunnison Valley Hospital; provided,
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however, that this shall not be construed as alleviating Lessor of its obligations
under Section 3-2 of Article 3.

2-18. Condition of Premises. Tenant hereby warrants and represents that
Tenant has fully and completely inspected the Premises and all related areas
and grounds, including but not limited to the heating, ventilating, air
conditioning, plumbing and electrical systems, and is wholly satisfied with the
physical condition thereof. Tenant agrees that Lessor has made no
representations, warranties (expressed or implied), or covenants with respect
to the condition of the Premises except those contained in this Lease.

ARTICLE 3

THE LESSOR HEREBY COVENANTS AND AGREES WITH THE TENANT AS
FOLLOWS:

3-1. Ownership of Premises. Lessor is the sole owner, in fee simple, of the
Premises and has full right and power to lease the same for the term aforesaid.

3-2. Repairs and Maintenance.

A. Lessor shall be responsible for repairs and maintenance to
the structural and exterior portions of the building located on the Premises.
Provided, however, that any damage or destruction to the Premises caused by
any acts or omissions of the Tenant, its agents, employees, guests and invitees
shall be the sole responsibility of the Tenant. Lessor also shall maintain and
make necessary repairs to wiring, mains, pipes, conduits, furnaces, and other
means of producing and distributing services, including utility services such as
electricity, gas, water, sewer, air conditioning, ventilation, and heat, in and
through the Premises, provided that such maintenance or repair (i) was not
necessitated by the acts of Tenant, Tenant’s employees, agents, guests,
invitees or customers, but specifically including within Lessor’s obligation such
maintenance or repairs as are necessitated by reasonable wear, tear and use,
and (i) shall not include making any upgrades to the existing utility services,
including but not limited to the electrical service to the old x ray room.
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B.  Prior to August 1, 2013, Lessor shall perform the following
repairs and verifications:

Repair airlock glass door so that it no longer drags.

2. Verify that all smoke alarms and fire systems are operable and to
code and, if not bring such alarms and systems up to code.

3. Confirm functionality of occupancy/vacancy exam room lighting,
and if not functional, repair.

C. Prior to August 1, 2013, Lessor shall have the Premises
professionally cleaned.

3-3. Quiet Enjoyment. Lessor covenants that Tenant shall peaceably
have, hold and enjoy the Premises for the term of this Lease. In the event that
Lessor fails to pay encumbrances or real property taxes on the Premises
resulting in foreclosure or tax sale, Tenant shall have the right to cure such
defaults, and recover from Lessor any amounts paid to effect such a cure.

3.4. Fire and Extended Coverage Insurance. During the Initial Term of
this Lease and any renewal hereof, the Lessor shall keep the Premises fully
insured for fire and extended coverage and shall bear the risk of loss therefore.
The amount of coverage in such policy of insurance shall be at least equal to
the fair market value of the Premises and shall be with a reputable insurance
company or companies licensed to do business in the State of Colorado. Such
insurance policy or policies shall be endorsed to name Tenant as an additional
insured and to state that the insuring company or companies will give not less
than 10 days prior written notice to the Tenant of any cancellation or reduction
of insurance under such policy or policies of insurance, together with all
endorsements pertaining thereto. A copy of such policy of insurance, together
with all endorsements pertaining thereto, shall be furnished to Tenant prior to
commencement of the Initial Term of this Lease.

3-5. Indemnification of Tenant. Lessor shall indemnify, defend and hold Tenant
harmless from any and all cost, loss, damage or injury to person or property of
any kind, including but not limited to reasonable attorneys' fees and court
costs as such costs or fees are incurred, caused by (i) the negligence or
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intentional acts of Lessor, its employees, or agents; (ii) any breach or default in
the performance of any obligation of this Lease by Lessor, including without
limitation any injury suffered because Lessor’s failure to perform its
maintenance or repair obligations under Section 3-2 of this Article 3 (but
specifically excluding any breach or default which arises because of Tenant’s
failure to carry out Tenant’s obligations under this Lease); and (iii) any unpaid
local, state or federal taxes due from the Lessor or any business previously
operated on the Premises.

