AGREEMENT BETWEEN

Gunnison County HHS
and
Region 10 League for Economic Assistance & Planning, Inc.
Region 10 Area Agency on Aging

The Region 10 League for Economic Assistance & Planning, Inc., Region 10 Area Agency on Aging is
responsible for the administration of funding received from the State of Colorado and the Administration on
Aging service programs. Priority programs identified in the Four Year Plan of the Region 10 Area Agency

on Aging for implementation include: accessing services, health promotion, in-home services, and
affordable housing.

In keeping with the intent of the Older Americans Act and the Older Coloradans Act services are available to
all persons age 60 years and older and targeted to those with the greatest social and economic need.

THIS AGREEMENT is entered this 26th day of June, 2013 by and between Region 10 League for
Economic Assistance & Planning Inc., Region 10 Area Agency on Aging (herein called Region 10) and
Gunnison County HHS(Herein called the “Contractor”).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Region 10 desires to engage the Contractor to provide Services in Gunnison County/Counties

WHEREAS, Region 10 has applied for and received funds from the State of Colorado under the Older
Colorado Act and the Colorado General Fund, and/or Older Americans Act: and,

WHEREAS, Region 10 is the sponsoring agency for the Area Agency on Aging for the six counties of Delta,
Gunnison, Hinsdale, Montrose, Ouray and San Miguel and,

WHEREAS, the Area Agency on Aging has determined that Transportation Services are important to
maintain the independence of seniors; and

WHEREAS, the Contractor warrants that they have the knowledge, skilis and staff for the proper and
efficient provision of Services;

NOW THEREFORE, the parties hereto do mutually agree as follows:

1. GENERAL COMPLIANCE

The Contractor agrees to comply with the requirements of the Older Americans Act (Title 42, Chapter
35 et al) and the Older Coloradans’ Act (C.R.S. Title 26 Article 11). The Contractor also agrees to
comply with all other applicable federal, state and local laws, regulations, and policies governing the
funds provided under this agreement.

The Contractor shall comply with: 1) clarifications or guidance issued by the United States
Department of Health & Human Services; 2) the Colorado Department of Human Services program
rules (12 CCR 2510-1); 3) any conditions attached to this agreement or funding letter issued by
Region 10; and 4) the requirements found at 45 CFR, Part 1321; 45 CFR Part 74; 45 CFR Part 92; 45
CFR Part 95 and/or 48 CFR 31.2 and other applicable OMB Circulars for federal awards.

The Contractor agrees to comply with the applicable version of the Older Americans Act Program
Staff Manual Volume 10, the Policy & Procedures Manual, and related policy guidance provided by
the State Unit on Aging of the State of Colorado.





The Contractor further agrees to utilize funds available under this Agreement to supplement rather
than supplant funds otherwise available. The Contractor shall not use the cash and/or in kind match
for the Agreement to fulfill matching requirements for other State or Federal funds.

COMPLIANCE WITH APPLICABLE LAWS

At all times during the performance of this agreement, the Contractor shall comply with all applicable
rules, regulations and laws governing or affecting the services to be rendered under this Agreement.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

The Contractor shall do, perform, and carry out, in a satisfactory and proper manner, those services as
included in Attachment A and outlined in the Funding Application submitted which is incorporated herein
by reference.

TERM OF CONTRACT

Contractor services shall start on the 1°'day of July 2013, and end on the 30th day of June 2014.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

Nothing contained in this Agreement is intended to, or shall be construed in any manner, as creating or
establishing the relationship of employer/employee between the parties. The Contractor shall at all
times remain an ‘“independent contractor” with respect to the services to be performed under this
Agreement. Region 10 shall be exempt from payment of all Unemployment Compensation, FICA,
retirement, life and/or medical insurance and Workers’ Compensation Insurance as the Contractor is an
independent contractor of Region 10.

FINANCIAL OBLIGATIONS

All financial obligations of Region 10 and the Contractor under this Agreement expressly are made
conditioned upon funds being appropriated, budgeted, approved or otherwise made available by the
U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, the Colorado Department of Human Services and
Region 10. In the event that such funding either in total or in part is not forthcoming, Region 10 and the
Contractor is released from all liability whatsoever and will not be responsible for payment of any costs
or expenses incurred in reliance upon this Agreement beyond that amount which has been appropriated
and made available to Region 10 and neither party shall have any further liability hereunder, said
Agreement shall cease and terminate as of such date.

PERSONNEL
All of the services required hereunder are to be performed by staff/volunteers of the Contractor. The
Contractor covenants that it is an Equal Opportunity Employer and will comply with all Federal and State

Employment laws and regulations, including PUBLIC CONTRACTS FOR SERVICES (CRS §8-17.5-
101) as stated in Attachment B.

WORKERS’ COMPENSATION

The Contractor shall provide Workers’ Compensation coverage for all of its employees involved in the
performance of this Agreement, and verify same for sub-contractors as applicable.

INSURANCE AND BONDING/HIPPA

The Contractor and sub-contractors, as applicable, shall provide general liability insurance covering
all operations under this Agreement; automobile liability insurance as required by the State of
Colorado for all motor vehicles used in connection with this Agreement, whether owned, non-owned
or hired. Said liability insurance shall be for the term of the Agreement. The Contractor and sub-





contractors shall provide criminal background checks for all staff and volunteers according to ASU
Memorandum 05-15 guidelines.

9a._Health Insurance Portability & Accountability Act of 1996 (“HIPAA”). Federal law and
regulations governing the privacy of certain health information requires a “Business Associate Contract”
between the State and the Contractor. 45 C.F.R. Section 164.504(e). Attached and incorporated herein
by reference and agreed to by the parties is a HIPAA Business Associate Addendum for HIPAA
compliance. Terms of the Addendum shall be considered binding upon execution of this contract and
shall remain in effect during the term of the contract including any extensions.

Contractor and its applicable subcontractors hereunder shall obtain and maintain during the term of this
Contract privacy liability insurance covering all loss of Protected Health Information data and claims
based upon alleged violations of privacy rights through improper use or disclosure of Protected Health
Information with minimum annual limits as follows.

- Contractors with 10 or less clients and revenues of $250,000 or less shall maintain limits on
Privacy Liability Insurance of not less than $50,000.

- Contractors with 25 or less clients and revenues of $500,000 or less shall maintain limits on
Privacy Liability Insurance of not less than $100,000.

- Contractors with more than 25 clients and revenues of more than $500,000 shall maintain
limits on Privacy Liability Insurance of not less than $1,000,000.

10. COMPENSATION

It is expressly agreed and understood that in no event shall total compensation, to be paid hereunder,
exceed the maximum amount $20000.00 of $20000.00 State funds and/or $.00 of Federal funds and
will be available contingent upon Region 10’s receipt of Older Americans Act funding from the
Colorado Department of Human Services.

11. BUDGET
Region 10 may require a detailed budget breakdown, and the Contractor shall provide such
supplementary budget information in a timely fashion in the form and content prescribed by Region

10. Region 10 and the Contractor must approve any amendments to this budget in writing.

12. FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT

a) Accounting Standards
The Contractor agrees to adhere to generally accepted accounting principles and procedures,
utilize adequate internal controls, and maintain necessary source documentation for all costs
incurred.

b) Administrative Requirements

The Contractor shall administer the program in conformance with OMB Circular A-102 “Grants and
Cooperative Agreements with State and Local Governments” or OMB A-110 “Uniform
Administrative Requirements for Grants and Agreements with institutions of Higher Education,
Hospitals or Other Non-profit Organizations.”

c) Cost Principles
The Contractor shall administer the program in conformance with Federal Acquisition Regulation

(FAR) Subpart 31.2 “Contracts with Commercial Organizations.” These principles shall be applied

for all costs incurred whether charged on a direct or indirect basis.

Disallowed Costs

If costs claimed under this agreement are disallowed as a result of an audit or other financial or
Programmatic review, the proportion of federal, state, or federal/state funds disallowed shall be
returned to Region 10 or the costs shall be funded with 100% local funds.

DOCUMENTATION AND RECORD KEEPING

Records to be Maintained
The Contractor shall maintain all records required by Volume 10 that are pertinent to the activities to
be funded under this Agreement. Such records shall include but are not limited to:

Records providing a full description of each activity undertaken;

Records demonstrating targeting of services to those with the greatest social / economic need;
Records required to determine the eligibility of activities;

Financial records as required;

Employment and personnel records;

Other records necessary to document compliance with the Older Americans Act or Older
Coloradans Program.

Retention

The Contractor until notified in writing by Region 10 that the records may be destroyed shall retain
all records and documentation associated with the provision of services under this Agreement.

The Contractor shall retain all records pertinent to expenditures incurred under this contract for a
period of three (3) years after the termination of all activities funded under this Agreement.
Records for non-expendable property acquired with funds under this contract shall be retained for
three (3) years after final disposition of such property. Notwithstanding the above, if there is
litigation, claims, audits, negotiations or other actions that involve any of the records cited and
that have started before the expiration of the three-year period, then such records must be
retained until completion of the actions and resolutions of all issues, or the expiration of the three-
year period, whichever occurs later.

Client Data

The Contractor shall maintain client data demonstrating client eligibility for services, characteristics
of clients served and units of service provided. Such data shall be submitted in a format as
described by Region 10, and made available to state staff, or their designees for review upon
request.

Disclosure
The Contractor understands that client information collected under this contract is confidential and
the use or disclosure of such information, when not directly connected with the administration of
Region 10 or Contractor's responsibilities with respect to services provided under this contract, is
prohibited.

Property Records

The Contractor shall maintain property inventory records that clearly identify property purchased
with funds under this agreement.

Close-Outs

The Contractor's obligation to Region 10 shall not end until all closeout requirements are
completed. Activities during this closeout period shall include, but are not limited to: making final
payments, disposing of program assets (including the return of all unused materials, equipment,
program income balances, and accounts receivable to Region 10) and determining the
custodianship of records.

Audits and Inspections

All Contractor records with respect to any matters covered by this Agreement shall be made
available to the U. S. Department of Health and Human Services, State of Colorado, Region 10,
or their designees at any time during normal business hours, as often as deemed necessary, to
audit, examine, and make excerpts or transcripts of all relevant data. Any deficiencies noted in
audit reports must be fully cleared by the Contractor within 30 days after receipt of notice by the
Contractor. Failure of the Contractor to comply with the above requirements will constitute a
violation of this agreement and may result in the withholding of future payments.

PERFORMANCE MONITORING

Region 10 will monitor the performance of the Contractor on a monthly and annual basis against
goals, objectives and performance standards required herein. Substandard performance will
constitute non-compliance with this Agreement. If action to correct such substandard performance is
not taken by the Contractor within the prescribed period of time after being notified by Region 10,
suspension or termination procedures may be initiated.

15. REPORTING AND PAYMENT PROCEDURES

Monthly Reimbursement Report

All Contractor funding will be utilized to provide services throughout the contract period. Monthly
reimbursement requests will include proportioned OAA/OCA, local cash and in-kind funding
necessary to provide projected units of service. The contractor must submit a written request by the
1% of the month for each month an exemption is requested.

Program Income

Program Income is any income generated through delivery of OAA/OCA services by a Contractor
(voluntary contributions/interest income). Program Income shall be spent prior to reimbursement for
the State.

Indirect Costs

Indirect costs are those costs incurred for a common or joint purpose benefiting more than one cost
objective, and not readily assignable to the cost objectives specifically benefited, without effort
disproportionate to the results achieved. If indirect costs are charged, the Contractor will develop
an indirect cost allocation plan for determining the appropriate Contractor’'s share of administrative
costs and shall submit such plan to Region 10 for approval. No indirect charges may be made
without an approved plan.

Payment Procedures

Region 10 will pay to the Contractor, funds available under this Agreement based upon information
submitted by the Contractor and consistent with any approved budget and Region 10 policy
concerning payments. Monthly payments will be made to the Contractor for expenses incurred
related to performance, as outlined in the contract. Expenses are not to exceed actual cash
requirements. In addition, Region 10 reserves the right to liquidate funds available under this
Agreement for costs incurred by Region 10 on behalf of the Contractor.

Payment Request

Requests for reimbursement shall be made on a monthly basis by the Contractor in a format
prescribed by Region 10 and submitted by the COB on the 12" day of each month (or prior
business day if the 12" falls on a weekend or holiday) of the Agreement period.

Reporting Procedures
The Contractor agrees to submit client data and fiscal, performance and other reports in the form,
content and frequency as required by Region 10.

g) Reports Due

The Contractor shall submit fiscal and client data reports to Region 10 by the COB on the 12" day
of each month (or prior business day if the 12" falls on a weekend or holiday) of the Agreement
period.

PROCUREMENT

a) Compliance
The Contractor shall comply with current Volume 10 policies and procedures concerning the

purchase of equipment and shall maintain inventory records of all non-expendable personal
property as defined by such policy as may be procured with funds provided herein. All program
assets (unexpended program income, property, equipment, etc.) shall revert to Region 10 upon
termination of this Agreement.

b) OMB Standards
The Contractor shall procure all materials, property and services in accordance with the
requirements in the OMB Circulars.

c) Travel
The Contractor shall obtain written approval from Region 10 for any unbudgeted travel outside the
service area with funds provided under this Agreement.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST

The Contractor agrees to abide by the provisions of 24 CFR 570.611 with respect to conflicts of
interest, and covenants that it presently has no financial interest and shall not acquire any financial
interest, direct or indirect, which would conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of
services required under this Agreement.

PROHIBITED ACTIVITY

The Contractor is prohibited from using funds provided herein or personnel employed in the
administration of the program for: political activities, sectarian or religious activities, lobbying, political
patronage, and nepotism.

