Hi Marlene -

As time marches on, I want to check in with you regarding the upcoming meeting in Tin Cup with the Gunnison
County Commissioners and John Murphy of the USFS, scheduled for Friday, July 26, 2013, at 3:00 p.m. at the
Tin Cup Town Hall. Comments/questions are:

1. Will this be an "open" meeting from the perspective of the Commissioners? We originally set this up as
a meeting with the Tin Cup Civic Association (TCCA) - but will anyone with interest be admitted to the

meeting? A completely open meeting was not our original intention, but we defer to your judgment on
this one.

2. Part of the agenda is to review current ATV laws and regulations as they are currently written for
Gunnison County. This will include requirements for ATV registration, age limits for operation of
ATV's, any safety equipment required for ATV's, permissible road designations for ATV use,
differences between Forest Service roads and county roads, etc. Can you direct me to a person or web
location where this information may be available in official form?

3. Would you or any of the Commissioners be interested in a quick tour of "potential" by-pass
routes? Seeing things on the ground may be helpful. If there is interest. we can set up something an
hour or two before the meeting.

4. The TCCA Board of Directors has placed numerous 15 MPH Speed Limit signs throughout Tin
Cup. The signs have helped slow traffic, to some degree. However, we remain especially frustrated
with traffic on Washington Street (access to the Mirror Lake road), especially at the east end as the road
narrows at Bill Stitt's place. I expect a lot of questions and interest in what Gunnison County may be
able to do to help us with the traffic speed problem. Speed bumps? Additional signs (4' x 8' mini-
billboards at all three entrances to Tin Cup) proclaiming Tin Cup is NOT a ghost town - we have
pedestrians, children, and pets - so SLOW DOWN NOW You Idiots! (last two words optional)?

Please let me know if you would like to discuss the above (and any other matters relating to the July 26
meeting) by phone. Right now, [ plan to be in Tin Cup for most of July. Our phone number there is 970 641-
4082. I do not expect to have internet/email service during that time. My number here in Farmington is 505
327-6732 if you would like to talk before July 2.

In the meantime, anything you (or anyone) can do to get some rain in Gunnison County will certainly be
appreciated. We're doing all we can on this end. Thanks.

4. Your organization does not have the legal right to place signs on roads under the jurisdiction of Gunnison
County, especially regulatory signs such as speed limits. | noted today that there are 15 — 15mph signs illegally
placed in County right-of-ways. In some places they are in direct conflict with County speed limit signs. The
minimum speed limit sign that we can place is 25 mph. The speed limit you posted will not be enforced by law

enforcement.

The ATV signs that you posted are absolutely inappropriate. In spite of what your signs say there is no such
thing as “local ATV traffic” only. There is either ATV travel for all, or for no one. | thought | made that very clear

in my earlier e-mail to you.

(b) A number assigned to an off-highway vehicle. at the time of its original registration
shall remain with the off-highway vehicle until such off-highway vehicle is destroyed,
abandoned, or permanently removed from the state or until such registration number is
changed or terminated by the division.

(2) The division shall, upon assignment of such number, issue and deliver to the owner
aregistration in such form as the division shall prescribe. In the event of the loss, mutilation,
or destruction of any registration, the owner of the registered off-highway vehicle shall file
a statement containing such facts as the division shall require for the issuance of a
replacement registration, together with the fee specified in section 33-12-101.

(3) At the time of the original registration and at the time of each annual renewat
thereof, the division shall issue to said regisirant a validation decal indicating the distinctive
number assigned to such vehicle, as provided in subsection (1) of this section, and the
validity of the current registration and the expiration date thereof, which validation decal
shall be affixed to the off-highway vehicle in such manner as the division may prescribe.
Notwithstanding the fact that an off-highway vehicle has been assigned an identifying
number, it shall not be considered as validly registered within the meaning of this article
unless a validation decal and current registration have been issued.

(4) In the event that an off-highway vehicle sought to be registered or reregistered does
not comply with the provisions respecting equipment established by the regulations of the
division, the division may deny the issuance of a current registration.

(5) The registration number assigned to an off-highway vehicle shall be displayed on
the vehicle at all times in such manner as the division may, by regulation, prescribe,

33-15-101. Powers of officers. (1) Every peace officer, as defined in section 33-10-
102 (17), has the authority to enforce this article and shall assist parks and recreation
officers in the enforcement of articles 10 to 15 and 32 of this title and the rules of the
commission adopted pursuant thereto. Each such officer has the full power and authority to
arrest any person who such officer has probable cause to believe is guilty of a violation of
articles 10 to 15 or 32 of this title or any rule adopted pursuant thereto, and, in accordance
with the constitutions and laws of the United States and the state of Colorado, to open, enter,
and search all places of concealment including motor vehicles and vessels and all other
places as provided by law where such officer has probable cause to believe evidence relating
to a violation of this title is to be found and to seize the same.

(2) When the public health, safety, welfare, or necessity requires, any officer having the
power to enforce the provisions of articles 10 to 15 and 32 of this title shall have the
authority to make use of any motor vehicle or other means of transportation, whether
privately or publicly owned, to aid such officer in the performance of such officer’s duties.

Mr. Coburn,

I apologize for not getting back to you earlier. I did meet with Sheriff Rick Murdie shortly
after receiving your letter. Let me begin by pointing out some important differences between
the Town of Tincup and the Town of Pitkin. Pitkin is an incorporated town. Therefore, they
have jurisdiction and responsibility for the streets in their town. Their town council has
the authority to pass ordinances for the Town of Pitkin.

Tincup is not an incorporated town. The main street through Town is a Forest Service road as
is the road to Mirror Lake. Gunnison County has jurisdiction over the side streets in the
platted town. Consequently we issue utility permits, access permits, and the Board of County
Commissioners may vote to vacate certain streets. The Tincup Civic Association would not
have the legal right to do any of those items.

Gunnison County does not place speed bumps in any of our roads. While they may slow traffic
they are also a known risk to motorcycle and bicycle riders, and we have been instructed by
the County Attorney to refrain from using them. Any signs that we post have to be in
accordance with the regulations defined in the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices, and
we place stop signs as necessary to control traffic. We looked at this issue a couple of
years ago, and installed the signs that were appropriate according to the Manual and approved
by the Sheriff.

We would be unwilling to limit access on the through streets. Both Cumberland Pass and the
Mirror Lake Road are maintained with public dollars and thus must be open for use by the
public, not a limited group of users.

When I spoke with Sheriff Murdie he told me that he has personnel in the Tincup area at
least twice a week during the summer doing campground checks in the area, plus he has regular
patrol people in the area. He said that people riding ATV's are required to obey traffic
laws. They will be ticketed if they are caught speeding, careless driving, or operating a
vehicle underage, etc. He cannot ticket people for using their ATV's on the Cumberland Pass
Road since it is a Forest Service Road and ATV's are allowed on Forest Service roads.

I have had a number of phone conversations with the owners of the property adjacent to the
culverfat the end of Washington Avenue. Hopefully I will have an opportunity to meet with
them later this summer.

The cemetery road will be bladed this year, but there are absolutely no plans to pave it. I
have never even heard that mentioned before.

Hopefully this note has addressed your concerns and given you the information that you need

to take back to your annual meeting. If you need any additional information, e-mail works
well for me this time of the year when I am out of the office a great deal.
