CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Swenson called the July 08, 2013 meeting of the County Board
of Equalization to order at 8:28 am.

REAL PROPERTY REPORT: County Assessor Kristy McFarland advised the total number of Real
Property protests submitted to the Assessor's Office for the 2013 protest period was 521. She
reported 284 protests were adjusted, 222 protests were denied and 15 protests were stipulated.
She further reported the approximate assessed value in Gunnison County was $500,000,000 for real
property, with a total approximate assessed value of $578,000,000.

PERSONAL PROPERTY REPORT: County Assessor Kristy McFarland advised the total number of
Personal Property protests submitted to the Assessor’s Office for the 2013 protest period was ten.
She reported five protests were stipulated, four were adjusted and one was denied. County Assessor

An error was made in the original document your agency received regarding the 2013 - 2014
state Amendment 35 Immunization funds.

Page two of the original letter included a modified budget with the amount of your agency’s
funding increase. The amount listed in the column entitled “State Amendment 35 funding
amount to be added for 7/1/13-12/31/13 (state funds)” incorrectly listed the full funding amount
your agency will receive for the year (July 1, 2013 - June 30, 2014) instead of the six-month
amount or half of the number listed.

As stated previously, the first half of the state Amendment 35 funds will be added to your current
2013 federal Immunization Core Services grant for the period of July 1, 2013 (now August 15,
2013) through December 31, 2013. Beginning in January 2014, in order to reduce the paperwork
related to the Immunization Core Services grant and the Amendment 35 grant, and because the
required activities are the same, the two funding sources will be combined into one new contract
called Immunization Core Services. The second half of the 2013 - 2014 state Amendment 35
funds will be added to this new contract that will begin on January 1, 2014. From that time
forward, any new funding that is added to the Immunization Core Services contract will be added
through a grant funding letter that is much simpler and quicker to process. You will receive
additional information about this process later this year.

Page two of this letter includes a corrected budget with the amount of your agency’s funding
increase for the 2013 — 2014 state Amendment 35 Immunization funds. In order to receive this
funding, please transfer page two onto your agency’s letterhead, sign and return the form to us
via e-mail attachment to cdphe.cisinvoice@state.co.us, or fax 303-691-6118, no later than July
26, 2013.

The proposed project is a collaborative effort between Colorado Parks and Wildlife,
the Gunnison Sage-grouse Strategic Committee, and Gunnison County. The project
would begin in July 2013 and extend through December 2014. The purpose of this
study is to better understand the distribution and abundance of common ravens in the
upper Gunnison Basin, within the Gunnison Sage-grouse elevation contour. The
emphasis is on relating raven distribution and abundance to anthropogenic features of
the landscape including food, roost and nest subsidies such as roads, powerlines,
exurban and urban development, and the landfill. The raven population in the
Gunnison Basin has increased substantially in the last 6 decades and the impact of
ravens on Gunnison Sage-grouse is unknown. While this study does not address
impacts of ravens on sage-grouse, it provides baseline data for future research and
management activities.

Twice monthly raven point count surveys will be conducted from July 2013 through
June 2014 (12 months, 24 surveys) in a variety of locations with pronounced
anthropogenic resources and in reference sites in relatively unmodified sagebrush
more that 4 km from paved roads. The main emphasis of this study is to provide
baseline data of raven abundance and distribution in relation to human features of the
landscape. These data may be useful in assessing current and future raven
management strategies. The final report will be completed in December 2014.

Goals:

The objectives of the research include:
1. Determining the abundance and distribution of ravens in association with
anthropogenic resources and in areas lacking human alterations to the

landscape,
2. Determining the influence of time of day and season on raven abundance

and distribution.

Direct manipulation of habitat is not a goal of this request and the project is envisioned
to occur on a variety of properties including the Gunnison County landfill, Western
State Colorado University campus, within the City of Gunnison, on BLM lands, at the
wastewater treatment plant, the golf course, and an agricultural field. Permissions will
be required to access each of these sites to conduct counts, or remote counts will be
performed from public access locations.

Ravens have been implicated as nest predators of greater sage-grouse and potentially
are important predators of Gunnison sage-grouse. Raven numbers have grown rapidly
in the last six decades in the Gunnison Basin and ravens can survive at population
densities above their carrying capacity due to human subsidies of water, food, and nest
and perch site. Higher populations of predators that are not regulated or limited by
prey density in a fragmented landscape could lead to elevated and unsustainable levels
of predation on Gunnison sage-grouse. In addition to direct human subsidies, raven
use of fragmented habitats has been demonstrated and raven predation impacts on
Gunnison sage-grouse may reflect a complex interplay between degraded habitat and
subsidized resources that makes sage-grouse particularly susceptible to nest predation.
The project is planned for the Gunnison Basin, with emphasis on modified and
relatively unmodified areas within mapped Gunnison sage-grouse range.

Does the past and current habitat condition of the project area meet the Gunnison Sage-grouse
Conservation Plan objectives?

NA

The project will occur at several locations throughout the Gunnison Basin including
the Gunnison County Landfill which occurs in close proximity to several Gunnison
sage-grouse leks. Ravens are attracted to human subsidies and these landscape
features likely have impacted sage-grouse habitat, in part, by luring potential grouse
predators. Ravens use sites with human food and roost subsidies and radiate away
from these sources to the surrounding landscape and potentially take advantage of
other food sources such as sage-grouse nests and broods.

How does the project address the purpose of the Sage Grouse Mitigation Committee? What
management action is in place to meet Conservation Easement (past and current)?

This project addresses the potential for predation of Gunnison sage-grouse nests and
broods by common ravens. Currently, little is known about the direct impact of ravens
on Gunnison sage-grouse. To initiate a greater understanding of the impacts of ravens
on sage-grouse, baseline data on raven distribution and abundance in reference to
human subsidies is a first step in addressing this management need.

Describe local support for the project.

The Gunnison Sage-grouse Strategic Committee has expressed interest in learning
more about potential predation pressures on Gunnison Sage-grouse. Significant
predation on a targeted conservation species is one of the listing factors associated
with the Endangered Species Act and current proposal to list the Gunnison Sage-
grouse as an endangered species. Colorado Parks and Wildlife has expressed interest
in the proposed project and is tentatively willing to provide partial project funding

through their NFWF Gunnison Sage-grouse fund.

The Colorado Rural Workforce Consortium (CRWC) is made up of 11 rural regions including
Region 10 and is part of Colorado Department of Labor and Employment. The Consortium has
been the administrating agency and local operator for workforce services since 2002, after two
years of Montrose County filling that role. The current MOU is being updated but would not
change that designation. Under State guidelines, local regions can choose to be administered
locally or by the CRWC. If a county would like to become the administrative entity and
operator, they would need to be approved by the other counties in the region and assume all
financial and program liability, be responsible for operational costs and provide program
oversight. Additionally, the MOU also clarifies the process for selection of Workforce
Investment Act (WIA) Providers within the region.

The attached MOU designates the CRWC as the grant fiscal agent sub-recipient, and
administrative entity for all Workforce Investment Act programs in the Western Workforce
Region (Region 10). It also designates CRWC to act as the One-Stop operator for all programs
administered through the Western Workforce Centers. If approved, CRWC would be
responsible for the operation of the workforce system under the act, assume all program liability
and costs, provide program oversight and audit resolution.

The Western Workforce Investment Board approved the MOU at its last board meeting pending
the approval of the region's lead elected officials. Please let me know if you support the
Western Workforce Investment Board's decision to designate the Colorado Rural Workforce
Consortium as the administrator and operator for the all Workforce Investment Act programs in
Region 10.

RECITALS

1. The United States Congress has established the Workforce Investment Act of 1998 (“WIA"), Public Law 105-
220, 29 U.S.C.A. 2801 et seq., as amended, 20 CFR Part 652 et al., which charged the State of Colorado with the
establishment of a workforce investment board to assist the Govemor in the development of the State workforce
investment plan and to carry out additional specified functions. Colorado established the State Colorado Workforce
Investment Act under C.R.S. § 8-83-201 et seq. (“CWIA") to implement the Federal WIA.

2. On June 15, 2012, Governor Hickenlooper designated The Colorado Department of Labor and Employment,
Division of Employment and Training as the WIA Title | Grant Recipient and Administrative Agency responsible for the
WIA funds and staff to the Colorado Workforce Development Council.

3. On July 1, 1998, the Colorado Rural Workforce Consortium (“CRWC") was designated by the Governor as a
Workforce Investment area and is comprised of eleven sub-regions (Broomfield, Eastern, Mesa, Northwest, Pueblo,
Rural Resort, South Central, Southeast, Westem, Upper Arkansas, and Western). Each sub-region within the CRWC is
comprised of a county or counties.

4, The Colorado Rural Workforce Consortium Local Elected Officials Board (“CRWC LEQ") has designated the
CRW(C to act as the Grant Sub recipient.

5. The purpose of this Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU") is to outline the responsibilities of the Colorado
Rural Workforce Consortium ("CRWC"), the Westem Local Workforce Investment Board (‘LWIB"), the Westem Chief
Local Elected Official (“CLEQ") and the State as partners, pursuant to § 117 of the WIA.

The Parties agree to the following covenants, obligations, and promises.

A EFFECTIVE DATE AND TERM
This MOU shall be effective upon approval by the State Controller, or designee, and shall extend through

"CRWC" means the Colorado Rural Workforce Consortium, designated by the Govemnor as a
Workforce Investment area and is comprised of eleven sub-regions (Broomfield, Eastern, Mesa,
Northwest, Pueblo, Rural Resort, South Central, Southeast, Southwest, Upper Arkansas, and
Westem). Each sub-region within the CRWC is comprised of a county or counties that are represented
by a CLEO from within the sub-region. The CRWC serves as a Consortium Workforce Investment
Board under the CWIA, in partnership with and subject to the approval of the CRWC LEO to carry out
the functions allocated to the CRWC WIB by the WIA, including serving as the local Workforce
Investment Board, on behalf of the local Workforce Investment Boards in the sub-Regions of the
CRWC, for specific functions under the WIA.

"CRWC Board" means the Colorado Rural Workforce Consortium Board, comprised of the Colorado
Rural Workforce Consortium Workforce Investment Board ("CRWC WIB") and the Colorado Rural
Workforce Consortium Local Elected Officials Board (“CRWC LEQ") collectively is called the CRWC
Board The CRWC Board is responsible for coordinating and developing employer linkages with
workforce investment activities camied out in the sub-regions, including coordination of economic
development strategies, and promoting participation of private employers with the work force

investment program while ensuring the effective pravision, through the work force system, of
connecting, brokering, and coaching activities through intermediaries such as the One-Stop operator .
in the sub-region or through other organizations to assist such employers in meeting their hiring needs.

"CRWC LEO" means the Colorado Rural Workforce Consortium Local Elected Officials Board and is
comprised of the CLEO representing each of the CRWC sub-regions. This Board fulfills the
requirements under the WIA for the role of local elected officials in a workforce investment area.

“CRWC Sub-Region” means one of the eleven local Workforce Investment areas within the CRWC.
Each of the CRWC sub-regions is comprised of a county or counties that are represented by a CLEO
from within the sub-regions.

“"CRWC Sub-Regional WIA Plan” means a WIA plan developed and executed at the CRWC sub-
regional level pursuant to the guidelines issued by the State Council.

"CRWC Sub-Regional WIB" means the Workforce Investment Board of a CRWC Sub-Region. This
Board meets the membership requirements under the WIA for a workforce Board when possible.
When not possible the reasons will be detailed in the CRWC Sub-Regional WIA Plan when submitted
to the State.

"CRWC WIA Plan" means a plan developed by the CRWC staff and executed by the CRWC WIB and
CRWC LEO based on the CRWC sub-regional WIA plans and pursuant to the guidelines issued by the
State Council.

"CRWC WIB" means the Colorado Rural Workforce Consortium Workforce Investment Board
appointed by the CRWC LEO. The CRWC WIB is a federally recognized Workforce Investment Board
and is comprised of members of each of the CRWC sub-regional Workforce Investment Boards and
individuals representing required partners with statewide responsibility that may not be part of the
CRWC sub-regions. The CRWC WIB must meet the membership requirements under the WIA for a
Workforce Board.

"CWDC" means the Colorado Workforce Development Council, which is the State Workforce
Investment Board, also known as the State Council (authorized in C.R.S. § 24-46.3-101). The CWDC
is collaboration between the core partners: business, economic development, workforce and

education. The CWDC is independent of any state agency, is focused on convening all public and
private partners, and is responsible for the continuous improvement of the workforce system, oversight
of WIA funds, and ensuring a statewide strategic vision created from the bottom up through Council
members and local partners.

"CWIA" means the Colorado Workforce Investment Act, C.R.S. § 8-83-201 et seq.

"Grant Sub recipient” means the Colorado Rural Workforce Consortium, which is the entity
designated by the CRWC LEO Board, in concurrence with the CRWC WIB, to receive the WIA funds
on its behalf.

"One-Stop Operator” means the entity selected by the CRWC sub-regional WIB, with concurrence by
the CRWC sub-regional CLEO, to administer and operate the One-stop career center in the CRWC
sub-region.

"One-Stop-Partner” means a person or organization as described in C.R.S. §8-83-216 “Required and
Optional Partners of Workforce Boards”.

"Parties” means the CRWC, Western LWIB, Westem CLEO, and the State, on behalf of the CRWC,
collectively referred to as the Parties.

“State” means the State of Colorado, Colorado Department of Labor and Employment, Division of
Employment and Training, on behalf of the Colorado Rural Workforce Consortium.

"Sub-Contractor” means a vendor selected through the State’s competitive bid process to provide
WIA services in a CRWC Sub-region.

"WIA" means the Workforce Investment Act of 1998. More information can be found at the following
link: http://www.doleta.gov/usworkforce/wia/act.cfm

"Workforce Investment Area” means an area designated by the Govemor as a federal Workforce
Investment area to provide a Workforce Investment program. The CRWC is a designated Workforce
Investment area that contains eleven local Workforce Investment areas referred to as sub-regions in
this MOU.

C. ONE-STOP OPERATOR DELEGATION & RESPONSIBILITIES:
The CRWC has been designated as the Grant Fiscal Agent, Sub-recipient, and Administrative Entity for all

No
prior or contemporaneous addition, deletion, or other amendment shall have any force or affect
whatsoever, unless embodied herein in writing. No subsequent notation, renewal, addition, deletion, or
other amendment shall have any force or effect unless embodied in a written amendment executed and
approved by the Parties of this Agreement.

