Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Houck to approve the MOU between the Gunnison
Country Chamber, the Gunnison Country Visitor Center, and the LMD as presented. Motion carried
unanimously.

MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT; CRESTED BUTTE/MT. CRESTED BUTTE CHAMBER OF
COMMERCE / VISITOR’S CENTER; GUNNISON COUNTRY VISITOR CENTER AND
GENERAL EVENTS; 1/1/15 THRU 12/31/15; $25,000: Moved by Commissioner Houck,
seconded by Commissioner Chamberland to approve the MOU between Crested Butte and Mt.
Crested Butte Chamber of Commerce / Visitor's Center, the Gunnison Country Visitor Center and
General Events as presented in cooperation with the LMD. Motion carried unanimously.

BREAK: The Gunnison County Board of County Commissioners meeting recessed from 10:13 am until
10:18 am for a short break.

GUNNISON COUNTY BOARD OF HEALTH: Public Health Director Carol Worrall and Health and Human
Services Director Renee Brown were present for discussion.
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CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Swenson called the Gunnison County Board of Health meeting to
order at 10:18 am.

PERTUSSIS OUTBREAK AND RESPONSE: Public Health Director Worrall informed the Board
that her office has investigated six cases. With the vaccine, you get a good coverage immediately
but it doesn’t last more than a year. Public Health Director Worrall stated that as we get older, our
immune response to this is sub-par and the shots do not last as long. Adults can spread this to
infants which be fatal. In response, her office has sent out notifications to health care providers,
informative newspaper articles, and have done special immunization clinics. Because of the activity
of Pertussis in CB they have offered a Health Fair. There will be a Health Fair in May in Gunnison.

MEASLES UPDATE AND VACCINATION ACTIVITIES: There have been no cases of Measles
in Colorado this year. One case is considered an outbreak. Persons born before 1957 are considered
immune to the disease. It costs $54 to get the lab test for Measles and you will need a Dr.’s order.
The immunization rate for two year olds is 62.5% in Gunnison County, and the State of Colorado
is at 69.2%. One in every thousand cases will be fatal. Along with the Pertussis vaccinations, there
have also been special immunization clinics held for the Measles. Western State Colorado University
looked into it and told all employees that if they have had a case they must show proof of
protection.

DECLARING PUBLIC HEALTH EMERGENCY PROTOCOL: Public Health Director Worrall met
with Dr. Tarr and Deputy County Attorney Art Trezise to declare a public health emergency at the
local level with an individual who is sick. Public Health can close schools and eliminate large
gatherings locally if there is an outbreak. Her office received funding from RAC for almost $32,000
to do more with immunization. An Ebola Supplemental Funding Grant has been made available for
$15,000 which can be used towards Emergency Planning Response work and training.

LEGISLATIVE UPDATES:

1. Long-Acting Contraception; Public Health Director Worrall stated that this issue will remain
in the house of appropriations until the end of March. The request is for $5,000,000 dollars
to be transferred from the general fund to purchase the Long-Acting Contraception.

2. Environment Health Bill; The state legislators are going to have a hearing on Tuesday
March 24" and there is a proposal for the Environmental Health Bill to move out of state
statute and have the State Board of Health make decisions. Commissioner Swenson said
the fees will gives us more local control.

PROGRAM UPDATES:

1. Third Session of Cooking Matters; (partnership with Mountain Roots). They do these events at
the Fairgrounds. They are going to reach out to the food bank.

2. Nurturing Parent Classes; these classes are in session and the department is planning to do
combination groups as well as home visits. Starting this fall, they are going to re-vamp the
program. All of these models will be a span of eight weeks.

3. Hospital; they have started a program called Community Crisis Coalition. There was a Grant
offered through the Center for Mental Health for training ER nurses in suicide prevention. They
are looking towards training nurses in sexual abuse (SANE).

ADJOURN: The Gunnison County Board of Health meeting adjourned at 10:55 am, and the
Gunnison County Board of County Commissioners meeting was immediately called back to order.

UNSCHEDULED CITIZENS: There were no Unscheduled Citizens present for discussion.
COMMISSIONER ITEMS: This discussion began earlier than scheduled due to a gap in the meeting.

A RESOLUTION APPROVING AN AMENDMENT TO LAND USE CHANGE PERMIT NO. 2012-10
TOMICHI PIT SAND AND GRAVEL OPERATION GUNNISON VALLEY PROPERTIES, LLC

WHEREAS, Gunnison Valley Properties, LLC, represented by Ben Langenfeld, Project Engineer, Greg
Lewicki and Associates, requested an amendment to the land use change permit approved by the Board of
County Commissioners, Board Resolution No. 2014-3, January 7, 2014, recorded with the Gunnison County
Clerk and Recorder, Reception No. 625105, January 9, 2014, for the Tomichi Pit Sand and Gravel Operation,
to be used for the production of construction materials such as sand, gravel, concrete, and asphalt. This
includes the mining pit, internal roads, berms, sediment ponds, processing area, office area, fuel storage,
stockpiles, and all other operation related development.

As part of the County approval, berms to provide visual screening of the processing plant area were
incorporated into the overall berming/landscaping visual mitigation plan for the project.

This amendment includes the alteration of the berm for the processing plant. In the approved permit, the
processing plant berm is 30 feet tall and vegetated with shrubs and a dryland seed mix. The applicant requests
to change the details of the berm as follows: reduce the height of the earthen berm to 10 feet tall, and add
pine or other conifer trees, of at least 15 feet in height and add aspen trees, of at least 10 feet in height, to
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the berm. The new berm/landscaping plan will provide a functional equivalent to the previously approved
berm/landscaping. Additionally, the trees incorporated into the Signal Peak berm will be moved to the top of
the berm to increase the berm’s effectiveness. Maps showing the proposed changes were submitted by the
applicant.

In addition, the applicant proposes to relocate Air/Noise Monitor #1 from the north side of Highway 50 to
the south side of the highway, and relocate Air/Noise Monitor #3 from the current location, onto the applicant’s
property. This will eliminate any issues with access to the monitoring sites. Maps showing the proposed
change of locations were submitted by the applicant; and

WHEREAS, after a review of the application and all information, documentation and testimony related to
it, the Gunnison County Planning Commission did, on March 6, 2015 forward a Recommendation of unanimous
approval of the requested amendment to the Board of County Commissioners with certain Findings and
Conditions:

FINDINGS:

1. The proposed changes to the berm/landscaping for the processing plant area provides a functional
equivalent from the original approved berm/landscaping, in providing visual screening/buffering
of the processing plant area, as submitted by the applicant, February 27, 2015.

2. Relocation of Air/Noise Monitors #1 and #3 will appropriately place the monitors on the applicant’s
property, as shown on Map 4.1 — Initial Mining Tomichi Pit, submitted February 27, 2015,
prepared by Ben Langenfeld, P.E., Greg Lewicki and Associates.

3. The approval shall be memorialized by Board Resolution. Approval shall not be effective until
the Resolution is recorded with the Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder.

4. This review and Recommendation incorporates, but is not limited to, all the documentation
submitted to the County and included within the Planning Office file relative to this application,
including all exhibits, references and documents, as included therein.

CONDITIONS:

1. This permit is limited to activities described within this application, and as depicted on the site
plans submitted as part of this application. Expansion or change of this use will require either
an application for amendment of this permit, or submittal of an application for a new permit,
in compliance with applicable requirements of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution.

2. A Development Improvement Agreement, subject to approval by the Gunnison County Attorney,
shall be executed by the Board of County Commissioners, addressing the change in berming and
landscaping, identified on the modified berm/landscaping plans: Map 5.2 - Berm Designs,
Landscape Plan — Tomichi Pit, and Landscape Plan 2 — Tomichi Pit, submitted February 27,
2015, prepared by Ben Langenfeld, P.E., Greg Lewicki and Associates.

3. A performance bond, letter of credit or other means of surety, acceptable to the Board of County
Commissioners, shall be required to cover the cost of the berming/landscaping, as identified on
the modified berm/landscaping plans: Map 5.2 - Berm Designs, Landscape Plan — Tomichi Pit,
and Landscape Plan 2 — Tomichi Pit, submitted February 27, 2015, prepared by Ben Langenfeld,
P.E., Greg Lewicki and Associates, prepared by Ben Langenfeld, P.E., Greg Lewicki and
Associates; such costs as detailed by the applicant's engineer, and that said surety is retained
by Gunnison County.

4. The applicant shall maintain all landscaping at the Tomichi Pit over the life of the operation,
including, but not limited to: replanting of dead vegetation (consistent with existing species -
height/dbh at time of replacement) and irrigation system maintenance and repairs. And, any
other regular maintenance required to ensure the viability of the landscaping, including noxious
weed control.

5. No construction of the berms/landscaping shall be permitted until the Development
Improvements Agreement is executed.

6. This approval is founded on each individual requirement. Should the applicant successfully
challenge any such finding or requirement, this approval is null and void.

7. These permits may be revoked or suspended if Gunnison County determines that any material
fact set forth herein or represented by the applicant was false or misleading, or that the applicant
failed to disclose facts necessary to make any such fact not misleading.

8. The removal or material alteration of any physical feature of the property (geological,
topographical or vegetative) relied on herein to mitigate a possible conflict shall require a new
or amended land use change permit.

9. Approval of this Plan is based upon the facts presented and implies no approval of similar use
in the same or different location and/or with different impacts on the environment and
community. Any such future application shall be reviewed and evaluated, subject to its
compliance with current regulations, and its impact to the County.

AND WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners did receive and review the information within the
Planning Commission’s Recommendation, and considered it in evaluating this application;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County,
Colorado, that the amendment to Land Use Change Permit No. 2012-10, Tomichi Pit Sand and Gravel
Operation, is hereby approved, subject to the conditions, as imposed by the Planning Commission;

6.2 - PROJECT ABSTRACT

Gunnison County has owned and operated the sole Recycle Center in our County since 1991.
The City of Gunnison, Hinsdale County and Western State Colorado University all collect recycle
product that they bring to our Recycle Center. The County also has a newer collection site in a
very large subdivision known as Crested Butte South that serves approximately Five Hundred
Sixty Six (566) residences and businesses and is located between Gunnison and Crested Butte.
Our Recycle Center staff makes scheduled trips to the Town of Crested Butte for the expressed
purpose of picking up recycle product. The Gunnison County Public Works Department and
Recycle Center have been located next to one another since the creation of the Recycle Center.
In October, 2011 we were fortunate enough to be able to construct a new Public Works Facility
at a new location, which separated the Public Works Department and the Recycle Center. It has
always been our intent to relocate the Recycle Center Hub to the adjacent six (6) acres the County
owns next to the new Public Works Facility. Being the sole funding agency for this project has
delayed that move as we work to budget the needed funds. When we make this move we would
like the new Recycle Center Hub to include a new baler, with concrete pad and storage building
to enhance productivity and product quality. We will also retrofit the existing Recycle Hub into a
new spoke (drop off) site.

6.3 — APPLICATION NARRATIVE
6.3.1 — Economic Impact

1) By upgrading our baler to a new, auto tie baler when we move the Hub to its new
location, we will increase our output of recycle product by reducing the lag time required
to manually place the wire that holds the bales together as our current process requires.
We will have loads available for shipping sooner. The new location of the Hub will also
help to stream line the shop schedule as the Recycle Center will once again be located
next door which will reduce time spent in travel by both the mechanics and Recycle Center
operators who make multiple trips to tend to needed repairs.

Although the Recycle Center does receive compensation for the product that is shipped
out, that compensation does not cover the expenses of operating the Recycle Center. The
Recycle Center receives a surcharge from the Gunnison County Landfill that changes
annually as needed to meet the projected shortfall.

The cost per ton figure mentioned on the cover sheet was calculated using the total cost
of the project divided by the total tons of product processed in 2014.

2) The Recycle Center has recently added two part time positions to assist in the
processing of product and in part in preparation for the added employees that will be
required when we move the Hub and create another spoke. The pay range for these two
part time, permanent employees is $13.60 to $17.52 an hour.

6.3.2 — Environmental Benefits

1) We will continue to receive, process and ship newspaper, magazines, plastics #1 and
#2, green, brown and clear glass, aluminum, tin/steel, cardboard and office pack.

2) This is not an e-waste project.





3) The Recycle Center was created not only as a community service but also to promote
the longevity of the Landfill which is also County owned and operated. In 2014 our Recycle
Center recycled the following tons of product:

Aluminum 29.29 tons
Cardboard 524.16 tons
Glass 291.88 tons
Newspaper/Magazines 179.73 tons
Office Pack 45.49 tons
Plastics (#1 & #2) 43.64 tons
Tin/Steel 20.31 tons

One of our key results in our Strategic Business Plan is that 10% of product be diverted
from the waste stream. Not only does the product from the Recycle Center count into that
number but we also recycle tires, appliances, scrap metal and concrete directly from the
Landfill site.

4) With the new location of the Hub being six (6) acres there is the possibility that we can,
in the future offer more recycling options to our community since it may work out that we
would now have more area to store additional product.

6.3.3 — Infrastructure Improvement

1) This project will expand on an already existing Hub and Spoke network by relocating
the Hub and retaining and renovating the existing location of the Hub as an additional
spoke. Please also see Attachment #4.

2) Our Recycle Center is the only center in Gunnison County. All recyclers, residents,
visitors, businesses and other governmental entities in Gunnison County are able to use
this Center. Our services also benefit other counties, such as Hinsdale County, who
transports their collected product to our Recycle Center.

3) The City of Gunnison and Hinsdale County have shown by past performance that they
are committed to providing their communities with the opportunity and means to recycle
and will continue to bring that product to the Gunnison County Recycle Center.

6.3.4 — Feasibility of Successful Implementation and Sustainability

1) Our goal with this project is to once again have the Recycle Center close to the Pubilic
Works Department while upgrading the baler with concrete pad, adding covered storage
and obtaining needed space in an effort to stream line the Recycle Center processes and
continue to maintain a high quality recycle product. The acreage where the new Recycle
Center will be located is currently vacant land. Utilities are available to connect to and
such connections will be done by the appropriate companies upon our request with the
cost of those connections being the responsibility of Gunnison County. The Recycle
Center will also require other items such as loading docks, designated drop off areas, etc.
Also, please refer to the work plan format inserted as Attachment #2.

2) We have established relationships with several brokers that we will continue to use for
shipping our processed product. We currently ship to the following companies:

3) As this project pertains to changing the location of the existing Recycle Center Hub with
some upgrades and retrofitting the current location into an additional spoke it will be
business as usual upon the completion of our move and renovation as far as continuance
and funding of our recycle program. The Recycle Center is also a part of the Gunnison
County Strategic Business Plan which is reviewed and revised annually. Our operators
conduct educational tours of the Recycle Center to all grades Kindergarten through
College upon request.

4) Funding can be a challenge and if our grant application is not awarded, or at least the
baler portion of the grant, our project will simply be postponed until the funding can be
obtained. Once we have secured the needed funding for this project we will work through
whatever obstacles and conditions may occur to successfully complete the project within
any required time frame.

5) The City of Gunnison, Hinsdale County, Western State Colorado University and all other
users of the Recycle Center will continue to support our efforts by continuing to bring
product to both the new hub and spoke. We are very fortunate to have very involved users
who are consistent in their use of the Recycle Center.

6) Gunnison County is the sole financial contributor of the Recycle Center.

7) We are seeking grants dollars because the Recycle Center, although an invaluable
asset to the community, is not self-sufficient and receives a stipend from the Gunnison
County Landfill to keep operations running smoothly. An award of this grant would assist
us in moving the Recycle Center Hub which could create the opportunity to expand recycle
options to our community.

8) The possible permits that could be required to complete the creation of a new Recycle
Center are a Building Permit, Reclamation Permit, Access Permit and Sage Grouse
Review all of which will be applied for and fees paid for by Gunnison County. All of these
permits typically have a fast turnaround time especially taking into consideration that this
project is within the regulations of the Gold Basin Industrial Park and should be no further
out than thirty (3) days of applying.

6.3.5 — Measurable Results and Outreach

1) We will continue to track tons of product received and processed annually as required
by the State of Colorado. Bill of Ladings for all products shipped out are filed and retained
as well as the data being input into worksheets.

2) Yes, our recycling process can be implemented in other areas and we would most
definitely share our knowledge with anyone interested in how we created the existing or
the new Recycle Center.





6.3.6 — Experience and Qualifications

1) Our project is moving a well-established and long running Recycle Center that already
employs very knowledgeable and experienced personnel.

2) We have been operating this Recycle Center for many years and are committed to
continuing in that endeavor.

3) All required permits will be applied for and obtained prior to the start of the project. This
will include the update of our Stormwater permit for the current Recycle Center.

4) Worker safety is always a top priority. The new baler, covered storage and close
proximity to the Public Works Department will only enhance the needed safety features
and messages that are sent out to all Public Works employees by our Safety Committee.
An Environmental Health and Safety plan is not needed. Additional separation of the
processing area and public drop off area that will occur at the new Hub will enhance safety

of not only our employees but the public as well.

6.5.2 — Budget Narrative

Currently the Recycle Center uses an Excel baler that was purchased in 1998 but has
worked well and we have had success with so we contacted Excel regarding a quote for






the cost, including freight and installation of a new baler with the upgraded feature of auto
tying. Gunnison County will be responsible for retaining a crane to set the baler in place
at the instruction of Excel personnel. The cost of the crane is $125 an hour. The
placement of the baler should take approximately two (2) hours, but we have budgeted an
eight (8) hour day. There are two (2) concrete pads at the new Hub that will be placed by
a professional concrete company. One pad is for the baler and the other will be for the
glass drop off pad. The cost of the concrete pads mentioned in the itemized budget was
a quote from a local concrete company. The electrical service needed for the new Recycle
Center Hub will also be installed by a professional sub-contractor. The current lot is vacant
and will need site preparation, including asphalt. At the current location of the Recycle
Center the baler is covered with a weather port like building not much bigger than the baler
itself. Gunnison County will be purchasing and erecting an open sided, steel roofed cover
building for the new baler that will allow for more coverage than over the baler itself. The
sides will be constructed of a vinyl like material that can be rolled up and down as needed
for protection of and access to the baler. Currently we have no covered storage for the
baled product with the exception of three van body trailers for the newspaper/magazines
and office pack. We use tarps, which are frequently replaced, to cover cardboard,
aluminum, tin/steel, glass and plastics. The new storage building will enhance the quality
of our recycled product keeping it out of the elements while enough product is produced
to constitute a shipment. We will be moving the steel structure of the existing loading
docks and adding the required backfill and asphalt in the creation of new loading docks at
the new Hub. Fencing is required by the regulations of the Gold Basin Industrial Park and
will be installed by a sub-contractor. The cost of the fencing mentioned in the itemized
budget was a quote from a fencing company. Gunnison County crews will be responsible
for the renovation of the existing hub into a spoke. Gunnison County is the sole funding
source covering the expenses of this move and needed upgrades to the Recycle Center
and has been budgeting to accomplish this task. We were informed of this grant, by a
neighboring recycle center, and if awarded, this grant would definitely help make this
project a reality.

6.6 — FACILITY REQUIREMENTS

We currently have a Stormwater Permit for the current Recycle Center that will be updated
with the new location and quarterly visual inspections continued as are currently required.

a) The County owns the property known as the Gold Basin Industrial Park that is located
just outside the city limits on Gold Basin Road. This is the area that the Public Works
Department relocated to and where the six (6) acres for the new Recycle Center Hub is
located. The size of the current Recycle Center is approximately 1.13 acres, with office
space and some product storage in different locations. The significant increase in area
as a result of moving the Hub to the six (6) acres parcel will bring all components together,
enhancing productivity, creating another drop off site for the public and possibly present
the opportunity to expand the products taken. The City of Gunnison is centrally located
with the County of Gunnison. The Gold Basin Industrial Park is located approximately one
(1) mile south from the City of Gunnison. Three phase power is already available at the
new site and the needed line will be extended to the Recycle Center at the expenses of
the County.

b) The existing system includes the Hub, at its current location in Gunnison, with spokes
in Crested Butte South (20 miles for the Hub), Crested Butte (30 miles from the Hub) and
Hinsdale County (70 miles from the Hub). With this project and move of the Hub an
additional spoke will be added in Gunnison. The new location of the Hub will add
approximately two (2) miles distance to the Crested Butte South and Crested Butte spokes
and not change the distance to the Hinsdale County spoke.

We will use the current method employed for signage as it has been developed over the
years and is working well for the users. Each drop off site is signed as to which product
should be deposited as well as what typical similar items associated with that product are
not recyclable.

The County owns the property that the Recycle Center Hub will be relocated to and all
needed permits will be obtained by the County at their expense prior to the start of the
project.

Our Recycle Center is used by the residents, visitors and business owners of Gunnison
County which includes but is not limited to the following list:

Two (2) new part-time positions have already been hired in anticipation of the needs of
the new Recycle Center Hub and retrofitted spoke.
The Recycle Center was established in 1991 by purchasing used equipment with grant
funding. We started with two vertical balers and a homemade glass crusher. At the
beginning the Recycle Center took cardboard, aluminum, steel and glass. In 1998 we
upgraded the baler to the current horizontal baler that is still in use at the Recycle Center
and added newspaper/magazines, plastics (#1 & #2) and office pack to the list of products
taken. As we have upgraded our equipment we have made it a point to either give or
reasonably sell the equipment being replaced to other start up Recycle Centers. Gunnison
County has been in the recycle business for many years with cooperation from other
governmental entities and communities who are also vested in maintaining recycling
opportunity in Gunnison County.

Common Area Maintenance. The Landlord shall, at all times durmg the Lease term,
maintain the common areas, sidewalks, and parking areas, making such repairs or
improvements thereto as the Landlord deems necessary and appropriate, according to 2
standard consistent with other commercial bulldings of similar age, construction and class
in Gunnison, Colorado. The Landlord shall not be obligated, however, to make any
repairs or improvements occasioned by the negligence of Tenant, its employees, agents or
invitees.

Following any event of default Landlord, without notice or demand, may take possession

The proceeds of any such sale shall be applied first to the
payment of expenses thereof, second to the discharge of the unpaid rent or other
liability hereunder, and the balance, if any, shall be paid to Tenant. Tenant agrees to
execute and record any financing statements and other documents necessary to perfect
or record the lien herein granted.

Abandoned Property. Any property of the Tenant remaining in the Leased Premises
at any time when Landlord shall have no responsibility or liability whatsoever for any of
the same. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Landlord may store any such property in any
public or private warehouse, and Tenant shall pay to Landlord promptly upon demand
all costs incurred in connection with such property, including the costs of moving and
storage, court costs, and attorney's fees. Landlord, at his option, may, without notice,
sell any such personal property at any public or private sale for such prices as Landlord
may obtain, and Landlord shall apply the proceeds of such sale first to the costs incurred
in connection with such property, and then to any amounts due under this Lease from
Tenant to Landlord, and the surplus, if any, to Tenant.

Personal Property Taxes. The Tenant shall pay or cause to be paid before
delinquency, any and all taxes levied or assessed and which become payable during the
term hereof upon all Tenant's leasehold improvements, equipment, furniture, fixtures,
and any other personal property located in the Leased Premises.

The Tenant shall not create a security
interest in its interest in this Lease, nOF assign nor pledge this Lease as collateral for
such security interest, nor shall the Tenant assign this Lease or any interest to the
Tenant herein, nor shall the Tenant sublet all or any portion of the Lease Premises,
without prior written consent of the Landlord, provided, however, that as a condition of
giving such consent:

A. The Landlord shall have the right to make reasonable inquiry into the financial
qualification of any subtenant or assignee to operate 2 business enterprise upon
the Leased Premises, and to perform a lease agreement therefore, and the
Landlord's obligation to permit assignment of this Lease or a sublease is contingent
upon the Landlord's approval of the proposed subtehant’s or assignee’s financial

The Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado represents Gunnison County, Colorado, a
political subdivision of the State of Colorado. Gunnison County is rural mountain county situated on the western slope
of Colorado which encompasses 3,258 square miles with approximately 15,000 residents. Gunnison County carries
the following mission statement:

“Gunnison County cherishes its sense of community and place. We strive to preserve and promote the well-being
of the County's citizens, natural environment and rural character. We will deliver services and set standards that
reflect our values and preserve our unique quality of life for present and future generations to enjoy."

Preserving our historic structures is a means of maintaining the rural character of our community for future
generations. Gunnison County's commitment to historic preservation is identified in the Board of County
Commissioners Resolution No: 93-32, a resolution providing for the preservation of the cultural, historic and
architectural history within Gunnison County. This resolution established the Gunnison County Historic Preservation
Commission, identified the eligibility and process for designation of historic landmarks, restricts landmark alteration
without approval, requests maintenance by owners of designated landmarks and provides enforcement mechanisms
for any violation of the resolution.

