**** 
Moved by Denai seconded by Fulton to approve the planning commission meeting minutes dated October 16, 2015 as 
amended.  The motion passed unanimously.   
 


**** 
Rocky Mountain Biological Laboratory- LUC-15-00034; The Gunnison County Planning Commission conducted a work 


session/no action.  They reviewed the request for an increase from the current permitted limit of 160 summer, concurrent residents to 180.  The 
existing infrastructure at the Gothic facility would accommodate the increased number of residents. RMBL is located on 230-acres, legally described 
as Blk 1, All of Blks 2-36, Smelter Grounds Except Blk 37, All of First Addition Located In S/2NE/4, All Of L A Waits Second Addition 
Located In S/2NE/4, W/2NE/4 & SE/4NE/4 Town Of Gothic E/2NW/4 Section 3 Township 13 South Range 86 West, 6th P.M. 


 
With a quorum present Chairman Fulton opened the work session.   
 
Present representing the Planning Commission: Kent Fulton, Jeremy Rubingh, AJ Cattles, Jack Diani, and Tom Venard . 
 
Present representing Staff: Assistant Director of Community Development Neal Starkebaum, and Community 
Development Administrative Services Manager Beth Baker. 
 
Present representing the applicant: Director of RMBL Ian Billick and Mike Fabbre.  
 
Billick explained the application.  He said RMBL is a non-profit based out of the Gothic Town site.  RMBL was established 
in 1928.  They currently maintain 70 buildings, some dated from the 1880’s.   RMBL went through the County land use 
process in 1986-87, at which time they put a cap on the individuals living on site to 160.    They are currently requesting 
an increase to that cap to 180 individuals living on site.  This is an increase of 20 individuals and will not require an 
increase of infrastructure.   
 
Starkebaum noted that he and the county building official, Crystal Lambert had recently been onsite to inspect the 
facilities.  Lambert will be providing comments to the commission.  Staff has received comments from Public Works, and 
has requested comments from the Crested Butte Fire District.   
 
Fulton asked if RMBL could accommodate the maximum allowed of 215; Billick said any growth over the 180 individuals 
requested would likely be accommodated in Crested Butte and Mt. Crested Butte.  The existing infrastructure can easily 
accommodate the 180 individuals requested.   
 
A public hearing has been scheduled for December 4, 2015 @ 10:00 A.M.  The commission directed Staff to prepare a 
draft decision of approval for that meeting.  


**** 
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David Mattox- LUC 15-00036; The Gunnison County Planning Commission conducted a work session/no action. They reviewed the  


request to convert existing two-unit townhome into a tri-plex; conversion of existing basement into a third unit; located at 454 Teocalli 
Road, C.B. South, legally described as Lot 7, Block 11, Crested Butte South, 2nd Filing. 
 


With a quorum present Chairman Fulton opened the work session.   
 
Present representing the Planning Commission: Kent Fulton, Jeremy Rubingh, AJ Cattles, Jack Diani, and Tom Venard.  
 
Present representing Staff: Senior Planner Cathie Pagano, and Community Development Administrative Services 
Manager Beth Baker. 
 
Mattox explained his application.  He purchased the property in July, 2015, with an original arraignment of two units. He 
then decided that it made more sense to increase the number of units to three.  The previous owners had not paid the 
additional tap fees and he has now paid those fees.  They have redesigned the structure so each unit will have its own 
entrance.  Changing the occupancy from two to three units required a land use change.  They have CB South POA 
approval and have addressed the additional Crested Butte Fire District mitigation requirements for a three unit residence.   
 
Pagano explained the standards for this review are residential density.  There has been issued a Stop Work Order placed 
on the project by the county building official, because work was started without a permit.   
 
Rubingh asked if Crested Butte Fire would approve the application; Mattox said as soon as the Stop Work Order is lifted.   
 
Fulton asked if the units could be classified as condominiums; Pagano said no, that would require an additional land use 
process.  
 
The commission decided a site visit was not necessary, because there was no change to the footprint of the structure.    
 
The commission discussed downgrading the application to an administrative review.   They noted that it would not cause 
any additional impacts to the area.  Venard added that the POA had approved the use.    
 
John Messner was seated for a vote on the following motion. 
 
Moved to downgrade the application to an administrative review by Venard, seconded by Messner –commission voting 
unanimously to downgrade the application from a minor impact to an administrative review.

Slate River Holdings- LUC-15-00032:   The Gunnison County Planning Commission conducted a work session/no action, to discuss 


a  request for the construction of an 8,000 square foot storage building, including 58 self-storage units and a shop bay; located at 469 
Riverland Drive, legally described as Lot 16, Riverland Industrial Park. 


  
With a quorum present Chairman Fulton opened the work session.   
 
