PURCHASE OF SERVICE CONTRACT
CORE SERVICES PROGRAM
SUBSTANCE ABUSE SERVICES

THIS PURCHASE OF SERVICE CONTRACT for CORE Services (this “Agreement”)
made by and between the Board of County Commissioners of Montrose County, State of Colorado
(“BOCC”) and Midwestern Colorado Mental Health Center (“Contractor”), Tax ldentification
Number is 84-0561224.

WHEREAS, the BOCC has entered into an Intergovernmental Agreement (“IGA”) for the
provision of such services in a six (6) county region made up of Ouray, San Miguel, Gunnison,
Hinsdale, Delta and Montrose Counties (“6-County Region”), which provides, among other things,
that Montrose County shall be the coordinating County and the contracting fiscal authority for the
substance above Core Services in the 6-County Region; and

WHEREAS, the County Departments of Human/Social Services (“County
Department(s)”) in the 6-County Region have approval over Contractor’s use of certain ADAD
funds allocated to the Contractor by CDHS, specifically Additional Family Services (“AFS”)
funds, and

WHEREAS, Contractor and the BOCC wish to maximize the use of Core Services funds
and ADAD funds, also known as AFS funds, and coordinate services in the provision of substance
abuse services for certain client populations;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the obligations, agreements, and
promises contained herein, the parties agree as follows:

l. SCOPE OF SERVICES

A County Department Clients with an Open Child Welfare Case (“Referred
Clients”).

1. Contractor’s Reports. Contractor shall provide each County Director with
reports on its provision of services to referred clients, as follows:

a) Treatment Plan. Within four (4) weeks of initiation of services for a
referred client, Contractor shall submit an individualized treatment plan,
with stated objectives and target dates, to the appropriate County Director.
Treatment plans shall be jointly developed by the client’s social caseworker
and substance abuse service provider, and as appropriate, the client.
Treatment plans shall be subject to the approval of the referring County
Director.





b) Progress Reports. At monthly intervals from the time of initiation of
services, Contractor shall provide the referring County Director with
follow-up reports for each identified client.

c) All counties in the 6-County Region shall be responsible for entering,
maintaining and accounting for their own respective Purchase Service
Agreement for all services through the State Trails system, including
additional mental health and substance abuse.

B. Contractor’s Clients Without and Open Child Welfare Case (“Non-County
Department Clients”).

Population and Services. Within the financial parameters of Contractor’s AFS
allocation and other budgetary constraints, Contractor shall refer non-County
Department clients, children and families in Contractor’s caseload who do not have
an open child welfare case with a County Department but whose behaviors place
the children at an out-of-home placement level risk. Those identified clients must
be pre-approved by the Department(s) to be served through the use of AFS Funds.

1. Client Identification by Contractor and Reports. Contractor shall
identify such clients on a case by case basis and document potential eligibility for
AFS dollars in the client’s intake assessment. Contractor shall provide the
respective County Director(s) or designees(s) with client “referral form(s),” which
shall include the basis of eligibility and identifying information, by facsimile
transmission or other locally agreed upon method.

2. County Director Approval of Funding. Following review of Contractor’s
referral form(s), the appropriate Count Director(s) or designee(s), shall inform the
Contractor by facsimile transmission or otherwise agreed upon method County
Director’s or designee’s decision to approve or deny use of AFS funds for said
client.

3. Services. Respective County Departments of Social/Human Services may
or may not open a child welfare services case for each or any AFS client.

1. COUNTY RESPONSIBILITIES. The County Departments shall: (1) determine client
eligibility; (2) provide Contractor, prior to scheduling clients for appointments, with written
authorization for provision of services, specifying begin and end service dates; (3) provide
Contractor, prior to scheduling clients for appointments, with referral updates detailing changes in
service types; (4) provide Contractor with referral information, such as name, address, State 1D
number and social, medical and educational information as appropriate to the referral; (5) confirm
case closure with Contractor, in writing within 24 hours of County Department closure; and (6)
input date in the Colorado Computerized child welfare case management and provider payroll





system (“Trails™) to authorize Contractor’s provision of services to referred clients and to initiate
payment to Contractor for services provided, as detailed in Section V., below.

I1l.  TERM OF AGREEMENT. The term of this Agreement shall begin _on October 1, 2016
and shall terminate at the close of business on September 30, 2017, unless services cannot be paid
at the new rates within the State reimbursable period; current plus two prior months; in which case
the old rates shall be paid for services to ensure State reimbursement.

IV. COMPENSATION.

A.

Referred Clients: Core Services and AFS Funds.

1. Payment and Not-to-Exceed Amount. For performance of the scope of
services set forth in Section 1. A. above, for the provision of services to clients with
an open child welfare case, the Contractor shall be paid on a fee for service basis in
accordance with the “Fee Schedule,” attached hereto and incorporated herein by
the reference as Exhibit “A.” In no event shall the compensation paid under the
Agreement exceed the amount set forth in Exhibit A.

In compliance with the Colorado Department of Human Services
memorandum dated August 1, 2016, all other funding must be exhausted prior to
utilized the core services funds. Should funding be depleted, the State will work
with the affected county on a case-by-case basis to explore other available funding
sources.

2. Clients’ Fees. Core compensation in accordance with the terms of the
Agreement represents one-half payment of fees for services provided to referred
clients in the 6-County Region. Contractor shall not charge or collect fees from
clients for services provided hereunder. Exhibit A represents the one-half to be
billed to CORE. Contractor shall draw down AFS an equal one half. However,
nothing in this Agreement shall preclude collection of fees outside of the mental
health fees.

3. Core Services Funding Method of Payment. Contractor shall be
compensated in accordance with the statewide “Trails Users Fiscal Calendar” and
by means of the Trails provider payroll system as follows:’

a) Contractor’s Billing Statement. Upon receipt from the Contractor,
each County Department shall review and input into Trails the correct
service provision information on the Contractor’s completed billing
statement.

b) Adjustments. In the event the County Department discovers an error
on the Contractor’s billing statement, adjustments shall be made to the
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billing statement and paid according to the adjustment. The County
Department will provide a copy of the adjusted billing statement to the
Contractor, detailing the adjustment made. If the Contractor does not agree
with the adjustment and the dollar amount paid for any service, the
Contractor shall contact the County Department to dispute the adjustment.

C) Delivery Methods. Delivery of documents and communication
between the Count Department(s) and the Contractor regarding the
contractor’s billing statement may be by means of U.S. Mail, private
delivery service, hand-delivery, fax, email or telephone.

4, Billing Cut-off Date. Contractor will submit billing statement in a timely
manner, by the 5" working day of the month following the provision of services.
Failure to do so may result in nonpayment. Contractor’s billing invoices are
reimbursable for the current plus two prior months.

B. Contractor’s Initial Non-County Department Clients: Funding.

1. AFS and Non-Core Services Dollars. Contractor’s services to clients
without an initial open child welfare case may be funded with AFS dollars through
the procedure and under the conditions enumerated above in . B. 1. 2. 3.

2. Contractor’s Submittals. The referral/eligibility forms required of
Contractor in Section I. B. 1. 2. 3., above shall be provided directly to the respective
County Director(s) or designee(s) on an as-needed basis. Contractor shall also
provide the Contract Administrator, on or before the tenth day of the month
following the month of service provision, a summary report, by County, of the
number of client services in the prior service month and the amount of AFS funds
expended.

V. APPROPRIATION OF FUNDS. Pursuant to 8§29-1-110, C.R.S., as amended, the
financial obligations of the County, payable as set forth in this Agreement, are contingent upon
funds being appropriated, budgeted, and otherwise made available. The County and the Contractor
understand and acknowledge that the County is subject to Article X, Section 20, of the Colorado
Constitution, commonly known as the “TABOR Amendments.” Further, this Agreement is
expressly conditioned upon the County’s receipt of funds from the State of Colorado, and/or
federal funding sources, as applicable to this Agreement. The County acknowledges that the
appropriate percentage or portion of County funds, if any, to be utilized as compensation of this
Agreement has been appropriated and budgeted or otherwise made available through June 30,
2017. The BOCC is not obligated to make any future apportionment of allocation to the
Agreement. Any work performed in excess of amounts appropriated shall be solely the risk of the
Contractor. Notwithstanding any other terms of this Agreement, it is expressly understood and
agreed that: (1) Any BOCC financial obligation, whether direct or contingent, for all or any part
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of the work under this Agreement, shall extend only to monies duly and lawfully appropriated and
budgeted by the BOCC and irrevocably pledged pursuant to the purposes of this Agreement; (2)
The BOCC does not by this Agreement irrevocably pledge present case reserves for payment in
this or future fiscal years; (3) This Agreement is not intended to create a multiple/fiscal year direct
or indirect financial obligation of the BOCC; (4) The obligation of the BOCC for expenditures, if
any, arising during subsequent fiscal years in which this Agreement could be extended and be in
effect, shall only extend to utilization of monies appropriated and budgeted and encumbered for
the purpose of this Agreement in the fiscal year in which obligations arise; and (5) No change
order may be issued requiring compensation for work which causes the aggregate payable amount
under this Agreement to exceed the amounts appropriated, budgeted and encumbered for the
payment of this Agreement in the fiscal year in which such obligations arise, unless the Contractor
receives written assurance by the BOCC that lawful appropriations to cover the cost of the
additional work have been made.

V1. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

A. The Contractor shall perform its duties hereunder as an independent contractor and
not as an employee. Contractor affirms that it has or will secure at its own expense all
personnel and materials required to perform the services detailed herein. Such personnel
shall not be employees of nor have any contractual relationship with the County.

B. Services required hereunder shall be performed by the Contractor or under its
supervision, and all personnel engaged in the work shall be fully qualified and properly
licensed or certified, as required by local, state and federal law or regulation and meet
applicable State Department of Human Services qualification requirements to perform such
services. Neither Contractor nor its personnel, if any, is entitle to Worker’s Compensation
Benefits or any other benefit of employment with Montrose County, Colorado. Further,
Contractor is obligated to pay federal and state income tax on any compensation paid
pursuant to this Agreement.

VIlI. SUBCONTRACT AND ASSIGNMENT. Contractor shall not subcontract with another
individual or entity for performance of the services described in Section I, above, and shall not
assign or otherwise transfer its rights or delegate its obligations under this Agreement without the
prior written approval of the BOCC, unless authorized to subcontract for specific services as set
forth in Exhibit “A.” The work subcontracted shall be specified in a written agreement between
Contractor and its subcontractor(s), which agreement(s) shall be subject to each provision of this
Agreement.

VIIl. RECORDS, REPORTS, AND INFORMATION. At such times and in such forms as
the BOCC and the State Department of Human Services may require, Contractor shall furnish
statements, records, reports, data and information pertaining to matters covered by the Agreement.
The Contractor shall maintain its records in accordance with requirements prescribed by the





BOCC. Except as otherwise authorized by the BODD, Contractor shall maintain such records for
a period of seven (7) years after receipt of final payment under this Agreement.

IX. AUDITS AND INSPECTIONS. At any time during normal business hours and as often
as the BOCC may deem necessary, Contractor shall make its records with respect to matters
covered by this Agreement available for examination by the BOCC and the State Department of
Human Services or authorized representatives thereof. The Contractor shall permit the BOCC and
the State Department of Human Services or authorized representatives thereof, to audit, examine
and make excerpts from such records, and audit all contracts, invoices, materials, payrolls, records
of personnel, conditions of employment, and other data with respect to matters covered by this
Agreement. The BOCC may call for a certified, independent audit to be performed, at Contractor’s
expense, by a mutually agreed upon auditor.

X. INDEMNIFICATION. The Contractor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the
BOCC, and its officers, employees and agents, acting officially or otherwise, from any and all
claims, demands, damages, and action of any kind brought by anyone, including attorney’s fees,
which may arise out of or result from the negligent or willful misconduct of Contractor or its
subcontractor(s) in the performance of services as set forth in the Agreement and/or the breach of
any condition(s) of this Agreement.

XI.  INSURANCE. At all times during the term of this Agreement, the Contractor shall
maintain the following insurance in the minimum coverage limits specified:

Workers’ Compensation & Employers Liability and Unemployment Insurance: in
accordance with §88-40-101 and 8-70-101, et seq., C.R.S., as amended;

Comprehensive Automobile Liability, including all owned, non-owned and hired vehicles:
$150,000.00 per occurrence or as specified in the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act, §24-10-
101 et seq., C.R.S., as amended whichever amount is greater;

Comprehensive General Liability, including broad form property damage: $150,000.00 per
person and $600,000.00 per occurrence or as specified in the Colorado Governmental Immunity
Act, §24-10-101 et seq., C.R.S., as amended whichever amount is greater, and in addition
$1,000,000 aggregate.

Professional Liability Insurance: Contractor and its personnel, in a minimum amount of
$1,000,000.00 per claim, $3,000,000.00 aggregate.

If any aggregate limits set forth above are reduced to below the stated amount because of claims
made or paid during the required policy period, the Contractor shall immediately obtain additional
insurance to restore the full aggregate limit and furnish a certificate or other document showing
compliance with this provision.





All insurance shall be issued by company(ies) authorized to do business in the State of Colorado
and shall be written in a form satisfactory to the BOCC and filed with and approved by the
Colorado Department of Insurance. Contractor shall demonstrate contractual liability coverage
supporting the indemnity of the Agreement, either through policy language or by waiver of
exclusion.

The BOCC shall be named as an additional insured on Contractor’s Comprehensive General
Liability Policy. Additionally, if Contractor’s insurer determines that the BOCC has an insurable
interest as a result of the contractual relationship created herein, the BOCC shall also be names as
an additional insured on the Comprehensive Automobile Liability Policy. Proof of Workers’
Compensation & Employers Liability and Unemployment Insurance is required. Certificate(s) of
insurance or copies of policies and appropriate endorsements required by this Agreement, executed
by the Contractor, are delivered to the BOCC’s Representative, identified below, for execution by
the BOCC. The certificate(s) shall provide that the insurance may not be materially changed,
altered or canceled by the insurer without first giving ten (10) days written notice by certified or
registered U.S. Mail, return receipt requested, to the BOCC.

XIl.  TLLEGAL ALIENS - PUBLIC CONTRACTS.

A. The Contractor shall not knowingly employ or contract with an illegal alien to
perform work under this public contract for services; or enter into a contract with a
subcontractor that fails to certify to the Contractor that the subcontractor shall not
knowingly employ or contract with an illegal alien to perform work under this public
contract for services.

B. The Contractor shall confirm the employment eligibility of all employees who are
newly hired for employment to perform work under this public contract for services
through participation in either the E-Verify Program or the Department Program.

C. The Contractor shall not use either the E-Verify Program of the Department
Program procedures to undertake pre-employment screening of job applicants while this
public contract for services is being performed.

D. If the Contractor obtains actual knowledge that a subcontractor performing work
under this public contract for services knowingly employs or contract with an illegal alien,
the Contractor shall:

1. Notify the subcontractor and the BOCC within three (3) days that the
Contractor has actual knowledge that the subcontractor is employing or contracting
with an illegal alien; and

2. Terminate the subcontract with the subcontractor if within three (3) days of
receiving the notice required pursuant to subparagraph 1., above, the subcontractor





does not stop employing or contracting with the illegal alien; except that the
Contractor shall not terminate the contract with the subcontractor if during such
three (3) days the subcontractor provides information to establish that the
subcontractor has not knowingly employed or contracted with an illegal alien.

E. The Contractor shall comply with any reasonable request by the Department of
Labor and employment made in the course of an investigation that the Department is
undertaking pursuant to its authority.

F. Notwithstanding any other provision of this public contract for services, if the
Contractor violates any provision of this paragraph, the BOCC may terminate this public
contract for services and the Contractor shall be liable for all actual and consequential
damages resulting from that termination.

G. Except where exempt by federal law and except as provided in §24-76.5-103(3),
C.R.S., as amended, the contract for services must confirm that any individual natural
person eighteen (18) years of age or older is lawfully present in the United States pursuant
to in 824-76.5-103(4), C.R.S., as amended, if such individual applies for public benefits
provided under this public contract for services. If the Contractor has verified that the
BOCC has accomplished such confirmation prior to the effective date of this public
contract for services, the Contractor is relieved of responsibility under this paragraph.

XIl. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS. The Contractor shall comply with all laws, ordinances,
codes and regulations of the federal, state, and local governments applicable to this Agreement, in
its performance under this Agreement. Without limiting the generality of this Section XI.,
Contractor: (1) shall maintain client confidentiality, including confidentiality of records, in
accordance with state and federal law, rules and regulations; and (2) shall not discriminate against
any person on the basis of race, color, national origin, religion, sex, age or handicap. Any fines
paid or expenses incurred by the BOCC, due to Contractor’s violation of applicable law or
regulation, shall be reimbursed to the BOCC by the Contractor.

XIV. MUTUAL TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE. BOCC and Contractor may
terminate this Agreement, without cause and for convenience, upon thirty (30) days written notice
to the non-terminating party. Upon such termination, Contractor shall be entitled to compensation
for services performed prior to the date of termination.

XV. TERMINATION FOR CAUSE. If the Contractor fails to fulfill its obligations under this
Agreement in a timely and proper manner, as determined by the BOCC, or if the Contractor
violates any of the terms or provisions of the Agreement, the BOCC shall have the right, in its sole
discretion, to terminate this Agreement by giving written notice to the Contractor at least fifteen
(15) days before effective date of the termination and may provide the Contractor, in the BOCC’s
sole discretion, an opportunity to cure within that fifteen (15) day notice period. Upon termination
for cause, Contractor shall be entitled to receive just and equitable compensation for work
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satisfactorily completed prior to termination. Contractor shall not, however, be relieved of liability
to the BOCC for damages sustained by the BOCC by virtue of any breach of the Agreement by
the Contractor. The BOCC may withhold payment due to the Contractor for the purpose of set-
off until such time as the exact amount of damages due the BOCC from the Contractor is
determined.

XVI. CONTRACT ADMINISTRATORS AND CONTACT PERSONS.

A. Contract Administrators. Contract administrators regarding contract
administration, financial management, and evaluation of the performance of the
scope of services described in Section I, above, are as follow:

Intergovernmental Agreement

This Intergovernmental Agreement, hereinafter referred to as the “Agreement” or “IGA”
is made and entered into by and among the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison
County, the Board of County Commissioners of Hinsdale County, the Board of County
Commissioners of San Miguel County, the Board of County Commissioners of Ouray County, the
Board of County Commissioners of Montrose County and the Board of County Commissioners
of Delta County all of which statutory Counties are organized under and by virtue of the laws of
the State of Colorado.

WHEREAS, each of the parties to this Intergovernmental Agreement is authorized by
C.R.S. 29-1-201 et.seq. to cooperate and contract with one another to provide services or
facilities lawfully authorized to each of the cooperating or contracting parties, including the
sharing of costs; and

WHEREAS, the Counties have agreed to participate in the Regional Substance Use
Disorder and Mental Health Services Core Allocation Agreement in order to share resources and
receive a regional core allocation to support mental health and substance use disorder
services as required by law; and

WHEREAS, it is to the mutual advantage and benefit of the parties hereto that the
parties agree to cooperate between themselves for coordination of resources, receipt of
allocation, and monitoring of spending in our respective counties; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of the respective Counties have agreed
that it is in the public interest of the citizens of the respective counties to cooperate in this effort
to aid in supporting child protection services and efforts, via the Core Services
Program, within our respective jurisdictions.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of their mutual covenants, the parties agree as
follows:

I. PURPOSE

The purpose of this agreement is to establish official recognition of a collaborative
regional core allocation group, consisting of Gunnison, Hinsdale, Ouray, San Miguel,
Montrose, and Delta counties, and its mission by the policy makers of each county, in
order to set the stage for future collaboration and a sustainable partnership.

I1.  MUTUAL AUTHORITY AND RESPONSIBILITIES

A. The Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, the Board of County
Commissioners of Hinsdale County, the Board of County Commissioners of San Miguel
County, the Board of County Commissioners of Ouray County, the Board of County
Commissioners of Montrose County and the Board of County Commissioners of Delta
County agree to strengthen the regional partnership by:

¢ Receiving a regional allocation of mental health and substance use disorder core
services funding from the State, and by
¢ Monitoring the spending of that funding on approved core services.





e Maintaining records in accordance with state requirements and auditing
standards.

