a. Describe the CJS arrangement being considered or implemented, including the service(s) 
to be shared, the mechanism(s) to formalize the agreement, and governance over the shared 
service(s). 


 
The West Central Public Health Partnership (WCPHP) consists of the six local public health 
agencies in health statistic region (HSR) 10 including Delta County, Gunnison County, Hinsdale 
County, Montrose County, Ouray County and San Miguel County.  These frontier and rural counties 
recognized the potential benefit of cross-jurisdictional (CJS) sharing to improve the overall health of 
the region.  In 2006, the partnership formalized the arrangement through an Inter-governmental 
Agreement (IGA) (see attached IGA) that outlines the role of each agency, the governance structure, 
and the goals of the partnership.  The core planning team, comprised of the six public health 
directors and four environmental health specialists, guides the partnership through consensus-based 
decision making (see attached operating agreement).  One of the initial goals of the WCPHP was to 
conduct a regional health assessment (RHA) and create a regional public health improvement plan 
(PHIP).  Ten years after the formation of the WCPHP, the group continues to successfully conduct 
the RHA and PHIP and execute six regional grants to accomplish the work outlined in the PHIP. 
 


b. Describe where the CJS arrangement being implemented falls within the Cross-Jurisdictional 
Sharing Spectrum (http://phsharing.org/what-we-do/). 
 


As a CJS arrangement, the West Central Public Health Partnership (WCPHP) has elements that 
align with both the “Service-Related Arrangements” and the “Shared Functions with Joint 
Oversight” category on the Cross-Jurisdictional Sharing Spectrum.  Within the “Service-Related 
Arrangements”, the WCPHP supports the staff time of a regional coordinator and a health 
planner position.  The shared capacity of the coordinator and health planner enables the WCPHP 
to conduct a regional health assessment and create a regional public health improvement plan, 
enhancing the ability of the six small, rural public health agencies to carry out public health core 
services.  
 
Within the “Shared Functions with Joint Oversight”, the WCPHP is currently implementing 
numerous grant-funded projects across the six county region.  These regional projects include 
implementation of a Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) funded well water 
quality grant, a Cancer, Cardiovascular and Chronic Pulmonary Disease (CCPD) and State 
Tobacco Education and Prevention Program (STEPP) grant focused on implementing county 
government worksite wellness programs, a State Innovation Model (SIM) grant, a waste tire 
disposal program, and a grant to provide radon testing and education for classrooms across the 
region.  As a CJS arrangement, the WCPHP provides the oversight necessary to carry out these 
projects at the regional level. 
 


c. Illustrate how the CJS collaboration embodies the Center’s Identified Success 
Factors (http://phsharing.org/technical-assistance/success-factors/), outlining the 
Prerequisites, Facilitating Factors, and Project Characteristics in place for this 
initiative. 
 


The WCPHP has thrived during its decade long partnership by applying these Identified Success Factors: 
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Prerequisites: 
• Clarity of objectives: The strategic plan outlines the four main goals of the WCPHP and 


establishes criteria for WCPHP projects. 
• Balanced Approach: The WCPHP recently approved an increase in spending to ensure the 


quality of the assessment and planning process, including the time and travel necessary to 
reach all six counties for stakeholder input.  Once this process is complete, the partnership 
will resume its focus on efficient implementation of the strategies outlined. 


• Trust: Ten years of relationship building allows the partnership to tackle difficult questions 
and hold leadership team members accountable. 


Facilitating Factors: 
• Success in Prior Collaborations:  The six counties of the partnership collaborated on projects 


prior to the creation of the WCPHP including the Nurse Family Partnership in 2000.  Since 
its inception in 2006, the partnership has successfully collaborated on nine regional grants.   


• Sense of Regional Identity: The WCPHP encompasses a unique region on the western slope 
of Colorado.  The partnership recognized the challenges of operating a small county public 
health department in rural, geographically isolated areas.   


