PRESENTATION; CARBONDALE TO CRESTED BUTTE TRAIL PLAN:  Pitkin County Open Space and 
Trails Planning and Outreach Manager Lindsey Utter, Pitkin County Open Space and Trails Director Gary 
Tennenbaum, and Gunnison County Trails Commission representative Joellen Fonken were present for 
discussion. 
 
Mr. Tennenbaum stated that the trail will address safety, recreation and economic development, and that 
sections of the trail have already been completed.  This trail was part of the Governor’s 16 Trails in 2016, 
and it was awarded a one-stage $100,000 planning grant via GOCO.  Private funding is being sought, and 
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additional grant funding will be sought later in the process.  They did not request funding from the County, 
but they may return in the future with a request.  Some of the trail sections are priorities for the Town of 
Crested Butte, so some funding may be available from the Town in the future.  The whole connecting trail 
could cost upwards of $25M.  Ms. Utt stated that public comment would be accepted until 2/24 via 
www.pitkinostprojects.com.   
 
The Board expressed appreciation for the update.

a. Transportation Bill.  Commissioner Messner stated that this bill seeks to dedicate 10% 
of Colorado sales tax for transportation funding, but there is no provision for local-level 
funding.  He is not certain that the bill will be successful, and CCI took the stance to 
monitor it.  He thought the Board might want to work with our representatives to draft 
a bill, or at least craft a position statement.  Chairperson Chamberland suggested that, 
if desired, the Board could voice support through Club 20 regarding issues that the Board 
would like to have considered at the state level. 


b. Surveyor Bill.  Commissioner Messner stated that the County might be required to have 
a surveyor, and he agreed to forward more information to CM Birnie after the meeting.  
CCI chose to monitor this bill.   


c. Marijuana.  Commissioner Messner stated that the issue of illegal grows was discussed, 
and the Governor intends to propose solutions.  Commissioner Messner will discuss the 
related issues during the next work session. 


d. Federal Mineral Lease District.  Commissioner Messner asked about the possibility of the 
County having a Federal Mineral Lease District, and CM Birnie explained that the option 
is there, but that a District does not currently exist.  CM Birnie explained that there are 
benefits to setting up a District, but that the potential drawbacks are problematic.  When 
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last evaluated locally, the risks outweighed the benefits; he will have Finance Director 
Linda Nienhueser provide an updated financial analysis for consideration.   


2. Regional Housing Authority Update.  Commissioner Messner will attend the upcoming meeting 
later in the week.  He stated that search is ongoing for a new director.  He also agreed that a 
large portion of the needs identified in the Housing Needs Assessment will need to be 
addressed by private enterprise.   


3. Metropolitan Recreation (Met Rec) District Update.  Commissioner Messner attended the 2/20 
meeting to discuss indoor recreation, with focus on a potential indoor pool in the north end of 
the valley.  He noted that there appears to be some disagreement among the Met Rec board 
members about what their future focuses should be.    


4. Gunnison Valley Rural Transportation Authority Update.  Commissioner Messner plans to attend 
the meeting later in the week to continue discussions about which markets should be retained 
and which ones may not be financially feasible at this time.

HOWEVER, those adjacent property 
owner(s) and occupant(s) of adjacent lands shall be subject to the road weight restriction of a ten (10) ton 
load limit per vehicle for that portion of County Road 38.

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County (the “Board”) owns and oversees the 
buildings, improvements, maintenance and use of the Gunnison County Courthouse at 200 E. Virginia Ave., 
the Blackstock Government Center at 221 N. Wisconsin Street, and the O’Leary Family Services Center at 
225 N. Pine Street, all in the City of Gunnison; and 
 
WHEREAS, pursuant to Colorado Revised Statutes, 18-9-117 (b), the Board has the power to control, 
manage and supervise the buildings and property, and to adopt such orders, rules or regulations as are 
reasonably necessary for the administration, protection and maintenance of such buildings and property; 
and 
 
WHEREAS, the Board finds that indoor areas and meeting rooms in the three County-owned public 
buildings shall not be available for use by non-County-related functions due to the high demand for these 
spaces. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, 
Colorado, that:  


1. Areas and meeting rooms in the Gunnison County Courthouse, the Blackstock Government Center 
and the O’Leary Services Center may be scheduled for use only by: 


a. County staff; 
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b. County boards and commissions appointed by the Board;  
c. Groups coordinated and managed by the Health and Human Services Department for 


meetings that support their purposes; and  
d. Court staff, limited to the use of courtrooms, jury rooms, and judges’ chambers for court-


related activities. 
2. A County employee or a Board or Commission member must be present for the entirety of any 


area and/or meeting room use that extends beyond the normal business hours of 8:00 am until 
5:00 pm, Monday through Friday.  The County employee or Board or Commission member must 
also ensure that the building is vacated and secured prior to leaving the premises. 


3. Specifically regarding the Gunnison County Courthouse, the entirety of the Gunnison County 
Courthouse is the subject of the exclusive administration, protection and maintenance of the Board 
of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado, EXCEPT the Seventh Judicial District and 
the Office of the District Attorney of the Seventh Judicial District shall have the authority to grant, 
limit or prohibit use of the portions of the Gunnison County Courthouse described in Exhibit “A”, 
attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, exclusively for activities of the Seventh 
Judicial District and/or the Office of the District Attorney of the Seventh Judicial District.  


4. The Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County retains the full and exclusive authority to 
make further orders, rules or regulations regarding the Gunnison County Courthouse, Blackstock 
Government Center, and the O’Leary Family Services Center as the Board of County Commissioners 
of Gunnison County, Colorado deems reasonably necessary.  


5. This Resolution supersedes in its entirety Resolution No. 12, Series 2012. 
 
THIS RESOLUTION AND THE APPROVAL GRANTED HEREBY shall not be effective unless and until 
a copy is recorded in the Office of the Clerk and Recorder of Gunnison County.

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County (the “Board”) owns and oversees the 
buildings, improvements, grounds, maintenance and use of the Gunnison County Courthouse at 200 E. 
Virginia Ave., the Blackstock Government Center at 221 N. Wisconsin Street, and the O’Leary Family 
Services Center at 225 N. Pine Street., all in the City of Gunnison; and 
 
WHEREAS, pursuant to Colorado Revised Statutes, 18-9-117 (b), the Board has the power to control, 
manage and supervise the buildings and property, and to adopt such orders, rules or regulations as are 
reasonably necessary for the administration, protection and maintenance of such buildings and property; 
 
WHEREAS, each of the three buildings and properties has certain outdoor areas that can be made available 
by the Board for public use; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Board recognizes the value of having such facilities available for public use, but that such 
use has raised issues about maintenance costs, security, County staff and contracted maintenance crews; 
and  
 
WHEREAS, a study of comparable spaces in the community indicates that fees are charged for use by 
public groups of outdoor public areas, and that such fees offset a portion of costs of security, maintenance 
and improvements; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Board finds it in the best interest of public safety and fiscal responsibility that the use of 
outdoor public areas by groups of 15 or more persons on the three County-owned public properties for 
non-County functions shall not be allowed without the written consent of the Facilities and Grounds 
Manager.

The collection of a $150 security deposit shall be 
required, and the deposit will be refunded within 10 business days upon post-use 
inspection and the finding of no damage to the property. The cost of repairs for any 
damages caused by a group shall be the sole responsibility of the group, and the costs will 
be deducted from the security deposit prior to refund of the balance.  If the total cost of 
repairs is more than the amount of the deposit, the additional amount will be charged to 
the group.  


b. Groups comprised of less than 15 persons will not need to obtain prior written 
authorization, and a security deposit will not be required.  


2. The Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County retains the full and exclusive authority to 
make further orders, rules or regulations regarding the Gunnison County Courthouse, the 
Blackstock Government Center, the O’Leary Family Services Center, or grounds as the Board of 
County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado deems reasonably necessary.

A LAND USE CHANGE PERMIT FOR DARIN AND CATHY CRAIG  
CONSTRUCTION OF A SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENCE ON A RIDGELINE 


LOT 10, STAR MOUNTAIN RANCH 
 
WHEREAS, Darin and Cathy Craig, represented by Ben White, Ben White Architecture have submitted a 
Land Use Change application for the construction of a single-family residence with an attached garage, in 
compliance with Section 11-108: Standards for Development on Ridgelines, Gunnison County Land Use 
Resolution.   
 
The applicants provided a detailed ridgeline analysis, including detailed architectural drawings of the site 
profile, prepared by Ben White, Architect, Ben White Architecture.  The drawings and site plans, as noted 
above, depict the location, form and scale of the proposed structures in relation to the existing trees on 
the parcel and the ridgeline vantage locations on Ohio Creek Road.  The lot is predominately sagebrush, 
with the building site backed by a mixed stand of aspen and conifers. 
 
The applicants have demonstrated through visual analysis that the structure will be significantly screened, 
in compliance with Section 11-108: Standards for Development on Ridgelines. I.1.d: If Significant Screening 
Exists and Is Protected, Decision Shall Be Made By Board, with existing vegetation that is of such volume, 
density and species that no part of the building that is partially visible will be visually obtrusive.   
 
The Commission finds that there will be significant vegetative screening existing on the property, located 
behind the proposed residence to significantly screen the proposed residence, as to make it visually 
unobtrusive.  The distance between the subject parcel and the closest point on the ridgeline vantage is 
significant and the duration of the visibility is of so short a period of time that those factors will limit the 
visibility of the proposed residence from the ridgeline vantage.   
 
A restrictive covenant, attached as “Exhibit A,” will ensure, in perpetuity, the existence and replacement of 
the natural vegetation on the applicant’s property used for screening.  Additionally, the structures on the 
ridgeline shall have minimum visual impact. The residence will not stand out among its surroundings, nor 
draw attention to themselves, through the use of reclaimed wood material for siding and exterior colors 
that blend with surrounding natural terrain.  Additionally, rusted metal or another comparably unobtrusive 
material shall be used for the roof material.  The residence is not visible from a municipal ridgeline vantage. 
 
The site is located on Lot 10, Star Mountain Ranch, at the end of Kestrel Drive, approximately 18 miles 
north of the City of Gunnison, east of Ohio Creek Road; and 
 
WHEREAS, after a review of the visual analysis, all information, documentation and related to it, and an on-
site visit, the Gunnison County Planning Commission did, after a public hearing on January 20, 2017 forward a 
Recommendation of approval of that application to the BOCC with certain Findings and Conditions: 
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FINDINGS: 
 


1. The Commission has classified the application as a Minor Impact Project, based upon the impact 
classification found in Section 6-102: Projects Classified as Minor Impact Projects F. Development 
Requiring Detailed Ridgeline Vantage Visibility Analysis. 


 
2. A detailed visual ridgeline analysis and architectural drawings titled “Ridgeline Analysis – The Craig 


Residence” prepared by Ben White, White Architecture, March 12, 2016 was submitted with the 
application. 


