A RESOLUTION AMENDING GUNNISON COUNTY EMERGENCY AND DISASTER MANAGEMENT 


AND PROCEDURES 
 


This resolution supersedes Resolution 2015-2. 
 
 WHEREAS, on May 8, 2008, the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, 
Colorado approved and adopted Resolution 2008-15, A Resolution Establishing Gunnison County 
Emergency and Disaster Management and Procedures to provide for the effective direction, control and 
coordination of Gunnison County government during an emergency or disaster; and 
 
 WHEREAS, on June 4, 2013, the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, 
Colorado approved and amended Section D.1.b. of Resolution 2008-15 by Resolution No: 2013-10; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Board desires to amend Resolution 2008-15 to add a new paragraph 5 to Section 
C. Direction and Control, to include the Delegation of Authority;  
 
 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, 
Colorado that this Resolution, including the authorities and requirements set forth herein regarding 
emergency and disaster management and procedures, shall be in full force and effect upon the adoption 
of the instant Resolution, shall thereafter govern the management and procedures during an emergency 
or disaster within Gunnison County, repealing and superseding Resolution No. 2008-15 and 2015-2. 
 
A. GENERAL OPERATIONS. 
 
 1.  This plan is based on the concept that emergency functions for various groups involved in 
Gunnison County government will generally parallel their normal day-to-day functions.  To the extent 
possible, the same personnel and material resources will be employed in both non-emergency and 
emergency circumstances. 
 
 2.  In an emergency circumstance, it is desirable, and always attempted, to maintain organizational 
continuity and to assign familiar tasks to personnel.  In large scale disasters, it may be necessary to draw 
on people’s basic capacities and use them in areas of greatest need.  Day-to-day functions that do not 
contribute directly to the emergency operation may be suspended for the duration of any emergency.  
Personnel and resources that would normally be required of those functions may be redirected to 
accomplish the emergency task. 
 
 3.  In keeping with the current strategy of integrated emergency management, this Resolution is 
concerned with all types of emergency situations that may develop.  It also accounts for activities before, 
during, and after emergency operations. 
 
 4.  Each department and office has emergency functions in addition to its normal duties.  Each 
department is responsible for developing and maintaining its own procedures and continuity of operations 
plans. In addition, each department is responsible for maintaining the appropriate level of National Incident 
Management System/Incident Command System competencies.  
 
B. PHASES OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT. 
 
 1.  Preparedness.  Preparedness activities, programs and systems are those that exist prior to an 
emergency, and are used to support and enhance response to an emergency or disaster.  Planning, training, 
and exercising are among the activities conducted under this phase. 
 
 2.  Response.  Response is activities and programs designed to address immediate and short-term 
effects of the onset of an emergency or disaster.  It helps to reduce casualties and damage and to speed 
recovery.  Response activities include direction and control, warning, evacuation and other similar 
operations. 
 
 3.  Recovery.  Recovery is the phase that involves restoring systems to normal.  Short-term recovery 
actions are taken to assess damage and return vital public health, safety and welfare systems to at least 
minimum operating standards; long-term recovery actions may continue for many years. 
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 4.  Mitigation.  Mitigation activities are those designed to either prevent the occurrence of an 
emergency or long-term activities to minimize the potentially adverse effects of an emergency from 
happening again. 
 
C. DIRECTION AND CONTROL. 
 
 1.  The Board, consistent with C.R.S. 24-33.5-709, Local Disaster Emergencies, identifies the 
County Manager as the only person with authority to declare a Gunnison County emergency.  That 
declaration shall not be continued or renewed for a period in excess of seven days except by or with the 
consent of the Board of County Commissioners.  In all events, the County Manager shall make all reasonable 
efforts to convene, by any reasonable methods, a quorum of the Board within 24 hours of the initial 
declaration of emergency; and shall continue those efforts until a quorum is convened.  Any order or 
proclamation declaring, continuing, or terminating a Gunnison County emergency or disaster shall be given 
prompt and general publicity and shall be filed promptly with the Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder and 
with the State of Colorado Division of Emergency Management.  Each Gunnison County Department Head 
and staff shall provide support to and cooperation with the County Manager. 
 
 2. a. Until a quorum of the Board has been convened, pursuant to a declaration of emergency 
by the Gunnison County Manager, the Manager shall have the full legal authority of the Board of County 
Commissioners.  In addition, the County Manager shall have the authority to activate the Gunnison County 
Emergency Operations Plan and to request assistance from each appropriate entity through the activation 
of their respective plans. 
 
        b. After twenty-four hours has elapsed from the initial declaration of emergency, the 
succession of authority to act for the Board shall be the following in order: 


i. A majority of the Board; 
ii. The chairperson; 
iii. The vice chairperson; 
iv. The third commissioner; 
v. County Manager; 
vi. Deputy County Manager; 
vii. County Attorney 


      
 3.  A template for a declaration of emergency by the County Manager is attached hereto and 
incorporated herein as Appendix A. 
 
 4. A template for an order, by the Board of County Commissioners, continuing or renewing the 
Emergency Declaration in excess of seven days is attached hereto and incorporated herein as Appendix B. 
 


5. In the event that the incident has exceeded (or is expected to exceed) Gunnison County’s 
capacity and capability to effectively respond to and manage the incident, it may be necessary to request 
operational assistance from an incident management team (IMT). Requests for an IMT should be initiated 
through the Colorado Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management, and will require a written 
Delegation of Authority, to be signed by the IMT Incident Commander and the appropriate Gunnison 
County representative as designated in section D.1 “Succession of Operational Command” in this resolution. 
In some cases it may be advisable to have jurisdictions with overlapping operational responsibility (i.e. a 
fire district) also sign the delegation.  


  
The Delegation of Authority assigns incident related operational and tactical activities and 


responsibility for those activities to the IMT. The Delegation should reflect all issues and objectives County 
leadership determines to be in its best interests, as determined by the County Policy Group, which may 
consist of, but not limited to, Commissioner(s), County Manger, Finance, Department having operational 
control etc.  The delegation should specifically identify date and time of transfer/delegation. The Incident 
Commanders (outgoing and incoming) are responsible for ensuring that all involved agencies and personnel 
are notified of the delegation. The Delegation does not preclude the County from participating in incident 
planning, nor does it absolve the County of its responsibilities during the incident. Typically, the Delegation 
will not include IMT management of peripheral incident activities such as management of shelters, 
evacuations, road closures, donations and volunteers, as these activities usually remain the responsibility 
of the county.  


The Delegation is amendable, as incident conditions and strategies change. The Delegation is 
revocable, should the IMT not perform to the County’s expectations. At the conclusion of the incident, or 
at which time the County determines it has sufficient capacity and capabilities to manage the incident, the 
IMT shall be released by termination of the Delegation.  


A template for a Delegation of Authority is attached hereto and incorporated herein as Appendix 
C. 
 
D. CONTINUITY OF OPERATIONS. 
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 1.  Succession of Operational Command. 
 


(a) All authority vested in the County Manager by Resolution No. 1988-10, Resolution No. 
2007-26, and any other then current delegation of authority to the County Manager shall 
be exercised, first, by the County Manager. 
 


(b) The emergency, interim line of succession, in the event the County Manager is completely 
unavailable by any means (“Chain of Command”), shall be: 


 
i. Deputy County Manager 
ii. Health and Human Services Director 
iii. Facilities Maintenance Manager 
iv. Finance Director 


 
Each of those persons shall have the full authority, in succession, as the County Manager. These 
emergency, interim successors shall relinquish such authority as directed by a person higher in the 
Chain of Command when such person becomes available. 


 
(c) The line of succession in each department is according to the written continuity of 


operations procedures established by that department. 
 
E. EFFECTS OF DECLARATION OF EMERGENCY. 
 
 The effects of an Emergency Declaration shall include but not be limited to: 
 
 1.  Enhanced County Manager Authority.  
 


(a) Authority to redeploy Gunnison County personnel or equipment from normal job duties to 
assist in emergency response; 
 


(b) Authority to repurpose Gunnison County facilities to support the emergency; 
 
(c) Authority to suspend or temporarily alter Personnel Policies; 
 
(d) Increase in contracting authority to $250,000; 
 
(e) Authority to delegate all or a portion of operational authority to Incident Command. 


 
 2.  Ability to request and authorize assistance from all appropriate entities and individuals (e.g. 


local elected officials, other local governments, State of Colorado, federal government).   
  
F. PUBLIC INFORMATION OFFICER. 
 


1. The Incident Commander shall designate a Public Information Officer. 
 
2. The Gunnison County Manager or next in chain of command may appoint a County PIO to 


coordinate with the Incident(s) PIO. 
 
3. Only the designated Public Information Officer is authorized to speak on behalf of Gunnison 


County.   
 
4. Each Commissioner shall defer to the designated Public Information Officer relative to public 


announcements. 
 


 5.  All Gunnison County staff shall defer to the designated Public Information Officer relative to 
public announcements.

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 LEASE AGREEMENT  
 
THIS LEASE AGREEMENT is made and entered into on this ___ day of ___________, 
2017, by and between the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY 
OF GUNNISON, COLORADO, a political subdivision of the State of Colorado, whose 
address is 200 E. Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado 81230 (hereinafter “Lessor”) and the 
MOUNTAIN ROOTS, whose address is P.O. BOX 323, GUNNISON,CO 81230 
WHEREAS, Lessor owns the real property known as the Gunnison County Housing 
Authority Offices located at 202 E. Georgia, Gunnison, CO  81230 (hereinafter  the “Blue 
House”); and  
 
WHEREAS, Lessor has determined that it would be in the best interest of the public if a 
portion of the Blue House, consisting of approximately 540 sq. feet (the “Leased Space”),  
were leased to MOUNTAIN ROOTS for office space; and  
 
WHEREAS, MOUNTAIN ROOTS desires to lease from Lessor the Leased Space, and 
Lessor desires to lease to the MOUNTAIN ROOTS the Leased Space; and 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants, terms and 
conditions herein contained, Lessor and MOUNTAIN ROOTS do hereby agree as follows: 
  


1. GRANT OF LEASE. 
 
Lessor hereby leases to the MOUNTAIN ROOTS the Leased Space as an office space 
and to occupy and use the same only as set forth in this Lease Agreement. 
 


2. TERM OF LEASE. 
 
The term of this Lease Agreement shall commence on January 1, 2017 and will continue 
as a month to month tenancy.  To terminate the tenancy, the Landlord or MOUNTAIN 
ROOTS must give the other party a written 30 day notice of Lease non-renewal.  
MOUNTAIN ROOTS may only terminate the Lease on the last day of any month and the 
Lessor must receive a written notification of Lease non-renewal at least 30 days prior to the 
last day of that month.  If MOUNTAIN ROOTS plans to leave after the first of any month, 
they are responsible for the entire month’s rent.  
 


3. LEASE IS NONEXCLUSIVE. 
 
Lessor expressly reserves the right to enter and use the Blue House, and construct 
improvements on it, for any and all purposes that will not substantially interfere with 
MOUNTAIN ROOTS’ use.  
 


4. CONSIDERATION. 
 
In full and complete consideration of the rights granted herein, MOUNTAIN ROOTS shall 
pay Lessor Two Hundred Seventy Nine Dollars and Eighty Four Cents ($279.84) per 
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month.  Said payment shall be payable to the “Gunnison County Finance” and forwarded 
by US mail to 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO  81230. Payments shall be made in a timely 
manner and received no later than the 15th of every month.  
 


5. UTILITIES.  
 
Lessor shall provide for utilities for heating, water and electric for the Leased Space in the 
Blue House.  MOUNTAIN ROOTS shall be responsible for telephone, internet and any 
and all other costs not identified herein that may be associated with MOUNTAIN ROOTS’ 
use of the Leased Space.   
 


6. USE OF PROPERTY. 
 
MOUNTAIN ROOTS shall use the Leased Space exclusively and only for an office space.  
MOUNTAIN ROOTS agrees to conduct its uses of the Leased Space in an orderly and 
good workmanlike manner.  MOUNTAIN ROOTS, its agents, and employees, will not 
discriminate against any person or class of person by reason of race, age, religion, gender, 
creed, sexual preference or national origin in providing any use of the Leased Space. There 
shall be no alcohol allowed in the Blue House or Leased Space.  
 


7. FURTHER ORDERS, RULES AND REGULATIONS. 
 
Lessor and MOUNTAIN ROOTS agree that, during the term of this Lease Agreement, in 
addition to or notwithstanding any terms of this Lease Agreement, Lessor may adopt and 
enforce such orders, rules or regulations as in the discretion of the Lessor which is 
reasonably necessary for the administration, protection or maintenance of the Blue House 
and Leased Space. 
 


8. OPERATIONS. 
 
MOUNTAIN ROOTS agrees to secure all necessary licenses, permits and other approval 
required by Gunnison County, the State of Colorado, or the United States of America that 
may be necessary or associated with MOUNTAIN ROOTS’ business and use of the Leased 
Space. 
 


9. MAINTENANCE, REPAIRS AND IMPROVEMENTS.  
 
During the term of this Lease Agreement, Lessor, at Lessor’s discretion, shall provide for 
the maintenance, repairs and necessary improvements to the Blue House and Leased 
Space.  
 
MOUNTAIN ROOTS shall not modify, alter or reconstruct the Blue House or Leased Space 
without the prior written consent of Lessor.  
 
All equipment placed by MOUNTAIN ROOTS at its expense in, on or about the Leased 
Space, including all fixtures temporarily affixed to the Leased Space but which may be 
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removed without damage thereto, shall remain the items of MOUNTAIN ROOTS and 
MOUNTAIN ROOTS shall have the right at any time during the term hereof or at its 
termination, to remove all such equipment.  
 


10. TAXES. 
 
Lessor shall keep the Blue House and Leased Space free and clear of all levies, liens, and 
encumbrances and shall pay all license fees, registration fees, assessments, charges, and 
taxes (municipal, county, state and federal) which may now or hereafter be imposed. 
 