ARTICLE 4

THE TENANT AND THE LESSOR HEREBY MUTUALLY COVENANT AND AGREE
AS FOLLOWS:

4- 1. Taxes and Assessments. Lessor shall pay all Real Estate Taxes levied
on the Premises, and Tenant shall promptly pay as the same become due and
payable, and will not allow the same to become delinquent, all other taxes or
assessments levied by any taxing entity in connection with Tenant’s use of the
Premises, including but not limited to (i) all personal property taxes levied on
the personal property located upon the Premises during the term of the Lease,
and (i) all sales taxes, employment taxes, and unemployment taxes.

4- 2. Default.

A. The following shall constitute default by Tenant under this
Lease:

(1) Tenant's failure to pay any installment of Rent, or other
charge or money obligation hereunder when due.

(2) Tenant's insolvency or transfer in fraud of creditors, or
Tenant's assignment for the benefit of creditors.

(3) Tenant's filing of a petition under the Bankruptcy Acts.
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(4) The appointment of a receiver or trustee for Tenant's
interest in the Premises or for all or substantially all of the assets of the Tenant.

(5) Tenant's abandonment or vacation of the Premises.

(6) The filing or creation of a lien on the Premises as a result
of Tenant's action or inaction.

(7) Tenant’s failure to pay any and all federal, state taxes,
and local taxes related to Tenant’s business when such taxes became due.

(8) Tenant's failure to comply with any term, provision or
covenant of this Lease other than those failures specifically addressed above in
this Article 4, Section 4-2 which continues for a period of ten (10) days after
written notice thereof to Tenant.

B. In the event of any default by Tenant under this Lease, the
Lessor shall give to the Tenant written notice of such default by certified mail.
The Tenant shall have fifteen (15) days from the date of mailing of such notice
to correct said default and if said default remains uncured fifteen (15) days
after the date of said Notice, the Lessor shall have the right, but not the
obligation, to terminate this Lease by giving written notice to Tenant of such
termination by certified mail, provided, however, that in the event of a non-
monetary default incapable of being cured within fifteen (15) days, the Tenant
shall not be deemed in default if Tenant shall have, within such fifteen (15) day
period, in good faith begun action necessary to remedy such default and
continues thereafter diligently to prosecute such action to completion. In the
event of such termination by the Lessor, the Lessor, in addition to the right to
terminate as set forth above and other rights and remedies Lessor may have,
shall, to the fullest extent permitted by applicable law, have the right to re-
enter upon the Premises and may remove all persons and property from said
Premises.

C. In the event of any default by Lessor under this Lease, the
Tenant shall have the right to terminate this Lease in the following manner:
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(1) The Tenant shall give to the Lessor written notice of such
default by certified mail.

(2) The Lessor shall have thirty (30) days from the date of
mailing of such notice to correct said default and if said default remains
uncured thirty (30) days after the date of said notice, the Tenant shall have the
right to terminate this Lease; provided, however, that in the event of a default
incapable of being cured within 30 days, the Lessor shall not be deemed in
default if Lessor shall have, within such thirty (30) day period, in good faith
begun action necessary to remedy such default and continues thereafter
diligently to prosecute such action to completion.

4-3. Right to Retake Possession. If under Section 4-2 B. the Lessor has the
right to terminate this Lease because of uncured default, the Lessor may,
without terminating this Lease, retake possession of the Premises and rent, or
attempt to rent, the same for such rental payments and upon such conditions
as the Lessor may deem best, making such repairs and alterations to the
Premises as may be required. If Lessor elects to retake possession of the
Premises without terminating this Lease, Tenant shall be liable for and shall pay
to the Lessor all rent and other amounts due to the date of such repossession,
together with all rent required to be paid by the Tenant to the Lessor during
the remainder of the Lease term as such rent becomes due under the terms of
the Lease, less any rents actually received by Lessor from any new tenant or
tenants, plus Lessor’s expenses and costs of repossessing the Premises,
expenses sustained in securing any new tenant or tenants, and any other
amounts payable by Tenant to Lessor under the provisions of this Lease.