HOLD HARMLESS

The Contractor shall hold harmless, defend and indemnify Region 10, United States Department of
Health and Human Services, and the State of Colorado from any and all claims, actions, suits, charges
and judgments whatsoever that arises out of the Contractor’s performance or non-performance of the
services or subject matter called for in this Agreement.

REGION 10 AREA AGENCY ON AGING RECOGNITION

The Contractor shall insure recognition of the role of Region 10 in providing services through this
Agreement. The Contractor will include a reference to the funding provided herein in all publications
made possible with funds made available under this Agreement.

AMENDMENTS

Region 10 or Contractor may amend this Agreement at any time provided that such amendments
make specific reference to this Agreement, and are executed in writing, signed by a duly authorized
representative of both organizations, and reviewed by the Regional Advisory Council. Such
amendments shall not invalidate this Agreement, nor relieve or release Region 10 or Contractor
from its obligations under this Agreement.





Notwithstanding any other provisions to this Agreement, Region 10 may, in its discretion, amend this
Agreement to conform with Federal, State or Local government legislation, guidelines, policies and
available funding. If such amendments result in a change in the funding, the scope of services, or
schedule of the activities to be undertaken as part of this Agreement, such modifications will be
incorporated only by written amendment signed by both Region 10 and Contractor.

22. SUSPENSION OR TERMINATION
Either party may terminate this Agreement at any time by giving written notice to the other party of
such termination and specifying the effective date thereof at least 30 days before the effective date
of such termination. Partial terminations of the Scope of Service may only be undertaken because
of adjustments to funding and with the prior approval of Region 10.
Region 10 may suspend or terminate this Agreement, in whole or in part, if the Contractor materially
fails to comply with any term of this Agreement, or with any of the rules, regulations or provisions
referred to herein; and Region 10 may declare the Contractor ineligible for any further participation
in Region 10 programs, in addition to other remedies as provided by law. In the event there is a
probable cause to believe the Contractor is in noncompliance with any applicable rules or
regulations, Region 10 may withhold payment of funds until such time as the Contractor is found to
be in compliance by Region 10, or is otherwise adjudicated to be in compliance.
Region 10 may suspend or terminate this Agreement if Region 10 does not receive funding from the
State of Colorado under the Older Coloradans Act and the Colorado General Fund; and/or Older
Americans Act.
23. NON-ASSIGNABILITY
It is understood and agreed that the Contractor shall have no right of assignment under this
Agreement.
24. SEVERABILITY
If any provision of this Agreement is held invalid, the remainder of the Agreement shall not be
affected thereby and all other parts of this Agreement shall nevertheless be in full force and effect.
25. APPLICABLE LAW
This contract shall be construed and enforced in accordance with the laws of the State of Colorado.
26. NOTICES

The Owner requests the Geotechnical Engineer to submit to the Owner a proposal for geotechnical
investigation and engineering services for the proposed Project at the property described below no
later than June 3, 2013.

The Geotechnical Engineer shall submit the proposal by forwarding one (1) signed printed original
of the proposal with a signed copy of this RFP to the Owner. AND printed copies of the same to
the Owner’s Project Consultant, at the addresses given above. as well as electronic copies. via e-
mail, to the Owner and the Owner’s Project Consultant at the e-mail addresses given above.

Dear Mr. Birnie:

As discussed with Michael Mismash last week, we are providing you with a revised scope of
work for the referenced project. Considering our previous work performed for Gunnison County
in 2004 at the site, we can reduce the number of boreholes needed to gather the necessary
information. The information from our 2004 report indicates that groundwater may not be
encountered at the site and therefore installation of groundwater monitoring wells may not be
necessary. The following proposal presents our revised scope of work and estimated costs.

Please refer to the section in our proposal dated June 3, 2013, for information regarding Site
Conditions and Proposed Construction and Site Experience.

Revised Scope of Services

The Scope of Services for Owner’s Geotechnical Engineer provided to us details of an in-depth
approach which includes geotechnical, structural, and civil engineering as well as surveying
services. Buckhorn Geotech can provide these services under one roof, working as a team to
provide a cost efficient and integrated approach to achieving the project goals. The following
revised scope of services outlines our proposed approach, given that we will utilize information
from our 2004 report. The scope includes a geotechnical evaluation, an evaluation of the
general structural integrity of the existing historic courthouse foundations, pavement design,
production of civil design parameters for subsurface drainage, and establishment of a survey
benchmark and determination of borehole elevations.

1. Borehole Locations and Site Access

The figure on the next page shows the revised borehole locations and our anticipated depth of
drilling (& designates the proposed borehole locations and the TD indicates proposed total
depths). The three proposed borehole locations combined with the information from the four
boreholes in our 2004 report should provide sufficient subsurface information to meet the
project goals. If it is necessary to change the location or depth of any of these proposed
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boreholes or to add additional
boreholes, the Architect and
County Manager shall be
notified and the proposed
location and depth of the
borehole shall be agreed
upon. The three new
borehole locations will be
verified and marked in the
field for clarification of utility
locates. The locations of
boreholes and proposed
groundwater monitoring holes
will be coordinated with
Gunnison County personnel.
The elevation and location of
each borehole will be
surveyed.

We will coordinate our field work schedule with you and the Gunnison County administration to
minimize impacts to Gunnison County staff and the public. We will also coordinate with
Gunnison County to provide barricades or traffic cones as needed.

2. Utility Locates

Prior to our on-site evaluation, we will coordinate utility locates with the Utility Notification
Center of Colorado (UNCC) for the proposed borehole locations. Utilities such as water,
sewer, cable, and telephone will not be marked by the respective utility owner past
their junction boxes or valves, and will remain the responsibility of Gunnison County
to clearly mark prior to our evaluation. If irrigation systems exist on the property, these
should be indicated as well. We will work with Gunnison County staff to avoid buried utilities to
as great extent as possible.

3. Resource Review

As a part of our investigation, we will review soils and geological information available for the
area around each project site. We will also review pertinent reports relating to the Gunnison
region that we at Buckhorn Geotech have produced, in-house, over the past 35 years. As
noted earlier in this proposal, Buckhorn Geotech brings site specific experience to
this courthouse project. The information from our 2004 report as well as additional regional
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information will be drawn upon prior to our field work to clarify and focus the goals of the field
evaluation.

4, Site and Subsurface Exploration

At the proposed building site, we will conduct a visual surface reconnaissance and describe the
features of the terrain that may affect the proposed construction. We will then evaluate the
subsurface conditions from three borings drilled at the proposed building site. We propose that
two boreholes be drilled to a depth of 30 feet and one to a depth of 40 feet, or to conventional
drilling auger refusal. The proposed locations and depths of the three borings are shown on
the photograph on page 2 of this proposal. Representative samples of the subsurface materials
encountered will be collected for classification and laboratory testing.

5. Groundwater Monitoring (if necessary)

Groundwater, if present at the time of drilling, will be noted. If groundwater is present, water
levels will be recorded at the time of drilling. Based upon our previous experience at this site
and at adjacent sites, however, we do not anticipate the presence of groundwater within 25
feet of prevailing grades. If groundwater is encountered within 30 feet of the ground surface,
one of the three boreholes will be completed as a groundwater monitoring hole. This
monitoring hole will be permitted with the Colorado Division of Water Resources (DWR) and will
be completed in a manner acceptable to the DWR including a locking cap. Groundwater level
readings will be recorded on a weekly basis for one month and monthly thereafter following the
field evaluation to establish groundwater level data. It is anticipated that water levels will be
measured when nearby city ditch systems are active. Recommendations related to
groundwater, waterproofing and dewatering will not be available until completion
of the monitoring period. Following completion of the monitoring period, the monitoring
well will be abandoned (plugged and sealed) according to DWR regulations.

6. Drilling

We will sub-contract the drilling to an experienced and knowledgeable drilling contractor. The
fee indicated is based on the estimated time to complete the fieldwork using conventional
geotechnical drilling tools and equipment, anticipated at 1 day. The boreholes will be backfilled
after drilling unless it is necessary to complete one of them as a monitoring well.

7. Laboratory Testing

Representative samples of the subsurface materials encountered at each site will be brought
back to our Gunnison laboratory and tested to evaluate compositional and structural properties.
Sieve and Atterberg limits tests will be performed on the subgrade soil types encountered.
Corrosivity testing will be conducted to evaluate the soil’s corrosive affect on underground
metallic conduits and concrete. California Bearing Ratio (CBR) and proctor tests may be
performed on representative soil samples obtained from the areas proposed for pavement.
Other tests we may perform on the samples include swell/consolidation testing, moisture
content, and dry density.
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8. Structural Evaluation of Original Courthouse Building

The proposed construction includes retaining the original historic courthouse built in 1881. This
building is described as having a partial basement and partial crawl space. Existing information
indicates that the east end of the 1881 structure is a full basement (assumed to be 8 feet in
depth). The new construction anticipates a 12 foot deep basement with excavations to a
maximum depth of 15 feet adjacent to the east side of this historic structure, resulting in a 4 to
7 foot undercut below 1881 basement foundations. Due to the nature of the native soils, as
first choice for excavation stabilization, we envision a chemical grout wall for supporting the
1881 basement. If this method is not feasible or desirable, then a form of mechanical
underpinning will be evaluated.

To complement the geotechnical issues involved, an evaluation of the existing building
foundation system will be conducted by one of our licensed structural engineers. This
evaluation will address the presence and nature of a foundation (if any), estimate existing
bearing loads at the structure, and evaluate the structural integrity of the existing foundation
system. This evaluation will be accomplished by visual observation in the crawl space and
basement, recording of wall and foundation materials and conditions, and testing for the
presence of reinforcing materials such as rebar. Soil sampling and testing in the borehole
adjacent to the historic courthouse will be conducted to evaluate soil parameters for chemical
grouting of native soils. Recommendations will be provided in the geotechnical report
for supporting of the existing structure, for integration of the new structure with
the historic structure, and for excavation wall stabilization measures. Since it is
difficult to determine how much time will be necessary to complete the structural evaluation,
we are presenting the costs for these services on an hourly basis, with an estimated cost
ranging from $1,000 to $4,000. We believe this will be the most efficient and economic way to
conduct this part of the evaluation.

9, Geotechnical Report

Once all of our field, laboratory, and office information has been gathered and evaluated we will
produce a geotechnical report of our findings. The reports will describe the geologic setting of
and any pertinent geologic hazards pertaining to the project, our field, office, and laboratory
work, and graphically illustrate the test results. The following information will be provided, as
necessary:

. Recommendations for foundation systems and slabs on-grade, including bearing
pressures, bearing elevations, and anticipated settlement

o Approximate depths to competent bearing strata

Anticipation and management of groundwater

chemically active or corrosive materials or conditions and recommended mitigation
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o Gradation and compaction requirements for site fill, construction backfill, and for

California Bearing Ratio test results for design of pavements

The report will provide the information requested in Item 11 in the Scope of
Services for Owner’s Geotechnical Engineerand in Article 6 of the Request for
Proposal — Geotechnical Services.

10. Drainage Design Recommendations

The proposed new courthouse facility will have a basement at a depth of 10 to 12 feet below
grade. Although no groundwater was encountered to a depth of 26 feet in our previous
geotechnical evaluation work at the site, the possible presence of seasonally high groundwater
should not be discounted. Item 11.d. in the Scope of Services for Owner’s Geotechnical
Engineer requests design parameters for design of perimeter and possibly under slab drains.

Several measures are available for estimating hydraulic conductivity of soils for design purposes
including empirical laboratory methods and experimental in-situ field methods. The particle size
and classification of a soil, determined empirically in a soils laboratory, will provide broad design
parameters for drainage design. Field measurements of hydraulic conductivity of soils include a
slug test (impacting static water levels by adding or removing a known volume and measuring
recovery of static water level) and percolation testing (adding water and measuring the rate of
percolation into the soil).

Laboratory testing of soil particle size and classification will be conducted as part of our site
evaluation. Slug testing should only be necessary if groundwater is found within the depth of
excavation intended. Buckhorn Geotech believes it would be in the best interest of Gunnison
County to provide field measurements of hydraulic conductivity of the soil as a separate line
item to be provided if deemed necessary after the site evaluation is completed. If uniform, well
drained, gravely soils are encountered at foundation level in all of our borings (as is
anticipated), drain parameters can be estimated from the laboratory analysis and in-situ field
testing would be unnecessary.

11. Additional Services

Our standard unit rate fees are attached and will be applicable for additional services as needed
including consultation with the design team in response to questions and clarifications during
the design process.

Item 12 in the Scope of Services for
Owner’s Geotechnical Engineer states the final geotechnical report will be due within 3 weeks of
receipt of the Notice to Proceed. Article 1 General Provisions, Section 1.1 Time (1.1.1) of the
Request for Proposal — Geotechnical Services states the geotechnical evaluation should be
complete within thirty (30) calendar days after written authorization to proceed.

Buckhorn Geotech will place the highest priority in providing Gunnison County with the
completed geotechnical report in a timely and efficient manner. Our standard time frame is 30
calendar days from notice to proceed, dependent upon the availability of a subcontracted drill
rig. Much of the time frame involves utility locates, testing procedures in the laboratory,
analysis of data, and engineer’s review. We believe the 30 calendar day time frame is feasible
but the 21 day time frame is not. As noted previously, the recommendations related to
basement level dewatering, will not be available until after completion of the groundwater
monitoring period (if necessary).

Currently there is not an exact building footprint or site layout. However, reference is made to the Gunnison County
Needs and Systems Assessments, Space Planning and Basic Building Programming Report dated 26 March 2012, and
specifically Option 4 therein, which describes the preliminary building development concept to be pursued in final
programming and conceptual design. The Geotechnical Investigation will not take place until either the Owner or
the Architect of the project has confirmed acceptance of the Geotechnical Engineer’s recommendations for boring
locations.