Relationship of Parties

The Parties shall perform their duties hereunder as an independent contractor and not as employees of
the State. The Parties, nor any employee, agent, subcontractor, service provider, or licensee of the
Parties shall be or shall be deemed to be, an employee or agent of the State. The Parties shall be solely
responsible for the acts or omissions of its employees, agents, subcontractors, service provider, and
licensees. The LWIB and CLEO shall not have any authorization, express or implied, to bind the State to
any agreements, liability, or understanding except as expressly set forth herein and shall be solely
responsible for the acts or omissions of LWIB's and CLEQ's' own employees, agents, subcontractors,
service provider, and licensees.

Confidentiality of Records

in the event that any Party obtains access to any records, files, or other information of the other Party(ies)
in connection with, or during the performance of this Agreement, then that Party shall keep all such
records, files, or other information confidential, and shall comply with all laws and regulations conceming
the confidentiality of such records, files, or other information to the same extent as such laws and
regulations; apply to the other Party. Such information shall not include information required to be
disclosed pursuant to the Colorado Open Records Act, C.R.S. § 24-72-101, et seg.

Ownership of Materials and Information

Unless otherwise provided for in this Agreement, the Parties agree that all material, information, data,
computer software, documentation, studies, and evaluations produced by the State in the performance of
this Agreement are the sole property of the State.

Notice Procedure

For the purpose of this MOU, the persons named below are designated the representatives of the Parties.
All notices required or permitted under this MOU shall be in writing and shall be deemed given when
personally served or three (3) days after deposit in the United States Mail, certified mail, return receipt
requested, and addressed to the following Parties or to such other addressee(s) as may be designated by
a notice complying with the foregoing requirements.

6. Modifications and Amendments
This MOU may be modified, revised, or amended by mutual written consent of all the signatory Parties. A
written request must be submitted to the named parties in section H.5. The modification shall not be
effective unless agreed to in writing by all Parties in an Amendment to this MOU, properly executed and
approved in accordance with applicable Colorado State law, and State Fiscal Rules.

7. Counterparts
This MOU may be executed in multiple identical original counterparts, all of which shall constitute one
Agreement.

8. Notice of Pending Litigation
Unless otherwise provided for in this MOU, each Party shall notify the other Parties, within five (5) working
days after being served with a summons, complaint, or other pleading in a case which involves services
provided under this MOU and which has been filed in any Federal or State court or administrative agency.
The Party upon whom service was originally made shall immediately deliver copies of such document to
the other Parties.

9. Termination
Any of the Parties shall have the right to terminate this Agreement by giving 30 days written notification to
the Chair of the WIB and the named parties in section H.5., of its intention to terminate the MOU. If notice
is given, the Agreement will terminate at the end of the 30 days, and the liabilities of the Parties
hereunder for further performance of the terms of the Agreement shall thereupon cease, but the Parties
shall not be released from duty to perform up-to-the-date of termination. In the event of termination, the
terminating Party shall execute and comply with a new Operating Agreement prior to the effective date of
termination to ensure uninterrupted services to the participants within the CRWC. Termination shall not
be effective until a new Operating Agreement has been fully executed.

10. Governmental Immunity
Liability for claims for injuries to persons or property arising from the negligence of the State of Colorado,
its departments, institutions, agencies, boards, officials, and employees is controlled and limited by the
provisions of the Govemmental Immunity Act § 24-10-101, et seq. and the risk management statutes,
C.R.S. § 24-30-1501, et seq., as amended.
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11. Assignment
This MOU shall not be assignable by any of the Parties, hereto.

12.  Severability
Provided this MOU can be executed and performance of the obligations of the Parties accomplished
within its intent, the provisions hereof are severable and any provision that is declared invalid or becomes
inoperable for any reason shall not affect the validity of any other provision hereof, provided that the
Parties can continue to perform their obligations under this MOU in accordance with its intent.

13. Compliance with Law

The Parties shall strictly comply with all applicable federal and State laws, rules, and regulations in effect
or hereafter established, including, without limitation, laws applicable to discrimination and unfair
employment practices be amended to incorporate the new rate.

15. CORA Disclosure
To the extent not prohibited by federal law, this Contract and the performance measures and standards

under CRS § 24-103.5-101, if any, are subject to public release through the Colorado Open Records Act,
C.R.S. § 24-71-101, et seq.

16. Jurisdiction and Venue

All suits or actions related to this MOU shall be filed and proceedings held in the State of Colorado and
exclusive venue shall be in the City and County of Denver.

1. August/September: If a State-run Workforce Region desires to continue with the CRWC as the WIA service provider, this step
will not be necessary.

In Regions that currently engage a Contractor as their WIA Service Provider or desire to consider a contractor, each LWIB will be
required to review an abbreviated version of the State Procurement (RFP) Process prior to considering actions for service delivery in
October. This will be provided by the CRWC upon request by the LWIB.

2. October: Each sub-region will publically and on the record consider their options for WIA Service Delivery Providers.
e Agree to the CRWC being the WIA Service Delivery Provider.
¢ Require the CRWC to issue an RFP to identify and contract with a suitable WIA Service Delivery Provider.

Each sub-region will meet, discuss and publically record a vote for one of the options above. If the LWIB does not normally meet in
October, this action shall be taken at the meeting preceding the month of October. Note: Any LWIB member that is eligible to
compete for the RFP award shall abstain from this vote due to conflict of interest.

3. November/December: If the LWIB votes to allow the CRWC to provide or continue to provide WIA services, no further action is
required in this process.

If the LWIB voted to require the CRWC to issue an RFP to select a suitable WIA Service Delivery Provider, the following is required:
e Each LWIB member along with the CLEO will meet in a closed to the public work session to prevent unfair competition.
During this session the key elements, items and deliverables that could be expected of a winning contractor will be
developed. All of these items must be eligible considerations within the State Procurement Process. CDLE Contract Staff
and/or Procurement Office Staff will participate in this meeting. Note: Any LWIB member participating in this meeting will
become ineligible to compete for the RFP award due to unfair competition.

4. March: By March 15th, COLE staff will have drafted the RFP and it shall be presented to the LWIB for review prior to release on
the State's then current Bid system. Note: Any LWIB or LEO member that is eligible to compete for the RFP award shall excuse
themselves from the meeting during this review due to conflict of interest/unfair competition.

Selection of the RFP Committee shall occur by March 20th, There will be a review committee specifically for each sub-region. (A
separate RFP for each sub-region will be required to allow sufficient representation from each sub-region.)

Proposed RFP Review Committee makeup:
e A CDLE Representative (must be the chair of the RFP Committee)
A Subject Matter Expert (SME) outside of CDLE
The LWIB Region Board Chair
The LWIB Region CLEO
An Individual outside of the LWIB but within the sub-region (could come from the business community, chamber of
commerce or other appropriate choice from the community) that has knowledge of the Workforce Region and services.

Note: Individuals with a potential conflict of interest will not be allowed to participate in this review committee. Details on what
constitutes a conflict of interest will be established by the CDLE Procurement Office.

5. April: The RFP shall be released on the State's then current official Bid system (Release and close dates will be determined
by CDLE Procurement Staff)

6. May: Announcement of an Award will be made on the State’s then current official Bid system according to the State of Colorado
Procurement Rules. A special meeting of the LWIB will be called to make the announcement as well.

AGREEMENT FOR GENETIC TESTING SERVICES

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this 22nd day of July 2013, by and
between the GUNNISON COUNTY, CO, hereinafter “County” and DNA Diagnostics
Center, hereinafter “Contractor”.

l. RECITALS

WHEREAS, COUNTY is in need of professional genetic testing services; and
WHEREAS, CONTRACTOR is a licensed and accredited genetic testing facility which
provides paternity testing services to Child Support Enforcement agencies in the State
of Colorado.

NOW, THEREFORE, based on the foregoing recitals, the parties hereto agree as
follows:

Il. CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITIES

A. Perform on every case referred to DDC by Gunnison County, CO testing to a
probability of paternity of 99.9% or better and a paternity index of 1000 or better.
Exclusions of an alleged father must be found in a minimum of three genetic systems
for determination of non-paternity.

B. Turn around time for test results is a median of 5 calendar days. Within 5
calendar days the County will receive either a final report or a request for redraw or an
explanation for delayed test results with an indication of when the results will be
available.

C. Perform all testing in accordance with AABB standards.
D. Confirm all exclusions in multiple systems. (Minimum of 3 exclusions)
E. Provide all supplies necessary for the collection, prevention of tampering,

preservation, preparation and shipment of specimens in a manner that precludes
contamination or substitution of specimens and ensures the specimens’ integrity.

F. Provide for the pickup of genetic samples from a designated location for
delivery to DDC and maintain documentation of chain of custody

G. Maintain AABB accreditation throughout the term of the contract.

H. Provide a qualified expert witness at no cost. The County must contact DDC at

least two weeks prior to trial at the following phone number 1-800-310-9868 to make
arrangements for expert testimony. Telephonic testimony or telephone depositions
are at no charge. DDC will not be responsible for court reporter costs. There is no
charge for any telephone consultation.

l. Provide the same services for Intrastate and Interstate cases.

J. Provide testing to the extent possible even if specimens from all parties are not
available.

K. Provide concise monthly summary statement of all work completed.

L. DDC will not charge the County for a “draw charge” or “no show”
charge in the event a client does appear at the scheduled time and location for the
collection of their sample. The County will be notified in the event of any no show.

M. Provide access to CaseTrac Plus, DDC’s web based document management
and scheduling tool. The site of this information is secure and accessible via the use of
a UserID and Password.

lll. COUNTY RESPONSIBILITIES

A. The County agrees to pay Contractor upon presentation of proper claim (in the
form determined by County) by Contractor and subject to the approval of Gunnison
County.

B. Contractor will bill the County once per month. The County will pay invoices
within 30 days of receipt. Contractor will be paid by the County at the rate of $32 per
individual tested, $96 per trio. This rate includes sample collection provided by county
staff; testing to a 99.9%or greater probability or determining multiple exclusions
(minimum of three); overnight transportation; the cost of redraws in the rare event such
is necessary; and the cost of expert testimony, should such be required. “Motherless”
cases will be paid at the rate of $32 per individual tested.

IV. TERM

This Agreement shall commence on the date hereinabove entered into and shall
terminate on June 30, 2014, unless earlier terminated as hereinafter provided. The
county may renew this agreement on a yearly basis under the same terms by mutual
agreement.

V. DUE PERFORMANCE - DEFAULT

Each party to the Agreement undertakes the obligation that the other’s
expectation of receiving the performance due under the terms of this Agreement will not
be impaired. Upon occurrence of any default of the provisions of this Agreement, a
party shall give written notice of said default to the party in default. If the party in
default does not cure the default within 30 days of the date of that notice (i.e. the
time to cure) then such party shall be in default. The time to cure may be extended at
the discretion of the party giving notice. Any extension of time to cure shall be in
writing executed by both parties and must specify the reason(s) for the extension and
the date the extension of time to cure expires.

Notice given under this provision shall specify the alleged default and the
applicable Agreement provision and shall demand that the party in default perform the

provisions of this Agreement within the applicable time period. No such notice shall be
deemed a termination of this Agreement, unless the party giving notice so elects in that
notice, or so elects in a subsequent written notice after the time to cure has expired.

VI. TERMINATION
The Agreement may be terminated as follows:
A. By mutual written consent of the parties; or

B. At any time and without cause, Gunnison County shall have the right in its sole
discretion, to terminate this Agreement by giving 30 days written notice to Contractor.
In the event of such termination, County shall pay Contractor for services rendered to
such date.

C. If Contractor should fail to perform any of its obligations hereunder, within the
time and in the manner hereinbefore provided, or otherwise violates any of the terms of
this Agreement, County may terminate this Agreement by giving Contractor written
notice of immediate termination, stating the reason for such termination. In such event,
County shall pay for all services satisfactorily rendered and expenses incurred
hereunder, provided, however, that there shall be deducted from such amount the
amount of damage, if any, sustained by County by virtue of the breach of any
agreement by Contractor. County may terminate this Agreement in the event of the
Contractor’s bankruptcy, insolvency, or the dissolution of the Contractor’s business.

VII. INSURANCE

Contractor shall under this Agreement provide all the insurance required herein,
Certificates of insurance will be submitted to County, Contractor shall not allow any
subcontractor to commence work on his subcontract until the insurance required of the
subcontractor has been obtained.

Certificates evidencing the issuance of the following insurance shall be filed with
the County within ten (10) days after the date of execution of this Agreement.

A. Commercial General Liability. Contractor shall procure and maintain, at
Contractor’s own expense during the term hereof, upon himself and his
employees at all times during the course of this Agreement, Commercial General
Liability Insurance (Occurrence Form CG0001) for bodily injury, personal injury,
and broad form property damage, in an amount of not less than One Million
dollars ($1,000,000.00) combined single limit coverage per occurrence, including
but not limited to endorsements for the following coverages: Personal and
advertising injury, Premises-operations, Products and completed operations,
Blanket contractual, and Independent contractor’s liability.

B. Professional Liability Insurance. Contractor shall procure and maintain, at
Contractor’s own expense during the term hereof, Professional Liability
Insurance for protection against claims arising out of the performance of services
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under this Agreement caused by errors, omissions, or other acts for which
Contractor, its employees, subcontractors, and agents are liable. Said insurance
shall be written with limits of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00). If
said insurance is written on a claims made form, insurance shall be maintained
and evidence of insurance must be provided for at least one (1) year after
completion of the work under this Agreement.

VIIl. INDEMNIFICATION-HOLD HARMLESS

Contractor shall indemnify and defend County and its officers, employees, and
agents against and hold them harmless from any and all claims, losses, damages, and
liability for damages, including attorney’s fees and other costs of defense incurred by
County, whether for damage to or loss of property, or injury to or death of person,
including properties of County and injury to or death of County officials, employees or
agents, arising out of, or connected with Contractor’s operations hereunder or the
performance of the work described herein, unless such damages, loss, injury or death is
caused solely by the negligence of County.

IX. CONTRACTOR’S WARRANTIES

A. Standard of Care. Contractor represents that it is specially trained, licensed,
experienced, and competent to perform all the services, responsibilities, and
duties specified therein and that such services, responsibilities, and duties shall
be performed, whether by Contractor or designated subcontractors, in a manner
according to generally accepted practices of the medical profession.

B. Non-Discrimination in Employment. In the performance of the work authorized
under this Agreement, Contractor shall not unlawfully discriminate against any
qualified worker because of race, religious creed, color, sex, sexual orientation,
national origin, ancestry, physical disability, mental disability, mental condition,
marital status, or age.