In 2010, the structural integrity of the Ohio City Town Hall was questioned because of settling movement below the
north wall. Because of this concern, Gunnison County applied for and received grant funds from the SHF for a historic
structure assessment which was completed in 2011. In 2011, Gunnison County applied for a SHF acquisition and
development grant for costs of architectural and engineering plans and Phase | improvements but was rejected. In
2012, Gunnison County hired Ben White Architecture, L.L.C. to draft construction plans and provide methodologies.
The plans and project manual identifying the methodologies was completed December 2012, In April 2013, Gunnison
County applied for a SHF acquisition and development grant for Phase | improvements but was rejected. In October
2013, Gunnison County again applied for a SHF acquisition and development grant for Phase 1 and was fortunate
enough to be awarded that grant.

The improvements funded by the grant for Phase 1 included the immediate need to stabilize the building by lifting the
building and constructing a new foundation, replacement of the electrical distribution system, installation of replica
historic lighting, fans, removal of the non-historic interior columns and providing for additional structural support of the
roof. Along with the cash match of $30,000, as in-kind contributions for Phase 1, Gunnison County provided for all
excavation work, construction of and materials for the front entrance deck railings and exterior lamp post, the ADA
ramp, parking space and loading area, west landing, exterior electric and lighting, including installation of an
underground electric distribution line to the building. The costs incurred for those in-kind contributions was over
$32,000. Gunnison County also provided services of its Facility Maintenance Director for supervision of the project
along with financial and administrative assistance of its staff and will again provide those services for Phase II. Phase
1, the Foundation Stabilization and Electrical Upgrades for the Ohio City Town Hall has been completed. Phase |
came under the projected budget by more than $39,000.

The Quartz Creek Improvement Association, the local community civic organization ("QCIA") provided volunteers for
removal of the old front entrance deck and ramp and after construction clean up of the building and around the
exterior. For Phase Il the QCIA has offered volunteers to scrub down the entire interior bead board walls and after
completion of Phase Il they are providing volunteers for reclamation of vegetation and landscaping. In anticipation of
Phase Il, in 2014 the QCIA organized its first annual fundraiser, the Gold Rush 5K/10K Walk Run. This event raised
almost $3,000 which will be contributed to the cash match for this application for Phase Il along with the additional
funds that will be raised at this year's race which takes place August 8, 2015.

Project management and oversight will be provided by Gunnison County's Facility Maintenance Director, John
Cattles, who will serve as the General Contractor. Ben White of Ben White Architecture, LLC will provide consultation
and oversight of the project. Rachel Magruder, Gunnison County employee and member of the QCIA will serve as
point person for coordination and communication with the SHF, lead participants and the QCIA. The Gunnison County
Finance Department will provide for financial administration of the grant.

Ohio City was an established on the original site of Eagle City previously settled by miners in the latter part of 1879.
Ohio City is located in the beautiful Quartz Creek Valley of Gunnison County and incorporated on June 24, 1907. The
Ohio City Town hall was constructed in 1906, during the second period of three distinct mining periods of boom and
bust. During the second period, the town supported approximately 250 people, a newspaper, theater, several civic
organizations, baseball teams, a brass band and even an orchestra.

The Ohio City Town Hall was originally constructed as the Baer Boss Mercantile. The building was also used for a
short time as a restaurant owned by the Tarkington Family. In 1914 the Tarkingtons sold the restaurant to the Town of
Ohio City for use as a town hall. In 1974 Gunnison County acquired the Town Hall when the Secretary of the State of
Colorado determined Ohio City to be an abandoned town site pursuant to C.R.S. 139-18-101, et. seq.

The Ohio City Town Hall represents a significant type of architectural style predominant around the turn of the century.
The wood framed building is a Vernacular Victorian style characterized by the false front and store front glazing. The
building is unique with its corner entrance. The exterior walls are sheathed with a combination of unpainted vertical
wood board and batten siding on the north and south sides. The east and west sides are covered with a pressed metal
shingle that appears to be terne metal with a pattern that mimics blocks. For areas around the entrance and the
corners of the building a small metal tile with a medallion pattern is used as an accent with the block pattern.

The interior is an open one room undivided space. Interior walls are covered with varnished wood bead board paneling
from floor to ceiling. The high ceiling is finished with an unpainted pressed metal tile with a decorative quatrefoil
pattern. This pattern is commonly associated with the Gothic and Renaissance Revival periods of architecture in the
United States. The symbol is a representation of a flower with four petals, or a ieaf with four leaflets (such as a four
leaf clover symbolizing good luck). A decorative border with a covered cornice adds additional formality to the design.

There are two authentic wood frame outhouses located north of the building which are distinct in that they are two
seater outhouses.

The Ohio City Town Hall is not only historically significant but also significant to the community as it has provided a
forum for community functions is this rural mountain area. Used by the QCIA since 1965 and officially leased to the
QCIA in the mid 1970's, it has since been used as a community meeting place for potlucks, fundraisers, cuitural events
and private celebrations. The Town Hall represents simplicities of times past. There is no running water in the Town
Hall, rather water is toted in by valley residents, much as it would have been in times past. The building is heated by a
wood stove that was built and donated by a valley resident and wood is supplied by donations of valley residents.

In the 1980's, the QCIA installed interior non-historic columns to support the ceiling and constructed a roof to provide
for further support for the excessive snow load experienced in this region. In 1990's Gunnison County replaced some
damaged floor boards and did some joist work, built a front deck, with board donations from valley residents, and
provided tin work on the roof. Throughout the years, maintenance of the building has been contributed mutually by
Gunnison County and the QCIA. Current maintenance tasks have been formally memorialized in writing.

By virtue of Resolution1996-25, Gunnison County designated the Town Hal! as a historic county landmark.

In 2010, out of concern for the structural integrity of the building, Gunnison County pursued the rehabilitation of the
Town Hall. In 2011, Gunnison County was awarded a grant by the SHF for a Historic Structure Asssessment and in
2013 Gunnison County was awarded another SHF grant for Phase 1 which included stabilization of the building,
removal of non-historic interior columns, reinforcement of the roof and installation of an electrical distribution system
including historically appropriate lighting. During Phase |, Gunnison County constructed a west entrance landing and
reconstructed the front deck, ADA ramp and loading zone, installed railings and provided for excavation work.

Because of the significance of this historic landmark and what it means to the community, Gunnison County and the
QCIA have been and continue to be committed for its preservation and have memorialized a continued maintenance
schedule for the Ohio City Town Hall for the use and enjoyment of community and for future generations to come.

Phase Il will address
rehabilitation and reconstruction of historic doors, rehabilitation of historic windows and flooring, metal ceiling tile and
metal exterior tile. It will also include reconstruction of the stage and installation of non-combustible material around
and behind the wood stove. We will address all improvements according to The Secretary of the Interior's Standards
and Guidelines.

The Improvements for Phase Il, are identified as follows:

1. Window Rehabilitation: There are two windows that have been boarded up for many years, located on the east
side and west side of the building. The frames are deteriorated and the glass has been destroyed. Based upon a
1930's photograph of the building, though the east and west side windows are not shown in the photograph, we
believe they are historic and were relocated from the original store front shown in the oldest photograph we could
find. (Please see attached plan booklet and photos.) We will remove existing windows and frames, utilize the existing
framework as a pattern to recreate those windows, add wood framing as necessary for a rough opening, flash the
window heads and provide interior and exterior wood trim.

2. Door Reconstruction and Rehabilitation: The front entry door is non-historic and above that door is a boarded up
transom. That door will be recreated, a type reminiscent of the door identified in the historic 1930's photograph. The
door frame, head transom, jamb and sill will be rebuilt to accommodate the new door and a transom will be
reinstalled. For egress, cross bar panic hardware will be installed.

The existing historic secondary west exit door will be rehabilitated per the guidance of the National Park Service
Preservation Tech Notes - Historic Doors Rehabilitation Solutions. Also noted in the 1930's photograph, we found that
there was a transom above not only the front entry door but also the secondary historic west side door. The door
jamb and threshold will be repaired and replaced. The head transom will be rebuilt and a transom will be installed.
The door will have a reverse swing to provide for egress and panic hardware will be added.

3. Wood Floor Rehabilitation: The historic floor boards are douglas fir. In 1999, a portion of the floor in front of the
stage was replaced and in addition there are sections of the floor that are missing floor boards and have been
patched with an overlay of metal. During the foundation stabilization activities of Phase |, it was noted that the existing
wood floor is attached directly to the floor joists without a sub-floor. While not uncommon, this does place a fair
amount of stress on the wood floor and does not provide adequate support for the code required floor load.

Protruding nail heads make it nearly impossible to refinish the floor in place. Adding a sub-floor would provide for
better stability and endurance. During this time, it was also noted that the stage unsound and unstable. We plan on
carefully removing the existing hardwood floor, metal patches and the non-historic patch which will not be re-utilized,
and removing all nails from the backside of boards in preparation for re-installation. We can then remove the existing
stage. New 5/8" floor sheathing will be installed. The stage floor and steps will be rebuilt and a handrail installed.
Thereafter the original hardwood floor boards will be reinstalled with diagonal nailing, concealing the nail heads,
which will allow finishing and ease of future refinishing and maintenance. Additional custom 2 1/4" douglas fir
hardwood floor will be integrated to match existing historic floor boards and compensate for the missing non-historic
floor patch and missing flooring that had been covered with metal. The floor boards will be rehabilitated to remove
any finishes and the entire floor will be refinished by a light sanding. Rehabilitation of the wood floor will be per the
GSA Wood Floor Rehabilitation Specification. During the installation of the floor boards, a new non-combustible floor
under and behind wood stove will be installed for fire protection and safety.

4. Interior Wood Bead Board: The interior walls of the building are covered with wood bead board. Prior to
construction of the roof addition by the QCIA in 1980's, some water damage occurred which left some staining on the
wood bead board and in consideration of age of the wood bead board, it needs some refurbishing. In addition there
are some holes. Addressing the holes will be per the guidance of GSA Guidelines "Filling Holes in Wood Veneer
Paneling”. Volunteers from the QCIA and community have offered to clean and refurbish the interior bead board
walls with a mild detergent as recommended in the Secretary of Interior Standards.





C. Pryject Description — continued.

5. Metal Exterior Siding Rehabilitation: The east and west sides of the building are covered with pressed metal
panel siding that appears to be Terne metal with a pattern that mimics stone. Some of the metal panels that are
located near the foundation are damaged. By removing all the metal panels, they can be reinstalled to cover the
entire elevation without utilizing new replica panels. The historic pressed metal panel siding and pressed metal
corner trim will be removed. As a waterproof barrier, 30# felt paper will be installed on the side walls. The existing
pressed metal panel siding and corner trim will be replaced over the waterproof barrier. A new belly band will be
installed at the foundation and, for ventilation, concealed crawl space vents will be installed in the new belly band.
The door and window flashing will be installed with matching metal trim. An enclosed wood fascia and soffit will be
constructed to discourage bird nesting for preservation of the pressed metal panel siding. The rehabilitation of the
metal exterior siding will be per the guidelines of GSA "Rehabilitating Historic Buildings: Metals".

6. Metal Ceiling Tile Rehabilitation: The historic interior unpainted pressed metal tile ceiling has some missing and
damaged pieces. (Please see attached plans and pictures.) By utilizing replica tiles, and with recommended
treatment, match the patina of the existing tiles. Then install those additional ceiling pieces to infill those missing or
damaged ceiling tiles, molding, filler, and crown molding. The rehabilitation of the metal ceiling tiles will be per the
GSA Guidelines for "Installing A Tin Ceiling and Cornice".

Project management for Phase Il will be by Gunnison County serving as general contractor which will allow for close
supervision and selection of sub-contractors. Gunnison County will engage sub-contractors, to the best degree
possible, with historic preservation experience. Gunnison County's Facility Maintenance Director, John Cattles, will
supervise the project. Ben White, of Ben White Architecture, LLC, will provide consultation throughout the project.
Rachel Magruder, Gunnison County employee and member of the QCIA will serve as point person for coordination
and communication with the SHF, lead participants and the QCIA. The Gunnison County Finance Department will
provide for financial administration of the grant.

On March 18, 2015, Gunnison County received historic landmark alteration certification approval for Phase Il from
the Gunnison County Historic Preservation Commission. For Phase Il, Gunnison County will be applying for a
building permit for structural work on the window headers, side door head, and re-framing the stage and steps.





D. Urgency: Explain why it is urgent to complete the wotk in your application NOW. (0-15 points)

The most urgent concern of this project was the structural integrity of the building which was addressed in Phase 1.
We are even more appreciative of receiving funds for Phase | as we found that the north foundation sill was far more
deteriorated than we envisioned, as the sill was rotten to the degree that all that remained were remnants. The entire
lower portion of the wall was reinforced.

However, further concerns were discovered during Phase 1 and if left incomplete would may leave this building
hindered from the full usage it deserves. Those concerns are:

1. The existing wood floor is attached directly to the floor joists without a sub-floor. While not uncommon, this does
place a fair amount of stress on the historic wood floor. It is non-compliant with the code required 100 PSF floor load.

2. The stage and steps to the stage were also found to be unstable and non-compliant with the 100 PSF floor
load.

Further, we have knowledge that:

1. The fire protection around the wood stove is unsafe and the current fire protection guard is not in compliance
with our current fire code.

2. To leave the original western door to further deterioration may render it to be unrestorable.

Having completed Phase |, it would seem that we should embrace and maintain the momentum, commitment and
energy towards the preservation of the Ohio City Town Hall. Further, it would also seem to be a disservice not to
grasp this opportunity to fully rehabilitate and restore, to the fullest extent possible, this community's historic treasure.

Please know that Ohio City is a rural mountain community located approximately 22 miles from the City of Gunnison,
the county seat of Gunnison County. Winter seasons commonly consist of significant snow fal| and temperatures
dropping far below zero, often presenting quite a challenge to its residents. Community relations in this rural mountain
area are important to the community's health and sustainability. The residents of the valley vary in number, from an
estimated 125 in the winter to 400 in the summer and visitors are considerable. The preservation effort also adds to
the general historic preservation of the valley which encompasses approximately 25 miles of scenic roadway.

The Ohio City Town Hall is "The Community Gathering Place" and is significant to the valley residents. Valley
residents adore this building for the history it represents and its welcoming and comforting simplicity. The Town Hall
has provided a venue for both public and private gatherings since 1965. The fellowship and community spirit of this
valley residents is reminiscent of days gone where people truly look out for and depend upon each other and look
forward to gathering together. The QCIA helps promote this community spirit through organized events. Such events
at the Ohio City Town Hall include monthly potluck dinners, where residents may socialize and discuss concerns of
the community. These potlucks may also include entertainment such as musicians, storytellers, historians, square
dancing and games. The holiday potlucks ensure that residents not only enjoy good cheer but ensuring that everyone
has a good holiday meal. Local government entities utilize the building for presentations addressing issues impacting
the valley. The Ohio City Hall Town also provides a place for larger private gatherings. One such private gathering,
wherein nearly the entire community participated, was to welcome a soldier home from Iraqg. Located in one of the
most popular circle tours, many visitors stop and take notice of this historic landmark. The Ohio City Town Hall
represents a magnet in that it attracts valley residents and visitors and provides the place where they want to go and
are to gather.

. DEFINITIONS

The following terms as used herein shall be construed and interpreted as follows:

A. Budget
“Budget” means the budget for the Work described in Exhibit A.

B. Evaluation
“Evaluation” means the process of examining Grantee’s Work and rating it based on criteria established in
86 and Exhibit A.

C. Exhibits and other Attachments
The following are attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein: Exhibit A (Statement of Work).

D. Goods
“Goods” means tangible material acquired, produced, or delivered by Grantee either separately or in
conjunction with the Services Grantee renders hereunder.

E. Grant
“Grant” means this Grant, its terms and conditions, attached exhibits, documents incorporated by reference
under the terms of this Grant, and any future modifying agreements, exhibits, attachments or references
incorporated herein pursuant to Colorado State law, Fiscal Rules, and State Controller Policies.

F. Grant Funds
“Grant Funds” means available funds payable by the State to Grantee pursuant to this Grant.

G. Party or Parties
“Party” means the State or Grantee and “Parties” means both the State and Grantee.

H. Program
“Program” means the noxious weed grant program that provides the funding for this Grant.

I. Review
“Review” means examining Grantee’s Work to ensure that it is adequate, accurate, correct and in
accordance with the criteria established in §6 and Exhibit A.

J. Services
“Services” means the required services to be performed by Grantee pursuant to this Grant.

K. Subgrantee
“Subgrantee” means third-parties, if any, engaged by Grantee to aid in performance of its obligations.

L. Work
“Work” means the tasks and activities Grantee is required to perform to fulfill its obligations under this
Grant and Exhibit A, including the performance of the Services and delivery of the Goods.

M. Work Product
“Work Product” means the tangible or intangible results of Grantee’s Work, including, but not limited to,
software, research, reports, studies, data, photographs, negatives or other finished or unfinished documents,
drawings, models, surveys, maps, materials, or work product of any type, including drafts.

5. TERM

A. Initial Term-Work Commencement
The Parties respective performances under this Grant shall commence on the later of either the Effective
Date or April 1, 2015. This Grant shall terminate on November6, 2015 unless sooner terminated or further
extended as specified elsewhere herein.

B. Two Month Extension
The State, at its sole discretion upon written notice to Grantee as provided in §16, may unilaterally extend
the term of this Grant for a period not to exceed two months if the Parties are negotiating a replacement
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Grant (and not merely seeking a term extension) at or near the end of any initial term or any extension
thereof. The provisions of this Grant in effect when such notice is given, including, but not limited to
prices, rates, and delivery requirements, shall remain in effect during the two month extension. The two-
month extension shall immediately terminate when and if a replacement Grant is approved and signed by
the Colorado State Controller.

6. STATEMENT OF WORK

A. Completion
Grantee shall complete the Work and its other obligations as described herein and in Exhibit A on or
before November 6, 2015. The State shall not be liable to compensate Grantee for any Work performed
prior to the Effective Date or after the termination of this Grant.

B. Goods and Services
Grantee shall procure Goods and Services necessary to complete the Work. Such procurement shall be
accomplished using the Grant Funds and shall not increase the maximum amount payable hereunder by the
State.

C. Employees
All persons employed by Grantee or subgrantees shall be considered Grantee’s or subgrantees’ employee(s)
for all purposes hereunder and shall not be employees of the State for any purpose as a result of this Grant.

7. PAYMENTS TO GRANTEE
The State shall, in accordance with the provisions of this 87, pay Grantee in the following amounts and using the
methods set forth below:

A. Maximum Amount
The maximum amount payable under this Grant to Grantee by the State is $23,760, as determined by the
State from available funds. Grantee agrees to provide any additional funds required for the successful
completion of the Work. Payments to Grantee are limited to the unpaid obligated balance of the Grant as
set forth in Exhibit A. The maximum amount payable by the State to Grantee during each State fiscal year

of this Grant shall be:

$7,000 in FY’2015
$16,760 in FY°2016

B. Payment

i. Advance, Interim and Final Payments
Any advance payment allowed under this Grant or in Exhibit A shall comply with State Fiscal Rules
and be made in accordance with the provisions of this Grant or such Exhibit. Grantee shall initiate any
payment requests by submitting invoices to the State in the form and manner set forth and approved by
the State.

ii. Interest
The State shall fully pay each invoice within 45 days of receipt thereof if the amount invoiced
represents performance by Grantee previously accepted by the State. Uncontested amounts not paid by
the State within 45 days may, if Grantee so requests, bear interest on the unpaid balance beginning on
the 46th day at a rate not to exceed one percent per month until paid in full; provided, however, that
interest shall not accrue on unpaid amounts that are subject to a good faith dispute. Grantee shall
invoice the State separately for accrued interest on delinquent amounts. The billing shall reference the
delinquent payment, the number of day’s interest to be paid and the interest rate.

iii. Available Funds-Contingency-Termination
The State is prohibited by law from making fiscal commitments beyond the term of the State’s current
fiscal year. Therefore, Grantee’s compensation is contingent upon the continuing availability of State
appropriations as provided in the Colorado Special Provisions, set forth below. If federal funds are
used with this Grant in whole or in part, the State’s performance hereunder is contingent upon the
continuing availability of such funds. Payments pursuant to this Grant shall be made only from
available funds encumbered for this Grant and the State’s liability for such payments shall be limited
to the amount remaining of such encumbered funds. If State or federal funds are not appropriated, or
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otherwise become unavailable to fund this Grant, the State may immediately terminate this Grant in
whole or in part without further liability in accordance with the provisions herein.
iv. Erroneous Payments
At the State’s sole discretion, payments made to Grantee in error for any reason, including, but not
limited to overpayments or improper payments, and unexpended or excess funds received by Grantee,
may be recovered from Grantee by deduction from subsequent payments under this Grant or other
Grants, grants or agreements between the State and Grantee or by other appropriate methods and
collected as a debt due to the State. Such funds shall not be paid to any person or entity other than the
State.
C. Use of Funds
Grant Funds shall be used only for eligible costs identified herein and/or in the Budget. Grantee may adjust
budgeted expenditure amounts up to 10% within each line item of said Budget without approval of the
State. Adjustments in excess of 10% shall be authorized by the State in an amendment to this Grant. The
State’s total consideration shall not exceed the maximum amount shown herein.
D. Matching Funds
Grantee shall provide matching funds as provided in Exhibit A. Grantee shall have raised the full amount
of matching funds prior to the Effective Date and shall report to the State regarding the status of such funds
upon request.

8. REPORTING - NOTIFICATION

Reports, Evaluations, and Reviews required under this §8 shall be in accordance with the procedures of and in

such form as prescribed by the State and in accordance with 819, if applicable.

A. Performance, Progress, Personnel, and Funds
State shall submit a report to the Grantee upon expiration or sooner termination of this Grant, containing an
Evaluation and Review of Grantee’s performance and the final status of Grantee's obligations hereunder. In
addition, Grantee shall comply with all reporting requirements, if any, set forth in Exhibit A.

B. Litigation Reporting
Within 10 days after being served with any pleading in a legal action filed with a court or administrative
agency, related to this Grant or which may affect Grantee’s ability to perform its obligations hereunder,
Grantee shall notify the State of such action and deliver copies of such pleadings to the State’s principal
representative as identified herein. If the State’s principal representative is not then serving, such notice and
copies shall be delivered to the Executive Director of Department of Agriculture.

C. Performance Outside the State of Colorado and/or the United States
[Not applicable if Grant Funds include any federal funds] Following the Effective Date, Grantee shall
provide written notice to the State, in accordance with 816 (Notices and Representatives), within 20 days
of the earlier to occur of Grantee’s decision to perform, or its execution of an agreement with a subgrantee
to perform Services outside the State of Colorado and/or the United States. Such notice shall specify the
type of Services to be performed outside the State of Colorado and/or the United States and the reason why
it is necessary or advantageous to perform such Services at such location or locations. All notices received
by the State pursuant to this 88.C shall be posted on the Colorado Department of Personnel &
Administration’s website. Knowing failure by Grantee to provide notice to the State under this §8.C shall
constitute a material breach of this Grant.

D. Noncompliance
Grantee’s failure to provide reports and notify the State in a timely manner in accordance with this §8 may
result in the delay of payment of funds and/or termination as provided under this Grant.

E. Sub-grants
Copies of any and all sub-grants entered into by Grantee to perform its obligations hereunder shall be
submitted to the State or its principal representative upon request by the State. Any and all sub-grants
entered into by Grantee related to its performance hereunder shall comply with all applicable federal and
state laws and shall provide that such sub-grants be governed by the laws of the State of Colorado.

9. GRANTEE RECORDS
Grantee shall make, keep, maintain and allow inspection and monitoring of the following records:
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A. Maintenance
Grantee shall make, keep, maintain, and allow inspection and monitoring by the State of a complete file of
all records, documents, communications, notes and other written materials, electronic media files, and
communications, pertaining in any manner to the Work or the delivery of Services (including, but not
limited to the operation of programs) or Goods hereunder. Grantee shall maintain such records (the Record
Retention Period) until the last to occur of the following: (i) a period of three years after the date this Grant
is completed or terminated, or (ii) final payment is made hereunder, whichever is later, or (iii) for such
further period as may be necessary to resolve any pending matters, or (iv) if an audit is occurring, or
Grantee has received notice that an audit is pending, then until such audit has been completed and its
findings have been resolved (the “Record Retention Period”).