Present representing the Planning Commission: Kent Fulton, Jeremy Rubingh, AJ Cattles, Jack Diani, and Tom Venard. 
 
Present representing Staff: Senior Planner Cathie Pagano, and Community Development Administrative Services 
Manager Beth Baker. 
 
Present representing the application: Scott Hargrove. 
 
Hargrove explained his application. He has requested an 8,000 sq. ft.  heated storage facility in Riverland Industrial Park.  
The Crested Butte Fire district concerns have not been addressed yet.   
 
Pagano explained Riverland Industrial Park was approved in the early 1980s and every new development has to come 
through the county land use process.  She noted there is a steep bank on the western side of the parcel so there were 
some water quality issues, which have been addressed by Hargrove.   There are fire district standards for sprinkling which 
cannot be met.  There are mitigation methods being investigated now.   
 
Messner asked if the POA approved the application; Pagano said yes.   
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Denai asked about the vehicle storage location; Hargrove explained the location. Hargrove agreed moving snow storage 
to the southern side of the property would be helpful.   
 
The commission agreed no site visit would be required, as they were familiar with the area.    
 
Rubingh asked if the top of lot would be graded; Hargrove said there would be very minor grading, it is basically flat.   
 
A public hearing is scheduled for December 18, 2015; the commission directed staff to prepare a draft decision of 
approval for review at that meeting.

Gunnison County Land Use Resolution (LUR) amendments-   The Gunnison County Planning Commission conducted a work 
session/no action, to review the proposed Land Use Resolutions amendments.   
 


With a quorum present Chairman Fulton opened the work session.

The commission directed staff to forward the LUR amendments as presented on to the Board of County Commissioners, 
except for section 9-509- the 180 day limitation for long term camping permits, which will be discussed again by the 
commissioners.

APPLICANT:  Ian Billick, Executive Director – Rocky Mountain Biological Laboratory  
 


 
PROJECT DESCRIPTION: 
The Rocky Mountain Biological Laboratory is requesting an increase from the current limit of 160 
concurrent summer residents to 180.  The 160 residents is a threshold, self-imposed by RMBL as part 
of the 1984 Master Plan (LUC 1984-33), amended and approved by the Board of County 
Commissioners on June 6, 1989.  No other changes are requested.  The applicant indicates that the 
existing infrastructure (housing, water, sewer, and parking) at the Gothic Townsite facility is more than 
adequate to handle the increase to 180 concurrent residents.  Additionally, the applicant requests the 
establishment of current maximum occupancies for individual cabins, as described in the 1989 
approval, as those occupancies have changed over time.  The occupancies of the cabins are based 
upon the historic patterns of use, and this will formalize the occupancies proposed for use at the 
facility, as identified in Appendix B of the application. 
 
LOCATION:   
RMBL is located on 230-acres, legally described as Block 1, All of Blocks 2-36, Smelter Grounds 
Except Block 37, All of First Addition Located In S/2NE/4, All Of L A Waits Second Addition Located In 
S/2NE/4, W/2NE/4 & SE/4NE/4 Town Of Gothic E/2NW/4 Section 3 Township 13 South Range 86 
West, 6th P.M. 
 
ADJACENT LAND USES: 
The Gothic Townsite is surrounded by National Forest on the east, north, and west.  Private parcels 
are located to the south of the town site. 
 
PLANS/REPORTS/SUBMITTALS: 
Plans, reports, and other submittal documents informing this Decision include, but are not limited to:  


 Minor Impact Land Use Change Application and site plan 
 
This review and Decision incorporates, but is not limited to, all the documentation submitted to the 
County and included within the Planning Department file relative to this application; including all 
exhibits, references, testimony and documents as included therein. 
 
REVIEW AGENCY REFERRAL COMMENTS:  
The following entities or agencies provided referral comments. 
  
Crested Butte Fire Protection District (CBFPD): 
Scott Wimmer, Fire Inspector, CBFPD, letter of November 25, 2015, notes the following CBFPD 
requirements: 
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“The Fire Division of the Crested Butte Fire Protection District has received your request for 


review for the above noted project.  After reviewing the application and accompanying you 


onsite, we have the following requirements. 


1. The dry hydrant located at the east side of Gothic shall be tested and maintained to 


provide the approved operation and function. 


2. All portable fire extinguishers shall be properly mounted and have a current service tag 


attached. CBFPD recommends a multipurpose type ABC portable fire extinguisher with 


a 2A, 10 BC rating. 


3. Smoke alarms shall be provided in every room used for sleeping purposes immediately 
outside such rooms and on every level. 


4. Carbon monoxide alarms shall be provided within 15 feet of every room used for sleeping 


purposes in structures with fuel fired appliances. 