¢ Selecting contractors for services within their respective counties.

¢ Providing adequate insurance for indemnification purposes.

¢ Spending funds in accordance with the Department of Human Services
memorandum dated August 1, 2016.

MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

Beginning September 22, 2016, Montrose County shall serve as the fiscal agent for the
regional core allocation counties.

Because core funding is 100% State funding, there will be no county share for core
spending, even in the event of an overspent allocation.

Non-Assignability — It is anticipated that all of the parties to this Agreement are
integral to its success, therefore, no part of this Agreement may be assigned to another
party without written consent of the other parties.

Annual Review — All parties agree to review the terms and conditions of this
Agreement annually and to make mutually agreeable revisions to this Agreement.
Severability — If any part of this Agreement should be held to be invalid, the remaining
portions of the Agreement shall remain in full force and effect.

Notices — all notices relating to continuation, termination, or changes to this
Agreement shall be mailed first class or hand delivered to the following:

In addition to electrical generation methane can be used as a
chemical feedstock and vehicle fuel source.

Contractor provides services to Gunnison County, located at 200 E. Virginia Ave.,
Gunnison, CO (hereinafter “Services”). Gunnison County desires to engage Contractor

to provide Services according to this Agreement.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and
obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. SCOPE OF SERVICES.

Contractor shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment to
commence, diligently pursue, and complete the services as more specifically set forth on
Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.

4. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.

forth in Exhibit A.  Payment shall be made by Gunnison County to
Consultant within 45 days of receipt of an invoice.

(b) The Compensation shall compensate Contractor for all charges,
expenses, overhead, payroll costs, employee benefits, insurance
subsistence, and profits, except as specifically set forth herein.

(c) This Agreement is subject to Gunnison County making an annual
budget appropriation in an amount sufficient to fund this Agreement. If
Gunnison County fails or refuses to make such an appropriation, Gunnison
County reserves the right to terminate this Agreement without penalty to
Contractor pursuant to paragraph 13 of this Agreement.

INSURANCE.

Contractor agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that Contractor shall
carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and expense, the following
insurance policies. Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Agreement, Contractor
will provide insurance certificates to Gunnison County, listing Gunnison County as an
additional insured, for the coverage’s required herein which shall state that such policies
shall not be materially changed or cancelled without thirty (30) days prior notice to
Gunnison County.

€) Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and
Federal law which adequately protects all labor employed by Contractor
during the term of this Agreement.

(b) Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent for any
injury to one person in any single occurrence, Three Hundred Fifty
Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($350,000.00); and For an injury to two
or more persons in any single occurrence, the sum of Nine Hundred Ninety
Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($990,000.00).

(c) Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in
the Services, in an amount no less than Three Hundred Fifty Thousand and
No/100 U.S. Dollars ($350,000) for any injury to one person in any single
occurrence and in an amount no less than Nine Hundred Ninety Thousand
and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($990,000) for any injury to two or more persons
in any single occurrence.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, Contractor is acting as
an independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint venture or employee of
Gunnison County. Contractor does not have any authority to bind Gunnison County in
any manner whatsoever.





Contractor acknowledges and agrees that Contractor is not entitled to: (i) unemployment
insurance benefits; or (ii) Workers Compensation coverage, from Gunnison County.
Further, Contractor is obligated to pay federal and state income tax on any moneys paid
it related to the services.

7. INDEMNIFICATION.

Contractor agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison County, its
Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all liability, claims, liens,
demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable attorney’s and
expert’'s fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost, damage or injury,
including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind caused by the
misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of Contractor or its employees,
subcontractors or agents in connection with this Agreement.

This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement with respect
to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.

8. DISCRIMINATION.

The Contractor agrees not to discriminate against any person or class of persons by
reason of age, race, color, sex, creed, religion, disability, national origin, sexual orientation
or political affiliation in providing any services or in the use of any facilities provided for
the public in any manner prohibited by Part 21 of the Regulations of the Office of the
Secretary of Transportation. Contractor shall further comply with the letter and spirit of
the Colorado Anti-Discrimination Act of 1957, as amended, and any other laws and
regulations respecting discrimination in unfair employment practices. Additionally,
Contractor shall comply with such enforcement procedures as any governmental authority
might demand that Gunnison County take for the purpose of complying with any such
laws and regulations.

@) Contractor certifies that Contractor does not and will not knowingly
contract with or employ illegal aliens to work under this Agreement.

(©) Contractor certifies that it has attempted to verify the eligibility of its
employees and subcontractors to work through the Basic Pilot Employment
Verification Program administered by the Social Security Administration and
Department of Homeland Security.





(d) Contractor agrees to comply with all reasonable requests made in
the course of an investigation under C.R.S. 8-17.5-102 by the Colorado
Department of Labor and Employment.

(e) Contractor agrees to comply with the provisions of C.R.S. 8-17.5-101
et seq.

10. ADA COMPLIANCE.

The Contractor assures Gunnison County that at all times during the performance of this
Agreement no qualified individual with a disability shall, by reason of such disability, be
exclude from participation in, or denied benefits of the service, programs, or activities
performed by the Contractor, or be subjected to any discrimination by the Contractor upon
which assurance Gunnison County relies.

11. MISCELLANEOUS.

(a8 SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall
be held to be invalid in whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and
provisions, or portions thereof, shall nevertheless be and remain in full force
and effect.

(b) AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition
to this Agreement shall be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and
signed by the parties to be bound thereby.

(c) NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. Nothing in this
Agreement is, or shall be construed to be, a waiver, in whole or part, by
Gunnison County of governmental immunity provided by the Colorado
Governmental Immunity Act or otherwise.

12. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a personal services contract with Contractor and, therefore, Contractor shall not
delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent of
Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its discretion. Subject
to the foregoing, the terms, covenants and conditions of this Agreement shall be binding
on the successors and assigns of either party.

13. TERMINATION.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination, Contractor
shall be entitled to compensation for Services performed prior to the date of termination,
per the compensation terms outlined in Exhibit A.

14. NOTICES.

Exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any legal proceedings related to
this Agreement shall be in the state District Court governing Gunnison, Colorado.

If any party hereto shall bring any suit or action against another for relief, declaratory or
otherwise, arising out of this Agreement, the prevailing party shall have and recover
against the other party, in addition to all court costs and disbursements, such sum as the
court may adjudge to be reasonable attorneys fees and expert witness fees.

17. COUNTERPARTS: FACSIMILE TRANSMISSION.

This Agreement may be executed by facsimile and/or in any number of counterparts, any
or all of which my contain the signatures of less than all the parties, and all of which shall

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Introduction and Team

The Center for Environment & Sustainability (ENVS) at Western State Colorado University

(GHG) Emissions Footprint Baseline and Forecast — Gunnison County, Colorado. WSCU has
a rich history of working intra- and inter-Colorado communities since its inception in 1911. More
recently, and since its formation over 20 years back, ENVS has been connecting faculty and
student research, service, and practicum with resilient solutions for ecological health and
sustainable communities. Through a robust set of agency-, organizational-, and municipal-level
partnerships, ENVS is able to maintain cutting-edge and real-world solutions that are tailor-made
and context specific.

The ENVS team is comprised of global experts, thought leaders, and practitioners. While being
solidly grounded in theory and best practices, the services rendered to our community partners
are also continually updated and appropriately fit to local realities and demands. One of the
leading faculty in this regard is Dr. Abel Chavez.

Dr. Abel Chavez directs ENVS’ Sustainable and Resilience Communities (SRC) track. As SRC
director, Dr. Chavez proudly integrates his global expertise gained across various related projects
with cities such as Manila (Philippines), Berlin (Germany), Delhi (India), Mexico City (Mexico),
as well as Colorado cities such as Denver, Aspen, Eagle, and Montrose, among many others in the
US and abroad.

Overview, Approach and Expertise

Dr. Chavez and his team of consultants have spent countless hours in communities scoping,
executing, implementing, and creating economic and sustainable solutions that are temporally,
spatially, and socially relevant. A key value of Chavez’s SRC team involves working with and
alongside community stakeholders. We have developed our proven and nimble approach
alongside countless communities through a variety of projects — providing tangible, actionable
and visible results for communities. Moreover, as we have both authored and consulted the
development of latest global GHG Accounting protocols (e.g., ICLEI-US, PAS 2070, GPC), we
have developed tools and models that merge seamlessly with many of the standards used by
communities today. Last, our structure is such that our partners receive high value and consultancy
level products from both a team of dedicated experts in the field and a trusted academic institution
with over 100 years of existence. Dr. Chavez maintains a high level of commitment to develop
products tailored to the needs of a community at all phases of a project.






Tools for data and GHG accounting standard integration: An increasing amount of cities across
the globe are adopting reporting platforms to help them make effective use of internal capacities
and financial resources for relevant planning. While many of these reporting platforms are great
tools for regional-to-global standardization, important community specific criterion remains. Thus,
to allow communities to effectively and economically manage internal demands while also
meeting global standards, we have developed two tools. The BAFT (baseline, accounting and
forecasting tool) is used for measuring, benchmarking, and forecasting community-wide energy,
material, and GHG emission flows. Meanwhile, the EMITT (effective mitigation transition tool)
is used to model, track, and quantify climate action mitigation targets and associated economic
parameters in a dynamic real-time application by sector and community-wide. Both models were
designed to directly complement global best standards and provide community leaders the tools to
dynamically visualize the potential impacts of individual efforts.

SRC’s strong partnerships with e.g., ICLEI has enabled us to ensure that both the BAFT and
EMITT models efficiently and seamlessly integrate with reporting platforms (e.g., ClearPath,
Carbonn). Our BAFT model creates robust, customizable graphics, delineating energy, material,
and GHG flows by sector and offering multiple options to visualize the community-wide emissions
forecast. We have also integrated the ability to model multiple electric utilities, which takes into
account the unique changes in projected emission factors for various utilities. Our EMiITT model
uses five variables to calculate the long run impact of individual mitigation efforts on both sector-
specific trends and the community-wide forecast. These five variables are baseline emissions, %
annual savings, % participation rate, year implemented, and number of years active. This model
allows for testing the sensitivity of each variable in real time, which creates great value for
community leaders when engaging with key stakeholders.

Global Experts in Energy, Material, and GHG Accounting: Chéavez and his SRC team have not
only developed tools to help communities integrate tangible economies of scales into their
sustainability and environmental operations, but our team are recognized global experts in the field
of community-scale GHG accounting. On one hand, the peer-reviewed literature has been forever
stamped by our work; on the other hand, we work with and in communities to implement pragmatic
transitions. The GPC (Global Protocol for Community-Scale Greenhouse Gas Emission
Inventories) explicitly states that communities should account for all out-of-boundary flows; said
flows can either serve production or consumption activities tracing the entire supplychain serving
the community.

Lastly, SRC adheres to strict accounting and reporting principles in all community-scale work
and operates within an ethical framework — closely following global principles of relevance,
completeness, consistency, transparency and accuracy to represent a fair and true account of
emissions and to reduce tradeoffs.

Scope of Work

Gunnison County (Mr. John Cattles) and Western State Colorado University (Dr. Chavez) will
partner to develop an Energy, Material, and Greenhouse Gas (GHG) Emissions Footprint
Baseline and Forecast for Gunnison County, Colorado. While this work will refer to past
know-how contained in the UGRW (2005) GHG Inventory, we will collect new data and apply
best practices to complete this Footprint and Baseline.






Following are short narratives for each Scope of Work (SoW) item, as defined by Mr. John Cattles,
projected to run through December 2016.

Task 1: Energy, Material, and GHG Footprint Baseline

The foundation to modern, relevant, and suitable planning includes robust community resource
accounting. And while there are several types of said accounting that communities are adopting,
the latest publicly and globally accepted standards, which Dr. Chavez’s work in global cities (e.g.,
multiple US cities, China and India) helped inform directly, prescribe approaches adopted by
communities today. Though there are several approaches for accounting the energy, material, and
GHGs associated with a community (see figure 1), for this work we propose Gunnison County
complete a baseline using the Purely Territorial (Scope 1) and the Expanded Production (Scope 1,
2, 3 related to ‘production’) approaches. The latter approach is considered a Footprint (not an
Inventory), and is well suited for assessing and communicating the in- and out-ofboundary effects;
for example, both tail-pipe fuel combustion (in-boundary) and life-cycle fuel processing (out-of-
boundary). This combination will directly serve and significantly complement the County’s
ongoing efforts in real time. In the future, we suggest the County also explore completing the
Consumption-Based (Scope 1, 2, 3related to ‘consumption’) estimate, which will provide a unique
suite of planning scenarios. * Note that the UGRW (2005) GHG Inventory is a Purely Territorial
accounting.
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Figure 1: Hlustrating the three basic types of GHG accounting approaches for communities. For Gunnison County,
we will begin by completing the ‘Purely Territorial’ accounting estimate, then as prescribed in the GPC, we will
estimate the out-of-boundary flows via the Expanded Production approach. In the future, we recommend Gunnison
County completing a Consumption-Based estimate. Adapted from Chavez et al. (2013).

Further, in order to compile a baseline that is defensible and one that withstands all levels of
scrutiny, Dr. Chavez will perform a series of data checks and benchmarks to assist in possibly
identifying erroneous data points. Data benchmarks employed in BAFT will also help elevate the





defensibility of the forecast. While these benchmarks are not intended for comparative purposes,
they do establish an efficient and rigorous framework for assessing local activity data. See table 1
for examples of possible benchmarks.

Table 1: BAFT adopts a robust set of benchmarks, by sector and in- & out-of-boundary for efficient data
checks.

Task 2: Forecast BAU GHG Emissions to 2030

Using the outputs from Task 1, we will complete a business-as-usual (BAU) GHG emissions
forecast for Gunnison County in our BAFT model. We estimate that some of the underlying
activity ‘growth rates’ will leverage statistics from population trends, employment growth,
consumer demand, and local energy use, among others. Forecasts can be used to help community
members visualize the potential trajectory of BAU which can stimulate positive discussion. In
addition, the power of forecasting opens the possibility of assessing innovative actions towards
achieving community-wide goals, thus mobilizing action across various citizen groups.

In order to efficiently create a robust BAU forecast that is justifiable, reliable and defensible, we
ask that all available past & present activity, energy, material, and GHG data for Gunnison County
be shared with Dr. Chavez. A formal and detailed data request will be submitted at project launch.

Task 3: GHG Mitigation Potential from On-Road Fuel Switching





We will use EMITT to demonstrate the GHG abatement capacity from fuel switching on-road
transportation from existing gasoline and diesel to compressed natural gas. After robust data
collection, consultation and benchmarking with community staff, outputs from BAFT include a
series of data that are used as direct inputs into EMITT. EMITT accounts for five key
customizable variables, all important for modeling and visualizing mitigation:

a) baseline emissions, by sector;

b) expected savings from mitigation action;
c) level of participation;

d) year action was implemented; and

e) number of years action is active.

Key features of EMITT include sector and community-wide visual illustrations of mitigation
impacts as well as key data for added analysis. Such a feature has been proven vital for real-time
citizen and policy engagement for climate action planning. Our EMITT model is also adaptable
to mitigation action by type (i.e., voluntary vs. regulatory). The standard EMiTT model includes
up to thirty (30) mitigation actions, per sector, which can be expanded upon request. As Gunnison
County drives efforts with mitigation intersections, EMITT can be used to model the estimated
energy-material-GHG benefits of those actions (e.g., transportation fuel transitions, promotion of
alternative modes of transport and efficient vehicle programs). Our EMITT model is the perfect
companion to garner buy-in across stakeholders!

The key strategies we will model are:

0 On-Road Vehicle Fuel Switching — from gasoline and diesel to compressed natural gas.
Impacted footprint sector - ON-ROAD TRANSPORT.

Lastly, as discussed with Mr. John Cattles, if this effort is able to launch in a timely manner, both
BAFT and EMITT can be used as one of the tools for engaging the local community throughout
the anticipated sessions during the fall 2016 and spring 2017.

Project Management and Timeline

Effective project management (PM) is a priority for us. The SRC team carries hours of project
management expertise across several types of projects in many settings. We are proud to adopt
the Project Management Institute’s (PMI) five-phase approach to PM, and while we do so
rigorously, from our partners’ purview, they simply reap the benefits of our meticulous PM.
During the course of this effort, we are committed to meet with Mr. Cattles and other County
representatives to ensure the quality of this partnership.

The products stated in the above SoW may be modified by the mutual consent of the parties. It is
expected and largely desired that the above tasks (1-3) be fulfilled and delivered by December 31,
2016.

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I. Introduction

Fiscal year 2017 represents the fifteenth year of development of the Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) for
Gunnison County. The purpose of this program is to identify the capital needs of the County for the next
five years. This will allow the Board of Gunnison County Commissioners to make informed decisions
regarding the allocation of sales tax revenue as well as whether any debt should be incurred to finance a
particular project. The Capital Improvement Plan includes recommended projects to be funded during fiscal
year 2017 and the identification of projects, cost and recommended year to implement for 2018 through
2021. In subsequent years the Capital Improvement Plan will be revised in order to, 1) review the projects
which were recommended during the previous year's process in order to determine the accuracy of the cost
data, current need for the project, and the relative importance in relationship to other projects; and, 2) the
recommendation and assessment of need for other projects which currently do not appear in the Capital
Improvement Plan.

The process used for prioritizing projects is fully described later. The prioritization process includes an
attempt to establish realistic capital spending levels for each project in order to aid in identifying when
funding can occur. In effect, each project has been prioritized through the established weighting system. In
some cases a lower priority project is scheduled for funding earlier than a higher priority project because
of projected funding limitations or the existence of a non-competing, alternative funding source.

The following narrative describes the intent of the Capital Improvement Plan.

I1.Purpose

The purpose of the program is to establish a five (5) year Capital Improvement Plan for 2017-2021 in order
to establish a logical implementation process. The central goals are:
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to ease the review of the annual capital budget through a uniform process.

to broaden public participation in the budget process by providing documentation and scheduling
hearings early in the process.

to link capital budgets with adopted policies and plans.

to link capital expenditures with operation budgets.

to increase coordination between departments, agencies and other political jurisdictions.

to research alternative means of financing projects.
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I1l.  Process

A. General Discussion

The capital improvement process provides for the identification, reviewing, planning and budgeting of
capital expenditures.





All requests for capital improvements are evaluated to aid the Board of County Commissioners in selecting
the projects to be funded. Evaluation is based on a point system, which requires the department head to
judge how well the project in question satisfies each of several criteria as well as develop an expenditure
ceiling parameter for each of the respective years. The process is designed to organize and present requests
in such a manner that management and the Commissioners have the information essential to effective
decision-making. However, the system is not intended to provide an absolute ranking of projects based
solely on the numerical scores. A difference of a few points between total scores of projects is not significant
in determining priority. For example, if a project were urgently required in order to replace an existing
dilapidated facility, it would probably be scheduled for early funding regardless of its score on other criteria.
Also, there is a question which asks the evaluator's overall personal judgment of projects' priority, and this
helps to identify which proposals are considered most important.

This prioritization process represents two distinct elements: internally (within the department) and
countywide. If the department's request only includes capital expenditures which are proposed to be funded
out of its own resources or non-tax revenue generated by that department, the projects are prioritized within
that department for inclusion within the plan. Examples are: Landfill, Airport Fund, Road and Bridge Fund,
etc. However, if the request is outside of the department’s ability to generate revenue, e.g., a request for
assistance from Sales Tax revenue or a bond issue, then the project would compete for funding on a
countywide basis. A more detailed discussion of the project ranking method is found in the section entitled
"Method for Prioritizing Projects".