• Positive Interpersonal Relationships: The WCPHP was built based on positive relationships.  
The founder of the WCPHP logged numerous hours investing in the positive personal 
connections necessary to solidify the partnership.  The partnership continues its 
commitment to interpersonal relationships through in person meetings, frequent phone 
conversations, and participation in regional and state trainings. 


Project Characteristics: 
• Senior- Level Support: The WCPHP is made up of the public health directors and 


environmental health specialist from each of the six counties.  The IGA was approved by 
each county’s Board of Commissioners, achieving a high level of support from each county.  
Annually, each county contributes funding from their public health budget towards the 
coordination of the WCPHP. 


• Strong Project Management: The WCPHP had the foresight to create a paid coordinator 
position to help guide the work of the partnership.  This position provides organization and 
coordination for the complex work of the six-county partnership. 


 
d. Detail the goal(s) and objectives of the project, including which CJS Roadmap 
phase(s) the proposal will address — Explore; Prepare and Plan; or Implement 
and Improve — and the area(s) within the phase(s) the proposal will address 
(http://phsharing.org/roadmap/). 
 


The goal of this project is to improve the effectiveness and efficiency of the WCPHP to implement 
regional grants and projects.  As part of the current PHIP, the partnership is working on six regional 
grants with varying models for how the work is done.  New to this process is the need for more 
leadership from the Public Health Agencies, although they have varying levels of capacity.  The 
WCPHP core planning team members recognize the need to improve the processes of coordinating 
the grants to successfully achieve the outcomes of the grants across the region.  The partnership 
recently started a process to review the effectiveness and efficiency of these regional projects.  
Through the initial phase of this process, communication and capacity were identified as areas ripe 
for improvement.  Guided by the CJS Roadmap, the WCPHP will achieve this goal through two 
main objectives: 
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• Improve communication by updating the existing communication plan by November 31st, 
2017.  This objective will include examination of the current communications plan, including 
how it is being implemented and how it may be improved.  As described in Phase 3 of the 
Roadmap: Implement and Improve, the WCPHP will focus on the areas of communications 
and change management to determine if the current plan is effective and identify the changes 
necessary to facilitate successful regional work. 


• Assess the capacity of the WCPHP to implement current and new regional initiatives by 
November 31st, 2017.  As the leadership and resources of the partnership evolve, the group 
must review the capacity to implement regional initiatives, including strategies in the PHIP.  
In Phase 3: Implement and Improve, through implementation and management, the group 
must evaluate if the activities outlined in existing work are being implement as planned, if 
there is internal leadership and resources in place to support this work, and if community 
partnership exist to support the larger regional work of the partnership. 
 
e. Explain why the arrangement was selected and any aspects of the arrangement that 
support local and state public health goals. 


 
The West Central Public Health Partnership was built on existing collaboration between six counties 
in health statistic region 10.  Prior to the formal agreement, the six counties often collaborated on 
projects and in 2000 designed and funded the “Nurse Family Partnership” program with branches in 
all six counties.  The partnership has had the benefit of support from the Colorado Department of 
Public Health and Environment (CDPHE) since its inception in 2006 and continues to collaborate 
with the state public health department Office of Planning, Partnerships, and Improvement (OPPI) 
on a regular basis.   By utilizing the Colorado Health Assessment Planning System (CHAPS) tool to 
conduct the RHA and PHIP, the WCPHP regional assessment and plan are informed by the state 
public health goals and in turn provide local data and strategies to the state public health department 
to create a cohesive state plan based on the work of local public health agencies. 
 
f. Explain whether and, if so, how the project may generate information to be added to the body of 
knowledge for the Center priority areas described in this document. 
 
As a long standing CJS arrangement, the WCPHP provides a unique learning opportunity about 
arrangements with frontier counties and state health department involvement.  One of the main 
challenges for the partnership has been how to operate across a large, sparsely-populated geographic 
region.  Three of the six counties in the WCPHP are designated as frontier counties.  Residents in 
these counties often have trouble accessing health and human services due to distance, isolation, or 
lack of service in the area.   By improving the effectiveness and efficiency of the partnership’s 
regional work, this project will provide an example of how a CJS arrangement can impact the health 
of residents in frontier communities. 
 