 
3. The information and analysis indicate that the proposed structure, under the definition of “ridgeline 


vantage,” would be visible from Ohio Creek Road. 
 


4. Pursuant to Section 11-108: Standards for Development on Ridgelines, I. Exceptions the Planning 
Commission finds by clear and convincing evidence that significant screening exists and that the 
building site meets or exceeds the following standard: 


   
 d. If Significant Screening Exists and is Protected, Decision Shall Be Made by Board.  If 


the Planning Commission finds that the project does not meet the first three  
requirements of this section, but that any building on the ridgeline shall be significantly 
screened by existing (as opposed to new) natural vegetation on the applicant’s property, 
of such volume, density and species of tree cover, after provision of defensible space for 
wildfire hazard, so that no part of the building that is partially visible shall be visibly 
obtrusive from any ridgeline vantage, at any time of year, the Commission shall so note 
in a recommendation to the Board, and the Board shall be the decision making body.  If 
approved, the approval shall include: 


   
1. Recorded Covenant, Easement or Agreement. A recorded mechanism (e.g. protective 


covenant, conservation easement, bonding agreement) acceptable to the County must 
be provided to ensure, in perpetuity, the existence and replacement of the natural 
vegetation on the applicant’s property used for screening; and 


2. Minimal Visual Impact. When significant screening exists and is protected, the building 
on the ridgeline shall have minimal visual impact and:  


 (a.) Is Not Obtrusive or Visible From A Municipal Ridgeline Vantage.   
 Must comply with both of the following standards: 
  (1.) Obtrusiveness. The building will blend in with its    


 surroundings and will not stand out in the context of its    
 surroundings nor draw attention to itself; and 


  (2.) Municipal Ridgeline Vantage. The building will not be    
 visible with the naked eye from a municipal ridgeline vantage; and 


 (b.) Must Not be Visible from Ridgeline Vantage or Visibility is Only  
 Momentary. Must comply with and with one of the following  
 standards:  


(1.) Distance from Ridgeline Vantage(s). The building will not be visible with the 
naked eye from near or distant ridgeline vantages; or 


  (2.) Number and Length or Duration of Ridgeline Vantages. The  number 
and length or duration of public road ridgeline vantages from which the 
building will be visible are so small that the building will be visible only 
momentarily to passersby. 


   
5. A restrictive covenant was submitted, ensuring, in perpetuity, the existence and replacement of 


the natural vegetation on the subject property, attached as “Exhibit A”.  
 


6. The Planning Commission conducted a site visit on December 2, 2016 and viewed the building site 
and from points on the ridgeline vantage on Ohio Creek Road.  The Commission found that the site 
would be visually unobtrusive due to distance and screening from the ridgeline vantage.  


 
7. The elevation difference between the building site and the ridgeline vantage on Ohio Creek Road 


is greater than 150 feet.   
8. The proposed structures will blend with the surroundings.  The house siding will be reclaimed 


lumber, using unobtrusive exterior colors that blend with the surrounding natural terrain.  The roof 
material proposed is rusted metal or another comparably unobtrusive material.  No shiny metal 
roof shall be allowed, as identified in the restrictive covenant.   


 
9. All exterior lighting shall be directed downward, as identified in the restrictive covenant.   


 
10. This review and decision incorporates, but is not limited to, all the documentation submitted to the 


County and included within the Planning Office file relative to this application; including all 
comments at the public hearing, exhibits, references and documents as included therein. 
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11. This permit may be revoked or suspended if Gunnison County determines that any material fact 


set forth herein or represented by the applicant was false or misleading, or that the applicant failed 
to disclose facts necessary to make any such fact not misleading. 


 
12. The removal or material alteration of any physical feature of the property (geological, topographical 


or vegetative) relied on herein to mitigate a possible conflict shall require a new or amended land 
use change permit.  


 
13. Approval of this use is based upon the facts presented and implies no approval of similar use in a 


different location and with different impacts on the environment and community.  Each such future 
application shall be required to be reviewed and evaluated on its own facts, subject to its 
compliance with current regulations, and its impact to the County. 


 
CONDITIONS: 
 


1. This permit is limited to activities described within the “Project Description” of this application, and as 
depicted on the Site Plan submitted as part of this application.  Expansion or change of this use will 
require either an application for amendment of this permit, or submittal of an application for a new 
permit, in compliance with applicable requirements of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution.

County Clerk and Recorder.

 Responsibility and Authority of the Sponsor. 2.
a. Public Agency Sponsor:  


It has legal authority to apply for this grant, and to finance and carry out the proposed 
project; that a resolution, motion or similar action has been duly adopted or passed as 
an official act of the applicant's governing body authorizing the filing of the 
application, including all understandings and assurances contained therein, and 
directing and authorizing the person identified as the official representative of the 
applicant to act in connection with the application and to provide such additional 
information as may be required. 


b. Private Sponsor:  


It has legal authority to apply for this grant and to finance and carry out the proposed 
project and comply with all terms, conditions, and assurances of this grant agreement. 
It shall designate an official representative and shall in writing direct and authorize 
that person to file this application, including all understandings and assurances 
contained therein; to act in connection with this application; and to provide such 
additional information as may be required. 


 Sponsor Fund Availability.  3.
It has sufficient funds available for that portion of the project costs which are not to 
be paid by the United States. It has sufficient funds available to assure operation and 
maintenance of items funded under this grant agreement which it will own or control. 


 Good Title. 4.
a. It, a public agency or the Federal government, holds good title, satisfactory to the 


Secretary, to the landing area of the airport or site thereof, or will give assurance 
satisfactory to the Secretary that good title will be acquired. 


b. For noise compatibility program projects to be carried out on the property of the 
sponsor, it holds good title satisfactory to the Secretary to that portion of the 
property upon which Federal funds will be expended or will give assurance to the 
Secretary that good title will be obtained. 


 Preserving Rights and Powers. 5.
a. It will not take or permit any action which would operate to deprive it of any of 


the rights and powers necessary to perform any or all of the terms, conditions, and 
assurances in this grant agreement without the written approval of the Secretary, 
and will act promptly to acquire, extinguish or modify any outstanding rights or 
claims of right of others which would interfere with such performance by the 
sponsor. This shall be done in a manner acceptable to the Secretary. 
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b. It will not sell, lease, encumber, or otherwise transfer or dispose of any part of its 
title or other interests in the property shown on Exhibit A to this application or, 
for a noise compatibility program project, that portion of the property upon which 
Federal funds have been expended, for the duration of the terms, conditions, and 
assurances in this grant agreement without approval by the Secretary. If the 
transferee is found by the Secretary to be eligible under Title 49, United States 
Code, to assume the obligations of this grant agreement and to have the power, 
authority, and financial resources to carry out all such obligations, the sponsor 
shall insert in the contract or document transferring or disposing of the sponsor's 
interest, and make binding upon the transferee all of the terms, conditions, and 
assurances contained in this grant agreement. 


c. For all noise compatibility program projects which are to be carried out by 
another unit of local government or are on property owned by a unit of local 
government other than the sponsor, it will enter into an agreement with that 
government. Except as otherwise specified by the Secretary, that agreement shall 
obligate that government to the same terms, conditions, and assurances that would 
be applicable to it if it applied directly to the FAA for a grant to undertake the 
noise compatibility program project. That agreement and changes thereto must be 
satisfactory to the Secretary. It will take steps to enforce this agreement against 
the local government if there is substantial non-compliance with the terms of the 
agreement. 


d. For noise compatibility program projects to be carried out on privately owned 
property, it will enter into an agreement with the owner of that property which 
includes provisions specified by the Secretary. It will take steps to enforce this 
agreement against the property owner whenever there is substantial non-
compliance with the terms of the agreement. 


e. If the sponsor is a private sponsor, it will take steps satisfactory to the Secretary to 
ensure that the airport will continue to function as a public-use airport in 
accordance with these assurances for the duration of these assurances. 


f. If an arrangement is made for management and operation of the airport by any 
agency or person other than the sponsor or an employee of the sponsor, the 
sponsor will reserve sufficient rights and authority to insure that the airport will 
be operated and maintained in accordance Title 49, United States Code, the 
regulations and the terms, conditions and assurances in this grant agreement and 
shall insure that such arrangement also requires compliance therewith. 


g. Sponsors of commercial service airports will not permit or enter into any 
arrangement that results in permission for the owner or tenant of a property used 
as a residence, or zoned for residential use, to taxi an aircraft between that 
property and any location on airport.  Sponsors of general aviation airports 
entering into any arrangement that results in permission for the owner of 
residential real property adjacent to or near the airport must comply with the 
requirements of Sec. 136 of Public Law 112-95 and the sponsor assurances. 
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 Consistency with Local Plans.  6.
The project is reasonably consistent with plans (existing at the time of submission of 
this application) of public agencies that are authorized by the State in which the 
project is located to plan for the development of the area surrounding the airport. 


 Consideration of Local Interest.  7.
It has given fair consideration to the interest of communities in or near where the 
project may be located. 


 Consultation with Users.  8.
In making a decision to undertake any airport development project under Title 49, 
United States Code, it has undertaken reasonable consultations with affected parties 
using the airport at which project is proposed. 


 Public Hearings.  9.
In projects involving the location of an airport, an airport runway, or a major runway 
extension, it has afforded the opportunity for public hearings for the purpose of 
considering the economic, social, and environmental effects of the airport or runway 
location and its consistency with goals and objectives of such planning as has been 
carried out by the community and it shall, when requested by the Secretary, submit a 
copy of the transcript of such hearings to the Secretary. Further, for such projects, it 
has on its management board either voting representation from the communities 
where the project is located or has advised the communities that they have the right to 
petition the Secretary concerning a proposed project. 


 Metropolitan Planning Organization.   10.
In projects involving the location of an airport, an airport runway, or a major runway 
extension at a medium or large hub airport, the sponsor has made available to and has 
provided upon request to the metropolitan planning organization in the area in which 
the airport is located, if any, a copy of the proposed amendment to the airport layout 
plan to depict the project and a copy of any airport master plan in which the project is 
described or depicted.  


 Pavement Preventive Maintenance.  11.
With respect to a project approved after January 1, 1995, for the replacement or 
reconstruction of pavement at the airport, it assures or certifies that it has 
implemented an effective airport pavement maintenance-management program and it 
assures that it will use such program for the useful life of any pavement constructed, 
reconstructed or repaired with Federal financial assistance at the airport. It will 
provide such reports on pavement condition and pavement management programs as 
the Secretary determines may be useful. 


 Terminal Development Prerequisites.  12.
For projects which include terminal development at a public use airport, as defined in 
Title 49, it has, on the date of submittal of the project grant application, all the safety 
equipment required for certification of such airport under section 44706 of Title 49, 
United States Code, and all the security equipment required by rule or regulation, and 
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has provided for access to the passenger enplaning and deplaning area of such airport 
to passengers enplaning and deplaning from aircraft other than air carrier aircraft. 