11. DAMAGE TO OR DESTRUCTION OF PROPERTY. 
 
During the term of this Lease Agreement notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, 
in the event the Blue House or any portion of it or any improvements to it are damaged 
or destroyed, partially or wholly, by fire or otherwise, Lessor shall be under no obligation 
whatsoever to repair, replace or rebuild the same or to provide substitute Leased Space 
or improvements. 


 
12. STRATEGIC RESULT. 


 
Execution of this Agreement will assist the County with its Protect the Environment 
strategy, as outlined in the Gunnison County Strategic Plan.  
 


13. LIABILITY 
 
ORE agrees to obtain and keep in force, throughout the term of this Lease Agreement, 
comprehensive general public liability insurance, including personal injury protection: 
  
 a. For any injury to one person in any single occurrence, Three Hundred Fifty 
 Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($350,000.00); and  
 
 b. For an injury to two or more persons in any single occurrence, the sum of Nine
 Hundred Ninety Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($990,000.00). 
 
Additionally, MOUNTAIN ROOTS agrees to obtain and keep in force, throughout the term 
of this Lease Agreement, personal property insurance coverage on any and all of 
MOUNTAIN ROOTS personal property in the Blue House or Leased Space (i.e. Furniture, 
fixtures, computer equipment, etc.). 
 
MOUNTAIN ROOTS shall provide Lessor with copies of appropriate insurance policies, as 
described above, within thirty (30) days after the execution of this Lease Agreement, listing 
Gunnison County as an additional insured. The insurance coverage required pursuant to 
this paragraph 12 shall remain in force during the term of this Lease Agreement and no 
cancellation or reduction may be made without thirty (30) days prior, written notice to 
Lessor. MOUNTAIN ROOTS shall not allow the placement of any lien or other claim against 
the Blue House by reason of any improvements placed upon the Blue House, and shall 
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indemnify, hold harmless and defend Lessor against any claim upon the premises, the Blue 
House, Leased Space or whatsoever. 
 
Lessor shall maintain in effect fire, casualty and extended coverage from the Colorado 
Counties Casualty and Property Pool (CAPP) on the structures and improvements of the 
Blue House during the term of this Lease Agreement. MOUNTAIN ROOTS agrees to pay 
the deductible for each claim for which ORE is responsible.   
 
Nothing in this Lease Agreement, including but not limited to the required insurance or the 
existence of the insurance required hereunder, is or shall be construed to be a waiver, in 
whole or in part, by the Lessor of any defense or claim of governmental immunity, or a 
waiver of any other provision of law relating to the liability of governmental units or the limits 
thereof, provided by the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act or otherwise. 
 


14. INDEMNIFICATION. 
 
During the term of this Lease Agreement, MOUNTAIN ROOTS shall indemnify, hold 
harmless and defend Lessor, its Board of County Commissioners, its officers, agents and 
employees, against any claim for injury or damage caused by any act or omission of 
MOUNTAIN ROOTS or any other person arising from the use of the Leased Space.  
 


15. WARRANTIES. 
 
Lessor makes no warranties, either express or implied, as to any matter whatsoever, 
including but not limited to, the condition of the Blue House. 
 


16. OWNERSHIP. 
 
The Blue House is, and shall at all times be and remain, the sole and exclusive property of 
Lessor, and MOUNTAIN ROOTS shall have no right, title, or interest therein or thereto.  
 


17. DEFAULT 
 
MOUNTAIN ROOTS shall be considered to be in default of this Lease Agreement upon 
failing to keep, perform and observe each and every other covenant, term or condition set 
forth in this Lease Agreement which failure continues for a period of more than 30 days 
after written notice from the Lessor of such breach or default. 
 
No waiver of default by either party of any of the terms or conditions herein to be performed, 
kept and observed by the other party shall be construed as, or operate as, a waiver of any 
subsequent default of any of the terms or conditions herein contained to be performed, kept 
and observed by the other party. 
 


18. TERMINATION. 
 
This Lease Agreement shall be terminated if: 
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 A.  MOUNTAIN ROOTS is determined to be in default as set forth in paragraph 
17 above;    or 
  
 B.  Lessor determines that the Leased Space is not being used for the  
 purposes as set forth in this Lease Agreement or an alternative use of said 


Leased Space would be more beneficial to the best interest of the public; 
   or 
          C. By the terms as set forth in paragraph 2 above. 
 
If this Lease Agreement is terminated, it is agreed that Lessor may retake possession of 
the premises upon thirty (30) days written notice to MOUNTAIN ROOTS and that 
MOUNTAIN ROOTS shall surrender and return the Leased Space to Lessor in good 
condition, normal wear and tear excepted.  
 


19. NOTICES 
 
Service of all notices under this Lease Agreement shall be sufficient if sent via certified mail 
return receipt requested to the following address:

20. PROHIBITION UPON ASSIGNMENT. 
 
Without the prior written consent of Lessor, MOUNTAIN ROOTSE shall not (a) assign, 
transfer, pledge, or hypothecate this Lease Agreement, or any part thereof, or any interest 
therein, or (b) convey, sublet or lend the Blue House or Leased Space or any part thereof.  
 


21. NON-WAIVER. 
 
The failure of either party to insist in any one or more instances upon compliance with any 
of the covenants, terms or conditions agreed upon and herein contained, or the failure of 
either party to exercise any option, privilege or right agreed upon and herein contained shall 
not be construed as constituting a waiver of such right, option or the right to demand 
compliance with such covenant, term or conditions.  
  


22. SEVERABILITY 
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In the event any term, condition or provision contained in this Lease Agreement is held by 
any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, the invalidity of such term, condition or 
provision shall in no way affect any other covenant, condition or provision herein contained.  
Provided, however, that if the invalidity of such term, condition or provision causes material 
prejudice to either party hereto with respect to its respective rights and obligations 
contained in the remaining valid portions of this Lease Agreement, then at the option of 
such party, this Lease Agreement may be declared to be terminated. 
 


23. GOVERNING LAW, JURISDICTION AND VENUE  
 
This Lease Agreement is entered into in the County of Gunnison, State of Colorado, and it 
is agreed that the proper jurisdiction and venue of any legal action regarding the 
interpretation and/or enforcement of this Lease Agreement, or any document related 
hereto, shall be the County or District Court of the County of Gunnison, State of Colorado 
and this Lease Agreement shall be deemed to have been made in and be construed in 
accordance with the laws of the State of Colorado and be binding upon the parties hereto, 
their successors and assigns. 
 


24. ENTIRE AGREEMENT 
 
Lessor and ORE agree that the provisions contained herein constitute the entire agreement 
and that all representations made by any officer, agent or employee of the respective 
parties unless included herein are null and void and of no effect.  No alterations, 
amendments, changes or modifications, unless expressly reserved herein, shall be valid 
unless executed by an instrument in writing by Lessor and ORE with the same formality as 
this Lease Agreement.

A RESOLUTION TO LEASE, PURCHASE AND/OR FINANCE CATERPILLAR EQUIPMENT

a. Describe the CJS arrangement being considered or implemented, including the service(s) to be 
shared, the mechanism(s) to formalize the agreement, and governance over the shared service(s). 
The West Central Public Health Partnership (WCPHP) consists of the six local public health agencies in 
health statistic region (HSR) 10 including Delta County, Gunnison County, Hinsdale County, Montrose 
County, Ouray County and San Miguel County.  These frontier and rural counties recognized the potential 
benefit of cross-jurisdictional sharing (CJS) to improve the overall health of the region.  In 2006, the 
partnership formalized the arrangement through an Inter-governmental Agreement (IGA) (see attached IGA) 
that outlines the role of each agency, the governance structure, and the goals of the partnership.  The core 
planning team, comprised of the six public health directors and four environmental health specialists, guides 
the partnership through consensus-based decision making (see attached operating agreement).  One of the 
initial goals of the WCPHP was to conduct a regional health assessment (RHA) and create a regional public 
health improvement plan (PHIP).  Ten years after the formation of the WCPHP, the group continues to 
successfully conduct the RHA and PHIP and execute eight regional grants to accomplish the work outlined in 
the PHIP. 
 
b. Describe where the CJS arrangement being implemented falls within the Cross-Jurisdictional Sharing 
Spectrum (http://phsharing.org/what-we-do/). 
As a CJS arrangement, the WCPHP has elements that align with both the “Service-Related Arrangements” 
and the “Shared Functions with Joint Oversight” category on the Cross-Jurisdictional Sharing Spectrum.  
Within the “Service-Related Arrangements”, the WCPHP supports the staff time of a regional coordinator and 
a health planner position.  The shared capacity of the coordinator and health planner enables the WCPHP to 
conduct a regional health assessment and create a regional public health improvement plan, enhancing the 
ability of the six small, rural public health agencies to carry out public health core services.  
 
Within the “Shared Functions with Joint Oversight”, the WCPHP is currently implementing numerous grant-
funded projects across the six county region.  These regional projects include implementation of a Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) funded well water quality grant, a Cancer, Cardiovascular and Chronic 
Pulmonary Disease (CCPD) and State Tobacco Education and Prevention Program (STEPP) grant focused on 
implementing county government worksite wellness programs, a State Innovation Model (SIM) grant, a waste 
tire disposal program, a Child Fatality prevention team, and a grant to provide radon testing and education for 
classrooms across the region.  As a CJS arrangement, the WCPHP provides the oversight necessary to carry 
out these projects at the regional level. 
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c. Illustrate how the CJS collaboration embodies the Center’s Identified Success Factors outlining the 
Prerequisites, Facilitating Factors, and Project Characteristics in place for this initiative. 
The WCPHP has thrived during its decade long partnership by applying these Identified Success Factors: 
Prerequisites: 


• Clarity of objectives: The Regional Public Health Improvement Plan outlines the four main goals of 
the WCPHP and establishes criteria for WCPHP projects. 


• Balanced Approach: The WCPHP recently approved an increase in spending to ensure the quality of 
the assessment and planning process, including the time and travel necessary to reach all six counties 
for stakeholder input.   


• Trust: Ten years of relationship building allows the partnership to tackle difficult questions and hold 
leadership team members accountable. 


Facilitating Factors: 
• Success in Prior Collaborations:  The six counties of the partnership collaborated on projects prior to 


the creation of the WCPHP including the Nurse Family Partnership in 2000.  Since its inception in 
2006, the partnership has successfully collaborated on nine regional grants.   


• Sense of Regional Identity: The WCPHP encompasses a unique region on the western slope of 
Colorado.  The partnership recognized the challenges of operating a small county public health 
department in rural, geographically isolated areas.   


• Positive Interpersonal Relationships: The founder of the WCPHP logged numerous hours investing in 
the positive personal connections necessary to solidify the partnership.  The partnership continues its 
commitment to interpersonal relationships through in person meetings, frequent phone conversations, 
and participation in regional and state trainings. 


Project Characteristics: 
• Senior- Level Support: The WCPHP is made up of the public health directors and environmental 


health specialist from each of the six counties.  The IGA was approved by each county’s Board of 
Commissioners, achieving a high level of support from each county.  Annually, each county 
contributes funding from their public health budget towards the coordination of the WCPHP. 


• Strong Project Management: The WCPHP had the foresight to create a paid coordinator position to 
help guide the work of the partnership.  This position provides organization and coordination for the 
complex work of the six-county partnership. 


 
d. Detail the goal(s) and objectives of the project, including which CJS Roadmap phase(s) the proposal 
will address — Explore; Prepare and Plan; or Implement and Improve — and the area(s) within the 
phase(s) the proposal will address. 
The goal of this project is to improve the effectiveness and efficiency of the WCPHP to implement regional 
grants and projects.  As part of the current PHIP, the partnership is working on six regional grants with 
varying models for how the services are shared.  New to this process is the need for more leadership from the 
Public Health Agencies, although they have varying levels of capacity.  The WCPHP core planning team 
members recognize the need to improve the processes of coordinating the grants to successfully achieve the 
outcomes across the region.  The partnership recently started a process to review the effectiveness and 
efficiency of these regional projects.  Through the initial phase of this process, communication and capacity 
were identified as areas ripe for improvement.  Guided by the CJS Roadmap, the WCPHP will achieve this 
goal through two main objectives: 


• Improve communication by updating the existing communication plan by October 31st, 2017.  
This objective will include examination of the current communications plan, including how it may be 
improved to better serve the regional grants and projects.  As described in Phase 3 of the Roadmap: 
Implement and Improve, the WCPHP will focus on the areas of communications and change 
management to determine if the current plan is effective and identify the changes necessary to 
facilitate successful regional work. 
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• Assess the capacity of the WCPHP to implement current and new regional initiatives by 
October 31st, 2017.  As the leadership and resources of the partnership evolve, the group must review 
the capacity to implement regional initiatives.  In Phase 3: Implement and Improve, through 
implementation and management, the group must evaluate if the activities outlined in existing work 
are being implement as planned, if there is internal leadership and resources in place to support this 
work, and if community partnership exist to support the larger regional work of the partnership. 
 


e. Explain why the arrangement was selected and any aspects of the arrangement that support local and 
state public health goals. 
The WCPHP was created to improve the public health infrastructure and capacity of this six county region in 
rural Colorado.  One of the primary charges of the partnership is to complete the assessment and planning 
process for the local public health agencies as a region, creating a regional PHIP.  Implementing this PHIP 
supports local and state public health goals.  The partnership has had the benefit of support from the Colorado 
Department of Public Health and Environment (CDPHE) since its inception in 2006 and continues to 
collaborate with the state public health department Office of Planning, Partnerships, and Improvement (OPPI) 
on a regular basis.   By utilizing the Colorado Health Assessment Planning System (CHAPS) tool to conduct 
the RHA and PHIP, the WCPHP regional assessment and plan are informed by the state public health goals 
and in turn inform the goals and strategies of the state public health department to create a cohesive state plan 
based on the work of local public health agencies. 
 
f. Explain whether and, if so, how the project may generate information to be added to the body of 
knowledge for the Center priority areas described in this document. 
As a long standing CJS arrangement, the WCPHP provides a unique learning opportunity about arrangements 
with frontier counties and state health department involvement.  One of the main challenges for the 
partnership has been how to operate across a large, sparsely-populated geographic region.  Three of the six 
counties in the WCPHP are designated as frontier counties.  Residents in these counties often have trouble 
accessing health and human services due to distance, isolation, or lack of service in the area.   By improving 
the effectiveness and efficiency of the partnership’s regional work, this project will provide an example of 
how a CJS arrangement can build capacity and impact the health of residents in frontier communities. 
 