4-4. Tenant's Property. All trade or business fixtures, equipment and
property which may be placed in or upon the Premises by the Tenant are to
remain its sole and separate property, and Tenant shall have the right to
remove the same upon the termination of this Lease, or any extension thereof.
Said right of removal shall be subject to the following express conditions:

A. Tenant shall not then be in default in the performance of any of
the terms and conditions of this Lease.
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B. No personal property or trade or business fixtures, equipment
and property shall be removed which shall have become permanently affixed
to the real property and cannot be removed without causing irreparable
damage or injury to the Building, and all such property shall become the
property of Lessor and shall remain upon and be surrendered with the
Premises as a part thereof at the termination of this Lease, Tenant hereby
waiving all rights to any payment or compensation therefor. Tenant may
remove personal property or trade or business fixtures, equipment and other
property, which has not become permanently affixed to the real property, and
provided such removal can be accomplished without causing irreparable
damage or injury to the Building. Tenant shall promptly repair all damage
caused by such removal and restore the Premises to substantially the same
condition as it was prior to the removal thereof.

C. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Lessor shall have the option,
but not the obligation, to pay Tenant fair market value for any fixtures or
personal property installed or otherwise placed on the Premises by Tenant that
Tenant does not want to remove upon the termination of this Lease, including
any renewal periods.

4-5. Destruction of Premises. In the event the Premises shall be
destroyed or so damaged by or injured by fire or other casualty during the life
of this Lease, whereby the same shall be rendered untenantable, then, the
Lessor shall have the right to render said Premises tenantable by repairs within
ninety (90) days therefrom. Rent shall abate during the said periods of
untenantability of the Premises. If said Premises are not rendered tenantable
within said time, it shall be optional with each Lessor and Tenant to cancel this
Lease, and in the event of such cancellation, the rent shall be paid only to the
date of such fire or casualty. The cancellation herein mentioned shall be
evidenced in writing.

4-6. Lessor’s Transfer of Interest. Lessor shall have the right to transfer,
sell, convey or in any other manner dispose of its interest in the Premises.
Upon any such transfer, the Lessor shall be relieved of any and all obligations
hereunder to the Tenant, any successor or transferee of Lessor shall take title
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to the property subject to this Lease and shall assume all of the obligations of
the Lessor hereunder, and Tenant shall attorn to such successor or transferee.

4-7. Subordination. This Lease may, at the option of the Lessor, be
made subordinate to any mortgage or deed of trust now or hereafter placed
upon or affecting the Premises and to all renewals, modifications,
replacements or extensions hereof, subject to the provision that
notwithstanding any default under or foreclosure of such mortgage or deed of
trust or the enforcement of any other rights and remedies including the right
of sale thereunder, this Lease shall be recognized and shall remain in full force
and effect during the term of this Lease so long as the Tenant is not in default
of this Lease’s provisions. Tenant shall, upon request by Lessor, execute and
deliver such instruments as may be reasonably necessary or convenient to
evidence such subordination.

4-8. Continuance of Lease. If, after the expiration of this Lease the
Tenant shall remain in possession of the Premises without the written
agreement of Lessor as to such tenancy, then the Tenant shall be deemed to
be a month to month Tenant and shall pay monthly Rent in an amount equal to
125% of the Rent in effect on the last month of this Lease. Such month to
month tenancy shall not be deemed to extend the Term or renew this Lease,
and the month to month tenancy may be terminated by either party giving
written notice to the other of the termination at least 30 days prior to the
commencement of the next month of the month to month tenancy.

4-9. Rights are Cumulative. All rights and remedies hereby created for
the benefit of the Lessor and Tenant are cumulative and the exercise of any
one remedy shall not be taken to exclude or waive the right of the Lessor or
Tenant, as the case may be, to make use of any other remedy.