The building is anticipated to be a total of three stories, one of which is a basement. The building main level is expected
to be 3 to 4 feet above existing grade. The basement is expected to be 10 to 12 feet below the existing grade. The
maximum column dead load for the project is anticipated to be 330 kips and the maximum anticipated column dead
plus live load for the project is 560 kips. The perimeter basement wall loads are expected to be 16 kips per foot. The
building is anticipated to be constructed out of concrete and steel framed structural slabs with some masonry/concrete
bearing walls.

Attached is a site plan showing the suggested number and location of site borings. Proposal shall be based on the
suggested number of borings. If additional (or fewer) borings are needed for the proper evaluation of the site
conditions, then state the recommended number of borings and locations that are recommended in your proposal to
the County and the associated fee for your recommended number of borings.

For the purposes of this proposal, assume the water table in 3 of the borings will be monitored. Includes removal of
monitors after conclusion of use.
Contact Gunnison County Manager to coordinate boring operations.
Obtain utilities locations from public underground utility notification services before performing on-site work.
Drill borings with a truck-mounted rig. Borings to be drilled sufficiently deep to evaluate appropriate foundation
systems. Borings will be at least 10 feet deeper than probable bearing depth for deep foundations, if deep
foundations anticipated to be appropriate, or to practical drill rig refusal, whichever is less.
Obtain sufficient samples from the borings to evaluate the engineering characteristics of the various soils and
bedrock encountered. Samples are to be obtained at no more than 5 foot intervals in the upper 20 feet and no
more than 5 to 10 foot intervals below.
Barricade borings while open and abandon and backfill the borings, after checking for ground water, to the
satisfaction of the Owner.
The governing building code for the project is IBC 2009. The geotechnical investigation and report shall be in
conformance with IBC Section 1803 and as indicated in this RFP.
The written geotechnical report shall be authored by a registered design professional. The geotechnical report shall
address all of the applicable requirements of IBC chapter 18. Other information that, in the opinion of the Geotechnical
Engineer, is important for the safe and proper design of the building foundations should also be included. At a minimum
the report shall include the following:
a. ldentify and describe all soil conditions down to and including bedrock where appropriate. Make
recommendations as to the most appropriate foundation systems and design parameters for those systems.
Include recommendations regarding any known existing mine shafts, tunnels, subsurface obstructions or
other geotechnical natural hazard as they might affect the foundations.
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Provide information regarding site seismic considerations including Seismic Site Class definition, in
accordance with Chapter 16, IBC 2009.

Address water tables as they may affect foundation and/or lower level construction. Measure and record
water table level with respect to ground surface at the time of drilling and several days later. Estimate
dewatering requirements and pumping rates, if any, for both construction and permanent conditions.

The following design parameters are requested for perimeter drains (and underdrains if they are
recommended) adjacent to/or below the proposed building:

i. Anticipated ground water flow rate into the system and drainage patterns around and below the
building.
ii. Proposed underdrain sizes, materials, and minimum slopes required

ii. A detail of the perimeter drain and underdrains as it relates to the proposed foundation system
including drainage, rock, piping, backfill, drainage boards, and geotextile fabric. Relationship to
foundation with dimensions is also required.

iv. Recommendations for minimum and maximum depth dimension from finish floor to pipe invert.

v. Recommendations for spacing and number of cleanouts required for the system. Underdrain
layout plans will be furnished to the Geotechnical Engineer for review and compliance with
Geotechnical Study. Written approval by Geotechnical Engineer shall be required prior to
construction.

For building foundation walls provide horizontal equivalent fluid pressures for both level and sloping
backfill and footing friction values for resisting the horizontal forces for on site backfill materials and for
imported structural fill. Also provide passive pressure values developed in the soil due to horizontal
movement of the building foundation walls of 1/2 in. maximum. Include compaction requirements for
backfill to achieve these values. Provide values without factors of safety for friction, passive, active, and
at-rest soil values. The building engineer or record will apply code required factors of safety when sizing
the foundation elements.

For site retaining walls provide retention options. Give the lateral pressures to be used in design of site
retaining walls in terms of equivalent fluid pressures for on site materials and for imported structural fill.
Give allowable soil footing pressures for retaining wall design. For tall retaining walls address
overburden pressure effects on allowable soil pressures of the heel of the retaining wall.

Provide horizontal equivalent fluid pressures for both level and sloping backfill against site retaining
walls and footing friction values for resisting the horizontal forces. Also provide passive pressure values
developed in the soil due to horizontal movement of the retaining walls of 1-inch maximum. Include
compaction requirements for backfill to achieve these values. Provide ultimate values without factors of
safety for friction, passive, and active soil values. The building engineer of record will apply code
required factors of safety when sizing the foundation elements.

For existing fill which may exist on the site, address if that fill is acceptable for reuse, and the conditions
under which it may be reused. Describe what material must be removed from that fill, if any. Provide
import fill materials specifications and testing requirements.

Define settlement potential of existing and imported fill soils used under the building, for wall backfill,

utility trench backfill, etc. Discuss the time required for settlement at anticipated fill thicknesses for on
site material and for imported granular backfill. Provide recommendations to mitigate settlement.

Address excavation requirements and problems including temporary shoring design criteria for
protection of adjacent buildings and property. Discuss whether use of un-conventional equipment is
anticipated to excavate the site or if the use of blasting may be required.

Give recommendations relative to sub-grade for slab-on-grade construction and whether or not a
structural floor should be used or considered due to adverse soil conditions. For subgrade provide the
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u.

modulus of sub-grade reaction, sub-base material, predicted swell/consolidation values, and state if a
vapor retarder will be required for moisture-sensitive floor coverings.

A spread footing foundation system is expected, but if a deep pier or pile foundation system is
recommend, provide adequate information for design.

If a spread footing foundation system is recommended, describe any over-excavation amounts and
procedures required, as well as the estimated total and differential footing settlement or heave
associated with this type of foundation construction. Define the allowable soil pressure, the minimum
dead load soil pressure to be maintained (if any), ultimate coefficient of friction for footing sliding
resistance, and balanced dead load design criteria (if any). Indicate whether allowable soil bearing
pressure must be reduced for weight of footing or over burden. State whether allowable soil bearing
pressure may be increased for short term loads.

Provide recommendations for pavement thickness for parking, fire lanes, and other anticipated traffic.
Address sub-base and base course, concrete reinforcement, joint spacing, and joint doweling.

Define any voiding requirements under foundation walls, grade beams, and structural floors-on-grade.

Indicate any special cement requirements for concrete elements in contact with soils. Requirements
shall conform to ACI 318-08 Table 4.3.1.

Specify compaction requirements for fill and backfill areas throughout the building site and the
associated settlements associated with these compaction requirements.

Provide the actual existing grade elevation at the top of each boring or pit and identify the benchmark
used to set these elevations.

Provide recommendations regarding minimum earth cover to control frost heave consistent with local
conditions and applicable building code regulations.

During the project design phase, review Earth Work specification sections for inclusion in the Project
Manual and review foundation specification sections for soils-related considerations.

Provide unit rate fees for consultation with the design team to respond to questions and clarifications
necessary during the design.

In addition to printed copies of the report, provide a copy of the report in PDF format.

PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT

This Agreement (“Agreement”) made effective the ____ day of , 2013, is by and
between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado,
whose address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Gunnison County”) and
Cindy Chamberland, whose address is Po Box 2709 Crested Butte, CO 81224 (“Service
Provider”).

RECITALS

Service Provider provides services to the office of Juvenile Services regarding
assessment, service planning, case management and clinical services to promote health
and wellness to individuals and families referred from Gunnison County Family Advocacy
and Support Team through the office of Juvenile Services (“Services”). Gunnison County
desires to engage Service Provider to provide Services according to this Agreement.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and
obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. TERM.
The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date first set forth above and shall
terminate when the scope of services is complete, but not later than June 30, 2014,

unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein.

2. SCOPE OF SERVICES.

Service Provider shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment
to commence, diligently pursue, and complete the services as more specifically set forth
on Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference. All Services
shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with generally accepted
standards for Service Provider's profession and all applicable federal, state and local
laws and regulations affecting the Services or the subject matter thereof. Service
Provider acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and Gunnison County
may contract with additional or other providers able to furnish the same or similar
services as it deems appropriate to do so.

3. STRATEGIC RESULT.

Execution of this Agreement will assist the County in strengthening the continuum of
care while sustaining essential health and human services by reducing out of county
placements by increasing in-county alternatives such as local foster homes, intensive
family interventions, parenting classes, etc (as measured by number of bed days in out
of county placements), as outlined in the Gunnison County Strategic Plan.





4. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.

(@) In exchange for Service Provider's performance of the Services, during
the Term, Gunnison County shall pay Service Provider fees as more specifically set
forth in Exhibit B.

(b) The Compensation shall compensate Service Provider for all charges,
expenses, overhead, payroll costs, employee benefits, insurance subsistence, and
profits, except as specifically set forth herein.

(c) This Agreement is subject to Gunnison County making an annual budget
appropriation in an amount sufficient to fund this Agreement. If Gunnison County fails
or refuses to make such an appropriation, Gunnison County reserves the right to
terminate this Agreement without penalty to Service Provider pursuant to paragraph 7 of
this Agreement.

(d)  This is a service funded through the HBO04-1451 Project and/or DHHS
allocation funding. |If the funds are discontinued for any reason, this contract shall
terminate.

5. INDEMNIFICATION.

(a)  Service Provider agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison
County, its Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all liability,
claims, liens, demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable
attorney’s and expert's fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost,
damage or injury, including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind
caused by the misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of Service Provider or
its employees, subcontractors or agents in connection with this Agreement.

(b)  This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement
with respect to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.

6. INSURANCE.

Service Provider agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that Service
Provider shall carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and
expense, the following insurance policies. Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this
Agreement, Service Provider will provide insurance certificates to Gunnison County,
listing Gunnison County as an additional insured, for the coverage’s required herein
which shall state that such policies shall not be materially changed or cancelled without
thirty (30) days prior notice to Gunnison County.

(a) Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and
Federal law which adequately protects all labor employed by Service Provider during
the term of this Agreement.





(b) Professional Services Liability Insurance or the equivalent in an amount
not less than $350,000, each occurrence and $990,000 aggregate, for damages arising
out of the rendering, or failure to render, any professional services.

(c) Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in the
Services, in an amount no less than $350,000 for any injury to one person in any single
occurrence and in an amount no less than $990,000 for any injury to two or more
persons in any single occurrence.

7. TERMINATION.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination, Service
Provider shall be entitled to compensation for Services performed prior to the date of
termination, per the compensation terms outlined in Exhibit B.

8. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a professional services contract with Service Provider and, therefore, Service
Provider shall not delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior
written consent of Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its
sole discretion. Subject to the foregoing, the terms, covenants and conditions of this
Agreement shall be binding on the successors and assigns of either party.

9. NOTICES.

Any notice, demand or communication which either party may desire or be required to
give to the other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or
rendered if delivered personally or sent by certified first class US mail, postage prepaid,
addressed as follows:

10. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

(@) In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, Service
Provider is acting as an independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint
venture or employee of Gunnison County. Service Provider does not have any authority
to bind Gunnison County in any manner whatsoever.

(b) Service Provider acknowledges and agrees that Service Provider is not
entitled to: (i) unemployment insurance benefits; or (ii) Workers Compensation
coverage, from Gunnison County. Further, Service Provider is obligated to pay federal
and state income tax on any moneys paid it related to the services.

11.  CRIMINAL BACKGROUND CHECK.

(a) Prior to any professional services being performed, Service Provider must
conduct a fingerprint based criminal background check through the Colorado Bureau of
Investigation, pursuant to C.R.S. §27-90-111. A copy of the criminal background check
shall be provided to the department prior to any services being performed. Upon
notification to the department that the contracting employee or Service Provider has
received a conviction for any of the disqualifying offenses described in paragraph (b) or
(c) of subsection (9), C.R.S. §27-90-111, the contracting employee’s or Service
Provider’s position with the department shall be terminated.

(b) Service Provider agrees to comply with the provisions of C.R.S. §27-90-
111, et al, throughout the term of this Agreement, which provides, in relevant part, as
follows:

13. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.

This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties hereto with respect
to the subject matter hereof, and supersedes any and all prior agreements, proposals,
negotiations and representations pertaining to the obligations to be performed
hereunder.

16. GOVERNING LAW.

This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the
State of Colorado. Exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any legal proceedings related to
this Agreement shall be in the state District Court governing Gunnison, Colorado.

PROVIDER AGREEMENT

This Provider Agreement (“Agreement”) made effective the June 1, 2013 is by and between
the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado, whose address
is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Gunnison County”) and Gunnison/Hinsdale
Youth Services, Inc. (“Provider”).

RECITALS

Provider provides professional services regarding mentoring to individuals and families
referred from Gunnison County Department of Health and Human Services (“Department”)
and Gunnison County Juvenile Services. Gunnison County desires to engage Provider to
provide Services according to this Agreement.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and
obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1.  TERM,

The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date first set forth above and shall
terminate on May 31, 2014, unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein.

2. SCOPE OF SERVICES.

Provider shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment to
commence, diligently pursue, and complete the services as more specifically set forth on
Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, regarding mentoring
services to promote health and wellness to individuals and families referred from the
Department or Juvenile Services. All Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in
accordance with generally accepted standards for Provider’s profession and all applicable
federal, state and local laws and regulations affecting the Services or the subject matter
thereof. Provider acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and Gunnison
County may contract with additional or other providers able to furnish the same or similar
services as it deems appropriate to do so.

3. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.