Contractor shall, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or
on behalf of the Contractor, state that all qualified applicants will receive
consideration for employment without regard to race, color, sex, sexual
orientation, national origin, ancestry, physical disability, mental disability, mental
condition, marital status, or age.

C. HIPAA Compliance. Contractor will adhere to Titles 9 and 22 and all other
applicable Federal and State statutes and regulations, including the Health
Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPPA) and will make his
best efforts to preserve data integrity and the confidentiality of protected health
information.

D. Safety Responsibilities. Contractor will adhere to all applicable OSHA
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requirements in performing work pursuant to this Agreement. Contractor agrees
that in the performance of work under this Agreement, Contractor will provide for
the safety needs of its employees and will be responsible for maintaining the
standards necessary to minimize health and safety hazards.

X. ASSIGNMENT

Contractor shall not assign any interest in this Agreement and shall not transfer
any interest in the same without the prior written consent of County, except that claims
for money due or to become due the Contractor from County under this Agreement may
be assigned by the Contractor to a bank, a trust company, or other financial institution
without such approval. Written notice of any such transfer shall be furnished promptly
to the County. Any attempt at assignment of rights under this Agreement except for
those specifically consent to by both parties or as stated above shall be void.

XI. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

It is specifically understood and agreed that in the making and performance of
this Agreement, Contractor is an independent contractor and is not an employee, agent,
or servant of County. Contractor is not entitled to any employee benefits. County
agrees that Contractor shall have the right to control the manner and means of
accomplishing the result contracted for herein.

Contractor is solely responsible for the payment of all federal, state, and local
taxes, charges, fees, or contributions required with respect to Contractor and
Contractor’s officers, employees, and agents who are engaged in the performance of
this Agreement (including without limitation, unemployment insurance, social security,
and payroll tax withholding).

Xil. MODIFICATION

This Agreement may only be modified by a written amendment hereto, executed
by both parties. However, matters concerning scope of services which do not affect the
agreed price may be modified by mutual written consent of Contractor and County
executed by the Department of Child Support Services.

XIll. ATTORNEY’S FEES AND COSTS

If any action at law or in equity is necessary to enforce or interpret the terms of
this Agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled to reasonable attorney’s fees,
costs, and necessary disbursements in addition to any other relief to which such party
may be entitled.

PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT

This Agreement (“Agreement”) made effective the ___ day of , 2013, is by and
between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado,
whose address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Gunnison County”) and
Monica Bilow, whose address is Po Box 1520, Crested Butte CO 81224 (“Service
Provider”).

RECITALS

Service Provider provides services to the office of Juvenile Services regarding
assessment, service planning, case management and clinical services to promote health
and wellness to individuals and families referred from Gunnison County Family Advocacy
and Support Team through the office of Juvenile Services (“Services”). Gunnison County
desires to engage Service Provider to provide Services according to this Agreement.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and
obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. TERM.
The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date first set forth above and shall
terminate when the scope of services is complete, but not later than June 30, 2014,

unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein.

2. SCOPE OF SERVICES.

Service Provider shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment
to commence, diligently pursue, and complete the services as more specifically set forth
on Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference. All Services
shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with generally accepted
standards for Service Provider's profession and all applicable federal, state and local
laws and regulations affecting the Services or the subject matter thereof. Service
Provider acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and Gunnison County
may contract with additional or other providers able to furnish the same or similar
services as it deems appropriate to do so.

3, STRATEGIC RESULT.

Execution of this Agreement will assist the County in strengthening the continuum of
care while sustaining essential health and human services by reducing out of county
placements by increasing in-county alternatives such as local foster homes, intensive
family interventions, parenting classes, etc (as measured by number of bed days in out
of county placements), as outlined in the Gunnison County Strategic Plan.





4, COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.

(@) In exchange for Service Provider's performance of the Services, during
the Term, Gunnison County shall pay Service Provider fees as more specifically set
forth in Exhibit B.

(b) The Compensation shall compensate Service Provider for all charges,
expenses, overhead, payroll costs, employee benefits, insurance subsistence, and
profits, except as specifically set forth herein.

()  This Agreement is subject to Gunnison County making an annual budget
appropriation in an amount sufficient to fund this Agreement. If Gunnison County fails
or refuses to make such an appropriation, Gunnison County reserves the right to
terminate this Agreement without penalty to Service Provider pursuant to paragraph 7 of
this Agreement.

(d) This is a service funded through the HBO04-1451 Project and/or DHHS
allocation funding. If the funds are discontinued for any reason, this contract shall
terminate.

5. INDEMNIFICATION.

(@)  Service Provider agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison
County, its Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all liability,
claims, liens, demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable
attorney’s and expert's fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost,
damage or injury, including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind
caused by the misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of Service Provider or
its employees, subcontractors or agents in connection with this Agreement.

(b)  This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement
with respect to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.

6. INSURANCE.

Service Provider agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that Service
Provider shall carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and
expense, the following insurance policies. Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this
Agreement, Service Provider will provide insurance certificates to Gunnison County,
listing Gunnison County as an additional insured, for the coverage’s required herein
which shall state that such policies shall not be materially changed or cancelled without
thirty (30) days prior notice to Gunnison County.

(8) Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and
Federal law which adequately protects all labor employed by Service Provider during
the term of this Agreement.





(b)  Professional Services Liability Insurance or the equivalent in an amount
not less than $350,000, each occurrence and $990,000 aggregate, for damages arising
out of the rendering, or failure to render, any professional services.

(¢)  Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in the
Services, in an amount no less than $350,000 for any injury to one person in any single
occurrence and in an amount no less than $990,000 for any injury to two or more
persons in any single occurrence.

7. TERMINATION.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination, Service
Provider shall be entitled to compensation for Services performed prior to the date of
termination, per the compensation terms outlined in Exhibit B.

8. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a professional services contract with Service Provider and, therefore, Service
Provider shall not delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior
written consent of Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its
sole discretion. Subject to the foregoing, the terms, covenants and conditions of this
Agreement shall be binding on the successors and assigns of either party.

9. NOTICES.

Any notice, demand or communication which either party may desire or be required to
give to the other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or
rendered if delivered personally or sent by certified first class US mail, postage prepaid,
addressed as follows:

10. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

(a) In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, Service
Provider is acting as an independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint
venture or employee of Gunnison County. Service Provider does not have any authority
to bind Gunnison County in any manner whatsoever.

(b) Service Provider acknowledges and agrees that Service Provider is not
entitled to: (i) unemployment insurance benefits; or (i) Workers Compensation
coverage, from Gunnison County. Further, Service Provider is obligated to pay federal
and state income tax on any moneys paid it related to the services.

11. CRIMINAL BACKGROUND CHECK.

(a) Prior to any professional services being performed, Service Provider must
conduct a fingerprint based criminal background check through the Colorado Bureau of
Investigation, pursuant to C.R.S. §27-90-111. A copy of the criminal background check
shall be provided to the department prior to any services being performed. Upon
notification to the department that the contracting employee or Service Provider has
received a conviction for any of the disqualifying offenses described in paragraph (b) or
(c) of subsection (9), C.R.S. §27-90-111, the contracting employee’'s or Service

The Gunnison County Courthouse was originally constructed circa 1881, and it has undergone multiple substandard
renovations since that time. The current layout and spaces are inadequate and unsafe, and repurposing available areas
would not meet all needs identified by the County and Courts.

The project will yield a new, state-of-the-art Courthouse with related landscaping and parking development. The current
facility will be demolished and replaced on the existing site within the City of Gunnison on a full city lot owned by
Gunnison County. The original circa 1881 portion of the structure will be renovated and incorporated into the overall
project.

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D. PROJECT INFORMATION.
The statutory purpose of the Energy and Mineral Impact Assistance program is to provide financial assistance to
“political subdivisions socially or economically impacted by the development, processing or energy conversion of
minerals and mineral fuels.”

1. Demonstration of Need:
a. Why is the project needed at this time?

Gunnison County has been informed by the 7t Judicial District of the immediate need for additional courtroom space. As
well, the spaces designated within the building for the Courts and Probation require increased security now that the
detention officers no longer work within the building. Essentially, the current building does not meet modern court facility
standards, thus all staff and users of County and Court offices are exposed to the potential for physical injury and/or
inconvenience. Also, while the courthouse is compliant with the Americans with Disabilities Act, current provisions have
been difficult to utilize for both staff members and the public.

b. How does the implementation of this project address the need?

By reconstructing the majority of the building, we will be able to provide a desperately needed third courtroom for use by
the 7" Judicial District. As well, the addition of dedicated courtroom entrances and secure pathways will allow officers of
the court to adequately separate victims and their families from the accused. Currently, all of these persons enter the
courtrooms through the same hall and doorway, a practice that is, at best, disrespectful to victims and dangerous to all
parties and, at worst, potentially dangerous.

c. Does this project, as identified in this application, completely address the stated need? If not, please describe
additional work or phases and the estimated time frame. Do you anticipate requesting Energy and Mineral Impact
Assistance funds for future phases?

Yes. At the conclusion of the construction phase, all current and projected future needs of the County and the Courts will
be addressed via a safe, secure and energy-efficient building.

d. What other implementation options have been considered?

Originally, Gunnison County hoped that renovating the current structure would be feasible. However, the Needs
Assessment completed for this project indicated that the building is in much worse shape than anticipated (i.e.,
mechanical systems have outlived their useful life, and the roof is in need of complete replacement).

e. What are the consequences if the project is not awarded funds?

Whether or not DOLA funding is obtained, the County must proceed with the project to ensure the general safety of the
public and staff. Without DOLA funds, the County will either need to limit the scope of the project or delay it.

2. Measurable Outcomes:

a. Describe measurable outcomes you expect to see when implementation of this project is complete. How will the
project enhance the livability* of your region, county, city, town or community (e.g. constructing a new water plant will
eliminate an unsafe drinking water system and provide safe and reliable drinking water; the construction of a new
community center will provide expanded community services, or projects achieving goals regarding energy conservation,
community heritage, economic development/diversification, traffic congestion, etc.)?

e Court Processes. The reconstruction of the courthouse including the addition of a third courtroom will assist the
public and the State Court system (Judges, Probation, Deputy District Attorney and all related staff) by providing
the necessary space for more timely and safe court processes and greatly increased safety of judges and other
court staff. Adequate separation of victims and their families from the incarcerated or accused will significantly
reduce the risk and occurrence of physical and verbal threats, emotional distress, retaliation and intimidation
between victims of crime, testifying witnesses and inmates, including friends and/or family members on either side
of a particular legal matter, in any area of the courthouse prior to entering a courtroom as access is currently
limited to one public hallway.

e Health & Safety. In addition to protecting victims and witnesses, this project will help to ensure the personal
safety of all County and State staff and community members either working in or visiting the courthouse for any
reason. Unlike modern courthouse facilities, Gunnison County’s courthouse security measures are limited to
video cameras in the rear parking lot, selected hallways and courtrooms. The County has not had the means to
employ metal detection, personal search and electronic scanning protections at any entry points of the
courthouse; metal detection is available only upon entering a courtroom. Without creating a physical barrier
between inmates and innocent parties to ensure that the personal safety and rights of victims and testifying
witnesses are preserved, threats, emotional distress, retaliation and intimidation will continue to occur within the
courthouse building as they are extremely difficult to prevent.

e Environment. The project will be designed and constructed to include many modern energy-efficient elements,
which will reduce the amount of emissions and energy necessary to operate the current facility, maximize
efficiency and minimize carbon footprint.
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b. How many people will benefit from the project? (i.e., region, county, city, town, community, subdivision, households or
specific area or group; or any portion thereof)
All persons residing within Gunnison County will benefit from this project, as well as countless visitors to our community.
This will be evidenced by the reduction in wait time for court processes, the ease of navigation within the building, the
improvement of living and working conditions within the facility, the opportunity for local employment during the building
process, and the overall reduction of the facility’s carbon footprint.

c. How will the outcome of the project be measured to determine whether the anticipated benefits to this population
actually occur?
The physical benefits will be measured by the increased number of hearings conducted by the Courts and the increased
energy efficiency of the building (the County subscribes to a service called Planet Footprint to monitor energy
consumption and progress toward the County’s energy efficiency goals). Other outcomes such as the ease of navigation
for visitors to the building and the reduction of negative impacts to victims and their families (caused by being in close
proximity to offenders) can only be measured through observation. Nonetheless, the existing negative impacts are
unsafe, disrespectful and intimidating to victims and their families and, because of this reality, we have a moral
responsibility to mitigate these impacts regardless of whether or not they can be physically measured. It is difficult to
measure a negative, but the lack of security or safety problems in the new facility will be a measure of its success

d. Does this project preserve and protect a historic building, facility or structure? If yes, please describe.
Yes. Completion of this project will serve to fortify and protect the portion of the building that was first constructed in
1881. We intend to have that original portion serve as the entrance to the courthouse, and we intend to display items of
historical interest as they relate to the County and/or the County Courthouse within that entrance. Some of the planned
construction aspects will also serve to remove physical barriers (i.e., ceilings and walls) to reveal and showcase some of
the esthetic early construction features (i.e., high and ornate tin ceilings). The modern architecture and layout will be used
to expand services to citizens and improve the efficiency of County and State Court services. We believe this additional
space will meet the County’s other space needs for the foreseeable future.

e. Will this project implement an energy efficiency/strategy that could result in less carbon footprint or conserve energy
use or capitalize on renewable energy technology? If yes, please describe.
Yes. In 2010, Gunnison County entered into a performance contract with Ennovate to reduce energy consumption in all
County buildings. To date, we have reduced the energy consumption in County facilities (several buildings) by
approximately 14.9% via energy efficiency upgrades. This construction project will assist us with furthering that goal by
implementing new strategies that have been identified, along with those additional strategies that are anticipated to be
revealed during the architectural planning process. The Needs Assessment indicated that many of the mechanical
systems in the building should be replaced, which will give us another opportunity to improve energy efficiency.

3. Relationship to Community Goals

a. Is the project identified in the applicant’s budget or a jurisdictionally approved plan (e.g. capital improvement plan,
equipment replacement plan, comprehensive plan, utility plan, road maintenance and improvement plan or other local or
regional strategic management or planning document)?

Yes, this project has been identified in the County’s budget, Capital Improvement Plan, and Strategic Plan.

e Budget: During 2011, $200,000 was allocated for this purpose. During 2012, another $200,000 was allocated. In
2013, $1,928,690 was or will be allocated, for a total of $2,328,690 through the end of 2013. (Please note that
this figure includes an approximate $2,845 in earnings on investments.)