B. Inspection
Grantee shall permit the State, the federal government and any other duly authorized agent of a
governmental agency to audit, inspect, examine, excerpt, copy and/or transcribe Grantee's records related to
this Grant during the Record Retention Period for a period of three years following termination of this
Grant or final payment hereunder, whichever is later, to assure compliance with the terms hereof or to
evaluate Grantee's performance hereunder. The State reserves the right to inspect the Work at all reasonable
times and places during the term of this Grant, including any extension. If the Work fails to conform to the
requirements of this Grant, the State may require Grantee promptly to bring the Work into conformity with
Grant requirements, at Grantee’s sole expense. If the Work cannot be brought into conformance by re-
performance or other corrective measures, the State may require Grantee to take necessary action to ensure
that future performance conforms to Grant requirements and exercise the remedies available under this
Grant, at law or inequity in lieu of or in conjunction with such corrective measures.

C. Monitoring
Grantee shall permit the State, the federal government, and other governmental agencies having
jurisdiction, in their sole discretion, to monitor all activities conducted by Grantee pursuant to the terms of
this Grant using any reasonable procedure, including, but not limited to: internal evaluation procedures,

examination of program data, special analyses, on-site checking, formal audit examinations, or any other
procedures. All monitoring controlled by the State shall be performed in a manner that shall not unduly
interfere with Grantee’s performance hereunder.

D. Final Audit Report
If an audit is performed on Grantee’s records for any fiscal year covering a portion of the term of this
Grant, Grantee shall submit a copy of the final audit report to the State or its principal representative at the
address specified herein.

10. CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION-STATE RECORDS

Grantee shall comply with the provisions of this 8§10 if it becomes privy to confidential information in

connection with its performance hereunder. Confidential information, includes, but is not necessarily limited to,

state records, personnel records, and information concerning individuals.

A. Confidentiality
Grantee shall keep all State records and information confidential at all times and to comply with all laws
and regulations concerning confidentiality of information. Any request or demand by a third party for State
records and information in the possession of Grantee shall be immediately forwarded to the State’s
principal representative.

B. Notification
Grantee shall notify its agent, employees, subgrantees, and assigns who may come into contact with State
records and confidential information that each is subject to the confidentiality requirements set forth herein,
and shall provide each with a written explanation of such requirements before they are permitted to access
such records and information.

C. Use, Security, and Retention
Confidential information of any kind shall not be distributed or sold to any third party or used by Grantee
or its agents in any way, except as authorized by this Grant or approved in writing by the State. Grantee
shall provide and maintain a secure environment that ensures confidentiality of all State records and other
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confidential information wherever located. Confidential information shall not be retained in any files or
otherwise by Grantee or its agents, except as permitted in this Grant or approved in writing by the State.

D. Disclosure-Liability
Disclosure of State records or other confidential information by Grantee for any reason may be cause for
legal action by third parties against Grantee, the State or their respective agents. Grantee shall indemnify,
save, and hold harmless the State, its employees and agents, against any and all claims, damages, liability
and court awards including costs, expenses, and attorney fees and related costs, incurred as a result of any
act or omission by Grantee, or its employees, agents, subgrantees, or assignees pursuant to this §10.

11. CONFLICTS OF INTEREST
Grantee shall not engage in any business or personal activities or practices or maintain any relationships which
conflict in any way with the full performance of Grantee’s obligations hereunder. Grantee acknowledges that
with respect to this Grant, even the appearance of a conflict of interest is harmful to the State’s interests. Absent
the State’s prior written approval, Grantee shall refrain from any practices, activities or relationships that
reasonably appear to be in conflict with the full performance of Grantee’s obligations to the State hereunder. If a
conflict or appearance exists, or if Grantee is uncertain whether a conflict or the appearance of a conflict of
interest exists, Grantee shall submit to the State a disclosure statement setting forth the relevant details for the
State’s consideration. Failure to promptly submit a disclosure statement or to follow the State’s direction in
regard to the apparent conflict constitutes a breach of this Grant.

12. REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES

Grantee makes the following specific representations and warranties, each of which was relied on by the State in

entering into this Grant.

A. Standard and Manner of Performance
Grantee shall perform its obligations hereunder in accordance with the highest standards of care, skill and
diligence in the industry, trades or profession and in the sequence and manner set forth in this Grant.

B. Legal Authority — Grantee and Grantee’s Signatory
Grantee warrants that it possesses the legal authority to enter into this Grant and that it has taken all actions
required by its procedures, by-laws, and/or applicable laws to exercise that authority, and to lawfully
authorize its undersigned signatory to execute this Grant, or any part thereof, and to bind Grantee to its
terms. If requested by the State, Grantee shall provide the State with proof of Grantee’s authority to enter
into this Grant within 15 days of receiving such request.

C. Licenses, Permits, Etc.
Grantee represents and warrants that as of the Effective Date it has, and that at all times during the term
hereof it shall have, at its sole expense, all licenses, certifications, approvals, insurance, permits, and other
authorization required by law to perform its obligations hereunder. Grantee warrants that it shall maintain
all necessary licenses, certifications, approvals, insurance, permits, and other authorizations required to
properly perform this Grant, without reimbursement by the State or other adjustment in Grant Funds.
Additionally, all employees and agents of Grantee performing Services under this Grant shall hold all
required licenses or certifications, if any, to perform their responsibilities. Grantee, if a foreign corporation
or other foreign entity transacting business in the State of Colorado, further warrants that it currently has
obtained and shall maintain any applicable certificate of authority to transact business in the State of
Colorado and has designated a registered agent in Colorado to accept service of process. Any revocation,
withdrawal or non-renewal of licenses, certifications, approvals, insurance, permits or any such similar
requirements necessary for Grantee to properly perform the terms of this Grant shall be deemed to be a
material breach by Grantee and constitute grounds for termination of this Grant.

13. INSURANCE
Grantee and its subgrantees shall obtain and maintain insurance as specified in this section at all times during the
term of this Grant: All policies evidencing the insurance coverage required hereunder shall be issued by
insurance companies satisfactory to Grantee and the State.
A. Grantee
i. Public Entities
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If Grantee is a "public entity" within the meaning of the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act, CRS
824-10-101, et seq., as amended (the “GIA”), then Grantee shall maintain at all times during the term
of this Grant such liability insurance, by commercial policy or self-insurance, as is necessary to meet
its liabilities under the GIA. Grantee shall show proof of such insurance satisfactory to the State, if
requested by the State. Grantee shall require each Grant with Subgrantees that are public entities,
providing Goods or Services hereunder, to include the insurance requirements necessary to meet
Subgrantee’s liabilities under the GIA.
ii. Non-Public Entities
If Grantee is not a "public entity" within the meaning of the GIA, Grantee shall obtain and maintain
during the term of this Grant insurance coverage and policies meeting the same requirements set forth
in §13(B) with respect to Subgrantees that are not "public entities".
B. Grantee and Subgrantees
Grantee shall require each Grant with Subgrantees, other than those that are public entities, providing
Goods or Services in connection with this Grant, to include insurance requirements substantially similar to
the following:
i. Worker’s Compensation
Worker’s Compensation Insurance as required by State statute, and Employer’s Liability Insurance
covering all of Grantee and Subgrantee employees acting within the course and scope of their
employment.
ii. General Liability
Commercial General Liability Insurance written on 1ISO occurrence form CG 00 01 10/93 or
equivalent, covering premises operations, fire damage, independent contractors, products and
completed operations, blanket contractual liability, personal injury, and advertising liability with
minimum limits as follows: (a) $1,000,000 each occurrence; (b) $1,000,000 general aggregate; (c)
$1,000,000 products and completed operations aggregate; and (d) $50,000 any one fire. If any
aggregate limit is reduced below $1,000,000 because of claims made or paid, Subgrantee shall
immediately obtain additional insurance to restore the full aggregate limit and furnish to Grantee a
certificate or other document satisfactory to Grantee showing compliance with this provision.
iii. Automobile Liability
Automobile Liability Insurance covering any auto (including owned, hired and non-owned autos) with
a minimum limit of $1,000,000 each accident combined single limit.
iv. Additional Insured
Grantee and the State shall be named as additional insured on the Commercial General Liability and
Automobile Liability Insurance policies (leases and construction Grants require additional insured
coverage for completed operations on endorsements CG 2010 11/85, CG 2037, or equivalent).
v. Primacy of Coverage
Coverage required of Grantee and Subgrantees shall be primary over any insurance or self-insurance
program carried by Grantee or the State.
vi. Cancellation
The above insurance policies shall include provisions preventing cancellation or non-renewal without
at least 45 days prior notice to the Grantee and Grantee shall forward such notice to the State in
accordance with 8§16 (Notices and Representatives) within seven days of Grantee’s receipt of such
notice.
vii. Subrogation Waiver
All insurance policies in any way related to this Grant and secured and maintained by Grantee or its
Subgrantees as required herein shall include clauses stating that each carrier shall waive all rights of
recovery, under subrogation or otherwise, against Grantee or the State, its agencies, institutions,
organizations, officers, agents, employees, and volunteers.
C. Certificates
Grantee and all Subgrantees shall provide certificates showing insurance coverage required hereunder to
the State within seven business days of the Effective Date of this Grant. No later than 15 days prior to the
expiration date of any such coverage, Grantee and each Subgrantee shall deliver to the State or Grantee
certificates of insurance evidencing renewals thereof. In addition, upon request by the State at any other
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time during the term of this Grant or any subgrant, Grantee and each Subgrantee shall, within 10 days of
such request, supply to the State evidence satisfactory to the State of compliance with the provisions of this

813.

14. BREACH

A. Defined
In addition to any breaches specified in other sections of this Grant, the failure of either Party to perform
any of its material obligations hereunder, in whole or in part or in a timely or satisfactory manner,
constitutes a breach. The institution of proceedings under any bankruptcy, insolvency, reorganization or
similar law, by or against Grantee, or the appointment of a receiver or similar officer for Grantee or any of
its property, which is not vacated or fully stayed within 20 days after the institution or occurrence thereof,
shall also constitute a breach.

B. Notice and Cure Period
In the event of a breach, notice of such shall be given in writing by the aggrieved Party to the other Party in
the manner provided in 8§16. If such breach is not cured within 30 days of receipt of written notice, or if a
cure cannot be completed within 30 days, or if cure of the breach has not begun within 30 days and pursued
with due diligence, the State may exercise any of the remedies set forth in §15. Notwithstanding anything
to the contrary herein, the State, in its sole discretion, need not provide advance notice or a cure period and
may immediately terminate this Grant in whole or in part if reasonably necessary to preserve public safety
or to prevent immediate public crisis.

15. REMEDIES
If Grantee is in breach under any provision of this Grant, the State shall have all of the remedies listed in this
815 in addition to all other remedies set forth in other sections of this Grant following the notice and cure period
set forth in §14(B). The State may exercise any or all of the remedies available to it, in its sole discretion,
concurrently or consecutively.
A. Termination for Cause and/or Breach
If Grantee fails to perform any of its obligations hereunder with such diligence as is required to ensure its
completion in accordance with the provisions of this Grant and in a timely manner, the State may notify
Grantee of such non-performance in accordance with the provisions herein. If Grantee thereafter fails to
promptly cure such non-performance within the cure period, the State, at its option, may terminate this
entire Grant or such part of this Grant as to which there has been delay or a failure to properly perform.
Exercise by the State of this right shall not be deemed a breach of its obligations hereunder. Grantee shall
continue performance of this Grant to the extent not terminated, if any.
i. Obligations and Rights
To the extent specified in any termination notice, Grantee shall not incur further obligations or render
further performance hereunder past the effective date of such notice, and shall terminate outstanding
orders and subcontracts with third parties. However, Grantee shall complete and deliver to the State all
Work, Services and Goods not cancelled by the termination notice and may incur obligations as are
necessary to do so within this Grant’s terms. At the sole discretion of the State, Grantee shall assign to
the State all of Grantee's right, title, and interest under such terminated orders or subcontracts. Upon
termination, Grantee shall take timely, reasonable and necessary action to protect and preserve
property in the possession of Grantee in which the State has an interest. All materials owned by the
State in the possession of Grantee shall be immediately returned to the State. All Work Product, at the
option of the State, shall be delivered by Grantee to the State and shall become the State’s property.
ii. Payments
The State shall reimburse Grantee only for accepted performance up to the date of termination. If, after
termination by the State, it is determined that Grantee was not in breach or that Grantee's action or
inaction was excusable, such termination shall be treated as a termination in the public interest and the
rights and obligations of the Parties shall be the same as if this Grant had been terminated in the public
interest, as described herein.
iii. Damages and Withholding
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Notwithstanding any other remedial action by the State, Grantee also shall remain liable to the State
for any damages sustained by the State by virtue of any breach under this Grant by Grantee and the
State may withhold any payment to Grantee for the purpose of mitigating the State’s damages, until
such time as the exact amount of damages due to the State from Grantee is determined. The State may
withhold any amount that may be due to Grantee as the State deems necessary to protect the State,
including loss as a result of outstanding liens or claims of former lien holders, or to reimburse the
State for the excess costs incurred in procuring similar goods or services. Grantee shall be liable for
excess costs incurred by the State in procuring from third parties replacement Work, Services or
substitute Goods as cover.

B. Early Termination in the Public Interest
The State is entering into this Grant for the purpose of carrying out the public policy of the State of
Colorado, as determined by its Governor, General Assembly, and/or Courts. If this Grant ceases to further
the public policy of the State, the State, in its sole discretion, may terminate this Grant in whole or in part.
Exercise by the State of this right shall not constitute a breach of the State’s obligations hereunder. This
subsection shall not apply to a termination of this Grant by the State for cause or breach by Grantee, which
shall be governed by 815(A) or as otherwise specifically provided for herein.
i. Method and Content
The State shall notify Grantee of such termination in accordance with §16. The notice shall specify the
effective date of the termination and whether it affects all or a portion of this Grant.
ii. Obligations and Rights
Upon receipt of a termination notice, Grantee shall be subject to and comply with the same obligations
and rights set forth in 815(A)(i).
iii. Payments
If this Grant is terminated by the State pursuant to this 815(B), Grantee shall be paid an amount which
bears the same ratio to the total reimbursement under this Grant as the Services satisfactorily
performed bear to the total Services covered by this Grant, less payments previously made.
Additionally, if this Grant is less than 60% completed, the State may reimburse Grantee for a portion

of actual out-of-pocket expenses (not otherwise reimbursed under this Grant) incurred by Grantee
which are directly attributable to the uncompleted portion of Grantee’s obligations hereunder;
provided that the sum of any and all reimbursement shall not exceed the maximum amount payable to
Grantee hereunder.

C. Remedies Not Involving Termination
The State, in its sole discretion, may exercise one or more of the following remedies in addition to other
remedies available to it:

i. Suspend Performance
Suspend Grantee’s performance with respect to all or any portion of this Grant pending necessary
corrective action as specified by the State without entitling Grantee to an adjustment in price/cost or
performance schedule. Grantee shall promptly cease performance and incurring costs in accordance
with the State’s directive and the State shall not be liable for costs incurred by Grantee after the
suspension of performance under this provision.

ii. Withhold Payment
Withhold payment to Grantee until corrections in Grantee’s performance are satisfactorily made and
completed.

iii. Deny Payment
Deny payment for those obligations not performed, that due to Grantee’s actions or inactions, cannot
be performed or, if performed, would be of no value to the State; provided, that any denial of payment
shall be reasonably related to the value to the State of the obligations not performed.

iv. Removal
Demand removal of any of Grantee’s employees, agents, or Subgrantees whom the State deems
incompetent, careless, insubordinate, unsuitable, or otherwise unacceptable, or whose continued
relation to this Grant is deemed to be contrary to the public interest or not in the State’s best interest.

The interim and final reports will include a narrative of how the deliverables were met,
including acreage treated and status of the populations treated (estimated years of soil-seed
reserve, and follow-up activities planned).

Budget

CDA Weed NWF funds projects are awarded to GCWP in the amount of $7,000 for Milestone
1, and $16,760 for Milestone 2. This is the maximum amount awarded; the final
reimbursement amount depends on a documented final match of at least $23,760 for the
entire project. CDA shall approve all expenses claimed for reimbursement.

CDA NWEF funds will be used for expenses that are in general concordance with the budget
submitted to CDA (“BudgetForm - Gunnison County Weed Management Program Seasonal
Employee”). Significant departures from this budget without prior CDA approval may result
in some reimbursed expenses being reduced or not reimbursed.

Matching funds/in-kind will be from non-CDA state sources, as well as federal and other local
sources, provided at a minimum of dollar-for-dollar for CDA funds received.

OMNIBUS MUTUAL AID AGREEMENT

THIS OMNIBUS MUTUAL AID AGREEMENT is made and entered into by
Hinsdale County and Gunnison County, hereafter referred to in this document as the
“Participating Entities”, the undersigned parties to enable them to provide emergency
assistance to one another during times of emergency or the occurrence of a disaster.

I. RECITALS

A Each of the governmental entities and interlocal public agencies (‘“Participating
Entity(ies)”) affixing their signature hereto have expressed a mutual interest in the
establishment of an Omnibus Mutual Aid Agreement to facilitate and encourage
cooperation and assistance amongst themselves in the event of a Local Emergency or
Disaster, as defined herein.

B. Agreements to provide functions or services, including the sharing of costs of
such services or functions, by political subdivisions of the State of Colorado and federally
recognized Tribal Nations are specifically authorized by C.R.S. § 29-1-203 and other
sections of the Colorado Revised Statute.

C. The Participating Entities and/or the constituents they serve face threats to public
safety from (i) natural disasters including, but not limited to, flood, fire, windstorm and
tornados; (ii) possible terrorist actions and weapons of mass destruction, be they
conventional, chemical, biological or nuclear; and (iii) hazardous materials releases, civil
disturbance or hostile military or paramilitary action.

D. The Participating Entities recognize that the resources of a Participating Entity
might be strained or overwhelmed if forced to confront the realization of such threats in
isolation and that additional resources, personnel and equipment, beyond those available to
any single Participating Entity might be needed. Therefore, such threats to public safety
can be best met and mitigated where an orderly plan for assistance has been developed
prior to a sudden and immediate need.

E. The Participating Entities seek to have a mutual aid agreement that ensures
eligibility of costs under the Emergency Management Assistance Compact and consistent
with FEMA Disaster Assistance Policy DAP9523.6.

F. The Participating Entities have determined that it is in their best interest and the
best interest of their constituents to create a plan to foster communications and the sharing
of resources, personnel, and equipment in the event of such calamities.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS MUTUALLY AGREED by and between each of the
Participating Entities as follows:{4900:3400 00001133.00C 1}





Section 1. Definitions.
Agreement. This Omnibus Mutual Aid Agreement

Assistance Costs. Any expenses that extend beyond the first twelve (12) hours (usual and
customary costs) incurred by the Assisting Party in providing any asset requested. Unless
agreed to otherwise by the Requesting Party and the Assisting Party, after twelve (12)
hours, the Requesting Party shall be responsible for all costs associated with the borrowed
asset(s). For this Agreement, the computation of time begins when the Assisting Party
agrees to provide resources by mobilizing the same.

Assisting Party. The Participating Entity furnishing equipment, services and/or personnel
to the Requesting Party under this Agreement.

Authorized Representative. The chief executive or his or her designee of a Participating
Entity authorized in writing by such entity to request, offer or provide assistance under
the terms of this Agreement. The list of titles of authorized representatives for the
Participating Entities executing this Agreement shall be attached hereto as Exhibit A and
shall be updated as needed by each participating Party by means of a written notification
to the Director of Hinsdale County, Office of Emergency Management, P.O. Box 277, Lake
City, Colorado 81235.

Disaster or Local Emergency. Any occurrence or imminent threat of widespread or severe
damage, injury or loss of life or property resulting from any natural cause or cause of
human origin, including but not limited to fire, flood, earthquake, windstorm, snow storm,
wave action, hazardous substance incident, oil spill or other water contamination requiring
emergency action to avert danger or damage, volcanic activity, epidemic, air pollution,
blight, drought, infestation, explosion, civil disturbance or hostile military or paramilitary
action and any other form of occurrence or threat set forth in C.R.S. § 24-32- 2103(1.5), as
the same may be amended from time to time or an emergency or major disaster as
defined in 44 C.F.R. 8206.2(a)(9) and (17), respectively.

Participating Entity(ies). Any county, municipality, township or other political
subdivisions of the State of Colorado or federally recognized Tribal Nation or interlocal
public agency of the State of Colorado, or political subdivision thereof, who is or may
hereafter become a party to this Agreement by executing a copy of this Agreement and
providing a copy with original signatures and the authorizing resolutions to every other
Participating Entity.

Requesting Party. The Participating Entity requesting aid in the event of a Disaster or Local
Emergency.






Section 2. Procedures.

A Request for Aid. When a Participating Entity becomes affected by a Disaster or
Local Emergency or requires assistance in preventing, mitigating or recovering from
incidents, Local Emergencies or Disasters, an authorized representative may invoke
emergency-related mutual aid assistance under this Agreement by orally communicating
a request for mutual aid assistance to an Assisting Party, followed as soon as practicable
or within thirty (30) days written confirmation of said request. A Participating Entity
shall not request mutual aid unless the Requesting Party deems resources available within
the jurisdiction of the Participating Entity inadequate.

B. Assessment of Availability of Resources and Rendering of Assistance. When
contacted by a Requesting Party, a Participating Entity shall assess its situation to
determine available personnel, equipment and other resources that might be available for
purposes of rendering aid or assistance. A Participating Entity shall be excused from
making its resources available or continuing to make its resources available to the
Requesting Party if a need for the resources exists or arises within the territorial area or
jurisdiction of the Participating Entity or any other jurisdiction. Such decision of
availability shall be made by the Participating Entities, and such decision shall be
conclusive and in the sole discretion of the Participating Entities. The Participating Entities
recognize that time is critical during an emergency and diligent efforts shall be made to
respond to a request for assistance as rapidly as possible, including any notification that
requested assistance is not available.

C. Supervision and Control. The personnel, equipment and resources of any Assisting
Party shall be and remain under operational control of the Requesting Party but all parties
hereby adopt and agree to utilize a local incident management system incorporating the
functions, principles and components of the Incident Command System (ICS ). Direct
supervision and control of said personnel, equipment and resources shall remain with the
designated supervisory personnel of the Assisting Party. Representatives of the Requesting
Party shall assign, through the unified command system, operational work tasks to the
supervisory personnel of the Assisting Party for performance by the Assisting Party’s
personnel, equipment and resources. The designated supervisory personnel of the Assisting
Party shall have the initial responsibility and authority for assigning work and establishing
work schedules for the personnel of the Assisting Party, subject to consultation with the
Requesting Party. The Assisting Party’s personnel and other resources shall remain subject
to recall by the Assisting Party at any time. The Requesting Party shall, at its own expense,
provide consumable supplies needed to operate equipment unless mutually agreed upon
otherwise. Participating Parties shall ensure that Equipment is used only by properly trained
and supervised operators. All Equipment is provided “as is”, with no representations or
warranties as to its fitness for particular purpose.





Section 3. Personnel.

A Qualifications. Assisting Parties shall ensure that loaned personnel have the ability,
skill and certification necessary to perform the work required and may be obliged to
disclose the qualification(s) and training level of personnel identified to provide assistance.

B. Rights and Privileges. Whenever the employees of a Participating Entity are
rendering aid outside the area of their normal jurisdiction as an Assisting Party pursuant
to this Agreement, such employees shall have the powers, duties, rights, privileges and
immunities of and receive the compensation incidental to their employment by the
Participating Entity regardless of where serving. Workers compensation coverage shall be
as structured in C.R.S. § 29-5-109, if the request meets the requirements of C.R.S. §
29-5-103-108; otherwise each Party will maintain workers compensation insurance or
self-insurance coverage, covering its own personnel while they are providing assistance
pursuant to this Agreement. Each Participating Entity waives the right to sue any other
Participating Entity for any workers compensation benefits paid to its own employees,
volunteers or their dependents, even if the injuries were caused wholly or partially by the
negligence of any other Participating Entity or its officers, employees or volunteers.

C. Independent Contractor. Employees of an Assisting Party shall, at all times while
providing assistance, continue to be employees of the Assisting Party and shall not be
deemed employees of a Requesting Party for any purposes. Wages, hours and other terms
and conditions of employment of the Assisting Party shall remain applicable to all of its
employees who provide assistance. An Assisting Party shall be solely responsible for
payment of its employees’ wages, any required payroll taxes and any benefits or other
compensation. The costs associated with borrowed personnel are subject to the
reimbursement process outline in Section 6.

Section 4. Equipment.