5. Propane (Lower Explosive Level) alarms shall be provided in every structure that utilizes 


propane appliances. 


6. All smoke, carbon monoxide and propane alarms shall be properly mounted, maintained 
and replaced according to the manufactures recommendations. 


7. All propane lines shall be pressured tested and properly installed according to NFPA 58 
Liquefied Petroleum Gas Code, current edition. 


8. All propane tanks shall be in an approved location according to NFPA 58 Liquefied 
Petroleum Gas Code, current edition. 


9. All structures used for sleeping purposes shall have an approved means of egress. 
10. All structures used for sleeping purposes shall have an approved fire evacuation and safety 


plan mounted on the back of the main entrance door.” 


 
Gunnison County Public Works Department: 
Marlene Crosby, Gunnison County Public Works Director, via email November 9, 2015, provided 
the following comments:  


“Thank you for the opportunity to review the land use change permit application for RMBL.  Also, 
thank you for including the documents from 1989 which we do not have in our files. 


 
The increase in traffic that is proposed is definitely minimal, but at this time as we look at increasing 


impacts in the Gothic corridor it is hard for this department to support any increase in traffic.  RMBL 
needs to continue to expand their bus service and increase the number of their community using the bus 
service.  They will need to coordinate with the Public Works Department to coordinate bus schedules 
and essential road maintenance. 


 
They identify overflow parking in Mt. Crested Butte.  During our recent field trip to Gothic we were told 


that unless additional parking is developed in Mt. Crested Butte the “overflow parking” at the ski area is 
currently at capacity in the summer.   


 
The application indicates that the increased need is partially due to the increase in the number of 


children at the lab housing which raised another concern.  It is critical for the lab to establish no more 
than two pedestrian crossing areas between the entrance to town and the Community Center.  Currently 
the entire section is used as a pedestrian crossing which is impossible to delineate or manage for 
safety.  The Public Works Department is willing to work with RMBL on these designations.”

County Community Development Department, on November 19, 2015 to review all of the cabins 
proposed for increased occupancies.

FINDINGS: 
The Commission finds that: 
 
1. This application is a Minor Impact Project. 
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2. The housing occupancies identified in Appendix B of the application were verified by an onsite 
site visit and review by staff from the Crested Butte Fire Protection District and the Gunnison 
County Community Development Department, on November 19, 2015. 
 


3. Scott Wimmer, Fire Inspector, CBFPD, letter of November 25, 2015, provided comments on the 
CBFPD requirements for the increase in occupancies of the cabins. 
 


4. Marlene Crosby, Gunnison County Public Works Director, via email November 9, 2015, 
provided comments on transportation elements associated with the increase in the number of 
residences. 


 
5. This permit is limited to activities described within the "Project Description" of this application, 


and as depicted on the site plan as submitted.  Expansion or change of this use will require 
either an application for amendment of this permit, or submittal of an application for a new 
permit, in compliance with applicable requirements of the Gunnison County Land Use 
Resolution. 


 
6. This review and decision incorporates, but is not limited to, all the documentation submitted to 


the County and included within the Planning Office file relative to this application; including all 
exhibits, references and documents as included therein. 


 
DECISION: 
The Gunnison County Planning Commission, having reviewed all the documentation submitted to the 
County and included within the Planning Office file relative to this application, including all exhibits, 
references and documents as included therein, and including provision of a public hearing, and 
having reached the above cited Findings, classifies LUC No. 2015-34, Rocky Mountain Biological 
Laboratory as a Minor Impact Project, approves the Land Use Change Permit with the following 
conditions, and that said approval shall be memorialized by recordation of a Minor Impact 
Certificate with the Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder: 
 
1. This permit is limited to activities described within the "Project Description" of this application, 


and as depicted on the site plan submitted as part of this application.  Expansion or change of 
this use will require either an application for amendment of this permit, or submittal of an 
application for a new permit, in compliance with applicable requirements of the Gunnison 
County Land Use Resolution. 


 
2. The applicant shall comply with the requirements of the Crested Butte Fire Protection District, 


noted in the letter of November 25, 2015, from Scott Wimmer, Fire Inspector, CBFPD. 
 


3. The applicant shall work with the Gunnison County Public Works Department to coordinate bus 
schedules, essential road maintenance, and to establish and delineate no more than two public 
pedestrian road crossing areas between the entrance to the townsite and the Community 
Center. 


 


4. This permit may be revoked or suspended if Gunnison County determines that any material fact 
set forth herein or represented by the applicant was false or misleading, or that the applicant 
failed to disclose facts necessary to make any such fact not misleading. 


 
5. The removal or material alteration of any physical feature of the property (geological, 


topographical or vegetative) relied on herein to mitigate a possible conflict shall require a new or 
amended land use change permit.