The Capital Improvement Plan is presented annually to the Gunnison Board of County Commissioners.
The first year of the package is referred to as the Capital Improvement Budget and is a list of projects for
recommended implementation during the next fiscal year, while the subsequent four-year period is referred
to as the Capital Improvement Plan, which will be approved by the Board of County Commissioners in
concept only. By adopting a CIP, the County adopts a statement of intent, not an appropriation of funding
for projects contained within the plan. The CIP lists are updated annually as new needs become known and
as priorities are changed. Therefore, it is entirely possible that a project with a low priority will remain in
the Capital Improvement Plan longer than four years, as more important projects appear and move ahead
for quick implementation. On the other hand, a project may be implemented sooner than originally planned
due to changing priorities or funding availability.

B. Definitions

For the purposes of this process, capital is defined as follows: items that have a single acquisition cost of
$10,000 or more and a usable life of five (5) or more years. Basically, this implies that those items that can
be clearly classified as major improvements, rather than routine maintenance or equipment replacement, are
defined as capital for the purposes of this program.





C. Annual Review

The Capital Improvement Plan will be considered annually and updated to add another year of projects.
This process will identify the Capital Budget (first year projects) as well as projects to be implemented in
the four subsequent years of the program in order of priority. The annual review procedure is as follows:

% Review by department heads and submittal of new projects
%+ County commissioners assess criteria and weighing system, assess new projects, amend the CIP and

D. Responsibilities for Plan Development

The responsibilities outlined below indicate the process for development of the 2017-2021 CIP to the point
of consideration by the Board of County Commissioners. Before a project reaches the Commissioners, each
project should be reviewed for financial feasibility, conformance to established plans, response to public
need, engineering feasibility and environmental impact, where appropriate.

E. Method for Prioritizing Projects

Step 1: The department heads rate the capital projects according to the established criteria.
All departments use the same criteria.

Step 2: The establishment of the importance of one criterion over another by assigning the
highest numerical score to the highest ranked criteria. This is called the weight factor.

Step 3: For the first seven criteria, each criterion’s raw score as submitted by the department
heads is multiplied by that criterion’s weight factor to establish a weighted score.

Step 4: The weighted scores for each criterion are added to establish a total weighted score.

Step 5: If a project meets any of the final five criteria including legal requirements, safety
improvements, relation to existing Commissioner priorities, contract obligations or extreme
urgency, that project’s total weighted score is increased by the percentage (amplification
factor) of each of the final five criteria. The resulting total amplified score will help
determine the relative importance of one project over another in a systematic way. The
weight and amplification factors both serve to broaden the range of total scores and prioritize
the criteria themselves. The highest possible total score is 115.

Step 6: Examine locations, scheduling and funding of projects to coordinate financing and/or
construction.

The result of this process can be found on the Project Prioritization Worksheets in the Tables section of this
document.





F. Rationale for Weight Factor Determination

The weighted score was assigned to each criterion with a method used by the U.S. Forest Service, which
essentially measures each criterion against every other criterion. When one criterion is more important than
another it is assigned a point. The criteria with the most points are given the highest weight. See the table
and the following discussion by which the criteria were given a weight score.

Each criterion is compared to all criteria below:

1/2-7: As with all levels of government, meeting a need with the tax dollar with which a maximum
number of citizens can identify is more important than all other criteria. (Criterion 1 takes
priority over all others)

2/3: The cost/benefit ratio is more inclusive and more tangible than is short-term pay back and
whether the project conserves energy. (Criterion 2 takes priority over 3)

2/4: The cost/benefit ratio is a more inclusive measure of success than speedy implementation.
(Criterion 2 takes priority over 4)

2/5: Whether the project results in maximum benefit to the community from the investment dollar
is more critical than whether the project expands upon existing services. (Criterion 2 takes
priority over 5)

2/6: Maximum benefit to the community is more important than whether the project relates
specifically to other programs. (Criterion 2 takes priority over 6)





2/7: The benefit per dollar is more important than when the project was previously requested.
(Criterion 2 takes priority over 7)

3/4: Conservation of energy or investment payback is more important than speedy implementation
to assure success. (Criterion 3 takes priority over 4)

3/5: Energy conservation and/or payback on the investment are more important than whether the
project will result in an expansion or improvement of services. (Criterion 3 takes priority over
5)

3/6: Short-term payback and whether the project conserves energy are more critical than how the
project relates to other programs. (Criterion 3 takes priority over 6)

3/7: Conservation of energy or investment payback is more important than how many times the
project has been requested previously. (Criterion 3 takes priority over 7)

4/5: Speedy implementation is as important as improving services. (Criterion 4 and 5 will be rated
equally)

4/6: Coordination of programs is less important than speedy implementation. (Criterion 4 takes
priority over 6)

4/7: Speedy implementation is more important than when the project was previously requested.
(Criterion 4 takes priority over 7)

5/6: Improvement or expansion of a service is more important than whether the project relates to
other programs. (Criterion 5 takes priority over 6)

5/7: Improvement or expansion of existing services is more important than how many times the
project has been requested. (Criterion 5 takes priority over 7)

6/7: Public recognition of improved or enhanced service is more important than whether the project
was previously requested. (Criterion 6 takes priority over 7)

G. Rationale for Score Amplification

After determination of the preliminary score for each project, the score was multiplied by a factor to
complete the weighting system and establish a total score and final priority. For instance, if two projects
receive the same score based on the weighted criteria, a project that is legally required should take
precedence over a project that is not legally required. The amplification process accomplishes this goal. If
any of the final five criteria questions are checked “yes”, the entire weighted score established using the
procedures above are “amplified” (this is done by multiplying the weighted score by the amplification rate)
as follows:

The amplified value for each criterion is added to the weighted score to determine the Total Amplified
Score. From this final score, a rank is assigned to determine relative project importance.

H. Project Criteria

The following are the criteria as stated in the Department Head instruction manual:

1. Does the project meet a need which a maximum number of citizens can identify? Many services or
facilities are requested by individual citizens and citizen's groups. Have requests for the project
been made at public hearings or forums or before the County Commissioners? Has the need to be
filled by the project been the subject of frequent citizens’ complaints? Tax dollars should always
be used with an awareness of those citizen desires in mind.

2. Does the project result in maximum benefit to the Community from the investment dollar? This
criterion is particularly important during periods of high inflation. Buying land now for future
projects, for example, can result in overall savings. This criterion also applies to the replacement or
renovation of obsolete and inefficient facilities which will result in substantial improvement in
services to the public at the least possible cost. This criterion should be applied to all projects.

3. Does the project require speedy implementation in order to assure its success or maximum
effectiveness? There may be a time limitation on providing a local funding share in order to receive
a State or Federal grant. There may be other reasons why time is of the essence in the success or
failure of a project. If the time factor is critical, explain why.

4. Does the project conserve energy and/or provide a ten-year or less payback on the investment dollar?
Energy improvement projects are becoming increasingly more important. Often, these projects can
be justified in terms of dollar savings. This can be expressed in real dollar savings, reduced
maintenance costs, or in man-hour savings.

5. Does the project improve or expand upon existing County Services where such services are
recognized and accepted as necessary and effective? This criterion can apply to new methods of
improving existing services or simply expansion of services in their present format.





6. Does the project relate specifically to other existing or proposed programs? A project that relates to
other projects or that provides services related to other services should receive a higher rating.

7. Has the project been requested previously? If so, rate the proposal according to the following scale:

8. Is the project necessary to meet Federal, State or local legal requirements? This includes projects
mandated by Court Order to meet requirements of law or other requirements.

9. Does the project provide for or improve public health or safety? This criterion should be answered
"no" unless public health or safety can be shown to be an urgent or critical factor.

10. Does the project directly relate to the Board of County Commissioners’ stated strategic priorities?
Does this project need to take place in order to execute declared strategic results?

11. Is the project necessary to fulfill a contractual requirement? This includes Federal or State grants,
which require local participation.

12. s this project urgently required? Will delay result in curtailment of an essential service? This

statement should be checked "yes" only if an emergency is clearly indicated; otherwise, answer
"no". If "yes," then a full justification must be given.

V. Funding Sources

The proposed funding for the Capital Improvement Plan comes from the following restricted sources,
among others:

Sales Tax - In 1978, the voters of Gunnison County approved a 1% county sales tax. The provisions
of the sales tax resolution approved by the voters directed that one-half (1\2) of the County sales tax
revenues collected from sales within the boundaries of incorporated municipalities shall be
distributed to those municipalities. The funds distributed to Gunnison County must be used solely
for capital outlay and capital expenditures including but not limited to expenditures for the purchase
of County buildings; the construction, alteration, relocation, and improvement of roads, bridges, and
means of public transportation; and the purchase of facilities or equipment necessary for the
operation of the county.

Conservation Trust Fund (CTF) - The County’s share of lottery proceeds received from the State of
Colorado and passed through the Gunnison Metropolitan Recreation District are required to be
deposited in its conservation trust fund and must be expended only for the acquisition, development,
and maintenance of new conservation sites or for capital improvements or maintenance for
recreational purposes on any public site.

Road and Bridge Fund - The following is a description of several road and bridge resources that will
be used to fund roads or trail CIP items:

0,

%+ The Highway Users Tax Fund (HUTF) - Statutorily created in 1953 to account for state highway
revenue. According to Section 43-4-204, C.R.S., all moneys in the HUTF are appropriated for:

The acquisition of rights-of-way for, and the construction, engineering, safety,
reconstruction, improvement, repair, maintenance, and administration of, the state
highway system, the county highway systems, the city street systems, and other
public roads and highways of the state ...

Since its creation, revenue from motor fuel excise taxes, annual vehicle license and registration
fees, and passenger-mile taxes on vehicles have been credited to the Fund. Over time however,
additional revenue sources, such as court fines from traffic infractions and specialty license
plate fees have been statutorily earmarked for the Fund.

s Payments in Lieu of Taxes (PILT) - Federal payments to local governments that help offset
losses in property taxes due to nontaxable Federal lands within their boundaries.

¢+ Federal Forest Reserve/Secure Rural Schools (Forest Reserve or SRS) - In 1908, Congress
enacted a law that requires 25% of the revenues derived from the National Forest System to be
given to counties in which the lands are situated for the equal benefit of public schools and roads.
These Forest System revenues had been collected primarily from timber sales. As a result of
timber sales decline, Congress recognized the need to stabilize payment to counties, and on





October 30, 2000, the Secure Rural Schools and Community Self-Determination Act of 2000
(the “SRS Act”), Public Law 106-393, was enacted.

Airport Fund - The following is a description of several airport resources that will be used to fund
airport CIP items:

¢+ Airport Operation Reserves - The Airport Operations Fund is an enterprise fund. The fees and
charges to the airport users are designed to recover the full cost of operating the airport and to
provide a portion of the resources necessary for the capital improvement and replacement of
airport assets.  Federal Aviation Administration regulations require that any reserves
accumulated must be used for airport purposes.

%+ Passenger Facility Charges (PFCs) - The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) reviews and
approves the implementation of this per enplanement fee. All proceeds received by the airport
must be used for authorized capital expenditures.

% Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Grants/Colorado Division of Aeronautics Grants
(CDAG) - The proceeds received from these sources are required to be used only for the specific
capital expenditures identified in the “scope of services” of the grant agreement.

Internal Service Fund | - This fund is used to account for the rental of motor vehicles, heavy
equipment and to account for the usage of gravel and other materials used in construction and
maintenance. The fund charges fees to user departments and to other governmental agencies for the
purpose of recovering the full cost of operations and for the replacement of all of the fund’s capital
assets. The reserves accumulated in this fund are required (by OMB Circular A-87) to be used for
the acquisition of capital assets for use within this fund.

Internal Service Fund Il - This fund is used to account for the rental of technological equipment
including computer, mapping, telephone, postage, and photocopy equipment. The fund charges fees
to user departments and to other governmental agencies for the purpose of recovering the full cost
of operations and for the replacement of all of the fund’s capitalized assets. The reserves
accumulated in this fund are required (by OMB Circular A-87) to be used for the acquisition of
capital assets for use within this fund.

The
sweeper is utilized to brush away thin layers of snow/ice accumulation thereby
improving the braking action coefficient and thus improving aircraft braking action.
The snow blower function is used to disperse snow banks on and around runway
and taxiway edges that have resulted from plowed snow accumulation. These snow
banks, by FAA regulation, have limits on size and height and must be removed as
soon as possible after formation. The airport currently has only one reliable sweeper
and snow blower. This vehicle would be configured with interchangable sweeper or
blower heads.

After using FundWare for 34 years, Blackbaud has notified the Finance Program that
they are eliminating the system in favor of their Financial Edge system. Although
they have not delivered an official date, we expect customer support will be
discontinued in the next few years and planning for a new system is necessary.

Finance attempted to migrate to The Financial Edge at no cost, but found many
obstacles to moving forward in the conversion process including the inability to
process utility bills or allocate payroll leave time to multiple cost centers, and most
importantly a weakness in its reporting functionality that would render the Finance
Program unable to produce the high quality reporting at various levels of government
necessary to continue the Managing for Results initiative at Gunnison County.

Currently the sanding material that is used on the Gothic Road and other roads in
District 3 is stored at the Crested Butte shop yard. Itis a salted sand mix which
helps eliminate ice on the roads, but does keep the pile from freezing solid. Since
the pile is out in the open it is covered with snow all winter. Moisture gets into the
pile and then freezes causing the loose material to turn into large chunks of frozen
material, which has to be cast aside.

When the operator is trying to load the sand truck he has to sort through the frozen
chunks to get to good material. If chunks, even small ones, get into the sander unit
they freeze up the conveyor and the material has to be shoveled out or the chunks
broken apart. We purchased a state of the art truck complete with improved
hydraulics and a wing and a plow. The wing has the potential to reduce the number
of trips made on the hill. However, that is only possible if the sand spreader which is
electronically calibrated functions and allows for the broad, dispersal of sand. The
system does not work with frozen or wet sand.

The Dos Rios collection System is at least 43 years old and is in need of
improvements to help reduce infiltration into our collection lines. This infiltration
increases our operating costs tremendously; during the high water run off and
irrigation season we see our costs to the City of Gunnison increase. Infiltration also
reduces plant capacity.

As we find manholes that are leaking enough to warrant replacement, bids are
requested to replace these manholes in the fall or early spring.

Another aspect of the Dos Rios Collection System is that across the Moncrief Ranch
there are many locations that have cleanouts installed rather than manholes.
Cleanouts are basically non functional for practical purposes and need to be
replaced with manholes that allow us access for jetting and sewer camera work. Our
jet truck can not vacuum out debris from a cleanout. Also the jet truck can only
reach a maximum of 600 feet. There are sections that are close to 1,000 feet
between manholes that we cannot properly clean or maintain.

The filter media and clarifiers are now 21 years old and are still in
good shape for their age. However, over time material gets washed out during a
backwash and the media eventually could fail causing what is called a
breakthorough. A breakthrough would mean not meeting turbidity standards and
would require shutting down a filter until the media could be replaced. Currently we
are making 300 gallons per minute with two filters. If we were to lose a filter that
would reduce our production capacity to 150 gallons per mintue. The filters are the
same age so if we were to lose one filter it would reason that the other filter would
not be far behind the other in failing.

We need to replace the filters and clarifer media within the next five years.

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DEVELOPMENT IMPROVEMENTS AGREEMENT

THIS DEVELOPMENT IMPROVEMENTS AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is entered into
this ___day of October, 2016 by and between the Board of County Commissioners of
the County of Gunnison, Colorado, whose address is 200 E. Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado
81230 (“Gunnison County”) and Moon Ridge Ranch, LLC., whose address is Moon Ridge
Ranch, LLC., cfo David Leinsdorf, PO Box 187, Crested Butte, CO 81224 ("Developer”)
as follows:

1. Purpose. The Developer has submitted to Gunnison County the Developer's
application for Land Use Change Permit No: 2015-00039 regarding the subdivision of
13.23 acres into four single-family residential lots ranging between 2.54 and 3.75 acres
called the Foxirot Subdivision as identified on the plat titled “PLAT OF FOXTROT
SUBDIVISION", recorded September 61, 2016 as Reception No. 641741 in the Office of
the Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder, and attached hereto and incorporated herein
by reference as Appendix “A”, and the construction of the roadway FOXTROT TRAIL as
identified on the site plan titted “ROADWAY”, attached hereto and incorporated herein by
reference as Appendix “B”; collectively (“Project”). The Project is located within SE1/4
SECTION 35, TOWNSHIP 13 SOUTH, RANGE 86 WEST, 6™ P.M., commonly known
as The Foxtrot Subdivision, County of Gunnison, State of Colorado.

As valuable and sufficient consideration for this Agreement, Gunnison County and the
Developer agree that approval of such application by Gunnison County is expressly
conditioned on completion of the improvements described in paragraph 7 below
(“Improvements™) to the specifications described herein and by the times specified herein.
Gunnison County and the Developer further agree that such Improvements are
appropriate and necessary requirements to be required by Gunnison County, and to be
performed by the Developer and which Developer shall perform. Gunnison County and
Developer further agree that an agreement guaranteeing the Developer's performance
secured by suitable security to protect the interests of Gunnison County, and the public
in the amount set forth herein is an appropriate condition to Gunnison County’s approval
of such Land Use Change Permit. The parties have entered into this Agreement to
memorialize such understandings and agreements. The relationship of the parties to this
Agreement is coniractual, Developer is an independent contractor and is not an agent of
Gunnison County.

2. DPeveloper Bound. The Developer agrees to accept and be bound by the terms and
conditions for Gunnison County’s issuance of its approval of the Land Use Change Permit
No: 2015-00039 and the terms and conditions of this Agreement. Developer accepts
Gunnison County’s review and permitting authority, process and performance of same in
connection with Land Use Change Permit No: 2015-00039, as legal and valid and waives
any defect therein.






3. Construction.

A. The Developer agrees to complete construction of the Improvements within the
Project in the locations and in accordance with the specifications as identified in
paragraph 7 herein, by no later than December 1%, 2017. Acts of God and any
cause beyond the reasonable control of the Developer excepted, including without
limitation labor disputes, laws, regulations, or orders of any governmental entity,
orders of court, inability to obtain any required authorization, act of war or
conditions arising out of or attributable to war, riot, civil strike, insurrection or
rebellion, fire, explosion, earthquake, storm, flood or other adverse weather
condition, delay or failure by suppliers or materialmen, contractors, or
subcontractors, shortage of or inability to obtain labor, supplies or materials.

B. The completion deadline set forth in this paragraph 3 may be extended by
Gunnison County in its sole discretion upon written request of Developer if
Gunnison County determines that: (1) such extension of time will not operate to
the detriment of Gunnison County, the public or the owners of property within the
Project; and (2) Gunnison County's security is adequate to ensure full performance
by Deveioper by the extended completion date; and (3) that such an extension
would not be in conflict with the conditions of the approved Land Use Change
Permit. Gunnison County may require Developer to provide, at Developer's cost,
supplemental estimates by Developer’s engineer of the costs of compietion and to
provide additional security as a prerequisite to its extension of any completion date.
Any extended completion date granted by Gunnison County hereunder may be
further extended in like manner.

C. Each contract entered into by Developer for construction of the Improvements
shall provide that Gunnison County is a third party beneficiary with all rights to
enforce such contracts in place of Developer in the event of a defauit by Developer.
Developer shall provide to Gunnison County a copy of each such contract upon its
execuftion.

D. Gunnison County reserves the right not to permit construction of any building
in the Project prior to full completion of the Improvements described in paragraph
7 herein.

4. Estimated Cost. The total cost of the Improvements to be constructed by the
Developer is estimated currently to be cne hundred fifty-two thousand four hundred sixty
and 00/100 U.S. Doltars ($ 152,460.00) including a contingency amount.

5. Security. In order {o secure all obligations of the Developer herein, the Developer and
Gunnison County agree that the Developer shall, at Developer’s sole cost, and before
starting work on any phase of the Project or Improvements, and before conveying any
portion of the Project, obtain and provide to Gunnison County either cash, a bond, an
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irrevocable letter of credit or other performance guaraniee in a form and content
satisfactory to Gunnison County to the benefit of Gunnison County in the amount of one
hundred ninety thousand and five hundred seventy-five and 00/100 U.S. Dollars ($
190,575.00) which is 125 percent (125%) of the currently estimated cost of the
Improvements to include a reasonable contingency amount. If said security is in the form
of cash, it will be placed by Gunnison County in an interest bearing account; the interest
shall accrue to Developer at one percent (1%) less than received by Gunnison County.