The state health department has played a critical role in the development and success of the 
WCPHP.  CDPHE often attends partnership meetings, offering guidance and support.  OPPI works 
closely with the partnership during the RHA and PHIP planning process, sharing ideas on what has 
worked well for other CJS arrangements.  This proposal will provide added knowledge of how a 
state health department can support CJS activities at the local level. 
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In addition, in September of 2012, the Colorado Trust completed a case study of the WCPHP as a 
regional collaboration between multiple jurisdictional public health departments.  The case study 
highlights challenges and strengths involved with the CJS arrangement.  This grant provides an 
excellent opportunity for the WCPHP to evaluate the challenges and strengths that exist four years 
later and examine the opportunities to strengthen the long-standing CJS arrangement.

The CDPHE is very interested in learning from regional collaborations implementing public health 
grants and services.  The WCPHP works closely with the CDPHE and knowledge is shared between 
the WCPHP and CDPHE staff, specifically on best practices for conducting a regional PHIP. This 
proposal will improve the state’s knowledge of how improved communications and assessment of 
capacity can affect a regional PHIP planning process.  The process of updating a communication 
plan in the PHIP can be used by the state as guide for other local public health agencies and CJS 
arrangements.  Close collaboration with OPPI allows CDPHE to share tools, resources, and lessons 
learned across the state.  Ultimately, improved assessments and improvement plans create a stronger 
overall state plan.     
 


b. Detail the activities that will be undertaken in your project to achieve the goal(s) and 
objectives.

In order to improve the effectiveness and efficiency of the WCPHP to implement regional grants 
and projects, the partnership will focus on two main objectives; improve the existing communication 
plan, and assess capacity of the partnership to implement regional projects.  For each objective, the 
partnership will complete the following activities: 
 
Objective: Assess and Update the Communications Plan by August 31, 2017. 
Communication Plan Objective Activities:  
Phase 3: Implement and Improve, Communications and Change Management 


• Assess current communication plan and how well plan is being implemented

c. Describe how you will measure success for this project. 
 


Successful completion of this project will result in the review and revision of our current 
communication plan and capacity assessment.  We will compare our existing baseline measure of 
how we work together on regional initiatives taken at the December WCPHP meeting to the same 
measure at the end of the project.  Long-term success of the partnership will depend on the quality 
of these governing documents and the ability of the partnership to revise our plans as we tackle 
more in-depth initiatives to improve the health of our region. 
 


d. Describe potential challenges that may be faced during the grant period and strategies to 
address and overcome them. 


The WCPHP has overcome many challenges during its ten-year history.  This project allows the 
partnership to examine some of its recent challenges while sustaining the groundwork of the long-
term CJS.  These potential challenges include the ability of staff and directors to carry out similar 
activities in a timely manner across six rural and frontier counties, attend distant regional meetings 
vital for collaboration and communication, and participate fully in an assessment and evaluation 
process.  As in previous work, the partnership is able to address and overcome many challenges 
based on the interpersonal relationships built over the past ten years.  Because the core planning 
team understands the unique challenges of operating a small public health agency, they are able to 
offer support and share innovative solutions to many of these challenges.  The outcome of this 
project will improve the partnerships ability to solve these recurring challenges moving forward.

This Contractor Agreement (“Agreement”) made effective the 1st day of March, 2017, is 
by and between the Board of County  Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, 
Colorado,  whose address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Gunnison 
County”) and CML Security, whose address is 3000 Airport Rd. Erie, CO 80516, 
(“Contractor”). 
 
 RECITALS 
 
Contractor provides services to the Public Safety building, located at 510 W. Bidwell 
Ave., Gunnison, CO (hereinafter “Services”).  Gunnison County desires to engage 
Contractor to provide Services according to this Agreement. 
 