 Accounting System, Audit, and Record Keeping Requirements. 13.
a. It shall keep all project accounts and records which fully disclose the amount and 


disposition by the recipient of the proceeds of this grant, the total cost of the 
project in connection with which this grant is given or used, and the amount or 
nature of that portion of the cost of the project supplied by other sources, and such 
other financial records pertinent to the project. The accounts and records shall be 
kept in accordance with an accounting system that will facilitate an effective audit 
in accordance with the Single Audit Act of 1984. 


b. It shall make available to the Secretary and the Comptroller General of the United 
States, or any of their duly authorized representatives, for the purpose of audit and 
examination, any books, documents, papers, and records of the recipient that are 
pertinent to this grant. The Secretary may require that an appropriate audit be 
conducted by a recipient. In any case in which an independent audit is made of the 
accounts of a sponsor relating to the disposition of the proceeds of a grant or 
relating to the project in connection with which this grant was given or used, it 
shall file a certified copy of such audit with the Comptroller General of the United 
States not later than six (6) months following the close of the fiscal year for which 
the audit was made. 


 Minimum Wage Rates.   14.
It shall include, in all contracts in excess of $2,000 for work on any projects funded 
under this grant agreement which involve labor, provisions establishing minimum 
rates of wages, to be predetermined by the Secretary of Labor, in accordance with the 
Davis-Bacon Act, as amended (40 U.S.C. 276a-276a-5), which contractors shall pay 
to skilled and unskilled labor, and such minimum rates shall be stated in the invitation 
for bids and shall be included in proposals or bids for the work. 


 Veteran's Preference.   15.
It shall include in all contracts for work on any project funded under this grant 
agreement which involve labor, such provisions as are necessary to insure that, in the 
employment of labor (except in executive, administrative, and supervisory positions), 
preference shall be given to Vietnam era veterans, Persian Gulf veterans, 
Afghanistan-Iraq war veterans, disabled veterans, and small business concerns owned 
and controlled by disabled veterans as defined in Section 47112 of Title 49, United 
States Code.  However, this preference shall apply only where the individuals are 
available and qualified to perform the work to which the employment relates. 


 Conformity to Plans and Specifications.   16.
It will execute the project subject to plans, specifications, and schedules approved by 
the Secretary. Such plans, specifications, and schedules shall be submitted to the 
Secretary prior to commencement of site preparation, construction, or other 
performance under this grant agreement, and, upon approval of the Secretary, shall be 
incorporated into this grant agreement. Any modification to the approved plans, 
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specifications, and schedules shall also be subject to approval of the Secretary, and 
incorporated into this grant agreement. 


 Construction Inspection and Approval.  17.
It will provide and maintain competent technical supervision at the construction site 
throughout the project to assure that the work conforms to the plans, specifications, 
and schedules approved by the Secretary for the project. It shall subject the 
construction work on any project contained in an approved project application to 
inspection and approval by the Secretary and such work shall be in accordance with 
regulations and procedures prescribed by the Secretary. Such regulations and 
procedures shall require such cost and progress reporting by the sponsor or sponsors 
of such project as the Secretary shall deem necessary. 


 Planning Projects.  18.
In carrying out planning projects: 


a. It will execute the project in accordance with the approved program narrative 
contained in the project application or with the modifications similarly approved. 


b. It will furnish the Secretary with such periodic reports as required pertaining to 
the planning project and planning work activities. 


c. It will include in all published material prepared in connection with the planning 
project a notice that the material was prepared under a grant provided by the 
United States. 


d. It will make such material available for examination by the public, and agrees that 
no material prepared with funds under this project shall be subject to copyright in 
the United States or any other country. 


e. It will give the Secretary unrestricted authority to publish, disclose, distribute, and 
otherwise use any of the material prepared in connection with this grant. 


f. It will grant the Secretary the right to disapprove the sponsor's employment of 
specific consultants and their subcontractors to do all or any part of this project as 
well as the right to disapprove the proposed scope and cost of professional 
services. 


g. It will grant the Secretary the right to disapprove the use of the sponsor's 
employees to do all or any part of the project. 


h. It understands and agrees that the Secretary's approval of this project grant or the 
Secretary's approval of any planning material developed as part of this grant does 
not constitute or imply any assurance or commitment on the part of the Secretary 
to approve any pending or future application for a Federal airport grant. 


 Operation and Maintenance. 19.
a. The airport and all facilities which are necessary to serve the aeronautical users of 


the airport, other than facilities owned or controlled by the United States, shall be 
operated at all times in a safe and serviceable condition and in accordance with 
the minimum standards as may be required or prescribed by applicable Federal, 
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state and local agencies for maintenance and operation. It will not cause or permit 
any activity or action thereon which would interfere with its use for airport 
purposes. It will suitably operate and maintain the airport and all facilities thereon 
or connected therewith, with due regard to climatic and flood conditions. Any 
proposal to temporarily close the airport for non-aeronautical purposes must first 
be approved by the Secretary. In furtherance of this assurance, the sponsor will 
have in effect arrangements for- 


 Operating the airport's aeronautical facilities whenever required; 1)


 Promptly marking and lighting hazards resulting from airport conditions, 2)
including temporary conditions; and 


 Promptly notifying airmen of any condition affecting aeronautical use of the 3)
airport. Nothing contained herein shall be construed to require that the airport 
be operated for aeronautical use during temporary periods when snow, flood 
or other climatic conditions interfere with such operation and maintenance. 
Further, nothing herein shall be construed as requiring the maintenance, 
repair, restoration, or replacement of any structure or facility which is 
substantially damaged or destroyed due to an act of God or other condition or 
circumstance beyond the control of the sponsor. 


b. It will suitably operate and maintain noise compatibility program items that it 
owns or controls upon which Federal funds have been expended. 


 Hazard Removal and Mitigation.  20.
It will take appropriate action to assure that such terminal airspace as is required to 
protect instrument and visual operations to the airport (including established 
minimum flight altitudes) will be adequately cleared and protected by removing, 
lowering, relocating, marking, or lighting or otherwise mitigating existing airport 
hazards and by preventing the establishment or creation of future airport hazards. 


 Compatible Land Use.  21.
It will take appropriate action, to the extent reasonable, including the adoption of 
zoning laws, to restrict the use of land adjacent to or in the immediate vicinity of the 
airport to activities and purposes compatible with normal airport operations, including 
landing and takeoff of aircraft. In addition, if the project is for noise compatibility 
program implementation, it will not cause or permit any change in land use, within its 
jurisdiction, that will reduce its compatibility, with respect to the airport, of the noise 
compatibility program measures upon which Federal funds have been expended. 


 Economic Nondiscrimination. 22.
a. It will make the airport available as an airport for public use on reasonable terms 


and without unjust discrimination to all types, kinds and classes of aeronautical 
activities, including commercial aeronautical activities offering services to the 
public at the airport. 


b. In any agreement, contract, lease, or other arrangement under which a right or 
privilege at the airport is granted to any person, firm, or corporation to conduct or 
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to engage in any aeronautical activity for furnishing services to the public at the 
airport, the sponsor will insert and enforce provisions requiring the contractor to- 


 furnish said services on a reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, basis to 1)
all users thereof, and 


 charge reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, prices for each unit or 2)
service, provided that the contractor may be allowed to make reasonable and 
nondiscriminatory discounts, rebates, or other similar types of price reductions 
to volume purchasers. 


c. Each fixed-based operator at the airport shall be subject to the same rates, fees, 
rentals, and other charges as are uniformly applicable to all other fixed-based 
operators making the same or similar uses of such airport and utilizing the same 
or similar facilities. 


d. Each air carrier using such airport shall have the right to service itself or to use 
any fixed-based operator that is authorized or permitted by the airport to serve any 
air carrier at such airport. 


e. Each air carrier using such airport (whether as a tenant, non-tenant, or subtenant 
of another air carrier tenant) shall be subject to such nondiscriminatory and 
substantially comparable rules, regulations, conditions, rates, fees, rentals, and 
other charges with respect to facilities directly and substantially related to 
providing air transportation as are applicable to all such air carriers which make 
similar use of such airport and utilize similar facilities, subject to reasonable 
classifications such as tenants or non-tenants and signatory carriers and non-
signatory carriers. Classification or status as tenant or signatory shall not be 
unreasonably withheld by any airport provided an air carrier assumes obligations 
substantially similar to those already imposed on air carriers in such classification 
or status. 


f. It will not exercise or grant any right or privilege which operates to prevent any 
person, firm, or corporation operating aircraft on the airport from performing any 
services on its own aircraft with its own employees [including, but not limited to 
maintenance, repair, and fueling] that it may choose to perform. 


g. In the event the sponsor itself exercises any of the rights and privileges referred to 
in this assurance, the services involved will be provided on the same conditions as 
would apply to the furnishing of such services by commercial aeronautical service 
providers authorized by the sponsor under these provisions. 


h. The sponsor may establish such reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, 
conditions to be met by all users of the airport as may be necessary for the safe 
and efficient operation of the airport. 


i. The sponsor may prohibit or limit any given type, kind or class of aeronautical 
use of the airport if such action is necessary for the safe operation of the airport or 
necessary to serve the civil aviation needs of the public. 
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 Exclusive Rights.  23.
It will permit no exclusive right for the use of the airport by any person providing, or 
intending to provide, aeronautical services to the public. For purposes of this 
paragraph, the providing of the services at an airport by a single fixed-based operator 
shall not be construed as an exclusive right if both of the following apply: 


a. It would be unreasonably costly, burdensome, or impractical for more than one 
fixed-based operator to provide such services, and 


b. If allowing more than one fixed-based operator to provide such services would 
require the reduction of space leased pursuant to an existing agreement between 
such single fixed-based operator and such airport. It further agrees that it will not, 
either directly or indirectly, grant or permit any person, firm, or corporation, the 
exclusive right at the airport to conduct any aeronautical activities, including, but 
not limited to charter flights, pilot training, aircraft rental and sightseeing, aerial 
photography, crop dusting, aerial advertising and surveying, air carrier operations, 
aircraft sales and services, sale of aviation petroleum products whether or not 
conducted in conjunction with other aeronautical activity, repair and maintenance 
of aircraft, sale of aircraft parts, and any other activities which because of their 
direct relationship to the operation of aircraft can be regarded as an aeronautical 
activity, and that it will terminate any exclusive right to conduct an aeronautical 
activity now existing at such an airport before the grant of any assistance under 
Title 49, United States Code. 