The state health department has played a critical role in the development and success of the WCPHP.  CDPHE 
staff attends partnership meetings, offering guidance and support.  OPPI works closely with the partnership 
during the RHA and PHIP planning process, sharing ideas on what has worked well for other CJS 
arrangements.  This proposal will provide added knowledge of how a state health department can support CJS 
activities at the local level. 
 
In addition, in September of 2012, the Colorado Trust completed a case study of the WCPHP as a regional 
collaboration between multiple jurisdictional public health departments.  The case study highlights challenges 
and strengths involved with the CJS arrangement.  This grant provides an excellent opportunity for the 
WCPHP to evaluate the challenges and strengths that exist four years later and examine the opportunities to 
strengthen the long-standing CJS arrangement.

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The CDPHE is very interested in learning from regional collaborations implementing public health grants and 
services.  The WCPHP works closely with the CDPHE and knowledge is shared between the WCPHP and 
CDPHE staff, specifically on best practices for conducting a regional PHIP. This proposal will improve the 
state’s knowledge of how improved communications and assessment of capacity can affect a regional PHIP 
planning process.  The process of updating a communication plan in the PHIP can be used by the state as 
guide for other local public health agencies and CJS arrangements.  Close collaboration with OPPI allows 
CDPHE to share tools, resources, and lessons learned across the state.  Ultimately, improved assessments and 
improvement plans create a stronger overall state system.

We will compare our existing baseline measure of the challenges and strengths of 
regional initiatives that was done at the December 16, 2016 WCPHP meeting to the same measure at the end 
of the project.  We will assess the effectiveness of the updated communication plan using a survey of WCPHP 
members. We will document changes in our regional grants management processes that are a result of this 
project.  We anticipate changes to communication techniques, the identification of leadership roles, and 
formal interagency agreements. 
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d. Describe potential challenges that may be faced during the grant period and strategies to address and 
overcome them. 
This project will allow the partnership to examine some of its recent challenges while sustaining the 
groundwork of the long-term CJS.  These potential challenges include the varying capacity of the local public 
health directors to commit time to the project, as well as drive times of over two hours to regional meetings 
vital for collaboration and communication.  Tailored communication techniques and conference calls will be 
used to address these issues.  Another challenge will be to avoid members of the WCPHP feeling defensive as 
we look closely at our strengths and weaknesses.  The use of a consultant as an objective, skilled facilitator 
during key parts of this process will help to build and maintain relationships.  The outcome of this project will 
improve the partnerships ability to solve these recurring challenges moving forward.

Purpose and Need:  The need for the proposed action is to define a sustainable recreation environment 


that satisfies the needs of trail users while protecting natural values.  The purpose of the action is to 


respond to a proposal from Gunnison Trails to construct a non-motorized single-track trail system within 


the Signal Peak area northeast of Gunnison. 


Background:  Due to its proximity to the City of Gunnison and Western State Colorado University, the 


Signal Peak area has seen a steady and increasing number of recreators accessing their public lands.  


Recognizing this, the Signal Peak area was identified as an Urban Interface Recreation Area in the 


Gunnison Sage-Grouse Candidate Conservation Agreement (CCA).  A stated goal of that document was 


to strike a “practical compromise” to balance wildlife and recreation needs.   


The key issues identified by BLM that may drive alternative development for this Environmental 


Assessment are related to Gunnison Sage-Grouse conservation and the management of seasonal habitat 


important to wintering big game. Other preliminary issues include cultural resources, trail location and 


trail use, and the consideration of connected actions such as parking and camping within the planning 


area. 


The proposed action is to construct a community/destination mountain bike optimized trail system 


accessible from the town of Gunnison as well as Western State Colorado University and outlying 


neighborhoods.  The trail system would utilize 7.8 miles of existing system single-track trails as well as 


adopt, retrofit, or realign 7.7 miles of existing single-track routes.  In addition to the above, the 


proposed action is to design and construct approximately 20 miles of new trails utilizing sustainable trail 


building techniques. 


Note:  The original Gunnison Trails Signal Peak Master Trails Plan has been modified by BLM.  Some 


aspects of the proposal are not being carried forward for further analysis due to conflicts with existing 


guidance.  The proposal has also been modified by BLM by removing conceptual trails to bring the overall 


open/closed mileage total into compliance with the Proposed Condition identified in the Gunnison Sage-


Grouse Candidate Conservation Agreement (CCA) while still providing an appropriate spectrum of trail 


experiences, loop options, and connectivity.   


The proposed action would: 


Subject all trails on BLM lands in the system to a closure period that mirrors the shed antler season 


closure enforced by CPW to benefit wintering wildlife.  Current shed antler season closure dates are 


January 1 through March 15th, and then from legal sunset to 10am daily March 15th – May 15th.  


Conditions based trail closures during mud season would also be in effect.  This closure period could be 


extended during severe winter years based on the presence and condition of wintering big game 


animals, and modified accordingly to reflect changes to shed antler collection dates.   


Require that dogs be on leash from March 15th to May 15th within the planning area for Gunnison Sage-


Grouse and wintering wildlife conservation. 







Continue to prohibit unauthorized motorized travel March 15th to May 15th within the planning area for 


Gunnison Sage-Grouse conservation. 


Subject new trails in areas sensitive to lekking Gunnison Sage-Grouse to closure March 15th to May 15th.   


Retrofit or realign the existing trail connecting Cranor Hill Ski Area to the Ridge Trail.  Cranor Hill Trail 


would be closed March 15th to May 15th for Gunnison Sage-Grouse conservation. 


Adopt and maintain the existing Rasta Gulch Trail.  Rasta Gulch Trail would be closed March 15 to May 


15th for Gunnison Sage-Grouse conservation. 


Close and restore the existing Chicken Scratch Trail to avoid Gunnison Sage-Grouse brood-rearing 


habitat and improve drainage function.  Construct a realignment of Chicken Scratch Trail utilizing east 


facing slopes within the same drainage.  The realigned Chicken Scratch Trail would be closed March 15th 


to May 15th for Gunnison Sage-Grouse conservation. 


Construct a reroute of a dangerous and unsustainable section of the Ridge Trail above the old Chicken 


Scratch alignment.  This reroute would utilize southern exposures below the ridgeline feature west of 


Signal Peak. 


Close and restore the existing Shoelace Trail.  Shoelace is an existing user created trail located on the 


north-facing slope on the ridge feature immediately west of Signal Peak. 


Close and restore the existing Lost Canyon Trail.  Relocate the trail to sustainable grades connecting the 


Ridge Trail to Lost Canyon Road.  The realigned Lost Canyon Trail would be closed March 15 to May 15th 


for Gunnison Sage-Grouse conservation. 


Adopt, retrofit, and maintain the existing North Woods Trail segments (including connectors) and join 


them via newly constructed segments to connect to Sheep Gulch Road (BLM 3108a). 


Construct a new trail connecting Sheep Gulch Road to Lost Canyon Road.  Sheep Gulch Trail would be 


accessed via a parking site/trailhead to be located on Lost Canyon Road. 


Construct the South Rim Trail traversing below Signal Peak and Signal Mesa to connect to BLM 3211c. 


Construct the Southern Cross Trail from the eastern terminus of the Contour Trail to connect to the 


South Rim Trail. 


Adopt, retrofit, and maintain the existing Music Rocks Trail. 


Construct the Three Canyons Trail as an advanced level trail below the South Rim/Music Rocks Trails 


connecting to BLM 3211b. 


Construct the Midland Trail connecting BLM 3123 to the Broadcaster/Three Canyons area. 


Construct the Broadcaster Trail (identified as “descent 3” in Gunnison Trail’s Signal Peak Master Plan); a 


descent-optimized route connecting BLM 3211b to the Contour Trail.  







Place user signage at trail entrances and intersections, as well as regulatory map kiosks at key entrance 


points.  Key Entrance points would include the Radio Tower area above Western State Colorado 


University, the Sheep Gulch conceptual trailhead, and the powerline intersection behind the Tomichi 


Heights subdivision. 


General: 


Working trail names displayed above in bold reference conceptual trails displayed on the accompanying 


Signal Peak New Trail Construction Proposed Action map. 


All proposed trail representations on the accompanying map are conceptual at this time.  Final design 


may deviate from the map.  Trails would be located to avoid impacts to cultural sites and sensitive plant 


populations. 


All trail construction will follow International Mountain Biking Association (IMBA) trail guidelines and 


standards to provide high quality trails.  These include but are not limited to: 


1. A trail’s grade should not exceed half the grade of the hillside or side slope where it is located 


unless located on a suitable surface (i.e. bedrock); 


2. An average trail grade of 10% or less is most sustainable; 


3. Maximum trail grade should not exceed 10-20% and should be based on considerations such as 


soil type, number and type of users, and annual rainfall; 


4. Frequent grade reversals (such as rolling dips, drainage dips, etc.) should be used to promote 


drainage of water; and 


5. Trail tread should be out sloped where appropriate to encourage water to sheet across and off 


of the trail.

Construction activities requiring vegetation disturbance would be avoided May 15th to July 15th.  This is 


the breeding and brood rearing season for most Colorado migratory birds. 


Fence crossing locations, including gates and rollovers, would be identified with input from livestock 


grazing operators. 


A trail stewardship/adoption program would be developed to ensure that appropriate maintenance, as 


well as trail short cutting and illegal trail building are addressed promptly.  BLM would work with 


partners to prevent the spread of noxious weeds within the planning area.   


BLM would consult with partners regarding facility development on non-BLM lands that legally access 


the planning area. 


Decision to be Made: 


BLM will determine route-by-route trail locations, mode of travel, and season of use.

BLM will determine associated facility development on BLM lands. 


BLM will determine whether dispersed camping restrictions (i.e. “Day Use” designation) would be 


appropriate for all or part of the planning area.

Purpose of the Gunnison Emergency Operations Plan 
 


The Gunnison County Emergency Operations Plan is designed with several goals in mind, the 
end result of which is to make Gunnison County safer and more resilient for our citizens, visitors, county 
staff and emergency services personnel. This is accomplished by developing a plan which provides a 
flexible blueprint for overall coordination of major emergencies. This EOP unifies County departments 
and community partners in a common goal to mitigate against, prepare for, respond to, and recover from 
the threats and hazards that pose a risk to Gunnison County. 
 


This plan is intended to provide general guidelines and principles for managing and coordinating 
the overall planning, response and recovery activities before, during and after major emergencies and 
disasters that affect unincorporated areas of Gunnison County. This includes incorporated areas of 
Gunnison County, which have agreements with and/or rely on Gunnison County for the provision of 
emergency management assistance. 


 
As with all plans of this type, this emergency plan is a tool, and should be used as a guide. It is 


not possible to cover every possible situation that may arise. 
 
It is not the purpose of this plan to replace or countermand existing policies and procedures of 


emergency service agencies, other governmental entities or state or federal laws.  Nor is it the intent of 
this plan to dictate tactical or operational activities of departments or agencies responding to an incident, 
as those activities will be directed by Incident Command.    


 
Each jurisdiction and public safety agency with-in Gunnison County is expected to have in place 


its own current emergency operations plan, and to utilize those plans during operations and trainings. It 
is the responsibility of Gunnison County and its partner agencies/entities to ensure that their respective 
emergency plans are compatible with and do not contradict each other. See Section 5-B-2 for a list of 
jurisdictions known to have Emergency Operations Plans.  


 
All jurisdictions, organizations, agencies and special districts in Gunnison County are encouraged 


to develop and maintain Continuity of Operations Plans (COOP) as defined in the National Incident 
Management System (NIMS) and the National Response Framework (NRF). 
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Section 2 


Letter of Authority, Distribution and Acceptance: Gunnison 
County Emergency Operations Plan 


 
The attached document shall be known as the Gunnison County Emergency Operations Plan. This 
Emergency Operations Plan is approved and hereby ordered published and distributed.  
 
The Gunnison County Emergency Operations Plan was adopted and signed by the Board of County 
Commissioners via Resolution 2008-36 and updated via Resolution 2017 -19.  
 
All Gunnison County departments and offices as well as County personnel are directed to accept their 
respective responsibilities and roles in coordinating preparedness, mitigation, response and recovery 
activities prior to and during emergencies as outlined in this plan. This includes organizational planning 
and training necessary to implement the plan when required. See Sections 6 and 7. 
 
Nothing in this plan is intended to interfere with the delivery of the organizations’ primary services, 
although during an emergency, resources may be temporarily redirected in order to effectively address 
the emergency.  As necessary, a local disaster declaration will be issued to address those issues. 
 
This Emergency Operations Plan will be updated regularly, to ensure that it remains an effective and 
accurate tool for managing emergencies. See Section 8, Plan Maintenance, Training and Exercise. 
 
See Section 9, Signature Sheets (pages 31 – 32) for a list of departments, offices and agencies 
receiving a copy of the Gunnison County Emergency Operations Plan for their respective use during 
operational situations as well as for planning and training purposes. Additional copies of this plan are 
available upon request from the Office of Emergency Management. Recipients of copies of this plan are 
required to sign for their copy.

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Section 5 
Concept of Operations, ICS and Plan Assumptions 


 
A. Gunnison County Government 


 
1. Gunnison County is located in south-west Colorado, approximately 210 miles south-west of 


Denver. Principal highways are US Hwy 50, Colorado Highways 135, 149 and 114. The County 
population is approximately 16,067 (July 2016 US Census figure), and land-mass is 
approximately 3,300 square miles. Additional demographic and geographic information can be 
found in the Gunnison County Hazard Mitigation Plan and the Gunnison County Rapid Needs 
Assessment. 