4-10. Knowledge of Contents. The parties to this Lease, by the execution
hereof, acknowledge that they have read the same and every paragraph hereof
and have expressed an explicit knowledge and understanding of all matters,
things, conditions, stipulations, promises, covenants, and agreements herein
set forth. The parties have consulted with appropriate professionals with
respect to this lease as they deem necessary or advisable, and this Lease will be
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deemed to have been prepared with the equal participation of both Lessor and
Tenant.

4-11. Notices. All notices and communications required herein shall be in
writing and shall be sent by (i) hand delivery to the following physical address
or sent by registered or certified mail (or equivalent) return receipt requested
to the following mailing address and (ii) shall also be sent via electronic mail to
the following email address, if one is stated herein:

ORDINANCE NO. 17

THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS
OF THE COUNTY OF GUNNISON, COLORADO

AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING THE OPERATION OF MARIJUANA
CULTIVATION FACILITIES, MARIJUANA PRODUCT MANUFACTURING
FACILITIES, MARIJUANA TESTING FACILITIES OR RETAIL MARIJUANA
STORES WITHIN THE UNINCORPORATED BOUNDARIES OF GUNNISON
COUNTY, STATE OF COLORADO

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison (“Board”)
has the authority to exercise all County powers for the unincorporated areas of Gunnison County
pursuant to Section 30-11-103, C.R.S.; and

WHEREAS, on November 6, 2012, the voters of Colorado approved the adoption of
Amendment 64, Personal Use and Regulation of Marijuana; and

WHEREAS, said Amendment 64 became effective upon official declaration of the vote
thereon by proclamation of the Governor, pursuant to Section 1(4) of Article V, of the Colo.
Constitution; and

WHEREAS, Amendment 64 added a new Section 16 to Article XVIII of the Colo.
Constitution; and

WHEREAS, Amendment 64 defines a “Locality” in part in section 2(e) of Section 16 to
include a county; and

WHEREAS, part 5(f) of Section 16 provides the following:

(f) A LOCALITY MAY ENACT ORDINANCES OR REGULATIONS, NOT IN CONFLICT WITH THIS
SECTION OR WITH REGULATIONS OR LEGISLATION ENACTED PURSUANT TO THIS SECTION,
GOVERNING THE TIME, PLACE, MANNER AND NUMBER OF MARIJUANA ESTABLISHMENT
OPERATIONS; ESTABLISHING PROCEDURES FOR THE ISSUANCE, SUSPENSION, AND
REVOCATION OF A LICENSE ISSUED BY THE LOCALITY IN ACCORDANCE WITH PARAGRAPH
(h) OR (i), SUCH PROCEDURES TO BE SUBJECT TO ALL REQUIREMENTS OF ARTICLE 4 OF TITLE
24 OF THE COLORADO ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEDURE ACT OR ANY SUCCESSOR PROVISION;
ESTABLISHING A SCHEDULE OF ANNUAL OPERATING, LICENSING, AND APPLICATION FEES
FOR MARIJUANA ESTABLISHMENTS, PROVIDED, THE APPLICATION FEE SHALL ONLY BE DUE
IF AN APPLICATION IS SUBMITTED TO A LOCALITY IN ACCORDANCE WITH PARAGRAPH (i)
AND A LICENSING FEE SHALL ONLY BE DUE IF A LICENSE IS ISSUED BY A LOCALITY IN
ACCORDANCE WITH PARAGRAPH (h) OR (i); AND ESTABLISHING CIVIL PENALTIES FOR
VIOLATION OF AN ORDINANCE OR REGULATION GOVERNING THE TIME, PLACE, AND MANNER
OF A MARNUANA ESTABLISHMENT THAT MAY OPERATE IN SUCH LOCALITY. A LOCALITY
MAY PROHIBIT THE OPERATION OF MARIJUANA CULTIVATION FACILITIES, MARIJUANA
PRODUCT MANUFACTURING FACILITIES, MARIJUANA TESTING FACILITIES, OR RETAIL
MARIJUANA STORES THROUGH THE ENACTMENT OF AN ORDINANCE OR THROUGH AN
INITIATED OR REFERRED MEASURE; PROVIDED, ANY INITIATED OR REFERRED MEASURE TO
PROHIBIT THE OPERATION OF MARIJUANA CULTIVATION FACILITIES, MARIJUANA PRODUCT