(a) In exchange for Providers performance of the Services, during the Term,
Gunnison County shall pay Provider fees as noted in Exhibit B.

(b) The Compensation shall compensate Provider for all charges, expenses,
overhead, payroll costs, employee benefits, insurance subsistence, and profits, except as
specifically set forth herein.





(c) This is a service funded through CORE and the HB 1451 incentive pool. If
the funds are discontinued for any reason, this contract shall terminate.

4. INDEMNIFICATION.

Either party shall have the righ't to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination, Provider
shall be entitled to compensation for Services performed prior to the date of termination, per
the compensation terms outlined in Exhibit B.

7. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.






This is a personal services contract with Provider and, therefore, Provider shall not
delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent
of Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its discretion.

(a) In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement,
Provider is acting as an independent Contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint
venture or employee of Gunnison County. Provider does not have any authority to
bind Gunnison County in any manner whatsoever.

(b)  Provider acknowledges and agrees that Provider is not entitled to: (i)
unemployment insurance benefits; or (ii) Workers Compensation coverage, from
Gunnison County. Further, Provider is obligated to pay federal and state income tax
on any moneys paid it related to the services.

10. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.

This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties hereto with
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respect to the subject matter hereof, and supersedes any and all prior agreements,
proposals, negotiations and representations pertaining to the obligations to be
performed hereunder.

11.  MISCELLANEOUS.

(a) SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall be
held to be invalid in whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and provisions, or
portions thereof, shall nevertheless be and remain in full force and effect.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN THE
BUREAU OF LAND MANAGEMENT
UNCOMPAHGRE FIELD OFFICE
AND
GUNNISON COUNTY

.  INTRODUCTION

The Bureau of Land Management (BLM), Uncompahgre Field Office, is preparing an
Environmental Impact Statement (EIS). The BLM anticipates that the EIS process will take
approximately one and a half years to complete.

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) establishes a cooperating agency relationship
between the Bureau of Land Management’s Uncompahgre Field Office (“BLM”) and the
Gunnison County (“Cooperator”) for the purpose of preparing the Bull Mountain Unit Master
Development Plan (MDP) EIS. The BLM is the lead federal agency for development of the Bull
Mountain Unit MDP EIS. The BLM acknowledges that the Cooperator has special expertise
applicable to the EIS effort, as defined at 40 CFR 1508.15 and 1508.26. This MOU describes
responsibilities and procedures agreed to by Gunnison County as a Cooperating Agency and
the BLM (“the Parties”).

The cooperating agency relationship established through this MOU shall be governed by all
applicable statutes, regulations, and policies, including the Council on Environmental Quality’s
National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) regulations (in particular, 40 CFR 1501.6 and
1508.5), the BLM'’s planning regulations (in particular, 43 CFR 1601.0-5, 1610.3-1, and 1610.4),
and the Department of the Interior Manual (516 DM 2.5).

Cooperating Agency status provides an opportunity for the BLM and the Cooperating Agency to
work together to enhance the BLM'’s EIS efforts.

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) sets forth roles and responsibilities for the Parties
for the purposes of collaborative preparation of the EIS.

. PURPOSE

In carrying forth its responsibilities and mandates under the National Environmental Policy Act
and Council of Environmental Quality regulations at 40 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), Part
1500 and the Federal Land Policy and Management Act (as amended) CFR Part 1600, the BLM





recognizes a compelling need to ensure that the interests of the Cooperating Agencies are
accounted for, and that they are meaningfully engaged in the EIS.

As such, Gunnison County has requested, and the BLM has agreed to grant, Cooperating
Agency Status pursuant to 40CFR 1501.6, 1501.2, and 1501.8. Under the regulations, the BLM
recognizes that Gunnison County is a Cooperating Agency in this process and is recognized
to have special expertise as it relates to various aspects of the EIS effort.

1. AGENCY DESIGNATIONS

Appendix A specifies Agency Representatives. Each participating entity will designate one
primary representative to attend meetings and to act as a point of contact to ensure coordination
and exchange information between the Cooperating Agencies and the BLM during the EIS
process. An entity may change its representative at any time by providing written notice to the
other party. Cooperating Agencies may also involve “in-house” specialists in discussions, when
a specific topic warrants such expertise.

V. AUTHORITIES FOR AGREEMENT

Authority for the BLM and the Cooperating Agencies to participate in this agreement is provided
by the National Environmental Policy Act, 42 USC 4321 et seq. and 40 CFR 1501.6 —
Cooperating Agencies, 1506.2 — Elimination of Duplication with State and Local Procedures,
and 1508.5 — Cooperating Agency (CA).

Additional authority comes from the Federal Land Policy Management Act, 43 USC 1712 et
seq., which mandates coordination of BLM planning and management efforts with the programs
of state and local governments which may be affected by those planning actions.

The authorities of Gunnison County to enter into this MOU include, but are not limited to:
1. C.R.S.29-1-203

2. C.R.S. 30-11-101(2)(k)

3. The Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado is a
Colorado county, a political subdivision of theState of Colorado, with certain
state constitutional and statutory authorities under Colorado law to regulate land
use and theenvironment in Gunnison County, and to provide for the public
health, safety and welfare in Gunnison County.
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V. ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

A. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE BUREAU OF LAND MANAGEMENT, UFO

The BLM UFO is responsible for the following:

To retain, as lead agency, final responsibility for the content of all NEPA documents,
which include the Draft EIS, the Final EIS, and the Record Of Decision (ROD). The
BLM'’s responsibilities include determining the purpose of and need for the EIS,
selecting alternatives for analysis, identifying effects of the proposed alternatives,
selecting the preferred alternative, and determining appropriate mitigation measures.
In meeting these responsibilities, the BLM will follow all applicable statutory and
regulatory requirements.

To provide the Parties with meaningful opportunities for participation, including
involvement in:

¢ identifying issues and concerns of relevance to the EIS effort,

¢ identifying or providing data that is suitable, available and relevant to the EIS
effort,

e reviewing and commenting on draft sections of the EIS for which the Cooperating
Agencylies] provided input due to their jurisdiction by law and/or special
expertise.

To consider and incorporate information and comments provided by the Cooperating
Agencyl[ies] into EIS documents to the extent possible and where appropriate.

B. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE COOPERATING AGENCYIIES]

Cooperating Agencies in this process are recognized to have jurisdiction by law
and/or special expertise as it relates to various aspects of the EIS effort and as such, is
responsible for the following:

Along with other involved Cooperating Agencies, to participate in the EIS process to
the fullest extent possible.

To assist the BLM with the identification of issues and concerns to be addressed
through the EIS effort.

To provide information, comments, and technical expertise to the BLM regarding
those elements of the EIS, and the data and analyses supporting them, in which it
has jurisdiction or special expertise or for which the BLM requests its assistance.
This information may include but is not limited to the following:

e approved programs, plans and policies potentially affected by the EIS,
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¢ information regarding project area resources and current and proposed uses and
management actions,

e socio-economic data such as demographics, activities and values.

iv. To review and provide comments during specified review periods on preliminary
baseline and other technical reports for which the agency has contributed data or
other pertinent information.

v. To review and provide comments during specified review periods concerning the
following sections of the preliminary Draft EIS:

e preliminary range of alternatives to be considered in detalil,

¢ relevant portions of the “Affected Environment” section (including the socio-
economic portion),

¢ relevant portions of the “Environmental Consequences” section,

e relevant portions of the “Consultation and Coordination” section, including
information on consistency reviews.

vi. To provide the BLM with a consolidated comprehensive review of the Draft EIS
during public review periods.

vii. To assist the BLM with analyzing and reviewing public comments and data, and with
the development of the Final EIS.

C. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PARTIES

It is mutually agreed that:

i. The Parties agree to participate in this EIS process in good faith and make all
reasonable efforts to resolve disagreements.

ii. The Parties agree to comply with the EIS schedule which includes dates for EIS
milestones and timeframes for Cooperator’s [s’] reviews and submissions.

VI. FUNDING

Each entity agrees to fund its own expenses associated with this EIS process.
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VIl. IMPLEMENTATION, AMENDMENT AND TERMINATION

This agreement becomes effective upon signature by all parties, and may be subsequently
amended through written agreement of all signatories. The parties agree to jointly develop a
framework for information exchange and feedback within 60 days of the signing of this
agreement.

Gunnison County or the BLM may terminate this agreement by providing written notice of
termination to the other party. If not terminated sooner, this agreement will end when the Notice
of Availability for the Final EIS is published in the Federal Register.

Nothing in this agreement will abridge or amend the authorities and responsibilities of Gunnison
County or the BLM or any other party on any matter under their respective jurisdictions.

Nothing in this agreement may be construed to require either Gunnison County or the BLM to
obligate or pay funds or in any other way take action in violation of the Anti-Deficiency Act (31
USC 1341) or any State or County law or ordinance.

VIIl. SOVEREIGN IMMUNITY

Neither signatory waives their sovereign immunity by entering into this Memorandum of
Understanding. Each fully retains all immunities and defenses provided by law with respect to
any actions based on or occurring as a result of this agreement.

Nothing in this MOU alters, limits, or supersedes the authorities and responsibilities of any Party
on any matter within their respective jurisdictions. Nothing in this MOU shall require any of the
Parties to perform beyond its respective authority.

IX. PROPRIETARY AND CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION

The Cooperator[s] acknowledge][s] that all supporting materials and draft documents may
become part of the administrative record and may be subject to the requirements of the
Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) and other federal statutes.

Data provided pursuant to this MOU may contain proprietary or pre-decisional BLM information
or information provided by another Cooperator or by the project applicant. To the extent
permissible under law, any recipient of proprietary or pre-decisional information agrees not to
disclose this information to the public, individuals or other entities not a Cooperating Agency on
this EIS project. To the extent permissible by law, any recipient of this information agrees not to
transmit or otherwise divulge this information without approval from the BLM. Any breach of this
provision may result in termination of this MOU.

Requests for information will be made through the points of contact identified in Appendix A,
Agency Representatives. Any confidentiality requirements shall survive termination of the MOU.
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X.  ADMINISTRATION OF THE MOU

This MOU becomes effective upon signature by the authorized officials of the Parties.
This MOU may be amended through written agreement of all signatories.
If not terminated earlier, this MOU will end when the Notice of Availability for the Final EIS is

published in the Federal Register. Any Party may end its participation in this MOU by providing
written notice to all other Parties.

CONSERVATION AGREEMENT FOR
THE GUNNISON SAGE-GROUSE

1.0 INTRODUCTION.
This Conservation Agreement is among:

the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (“FWS"),
the State of Colorado (“State of Colorado”),
the State of Utah (“State of Utah”),

the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado
(“Gunnison County”),

the Board of County Commissioners of Saguache County, Colorado
(“Saguache County”),

the Board of County Commissioners of Dolores County, Colorado (“Dolores
County”),

the Board of County Commissioners of Montezuma County, Colorado
(“Montezuma County”),

the Board of County Commissioners of Delta County, Colorado (“Delta
County”),

the Board of County Commissioners of Montrose County, Colorado (*"Montrose
County”),

the Board of County Commissioners of Hinsdale County, Colorado (“Hinsdale
County”),

the Board of County Commissioners of Mesa County, Colorado (“Mesa
County”),

the Board of County Commissioners of San Miguel County, Colorado (“San
Miguel County”),

the Board of County Commissioners of Ouray County, Colorado (“Ouray
County”), and

the Board of County Commissioners of San Juan County, Utah (“San Juan
County”).

(collectively the “Parties”).

The Parties intend to establish a culture of cooperation, collaboration and partnership
that foster Gunnison Sage-grouse so that the species is stable and growing, healthy
and likely to persist in the long term.






The Parties jointly and individually state their commitment to assist with and
participate in the implementation of this Conservation Agreement. Specific
commitments made hereby are as follows:

1. Each Party will exercise its independent judgment to implement as it deems
appropriate resolutions, regulations and guidelines (“Institutional Controls”)
within the constraints of existing laws, policies and management plans to
enhance species and its habitat;

2. Each Party will exercise its independent judgment to work with the other Parties,
private landowners, other entities and the public in an open and collegial manner
to foster reasonable and necessary conservation actions to conserve the
species and its habitat (“Voluntary Efforts”).

2.0 GUIDING PRINCIPLES AND PHILOSOPHY, AUTHORITIES.
2.1 Purpose.

The purpose of this Conservation Agreement is to identify and implement
measures and strategies to help reach the goal of increasing the current
abundance and vitality of Gunnison Sage-grouse and their habitat by providing
coordinated guidance, recommendations and a Rangewide perspective as well as
analysis of threats, and specific Rangewide and local assessment goals, strategy
goals, implementation tools, and targets.

Guiding Principles And Philosophy.

The guiding principles of this Conservation Agreement are to (1) encourage and
support conservation actions that meet the needs of Gunnison Sage-grouse and
that promote economic communities or minimize impacts to communities; (2)
manage for a health sagebrush steppe ecosystem so that other sagebrush obligate
species in the system will benefit; (3) create a plan that will be flexible enough to
incorporate Gunnison Sage-grouse research findings and successful management
practices into conservation actions; (4) acknowledge the pivotal role private
landowners and local work groups play in conservation efforts; and (5) maintain an
atmosphere of cooperation, participation and commitment among all levels of
government, wildlife managers, landowners, public and private land managers,
other stakeholders, and interested public in development, continuation and
implementation of conservation actions.

A guiding philosophy of this Conservation Agreement is that conservation works
best when implemented at the most local level possible, coordinated collegially
among all the impacted and governing entities.

Authorities.