4. Local Commitment and Ability to Pay/Local Effort
a. Why can't this project be funded locally?
| As stated earlier, Gunnison County has begun preparations for this project by creating a dedicated construction fund. ]
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However, the magnitude of this project, when done properly, will cost much more than what the County has thus far been
capable of saving. We anticipate that the entirety of this project’s costs will be funded by a combination effort comprised
of savings, grants, and loans. The State Courts create over 60% of the needs identified in the needs assessment. It is
appropriate for the State to contribute funding to the project and the DOLA Energy Impact Grant is the only viable vehicle
for that funding.

b. Has this project been deferred because of lack of local funding? If so, how long?

Yes, this project realistically should have been completed many years ago. The lack of funding and a comprehensive
plan have hampered the County’s ability to move forward. As well, construction of the new Public Safety Center complex
in 2010 was given priority over this project due to the tremendous liability associated with incarcerating people in
substandard conditions. Because of this liability, all available resources were directed to that project first.

c. Explain the origin of your local cash match. (Note: Whenever possible, local government cash match on a dollar for
dollar match basis is encouraged.)

The local cash match will be made possible because we have been saving money in the construction fund dedicated for
this project.

d. What other community entities, organizations, or stakeholders recognize the value of this project and are
collaborating with you to achieve increased livability of the community? Please describe how your partners are
contributing to achieve the improvement to the livability of the community through this project. If in-kind contributions are
included in the project budget, detailed tracking will be required on project monitoring report.

While the 7% Judicial District's needs have been a major impetus for the implementation of this project, thus it is fully
understood that the Court supports this project, no offer of financial assistance from the Courts has been offered or
anticipated because state statute requires counties to provide State Court facilities. C.R.S. 813-3-108 indicates that,
among other responsibilities, the Chief Justice shall prepare an annual capital construction budget that specifies additional
court housing facilities required by the each court, the estimated costs of those additional facilities and whether such
additional structures would include space for other governmental units of non-judicial purposes, and a detailed report of
the present court facilities currently in use and the reasons for their inadequacy. The statute goes on to indicate that the
Chief Justice is authorized to approve payment of state funds for the construction of any capital improvement facilities to
be used for judicial purposes authorized and approved by the general assembly. Lastly, it indicates that the Court
Administrator should enter into a leasing agreement with the local governing body when joint construction is authorized or
when a facility will be used for non-judicial purposes. The leasing agreement is supposed to provide for the payment of
state funds for that portion of the construction costs related to the operation of the courts. However, the General
Assembly has never appropriated the funds necessary for the State to partner in the construction of court facilities.

There have been no offers of assistance from the State or its Courts.

We hope to evacuate the building in December 2013, begin demolition in March 2014, and occupy the new facility in April
2015.

The architectural firm generated a detailed estimate based on the needs identified in the assessment. Our budget
contains a 10% construction contingency.

6. Energy & Mineral Relationship
a. Describe how the applicant is, has been, or will be impacted by the development, production, or conversion of energy
and mineral resources.

Gunnison County’s history has long been tied to the mining industry. The extraction of coal, gold, silver, uranium and
secondary resources has been integral to the development of several of the County’s communities. Gunnison County is
home to two of Colorado’s largest and most productive coal mines, Oxbow Mining LLC’s Elk Creek Mine and Mountain
Coal Company’s West Elk Mine in Somerset, producing significant amounts of exported product, and significant tax
revenues. Each mine produces approximately five-to-six million tons of high-quality bituminous coal annually. The Elk
Creek Mine is one of the top five underground producing mines in the nation. Gunnison County has worked with Oxbow
Mining and Mountain Coal to create a Special District under the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution to provide a
smooth process for expansion of their respective mining operations.

In 2003, Gunnison County adopted the Coal Resource Special Area Coal Mining Regulations, to recognize the unique
importance of coalmining within the Somerset area. Specifically the special regulations intend to simplify and expedite the
permitting process for existing coal companies and avoid duplication with State and Federal permitting requirements while
avoiding or mitigating potential impacts to the environment, public services and facilities, property and public safety that
are not addressed by other State or Federal agencies. Gunnison County has consistently supported lease revisions, the
Colorado Roadless Rule versus the Clinton Roadless Rule, and even a lowering of the royalty rates in support of the coal
mines.

The D-seam coal from the Elk Creek Mine’s underground mining operation has high BTU content and is low in ash, sulfur
and mercury. Elk Creek’s coal is much sought after because it meets all environmental standards and is perfect for power
generation needs. EIlk Creek is expected to produce more than 60 million tons of high quality coal from privately held and
federally leased tracts over the next 10 years. Currently, Elk Creek’s production is on pace to make it one of the top five
producing underground coal mines in the United States. EIk Creek coal quality has averaged consistently high BTU.

b. To further document the impact in the area, name the company or companies involved, the number of employees
associated with the activities impacting the jurisdiction and other relevant, quantitative indicators of energy/mineral impact.

The Elk Creek mine employs approximately 340 employees with an annual payroll of about $27 million. West Elk
employs approximately 360 employees with an annual payroll of about $42.8 million. These payroll figures are exclusive
of benefits provided by Oxbow Mining and Arch Coal. Gunnison Energy Corporation employs 29 employees and SG
Interests employs six employees in the county.

SG Interests and Gunnison Energy built a new 25-mile “Bull Mountain Pipeline,” which impacts County roads and
services. Costs to the County relative to staff time and compensation to Planning Commission members for permit review
was also significant.

7. Management Capacity
a. How will you separate and track expenditures, maintain funds and reserves for the capital expenditures and
improvements as described in this project?

Project costs and revenues are reported in a specific group of general ledger accounts to segregate from other County
activities.

b. Describe the funding plan in place to address the new operating and maintenance expenses generated from the
project?

This project will replace the vast majority of an outdated facility. Utility costs are projected to decrease upon completion of
the project, thus the costs are within the County’s budget capacity. We anticipate that maintenance costs will remain
within the maintenance budget for the current facility. Staffing will remain the same so these costs are within the current
budget.

c. Describe the technical and professional experience/expertise of the person(s) and/or professional firms responsible to
manage this project.

e MJM Project Consulting, LLC. This company has been contracted to assist the County with all phases of this
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project. The company is owned by Mike Mismash (formerly of Project One Integrated Services). Mr. Mismash
owns a home in Gunnison County, and he worked closely with the County on all aspects of the design and
creation of the Public Works facility and the Gunnison County Public Safety Center in 2011. Mr. Mismash
previously worked as a Senior Project Manager for POIS, whose project portfolio includes the World Port at
Denver International Airport, the Non-Potable Reuse Project for the Board of Denver Water Commissioners,
CEAVCO Audio Visual Company, Inc. in Lakewood, the Jackpot Springs Casino and parking structure in
Blackhawk, the Piggly Wiggly Lofts in Denver, and the Fiddler's Green Il and the [l Campanile Residential Lofts in
Greenwood Village.

Roth Sheppard Architects, LLP & Humphries Poli Architects. These two architectural firms have been contracted
to provide a collaborative effort on the needs assessment portion of the project.

This Amendment is made this 11th day of July, 2013, by and between the State of Colorado, acting by and through
the DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENT, whose address or principal place of

81230, for the use and benefit of the GUNNISON COUNTY DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND HUMAN
SERVICES, whose address or principal place of business is 225 North Pine Street, Suite E, Gunnison,
Colorado 81230, hereinafter referred to as the “Contractor”.

FACTUAL RECITALS
The parties entered into a Master Contract, dated January 17, 2012 with contract routing number 13 FAA 00023.

Pursuant to the terms and conditions of the Master Contract, the parties entered into a Task Order Contract, dated
August 16, 2012, with contract encumbrance number PO FLA WIC1347905, and contract routing 13 FLA 47905,
as amended by Grant Funding Change Letter #1, contract routing number 13 FLA 57375, collectively referred to
herein as the “Original Task Order Contract, whereby the Contractor was to provide to the State the following:

Conduct and administer a component of the Special Supplemental Nutrition Program for
Women, Infants, and Children, hereinafter referred to as the “WIC Program”, within an
approved service area. Service includes, but are not limited to, nutrition education and the
provision of certain nutrition foods to pregnant, lactating and postpartum women, infants,
and children under five (5) years of age, whose income falls below specified levels and have
an identifiable nutrition risk factor, as described in 7 CRS, Part 246, and the State’s WIC
Program Manual.

The State promises to pay the Contractor the sum of Fifty Five Thousand Eight Hundred Thirty Six Dollars,
($55.836.00) in exchange for the promise of the Contractor to continue to perform the work identified in the
Original Task Order Contract for the renewal term of 1 year, ending on September 30, 2014,

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of their mutual promises to each other, stated below, the parties hereto agree
as follows:

1. Consideration for this Amendment to the Original Task Order Contract consists of the payments and
services that shall be made pursuant to this Amendment, and promises and agreements herein set forth.

2. It is expressly agreed to by the parties that this Amendment is supplemental to the Original Task Order
Contract, contract routing number 13 FLA 47905, as amended by Grant Funding Change Letter #1,
contract routing number 13 FLA 57375, collectively referred to herein as the Original Contract, which is
by this reference incorporated herein. All terms, conditions, and provisions thereof, unless specifically
modified herein, are to apply to this Amendment as though they were expressly rewritten, incorporated, and
included herein.
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It is expressly agreed to by the parties that the Original Task Order Contract is and shall be modified,
altered, and changed in the following respects only:

A. This Amendment is issued pursuant to paragraph § of the Original Task Order Contract identified by
contract routing number 13 FLA 47905. This Amendment is for the renewal term of Qctober 1,
2013, through and including September 30, 2014. The maximum amount payable by the State for the
work to be performed by the Contractor during this renewal term is Fifty Five Thousand Eight
Hundred Thirty Six Dollars, ($55,836.00) for an amended total financial obligation of the State of
ONE HUNDRED NINETEEN THOUSAND TWO HUNDRED FIFTY FIVE THOUSAND
DOLLARS, ($119,255.00). This is an increase of Fifty Five Thousand Eight Hundred Thirty Six
Dollars, ($55.836.00) of the amount payable from the previous term. Of the maximum amount for this
renewal term Zero Dollars, (30.00) are attributable to a funding source of the State of Colorado and
Fifty Five Thousand Eight Hundred Thirty Six Dollars, ($55,836.00) are attributable to a funding
source of the United States Government (see Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance (CFDA) number
10.5570). Of the amended total financial obligation of the State referenced above Zero Dollars,
(80.00) are attributable to a funding source of the State of Colorado ONE HUNDRED NINETEEN
THOUSAND TWO HUNDRED FIFTY FIVE THOUSAND DOLLARS, ($119,255.00) are
attributable to a funding source of the United States Government. The revised Budget is incorporated
herein by this reference and identified as Exhibit H:

B. This Amendment is issued pursuant to paragraph 5 of the Original Task Order Contract identified by
contract routing number 13 FLA 47905. This Amendment modifies the Additional Provisions in
Exhibit A and modifies the Statement of Work in Exhibit B of the Original Task Order Contract.
The revised Additional Provisions and Statement of Work is incorporated by this reference and
identified as Exhibit D & G.

The Original Task Order Contract is modified accordingly. All other terms and conditions of the Original

The State has determined that this contract does not constitute a Business Associate relationship under HIPAA,

3. The United State Department of Agriculture (“USDA™), through its Food and Nutrition Services (FNS) has awarded

federal funds under Notice of Cooperative Agreement Award, hereinafier “NCAA”, number 3C0700701, to perform
the following to operate the Special Supplemental Nutrition Program for Women, Infants, and Children, officially
known as the “WIC” Program.

If the underlying Award authorizes the State to pay all allowable and allocable expenses of a contractor as of the
effective date of the Award, then the State shall reimburse the Contractor for any allowable and allocable expenses of
the Contractor that have been incurred by the Contractor since the proposed effective date of this Task Order Contract.
If the underlying Award does not authorize the State to pay all allowable and allocable expenses of a contractor as of
the effective date of the Award, then the State shall only reimburse the Contractor for those allowable and allocable
expenses of the Contractor that are incurred by the Contractor on or after the effective date of this Task Order Contract,
with such effective date being the later of the date specified in this Task Order Contract or the date the contract is
signed by the State Controller or delegee.

4. To receive compensation under this Task Order Contract, the Contractor shall submit a signed monthly CDPHE
Reimbursement Invoice Form. This form is accessible from the CDPHE internet website
http://www.colorado.gov/es/Satellite/CDPHE-Main/CBON/1251622941228. CDPHE will provide technical assistance
in accessing and completing the form. The CDPHE Reimbursement Invoice Form must be submitted within sixty (60)
calendar days of the end of the billing period for which services were rendered. Expenditures shall be in accordance
with the Statement of Work attached hereto as Exhibit G and incorporated herein.

To be considered for payment, billings for payments pursuant to this Task Order Contract must be received within a
reasonable time after the period for which payment is requested, but in no event no later than sixty (60) calendar days
after the relevant performance period has passed. Final billings under this Contract must be received by the State
within a reasonable time after the expiration or termination of this Task Order Contract; but in no event no later than
sixty (60) calendar days from the effective expiration or termination date of this Task Order Contract.

Unless otherwise provided for in this Task Order Contract, “Local Match”, if any, shall be included on all invoices as
required by funding source.

The Contractor shall not use federal funds to satisfy federal cost sharing and matching requirements unless approved in
writing by the appropriate federal agency.

i The Contractor’s claims for the reimbursement of all administrative costs shall be made in accordance with all
applicable requirements imposed by the USDA, including but not limited to 7 C.F.R., Part 246, as amended, all
applicable Office of Management and Budget (OMB) circulars, and the State’s WIC policies, as amended.

The Contractor shall obtain the prior written approval of the State before, and as a condition of, purchasing any
equipment with WIC funds which costs Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) or more. If such approval is given by the
State, and the equipment is purchased by the Contractor, then that equipment shall be the property of the State’s WIC
Program. A copy of the invoice for any equipment purchased under this Contract which costs Five Hundred Dollars
($500.00) or more shall be submitted to the State by the Contractor with a request for reimbursement. No equipment
purchased with WIC funds may be disposed of by the Contractor without the prior written approval of the State and the
USDA. If requested by the State, the Contractor shall deliver all equipment purchased through this Contract to the
State. The Contractor shall maintain an inventory of all equipment purchased under this Contract and shall verify that
inventory on an annual basis.

The Contractor shall insure that no claim is submitted to the State for the reimbursement of those services which are
already funded by other state or federal programs, or for costs which are not allowable.