A Requesting Party shall take proper precaution in its operation, storage and maintenance
of an Assisting Party’s equipment. An Assisting Party’s costs related to the transportation,
handling and loading/unloading of equipment shall be borne by the Requesting Party
unless mutually agreed upon otherwise. The Assisting Party shall provide copies of
invoices for such charges where provided by outside sources and shall provide hourly
accounting of charges for the Assisting Party’s employees who perform such services.

Section 5. Record Keeping.

Time sheets and/or daily logs showing hours worked and equipment and materials used
or provided by an Assisting Party shall be recorded on a shift-by-shift basis by the Assisting
Party and/or the loaned employee(s) and shall be provided to the Requesting Party as
needed. If no personnel are loaned, the Assisting Party shall provide shipping records
for materials and equipment and the Requesting Party shall be responsible for any





required documentation of use of material and equipment for state or federal
reimbursement. Under all circumstances, the Requesting Party remains responsible for
ensuring that the amount and quality of all documentation is adequate to enable
reimbursement. However, each Assisting Party agrees to exercise its best effort to ensure
that it provides the documentation necessary for the Requesting Party to obtain
reimbursement under federal law and FEMA’s Disaster Assistance Policy, if applicable.

Section 6. Payment for Services and Assistance.

When a request for assistance is made, the Requesting Party and the Assisting Party will
determine if reimbursement for services or assets will be requested. Payment terms and
conditions will be negotiated and agreed on at the time of the initial request, but if more
time is necessary, any payment terms must be agreed upon within thirty (30) days of the
request. In many cases, the Requesting Party and the Assisting Party will agree no
reimbursement is necessary.

When reimbursement has been negotiated, the Requesting Party shall pay the Assisting
Party for all valid and invoiced Assistance Costs within sixty (60) days of receipt of the
Assisting Party’s invoice. If such timing presents a hardship, the Requesting Party can
make a request to the Assisting Party to revise the paymenttimeframe.

Section 7. Indemnification.

A Indemnification. Except as otherwise provided herein, to the fullest extent
permitted by applicable law, the Requesting Party releases and shall indemnify, hold
harmless and defend each Assisting Party, its officers, employees and agents from and
against any and all costs, including costs of defense, claims, judgment or awards of
damages asserted or arising directly or indirectly from, on account of, or in connection
with providing assistance to the Requesting Party, whether arising before, during or after
performance of the assistance and whether suffered by any of the Participating Entities or
any other person or entity.

B. Activities in Bad Faith or Beyond Scope. No Participating Entity shall be required
under this Agreement to indemnify, hold harmless and defend any other Participating
Entity from any claim, loss, harm, liability, damage or cost or expense caused by or
resulting from the activities of any Participating Entity’s officers, employees or agents
acting in bad faith or performing activities beyond the scope of their training or duties.

C. Governmental Immunity. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement,
no term or condition of this Agreement shall be construed or interpreted as a waiver,
express or implied, of any of the immunities, rights, benefits, protections or other
provisions of the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act, § 24-10-101 et seq., C.R.S., as
now existing or hereafter amended (the “CGIA”). The parties understand and agree that
liability for claims or injuries to persons or property arising out of negligence of a
Participating Entity afforded protections by the CGIA, its departments, agencies, boards,





officials or employees is controlled and limited by the provisions of the CGIA, as now
existing or hereafter amended.

Section 8. Participation.

A Voluntary Nature. Participation in this Agreement is voluntary. Execution of this
Agreement therefore is not legally binding on a Participating Entity until such Participating
Entity agrees to become a Requesting Party or an Assisting Party in accordance with its
terms. Once this Agreement is executed, Participating Entities are obliged to disclose the
qualification(s) and training level of personnel identified to provide assistance. No
Participating Entity shall be liable to another Participating Entity, or be considered to be in
breach of or default under this Agreement on account of any delay in or failure to perform
any obligation under this Agreement, except to make payment if applicable.

B. Role of Authorized Representative. The Authorized Representative of each
Participating Entity shall:

I. Participate in any meetings convened on the implementation of this
Agreement;

il Obtain and communicate to relevant departments of their entity the
discussion items and decisions of the meeting as they bear on interoperability among
Participating Entities.

iii. Maintain a copy of this Agreement (including amendments) and a list of
the Participating Entities;

iv. Ensure that the Director of Hinsdale County, Office of Emergency
Management has current emergency contact information for their respective entity;

V. Notify the Director of Hinsdale County, Office of Emergency Management
in writing upon their entity’s termination of participation in this Agreement.

Section 9. Other Laws. In the event that an emergency or Disaster impacts a large
geographical area that activates either Federal or State emergency laws or is an event that
is specifically otherwise addressed by applicable law such as C.R.S. § 29-22-101 et seq.
relating to hazardous substance incidents, this Agreement shall remain in effect until or
unless this Agreement conflicts with such Federal and State laws.

Section 10. Approval. The rendering of mutual aid response by any Assisting Party
beyond the political boundary of the Assisting Party is hereby deemed to be approved by
the respective executive and legislative governing bodies of the Assisting Party, and such
response shall require no further approval by responsible officials of any jurisdiction.

Section 11. Additional Parties. Additional governmental jurisdictions may become
parties to this Agreement by approval of their governing bodies and without further
consent of those already signators to this Agreement. However, the joinder of non-





governmental entities to this Agreement shall require the consent and signature of each
party to this Agreement.

Section 12. Term. This Agreement shall be in effect unless terminated by thirty (30)
days’ advance written notice by a Participating Entity. Notice by a Participating Entity of
termination shall only terminate this Agreement as to that Participating Entity; this
Agreement shall remain in full force and effect as to all other Participating Entities.
Notice of such termination shall be made in writing and shall be served personally or by
registered mail upon all other Participating Entities.

Section 13. Effective Date. This Agreement shall be in full force and effect upon its
execution by the initial Participating Entity and shall be become effective as to each
successive signator upon its execution by that Participating Entity, with no action being
required of the current signatories.

Section 14. Amendments and Assignment . Amendments to this Agreement may be made
only upon unanimous consent by all current Participating Entities. This Agreement shall
be binding upon the successors and assigns of each Participating Entity except that no
jurisdiction may assign any of its rights or obligations hereunder without the prior
written consent of two thirds of the other Participating Entities.

Section 15. Severability: Effect on Other Agreements. Should any portion, section
or subsection of this Agreement be held to be invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction

that fact shall not effect or invalidate any other portion, section or subsection;and the
remaining portions of this Agreement shall remain in full force and effect without regard
to the section, portion, subsection or power invalidated. This Agreement is not intended to
be exclusive among the Participating Entities. Any Participating Entity may enter into
separate assistance agreements with any other entity. No such separate agreement shall
terminate any responsibility under this Agreement.

Section 16. Counterparts. This Agreement shall be executed by each Participating Entity
on a separate signature page. Copies of signature pages shall be provided by each signator
to each prior Participating Entity, and such copies shall have the full force and effect as
if they were originals.

Section 17. No Partnership. This Agreement shall not be interpreted or construed to
create an association, joint venture or partnership among the Participating Entities or to
impose any partnership obligation or liability upon any Participating Entity. Further, no
Participating Entity shall have any authority to act on behalf of or as an agent for or to
otherwise bind any other Participating Entity.

Section 18. No Third Party Beneficiary, Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to
create any rights in or duties to any third party, nor any liability or standard of care with
reference to any third party. This Agreement shall not confer any right, or remedy upon
any person other than the Participating Entities.

MEMORANDUM AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, entered into this ___ day of , 2015, by and between the
CITY OF GUNNISON, a Colorado home-rule municipality, existing under the laws of the State of
Colorado, hereinafter called "CITY", and GUNNISON COUNTY, hereinafter called "COUNTY",
WITNESSETH:
WHEREAS, CITY desires to increase the availability and frequency of transportation
services to City of Gunnison senior citizens; and
WHEREAS, COUNTY administers a senior transportation program through the Department
of Health and Human Services, which is currently operated by Gunnison Valley Health; and
WHEREAS, COUNTY administered program currently offers three days per week on a
regularly scheduled basis, plus limited on-demand service; and
WHEREAS, CITY believes it to be in the interest of the citizens of the City of Gunnison for
CITY to contract for COUNTY to provide increased transportation for senior citizens within the
City of Gunnison and within a four (4) mile radius of the city limits; and
WHEREAS, CITY has budgeted certain funds for said services to be provided in the agreed
time period.
NOW, THEREFORE, the parties hereto, intending to be legally bound hereby, for and in
consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein, agree as follows:
1. COUNTY agrees to:
a. Expand services for senior citizens within the City of Gunnison and within a
four (4) mile radius of the city limits; and
b. Acknowledge the financial support of the City of Gunnison in advertising and
promotional literature; and
c. Provide CITY with a detailed summary and accounting of the program’s
accomplishments, including ridership and budgeted versus actual expenditures

incurred during the term of this agreement. Said report must be provided no
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Page 2

later than December 31, 2015; and

d. Carry and maintain at all times during the Term of this Agreement, in full
force and effect and at its sole cost and expense, the following insurance
policies. Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Agreement, COUNTY
will provide insurance certificates to CITY, listing CITY as an additional
insured, for the coverage’s required herein which shall state that such policies
shall not be materially changed or cancelled without thirty (30) days prior
notice to CITY.

i. Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and
Federal law which adequately protects all labor employed by COUNTY
during the term of this Agreement.

ii. Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent for any
injury to one person in any single occurrence, Three Hundred Ninety
Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($350,000.00); and For an injury
to two or more persons in any single occurrence, the sum of Nine
Hundred Fifty Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($990,000.00).

iii. Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in
the Services, in an amount no less than $150,000 for any injury to one
person in any single occurrence and in an amount no less than
$600,000 for any injury to two or more persons in any single
occurrence.

2. CITY hereby agrees to:
a. Provide the funds previously appropriated and budgeted in the amount of
Twelve-Thousand Five Hundred and no/100 Dollars ($12,500.00) to COUNTY

within thirty (30) days of execution of this agreement; and

b. Additionally provide the funds previously appropriated and budgeted in the
amount of Twelve-Thousand Five Hundred and no/100 Dollars ($12,500.00) to
COUNTY following a report of the to-date program expansion accomplished as
a result of increased funding. It is understood and acknowledged that said
report must be delivered in writing to CITY prior to July 31, 2015.

The Term of this agreement is from January 1, 2015 through December 31, 2015.

This written agreement constitutes the only expressed or implied understanding

between CITY and COUNTY in regards to the Senior Transportation Program,

respectively.

It is understood and recognized that the funds provided according to this

agreement represent a one-time contribution for the 2015 budget and this

funding agreement does not constitute any guarantee of future funding.

This agreement shall be construed according to the laws of the State of Colorado.

We are in receipt of your invoice in amount of $2,350.00 for overweight charges due under our
Road Access Permit County Road #12 (Kebler Pass Road) incurred during our log hauling from
Floresta Partners in July, August and September 2014. We acknowledge that your calculation of
the fine is correct per the weights on our scale sheets and the fine schedule outlined in the Road
Access Permit. Log hauling is a difficult business often conducted under very adverse
conditions and profit margins are slim. The fine is a significant burden to our log hauling
contractor. Nevertheless, we are sensitive to the need to protect Gunnison County roads and
understand the reasons for your overweight policy.

All of the log trucks hauling into Montrose Forest Products are equipped with truck mounted
scales so as to minimize the potential for hauling overweight. However, the truck mounted
scales are only accurate to plus or minus one percent (1%) of gross vehicle weight, or 850
pounds on an 85,000 1b. normal load. Also, conditions in the woods exacerbate the difficulty of
accurately ascertaining truck load weights. Log landings are often on a slope and/or sidehill
which adversely affects scale readings. Soft or muddy ground also throws off the accuracy of
truck mounted scales, Drivers double check their truck scale weights vs. our state certified
platform truck scale at the sawmill in an attempt to better second guess the accuracy of their
truck scales on subsequent trips, but it is still difficult.

The U.S. Forest Service can and does also issue citations for overweight log trucks traveling on
their system roads. However, for the reasons cited above, they will usually only submit loads in
excess of 87,000 lbs. to law enforcement for action. This is not written Forest Service policy but
that is how the Forest Service locally has been handling most overweights.

Forty-two (42) of the total forty-six (46) overweight loads were less than 87,000 Ibs. Twenty-
nine (29) were less than 86,000 Ibs. The fact that only 4 loads were grossly overweight (in
excess of 2,000 Ibs. above legal limit) should indicate our concern for your roads and the care we
exercised while loading. The difference between a legal load and an overweight is but one log.
Most loads were hauled underweight.





Given the difficulty to accurately determine load weights in the woods we respectfully request
your consideration of some reduction in the overweight fine. Anything would be appreciated.
Your final invoice will be paid promptly upon receipt.

Good Morning,

I am putting this request in memo form to attach to my Laserfiche submittal because the
form does not allow enough space for adequate detail.

Last year Gunnison County entered into an agreement with the Forest Service to
cooperatively replace Willow Creek Bridge #2. It is the structure on the road to Tincup
just below the sewer dump station. | came to you in December and indicated that we
might need to terminate that agreement if some issues raised by the FS could not be
resolved with increasing our costs. We met with Forest Service representatives this
morning, and it appears that most of the issues have been resolved and we will be able
to move forward as planned.

The Regional Forest Service Office notified the Delta office late last week that the
replacement of Willow Creek Bridge #1 was on the list for funding. Willow Creek #1 is
the bridge on the road to Tincup that is located between Murdie Flats Subdivision and
Holt's Guest Ranch (CR#55). We felt it was the priority for funding the last cycle, but
because of the amount of funding available and because there is a detour around CR
#55 if there was a catastrophic failure the Forest Service prioritized Willow Creek #2.

The bridge at Willow Creek #1 would be longer than the other structure and would be
sized to accommodate ATV/UTYV traffic on the bridge. The cost for materials is more,
but there is enough in the budget to pay for the concrete, crane, etc. We would also not
have to build a detour which is an important consideration with the adjacent wetlands.
An agreement would be structured much like the previous agreement with Gunnison
County providing labor and equipment.

The Delta office had to notify the Regional Office by noon today if it appeared likely that
an agreement could be reached with Gunnison County. If not, the funding would be
reallocated to another forest within GMUG. | explained to the local representatives, and
the new Forest Engineer in Delta, that | could not get Board approval/denial until your
next regular meeting on April 7, 2015.





If this project is approved | am not sure whether we would do both projects at the same
time which would save mobilization costs, especially for a crane, or whether we would
do one each year. The Project Agreement would be for five years, but | would not want
to wait until the last year in case the cost of materials escalated. After looking at all the
numbers and discussing possible options to complete the project | did let them know that
I would recommend to the Board that Gunnison County enter into an agreement for the
replacement of Willow Creek Bridge #1, emphasizing that it would be your decision.

The following proposed amendments to the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution were initiated
by staff and Planning Commission. The proposed amendments to the Land Use Resolution are
updates and revisions to clarify existing standards.

Pursuant to Section 1-113: C.: of the Resolution, the Community Development Department and
Planning Commission have reviewed the proposed amendments and considered the following:
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CONSISTENCY WITH ANY COMPREHENSIVE PLAN ADOPTED BY GUNNISON COUNTY.
Consistency of the proposed amendment with any applicable comprehensive plan adopted by
Gunnison County;

CHANGED CONDITIONS. Changed conditions, including the economy of Gunnison County;

EFFECT ON THE NATURAL ENVIRONMENT. Effect of the proposed amendment on the
natural environment;

COMMUNITY NEEDS. Community needs;

DEVELOPMENT PATTERN. Development pattern;

CHANGES IN APPLICABLE LAW. Changes in applicable law;

PUBLIC HEALTH, SAFETY AND WELFARE. Public health, safety and welfare;

COMPLIANCE WITH ANY APPLICABLE INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENTS
ADOPTED BY GUNNISON COUNTY. Compliance with any applicable intergovernmental
agreements adopted by Gunnison County.

At its regular meeting of March 6, 2015, the Planning Commission unanimously approved the
following recommendation on the proposed amendments to the Gunnison County Land Use
Resolution, moved by Commissioner Rubingh and seconded by Commissioner Venard:

(underlined text is new; struck-through text is deleted):
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SECTION 1-104: PERMITS REQUIRED

C. ACTIVITY BEGUN BEFORE PERMIT ISSUANCE. No development for which a Land Use Change Permit is required
shall begin until the Land Use Change Permit has been issued by Gunnison County. If the activity has begun before
issuance of the permit by Gunnison County, no Land Use Change Permit shall be issued for the activity until the
applicant ceases the activity, remedies any damage caused and complies with all enforcement actions taken by
Gunnison County pursuant to Article 16: Enforcement, and with all other applicable County regulations.

D. PERMIT ISSUED UPON FINAL APPROVAL. A Land Use Change Permit shall be issued by Gunnison County upon
final approval of the application. The permit shall become effective only when the applicable requirements set forth in
Section 1-109: Vested Property Rights are satisfied.

E. PERMITS RUN WITH LAND. Any Land Use Change Permit issued under this Resolution shall run with the applicable
land.

F. TERM OF PERMIT.

1. TERM IS THREE YEARS FOR MOST LAND USE CHANGE PERMITS. Unless expressly extended pursuant
to Section 1-104: G: Requirements for Extension of Term of Permit, the term of a Land Use Change Permit shall
be three years from its effective date.

32. OPERATIONS APPROVED IN PERPETUITY. During the term of the permit, the applicant shall initiate and
complete all construction, pursuant to Section 1-104: F.4: Completion of a Development. However, unless
expressly limited by an approved permit, the right to conduct operations, subject to operational conditions
identified in the permit, shall be approved in perpetuity, subject to:

a. COMPLIANCE WITH PERMIT CONDITIONS. Compliance with permit conditions; and

b. STATUTORY EXCEPTIONS. Compliance with the exceptions identified in C.R.S. 24-68-105 (1) (a), (b), (¢)
and (2), as they may be amended; and

c. COMPLIANCE WITH APPLICABLE REGULATIONS AND CODES. Compliance with all regulations and
codes that are general in nature and are applicable to all property that is subject to land use regulation by
Gunnison County including the applicable building code, adopted and amended by Gunnison County, the
Gunnison County Individual Sewage Disposal System Regulations, the Gunnison County Standards and
Specifications for Road and Bridge Consfruction, and each applicable fire, plumbing, electrical and
mechanical code in effect on the date a permit is applied for pursuant to each of those codes; and

d. COMPLIANCE WITH ANY CODE, ORDINANCE OR REGULATION REQUIRED FOR IMMEDIATE
PRESERVATION OF PUBLIC HEALTH AND SAFETY. Compliance to the maximum extent feasible with
the provisions of any code, ordinance or regulation that is general in nature and applicable to all property that
is under the jurisdiction of Gunnison County and that is found necessary by the Board for the immediate
preservation of public health and safety.

43. COMPLETION OF A DEVELOPMENT.

a. SUBDIVISION, CONDOMINIUM, OR TOWNHOME OR PROJECT FOR WHICH A DEVELOPMENT
IMPROVEMENT AGREEMENT HAS BEEN EXECUTED. For purposes of this Section, a subdivision,
condominium, or townhome Project or a development for which a Development Improvement Agreement
has been executed shall be considered completed when Gunnison County has fully released all security
under the applicable Development Improvement Agreement.

b. MINING OPERATIONS. A mining operation shall be considered completed when the construction Projects
approved in the Land Use Change Permit application, and proposed to be constructed within the first three
years of operation, have been constructed. :

¢. COMMERCIAL OR INDUSTRIAL PROJECT. For purposes of this Section, a Project that is a commercial
or industrial use is considered completed when, as applicable, the Building Inspector issues final approval of
the constructed structures approved as part of the Project plan. When no structure is involved, the decision-
making body shall determine as part of the Final Plan approval when the Project shall be considered
complete.

G. REQUIREMENTS FOR EXTENSION OF TERM OF PERMIT. An extension of the term of a Land Use Change Permit
may be requested by the applicant or recommended by the Planning Commission. The term of a Land Use Change
Permit may only be extended as a condition of initial approval, or if a request for extension is submitted at least three






SECTION 12-107: FIRE PROTECTION

3. TURNAROUNDS. A turn-around of 45’ radius shall be included if determined by the applicable fire protection
district to be necessary to accommodate emergency vehicles.

C. FIRE HYDRANTS. Any residential development that is a Major Impact Project, or a-LRIP-subdivision-ofmere-than
four-residences-and that uses a central water supply system may be required to install a fire hydrant system that
meets the current standards of the applicable fire protection district. Commercial and industrial development may also
be required to install a hydrant system, based upon the nature of the proposed use, and subject to approval by the
County.

1. INSTALLATION OF HYDRANTS. Hydrants shall be installed no more than 1,000 feet apart and shall be fully
charged with water and tested before issuance of a Building Permit within a new subdivision. Fire hydrants shall
be located as specified by the applicable fire protection district. Generally, fire hydrants shall be located in the
public right-of-way, at road intersections.

D. CISTERNS AND DRY HYDRANTS. In those developments where a fire hydrant system is not required, water cisterns
that meet current standards of the applicable fire protection district may be used and shall be shown on the Final Plan
or plat. Dry hydrants that meet current standards of the applicable fire protection district may be installed in lieu of
cisterns where available fire suppression water supplies can meet or exceed those of proposed cisterns. The installer
of the dry hydrant shall comply with specifications established by the applicable fire protection district.

1. MINIMUM CAPACITY. Capacity shall comply with the requirements of the applicable fire protection district.

2. LOCATION AND ACCESS. The location and design of the cisterns or dry hydrants shall be subject to the
requirements of the applicable fire protection district; the Colorado State Forest Service can assist in the
determination of such locations. The location of the fire protection facilities shall be easily accessible to fire
protection personnel and vehicles and shall be identified with a visible sign. Access to the facilities shall be
dedicated to Gunnison County for use by the applicable fire protection district, subject to such interagency
agreements as may affect such facilities.

3. CONSTRUCTION AND MAINTENANCE WITHIN A SUBDIVISION. The developer of a subdivision shall
construct and maintain the cisterns until responsibilities for their maintenance is assumed by the homeowners or
property owners association as provided by the declaration of protective covenants. Thereafter, the property or
homeowners association for the development shall provide care and maintenance, and shall be charged with
such responsibility consistent with protective covenants governing the association. Specific language shall be
included in the protective covenants assigning that responsibility to the association.

E. OTHER FIRE SUPPRESSION SYSTEMS. Other fire suppression systems may be required as necessary, after
consultation with the applicable fire protection district.

F. FITTINGS AND CONNECTIONS. All fittings and connections for the components of the fire protection system shall
be provided at the cost of the developer and shall be compatible with specifications established by the applicable fire
protection district. All such equipment shall be required to be tested in accordance with the Development Improvement
Agreement and in cooperation with the applicable fire protection district.

G. WILDFIRE HAZARD AREAS. Developments proposed in areas that may be subject to wildfire hazards shall also
comply with the applicable standards of Section 11-105: Development in Areas Subject to Wildfire Hazards.
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SECTION 6-101: PURPOSE

ARTICLE 6:
MINOR IMPACT PROJECTS

SECTION 6-101: PURPOSE

The purpose of this Article is to establish the review process, application submittal requirements, and review standards
that apply to the review of Land Use Change Permit applications for developments classified as Minor Impact Projects.

A. INITIAL CLASSIFICATION OF IMPACT AND REASONS FOR A HIGHER LEVEL OF REVIEW. If the Community
Development Department determines during review of an application, including a Building Permit, that the proposed
use exceeds the classification criteria of a Minor Impact Project as listed within this Article, the criteria detailed in
Section 3-111: B. 1: Additional Criteria shall be considered, the appropriate submittals shall be required, and the
appropriate review process initiated.

SECTION 6-102: PROJECTS CLASSIFIED AS MINOR IMPACT PROJECTS

The following uses shall be classified and reviewed as Minor Impact Projects:

A. 2-4 UNITS. 2-4 units that are subdivision lots, duplex units, or multiple-family residences, except as allowed pursuant
to Section 9-101: D. 2.: Secondary Structures and Uses Classified as Minor Impact Projects.

CB.PRIMARY RESIDENCE 10,000 SQ. FT. OR LARGER. A primary residence 10,000 sq. ft. or larger. The residence
may include an attached garage, which shall be calculated in the total square footage allowed for the residence,
pursuant to Section 13-105: Residential Building Sizes and Lot Coverages.

DC.AGGREGATE SQUARE FOOTAGE OF 12,500 OR MORE SQ. FT. An aggregate of 12,500 or more sq. ft. of
residential living area (one single-family residence, or any combination of a primary single-family residence, an
integrated secondary residence, and/or a detached secondary residence allowed by Division 8-100: Secondary Uses
and Activities on one parcel, pursuant to Section 13-105: Residential Building Sizes and Lot Coverages.