If the contract(s) provided to Gunnison County pursuant to paragraph 3C indicate a
substantially different total cost than estimated in paragraph 4, the amount of security
may be increased or decreased. For the purposes of this paragraph 5, substantial is
defined as 10 percent (10%) or more.

Pending full performance of all of the terms and conditions hereof by the Developer,
Gunnison County shall retain said security and shall remain the beneficiary of such
security. In the event of any uncured default hereunder Gunnison County in its sole
discretion, and without any other authority required, may draw upon said security up to
the full amount of one hundred ninety thousand five hundred seventy-five and 00/100
U.S. Dollars ($ 190,575.00), upon presentation by Gunnison County to the issuer of a
written statement by Gunnison County that such uncured default exists. Upon timely
performance of all terms and conditions hereof, said security shall be tendered by
Gunnison County to the Developer, except as provided in paragraph 7C.

6. Certification,

A. Not later than December 15, 2017, a registered Colorado engineer retained by
the Developer at its expense shall certify to Gunnison County whether the
Developer's construction obligations regarding Improvements under this
agreement have been fully and faithfully performed according to design and time
specifications. Upon receipt by the Office of the Gunnison County Attorney of such
certification and receipt of a complete paper and two (2) electronic copies of road
and utility as-built specifications and drawings, Gunnison County shall review the
same and shall make an independent judgment whether to accept the same in the
sole discretion of Gunnison County. Developer agrees not to cover or otherwise
prevent inspection of the Improvements constructed hereunder until Developer’s
engineer and Gunnison County's representative have had reasonable opportunity
to inspect such Improvements.

B. Not later than December 15, 2017, Developer shall provide to Gunnison County
Attorney a sworn affidavit, signed by the Developer's authorized representative,
that the Improvements completed have been paid for, in full, by the Developer. The
Developer shall be responsible for the information so provided. Said written
certification will be reviewed by Gunnison County, but Gunnison County shall have
no responsibility or liability to any party regarding the veracity of the information so
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provided.

7. Scope of Work.

A. The scope of work to be done by the Developer shall include, but not be limited
to:

7.1 The PLAT OF FOXTROT SUBDIVISION drafted by NCW &
Associates, Inc., bearing Reception No. 641741, and attached hereto as
Appendix “A”; and

7.2  The site plan titled: "ROADWAY" drafted by NCW & Associates, Inc.,
attached hereto as Appendix “B”; and

7.3  The Engineers Cost Estimate prepared by Norman Whitehead, P.E.
of NCW & Associates, Inc., attached hereto as Appendix “C”; and

7.4 Those conditions cited by the Planning Commission and approved by
the Board of Gunnison County Commissioners for Land Use Change Permit
No: 2015-00039; and

7.5 The terms and conditions of Reclamation Permit No. 07-16 for the
Foxtrot Subdivision and to the satisfaction and approval of the Gunnison
County Weed Coordinator.

B. The conditions of this Agreement and Land Use Change Permit No: 2015-
00039 are such that if the obligations hereunder of the Developer are well, truly,
faithfully and timely performed by Developer, inspected and certified to by the
Developer's engineer, and such performance is accepied by Gunnison County in
Gunnison County's sole discretion, the Developer's obligations to Gunnison
County under this Agreement except as set forth in 7C below shall be at an end;
otherwise such conditions and obligations shall remain in full force and effect.

C. For a period of one year from and after the acceptance of all of the work
described in paragraph 7A above, Developer shall, at its own expense, make all
needed repairs and replacements to such work as shall, in Gunnison County’s
reasonable opinion, become necessary. Gunnison County shall have the right to
retain up to thirty-eight thousand one hundred fifteen and 00/100 U.S. Dollars ($
38,115.00) of the security for up to one year following the acceptance of all of the
work described in paragraph 7A above, as security to ensure such repair and
replacement. Gunnison County shall have the right to retain all of the Reclamation
costs in the amount of four thousand six hundred and 00/100 U.S. Dollars ($
4,600.00) for a two year period after compietion of initial reclamation efforis to
ensure the disturbed areas have been reclaimed to Gunnison County’s
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satisfaction.

8. Partial Release of Security.

A. Gunnison County recognizes that as work proceeds upon the Improvements,
Gunnison County’'s need for security shall be reduced. Accordingly, Gunnison
County may make a reasonable partial release of the security to be delivered to
Gunnison County pursuant to paragraph 5 herein upon receipt of a writien
certification by Developer's engineer stating the estimated cost of remaining
completion; upon receipt of such certification, Gunnison County shall review the
same and shall make an independent judgment whether to accept the same in the
sole discretion of Gunnison County. If Gunnison County does make a partial
release, Gunnison County shall retain security equal to: (a) 125 percent (125%) of
such estimated cost of remaining completion of Improvements plus 25 percent
{25%) of the original estimated cost of the Improvements; and (b) all the estimated
costs of all of the Reclamation; and shall release the balance of all security held
by Gunnison County.

B. Upon Developer's entering into a contract or contracts for construction of
Improvements hereunder, Developer and Gunnison County may negotiate an
addendum to this Agreement setting forth such reasonable scheduie for partial
releases of the security in accordance with the anticipated construction schedule.
In such circumstance, Gunnison County shall designate and authorize Gunnison
County Manager to make the partial release(s) hereunder after consultation with
appropriate Gunnison County staff.

9. Developer's Default. In the event of any default hereunder by the Developer, Gunnison
County shall give notice to the Developer specifying the nature of such default, which
notice shall be given by facsimile transmission or by certified mail with return receipt
requested addressed to the Developer at: Moon Ridge Ranch LLC. c/o David Leinsdorf,
PO Box 187, Crested Butte, CO 81224. In the event the Developer does not remedy
such default to the satisfaction of Gunnison County within 14 days following such notice,
Gunnison County may elect, in its discretion to exercise all remedies available to i,
including but not limited to:

A. To specifically enforce the terms and conditions of this Agreement;

B. To draw upon or otherwise obtain the benefit of the security,

C. To exercise any other rights and obtain any other remedies provided by law;
D. To obtain from the Developer either an extension of Gunnison County’s security
hereunder to guarantee the completion of the Improvements only on the

conditions: (1) that suitable additional security is provided to Gunnison County to
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guarantee the construction of said Improvements within the new time period
determined by Gunnison County; and (2) that Gunnison County determines that it
would not be detrimental to the interest of Gunnison County, the public or the
owners of property within the Project to allow such extension; and (3) that
Gunnison County determines that it would not be in conflict with the conditions of
the approved Land Use Change Permit.

E. To engage a manager to supervise the completion of improvements as identified
herein. The costs incurred for hiring a manager shall be the responsibility of the
Developer and may be withdrawn by Gunnison County from the security.
Furthermore, all Gunnison County staff time spent thereafter on this Project shall
be calculated at an hourly rate and shall be charged to the Developer and may be
withdrawn from security.

10. Notice. All notices and other communications required or permitted under this
Agreement shall be in writing and shall be, as determined by the person giving such
notice, either hand delivered, mailed by registered or certified mail, return receipt
requested 1o the required party at the following addresses:

11. Recording of Agreement. Upon its execution, this Agreement shall be recorded by
the Developer and shall be a covenant running with the property herein described in order
to put prospective purchasers or other interested parties on notice as to the terms and
provisions hereof.

12. Retention of Police Powers. Gunnison County retains the power and right to impose
additional requirements upon Developer with regard to the Project if the failure to do so
would place the public or owners of property within the Project in a perilous condition, or
in the event of substantially changed conditions; that is, nothing in this Agreement is or
shall be construed to be a bargaining away of Gunnison County’s police power.

13. Transfer or Assignment. No transfer or assignment of any of the rights or obligations
of the Developer under this Agreement shall be permitted without prior written approval
of Gunnison County which approval shall not unreasonably be withheld.
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14. Title and Authority. The Developer expressly warrants and represents to Gunnison
County that it is the record owner of the real property constituting the Project. The
Developer understands that Gunnison County is relying on such representations and
warranties in entering into this Agreement.

15. Litigation. Nothing contained herein shall prevent either party from obtaining a judicial
determination of the violation of its rights hereunder; provided however, that written notice
to the other party advising the other party of the alleged violation, and advising that in the
event the matter is not resolved by the parties within 14 days thereafter, shall be a
condition precedent to the commencement of any litigation.

16. Time of Essence. It is mutually agreed that time of performance is an essential part
of this Agreement and that all terms, covenants and conditions herein shall extend to and
become obligatory upon the successors and assigns of the respective parties hereto.

17. Venue and Choice of Law. This Agreement is entered into in Gunnison County,
Colorado and it is agreed that the exclusive jurisdiction and venue of any action pertaining
to the interpretation or enforcement of this Agreement shall be in the District Court of
Gunnison County, Colorado. The exclusive choice of law pertaining to this transaction
shall be that of the State of Colorado without giving effect to Colorado choice of law
principles.

18. Severability. I any term or provision of this Agreement shall be invalid or
unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement and the terms and provisions thereof
shall not be affected thereby and all other terms and provisions of this Agreement shall
be valid and enforceable to the full extent permitted by law.

19. Hold Harmless Clause. The Developer shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless
Gunnison County, its officials, employees and agents from and against liability for
damages, injury or death which may arise from the direct or indirect operations of the
owner, Developer, contractors or subcontractors, which relate o the Project.

20. Binding Agreement. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit
of the heirs, personal representatives, successors and assigns of the parties hereto.

21. Electronic Signature. An electronic signature shall have the same principle, force,
and effect as an authentic ink signature by any party in the instant Agreement.

22. Entire Agreement. This Agreement contains the entire and only Agreement between
the parties regarding development improvements, and no oral statements or
representations not contained in this Agreement shall be of any force and effect between
the parties. This Agreement shall not be modified or amended in any manner except by
written instrument executed by the parties.

DEVELOPMENT IMPROVEMENTS AGREEMENT

THIS DEVELOPMENT IMPROVEMENTS AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is entered into this
_____day of October, 2016 by and between the Board of County Commissioners of the
County of Gunnison, Colorado, whose address is 200 E. Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado
81230 (“Gunnison County”) and Lakeside on the Colorado, Ltd., a Texas limited liability
partnership, whose address is 3030 W. Beauregard San Angelo, TX 76901 (“Developer”)
as follows:

1. Purpose. The Developer has submitted to Gunnison County the Developer’s application
for Land Use Change Permit No: 2015-00017 regarding the subdivision of 66.27 acres into
four single family residential lots ranging between 16 and 17 acres called the Little
Cimarron Creek Ranch Subdivision as identified on the site plans titled: “Little Cimarron
Creek Ranch Land Use Change” drafted by Williams Engineering, L.L.C., attached hereto
and incorporated herein by reference as Appendix “A”, and “Plan and Profile Cimarron
Trail” drafted by Williams Engineering, L.L.C., attached hereto and incorporated herein by
reference as Appendix “B”, collectively known as “Project”. The Project is located within
Township 48 North, Range 6 West, N.M.P.M., Section 35: All that portion of the
E1/2NW1/4 and NE1/4SW1/4 lying southwesterly of the right of way boundary of County
Road 864, commonly known as The Little Cimarron Road, County of Gunnison, State of
Colorado.

As valuable and sufficient consideration for this Agreement, Gunnison County and the
Developer agree that approval of such application by Gunnison County is expressly
conditioned on completion of the improvements described in paragraph 7 below
(“Improvements”) to the specifications described herein and by the times specified herein.
Gunnison County and the Developer further agree that such Improvements are appropriate
and necessary requirements to be required by Gunnison County, and to be performed by
the Developer and which Developer shall perform. Gunnison County and Developer further
agree that an agreement guaranteeing the Developer’s performance secured by suitable
security to protect the interests of Gunnison County, and the public in the amount set forth
herein is an appropriate condition to Gunnison County’s approval of such Land Use
Change Permit. The parties have entered into this Agreement to memorialize such
understandings and agreements. The relationship of the parties to this Agreement is
contractual; Developer is an independent contractor and is not an agent of Gunnison
County.

2. Developer Bound. The Developer agrees to accept and be bound by the terms and
conditions for Gunnison County’s issuance of its approval of the Land Use Change Permit
No: 2015-00017 and the terms and conditions of this Agreement. Developer accepts
Gunnison County’s review and permitting authority, process and performance of same in
connection with Land Use Change No: 2015-00017, as legal and valid and waives any
defect therein.






3. Construction.

A. The Developer agrees to complete construction of the Improvements within the
Project in the locations and in accordance with the specifications as identified in
paragraph 7 herein, by no later than July 31, 2017, acts of God and any cause
beyond the reasonable control of the Developer excepted, including without
limitation labor disputes, laws, regulations, or orders of any governmental entity,
orders of court, inability to obtain any required authorization, act of war or conditions
arising out of or attributable to war, riot, civil strike, insurrection or rebellion, fire,
explosion, earthquake, storm, flood or other adverse weather condition, delay or
failure by suppliers or materialmen, contractors, or subcontractors, shortage of or
inability to obtain labor, supplies or materials.

B. The completion deadline set forth in this paragraph 3 may be extended by
Gunnison County in its sole discretion upon written request of Developer if
Gunnison County determines that: (1) such extension of time will not operate to the
detriment of Gunnison County, the public or the owners of property within the
Project; and (2) Gunnison County’s security is adequate to ensure full performance
by Developer by the extended completion date; and (3) that such an extension
would not be in conflict with the conditions of the approved Land Use Change
Permit. Gunnison County may require Developer to provide, at Developer’s cost,
supplemental estimates by Developer’s engineer of the costs of completion and to
provide additional security as a prerequisite to its extension of any completion date.
Any extended completion date granted by Gunnison County hereunder may be
further extended in like manner.

C. Each contract entered into by Developer for construction of the Improvements
shall provide that Gunnison County is a third party beneficiary with all rights to
enforce such contracts in place of Developer in the event of a default by Developer.
Developer shall provide to Gunnison County a copy of each such contract upon its
execution.

D. Gunnison County reserves the right not to permit construction of any building in
the Project prior to full completion of the Improvements described in paragraph 7
herein.

4. Estimated Cost. The total cost of the Improvements to be constructed by the Developer
is estimated currently to be fifty-three thousand one hundred eighty-three and 50/100 U.S.
Dollars ($ 53,183.50) plus a contingency amount.

5. Security. In order to secure all obligations of the Developer herein, the Developer and
Gunnison County agree that the Developer shall, at Developer’s sole cost, and before
starting work on any phase of the Project or Improvements, and before conveying any
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portion of the Project, obtain and provide to Gunnison County either cash, a bond, an
irrevocable letter of credit or other performance guarantee in a form and content
satisfactory to Gunnison County to the benefit of Gunnison County in the amount of sixty-
six four hundred seventy-nine and 38/100 U.S. Dollars ($ 66,479.38) which is 125 percent
of the currently estimated cost of the Improvements to include a reasonable contingency
amount. If said security is in the form of cash, it will be placed by Gunnison County in an
interest bearing account; the interest shall accrue to Developer at 1% less than received by
Gunnison County.

If the contract(s) provided to Gunnison County pursuant to paragraph 3C indicate a
substantially different total cost than estimated in paragraph 4, the amount of security may
be increased or decreased. Forthe purposes of this paragraph 5, substantial is defined as
10 percent or more.

Pending full performance of all of the terms and conditions hereof by the Developer,
Gunnison County shall retain said security and shall remain the beneficiary of such
security. In the event of any uncured default hereunder Gunnison County in its sole
discretion, and without any other authority required, may draw upon said security up to the
full amount of sixty-six thousand four hundred seventy-nine and 38/100 U.S. Dollars ($
66,479.38), upon presentation by Gunnison County to the issuer of a written statement by
Gunnison County that such uncured default exists. Upon timely performance of all terms
and conditions hereof, said security shall be tendered by Gunnison County to the
Developer, except as provided in paragraph 7C.

6. Certification.

A. Not later than August 315t, 2017 a registered Colorado engineer retained by the
Developer at its expense shall certify to Gunnison County whether the Developer’s
construction obligations regarding Improvements under this agreement have been
fully and faithfully performed according to design and time specifications. Upon
receipt by the Office of the County Attorney of such certification and receipt of a
complete paper and two (2) electronic copies of road and utility as-built
specifications and drawings, Gunnison County shall review the same and shall
make an independent judgment whether to accept the same in the sole discretion of
Gunnison County. Developer agrees not to cover or otherwise prevent inspection of
the Improvements constructed hereunder until Developer’s engineer and Gunnison
County’s representative have had reasonable opportunity to inspect such
Improvements.

B. Not later than August 315t, 2017, Developer shall provide to Gunnison County
Attorney a sworn affidavit, signed by the Developer’s authorized representative, that
the Improvements completed have been paid for, in full, by the Developer. The
Developer shall be responsible for the information so provided. Said written
certification will be reviewed by Gunnison County, but Gunnison County shall have
no responsibility or liability to any party regarding the veracity of the information so
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provided.

7. Scope of Work.

A. The scope of work to be done by the Developer shall include, but not be limited
to:

7.1 The site plan titled: “Site Plan Little Cimarron Creek Ranch Land Use
Change” drafted by Williams Engineering, L.L.C. attached hereto as
Appendix “A”; and

7.2 The plans titled: “Plan and Profile Cimarron Trail”, prepared by
Williams Engineering, L.L.C, dated March 20, 2015 attached hereto and
incorporated herein by reference as Appendix “B”; and

7.2 The cost estimate titled, “Little Cimarron Creek Ranch”, prepared by
All Weather Earthworks, Inc., dated May 23", 2016 attached hereto and
incorporated herein by reference as Appendix “C”; and

7.3 The terms and conditions of the Reclamation Permit Number 08-16 for
Little Cimarron Creek Ranch Subdivision and to include noxious weed control
to the satisfaction and approval of Gunnison County Weed Coordinator; and

7.4 Those conditions cited by the Planning Commission and approved by the
Board of Gunnison County Commissioners for Land Use Change Permit No:
2015-00017.

B. The conditions of this Agreement and Land Use Change Permit No: 2015-00017
are such that if the obligations hereunder of the Developer are well, truly, faithfully
and timely performed by Developer, inspected and certified to by the Developer’s
engineer, and such performance is accepted by Gunnison County in Gunnison
County’s sole discretion, the Developer’s obligations to Gunnison County under this
Agreement except as set forth in 7C below shall be at an end; otherwise such
conditions and obligations shall remain in full force and effect.

C. For a period of one year from and after the acceptance of all of the work
described in paragraph 7A above, Developer shall, at its own expense, make all
needed repairs and replacements to such work as shall, in Gunnison County’s
reasonable opinion, become necessary. Gunnison County shall have the right to
retain up to sixteen thousand six hundred nineteen and 85/100 U.S. Dollars ($
16,619.85) of the security for up to one year following the acceptance of all of the
work described in paragraph 7A above, as security to ensure such repair and
replacement. Gunnison County shall have the right to retain all of the Reclamation
costs in the amount of one thousand five hundred and NO/100 U.S. Dollars ($
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1,500.00) for a two year period after completion of initial reclamation efforts to
ensure the disturbed areas have been reclaimed to Gunnison County’s satisfaction.

8. Partial Release of Security.

A. Gunnison County recognizes that as work proceeds upon the Improvements,
Gunnison County’s need for security shall be reduced. Accordingly, Gunnison
County may make a reasonable partial release of the security to be delivered to
Gunnison County pursuant to paragraph 5 herein upon receipt of a written
certification by Developer's engineer stating the estimated cost of remaining
completion; upon receipt of such certification, Gunnison County shall review the
same and shall make an independent judgment whether to accept the same in the
sole discretion of Gunnison County. If Gunnison County does make a partial
release, Gunnison County shall retain security equal to: (a) 125 percent of such
estimated cost of remaining completion of Improvements plus 25 percent of the
original estimated cost of the Improvements; and (b) all the estimated costs of all of
the Reclamation; and shall release the balance of all security held by Gunnison
County.