 AGREEMENT 
 
NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and 
obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows: 
 


1. SCOPE OF SERVICES. 
 


Contractor shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment 
to commence, diligently pursue, and complete the services as more specifically 
set forth on Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.  
All Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with 
generally accepted standards for Contractor’s profession and all applicable 
federal, state and local laws and regulations affecting the Services or the subject 
matter thereof. Contractor acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, 
and Gunnison County may contract with additional or other providers able to 
furnish the same or similar services as it deems appropriate to do so.  
 


2. TERM. 
 


The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date first set forth above and 
shall terminate when the scope of services is complete, but not later than 
December 31, 2018, unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein.

(b) Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent for any injury 


to one person in any single occurrence, Three Hundred Fifty Thousand and 
No/100 U.S. Dollars  ($350,000.00); and  For an injury to two or more 
persons in any single occurrence, the sum of Nine Hundred Ninety 
Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($990,000.00). 


 
(c) Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in the 


Services, in an amount no less than $350,000 for any injury to one person 
in any single occurrence and in an amount no less than $990,000 for any 
injury to two or more persons in any single occurrence. 


 
6. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR. 


 
In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, Contractor is 
acting as an independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint venture or 
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employee of Gunnison County. Contractor does not have any authority to bind 
Gunnison County in any manner whatsoever.

kind caused by the misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of 
Contractor or its employees,   subcontractors or agents in connection with this 
Agreement. 
 
This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement with 
respect to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.

The County employee or Board or 
Commission member must also ensure that the building is vacated and secured prior to 
leaving the premises. 


3. Specifically regarding the Gunnison County Courthouse, the entirety of the Gunnison 
County Courthouse is the subject of the exclusive administration, protection and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Colorado Revised Statutes, 18-9-117 (b), the Board has the power to 
control, manage and supervise the buildings and property, and to adopt such orders, rules or 
regulations as are reasonably necessary for the administration, protection and maintenance of 
such buildings and property; 
 
WHEREAS, each of the three buildings and properties has certain outdoor areas that can be 
made available by the Board for public use; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Board recognizes the value of having such facilities available for public use, but 
that such use has raised issues about maintenance costs, security, County staff and contracted 
maintenance crews; and  
 
WHEREAS, a study of comparable spaces in the community indicates that fees are charged for 
use by public groups of outdoor public areas, and that such fees offset a portion of costs of

WHEREAS, the Board finds it in the best interest of public safety and fiscal responsibility that the 
use of outdoor public areas by groups of 15 or more persons on the three County-owned public 
properties for non-County functions shall not be allowed without the written consent of the 
Facilities and Grounds Manager.

The collection of a $150 
security deposit shall be required, and the deposit will be refunded within 10 
business days upon post-use inspection and the finding of no damage to the 
property. The cost of repairs for any damages caused by a group shall be the sole 
responsibility of the group, and the costs will be deducted from the security deposit 
prior to refund of the balance.  If the total cost of repairs is more than the amount 
of the deposit, the additional amount will be charged to the group.  


b. Groups comprised of less than 15 persons will not need to obtain prior written 
authorization, and a security deposit will not be required.

A RESOLUTION APPROVING LAND USE CHANGE PERMIT NO. 2016-00037 


A LAND USE CHANGE PERMIT FOR DARIN AND CATHY CRAIG  
CONSTRUCTION OF A SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENCE ON A RIDGELINE 


LOT 10, STAR MOUNTAIN RANCH 
 


WHEREAS, Darin and Cathy Craig, represented by Ben White, Ben White Architecture have 
submitted a Land Use Change application for the construction of a single-family residence with an 
attached garage, in compliance with Section 11-108: Standards for Development on Ridgelines, Gunnison 
County Land Use Resolution.   
 
The applicants provided a detailed ridgeline analysis, including detailed architectural drawings of the site 
profile, prepared by Ben White, Architect, Ben White Architecture.  The drawings and site plans, as noted 
above, depict the location, form and scale of the proposed structures in relation to the existing trees on the 
parcel and the ridgeline vantage locations on Ohio Creek Road.  The lot is predominately sagebrush, with 
the building site backed by a mixed stand of aspen and conifers. 
 