 Fee and Rental Structure.  24.
It will maintain a fee and rental structure for the facilities and services at the airport 
which will make the airport as self-sustaining as possible under the circumstances 
existing at the particular airport, taking into account such factors as the volume of 
traffic and economy of collection. No part of the Federal share of an airport 
development, airport planning or noise compatibility project for which a grant is 
made under Title 49, United States Code, the Airport and Airway Improvement Act 
of 1982, the Federal Airport Act or the Airport and Airway Development Act of 1970 
shall be included in the rate basis in establishing fees, rates, and charges for users of 
that airport. 


 Airport Revenues. 25.
a. All revenues generated by the airport and any local taxes on aviation fuel 


established after December 30, 1987, will be expended by it for the capital or 
operating costs of the airport; the local airport system; or other local facilities 
which are owned or operated by the owner or operator of the airport and which 
are directly and substantially related to the actual air transportation of passengers 
or property; or for noise mitigation purposes on or off the airport. The following 
exceptions apply to this paragraph: 


 If covenants or assurances in debt obligations issued before September 3, 1)
1982, by the owner or operator of the airport, or provisions enacted before 
September 3, 1982, in governing statutes controlling the owner or operator's 
financing, provide for the use of the revenues from any of the airport owner or 
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operator's facilities, including the airport, to support not only the airport but 
also the airport owner or operator's general debt obligations or other facilities, 
then this limitation on the use of all revenues generated by the airport (and, in 
the case of a public airport, local taxes on aviation fuel) shall not apply. 


 If the Secretary approves the sale of a privately owned airport to a public 2)
sponsor and provides funding for any portion of the public sponsor’s 
acquisition of land, this limitation on the use of all revenues generated by the 
sale shall not apply to certain proceeds from the sale.  This is conditioned on 
repayment to the Secretary by the private owner of an amount equal to the 
remaining unamortized portion (amortized over a 20-year period) of any 
airport improvement grant made to the private owner for any purpose other 
than land acquisition on or after October 1, 1996, plus an amount equal to the 
federal share of the current fair market value of any land acquired with an 
airport improvement grant made to that airport on or after October 1, 1996. 


 Certain revenue derived from or generated by mineral extraction, production, 3)
lease, or other means at a general aviation airport (as defined at Section 47102 
of title 49 United States Code), if the FAA determines the airport sponsor 
meets the requirements set forth in Sec. 813 of Public Law 112-95.  


b. As part of the annual audit required under the Single Audit Act of 1984, the 
sponsor will direct that the audit will review, and the resulting audit report will 
provide an opinion concerning, the use of airport revenue and taxes in paragraph 
(a), and indicating whether funds paid or transferred to the owner or operator are 
paid or transferred in a manner consistent with Title 49, United States Code and 
any other applicable provision of law, including any regulation promulgated by 
the Secretary or Administrator. 


c. Any civil penalties or other sanctions will be imposed for violation of this 
assurance in accordance with the provisions of Section 47107 of Title 49, United 
States Code. 


 Reports and Inspections.  26.
It will: 


a. submit to the Secretary such annual or special financial and operations reports as 
the Secretary may reasonably request and make such reports available to the 
public; make available to the public at reasonable times and places a report of the 
airport budget in a format prescribed by the Secretary; 


b. for airport development projects, make the airport and all airport records and 
documents affecting the airport, including deeds, leases, operation and use 
agreements, regulations and other instruments, available for inspection by any 
duly authorized agent of the Secretary upon reasonable request; 


c. for noise compatibility program projects, make records and documents relating to 
the project and continued compliance with the terms, conditions, and assurances 
of this grant agreement including deeds, leases, agreements, regulations, and other 
instruments, available for inspection by any duly authorized agent of the Secretary 
upon reasonable request; and 
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d. in a format and time prescribed by the Secretary, provide to the Secretary and 
make available to the public following each of its fiscal years, an annual report 
listing in detail: 


 all amounts paid by the airport to any other unit of government and the 1)
purposes for which each such payment was made; and 


 all services and property provided by the airport to other units of government 2)
and the amount of compensation received for provision of each such service 
and property. 


 Use by Government Aircraft.  27.
It will make available all of the facilities of the airport developed with Federal 
financial assistance and all those usable for landing and takeoff of aircraft to the 
United States for use by Government aircraft in common with other aircraft at all 
times without charge, except, if the use by Government aircraft is substantial, charge 
may be made for a reasonable share, proportional to such use, for the cost of 
operating and maintaining the facilities used. Unless otherwise determined by the 
Secretary, or otherwise agreed to by the sponsor and the using agency, substantial use 
of an airport by Government aircraft will be considered to exist when operations of 
such aircraft are in excess of those which, in the opinion of the Secretary, would 
unduly interfere with use of the landing areas by other authorized aircraft, or during 
any calendar month that – 


a. Five (5) or more Government aircraft are regularly based at the airport or on land 
adjacent thereto; or 


b. The total number of movements (counting each landing as a movement) of 
Government aircraft is 300 or more, or the gross accumulative weight of 
Government aircraft using the airport (the total movement of Government aircraft 
multiplied by gross weights of such aircraft) is in excess of five million pounds. 


 Land for Federal Facilities.  28.
It will furnish without cost to the Federal Government for use in connection with any 
air traffic control or air navigation activities, or weather-reporting and communication 
activities related to air traffic control, any areas of land or water, or estate therein, or 
rights in buildings of the sponsor as the Secretary considers necessary or desirable for 
construction, operation, and maintenance at Federal expense of space or facilities for 
such purposes. Such areas or any portion thereof will be made available as provided 
herein within four months after receipt of a written request from the Secretary. 


 Airport Layout Plan. 29.
a. It will keep up to date at all times an airport layout plan of the airport showing  


 boundaries of the airport and all proposed additions thereto, together with the 1)
boundaries of all offsite areas owned or controlled by the sponsor for airport 
purposes and proposed additions thereto;  


 the location and nature of all existing and proposed airport facilities and 2)
structures (such as runways, taxiways, aprons, terminal buildings, hangars and 
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roads), including all proposed extensions and reductions of existing airport 
facilities;  


 the location of all existing and proposed nonaviation areas and of all existing 3)
improvements thereon; and  


 all proposed and existing access points used to taxi aircraft across the airport’s 4)
property boundary.  Such airport layout plans and each amendment, revision, 
or modification thereof, shall be subject to the approval of the Secretary which 
approval shall be evidenced by the signature of a duly authorized 
representative of the Secretary on the face of the airport layout plan. The 
sponsor will not make or permit any changes or alterations in the airport or 
any of its facilities which are not in conformity with the airport layout plan as 
approved by the Secretary and which might, in the opinion of the Secretary, 
adversely affect the safety, utility or efficiency of the airport. 


b. If a change or alteration in the airport or the facilities is made which the Secretary 
determines adversely affects the safety, utility, or efficiency of any federally 
owned, leased, or funded property on or off the airport and which is not in 
conformity with the airport layout plan as approved by the Secretary, the owner or 
operator will, if requested, by the Secretary (1) eliminate such adverse effect in a 
manner approved by the Secretary; or (2) bear all costs of relocating such 
property (or replacement thereof) to a site acceptable to the Secretary and all costs 
of restoring such property (or replacement thereof) to the level of safety, utility, 
efficiency, and cost of operation existing before the unapproved change in the 
airport or its facilities except in the case of a relocation or replacement of an 
existing airport facility due to a change in the Secretary’s design standards beyond 
the control of the airport sponsor. 


 Civil Rights.   30.
It will promptly take any measures necessary to ensure that no person in the United 
States shall, on the grounds of race, creed, color, national origin, sex, age, or 
disability be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise 
subjected to discrimination in any activity conducted with, or benefiting from, funds 
received from this grant. 


a. Using the definitions of activity, facility and program as found and defined in §§ 
21.23 (b) and 21.23 (e) of 49 CFR § 21, the sponsor will facilitate all programs, 
operate all facilities, or conduct  all programs in compliance with all non-
discrimination requirements imposed by, or pursuant to these assurances. 


b. Applicability 


 Programs and Activities.  If the sponsor has received a grant (or other federal 1)
assistance) for any of the sponsor’s program or activities, these requirements 
extend to all of the sponsor’s programs and activities. 


 Facilities. Where it receives a grant or other federal financial assistance to 2)
construct, expand, renovate, remodel, alter or acquire a facility, or part of a 
facility, the assurance extends to the entire facility and facilities operated in 
connection therewith. 
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 Real Property.  Where the sponsor receives a grant or other Federal financial 3)
assistance in the form of, or for the acquisition of real property or an interest 
in real property, the assurance will extend to rights to space on, over, or under 
such property. 


c. Duration.
The sponsor agrees that it is obligated to this assurance for the period during 
which Federal financial assistance is extended to the program, except where the 
Federal financial assistance is to provide, or is in the form of, personal property, 
or real property, or interest therein, or structures or improvements thereon, in 
which case the assurance obligates the sponsor, or any transferee for the longer of 
the following periods:


1) So long as the airport is used as an airport, or for another purpose involving 
the provision of similar services or benefits; or


2) So long as the sponsor retains ownership or possession of the property.


ci. Required Solicitation Language. It will include the following notification in all 
solicitations for bids, Requests For Proposals for work, or material under this 
grant agreement and in all proposals for agreements, including airport 
concessions, regardless of funding source:
“The (Gunnison County Board of Commissioners), in accordance with the 
provisions of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (78 Stat. 252, 42 U.S.C. §§ 
2000d to 2000d-4) and the Regulations, hereby notifies all bidders that it will 
affirmatively ensure that any contract entered into pursuant to this advertisement, 
disadvantaged business enterprises and airport concession disadvantaged business 
enterprises will be afforded full and fair opportunity to submit bids in response to 
this invitation and will not be discriminated against on the grounds of race, color, 
or national origin in consideration for an award.”


cii. Required Contract Provisions.


1) It will insert the non-discrimination contract clauses requiring compliance 
with the acts and regulations relative to non-discrimination in Federally-
assisted programs of the DOT, and incorporating the acts and regulations into 
the contracts by reference in every contract or agreement subject to the non-
discrimination in Federally-assisted programs of the DOT acts and regulations.


2) It will include a list of the pertinent non-discrimination authorities in every 
contract that is subject to the non-discrimination acts and regulations.


3) It will insert non-discrimination contract clauses as a covenant running with 
the land, in any deed from the United States effecting or recording a transfer 
of real property, structures, use, or improvements thereon or interest therein to 
a sponsor.