2. Gunnison County is responsible for emergency response operations in unincorporated areas of 
the county. 


3. The Gunnison County Emergency Operations Plan was developed using the “Whole Community” 
concept, wherein all partners and stakeholders were provided the opportunity for participation and 
to provide input. 


4. Gunnison County supports emergency response operations of, and coordinates with, the 
following municipalities and communities.  Gunnison County may share the responsibility of 
emergency response operations during times of declared emergency or disaster. 


a. Town of Crested Butte 
b. Town of Mount Crested Butte 
c. City of Gunnison 
d. Town of Pitkin  
e. Town of Marble  
f. Portions of Saguache County falling with-in the primary response area of Gunnison 


County Emergency Services and are covered under discipline specific mutual aid 
agreements for this purpose. 


5. Gunnison County as an organization (resolution 2006-17), and each jurisdiction/special district in 
Gunnison County has adopted the National Incident Management System (NIMS), which 
includes: 


a. The Incident Command System (ICS) for managing all incidents.  
b. The Multi-Agency Coordination (MAC) System to support complex incidents 
c. The Joint Information System to coordinate incident information   


6. Incidents will be managed in the field under the ICS structure, utilizing either a single Incident 
Commander or a Unified Command, depending on the scope and type of incident.  


7. In accordance with the NIMS, the NRF, the State of Colorado Hazard and Incident Response and 
Recovery Plan (Colorado EOP), and recognized best practice, the Emergency Support Functions 
(ESF) model will provide the framework for this plan. See Annex A – ESF Definitions.  


8. Every County department or office may be required to assist in supporting an emergency. If a 
department does not have a specific response role in a given emergency, that department may 
still be relied upon to fill support roles. 


• Resolution 2017-19 establishes Emergency and Disaster Management Procedures, which 
includes reassignment by county leadership of county employees and resources as 
necessary to address emergency situations. 


9. Where appropriate, Gunnison County departments are assumed to have in place current mutual 
aid agreements (or similar documents), establishing parameters and processes for requesting 
function specific assistance from other jurisdictions or organizations. See Mutual Aid Agreement 
binder in EOC or Departmental COOP. 


10. Each County Department and Office is responsible for ensuring that staff have been trained to the 
appropriate level of incident command and incident management. 
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11. All county staff are expected to have been oriented and trained on roles and responsibilities in 
their departmental COOPs and departmental emergency procedures. 


12. For disasters affecting unincorporated portions of Gunnison County, a formal declaration of a 
disaster by the Gunnison County Manager may be required as a precondition of some form of 
State or Federal assistance or to expedite State assistance.  The Colorado Office of Emergency 
Management is the state agency responsible for processing requests for state and federal 
disaster assistance. As a result of a declared emergency or disaster event, State or Federal 
funding assistance is not guaranteed. See Section C of Resolution 2017-19 for Declaration 
Process. Resolution 2017-19 is in Annex F of this plan.  


13. The Colorado Office of Emergency Management (COEM) is available 24 hours a day to 
provide advice and technical assistance to the County and to provide state resources or 
coordinate other supplemental assistance in support of local emergency management actions. 
The COEM Field Manager for Gunnison County is Drew Petersen, cell 970-633-0201. If he is 
unavailable call (303)279-8855 or (303)472-4046 for the on-call COEM staff member.  See the 
Gunnison County Resource Mobilization Plan for additional contact information.  


 
 


B. Municipalities, Other Organizations and Institutions 
 


1. When an incident occurs with-in the boundaries of a municipality or on the property of an 
institution with a current EOP or similar document, management of that incident is the 
responsibility of that municipality or institution, and it is expected that the municipality or institution 
will utilize their EOP to manage the incident.  


• In these situations, if requested by the affected municipality/institution, the Gunnison 
County EOP could be used in a support role, where appropriate.  


• Similarly, it is assumed that for incidents occurring in Gunnison County, which necessitate 
use of the Gunnison County EOP, if requested, the organizations listed below could utilize 
their EOPs to support the County. 


• Response and recovery operations are the responsibility of the jurisdiction(s) in which the 
disaster occurs. 


2. Organizations with a current Emergency Operations Plan (EOP) or similar document (hard copies 
of these plans can be found on the bookshelf in the EOC or from the plan owner):  


a. Town of Crested Butte 
b. Town of Mount Crested Butte 
c. City of Gunnison 
d. RE1J Gunnison Watershed School District 
e. Western State Colorado University 
f. Gunnison Valley Hospital 
g. Gunnison – Crested Butte Regional Airport 
h. Emergency Action Plans for area Dams 
i. Colorado Hazard and Incident Response and Recovery Plan 


 
3. Municipality’s and organizations with an EOP are responsible for ensuring that their employees 


are familiar with the policies and procedures contained in the EOP, through regular trainings and 
exercises. 


4. Each municipality and special district with-in Gunnison County has adopted the National Incident 
Management System (NIMS), which includes: 


a. The Incident Command System (ICS) for managing all incidents.  
b. The Multi-Agency Coordination (MAC) System to support complex incidents 
c. The Joint Information System to coordinate incident information   


5. It is expected that the employees of all municipalities, first response agencies and other 
governmental institutions with-in Gunnison County are trained to the appropriate level of the ICS.  
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6. All local governments, first response agencies and special districts within Gunnison County are 
responsible for coordinating with one another and for providing mutual aid within their capabilities 
in accordance with established written agreements, and ensuring that these mutual aid 
agreements are reviewed and updated as necessary. See Mutual Aid Binder in the EOC.  


7. It is expected that each jurisdiction/institution with-in Gunnison County has developed Continuity 
of Operations Plans (COOP), and that staff have been oriented to and trained on their roles and 
responsibilities under their respective COOP.  


8. Disasters and complex emergencies are rarely confined to one jurisdiction. Although only a 
portion of Gunnison County is likely to be impacted by a single disaster or emergency event, a 
multi-jurisdictional effort will be required to effectively manage most major incidents. Accordingly, 
emergency plans and exercises should incorporate procedures for integrating the resources of 
county and municipal governments, private and volunteer organizations, and state and federal 
governments. 


9. Should a municipality with-in Gunnison County need to declare a disaster, the municipality should 
declare a disaster to Gunnison County, which may then declare a County Emergency or Disaster 
to the State. Municipalities are responsible for developing policies and procedures for the 
declaration process, including line of authority and line of succession. The Colorado Office of 
Emergency Management is the state agency responsible for processing requests for state and 
federal disaster assistance. As a result of a declared emergency or disaster event, State or 
Federal funding assistance is not guaranteed. 
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Section 6 
Designated Roles and Responsibilities 


 
Each Gunnison County department has roles and responsibilities in emergency planning and emergency 
operations. Based on State and Federal standards, these roles and responsibilities are identified as 
Emergency Support Functions (ESF). Shown in the table below are each Emergency Support Function, 
the lead County department and supporting departments/agencies. Some ESF lead agencies and ESF 
support may be non-county organizations.  
Refer to Acronym Table on Page 4 for definition of acronyms used in this table.  
 


For a full description of Emergency Support Functions (ESF), see Annex A. 
Lead = Department/Agency with statutory authority or subject matter expertise for that ESF. The Lead 
ESF should provide representation in the EOC. Supporting = Departments/Agencies that contribute to 
fulfillment of the ESF.

Section 7 
Continuity of Operations 


 
All Gunnison County departments are required to have an approved Continuity of Operations Plans in 
place, on which staff have been oriented and trained. 
 
It is recommended that each municipality, governmental agency, governmental department and special 
district within Gunnison County establish and adopt both a chain of command/succession and Continuity 
of Operations Plan (COOP) for their respective functions. For the purposes of this EOP, these 
documents will not be included here. 
 
For incidents overlapping jurisdictional boundaries or requiring mutual aid, each governmental entity will 
utilize their respective chain of command and/or COOP. In these situations, each governmental entity will 
abide by the operational guidelines established in and agreed to under the Incident Command System 
(National Incident Management System (NIMS)). 
 
For incidents occurring in other jurisdictions, for which that jurisdiction has requested mutual aid from 
Gunnison County, the Gunnison County EOP and chain of command / COOP documents will be utilized 
in a support role. 


1. In accordance with CRS 24-33.5-709 it is the intent of the Gunnison County Board of 
Commissioners that county government will continue to provide essential services in order to 
protect the public health, safety and welfare of citizens during an emergency or disaster event by 
distribution of these disaster chain of command procedures and protocols.  


2. The Board, consistent with CRS 24-33.5-709 and Gunnison County Resolution 2017-19 (Section 
C), identifies the County Manager (or successor pursuant to resolution 2017-19-D-1) as the only 
person with authority to declare a Gunnison County emergency.  


3. All Gunnison County department directors and county elected officials shall be consulted 
regarding emergency or disaster event issues that might impact their area of responsibility.   


4. Each Gunnison County Department director and/or staff member shall provide support to and 
cooperation with the County Manager (or serving individual from the Chain of Command in 
absence of the County Manager). 


5. Each Gunnison County department director and county elected official shall work within the 
framework established by the Gunnison County Emergency Operations Plan, and Gunnison 
County Resolution 2017-19. 


6. If requested, each Gunnison County department shall make available staff to fill appropriate 
functions in the Emergency Operations Center. 


7. GENERAL RESPONSIBILITIES.  The director of each County office and County elected office, 
as appropriate, shall (refer to office COOPs): 


a. Be prepared to respond adequately to all emergency or disaster events. 
b. Consider potential emergency or disaster events in the conduct of regular department 


functions, particularly those functions essential in time of emergency.  
c. Design preparedness measures to permit a rapid and effective transition from routine to 


emergency operations, and to make effective use of the period following initial indication 
of a probable emergency or disaster events. This will include:  


i. Development of a system of emergency actions that defines alternatives, 
processes, and issues to be considered during various stages of emergency or 
disaster event; 


ii. Identification of actions that could be taken in the early stages of a emergency or 
disaster event to mitigate the impact of or reduce significantly the lead times 
associated with full emergency action implementation 
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d. Identify areas where additional legal authorities may be needed to assist management 
and notify the county emergency manager of those authorities. 


e. Coordinate with State and local government agencies and other organizations, including 
private sector organizations, when appropriate.  


f. Cooperate, to the extent appropriate, in compiling, evaluating, and exchanging relevant 
data related to all aspects of emergency or disaster events.  


g. Ensure that plans consider the consequences for essential services provided by the 
county if the flow of State and/or Federal funds is disrupted. 


8. CONTINUITY OF OPERATIONS.  The director of each county office and each county 
elected official shall ensure the continuity of essential functions in any emergency or disaster 
event by providing for: succession to office and emergency delegation of authority in 
accordance with applicable law; safekeeping of essential resources, facilities, and records; 
and establishment of emergency operating capabilities. 


9. RESOURCE MANAGEMENT.  The director of each county department and each county 
elected official, as appropriate within assigned areas of responsibility, shall: 


a. Develop plans and programs to mobilize personnel, equipment, facilities, and other 
resources; 


b. Assess essential emergency requirements and plan for the possible use of alternative 
resources to meet essential demands during and following an emergency or disaster 
event. 


c. Prepare plans and procedures to share between and among the responsible agencies 
resources such as energy, equipment, food, land, materials, services, supplies, 
transportation, water, and workforce needed to carry out assigned responsibilities and 
other essential functions, and cooperate with other agencies in developing programs 
to ensure availability of such resources in an emergency or disaster event. 


10. PROTECTION OF ESSENTIAL RESOURCES AND FACILITIES.  The head of each county 
department and each county elected official, as appropriate within assigned areas of 
responsibility, shall: 


a. Identify facilities and resources, both government and private, essential to the public 
welfare, and assess their vulnerabilities and develop plans to provide for the security 
of such facilities and resources, and to avoid or minimize disruptions of essential 
services during any emergency or disaster event. 


b. Participate in interagency activities to assess the relative importance of various 
facilities and resources to essential community needs and to integrate preparedness 
and response strategies and procedures. 
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Section 8 
Plan Maintenance, Training and Exercises 


 
Authority for maintenance and regular updates of this plan rests with the Emergency Manager and the 
Gunnison County Office of Emergency Management.  The Emergency Management Office may 
conduct exercises and training sessions to ensure that all departments and offices with assigned 
responsibilities understand provisions of the plan. 
 
Departments, offices and other organizations with authorities identified in the plan are encouraged to 
conduct their own exercises and training sessions.  Staff participation in periodic exercises provides the 
best opportunities for refining plans and procedures in preparation for actual disaster and emergency 
events.  The Emergency Management Director will coordinate multi-agency and multi-jurisdictional 
exercises. 
 


 CHECKLIST FOR PLAN MAINTENANCE, TRAINING AND EXERCISES 
 
- Ensure that ICS policies and procedures are communicated to all agencies that may 
become involved in emergency response operations. 
 
- Provide ICS and EOC training and exercise opportunities to all agencies and offices with 
emergency management responsibilities. 
 
- Encourage all agencies with emergency responsibilities to develop and maintain current 
internal procedures for carrying out assigned functions, where appropriate. 
 
- Conduct multi agency and multi jurisdictional exercises to improve coordination and reduce 
overall training costs. 
 
- Establish procedures for distributing plan revisions to all agencies with assigned 
responsibilities.

Crested Butte Watershed OWTS District  
 
A. PURPOSE:  
 
The purpose of this proposed revision to Article 19 of the Gunnison County OWTS Regulations is 
to provide an annual system self-certification inspection program for existing systems that have 
been shown to be operating as designed within the Crested Butte Watershed District.   
 
B. BACKGROUND: 


 
The Crested Butte Watershed OWTS District (formerly Crested Butte Watershed ISDS District) was 
established in 1996, as part of Resolution 96-37, for the purpose of minimizing the threat of or actual 
pollution of surface, stream or groundwater within the discrete geographical area designated as the 
Crested Butte Watershed.  An aerial map of the District is provided as Attachment A.  
 