MANUFACTURING FACILITIES, MARIJUANA TESTING FACILITIES, OR RETAIL MARIJUANA
STORES MUST APPEAR ON A GENERAL ELECTION BALLOT DURING AN EVEN NUMBERED
YEAR (underline added), and;

WHEREAS, consistent with the authority granted to the Board in Amendment 64, the
Board desires to adopt this ordinance prohibiting the operation of marijuana cultivation facilities,
marijuana product manufacturing facilities, marijuana testing facilities or retail marijuana stores
within the unincorporated areas of Gunnison County, Colorado; now therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF THE
COUNTY OF GUNNISON as follows:

Purpose. The purpose of this ordinance is to promote the general public welfare and
safety throughout Gunnison County, Colorado by prohibiting the operation of marijuana
cultivation facilities, marijuana product manufacturing facilities, marijuana testing
facilities or retail marijuana stores.

Definitions. Unless otherwise specified or the context otherwise requires, any terms used
herein shall have the same meanings as provided in Article XVII1, Section 16 of the Colo.
Constitution. These definitions include, but are not limited to the following:

(1) “MARIJUANA” OR “MARIHUANA” MEANS ALL PARTS OF THE PLANT OF THE
GENUS CANNABIS WHETHER GROWING OR NOT, THE SEEDS THEREOF, THE RESIN
EXTRACTED FROM ANY PART OF THE PLANT, AND EVERY COMPOUND,
MANUFACTURE, SALT, DERIVATIVE, MIXTURE, OR PREPARATION OF THE PLANT,
ITS SEEDS, OR ITS RESIN, INCLUDING MARIHUANA CONCENTRATE. “MARIJUANA”
OR “MARIHUANA” DOES NOT INCLUDE INDUSTRIAL HEMP, NOR DOES IT INCLUDE
FIBER PRODUCED FROM THE STALKS, OIL, OR CAKE MADE FROM THE SEEDS OF
THE PLANT, STERILIZED SEED OF THE PLANT WHICH IS INCAPABLE OF
GERMINATION, OR THE WEIGHT OF ANY OTHER INGREDIENT COMBINED WITH
MARIJUANA TO PREPARE TOPICAL OR ORAL ADMINISTRATIONS, FOOD, DRINK, OR
OTHER PRODUCT.

(2) “MARIJUANA ACCESSORIES” MEANS ANY EQUIPMENT, PRODUCTS, OR
MATERIALS OF ANY KIND WHICH ARE USED, INTENDED FOR USE, OR DESIGNED
FOR USE IN PLANTING, PROPAGATING, CULTIVATING, GROWING, HARVESTING,
COMPOSTING, MANUFACTURING, COMPOUNDING, CONVERTING, PRODUCING,
PROCESSING, PREPARING, TESTING, ANALYZING, PACKAGING, REPACKAGING,
STORING, VAPORIZING, OR CONTAINING MARNUANA, OR FOR INGESTING,
INHALING, OR OTHERWISE INTRODUCING MARIJUANA INTO THE HUMAN BODY.

(3) “MARIJUANA CULTIVATION FACILITY” MEANS AN ENTITY LICENSED TO
CULTIVATE, PREPARE, AND PACKAGE MARIJUANA AND SELL MARINUANA TO
RETAIL MARINUANA STORES, TO MARINUANA PRODUCT MANUFACTURING
FACILITIES, AND TO OTHER MARIJUANA CULTIVATION FACILITIES, BUT NOT TO
CONSUMERS.

(4) “MARIJUANA ESTABLISHMENT” MEANS A MARIJUANA CULTIVATION FACILITY,
A MARIJUANA TESTING FACILITY, A MARIJUANA PRODUCT MANUFACTURING
FACILITY, OR A RETAIL MARIJUANA STORE.