2.3.1 Overview of the Endangered Species Act.

The purpose of the Endangered Species Act ("ESA”) is to protect and recover
imperiled species and the ecosystems upon which they depend. Under the ESA,






species may be listed as either endangered or threatened. “Endangered” means
a species is in danger of extinction throughout all or a significant portion of its
range. “Threatened” means a species is likely to become endangered within the
foreseeable future. When evaluating a species for listing, the FWS considers five
factors: (1) the present or threatened destruction, modification, or curtailment of
its habitat or range; (2) overutilization for commercial, recreational, scientific, or
educational purposes; (3) disease or predation; (4) inadequacy of existing
regulatory mechanisms; or (5) other natural or manmade factors affecting its
continued existence. When one or more of these factors imperils the survival of
a species, the FWS may take action under ESA Section 4 to protect it.

The ESA protects endangered and threatened species and their habitats by
prohibiting the “take” of listed animals. Section 9 of the ESA prohibits “take” of
any federally endangered wildlife species (16 United States Code (USC) §
1538(a)). As defined by the ESA, “take” means “to harass, harm, pursue, hunt,
shoot, wound, Kill, trap, capture, or collect, or to attempt to engage in any such
conduct’ (16 USC § 1532(19)). “Harm” is further defined by FWS regulations as
“an act which actually kills or injures wildlife and may include significant habitat
modification or degradation where it actually kills or injures wildlife by
significantly impairing essential behavioral patterns including breeding, feeding
or sheltering.” 50 CFR § 17.3. “Harass” in the definition of take is defined by
FWS regulations as “an intentional or negligent act or omission which creates
the likelihood of injury to wildlife by annoying it to such an extent as to
significantly disrupt normal behavioral patterns which include, but are not limited
to, breeding, feeding or sheltering.” Id.

The Endangered Species Act at Sections 4(a)(1) and 4(b)(1)(A), and 50 C.F.R.
424 11(f), require the FWS to consider any local regulations, programs or other
specific conservation measures that positively affect a species status. 50 C.F.R.
424 11(f) states: “The secretary (of Interior) shall take into account, in making
(listing determinations) those efforts, if any, being made by ... any political
subdivision of a state ... to protect such species, whether by ... protection of
habitat, or other conservation practices, within any area under its jurisdiction...”

2.3.2 Legal and Regulatory Framework.

There are many federal, state and county statutes and regulatory mechanisms
that offer protection to Gunnison Sage-grouse. Federal agencies including the
United States Fish and Wildlife Service ("USFWS”), United States Bureau of
Land Management (“BLM"), United States Forest Service (“USFS”), United
States National Park Service (“NPS”) and United States Natural Resources
Conservation Services (“NRCS”) have laws, regulations, policies and funded
programs that authorize and support conservation actions for habitat and
population management. Both Colorado and Utah have state laws and
regulations to protect, preserve and manage wildlife. In Colorado and Utah,
counties have regulatory authorities for wildlife and/or Gunnison Sage-grouse
conservation.

2.3.3 Federal Authority.






a. United States Fish and Wildlife Service. Among other authorities, the USDI
USFWS has authority for conservation of the GUSG through: (1) the ESA of
1973, as amended; (2) the Fish and Wildlife Act of 1956, as amended; and (3)
the Fish and Wildlife Coordination Act, as amended. Congress, in Section 2 of
the ESA, declares that there is value in having incentives for conservation, and
Section 5 of the Act, as amended in 1978, provides authority for agencies to
engage in conservation activities for the protection of candidate species. Section
6 of the ESA directs that the “Secretary shall cooperate to the maximum extent
with the states ...” (16 U.S.C. 1535(a)). The Secretary of Interior may also
authorize states for monitoring the status of candidate species (16 U.S.C.
1535(c)). The Fish and Wildlife Act of 1956, as amended, and the Fish and
Wildlife Coordination Act, as amended, give authorities to the USFWS for
enhancement of all fish and wildlife species and mitigation of impacts to fish and
wildlife, particularly from Federal water development projects. The Federal Aid
and Wildlife Restoration Act of 1937 (Pittman-Robertson Act), as amended,
serves as the principal mechanism for providing federal assistance to states for
the acquisition, restoration, and maintenance of wildlife habitat, for the
management of wildlife areas and resources, and for research into problems of
wildlife management (16 U.S.C. 669-669i).

2.3.4 State Law.

a. Colorado Division of Parks and Wildlife. The CPW, a branch of the
Colorado Department of Natural Resources, has responsibility for the
management and conservation of wildlife resources within state borders,
including the conservation and management of threatened and endangered
species, as defined and directed by state laws (i.e. Colorado Revised Statutes,
Title 33 Article 1). Title 33 Article 1-101, Legislative Declaration states: “It is the
policy of the State of Colorado that the wildlife and their environment are to be
protected, preserved, enhanced and managed for the use, benefit, and
enjoyment of the people of this state and its visitors. It is further declared to be
the policy of this state that there shall be provided a comprehensive program
designed to offer the greatest possible variety of wildlife-related recreational
opportunity to the people of this state and its visitors and that, to carry out such
program and policy, there shall be a continuous operation of planning,
acquisition, and development of wildlife habitats and facilities for wildlife-related
opportunities.”

b. Utah Division of Wildlife Resources. Title 23 of the Utah Code is the
Wildlife Resources Code of Utah and provides the UDWR the powers, duties,
rights, and responsibilities to protect, propagate, manage, conserve, and
distribute wildlife throughout the state. Section 23-13-3 declares that wildlife
existing within the state, not held by private ownership and legally acquired, is
property of the state. Sections 23-14-18 and 23-14-19 authorize the Utah
Wildlife Board to prescribe rules and regulations for the taking and/or possession
of protected wildlife. The hunting season for GUSG in Utah has been closed
since 1989.






UDWR’s wildlife management philosophies are reflected in its Mission
Statement and Strategic Plan. The mission of the UDWR is to assure the future
of protected wildlife for its intrinsic, scientific, educational, and recreational
values through protection, propagation, conservation, and distribution throughout
the state of Utah. The UDWR Strategic Plan calls for focusing efforts on
increasing the abundance, distribution, and range for species of conservation
need by sustaining and restoring habitat functions. A ten-year comprehensive
wildlife conservation plan for Utah will be developed and implemented to
address species/habitats of conservation need, their priorities, and the
necessary actions and future changes.

2.3.5 County Authority/County Institutional Controls.

a. County Authority. A Colorado county has the authority to protect and
promote the health, welfare and safety of the people within its jurisdiction, the
authority to regulate land use planning and environmental quality and protection,
and the express authority to protect lands “from activities which would cause
immediate or foreseeable material danger to significant wildlife habitat and
would endanger a wildlife species.” See: C.R.S. 29-20-104(1)(b).

A Utah county has the authority to provide for the health, safety and welfare,
and promote the property and aesthetics of each county and its present any
future inhabitants and businesses, and provide fundamental fairness in land use
regulation. See: U.C.A. §§17-27a-102.

3.0 BACKGROUND.

Gunnison Sage-grouse Rangewide Conservation Plan, April 2005 (“Rangewide
Conservation Plan”) (attached hereto as Appendix A) was the culmination of almost 2
years of effort by the U.S. Bureau of Land Management, U.S. Forest Service, U.S.
Fish and Wildlife Service, U.S. National Park Service, the Natural Resources
Conservation Service, the Colorado Division of Wildlife, the Utah Division of Wildlife
Resources, North American Mediation Associates and others.

The Rangewide Conservation Plan provided a “conservation assessment,” an
analysis of threats, and conservation strategies. The Rangewide Conservation Plan
provided the then best available, accurate description of the Gunnison Sage-grouse
and Gunnison Sage-grouse habitat. The Rangewide Conservation Plan is the bench
mark document on which this Conservation Agreement is based.

4.0 DESCRIPTION OF THE AREA TO BE COVERED.

This Conservation Agreement is intended to address conservation strategies for
Gunnison Sage-grouse and Gunnison Sage-grouse occupied habitat for all currently
existing populations:

a. Gunnison Basin, Colorado
b. Cerro Summit — Sims Mesa, Colorado

5.4 Joint Efforts Among Various Parties.

Significant efforts to enhance the species and its habitat already have been
initiated among several of the Parties; the Parties intend to continue and expand
those efforts which include:

a. Gunnison Sage-grouse Rangewide Conservation Plan, April 2005
(‘Rangewide Conservation Plan”). See: Section 3.0 above, and Appendix A. The
purpose of the Rangewide Conservation Plan is to identify measures and
strategies “to help reach the goal of increasing the current abundance and vitality
of Gunnison Sage-grouse and their habitat “by providing guidance,
recommendations, and a Rangewide perspective” as well as analysis of threats,
and specific Rangewide and local “assessment goals,” “strategy goals” and targets.






b. Gunnison Basin Strategic Committee. The Gunnison Sage-grouse efforts
were first organized under the Gunnison Basin Local Working Group, founded in
1994, and later incorporated into the Gunnison Basin Sage-grouse Strategic
Committee (GBSC), created in 2005, by the Gunnison County Board of County
Commissioners, to implement programs and steps that would aid in the
preservation of the Gunnison Sage-grouse. They have created both local and
regional conservation plans (Gunnison County Sage-grouse Local Working Group
1997, Gunnison Sage-grouse Rangewide Steering Committee 2005, Gunnison
Basin Sage-grouse Strategic Plan 2009, Gunnison Basin Sage-grouse Habitat
Prioritization Tool 2012), invested over $30 million in direct conservation actions
and passed county-level land use regulations.” The Charter of the Gunnison Basin
Strategic Committee is attached as Appendix Q.

¢. Candidate Conservation Agreement with Assurances for Gunnison Sage-
grouse (Centrocercus minimus) between the Colorado Division of Wildlife and the
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service.

In July, 2006 the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS) and the Colorado Division of
Wildlife (currently, Colorado Parks and Wildlife (CPW)) entered into a Candidate
Conservation Agreement with Assurances (CCAA) for the Gunnison Sage-grouse
across the range of the species in Colorado. Participating landowners may also be
included under the CCAA by signing a Certificate of Inclusion (Cl), subject to
approval by CPW and concurrence by the FWS.

The purpose of this CCAA is for the FWS to join with the CPW and participating
private landowners to implement conservation measures for Gunnison Sage-
grouse in a manner consistent with the FWS’ policy on CCAA’s w (64 FR 32726)
and applicable regulations. The conservation goal of the CCAA is to achieve the
protection and management necessary to preclude listing by obtaining agreements
for grouse habitat protection and/or enhancements on private lands. The
conservation goals will be met by giving the State of Colorado and private
landowners incentives to implement conservation measures. Landowners will be
provided with regulatory certainty concerning land use restrictions that might
otherwise apply should the Gunnison Sage-grouse become listed under the
Endangered Species Act (ESA).

The CCAA pertains to non-federal lands in Colorado encompassed by the current
distribution of Gunnison Sage-grouse, and to those non-federal lands that provide
potential habitat that may be occupied by the species in the future, referred to in
the Rangewide Conservation Plan as “vacant/unknown” and “potentially suitable”
habitats.

Landowners may participate in the CCAA by signing an agreement referred to as a
Certificate of Inclusion (Cl). CI's are of two basic types: 1) Type 1 — CI's maintain
existing conditions and broad management actions; 2) Type 2 — CI's that enhance
habitat conditions through changes or additions to existing management actions.

Goals for habitat protection in populations without seasonal habitats mapped were
identified in the CCAA Agreement as:

d. Gunnison Basin Candidate Conservation Agreement (“CCA”). Beginning in

January, 2010, federal land management agencies and the Gunnison Basin Sage-
grouse Strategic Committee developed a draft Candidate Conservation Agreement
(“CCA”") to promote conservation of the Gunnison Basin Population of the
Gunnison Sage-grouse. The CCA addresses three categories of threats to
Gunnison Sage-grouse habitat on federal lands in the Gunnison Basin, as

identified in the 2010 FWS status review: development, recreation and grazing.

The CCA will apply to such actions on the approximately 395,000 federal acres of
occupied habitat, or approximately 2/3 of the total 590,000 acres of occupied
Gunnison Sage-grouse in the Basin.

It is intended that signatories be:

« USFS: Gunnison Range District of the Grand Mesa, Uncompahgre and

Gunnison National Forest.

-« USNPS: Black Canyon of the Gunnison National Park and Curecanti

e. Memorandum of Understanding. A memorandum of understanding (“MOU")
has been executed among of the governing boards of all of the counties that may
have either Gunnison Sage-grouse, occupied habitat, or both, in their respective
jurisdictions. These counties are:

The intent of the MOU is that the counties, individually and collectively, ensure that
reasonable and adequate work is being conducted, and shall continue to be
conducted, to reach the goal of increasing the current abundance, viability and
vitality of Gunnison Sage-grouse and their habitat. The purpose of (the) MOU is to
identify measures and strategies to achieve this goal. This will be accomplished by
sharing data, strategies, plans and tools, engaging in dialogue, providing among
the parties to the MOU and others recommendations and critique and fostering a
Rangewide perspective on Gunnison Sage-grouse and their habitat.

The parties to the MOU memorialized:

1. Their intent to continue informally their joint discussions;
2. Their intent formally to schedule and conduct regular coordination

meetings;






3. Their intent to take specific coordinated actions to reach the goal of
increasing the current abundance, viability and vitality of Gunnison Sage-
grouse and their habitat;

4. Their intent, when reasonable, to enter into formal intergovernmental
agreements to implement actions that result from the MOU;

5. The fact that the parties to the MOU, individually and in combinations,
already have accomplished significant efforts to foster the Gunnison Sage-
grouse.