The Contractor shall provide services to all WIC Program participants and employees in a smoke-free environment. In
accordance with Public Law 103-227, also known as the Pro-Children Act of 1994, “smoke-free” shall mean that
smoking is not permitted in any portion of any indoor facility owned, leased, or otherwise contracted for by the
Contractor if that facility is routinely or regularly used for the provision of child care or health services to any child
under the age of eighteen (18) when those services are funded in whole or in part with Federal funds.

Time Limit For Acceptance Of Deliverables.

a. Evaluation Period. The State shall have sixty (60) calendar days from the date a deliverable is delivered to
the State by the Contractor to evaluate that deliverable, except for those deliverables that have a different
time negotiated by the State and the Contractor.

b. Notice of Defect. If the State believes in good faith that a deliverable fails to meet the design specifications
for that particular deliverable, or is otherwise deficient, then the State shall notify the Contractor of the failure
or deficiencies, in writing, within thirty (30) calendar days of: 1) the date the deliverable is delivered to the
State by the Contractor if the State is aware of the failure or deficiency at the time of delivery; or 2) the date
the State becomes aware of the failure or deficiency. The above time frame shall apply to all deliverables
except for those deliverables that have a different time negotiated by the State and the Contractor in writing
pursuant to the State’s fiscal rules.

c. Time to Correct Defect. Upon receipt of timely written notice of an objection to a completed deliverable, the
Contractor shall have a reasonable period of time, not to exceed thirty (30) calendar days, to correct the
noted deficiencies.

1.  Project Description: The Contractor shall conduct and administer a component of the Special Supplemental Nutrition

Program for Women, Infants and Children (WIC). The program supplies specified nutritious foods, nutrition education
and breastfeeding support to pregnant, lactating and postpartum women and children under five (5) years of age who fall
below those levels of income as established by the United States Department of Health and Human Services (USDHHS).
The WIC program is established and regulated by the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA), and administered
through the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment (CDPHE) within the state of Colorado.

II. Performance Requirements/Deliverables:

a.  The Contractor shall administer the WIC program to qualified participants according to specifications outlined in the
federal regulations 7 C.F.R., Part 246, available at www.fns.usda.gov/wic¢/lawsandregulations and through the State
of Colorado WIC Program Manual located at http://www.colorado.gov/es/Satellite/CDPIIL-
PSD/CBON/1251618421096.

b.  The Contractor shall ensure all participants in the WIC program meet the following eligibility requirements:

i. Are pregnant, lactating and/or are postpartum women or are children under the age of five (5) who fall
below the United States Department of Health and Human Services (USDHHS) income poverty guidelines,
which can be found at http://www.colorade.gov/cs/Satellite/CDPHE-PSD/CBON/1251618409114.

ii. And who have an identifiable nutrition risk factor as described in the applicable regulations and the State
WIC Program Manual.

¢. The Contractor shall insure the availability of those health services identified in the applicable Federal Regulations to
participants up to the income level specified for the W1C Program: by providing those services in on-site clinics; or,
by referring participants to State of Colorado licensed physicians or public or nonprofit agencies which will provide
those services.

d. The Contractor shall operate its WIC Program in the manner described by the current version of the State WIC
Program Manual, as amended, including but not limited to the Clinic Users Procedures. The manual has been made
available to the Contractor as of the effective date of this Contract and is available on-line at
http://www.colorado.gov/es/Satellite/ CDPHE-PSD/CBON/1251618421096.

e.  The Contractor shall utilize the State’s food delivery system, which has been approved by the USDA Food and
Nutrition Service (“FNS”).

f.  The Contractor shall conduct and document nutrition education services as described in the applicable WIC
Regulations and the State WIC Program Manual, The Contractor shall consult with a State assigned Nutrition
Consultant regarding the delivery of these services. The Contractor shall abide by the State’s nutrition education plan
and submit an annual nutrition education plan due to the State’s WIC Program by September 1%, which shall outline
its objectives, activities, and methods of evaluation. An evaluation of the previous year’s nutrition education plan is
due annually by September 30™.

g. The Contractor shall maintain appropriate staff, as defined in the “Local Staffing” section of the State WIC Program
Manual to administer its WIC Program.
h.  The Contractor shall insure that the qualifications of personnel assigned by the Contractor to perform the services
covered by this Contract shall be available for review and approval by the State’s WIC Program.
i.  The Contractor shall insure that all of its WIC staff complete the following training:

The Contractor shall protect the confidentiality of a recipient’s identity by limiting access to the recipient’s records
to: the USDA, the General Accounting Office (GAO), State WIC officials, local WIC employees, the recipient’s
health care provider (with participant’s permission), programs with a formal information sharing agreement with the
State’s WIC Office and listed on the Participant’s Rights and Obligations form, agencies with overlapping service
areas, counties with Commodity Supplemental Food Programs to prevent dual participation, and auditors
representing a federal, state, or local government. Access to records by other third parties must be accompanied by a
release of information signed by the recipient.

The Contractor shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin, sex, age, or disability in rendering
services to Program applicants or recipients as described at 7 C.F.R., Part 246.8, and the State WIC Program Manual.

The Contractor shall operate its WIC Program in accordance with FNS Instruction 113-2, “Title VI Civil Rights
Compliance and Enforcement in the Special Supplemental Food Program for Women, Infants and Children and the
Commodity Supplemental Food Program”, which has been made available to the Contractor as of the effective date
of this Contract and is available on-line at http:/www.fns.usda.gov/cr/Documents/113-1.pdf.

The Contractor shall be responsible for the security and accountability of negotiable food instruments (WIC
Checks)and shall reimburse the State for any WIC Program funds which are misused or otherwise diverted due to
negligence, fraud, theft, embezzlement, or any other loss caused by the Contractor, its employees, or agents.

The Contractor is responsible for providing the necessary Information Technology (IT) support and internet access
necessary to run the WIC computer system to administer the program.

The Contractor shall be responsible for the security of all WIC equipment in its control or possession and shall
immediately report any loss or damage to that equipment to the State’s WIC Office. The Contractor shall be liable
for any loss or damage to that equipment which is caused by the negligence, abuse, or misuse of the equipment by the
Contractor.

The Contractor shall not make any changes, additions, or otherwise alter in any way, the WIC computer software or
its equipment without the prior written approval of the State’s WIC Office.

The Contractor shall abide by all security requirements which are specified in the State WIC Program Manual.

In addition to the CDPHE standardized invoice, the Contractor shall submit time and effort reports detailing the
percentage of time each employee spends on nutrition education, breastfeeding education, clinic services and
administration to the state office throughout the contract period. The specific requirements of these reports are
detailed in the State Program Manual.

The Contractor shall agree to support full use of federal funds provided from USDA/Food and Nutrition Service to
Colorado to administer the Special Supplemental Nutrition Program for Women, Infants, and Children (WIC) as
established in Section 12(b) of the Richard B. Russell National School Lunch Act, 42 U.S.C. 1760 (b), as amended
by Section 361 of the Health, Hunger-Free Kids Act of 2010 (Public Law 111-296). This stipulates that funds
provided for administration should be excluded from local agency budget restrictions including at a minimum, hiring
freezes, work furloughs, and travel restrictions affecting the WIC program if there are enough WIC funds available to
pay for those services during the contract period.

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. Introduction

Fiscal year 2014 represents the twelfth year of development of the Capital Improvement Plan (CIP)
for Gunnison County. The purpose of this program is to identify the capital needs of the County for
the next five years. This will allow the Board of Gunnison County Commissioners to make
informed decisions regarding the allocation of sales tax revenue as well as whether any debt should
be incurred to finance a particular project. The Capital Improvement Plan includes recommended
projects to be funded during fiscal year 2014 and the identification of projects, cost and
recommended year to implement for 2015 through 2018. In subsequent years the Capital
Improvement Plan will be revised in order to, 1) review the projects which were recommended
during the previous year's process in order to determine the accuracy of the cost data, current need
for the project, and the relative importance in relationship to other projects; and, 2) the
recommendation and assessment of need for other projects which currently do not appear in the
Capital Improvement Plan.

The process used for prioritizing projects is fully described later. The prioritization process includes
an attempt to establish realistic capital spending levels for each project in order to aid in identifying
when funding can occur. In effect, each project has been prioritized through the established
weighting system. In some cases a lower priority project is scheduled for funding earlier than a
higher priority project because of projected funding limitations or the existence of a non-competing,
alternative funding source.

The following narrative describes the intent of the Capital Improvement Plan.

I1. Purpose

The purpose of the program is to establish a five (5) year Capital Improvement Plan for 2014-2018
in order to establish a logical implementation process. The central goals are:

I1l.  Process

A. General Discussion





The capital improvement process provides for the identification, reviewing, planning and budgeting
of capital expenditures.

All requests for capital improvements are evaluated to aid the Board of County Commissioners in
selecting the projects to be funded. Evaluation is based on a point system, which requires the
department head to judge how well the project in question satisfies each of several criteria as well as
develop an expenditure ceiling parameter for each of the respective years. The process is designed
to organize and present requests in such a manner that management and the Commissioners have
the information essential to effective decision-making. However, the system is not intended to
provide an absolute ranking of projects based solely on the numerical scores. A difference of a few
points between total scores of projects is not significant in determining priority. For example, if a
project were urgently required in order to replace an existing dilapidated facility, it would probably
be scheduled for early funding regardless of its score on other criteria. Also, there is a question
which asks the evaluator's overall personal judgment of projects' priority, and this helps to identify
which proposals are considered most important.

This prioritization process represents two distinct elements: internally (within the department) and
countywide. If the department's request only includes capital expenditures which are proposed to be
funded out of its own resources or non-tax revenue generated by that department, the projects are
prioritized within that department for inclusion within the plan. Examples are: Landfill, Airport
Fund, Road and Bridge Fund, etc. However, if the request is outside of the department’s ability to
generate revenue, e.g., a request for assistance from Sales Tax revenue or a bond issue, then the
project would compete for funding on a countywide basis. A more detailed discussion of the
project ranking method is found in the section entitled "Method for Prioritizing Projects".

The Capital Improvement Plan is presented annually to the Gunnison Board of County
Commissioners. The first year of the package is referred to as the Capital Improvement Budget and
is a list of projects for recommended implementation during the next fiscal year, while the
subsequent four-year period is referred to as the Capital Improvement Plan, which will be approved
by the Board of County Commissioners in concept only. By adopting a CIP, the County adopts a
statement of intent, not an appropriation of funding for projects contained within the plan. The CIP
lists are updated annually as new needs become known and as priorities are changed. Therefore, it
is entirely possible that a project with a low priority will remain in the Capital Improvement Plan
longer than four years, as more important projects appear and move ahead for quick
implementation. On the other hand, a project may be implemented sooner than originally planned
due to changing priorities or funding availability.

B. Definitions

For the purposes of this process, capital is defined as follows: items that have a single acquisition
cost of $10,000 or more and a usable life of five (5) or more years. Basically, this implies that those
items that can be clearly classified as major improvements, rather than routine maintenance or
equipment replacement, are defined as capital for the purposes of this program.





C. Annual Review

The Capital Improvement Plan will be considered annually and updated to add another year of
projects. This process will identify the Capital Budget (first year projects) as well as projects to be
implemented in the four subsequent years of the program in order of priority. The annual review
procedure is as follows:

¢ Review by department heads and submittal of new projects
++ County commissioners assess criteria and weighing system, assess new projects, amend the
CIP and assign final project ranks

Third Quarter

+ Final adoption

D. Responsibilities for Plan Development

The responsibilities outlined below indicate the process for development of the 2014-2018 CIP to
the point of consideration by the Board of County Commissioners. Before a project reaches the
Commissioners, each project should be reviewed for financial feasibility, conformance to
established plans, response to public need, engineering feasibility and environmental impact, where
appropriate.

E. Method for Prioritizing Projects

Step 1. The department heads rate the capital projects according to the established
criteria. All departments use the same criteria.

Step 2: The establishment of the importance of one criterion over another by
assigning the highest numerical score to the highest ranked criteria. This is called
the weight factor.

Step 3: For the first seven criteria, each criterion’s raw score as submitted by the
department heads is multiplied by that criterion’s weight factor to establish a
weighted score.

Step 4: The weighted scores for each criterion are added to establish a total
weighted score.

Step 5: If a project meets any of the final five criteria including legal requirements,
safety improvements, relation to existing Commissioner priorities, contract
obligations or extreme urgency, that project’s total weighted score is increased by





the percentage (amplification factor) of each of the final five criteria. The resulting
total amplified score will help determine the relative importance of one project over
another in a systematic way. The weight and amplification factors both serve to
broaden the range of total scores and prioritize the criteria themselves. The highest
possible total score is 115.

Step 6: Examine locations, scheduling and funding of projects to coordinate
financing and/or construction.

The result of this process can be found on the Project Prioritization Worksheets in the Tables section

of this document.

F. Rational for Weight Factor Determination

The weighted score was assigned to each criterion with a method used by the U.S. Forest Service,
which essentially measures each criterion against every other criterion. \When one criterion is more
important than another it is assigned a point. The criteria with the most points are given the highest
weight. See the table and the following discussion by which the criteria were given a weight score.

Each criterion is compared to all criteria below:

1/2-7: As with all levels of government, meeting a need with the tax dollar with which a
maximum number of citizens can identify, is more important than all other criteria.
(Criterion 1 takes priority over all others)





2/3: The cost/benefit ratio is more inclusive and more tangible than is short-term pay back
and whether the project conserves energy. (Criterion 2 takes priority over 3)

2/4: The cost/benefit ratio is a more inclusive measure of success than speedy
implementation. (Criterion 2 takes priority over 4)

2/5: Whether the project results in maximum benefit to the community from the investment
dollar is more critical than whether the project expands upon existing services.
(Criterion 2 takes priority over 5)

2/6: Maximum benefit to the community is more important than whether the project relates
specifically to other programs. (Criterion 2 takes priority over 6)

2/7: The benefit per dollar is more important than when the project was previously
requested. (Criterion 2 takes priority over 7)

3/4: Conservation of energy or investment payback is more important than speedy
implementation to assure success. (Criterion 3 takes priority over 4)

3/5: Energy conservation and/or payback on the investment are more important than
whether the project will result in an expansion or improvement of services. (Criterion 3
takes priority over 5)

3/6: Short-term pay back and whether the project conserves energy are more critical than
how the project relates to other programs. (Criterion 3 takes priority over 6)

3/7: Conservation of energy or investment payback is more important than how many times
the project has been requested previously. (Criterion 3 takes priority over 7)

4/5: Speedy implementation is as important as improving services. (Criterion 4 and 5 will
be rated equally)

4/6: Coordination of programs is less important than speedy implementation. (Criterion 4
takes priority over 6)

4/7: Speedy implementation is more important than when the project was previously
requested. (Criterion 4 takes priority over 7)

5/6: Improvement or expansion of a service is more important than whether the project
relates to other programs. (Criterion 5 takes priority over 6)

5/7: Improvement or expansion of existing services is more important than how many times
the project has been requested. (Criterion 5 takes priority over 7)





6/7: Public recognition of improved or enhanced service is more important than whether the
project was previously requested. (Criterion 6 takes priority over 7)

G. Rational for Score Amplification

After determination of the preliminary score for each project, the score was multiplied by a factor to
complete the weighting system and establish a total score and final priority. For instance, if two
projects receive the same score based on the weighted criteria, a project that is legally required
should take precedence over a project that is not legally required. The amplification process
accomplishes this goal. If any of the final five criteria questions are checked “yes”, the entire
weighted score established using the procedures above are “amplified” (this is done by multiplying
the weighted score by the amplification rate) as follows:

Criterion =
8 | Is the project necessary to meet Federal, State, or Local legal 6
requirements?
9 | Does the project provide for and/or improve public health and/or 5
safety?
10 | Does the project directly relate to the Board of County 4
Commissioners’ stated strategic priorities?
11 | Is the project necessary to fulfill a contract obligation? 3
12 | Is the project urgently needed? 1

The amplified value for each criterion is added to the weighted score to determine the Total
Amplified Score. From this final score, a rank is assigned to determine relative project importance.