ED. AGGREGATE SQUARE FOOTAGE GREATER THAN 45 PERCENT OF AREA. An aggregate square footage of
structures that exceeds 45 percent of the total area of one parcel, pursuant to Section 13-105: Residential Building
Sizes and Lot Coverages.

FE. INTEGRATED SECONDARY RESIDENCE 1,200 OR MORE SQ. FT. An integrated secondary residence 1,200 sq.
ft. or larger within a primary residence located on a legal lot smaller than 35 acres, or on any 35-acre or larger tract.

1. NO DETACHED SECONDARY RESIDENCE ALLOWED. If an applicant elects to include this size integrated
secondary residence within a primary residence, no detached secondary residence is allowed.

GF.DETACHED SECONDARY RESIDENCE LARGER THAN 2,500 SQ. FT. ON LEGAL LOT SMALLER THAN 35
ACRES. A detached secondary residence, larger than 2,500 sq. ft., on a legal lot smaller than 35 acres.

HG.DETACHED SECONDARY RESIDENCE LARGER THAN 3,500 SQ. FT. ON 35-ACRE OR LARGER TRACT
CREATED AFTER THIS RESOLUTION. A detached secondary residence larger than 3,500 sq. ft. on a 35-acre or
larger tract created after the effective date of this Resolution.

JH. MORE THAN ONE SECONDARY RESIDENCE ON A LEGAL LOT OR TRACT. More than one secondary
residence on a legal lot or tract, except as allowed pursuant to Section 8-101: Uses Secondary to a Primary Residence.

JI. DEVELOPMENT REQUIRING DETAILED RIDGELINE VANTAGE VISIBILITY ANALYSIS. Any development other
than a Project classified as a Major Impact Project, and for which a detailed ridgeline vantage visibility analysis is
required, pursuant to Section 11-108: F: Impact Classification.

KJ. CLEARING OF MORE THAN 7500 SQ. FT. OF LAND. Clearing of more than 7,500 sq. ft. of land not related to
activities permitted by a Building Permit, an ISDS Permit, or Access Permit, or an agricultural operation.
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SECTION 6-103: STANDARDS FOR APPROVAL OF MINOR IMPACT PROJECTS

LK. NEW COMMERCIAL, INDUSTRIAL 5,000 SQ. FT., OR FIVE ACRES OR LESS. A new commercial or industrial
structure equal to or less than 5,000 sq. ft. or a new commercial or industrial use developed on five acres or less.

ML.5.000-9,999 SQ. FT. EXPANSION OF COMMERCIAL OR INDUSTRIAL USE. A 5,000-9,999 sq. ft. expansion of a
commercial or industrial use, existing as of the effective date of this Resolution.

NM.FREESTANDING WIRELESS TELECOMMUNICATION STRUCTURE. Construction and siting of a freestanding
wireless communication structure, building, pole, tower or antenna that provides wireless telecommunications
services, pursuant to Section 9-505: Freestanding Wireless Telecommunication Structures.

ON.SMALL NEW OR EXPANDED MINING OPERATION. A new, or expansion of a mining operation that operates for
no more than 180 days per year, produces fewer than 10,000 tons of ore/waste per year and affects no more than
two surface acres of land, pursuant to Division 9-400: Exploration, Extraction and Processing of Minerals and
Construction Matenals.

PO.CONSTRUCTION MATERIALS OPERATION RELATED TO CONSTRUCTION OF PUBLIC ROAD. Any sand,
gravel, or quarry operation providing material for public road construction that will operate for less than two years.

QP. GENERAL ROAD CUTTING OR CONSTRUCTION. Road cutting or construction, except that cutting or construction
and maintenance of a road that provides access solely for an agricultural operation shall not be classified as a Minor
Impact Project, and shall not require review.

RQ.SUBDIVISION PLAT VACATION, AMENDMENT OR REPLAT. Vacation, amendment or replat of a recorded
subdivision plat.

SR. TRANSMISSION LINES. Upgrade of an existing utility transmission line(s) within an existing easement(s), but not
including a Project for which a Land Use Change Permit has been granted in which the design, construction and
impacts of the utility line were reviewed and approved.

FS. BED AND BREAKFAST. Bed and breakfast business, pursuant to Section 4-103: Bed and Breakfast.
UT. CHILD CARE CENTER. A child care center, pursuant to Section 9-506: Child Care Center.
VU. GROUP HOME. A group home, pursuant to Section 9-507: Group Home.

WV. WATER IMPOUNDMENT PROJECTS CLASSIFIED AS CLASS Il DAMS. New Projects or facilities, or expansion
of existing Projects or facilities, that involve the design, construction and operation of a water impoundment that
includes a dam classified by the Colorado Division of Water Resources as a Class Il dam, pursuant to Section 13-
118: Water Impoundments.

XW. EXPANSION OR EXTENSION OF SNOWPLOWING. Expansion or extension of snowplowing, pursuant to
Section 11-110: F: Expansion or Extension of Snowplowing.

¥X. COMMERCIAL WEDDING SITE. The site on which weddings are regularly or frequently conducted as a commercial
operation, irrespective of the number of people or vehicles generated by the wedding event.

SECTION 6-103: STANDARDS FOR APPROVAL OF MINOR IMPACT PROJECTS

A Land Use Change Permit for a Minor Impact Project shall comply with the following:

A. ALL APPLICABLE STANDARDS. The proposed land use change shall comply with, and the burden shall be on the
applicant to demonstrate through competent evidence that the proposed land use change complies with all applicable
requirements of this Resolution; and

B. COMPATIBILITY WITH COMMUNITY CHARACTER. The proposed land use change shall be compatible with, or
an enhancement of, the character of existing land uses in the area, and shall not adversely impact the future
development of the surrounding area; and

C. COMPLIANCE WITH SPECIFIC STANDARDS. In addition, the following standards shall apply to individual types of
Minor Impact Projects:

1. ADDITIONAL STANDARDS APPLICABLE TO VACATION, AMENDMENT OR REPLAT OF SUBDIVISION
PLATS. The Board may approve a Minor Impact application to vacate, amend or replat any recorded subdivision
plat if all of the following additional standards are met:

a. LEGAL PLAT OF RECORD. The plat to be vacated, amended or replatted shall be a legal plat of record;
when the plat is proposed to be vacated the applicant(s) shall be the owner of all the lands identified on the
plat to be vacated.

SECTION 14-100: PURPOSES

The purposes of this Article are to provide alternatives to the minimum subdivision open space requirements of this
Resolution to permanently conserve private lands that have value in open space, agriculture, wildlife habitat, wetlands or
watershed protection by significantly limiting development.

LARGE PARCELS SUBJECT TO DEVELOPMENT PRESSURE. There are in Gunnison County large tracts of private
land, including productive agricultural land, that are subject to increasing pressures to be divided and sold for development.
County regulation and incentives that encourage appropriate development of that land as a whole will foster orderly
planning and will provide significant public benefits, including maintenance of the open character of rural Gunnison County,
continuation of agriculture in Gunnison County, and preservation of wildlife habitat, wetlands and watersheds in Gunnison
County.

ALTERNATIVES TO 35-ACRE TRACT EXEMPT SUBDIVISION APPROPRIATE. The County is precluded by C.R.S.
30-28-101 (10) (c) (1) from regulating the subdivision of land into parcels all of which are 35 acres or greater in size. It is
appropriate and in the public interest that the developers and owners of those large tracts of private land be given
reasonable incentives to submit to County review and regulation an application for the division and development of large
tracts as an alternative to the statutory 35-acre exemption described in C.R.S. 30-28-101 (¢)(1).

ACRES. An integrated secondary residence 851-1,200 sq. ft. on a legal lot smaller than 35 acres. If the
applicant elects to include this size integrated secondary residence within a primary residence, no detached
secondary residence is allowed.

INTEGRATED SECONDARY RESIDENCE 851-1,1200 SQ. FT. ON 35-ACRE OR LARGER TRACT
CREATED AFTER EFFECTIVE DATE OF THIS RESOLUTION. An integrated secondary residence 851-
1,200 sq. ft. on any 35-acre or larger tract that was created after the effective date of this Resolution.

DETACHED SECONDARY RESIDENCE 1,200 SQ. FT. OR SMALLER ON 35-ACRE OR LARGER
TRACT CREATED AFTER EFFECTIVE DATE OF THIS RESOLUTION. A detached secondary residence
1,200 sq. ft. or smaller, on a 35-acre or larger tract that was created after the effective date of this Resolution.

SUBORDINATE TO PRIMARY RESIDENCE. It is subordinate by area, extent and purpose to the primary
residence.

LIMITED TO 850 SQ. FT. The floor area of the integrated secondary residence shall be no larger than 850 sq. ft.,
and may be as small as-600-sq-ft-oras-otherwise-allowed by the applicable building code, adopted and amended
by Gunnison County.

ADEQUATE PARKING. There shall be parking adequate to serve both the primary and secondary residences,
pursuant to Section 13-110: Off- Road Parking and Loading.

ADEQUATE WATER SUPPLY AND WASTEWATER TREATMENT SYSTEM. It shall be legally and physically
served by the same water and wastewater treatment systems that serve the primary residence.

STRUCTURALLY INTEGRATED. It shall be structurally integrated within the primary residence, share common
roof lines and utility systems, and there shall be an internal access between the primary residence and the
secondary residence.

COMPLIES WITH DEED RESTRICTIONS OR PROTECTIVE COVENANTS. It shall comply with deed
restrictions and/or declarations of protective covenants applicable to the parcel on which the primary residence is
located.

KITCHEN AND SEWAGE DISPOSAL FACILITIES. It shall contain a full kitchen, and sanitation facilities.

COMPLIES WITH APPLICABLE CODES. It shall comply with the applicable building code, adopted and
amended by Gunnison County, and the requirements of the applicable fire protection district. When the district's
standards conflict with County standards, the County shall only enforce the County standards.

SECTION 9-102: HOME OCCUPATIONS

A. APPLICABILITY. This Section shall apply to the operation of a home occupation on a parcel also occupied by a
primary residence.

ONE HOME OCCUPATION. One home occupation may be operated as an accessory use to a primary
residence, and requires no Land Use Change Permit, provided the use meets the standards of this Section.

MORE THAN ONE HOME OCCUPATION. More than one home occupation shall be classified and reviewed as
an Administrative Review Project, pursuant to Article 5: Administrative Review Projects That Require Land Use
Change Permits.

B. STANDARDS FOR OPERATING A HOME OCCUPATION: The following standards shall apply to the operation of
a home occupation:

HOME OCCUPATION IS SUBORDINATE. The home occupation shall be incidental and secondary to the use
of the property for residential purposes, and shall not change the residential character of the property.

SIZE OF AREA LIMITED. To ensure it remains subordinate, the size of the area used for the home occupation
shall be limited to one-half of the floor area of the primary residence or 1,500 sq. ft., whichever is smaller.

ACTIVITIES TO BE CONDUCTED INDOORS. All activities associated with the home occupation shall be
conducted indoors. These activities may be conducted within the residence, or may be conducted within another
structure on the property, including a detached garage or a shed. There shall be no outside storage of goods,
materials, or equipment associated with the home occupation.

EMPLOYEES. The home occupation shall be conducted entirely by the residents living on the premises, and by
no more than the equivalent of one full-time employee who lives off-premises.

CUSTOMERS. The home occupation shall serve no more than 12 customers or clients on-site during a single
day.

ADEQUATE PARKING. In addition to the parking required for the primary residence, there shall be provided one
off-road parking space for any employee who lives off the premises, and one off-road parking space for customers
or clients. As applicable, the use shall also comply with Section 13-110: Off-Road Parking and Loading, and the
minimum distances listed in Appendix Table 2: Off-Road Parking Requirements.

TRUCKS OR VANS. A truck or van having a payload rating of more than one and a-half tons may only be parked
on-site if it is kept within a garage or other enclosed or semi-enclosed, permitted structure. Trucks or vans making
deliveries to the home occupation shall be limited to a payload rating which shall not exceed the road and bridge
weight capacities on applicable haulage routes.

12: Development Infrastructure Standards, and Article 13: Project Design Standards, the Planning Commission finds
by clear and convincing evidence that the Project shall meet or exceed the following standards:

FINDING OF NO OBTRUSIVE VISIBILITY REQUIRED FOR APPROVAL. The structure(s) is found not to be
obtrusively visible. Elements to minimize such visibility shall include;

a. MINIMIZE VISIBILITY OF STRUCTURE BY SITING. The proposed Project and structures have been sited
and shall be constructed using existing topography and natural vegetation for screening to the maximum
extent feasible, to minimize the visibility of each structure from outside of the parcel on which it is to be built.
During construction and use, disturbance and removal of existing vegetation outside of the permanent
footprint of the structures shall be constrained to the maximum extent feasible, and restored substantially to
its preconstruction state, to the maximum extent feasible; and

b. MINIMIZE VISIBILITY OF STRUCTURE BY SCREENING. After such siting, any structure that would be
obtrusively visible from outside of the parcel on which it is to be built shall be screened to the maximum extent
feasible from such visibility to preserve the natural characteristics of the site by natural vegetation,
landscaping and architectural techniques (including colors that blend with the natural background, forms, and
textures of the site, non-reflectability and clustering). Natural land forms are acceptable as screening; earth
berming is acceptable only if it replicates the natural forms, scale and characteristics of the site. Deciduous
vegetation of adequate density in its non-foliage season to provide effective screening is acceptable in
combination with other screening techniques.

As a resident of Marble for over twenty years, | have become increasingly concerned about the explosion of traffic that
pummels our little mountain village every summer. Marble is, of course, the gateway to a spectacular wilderness area.
The Jeep Road to Crystal and Schofield pass has historically been a tremendous asset to the area, however, as the
vehicles that have supplanted Jeeps have become faster and more numerous, | believe a new management approach to
this area should be considered.

Each summer the onslaught of four-wheelers and "ATVers" that blast though our community grows exponentially,
transforming Marble from a quiet residential area to a fume - chocked speedway for thrill seeking recreationalists. The
parking for these vehicles, often hauled in on large trailers, is extremely limited. It is not unusual for Beaver Lake, a
charming family fishing, canoeing and picnic spot, to be so overrun by these trailers and the loading of ATV's, that the
lake is no longer an option for other activities. Also incredibly problematic, to the point of becoming critical, is the lack of
bathroom facilities to accommodate this large influx of visitors.

| do realize that Marble is an incredibly scenic place. It is understandable that it would be considered as an addition to
the West Elk Look scenic & Historical Byway. However | would strongly encourage Gunnison County to work with Marble
toward managing its already overly stressed summer traffic situation before promoting the area to new motorists.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
For Participation in the Colorado Emergency Fire Fund

THIS Memorandum of Understanding (hereinafter “MOU” or “Agreement”) is entered into by
and between the Board of County Commissioners for the County of
(hereinafter the “County”), the County Sheriff (hereinafter “Sheriff”), and the
State of Colorado acting by and through the Department of Public Safety, for the benefit of the
Division of Fire Prevention and Control (hereinafter the “State” or “CDPS” or “DFPC”).

WHEREAS, in 1965, various Colorado counties initiated the first Emergency Fire Fund through
an intergovernmental agreement executed in 1966, with voluntary contributions that were to be
used for costs incurred in controlling wildfires by any of the parties contributing moneys to the
fund; and

WHEREAS, House Bill 12-1283, effective July 1, 2012, designated the Colorado Department of
Public Safety Division of Fire Prevention and Control as the state’s manager and coordinator of
wildland fire preparedness, response and suppression. The bill also gave the DFPC responsibility
for administering a fund known as “the Emergency Fire Fund” to provide funding or
reimbursement for wildfires to participating counties; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to 824-33.5-1220, C.R.S., the DFPC shall use the moneys in the
Emergency Fire Fund to provide funding or reimbursement for wildfires in accordance with
memoranda of understanding with participating public entities; and

WHEREAS, the parties find it to be in the best interests of the public health safety and welfare
to enter into this MOU setting forth their mutual and respective duties regarding collection,
administration, and disbursement of monies in the Emergency Fire Fund, pursuant to §24-33.5-
1220(2)(b), C.R.S.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual benefits and promises contained herein,
the parties hereby agree as follows:

B. PURPOSE

The purpose of this Agreement is to (1) establish the County’s participation in the Emergency
Fire Fund program (“EFF Program” or “EFF” or “Fund,” depending on the context); (2)
establish the methodology and process for payments from the County to the EFF; (3) establish
the methodology and process for eligible payments from the Fund to the County; and (4)
describe the conditions under which the EFF will be managed.

C. REPEAL OF PRIOR AGREEMENT

This Agreement, upon full execution, shall repeal and replace any other prior EFF agreements.

TERM

Initial Term. This Agreement shall be effective as of the date that it has been fully
executed by all parties and the State Controller, and continue in effect for an initial term
that ends on January 31, 2016 (the “Initial Term”).

Renewal Terms. This Agreement shall continue in effect for up to four (4) additional
terms of one 12-month-period each, beginning on February 1 of each year and ending on
January 31 of the following calendar year (each being a “Renewal Term”), so long as (1)
the County has paid the Annual Contribution for the Renewal Term by the later of
February 1 of that calendar year or on the 75" day after the County received the
Assessment invoice for that Renewal Term, and (2) no party is in default of any terms of
this Agreement.

F. RELATED DOCUMENTS CONCERNING WILDLAND FIRE PROTECTION
1. Cooperative Agreement. The parties agree they will at all times during the term of this

Agreement be party to the Agreement for Cooperative Wildfire Protection.

2. Annual Operating Plan. The parties shall develop, review, and execute, along with

other participants, an Annual Operating Plan (“AOP”) before April 1 of each year that
this Agreement is in effect. The AOP will establish specific operational procedures
intended to ensure prompt and effective response to and suppression of wildland fires.
So long as the County has paid its Annual Contribution for the current Initial Term or
Renewal Term, failure to execute an AOP by the April 1 deadline will not result in a
penalty to any party pursuant to this Agreement. Instead, failure to execute an AOP by
the April 1 deadline may cause a party to be in default of this Agreement pursuant to
section H(1), thereby preventing an automatic subsequent Renewal Term pursuant to
section E(2).

G. EMERGENCY FIRE FUND CONTRIBUTIONS, MANAGEMENT, AND

DISBURSEMENTS

1. Emergency Fire Fund. The EFF is created in accordance with statute and exists through

the payments made by participating Colorado counties and other entities that enter into
EFF agreements with the DFPC. The DFPC maintains the EFF as an account under the
fiscal management of the Division Director. Payments from the EFF shall be made in
compliance with the provisions herein and all applicable laws, rules and regulations
pertaining to DFPC funds, including but not limited to the State Fiscal Rules, §24-33.5-
1202(3.8), C.R.S., and 824-33.5-1221(2)(b), C.R.S. There is no upper limit on the
amount of funds that can accumulate in the EFF, and funds may accumulate from year to
year.

2. Assessments and County Contributions to the Fund. Each Term, the County shall

make its annual contribution to the EFF in the amount assessed by DFPC for the County
for such Term in accordance with this section. To the extent not already paid, the
County shall pay the assessment for the Initial Term simultaneously with the execution
of this Agreement in the amount invoiced for 2015 by the Division. Subject to annual
appropriation by the County, assessments and payments for Renewal Terms shall be as
follows:

i. The DFPC shall calculate assessments in accordance with the following formula:

Annual EFF Assessment= Acreage Cost + Valuation Cost.
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Acreage Cost= (fixed cost/acre * number of non-federal forested acres in the
county) where the fixed cost per acre is set to $0.0075.

Valuation Cost= (annual valuation * normalization value) where the annual
valuation is the total taxable assessed value of all acres in the county, and the
normalization value reduces the sum of the assessments of all counties each
year to $1M.

On or before July 1 of the Initial Term and each subsequent Renewal Term, the
DFPC shall send an invoice to the County for the actual assessment for the next
Renewal Term.

The County shall pay the invoiced amount no later than February 1 of each
Renewal Term, except that under no circumstances shall the County have less than
75 days from its receipt of the invoice from DFPC to pay such invoice. All
payments to the EFF are final and non-refundable except as provided in section
H(3)(iv) of this Agreement.

3. Reporting, Management, and EFF Advisory Committee.

The Division shall provide periodic written financial reports (“EFF Financial
Report”) to all participants in the EFF Program at least once during each Term,
identifying fund income, expenditures and encumbrances, and available balance.
Pursuant to 824-33.5-1220(2)(a), C.R.S., the EFF may hold funds received from
sources outside the scope of this Agreement, therefore DFPC shall account for such
contributions separately from any other moneys in the EFF.

The Division Director shall make the EFF Financial Report available for review to
an advisory committee (the “EFF Advisory Committee”) composed of the Division
Director; three county commissioners designated by Colorado Counties, Inc.; three
county sheriffs designated by County Sheriffs of Colorado; and two fire chiefs
designated by Colorado State Fire Chiefs Association, pursuant to §24-33.5-1202
(3.8), C.R.S., and shall receive from the EFF Advisory Committee
recommendations on matters relating to the Fund, including, without limitation,
whether or not the Fund should be increased. Final decision making authority over
fiscal management matters shall reside with the Division Director on behalf of the
participant Counties, and shall constitute final agency action subject to review in
accordance with the provision of § 24-4-106, C.R.S.

The DFPC shall at all times administer the EFF in accordance with all applicable
laws, rules, and regulations, including but not limited to §24-33.5-1220(2)(b),
C.R.S., which states:

“The division shall use the moneys in the emergency fire fund to provide funding or
reimbursement for wildfires in accordance with memoranda of understanding with
participating public entities.”

In doing so, the DFPC shall consider the role of the EFF Advisory Committee as
contemplated by §24-33.5-1202(3.8), C.R.S., which states:

““Emergency fire fund’ means the emergency fire fund created in section 24-33.5-1220
that was first established in 1967 with voluntary contributions from counties and the
Denver water board; administered by a nine-person committee composed of county
commissioners, sheriffs, fire chiefs, and the director; and used for the purpose of paying
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costs incurred as a result of controlling a wildfire by any of the parties contributing
moneys to the fund, in accordance with the intergovernmental agreement for
participation in the emergency fire fund.”

4. Disbursements from the Fund. The provisions of this sub-section shall control the
eligibility of costs for reimbursement or payment from the EFF. The DFPC shall make
distribution from the EFF only upon direction of the Division Director or his/her
designee, and is subject to the “Emergencies” provisions of the State Fiscal Rules (Rule
2). Disbursements shall be limited to reimburse or pay for Eligible Costs incurred in
controlling a wildfire that is determined to be eligible for EFF assistance pursuant to
section G(6) below and are incurred during the designated EFF Period. The designated
EFF Period is defined as the time after the State assumes financial responsibility for the
fire from the County until the County reassumes financial responsibility for the fire.
During each Term, the DFPC will use EFF moneys to reimburse the County and the
Sheriff for Eligible Costs incurred in connection with the County’s and the Sheriff’s
wildland fire suppression efforts on fires within their jurisdiction, which are EFF
approved as set forth in this Agreement during such Term.

I. Costs eligible for reimbursement by the EFF unless contrary to local
agreements (“Eligible Costs”):

a. Host County permanent employees overtime pay including benefits.

b. Host County temporary/seasonal employee regular and overtime pay
including benefits.

c. Host Fire Protection District permanent employees overtime pay including
benefits and backfill.

d. Host Fire Protection District temporary/seasonal employee regular and
overtime pay including benefits.

e. Host Volunteer Fire Department volunteer employees regular and overtime
pay including benefits.

f. State of Colorado employee project and overtime pay including benefits, and
travel expenses.

g. State of Colorado temporary/seasonal employee regular and overtime pay
including benefits.

h. State of Colorado, Host County, and Host Fire Protection District equipment
use.

i. Restock and/or replacement of supplies consumed, lost or destroyed in the fire
control effort.

J. Refurbishing of tools and equipment used in control of declared fire(s).

ii. Costs NOT eligible for reimbursement under the EFF:

a. Host County permanent employee regular/base salaries and benefits.

b. Host County equipment repair due to normal wear and tear.

c. Host County owned and managed aircraft use, normal wear and tear, and
repair.

d. Host Protection District permanent employee regular/base salaries and

benefits.

Host Fire Protection District equipment repair due to normal wear and tear.

State of Colorado permanent employee regular/base salaries and benefits.

State of Colorado equipment repair due to normal wear and tear.

Costs covered by insurance.