B. Upon Developer’'s entering into a contract or contracts for construction of
Improvements hereunder, Developer and Gunnison County may negotiate an
addendum to this Agreement setting forth such reasonable schedule for partial
releases of the security in accordance with the anticipated construction schedule. In
such circumstance, Gunnison County shall designate and authorize Gunnison
County Manager to make the partial release(s) hereunder after consultation with
appropriate Gunnison County staff.

9. Developer’s Default. In the event of any default hereunder by the Developer, Gunnison
County shall give notice to the Developer specifying the nature of such default, which
notice shall be given by facsimile transmission or by certified mail with return receipt
requested addressed to the Developer at: 500 Log Cabin Road, Merzton, TX76941. In the
event the Developer does not remedy such default to the satisfaction of Gunnison County
within 14 days following such notice, Gunnison County may elect, in its discretion to
exercise all remedies available to it, including but not limited to:

A. To specifically enforce the terms and conditions of this Agreement;

B. To draw upon or otherwise obtain the benefit of the security;

C. To exercise any other rights and obtain any other remedies provided by law;
D. To obtain from the Developer either an extension of Gunnison County’s security
hereunder to guarantee the completion of the Improvements only on the conditions:
(1) that suitable additional security is provided to Gunnison County to guarantee the

construction of said Improvements within the new time period determined by
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Gunnison County; and (2) that Gunnison County determines that it would not be
detrimental to the interest of Gunnison County, the public or the owners of property
within the Project to allow such extension; and (3) that Gunnison County determines
that it would not be in conflict with the conditions of the approved Land Use Change
Permit.

E. To engage a manager to supervise the completion of improvements as identified
herein. The costs incurred for hiring a manager shall be the responsibility of the
Developer and may be withdrawn by Gunnison County from the security.
Furthermore, all Gunnison County staff time spent thereafter on this Project shall be
calculated at an hourly rate and shall be charged to the Developer and may be
withdrawn from security.

10. Notice. All notices and other communications required or permitted under this
Agreement shall be in writing and shall be, as determined by the person giving such notice,
either hand delivered, mailed by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested to the
required party at the following addresses:

11. Recording of Agreement. Upon its execution, this Agreement shall be recorded by the
Developer and shall be a covenant running with the property herein described in order to
put prospective purchasers or other interested parties on notice as to the terms and
provisions hereof.

12. Retention of Police Powers. Gunnison County retains the power and right to impose
additional requirements upon Developer with regard to the Project if the failure to do so
would place the public or owners of property within the Project in a perilous condition, orin
the event of substantially changed conditions; that is, nothing in this Agreement is or shall
be construed to be a bargaining away of Gunnison County’s police power.

13. Transfer or Assignment. No transfer or assignment of any of the rights or obligations
of the Developer under this Agreement shall be permitted without prior written approval of
Gunnison County which approval shall not unreasonably be withheld.

14. Title and Authority. The Developer expressly warrants and represents to Gunnison
County that it is the record owner of the real property constituting the Project. The
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Developer understands that Gunnison County is relying on such representations and
warranties in entering into this Agreement.

15. Litigation. Nothing contained herein shall prevent either party from obtaining a judicial
determination of the violation of its rights hereunder; provided however, that written notice
to the other party advising the other party of the alleged violation, and advising that in the
event the matter is not resolved by the parties within 14 days thereafter, shall be a
condition precedent to the commencement of any litigation.

16. Time of Essence. Itis mutually agreed that time of performance is an essential part of
this Agreement and that all terms, covenants and conditions herein shall extend to and
become obligatory upon the successors and assigns of the respective parties hereto.

17. Venue and Choice of Law. This Agreement is entered into in Gunnison County,
Colorado and it is agreed that the exclusive jurisdiction and venue of any action pertaining
to the interpretation or enforcement of this Agreement shall be in the District Court of
Gunnison County, Colorado. The exclusive choice of law pertaining to this transaction
shall be that of the State of Colorado without giving effect to Colorado choice of law
principles.

18. Severability. If any term or provision of this Agreement shall be invalid or
unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement and the terms and provisions thereof shall
not be affected thereby and all other terms and provisions of this Agreement shall be valid
and enforceable to the full extent permitted by law.

19. Hold Harmless Clause. The Developer shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless
Gunnison County, its officials, employees and agents from and against liability for
damages, injury or death which may arise from the direct or indirect operations of the
owner, Developer, contractors or subcontractors, which relate to the Project.

20. Binding Agreement. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of
the heirs, personal representatives, successors and assigns of the parties hereto.

21. Entire Agreement. This Agreement contains the entire and only Agreement between
the parties regarding development improvements, and no oral statements or
representations not contained in this Agreement shall be of any force and effect between
the parties. This Agreement shall not be modified or amended in any manner except by
written instrument executed by the parties.

THE TERMS “SUBDIVISION” AND “SUBDIVIDED LAND” FOR A TRACT OF LAND WITHIN NW1/4
OF SECTION 7 AND WITHIN THE NE1/4 OF SECTION 8, ALL WITHIN T.50N., R.1E., N.M.P.M.

GUNNISON COUNTY, COLORADO (KNOWN AS THE “RUNDELL PARCEL")

WHEREAS, pursuant to C.R.S. § 30-28-101(10)(d), the Board of County Commissioners of
Gunnison County, Colorado (“Board”), has the authority to exempt a division of land from the
statutory definitions of the terms “subdivision” and “subdivided land” if the Board determines
that such division of land is not within the purposes of C.R.S. § 30-28-101 et seq.; and

WHEREAS, the Board, historically and currently exercises that authority sparingly; and

WHEREAS, the Board is informed of the following:

1.

The Trampe Ranch Conservation Easement Project is nearing completion. The project
will contribute greatly to protecting agriculture, the open character of the area and will
temper residential and commercial growth, benefit wildlife, groundwater recharge,
and various other environmental processes.

The home of Don and Bette Rundell, commonly known as 618 County Road 8 lays in
the middle of the Trampe Ranch Conservation Easement. This land is further described
in the survey titled the “Trampe Ranch Subdivision Exemption”, dated September 22",
2016, attached hereto and incorporated herein as Appendix “A”, and commonly
known as the “Rundell Parcel”.

Don and Bette Rundell own the building and garage on the Trampe Ranch Subdivision
Exemption, however, the Trampe Ranches Partnership LLLP owns the land upon which
those buildings exist.

The Trampe Ranches Partnership LLLP wishes to separately deed the Trampe Ranch
Subdivision Exemption.

This Resolution is requested by, and supported by Don and Bette Rundell and Trampe
Ranches Partnership LLLP.

An exemption of this division of land from the statutory definition of “subdivision” and
“subdivided land”, pursuant to C.R.S. § 30-28-101(10)(d) is an appropriate mechanism
to foster the Trampe Ranch Conservation Easement Project, and to enable the
separate deeding of the Trampe Ranch Subdivision Exemption.





NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County,
Colorado that the Board grants, pursuant to C.R.S. § 30-28-101(10)(d), an exemption from the
definition of the terms “subdivision” and “subdivided land” for the division of a tract of land from
the Trampe Ranch Conservation Easement Project as follows:

The Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado authorizes the division
of the Trampe Ranch Subdivision Exemption from the Trampe Ranches Partnership LLLP
parcel, as described in Appendix “A” as an exemption from the definition of the terms
“subdivision” and “subdivided land”, pursuant to C.R.S. § 30-28-101(10)(d).

There shall be no subdivision of, or conveyance of, any portion of the Trampe Ranch
Subdivision Exemption. There shall be no more than one single family residence on the
Trampe Ranch Subdivision Exemption, and no commercial or industrial use shall be
permitted on the Trampe Ranch Subdivision Exemption.

Any and all land uses, construction, or improvements on the Trampe Ranch Subdivision
Exemption must fully comply with all applicable Gunnison County ordinances, resolutions,
and requirements including, but not limited to, the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution
and the waste water regulations that Gunnison County Community may adopt.

A RESOLUTION RELEASING BUTTE PASTURE, LOT 5, FROM A RESTRICTIVE COVENANT
RECORDED AT RECEPTION NO. 541161 OF THE RECORDS OF THE CLERK AND RECORDER OF
GUNNISON COUNTY, COLORADO

WHEREAS, on April 20, 2004, the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County,
Colorado (“Board”) entered into a certain Restrictive Covenant (“Restrictive Covenant”) by and
with Butte Realty Co., which Restrictive Covenant is recorded at Reception No. 541161 of the
records of the Clerk and Recorder of Gunnison County, Colorado; and

WHEREAS, the Restrictive Covenant creates and recognizes a certain restriction on Butte
Pasture, Lot 5, that was a condition of approval by the Board of the subdivision Plat of the Butte
Pasture recorded at Reception No. 541141 of the records of the Clerk and Recorder of
Gunnison County, Colorado to wit:

“Lot 5 shall not be sold by Developer to a person unless such person has resided in
Gunnison County for at least ten years immediately preceding their ownership and who
earns 80% of his, her or their income from working in Gunnison County. After the owner
has occupied a primary residence on Lot 5 for three years, this Restrictive Covenant shall
be released by Gunnison County.”

WHEREAS, the current owners of Butte Pasture, Lot 5, have occupied a primary residence on
Lot 5 for more than three years, fulfilling the requisite to have the Restrictive Covenant
released by the Board;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF GUNNISON
COUNTY, COLORADO that:

1. The Restrictive Covenant recorded at Reception No. 541161 of the records of the Clerk and
Recorder of Gunnison County, Colorado be and hereby is released by the Board.

2. The Gunnison County Manager—in his capacity as Gunnison County Commissioner of
Deeds—is authorized to execute, on behalf of the Board, all additional legal instruments
necessary to implement the intent of this Resolution.

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DECLARATION OF PROTECTIVE COVENANTS
LARKSPUR

ARTICLE ]
INTRODUCTION

This instrument contains the effective protective covenants for all lands within
LARKSPUR, in Gunnison County, Colorado, which lands are more specifically described on
Exhibit “A” attached hereto.

Garland Properties, Inc., Gary F. Garland and Derek Taaca, hereafter termed
“Declarants” are the owners of all that real property above described within LARKSPUR.

The Declarants hereby make, declare, and establish the following limitations, restrictions,
and uses upon and of all real property contained within LARKSPUR as restrictive and protective
covenants running with the land, binding upon the Declarants, the Larkspur community
Association, and upon all persons or entities claiming by, through. or under them and upon all
future owners of all or any part of the real property with LARKSPUR so long as these
restrictions remain in effect.

ARTICLE 11
STATEMENT OF PURPOSE AND DECLARATION

Section 1.1 Ownership of Property. Declarant is the owner of the real property
(“Property”) situate in Gunnison County, Colorado, described as follows:

The Real Property, together with all improvements situate thereon, as set forth on
attached Exhibit A,

Together with all water rights as set forth on attached Exhibit B.

Section 1.2 Declaration of Covenants. Declarant hereby makes, declares and
establishes the following covenants, restrictions and easements which shall affect the Property.
This Declaration of Protective Covenants shall run with the Property and shall be binding upon
all persons and entities having any right, title or interest in and to the Property or any Lots, tracts
or parcels thereof, their heirs, successors and assigns and their employees, guests and invitees
and shall inure to be for the benefit of each Owner of a Lot within the Property.

Section 1.3 Common Interest Community. Declarant further declares the
Property to be a Common Interest Community in accordance with the Colorado Common
Interest Ownership Act. The annual average common expense liability of each Lot, exclusive of
optional user fees and any insurance premiums paid by the Association, as defined below, will
not exceed $600.00 and pursuant to Colorado Revised Statutes Section 38-33.3-116, is therefore
exempt from the provisions of the Colorado Common Interest Ownership Act, except only for
Sections 38-33.3-105, 38-33.3-106, and 38-33.3-107. If the annual average common expense
liability of each Lot, exclusive of optional user fees and any insurance premiums paid by the

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Association, should ever exceed the statutory maximum amount for exemption from full
conformance with the Colorado Common Interest Ownership Act, then the Association will fully
conform with the provisions of the Colorado Common Interest OQwnership Act.

Section 1.4 Purpose of Covenants. It is the intention of the Declarants, expressed by
their execution of this instrument, that the real property above described be developed and
maintained as a highly desirable rural residential, commercial, and recreational area. It is the
purpose of these covenants that the present natural beauty. the natural growth and native setting
and surroundings of LARKSPUR, and the property values and amenities therein shall always be
protected insofar as is possible in connection with the uses and structures permitted by this
instrument, and that high standards of architectural quality and landscape design be maintained.

In order to carry out these purposes and intents, the Declarants have incorporated the
LARKSPUR Community Association under the laws of the State of Colorado and have
delegated and assigned thereto the powers of maintaining, administering and enforcing the
covenants and restrictions and governing design control within LARKSPUR, as hereafter set
forth.

Garland Properties, Inc., hereby reserves the right at any time after the date of recording
hereof, to include additional property within the operation of this Declaration of Protective
Covenants by the platting of record in the office of the Clerk and Recorder of Gunnison County,
Colorado of such additional property, which shall be denominated as either “LARKSPUR”,
Phase II or some other name, and by a reference to a supplemental tiling or filing number, and by
execution by Garland Properties, Inc. and recording thereof in the office of the Clerk and
Recorder of Gunnison County, Colorado of a supplement or supplements hereto which certifies
that by its dedication of the lands therein platted, it subjects the same to the full operation and
effect of this Declaration of Protective Covenants as then in force as the same may have been
amended and 10 the Design Guidelines adopted by the LARKSPUR Community Association.

ARTICLE II1
DEFINITIONS

As used herein, the following words and terms shall have the following meaning:

1. Association LARKSPUR Community Association, a Colorado non-profit corporation,
has been formed for the purpose of enforcing these covenants and adopting and enforcing Design
Guidelines and for the implementation hereof. This entity may also be referred to as the
LARKPSRUR Homeowners Association.

2.  Association Lot That lot designated on the plat preceded by an ““A”. This lot is for the
purpose of maintenance, offices, garages, and one employee unit to be owned and used by

Larkspur Community Association.

3. Basement That portion of the structure primarily sub-grade as defined by the
Uniform Building Code.

4.  Gunnison County  The Board of County Commissioners, Gunnison County, Colorado.

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5. Design Review Board (DRB) A committee of up to five (5) members appointed by the

Board of Directors of the Association responsible for carrying out the duties, responsibilities, and
enforcement of the Design guidelines.

6. Design Guidelines A separate document entitled LARKSPUR, Design Guidelines.
which contains specific requirements and restrictions for building design and location, building
materials, minimum and maximum square footage and other requirements which may, from time
to time, be amended, modified, or changed by the Board of Directors of the LARKSPUR
Community Association.

7.  East River Regional Sanitation District (ERRSD) The entity supplying sanitary sewer
service to LARKSPUR.

8.  Essential Single Family Lot A lot designated on the recorded plat of LARKSPUR by
the letter “E” followed by the lot number, which can be used solely for residential purposes and
upon which not more than one residential building containing not more than one primary
dwelling unit, together with not less than one attached two-car garage may be constructed.
These lots are deed restricted and are subject to rules and restrictions imposed and enforced by
Gunnison County.

9.  Essential Multi Family Lot A lot designated on the recorded plat of LARKSPUR by
the letter “EM” followed by the lot number, which can be used solely for residential purposes
and upon which not more than one residential building containing not more than four primary
dwelling units (4-plex lots), and one residential building containing not more than two primary
dwelling units (duplex lots), together with not less than two attached two-car garage for each unit
may be constructed. These lots are deed restricted and are subject to rules and restrictions
imposed and enforced by Gunnison County.

10. Garland Proeperties, Inc., a Colorado Corporation, formed for the specific purpose of
planning, subdividing, and developing LARKSPUR, and other properties. Until such time as the
LARKSPUR Community Association is officially forined, Garland Properties, Inc. will be
responsible for development of all roads. utilities, utility casements, open space, and recreation
amenities within the boundaries of LARKSPUR.

11. General Use Requirements Guidelines stating allowed or prohibited uses, as set forth in
Article VI of this document,

10. Gross Residential Floor Area (GRFA) The usable interior floor space within dwelling
units, excluding all exterior walls, porches, carports, garages, decks, basements, areas less than 5
feet in finished height and floor areas less than 7 feet finished width in any dimension. Square
footage of stairs count on each floor minus space under the stairs that is less than 5 feet in height.

11. LARKSPUR All lands included within the boundaries of LARKSPUR, Gunnison
County, Colorado, as shown on the plat thereof bearing Reception No.__ Al¥ 23 }
in the office ot the Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder.

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12. LARKSPUR Water Association (LWA) A sub-committee of the LARKSPUR
Community Association that is responsible for supplying, administering and treatment of
potable, non potable, and water for fire protection water to the Association, and lands outside of
Larkspur pursuant to Article XIII, paragraph 3 of these Protective Covenants.

13. Maintenance Lot Lot number shall be preceded by an “A”. A tract designated on the
recorded plat of LARKSPUR as “Maintenance” and which shall be used for offices, enclosed
storage, repair, and maintenance of all equipment and supplies of the LARKSPUR Community
Association. A maximum of one employee residence unit is also allowed on this lot.

14. Open Space  All that area within LARKSPUR designated on the recorded plat of
LARKSPUR as “Open Space”. All Open Space areas shall either remain in their natural
condition or may be improved by the LARKSPUR Community Association as park,
underground utility and recreation areas. All Open Space areas shall be available for use by all
residents of the LARKSPUR Community Association and their guests and invitees in accordance
with the rules and regulations of said Association.

15. Open Space Restrictions Limitations on the use of Open Space areas and guidelines
for management of these areas, as set forth in Article VIII of this document.

16. Operation and Maintenance Requirements Requirements covering post-design factors
and activities, such as construction, site maintenance, garbage and trash removal, recreational
activity restrictions, and environmental performance requirements, as set forth in Article V11 of
this document.

17. Owner The owner of record of a fee simple title to any tract, or unit in LARKSPUR.

18. Parks Any areas designated on the final plat of LARKPUR as “public parks”
shall be open for use of the general public in addition to those residing in LARKSPUR.

19. Recreation Lot A lot designated on the recorded plat of LARKSPUR by the words
“Recreation Tract” preceded by an “R” followed by the tract number, which can be used for
recreational purposes including tennis facilities, both indoor and outdoor, clubhouse, health club,
swimming center, bathrooms and showers, climbing wall, batting cages, golf practice area,
basketball courts, pro shops, parking, food and bar service. and accompanying offices and
services. One employee residence may also be built on this lot. Said tract may be resubdivided
by the owner thereof into a maximum of three units without obtaining the consent of the
LARKSPUR Community Association or the owner of any lot, tract, or unit within LARKSPUR,
upon compliance with the terms and conditions of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution in
effect upon the date of such resubdivision.

20. Single Family Lot A lot designated on the recorded plat of LARKSPUR by the letter
“S” followed by the lot number, which can be used solely for residential purposes and upon
which not more than one residential building containing not more than one primary dwelling
unit, together with not less than one attached two-car garage may be constructed.

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21. Tap Fees Those fees paid to either the East River Regional Sanitation District or the
Larkspur Water Association for providing sewer and water services respectively.

22. Tracts or Lots Those tracts or lots designated on the recorded final plat of LARKSPUR,
as either single family lots. multi-family lots, maintenance, or recreational lots.

23. Unit Any condominium or townhouse unit created by resubdivision of either the
Recreation Lot or any Essential Multi-Family Lots.

ARTICLE 1V
LARKSPUR COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION

1. Formation and Purpose The LARKSPUR Community Association has been formed
for the purposes of promoting the health, safety, welfare and tranquility of the residents of said
real property. In connection therewith, LARKSPUR Community Association is charged with the
responsibility for enforcement of the Declaration of Protective Covenants for LARKSPUR and
all Design Guidelines adopted pursuant to authority granted under this Declaration of Protective
Covenants for LARKSPUR, and shall have all rights necessary or incidental to the
accomplishment of its expressed or implied purposes.