The applicants have demonstrated through visual analysis that the structure will be significantly screened, 
in compliance with Section 11-108: Standards for Development on Ridgelines. I.1.d: If Significant 
Screening Exists and Is Protected, Decision Shall Be Made By Board, with existing vegetation that is of 
such volume, density and species that no part of the building that is partially visible will be visually 
obtrusive.   
 
The Commission finds that there will be significant vegetative screening existing on the property, located 
behind the proposed residence to significantly screen the proposed residence, as to make it visually 
unobtrusive.  The distance between the subject parcel and the closest point on the ridgeline vantage is 
significant and the duration of the visibility is of so short a period of time that those factors will limit the 
visibility of the proposed residence from the ridgeline vantage.   
 
A restrictive covenant, attached as “Exhibit A,” will ensure, in perpetuity, the existence and replacement of 
the natural vegetation on the applicant’s property used for screening.  Additionally, the structures on the 
ridgeline shall have minimum visual impact. The residence will not stand out among its surroundings, nor 
draw attention to themselves, through the use of reclaimed wood material for siding and exterior colors 
that blend with surrounding natural terrain.  Additionally, rusted metal or another comparably unobtrusive 
material shall be used for the roof material.  The residence is not visible from a municipal ridgeline 
vantage. 
 
The site is located on Lot 10, Star Mountain Ranch, at the end of Kestrel Drive, approximately 18 miles 
north of the City of Gunnison, east of Ohio Creek Road; and 
 
 WHEREAS, after a review of the visual analysis, all information, documentation and related to it, and 
an on-site visit, the Gunnison County Planning Commission did, after a public hearing on January 20, 2017 
forward a Recommendation of approval of that application to the BOCC with certain Findings and Conditions: 
 
FINDINGS: 
 


1. The Commission has classified the application as a Minor Impact Project, based upon the impact 
classification found in Section 6-102: Projects Classified as Minor Impact Projects F. Development 
Requiring Detailed Ridgeline Vantage Visibility Analysis. 
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2. A detailed visual ridgeline analysis and architectural drawings titled “Ridgeline Analysis – The 
Craig Residence” prepared by Ben White, White Architecture, March 12, 2016 was submitted with 
the application. 


 
3. The information and analysis indicate that the proposed structure, under the definition of “ridgeline 


vantage,” would be visible from Ohio Creek Road. 
 


4. Pursuant to Section 11-108: Standards for Development on Ridgelines, I. Exceptions the Planning 
Commission finds by clear and convincing evidence that significant screening exists and that the 
building site meets or exceeds the following standard: 


   
 d. If Significant Screening Exists and is Protected, Decision Shall Be Made by Board.  If 


the Planning Commission finds that the project does not meet the first three  
requirements of this section, but that any building on the ridgeline shall be significantly 
screened by existing (as opposed to new) natural vegetation on the applicant’s property, 
of such volume, density and species of tree cover, after provision of defensible space 
for wildfire hazard, so that no part of the building that is partially visible shall be visibly 
obtrusive from any ridgeline vantage, at any time of year, the Commission shall so note 
in a recommendation to the Board, and the Board shall be the decision making body.  If 
approved, the approval shall include: 


   
1. Recorded Covenant, Easement or Agreement. A recorded mechanism (e.g. 


protective covenant, conservation easement, bonding agreement) acceptable to the 
County must be provided to ensure, in perpetuity, the existence and replacement of 
the natural vegetation on the applicant’s property used for screening; and 


2. Minimal Visual Impact. When significant screening exists and is protected, the 
building on the ridgeline shall have minimal visual impact and:  


 (a.) Is Not Obtrusive or Visible From A Municipal Ridgeline Vantage.   
 Must comply with both of the following standards: 
  (1.) Obtrusiveness. The building will blend in with its    


 surroundings and will not stand out in the context of its    
 surroundings nor draw attention to itself; and 


  (2.) Municipal Ridgeline Vantage. The building will not be    
 visible with the naked eye from a municipal ridgeline vantage; and 


 (b.) Must Not be Visible from Ridgeline Vantage or Visibility is Only  
 Momentary. Must comply with and with one of the following  
 standards:  


(1.) Distance from Ridgeline Vantage(s). The building will not be visible with the 
naked eye from near or distant ridgeline vantages; or 


  (2.) Number and Length or Duration of Ridgeline Vantages. The  number and 
length or duration of public road ridgeline vantages from which the building 
will be visible are so small that the building will be visible only momentarily to 
passersby. 