4) It will insert non-discrimination contract clauses prohibiting discrimination on

and (5) paid to the Secretary for deposit in the Airport and Airway Trust Fund.  If
land acquired under a grant for noise compatibility purposes is leased at fair
market value and consistent with noise buffering purposes, the lease will not be
considered a disposal of the land.  Revenues derived from such a lease may be
used for an approved airport development project that would otherwise be eligible
for grant funding or any permitted use of airport revenue.


b. For land purchased under a grant for airport development purposes (other than
noise compatibility), it will, when the land is no longer needed for airport
purposes, dispose of such land at fair market value or make available to the
Secretary an amount equal to the United States' proportionate share of the fair
market value of the land.  That portion of the proceeds of such disposition which
is proportionate to the United States' share of the cost of acquisition of such land
will, (1) upon application to the Secretary, be reinvested or transferred to another
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eligible airport as prescribed by the Secretary.  The Secretary shall give 
preference to the following, in descending order: (1) reinvestment in an approved

c. Land shall be considered to be needed for airport purposes under this assurance if
(1) it may be needed for aeronautical purposes (including runway protection
zones) or serve as noise buffer land, and (2) the revenue from interim uses of such
land contributes to the financial self-sufficiency of the airport. Further, land
purchased with a grant received by an airport operator or owner before December
31, 1987, will be considered to be needed for airport purposes if the Secretary or
Federal agency making such grant before December 31, 1987, was notified by the
operator or owner of the uses of such land, did not object to such use, and the land
continues to be used for that purpose, such use having commenced no later than
December 15, 1989.


d. Disposition of such land under (a) (b) or (c) will be subject to the retention or
reservation of any interest or right therein necessary to ensure that such land will
only be used for purposes which are compatible with noise levels associated with
operation of the airport.


Engineering and Design Services.32.
It will award each contract, or sub-contract for program management, construction
management, planning studies, feasibility studies, architectural services, preliminary
engineering, design, engineering, surveying, mapping or related services with respect
to the project in the same manner as a contract for architectural and engineering
services is negotiated under Title IX of the Federal Property and Administrative
Services Act of 1949 or an equivalent qualifications-based requirement prescribed for
or by the sponsor of the airport.


Foreign Market Restrictions.33.
It will not allow funds provided under this grant to be used to fund any project which
uses any product or service of a foreign country during the period in which such
foreign country is listed by the United States Trade Representative as denying fair
and equitable market opportunities for products and suppliers of the United States in
procurement and construction.


Policies, Standards, and Specifications.34.
It will carry out the project in accordance with policies, standards, and specifications
approved by the Secretary including but not limited to the advisory circulars listed in
the Current FAA Advisory Circulars for AIP projects, dated ___________  (the latest
approved version as of this grant offer) and included in this grant, and in accordance

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with applicable state policies, standards, and specifications approved by the 
Secretary. 


Relocation and Real Property Acquisition.35.
a. It will be guided in acquiring real property, to the greatest extent practicable under


State law, by the land acquisition policies in Subpart B of 49 CFR Part 24 and
will pay or reimburse property owners for necessary expenses as specified in
Subpart B.


b. It will provide a relocation assistance program offering the services described in
Subpart C and fair and reasonable relocation payments and assistance to displaced
persons as required in Subpart D and E of 49 CFR Part 24.


c. It will make available within a reasonable period of time prior to displacement,
comparable replacement dwellings to displaced persons in accordance with
Subpart E of 49 CFR Part 24.


Access By Intercity Buses.36.
The airport owner or operator will permit, to the maximum extent practicable,
intercity buses or other modes of transportation to have access to the airport;
however, it has no obligation to fund special facilities for intercity buses or for other
modes of transportation.


Disadvantaged Business Enterprises.37.
The sponsor shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin or sex in
the award and performance of any DOT-assisted contract covered by 49 CFR Part 26,
or in the award and performance of any concession activity contract covered by 49
CFR Part 23.  In addition, the sponsor shall not discriminate on the basis of race,
color, national origin or sex  in the administration of its DBE and ACDBE programs
or the requirements of 49 CFR Parts 23 and 26.  The sponsor shall take all necessary
and reasonable steps under 49 CFR Parts 23 and 26 to ensure nondiscrimination in the
award and administration of DOT-assisted contracts, and/or concession
contracts.  The sponsor’s DBE and ACDBE programs, as required by 49 CFR Parts
26 and 23, and as approved by DOT, are incorporated by reference in this
agreement.  Implementation of these programs is a legal obligation and failure to
carry out its terms shall be treated as a violation of this agreement.

If the airport owner or operator and a person who owns an aircraft agree that a hangar
is to be constructed at the airport for the aircraft at the aircraft owner’s expense, the
airport owner or operator will grant to the aircraft owner for the hangar a long term
lease that is subject to such terms and conditions on the hangar as the airport owner or
operator may impose.
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Competitive Access.39.
a. If the airport owner or operator of a medium or large hub airport (as defined in


section 47102 of title 49, U.S.C.) has been unable to accommodate one or more
requests by an air carrier for access to gates or other facilities at that airport in
order to allow the air carrier to provide service to the airport or to expand service
at the airport, the airport owner or operator shall transmit a report to the Secretary
that-


Describes the requests;1)


Provides an explanation as to why the requests could not be accommodated;2)
and


Provides a time frame within which, if any, the airport will be able to3)
accommodate the requests.


b. Such report shall be due on either February 1 or August 1 of each year if the
airport has been unable to accommodate the request(s) in the six month period
prior to the applicable due date.

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Section I.  Application Narrative 
1.  Statement of Needs and Opportunities 


The Community Crisis Coalition (CCC) was created in the spring of 2015 in response to a series 
of community losses; specifically the loss of three teens in 2014. This coalition is in need of a 
paid coordinator to formulate strategic communication, assessment with focus groups, 
planning and implementation of evidence-based programing. Therefore this application is for 
Priority #1. Community-based Primary Prevention Program. 
 
As the 25 member group of the Community Crisis Coalition came together in an urgent 
response to the teen suicides, the group functioned without leadership.  In the second year, the 
lack of leadership was clear and two individuals volunteered to serve a Chair and Co-Chair, 
beyond their existing full time jobs in other prevention work. The coalition continues to lack 
structure and direction, with inconsistent attendance.  In 2016 nine adults committed suicide 
and membership and a sense of urgency swelled, but still without direction.  This is due to the 
unmet need for a designated coordinator to direct strategic planning and communication. 
 
Data summary for Gunnison County:  2010-2015 average 1-5 suicides per year.  In 2016 there 
were 9 suicides ages 24 – 65+ years, all males except one female.  Suicide is the 3rd leading 
cause of years of potential life lost as reported in the Colorado Violent Death Reporting System.  
Further analysis: 
Contributing Factor  Gunnison County    Colorado 
Problem with Alcohol  41%    27% 
Weapon type = Firearm 73%    49% 
Toxicology = Alcohol  45%    33% 
Toxicology = Opioid  23%    16% 
Toxicology = Marijuana 27%    12%  
 
With the three teen suicides in 2014, rapid programing was implemented beginning with 
Sources of Strength that was implemented in two high schools and soon middle schools.  Later 
a Communities That Care grant was awarded.  These programs target youth.  Two recent QPR 
offerings to the community through the Center For Mental Health had zero attendance. Despite 
being a Gun Shop project site, 6 out of the 9 suicides in 2016 used firearms.  During Community 
Crisis Coalition discussions, the difficulty of reaching adults who are scattered throughout the 
county, do not sit in “school assemblies” etc., present challenges that require more creative 
engagement strategies.  
 
Through focus groups conducted by the new coordinator, relevant risk and protective factors as 
well as how the target populations experience barriers and challenges will be identified and 
completed by 1/25/2018.  This data will inform the coalition about strategic implementations of 
evidence-based programs for which the coordinator will research by 3/1/2018. 
 
The Gunnison County Substance Abuse Prevention Project (GCSAP) was formed in 2007 as 
directed by CDPHE in response to high risk factors such as the ratio of liquor stores and bars to 
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the general population, that there is a college within the county and other factors.  The County 
Health Ranking by RWJ is consistently negatively impacted by the Built Environment related to 
alcohol outlets.  As part of the West Central Public Health Partnership that conducts health 
assessments every five years, Mental Health including Suicide and Substance Abuse were 
selected by key stakeholders in 2011 and 2016 as top priorities. 
 
The driving force behind this application is to reduce the number of suicides within Gunnison 
County that aligns with the CVIP-MHP strategic plan of 2016-2020.  The coalition coordinator, 
through this award, can direct the efforts of multiple partners to be strategic with greater 
impact on the overall well-being of the citizens of Gunnison County through increasing overall 
protective factors.   
 
2. Project Design 


a)  Description of Overall Project Design:  
Gunnison County Health and Human Services will utilize a primary prevention updating and 
process group in order to implement a community collaboration approach to suicide 
prevention. The Community Crisis Coalition is a group of community organizations and 
members that represent multiple different sectors that directly serve the CDPHE high-risk 
target populations. This Community Coalition has been in existence for the past two years 
without leadership and consistent structure. The goal of this project is to 1) provide leadership 
and structure to the existing group; 2) rename the group to better convey the purpose of the 
group to the members and community; 3) assess needs, risks, gaps and current protective 
factors for suicide prevention in our community through multiple activities; 4) have the group 
serve as an updating and process group for the community in order to increase collaboration 
and effective evidence-based primary prevention programming for suicide prevention as well as 
building political will to positively influence policy makers to support suicide prevention efforts. 
 
Specific activities of the coordinator of the coalition: establish and facilitate the coalition 
meetings; create surveys and conduct focus groups of the targeted high risk populations as well 
as those who work the those individuals to determine risk and protective factors; conduct 
assessment of current local prevention strategies that are underway such as  work being done 
by Gunnison County SIM awardee ( integration of mental health into primary care settings and 
mental health stigma reduction that may include Man Therapy), Gunnison County Worksite 
Wellness group (offering Mental Health First Aid to employees), Gun Shop Project activities and 
others provided by The Center For Mental Health as well as integration services provided by 
Gunnison Valley Health Care System.  The coordinator will also research available evidence-
based primary prevention strategies that will guide the work of the coalition as well as reveal 
potential funding opportunity.  This will include contacting the Prescription Drug Overdose 
Prevention Unit in VIP-MHP Branch of CDPHE to explore PDMP opportunities as well as 
trainings for providers.  Coordinator will present results of focus group surveys to the coalition 
by 1/25/2018.  Coordinator will create list of local existing suicide prevention activities as well 
as a list of potential evidence-based primary prevention programs and present both to the 
coalition.  The coordinator will work with coalition to strengthen existing prevention efforts as 
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well as develop a process to identify gaps in services and potential programs to address those 
gaps.  By 4/1/2018 the coordinator will assist in securing funds and ensuring the organization 
can implement suicide prevention programming for the identified target populations. 
In an effort to build political will, the coordinator will prepare progress reports to present to 
Gunnison County Board of Health and up to two other government entities (Town of Crested 
Butte and Gunnison City Council) meetings in Dec. 2017 and March 2018.   
 