On April 5, 2016, Article 19: Crested Butte Watershed OWTS District of the Gunnison County 
OWTS Regulations was amended to align with recent changes provided in the State OWTS 
Regulations and simplify the annual inspection and maintenance requirements. Prior to this, under 
the Individual Sewage Disposal System Regulations, discharge sampling in addition to annual 
inspections and maintenance was required.  Additionally, the program was not actively tracked 
and enforced by staff although some property owners within the District proactively complied with 
the inspection requirements.   
 
During the summer of 2016, staff worked with property owners in the District to have their existing 
septic systems inspected and, if necessary, maintained under the revised Article 19 which 
requires inspection from a National Association of Wastewater Technicians (NAWT) certified 
inspector.  Many, though not all, of the property owners provided for a system inspection.   
 
Staff has received feedback from some of the system inspectors suggesting that the level of 
annual inspection required may be unnecessary for systems that are in good working order and 
operating as designed.  Similarly, some property owners who had their systems inspected have 
commented that the NAWT level inspection is too costly and burdensome to provide annually.  
Their request and suggestion is to allow for an annual self-certification inspection for a period of 
time following a NAWT level inspection if the system has been verified to be in good condition 
and functioning as designed.   
 







C. STAFF RECOMMENDATION 
 


Systems that are proven to be in good working order after receiving a thorough inspection could 
receive a more simple inspection for a period of time in between the full system check by a NAWT 
certified inspector.  Allowing for a self-certification inspection would be a benefit to property 
owners who maintain their septic systems.  
 
The following attachment B is a proposed amendment of Article 19 that includes a provision for a 
self-certification inspection.  A self-certification inspection would not be acceptable for a system 
that is required to maintain a service contract, i.e. a proprietary higher level treatment system or 
an advanced technology system so those have been excluded from the exception.  However, a 
property owner could become certified to provide maintenance to those systems if they desired.  
The self-certification form would be customized for each system, depending on the components 
present and would be sent out to property owners within the District who have provided for a 
NAWT inspection and whose systems are shown to be operating as designed.  An example self-
certification form follows, Attachment C, based off of the NAWT inspection report, Attachment D, 
conducted last summer for the Thomson residence.   
 
At their March 16, 2017 meeting, the Gunnison County Environmental Health Board voted 
unanimously to recommend adoption of the proposed revisions to Article 19 of the Gunnison 
County OWTS Regulations in order to provide an annual system self-certification inspection 
program for existing systems that have been shown to be operating as designed within the 
Crested Butte Watershed District.

ARTICLE 19: 
CRESTED BUTTE WATERSHED 


OWTS DISTRICT 
 


SECTION 19-101: DESIGNATION OF CRESTED BUTTE WATERSHED ON-SITE 
WASTEWATER TREATMENT SYSTEM DISTRICT 


The Crested Butte Watershed On-site Wastewater Treatment System District (“Crested Butte Watershed OWTS 
District”) is designated, pursuant to Article 12: OWTS Districts, to be the geographic area depicted on the 
Gunnison County "Map of the Crested Butte Watershed On-site Wastewater Treatment System District." That 
geographic area includes the entire “Town of Crested Butte Watershed Protection District” and the entire former 
townsite of Irwin. The official Gunnison County Map of The Crested Butte Watershed On-site Wastewater 
Treatment System District is located in the Community Development Department. A copy of the map may be 
obtained from the Department. 
SECTION 19-102: PURPOSE OF CRESTED BUTTE WATERSHED ON-SITE 


WASTEWATER TREATMENT SYSTEM DISTRICT 
The purpose of the Crested Butte Watershed OWTS District is the identification of a discrete geographic area in 
which groundwater pollution is to be systematically evaluated and sewage treatment is to be specially regulated 
by Gunnison County to minimize the threat of or actual pollution of surface, stream or groundwater. 
SECTION 19-103: INTERPRETATION WITH OTHER PROVISIONS OF THE 


GUNNISON COUNTY ON-SITE WASTEWATER TREATMENT 
SYSTEM REGULATIONS 


Whenever any provision of this Article 19 is inconsistent with any other provision of these Regulations, the 
provision imposing the more restrictive definition, requirement or standard shall apply. 
SECTION 19-104: NEW SYSTEMS AND REPLACEMENT SYSTEMS 
 


A. NEW OWT SYSTEMS AND REPLACEMENT OF EXISTING OWTS SYSTEMS WITHIN THE CB 
WATERSHED. All proposed systems and any replacement of, or addition to, an existing OWT system, 
including a Soil Treatment Area, within the Crested Butte Watershed OWTS District shall meet the 
following requirements.  


1. SITE-SPECIFIC DESIGN.  In addition to the requirements of Section 3-105: OWTS PERMIT 
APPLICATION, proposed designs within the CB Watershed OWTS District shall be a minimum 
treatment level of TL2, as identified in Section 5-113: WASTEWATER STRENGTH, or better; and 


2. INSPECTION AND MAINTENANCE REQUIRED.  Maintenance and inspection for systems within 
the Crested Butte Watershed OWTS District shall be in accordance with Section 10-105: 
INSPECTION AND MAINTENANCE FOR SYSTEMS THAT HAVE RECEIVED SOIL TREATMENT 
AREA REDUCTIONS BASED ON USE OF HIGHER TREATMENT. 


3. PERMIT SHALL BE RENEWABLE.  The OWTS permit shall be a renewable permit in accordance 
with Article 11: RENEWABLE PERMITS. 


3.4. TOWN OF CRESTED BUTTE WATERSHED PERMIT REQUIRED.  The applicant shall obtain a 
Watershed District Permit from the Town of Crested Butte prior to issuance of the Gunnison County 
OWTS Permit.

APPENDIX B: AMENDMENTS TO ARTICLE 19: CRESTED BUTTE WATERSHED OWTS 
DISTRICT OF THE GUNNISON COUNTY OWTS REGULATIONS 


 
A. INSPECTION AND MAINTENANCE OF EXISTING SYSTEMS.  The owner(s) of real property in the Crested 


Butte Watershed OWTS District on which any OWTS existed as of August 20, 1996an OWTS exists and 
other than those OWT systems permitted under Section 19-104, A., shall cause, at the expense of the owner, 
such system to be inspected, on at least an annual basis by September 15 of each year.  The owner of any 
such system shall cause to be performed, within 60 days of the inspection, at the owner’s cost, all cleaning 
and maintenance required by the inspector.  The owner of any such system shall provide to the Environmental 
Health Office written proof of compliance with this Section 19-105 no later than October 15 of each year. 
Exception: If the results of an inspection described in Section 19-105, A. establish that an OWTS is 
functioning as designed and if the certified inspector states, in writing, that an inspection described in Section 
19-105, A. is not necessary on an annual basis, then a self-certification inspection report as described in 
Section 19-105, B. may be acceptable on an annual basis for a period of time not to exceed five years or as 
stated by the certified inspector, whichever is less. 


1. QUALIFICATIONS OF THE INSPECTOR AND MAINTENANCE PROVIDER.  Inspectors shall be 
certified by the National Association of Wastewater Technicians or an equivalent program approved by 
the Environmental Health Office.  Inspectors shall have training relevant to the specific system or 
certification by the equipment manufacturer. 


1.B. SELF-CERTIFICATION INSPECTION. When the results of the inspection described in Section 19-105, A. 
certify that a system is functioning as designed and when the certified inspector states, in writing, that the 
annual inspection described in Section 19-105, A. may not be necessary annually, and where a system is 
not required to maintain a service contract, a self-certification inspection shall be acceptable on an annual 
basis by September 15 of each year for a period of time not to exceed five years or as stated by the certified 
inspector, whichever is less.  The person conducting the annual OWTS self-certification shall be educated on 
the system, familiar with the system components, and approved by the Environmental Health Office.  The 
self-certification inspection form shall be system specific and provided by the Environmental Health Office as 
part of Article 11: Renewable Permits.  


SECTION 19-106: GARBAGE DISPOSALS PROHIBITED 
The installation and use of garbage disposals is prohibited within the Crested Butte Watershed OWTS 
District.

SUBJECT: 2015 ICC Building Codes 
 
Purpose: 
The purpose of this item is to introduce the 2015 International Code Council (ICC) building 
codes which staff is recommending for adoption, to provide a list of proposed amendments 
to the codes, and to provide a discussion of the significant changes.   
 
Background:  
The ICC building codes adopted by Gunnison County include the International Building 
Code (IBC), International Residential Code (IRC), International Mechanical Code (IMC), 
International Fuel Gas Code (IFGC), and the International Energy Conservation Code 
(IECC).  The 2009 editions of the IBC, IRC, IMC, IFGC, and the IECC were adopted, with 
amendments, in unincorporated Gunnison County on April 19, 2011, Resolution 11-16.  
Although new ICC codes are published every three years, Gunnison County has opted to 
update the building codes every six years.  The six year cycle of adoption spares the local 
building community the burden of learning new code updates every three years and it 
saves money as new code books are expensive and the code adoption process is labor 
intensive.   
 
The IRC is a complete and comprehensive code regulating the construction of single-family 
houses, two-family houses (duplexes) and buildings consisting of three or more townhouse 
units.  The IRC contains coverage for all components of a house or townhouse, including 
structural components, fireplaces and chimneys, thermal insulation, mechanical systems, 
fuel gas systems, plumbing systems and electrical systems.  Throughout Gunnison County, 
including the municipalities, plumbing and electrical systems are permitted and inspected 
through the State of Colorado Electrical Board and Plumbing Board.   
The remaining building codes, other than the IRC, regulate the construction of everything 
but single-family houses, two-family houses and buildings consisting of three or more 
townhouse units.  
 
There are four provisions within the 2015 IRC that may be considered as a significant 
change from the provisions in the currently adopted 2009 IRC: Section N1102.1.1: 
Insulation and Fenestration Criteria, Section N1102.4.1.2 Air Leakage Testing, Section 313 
Automatic Fire Sprinkler Systems, and R303.4 Mechanical Ventilation. 
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To better understand the effects of these provisions in our community staff held a meeting 
with local building industry stakeholders to discuss these provisions and to identify the 
concerns, challenges, benefits, additional costs, and overall practicality for use in 
unincorporated Gunnison County.  The stakeholder group was comprised of ten building 
industry professionals representative of the construction process, from design to build.  The 
information, feedback, and ideas obtained from the stakeholder group is included in the 
discussion of these provisions.  With the exception of automatic residential fire sprinkler 
systems, the remaining items were found not to be either significant or expensive changes.   
 
Recommendation: 
The following attachments are staff recommendations for amendments to the 2015 ICC 
building codes.  A staff narrative, in blue italicized text, has been provided after each 
amendment to provide background and context.  Additionally, where applicable, 
commentary provided by the Code Council has been included, in orange italicized text, to 
provide background on the intent behind the provisions. 
 
Community Development Department staff presented the Gunnison County Planning 
Commission with the most significant code changes during two work sessions on March 3 
and March 17, 2017.  The building codes presented to the Planning Commission for 
discussion were the following: 


 residential automatic fire sprinkler systems  


 energy efficiency items of Chapter 11, including insulation and air leakage testing 


 mechanical ventilation 


 revised snow load data 


 permit exemptions for accessory structures 


 definition of Crawlspace 


 definition of Gross Floor Area

AMENDMENTS TO 2015 INTERNATIONAL BUILDING CODE 


 
Section 101.1 Title: Replace [Name of Jurisdiction] with the following: Gunnison County 
 
Section 101.4.3 Plumbing: Delete entire paragraph. 
Represents no change from 2009 code adoption.  The above code section was also 
deleted in the 2009 IBC adoption.  It gives reference to using the IPC, which the State 
already adopts the IPC with amendments, and to the International Private Sewage Disposal 
Code, which Gunnison County uses the OWTS Regulations. 
 
Section 101.4.4 Property maintenance: Delete entire paragraph. 
Represents no change from 2009 code adoption.  The above code section was also 
deleted in the 2009 IBC adoption.  By reference, this code section would automatically 
apply provisions of the International Property Maintenance Code for the regulation of 
maintenance, use and occupancy of existing structures.  The Property Maintenance Code 
could be looked at for use in unincorporated Gunnison County in the future.   
 
Section 103 Department of Building Safety: Delete entire section. 
Represents no change from 2009 code adoption.  The above code section was also 
deleted in the 2009 IBC adoption.  This is an administration code.  The Community 
Development Department already has roles established for work in the Building Office. 
 
Section 105.2 Work exempt from permit: Add paragraph 14 under Building subsection: 


No permit shall be required for non-residential buildings or portions of such buildings 
which are agricultural structures as defined in the Gunnison County Land Use 
Resolution and are part of an agricultural operation as defined in said Land Use 
Resolution. Requests for agricultural exemptions will be reviewed and approved by 
the Gunnison County Community Development Department prior to construction. 


Represents no change from 2009 code adoption.  The above added paragraph was also 
added in the 2009 IBC adoption.   
 
Section 105.5.1 Expiration:  The following paragraph shall be added: 


All below grade excavation done in advance of construction shall be filled and made 
safe within thirty (30) days of an abandoned project.  Where construction has 
advanced beyond excavation all foundation work and above grade construction shall 
be secured against the weather and the construction site shall be otherwise returned 
to that condition as existed before the permit was issued. 


Represents no change from 2009 code adoption.  The above added paragraph was also 
added in the 2009 IBC adoption. 
 
Section 109.2 Schedule of permit fees: Replace the entire paragraph with the following. 


On buildings, structures, or alterations requiring a permit, a fee for each permit shall 
be paid as requested, in accordance with Appendix L Permit Fee (2015 International 
Residential Code). 
109.2.1: The Department of Regulatory Agencies, Colorado State Electrical Board 
and Colorado State Plumbing Board are responsible for electrical and plumbing 
fees, permits and inspections. 


Represents no change from 2009 code adoption.  The replaced paragraph above is the 
same as in the 2009 IBC adoption. Same fee schedule. 
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Section 109.3 Building permit valuations: The last sentence shall be deleted and the 
following shall be added: 


In order to determine valuation for the various types of construction, building permit 
valuation shall be established according to the Building Valuation Data schedule as 
set forth in the most recent issue, at the time of the issuance of the building permit, 
of the Building Safety Journal, published by the International Code Council. 