(5) “MARINUANA PRODUCT MANUFACTURING FACILITY” MEANS AN ENTITY
LICENSED TO PURCHASE MARIJUANA; MANUFACTURE, PREPARE, AND PACKAGE
MARIJUANA PRODUCTS; AND SELL MARIJUANA AND MARIJUANA PRODUCTS TO
OTHER MARIJUANA PRODUCT MANUFACTURING FACILITIES AND TO RETAIL
MARIJUANA STORES, BUT NOT TO CONSUMERS.

(6) “MARIJUANA PRODUCTS” MEANS CONCENTRATED MARIJUANA PRODUCTS AND
MARIJUANA PRODUCTS THAT ARE COMPRISED OF MARNUANA AND OTHER
INGREDIENTS AND ARE INTENDED FOR USE OR CONSUMPTION, SUCH AS, BUT NOT
LIMITED TO, EDIBLE PRODUCTS, OINTMENTS, AND TINCTURES.

(7) “MARIJUANA TESTING FACILITY” MEANS AN ENTITY LICENSED TO ANALYZE
AND CERTIFY THE SAFETY AND POTENCY OF MARIJUANA.

(8) “MEDICAL MARIJUANA CENTER” MEANS AN ENTITY LICENSED BY A STATE
AGENCY TO SELL MARIJUANA AND MARIUANA PRODUCTS PURSUANT TO
SECTION 14 OF THIS ARTICLE AND THE COLORADO MEDICAL MARIJUANA CODE.

(9) “RETAIL MARIJUANA STORE” MEANS AN ENTITY LICENSED TO PURCHASE
MARIJUANA FROM MARIJUANA CULTIVATION FACILITIES AND MARIJUANA AND
MARIJUANA PRODUCTS FROM MARIJUANA PRODUCT MANUFACTURING
FACILITIES AND TO SELL MARNUANA AND MARIJUANA PRODUCTS TO
CONSUMERS.

Enforcement. This ordinance shall be enforced by the Gunnison County Sheriff.
Violation. It shall be unlawful for any person to violate any provision of this ordinance.

Disposition of Fines and Forfeitures. Unless otherwise provided by law, all fines and
penalties, and the surcharge thereon, for the violation of this ordinance shall be paid into
the treasury of Gunnison County. The fine for a first offense and for any subsequent
offense shall be one thousand dollars ($1000) per violation and each day shall be deemed
a separate violation. The penalty assessment procedure provided in C.R.S. 16-2-201 may
be followed by any arresting law enforcement officer for any such violation.

Surcharges. In addition to the fines and penalties prescribed in this ordinance, any person
convicted of a violation of this ordinance shall be subject to the statutory surcharges of ten
dollars ($10.00) for the Victims and Witnesses Assistance and Law Enforcement Fund.
These surcharges shall be paid to the clerk of the court by each person convicted of
violating this ordinance. The clerk shall transmit the moneys to the respective funds in
accordance with C.R.S. § 30-15-402(2).

Scope. This ordinance shall apply within the unincorporated territory of Gunnison County
and to all other areas designated herein. This ordinance shall in no way limit application
and enforcement of any statutes of the State of Colorado but shall be in addition thereto.

Severability. If any part or parts of this ordinance are for any reason held to be invalid,
such provision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance. The
Board of County Commissioners hereby declares that it would have passed this ordinance





and each part or parts hereof, irrespective of the fact that any one part or parts be declared
invalid.

Repeal. All ordinances and/or resolutions or parts or ordinances and/or resolutions
inconsistent with provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed, except that this repeal
shall not affect or prevent the prosecution or punishment of any person for any act done or
committed in violation of any ordinance hereby repealed prior to the effective date of this
ordinance.

EFFECTIVE DATE.

In order to preserve the immediate health and safety of Gunnison County and its residents,
this ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its publication as provided in § 30-15-405,
C.R.S.