A copy of the MOU is attached as Appendix R.

f. Gunnison Sage Grouse Conservation Trust. Gunnison County Sage-grouse
Conservation Trust (“Landfill Mitigation Fund For Gunnison Sage-Grouse”). In 1999
the Gunnison County Landfill property was transferred from the Bureau of Land
Management to Gunnison County. A requirement of that transfer was mitigation for
possible impacts to Gunnison Sage-grouse. A mitigation fund, the Gunnison Sage-
grouse Conservation Trust, was established by the Gunnison County Board of
County Commissioners to hold and disburse funds for Gunnison Sage-grouse
projects.

The Gunnison Sage-grouse Conservation Trust commonly referred to as the
“landfill mitigation fund” mission statement and guiding principles, as adopted by
the Gunnison County Board of County Commissioners, are:

MISSION STATEMENT AND GUIDING PRINCIPLES

The mission of the Gunnison Sage Grouse Conservation Trust is to develop pilot
projects, which will preserve Sage Grouse habitat and associated wildlife habitat
within a two mile radius of the Gunnison County Landfill. The goal is to increase
the number of Gunnison Sage Grouse within this defined area; to address the goal
of the Gunnison Sage Grouse Conservation Plan; to increase the knowledge of
Sage Grouse ecology; and to raise the awareness of the public regarding the
importance of this species to our ecosystem.

Efforts to fulfill this mission will be guided by the following principles:

» The primary emphasis is to use these funds to develop pilot projects within
the defined area, which have the potential of being replicated in other
Gunnison Sage Grouse habitat areas in the County. This will involve the
development of standards and goals to measure the success of these
projects. A secondary emphasis is focused on acquiring basic biological
data through monitoring and research necessary to predict management
actions and consequences fo achieve the goals of the Sage Grouse
Conservation Plan.

= The primary funding strategy is to cooperate with partners in order to match
and maximize all available financial resources. Partners may include the
municipalities, government agencies and programs, educational institutions,
conservation groups, and frusts and private individuals.
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= Available resources are spent in a manner to achieve a balance between
urgent, immediate demands and farsighted, long-range goals.

= To cooperate with the County’s agricultural community in sharing
information regarding the success or failure of pilot projects in order to retain
and continue production on large fracts of farm and ranchlands when
preserving sage-grouse habitat.

In 2006 the Gunnison County Board of County Commissioners expanded the area
of consideration for funding from the Trust Fund to include all areas of Gunnison
Sage-grouse Occupied Habitat in Gunnison County.

Over $250,000 has been expended from the Trust Fund for Gunnison Sage-grouse
Projects (Table 24).

6.0 DURATION.

6.1

This Conservation Agreement is a dynamic document designed to change and
adapt to the needs of the Gunnison Sage-grouse as they are identified. Itis the
intent of the Parties that this Conservation Agreement be formally reviewed every
second year after its execution, and will terminate when the Gunnison Sage-grouse
is removed from the Colorado Species of Concern List in Colorado and the Utah
Sensitive Species List in each State’s respective discretion.

7.0 PROPOSED ACTIONS.
7.1 Covered Geographic Areas and Anticipated Activities.

It is the intent of the Parties that the Gunnison Sage-grouse continue to be healthy,
robust, stable and likely to persist in the long term. To that end, the Parties shall
review and update the Rangewide Conservation Plan to identify each geographic
area and each ongoing or reasonably anticipated activity for which a Rangewide
conservation strategy or a local conservation strategy should be adopted and
implemented by the appropriate governmental entity.

The Parties shall:

i. Review and amend the existing Rangewide Conservation Plan, no later than
, to include current information and analysis of population sizes,
threats to the species, strategies, and goals;

i. Formally adopt the amended Rangewide Conservation Plan, no later than

iii. Expand the current County MOU group to include the other Parties to be a
Conservation Agreement Group which shall meet no less than every six
months;

iv. The local governments create and continue “local population” strategic
committees;
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v. Each Party in its discretion shall implement local strategies consistent with
the Rangewide Conservation Plan as amended — individually or with other
Parties — (both regulatory and nonregulatory) in its own jurisdiction (defined
for the federal and state governments by agency, and for local governments
by their legal, jurisdictional boundary);

vi. Each local government shall develop a “habitat prioritization tool” (similar to
that developed by Gunnison County) in its respective jurisdiction;

vii. The Parties to work in collaboration to export and import strategies based
on the needs of each Gunnison Sage-grouse population;

viii. Monitor for performance of Rangewide Conservation Plan (as amended)
goals;

8.0 ADDITIONAL ACTIONS.
The Parties will explore:
1. Additional conservation partners:
a. United States Department of Interior Bureau of Land Management (“BLM").

The United States Department of Interior (USDI) BLM has authority for
conservation of GUSG through: (1) the Federal Land Management Policy Act
(FLMPA) of 1976 (43 U.S.C. 1701 et seq.; 90 stat. 2743; PL 94-579; (2) the
Sikes Act, Title Il (16 U.S.C. 670 et seq.), as amended; and (3) the BLM
Manual 6840, Special Status Species Management. Specifically, the FLMPA
guidance on sensitive species authorizes that “the public lands be managed in
a manner that will protect the quality of scientific, scenic, historical, ecological,
environmental, air, and atmospheric, water resource, and archeological values;
that, where appropriate, will preserve and protect certain public lands in their
natural condition; that will provide food and habitat for fish and wildlife and
domestic animals... (43 USC 1701 Sec. 102 (a) (8)).”

Section 06 (C) of the 6840 Manual gives the following guidance on candidate
species: “Consistent with existing laws, the BLM shall implement management
plans that conserve candidate species and their habitats and shall ensure that
actions authorized, funded, or carried out by the BLM do not contribute to the
need for the species to become listed.” Specific BLM guidance is outlined in
the 6840 Manual. Section .12 of the 6840 Manual states: “Actions authorized
by BLM shall further the conservation of federally listed and other special
status species and shall not contribute to the need to list any special status
species under provisions of the ESA, or designate additional sensitive species
under provisions of this policy.” The Department of Interior Fish and Wildlife
Policy: State-Federal Relationships (43CFR Part 24.4 (c)) states in part that
“...the Secretary of Interior is charged with the responsibility to manage non-
wilderness BLM lands for multiple uses, including fish and wildlife
conservation. In addition, the RCP is consistent with the BLM National
Conservation Strategy for Sage-grouse (Bureau of Land Management 2004b).
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b. United States Department of Agriculture Forest Service (“USFS”).

The United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) Forest Service (USFS)
has authority for conservation of the GUSG through: 1) the Multiple Use-
Sustained Yield Act (MUSY) of 1960 (P.L. 86-517, 74 Stat. 215, 16 U.S.C
528(note), 528-531); 2) the Sikes Act of 1960 (P.L. 86-797, 74 Stat. 1052, 16
U.S.C. 670 et seq., as amended); 3) the Forest and Rangeland Renewable
Resources Planning Act (RPA) of 1974 (P.L. 93-378, 88 Stat. 476, as
amended; 16 U.S.C. 1600(note), 1600-1614); 4) the National Forest
Management Act (NFMA) of 1976 (P.L. 94-588, 90 Stat. 2949, 16 U.S.C. 472
et seq.) and its implementing regulations (36 CFR 219); 5) Public Rangelands
Improvement Act of 1978 (P.L. 95-514, 92 Stat. 1806, 43 U.S.C. 1901-1908);
and 6) USDA Regulation 9500-4 and the Forest Service Manual (FSM)
Chapter 2600. MUSY directs the USFS to administer the National Forests for
outdoor recreation (including wilderness), range, timber, watershed, and
wildlife and fish purposes, in cooperation with interested State and local
governmental agencies and others. “Multiple use” means the harmonious and
coordinated management of the various surface renewable resources so that
they are utilized in the combination that will best meet the needs of the
American people. The Sikes Act provides authority for cooperative planning,
habitat improvement, and providing adequate protection for threatened or
endangered species under the Endangered Species Act of 1973 or species
considered to be threatened, rare, or endangered by the State agency. RPA
and NFMA provide for comprehensive, integrated planning that will provide for
the diversity of plant and animal communities to meet overall multiple-use
objectives. USDA Regulation 9500-4 directs the USFS to manage “habitats for
all existing native and desired nonnative plants, fish and wildlife species in
order to maintain at least viable populations of such species.” USFS policy
states: “To preclude trends toward endangerment that would result in the need
for federal listing, units must develop conservation strategies for those
sensitive species whose continued existence may be negatively affected by
the forest plan or a proposed project.” (FSM 2621.2).

c. United States Department of Interior National Park Service (“NPS”).

The USDI NPS has authority for conservation of the GUSG through the 1916
NPS Organic Act (16 USC 1) which charges the NPS with management of
parks to “... conserve the scenery and the natural and historic objects and the
wildlife therein and to provide for the enjoyment of the same in such manner
and by such means as will leave them unimpaired for the enjoyment of future
generations.” Additional authorities that guide the NPS are found in the
General Authorities Act of 1970 (16 USC 1c (a)) and the Redwood Act of 1978
(16 USC 1a-1). Furthermore, the Presidential Proclamation establishing Black
Canyon of the Gunnison National Monument (Proclamation No. 2033; March
2, 1933; 17 Stat. 2558), and the Memorandum of Agreement between the NPS
and Bureau of Reclamation dated February 11, 1965, provide authorities for
protection of the GUSG at Black Canyon of the Gunnison National Park and
Curecanti National Recreation Area.
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NPS Management Policies and the NPS-77 Natural Resources Management
Guideline state that the NPS will seek to perpetuate the native animal life as
part of the natural ecosystem of parks. They further define Species of Concern
as all native animal species within a park that face an immediate danger of
losing their natural role in an ecosystem because of human-induced change.
Regarding Species of Concern, NPS-77 states that the NPS should also look
for opportunities to enter into cooperative and interagency agreements and
memoranda of understanding with other federal and state agencies on
research, monitoring, and management of the Species of Concern, and, where
appropriate, promulgate regulations. The NPS must strive to protect the
natural conditions and processes and the ecosystem integrity to the greatest
extent possible for Species of Concern.

NPS-77 further states, “Management of Candidate species should, to the
greatest extent possible, parallel the management of federally listed species.”
The NPS Management Policies identifies the management of threatened or
endangered plants and animals as follows: “The Service will survey for,
protect, and strive to recover all species native to national park system units
that are listed under the ESA. The Service will fully meet its obligations under
the NPS Organic Act and the ESA to both proactively conserve listed species
and prevent detrimental effects on these species.”

d. United States Department of Agriculture Natural Resources Conservation
Service (“NRCS”).

The USDA NRCS has authority for conservation of GUSG through: (1) the Soil
Conservation and Domestic Allotment Act of 1936, as amended (PL 74-46; (2)
the Department of Agriculture Reorganization Act of 1994 (PL 103-354; 7
U.S.C. 6962); and (3) the Farm Security and Rural Investment Act (Farm Bill)
of 2002 (PL 107-171).

e. United States Farm Services Administration (“FSA”).

The FSA, under the Conservation Reserve Program, establishes contracts
with agricultural producers to retire highly erodible and other environmentally
sensitive cropland and pasture for improvement of surface water quality,
creation of wildlife habitat, preservation of soil productivity, and reduction of
offsite wind erosion damages.

2. NRCS and Other Private Lands Conservation Programs (E.g. EQIP, WHIP,
FRPP).

3. Non-agricultural CCAA’s.
4. Mitigation Agreement.
5. Habitat Conservation Funding.
9.0 SEPARATE ACTIVITIES AND RESOURCES.

Each of the Parties retains its sole discretion to conduct its own activities and utilize its
own resources, including expenditure of its own funds, in implementing this
Agreement. Nothing in this Conservation Agreement shall commit a Party to obligate
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or transfer funds. Specific work projects or activities that involve the transfer of funds,
services or property will require separate agreements and be contingent upon the
availability of appropriated funds. Each Party will carry out its separate activities as
expeditiously as possible in a coordinated and mutually beneficial manner.

10.0 SIMILAR ACTIVITIES.
This Conservation Agreement in no way restricts a Party from participating in similar
activities with other public or private agencies, organizations or individuals.

11.0 REMEDIES LIMITED.

This Conservation Agreement does not, and shall not be construed to, create any
cause of action in law or equity. The sole remedy for breach or nonperformance shall
be termination of the Conservation Agreement.

INTRODUCTION

Gunnison County, Colorado, owner of the Gunnison/Crested Butte Regional Airport, in
partnership with the Gunnison Valley Rural Transportation Authority, the Gunnison Crested Butte

The Gunnison area is a vacation and tourism Mecca with a wide range of both summer and
winter leisure activities available.

“Since 2009 Gunnison air service, measured in .
country, most of which are much more

available seafs, is down 347%" accessible by car or air. Yet since 2009
Gunnison air service, measured in available seats, is down 34%. This precipitous decline is far
greater than the capacity changes at any other Colorado resort market airport in the same
period. Furthermore, since 2009 Gunnison’s average domestic fare has jumped 36%, a greater
increase than at any peer airport except one. As a result, Gunnison domestic traffic is down 26%
in the 2009 to 2012 period. The combination of significant capacity declines and large average
fare increases hurts the local economy and the overall competitiveness of its leisure and
vacation infrastructure. Compounding the overall decline in service is the extireme imbalance of
current service. Fully 65% of current annual Gunnison capacity is offered between December

and March.

The Gunnison Air Service Partnership, including the enfities named above and a host of others
are committed to reversing the decline in local air service and the summer/winter capacity
imbalance.