H. Project Criteria

The following are the criteria as stated in the Department Head instruction manual:

1. Does the project meet a need which a maximum number of citizens can identify? Many
services or facilities are requested by individual citizens and citizen's groups. Have requests
for the project been made at public hearings or forums or before the County
Commissioners? Has the need to be filled by the project been the subject of frequent
citizens’ complaints? Tax dollars should always be used with an awareness of those citizen
desires in mind.

2. Does the project result in maximum benefit to the Community from the investment dollar?
This criterion is particularly important during periods of high inflation. Buying land now
for future projects, for example, can result in overall savings. This criterion also applies to
the replacement or renovation of obsolete and inefficient facilities which will result in





substantial improvement in services to the public at the least possible cost. This criterion
should be applied to all projects.

3. Does the project require speedy implementation in order to assure its success or maximum
effectiveness? There may be a time limitation on providing a local funding share in order to
receive a State or Federal grant. There may be other reasons why time is of the essence in
the success or failure of a project. If the time factor is critical, explain why.

4. Does the project conserve energy and/or provide a ten-year or less pay back on the
investment dollar?  Energy improvement projects are becoming increasingly more
important. Often, these projects can be justified in terms of dollar savings. This can be
expressed in real dollar savings, reduced maintenance costs, or in man-hour savings.

5. Does the project improve or expand upon existing County Services where such services are
recognized and accepted as necessary and effective? This criterion can apply to new
methods of improving existing services or simply expansion of services in their present
format.

6. Does the project relate specifically to other existing or proposed programs? A project that
relates to other projects or that provides services related to other services should receive a
higher rating.

7. Has the project been requested previously? If so, rate the proposal according to the
following scale:

Originally Requested Scale
5 or more consecutive years ago 4
4 years 3
3 years 2
2 years 1
1 year 0
Never previously requested 0

8. Is the project necessary to meet Federal, State or local legal requirements? This includes
projects mandated by Court Order to meet requirements of law or other requirements.

9. Does the project provide for or improve public health or safety? This criteria should be
answered "no" unless public health or safety can be shown to be an urgent or critical factor.

10. Does the project directly relate to the Board of County Commissioners’ stated strategic
priorities? Does this project need to take place in order to execute declared strategic results?

Is this project urgently required? Will delay result in curtailment of an essential service?

This statement should be checked "yes™ only if an emergency is clearly indicated; otherwise,
answer "no".

V. Funding Sources

The proposed funding for the Capital Improvement Plan comes from the following restricted
sources, among others:

Sales Tax - In 1978, the voters of Gunnison County approved a 1% county sales tax. The
provisions of the sales tax resolution approved by the voters directed that one-half (1\2) of
the County sales tax revenues collected from sales within the boundaries of incorporated
municipalities shall be distributed to those municipalities. The funds distributed to
Gunnison County must be used solely for capital outlay and capital expenditures including
but not limited to expenditures for the purchase of County buildings; the construction,
alteration, relocation, and improvement of roads, bridges, and means of public
transportation, and the purchase of facilities or equipment necessary for the operation of the
county.

Conservation Trust Fund (CTF) - The County’s share of lottery proceeds received from the
State of Colorado and passed through from the Gunnison Metropolitan Recreation District
are required to be deposited in its conservation trust fund and must be expended only for the
acquisition, development, and maintenance of new conservation sites or for capital
improvements or maintenance for recreational purposes on any public site.

Road and Bridge Fund - The following is a description of several road and bridge resources
that will be used to fund roads or trail CIP items:

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The Highway Users Tax Fund (HUTF) - Statutorily created in 1953 to account for state
highway revenue. According to Section 43-4-204, C.R.S., all moneys in the HUTF are
appropriated for:

The acquisition of rights-of-way for, and the construction, engineering,
safety, reconstruction, improvement, repair, maintenance, and administration
of, the state highway system, the county highway systems, the city street
systems, and other public roads and highways of the state ...

Since its creation, revenue from motor fuel excise taxes, annual vehicle license and
registration fees, and passenger-mile taxes on vehicles have been credited to the
Fund. Over time however, additional revenue sources, such as court fines from
traffic infractions and specialty license plate fees have been statutorily earmarked for
the Fund.

Payments in Lieu of Taxes (PILT) - Federal payments to local governments that help
offset losses in property taxes due to nontaxable Federal lands within their boundaries.

Federal Forest Reserve/Secure Rural Schools (Forest Reserve or SRS) - In 1908,
Congress enacted a law that requires 25% of the revenues derived from the National
Forest System to be given to counties in which the lands are situated for the equal
benefit of public schools and roads. These Forest System revenues had been collected
primarily from timber sales. As a result of timber sales decline, Congress recognized the
need to stabilize payment to counties, and on October 30, 2000, the Secure Rural
Schools and Community Self-Determination Act of 2000 (the “SRS Act”), Public Law
106-393, was enacted.

Airport Fund - The following is a description of several airport resources that will be used to
fund airport CIP items:

Airport Operation Reserves - The Airport Operations Fund is an enterprise fund. The
fees and charges to the airport users are designed to recover the full cost of operating the
airport and to provide a portion of the resources necessary for the capital improvement
and replacement of airport assets. Federal Aviation Administration regulations require
that any reserves accumulated must be used for airport purposes.

Passenger Facility Charges (PFCs) - The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA)
reviews and approves the implementation of this per enplanement fee. All proceeds
received by the airport must be used for authorized capital expenditures.

Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Grants/Colorado Division of Aeronautics
Grants (CDAG) - The proceeds received from these sources are required to be used only
for the specific capital expenditures identified in the “scope of services” of the grant
agreement.
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Internal Service Fund I - This fund is used to account for the rental of motor vehicles, heavy
equipment and to account for the usage of gravel and other materials used in construction
and maintenance. The fund charges fees to user departments and to other governmental
agencies for the purpose of recovering the full cost of operations and for the replacement of
all of the fund’s capital assets. The reserves accumulated in this fund are required (by OMB
Circular A-87) to be used for the acquisition of capital assets for use within this fund.

Internal Service Fund Il - This fund is used to account for the rental of technological
equipment including computer, mapping, telephone, postage and photocopy equipment.
The fund charges fees to user departments and to other governmental agencies for the
purpose of recovering the full cost of operations and for the replacement of all of the fund’s
capitalized assets. The reserves accumulated in this fund are required (by OMB Circular A-
87) to be used for the acquisition of capital assets for use within this fund.

Current Engine 2 has reached its replacement age per Federal Aviation
Administration standards, and is beginning to show its age with increasing
maintenance problems. Engine 2, a 1998 model approaching 15 years old, is the
primary response vehicle because it meets index requirements in terms of having
water, foam and dry chemicals. The reason we have been able to avoid
replacement of Engine 2 up to this point is because other airfield issues needed to
be addressed.

Currently the sanding material that is used on the Gothic Road and other roads in
District 3 is stored at the Crested Butte shop yard. We treat it with a de-icing liquid
which does not help eliminate ice on the roads, but does keep the pile from freezing
solid. Since the pile is out in the open it is covered with snow all winter. Moisture
gets into the pile and then freezes causing the loose material to turn into large
chunks of frozen material.

When the operator is trying to load the sand truck he has to sort through the frozen
chunks to get to good material. If chunks, even small ones, get into the sander unit
they freeze up the conveyor and the material has to be shoveled out or the chunks
broken apart.

Construction of a storage shed and the retention basin will confine any run-off to the
immediate area and will minimize the time it takes the operator to get a load of sand
and get back on the Gothic Road.

I am unofficially representing the Quartz Creek Property Owners Association of Pitkin to inquire about getting a variance
to the Gunnison County 4-wheeler use on a short section of county road.

We have +-400 properties in the Quartz Creek Valley which lies just outside Pitkin, with about 52 miles of private roads
and a couple Forest Service roads, one of which is of combined or questionable ownership.

We have a situation where many property owners use one or more 4-wheelers to travel from Quartz Creek valley to
Pitkin for services such as postal and groceries/auto fuel, and for access to FS lands immediately to the northeast of
Pitkin. For a number of years there was a private road that allowed us access to Pitkin from the valley. But for the past
several years, the owner has not allowed access. This leaves our options to a single forest service road on the east side
of the valley, that | referred to earlier. Since the ownership of the road seems to be a combination of county, forest
service, and town, it get no maintenance and is in very poor condition, even for 4-wheelers.

The Quartz Creek Property Owners Association maintains all of the private roads in the valley, but we do not currently
have a legal access to Pitkin except for the single FS road in poor condition.

At the south-west entrance/exit to Pitkin via CR 76, the main entrance to Quartz Creek Properties lies slightly over a half
mile southwest. The Gunnison County 4-wheeler prohibition currently is posted at the town line of Pitkin on CR 76,
making it illegal for local residents to use this section. The section in question is, | believe, contained within a 35 mph
speed zone, so is not subject to fast-moving traffic.

The question | have been assigned (due to my big mouth) is to explore whether Quartz Creek Property Owners
Association could possibly receive a variance to the this prohibition by the relocation of the prohibition posting to a
location just past the entrance, allowing the owners for the +-400 properties access to the town of Pitkin.

The 1989 FHA conservation easement (*"CE") that created Viking Valley SHA was deficient
in its protection language and the fact that mapping of the three habitat areas (riparian, hay
and sage) was flawed. In addition, the description of the property conveyed in the CE failed to
identify legally, and with certainty, five 40 acre quarter-quarters that CPW considers part of
Viking Valley SHA. The opinion of two attorneys in the Attorney General's Office confirmed
that it is uncertain whether this 200 acre portion of the CE is, in fact, legally burdened by the
1989 CE. To address these two issues, CPW and the landowner, Razor Creek Ranch, LLC
(Greg Peterson) have agreed to the following.

1. Razor Creek will convey to CPW a Conservation Easement for the five quarter-quarters in
question incorporating the same updated language of the CE Amendment. With the execution
of this new CE, all the property originally intended to be included in the 1989 CE will be
protected.

2. CPW and Razor Creek will execute a Conservation Easement Amendment amending the
1989 original CE by strengthening the habitat protection language by substituting and
incorporating contemporary conservation easement language; clarifying and refining the
mapping of the three habitat areas; making reference to a recent baseline report of the SHA;
and including in the CE Amendment a recent management plan agreed to by the parties.

The new conservation easement and the conservation easement amendment make reference to
each other and state that the overall intent is that Viking Valley SHA be governed by a single
set of protective standards, maps and management plan.

Dear Gunnison County Commissioners,

Colorado Parks and Wildlife is in the process of amending a 1989 conservation easement
for property located long the Gunnison/Saguache County line approximately 20 miles SE
of Gunnison. Greg Peterson and his family have owned the Viking Valley State Habitat
Area for several years. They have added several conservation easements on adjacent
properties to help protect their interests and ensure the land can remain in agricultural
production and a viable part of their ranching operation. Mr. Peterson approached CPW
about working to clean up, modernize and clarify the original Viking Valley easement.
CPW is very agreeable to this request and feels it will help resolve some unsettled and
vague issues concerning the original Farmers Home Administration easement tied to the

property.

Mr. Peterson has been working with CPW staff to clarify and update the easement
language which was confusing, inadequate, and included inaccurate mapping of the
habitat areas to be protected. In addition, five 40 acre parcels intended to be included in
the easement were not legally defined sufficiently to make it certain that they are
burdened by the easement. A complicated history of amendments to the original
easement increased the confusion. To avoid costly and undesired litigation Mr. Peterson
and CPW have worked to update the conservation easement and its language and
coverage in a cooperative manner.

CPW and Peterson will execute a Conservation Easement Amendment which will
provide updated language to address today’s conservation easement needs and legal
requirements. In addition, Mr. Peterson will convey to CPW a new conservation
easement for the five 40 acre parcels to clarify the inclusion of this property in the
easement and remove confusion as to the legal status of the parcels in question. The total
land involved will be approximately 1120 acres and includes important Gunnison sage
grouse habitat. Mr. Peterson is on the Gunnison Basin Sage grouse Strategic Committee
and is fully aware of the importance of protecting habitat for Gunnison sage grouse, as
well as his ranching operations.

he Little Cimarron River is one of the jewels

of Colorado’s West Slope. It tumbles from the

Uncompahgre Wilderness, bound for the Black
Canyon of the Gunnison, 33 miles to the north.

For the first 13 miles, the Little Cimarron has all the
qualities of a wild trout stream, its waters cold and
clear and teeming with naturally reproducing rainbow
and brook trout. Once the river reaches the irrigation
ditches of the lower valley, though, it is sometimes
alternately dried up, re-watered and dried up again
by irrigation diversions from mid-July to September.
This is the fate of many such streams in the Rockies,
as uses compete for a limited
resource. But irrigated agricultural
production and maintenance of
aquatic habitat do not have to be
mutually exclusive.

Western Rivers Conservancy (WRC) has partnered
with Colorado Water Trust (CWT) and Colorado
Open Lands (COL) and acquired a farm that will allow
us to place water in-stream and ensure perennial flows
where today the Little Cimarron runs dry. To that end,
WRC purchased a 220-acre farm with 5.76 cubic feet
per second of senior water rights on the Little Cimarron
River.