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I.  County Sherift’s costs of performing the investigation of all human caused
fires, except for overtime and benefits that occur during the designated EFF
Period.

iii. Costs that the Division Director may determine to be reimbursable as Eligible
Costs on a case-by-case basis by the EFF:

a. Damages to fire equipment resulting from a declared fire;
b. Other costs not outlined in this Agreement.

iv. For purposes of this sub-section G(5), “Host County” is defined as the county or
counties in which the EFF incident is occurring, and “County” includes the Sheriff.

v. Host Fire Protection District is defined as the fire department(s), fire protection
district(s), or volunteer fire department(s) in which the EFF incident is occurring.

vi. Fires that begin as prescribed burns are the responsibility of the entity initiating the
burn and not eligible for EFF benefits.

vii. Nothing in this Agreement shall prevent the Sheriff or County from seeking
reimbursement for expenses and costs they incur during an EFF Fire for aid given
on land under federal jurisdiction. Arrangements for these expenses and costs must
be negotiated with federal agencies by the County or Sheriff and are outside of the
scope of this Agreement.

5. Procedure for Obtaining EFF Assistance. To obtain EFF assistance, the Sheriff shall
follow the procedure outlined in the Agreement for Cooperative Wildfire Protection for
elevating a County Responsibility Fire to a State Responsibility Fire. Provided that EFF
funds are available, the County shall be eligible for EFF assistance when the DFPC
Analysis threshold for EFF assistance has been met. Any disagreements between the
parties regarding eligibility for EFF assistance shall be addressed through the appeals
process in accordance with the provision of § 24-4-106, C.R.S.

6. Benefits for Participants.

1. Counties that timely pay their invoiced contribution to the EFF upon execution of
this Agreement are immediately eligible for 100% of EFF benefits for Eligible
Costs. Any County that does not pay its 2015 contribution but chooses to
participate in the EFF in a subsequent year will be eligible for EFF benefits on a
pro-rata basis as follows: during the first year, 50% of Eligible Costs; during the
second year, 75% of Eligible Costs; during the third and each subsequent year,
100% of Eligible Costs.

ii. A County’s participation in the EFF shall not disqualify or otherwise limit its
eligibility for other financial assistance that may be available for Counties that are
not participants in the EFF.

7. Fund Depletion. If at any time during the term of this Agreement the EFF becomes
depleted or has insufficient funds to meet the obligations of the Fund, the County shall
have no claim against the Fund, the Division, or the State.

H. DEFAULT AND TERMINATION
1. Default and Notice. Any party that fails to comply with any obligation of this

Agreement shall be in default. In the event the DFPC is in default, the County and/or
Sheriff shall send written notice, pursuant to section I(5), to the Division describing the
nature of the default, the actions required to cure the default, if any, and offer a
minimum of ten (10) business days from the date the notice is delivered to the DFPC to
cure the default. In the event either the County or Sheriff, or both, are in default, the
DFPC shall send the written notice to the County and Sheriff, describing the nature of
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the default, the action required to cure the default, if any, and offer a minimum of ten
(10) business days from the date the notice is delivered to the County and Sheriff to cure
the default. In the event both the County and the Sheriff are in default and the notice is
delivered to the County and the Sheriff on different days, the cure period begins from
the later date.

2. Remedies for Default. If a defaulting party fails to timely cure its default pursuant to the
terms of the default notice as described above, or if the default is of a nature that cannot
be cured, any other party may terminate this Agreement by sending written notice,
pursuant to section I(5), to the defaulting party advising that this Agreement is
terminated and setting forth a date of termination, which date shall be no earlier than the
date the termination notice is delivered to the defaulting party.

3. Termination. In addition to termination of this Agreement for an uncured default as set
forth above, this Agreement may be terminated as follows:

iv.

In the Public Interest. The Division is entering into this Agreement for the purpose
of carrying out the public policy of the State of Colorado, as determined by its
Governor, General Assembly, and/or Courts. If this Agreement ceases to further the
public policy of the State of Colorado, the Division, in its sole discretion, may
terminate this Agreement in whole or in part. Exercise by the State of this right
shall not constitute a breach of the Division’s obligations hereunder. The State shall
notify the County and Sheriff of such termination in writing, pursuant to section
1(5), and specify the effective date of the termination.

Dissolution of the EFF. If the EFF is dissolved, terminated, or cancelled for any
reason, the Division shall terminate this Agreement by sending written notice to the
County and Sheriff.

Termination by County or Sheriff. The County or Sheriff may terminate this
Agreement at will by providing written notice to the Division of its intent to
terminate. The termination shall be effective as of the end of the then existing
Term.

Refund in the Event of Termination.

a. Inthe event of a default by the County or Sheriff, or both, for any reason
OTHER than its or their failure to timely enter into an AOP, the County and
Sheriff may not be eligible to receive any EFF funds for any Eligible Costs
that are incurred after the date of termination set forth in the default notice.
Furthermore, the County shall refund to the State any sums the State paid or is
obligated to pay for Eligible Costs incurred by the County for that Term prior
to the date of termination.

b. In the event the Division terminates this Agreement for default due to the
failure of the County or Sheriff to enter into an AOP for any reason by April 1
of each Renewal Term, the County and Sheriff shall not be eligible to receive
any EFF funds for any Eligible Costs that are incurred for that Term after the
date of termination set forth in the default notice. Furthermore the Division
shall repay to the County all sums the County paid for that Term, less (1) any
sums the State paid or is obligated to pay to the County for Eligible Costs
incurred by the County during that term prior to the date of termination; and
(2) EFF funds committed during that Term prior to termination for any other
fire in jurisdictions covered by the EFF in reliance on the Annual Contribution
by the County and Sheriff for that Term.
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c. If the Division terminates this Agreement in the public interest, the State shall
refund to the County all funds the County paid to the EFF for the Term in
which the termination occurs, less any sums the State paid or is obligated to
pay for Eligible Costs incurred by the County prior to the date of termination.

d. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Agreement, and unless
otherwise required by future law, neither party shall be entitled to any refund
of EFF contributions made in any prior Terms.

I. ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS AND COLORADO SPECIAL PROVISIONS

1. Compliance with Laws, Regulations, and Requirements. Each party agrees to
comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws, codes, regulations, rules, and
orders.

2. Assignment. No party shall assign or transfer any interest in this Agreement, nor
delegate any of its obligations, nor assign any claims for money due or to become due to
a third person not a party to this Agreement, without the prior written approval of the
other parties.

3. Binding Nature; Entire Agreement; Waiver. Except as herein provided, this
Agreement shall inure to the benefit of and shall be binding upon the parties hereto and
their respective successors. None of the terms or conditions in this Agreement shall give
rise to any claim, benefit, or right of action by any third person not a party hereto. Any
person or entity, other than the Division, County, or Sheriff receiving services or
benefits under this Agreement shall be deemed only an incidental beneficiary. This
Agreement is executed and delivered with the understanding that it constitutes the entire
agreement between the parties with respect to the subject matter hereof. The failure of
any party to insist upon performance of any covenant or condition hereof upon one or
more occasions shall not constitute a waiver thereof.

4. Changes and Amendments. No modification or amendment to this Agreement,
including all exhibits, shall be effective unless made in writing and signed by the
authorized representatives of all parties hereto.

5. Notices. All notices, requests, demands, or other communications under this Agreement
shall be in writing and shall be deemed effective upon delivery, if delivered personally,
or three (3) calendar days after mailing if deposited in the U.S. Mail, postage prepaid,
and addressed to the respective parties as follows:

6. Captions, Construction, and Agreement Effect; Severability. The captions and
headings used in the Agreement are for identification only, and will be disregarded in
any construction of the Agreement provisions. To the extent that this Agreement may
be executed and performance of the obligations of the parties may be accomplished
within the intent of the Agreement, the terms of this Agreement are severable, and
should any term or provision hereof be declared invalid or become inoperative for any
reason, such invalidity or failure shall not affect the validity of any other term or
provision hereof.

7. Ability to Contract. Each party represents that it is not subject to any restrictive
obligations imposed by any other Agreement or agreement that would impair its ability
to perform its obligations hereunder. The individual or individuals signing on behalf of
each party represent that they are fully authorized by law, statute, delegation, or
otherwise to execute this Agreement and make it binding and enforceable against the
party on whose behalf the individual or individuals is or are signing.

8. Order of Precedence. The provisions of State law, this Agreement, the Cooperative
Agreement and the AOP shall govern the relationship of the parties. In the event of
conflicts or inconsistencies between this Agreement and its exhibits and attachments, as
now exist or may exist in the future, such conflicts or inconsistencies shall be resolved
by reference to the documents in the following order of priority:

I. Colorado Revised Statutes;
ii. Special Provisions set forth in section 1(11);
iii. The provisions in the main body of this Agreement;
iv. The exhibits attached to and incorporated into this Agreement

9. Signatures. This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of
which shall be an original but all of which shall together constitute one and the same
document. Facsimile machine copies or scanned versions of an original signature by
any party shall be binding as if they were original signatures.

10. Appropriations. Because this Agreement involves the expenditure of public funds, all
obligations under this Agreement are contingent upon appropriation and continued
availability of funds for such obligations. The obligations described herein shall not
constitute a general obligation, indebtedness or multiple year direct or indirect debt or
other financial obligation whatsoever within the meaning of the Constitution or the laws
of the State of Colorado.

11. Colorado Special Provisions. The following Special Provisions are required by law to
be contained in every agreement of the State of Colorado. Any conflict between the
Special Provisions and any other provision of this Agreement shall be resolved in favor
of the applicable Special Provision:

i. CONTROLLER'S APPROVAL. CRS §24-30-202 (1). This Agreement shall not
be valid until it has been approved by the Colorado State Controller or designee.

ii. FUND AVAILABILITY. CRS §24-30-202(5.5). Financial obligations of the
State payable after the current fiscal year are contingent upon funds for that
purpose being appropriated, budgeted, and otherwise made available.

iii. GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. No term or condition of this Agreement shall
be construed or interpreted as a waiver, express or implied, of any of the
immunities, rights, benefits, protections, or other provisions, of the Colorado
Governmental Immunity Act, CRS §24-10-101 et seq., or the Federal Tort Claims
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Vi.

Act, 28 U.S.C. 881346(b) and 2671 et seq., as applicable now or hereafter
amended.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR. The County and the Sheriff shall perform
their duties hereunder as independent contractors and not as employees. Neither
the County nor the Sheriff nor any agent or employee of either of them shall be
deemed to be an agent or employee of the State. The County and the Sheriff and
their employees and agents are not entitled to unemployment insurance or
workers compensation benefits through the State and the State shall not pay for or
otherwise provide such coverage for the County or the Sheriff or any of their
agents or employees. Unemployment insurance benefits will be available to the
County and the Sheriff and their employees and agents only if such coverage is
made available by the County or Sheriff or a third party. The County and the
Sheriff shall pay when due all applicable employment taxes and income taxes and
local head taxes incurred pursuant to this Contract. The County and the Sheriff
shall not have authorization, express or implied, to bind the State to any
agreement, liability or understanding, except as expressly set forth herein. The
County and the Sheriff shall (a) keep in force workers' compensation and
unemployment compensation insurance in the amounts required by law, (b)
provide proof thereof when requested by the State, and (c) be solely responsible
for their acts and those of its employees and agents.

COMPLIANCE WITH LAW. The County and the Sheriff shall strictly comply
with all applicable federal and State laws, rules, and regulations in effect or
hereafter established, including, without limitation, laws applicable to
discrimination and unfair employment practices.

CHOICE OF LAW. Colorado law, and rules and regulations issued pursuant
thereto, shall be applied in the interpretation, execution, and enforcement of this
Agreement. Any provision included or incorporated herein by reference which
conflicts with said laws, rules, and regulations shall be null and void. Any
provision incorporated herein by reference which purports to negate this or any
other Special Provision in whole or in part shall not be valid or enforceable or
available in any action at law, whether by way of complaint, defense, or
otherwise. Any provision rendered null and void by the operation of this provision
shall not invalidate the remainder of this Agreement, to the extent capable of
execution.

BINDING ARBITRATION PROHIBITED. The State of Colorado does not
agree to binding arbitration by any extra-judicial body or person. Any provision to
the contrary in this Agreement or incorporated herein by reference shall be null
and void.

SOFTWARE PIRACY PROHIBITION. Governor's Executive Order D 002 00.
State or other public funds payable under this Agreement shall not be used for the
acquisition, operation, or maintenance of computer software in violation of
federal copyright laws or applicable licensing restrictions. The County and the
Sheriff hereby certify and warrant that, during the term of this Agreement and any
extensions, the County and the Sheriff have and shall maintain in place
appropriate systems and controls to prevent such improper use of public funds. If
the State determines that the County or the Sheriff, or both, are in violation of this
provision, the State may exercise any remedy available at law or in equity or
under this Agreement, including, without limitation, immediate termination of this
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Agreement and any remedy consistent with federal copyright laws or applicable
licensing restrictions.

EMPLOYEE FINANCIAL INTEREST/CONFLICT OF INTEREST. CRS §8§24-
18-201 and 24-50-507. The signatories aver that to their knowledge, no employee
of the State has any personal or beneficial interest whatsoever in the service or
property described in this Agreement. The County and the Sheriff has no interest
and shall not acquire any interest, direct or indirect, that would conflict in any
manner or degree with the performance of the County’s or Sheriff’s services and
the County and the Sheriff shall not employ any person having such known
interests.

PUBLIC CONTRACTS WITH NATURAL PERSONS. CRS §824-76.5-101. The
County and the Sheriff, if a natural person eighteen (18) years of age or older,
hereby swears and affirms under penalty of perjury that he or she (a) is a citizen
or otherwise lawfully present in the United States pursuant to federal law, (b)
shall comply with the provisions of CRS §24-76.5-101 et seq., and (c) if requested
by the State, has produced one form of identification required by CRS §24-76.5-
103 prior to the effective date of this Contract.

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PREAMBLE

This annual operating plan is prepared pursuant to the Colorado Statewide Wildland Fire
Management Annual Operating Plan (Statewide Agreement), Agreement for Cooperative
Wildfire Protection (State to County Agreement) and the State of Colorado Resource
Mobilization Annex.

PURPOSE

The purpose of this AOP is to set forth standard operating procedures and responsibilities to
implement cooperative wildfire protection on all lands within Gunnison County.

This purpose comes from the notion that a fire, whether single jurisdiction or multiple
jurisdictions, has the potential to affect all other jurisdictions in a given geographic area. In
other words, a local fire affects the federal agencies and a federal fire affects the local agencies.
As such, the policies, procedure, and concerns of all levels of government should be taken into
account when making fire management decisions.

PREPAREDNESS

Protection Planning

Each jurisdictional agency has ultimate responsibility for wildfire protection on its own lands. The
County Sheriff is responsible for fire management efforts occurring in the unincorporated area of
the county outside the boundaries of a fire protection district, or that exceed the capabilities of
the fire protection district to control or extinguish.

Protection Areas and Boundaries
The Fire Protection Districts and Ownership Map in EXHIBIT 2, reflects ownership and fire
management responsibility for the purpose of this plan.

Methods of Fire Protection and Suppression

Mutual Aid Fire Protection, The use of the Incident Command System, Common Organizational
Structure, Common Terminology, Common Operating Procedures, Known Qualifications of
Emergency Personnel.
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Reciprocal (Mutual Aid) Fire Assistance
Mutual aid wildfire protection has been established one mile on either side of common
boundaries between all sighatories to this plan. It is agreed that there should be no delay in
initial response pending determination of the precise location of the fire, land ownership, or
responsibility.

All parties agree to reciprocal mutual aid assistance throughout the initial attack period that can
be up to 24 hours which may end earlier by mutual agreement, and preferably by 11:59 pm for
ease in financial accounting of costs incurred. “Initial attack period” is defined as fire
management from the time of initial report of the fire to the agreed upon termination of mutual
aid. The jurisdictional agency should assume responsibility (financial as well as command) for
management at the earliest possible time.

The non-reimbursable initial attack period will also apply to any local Incident Management
Group (IMG) formed to provide overhead fire assistance.

If parties to this plan conduct a cooperative prescribed fire, a Cooperative Agreement with a
Financial Plan will be established prior to the beginning of implementation of the project.

Fire Prevention
The signatories agree to cooperate in the development and implementation of fire prevention
programs.

West Region Wildfire Council

The West Region Wildfire Council (WRWC) has become a regionally recognized resource for
wildfire prevention matters. WRWC promotes wildfire preparedness and mitigation education.
The WRWC's mission is to mitigate loss due to wildfire in wildland urban interface communities
while fostering interagency partnerships to help prepare counties, fire protection districts,
communities and agencies to plan for and mitigate potential threats from wildfire.

Public Use Restrictions

The purpose of Fire Restrictions and Closures (Restrictions/Closures) is to reduce the risk of
human-caused fires during unusually high fire danger; and for the protection of human life and
property. Restrictions/Closures should be considered when weather factors and fuel conditions
indicate an increased risk to public safety and firefighting personnel. Restrictions/Closures
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should be planned for the long-term danger and not change at short-term fluctuations in risk,
weather, and fire danger.

Restrictions/Closures impose many limitations on the general public, and therefore should be
implemented only after all other prevention measures have been taken. Restrictions/Closures
should not be considered the equivalent of a fire prevention program.

Restrictions/Closures procedures should be uniform across administrative and geographic
boundaries. Agency Administrators and fire management staff are responsible for coordinating
with other agencies including, but not limited to, other federal land management agencies,
Division of Fire Prevention and Control, Colorado State Parks, county sheriffs, county
emergency managers, and local fire departments. The scope of the Restrictions/Closures will
dictate how much coordination is necessary.

Annually, the parties to the Annual Operating Plan shall review and validate the
Restrictions/Closures procedures and monitor the previous year's use of the procedures to
ensure Restrictions/Closures are implemented consistently. The conditions identified in the Fire
Restriction/Closure Evaluation Guidelines should be agreed upon by all fire management
agencies in the county before the onset of fire season and will become part of the Annual
Operating Plan.

The planning process for Restrictions/Closures will include a public awareness campaign,
keeping the media and public informed of the possibility of Restrictions/Closures. All press
releases, description of Restrictions/Closures, and other necessary agency documents will be
available in template format before the start of the fire season. Development and issuance of
news releases will be coordinated with all agencies for any implementation or rescission of
Restrictions/Closures. Public information about Restrictions/Closures must be broad-based,
clear, and coordinated.

When the conditions identified in the Fire Restriction/Closure Evaluation Guidelines approach
critical levels for an area, fire management staff will make Restriction/Closure recommendations
to Agency Administrators. Agency Administrators and fire management staff will be responsible
for monitoring these conditions.

Each agency must write their own Fire Prevention Order which authorizes the
Restrictions/Closures within their jurisdiction. Each is responsible for using their agency’s
format and having their law enforcement personnel review the Order to assure it is legally
correct and enforceable. To reduce confusion and standardize the Restrictions/Closures,
standard language should be used in all Fire Prevention Orders (Prohibited Acts).

Exemption from prohibited acts may be granted to specific entities during a Restriction/Closure
as allowed by local, state, and federal laws. Exemptions to a Fire Prevention Order will be
included in the Order and identify those persons or actions that are exempted from the
prohibited acts. An exemption does not absolve an individual or organization from liability or
responsibility for any fire started by the exempted activity.
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County Sheriffs’ that have emergency needs to bypass the Fire Restrictions and Closures
procedures will immediately notify Montrose Interagency Dispatch Center of the status of
Restrictions/Closures occurring in their jurisdictions.

When a level of restriction is no longer needed, the Restriction/Closure may go to a lower stage
by implementing a new, supplemental or modified Order; or the Restriction/Closure may be
rescinded. Removal of Restrictions/Closures will follow the same procedures outlined above.
See EXHIBIT 3.

Burning Permits

Each Agency can issue permits on lands within its jurisdiction. When such permits are issued
for lands within the protection boundary of a cooperator, the cooperator shall be informed of the
time and location the permit is issued.

Prescribed Fire (Planned Ignitions) and Fuels Management

The agencies agree to cooperate in the development and implementation of prescribed burning,
appropriate management, and fuels reduction projects. The West Region Wildfire Council and
the Colorado State Forest Service are available as a resource in acquiring grant funding for
hazardous fuels mitigation, Firewise education, and community wildfire protection planning
efforts for private landowners.

Wildfires resulting from escaped prescribed fires ignited by a party to this plan on lands it
manages shall be the responsibility of that party. The party responsible for the prescribed fire
will reimburse other parties to this plan consistent with the terms and conditions contained
herein for costs incurred in management of such fires.

OPERATIONS

Fire Notifications

Gunnison Regional Dispatch Center and Montrose Interagency Dispatch Center (MTC) should

meet annually to discuss dispatch coordination procedures. County Communications with MTC
will receive reports of wildfires and coordinate the notification and/or dispatch of the appropriate
jurisdictional agency for ALL wildfires, regardless of location.

Boundary Line Fires

If a wildland fire crosses or threatens a jurisdictional boundary the protecting agencies on both
side of the boundary have management responsibility. Anytime more than one jurisdiction with
responsibility is involved in the management of a fire, a coordinated management approach
should be utilized.
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Multiple coordination methods exist to manage a multi-jurisdictional incident. The Incident
Management System outlines the following methods (best practices, pitfalls, and policy
restrictions will be discussed for each):

. Single incident commander (IC) with delegated responsibility from a group of agency
administrators (AA): This method is the best practice for wildland fire management in
western Colorado and should be utilized for all extended attack fires. With this method,
an AA group is formed. It should consist of the policy makers or line officers (or their
representative) from all jurisdictions and/or protecting agencies (AHJ) involved. This
group will identify incident policies, priorities, constraints, and limitations, and will
delegate the management of the incident to a single incident commander or incident
management team. The incident commander will develop objectives and implement
them through their operations section chief, if the position is filled.

Consideration should be made for federal agencies in regard to NWCG qualifications.

All requests by Gunnison County agencies for additional resources and assistance beyond
initial attack shall be through the Gunnison Regional Dispatch Center. Requests for assistance
beyond the capabilities of Gunnison County shall be made through MTC.
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Requests by federal agencies for assistance from Gunnison County agencies shall also be
made through MTC to County Communications. If the fire is on or threatening state or private
land, and is expected to exceed the control capabilities of the county, the DFPC Regional FMO
will be notified.

An analysis of an incident needs to be conducted at a level commensurate with the complexity
of the incident. The jurisdictional agency(s) will be responsible for conducting this post-incident
analysis. Local agencies/entities that were not directly involved in the incident but could
potentially benefit from participating will be invited to attend.

Special Management Considerations

e While Gunnison Sage Grouse protection and habitat enhancement is a high
priority for the Department of Interior, Bureau of Land Management fire
management program, firefighter and public safety is the first priority on every fire
and takes precedence over natural resource protection. Local agency
administrators and resource advisors will convey resource protection priorities to
incident commanders. Incident Commanders will then develop and establish
incident objectives, strategies, and operational tactics that ensure firefighter and
public safety. Fire suppression strategies and tactics used on an incident will
comply with Resource Management Plan (RMP) and Fire Management Plan
(FMP) direction, as well as current policy.

When an unplanned ignition occur in Gunnison Sage Grouse habitat on BLM
land, the BLM will be immediately notified so the Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS)
can become engaged and emergency consultation can take place when
appropriate.

¢ Use of mechanized equipment in special designation areas(wilderness, etc..) and heavy
equipment on federal lands, requires approval of a representative of the jurisdictional
agency.

Decision Process
A decision support system (DSS) may be utilized for fires that have the potential to be
designated as an EFF fire or affect multiple jurisdictions and have the potential to go into
extended attack. This important evaluation tool is used to select strategic alternatives and is
especially useful to an incoming Incident Management Team. DFPC may assist with a non-EFF
DSS, but has no authority to sign on non-EFF fires.

DFPC requires that a DSS be completed for all fires that receive a FEMA declaration and
recommends a DSS for all EFF fires. All agencies involved in extended attack on private and
state lands will provide input to the DSS. The DFPC Agency Administrator will facilitate
completion and review of the DSS for these fires. When a fire is burning on or threatens to burn
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on multiple jurisdictions, one DSS should be prepared that considers all jurisdictions and their
interests.

Federal agencies are required to utilize the Wildland Fire Decision Support System (WFDSS)
for fires on their lands. If multi-jurisdictional fires occur that involve federal lands, then one
WFDSS should be completed for the incident that includes input from all affected jurisdictional
agencies.

Cooperation
All agencies will continue to develop the objectives to be used in preventing unwanted wildland
fire from crossing the jurisdictional boundaries, and how all parties will be involved in developing
mitigations which would be used if a wildland fire does cross jurisdictional boundaries.

Communication
The Fire Emergency Radio Network (VFIRE 21) (154.2800 MHz) will be used for interagency
communication on wildland fires, unless or until alternate frequencies are agreed on.