2. Membership Every person or entity who is a record Owner of a fee or undivided fee
interest in any lot, tract or unit within LARKSPUR, shall automatically be a member of the
LARKSPUR Community Association; provided, however, that any such person or entity who
holds such interest merely as security for the performance of an obligation shall not be a
member. Membership shall be appurtenant to and may not be separated from record ownership
of any property subject to the Declaration of Protective Covenants for LARKSPUR.

3. Voting Rights For purposes of voting, the Association shall have one class of
voting membership, which shall consist of all record owners of a fee or undivided fee interest in
any lot, tract, or unit which is subject to this Declaration of Protective Covenants who have paid
all duly authorized assc¢ssments of the Association.

Members shall be entitled to vote as follows:

- 1 vote per each single family lot.

- 1 vote per each essential single family lot.

- 1 vote per each recreation tract, plus one additional vote for each condominium unit

thereon for which a certificate of occupancy has been issued.

- 1 vote per each unit in essential multi family units for which a certificate of occupancy

has been issued.

4. Powers The Board of Directors of LARKSPUR Community Association shall
have the powers and duties necessary for the administration of the affairs of the Association and
may do all acts in exercise therof consistent with the purposes and objects of the Association, as
set forth in its Articles of Incorporation, its Bylaws, and the Declaration of Protective Covenants
for LARKSPUR. Subject only to the limitations on the exercise of such powers and duties as are
expressly set forth in its Articles of Incorporation, its Bylaws and the Declaration of Protective

N
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Covenants for LARKSPUR, the Association’s powers and duties shall include, but not
necessarily be limited to:

a. Exercising all powers, duties and authority vested in or delegated to the
Association and not reserved to the membership of the Association by other
provisions of its Articles of Incorporation, it's Bylaws. or the Declaration of
Protective Covenants for LARKSPUR.

b. Enforcing the Declaration of Protective Covenants for LARKSPUR, and adopting
and enforcing the Design Guidelines.

C. Imposing a reasonable Non-Compliance Assessment for violation of the
Declaration of Protective Covenants and Design Guidelines adopted by the
Association,

d. Authority to approve or disapprove any and all types of construction within
LARKSPUR; this authority may be delegated to the Design Review Committee.

€. Fixing, levying, collecting and enforcing all assessments, as provided for herein;

f. Entering upon any property, without liability, to any Owner for trespass, damage

or otherwise, for the purpose of maintaining or repairing the property in the
manner required by the Declaration of Protective Covenants if the Owner therof,
after reasonable notice, and an opportunity to correct the non-compliance, fails to
maintain and repair the property as required by the Declaration of Protective
Covenants and the Design Guidelines.

g. Commencement and maintenance, in its own name, on its own behalf, or in the
name and on behalf of any Owner or Owners who consent thereto, of suits and
actions to restrain and enjoin any breach or threatened breach of the Declaration
of Protective Covenants, or the Design Guidelines, and enforcement by
mandatory injunction or otherwise, of all of the provisions of the Declaration of
Protective Covenants or the Design Guidelines.

h. Preventing the maintenance of nuisance and impairment of the attractiveness and
value of property within LARKSPUR; and

1. Exercising any and all powers granted to the Association by the Colorado statutes
governing the formation and operation of non-profit corporations.

S. Composition of Board of Directors The Board of Directors of LARKSPUR
Community Association shall consist of five members, each of whom shall be entitled to vote on
all matters submitted to the Board for resolution.

6. Design Guidelines  The Association, acting through its Board of Directors, and subject
to the provisions of the Declaration of Protective Covenants, may adopt Design Guidelines
consistent with the expressed or implied purposes of the Declaration of Protective Covenants and
the Association, which govern, but need not necessarily be limited to: use of real property within
LARKSPUR, general conduct of Owners, members of their immediate family, and their guests
and invitees, pet control. noxious, offensive or dangerous activity; nuisances; property
maintenance; services; financial matters; enforcement of the Declaration of Protective
Covenants; building and landscaping control and design and construction matters as set forth in
Article VI.

Prior to the amendment or repeal of any existing Design Guidelines, the Board shall give

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notice of the proposed action to all Owners and provide to those Owners an opportunity to
submit view or otherwise participate informally in conferences relative to the proposed actions.
Notice of the proposed action shall be published once a week for two successive weeks in any
newspaper of general circulation within Gunnison County, Colorado. In lieu of the publication
requirement. the Board may direct notice be given by posting in no less than three (3) prominent
places within LARKSPUR. Any such notice shall state the time, place and nature of the
proceedings, which shall not be held less than five (5) days after the last publication is given, or,
if appropriate, twenty (20) days after posting, the authority under which the action 1s proposed,
and either the terms or substance of the proposed Design Guidelines, amendment thereof, or a
description of the subjects and issues involved. At the time and place specified in the notice, the
Association shall hold a public hearing at which it shall afford interested persons an opportunity
to submit written data, views, or arguments and to present the same orally unless the Board
deems it unnecessary. The Board shall consider the submissions prior to taking any action. In
the event the Board acts as initially proposed, the action taken shall become effective
immediately thereafter. In the event of any material revisions made by the Board to the proposed
actions subsequent to the giving of notice to Owners, as provided hereinafter, as a result of
Owner comment or otherwise, the proposed actions, as revised, shall become effective
immediately after the Board votes to adopt same and gives notice to each owner of such
revisions, in the manner provided above.

Temporary or emergency amendments to the Design Guidelines may be adopted without
compliance with the foregoing procedures, without notice, where no less than three of the five
members of the Board find that immediate adoption of such Design Guidelines or amendments
thereto is imperatively necessary for the preservation of Owner health, safety and welfare, and
compliance with the procedures set forth above would be contrary to Owner interest. Notice of
such findings and a statement of the reasons for the action shall be promptly given to each
Owner together with the terms and substance of the temporary or emergency Design Guidelines
or a description of the subjects and issues involved. Any temporary or emergency Design
Guidelines or amendments thereto shall become effective upon adoption by the Board or on such
a later date as is set forth in the temporary or emergency Design Guidelines or amendments
thereto and shall be in full force and effect from that date for a period not to exceed three
months, unless during that time the temporary or emergency Design Guidelines so adopted are
made permanent by compliance with the provisions contained herein relating to the adoption of
Design Guidelines other than temporary or emergency Design Guidelines.

The Design Guidelines adopted hereunder shall be certified by the Secretary or Assistant
Secretary of the Association, and shall be on file in the office of the Association and available for
inspection by any owner, prospective owner, or mortgagee of any property within LARKSPUR,
during normal business hours. Said Design Guidelines shall have the same force and effect as if
the same were set forth in and made a part of these Protective Covenants, without the necessity
of amending these Protective Covenants.

7. Assessments The Association, acting through its Board of Directors, is further charged
with the responsibility of, and is granted the authority for enacting, adopting and enforcing
assessments of the following classifications, including amendments or supplements thereof:
a. Association Dues Assessment An Association Dues Assessment, based upon a budget
developed by the Association Board, will be levied upon all Owners subject to this
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assessment for the purpose of generating sufficient revenues to pay and discharge
anticipated operational and maintenance expense. In developing the budget, the Board of
Directors shall take into consideration all expenses which are reasonably foreseeable, and
which are deemed to be necessary, prudent and desirable, for the purpose of performing
the Association’s duties and obligations under the Covenants and such Design Guidelines
as may be adopted by the Association. Those expenses, which are deemed to be
necessary, prudent and desirable may include, but not necessarily be limited to: (1) real
property taxes on any property owned by the Association; (2) reasonable insurance
coverage, including liability insurance for directors, agents and employees of the
Association; (3) legal, accounting and audit fees; (4) salaries and utility costs for security;
(5) capital projects of a general Owner benefit and reserves therefore; (6) office salaries;
(7) payroll taxes and workmen’s compensation; (8) contract labor; (9) office rent,
utilities, supplies, postage and expenses; (10) printing; (11) directors’ reimbursable
expenses: (12) reasonable directors’ fees; (13) design committee expenses; and (14) a
reasonable reserve for contingencies. All essential lots and/or essential units shall be
charged an initial assessment fee equal to fifty (50) percent of that assessment all non-
essential lots and units. Any general assessment, special assessment, or any other
assessed charge for all essential housing lots and units shall be subject to an annual
assessment increase limitation equal to 3% of the prior year’s general annual assessment
for the essential housing lot or unit.

Non-Compliance Assessment Should any Owner cause or allow to be caused any
violation of the Declaration of Protective Covenants or any Design Guidelines adopted
under the power and authority granted herein, and allow such violation to continue after
written notice to such owner and the expiration of a reasonable time in which to comply,
as set forth in the written notice, a Non-Compliance Assessment may be levied by the
Board against such Owner. The amount of any such assessment may include: (1) costs
incurred by the Association in attempting to secure compliance, including reasonable
attorney’s fees; and (2) non-compliance penalties in such amounts as may from time to
time be established by the Association’s Board of Directors.

Emergency Assgssments In addition to the specific assessments provided for herein,
the Association. acting through the concurrence of at least four of the five members of the
Board, may adopt, levy and enforce such emergency assessments as may be deemed
necessary for the preservation and protection of the property subject to the Declaration of
Protective Covenants.

The Association Dues Assessment shall be levied on an annual basis, but may be
supplemented from time to time by the Board if necessitated by inadequate working
capital, and all other assessments provided for herein shall be levied from time to time
when and as determined by the Board of Directors of the Association in accordance with
the Declaration of Protective Covenants. and the Association’s Article of Incorporation,
its Bylaws, and its Design Guidelines.

Written notice of all assessments and amended or supplemental assessments shall be
sent to every Owner subject thereto as soon as the amounts are determined, which notice
shall specify due dates and available payment options, as determined in the sole
discretion of the Board of Directors of the Association. If an assessment is not paid when
due, then such assessment shall become delinquent and shall, together with interest
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thereon and cost of collection thereof, including reasonable attorney’s fees, become a
continuing perpetual lien on the real property to which the assessment relates, which
shall, except as hereinafter provided, bind such property in the hands of the then Owner,
his heirs, personal representatives, successors and assigns. In addition to such lien rights,
it shall be the personal obligation of the then Owner or Owners (jointly or severally) to
pay any such assessment and such personal obligation shall continue even though the
Owner’s interest in the lot or unit shall be transferred.

All sums assessed to any Owner pursuant hereto, together with interest thereon at a
rate not to exceed etghteen percent (18%) per annum, shall be secured by a lien on the
Owner’s real property in favor of the Association upon recordation of the notice of
assessments as herein provided. Such lien shall be superior to all other liens and
encumbrances on such real property except for: (1) valid tax and special assessment liens
on the real property in favor of any governmental assessing authority; (2) a lien for all
sums unpaid to any first mortgagee with a prior duly recorded lien, including all unpaid
obligatory advances to be made pursuant to such mortgage, and all amounts advanced
pursuant to such mortgage and secured by the lien thereof in accordance with the terms of
such instrument; and (3) labor or materialman’s liens, to the extent permitted by law. All
other lienors acquiring liens on any real property subject to this Declaration shall be
deemed to consent that such liens shall be inferior to future liens for assessments as
provided herein, whether or not such consent be specifically set forth in the instrument
creating such lien.

To evidence a lien for sums assessed pursuant hereto, the Association shall prepare a
written notice of assessment lien setting forth the amount of the assessment, the date due,
the amount remaining unpaid, a description of the real property to which said assessment
relates, and the name of the record Owner of that real property. Such a notice shall be
signed on behalf of the Association and shall be recorded in the office of the Clerk and
Recorder of Gunnison County, Colorado. No notice of assessment shall be recorded until
there is a delinquency in payment of the assessment. Such lien may be enforced by
judicial foreclosure sale of the property by the Association in the same manner in which
mortgages on real property may be foreclosed in Colorado, or in any other manner now
or hereafter permitted by law. In any such foreclosure, the Owner shall be required to
pay the costs and expenses of such proceeding, the costs and expenses of filing the notice
of assessment lien and a release thereof, and all reasonable attorney’s fees. All such costs
and expenses shall be secured by the lien being foreclosed. The Owner shall also be
required to pay to the Association any assessments, including interest, against the real
property which shall become due during the period of foreclosure, which amounts may be
claimed in any proceeding for collection and included within the bid at any foreclosure
sale without the necessity of filing additional notices of assessment. The Association is
expressly authorized to bid at any foreclosure sale or other legal sale, and to acquire,
hold, convey, lease, rent, encumber, use, and otherwise deal with any real property so
acquired. in the same manner as an Owner. A further notice stating the satisfaction and
release of any such lien shali be executed on behalf of the Association and properly
recorded in the real property records of Gunnison County, Colorado upon payment of all
sums secured by a lien which has been made the subject of a recorded notice of
assessment.
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Any encumbrancer holding a lien on real property subject hereto may pay, but shall
not be required to pay. any amount necessary to release such lien. All rights of such
encumbrancer shall be subrogated to all rights of the Association with respect to such
lien, including priority.

The Association shall report to any encumbrancer of real property any unpaid
assessment or other default remaining unpaid or uncured for longer than sixty (60) days
after the same shall have become due: provided, however, that such encumbrancer first
shall have furnished to the Association written notice of such encumbrance.

The amount of any assessment provided for herein against any real property subject
hereto shall be the personal obligation of the Owner thereof to the Association. Suit to
recover a money judgment for such personal obligation, together with costs and
reasonable attorney’s fees, may be maintained by the Association without foreclosing or
waiving the lien securing payment of same. No Owner may avoid or diminish such real
property or personal obligations by waiver of the use and enjoyment of any of his real
property or by abandonment of his real property.

Upon receipt of written request from any Owner, mortgagee, prospective mortgagee,
or prospective purchaser of real property subject hereto, the Association shall furnish a
written statement of account relating to said real property and setting forth: (1) the
amount and nature of any delinquent assessments; and (2) the amount of any advanced
payments made, which statement shall be conclusive upon the Association in favor of
persons who rely thereon in good faith. Unless such request shall be complied within
thirty (30) days after receipt of same, all unpaid Association Dues Assessments which
become due prior to the date of such request and which are attributable to said real
property shall be subordinate o the rights of the person requesting such statement. A
reasonable service fee in any amount necessary to reimburse the Association for its
expense, as determined from time to time by the Board, shall be paid for furnishing the
statement of account.

Subject to the provisions contained within the preceding paragraph, a purchaser of
real property subject hereto, except for any first mortgagee who comes into possession of
any real property subject hereto pursuant to the remedies provided in its mortgage, or
becomes an Owner of any real property subject hereto pursuant to foreclosure of its
mortgage or by the taking of a deed in lieu thereof, shall be jointly and severally liable
with his seller for all unpaid assessments against said real property so acquired which
were incurred prior to the time of the grant or conveyance, without the prejudice to the
purchaser’s right to recover from his seller the amount paid by the purchaser for such
assessment.

In addition to the penalties imposed above for failure to pay assessments imposed by
the Association when due and owing, the Board may suspend voting rights of any Owner
failing to pay such assessment when due and owing, may preclude participation in any
meetings of the Association, its Board of Directors or its Design Review Committees by
the Owner failing to pay such assessment when due and owing, or members of his
immediate family.
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ARTICLE V

DESIGN REVIEW AND APPROVAL

1. Design Review Committee The Design Review Committee shall consist of a group of
five persons, who may also be members of the Board of Directors of the LARKSPUR
Community Association, or who shall be appointed by the Board of Directors for terms not to
exceed five years. The Design Review Committee shall have and exercise all of the powers,
duties and responsibilities set forth in this instrument, and shall enforce the provisions of this
covenant.

2. Conduct of Business The Design Review Committee shall meet at the
convenience of its members or may conduct its business by mail or telephone as often as
necessary to transact its business. If the Design Review Committee consists of appointees
members shall, at all times, be responsible to the Board of Directors of the LARKSPUR
Community Association.

3. Design Guidelines The LARKSPUR Community Association will adopt and publish a
document entitled “LARKSPUR, Design Guidelines”. Said Design Guidelines will be based
upon the content of this instrument, however, the content of the Design Guidelines will be more
specific and detailed than this instrument. In the event of any conflict between this instrument
and the Design Guidelines, the provisions of this instrument shall govern.

The Design Guidelines will cover, without limitation, the following areas of interest:

Improvements on single family lots.

Improvements on essential single family lots.

Improvements on recreational tracts.

[mprovements on maintenance tracts.

Improvements on essential multi family lots.

Setbacks and easements.

Clearing of trees and vegetation.

Screening and landscaping.

Drainage.

Grading.

Driveways.

Parking.

Open space and parks.

Construction Rules.

ARTICLE VI
GENERAL USE REQUIREMENTS AND RESTRICTIONS

1. Land Use No lands within LARKSPUR shall ever be occupied or used by or for any
structure or purpose or in any manner which is contrary to the land use indicated on the final plat
recorded in the office of the Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder on August , 2006 and
defined herein. All lots and tracts within LARKSPUR shall be designated as one of the
following uses on the final plat as recorded with Gunnison County. Said lots and tracts shall
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only be used in the manner specified herein, subject to the provisions of this instrument and other
regulations which may from time to time be adopted by the LARKSPUR Community
Association, Prior to construction, an application must be made to Gunnison County for a
building permit, and if applicable, for a Land Use Change. That residential building
permit must comply with all applicable building and other codes, resolutions, ordinances,
and regulations adopted and amended by Gunnison County and must also comply with any
applicable energy and resource conservation standards required at that time by Gunnison
County. Applicants for any building permit must also secure a Gunnison County
Reclamation Permit, which may involve control of noxious weeds, subject to approval by
the Gunnison County Public Works Department, and/or approval by the Gunnison Basin
Weed Specialist. Any changes to the erosion control and grading/drainage standards
included in Larkspur Design Guidelines requires prior written approval by Gunnison
County. Allowable land uses for the lots and tracts within LARKSPUR are:

A. Single Family Lot Those lots designated on the plat and proceeded by an “S”. One
residential building containing one primary dwelling unit. Not less than one double
car attached garage with doors is required for each single family lot. More than two
garages are allowed. No detached outbuildings are allowed.

B. Essential Single Family Lot Those lots designated on the plat preceded by an “E”.
One residential unit containing one primary dwelling unit. These lots are deed
restricted in their nature per Gunnison County Housing Authority Guidelines. Not
less than one double car attached garage with doors is required for each essential
Single Family Lot. No detached outbuildings are allowed.

C. Essential Multi-Family Lot Those lots designated on the plat preceded by an “EM”.
These lots are deed restricted in their nature per Gunnison County Housing Authority
Guidelines. Not less than one double car attached garage with doors is required for
each dwelling unit built on these lots. No detached outbuildings are allowed. No unit
built on any of these lots may be long term or short term rented.

D. Recreation Lot The Recreational Lot shall have permitted uses of tennis facilities,
both indoor and outdoor, clubhouse, health club, swimming center, bathrooms and
showers, climbing wall, batting cages, golf practice area, basketball courts, pro shops,
parking, food and bar service, and accompanying offices and services. There shall be
allowed one employee residence unit per Recreational lot. This unit shall be for the
use of persons employed within the boundaries of LARKSPUR. Ownership of, and
development on, the parcel designated as "Recreation Parcel” (Lot No.R-1) on the
within plat shall be by a third party, unrelated to the owners of lots in LARKSPUR.
The lot owners of other lots and the Homeowners Association shall NOT be burdened
with the construction, operation or maintenance of the recreational and other facilities
on said parcel nor of the costs related thereto. This lot can be re-subdivided into a
maximum of three condominium units provided one of the units is an employee
housing unit. If no employee unit is included then only two condominium units are
allowed. No townhomes are allowed.
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E. Association Lot That lot designated on the plat preceded by an “A”. This lot is for

the purpose of maintenance, offices, garages, and one employee unit to be owned and
used by Larkspur Community Association.

2. Basements  Each structure will be allowed to have a basement. Square footage of any
basement that is proposed to be ‘built out’ as part of the original building permit application shall
be included in the total residential square footage allowed under these covenants. Any basement
that is originally proposed as ‘unfinished’ shall not be included in the total square footage for
purposes of the original building permit application and calculating overall total square footage.