   
5. A restrictive covenant was submitted, ensuring, in perpetuity, the existence and replacement of 


the natural vegetation on the subject property, attached as “Exhibit A”.  
 


6. The Planning Commission conducted a site visit on December 2, 2016 and viewed the building 
site and from points on the ridgeline vantage on Ohio Creek Road.  The Commission found that 
the site would be visually unobtrusive due to distance and screening from the ridgeline vantage.  


 
7. The elevation difference between the building site and the ridgeline vantage on Ohio Creek Road 


is greater than 150 feet.   
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8. The proposed structures will blend with the surroundings.  The house siding will be reclaimed 
lumber, using unobtrusive exterior colors that blend with the surrounding natural terrain.  The roof 
material proposed is rusted metal or another comparably unobtrusive material.  No shiny metal 
roof shall be allowed, as identified in the restrictive covenant.   


 
9. All exterior lighting shall be directed downward, as identified in the restrictive covenant.   


 
10. This review and decision incorporates, but is not limited to, all the documentation submitted to the 


County and included within the Planning Office file relative to this application; including all 
comments at the public hearing, exhibits, references and documents as included therein. 


 
11. This permit may be revoked or suspended if Gunnison County determines that any material fact 


set forth herein or represented by the applicant was false or misleading, or that the applicant failed 
to disclose facts necessary to make any such fact not misleading. 


 
12. The removal or material alteration of any physical feature of the property (geological, 


topographical or vegetative) relied on herein to mitigate a possible conflict shall require a new or 
amended land use change permit.  


 
13. Approval of this use is based upon the facts presented and implies no approval of similar use in a 


different location and with different impacts on the environment and community.  Each such future 
application shall be required to be reviewed and evaluated on its own facts, subject to its 
compliance with current regulations, and its impact to the County. 


 
CONDITIONS: 
 


1. This permit is limited to activities described within the “Project Description” of this application, and as 
depicted on the Site Plan submitted as part of this application.  Expansion or change of this use will 
require either an application for amendment of this permit, or submittal of an application for a new 
permit, in compliance with applicable requirements of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution. 


 
2. That this approval be memorialized by Board Resolution and recorded within the Office of the 


Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder. 
 


3. A restrictive covenant ensuring, in perpetuity, the existence and replacement of the natural 
vegetation on the subject property, attached as “Exhibit A.”, shall be executed prior to approval by 
the Board. The restrictive covenant shall be recorded contemporaneously with the Board Resolution, 
within the Office of the Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder. 


 
4. This permit may be revoked or suspended if Gunnison County determines that any material fact set 


forth herein or represented by the applicant was false or misleading, or that the applicant failed to 
disclose facts necessary to make any such fact not misleading. 


 
5. The removal or material alteration of any physical feature of the property (geological, topographical 


or vegetative) relied on herein to mitigate a possible conflict shall require a new or amended land use 
change permit.  


 
6. Approval of this use implies no approval of any such similar use on any other parcel.  Review of this 


application has considered the impact of this proposed use in the context of cumulative impacts to 
the environment and the community in the context of its compliance with County land use standards. 
 


7. Approval of this use is based upon the facts presented and implies no approval of a similar use in a 
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different location and with different impacts on the environment and community.  Each such future 
application shall be required to be reviewed and evaluated on its own facts, subject to its compliance 
with current regulations, and its impact to the County.  


 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, 
Colorado, that Land Use Change Permit No. 2017-00037, for Darin and Cathy Craig is approved as a Minor