With a designated staff as coordinator to assure providing these activities, the likelihood of 
completion is high as the scope of work has outlined specific outcomes with due dates. In 
addition, the reporting back to the coalition will assure accountability.  The coordinator will 
work closely with the coordinator of the evidence-based Communities That Care project and 
much of the project will be modeled after CTC.  Utilizing a local approach further enhances the 
likelihood of success as seen by an attendance of 80 community members and 20+ emergency 
responders at a local “Hope and Healing” meeting in contrast to minimal attendance at QPR 
offerings not connected to any local group.   
 
The value to a local approach also includes “field testing” messaging with focus groups to 
ensure that they are culturally and linguistically appropriate.  This will be done by consultation 
with staff from Gunnison County Multi-Cultural Resource Services.  A member of the Student 
Life Program at Western State Colorado University volunteered as chairperson to the coalition 
and the campus offers sexual orientation, LGBTQ services. 
 
By acquiring a designated coalition coordinator the goal of this project is to 1) provide 
leadership and structure to the existing group; 2) rename the group to better convey the 
purpose of the group to the members and community; 3) assess needs, risks, gaps and current 
protective factors for suicide prevention in our community through multiple activities; 4) have 
the group serve as an updating and process group for the community in order to increase 
collaboration and effective evidence-based primary prevention programming for suicide 
prevention as well as building political will to positively influence policy makers to support 
suicide prevention efforts. 
 
The Crisis Coalition is a group of approximately 25 community members who represent multiple 
sectors; law enforcement (Sherriff and Police), Gunnison Valley Hospital, Gunnison County 
Medical Officer, Center for Mental Health, Gunnison County Health and Human Services and 
Public Health, Western State Colorado University, Gunnison County Juvenile Services, RE1-J 
School psychologist, Judicial representation, and community members. For the first year this 
coalition functioned without leadership. This past year two individuals volunteered to be the 
Chair and Co-Chair of the committee in order to provide some direction and help provide 
structure. The coalition has yet to develop structure; in part because there is no one who has 
work-time designated  to this project and the number of community losses that we have 
experienced in the past two years.  
The Gunnison Community Crisis Coalition has been serving as an updating and processing group 
for multiple organizations in our community. The coalition has tried to take on several tasks, 
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but has been most beneficial as a way for existing organization to identifying efforts and 
funding sources that already exist and establishing effective collaborations between community 
groups. The Gunnison Community Crisis Coalition has been impactful in serving as a process 
group and the members believe that this is an important community services that needs 
dedicated time to be most effective.  
This request is for an eight hour a week position in order to bring structure to the current 
coalition, re-brand the coalition (we already have effective community coalitions and we don’t 
want to confuse the public and the term crisis denotes an after the fact and trauma based 
work), and help create effective communication protocols across identified sectors.  
The community group will serve as an updating and processing group that will serve under the 
One Valley Prosperity Project Health and Wellness coalition and directly report to Gunnison 
County Health and Human Services.  
 
3. Capacity/Program Infrastructure 


a) Mission Statement:  
“The mission of the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) is to provide culturally 
competent advocacy, prevention, protection, and support services to families of Gunnison and 
Hinsdale Counties so they can prosper and thrive in a healthy and supportive community.” The 
Primary Prevention strategies proposed in this application will work to enhance protective 
factors and reduce risk factors which fully aligns with the mission statement for a healthy and 
supportive community. 


b) Current and Past Programing 
There has not been any previous official programming to address suicide prevention.  About ten 
years ago an effort was made following a teen suicide to form a suicide prevention coalition 
that faced the same struggle as currently, relying on volunteer efforts of fulltime staff to direct 
a group.  Efforts were made to expand presenters of QPR, but there was no long-term strategic 
planning and the group was not sustainable.  Like the current coalition members, there are 
many local agencies and individuals who are passionate about this work, but leadership is 
essential.  There is current programing related to suicide prevention taking place, but again 
they are not coordinated with each other and work within some isolation.  Gunnison Valley 
Health has implemented several efforts including integrated mental health with primary care as 
well as some non-opioid options for pain management.  Gunnison County DHHS has received 
the SIM grant as a part of a regional model with the West Central Public Health Partnership and 
will be hosting a Mental Health Summit in June 2017.  Gunnison County Worksite Wellness 
program is organizing Mental Health First Aid offerings to be provided to employees during the 
work day.  Very upstream primary prevention has been done by the Gunnison/Hinsdale Early 
Childhood Council in their efforts to implement social/emotional curriculum in childcare and 
preschool settings using the Pyramid Model that helps children learn to regulate their 
emotions. Gunnison County DHHS has had a Nurse Family Partnership program for over ten 
years. DHHS offers parenting classes (evidence-based Nurturing Parenting Program and Love 
and Logic).  The 2017 BOCC Strategic Business Plan has added suicide prevention to their list of 
priorities as well as holding a recent work session where data and prevention activities were 
presented. 
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c) Qualifications of key staff 


The qualifications for the coordinator position include minimum Bachelor of Science degree in a 
related field, strong preference for background in prevention work and group facilitation.  The 
current part time Health Planner working on the SIM grant would be an ideal candidate as she 
has a MPH and extensive assessment and planning and coalition work.  Other key staff include 
the director of the Gunnison County Substance Abuse Prevention Project who has a rich 
knowledge of prevention work, serves as the project director for CTC and is a professor at 
Western State Colorado University in the Psychology dept.  Key staff have degrees in related 
fields and over 10 years of work experience collaborating with multiple agencies. The 
collaborative group is in place with a diversity and robust membership, and county leaders 
recognize the need for and are very supportive of primary suicide prevention efforts. By 
providing leadership for the coalition, our capacity to complete this work is very high. 
Fiscal reporting will be done by Gunnison County Finance Department. 
 


d) Additional Funding 
Gunnison County is a SIM site and receives $9,500 through a regional project to address mental 
health stigma reduction and integration of mental health and primary care.  Sharing staff with 
the CTC grant provides nearly $12,000 in salary.  While this is not funds going directly to this 
suicide prevention project, a total of $21,092 from other sources are supporting staff working in 
very related areas of community-based mental health.  The CTC project has received $10,000 
from the City of Gunnison. This will support CTC efforts with youth while the city expressed 
interest expanding the pro 
 
Future funding will be explored including PDMP program at CDPHE.  Collaboration with the 
Center For Mental Health is ongoing and while separate local carve-outs have not happened, 
increased sharing of materials, field testing of messaging and planning of events can enhance 
this project.  


e) Sustainability 
The coordinator will assist in securing future funding.  This will include grants as well as 
potential local support.  Organizations represented in the coalition will also be responsible for 
this.  See Scope of Work.   


 
4.  Evidence of Collaboration 


a.) Collaborative Efforts 
There are extensive collaborative efforts underway by the lead agency, Gunnison County 
Department of Health and Human Services, and the collaborating agency of Gunnison County 
Substance Abuse and Prevention Project (GCSAP) and have been for many years.  GCSAP is 
utilizing the CTC model and will work closely with this project.  One Public Health staff serves on 
the executive team for GCSAP.  Two part-time Public Health staff also work with GCSAP on the 
Communities That Care grant.  Several staff from GCSAP have worked in the Nurturing 
Parenting Program.  Public Health participates in the Child Fatality Prevention System through a 
regional model. The Public Health Director is a member of the IOG for the HB 1451 
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Collaborative Management Program (CMP) and other Public Health staff attend their 
community meetings.  Public Health spearheads the Health Domain of the Early Childhood 
Council.  A Public Health staff member is working on the SIM grant through regional 
collaboration as well as working with the CTC project.  DHHS is on the leadership team for the 
Community Health Coalition of the Gunnison Valley and the Health and Wellness subgroup of 
the Gunnison County One Valley Prosperity Project.   More inclusion of individuals with “lived 
experience” needs to be done.   Very shortly following a recent suicide event, one of the family 
members came to the Multi-Cultural Resource Services wanting to help any local prevention 
efforts. We will make efforts to reach out to such individuals.      


 
b.) Diversity 


 The Community Crisis Coalition has 25 members represented by a diversity range of agencies 
including law enforcement, hospital, mental health, health & human services, college and 
school staff, juvenile services as well as judicial representatives.  Following the CTC model 
utilizing focus groups of the target populations, the diversity of the coalition will be expanded. 


c.) Examples of Successful Collaboration 
DHHS collaborated with HB1451 CMP that resulted in significant reduction of out of home 
placement of cases in the Child Welfare program.  The Early Childhood Council, a part of DHHS, 
collaborated with the local school district to implement the evidence-based Pyramid Model to 
reduce challenging behaviors.  A countywide collaborative effort was the “One Valley Prosperity 
Project” (OVPP).  With authentic community engagement, the OVPP project asked citizens from 
throughout the county to define prosperity, which identified valuing a caring and engaged 
community that is connected to Nature and supports a healthy and active lifestyle.  The OVPP 
project has gone on to develop a strategic plan that includes an action plan with the 
Community Health Coalition of the Gunnison Valley.  The Gunnison County Primary Suicide 
Prevention Project coordinator will serve under the OVPP Health and Wellness group. 
Gunnison County Public Health created the West Central Public Health Partnership in 2006.  
Through this six county collaboration, regional health assessments have been completed in 
2007, 2011 and 2016 with local stakeholders selecting mental health (including suicide) and 
substance abuse as a top priority.  


d.) Recruiting Partners 
The coordinator will contact the newly BOCC appointed Veterans’ Affairs individual to support 
focus group work with veterans and active members of the military.  A family member of a 
recent suicide contacted the Multicultural Resource Services staff inquiring how to help with 
suicide prevention activities.  Lacking current leadership, it is difficult to know how to refer such 
requests.  The coordinator would be able to bring such people together as a part of those with 
“lived experiences”.  
 
5.  Evaluation 
The scope of work for this project provides very clear and specific measures thereby 
establishing most of the criteria for evaluation.  Review of progress reports will verify that the 
work was completed. Presentations to the Coalition will be used to provide evaluations of the 
efforts made, how they could be improved or altered.   The Gunnison County Primary Suicide 
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Prevention Project (GCPSPP) is modeled after the evidence-based CTC project.  Utilizing an 
evidence-based model that shares staff working across disciplines on both the GCPSPP and the 
CTC project, assures close similarities to the two projects.  And the most compelling evaluation 
is the reduction of suicides in Gunnison County.

Through local date from various sources including the One 
Valley Prosperity Project regarding local employment sectors, it is estimated that the total target 
population is 7,500 individuals. 
 
Gunnison County is a frontier county with two main population centers with federal designation of 
provider shortage in both mental health and medical care.  Easy access to beautiful outdoor sites is 
always available and serves as a “protective factor” in prevention assessments, but the risk factors 
are many:  lack of affordable housing, high concentration of liquor stores and bars, high cost of 
living, few good paying career jobs as 25% of employment is in leisure/hospitality sector as is true 
of many resort areas which are typically low paying. 
 