Represents no change from 2009 code adoption.  Same as the 2009 IBC adoption. 
 
Section 109.4 Work commencing before permit issuance: Replace paragraph with the 
following:  


Any person who commences work before obtaining the necessary permits shall be 
subject to 100 percent (100%) of the building permit and plan review fees in addition 
to the required permit fees. 


Represents no change from 2009 code adoption.   
 
Section 109.5 Related fees: Add the following section: 


Section 109.5.1 Plan review fees: A plan review fee shall be paid to cover the cost of 
review by Gunnison County Community Development Department.  The plan review 
fee shall be 65% of the building permit fee.  Additional plan review required by 
changes, additions or revisions to plans shall be charged a fee of $150.00 and 
review time beyond two hours shall be assessed at a rate of $100 per hour.  If an 
independent plan review is required by the Building Official, the actual cost of such 
review along with administrative costs assessed at a rate of $75.00 per hour will be 
charged. 


The above plan review fees were not part of the 2009 IBC adoption.  They do reflect 
Resolution 15-8, passed by the BOCC on April 7, 2015. 
 
Section 109.6 Refunds: Add the following refund policy: 
 The Building Official is authorized to refund building permit fees as follows. 


1. The full amount of any fee paid hereunder which was erroneously paid or 


collected. 


2. Not more than 80% of the building permit fee paid when no work has been done 


under a permit. 


The Building Official is not authorized to refund any fee paid, except upon written 


application by the original permittee not later than 180 days after the date of fee 


payment. 


Represents no change from 2009 code adoption.   
 


Section 109.7 Re-inspection fees: Add section and paragraph. 


A fee for re-inspection will be calculated at $75 per hour plus mileage to and from 


the site.  Re-inspection fees will be due before the certificate of occupancy is issued. 


Same as the 2009 IRC adoption but with an hourly rate increase from $42 as approved in 


Resolution 15-8, passed by the BOCC on April 7, 2015. 


 


Section 202: Definitions. In the 2009 IBC adoption, the definition of Gross Floor Area was 


amended to include the floor area within the outside perimeter of the exterior walls of the 


building.  That amendment has not been included here because staff is proposing to keep 
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the definition of Gross Floor Area as intended by the Code Council.  The Gunnison County 


Planning Commission, during the April 7, 2017 meeting, voted unanimously to recommend 


staff’s proposal to keep the definition of Gross Floor Area as provided in the 2015 IBC. The 


definition of Gross Floor Area as provided in the 2015 IBC is: 


The floor area within the inside perimeter of the exterior walls of the building under 


consideration, exclusive of vent shafts and courts, without deduction for corridors, 


stairways, ramps, closets, the thickness of interior walls, columns or other features.  


The floor area of a building, or portion thereof, not provided with surrounding exterior 


walls shall be the usable area under the horizontal projection of the roof or floor 


above.  The gross floor area shall not include shafts with no openings or interior 


courts. 


 


In the 2009 IBC adoption, a definition for crawlspace was created and included any space 


below the first floor of a building with a height of 60 inches or less.  This space was then 


calculated as floor area for determining the building permit and Workforce Housing Linkage 


Fees.  The IBC does not define the term crawlspace.  Staff is proposing not to add a 


definition for Crawlspace.  The Gunnison County Planning Commission, during the April 7, 


2017 meeting, voted unanimously to recommend staff’s proposal to not add a definition for 


Crawlspace in the 2015 IBC. 


 


Section 504.3 Height in feet: Add the following paragraph: 


The provisions of this building code notwithstanding, no building may exceed the 


height limitations set forth in the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution. Section 13-


103 H: Allowed Structure Heights. 


Represents no change from 2009 code adoption.   


Section 1608.2 Ground snow loads: Delete entire paragraph and replace with the 
following:  
 The value of roof (or other member) snow load shall be equal to the “recommended 


basic snow load” as defined in “2016 Snow Load Design Data for Colorado”, 
prepared and published by the “Structural Engineers Association of Colorado”. 


This represents a change from the 2009 code adoption.  The ground snowload mapping for 
our area of Colorado designates that we are in a “case study” area where a site specific 
case study shall be made to determine the ground snow loads.  Recently, the Structural 
Engineers Association of Colorado published such a study. This new data will replace our 
old roof snowload maps from 1971.  Roof snowloads for structures will be determined by 
the design professional based on the structure, exposure, thermal and importance factors 
in accordance with ASCE/SEI 7. The Gunnison County Planning Commission, during the 
April 7, 2017 meeting, voted unanimously to recommend staff’s proposal to use the “2016 
Snow Load Design Data for Colorado”, prepared and published by the “Structural 
Engineers Association of Colorado” for determination of snow loads. 
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ATTACHMENT B 
AMENDMENTS TO 2015 INTERNATIONAL RESIDENTIAL CODE 


Section R101.1 Title: Replace [Name of Jurisdiction] with the following: Gunnison County 
 
Section R103 Department of Building Safety: Delete entire section. 
Represents no change from 2009 code adoption. 
 
Section R105.2 Work exempt from permit: Amend. 


1. In paragraph 1 add the words “and is in compliance with the current Gunnison 
County Land Use Resolution”. 


2. Delete entire section referring to Electrical (1-5). 
(There are 26 items listed in this code section for exemption from permit requirements) 
Staff is proposing to amend two of the items.  Item #1 is a change from the 2009 code 
adoption.  The 2015 IRC code text for item #1 is: “One-story detached accessory 
structures, provided that the floor area does not exceed 200 square feet.”  Staff is 
proposing to add the words “and is in compliance with the current LUR”.  The reason for 
this is the LUR provides setback distances from lot lines and waterbodies, among other 
development requirements.  A customer would not need a building permit for a 200sf 
accessory structure but they do need to comply with the LUR. The definition of Accessory 
Structure is: A structure that is accessory to and incidental to that of the dwelling(s) 
and that is located on the same lot. To be exempt from a building permit under this 
requirement, a residence must be established on the lot for the “accessory structure” to be 
incidental to it.  A customer could still place a 200sf structure on a parcel but they would 
need a building permit if the lot is vacant. This will be a change from the 2009 IRC adoption 
which limited exempt accessory structures to 120 square feet.  The Gunnison County 
Planning Commission, during the April 7, 2017 meeting, voted unanimously to recommend 
staff’s proposal to amend and adopt the accessory structure permit exemption. 
Item #2, electrical, represents no change from the 2009 code adoption.   
 
Section R105.5.1 Expired work: Add Section. 


All below grade excavation done in advance of construction shall be filled and made 
safe within thirty (30) days of an abandoned project.  Where construction has 
advanced beyond excavation all foundation work and above grade construction shall 
be secured against the weather and the construction site shall be otherwise returned 
to that condition as existed before the permit was issued. 


Represents no change from 2009 code adoption. 
 
Section R108.2 Schedule of permit fees: Replace entire paragraph with the following. 


On buildings, structures, or alterations requiring a permit, a fee for each permit shall 
be paid as requested, in accordance with Appendix L Permit Fee (2015 International 
Residential Code). 
R108.2.1: The Department of Regulatory Agencies, Colorado State Electrical Board 
and Colorado State Plumbing Board are responsible for electrical and plumbing 
fees, permits and inspections. 


Represents no change from 2009 code adoption. 
 
Section R108.3 Building permit valuations:  The following paragraph shall be added. 


In order to determine valuation for the various types of construction, building permit 
valuation shall be established according to the Building Valuation Data schedule as 
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set forth in the most recent issue, at the time of the issuance of the building permit, 
of the Building Safety Journal, published by the International Code Council. 


Represents no change from 2009 code adoption. 
 
Section R108.4 Related fees: Add section: 


A plan review fee shall be paid to cover the cost of review by Gunnison County 
Community Development Department.  The plan review fee shall be 30% of the 
building permit fee.  Additional plan review required by changes, additions or 
revisions to plans shall be charged a fee of $150.00 and review time beyond two 
hours shall be assessed at a rate of $100 per hour.  If an independent plan review is 
required by the Building Official, the actual cost of such review along with 
administrative costs assessed at a rate of $75.00 per hour will be charged. 


The above plan review fees were not part of the 2009 IRC adoption.  They were adopted in 
Resolution 15-8, approved by the BOCC on April 7, 2015. 
 
Section R108.5 Refunds: Add the following refund policy: 
 The Building Official is authorized to refund building permit fees as follows. 


3. The full amount of any fee paid hereunder which was erroneously paid or 


collected. 


4. Not more than 80% of the building permit fee paid when no work has been done 


under a permit. 


The Building Official is not authorized to refund any fee paid, except upon written 
application by the original permittee not later than 180 days after the date of fee 
payment. 


Represents no change from 2009 code adoption. 
 


Section R108.6 Work commencing before permit issuance: Replace entire paragraph 


with the following. 


Any person who commences work before obtaining the necessary permits shall be 
subject to 100 percent (100%) of the usual permit fee in addition to the required 
permit fees. 


Represents no change from 2009 code adoption. 
 


Section R108.7 Re-inspection fees: Add section and paragraph. 


A fee for re-inspection will be calculated at $75 per hour plus mileage to and from 
the site.  Re-inspection fees will be due before the Certificate of Occupancy is 
issued. 


Same as the 2009 IRC adoption but with an hourly rate increase from $42 as approved in 


Resolution 15-8, passed by the BOCC on April 7, 2015. 


 


Section R113.1 Unlawful acts: The following paragraph shall be added. 
Before any building or structure may be moved into or within an unincorporated part 
of Gunnison County, a building permit shall be issued therefore in the same manner 
as for a new building or new construction.  The cost for such a permit shall be based 
upon the Building Official’s estimate of the probable cost involved and which will be 
necessary in order to make the building or structure comply with all the requirements 
for new buildings or structures in that area.  In the event the owner shall not have 
taken steps necessary to make the building or structure comply with requirements of 
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the Building Code within the period of time for which the permit was issued, then and 
in that event the building shall be removed from the premises at the expense of the 
owner and upon the order or demand of the Community Development Department.  
The Building Official may refuse to issue a permit to move, remove or repair any 
such building or structure which, in their opinion, cannot be brought into compliance 
with the Building Code and which, even repaired, will be structurally unsafe. 


Represents no change from 2009 code adoption. 
 
Section R301.1.1 Height limitations: Add section and the following paragraph. 


The provisions of this building code notwithstanding, no building may exceed the 
height limitations set forth in the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution.  Section 
13-103 H: Allowed Structure Heights. 


Represents no change from 2009 code adoption. 
 


Table R301.2(1) Climatic and geographic design criteria: Amend to add the following 
values in the spaces provided. 


Ground Snow Load: Varies. The value of roof (or other member) snow load shall be 
equal to the “recommended basic snow load” as defined in the “2016 Colorado Design 
Snow Loads”, prepared by the “Structural Engineers Association of Colorado”. ASCE 7 
procedures shall be used to convert to roof snow loads. 
Wind Design: 


 Speed (mph):115 (ultimate design wind speed) 
 Topographic effects: no 
 Special wind region: no 
 Wind-borne debris zone: no 


Seismic design category: B for site soil classification D 
Subject to damage from: 


 Weathering: Severe 
 Frost line depth: 30 inches 
 Termite: none to slight 


Winter Design Temp: -20F 
Ice Barrier Underlayment Required: Yes 
Flood Hazard: 1989, Resolution 89-31, 2011 FIRM maps 
Air Freezing Index: 3447 (BF-days-100year) 
Mean Annual Temp: 37.2F 
 


This represents a change from the 2009 code adoption.  The ground snow load mapping 
for our area of Colorado designates that we are in a “case study” area where a site specific 
case study shall be made to determine the ground snow loads.  Recently, the Structural 
Engineers Association of Colorado published such a study. This new data will replace our 
old roof snow load maps from 1971.  Roof snow loads for structures will be determined by 
the design professional based on the structure, exposure, thermal and importance factors 
in accordance with ASCE/SEI 7. The Gunnison County Planning Commission, during the 
April 7, 2017 meeting, voted unanimously to recommend staff’s proposal to use the “2016 
Snow Load Design Data for Colorado”, prepared and published by the “Structural 
Engineers Association of Colorado” for determination of snow loads. 


 
Section R302.5.1 Opening protection:  Add following sentence at end of paragraph. 
These doors shall be tight fitting to prevent exposure from potential garage carbon 
monoxide gases. 
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Represents no change from 2009 code adoption. 
 
Staff is not proposing to amend Section R303.4 Mechanical ventilation as provided in the 
text of the 2015 IRC.  This section requires, that when the air exchange rate of a dwelling is 
found to be less than 5 air changes per hour or less, the dwelling unit shall be provided with 
whole-house mechanical ventilation.  Whole-house Mechanical Ventilation System is 
defined by the code as: An exhaust system, supply system, or combination thereof that is 
designed to mechanically exchange indoor air for outdoor air where operating continuously 
or through a programmed intermittent schedule to satisfy the whole-house ventilation rate.   


Please note: There is no mention of heat recovery in this definition.  The whole-
house mechanical ventilation can be as simple as a modern bathroom fan or as 
complex as desired.   


 
Section R313 Automatic Fire Sprinkler Systems:  
This code section contains two subsections, one section refers to townhouse structures, 
and the second refers to one- and two-family dwellings.  The text of this code section does 
not change between the 2009 and the 2015 codes.  Both of these sections, as written in the 
text of the code, require that all residential structures be provided with automatic fire 
sprinkler systems.  Both of these sections were deleted in the 2009 code adoption and 
replaced with an acknowledgement of the Crested Butte Fire Protection District’s adopted 
fire code and standards.  
 
Commentary provided by the code council: Residential occupancies are the number 
one group of occupancies that suffer loss of life during fire events. A published study by the 
National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST) entitled Benefit-cost Analysis of 
Residential Fire Sprinkler Systems, reports that, out of almost 2,000 fire incidents in homes 
equipped with fire sprinklers during the 4-year period 2002 to 2005, there were no fire-
related fatalities. This statistic demonstrates the potential for sprinklers to save lives that 
would otherwise be lost in residential fires. 
 