Economy — The Gunnison area economy'’s primary driver is fourism, accounting for nearly half of
overall economic activity. Other key sectors are education and agriculture (ranching). The city
of Gunnison is a regional center for retail frade and services, education, medical services and
government services. Western State Colorado University is within the city limits and is the largest

local employer. There are about 2,400 students, 25% of which are from out-of-state. The City has

The City and its Airport are the gateway to a stunning variety of vacation and leisure venues. The

Mountain has nearly 1,200 acres, 16 lifts, 121 trails and averages 300+ inches of snow per season.
The Resort has invested over $200 million on infrastructure improvements and expansion in recent
years. The Monarch Ski Area (40 miles east) has 800 acres, 5 lifts and 350+ inches of snow per
season. For summer activities the Black Canyon of the Gunnison National Park is just west of the
city. The county has eight designated Federal Wilderness Areas and the Curecanti National

Recreation Area around the Blue Mesa Reservoir. The area is also popular with hunters in fall.

GUC reported DOT domestic traffic and revenue by region for year 2012
There is a clear correlation between availability of nonstop air service and traffic in the Gunnison
market. Seasonal Dallas and Houston service generates 47% of total annual market seats and
the South Cenftral U.S. (Texas, Oklahoma, Arkansas and Louisiana) generates 44% of domestic
traffic. Due to a complete lack of westbound service the Far West region garners only 9% of

domestic fraffic.

Air Service Deficiencies — The Gunnison area economy is primarily driven by tourism, with world
class winter and summer leisure venues and activities nearby. The region'’s isolation means that
air service is crifical to capturing tourism visits and dollars. Yet Gunnison airline capacity,
measured in available seats, has declined 34.5% between 2009 and 2012 while average
domestic fare is up 36% in the same period. As a result domestic traffic has declined 26% since

2009.

Both American and United show dramatic year by year shifts in capacity while segments flown
continue to steadily decline due fo shifts in the size of aircraft offered on certain routes. For
example, American operated DFW service in 2011 with primarily large regional jets while in 2012
the service was primarily 757s. This will shift again in 2012-2013 with the use of A319 gauge
equipment. However, the change in total segments flown and seats offered from 2009 to 2012 is

inescapable, a massive decline.

Many small and medium sized airports have suffered capacity and fraffic declines along with

fare increases in recent years. However, Gunnison's air service declines are more measurable
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than those of its peer group, other Colorado mountain airports that serve mostly leisure and

resort communities.

In the period 2009 - 2012 Gunnison has had the largest loss of capacity and the biggest decline
in fraffic among its peers. Gunnison also had the highest fare increase in that fimeframe in the

group except for that which occurred at Montrose, which had a similar 36% increase.

Gunnison air service is also deficient compared to its peers in terms of the number of nonstop

destinations served, on both a seasonal basis and year-round.

Aspen has six nonstop destinations, five of which are either year round or two-season. At
Durango all three nonstop routes are year-round. Eagle has nine nonstop routes, two year-round
and seven winter-only. Hayden has eight nonstop routes with seven being winter-only. Montrose
has nine nonstop routes, three of which are year-round or two-season. It is noteworthy that

Gunnison is the only airport in the group without westbound service.

A direct result of the decline in Gunnison air service is a decline in the number of visitors by air.
Per DOT traffic reports, in 2009 Gunnison air service generated 80,040 domestic O&D. As is typical
for an in-bound leisure destination airport 78.7% of that domestic traffic was recorded as having

an inbound origin. That meant that 62,970 of the O&D passengers were inbound, equaling

visitors by air, a 23.4% decline over that period.

Page six of this application references average visitor stay of 4.6 days in winter and 4.2 days in
summer. This implies that the decline of 7,365 visitors by air has cost Gunnison approximately
32,400 visitor days. At even a modest $200 per day average visitor spend that represents $6.5

million in lost local tourism spending, just from the loss of 7,365 annual visitors by air since 2009.

Gunnison Air Service Needs — Clearly, Gunnison needs additional air service capacity. While any
capacity increase would be welcomed by the community and strongly supported, the most
glaring need is for additional summer season capacity. Summer season leisure visitor traffic is
growing and new service, from any hub, would re-enforce the relatively limited (frequency and

capacity) Denver service currently offered during that period.

Some 44% of total Gunnison’s 2012 domestic O&D were from the South Central U.S., that being
the states of Texas, Arkansas, Oklahoma and Louisiana. Gunnison's top three domestic markets
are Dallas, Houston and Austin and seven of the top twenty domestic markets are in the South

Central U.S. Texas residents own 36% of local out-of-state second homes (1,416 of 3,978).

Clearly the best new summer service option, with the most impact and potential for self
sustaining success, would be service to Texas, logically either American Airlines to Dallas (DFW) or
United Airlines to Houston (IAH). Either new route would offer not only nonstop service from a
major metro area in Texas but both would also offer the online connection benefits afforded by
the large connecting hubs of American (DFW) or United (IAH). The Gunnison parties participating
in this Grant application believe that new summer service to a major hub airport in Texas will
have significant and measurable economic impact and spur further summer season capacity
growth in future years. Alternatively, US Airways Phoenix summer service, while not from Texas,
would carry the code of American Airlines (due to pending merger) and also provide Gunnison

with its first westbound service, opening up the Arizona and California markets.

The Gunnison Air Service Partnership infends to recruit new summer season air service to the
Gunnison Regional Airport. As demonstrated on the previous page, we have developed close
relationships with our airline partners and work closely with our incumbent airlines and
perspective new entrant carriers. We are confident that Grant funding, used as outlined herein,

will result in an improvement in summer season Gunnison air service beginning in 2014.

Proposed New Route — We have identified that the best new air service for Gunnison would be
summer season service to a major hub in Texas. Texas and the south central U.S. region is by far
and away the largest domestic O&D traffic generator for Gunnison. Both Dallas and Houston
currently have winter season (mid December through March) service to Gunnison with DFW

service being daily most of that winter period and Houston service being weekend only.

The summer season is our target because of the extreme imbalance in current Gunnison air
service, with 67% of annual seat capacity flown in the December to March fimeframe while our
peak summer tourism season barely sees two regional jet round ftrips a day to Denver. We
believe that added summer season service (with IAH, DFW or PHX as options) will create a
critical mass of air service at the airport during that season and make it possible, in a few years,
to recruit additional self-sustaining summer services. Our primary recruitment target for grant
supported service will be United Airlines and summer season service to Houston IAH. American

service to DFW and US Airways (American’s merger partner) service to Phoenix are also options.

Funding Plan — The Gunnison parties propose to use a combination of $350,000 of local, non-
airport funding and $350,000 of Grant funding to create a $700,000 total fund dedicated to the
risk abatement of and marketing of new summer season. While the bulk of total fund monies will

likely be dedicated to carrier risk abatement, the Gunnison parties fully understand the absolute

Objectives of
the Grant were; identification of appropriate markets, negofiation with airlines for service
feasibility and implementation of a summer/winter service guarantee and development of a

marketing program.

Program funding was used for marketing new flights that the just then formed Gunnison Valley
Regional Transportation Authority was able to recruit. The $200,000 in Department funding
complemented local funding in the marketing of new air services. A range of routes received
marketing support from Grant funding, including flights to Dallas, Denver, Houston, and Newark.
No DOT funding was used for minimum revenue guarantees. All Grant funding was spent and

the grant was closed in first quarter of 2005.
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The economy of Gunnison and Crested Butte, Colorado and the surrounding area is heavily
dependent on ftourism for economic activity and economic growth. Tourism has two seasons in
Gunnison, winter for snow sports at both Crested Butte and Monarch Mountains and summer for
a wide range of leisure activities, from hiking to water sports. The Gunnison region is very isolated,
the nearest measurable low fare airline service is at the Denver airport, some 225 mostly two lane
road miles east. While the isolation is part of the charm of the region it also presents a significant
challenge in that tourist and visitor access to the area, especially out-of-state access is limited

and dependent on available and affordable air service.

Yet Gunnison air service, measured in available seats, is down 34% since 2009 In that same
timeframe traffic is down 26% and average domestic fare is up 36%. For all three of these
meftrics, Gunnison's changes since 2009 are the most negative among its peer group, other
Colorado mountain community airports that rely on tourism. The decline in Gunnison air service is
compounded by the imbalance of that service, with 65% of total annual seats offered during
the winter period of mid-December to March each year. Gunnison air service shrinks to
sometimes one flight per day in spring and fall shoulder months but even during the summer
tourism peak service is limited to either one or two flights per day to Denver. The seasonal
imbalance of capacity is of particular concern given that, in terms of measurable economic

activity from tourism, the summer season is as large as or perhaps larger than the winter season.

In this Grant application the Gunnison parties propose to use $350,000 in Grant funding,
matched with $350,000 in local non-airport cash, to mitigate the initial economic risk of new
summer season service from Houston, Dallas or Phoenix. Texas hub service would fit well given
that some 44% of total annual Gunnison domestic traffic is exchanged with the Texas,
Oklahoma, Arkansas and Louisiana region. Phoenix service would open up westbound summer

service and Phoenix would serve as both an east and west bound connecting hub.

The Gunnison region relies on tourism as it primary economic engine. That engine has no fuel
without tourists and the community’s isolation means that seasonally balanced air service is an
essential consideration for local economic growth. We urge the Department to approve this
Grant request. We are confident that, with Grant funding, we will be able to recruit and support
new air service in the summer of 2014. Thank you for your fullest consideration of this important

« Most of you will continue fund the same activities, eligible expenses and sub-grantee agencies for the continuation of program year

2013/2014 (which is how the new three year plan was intended) and will therefore be offered a ""Unilateral” amendment which
will serve to infuse the new funds to your contract. For those of you who have this plan....please immediately create a revised
budget that matches your "2nd allocation amount" (see the attached spreadsheet and use the 2nd allocation amount), to the penny.
My recommendation is that you simply take the first allocation amount and adjust it to the exact dollar amount of the second
allocation.

Bilateral amendments are NOT RETROACTIVE and therefore. we must work on these very
quickly to execute in a timely manner in the event that you are fully spent down for the program year and do not have carry over
funds to keep you afloat. All activities, eligible expenses and/or sub-grantee cost will not be covered for expenses until the
bilateral amendment has been fully executed by both the authorized signatory for contracts, and the State of Colorado. If
however you still have funds available, you can continue business as usual for all current contract Scope of Project items, and you
will be reimbursed for those costs only. No new costs can be reimbursed by the state until the bilateral amendment is executed.

PURCHASE OF SERVICE CONTRACT
COUNTY, COLORADO

THIS AGREEMENT is made by and between the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison
County, Colorado, (County), located at 200 E. Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado and the program
named Discover Goodwill of Southern and Western Colorado, located at 1460 Garden of Gods
Rd., Colorado Springs, Colorado 80907 (Contractor). County and the Contractor, for the
consideration herein set forth, agree as follows:

SECTIONI - SERVICES OF THE CONTRACTOR

The program and scope of services outlined in this Agreement relate to the Low-Income Energy
Assistance ("LEAP") Program:

A. Purpose
The purpose of the program is to:

Assist low-income households to:
A) Meet their home heating costs, and
B) Address home heating emergencies, such as residential heating system repairs.

B. Service Recipients

Households with the lowest income and the highest heating costs in relation to income,
taking into account family size, are the target population. This may include the elderly, the
disabled and the homebound. Renters and homeowners shall be treated equitably. It may be
necessary to process expedited applications due to emergency situations (e.g., clients
receiving disconnect notices or fuel source has been shut off, eviction notices, out of fuel,
etc.).

C. Performance Measurements

The Colorado Department of Human Services (CDHS) LEAP Office and the State Auditor
regularly monitor and audit County programs for compliance with all LEAP rules and
guidelines, including time limits for processing applications and using the correct criteria for
determining income, vulnerability to heating costs, eligibility, etc. If a program review or
audit by State or Federal offices or by the County auditor or contract management staff
results in the need for a corrective action plan, Contractor shall develop such plan and
implement it after receiving the County’s approval. If such an audit results in a financial
penalty for the County, Contractor agrees that it shall be responsible for reimbursing the
County.

Contractor and its staff shall protect the confidentiality of all applicant/recipient
records and other materials that are maintained in accordance with this contract.
Except for purposes directly connected with the administration of this
program/project, no information about or obtained from any applicant/recipient in the
possession of the contractor or any of its staff shall be disclosed in a form identifiable
of the applicant/recipient without their prior written approval. Contractor shall have
written policies governing access to, duplication and dissemination of all such
information. Contractor shall advise its employees, agents, subcontractors, if any, that
they are subject to these confidentiality requirements. Contractor shall provide its
employees, agents and subcontractors with a copy or written explanation of these
confidentiality requirements before access to confidential data is permitted.
Contractor shall comply with the Information Technology (IT) requirements of both
the State and the County. Contractor shall be held responsible and accountable for its
employees’ use of County computers.

Contractor shall maintain case records in its office in a secure manner. A filing
order shall be established and all cases shall be kept up to date and in the established
filing order. The filing method developed by the Contractor must be approved by the
County.

SECTION II - RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE COUNTY

The County, through Gunnison County Department of Health & Human Services (GCDHHS),
shall provide:

The County, the State, and Contractor shall work together to provide application forms to
all new applicants for public assistance, non-assistance Food Stamp households, and
Medicaid households, as well as prior year LEAP-only households.
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The County shall provide the Contractor with access to the State computer systems and
other systems as necessary.

. Unless otherwise agreed, the County or the State shall contract with all bulk and non-bulk

fuel suppliers who have indicated they are interested in participating in the program and
who are acceptable to the County for provision of heating, emergency situations, and
weatherization services as provided for under the LEAP program.

. The County shall monitor the Contractor’s performance. Such monitoring may include,

but not be limited to:

- customer service with both clients and vendors

- monitoring of Contractor’s billing processes related to the LEAP Program, including

- evaluation of complaints and complaint resolution

- the number of applications mailed and distributed; number of applications received

- number of applications approved and denied; number of emergency cases

- number of telephone interviews; number of outreach efforts made

- number of vendor and client complaints received and how resolved

- other program outcome measures as may be mutually agreed upon during contract
negotiation.