By acquiring a farm with abundant water rights, WRC
has effectively gained control of a lifeline for the Little
Cimarron. We are now working with COL and CWT
to attempt an unprecedented split-season irrigation
approach that will benefit both the Little Cimarron
and local agriculture. If successful, the system will keep
water in the Little Cimarron during the driest months
of the year while allowing for irrigation when the river
has average or above-average flows.

This project will attempt to restore perennial flows in the
Little Cimarron all the way to the Black Canyon of the
Gunnison, allowing native fishes to re-colonize a former
part of their range. The agricultural productivity of the
land will be protected with a conservation easement
and the water will be dedicated in-stream during the
dry summer months, when it is needed most.

Currently, the lower Little Cimarron is de-watered much of the year. Western Rivers
Conservancy is purchasing senior water rights and working with Colorado Water Trust
to dedicate them to in-stream use. This acquisition will permanently ensure the river flows
year-round and will enhance its status as a prized trout stream.

LOT SPLIT FACILITATION AGREEMENT
(FOSSIL RIDGE)

This Lot Split Facilitation Agreement (the “Agreement”), dated this day of
, 2013, is by and between THE TRUST FOR PUBLIC LAND, a California
nonprofit public benefit corporation authorized to do business in Colorado, whose address is
1410 Grant Avenue #D210, Denver, CO 80203 (Tel: (303) 867-2331) (the “Owner”), and
GUNNISON VALLEY HOUSING FOUNDATION, a Colorado nonprofit corporation, whose
address is P.O. Box 1742, Gunnison, CO 81230 (Tel: 970-349-5363) (hereinafter referred to as
“GVHF”). Owner and GVHF are hereafter collectively referred to as the “Parties”.

Recitals

WHEREAS, the Owner, GVHF, and Ralph (“Butch) E. Clark III and Judy P. Clark
entered into that certain Donation Agreement dated October 18, 2010 whereby the Clarks
donated to the Owner, in furtherance of the Owner’s nonprofit purposes and for the benefit of the
GVHEF, a 960 acre parcel (the “Fossil Ridge Property”) for the purposes set forth in said
Donation Agreement; and

WHEREAS, GVHF and Owner desire to create a new lot of fifteen (15) acres, more or
less, including an existing rustic cabin (the “Cabin Parcel”), a description of which is attached
hereto as Exhibit A, as a separate and distinct parcel, out of the Fossil Ridge Property, a
description of which (Fossil Ridge Property) is attached hereto as Exhibit B, along with a
nonexclusive, access and utility easement along an existing roadway, a description of which is
attached hereto as Exhibit C (“Easement”), and all as depicted on that certain plat of survey
entitled FOSSIL RIDGE EXEMPTION PLAT, for The Trust for Public Land, prepared by
Schmueser, Gordon & Meyer, dated February 11, 2013, a copy of which is attached hereto as
Exhibit D; and

WHEREAS, GVHF has agreed to undertake and to be responsible for any and all actions,
filings, expenses, and other matters required to accomplish a lot split creating the Cabin Parcel
as a separate and distinct parcel; and

WHEREAS, GVHF represents that it possesses the necessary expertise to carry out the
purposes of this Agreement; and.

WHEREAS, upon the creation of the Cabin Parcel, Owner shall deliver to GVHF the
Special Warranty Deed to the Cabin Parcel, attached hereto as Exhibit E, and the Access and
Utility Easement, attached hereto as Exhibit F, fully executed, and GVHF shall file same of in
the records of the Office of the Clerk and Recorder of Gunnison County, Colorado.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants set forth herein below,
and other consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which the parties hereby acknowledge, the
parties hereto agree:





1. Scope of Work.

@ GVHF shall perform such acts as are necessary or desirable to undertake and to
be responsible for any and all actions, filings, expenses, and other matters required to
accomplish a lot split creating the Cabin Parcel as a separate and distinct parcel (the “Actions™).

(b) GVHF shall furnish the necessary personnel, incidental Actions, equipment and
facilities to perform the Actions hereunder.

(c) GVHF shall perform the Actions in full compliance with applicable Federal, state
and local laws and regulations and in full conformity with the standards of care and diligence
normally practiced by reputable foundations in performing similar work in the community in
which the Property is located.

(d) GVHF will regularly consult with Owner on the status and results of the Actions,
and will submit written and verbal reports as necessary to keep Owner fully informed.

(e) GVHF shall not file any documents, whether survey plats, deeds, or similar things
with any public agency unless approved in advance in writing by Owner, which approval shall
not be unreasonably withheld or delayed.

2. Term. This Agreement is effective upon execution by both parties and shall continue
until recordation of the lot split adjustment plat after all necessary approvals of the jurisdictional
public agencies.

3. Expense and Cost. GVHF shall bear all cost and expense associated with accomplishing
the lot split.
4. Termination. Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 2, Owner shall have the right, at

any time, in its sole discretion, by written notice to GVHF, to cancel this Agreement, if GVHF
breaches any of its duties or obligations set forth in this Agreement. GVHF shall stop work
immediately upon receipt of a notice of termination and promptly deliver to Owner the results of
GVHF's work to date of termination.

5. Project Direction. All Actions shall be carried out by or under the supervision of GVHF.

6. Site Access. Owner shall provide GVHF, its agents and subcontractors vehicular access
to the Property.

7. Indemnification. GVHF shall defend, protect, indemnify and hold harmless Owner, its
directors, officers, employees, agents and contractors and affiliated entities, from and against any
and all claims, liabilities, demands, damages, losses, costs and expenses, including, but not
limited to, attorney's fees and costs ("Liabilities") arising out of or resulting from the negligent
acts, errors or omissions, or willful misconduct of GVHF, its agents, or employees with respect
to the subject matter hereof.






8. Conveyance Upon Parcel Creation. Upon creation of the Cabin Parcel as a legal parcel,
GVHF shall provide evidence of same to Owner and Owner shall deliver to GVHF for
recordation the Special Warranty Deed (Exhibit E) and the nonexclusive Access and Utility
Easement (Exhibit F). Upon receipt of same, and no later than September 1, 2013, GVHF shall
relocate the roadway within the Access and Utility Easement so that it lies entirely on the Fossil
Ridge Property, because said roadway currently crosses onto a small portion of the Northeast
corner of the real property identified on Exhibit D as GLO Tract 46, owned by the United States
of America and managed by the U.S. Forest Service, and which is located to the West and South
of the Fossil Ridge Property. The modified roadway shall be the same width as the existing
roadway. Specifically, GVHF shall move said roadway to the Fossil Ridge Property along its
western boundary line, totally off of the adjoining property, and shall further reseed said
adjoining property along the prior roadway. Upon completion of same, GVHF shall have
prepared a new description of said Easement, which the parties agree to file of record.

9. Entire Agreement. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement of the Parties and
supersedes any and all prior or contemporaneous written or oral agreements between the Parties
respecting the subject matter hereof.

10. Modification. No supplement, modification or amendment to this Agreement shall be
binding unless executed in writing by both Parties.

11.  Waiver. No waiver of any of the provisions of this Agreement shall be deemed, or shall
constitute, a waiver of any other provision, whether or not similar, nor shall any waiver constitute
a continuing waiver. No waiver shall be binding unless executed in writing by the party making
the waiver.

12.  Assignment. This Agreement shall be binding upon and shall inure to the benefit of the
Parties and their respective successors and assigns. GVHF shall not be entitled to assign any of
its rights or obligations hereunder without the prior written consent of Owner, which consent
shall not be unreasonably withheld or delayed.

13.  Time of the Essence. GVHF understands that time is of the essence in this Agreement
and that Owner will be relying on the timeliness of the Actions in Owner’s subdivision and
acquisition of the Cabin Parcel.

14.  Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in multiple counterparts and each such
executed counterpart shall be deemed an original, but all of which together shall constitute a
single instrument.

15.  Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed by, and construed and enforced in
accordance with, the laws of the State of Colorado applicable to contracts made and to be
performed in Colorado.

ACCESS AND UTILITY EASEMENT

THIS GRANT OF EASEMENT (“Agreement”) is made this day of , 2013,
by and between THE TRUST FOR PUBLIC LAND, a nonprofit California public benefit
corporation, authorized to do business in Colorado ("Grantor™), and the GUNNISON VALLEY
HOUSING FOUNDATION, a Colorado nonprofit corporation, whose address is P.O. Box 1742,
Gunnison, CO 81230.

WITNESSETH:

A. Grantor owns that certain real estate located in the County of Gunnison, State of
Colorado, more particularly described as follows:

See Exhibit A attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference (hereinafter the
""Servient Estate™).

B. Grantee owns that certain real estate located in the County of Gunnison, State of
Colorado more particularly described as follows:

See Exhibit B attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference (hereinafter the
"Dominant Estate™).

C. The Servient Estate is presently unimproved and the Dominant Estate has a rustic
cabin and outbuildings located on it.

D. Grantor desires to grant and Grantee desires to receive a nonexclusive Sixty (60) foot
wide easement, over and across an existing roadway which crosses the Servient Estate for the benefit
of the Dominant Estate, the centerline of which is more particularly described as follows:

See Exhibit C attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference (hereinafter the
"Roadway"").

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of their respective covenants and agreements set forth
herein and for other good and valuable consideration, the sufficiency and receipt of which are hereby
acknowledged, the parties covenant and agree to the following.

1. INCORPORATION OF RECITALS. The recitals set forth above are incorporated
herein by reference as if fully set forth herein.
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2. GRANT OF EASEMENT. Grantor hereby grants to Grantee a nonexclusive
permanent and perpetual easement, to run with the land, over, across and on the Roadway for the
purposes of ingress, egress, and the installment, maintenance, repair and replacement of any utilities,
which shall be underground (the "Easement™); provided, however, that Grantee shall have no
absolute right to plow snow from the Roadway, and shall first consult with and receive Grantor’s
approval for same, which approval shall not be unreasonably withheld.

3. MAINTENANCE, REPAIR AND LIABILITY. Grantee shall be and hereby is
authorized to repair and maintain the Easement over the Servient Estate to ensure that it is useable
and passable for ingress and egress to the Dominant Estate, and for the installment, maintenance,
repair and replacement of any utilities, and is permitted to place basecourse and gravel on the
Easement, but shall have no authority or permission to pave the Easement or otherwise make the
Roadway surface impermiable. Grantee is responsible for noxious weed control within the
Easement. Plowing of the Easement in the winter time is prohibited. Grantee hereby agrees to and
does indemnify and hold Grantor, its directors, officers, employees, agents and attorneys, harmless
from any and all demands, claims, causes of action, judgments, liabilities, costs, expenses and fees,
including reasonable attorneys' fees, incurred by Grantor, which arise from or in connection with
Grantee's, or Grantee's directors, officers, employees, agents, invitees, and/or any other person using
said Easement by or through the Grantee, use, maintenance, repair and presence on and under the
Easement.

4. INCIDENTAL TRESPASS. Grantor agrees that, during maintenance of the
Roadway and placement or maintenance of any utilities, no reasonable incidental trespass caused by
equipment or material beyond the easement shall be deemed a trespass.

5. USE OF SERVIENT ESTATE AND ROADWAY. Grantor shall have the right to
use the Servient Estate and the Roadway for any purposes not inconsistent with the full use and
enjoyment of the rights herein granted to the Grantee. Grantor shall not be responsible for any
damage to the Roadway and associated utilities caused by its use of the Servient Estate, unless it is
caused by Grantor’s intentional acts or gross negligence.

6. RESTORATION. Immediately upon completion of any maintenance or
reconstruction work within the Easement, Grantee shall restore any property disturbed or damaged
to a condition as near as reasonably possible to the condition that existed prior to such work. Such
restoration shall include reseeding with native plants which are free of noxious weeds.

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AGREEMENT CREATING RESTRICTIVE COVENANTS

This Agreement Creating Restrictive Covenants (“Agreement”) is dated this
day of August 2013, and is by and among THE TRUST FOR PUBLIC LAND, a
California nonprofit public benefit corporation authorized to do business in Colorado,
whose address is 1410 Grant Street #D210, Denver, CO 80203 (the “Owner”), the
BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF GUNNISON,
COLORADQO, a political subdivision of the State of Colorado whose address is 200
East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (the “County”), and the GUNNISON VALLEY
HOUSING FOUNDATION, a Colorado nonprofit corporation whose address is P.O.
Box 1742, Gunnison, CO 81230 (the “GVHF”).

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the Owner owns a parcel of land 960 acres in size, more or less, the
description of which is attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit A; and

WHEREAS, the Owner wishes to create a new parcel of land approximately 15
acres in size which includes an existing rustic cabin, known as the Jorgensen/Clark
Cabin, and out buildings (the “Cabin Parcel”), the description of which is attached
hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit B, as a separate and distinct parcel, out of the
960 acre parcel described in Exhibit A; and

WHEREAS, the Owner has applied to the County for a statutory subdivision
exemption to accomplish the creation of the new parcel of approximately 15 acres; and

WHEREAS, the County is requiring that, as a condition precedent to permitting
the requested subdivision exemption, the Owner impose certain restrictive covenants on
the future use of the Cabin Parcel, which shall run with the Cabin Parcel and restrict its
use in perpetuity; and

WHEREAS, the Owner shall convey the Cabin Parcel to the GVHF upon
completion of the statutory subdivision exemption contemplated herein.

WHEREAS, the Owner and the GVHF are willing to restrict the future use of the
Cabin Parcel as set forth below.

NOW, IN CONSIDERATION OF THE FOREGOING, THE PARTIES
HEREBY STIPULATE AND AGREE TO THE FOLLOWING:

1. The Cabin Parcel described in Exhibit B shall hereafter be subject to the
following restrictive covenants which shall run with the Cabin Parcel in
perpetuity:

The Cabin Parcel shall not be subdivided or otherwise partitioned and shall at
all times be owned by a single entity;
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No use shall be allowed on the Cabin Parcel without each and every requisite
Gunnison County permit;

Nothing in this Agreement is or shall be construed to be a waiver or
elimination of any Gunnison County permit;

Regardless of any Gunnison County permit, in all circumstances, no industrial
or commercial uses or full time residential uses shall be allowed on the Cabin
Parcel, other than educational, agricultural and de-minimus commercial
recreational uses that do not involve the use of all-terrain vehicles,
motorcycles or other motorized vehicles, except snowmobiles for Nordic
activities;

The Cabin Parcel shall be used for the following purposes only, as allowed by
the owner of the Cabin Parcel and its successors and assigns. Such uses may
include use as a Nordic skiing hut, an educational or recreational retreat for
entities such as Western State Colorado University, the RE1J School District,
and other nonprofit organizations, use for wilderness training purposes, use by
big game hunters and others, use by nonprofit organizations for fundraising
and similar events, and use for weddings, receptions and other such events
with a limited number of invitees.