For the purposes of conducting business authorized by the Statewide Agreement and this
cooperative plan, all parties to this operating plan agree that supporting agencies may use the
jurisdictional agency's radio frequencies as needed to conduct emergency communications on
fires of the jurisdictional agency. No party to this operating plan will use, or authorize others to
use, another agency's radio frequencies for routine daily operations.

Cost Efficiency

Jurisdictions will identify cost containment objectives which may influence management
strategies Points to consider include safety, loss and benefit to land, values at risk, resources,
social and political values, and existing legal statutes.

Delegation of Authority

In the event of an extended attack incident, a Delegation of Authority will be provided to the
Incident Commander by agencies of jurisdiction. A written Delegation of Authority will be issued
to the Incident Commander no later than 12 hours after the transfer of command.

Preservation of Evidence

The Jurisdictional Agency will be responsible for fire origin and cause investigation. Regardless
of whether the Initial Attack Incident Commander is a representative of the Jurisdictional
Agency, he or she should protect and preserve the general origin area of the fire, as well as
information and evidence pertaining to the origin and cause of the wildland fire. The general
origin area of the fire should be immediately identified and protected by the first Participant to
arrive on the scene in order to protect evidence for the fire origin and cause investigation. Fire
cause investigations are required for Federal Fires, State Fires, and any wildland fire that
receives a Federal Emergency Management Agency declaration. The Participants acknowledge
that an accurate origin and cause investigation and determination is essential to an effective
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and fair administrative, civil or criminal action. Federal policy requires Federal agencies to use a
NWCG qualified Fire Investigator (INVF) and to pursue cost recovery for all human caused fires
on public land.

Colorado Revised Statute 32.1.1002 states that all fire district Chiefs shall case an investigation
on all fires within the district boundary.

STATE EMERGENCY FIRE FUND (EFF)

A DFPC representative should be on site for an EFF evaluation. DFPC will assist the county
sheriff in the analysis of the fire’s actual or potential condition to exceed the county’s
management capability. This information will be provided to the DFPC Regional FMO who will
make the final decision on EFF applicability. In summary, EFF can only be implemented upon
request of the County, and mutual agreement of both County and DFPC.

Gunnison County Sheriff: as Fire Warden for the County (CRS 30-10-513), the Sheriff will
represent the County in the request for EFF declaration to the DFPC Regional FMO, and
subsequent delegations and assumptions of authority (DFPC 4). The Sheriff will coordinate
other County entities in his representation.

Gunnison County Commissioners: are signatories to the (DFPC 4) “Assumption of Fire Control
Duty” for fires the DFPC DIRECTOR approves for EFF. Delay in signing the (DFPC 4) will result
in increased costs for the county. Gunnison County may implement state or local emergency
provisions that they determine appropriate to minimize such delays (See CRS 24-32-2109, CRS
30-11-107 and others).

All EFF fires will utilize a Unified Command. If land administered by another agency is
threatened or involved, that agency will provide a member to the Unified Command.

Implementation of the EFF can be done only by the DFPC upon the recommendation of the
local DFPC Representative, following a request from the County Sheriff. For this reason, it is
important that the DFPC Regional FMO be notified immediately of major fires on private/state
lands within the county. Should the fire surpass, or threaten to surpass, the ability of county
resources to contain it, EFF implementation can occur only with a DFPC representative on
scene. Before requesting EFF implementation, the County must first complete form (DFPC 1).
This information will assist DFPC in completion of form (DFPC 3), which is required before
request for implementation is given to the DFPC FMO.

All EFF patrticipating Counties must have identified a minimum county commitment to any
incident, which has EFF potential. This is not a maximum county resource commitment, and is
not the only resources the county is required to use on the incident in order to request EFF
implementation. It is understood that if tactics of a given incident make some of this equipment
inappropriate, alternate resources can be negotiated.
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For Gunnison County this minimum commitment is: 1 Deputy, 1 Dozer, and 1 Water Tender.

It is understood that the minimum county commitment may include resources owned by the
county and other resources including fire department and/or contractors that are the financial
obligation of the county.

DFPC will transfer command of an EFF fire back to the county when fire spread has been
contained or controlled, the Agency Administrator’s objectives have been met and a written plan
has been prepared for the next operational period.

Following all wildfires, the jurisdictional agency will conduct a timely incident analysis at a level
commensurate with the complexity of the incident. Supporting agencies shall be included in
these reviews.

Quialifications for local resources utilized for local wildfires will meet local agency standards.
Local wildfires, as defined herein, shall mean those wildfires within Gunnison County. National
Wildfire Coordination Group “Qualification Cards” are required for all line assignments on
federal jurisdiction fires beyond the initial attack period.

Fire cause determination is required for EFF and FEMA incidents. Fire cause should be
determined early in the incident. The suspected point of origin should be immediately flagged off
and otherwise protected from contamination by initial and extended attack forces until such time
as the fire cause investigation is completed. Fire cause determinations and other investigations
are the responsibility of the jurisdictional agency. The County Sheriff’'s representative may
request a NWCG qualified wildland fire investigator (INVF) assistance by placing a resource
order through the interagency dispatch centers.

The responsibility for incidents, other than wildland fire emergencies, rests with the jurisdictional
agency(s). Cooperation and assistance may be rendered under this plan by utilizing the Cost
Reimbursements process. A mutual aid period does not apply to these incidents, unless
superseded by other existing agreement(s).

Rehabilitation is not covered under EFF (County/State Emergency Fire Fund). Repair of
damage caused by wildfire management may be authorized by the DFPC Agency Administrator
only as part of the Incident Action Plan during the EFF period.

Various cost-share programs for wildfire land rehabilitation are available for private land
including the Emergency Watershed Stabilization Program from the U.S. Department of
Agriculture, National Resources Conservation Service. Reference EXHIBIT 4.
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USE AND REIMBURSEMENT OF INTERAGENCY
FIRE RESOURCES

Cost Share Agreement (Cost Share Methodologies)
Cost sharing agreements should not dictate the management of a fire.

Written cost share agreements should be prepared when a wildfire burns across or threatens
jurisdictional boundaries, and/or exceeds the mutual aid period. The intent is to appropriately
distribute the financial burden based on a method agreed upon by a representative from each
affected jurisdiction. A cost share agreement should be negotiated as soon as practical.

Just as the individual circumstances for each wildfire should drive the decisions about response,
the same circumstances should be the basis for the development of the cost share agreement.
Cost Share Agreements should be based on the land management and incident objectives as
well as ecological, social, and legal consequences, the circumstances under which a fire occurs,
the cause of the fire and the likely consequences to firefighter and public safety and welfare,
natural and cultural resources, and values to be protected.

DFPC- When a wildfire is accepted by the State, a cost share agreement may be negotiated
between DFPC and affected jurisdictional agencies.

Federal Agencies- Federal agencies agree not to bill one another.

Training

Standard approved fire training courses are provided periodically by DFPC, USFS, BLM, NPS,
DHSEM, and other agencies. As these courses are scheduled, all cooperators will be informed
and invited to participate. The Training Committee is designed to help get training to all
participants in the six counties of the Montrose Interagency Dispatch Center, by doing a yearly
analysis and then holding the needed classes in a location that benefits the majority of all the
participants. Individual training needs as well as agency prioritization will be considered and
coordinated with the local zone training committee. DFPC will attempt to provide specific
training opportunities for fire district personnel and other private organizations as requested, and
as time allows.

Communication Systems
Federal and county agencies operate on VHF frequencies.

See Frequency lists in EXHIBIT 5.

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Aviation Operations
All aircraft should be ordered through or coordinated with Montrose Interagency Dispatch
Center.

When a combination of factors or events, as agreed to by the Sheriff and DFPC, creates a
situation that warrants pre-positioning of DFPC aviation resources in or near Gunnison County,
the Sheriff should request through the DFPC Regional FMO. Factors may include, but are not
limited to, multiple starts within a 24-hour period, high occurrence of dry lightning, persistent
Red Flag Warnings, or the unavailability of other air resources. DFPC aviation resources may
be pre-positioned at the Gunnison/Crested Butte Regional Airport or Montrose Regional Airport.
DFPC will notify participants to this plan when a SE/AT is pre-positioned in Gunnison or
Montrose. The request procedure for state resources is the same for all other aircraft through
Montrose Interagency Dispatch Center.

The Wildfire Emergency Response Fund (WERF) is intended to reimburse the local/county non-
federal agency for the first air resource per the WERF guidelines (see attached EXHIBIT 6).
WERF was created to provide funding or reimbursement for the first aerial tanker flight or first
hour rotor time for a helicopter when ordered at the request of any county sheriff, municipal fire
department, or fire protection district. The WERF only applies to initial attack of state/private
land fires.

After the first air tanker load, subsequent loads will be at jurisdictional agency cost, and only
upon authorization by the sheriff, fire chiefs, or their representative. The fund does not cover
lead planes or aerial observer aircraft. This fund does not pay costs of additional personnel
associated with the helicopter. Any aircraft use or orders beyond the scope of WERF is entirely
the responsibility of the requesting agency / individual. Additional details are found in the WERF
Operating Procedures.

The County Sheriff or County Fire Protection District Fire Chief orders aircraft through Montrose
Interagency Dispatch Center. The requesting unit must provide to Montrose Interagency
Dispatch Center the Incident Name, General Location, Coordinates (Latitude / Longitude
preferred), Ground Contact and Radio Frequency, and a brief report of any aircraft in the area
and any known hazards to aircraft. The ordering agency is ultimately responsible for notifying
DFPC of a WERF request to ensure funds are currently available. Montrose Interagency
Dispatch Center is willing to pass this notification on for the ordering agency, if so desired.

Billing Procedures

Local agencies do not have authority to obligate federal agencies to pay for expenses incurred
in fire management. Similarly, federal agencies do not have authority to obligate state or
counties to pay for any federal expense incurred in fire management (even when on private and
state lands) without an agreement in place. The rule “if you order it, you pay for it” generally
applies.
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When a fire is accepted by the State as an EFF incident, the Cost Share Principles agreed to by
State and federal agencies will apply.

For non-state or non-EFF fires, it is up to the county to negotiate cost sharing on federal, state
and private land fires. It is acceptable (and frequent) for each party to agree to pay for their own
resources. DFPC is available to assist with this process, if requested.

All costs, beyond the mutual aid period and documented through the resource order process
shall be considered reimbursable. When a wildfire occurs on lands of more than one agency
and costs are incurred in addition to the initial attack, one of the following options may be used
to determine reimbursable costs to the agencies involved:

a. Each agency assumes its own costs as expended by it in the fire control effort.
b. Division of fire costs based upon ownership and acreage percentages.
c. Each agency agrees to a portion of the management costs.

Billing between federal and county agencies will be submitted through DFPC. Cooperative (CM-
2) fire engines are considered state resources. Reimbursement for these engines shall be made
directly to the State.

All DFPC cooperators subject to DFPC reimbursement will have invoices sent to DFPC State
Fire Division Office within 30 days after incident resources are released. The DFPC Fire
Division will process payment as soon as possible after receiving the invoice. Invoices are
required to have proper documentation before the process for payment can be completed.

Equipment use rates are documented in Cooperator Resource Rate Forms (CRRF) for local
resources.

Cost Recovery

In the event that cost recovery is pursued on a trespass fire (regardless of ownership), all costs
from the time of initial report of the fire (including mutual aid) may be pursued. Federal policy
requires Federal agencies to pursue cost recovery for all human caused fires on public land.
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GENERAL PROVISIONS

Program review will be held at the annual fire operating plan meeting in the spring or as needed.

Personnel Policy

The primary purpose of this operating plan is to ensure prompt response to wildland fires. Any
interagency dispute arising from these procedures will be resolved on site by the Unified
Command or by the jurisdictional agency administrators. When necessary, following the
conclusion of the fire incident, a panel of agency representatives other than the participants in
the incident will review and resolve the dispute.

Modification
Mid-year changes are to be avoided; however, if an agency becomes unable to uphold
commitments, it should notify all parties to this plan.

Annual Review
This AOP must be reviewed annually. If no changes are made, a statement letter with
signatures of all parties to this AOP will be distributed.

Duration of Agreement

Unless terminated sooner as provided herein, this AOP shall remain in full force and effect from
April 1, 2015 to May 31, 2016. This AOP may be terminated at any time by mutual and written
agreement of the Participants.

Previous Agreements Superseded
Once signed this plan will supersede the 2014 Gunnison County AOP sign on or before May 1,
2014

FIRE RESTRICTIONS and CLOSURES
Purpose

The purpose of Fire Restrictions and Closures (Restrictions/Closures) is to reduce the risk of
human-caused fires during unusually high fire danger; and for the protection of human life and
property. Restrictions/Closures should be considered when weather factors and fuel conditions
indicate an increased risk to public safety and firefighting personnel. Restrictions/Closures
should be planned for the long-term danger and not change at short-term fluctuations in risk,
weather, and fire danger.

This guidance should provide fire management staff the tools to develop, implement, and
legally enforce Restrictions/Closures. Further, by providing consistency and developing clear
messages for the public and partners, this guidance will encourage public acceptance and
compliance.

Restrictions/Closures impose many limitations on the general public, and therefore should be
implemented only after all other prevention measures have been taken. These measures may
include, but are not limited to: increasing the number of prevention signs, public contacts,
media campaigns, and other proactive public education efforts. Restrictions/Closures should
not be considered the equivalent of a fire prevention program.

Authority

Restrictions/Closures are enacted on federal, state, county, and private lands under federal,
state, and local laws. Agency Administrators issue appropriate documents and are responsible
for enforcing Restrictions/Closures for those lands on which they have jurisdiction. The

authorities related to Restrictions/Closures on federally-managed lands are referenced below:

Bureau of Land Management

J 43 U.S.C. §1701, et seq. (Federal Land Policy and Management Act of 1976)
. 43 CFR, Part 9210 (Fire Management)
) 43 CFR, Part 9212 (Wildfire Prevention)

US Forest Service

) 16 U.S.C. §551; 18 U.S.C. §3559; and 18 U.S.C. §3571 (Violations and Penalties)
) 36 CFR Part 220.6 (Categorical Exclusions)
) 36 CFR Part 261.50 (Orders)
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J 36 CFR Part 261.51 (Posting)
J 36 CFR Part 261.52 (Fire)

Coordination

Restrictions/Closures procedures should be uniform across administrative and geographic
boundaries. Agency Administrators and fire management staff are responsible for coordinating
with other agencies including, but not limited to, other federal land management agencies,
Tribal agencies, Congressional members, Colorado Division of Fire Prevention and Control,
Colorado State Parks, county officials (commissioners, sheriffs, emergency managers),
permitees, and local fire departments. The scope of the Restrictions/Closures will dictate how
much coordination is necessary.

Annually, the parties to the Annual Operating Plan shall review and validate the
Restrictions/Closures procedures and monitor the previous year’s use of the procedures to
ensure Restrictions/Closures are implemented consistently. The conditions identified in the Fire
Restriction/Closure Evaluation Guidelines should be agreed upon by all fire management
agencies in the county before the onset of fire season and will become part of the Annual
Operating Plan.

Restrictions/Closures will be implemented and rescinded by fire restriction area and all
agencies within the area will coordinate uniform levels and timing of restrictions, verifying that

the trigger points have been reached.

Initiating a Restriction/Closure

When the conditions identified in the Fire Restriction/Closure Evaluation Guidelines approach
critical levels for an area, fire management staff will make Restriction/Closure
recommendations to Agency Administrators. Agency Administrators and fire management staff
will be responsible for monitoring these conditions.

1. When conditions are identified as critical, fire management staff within the proposed

fire restriction area will confer, review conditions, recommend that a fire restriction is
necessary for their area of responsibility, and include a start date.
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Before the respective agency(s) applies a restriction, they will coordinate with the other
agencies in developing a schedule and plan for public notification.

The Montrose Interagency Dispatch Center and the Gunnison Regional Dispatch Center
will be notified of Restrictions/Closures.

Law enforcement personnel for each agency should have an opportunity to review the
Restriction/Closure Orders to assure they are enforceable prior to public release. Law
enforcement and fire personnel should jointly develop a plan to enforce the restrictions.

Each respective agency will be responsible for assuring their Restriction/Closure Orders
are properly completed and signed by the Officer with authority.

The Public Information Officer with responsibility for that fire restriction area will
organize and initiate the media notification process.

Each agency will disseminate Restriction/Closure notification through web pages,
signage, and media outreach according to agency guidelines. Additional patrols may be
initiated in high risk-high value areas.

Each agency will inform agency personnel of the restrictions being enacted and discuss
changes in their daily routines to compensate for the increased fire danger. Those
responsible for public contact will be provided with a copy of the Restriction/Closure
Order and appropriate map. Each agency will also ensure that all employees understand
what each Restriction/Closure means.

County Sheriffs’ that have emergency needs to bypass the Fire Restrictions and Closures
procedures will immediately notify Montrose Interagency Dispatch Center of the status of
Restrictions/Closures occurring in their jurisdictions.

Rescinding a Restriction/Closure

When a level of restriction is no longer needed, the Restriction/Closure may go to a lower stage
by implementing a new, supplemental or modified Order; or the Restriction/Closure may be
rescinded.

Removal of Restrictions/Closures will follow the same procedures outlined above. Agency
Administrators and fire management staff must agree that the Restrictions/Closures should be
removed in the fire restriction area.

Fire Restriction/Closure Evaluation Guidelines
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When weather factors or fire suppression impacts become a concern, the following guidelines
will be used to determine if Restrictions/Closures should be considered:

Montrose Interagency Dispatch Response Area at Preparedness Level 4 or Above, and:

Local fire activity is impacting local agencies’ suppression resources; making adequate
initial attack difficult.

Local area is receiving a high occurrence of human-caused fires, or the human caused
risk is predicted to increase.

Adverse fire weather conditions and risks are predicted to continue.

Implementation of existing fire restrictions is not adequately reducing human-caused
fires.

Consider initiating STAGE | Fire Restriction if:
o Preparedness Level is 4, and

o one of the above conditions is met.

Consider initiating STAGE Il Fire Restriction if:

o STAGE | Fire Restriction has been in effect,
o Preparedness Level is 4 or above, and
o all of the above conditions are met.

Consider initiating STAGE Il Closure if:

o STAGE Il Fire Restriction has been in effect, and
J Preparedness Level is 5, and
. all of the above conditions are met.

Closures are extremely rare events, and will only be implemented in extraordinary situations,
after significant interagency coordination, and when there is a very high risk to human life or
property and the ability to manage those risks using Stage | or Stage Il Fire Restrictions is no
longer viable. Closures should be implemented only in situations where the public’s safety
cannot be guaranteed.

Prohibited Acts Under Stage | and Il Fire Restrictions, and Stage Il Closure

There will be three stages to fire restrictions — Stage | and Il Fire Restrictions and Stage Il
Closures. Each agency must write their own Fire Prevention Order which authorizes the
Restrictions/Closures within their jurisdiction. Each is responsible for using their agency’s
format and having their law enforcement personnel review the Order to assure it is legally
correct and enforceable.
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To reduce confusion and standardize the Restrictions/Closures, the following language will be
used in all Fire Prevention Orders:

STAGE | Fire Restrictions

The following acts are prohibited:

J Building, maintaining, attending, or using a fire, campfire or stove fire except within a
permanent constructed fire grate in a developed campground, developed recreation site, or
improved site.

] Smoking, except within an enclosed vehicle or building, a developed recreation site or
while stopped in an area at least three feet in diameter that is barren or cleared of all
flammable materials.

STAGE Il Fire Restrictions
In addition to the prohibited acts of Stage | Fire Restrictions, the following acts are prohibited:

J Building, maintaining, attending, or using a fire, campfire or stove fire.

J Smoking, except within an enclosed vehicle or building.

. Operating a chainsaw or other equipment powered by an internal combustion engine.
J Welding, operating a torch with open flame, or any activities which generate flame or
flammable material.

. Use of explosives.

STAGE Il Closure
Stage lll is a closure prohibiting entry to the affected area. The area is closed to all entry other
than the following:

J Persons with a written fire entry and activity permit.

J Any federal, state, or local officer or member of an organized rescue or firefighting force
in the performance of an official duty.

. Resident owners and lessees of land within the closed area.

Closures are extremely rare events, and will only be implemented in extraordinary situations,
after significant interagency coordination, and when there is a very high risk to human life or
property and the ability to manage those risks using Stage | or Stage Il Fire Restrictions is no
longer viable. Closures should be implemented only in situations where the public’s safety
cannot be guaranteed.

The following acts are always prohibited on federally managed lands:

) The use of fireworks and other incendiary devices on public lands in Colorado
) Leaving fires unattended or unextinguished
Exemptions
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Exemption from prohibited acts may be granted to specific entities during a Restriction/Closure
under the authority of 43 CFR 9212.2 and 36 CFR 236.50 (Orders), and 43 CFR 9212.3 (Permits).

Exemptions to a Fire Prevention Order will be included in the Order and identify those persons
who, without a written permit, are exempt from the closure or restrictions (43 CFR 9212.2 / 36
CFR 236.50). Further, 43 CFR 9212.3 states that Permits may be issued to enter and use public
lands designated in Fire Prevention Orders when the authorized officer determines that the
permitted activities will not conflict with the purpose of the Order. Each permit shall specify:

J The public lands, roads, trails or waterways where entry or use is permitted;
. The person(s) to whom the permit applies;

J Activities that are permitted in the closed area;

J Fire prevention requirements with which the permittee shall comply; and

. An expiration date.

An authorized officer may cancel a Permit at any time.

Exemptions from prohibited acts may also be included in the Fire Prevention Orders under the
discretion of the Agency Administrator. Typically, exemptions included in an Order specify an
allowable use of a prohibited act. Examples include:

The following acts are prohibited until further notice:

J Building, maintaining, attending, or using a fire, campfire or stove fire.
EXEMPTION: Use of a heating or cooking device fueled solely by liquid fuels that can be turned
on and off is allowed.

J Operating a chainsaw or other equipment powered by an internal combustion engine.
EXEMPTION: Operating a chainsaw or other equipment powered by an internal combustion
engine between the hours of 5:00 am and 11:00 am is allowed.

An exemption does not absolve an individual or organization from liability or responsibility for
any fire started by the exempted activity.

Restriction/Closure Boundaries

Restrictions/Closures should be implemented on the smallest geographic scale to affect the
fewest number of people.

For ease of implementation and interagency coordination, an Order should be designed to
cover an easily identifiable, logical geographic area. This may be a county, district or field office
boundary, a watershed, or an area bounded by specified roads or topographic features.
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All Orders should be accompanied by a high-quality map clearly delineating the boundaries of
the Restrictions/Closures in such a manner that the public can readily locate those boundaries
on the ground. As enforcement is a key component of every Order, the boundaries must be
designed to facilitate compliance.

Various stages might be in effect in more than one geographic area across the landscape.
However, before making the decision to implement more than one Restriction/Closure at a
time on the landscape, there needs to be careful consideration of the potential for confusion
and for potential effects on the public.

Communication

The planning process for Restrictions/Closures will include a public awareness campaign,
keeping the media and public informed of the possibility of Restrictions/Closures. All press
releases, description of Restrictions/Closures, and other necessary agency documents will be
available in template format before the start of the fire season. Public Information Officers will
then prepare a media notification plan to inform the public.

Development and issuance of news releases will be coordinated with all agencies for any
implementation or rescission of Restrictions/Closures. Public information about
Restrictions/Closures must be broad-based, clear, and coordinated.

Each agency will inform it's personnel of the Restrictions/Closures being enacted and discuss
changes in their daily routine to compensate for the increased fire danger. Those responsible
for public contact will be provided with a copy of the Order and appropriate map.

Public Information Officers for each agency will be responsible for notifying the public ways in
which they can find the status of Restrictions/Closures for any area in Colorado. The intent is to
better inform the public of Restrictions/Closures throughout Colorado when they may be
planning activities at areas away from their homes.

Definitions

The following definitions should be used as part of, or referenced to, the Special Orders or laws
that initiate and authorize a Stage | or Stage Il Fire Restriction and a Stage Il Closure:

Campfire: A fire, not within any building, mobile home or living accommodation mounted on a
vehicle which is used for cooking, branding, personal warmth, lighting, ceremonial or aesthetic
purposes. Campfires are open fires, usually built on the ground from native fuels or charcoal,
including charcoal grills. Campfire includes "fire".
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Chainsaw: A saw powered by an internal combustion engine with cutting teeth linked in an
endless chain.

Closure: The closing of an area to entry or use.

Developed Campground: An area that provide designated campsites, toilets, picnic tables, and
fire rings.