3. Building Height No building within LARKSPUR may exceed 30 feet in height.
The maximum height of houses on E8. S9 and S11 is twenty-two (22) feet.

4. Building Size  The total GRFA or all single family lots, essential or otherwise shall
not be less than 800 square feet and not more than 4000 square feet. Buildings of more than one
story shall have a main floor footprint, as determined by the Design Review Committee,
including garage, of not less than 800 square feet. The maximum GRFA for the entire structure
on the essential duplex lot shall be 3600 square feet. The maximum GRFA for the structure on
each essential fourplex lot shall be 4400 square feet. The maximum total square footage of all
structures on the Association/Maintenance Lot shall be 8000 feet. The maximum size of all
structures on the Recreation Lot shall be 39,000 square feet.

S. Resubdivision No single family lot or essential single family lot shall ever be
resubdivided into smaller tracts or lots. The Recreation Lot may be further subdivided into a
maximum of three units in accordance with the procedures set forth in this instrument and the
Gunnison County Land Use Resolution. The essential multi-family lots and recreational lot may
only be re-subdivided and condominiumized after the actual units are constructed.

6. Mining, Drilling, or Quarrying  No mining, quarrying, tunneling, excavating, or
drilling for any substances within the earth, including oil. gas minerals, gravel, sand, rock. or
earth, or geothermal resources shall ever be permitted within LARKSPUR except as required for
soils and geology investigation required by this instrument, or during construction of approved
improvements.

7. Nuisance No unsightly objects, activities or noises shall be erected or permitted on
any lot or tract, and nothing shall be done or permitted which may be or become an annoyance or
nuisance to other residents.

8. Signs No signs, including without limitation, advertising signs, “for sale” signs, or
billboards shall be erected or permitted on any lot or tract in LARKSPUR. Signs reasonably
required within a Recreational Tract must be approved by the Design Review Committee prior to
installation. Exception: The developer of Larkspur is permitted to place any sign it deems
necessary, even “for sale” signs for a period of 4 years from filing of these covenants.
Installation of signs requires compliance with Gunnison County Land Use Resolution and may
require a Gunnison County Sign Permit, pursuant to LUR Section 13-109: Signs.
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9. Animals No animals or poultry shall be kept in LARKSPUR except ordinary
household pets (normally maintained within a dwelling) belonging to a property owner or
resident. The LARKSPUR Community Association may require any owner or resident to
remove any animals that are in violation of this provision. All dogs must be kept in a dog run
area, on a leash or chain, or under direct control of a person at all times. Not more than two
domestic household pets shall be permitted per dwelling unit. The owner of any pet shall at all
times be personally liable and responsible and liable for all actions of any pet and any damage
caused by that pet. No pet shall create a nuisance or noise problem within LARKSPUR. The
owner of any pet shall be personally responsible for the clean up of any excrement left by any
such pet left within LARKSPUR.

10. Water Wells There shall be no water wells drilled or placed on any lot or tract within
[LARKSPUR, excepting as may be required by the LARKSPUR Community Association or the
LARKSPUR Water Association. All units or structures requiring non-potable or yard water
must connect to the central nonpotable water system supplying LARKSPUR.

11.  Sewage Disposal There shall be no individual septic or cesspool type sewage
systems constructed within LARKSPUR. Al units or structures requiring sewage disposal must
connect to the central sanitary sewer system supplying LARKSPUR, or any successor area-wide
sewage treatment facility.

12.  Utility Lines All water, sewer, gas, power, telephone, and cable television main,
secondary, and service lines and cables installed within LARKSPUR must be buried
underground and may not be carried on overhead poles or above the surface of the ground. No
permanent improvements may be constructed upon any easements shown upon the recorded plat
of LARKSPUR, except with the prior written consent of the LARKSPUR Community
Association.

13.  Tanks No aboveground tanks of any kind shall be erected, placed or permitted within
LARKSPUR. Any tank instailed within LARKSPUR, including tanks for the storage of
gasoline, propane, oil and water shall be completely buried in accordance with applicable
building codes.

14.  Firearms No firearms, bows and arrows, crossbows, or other weapons or explosives
of any kind or character may be discharged or utilized except in conjunction with construction
approved by the Design Review Committee.

15. Vehicular Storage  No trailer, house trailer, mobile home, tent, truck, camper, boat,
raft, motorcycle, snowmobile, motor home or other vehicle or vehicle type object shall be kept,
placed or maintained upon any lot for longer than 48 hours except within a garage, nor shall the
same be parked on any roads within LARKSPUR. The provisions of this paragraph shall not
apply to temporary construction shelters or facilities maintained during and used exclusively in
connection with the construction of any work or improvement permitted under the Declaration of
Protective Covenants or Design Guidelines.
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16.  Temporary Structures No accessory structure, teepee, or building shall be

constructed, placed, or maintained upon any lot or tract prior to the construction of the main
structure thereon; provided, however, that the provisions of this paragraph shall not apply to the
association lot and other temporary construction shelters or facilities maintained only during and
used exclusively in connection with the construction of the main structure of the residence.

17.  Recreational Vehicles No trailer, automobile, truck or other vehicie or boat shall
be constructed, reconstructed, repaired or stored except in an enclosed garage.

18.  Clotheslines Outside clotheslines or other outside clothes drying or airing facilities
shall be maintained exclusively within a fenced service yard designed in accordance with the
Design Guidelines and shall not be visible from neighboring property or roads.

19. Mailboxes  All mailboxes and newspaper receptacles shall conform to such criterion
as is formulated by the Design Guidelines, and the location of mailboxes shall be as specified by
the Design Review Committee.

20. Fireplaces  No open fireplaces either indoor or outdoor are allowed in LARKSPUR.
Solid fuel buming devices as approved by Gunnison County are Iimited to one per residence and
will be allowed only if it is determined by the Design Review Committee that operation and
approval with such devices will not adversely affect any neighboring properties. Chimineas and
barbecues are specifically allowed provided they are not placed on or near flammable materals.
EXCEPTION: Fires are allowed on the island of LARKSPUR Lake.

21.  Exterior Fires There shall be no exterior fires whatsoever ¢xcept barbecue and
chimenea fires contained within receptacle therefore.

22.  Exterior Antenna  No exterior antenna of any type shall be permitted with the
exception being satellite dishes less than 18 inches in diameter.

23. Camping Camping shall be prohibited anywhere within LARKSPUR. EXEPTION:
Owners may cookout and camp on the island in LARKSPUR Lake provided such activity is for a
period of less than 24 hours.

24.  Garage Doors  All garages must have doors which shall remain closed except when
required to be open for entry or exit of vehicles or persons.

25.  Unsightly Growth  All Owners will be required to mow, cut, prune, clear, and remove
from their land any unsightly brush, weeds, or other unsightly growth and further. to remove
from their land any growth infected with noxious weeds or insects or contagious plant diseases,
and to remove any trash which may collect or accumulate on their lots.

26.  Solicitors Solicitors, peddlers, hawkers, itinerant merchants, and transient vendors of
merchandise, shall not enter any lot or tract for the purpose of conducting their business, without
prior request or invitation by the Owner of same or without written permission of DRB.
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27.  Larkspur Lake and Pond The Larkspur Like and entry Pond are for the exclusive
and beneficial use of Larkspur owners. Guests of owners may tish and otherwise use the Land
and Pond only when accompanied by that Owner giving permission. No motorized watereraft
are allowed on cither the Lake or Pond. Boats may be used on the Lake as fong as they are
removed from the lukeshore at the end of cach day’s use. Fishing in the Lake is catch and
relcase only. Only antificial flies may be used in the Lake, no lures or bait of any kind are
allowed. The Pond near the entry of Larkspur is for children's fishing. Bait may be used in the
Pond. Owners and their accompanied guests may keep no more than two fish daily out of the
Pond and not more than 10 fish in any one season out of the Pond. Swimming is allowed in
Larkspur Lake. All activities are done at the sole risk of the Owner, Declarants reserve the right,
for themselves, their immediate families and accompanied guests, the right to fish the Lake and
Pond regardless of their membership status in the Association.

28.  Exterior Lighting  All exterior lighting shall be shaded and shall be approved by the
Design Review Commitiee for harmonious development and the prevention of lighting nuisances
to other lots in LARKSPUR. Fixtures shall be full cutoff type and only shall direct light
downward. No exposed or unshaded bulbs are allowed. All floodlights shall be connected to a
timer or to a motion detection device. All outside lighting shall comply with these regulations in
addition to those of Gunnison County in place at the time the permit is applied for. Ground
mounted floodlighting is prohibited.

29, Driveways and Parking Access to primary dwelling units on all lots shall be by
driveways that allow easy access to the road system. Where practical, gradients should be not
greater than 4% along the driveway and no greater than 2% within 20 feet of the roadway
shoulder. All driveways including that portion in the public road easement shall be paved in
asphalt or concrete at the lot owner’s expense at a minimum 16 foot width for all single family
residential lots and a minimum of 20 feet width for multi family Jots. Parking is only allowed on
the roadways within Larkspur in the case of special events approved by the Association or
during initial construction of the structure. Paving of driveway (whether new construction or
existing construction) shall be the sole expense of the lot owner or lot developer. Lots S-1, S-10,
and EM-3 must access from curved portions of the cul-de-sac and not adjoining roads. Adjacent
lots may share a common driveway such as agreed to by owners of both lots through an
easement stating such that is recorded prior to the time of granting a building permit for either
structure, Once a common driveway easement is granted and recorded it must be used for access
to both structures and both lots.

ARTICLE vl
OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE REQUIREMENTS

1.  Roads, Streets and Fire Hydrants The Association, for and on behalf of the Owners of
the Lots within LARKSPUR, shall be responsible for the proper maintenance of all roads and
drives within Larkspur and that portion of the public road which crosses the adjoining Gunnison
County, et al, 13 acre parcel and which is identified by cross-hatching on attached Exhibit D,
including the resurfacing. grading, drainage and snow removal thereof from roads and around
fire hydrants. and including uny construction after the imnial construction by the Declarant,
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2. Rubbish, Trash and Garbage Rubbish, garbage or other waste shall be kept and
disposed of in a sanitary container. All containers or other equipment for the storage or disposal
of garbage, trash, rubbish or other refuse shall be kept in a sanitary condition and shall be kept
inside a building or an enclosed and screened structure. No trash, litter or junk shall be
permitted to remain exposed upon the premises and visible from public roads or adjoining or
nearby premises, except at such times as the same is being collected by the appropriate refuse
collection company. Individual trash containers should be bear proof. Trash containers shall
only be placed for pickup ON THE MORNING of pickup and must be removed from the pickup
point by 6:00 p.m. on the day of pickup. Placement of containers for pickup the night before
pickup s expressly prohibited. All rubbish and trash shall be removed from all lots and tracts in
LARKSPUR and shall not be allowed to accumulate and shall not be burned or disposed of
anywhere within LARKSPUR.

3. Damaged Structures Any dwelling unit or other structure damaged by weather, fire,
flood, vandalism or in any other manner, shall be completely repaired, reconstructed or
completely removed within a reasonable time frame as determined by the Design Review Board
depending on the extent of the damage. In the event the structure or building is removed, the site
must be cleaned of rubble, stabilized and landscaped to prevent erosion and to eliminate any
unsightly appearance.

4. Failure to Maintain In the event the owner of any lot, tract, or structure within
LARKSPUR shall fail to maintain his property or structure in a satisfactory manner, the Board
of Directors of the LARKSPUR Community Association shall have the right, through its agents
or employees, to enter upon said property and to repair, maintain and restore the property or
structures to an acceptable condition. All costs incurred as a result of such action shall be borne
by the owner of the-lot, tract or structure, or shall become a lien on the property, in the same
manner as is herein specified for non-payment of assessments.

5. Recreation Restrictions

a. Cross country or any other form of skiing is prohibited in the travel lanes of any
road or street owned, operated, or maintained by the LARKSPUR Community
Association. Cross country skiing may be allowed in all open space, subject to
certain restrictions and limitations that may, from time to time, be imposed by the
Board of Directors of the LARKSPUR Community Association.

b. The use of snowmobiles or other mechanized over-the-snow vehicles anywhere
within LARKSPUR is prohibited, except as may be authorized by the Board of
Directors of the LARKSPUR Metropolitan District for the purpose of cutting and
packing cross-country ski trails, or used for other special events.

¢. No obstructions shall be allowed on any of the open space or recreation
easements that will interfere with the ski, bicycling and pedestrian easement.

6. Landscaping, Weed Management and Control  All lots and all landscaping thereon
shall be maintained so as to be in compliance as set forth in Exhibit C, and as it may be
amended. Landscaping shall be maintained by the Larkspur Community Association in a
visually pleasing manner so as to not create a visible blight or nuisance.
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7. Fencing In compliance with Colorado’s ‘Fence Out’ requirements, the Larkspur
Community Association shall maintain all existing and future fences on the perimeter of
Larkspur separating lands of Larkspur from those adjoining properties.

8. Landscaping and Common Areas The Association shall be responsible for
maintenance of all landscaping, landscaping features, open space, and other common areas
within Larkspur.

ARTICLE VIII
RESTRICTIONS ON OPEN SPACE

1. Improvements No improvements of any kind or nature shall be constructed or
allowed to remain on any land designated on the recorded plat of LARKSPUR as Open Space
except lakes and ponds, bridle paths, fences, trails, park facilities, water systems or similar
improvements for the benefit of or use of all lot owners or residents of LARKSPUR. Any
improvements to be made upon Open Space shall first be approved by the LARKSPUR
Community Association, and shall conform and harmonize in appearance. siting and cost with
the overall development scheme of LARKSPUR.

2. Landscaping No brush existing on any Open Space shall be felled or trimmed, no
natural areas shall be cleared, nor shall any vegetation, rocks or soil be damaged or removed, nor
any landscaping performed on any Open Space area unless first approved in writing by the
Design Review Committee.

3. Temporary Building No temporary house, teepee, house trailer, travel trailer,
recreation vehicle, horse trailer, tent, or other temporary or movable structure shall be placed,
erected, or allowed to remain on any lot, tract or Open Space area without the written permission
of the DRB.

4, Ownership, Operation and Maintenance All Open Space shall be owned, operated
and maintained by the LARKSPUR Community Association. However, it is the intention of this
instrument that all Open Space shall remain as such and shall at all times remain under the
ownership of the Association and be available for use by the residents of LARKSPUR and their

ARTICLE IX
RESTRICTIONS ON SINGLE FAMILY LOTS

1. Construction of a residence, or related improvements, on Lots S3,54,55,56,587,88,S10,
and S22. must commence on or before a date which is not later than three years following the
date of recording of the deeds in connection with the closing of the purchase and sale of each of
said lots. If such construction is not timely cornmenced on any of said lots, Declarant shall have
the right to repurchase such lot for a price equal to the purchase price paid by such lot owner, not
adjusted for tax prorations or other similar items. plus an amount equal to three percent (3%) per
annum of such purchase price, not compounded. Such right to repurchase shall be prior to any
liens that may be placed on such lot either at the time of the closing of the purchase and sale of
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such lot or subsequent thereto. If the Declarant elects to exercise such right to repurchase any of
said lots, it must furnish written notice of its intention to repurchase delivered to such lot owner
not Jater than 90 days following the end of said three year period and by recording such notice in
the office of the Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder. If the lot owner cannot be located,
developer shall mail a copy thercof to the lot owner at his last known address. If such notice is
not timely given, said lot shall no longer be subject to said right of repurchase. If the Declarant
elects to repurchase said lot, it shall obtain a commitment for a policy of title insurance within 15
days following the date such notice ot intention is recorded. If such commitment discloses any
liens on such lot the amount of which is in excess of the amount of said repurchase price,
developer shall notify the lot owner and the lien holder who shall have 30 days 1o make
arrangements to release such lien, If satisfactory arrangements are not made within said 30 days
period to satisfy any such lien at the closing, the Declarant shall deposit the amount of such
purchase price with the title insurance company which issued the commitment with instructions
to disburse the same (o the lot owner and lien holder(s). as is appropriate, when it is satisfied that
the title has been transferred to the Declarant free of all liens and encumbrances.

There shall be included in each of the deeds from the developer to the lot owners the following
language relating to the provisions described above:

The within conveyance 1s subject to the provisions of Article 1X, Section 1 of the Covenants
relating to the requircment that the lot owner must comimence construction of a residence, or
related improvements, on the lot on or before a date which is not later than three years following
the date of recording of the deeds in connection with the closing of the purchase and sale of said
lot. The within conveyance is also subject to the provisions of Article 1X. Section 2 of the
Covenants relating to the restriction on resale of said lot until a date which is not earlier than
three years following the date of recording of the deed in connection with the closing of the
purchase and sale of said lot.

2. Lots S1,S2, $3.54,55.56.87,88.59 §10,.S11,S17.518,519.821, and S22 may not be sold
following their purchase from the developer until a date which is not earlier than three years
following the date of recording of the deeds in connection with the original closing of the
purchase and sale of each of said lots. The within restriction shall not be construed to prohibit a
sale to the immediate members of the lot owner’s family. to an entity owned by the lot owner or
a transfer pursuant to an estate proceeding upon the death of the 1ot owner.

There shall be included in each of the deeds from the developer to the lot owners the following
language relating to the provisions described above:

The within conveyance is subject to the provisions of Article IX, Section 2 of the Covenants
relating to the restriction on resale of said lot until a date which s not earlier than three years
following the original date of recording of the deed in connection with the closing of the
purchase and sale of said lot.
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ARTICLE X
ASSOCIATION/MAINTENANCE PARCEL

I.  Restrictions on Resale The Association Lot (Maintenance Lot) and/or any
buildings constructed upon this lot including any employee unit may ot be sold to any third
party or entity by the LARKSPUR Community Association,

2. Exemption This Association Lot shall not be charged or pay LARKPUR Community
Association dues or be subject to Community Association assessments or liens.

ARTICLE XI
TRAIL EASEMENT

1. Dedication of Trail Easement A 10 foot wide permanent easernent, and a five foot
wide permanent easement have been dedicated to the public on the plat along the western,
southern and eastern boundaries of LARKSPUR. Such easements shall be used for walking or
pedestrian use, horseback riding use, bicycling use and cross-country skiing use to access public
lands or any dedicated public trail connecting LARKSPUR to other lands. Such easement and
the dedication thereof shall become immediately effective at the time of filing of the Plat of
LARKSPUR. Such easement shall be limited strictly to the use as set forth above and may not
be used by motor vehicles or automobiles nor the parking thereof.

ARTICLE XII
UTILITY EASEMENTS

2. All utility easements within LARKSPUR are for the benefit of all utility companies having
installed utilities in such easements.

3.  All utility and other easements labeled on the LARKSPUR plat as “Limited Easements”
are for future use and assignment by the Declarants and are the sole property of Declarants.

4.  Declarants reserve the right to assign and use both general and “limited” easements in the
future for the purpose of extension and/or installation of utilities that will connect into the
existing general utility easements within LARKSPUR. Said use and/or assignment by
Declarants will be made without any compensation to LARKSPUR homeowners, LARKSPUR
Homeowners Association or any other entity other than those made at the by direction of
Declarants.

ARTICLE X111
WATER ASSOCIATION

1.  The LARKSPUR Water Association ("LWA™) is a sub-committee of the Lurkspur
Community Association that is responsible for supplying water, both potable and non-potable,
and for fire protection to all lands and dwellings within LARKSPUR and those other units that
are constructed on the Association/Maintenance and Recreation Parcels. The LWA may also be
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required to serve lands outside the original Larkspur pursuant to paragraph 3 immediately below.

2.  The LWA commitiee shall be appointed by the Board of the LARKSPUR Community
Association. Board members may serve on both boards and will be appointed for a period of 2
years.