Through focus group work done by the coordinator, authentic community engagement will provide 
accurate assessment of protective and risk factors that the target population experiences.  This 
assessment will help inform evidence-based strategies that will use a shared risk and protective 
factors approach.  The ultimate outcome will be to reduce the number of suicides in Gunnison 
County.

BB. Assignment and Delegation

POLICY STATEMENT 
 
 
Section 23.1, 23.23  Objectives/Policy Statement 
 
The Gunnison Crested Butte Regional Airport (GUC) has established an Airport 
Concession Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (ACDBE) program in accordance with 
regulations of the U.S. Department of Transportation (DOT), 49 CFR Part 23.  GUC is a 
primary airport and has received federal funds authorized for airport development after 
January 1988 (authorized under Title 49 of the United States Code). GUC has signed 
airport grant assurances that it will comply with 49 CFR Part 23. 
 
It is the policy of GUC to ensure that ACDBEs as defined in Part 23, have an equal 
opportunity to receive and participate in concession opportunities.  It is also our policy: 
 


1. To ensure nondiscrimination in the award and administration of opportunities for 
concessions by airports receiving DOT financial assistance;  


2. To create a level playing field on which ACDBEs can compete fairly for 
opportunities for concessions; 


3. To ensure that our ACDBE program is narrowly tailored in accordance with 
applicable law; 


4. To ensure that only firms that fully meet this part’s eligibility standards are 
permitted to participate as ACDBEs at our airport(s);  


5. To help remove barriers to the participation of ACDBEs in opportunities for 
concessions at our airport(s); and 


6. To provide appropriate flexibility to our airports in establishing and providing 
opportunities for ACDBEs.   


 
The Airport Manager has been designated as the ACDBE Liaison Officer (ACDBELO).  
In that capacity, the Airport Manager is responsible for implementing all aspects of the 
ACDBE program.  Implementation of the ACDBE program is accorded the same priority 
as compliance with all other legal obligations incurred by GUC in its financial assistance 
agreements with the Department of Transportation. 
 
GUC has disseminated this policy statement to Gunnison County and all of the 
components of our organization.  We have distributed this statement to ACDBE and 
non-ACDBE concessionaire communities in our area via the Airport Website:

Centennial Storage Partners, LLC represented by Attorney Michael O’Loughlin has submitted a sign permit variance 
application as required in Section 13-109: M. Variance from the Requirements of this Section of the Gunnison County 
Land Use Resolution. Section 13-109: M (attached) allows the Board of County Commissioners authority to grant a 
variance from the Section according to the following criteria: 


4. CRITERIA FOR BOARD DECISION. The Board shall consider the Building Inspector’s report, the information 
included in the request for variance, and the presentation of the applicant. A variance shall be granted only upon 
a demonstration by the applicant by a preponderance of the evidence that the literal enforcement of this Section 
would cause unnecessary or undue hardship to the applicant, and that there will be no adverse impact to adjacent 
land uses or the general public; and upon written finding by the Board that all of the following criteria have been 
met:  


a. HARDSHIP NOT SELF-IMPOSED. That the hardship has not been created by the applicant, or his/her 
predecessor;  


b. NO HARM TO PUBLIC SAFETY. That there is no detriment to the public health, safety and welfare;  


c. DEMONSTRATION OF NEED. That there exists a clear and reasonable need for the sign at the 
proposed location;  


d. CONSISTENCY WITH NEIGHBORHOOD. That the type, style, size and other characteristics of the 
proposed sign are consistent with the character of the proposed location;  


e. COMPLIANCE WITH ALL OTHER STANDARDS. That the location, character and format of the 
proposed sign are not in conflict with the purposes of this Section, or of this Resolution.  


f. PUBLIC BENEFIT OUTWEIGHS IMPACTS. That the benefits that the sign would provide to the public 
and county visitors would outweigh any adverse aesthetic or other impacts caused by the proposed sign.  


The applicant is requesting a variance from two standards. The applicant is proposing the installation of a 50 square foot, 
internally lit sign. Section 13-109: E.16.e. prohibits internally lit signs. The applicant has submitted a site plan, sign design 
and letter from Mr. O’Loughlin dated February 3, 2017 explaining their conformance with the above criteria.  


Staff has spoken with the property owner and Mr. O’Loughlin regarding the application. I have explained that an overhead 
light that is downward directed (as opposed to a ground light as described in Mr. O’Loughlin’s letter) is compliant with 
County standards and would likely illuminate the sign in an effective and safe manner. Gunnison County sign and exterior 
lighting standards are stringent with the intent of protecting the rural aesthetic character of the community and protecting 
the dark night skies.  


The applicant has not noted any vehicular accidents or issues that have occurred due to lighting at the property entrance 
and there does not appear to be an improvement of public safety because of the internally lit sign. The internally lit sign 
likely does not provide much additional light at the entrance since it is 16 feet from the ground and light will be directed 
horizontally rather than downward. A down light over the sign would likely provide additional illumination of the entrance.

The County has not approved an internally lit sign since the adoption of the LUR in 2001. There does not appear to be any 
particular public benefit that would outweigh the aesthetic impacts an internally lit sign creates. The neighborhood around 
the subject parcel is a mix of residential, commercial (PCI Contractors and Henry’s TV) and agricultural. The propane gas 
operation is ¼ mile south of the subject parcel.  


Because the application has not demonstrated by a preponderance of evidence that the literal enforcement of this Section 
would cause unnecessary or undue hardship to the applicant and does not meet all of the following criteria staff 
recommends denial of the variance request based on the following: 


a. Hardship not Self-Imposed. The applicant has the opportunity to light the sign using a mounted light that is down 
facing and/or to create additional lighting at the entrance for safety. The hardship appears to be self-imposed.  


b. No Harm to Public Safety. There is significant debate in jurisdictions of all sizes on the impact of internally lit 
(specifically digital) signs and their impact on vehicle safety. However, this sign would likely not impact public 
safety negatively.  


c. Demonstration of Need. There is a need for a lit sign at the subject parcel, however there is not a clear 
demonstration that an internally lit sign or increased height is a greater need than a sign with a mounted light.  


d. Consistency with the Neighborhood. The neighborhood is a mix of residential and commercial. The adjacent 
commercial uses include Martin Klinowski’s parcel where he runs his contracting business and Henry’s TV across 
Highway 135 (which predates the 2001 LUR). There are also adjacent residential and agricultural uses.  


e. Compliance with All other Standards. Section 9-301: D.6. of the LUR requires that “Whenever exterior lighting 
is installed in a commercial or industrial development, it shall be designed and installed so that all direct rays are 
confined to the site and adjacent properties are protected from glare, and shall comply with the applicable 
standards of Section 13-114: Exterior Lighting.” Staff cannot confirm that all direct rays from the sign would be 
confined to the site, although it appears unlikely.  


f. Public Benefit Outweighs Impact. There appears to be little to no public benefit for the variance request. The 
intent of Gunnison County’s sign and exterior lighting regulations is to maintain our rural character and dark night 
skies and there does not appear to be any public benefits that outweigh this impact.

SECTION 13-109: SIGNS  
A. GENERAL. This Section is designed to permit signs that facilitate communication, promote the safety of 


motorists and pedestrians, and encourage economic development by identifying businesses and other lands 
uses in ways that complement and enhance the environment. This provides a permitting system to govern 
the placement of outdoor advertising and other informational signs in the unincorporated areas of Gunnison 
County.  


B. REPEAL OF GUNNISON COUNTY SIGN CODE. This Section repeals and replaces the requirements in 
the Gunnison County Sign Code.  


C. RELATIONSHIP TO OTHER REGULATIONS. Nothing in this Section shall be construed as exempting an 
applicant from any other applicable county, state, or federal regulations, including but not limited to those in 
Gunnison County Resolution Series 1989 No. 42: Concerning Placement of Tourist-Oriented Directional 
Signs, pursuant to C.R.S. 43-1-420 (3).  


D. PERMIT REQUIRED. Before any sign is erected, constructed, structurally altered or moved, it shall comply 
with the requirements in this Section and shall have received a permit from the Community Development 
Department, unless the sign is expressly exempted from the provisions of this Resolution.  


1. APPLICATION FORM. The Community Development Department shall provide the appropriate 
application form, which, at a minimum, shall include the following: 


a. APPLICANT. The name, address, telephone and fax numbers, and e-mail address for the applicant, 
or if the applicant is to be represented by an agent, a notarized letter signed by the applicant 
authorizing the agent to represent the applicant and stating the same information for the agent.  


b. PROPERTY OWNER. Name of the owner of the property; if other than the applicant, notarized letter 
from the owner consenting to the application, must be submitted.  


c. PROPERTY LOCATION. The legal description (referencing lot and block or tract numbers, 
homesteads, or metes and bounds), property address and common description of the parcel on 
which the sign is proposed to be located. A copy of the recorded deed to the property should be 
included.  


d. ILLUSTRATION OF SIGN. A rendering, to scale and dated by the person who prepared it, of the 
dimensions and appearance of the proposed sign. 


E. SIGNS ALLOWED WITHOUT PERMITS. The following signs do not require a Sign Permit:  


1. PUBLIC DIRECTIONAL SIGNS. Signs required or authorized for a public purpose by law or statute, 
including traffic control signs, and excluding those defined by Gunnison County Resolution Series 1989 
No. 42: Concerning Placement of Tourist-Oriented Directional Signs, pursuant to C.R.S. 43-1-420 (3).  


2. PUBLIC UTILITY LOCATION SIGNS. Signs placed by a public utility showing the location of 
underground facilities.  


3. SIGNS LOCATED WITHIN A BUILDING, so long as such signs are not oriented to and are not viewed 
from a public right-of-way, private road, parking area or public space outside the building  


4. TEMPORARY SIGNS. Pennants or banners advertising a special event. Notice of such signs shall be 
required to be filed by the sponsoring organization with the Community Development Department before 
display. Such signs may be erected no sooner than two weeks before the event, and shall be removed 
in one week after the event; but in no event shall a banner be erected more than 30 days.  


5. LIVESTOCK DRIVES. Signs necessary for the safe movement of livestock on public roads.  


6. OCCUPANT AND HOME OCCUPATION SIGNS. One residential identification sign per residence, 
containing the name(s) of occupant(s), address of the premises, and/or identifying any home occupation 
as defined and regulated in this Resolution. These signs shall be limited to wall and ground signs that 
are no more than six sq. ft. in area, and may be illuminated by a concealed, non-flashing light source. 
Wall signs may be attached to any structure and/or fence.  







7. REAL ESTATE SIGN. A temporary wall or ground sign not more than six sq. ft. advertising the sale, 
rental, or lease of a designated structure or land area for a permitted use on which the sign is located. 
One sign shall be allowed per lot, shall not be illuminated, except that when the subject property abuts 
two public roadways, there may be one sign facing each roadway. The sign(s) shall be removed 
immediately after the property is sold, rented or leased.  