Residential automatic fire sprinkler systems can be either an NFPA 13D system or a multi-
purpose system.  NFPA 13D systems are separate from the domestic plumbing systems; 
there is a tee separating the domestic plumbing system and the fire sprinkler system. NFPA 
systems are required to be installed by a licensed fire protection contractor. Inspection of 
an NFPA 13D system would be by the Fire Marshall of the jurisdiction. 
 
Multi-purpose systems use the same piping to supply domestic plumbing fixtures and fire 
sprinklers.  The provisions for installing the multi-purpose sprinkler systems are found in the 
plumbing section of the 2015 IRC. A multi-purpose sprinkler system is similar to the NFPA 
13D system but it is covered under the plumbing provisions on the 2015 IRC instead of by 
the fire code as a National Fire Protection District (NFPA) Standard.  Andy Clark, our local 
State Plumbing Inspector explained that any state licensed plumber can install the multi-
purpose system as prescribed in the code.  Manufacturers of multi-purpose sprinkler 
system components may require additional training and certifications for the installation of 
their products.  The licensed plumber installing a multi-purpose system may also need to 
attain additional liability insurance above their basic required amount.  
 
The stakeholder group discussed the requirements for automatic fire sprinkler systems 
which resulted in list of pros and cons.  The pros of the 2015 IRC building code provisions 
for automatic fire sprinkler systems (residential only) were an increased level of life safety 
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for the occupants of structures far from emergency service and that an increased volume of 
systems would eventually reduce the overall price of systems locally.  The cons were an 
increase to the cost of construction; concern over systems freezing in the winter and 
causing property damage; concern that structures with sprinklers will either always need to 
be heated or the sprinkler system drained when not occupied; difficulty of system draining 
and re-pressurizing for seasonal use structures; and concern that the price increase to 
construction will reduce availability of free market affordable housing.  The stakeholder 
group suggested that the County focus on promoting automatic fire sprinklers as an 
optional choice. 
  
The Gunnison County Planning Commission, during the April 7, 2017 meeting, voted 
unanimously to recommend adoption of the residential automatic sprinkler system 
requirement for townhouses as provided in the 2015 IRC. A townhouse is defined as “a 
single-family dwelling unit constructed in a group of three or more attached units in which 
each unit extends from foundation to roof and with a yard or public way on not less than 
two sides.”  The full 2015 code text for townhouse automatic fire sprinkler systems is below: 
 


Section R313.1 Townhouse automatic fire sprinkler systems. An automatic 
residential fire sprinkler system shall be installed in townhouses.  


Exception: An automatic residential fire sprinkler system shall not be required when 
additions or alterations are made to existing townhouses that do not have an 
automatic residential fire sprinkler system installed. 
Section 313.1.1 Design and installation. Automatic residential fire sprinkler 
systems for townhouses shall be designed and installed in accordance with Section 
92904 or NFPA 13D. 


 
Staff proposes to amend the residential automatic sprinkler system requirements for one- 
and two-family dwellings as provided in the 2015 IRC. This section requires that all new 
one- and two-family dwellings have automatic fire sprinkler systems.  Staff recommends an 
amendment to the text of this section that would require one- and two-family dwellings, over 
3,600 square feet, to install residential automatic fire sprinkler systems.  The aggregate 
floor area will be counted (minus any attached garage areas) for two-family dwellings, only 
if the dwelling units are not separated with a 2 hour fire-resistant rated party wall, otherwise 
the floor area of the units will be counted separately.  The Gunnison County Planning 
Commission, during the April 7, 2017 meeting, voted unanimously to recommend the 
proposed amendment and adopt the residential automatic sprinkler system requirement for 
one- and two-family dwellings.  
 
The International Fire Code identifies 3,600 square feet structures as needing more water 
for fire-fighting purposes than structures less than 3,600 square feet. Larger structures 
require additional firefighters and water for fire suppression and can require more fire 
service than one tanker truck can handle.  The distances that occupants of larger structures 
need to traverse in order to evacuate can also be greater.  The recommended text is:  


 
Section R313.2 One- and two-family dwellings automatic fire sprinkler systems. 
An automatic residential fire sprinkler system shall be installed in one-family dwellings 
when the Floor Area exceeds 3,600 square feet.  An automatic residential fire sprinkler 
system shall be installed in two-family dwellings when the aggregate floor area exceeds 
3,600 square feet.  A 2-hour fire resistance rated party wall, installed in accordance with 
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Section 706 of the 2015 IBC, shall be acceptable to separate the dwellings units into 
separate one-family dwellings for purposes of this section.  


Exception: An automatic residential fire sprinkler system shall not be required when 
additions or alterations are made to existing buildings that are not already provided 
with an automatic residential sprinkler system. 
Section 313.1.1 Design and installation. Automatic residential fire sprinkler 
systems shall be designed and installed in accordance with Section 92904 or NFPA 
13D. 
 


Staff recommends adoptions of Section N1102.1.2 Insulation and Fenestration Criteria 
(Prescriptive).  This section represents only one of the five different options, the 
prescriptive option, for complying with Chapter 11 Energy Efficiency.  The Gunnison 
County Planning Commission, during the April 7, 2017 meeting, voted unanimously to 
recommend adoption of section N1102.1.2 Insulation and Fenestration Criteria 
(Prescriptive) of the 2015 IRC. A discussion of the options for compliance with Chapter 11 
is provided in Appendix G.   


 
Section N1102.4.1.2 Testing is a subsection of Section N1102.4 Air Leakage.  These 
sections are found in Chapter 11: Energy Efficiency of the 2015 IRC and require that all 
new residential structures be tested for air leakage during construction and achieve an air 
exchange rate of three air changes per hour or less.  The energy efficiency provisions of 
the building codes are focused on providing a minimum level of comfort for the occupants 
of the structure and achieving affordability to maintain that level of comfort.  Staff proposes 
adoption of the air leakage testing requirement but deletion of the requirement to achieve a 
certain air exchange rate.  The Gunnison County Planning Commission, during the April 7, 
2017 meeting, voted unanimously to amend and adopt the air leakage testing requirement.  
 
The process of conducting the air leakage testing will identify any problem areas for 
builders, homeowners, and designers and provide information that can be used to increase 
the efficiency of a structure which may be shared and carry over into future projects.  The 
act of testing promotes an awareness of a structures’ air tightness performance and is 
educational for contractors and property owners. 
 
The current 2009 IRC requires either a visual inspection of the thermal envelope or air 
tightness testing with an air exchange rate achieved of less than seven per hour for 
compliance with Chapter 11: Energy Efficiency.  To date, we have not had a builder choose 
to do the air tightness testing in lieu of the visual inspection by staff.  When conducting the 
visual inspection, staff can observe that insulation is installed and that window and door 
openings have been foamed but it’s impossible to verify or confirm the air tightness of a 
structure.  The air tightness test, by itself, can greatly improve the performance of a 
structure.  During testing, leaks are identified and can be remedied and sealed(caulk, can 
of foam, tape, etc.), making the structure more efficient and air tight.  The air tightness 
testing can reveal to builders and contractors any common weakness areas in the 
construction which will make future work and projects even better.  For the homeowner 
builder or out-of-town builder that is only going to build one house, the air tightness testing 
will provide a large advantage towards an efficient and well-built structure, as they are 
probably not used to taping seams and caulking holes.  The tester does spend time with 
the builder and goes over any problem or weak areas that can be improved.   
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The test alone is a soft introduction for the local building industry, rather than requiring 
achievement of a certain air exchange rate (also tied to a requirement for mechanical 
ventilation).  The test can be done at any time after all of the penetrations are created in the 
building envelope and before the final inspection which will help alleviate scheduling 
concerns for builders. The air-tightness testing will be an added cost to the building 
construction of $300 to $600.  The results of the air tightness testing will become part of the 
building certificate that is posted in the utility area and also recorded in the Building Office’s 
permit records. 
 


Commentary provided by the code council: Sealing the building envelope is critical 
to good thermal performance of the building. The seal will prevent warm, conditioned air 
from leaking out around doors, windows and other cracks during the heating season, 
thereby reducing the cost of heating the residence.  During hot summer months, a 
proper seal will stop hot air from entering the residence, helping to reduce the air-
conditioning load on the building.  Any penetration in the building envelope must be 
thoroughly sealed during the construction process, including holes made for the 
installation of plumbing, electrical, and heating and cooling systems. The code lists 
several areas that must be caulked, gasketed, weatherstripped, wrapped or otherwise 
sealed to limit uncontrolled air movement.  Most of the air sealing will be done prior to 
the installation of an interior wall covering because any penetration will be noticeable 
and accessible at this time.  The code allows the use of airflow retarders (house wraps) 
or other solid materials as an acceptable method to meet this requirement.  To be 
effective, the building thermal envelope seal must be: 


 Impermeable to airflow 


 Continuous over the entire building envelope 


 Able to withstand the forces that may act on it during and after construction 


 Durable over the expected lifetime of the building 
It is unlikely that the same type of barrier will be used on all portions of the building’s 
thermal envelope.  Therefore, joints between the various elements, as well as joints or 
splices within products (such as the overlap in separate pieces of the house wrap), must 
be effectively addressed to provide the continuity needed to perform as desired. 


 
Air infiltration is a major source of energy use because the incoming air usually requires 
conditioning. The uncontrolled introduction of outside air (infiltration) creates a load that 
varies with time.  Ventilation, the controlled introduction of fresh air, is more 
manageable and provides a more controlled air quality. 
Uncontrolled infiltration also has a tendency to create or aggravate moisture problems, 
providing an additional reason to limit infiltration. 
 


The following is staff’s proposal to amend the testing subsection of the air leakage testing:  
 


N1102.4.1.2 Testing: The building or dwelling unit shall be tested and verified as having air 
leakage rate of not exceeding five air changes per hour in Climate Zones 1 and 2, and 
three air changes per hour in Climate Zones 3 through 8. Testing shall be conducted in 
accordance with ASTM E 779 or ASTM E 1827 and reported at a pressure of 0.2 inches 
w.g. (50 Pascals).Where required by the code official, testing shall be conducted by an 
approved third party. A written report of the results of the test shall be signed by the party 
conducting the test and provided to the code official. Testing shall be performed at any time 
after creation of all penetrations of the building thermal envelope.  
During testing: 
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1. Exterior windows and doors, fireplace and stove doors shall be closed, but not 
sealed, beyond the intended weatherstripping or other infiltration control measures. 


2. Dampers including exhaust, intake, makeup air, backdraft and flue dampers shall be 
closed, but not sealed beyond intended infiltration control measures. 


3. Interior doors, if installed at the time of the test, shall be open. 
4. Exterior doors for continuous ventilation systems and heat recovery ventilators shall 


be closed and sealed. 
5. Heating and cooling systems, if installed at the time of the test, shall be turned off. 
6. Supply and return registers, if installed at the time of the test, shall be fully open. 


 
 
Section G2406.2 Prohibited locations: Delete exceptions 3 and 4. 
Represents no change from 2009 code adoption. 
 
Section G2425.8 Appliances not required to be vented: Delete item number 7. 
Represents no change from 2009 code adoption. 
 
Section G2445 Unvented room heaters: Delete all paragraphs (Sections G2445.1-
G2445.7) and add the following. 
 Section G2445 Unvented room heaters prohibited: Unvented room heaters utilizing 


fuel combustion are prohibited in all locations throughout all occupancies. 
All of the above Sections that begin with “G” refer to gas fueled unvented room heaters, 
which have not been allowed in Gunnison County.  These are the same amendments as in 
the 2009 IRC. 
 
Appendix F Radon Control Methods: Include the entire section. 
Same as in the 2009 IRC adoption.  As we are in a high radon area, passive control 
systems are installed during construction.  After completion, the radon level is tested and, if 
high, the passive system can become active and bring radon levels down.

Section C101.1 Title: Replace [Name of Jurisdiction] with the following: Gunnison County 
 
Section C408.2 Mechanical systems and service water-heating systems 
commissioning and completion requirements, Exception 1: Replace paragraph with 
the following: 


1. Mechanical systems and service water heater systems in buildings where the total 
mechanical equipment capacity is less than 600,000 Btu/h combined service water-
heating or space-heating capacity or 480,000 Btu/h cooling capacity.  


This proposed amendment is correcting errata. The proponent of this code section intended 
that mechanical systems be checked by the design professional when either the heating 
load or cooling load was above a certain Btu/h.   
 
Section R101.1 Title: Replace [Name of Jurisdiction] with the following: Gunnison County 
 
Section R202 General Definitions: Replace the definition of Residential Building with the 
following: 


Residential Building. For this code, includes all residential structures that are not 
detached one- and two-family dwellings and multiple single-family dwellings 
(townhouses) not more than three stories above grade plan in height, and required 
to comply with the International Residential Code. 


This proposed amendment is clarifying that residential structures that would normally be 
built under the IRC, to remain under the IRC.  Chapter 11: Energy Efficiency of the IRC is a 
duplicate of the residential provisions of the IECC. 
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ATTACHMENT F 
Discussion of Section R303.4 Mechanical Ventilation for which no amendment is 


recommended 
 


A section of the 2015 IRC for which staff is not proposing to amend is Section 303.4 
Mechanical Ventilation.  The section says that were the air infiltration rate of a dwelling 
unit is 5 air changes per hour or less, the dwelling unit shall be provided with whole-house 
mechanical ventilation.  Whole-house Mechanical Ventilation System is defined by the code 
as: An exhaust system, supply system, or combination thereof that is designed to 
mechanically exchange indoor air for outdoor air where operating continuously or through a 
programmed intermittent schedule to satisfy the whole-house ventilation rate.   


Please note: There is no mention of heat recovery in this definition.  The whole-
house mechanical ventilation can be as simple as a bathroom fan or as complex as 
desired.   