SECTION III - TERM

The term of this Agreement shall be from October 1, 2013, through September 30, 2014.

SECTION IV - PAYMENT AND FEE SCHEDULE
Availability of Funds

Payment pursuant to this contract is subject to and contingent upon the continuing
availability of Federal and State funds for the various programs. In the event that such
funds are increased, decreased or become unavailable, the services provided herein shall
be increased, decreased or terminated accordingly. Reimbursement under this contract
shall be allowed up to the contract amount based on actual expenditures.

Payments to Contractor

Contractor shall submit monthly billing based on expenditures by the 30™ of each month for
services provided in the previous month.
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3. Reimbursement

Contractor shall receive reimbursement in accordance with the Budget that is negotiated
annually between the Contractor and County. The total amount allowed in the contract
shall not exceed the annual allocation for Administrative expenses established by the
Colorado Department of Human Services.

4, Administrative Expenditure

Administrative expenses may include the following:

- Personnel Costs (Includes LEAP supervisors, eligibility technicians, clerks, data entry
personnel, and support staff, e.g. accountants);

- Rent of Office Space;

- Office Furnishings;

- Telephone;

- Automated Systems: Includes computer hardware, software, maintenance, Internet access
and other associated costs;

- Office Supplies and Equipment;

- Mailing Costs: Includes costs to mail letters requesting earnings documentation, heating
bills, or other verification required to determine eligibility and benefit amount;

- Travel: Includes transportation costs between local offices, utility company sites, and
travel to meetings and conferences.

- Administrative Fee

- Indirect expenses at 12%

SECTION V — INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

In providing services under this Agreement, the Contractor acts as an independent contractor and
not as an employee of the County. The Contractor shall be solely and entirely responsible for
his/her acts, and the acts of his/her employees, agents, servants, and subcontractors during the
term and performance of this Agreement. No employee, agent, servant, or subcontractor of the
Contractor shall be deemed to be an employee, agent, or servant of the County because of the
performance of any services or work under this Agreement. The Contractor, at its expense, shall
procure and maintain workers’ compensation insurance as required by law,

Pursuant to section 8-40-202(2)(b)(IV), C.R.S.. as amended, Contractor understands that
Contractor and Contractor's employees/agents are not entitled to workers' compensation benefits
from Gunnison County. Contractor further understands that Contractor is solely obligated for the
payment of-federal and state income tax on any moneys earned pursuant to this Agreement.

SECTION VI - NONDISCRIMINATION
The Contractor shall not discriminate against any employee or qualified applicant for

employment because of age, race, color, religion, marital status, disability, sex, or national
origin, The Contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and
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applicants for employment, notices provided by the local public agency setting forth the
provisions of this nondiscrimination clause. The Contractor agrees to comply with the
Americans with Disabilities Act and Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act, which provide that no
qualified individual with a disability shall, by reason of such disability, be excluded from
participation in or be denied the benefit of services.

The Contractor is familiar with CDHS Staff Manual, Vol. 3, section 3.860.5,¢t seq., and shall
comply with all of the provisions thereof,

SECTION VII - INDEMNIFICATION

The Contractor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the County, its officers, agents, elected
officials, and employees for, from, and against any and all claims, suits, expenses, damages, or
other liabilities, including reasonable attorney fees and court costs, arising out of damage or
injury to persons, entities, or property caused or sustained by any person(s) as a result of the
Contractor's performance or failure to perform pursuant to the terms of this Agreement.

SECTION VIII - INSURANCE
The Contractor agrees to maintain insurance of the following types and amounts:

Commercial General Liability Insurance: to include products liability, completed operations,
contractual, broad form property damage and personal injury.

General Aggregate $2,000,000

Comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance: to include all motor vehicles owned, hired,

leased, or borrowed.

Workers' Compensation Insurance: Per Colorado Statutes

*Professional Liability Insurance: to include coverage for damages or claims for damages arising
out of the rendering, or failure to render, any professional services.
Each Occurrence $1,000,000

*This insurance requirement applies only to Contractors who are performing services under this
Agreement as professionals licensed under the laws of the State of Colorado, such as physicians,
lawyers, engineers, nurses, mental health providers, and any other licensed professionals. The
Contractor's commercial general liability, comprehensive automobile liability, and professional
liability insurance policies and/or certificates of insurance shall be issued to include Gunnison
County as an "additional insured," and shall include the following provisions:

1. Underwriters shall have no right of recovery or subrogation against the County, it being

the intent of the parties that the insurance policies so affected shall protect both parties
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and be primary coverage for any and all losses resulting from the actions or negligence of
the Contractor.

2. The insurance companies issuing the policy or policies shall have no recourse against the
County for payment of any premiums due or for any assessments under any form of any
policy.

3. Any and all deductibles contained in any insurance policy shall be assumed by and at the
sole risk of the Contractor. All insurers of the Contractor must be licensed or approved to
do business in the State of Colorado.

Upon failure of the Contractor to furnish, deliver and/or maintain such insurance as provided
herein, this Agreement, at the election of the County, may be immediately declared suspended,
discontinued, or terminated. Failure of the Contractor in obtaining and/or maintaining any
required insurance shall not relieve the Contractor from any liability under this Agreement, nor
shall the insurance requirements be construed to conflict with the obligations of the Contractor
concerning indemnification. Each insurance policy herein required shall be endorsed to state that
coverage shall not be suspended, voided, or canceled without thirty (30) days prior written notice
by certified mail, return receipt requested, to the County. At any time during the term of this
Agreement, the County may require the Contractor to provide proof of the insurance coverage or
policies required under this Agreement.

SECTION IX - TERMINATION

A. For Cause

If, through any cause, the Contractor fails to fulfill its obligations under this Agreement in a
timely and proper manner, or if the Contractor violates any of the covenants, conditions, or
stipulations of this Agreement, the County shall thereupon have the right to immediately
terminate this Agreement, upon giving written notice to the Contractor of such termination and
specifying the effective date thereof. If, through any cause, the County fails to fulfill its
obligations under this Agreement in a timely and proper manner, or if the County violates any of
the covenants, conditions, or stipulations of this Agreement, the Contractor shall thereupon have
the right to immediately terminate this Agreement, upon giving written notice to the County of
such termination and specifying the effective date thereof.

B. For Convenience

The County may terminate the Agreement at any time by giving written notice as specified
herein to the other party, which notice shall be given at least thirty (30) days prior to the effective
date of the termination. If the Agreement is terminated by the County, the Contractor will be
paid an amount that bears the same ratio to the total compensation as the services actually
performed bear to the total services the Contractor was to perform under the Agreement, less
payments previously made to the Contractor under the Agreement.
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SECTION X - MUTUAL UNDERSTANDINGS

A. Jurisdiction and Venue

The laws of the State of Colorado shall govern as to the interpretation, validity, and effect of this
Agreement. The parties agree that jurisdiction and venue for any disputes arising under this
Agreement shall be in Gunnison County, Colorado.

B. Compliance with [aws

During the performance of this Agreement, the Contractor agrees to strictly adhere to all
applicable federal, state, and local laws, rules and regulations, including all licensing and permit
requirements. The parties hereto aver that they are familiar with § 188-301, et seq., C.R.S.
(Bribery and Corrupt Influences), as amended, and § 18-8-401, et seq., C.R.S. (Abuse of Public
Office), as amended, and that no violations of such provisions are present. Without limiting the
generality of the foregoing, Contractor expressly agrees to comply with the privacy and security
requirements of the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 when exposed
to or provided with any data or records under this agreement considered to be Protected Health
Information.

C. Record Retention

The Contractor shall maintain records and documentation of the services provided under this
Agreement, including fiscal records, and shall retain the records for a period of three (3) years
from the date this Agreement is terminated. Said records and documents shall be subject at all
reasonable times to inspection, review, or audit by authorized federal, state, or County personnel.
Personally identifiable information shall require a current release from the client.

D. Assignability
Neither this Agreement, nor any rights hereunder, in whole or in part, shall be assignable or

otherwise transferable by the Contractor without the prior written consent of the County.

E. Waiver

Waiver of strict performance or the breach of any provision of this Agreement shall not be
deemed a waiver, nor shall it prejudice the waiving party's right to require strict performance of
the same provision, or any other provision in the future, unless such waiver has rendered future

performance commercially impossible.

F. Force Majeure
Neither party shall be liable for any delay or failure to perform its obligations hereunder to the

extent that such delay or failure is caused by a force or event beyond the control of such party
including, without limitation, war, embargoes, strikes, governmental restrictions, riots, fires,
floods, earthquakes, or other acts of God.
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G. Confidentiality

Both parties acknowledge that information obtained and exchanged about clients in the
performance this contract is confidential. Both parties will protect all confidential information
pursuant to the requirements of state and federal law. Both parties acknowledge that release of
this information is subject to the requirements of federal and state law.

H. Integration of Understanding

This Agreement contains the entire understanding of the parties hereto and neither it, nor the
rights and obligations hereunder, may be changed, modified, or waived except by an instrument
in writing that is signed by the parties hereto.

I. Severability
If any provision of this Agreement is determined to be unenforceable or invalid for any reason,

the remainder of this Agreement shall remain in effect, unless otherwise terminated in
accordance with the terms contained herein.

J. Authorization
Each party represents and warrants that it has the power and ability to enter into this Agreement,
to grant the rights granted herein, and to perform the duties and obligations herein described.

K. Incident Report Requirement

The Contractor shall report all incidents of suspected theft, fraud, or other employee misconduct
to one of the following: Gunnison County Health & Human Services Director, Finance Director,
or the assigned Contract Manager immediately upon discovery, of each incident. This applies to
all contracted employees who serve the program in this agreement and includes any employees,
who have access or gain access to County’s materials, supplies, or monies, through this contract.
The Contractor will comply and cooperate with the County on requests for information and
assistance relevant to each incident reported and any ensuing investigation.

SECTION XI - COMPLIANCE WITH C.R.S. § 8-17.5-101, ET. SEQ. AS AMENDED
S/13/08

Pursuant to Colorado Revised Statute (C.R.S.), § 8-17.5-101, et. seq., as amended 5/13/08, the
Contractor shall meet the following requirements prior to signing this Agreement (public
contract for service) and for the duration thereof:

1. The Contractor shall certify participation in the E-Verify Program (the electronic
employment verification program that is authorized in 8 U.S.C. § 1324a and jointly
administered by the United States Department of Homeland Security and the Social
Security Administration, or its successor program) or the County Program (the
employment verification program established by the Colorado Department of Labor and
Employment pursuant to C.R.S. § 8-17.5-102(5)) on the attached certification.

2. The Contractor shall not knowingly employ or contract with an illegal alien to perform
work under this public contract for services.

The
machine and mailings are part of either operational (administrative) or
outreach costs and can, with appropriate documentation, be reimbursed to
the Contractor.

2. Complete operational management of the LEAP Program in compliance with all
LEAP Rules and Regulations, including but not limited to:

Contractor shall monitor the quality of services that vendors provide
to LEAP clients and shall resolve such quality issues or procedural concerns
with vendors, and/or report any unresolved problems or concerns to the
County.

e Account balances are refunded to eligible households (or to the County) in
accordance with the LEAP Program rules and regulations.

e Recovery procedures are appropriately initiated by vendors.

¢ Estimated Home Heating Costs (EHHC) are provided for eligible Households
using the Vendor’s service.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance No. 8 a. and Ordinance No. 14, the Board of
County Commissioners of Gunnison County Colorado has power at any meeting, by
resolution, to ban open fires to a degree and in a manner that the Board deems necessary
to reduce the danger of wildfires within those portions of the unincorporated areas of
Gunnison County where the danger of forest or grass fires is found to be high based on

competent evidence; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado,
has determined that currently the danger of forest or grass fires in all of unincorporated
Gunnison County is high at this time and fire restrictions are necessary and appropriate
in all unincorporated Gunnison County to reduce the danger of wildfires in Gunnison

County.

NOW, THEREFORE, it is resolved that as of COune 2 4 70/3 at

unincorporated Gunnison County until further notice:

1. Open fires, including agricultural burning, wood or charcoal fires, and the burning
of trash or debris.

2. Building, maintaining, attending or using a campfire outside of designated,
developed campgrounds. Exception: campfires are permitted in developed,
designated campgrounds and recreation areas in permanent constructed fire

grates.

3. Use of fireworks or explosives.
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4. Smoking outdoors, unless in an enclosed vehicle or building, a developed
recreation site or while stopped in an area at least three feet in diameter that is
barren and has been cleared of all flammable material.

5. EXCEPT THAT the following activities are permitted: cooking on manufactured
charcoal, liquid fuel and propane grills; campfires with flame length not exceeding
two feet in height in pre-fabricated concrete/metal fire enclosures in established
campgrounds (USFS, NPS and privately owned); prefabricated concrete/metal

fire enclosures on private property

6. AND EXCEPT THAT the Rotary Club of Gunnison 4™ of July fireworks display,
and the 3"/4th of July Crested Butte and Mt. Crested Butte professional fireworks
displays shall be allowed unless further restricted by the Board.

— Physicians noted potential future retirements as well as
busy practices as need for additional PCPs
¢ GVH could consider Internal Medicine as potential recruit as the
one in Montrose is extremely busy
— Physicians express the need to implement an overall PCP
strategy outlining:
¢ “Employed” versus “private practice” direction
¢ Current practice needs and succession planning

 Strategy should also consider potential needs in Crested Butte,
working with existing providers

¢ There appears to be a need for some kind of hospitalist program
for unassigned patients
— Kudos to GVH and medical staff for proactive support of
students/residents like Dr. Laura Holder