No new roads shall be constructed on the Cabin Parcel and there shall be no
alteration of the surface of the land on the Cabin Parcel, unless such alteration
is associated with maintaining, improving or replacing the existing roads and
structures on the Cabin Parcel as identified on Exhibit C attached hereto and
incorporated herein by reference;

There shall be no timber harvesting on the Cabin Parcel, other than to control
invasive non-native species, to perform tree thinning for the purpose of
maintaining the character and nature of the existing wildlife habitat, to prevent
personal injury and property damage, and for uses on the Cabin Parcel such as
cutting firewood,;

There shall be no exploration, development, mining or other extraction or
removal of minerals, including but not limited to coal, oil, gas, gravel or
hydrocarbons on, under, or in the Cabin Parcel by any method, except for the
extraction of gravel or fill dirt to be used for permitted purposes on the Cabin
Parcel;

The use of herbicides on the Cabin Parcel is prohibited, except as a treatment
of last resort;

The use of alfalfa or any other type of hay which is not certified as weed free
is prohibited on the Cabin Parcel,;

There shall be no off-road use of motorized vehicles, other than for
maintenance and other than for snowmobiles used for Nordic activities, or off-
trail use of mechanized vehicles on the Cabin Parcel;

Winter use of the Cabin Parcel from two days after the end of the last regular
elk hunting season for the Cabin Parcel until March 14 shall be allowed only
if restricted as follows:

Only Gunnison Nordic, or its successor organization, members can use
the Cabin Parcel during this time period.

Only one Nordic ski trip to the Cabin Parcel by Gunnison Nordic
members shall be allowed each week, with no more than eight
participants on each trip. The participants shall be allowed to stay no
longer then three nights at the Cabin Parcel. There may be exceptions
to this limitation only for emergency purposes.

Only one route shall be used to access the Cabin Parcel, and that route
shall be the Lost Canyon Road, County Road 743, to the turn off for
the Cabin Parcel, except that if the United States Forest Service
approves a route to another Nordic cabin or hut, that route may be used
only to access the other Nordic cabin or hut.

Those using the Cabin Parcel for overnight stays shall ski only in
locations above 9,500 feet, except when they are on the Cabin Parcel
or skiing into and out of the Cabin Parcel.

There shall be no dogs, cats or other domesticated animals, other than
service dogs, allowed.

Only the Jorgensen/Clark Cabin may be used for cooking and/or
sleeping purposes during this time period.

Gunnison Nordic shall provide the County, not later than June 1 of
each year, a report on the preceding winter’s use of the Cabin Parcel,
including the dates of use, the number of users, the length of stays, and
any unusual circumstances they encountered. These reports shall be
provided to the Gunnison County Department of Public Works for
distribution to Colorado Parks and Wildlife and any other requesting
entity.

There shall be no use of the Cabin Parcel during Gunnison Sage Grouse and
other formal closures affecting the lands adjacent to the Cabin Parcel or the
Lost Canyon Road, which are imposed by the United States Forest Service,
the United States Bureau of Land Management, or Colorado Parks and
Wildlife, Gunnison County or their successor organizations;
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No utility easements shall be allowed to exist on the Cabin Parcel, other than
for utilities used on the Cabin Parcel; provided, further, however, that any
such utilities shall be placed underground;

The dumping or accumulation of any kind of trash, sludge, refuse or
hazardous waste is prohibited on the Cabin Parcel;

Renewable energy generation systems, except those used exclusively for the
purpose of allowing Grantee to offset its energy consumption, are prohibited
on the Cabin Parcel,

Fencing may be constructed and maintained around the perimeter of the Cabin
Parcel and as needed to keep cattle away from the improvements on the Cabin
Parcel, but only barbed wire, electric or wooden rail fencing that is compatible
with the movement of wildlife across the Cabin Parcel is permitted;

No loud, dangerous, destructive or otherwise inappropriate uses or activities
shall be allowed on the Cabin Parcel, including but not limited to, shooting
ranges, paint ball ranges, feed lots, the use of fireworks, helicopter pads,
vegetation removal except for road and trail maintenance and weed control,
and littering;

There shall be no more than three additional structures constructed on the
Cabin Parcel, having the aggregate size of no more than 2,400 square feet and
individual structure sizes no larger than 1,200 square feet, or heights greater
than 22 feet; provided, however that any and all such improvements shall be
located within the building envelope shown on Exhibit C attached hereto and
incorporated herein by reference.

2. The above restrictive covenants shall be enforced by the Owner or its
successors and assigns, and may be enforced by Gunnison County, a political
subdivision of the State of Colorado, and as to use of the Cabin Parcel during
the winter time period set forth in paragraph 1, by those entities and Colorado
Parks and Wildlife, an administrative division of the State of Colorado.

3. This Agreement and the restrictive covenants set forth herein are being
imposed upon the Cabin Parcel and duly recorded for the benefit of the public
as represented by the County.

4. If the County is required to initiate any proceeding, including but not limited
to legal proceedings to enforce this Agreement, the GVHF or its successors
and assigns shall pay the reasonable attorney fees and costs incurred by the
County to investigate and pursue the enforcement action.
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5. This Agreement shall be recorded as an encumbrance in perpetuity upon the
Cabin Parcel in the official records of Gunnison County, Colorado
simultaneously with the recordation of the documents permitting the Owner’s
requested subdivision exemption.

6. The provisions of this Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the
benefit of the successors and assigns of the GVHF.

7. This Agreement may be amended only by a written document signed by the
GVHF and the County, and as to provisions concerning use of the Cabin
Parcel from two days after the end of the last regular elk hunting season for
the Cabin Parcel unitl March 14, by the GVHF, the County, and the Colorado
Division of Parks and Wildlife.

8. Itis the intent of the parties that the Agreement, and each element in the
Agreement, is a restrictive covenant constraining use of the Cabin Parcel.

“Property”).

. TPL intends to convey a portion of the Property to the United States through the Fossil Ridge
I Land Exchange and is providing this statement to the U.S. Forest Service regarding pending
actions and current uses that may affect title to the Property beyond those title exceptions
shown in the title commitment issued by Gunnison County Abstract Company, No. G12-16-
3, dated

Upon approval of the Gunnison County Board of County Commissioners, TPL will record a
subdivision exemption plat in the Gunnison County records which will legally split the
Property and a 15-acre parcel within Tract 37, Township 50 North, Range 2 East, N.M.P.M.
along the tract’s southern property boundary (the “Cabin Parcel”) into two separate and
distinct legal parcels. A copy of the proposed exemption plat, titled “Plat of Fossil Ridge
Exemption” dated is contained in Exhibit “B”, attached hereto.

In conjunction with the subdivision exemption plat, TPL will convey a sixty-foot wide
nonexclusive, access and utility easement along an existing roadway on the Property to
benefit the Cabin Parcel (the “Access and Utility Easement™). A copy of the Access and
Utility Easement to be granted is shown in Exhibit “C” attached hereto.

. The existing roadway currently crosses onto a small portion of the northeast corner of Tract
46, Township 50 North, Range 2 East, N.M.P.M. which is located west and south of the
Property. This tract is owned by the United States of America and managed by the U.S.
Forest Service. No later than September 1, 2013, the Gunnison Valley Housing Foundation
will relocate the roadway within the Access and Utility Easement so that it lies entirely on
the Property. The segment of relocated roadway will be the same width as the existing
roadway. The abandoned section of roadway will, to the extent necessary and as agreed to
by the Gunnison Ranger District, have adequate drainage installed, be re-contoured, and be
revegetated using native species.

THIS GRANT OF EASEMENT (“Agreement”) is made this day of

WITNESSETH:

A. Grantor owns that certain real estate located in the County of Gunnison, State of
Colorado, more particularly described as follows:

B. Grantee owns that certain real estate located in the County of Gunnison, State of
Colorado more particularly described as follows:

""Dominant Estate").

C. The Servient Estate is presently unimproved and the Dominant Estate has a rustic
cabin and outbuildings located on it.

D. Grantor desires to grant and Grantee desires to receive a nonexclusive Sixty (60)
foot wide easement, over and across an existing roadway which crosses the Servient Estate for the
benefit of the Dominant Estate, the centerline of which is more particularly described as follows:

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of their respective covenants and agreements set
forth herein and for other good and valuable consideration, the sufficiency and receipt of which
are hereby acknowledged, the parties covenant and agree to the following.

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3. MAINTENANCE, REPAIR AND LIABILITY. Grantee shall be and hereby is
authorized to repair and maintain the Easement over the Servient Estate to ensure that it is useable
and passable for ingress and egress to the Dominant Estate, and for the installment, maintenance,
repair and replacement of any utilities, and is permitted to place basecourse and gravel on the
Easement, but shall have no authority or permission to pave the Easement or otherwise make the
Roadway surface impermiableimpermeable. Grantee is responsible for noxious weed control
within the Easement. Plowing of the Easement in the winter time is prohibited. Grantee shall first
consult with and receive Grantor’s approval prior to plowing snow in the spring or fall. Grantee
hereby agrees to and does indemnify and hold Grantor, its directors, officers, employees, agents
and attorneys, harmless from any and all demands, claims, causes of action, judgments, liabilities,
costs, expenses and fees, including reasonable attorneys' fees, incurred by Grantor, which arise
from or in connection with Grantee's, or Grantee's directors, officers, employees, agents, invitees,
and/or any other person using said Easement by or through the Grantee, use, maintenance, repair
and presence on and under the Easement.

4. INCIDENTAL TRESPASS. Grantor agrees that, during maintenance of the
Roadway and placement or maintenance of any utilities, no reasonable incidental trespass caused
by equipment or material beyond the easement shall be deemed a trespass.

5. USE OF SERVIENT ESTATE AND ROADWAY. Grantor shall have the right
to use the Servient Estate and the Roadway for any purposes not inconsistent with the full use and
enjoyment of the rights herein granted to the Grantee. Grantor shall not be responsible for any
damage to the Roadway and associated utilities caused by its use of the Servient Estate, unless it
is caused by Grantor’s intentional acts or gross negligence.

6. RESTORATION. Immediately upon completion of any maintenance or
reconstruction work within the Easement, Grantee shall restore any property disturbed or damaged
to a condition as near as reasonably possible to the condition that existed prior to such work. Such
restoration shall include reseeding with native plants which are free of noxious weeds and shall be
done in coordination with the Owner.

7. INSURANCE. Grantee shall obtain and maintain general liability insurance
covering the use of the Dominant Estate and the Easement in reasonable commercial amounts at
all times.

THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS
OF THE COUNTY OF GUNNISON, COLORADO

AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING THE OPERATION OF MARIJUANA
CULTIVATION FACILITIES, MARIJUANA PRODUCT MANUFACTURING
FACILITIES, MARIJUANA TESTING FACILITIES OR RETAIL MARIJUANA
STORES WITHIN THE UNINCORPORATED BOUNDARIES OF GUNNISON
COUNTY, STATE OF COLORADO

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison (“Board”)
has the authority to exercise all County powers for the unincorporated areas of Gunnison County
pursuant to Section 30-11-103, C.R.S.; and

WHEREAS, on November 6, 2012, the voters of Colorado approved the adoption of
Amendment 64, Personal Use and Regulation of Marijuana; and

WHEREAS, said Amendment 64 became effective upon official declaration of the vote
thereon by proclamation of the Governor, pursuant to Section 1(4) of Article V, of the Colo.
Constitution; and

WHEREAS, Amendment 64 added a new Section 16 to Article XVIII of the Colo.
Constitution; and

WHEREAS, Amendment 64 defines a “Locality” in part in section 2(e) of Section 16 to
include a county; and

WHEREAS, part 5(f) of Section 16 provides the following:

(f) A LOCALITY MAY ENACT ORDINANCES OR REGULATIONS, NOT IN CONFLICT WITH THIS
SECTION OR WITH REGULATIONS OR LEGISLATION ENACTED PURSUANT TO THIS SECTION,

(7) “MARIJUANA TESTING FACILITY” MEANS AN ENTITY LICENSED TO
ANALYZE AND CERTIFY THE SAFETY AND POTENCY OF MARIJUANA.

(8) “MEDICAL MARIJUANA CENTER” MEANS AN ENTITY LICENSED BY A STATE
AGENCY TO SELL MARIJUANA AND MARIJUANA PRODUCTS PURSUANT TO
SECTION 14 OF THIS ARTICLE AND THE COLORADO MEDICAL MARIJUANA
CODE.

(9) “RETAIL MARIJUANA STORE” MEANS AN ENTITY LICENSED TO PURCHASE
MARIJUANA FROM MARIJUANA CULTIVATION FACILITIES AND MARIJUANA
AND MARIJUANA PRODUCTS FROM MARIJUANA PRODUCT MANUFACTURING
FACILITIES AND TO SELL MARIJUANA AND MARIJUANA PRODUCTS TO
CONSUMERS.

Enforcement. This ordinance shall be enforced by the Gunnison County Sheriff.
Violation. It shall be unlawful for any person to violate any provision of this ordinance.

Disposition of Fines and Forfeitures. Unless otherwise provided by law, all fines and
penalties, and the surcharge thereon, for the violation of this ordinance shall be paid into the
treasury of Gunnison County. The fine for a first offense and for any subsequent offense
shall be one thousand dollars ($1000) per violation and each day shall be deemed a separate
violation. The penalty assessment procedure provided in C.R.S. 16-2-201 may be followed
by any arresting law enforcement officer for any such violation.

Surcharges. In addition to the fines and penalties prescribed in this ordinance, any person
convicted of a violation of this ordinance shall be subject to the statutory surcharges of ten
dollars ($10.00) for the Victims and Witnesses Assistance and Law Enforcement Fund.
These surcharges shall be paid to the clerk of the court by each person convicted of violating
this ordinance. The clerk shall transmit the moneys to the respective funds in accordance
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with C.R.S. § 30-15-402(2).

Scope. This ordinance shall apply within the unincorporated territory of Gunnison County
and to all other areas designated herein. This ordinance shall in no way limit application and
enforcement of any statutes of the State of Colorado but shall be in addition thereto.

Severability. If any part or parts of this ordinance are for any reason held to be invalid, such
provision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance. The Board
of County Commissioners hereby declares that it would have passed this ordinance and each
part or parts hereof, irrespective of the fact that any one part or parts be declared invalid.

Repeal. All ordinances and/or resolutions or parts or ordinances and/or resolutions
inconsistent with provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed, except that this repeal
shall not affect or prevent the prosecution or punishment of any person for any act done or
committed in violation of any ordinance hereby repealed prior to the effective date of this
ordinance.