Developed Recreation Site: An area which has been improved or developed for recreation. A
developed recreation site is signed as an agency-owned campground or picnic area and
identified on a map as a site developed for that purpose.

Explosives: Any substance or article, including a device, which is designed to function by
explosion (i.e., an extremely rapid release of gas and heat) or which, by chemical reaction
within itself, is able to function in a similar manner even if not designed to function by
explosion. For the purposes of these restrictions, firearms are not considered an explosive.

Fire Grate/Fire Ring: A permanent structure, installed by the agency managing the lands, that is
used for building a campfire.

Fire Prevention Order (Order): A legal document restricting certain prohibited acts that is issued
in times of increased fire danger and human-caused fire activity. Orders specify actions that are
prohibited in specific areas under the jurisdiction of the agency with authority over the lands
identified in the Order. Fire Prevention Orders also specify the duration of the restrictions and
identify the legal references granting authority to restrict the mentioned acts.

Fire Restriction Area: The area that is covered by a Fire Restriction/Closure Order.
Restrictions/Closures enacted cover the area defined by the Order as defined in the Order.

Fire: The burning of timber, trees, slash, brush, tundra, grass or other flammable material such
as, but not limited to, petroleum products, trash, rubbish, lumber, paper, cloth or agricultural

refuse occurring out of doors and includes campfires.

Improved Site: An area that has been cleared and has an established fire barrier that restricts
fire spread, and includes improvements such as picnic tables and/or toilets.

Permit: A written document issued by an authorized agency representative to specifically
authorize an otherwise prohibited act.

Restriction: A limitation on an activity or use.
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Stove Fire: A campfire built inside an enclosed stove, grill or portable stove; including a space
heating device.

Torch: Any of various lamp-like devices that produce a hot flame and are used for soldering,
burning off paint, etc.

Welding: To unite or fuse (as pieces of metal) by hammering, compressing, or the like,
especially after rendering soft by heat, and sometimes with the addition of fusible material like
or unlike the pieces to be united.

EXHIBIT 4

GUIDELINES FOR EFF

The purpose of the Intergovernmental Agreement for Participation in the Colorado Emergency
Fire Fund (EFF) is to: establish the County’s basis for participation in the Emergency Fire Fund
to provide for payments from the County to the Fund; and describe the conditions under which
the Emergency Fire Fund will be managed. .

WILDFIRE PROTECTION

A. As required in the Cooperative Agreement, the County and DFPC shall jointly
develop, review, and sign an Annual Operating Plan (AOP) before April 1 of each year with all
cooperating agencies having wildfire suppression responsibilities within the County. Failure to
complete the AOP by April 1 of any year during the term of this Agreement shall result in the
automatic suspension of the County from EFF participation unless the County has requested, in
writing, and received approval by the DFPC FMO, a 60 day extension of the April 1 date to
complete the AOP, stating the specific reason(s) for the extension. The DFPC FMO shall, in his
or her sole discretion, approve or deny the request in writing. Once completed, the AOP shall
be made a part of this agreement (EFF Agreement) and attached as Attachment B.

EMERGENCY FIRE FUND

A. The Emergency Fire Fund (EFF or “the Fund”) has been established through the
payments provided by participating Colorado counties and other entities entering into EFF
agreements with the DFPC. The EFF is maintained as an account of Colorado State University,
under the fiscal management of the DFPC FMO. Payments from the EFF account shall be
made only in compliance with applicable laws, rules and regulations pertaining to Colorado
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State University funds, including, but not limited to, the State Fiscal Rules. The DFPC FMO is
designated as the fiscal manager of all such monies received and all interest accrued in the
EFF. No upper limit shall be placed on the amount of funds in the EFF, and funds may
accumulate from year to year.

B. Final decision making authority over fiscal management matters shall reside with
the DFPC FMO on behalf of the Counties collectively.

C. The DFPC shall make distribution of these funds only upon direction of the DFPC
FMO or his designee and will be subject to the “Emergencies” provisions of the State Fiscal
Rules (Rule 2-2). Disbursements shall be limited to such expenditures incurred in controlling a
designated wildfire as are within the then-current, unencumbered balance of the Fund.

D. If at any time during the term of this Agreement the EFF becomes depleted, or
has insufficient funds to meet the expected needs of the Fund, the DFPC FMO will make every
reasonable effort to obtain additional funds by requesting the Governor to make additional funds
available. Should the DFPC FMO be unsuccessful in efforts to obtain additional funding, fire
control costs will remain the County’s responsibility.

EFF IMPLEMENTATION

A. The County will make every effort to control fire(s) upon non-federal lands within
the County with

resources available within the County. In the event that the County and the DFPC mutually
agree that the fire(s) threatens to spread, or has spread, beyond control capability of the
firefighting resources within the County (as outlined in the County’s Annual Operating Plan), the
DFPC FMO (or his authorized designee) and the authorized County representative shall sign a
Delegation of Duty giving the DFPC FMO command responsibility for the fire(s). Once
command responsibility has been assumed by the DFPC, the County shall nevertheless
continue to make its maximum effort to provide firefighting resources from within the County.

B. When a fire can again reasonably be managed by the County with resources
available to it, command responsibility for incident management and for payment of all fire
control costs will be returned by the DFPC FMO to the County. No expenditures made by the
County prior to assumption by the DFPC FMO or after return to the County, will be eligible for
payment by the EFF, without express prior approval of the DFPC FMO.

FIRE CAUSE DETERMINATION
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A. As a condition precedent to entering into this Agreement, and to eligibility for
continuing participation in the EFF throughout the term hereof, the County agrees that, in the
event of a human-caused fire, the Sheriff of said County shall conduct an investigation as to
cause of such fire and will provide the DFPC FMO a copy of the preliminary investigation report
within 30 days of control of the fire, and a final report upon the conclusion of that investigation
consistent with State Law. The County Sheriff shall have administrative and financial
responsibility with respect to the conduct of the investigation.

ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS

A. Compliance with Laws, Regulations and Requirements. Each party agrees to
comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws, codes, regulations, rules, and orders.

B. Assignment. Neither party shall assign or transfer any interest in this Agreement,
nor delegate any of its obligations, nor assign any claims for money due or to become due to a
party, without the prior written approval of the other party.

Wildfire Emergency Response Fund (WERF)

2015 Guidelines

The Wildfire Emergency Response Fund (Ref: CRS §24-33.5-1209) was created to assist local
jurisdictions with initial attack wildland fire response on state and private lands within the state of
Colorado. Any County Sheriff, municipal fire department, or fire protection district within Colorado
may request WERF reimbursement as the official Requesting Agency. WERF will reimburse, if
funds are available, the Requesting Agency the cost of eligible wildland firefighting resources.

ELIGIBLE FOR WERF REIMBURSEMENT

Both aerial resource use and hand crew use on the same incident.

First hour of firefighting helicopter rotor time + pilot time

AERIAL OR
RESOURCES First aerial tanker flight + drop + retardant*
OAS-carded & USFS-carded pilots, if federal resources are involved.
Up to 2 hand crew days within the first 2 operational periods of an incident,
beginning from time of departure to fire.
Type 1, Type 2 Initial Attack, or Type 2 NWCG-qualified crews.
HAND CREW

Hand crews should be ordered based on incident needs, crew Type and
Capabilities and proximity to incident. There is a preference for the use and
reimbursement of State of Colorado inmate crews.

Different crews may be used, but only for a total of 2 hand crew days.

There are often additional costs associated with the use of aircraft and hand crews that are not

reimbursable.

NOT ELIGIBLE FOR WERF REIMBURSEMENT

Fixed wing aircraft reimbursement does not include lead plane or Aerial
Observer aircraft.

AERIAL Additional helicopter personnel (helicopter crew).
RESOURCES Ferry time/flight time to bring aerial resource to Colorado.
Fuel truck.
Chase truck.
HAND CREW Travel time to bring hand crews from outside Colorado.

Hand crew logistics costs of lodging, camping, and per diem.

Consult the County Annual Operating Plan for the local, state, and federal dispatch procedures to
order resources eligible for WERF reimbursement. The Requesting Agency must notify the
Colorado Division of Fire Prevention and Control (DFPC) of each WERF reimbursement request.
Requests should be emailed to DFPC at firebill@cdfpc.org within 7 days of resource use and include
the following information: who requested the resource (Sheriff, fire chief, etc.), fire name, incident
number (whenever available), resource name, date(s) of use, and copies of resource orders
(whenever available). Since the DFPC has been tasked by the Colorado State Legislature to
administer and manage this fund, it is critical that DFPC receives notification of any and all WERF
requests to maintain an accurate balance for the fund.

*Any request for a Very Large Air Tanker (VLAT) must be approved by the DFPC Deputy Chief of
Operations or their designee prior to use.

SUBJECT: Update on Riverland

Staff wanted to provide a brief update on the progress on Fire Protection at Riverland Industrial Park.
On January 20, staff provided several policy option for the BOCC to consider to move forward with a
solution at Riverland with regard to fire protection. The BOCC at that meeting directed staff to withdraw
Riverland Industrial Park from the geographic area of unincorpated Gunnison County in which the
International Fire Code (IFC) is applicable. In consideration of this action, Riverland would complete fire
infrastructure improvmenets to comply with the Shaner Life Safety Report. Riverland has progressed in
the implmentation of these improvements. Based on input from the County Attorney’s office, staff would
bring forward a Resolution to change the geographic applicaton of the the Crested Butte Fire Prevention
Districts International Fire Code at the time the physical improvement to the site have been completed
and tested (to ensure compliance with the Shaner report) so that Riverland would be excluded from the
application of the IFC.

The Board of County Commisioners also wanted to discuss and further understand the District’s policy
on granting waivers and variances to the IFC. The Fire District provided a letter to respond to that
question and has indicated that it would be willing to have a discusion with the BOCC on this matter. In
the letter dated February 23" the Fire District also raised questions about whether the Shaner report
was being complied with in terms of both recommended short and long term recommendations provided
in the report. Staff asked Ms. Shaner to respond to that question which she did in the letter dated March
5, 2015. She has concluded that the improvements currently being constructed will comply with her
recommendations.

In the letter from the CBFPD, the District summarizes three waiver requests that have occurred since
2007 (one of which is the Riverland waiver request). Staff would like to ask whether after reviewing this
letter, would the BOCC would like to schedule time with the CBFPD to further disucss this matter?

RE: History of Code Adoption, CBFPD Waiver Policy and Formal Waiver Requests,

Dear Mr. Forrest,

| have been asked to provide you with a copy of CBFPD’s waiver policy and along with a history of formal
waiver requests presented to our Board of Directors (BOD).

History of the code adoption/process:

In 2007 was the last code adoption by the Gunnison County Board of County Commissioners who
adopted the 2003 IFC and amendments within the boundaries of the Crested Butte Fire Protection
District. The 2003 IFC adoption process took seven years to get through the adoption process. There
were numerous agencies who supported CBFPD’s code adoption and assisted in multiple presentations
to the Gunnison County Planning Commission. Over the seven year approval process included a lot of
public hearing presentations. Upon feedback from the public and the Gunnison County Planning
Commission several changes to the document were made. in cooperation with the Gunnison County
Planning Commission several compromises were made and have been reflected in Section 4. Fire
Suppression System Requirements in CBFPD’s Standards and Guideline Policy and another being Section
7. 703 Waivers and another being Section 5. Wildland Fire Mitigation.

Waivers:

Since the last code/amendment adoption, in 2007, there have been three formal requests presented to
our Board of Directors requesting a waiver from our Standards and Guideline Policy.

Two of the formal requests to the BOD were from owner/contractors who were not aware of the fire
suppression requirement within the CBFPD. One of the formal waivers came after the individual started
building his home and became aware of the fire suppression requirement. The other formal request
came from a contractor who was not aware of the requirement and did not include it in his bid. Both of
these formal waiver requests were based on the financial reasons. The Board of Directors denied these
two waiver requests. At this point, the Fire Division worked in conjunction with the Gunnison Building

Department to update the information process to ensure citizens readily receive access to our Standards
and Guidelines requirements at the earliest part of the planning stage. Gunnison County has provided
links on their website where builders, contractors and owners can access our CBFPD Standards and
Guidelines/Builders Packet. We have upgraded our CBFPD website to ensure it’s more convenient for all
users to obtain our requirements along with providing links to Gunnison County’s Building requirements.






The third formal request, to our BOD, was from the Riverland Industrial Park Homeowners Association.
Their formal waiver request included a proposal to install a dry hydrant with year round access to
provide a water source for firefighting. On April 9, 2013, due to the relationship that a dry hydrant
(static water source) does not meet the required “fire flows” (pressurized water system), the BOD
denied Riverland Industrial Park Homeowners’ formal waiver request, which has led us to where we are
today.

The three formal waiver requests, listed above, are the only ones presented to our BOD since 2007. The
CBFPD Standards and Guideline Policy does state “Only the Board may approve a waiver of this Standard
and Guidelines Policy except that the Fire Chief has the limited authority to waive this Standard and
Guidelines Policy only for a driveway or for an insignificant extension of an existing road; the Fire Chief
may refer such waivers to the Board.”

Since 2007 the Fire Chief has reviewed numerous requests for a waiver concerning driveways or an
insignificant extension of a road. in a cooperative manner the majority of these requests have be
approved by the Fire Division. In conclusion, the Fire Division would be more than willing to copy
Gunnison County officials on all formal waiver requests presented to our Board along with the outcome.

As per your letter written to Mike Miller on 2/4/15,, the letter refers to Gunnison County BOCC
accepting the Shaner report to allow the required fire flows within Riverland Industrial Park to be 500
gpm. The Shaner report references a “Statement of Solution”, on page 8. This statement references the
implementation of both the “Short Term” and “Long Term” solutions to be completed prior to the
issuance of building permits. Per your letter, we understand, the County is now willing to approve the
“Long Term” solution. Is the BOCC adhering to the “Short Term” solution as presented in the Shaner
Report?

Please call me if | can clarify any of the issues surrounding formal waiver requests.

6. Any other information required by the Board or Fire Chief (e.g. survey or technical
opinion and report).
No public hearing is required for a determination of a waiver by the Fire Chief.

G. Within fourteen days of receipt by the Board ot"a complete petition 1or warver, 10 Oe

determined by the Board, the Board shall set a date, time and place for a public hearing on that
petition. The Board shall publish, at a minimum, notice of such hearing once a week, for the
two consecutive weeks immediately before the hearing. The applicant for the waiver must
notify all adjacent property owners, no later than fourteen days before the hearing, by mailing
to each of them, by certified mail, return receipt requested, a complete copy of the request for
a waiver and a copy of the notice of the public hearing; the applicant must provide proof of
such notification to the Fire Chief at least seven days prior to the public hearing.





H. No waiver shall b'e'grar‘luted unless the Board, or if applicable the Fire Chief, determines in
writing the applicant has established by clear and convincing evidence that:

1. The waiver is warranted by site specific conditions which create an unusual aspect
or feature not shared by property in general and,

2. The waiver will not adversely atfect the safe, efficient and orderly movement of
motorized and non-motorized traffic and,

3. The waiver will not adversely affect health or safety and,

4. The waiver will not cause substantial injury to the owner or occupant of adjacent
land(s) and,

o The waiver will not cause an increased risk to EMEIgENCy Services personnel,
without limitation and, '

6. The waiver will not cause substantial injury to the environment and,

e The proposal will provide the functional equivalent of this Standards and

Guidelines Policy.

1. No access waiver, within unincorporated Gunnison County, shall be valid unless approved by
the Board of County Commissioners or the Public Works Director of Gunnison County
pursuant to Section 1.9 of the Gunnison County Standards and Specifications for Construction
of New Roads and Bridges. The Crested Butte Fire Protection District may provide comments
pertaining to additional life safety requirements for the Board of County Commissioners or the
Public Works Director of Gunnison County to take under consideration.

I have received and reviewed a copy of the letter to Russ Forrest from the Crested Butte Fire
Protection District dated February 23, 2015.

In the final paragraph of the letter, Chief Ems inquires as to the status of the solutions presented
my report dated February, 2014. In the report, both a short term and long term solution were
proposed. The short term solution was crafted simply to improve life safety while funding and
design of the long term solution were pursued. This was expected to occur over a substantial
time frame. However, Riverland opted to forgo the short term solution and move straight into
implementation of the long term solution. It is my understanding that construction on this
solution is in progress.

Excerpt from Shaner Life Safety repory (page 8):

“If the Riverland HOA opts for immediate implementation of the long term solution as
described in this report, the short term solution may be omitted from the improvement
plan. The short term solution is not mandatory if the long term solution is implemented
and was crafied simply to provide an interim alternative while funding for the long term
solution was determined. The short term solution was offered as a bargaining tool to
allow for construction to continue while the long term solution was in development.
Achievement of the long term solution would bring Riverland into compliance with
current codes and standards related to central water supply.”

The excerpt from my report above explains the intent of both the short and long term solutions.
Because the long term solution is in the implementation phase, adherence to the short term
solution is unnecessary.

INTERNATIONAL BUILDING CODE, Section 109.5.2 Plan review fees currently states:
“A plan review fee shall be paid to cover the cost of review by Gunnison County
Community Development Department at a rate of $42.00 per hour, to verify the
code compliance requirements of the building or structure proposed in the
application. If an independent plan review is required by the Building Official, the
actual cost of such review along with reasonable costs of administration will be
charged. When the submittal documents are incomplete or changed so as to
require additional plan review an additional plan review fee shall be charged”,
and

WHEREAS, Resolution No: 11-16, Appendix B, AMENDMENTS TO 2009
INTERNATIONAL RESIDENTIAL CODE, Section R108.4.2 Plan review fees currently
states:

“A plan review fee shall be paid to cover the cost of review by Gunnison County

Community Development Department at a rate of $42.00 per hour, to verify the

No plan review fee shall be assessed on a single-family residential dwelling of

WHEREAS, the current cost fee structure does not pay for the cost of conducting
plan reviews and inspections; and

WHEREAS, the Board understands that a plan review fee calculated as a
percentage of the building permit fee is the calculation method utilized by adjacent and
similar jurisdictions and would provide the customer with a consistent and fair fee; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners
of Gunnison County, Colorado that:

1. Resolution No: 11-16, Appendix A, AMENDMENTS TO 2009 INTERNATIONAL

amended as follows:

“A plan review fee shall be paid to cover the cost of review by Gunnison
County Community Development Department. The plan review fee shall be
65% of the building permit fee. Additional plan review required by changes,
additions or revisions to plans shall be charged a fee of $150.00 and review
time beyond two hours shall be assessed at a rate of $100 per hour. If an
independent plan review is required by the Building Official, the actual cost of
such review along with administrative costs assessed at a rate of $75.00 per
hour will be charged.”

2. Resolution No: 11-16, Appendix B, AMENDMENTS TO 2009 INTERNATIONAL
RESIDENTIAL CODE, Section R108.4.2 Plan review fees shall be and hereby is
amended as follows:

“A plan review fee shall be paid to cover the cost of review by Gunnison
County Community Development Department. The plan review fee shall be
30% of the building permit fee. Additional plan review required by changes,
additions or revisions to plans shall be charged a fee of $150.00 and review
time beyond two hours shall be assessed at a rate of $100 per hour. If an
independent plan review is required by the Building Official, the actual cost of
such review along with administrative costs assessed at a rate of $75.00 per
hour will be charged.”

SUBJECT: Plan Review Fee
A. PURPOSE:

The purpose of this item is to follow-up on direction received by the Board of County Commissioners on
December 2™, 2014. Staff is proposing an increase in plan review fees to reduce our operational net cost.

B. BACKGROUND:

For 2014, the projected total cost for the development and review process is $544,404 and the projected
total revenue is $228,098. The projected net cost is $316,306. It should also be acknowledged that
Community Development has reduced its cost over the last two years by approximately $100,000 through
staff reorganization and other cost reductions. In reviewing costs and revenue compared to other
jurisdictions, staff believes that we are charging significantly less than the actual cost as it relates to plan
reviews for building permits.

C. CURRENT PLAN REVIEW FEES:

Gunnison County Resolution No: 11-16 states that a plan review fee shall be paid to cover the cost of review by
Gunnison County Community Development Department at a rate of $42.00 per hour, to verify the code
compliance requirements of the building or structure proposed in the application.

Staff has concluded that tracking hourly time for an application understates the full cost of administering the
development and review process and is not the common practice when compared to other jurisdictions.

Below is a survey of the plan review fees assessed by nearby jurisdictions and similar jurisdictions.

City of Gunnison 30% of building permit fee for residential & 65% for commercial
Pitkin County 65% of building permit fee (residential & commercial)
Eagle County 65% of building permit fee (residential & commercial)
Routt County 65% of building permit fee (residential & commercial)

Fremont County 65% of building permit fee (residential & commercial)

Chaffee County $250.00 plan check fee

Montrose County 65% of building permit fee (residential & commercial)

Changing the plan review fee that is assessed on building permit applications from an hourly rate, which has
proven difficult to accurately track, to a percentage of the building permit fee may successfully cover the actual
cost to process and review applications and provide the customer with a consistent and fair fee and is also more
consistent with the other municipalities in Gunnison County and around the state.

Below is an example of current building permit fees and the workforce housing linkage fees, based upon a range
of square footages, for a single-family residence. The plan check fee is calculated at 30 percent of the building
permit fee.

The two plan review fee examples above, 30% for residential and 65% for commercial, match the plan review
fees assessed by the City of Gunnison.

A plan review fee of 30% for residential projects and 65% for commercial projects would provide an estimated
annual additional revenue increase of $45,000, based upon 2014 building permit data. A 65% plan review fee
applied to both residential and commercial projects would provide an estimated annual additional revenue
increase of $85,000. Simple projects such as decks, barns, sheds, etc. have been excluded from the example.

D. STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Staff is proposing that the residential plan review fee be assessed at 30% of the building permit fee for residential
projects and 65% of the building permit fee for commercial projects. In addition, staff is proposing that additional
plan reviews required by additions or revisions to previously approved plans be charged a fee of $150.00 and
review time beyond two hours be assessed at a rate of $100 per hour. The proposed resolution details the items
recommended by staff.

Dear John,

On behalf of the Towns of Crested Butte and Mt. Crested Butte, we write today to encourage the
United States Forest Service to prioritize and fully support a community planning process for
over-the-snow vehicles (“OSV”) and a winter travel management plan in the Gunnison National
Forest during fiscal year 2016. As community leaders, we believe that a facilitated dialogue of
different user groups related to OSV use can result in productive discussion about the future of
our public lands in winter, and a reasonable winter travel proposal that a majority of the
community can support. This type of planning is critical to the ongoing success of our
communities, regardless of season.

In [YEARY], the “gang of nine” presented a community-developed proposal for OSV use in the
Crested Butte area to the United States Forest Service (the “USFS”). The rules and regulations
contained in the gang of nine’s recommendations have been in place since [YEAR] and are
depicted on user maps distributed by the USFS. Some user groups have questioned whether
those rules and regulations are currently being enforced. In addition, new technology and
increasing activity in our local backcountry areas may lead to a reconsideration of the gang of
nine recommendations. We anticipate that these issues, along with many others, would be
addressed as a result of a community planning process.

Our communities are not lacking in passionate citizens who would voluntarily participate in this
type of dialogue. We strongly believe any community dialogue should include representation
from a diverse set of user groups and should focus on finding common ground, as opposed to
areas of division. We anticipate that at least one of the three Gunnison County Commissioners
will participate in this dialogue process, as well.

If the USFS is willing to prioritize a community planning process regarding winter travel
management and OSV use during fiscal year 2016, please let us know how best we should
proceed. The Towns are willing to convene the different user groups and to support an initial
dialogue. Although the Towns do not have the financial resources or expertise to facilitate this
type of process through its entire lifecycle, we are willing to help seek out and secure funding
sources for the project. We do understand that securing funding for this project, outside or in





conjunction with USFS funding, will help ensure the project’s priority during fiscal year 2016.
We would appreciate any guidance or assistance the USFS can provide related to the process and
regarding potential funding sources.

Our Towns recognize that the recreational uses on our local public lands continue to increase
every year regardless of the season; we do not anticipate a slow-down in recreational activity in
the near future. As recreational activity increases, OSV use and winter travel management are
one of many pressing issues facing both the USFS, our own communities and Gunnison County.
The planning process suggested in this letter will help our community plan for its own future,
and will help guide the decisions of future elected officials in our Towns.

Both of our Towns would welcome a discussion with the USFS related to OSV use and winter
travel management, as well as the challenges that arise from increased recreational uses on our
public lands. We look forward to your response regarding the proposed planning process
described in this letter. If you have any questions regarding the information set forth herein,
please do not hesitate to contact either of us.