3. Declarants, without compensation to LW A, reserve the right to expand the water systems,
both potable, non-potable, and fire protection to lands other than those designated in the original
LARKSPUR plat. Expansion of the LARKSPUR water systems can take place upon happening
of all of the following:
a. Declarants supply to the LWA new amounts of water, both legally and physically,
in excess of those specified in Exhibit B.
b. Declarants pay all costs of any necessary upgrades to the LWA system that are
needed or caused by said expansion.
¢. That any new users pursuant to the expansion pay the same fees and charges as
those owners/users are being charged at the time of expansion. Any changes in
fees and other charges made after any expansion will apply to all the users, both
original and new under the expansion.

4, Prior to final approval of any construction plans the applicant for said construction shatl
pay a tap fee to the LWA. Said tap fee shall initially be $14,000 and may be increased or
decreased in the future by the Board of Directors of the Larkspur. Said tap fee and any
adjustments made thereto shall be collected and immediately distributed as follows:
a. The first $10.000 shall be paid to Declarants.
b. The remaining amounts shall be retained by the LWA and used for operation and
maintenance of the system or in any other manner deemed appropriate by the
board of the LWA.

S. The LWA may also charge a monthly, quarterly or yearly fee for the supplying of water
for potable, non-potable or fire protection uses. The fees for this service can be changed, with
notice, by the Board of the LWA. Any owner that fails to pay these fees when due 1s subject to
assessment and collection.

ARTICLE X1V
INCLUSION OF ADDITIONAL LANDS

1. Declarants reserve the right to expand the Association and lands of LARKSPUR to
include lands other than those specified on the original plat of LARKSPUR.

2. Any incluston or addition of land will be made without compensation to and can be made
without the permission of LARKSPUR Association or any other entity originally associated with
LARKSPUR. provided that such inclusion or addition will not result in any additional expense to
those lands or owners in the original LARKSPUR.
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ARTICLE XV
DOWNZONING

Any of the essential duplex or essential multi-family lots may be downzoned. This
downzoning, i.¢., authorization to build less than two units on the duplex lot and less than four
units on either of the fourplex Jots, can be done at the sole discretion of the Gunnison County

Housing Authority, and without permission of, or compensation to, the LARKSPUR Community
Association.

ARTICLE XVI
RESTRICTIONS ON ESSENTIAL (AFFORDABLE) LOTS

This article affects, applies to, and restricts all building and structures on all Essential
Single Family Lots, essential Duplex lots, and Essential Multi-Family lots which are identified as
“E” lots on the Plat of LARKSPUR. There are certain restrictions placed on these lots by these
Protective Covenants and also by Gunnison County. Gunnison County has certain covenants,
guidelines and qualification restrictions as to who can own these lots and the buildings upon
them. There are additional restrictions including, but not limited to, regarding resale, caps on
appreciation, limitations on income and property owned by original buyers and potential buyers
of resale. PRIOR TO PURCHASING one of the lots, the office of the Gunnison County
Housing Authority should be contacted.

ARTICLE XVII
SANITARY SEWER SERVICE

1. ERRSD. “ERRSD” shall mean the East River Regional Sanitation District. ERRSD has
agreed (o provide Larkspur with sewage collection and treatment services pursuant to its Rules
and Regulations and this instrument.

2. Collection Lines. “Collection lines” are all lines and facilities lying within Larkspur and
between Larkspur and ERRSD’s sewer mains, and shall have the same meaning as used in
Section 2.10.2 of ERRSD’s Rules and Regulations.

3. Obligations. By purchasing property in Larkspur, owners agree to undertake certain
duties, responsibilities and suffer certain assessments related to ERRSD’s provision of service to
Larkspur.

4. Rules and Regulations. The Larkspur Community Association and its members
acknowledge that their inclusion into ERRSD will obligate them to abide by ERRSD’s Rules and
Regulations as they presently exist or may be modified in the future.

5. Operations and Maintenance, The Larkspur Community Association and its members
acknowledge that ERRSD shall not be responsible for the operation, maintenance, or
replacement of Collection Lines and facilities owned by the Larkspur Community Association
and that the Larkspur Community Association shall bear the full responsibility for the operation,
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maintenance, and replacement of the Collection Lines necessary to provide service to Larkspur.
The Larkspur Community Association shall own all Collection Lines that serve Larkspur and be
solely responsibie for the collection, transportation, and delivery of sewage to ERRSD’s system.
These covenants require that the Larkspur Community Association establishes an annual budget
sufficient to pay for the operation, maintenance, and replacement of the Collection Lines, make
assessments annually to fund such budget, and annually to perform the work and expend the
assessments raised for operating, maintaining, and replacing the Collection Lines. In the event
that ERRSD determines, in its sole discretions, that the Larkspur Community Association has
failed in any year to perform is obligation to operate, maintain, or replace the Collection Lines in
the manner provided in ERRSD’s regulations, ERRSD may, but has no obligation to, effect acts
to operate, maintain, or repair Collection Lines within Larkspur and that ERRSD shall have the
right to collect the full costs of such acts from property owners within Larkspur under ERRSD’s
authority to collect rates, tolls, fees and charges pursuant to C.R.S. § 32-1-1001.

6. Easements and Rights of Way. All Larkspur property owners shall permit ERRSD or its
agents to enter upon their properties to operate, maintain, and replace any Collection Lines
connected to the ERRSD system.

ARTICLE XVIII
ENFORCEMENT, DURATION AND AMENDMENT

1. Right of Enforcement The Declaration of Protective Covenants and the
restrictions, covenants and conditions contained herein are for the benefit of the QOwners, jointly
and severally, and for the benefit of the Association and may be enforced by an action for
damages, whether actual, punitive, or both, suit for injunction, mandatory or prohibitive or such
other appropriate legal remedy as may be available, including reasonable attorneys’ fees and
costs incurred therein, instituted by one or more Owners. the Association, the Design Review
Committee, LARKSPUR Water Association, Gunnison County, Colorado, individually or any
combination thereof; provided, however, that prior to the commencement of any enforcement
proceedings by an Owner, that Owner shall advise the Association Board in writing of the
claimed violation, and the Board shall thereafter have a period of thirty (30) days in which to
attempt to comnpel compliance or commence enforcement proceedings in its name. In the event
the Association Board fails or refuses to act to remedy the claimed violations within the time
period above specified, then and only then may an Owner, separately, and at his sole cost and
expense, attempt to enforce the Declaration of Protective Covenants. No action shall be brought
or maintained against the Board or members thereof in the event the Board elects to 1ake no
action with respect to alleged violations of the Declaration of Protective Covenants for
LARKSPUR.

2. Covenants to Run With Land All of the articles contained within this instrument
shall be a burden on the title to all of the lands within the boundaries of LARKSPUR, and the
benefits thereof shall be guaranteed to the owners of all the lands within LARKSPUR, and the
benefits and burdens of all said covenants shall run with the title to all of the lands in
LARKSPUR.
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3. Terms of Covenants All of ihe articles contained in this instrument shall continue for a
period of at least thirty (30) years from the date of adoption. At the end of the thirty (30) year
period these covenants shall be automatically renewed for an additional thirty (30) years unless
the Board of Directors of the LARKSPUR Community Association elects to adopt a new or
revised set of covenants, in which event it shall be subject to approval by Gunnison County.

4. Amendment The conditions, restrictions, stipulations, agreements and covenants herein
contained, as well as the recorded plat of LARKSPUR, and any supplemental plats as specified
in Article IT hereof, shall not be waived, abandoned, terminated or amended except by an
instrument setting forth the written consent of the then Owners of seventy-five percent of the lots
and tracts within the subdivision and with the written consent of Gunnison County. which
instrument shall be duly executed, acknowledged and recorded in Gunnison County, Colorado.
Amendment of certain portions of the Design Guidelines for Larkspur may require the
permission of Gunnison County. These include. but are not limited to, those provisions relating
to parking, erosion conitrol, drainage standards. and the Weed Management Plan, The declaranis
reserve the right to amend these covenants any time within one year of initial filing.

5. Severability Should any part or parts of these covenants be declared invalid or
unenforceable by any court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity
of the remaining articles, parts. or clauses, which shall remain in full force and effect.

6. Adoption Clause IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the foregoing Declaration of Protective
Covenants, LARKSPUR, are hereby duly adopted, and shall continue for the original term.

Weed Management Plan

I INTRODUCTION

Noxious weeds are non-native plant species which have been introduced into an environment
with few, if any, natural biological controls, thus giving them a distinct competitive advantage in
dominating and crowding out native plant species. They are aggressive, spread rapidly, possess
a unique ability to reproduce profusely and resist control. Noxious weeds, such as Canada thistle
and yellow toadflax, adversely impact Larkspur by creating problems such as reducing aesthetic
value, choking out native vegetation, invading landscaped areas, decreasing property value, and
other concerns. Soil disturbance such as roads, trails, and homesites are areas in which noxious
weeds may become established. In non-residential areas noxious weeds also threaten valuable
wildlife habitat and other natural recourses.

L PLAN GOAL

The goal of this plan is “TO PREVENT AND/OR CONTROL THE SPREAD OF NOXI0OUS
WEEDS ON LARKSPUR.”

[II. PLAN OBJECTIVES

Control and/or eradicate Canada thistle within Larkspur.

Control and/or eradicate yellow toadflax within Larkspur.

Control and/or eradicate scentless chamomile within Larkspur.

To protect native plants within Larkspur,

Prevent the invasion of State and/or County listed noxious weed species within Larkspur.

IV. MANAGEMENT ACTIONS-INTEGRATED WEED MANAGEMENT (IWM)

This weed management plan encourages Integrated Weed Management (IWM). [WM is a
strategy using a comprehensive, interdisciplinary approach to manage noxious weeds. The
purpose of integrated weed management is to achieve healthy and productive natural and
agricultural ecosystems through a balanced program. This program will include, but not be
limited to, education, prevention measures, good stewardship and control methods.

A.JDENTIFICATON AND INVENTORY

The Gunnison County Weed Coordinator prior to development did an initial noxious weed
mspection. Canada thistle, scentless chamomile, and yellow toadflax were found on the
property. However, developers and property owners should continue to monitor the area for
other noxious weed species that may become established due to development.

B. AWARENESS AND EDUCATION

Awareness of what noxious weeds are and the problems they cause will help the homeowners/
developer(s) understand why a long-term noxious weed program js important to Larkspur.
Educational materials regarding noxious weeds are available at the Gunnison Watershed Weed
. Commission Qffice, Mountain Meadow Research Center, 970-641-4393. The developer/owner
and homeowners are strongly encouraged to utilize this source to educate themselves and
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increase their awareness of noxious weeds within Larkspur. Information regarding State and
County weed laws and those weeds requiring to be controlled is available through the County
Weed Coordinator.

C. PREVENTION

Prevention, early detection, and eradication of new noxious weed plants are the most effective
means of noxious weed management. Prevention is best accomplished by ensuring that new
weed species’ seed or vegetation reproductive plant parts are not introduced into Larkspur. To
do this, the following actions are recommended:

1) Revegetate disturbed areas such as: roadsides, pond banks, landscaped areas and trails with
certified weed free seed; 2) Hydromulch or certified weed free forage should be used as mulch;
and 3) Open space areas should be managed for noxious weeds through good land stewardship
(pasture/range management, riparian management, etc.).

D. CONTOL METHODS

A number of control methods are available to homeowners/developer(s). The following control
methods are standard components of an IWM program. While these methods may be used
singularly, they are usually most effective when used in combination. The homeowners/
developer(s) should utilize control method(s) that best meet their needs and the needs of the site
to be treated while controlling the target specie(s). These methods include:

1. PHYSICAL CONTROL

Physical control intentionally disrupts the growth of weeds through cultivation, mowing, hand
pulling, flooding, and buming. Al of these measures, when used correctly, can be useful when
used in conjunction with other control methods. This method of control is best suited for annuals
and biennials.

2. CULTURAL CONTROL

Cultural contro! involves methods favoring desirable plant growth such as proper grazing,
fertilization, irrigation, and seeding vigorously growing, competitive desirable plant species.
Revegetation is necessary on all disturbed sites to reduce soil erosion and weed infestations.

3. BIOLOGICAL CONTROL

Biological control involves the release of beneficial organisms such as insects, fungi, rusts,
pathogens, parasites, and diseases to diminish weed seed production, increase plant stress, and
limit the expansion of underground parts of the plant’s reproductive system. This control
method 1s best suited for large infestations.

4. HERBICIDE CONTROL

Herbicide control involves the application of EPA-registered herbicides that are effective on
target noxious seed species based on the best available scientific facts and current technology to
reduce weed infestations. This method is a tool for perenmals. The rood must be killed to
control and/or eradicate perennials.
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While herbicides are a powerful tool, it must be realized that they are just that; and should be
used only as part of an Integrated Weed Management Program (TWM).

Before applying herbicides, homeowners and developer(s) are strongly encouraged to attend
Private Pesticide Applicator training provided by the Gunnison Watershed Weed Commission.
This training combined with careful use of herbicides according to the product label will help to
ensure safe and proper use. Commercial applicators are also available for noxious weed control.
Contact the Gunnison Watershed Weed Comimission for a list of these applicators. Control
methods are at the discretion of the homeowner/developer(s), however, the method chosen
should be appropriate for the noxious weed species being controlled and the area it is growing in.
County histed noxious weeds are mandated by law (C.R.S. 35-5.5, et. seq.) to be controlled.
There is also a State noxious weed list.

V. RESPONSIBLILITES

Initially it is the responsibility of the developer to control noxious weeds on Larkspur. The
Homeowners Association will assume responsibility for controlling noxious weeds along
subdivision roadways, and open space. Homeowners will be responsible for controlling noxious
weeds on their property unless the Association agrees to do so as a group. The Gunnison County
Weed Coordinator will be available to assist the homeowners/developer(s) with weed
identification, weed management strategies and to provide educational materials on noxtous
weeds. Colorado State University Cooperative Extension can also provide educational materials
on noxious weeds.

VI MONITORING/EVALUATION

This Integrated Weed Management Program should be evaluated each year to determine whether
or not the program is successful in achieving the plan goal and objectives. This will allow
Larkspur to make appropriate changes to ensure the success of the program. Homeowners/
developer(s) should monitor their perspective properties in order to detect new infestations and
to determine the success or failure of treatments (management actions). Because State and/or
County listed weeds (Canada thistle, scentless chamomile and yellow toadflax) were found on
the property, this area will continue to be monitored by the Gunnison County Weed Coordinator
until such time that weeds have been contained and/or eradicated.
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FIRST AMENDMENT TO DECLARATION OF PROTECTIVE COVENANTS
LARKSPUR

THIS FIRST AMENDMENT TO THE DECLARATION OF PROTECTIVE
COVENANTS FOR LARKSPUR (this “First Amendment”) shall be effective upon recordation
and is made and adopted by the Larkspur Community Association, a Colorado nonprofit
corporation (the “Association”) upon the written consent and affirmative vote of the record
owners of at least 75% percent of the lots within the subdivision and the written consent of
Gunnison County, Colorado. This First Amendment amends the Declaration of Protective
Covenants Larkspur as recorded in the real property records of Gunnison County, Colorado at
Reception No. 568253 (the “Declaration”).!

The Declaration is amended as follows:

1. Article II, Section 1.3 of the Declaration is hereby revoked and replaced with the
following:

Section 1.3 Common Interest Community. LARKSPUR is a common interest
community and planned community within the meaning of the Colorado Common
Interest Ownership Act (“CCIOA™) and is entirely located within Gunnison
County, Colorado. Larkspur is fully subject to CCIOA, shall comply with its
provisions, and the Association shall have all powers enumerated thereunder for
associations. Any provision or portion of a provision in this Declaration that is
contrary to CCIOA shall be interpreted and applied in such a manner as to be fully
compliant with CCIOA and as close as possible to the original intent of the
provision or portion thereof. Common expenses of Larkspur Community
Association shall be allocated as follows: (i) to the Owners of an essential unit and
essential lot a share equal to 50% of the share of common expenses allocated to the
Owner of a lot or unit that is not an essential lot or unit, and (ii) to the Owner of a
lot or unit that is not an essential lot or unit, one full share, with a share equaling
such percentage as is necessary, when taking into account the 50% reduced shares
owed by Owners of essential lots and units, for the total of all shares to equal 100%.
To the extent no other method of notice for an owner is identified, notice may be
given to Owners by: (i) posting of notice in three conspicuous locations in
LARKSPUR, (ii) mailing notice by first class mail to the most recent address of the
Owner as identified on the Gunnison County Assessor’s website, or (iii) email for
those Owners that have provided an email address to the Larkspur Community
Association or have otherwise used an email address to converse with the Larkspur
Community Association.

2. Article VI, Section 8 of the Declaration regarding signs, shall be amended to add the
following:

! Capitalized terms used herein but not otherwise defined herein shall have the meaning sct forth in the Declaration.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, to the extent that political or other signage cannot
be prohibited by CCIOA or other applicable law, it is expressly permitted
hereunder, but only to extent that it may not be prohibited.

3. The following sentence shall be added to end of each of Article VI, Sections 15 and 29:

Notwithstanding any other provision of this Declaration, as is expressly permitted
by CCIOA, certain on street parking is allowed for certain fire-fighting, law
enforcement, ambulance or emergency medical services vehicles and to the extent
so permitted by statute, but only to such extent as required by statute, the
Declaration does not prohibit such parking.

4. Section 4 of Article XVIII of the Declaration is hereby revoked and replaced with the
following;:

4. Amendment The conditions, restrictions, stipulations, agreements and
covenants herein contained, as well as the recorded plat of LARKSPUR, and any
supplemental plats as specified in Article II hereof, shall not be waived, abandoned,
terminated or amended except by the affirmative vote or agreement o Owners of
units and lots to which sixty-seven percent of the votes in Larkspur Community
Association are atlocated and with the written consent of Gunnison County, which
instrument shall be duly executed, acknowledged and recorded in Gunnison
County, Colorado. Amendment of certain portions of the Design Guidelines for
Larkspur may require the permission of Gunnison County. These include, but are
not limited to, those provisions relating to parking, erosion control, drainage
standards, and the Weed Management Plan.

The Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado appreciates, and has attentively
listened to, the various perspectives in support of and opposing federal “wild and scenic” designation
of a portion of the main stem of the Crystal River from its headwaters in the Maroon Bells-Snowmass
Wilderness area to a point just above the Sweet Jessup Ditch.

While there are thoughtful, heartfelt and carefully articulated differences in those perspectives, it is
clear that all are concerned to maintain the water quality and quantity in the River, while maintaining
the vibrant values of the community through which the river flows. The clear message we walked away
with is there is unity in protecting the Crystal River from damming and/or diversions. To that end, we
will continue to support other protective measures that are possible tools in accomplishing the goal of
permanent protections that are more palatable to the local community.

In deference to the input of local residents, the vote of the Marble Town Council and the discussions
we were able to have on our visits we do not feel that supporting the designation at this time is our
best path. We have come to the conclusion that the federal designation of Wild and Scenic is neither
the necessary nor the appropriate mechanism to foster and protect the River’s habitat and uses, and
the community’s economic, cultural, scenic and recreational values.

Itis hereby mutually agreed that for and in consideration of the payments as provided for
herein to the Contractor by the Owner, the said Contractor shall furnish all labor, equipment, and material
and shall perform all work necessary to complete the improvements in a good and substantial manner,
ready for use, and in strict accordance with this Contract, a copy of which is filed pursuant to law in the
office of the legal representative of the Owner.

ARTICLE 2. It is hereby further agreed that in consideration of the faithful performance of the work
by the Contractor, the Owner shall pay the Contractor the compensation due him/her by reason of said
faithful performance of the work, at stated intervals and in the amount certified by the Engineer, in
accordance with the provisions of this Contract.

ARTICLE 3. Itis hereby further agreed that, at the completion of the work and its acceptance by the
Owner, all sums due the Contractor by reason of his faithful performance of the work, taking into
consideration additions to or deductions from the Contract price by reason of alterations or modifications
of the original Contract or by reason of “Extra Work™ authorized under this Contract, will be paid the
Contractor by the Owner after said completion and acceptance.

Rates, General Provisions, Special Provisions, Plans, Technical Specifications, Construction Safety and
Phasing Plan, attached appendices and all documents incorporated by reference.