8. CONSTRUCTION SIGN. A temporary wall or ground sign not more than 32 sq. ft. advertising the 
construction, remodeling or rebuilding of a certain structure for a permitted use on which the signs are 
located. One sign shall be allowed per Project, shall not be illuminated and shall be removed immediately 
on completion of construction.  


9. MEMORIAL AND HISTORICAL SIGNS. Cornerstones, monuments, commemorative tablets and 
historical signs of not more than ten sq. ft.  


10. HOLIDAY AND SEASONAL DECORATIONS. Decorative, customary signs commonly associated with 
designated national, local or religious holidays or season.  


11. ADVISORY SIGNS. Signs warning of prohibited activities including trespassing, hunting, fishing, or 
swimming may be posted without limitation as to numbers, but are limited to two sq. ft. or less per sign.  


BUSINESS HOURS SIGNS. “Open/closed” and related hours-of-operation signs that do not exceed two sq. 
ft.  


POLITICAL CAMPAIGN SIGNS. Political signs that do not exceed 32 sq. ft. in area are permitted. The signs 
shall be removed no later than one week following the date of the subject election. 


12. SIGNS INTEGRAL TO LAND USE CHANGE PERMITS. A sign to be located in, or as an integral part of a 
development shall conform to the requirements of this Section except when differing sign requirements are 
13. incorporated into, and approved as a part of the Land Use Change Permit by the applicable decision-
making body.  


14. COMMERCIAL, INDUSTRIAL AND BUSINESS CLUSTER SIGNS. Multiple businesses, commercial, or 
industrial establishments that are part of an industrial or business park may construct one cluster sign at each 
approved access to the development that includes the name of the development and/or listings of individual 
businesses in the development. Within the development, one sign per establishment is allowed, and each 
shall comply with the requirements of this Section.  


15. NONCONFORMING SIGNS. All signs that existed as of the effective date of the Gunnison County Sign 
Code, or were permitted pursuant to its requirements, may be retained so long as they are kept in a state of 
good repair as specified in Section 13-109: J.3. Repair or Removal, and so long as they are not relocated, 
replaced, structurally altered, or damaged by wind, fire or other cause to the extent that 50 percent or more 
of their replacement value has been destroyed.  


16. GENERAL STANDARDS. 


a. ON-SITE LOCATION. All signs shall identify or advertise only the business or establishment upon which 
the sign is located. 


b. ONE SIGN PER USE. There shall be one sign per primary use, except that when the subject property 
abuts two public roadways, there may be one sign facing each roadway.  


c. NO SIGN IN ROAD RIGHT-OF-WAY. No signs shall be allowed on any County or development road 
right-of-way, and existing signs in either of these rights-of-way shall be removed immediately upon 
request of the governing body.  


d. EXTERNAL LIGHT SHALL BE MINIMIZED. Externally lit signs shall be designed, installed and 
maintained to eliminate or minimize upward directed light and glare and so that lights illuminate only the 
sign and not property e. that adjoins or is nearby. Such light shall not interfere with the vision of 
motorists.  


e. INTERNALLY LIT SIGNS PROHIBITED. There shall be no internally lit signs.  


f. NO MISLEADING INFORMATION. Information presented on a sign shall not be misleading, erroneous 
or patently untrue.  







g. NO SETBACK LIMITATION SPECIFIC TO SIGNAGE. There shall be no setback limitation except that 
sign placement shall not interfere with snow removal, or vision of motorists, and shall not significantly 
detract from the environmental or aesthetic character of the County.  


J. CONSTRUCTION AND MAINTENANCE. 


1. STURDY CONSTRUCTION. All signs and sign structures shall be constructed of materials of sufficient 
strength and quality to withstand weathering or deterioration by wind, moisture and other natural 
elements, and shall be maintained in a state of good repair with all braces, bolts, supporting framework, 
fastenings, lettering and design work free from deterioration.  


2. WIND LOAD. Wind load requirements shall be equal to, or greater than 26 pounds per sq. ft. of sign 
area.  


3. REPAIR OR REMOVAL. The County Building Inspector shall have the authority to order the repair, 
alteration or removal of any sign or structure that constitutes a hazard to public health and safety, or 
which is otherwise not pursuant to this Section. In the event that such a sign has not been removed, 
altered or repaired within 60 days after written notification by the Inspector, the Board may, after due 
public notice and hearing, require that sign or structure to be removed at the expense of the owner of the 
sign.  


K. SIGN AREA MEASUREMENT. 


1. MAXIMUM INDIVIDUAL SIGN AREA. The maximum permitted area of individual signs shall be 50 sq. 
ft.  


2. MAXIMUM AGGREGATE SIGN AREA. The maximum permitted aggregate area for cluster signs shall 
be 70 sq. ft.  


3. MAXIMUM HEIGHT. The maximum height of a sign shall be no greater than 16 feet above the natural 
grade of the ground on which it is placed, except that a sign located over a property’s entranceway or 
exit way may be 20 feet above the road over which it is placed.  


4. MEASUREMENT OF SINGLE SURFACE. To determine the surface area of a sign, the County Building 
Inspector shall measure the perimeter enclosing the extreme limits of the display surface(s) of the sign, 
including all graphic elements, borders and riders, but excluding the sign's structure or bracing unless 
those elements are part of the message or face of the sign. Where there are two faces back to back, the 
total area of the largest face shall determine the area of the sign.  


5. MEASUREMENT OF MULTI-FACETED SIGN. Where two faces are placed at greater than 45-degree 
angles to one another, the sign area shall mean the total area of both faces.  


L. SIGNS ALLOWED ONLY BY VARIANCE BY THE BOARD. The following signs are not permitted, except 
by variance issued by the Board, pursuant to Section 13-109: M: Variances from the Requirements of this 
Section:  


1. NON-COMPLIANT SIGNS. Any sign not in compliance with the provision of these regulations. 


2. OFF-PREMISE SIGNS. Off-premise signs except public directional signs, and those signs permitted 
pursuant to Gunnison County Resolution Series 1989 No. 42: Concerning Placement of Tourist-Oriented 
Directional Signs, which are allowed without a variance.  


3. PROJECTING ROOF-MOUNTED SIGNS. Roof-mounted signs that Project above the highest point of 
a roofline or fascia of a building.  


4. SIGNS ADVERTISING LOTS IN PROPOSED DEVELOPMENTS. Signs promoting lots or units for sale 
in a proposed development after approval of Preliminary Plan, but before approval of the Final Plan. A 
variance for this type of sign may be granted for up to one year. The sign shall include language that the 
development is pending approval.  


5. SIGNS ADVERTISING CONDOMINIUM AND TOWNHOMES. Signs advertising condominium and 
townhouse construction may be posted after approval of Preliminary Plan, but before approval of the 
Final Plan. A variance for this type of sign may be granted for up to one year.  







6. OVERSIZE HOME OCCUPATION SIGN SIGNS. Signs of more than six sq. ft. identifying a home 
occupation.  


M. VARIANCES FROM THE REQUIREMENTS OF THIS SECTION. The Board may authorize a variance from 
this Section, in accordance with the following process:  


1. SUBMITTAL OF REQUEST BY APPLICANT. The Community Development Department shall provide 
the appropriate application form that shall, at a minimum, include the following:  


a. APPLICANT. The name, address, telephone and fax numbers, and e-mail address for the applicant, 
or if the applicant is to be represented by an agent, a notarized letter signed by the applicant 
authorizing the agent to represent the applicant and stating the same information for the agent.  


b. PROPERTY OWNER. Name of the owner of the property; if other than the applicant, notarized letter 
from the owner consenting to the application, must be submitted.  


c. PROPERTY LOCATION. The legal description (referencing lot and block or tract numbers, 
homesteads, or metes and bounds), property address and common description of the parcel on 
which the sign is proposed to be located. A copy of the recorded deed to the property should be 
included.  


d. COMPLIANCE WITH CRITERIA OF DECISION. An explanation of how the variance meets the 
requirements of Section 13-109: M. 4: Criteria for Board Decision.  


2. BUILDING INSPECTOR REVIEW. The Building Inspector shall prepare a written report that includes:  


a. SIGN PERMIT APPLICATION. A copy of the Sign Permit application as submitted by the applicant.  


b. DETERMINATION OF NON-COMPLIANCE. Reference to the specific subsections of this Section 
with which the application does not comply.  


3. BOARD MEETING. The request for variance shall be scheduled on the next available agenda of the 
Board.  


a. BUILDING INSPECTOR’S REPORT. The Building Inspector shall explain the sign application’s 
noncompliance with the applicable standards of this Section.  


b. APPLICANT’S PRESENTATION. The applicant may present his request, including the reasons that 
the request complies with Section 13-109: M.4: Criteria for Board Decision.  


4. CRITERIA FOR BOARD DECISION. The Board shall consider the Building Inspector’s report, the 
information included in the request for variance, and the presentation of the applicant. A variance shall 
be granted only upon a demonstration by the applicant by a preponderance of the evidence that the literal 
enforcement of this Section would cause unnecessary or undue hardship to the applicant, and that there 
will be no adverse impact to adjacent land uses or the general public; and upon written finding by the 
Board that all of the following criteria have been met:  


a. HARDSHIP NOT SELF-IMPOSED. That the hardship has not been created by the applicant, or 
his/her predecessor;  


b. NO HARM TO PUBLIC SAFETY. That there is no detriment to the public health, safety and welfare;  


c. DEMONSTRATION OF NEED. That there exists a clear and reasonable need for the sign at the 
proposed location;  


d. CONSISTENCY WITH NEIGHBORHOOD. That the type, style, size and other characteristics of the 
proposed sign are consistent with the character of the proposed location;  


e. COMPLIANCE WITH ALL OTHER STANDARDS. That the location, character and format of the 
proposed sign are not in conflict with the purposes of this Section, or of this Resolution.  


f. PUBLIC BENEFIT OUTWEIGHS IMPACTS. That the benefits that the sign would provide to the 
public and county visitors would outweigh any adverse aesthetic or other impacts caused by the 
proposed sign.  







N. RECORD OF DECISION. The record of the Board’s decision shall be included within the Board’s 
meeting minutes. 


O. VIOLATIONS AND ENFORCEMENT OF THIS SECTION. 


1. TYPES OF VIOLATIONS. Any sign or sign structure erected, constructed, reconstructed, altered, 
maintained or used in a manner not in compliance with this Section shall be considered in violation.  


2. ENFORCEMENT. Enforcement of this Section shall comply with the requirements of Article 16: 
Enforcement. To initiate enforcement, the Building Inspector shall notify the sign owner of the violation 
by certified mail at their last known address, citing portions of this Section that the sign specifically 
violates. 


P. FEES. The cost of Sign Permits shall be as delineated in a schedule of fees charged for permits available in 
the Community Development Department, and adopted and amended by the Board.