If a heat recovery ventilation system is chosen to be installed, which would be above and 
beyond what the code requires, a simple thru-wall decentralized HRV for a smaller space 
can be $1500 to $2000 and a more complex centralized system can range from $3,500 to 
$6,500.  


Commentary provided by the code council: Multiple studies have shown that natural 
ventilation alone is not sufficient for dwellings that are tightly sealed such that their 
infiltration rate is below 5 air changes per hour (ACH). Section R303.4 sets the 
threshold for tightly sealed at 5 ACH at a 50 Pascal pressure differential between the 
indoors and outdoors (5ACH50). For perspective, 50 Pa=0.2 inch water column; 1 inch 
water column=250Pa. Traditionally, 0.35 ACH or 15 cfm per occupant has been the 
required mechanical ventilation rate allowed as an alternative to natural ventilation.  An 
ACH of 0.35 at typical ambient pressure differentials is roughly equivalent to 7 to 10 
ACH at a 50 Pa differential, thus the threshold of 5 ACH50 is comparable to the 
traditional ventilation rate.  If the blower door test required by Section N1102.4.1.2 of the 
code indicates that the infiltration rate is less than 5 ACH50, the dwelling must be 
provided with whole-house mechanical ventilation. As dwelling envelopes become more 
air tight, there is evidence that indoor contaminant levels are rising.  Poor indoor air 
quality, the inability to predict ventilation rates from natural ventilation and the 
decreasing rates of infiltration have all led to this requirement for mechanical ventilation 
in dwellings. 


The following code section is from Chapter 15 of the 2015 IRC and describes the 
requirements for Whole-house Mechanical Ventilation. 
 
Chapter 15: Exhaust Systems, Section M1507: Mechanical Ventilation 


Section M1507.3 Whole-house mechanical ventilation system: Whole-house 
mechanical ventilation systems shall be designed in accordance with Sections 
M1507.3.1 through M1507.3.3.  
Commentary provided by the code council: All habitable rooms are required by 
Section 303.1 to be provided with natural ventilation through windows, doors or other 
approved openings, with an option for mechanical ventilation in accordance with this 
section. For years natural ventilation has been used which relied on the occupants to 
open windows and doors to provide ventilation to dwellings. While natural ventilation is 
still allowed, concerns over indoor air quality have raised questions over the 
effectiveness of naturally ventilating a dwelling.  There are provisions in the code that 
allow mechanical ventilation to be provided instead of natural ventilation, and, in some 
cases, require mechanical ventilation to be provided. Section R303.4 will require a 
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dwelling to be provided with whole-house mechanical ventilation when natural 
ventilation alone is not sufficient for dwellings that are tightly sealed such that their 
infiltration rate is 5 or fewer air changes per hour at an indoor/outdoor pressure 
differential of 50 Pa. 


 
M1507.3.1 System Design: The whole-house ventilation system shall consist of one 
or more supply or exhaust fans, or a combination of such, and associated ducts and 
controls. Local exhaust or supply fans are permitted to serve as such a system. 
Outdoor air ducts connected to the return side of an air handler shall be considered 
as providing supply ventilation. 
M1507.3.2 System Controls: The whole-house mechanical ventilation system shall 
be provided with controls that enable manual override. 
M1507.3.3 Mechanical Ventilation Rate: The whole-house mechanical ventilation 
system shall provide outdoor air at a continuous rate of not less than that determined 
in accordance with Table M1507.3.3(1). 
 Exception: The whole-house mechanical ventilation system is permitted to 


operate intermittently where the system has controls that enable operation for 
not less than 25-percent of each 4-hour segment and the ventilation rate 
prescribed in Table M1507.3.3(1) is multiplied by the factor determined in 
accordance with Table M1507.3.3(2).

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ATTACHMENT G 


Discussion of Section N1102.1.2 Insulation and Fenestration Criteria (Prescriptive) for 
which no amendment is recommended 


 
A section in the 2015 IRC for which staff recommends adoption is Section N1102.1.2 
Insulation and Fenestration Criteria (Prescriptive).  This section represents only one of 
the five different options, the prescriptive option, for complying with Chapter 11 Energy 
Efficiency.  This section says that, if the prescriptive option is chosen, continuous wall 
insulation shall be installed in addition to wall cavity insulation.  Continuous wall insulation 
can be installed on either the interior side or exterior side of a structure and is meant to 
reduce thermal bridging effects of wood studs (where no insulation typically exists and 
which can account for 25% of each wall surface area).  This section, the prescriptive option, 
represents the most severe and costly compliance option but it is the easiest to understand 
because it simply tells a builder/designer what to do.  If a builder/designer choses to utilize 
this method for thermal envelope compliance, then they mean to install continuous 
insulation.  A more cost effective and flexible approach is to use the UA-tradeoff method of 
compliance.  This method does not require continuous wall insulation but it can be used if 
desired.  Staff is proposing not to amend this section of the code and to, instead, provide 
training classes for using the UA-tradeoff method. 
 
Many of our customers rely on using the UA-tradeoff method for showing compliance with 
the energy efficiency provisions of the code during their building permit submittal.  Anyone 
building a log walled, or alternative materials, structure uses the UA-tradeoff method.  It is 
virtually impossible to amend the UA-tradeoff method, therefore, amending the prescriptive 
table but not the UA-tradeoff method would ultimately require some structures to achieve a 
higher standard than others. 
 
According to many energy efficiency professionals, the level of thermal insulation required 
by the 2015 IRC has reached the energy savings/cost of materials tipping point.  We will 
likely not be seeing significant increases to thermal insulation requirements in future code 
editions.  This point was brought up by August Hasz, PE, during the stakeholder group 
meeting.   
 
The stakeholder group recognized that the UA-tradeoff method can save money over the 
prescriptive method and also that it can provide an increased amount of flexibility in a 
project. Overall, comments in favor of the energy efficient provisions of the 2015 IRC 
included reduced energy costs which help the cost of living and an increased amount of 
flexibility with using the performance based options.  Some of the concerns raised in the 
stakeholder meeting, relating to the energy efficient provisions, were possible construction 
errors, reduced freedom to have a house that breathes passively, and that lenders, banks, 
and appraisers do not value energy efficient construction.   
 
The following is a brief description of the different compliance options available to a building 
or designer using the 2015 IRC:  
 
Option 1: Section N1102.1.2 Insulation and Fenestration Criteria (prescriptive) using 
Table N1102.1: Insulation and Fenestration Requirements by Component uses a simple 
table that list the minimum required R-value of insulation for different building thermal 
envelope components.  The table is used for the R-value computation method of 
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compliance.  This is a popular compliance path because it is easy to use and understand, 
however, it can also be the most costly.  Credit is only given for insulation materials and 
this method does not care how many or how few windows a wall has. For comparison, the 
red text signifies the requirements under the 2009 IRC table.

Option 2: Table N1102.1.2: Equivalent U-factors option uses a table that lists the 
maximum U-factors of assemblies.  This table is used for the U-factor alternative method of 
compliance.  The total U-factor of an assembly (or part of an assembly) is calculated based 
on the building materials in the assembly.  Drywall, sheathing, air films, studs, headers, etc. 
are all counted.  Construction types that limit the amount of framing or include thermal 
breaks benefit from using this method.  For comparison, the red text signifies the 
requirements under the 2009 IRC table.

Please note: The two method options above, R-value computation and U-factor 
alternative, can be combined to show compliance.  For example, ceilings and floors can 
use the R-value table and then a designer could show that the frame wall U-Factor is less 
than the equivalent U-Factor Table (if the builder or designer does not want to use 
continuous insulation, for example). 
 
Option 3: Total UA-alternative: This method allows for one portion of a building to make 
up for another portion and looks at the total overall thermal performance of a structure.  A 
free software program, called REScheck, makes it fast and easy for builders and designers 
to determine if a structure meets the minimum thermal requirements of the code.  This 
method can also save money when compared to Option 1, the prescriptive table.  
 
Option 4: Simulated Performance Alternative: This method allows a builder or designer 
to show that a proposed design will meet the intent of the code for energy-efficiency when 
compared against a standard reference design.  REScheck software can be used to show 
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compliance with this method.  Additionally, home energy raters can also provide this type of 
analysis.  This method allows for energy supplied by renewable energy sources on the 
building site to be discounted from the total energy consumption of the proposed design.  
This method also gives credit for energy efficient heating systems. 
 
Option 5: Above the Code Programs: If an energy-efficiency program exceeds the 
energy efficiency required by the code, then compliance with that program would 
automatically be considered as compliance with the building code and the building office 
would defer to the requirements of that program.  There are many above the code 
programs available, such as EnergyStar or PassiveHouse.

The Property 
Maintenance Code could be looked at for use in unincorporated Gunnison County in the 
future.   
Section 103 Department of Building Safety: Delete entire section.

County Land Use Resolution”. 


2. Delete entire section referring to Electrical (1-5). 
Of the items exempt from a building permit, #1 reads: “One-story detached accessory 
structures, provided that the floor area does not exceed 200 square feet.” 
Staff is proposing to add the words “and is in compliance with the current LUR”.  The reason 
for this is the LUR provides us with our setback distances from lot lines and waterbodies, 
among other development requirements.  A customer would not need a building permit for a 
200sf accessory structure but they do need to comply with the LUR. The definition of 
Accessory Structure is: A structure that is accessory to and incidental to that of the 
dwelling(s) and that is located on the same lot. To be exempt from a building permit under 
this requirement, a residence has to already be established on the lot for this “accessory 
structure” to be incidental to.  A customer could still place a 200sf structure on a parcel but 
they would need a building permit if the lot was otherwise vacant. 
This will be a change from the 2009 IRC adoption which limited exempt accessory structures 
to 120sf.  
Section R105.5.1 Expired work: Add Section. 


All below grade excavation done in advance of construction shall be filled and made 
safe within thirty (30) days of an abandoned project.  Where construction has 
advanced beyond excavation all foundation work and above grade construction shall 
be secured against the weather and the construction site shall be otherwise returned 
to that condition as existed before the permit was issued. 


Same as the 2009 IRC adoption. 
Section R108.2 Schedule of permit fees: Replace entire paragraph with the following. 


On buildings, structures, or alterations requiring a permit, a fee for each permit shall 
be paid as requested, in accordance with Appendix L Permit Fee (2015 International 
Residential Code). 
R108.2.1: The Department of Regulatory Agencies, Colorado State Electrical Board 
and Colorado State Plumbing Board are responsible for electrical and plumbing fees, 
permits and inspections.

The Building Official is not authorized to refund any fee paid, except upon written 


application by the original permittee not later than 180 days after the date of fee 


payment.

Section R108.6 Work commencing before permit issuance: Replace entire paragraph 


with the following. 


Any person who commences work before obtaining the necessary permits shall be 
subject to 100 percent (100%) of the usual permit fee in addition to the required permit 
fees.

Section R108.7 Re-inspection fees: Add section and paragraph. 


A fee for re-inspection will be calculated at $75 per hour plus mileage to and from 
the site.  Re-inspection fees will be due before the Certificate of Occupancy is 
issued.

Section R113.1 Unlawful acts: The following paragraph shall be added.

Section R313.1 Townhouse automatic fire sprinkler systems of the 2015 IRC.  
Adoption of this section, without amendment, is recommended. 
This sections will require that all new townhouses have residential fire sprinkler systems.  
This section was deleted in the last code adoption and thus adoption will be a code 
change for Gunnison County.  Townhouse is defined as “a single-family dwelling unit 
constructed in a group of three or more attached units in which each unit extends from 
foundation to roof and with a yard or public way on not less than two sides.” 
 
Section R313.2 One- and two-family dwellings automatic fire sprinkler systems: 
Replace the first sentence with the following: 


An automatic residential fire sprinkler system shall be installed in one-family dwellings 
when the Gross Floor Area exceeds 3,600 square feet.   
 
An automatic residential fire sprinkler system shall be installed in two-family dwellings 
when the aggregate floor area exceeds 3,600 square feet.  Garage area is not 
included in the calculation.

Staff is proposing to amend the provision to not require that a specific air exchange rate be

met but to still require the testing.  This is part of a larger section that describes the testing 
procedure and method. 
 
Section G2406.2 Prohibited locations: Delete exceptions 3 and 4. 
Section G2425.8 Appliances not required to be vented: Delete item number 7.

SUBJECT: Follow-up to initial work session discussion of the 2015 Building Codes 
 
Purpose: 
The purpose of this item is to follow up on an item discussed during the April 25, 2017 work 
session.  
 
Background:  
Staff recommended requiring the installation of residential automatic fire sprinkler systems 
in all new one- and two-family dwellings over 3,600 square feet in area.  For two-family 
dwellings, the 3,600 square feet would be calculated as the aggregate of both units unless 
a two-hour fire wall is installed between the units.  Staff also recommended requiring the 
installation of automatic fire sprinkler systems in all new townhome units.  A review of 
Gunnison County’s building permit records show that all townhome and two-family dwelling 
units have been less than 3,600 square feet in area.  The International Fire Code identifies 
3,600 square feet structures as needing more water for fire-fighting purposes than smaller 
structures.  Larger structures can require additional fire fighters and water for suppression 
and may need more fire service than one tanker truck can handle.  The distance occupants 
of larger structures need to traverse in order to evacuate can also be greater.   
 
A recent fire in a two-family dwelling, without a sprinkler system, in the City of Delta showed 
that the fire wall assembly managed to contain the fire to one unit.  Fire fighters were able 
to get to the scene and release hot gasses before the structure experienced a flashover 
event.  The residential code, as written, requires a one hour rated party wall between the 
units and a one hour exterior wall for each townhome unit (essentially a two-hour wall or 
two one-hour walls).  Structures the unincorporated areas of the County can take longer for 
fire fighters to reach than in the city.  An additional hour of protection between two-family 
dwellings units can be achieved by an additional layer of sheetrock. 
 
Recommendation: 
Staff’s revised recommendation is to delete the requirement to install residential automatic 
fire sprinkler systems in townhomes and two-family dwellings and to increase the shared 
wall of two-family dwellings to provide two hours of protection.  
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
