ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS:

Contractor shall clean-up all generated litter and dispose of it at an approved sanitary landfill or other location
and in a manner approved by the COTR/ATR.

Vehicles and equipment not in use will be turned off and not allowed to idle.
FUELING:

Fueling equipment and operations will be inspected and approved prior to contract startup by contractor and
COTR/ATR. Joint inspections will include checking for evidence of oil/fuel leaks. All evidence of leaks will
be investigated and immediately repaired prior to equipment operation on the job.

Fuel and oil tanks greater than 5 gallons capacity may not be used in this contract area.

The clean up of any on-site fuel or oil release is the contractor’s responsibility. Containment, immediate
reporting, documentation, and cleanup are required of any spills of petroleum products.

have a different time negotiated by the State and the Contractor.

Notice of Defect. If the State believes in good faith that a deliverable fail to meet the design
specifications for that particular deliverable, or is otherwise deficient, then the State shall notify the
Contractor of the failure or deficiencies, in writing, within thirty (30) calendar days of: 1) the date the
deliverable is delivered to the State by the Contractor if the State is aware of the failure or deficiency at
the time of delivery; or 2) the date the State becomes aware of the failure or deficiency. The above
time frame shall apply to all deliverables except for those deliverables that have a different time
negotiated by the State and the Contractor in writing pursuant to the State’s fiscal rules.

Time to Correct Defect. Upon receipt of timely written notice of an objection to a completed
deliverable, the Contractor shall have a reasonable period of time, not to exceed thirty (30) calendar

days, to correct the noted deficiencies. If the Contractor fails to correct such deficiencies within thirty

(30) calendar days, the Contractor shall be in default of its obligations under this Task Order Contract

and the State, at its option, may elect to terminate this Task Order Contract or the Master Contract and
all Task Order Contracts entered into pursuant to the Master Contract.

5. Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA) Business Associate Determination.

8. Contracting Provisions
The Contractor shall ensure that all service related expenses are completed and all goods related expenses
are received on or before the expiration of the contract.

The Contractor shall maintain a complete file of all records, documents, communications, and other
materials that pertain to the operation of the activities under this contractual agreement for six years. Such
files shall be sufficient to properly reflect all direct and indirect costs of labor, materials, equipment,
supplies and services, and other costs of whatever nature for which a reimbursement was made. These
records shall be maintained according to generally accepted accounting principles and shall be easily
separable from other Contractor records. Contactor’s auditor shall perform audits in accordance with the
requirements of the OMB Circulars A-87 (Cost Principles for State, Local, and Tribal Governments), A-
122 (Cost Principles for Non-Profit Organizations) and A-133 (Audits of States, Local Governments, and
Non-Profit Organizations), as applicable.

The Contractor must perform a substantial role in carrying out project outcomes and not merely serve as a
conduit for an award to another party or provider who is ineligible.

Travel: The Contractor shall support travel related costs to ensure accomplishment of activities identified
under this Scope of Work such as regional planning meetings, local partner planning meetings, attendance
at training sessions, conferences, and agency representation at the Emergency Preparedness and Response
conference calls.

Operating and Supplies: The Contractor shall support operating and supply costs directly associated with
any activities identified under this Scope of Work such as high-speed Internet connections, notification
systems, telephone and communication systems, office supplies, copying, printing, postage, room rental,
software purchase and upgrades, etc.

Indirect: A Contractor's allowable indirect rate is the current Negotiated Indirect Rate Agreement on file
with Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment Internal Auditor's office. In the event there is
no such agreement on file, the allowable indirect rate shall default to 10% of Direct Salaries & Wages,
Including Fringe Benefits. If there was a negotiated indirect rate in the past, but it has expired, the
contractor is not allowed to claim the 10% default rate. The contractor cannot claim any indirect rate until
they have negotiated a new rate with CDPHE internal Auditor’s office as per the OMB super circular. If a
new or revised Negotiated Indirect Rate Agreement is filed with the CDPHE Internal Auditor's

L Project Description:
This project serves to improve medical and public health care preparedness, response, and recovery capabilities at
the federal, state and local level and due to recent public health threats of potentially catastrophic proportion
underscore the importance of effective planning and response capabilities that can be applied to all hazards. As
new threats, including novel infectious diseases, emerge, ASPR and CDC programs must ensure that both medical
and public health systems are not only integral parts of emergency response activities but also part of emergency
preparedness planning with all relevant partners. Increased cooperation among responders, including state and
local public health officials, emergency medical services (EMS), healthcare coalitions (HCCs), and private health
care organizations, ensure the nation is better prepared to respond to all hazards. Governmental public health
departments and the mostly private sector health care delivery systems are now recognized as essential partners in
emergency response, increasing their ability to identify and mitigate potential threats to the public’s health.

During the 2017-2022 project period, the aligned HPP-PHEP cooperative agreement provides technical assistance
and resources to support state, local, and territorial public health departments, along with HCCs and health care
organizations, to show measurable and sustainable progress toward achieving the preparedness and response
capabilities that promote prepared and resilient communities. Although each program focuses on readiness for
two discrete sectors, the public health enterprise for PHEP and the mostly private health care and medical systems
for HPP, alignment offers opportunities for these sectors to coordinate and collaborate.

Choice Pass Annual Report 2016-2017

This year our Choice Pass sign-up nights were a huge success we had over 700 youth and their
parents make the pledge with each other. This program has become a household name in our
community. Youth and parents are starting to take on more accountability in the program and our
community support is growing; people are reaching out to us to be involved instead of us trying
to solicit support from the community. Additionally, in our statement of work we aimed to
engage 400 students in alternative activities in the 2016-2017 fiscal year. To date we have over
143 youth who have engaged in alternative activities.

We have held three parent education dinners with a total of 160 parents and 15 youth in
attendance. We have 15 families who are interested in our online parenting program and will
start the program in mid-January.

We are extremely excited with our Choice Pass program. This program has grown over the past
five years and has really become part of the fabric of our community. The Choice Pass program
is for youth (and their parents) between 6™ and 12" grade. We sent out informational letters
through the school mailing list to all families in this target population. We also sent emails
through PTA and past Choice Pass holder lists. Additionally, our Choice Pass Coordinator
created an informational brochure of the Choice Pass Program for youth, parents and community
members. In regards to our alternative programming, we are utilizing more of a youth driven
approach to creating programming. Youth have expressed a desire to engage in programming
that provides them with skills. Using this information we have increased our partnership with the
Gunnison Recreation Center, Mountain Roots, and Irwin Mountain Adventure Guides. These
collaborations help to meet the needs of the youth, builds our relationships with community
programs, and helps the Choice Pass program become more sustainable.

We have had a real struggle this year with getting Choice Pass holders to our online system. We
have a multi-step process for signing up for the Choice Pass program, which is one of our biggest
struggles. All youth and parents must come to one Choice Pass sign-up night, go onto our
website and register and take the surveys, and then get their Choice Pass ID card from Crested
Butte Mountain Resort. We don’t have a way to ensure that they youth are taking the survey
once they register online. We are already brainstorming and working with our IT department on
how to make the sign-ups more efficient and ensure youth are taking the survey for next year.

The Choice Pass is a valued program by our youth, parents, schools and community members.
We are so thankful for support from TGYS. We are starting to increase the parent and youth
accountability of the Choice Pass program and encourage families to use this as one tool in their
tool boxes. One of our biggest success of this program is the parent education dinners. Other
communities that we have talked with at state and regional conferences are amazed by the
number of parents that attend our educational dinners. The Choice Pass program is such an
incentive for parents and youth — it helps us educate our community, help youth participate in
healthy activities and encourage healthy choices.

Finical Control Policy

GCSAPP is housed within Gunnison County’s Juvenile Services. Janet Reinman, current Juvenile
Service Director, reports directly to the County Manager, Matthew Birnie and oversees GCSAPP
Director, Kari Commerford. . Kari Commerford, GCSAPP Director, is the central contact person
for this contract. Her role as the Director is to oversee and facilitate the implementation of the
Gunnison County’s Substance Abuse Prevention Project Strategic Plan. Kari will be responsible
for supervising all details of the grant, preparing and submitting reimbursement (with
assistance from Gunnison County finance) and ensuring compliance with contract
requirements. Gunnison County manages the financial aspects and oversees major spending
and revenue generation of GCSAPP. Annually, the GCSAPP Director works closely with Juvenile
Services Director and the County’s Finance Accountant to prepare budgets for the upcoming
fiscal year.

Each expenditure is vouchered, reviewed by Juvenile Services Director, and then processed by
the county accountant. For purchases or revenue requiring contract agreements, the county’s
board of commissioners review the appropriate documents and sign accordingly. GCSAPP
cannot enter into contracts without the signature of the County Manager or the board of
commissioner chair person.

LEASE AGREEMENT

WHEREAS, Lessor owns the real property known as Queen of Al Saints Parish Hall
located at 405 Sopris, Crested Butte, CO 81224 (“Parish Hall”); and

Parish Hall to Gun ison County to serve as a Voter Service Polling Center (“VSPC") in
Crested Butte, Colorado for the 2017 Coordinated Election; and

WHEREAS, Gunnison County desires to lease the Parish Hall from Lessor, and Lessor
desires to lease the Parish Hall to Gunnison County: and

2. LEASE PERIOD.

This Lease Agreement shall be effective during 2017 on the following days and times,
unless otherwise terminated or extended under the terms of this Lease Agreement or
mutual written agreement of the Lessor and Gunnison County:

8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.

8:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.

8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m
November 7, 2017






3. LEASE IS NONEXCLUSIVE.

Lessor expressly reserves the right to enter and use Parish Hall, conduct regular
business, and construct improvements on it, for any and all purposes that will not
substantially interfere with Gunnison County’s use.

4. CONSIDERATION.

In full and complete consideration of the rights granted herein, Gunnison County shall pay
Lessor THREE HUNDRED AND NO/100 U.S. Dollars ($300.00) for the lease periods
identified in paragraph 2 of this Lease Agreement. Said payment shall be payable to
Lessor within 30 days of execution of this Lease Agreement.

5. UTILITIES.

Lessor shall provide for utilities for heating, water and electric for the Parish Hall.
Gunnison County shall be responsible for telephone, internet and any and all other costs
not identified herein that may be associated with Gunnison County’s use of the Parish
Hall.

6. USE OF PROPERTY.

Gunnison County shall use the Parish Hall exclusively and only for a VSPC for the 2017
Coordinated Election. Gunnison County agrees to conduct its uses of the Parish Hall in
an orderly manner. Gunnison County, its agents, and employees, will not discriminate
against any person or class of person by reason of race, age, religion, gender, creed,
sexual preference or national origin in providing any use of the Parish Hall. There shall be
no alcohol allowed in Parish Hall.

7. OPERATIONS.

Gunnison County agrees to secure all necessary licenses, permits and other approval
required by Gunnison County, the State of Colorado, or the United States of America that
may be necessary or associated with Gunnison County’s business and use of the Parish
Hall.

8. MAINTENANCE, REPAIRS AND IMPROVEMENTS.

During the term of this Lease Agreement, Lessor shall provide for the maintenance,
repairs and necessary improvements to Parish Hall. Lessor shall provide weekly janitorial
service to keep and maintain the hallways, restrooms and other areas in a neat, clean
and sanitary condition. In October, if necessary, Gunnison County shall provide snow
removal to remove snow from the exterior walkways and entrances to Parish Hall during
the October period of this Lease Agreement. Gunnison County shall be responsible for
the setting up and taking down of the rooms (meaning setting of tables and chairs and
any other equipment and putting the same away) at the end of each business day






throughout the term of this Lease Agreement.

Gunnison County shall not modify, alter or reconstruct Parish Hall without the prior written
consent of Lessor.

All equipment placed by Gunnison County at its expense in, on or about the Parish Hall,
including all fixtures temporarily affixed to the Parish Hall but which may be removed
without damage thereto, shall remain the items of Gunnison County and Gunnison
County shall have the right at any time during the term hereof or at its termination, to
remove all such equipment. Gunnison County further agrees to repair or replace any
damage caused to Parish Hall by Gunnison County’s agents, invitees, guests, members
of the public required to be in Parish Hall for Gunnison County’s use purposes, and
employees.

9. TAXES.
Lessor shall keep Parish Hall free and clear of all levies, liens, and encumbrances and
shall pay all license fees, registration fees, assessments, charges, and taxes (municipal,

county, state and federal) which may now or hereafter be imposed related to the Parish
Hall. :

10. DAMAGE TO OR DESTRUCTION OF PROPERTY.

During the term of this Lease Agreement notwithstanding anything herein to the
contrary, in the event the Parish Hall or any portion of it or any improvements to it are
damaged or destroyed, partially or wholly, by fire or otherwise, Lessor shall be under no
obligation whatsoever to repair, replace or rebuild the same or to provide substitute the
Parish Hall or improvements.

11. LIABILITY.

Gunnison County agrees to obtain and keep in force, throughout the term of this Lease
Agreement, comprehensive general liability insurance, including personal injury
protection, and shall name Lessor as an additional insured:

(a) Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and
Federal law which adequately protects all labor employed by Gunnison
County during the term of this Agreement.

(b)  Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent for any injury
to one person in any single occurrence, Three Hundred Fifty Thousand and
No/100 U.S. Dollars ($350,000.00); and For an injury to two or more
persons in any single occurrence, the sum of Nine Hundred Ninety
Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($990,000.00).






Additionally, Gunnison County agrees to obtain and keep in force, throughout the term of
this Lease Agreement, personal property insurance coverage on any and all of Gunnison
County’s personal property in the Parish Hall (i.e. Furniture, fixtures, computer equipment,
etc.).

Gunnison County shall provide Lessor with copies of appropriate insurance policies, as
Nothing in this Lease Agreement, including but not limited to the required insurance or the
existence of the insurance required hereunder, is or shall be construed to be a waiver, in
whole or in part, by the Lessor of any defense or claim of governmental immunity, or a
waiver of any other provision of law relating to the liability of governmental units or the
limits thereof, provided by the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act or otherwise.

12. WARRANTIES.

Lessor makes no warranties, either express or implied, as to any matter whatsoever,
including but not limited to, the condition of the Parish Hall.

13. OWNERSHIP.

The Parish Hall is, and shall at all times be and remain, the sole and exclusive property of
Lessor, and Gunnison County shall have no right, title, or interest therein or thereto.

14. DEFAULT.

Gunnison County shall be considered to be in default of this Lease Agreement upon
failing to keep, perform and observe each and every other covenant, term or condition set
forth in this Lease Agreement which failure continues for a period of more than 30 days
after written notice from the Lessor of such breach or default.

No waiver of default by either party of any of the terms or conditions herein to be
performed, kept and observed by the other party shall be construed as, or operate as, a
waiver of any subsequent default of any of the terms or conditions herein contained to be
performed, kept and observed by the other party.

15. TERMINATION.

This Lease Agreement shall be terminated if:

A. Gunnison County is determined to be in default as set forth in paragraph 14
above; or
B. Lessor determines that the Parish Hall is not being used for the purposes as

set forth in this Lease Agreement or an alternative use of said Parish Hall
would be more beneficial to the Lessor.





If this Lease Agreement is terminated, it is agreed that Lessor may retake possession of
the premises upon thirty (30) days written notice to Gunnison County and that Gunnison
County shall surrender and return Parish Hall to Lessor in good condition, normal wear
and tear excepted.

16. NOTICES.

17. PROHIBITION UPON ASSIGNMENT.

Without the prior written consent of Lessor, Gunnison County shall not (a) assign,
transfer, pledge, or hypothecate this Lease Agreement, or any part thereof, or any interest
therein, or (b) convey, sublet or lend the Parish Hall or any part thereof.

18. NON-WAIVER.

The failure of either party to insist in any one or more instances upon compliance with any
of the covenants, terms or conditions agreed upon and herein contained, or the failure of
either party to exercise any option, privilege or right agreed upon and herein contained
shall not be construed as constituting a waiver of such right, option or the right to demand
compliance with such covenant, term or conditions.

19. SEVERABILITY.

In the event any term, condition or provision contained in this Lease Agreement is held by
any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, the invalidity of such term, condition or
provision shall in no way affect any other covenant, condition or provision herein
contained. Provided, however, that if the invalidity of such term, condition or provision
causes material prejudice to either party hereto with respect to its respective rights and






obligations contained in the remaining valid portions of this Lease Agreement, then at the
option of such party, this Lease Agreement may be declared to be terminated.

20. GOVERNING LAW, JURISDICTION AND VENUE.

This Lease Agreement is entered into in the County of Gunnison, State of Colorado, and
it is agreed that the proper jurisdiction and venue of any legal action regarding the
interpretation and/or enforcement of this Lease Agreement, or any document related
hereto, shall be the County or District Court of the County of Gunnison, State of Colorado
and this Lease Agreement shall be deemed to have been made in and be construed in
accordance with the laws of the State of Colorado and be binding upon the parties hereto,
their successors and assigns.

21. COUNTERPARTS: FACSIMILE TRANSMISSION.

This Agreement may be executed by facsimile and/or in any number of counterparts,
any or all of which my contain the signatures of less than all the parties, and all of which
shall be construed together as but a single instrument and shall be binding on the
parties as though originally executed on one originally executed document. All facsimile
counterparts shall be promptly followed with delivery of original executed counterparts.

22. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.

Lessor and Gunnison County agree that the provisions contained herein constitute the
entire agreement and that all representations made by any officer, agent or employee of
the respective parties unless included herein are null and void and of no effect. No
alterations, amendments, changes or modifications, unless expressly reserved herein,
shall be valid unless executed by an instrument in writing by Lessor and Gunnison
County with the same formality as this Lease Agreement.

A RESOLUTION REPEALING RESOLUTION NO: 08-36 AND ADOPTING
THE 2017 GUNNISON COUNTY, COLORADO EMERGENCY OPERATIONS PLAN

WHEREAS, in the best interest of public health, safety and welfare of the citizens and
visitors of Gunnison County, Colorado, the Board of County Commissioners of the
County of Gunnison, Colorado (“Board”) adopted an emergency operations plan
through Resolution No: 2008-36, A Resolution Adopting the Gunnison County
Emergency Operations Plan; and

WHEREAS, in order to address current operations, the emergency operations plan
adopted in 2008 has been amended and updated and a new emergency operations
plan has been drafted which is titled: Gunnison County, Colorado Emergency
Operations Plan, dated May 16, 2017 (“2017 Emergency Operations Plan”); and

WHEREAS, the 2017 Emergency Operations Plan provides general guidelines and
principles for managing and coordinating the overall response and recovery activities
before, during and after major emergencies and disasters that affect unincorporated
areas of Gunnison County, including incorporated areas of Gunnison County which
have agreements with and/or rely on Gunnison County for the provision of emergency
management assistance; and

WHEREAS, the 2017 Emergency Operations Plan also provides clarification and
guidance on the National Incident Management System, concept of operations,
designated roles and responsibilities, continuity of government and plan maintenance,

WHEREAS, to more specifically address emergency support functions and operations,
define types of disasters and the appropriate response procedures, and to identify other
emergency support resources, there are annexes attached and incorporated within the
2017 Emergency Operations Plan.

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Section 1
Purpose of the Gunnison Emergency Operations Plan

The Gunnison County Emergency Operations Plan is designed with several goals in mind, the
end result of which is to make Gunnison County safer and more resilient for our citizens, visitors, county
staff and emergency services personnel. This is accomplished by developing a plan which provides a
flexible blueprint for overall coordination of major emergencies. This EOP unifies County departments
and community partners in a common goal to mitigate against, prepare for, respond to, and recover from
the threats and hazards that pose a risk to Gunnison County.

This plan is intended to provide general guidelines and principles for managing and coordinating
the overall planning, response and recovery activities before, during and after major emergencies and
disasters that affect unincorporated areas of Gunnison County. This includes incorporated areas of
Gunnison County, which have agreements with and/or rely on Gunnison County for the provision of
emergency management assistance.

As with all plans of this type, this emergency plan is a tool, and should be used as a guide. It is
not possible to cover every possible situation that may arise.

It is not the purpose of this plan to replace or countermand existing policies and procedures of
emergency service agencies, other governmental entities or state or federal laws. Nor is it the intent of
this plan to dictate tactical or operational activities of departments or agencies responding to an incident,
as those activities will be directed by Incident Command.

Each jurisdiction and public safety agency with-in Gunnison County is expected to have in place
its own current emergency operations plan, and to utilize those plans during operations and trainings. It
is the responsibility of Gunnison County and its partner agencies/entities to ensure that their respective
emergency plans are compatible with and do not contradict each other. See Section 5-B-2 for a list of
jurisdictions known to have Emergency Operations Plans.

All jurisdictions, organizations, agencies and special districts in Gunnison County are encouraged
to develop and maintain Continuity of Operations Plans (COOP) as defined in the National Incident
Management System (NIMS) and the National Response Framework (NRF).
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Section 2
Letter of Authority, Distribution and Acceptance: Gunnison
County Emergency Operations Plan

This document shall be known as the Gunnison County Emergency Operations Plan. The Gunnison
County Emergency Operations Plan was adopted and signed by the Board of County Commissioners via
Resolution 2008-36 and updated via Resolution 2017 - .

All Gunnison County departments and offices as well as County personnel are directed to accept their
respective responsibilities and roles in coordinating preparedness, mitigation, response and recovery
activities prior to and during emergencies as outlined in this plan. This includes organizational planning
and training necessary to implement the plan when required. See Sections 6 and 7.

Nothing in this plan is intended to interfere with the delivery of the organizations’ primary services,
although during an emergency, resources may be temporarily redirected in order to effectively address
the emergency. As necessary, a local disaster declaration will be issued to address those issues.

This Emergency Operations Plan will be updated regularly, to ensure that it remains an effective and
accurate tool for managing emergencies. See Section 8, Plan Maintenance, Training and Exercise.

See Section 9, Signature Sheets (pages 31 — 32) for a list of departments, offices and agencies
receiving a copy of the Gunnison County Emergency Operations Plan for their respective use during
operational situations as well as for planning and training purposes. Additional copies of this plan are
available upon request from the Office of Emergency Management. Recipients of copies of this plan are
required to sign for their copy.

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Section 5
Concept of Operations, ICS and Plan Assumptions

A. Gunnison County Government

1. Gunnison County is located in south-west Colorado, approximately 210 miles south-west of
Denver. Principal highways are US Hwy 50, Colorado Highways 135, 149 and 114. The County
population is approximately 16,067 (July 2016 US Census figure), and land-mass is
approximately 3,300 square miles. Additional demographic and geographic information can be
found in the Gunnison County Hazard Mitigation Plan and the Gunnison County Rapid Needs
Assessment.

2. Gunnison County is responsible for emergency response operations in unincorporated areas of
the county.

3. The Gunnison County Emergency Operations Plan was developed using the “Whole Community”
concept, wherein all partners and stakeholders were provided the opportunity for participation and
to provide input.

4. Gunnison County supports emergency response operations of, and coordinates with, the
following municipalities and communities. Gunnison County may share the responsibility of
emergency response operations during times of declared emergency or disaster.

a. Town of Crested Butte

b. Town of Mount Crested Butte

c. City of Gunnison

d. Town of Pitkin

e. Town of Marble

f. Portions of Saguache County falling with-in the primary response area of Gunnison
County Emergency Services and are covered under discipline specific mutual aid
agreements for this purpose.

5. Gunnison County as an organization (resolution 2006-17), and each jurisdiction/special district in
Gunnison County has adopted the National Incident Management System (NIMS), which
includes:

a. The Incident Command System (ICS) for managing all incidents.

b. The Multi-Agency Coordination (MAC) System to support complex incidents

c. The Joint Information System to coordinate incident information

6. Incidents will be managed in the field under the ICS structure, utilizing either a single Incident
Commander or a Unified Command, depending on the scope and type of incident.

7. In accordance with the NIMS, the NRF, the State of Colorado Hazard and Incident Response and
Recovery Plan (Colorado EOP), and recognized best practice, the Emergency Support Functions
(ESF) model will provide the framework for this plan. See Annex A — ESF Definitions.

8. Every County department or office may be required to assist in supporting an emergency. If a
department does not have a specific response role in a given emergency, that department may
still be relied upon to fill support roles.

o Resolution 2017-19 establishes Emergency and Disaster Management Procedures, which
includes reassignment by county leadership of county employees and resources as
necessary to address emergency situations.

9. Where appropriate, Gunnison County departments are assumed to have in place current mutual
aid agreements (or similar documents), establishing parameters and processes for requesting
function specific assistance from other jurisdictions or organizations. See Mutual Aid Agreement
binder in EOC or Departmental COOP.

10. Each County Department and Office is responsible for ensuring that staff have been trained to the
appropriate level of incident command and incident management.
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11. All county staff are expected to have been oriented and trained on roles and responsibilities in
their departmental COOPs and departmental emergency procedures.

12. For disasters affecting unincorporated portions of Gunnison County, a formal declaration of a
disaster by the Gunnison County Manager may be required as a precondition of some form of
State or Federal assistance or to expedite State assistance. The Colorado Office of Emergency
Management is the state agency responsible for processing requests for state and federal
disaster assistance. As a result of a declared emergency or disaster event, State or Federal
funding assistance is not guaranteed. See Section C of Resolution 2017-19 for Declaration
Process. Resolution 2017-19 is in Annex F of this plan.

13.The Colorado Office of Emergency Management (COEM) is available 24 hours a day to
provide advice and technical assistance to the County and to provide state resources or
coordinate other supplemental assistance in support of local emergency management actions.
The COEM Field Manager for Gunnison County is Drew Petersen, cell 970-633-0201. If he is
unavailable call (303)279-8855 or (303)472-4046 for the on-call COEM staff member. See the
Gunnison County Resource Mobilization Plan for additional contact information.

B. Municipalities, Other Organizations and Institutions

1. When an incident occurs with-in the boundaries of a municipality or on the property of an
institution with a current EOP or similar document, management of that incident is the
responsibility of that municipality or institution, and it is expected that the municipality or institution
will utilize their EOP to manage the incident.

¢ In these situations, if requested by the affected municipality/institution, the Gunnison
County EOP could be used in a support role, where appropriate.

o Similarly, it is assumed that for incidents occurring in Gunnison County, which necessitate
use of the Gunnison County EOP, if requested, the organizations listed below could utilize
their EOPs to support the County.

¢ Response and recovery operations are the responsibility of the jurisdiction(s) in which the
disaster occurs.

3. Municipalities and organizations with an EOP are responsible for ensuring that their employees
are familiar with the policies and procedures contained in the EOP, through regular trainings and
exercises.

4. Each municipality and fire district with-in Gunnison County has adopted the National Incident
Management System (NIMS), which includes:

a. The Incident Command System (ICS) for managing all incidents.
b. The Multi-Agency Coordination (MAC) System to support complex incidents
c. The Joint Information System to coordinate incident information

5. It is expected that the employees of all municipalities, first response agencies and other

governmental institutions with-in Gunnison County are trained to the appropriate level of the ICS.
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6. All local governments, first response agencies and special districts within Gunnison County are
responsible for coordinating with one another and for providing mutual aid within their capabilities
in accordance with established written agreements, and ensuring that these mutual aid
agreements are reviewed and updated as necessary. See Mutual Aid Binder in the EOC.

7. Itis expected that each jurisdiction/institution with-in Gunnison County has developed Continuity
of Operations Plans (COOP), and that staff have been oriented to and trained on their roles and
responsibilities under their respective COOP.

8. Disasters and complex emergencies are rarely confined to one jurisdiction. Although only a
portion of Gunnison County is likely to be impacted by a single disaster or emergency event, a
multi-jurisdictional effort will be required to effectively manage most major incidents. Accordingly,
emergency plans and exercises should incorporate procedures for integrating the resources of
county and municipal governments, private and volunteer organizations, and state and federal
governments.

9. Should a municipality with-in Gunnison County need to declare a disaster, the municipality should
declare a disaster to Gunnison County, which may then declare a County Emergency or Disaster
to the State. Municipalities are responsible for developing policies and procedures for the
declaration process, including line of authority and line of succession. The Colorado Office of
Emergency Management is the state agency responsible for processing requests for state and
federal disaster assistance. As a result of a declared emergency or disaster event, State or
Federal funding assistance is not guaranteed.
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Section 6
Designated Roles and Responsibilities

Each Gunnison County department has roles and responsibilities in emergency planning and emergency
operations. Based on State and Federal standards, these roles and responsibilities are identified as
Emergency Support Functions (ESF). Shown in the table below are each Emergency Support Function,
the lead County department and supporting departments/agencies. Some ESF lead agencies and ESF
support may be non-county organizations.

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Section 7
Continuity of Operations

All Gunnison County departments are required to have an approved Continuity of Operations Plans in
place, on which staff have been oriented and trained.

It is recommended that each municipality, governmental agency, governmental department and special
district within Gunnison County establish and adopt both a chain of command/succession and Continuity
of Operations Plan (COOP) for their respective functions. For the purposes of this EOP, these
documents will not be included here.

For incidents overlapping jurisdictional boundaries or requiring mutual aid, each governmental entity will
utilize their respective chain of command and/or COOP. In these situations, each governmental entity will
abide by the operational guidelines established in and agreed to under the Incident Command System
(National Incident Management System (NIMS)).

For incidents occurring in other jurisdictions, for which that jurisdiction has requested mutual aid from
Gunnison County, the Gunnison County EOP and chain of command / COOP documents will be utilized
in a support role.

1. In accordance with CRS 24-33.5-709 it is the intent of the Gunnison County Board of
Commissioners that county government will continue to provide essential services in order to
protect the public health, safety and welfare of citizens during an emergency or disaster event by
distribution of these disaster chain of command procedures and protocols.

2. The Board, consistent with CRS 24-33.5-709 and Gunnison County Resolution 2017-19 (Section
C), identifies the County Manager (or successor pursuant to resolution 2017-19-D-1) as the only
person with authority to declare a Gunnison County emergency.

3. All Gunnison County department directors and county elected officials shall be consulted
regarding emergency or disaster event-issues that might impact their area of responsibility.

4. Each Gunnison County Department director and/or staff member shall provide support to and
cooperation with the County Manager (or serving individual from the Chain of Command in
absence of the County Manager).

5. Each Gunnison County department director and county elected official shall work within the
framework established by the Gunnison County Emergency Operations Plan, and Gunnison
County Resolution 2017-19.

6. If requested, each Gunnison County department shall make available staff to fill appropriate
functions in the Emergency Operations Center.

7. GENERAL RESPONSIBILITIES. The director of each County office and County elected office,
as appropriate, shall (refer to office COOPs):

a. Be prepared to respond adequately to all emergency or disaster events.

b. Consider potential emergency or disaster events in the conduct of regular department
functions, particularly those functions essential in time of emergency.

c. Design preparedness measures to permit a rapid and effective transition from routine to
emergency operations, and to make effective use of the period following initial indication
of a probable emergency or disaster events. This will include:

i. Development of a system of emergency actions that defines alternatives,
processes, and issues to be considered during various stages of emergency or
disaster event;

ii. Identification of actions that could be taken in the early stages of a emergency or
disaster event to mitigate the impact of or reduce significantly the lead times
associated with full emergency action implementation

Assess essential emergency requirements and plan for the possible use of alternative
resources to meet essential demands during and following an emergency or disaster
event.

Prepare plans and procedures to share between and among the responsible agencies
resources such as energy, equipment, food, land, materials, services, supplies,
transportation, water, and workforce needed to carry out assigned responsibilities and
other essential functions, and cooperate with other agencies in developing programs
to ensure availability of such resources in an emergency or disaster event.

PROTECTION OF ESSENTIAL RESOURCES AND FACILITIES. The head of each county
department and each county elected official, as appropriate within assigned areas of
responsibility, shall:

Identify facilities and resources, both government and private, essential to the public
welfare, and assess their vulnerabilities and develop plans to provide for the security
of such facilities and resources, and to avoid or minimize disruptions of essential
services during any emergency or disaster event.

Participate in interagency activities to assess the relative importance of various
facilities and resources to essential community needs and to integrate preparedness
and response strategies and procedures.
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Section 8
Plan Maintenance, Training and Exercises

Authority for maintenance and regular updates of this plan rests with the Emergency Manager and the
Gunnison County Office of Emergency Management. The Emergency Management Office may
conduct exercises and training sessions to ensure that all departments and offices with assigned
responsibilities understand provisions of the plan.

Departments, offices and other organizations with authorities identified in the plan are encouraged to
conduct their own exercises and training sessions. Staff participation in periodic exercises provides the
best opportunities for refining plans and procedures in preparation for actual disaster and emergency
events. The Emergency Management Director will coordinate multi-agency and multi-jurisdictional
exercises.

CHECKLIST FOR PLAN MAINTENANCE, TRAINING AND EXERCISES

- Ensure that ICS policies and procedures are communicated to all agencies that may
become involved in emergency response operations.

- Provide ICS and EOC training and exercise opportunities to all agencies and offices with
emergency management responsibilities.

- Encourage all agencies with emergency responsibilities to develop and maintain current
internal procedures for carrying out assigned functions, where appropriate.

- Conduct multi agency and multi jurisdictional exercises to improve coordination and reduce
overall training costs.

In all
solicitations either by competitive bidding or negotiation made by the Engineer for work to be performed
under a subcontract, including procutements of matetials ot leases of equipment, each potential
subcontractor or supplier shall be notified by the Engineer of the Engineer's obligations under this
contract and the Regulations relative to nondisctimination on the grounds of race, color, or national

origin.

e Information and Repotts. The Engineer shall provide all information and reports required by the
Regulations or ditectives issued pursuant thereto and shall permit access to its books, records, accounts,
other sources of information and its facilities as may be determined by the Sponsor or the Federal
Aviation Administration (FAA) to be pertinent to ascettain compliance with such Regulations, orders,
and instructions. Whete any information requited of an Engineet is in the exclusive possession of another
who fails or refuses to furnish this information, the Engineer shall so certify to the sponsor or the FAA,
as approptiate, and shall set forth what efforts it has made to obtain the information.

® Sanctions for Noncompliance. In the event of the Engineer's noncompliance with the
nondiscrimination provisions of this contract, the sponsor shall impose such contract sanctions as it or

the FAA may detetmine to be appropriate, including, but not limited to:

a. Withholding of payments to the Engineer under the contract until the Engineer complies, and/or
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b. Cancellation, termination, ot suspension of the contract, in whole ot in patt.

¢ Incorporation of Provisions. The Engineer shall include the provisions of paragraphs one through five
(Compliance with Regulations, Nondiscrimination, Solicitations for Subcontracts, Information and Reports, and Sanctions
Jor Noncompliance) in evety subcontract, including procutements of materials and leases of equipment,
unless exempt by the Regulations ot directives issued pursuant thereto. The Engineer shall take such
action with tespect to any subconttact ot procutement as the sponsor or the FAA may direct as a means
of enforcing such provisions including sanctions for noncompliance. Provided, however, that in the
event an Engineer becomes involved in, or is threatened with, litigation with a subcontractor or supplier
as a result of such direction, the Engineet may request the Sponsort to enter into such litigation to protect
the interests of the sponsor and, in addition, the Engineet may request the United States to enter into
such litigation to protect the interests of the United States.

This is an Appendix attached to, made a part of and incorporated by reference with the Consulting Contract
dated April 23, 2013 between Gunnison County and Jviation, Inc. providing for professional services. For the
remainder of this scope Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport is indicated as “Sponsor” and Jviation, Inc.
is indicated as “Engineer”. The estimated construction cost of this project is approximately $900,000.00.

This project will consist of preparing Contract Documents, Technical Specifications, and Engineer’s Design
Report, and Bidding for the project to Acquire Airport Snow Removal Equipment (SRE) Vehicle. This scope
of work is for the design services provided by the Engineer for the Sponsor.

DESCRIPTION

Acquire One Self Contained Power Broom with 4x4 Chassis and All-Wheel Steering

This project consists of the procurement, through the competitive bidding process, of one Self Contained
Power Broom with a 4x4 Chassis and All-Wheel Steering. The 4x4 Chassis will be specified to operate with
both the Self Contained Power Broom and the Optional Rotary Plow Attachment. The airport currently has
one powet broom is eligible for a second power broom. The Power Broom will be specified such that it will
be able to be utilized by the Airport yeat round.

CONTRACT AGREEMENT

THIS CONTRACT AGREEMENT (“Contract”) is entered into this ___ day of June, 2017,
by and between the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF
GUNNISON, COLORADO, whose address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230
(“Gunnison County”) and W.F. NORMAN CORPORATION, a Missouri for profit
corporation, whose address is 214 N. Cedar, Nevada, Missouri 64772 (“Contractor”).

A. RECITALS

The Contractor desires to provide stamping architectural and decorative sheet metal
work for the replication of historic tin ceiling tiles for the project titled Interior and Exterior
Rehabilitation of the Ohio City Town Hall, Phase II.

Gunnison County desires to engage Contractor to provide stamping architectural and
decorative sheet metal work for the replication of historic tin ceiling tiles for the project
titled Interior and Exterior Rehabilitation of the Ohio City Town Hall, Phase Il according
to this Contract.

B. AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the recitals, mutual covenants and obligations
hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. SCOPE OF SERVICES.

Contractor shall provide services and shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision,
supplies and equipment to commence, diligently pursue, and to complete the services
specifically identified in Appendix “A” attached hereto and incorporated herein by
reference (“Services”).

2. STANDARDS OF SERVICES.

Services must be provided according to all applicable federal, state and local laws and
regulations, Colorado Historical Society preferences and requirements, the U.S.
Secretary of the Interior's Standards for the Treatment of Historic Properties and other
generally accepted standards affecting the Services or the subject matter thereof. All
Services shall be performed in a timely manner according to paragraph 5 herein.

3. USE OF MATERIALS.

Gunnison County shall retain all rights to use the metal ceiling tiles produced by
Contractor with no additional approval by Contractor.
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4. COMPENSATION.

In consideration and in exchange for Contractor's performance of the Services,
Gunnison County shall pay Contractor fees in the amount of Ten Thousand One
Hundred and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($10,100.00) pursuant to Contractor’s Invoice dated
May 19, 2017 as identified in Appendix “B” attached hereto and incorporated herein by
reference.

Gunnison County shall submit a 50% deposit to Contractor to begin Services in the
amount of Four Thousand Nine Hundred Seventy Five and No/100 U.S. Dollars
($4,975.00). The remaining balance for Services in the amount of Four Thousand Nine
Hundred Seventy Five and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($4,975.00), along with shipping, which
is currently estimated to be in the amount of One Hundred Fifty and No/100 U.S. Dollars
($150.00), shall be paid to Contractor upon completion of Services.

5. TERM AND SERVICE SCHEDULE.

The term of this Contract shall commence on the date this Contract is entered into as
set forth above and shall expire upon completion of Services which is currently
estimated to be 90 days but in any and all events Services shall be completed by no
later than September 30, 2017 (“Term”).

No work will or has been done outside of the start and end date of this Contract, and,
therefore, no work will or has been done outside of the start and end dates of the State
Historical Fund contract start and end dates.

Services shall be completed and delivered pursuant to Appendix “A” attached hereto.

6. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

A. In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Contract, Contractor
is acting as an independent Contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint
venture or employee of Gunnison County. Contractor does not have any
authority to bind Gunnison County in any manner whatsoever.

B. Contractor acknowledges and agrees that Contractor is not entitled to: (i)
unemployment insurance benefits; or (i) Workers Compensation
coverage, from Gunnison County. Further, Contractor is obligated to pay
federal and state income tax on any moneys paid it related to the services.





7. INDEMNIFICATION.

A.

Contractor agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison
County, its Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all
liability, claims, liens, demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever
(including reasonable attorney’s and expert’s fees and costs) arising out of
or related to any loss, cost, damage or injury, including death, of any
person or damage to property of any kind caused by the misconduct or
negligent acts, errors or omissions of Contractor or its employees, sub-
contractors or agents in connection with this Contract.

This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Contract
with respect to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such
termination.

8. SOLE SOURCE CONTRACTS.

If the Contractor has entered into a sole source contract or contracts with the State of
Colorado or any of its political subdivisions as defined in Article XXVIII of the Colorado
Constitution which including this contract in the aggregate on an annual basis are equal
to or exceed the amount of $100,000, then the following provisions apply:

A.

Because of a presumption of impropriety between contributions to any
campaign and sole source government contracts, Contractor, on behalf of
itself , any person who controls ten percent or more of the shares of or
interest in the Contractor, and the Contractor’'s officers, directors and
trustees (collectively, the “Contract Holder”) shall contractually agree, for
the duration of the contract and for two years thereafter, to cease making,
causing to be made, or inducing by any means, a contribution, directly or
indirectly, on behalf of the Contractor Holder or on behalf of his or her
immediate family member and for the benefit of any political party or for
the benefit of any candidate for any elected office of the state or any of its
political subdivisions.

The parties further agree that if a Contract Holder makes or causes to be
made any contribution intended to promote or influence the result of an
election on a ballot issue, the Contract Holder shall not be qualified to
enter into a sole source government contract relating to that particular
ballot issue.

The parties agree that if a Contract Holder intentionally violates sections
15 or 17(2) of Article XXVIII of the Colorado Constitution, as contractual
damages that Contract Holder shall be ineligible to hold any sole source





government contract, or public employment with the state or any of its
political subdivisions, for three years.

D. These provisions shall not apply to the extent they have been enjoined or
invalidated by a court of competent jurisdiction.

9. DISCRIMINATION.

The Contractor agrees not to discriminate against any person or class of persons by
reason of age, race, color, sex, creed, religion, disability, national origin, sexual
orientation or political affiliation in providing any services or in the use of any facilities
provided for the public in any manner prohibited by Part 21 of the Regulations of the
Office of the Secretary of Transportation. Contractor shall further comply with the letter
and spirit of the Colorado Anti-Discrimination Act of 1957, as amended, and any other
laws and regulations respecting discrimination in unfair employment practices.
Additionally, Contractor shall comply with such enforcement procedures as any
governmental authority might demand that Gunnison County take for the purpose of
complying with any such laws and regulations.

10. ADA COMPLIANCE.

The Contractor assures Gunnison County that at all times during the performance of
this Contract no qualified individual with a disability shall, by reason of such disability,
be exclude from participation in, or denied benefits of the service, programs, or activities
performed by the Contractor, or be subjected to any discrimination by the Contractor
upon which assurance Gunnison County relies.

11. IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION.

A. Contractor certifies that Contractor does not and will not knowingly
contract with or employ illegal aliens to work under this Contract.

B. Contractor certifies that Contractor has required its subcontractors to
certify that they do not knowingly contract with or employ illegal aliens to
work under this Contract.

C. Contractor certifies that it has attempted to verify the eligibility of its
employees and subcontractors to work through the Basic Pilot
Employment Verification Program administered by the Social Security
Administration and Department of Homeland Security.

APPENDIX “A”

Our company had been in continuous operation since 1898, more than 119
years now! All down through the years we have specialized in stamping
architectural and decorative sheet metal work of many kinds.

On projects like yours, we begin by cleaning and repairing the original old
parts as needed. (When they sent us sheet metal work off of the Old
Condon Bank in Coffeyville, Kansas where the Dalton Gang met their Maker
in a failed robbery attempt, we had to repair bullet holes from the
shootout.) Once the parts are clean and repaired, we build a frame around
them and pour molding plaster over the part being copied. We pull the
plaster impression off of the original sheet metal stamping after it has dried
a bit. This plaster mold then has to air-dry for up to 60 days before it is hard
enough to “pack in sand”. While the plaster is drying we carve and detail
every square inch of it. There can be air bubbles in the plaster, and the
details have to be sharpened up so that the detail of the new stampings
exactly matches the details of the original.

Once the plaster is dry and hard enough, we do what’s called “packing it in
sand”. This is where we take a sand impression of the plaster. We have to
pack the sand into the plaster very tightly to take a good, sharp impression
of the plaster. If we try to do this when the plaster is still too “green”
(soft/damp) we can break the plaster and have to start all over.

We pour our metal die-cast material into the sand mold. We have to make
the sand casting because the plaster will not withstand the heat of the
molten metal we cast our stamping molds/tooling out of.

Every square inch of the newly cast metal stamping mold has to be detailed
by hand with a Dremel Tool, again so that the new stampings exactly match
the original stampings. The fresh castings can be a little rough from sand
particles and air bubbles. We have to repair all of this, and also smooth the
casting so the sheet metal slides in them as easily as possible, so the sheet
metal doesn’t grab and tear.





Once the die is 100% ready, we will set up our original drop hammers for a
custom run. We will run and re-run each piece, one at a time. We then will
hand sheer and bead each individual piece.

As you can see it is quite a process and requires many, many man hours.

To do this for your 3 pieces needed the cost would be $9,950 plus a little
shipping to you.

The break down is:

$4500 for the 2x4 die and panels.

$2500 for the 6” molding die and lengths of molding.
$2950 for the cornice die and lengths of cornice.

Lead time would be around 90 days and we do require a 50% deposit to
begin, along with the original panels.

12 of the DIA and the transfer or assignment of any of the rights or obligations of the
Developer under the DIA are not permitted without the prior approval of the Gunnison
County.

Gunnison County hereby approves the transfer of rights and obligations of the DIA under
all terms and conditions of the DIA from Developer to Owner.

2. Security Retained For Remaining Infrastructure:

The only remaining infrastructure to be completed, pursuant to paragraph 5.D and
paragraph 7 of the DIA, is the Left Turn Deceleration Lane which is to be completed after
the construction of the twentieth home is initiated.

The cost of construction for the Left Turn Deceleration Lane has increased since the 2004
cost estimate prepared by Wilcox Dozer Service which had identified the cost to be in the
amount of One Hundred Sixty Five Thousand Three Hundred Thirty Five and No/100 U.S.
Dollars ($165,335.00). The current amount of security being held pursuant to the DIA for
the Left Turn Deceleration Lane is in the amount of Two Hundred Six Thousand Six
Hundred Sixty Eight and 75/100 U.S. Dollars ($206,668.75) ($165,335.00 plus 25%
contingency $41,333.75).

The 2004 cost estimate prepared by Wilcox Dozer Service is hereby replaced with the
proposal prepared by Williams Engineering, L.L..C. dated April 4, 2017 incorporating the
cost estimate prepared by Oldcastle dated January 20, 2017 attached hereto and
incorporated herein as Appendix “A” (“2017 Cost Estimate”).

($220,202.95 plus 25% contingency $55,050.74).

The Contractor shall designate a staff member to serve as Project Lead. The Project Lead shall
monitor all project activities, ensure the completion of all Work in accordance with the
Contract’s requirements, and will act as the primary point of contact with the Department for
all communications, tasks and deliverables.

The Contractor shall designate a Backup Project Lead who will act as Project Lead in the event
of Project Lead’s absence extending more than three (3) business days.

The Contractor shall designate the Accounting Contact who will act as the primary point of
contact for questions and concerns regarding budgets, reimbursement requests, invoices or
expenditures.

TEMPORARY ROAD USE AGREEMENT

THIS TEMPORARY ROAD USE AGREEMENT (hereinafter “Agreement”) is made and
entered into on this _ day of , 2017, by and between the CITY OF
GUNNISON, GUNNISON, CO, USA, INC., whose address is P.O. Box 239, Gunnison,
Colorado 81230-1274 (hereinafter “City of Gunnison”) and the BOARD OF COUNTY
COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF GUNNISON, COLORADO, a political
subdivision of the State of Colorado, whose address is 200 E. Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado
81230 ( hereinafter "Gunnison County" ).

FOR AND IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual covenants and promises hereinafter set
forth, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. GRANT OF PERMISSION TO USE.

Gunnison County grants to the City of Gunnison temporary permission to close a portion
of County Road 49 (the “Property”) only as set forth herein.

2. TERM OF USE.

The City of Gunnison shall temporarily close a portion of County Road 49 July 4, 2017
from 4:00 pm MDT to 12:00 am MDT (midnight).

3. CITY OF GUNNISON'S USE LIMITED.

The City of Gunnison’s use of County Road 49 shall be for and limited to a single special
event for the benefit of the public, specifically limited to use of the Property for a fireworks
aerial display special event in accordance with previous historical use of the Property for
such event.

4. OBLIGATIONS OF THE RESPECTIVE PARTIES.

a. The City of Gunnison shall ensure closure of County Road 49 from its
intersection with Teller Street to all traffic, including but not limited to foot, bicycle and
vehicle traffic, with the exception of Gunnison County personnel, emergency vehicles,
law enforcement, and contractor traffic for the set-up, conduct and clean-up of fireworks
aerial display special event.

b. City of Gunnison agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison
County, its agents and employees of and from any and all liability, claims, liens,
demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable attorney’s
and expert's fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost, damage or
injury, including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind caused by the
misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of the City of Gunnison or its
employees, sub-consultants or agents in connection with the City of Gunnison’s use
of the Property pursuant to this Agreement. This provision 4.b. shall survive any





termination or expiration of the Term of Use period or this Agreement with respect to
any liability, injury or damage caused or occurring prior to such termination.

c. The City of Gunnison shall ensure that Gunnison County is named as an
additional insured, or has the named benefit of, the insurance coverage of the City of
Gunnison regarding the fireworks aerial display special event, with limits no less than:

i.  For any injury to one person in any single occurrence, Three
Hundred Fifty Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($150,000.00);
and

ii. Foran injury to two or more persons in any single occurrence, the
sum of Nine Hundred Ninety Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars
($990,000.00).

The City of Gunnison shall furnish to Gunnison County current certificates of
such insurance to Gunnison County no later than Friday, June 23, 2017.

Nothing in this Agreement, including but not limited to the required or the
existence of the insurance required hereunder is or shall be deemed a waiver by the
City of Gunnison or Gunnison County of any defense or claim of sovereign immunity,
nor a waiver of any other provision of law relating to the liability of governmental units
or the limits thereof.

This provision 4.c. shall survive any termination or expiration of this
Agreement with respect to any liability, injury or damage caused or occurring prior to
such termination.

d. The City of Gunnison shall be responsible for, and shall promptly pay to
Gunnison County, all reasonable costs to repair any damage to County Road 49 caused
by Rotary’s use of the Property under this Agreement.

e. The City of Gunnison shall shoot the fireworks vertically to keep foreign object
debris/damage (FOD) to a minimum on the Airport Safety and Movement Areas.
Gunnison County will continue to work with the City of Gunnison on foreign object
debris/damage (FOD) issues.

f. The City of Gunnison will need to keep emergency access routes open
through San Juan and Teller streets and keep an emergency access route down County
Road 49.

g. The City of Gunnison will be responsible for communicating with the |-Bar for
access needs they have during the road closure period. Gunnison County will notify
the lessees of the ranch that could possibly have animals in the pastures along County
Road 49.





h. Should any damage happen to adjacent fences, the City of Gunnison will be
responsible for fixing the damage.

i.  Gunnison County will Notice to Airmen (NOTAM) the fireworks.

j- There is a United Airlines commercial flight scheduled to arrive at 7:20pm.
The City of Gunnison must coordinate with Airport Operations for information on the
status of that flight and permission to commence the fireworks display. Airport
Operations can be reached at 970-641-2304.

k. During this time, for any reason should an aircraft enter this area, Gunnison
County will notify the City and the fireworks display will be temporarily halted until the
aircraft is safely out of this area.

I.  Gunnison County shall coordinate fire protection, with the Gunnison Fire
Department and the Aircraft Rescue Fire Fighting (ARFF) crew.

m. Gunnison County Airport Personnel will monitor Universal Communications
Common Frequency (UNICOM) and area traffic during the fireworks display time period.

5. NON-WAIVER.

No covenant or condition of this Agreement may be waived except by the written consent
of the parties hereto. Forbearance or indulgence by either party in any regard whatsoever
shall not constitute a waiver of the term or condition to be performed by the other party to
which the same may apply, and, until complete performance of said term or condition, the
parties shall be entitled to invoke any remedy available under this Agreement or by law or
in equity despite said forbearance or indulgence.

6. NOTICES.

7. SEVERABILITY.

In the event any term, condition or provision contained in this Agreement is held by any
court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, the invalidity of such term, condition or provision
shall in no way affect any other covenant, condition or provision herein contained.
Provided, however, that if the invalidity of such term, condition or provision causes material
prejudice to either party hereto with respect to its respective rights and obligations
contained in the remaining valid portions of this Agreement, then at the option of such party,
this Agreement may be declared to be terminated.

8. GOVERNING LAW - BINDING AGREEMENT.

This Agreement shall be deemed to have been made in and be construed in accordance
with the laws of the State of Colorado and be binding upon the parties hereto, their
successors and assigns.

9. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.

This instrument constitutes the entire Agreement between Gunnison County and the City
of Gunnison, and it shall not be amended, altered, or changed except by a written
agreement signed by the parties hereto.

10. VENUE.

Venue for any and all legal actions regarding this Agreement shall lie in the District Court
in and for the County of Gunnison and State of Colorado.

The City of Gunnison Parks & Recreation Department is seeking permission to close use of County Road 49 during setup
and launching of fireworks on this July 4th. This will be the city’s 66th fireworks show for residents and visitors to the
Gunnison Valley. The fireworks display will be launched by Western Enterprises Inc., the same organization that
provided the show last year. This request for road closure is the same as we have requested in the past and that was
approved by you last year.

County road 49 runs east and west north of the runways on the outside of the security fences of the airport. Due to
safety concerns County Road 49 will be closed the morning of July 4" for vehicular use, then all use by roughly 1:00pm,
it will reopen at 8am on July 5th. The Gunnison Police Department will provide security for the July 4™ event. The check
points will be manned by volunteers and other non-law enforcement personnel but will be overseen by the Gunnison
Police Department. There will also be the Gunnison Fire Department and EMS service from GHV for any potential
emergency needs that may arise during the fireworks display. County road 49 will be accessible for all emergency use
necessary during this event on Tuesday July 4th 2017 from 7:00am — 11:30pm. All radio communications for the July 4"
event in the parks will be conducted on the police “incident” channel. Radio traffic throughout the city and county will
continue to be on Regional “Local” Law. The Incident Channel will only be used for law enforcement, fire and EMS
working the July 4" event in the parks. Feel free to contact Chris Wilsgn with the Gunnison Police Department should
you have any questions relating to the radio channel(s) being used for the event.

The Board of County Commissioners has this road closure up for approval at an official meeting in May or June.

There will be one location for the ignition of the fireworks, located in the “Parks department” parking lot at the
softball/baseball fields. The main reason for closure of County Road 49 is to reduce the risk of anyone approaching the
designated and dangerous “launch area” from the back or south side of the parking lot.

The displays will be launching in a direction away from the airport runways. During the day, before the fireworks show
there may be some aerial fireworks launched reminding folks of the fireworks show later in the evening. This is done
with a visual observation of any air traffic and then launched. These fireworks are mostly loud “reports” and do not go
up as high as the normal aerial fireworks. The actual times for the aerial display will be from 9:30pm until 10:15pm.
Western Enterprises Inc. has their own pyrotechnics trained professionals and the event is insured. Both the City of
Gunnison and Gunnison County are named as co-insured on the insurance waiver.

Should an emergency arise involving the airport the display may be suspended or delayed to accommodate this need.

SUBJECT: Proposed resolution to adopt 2015 building codes with amendments

Purpose:
Staff is proposing a resolution to adopt the 2015 building codes with amendments.

Background:

Staff began looking at the 2015 building codes for use in unincorporated Gunnison County
last fall and identified four provisions within the 2015 International Residential Code (IRC)
that may be considered as a significant change from the provisions in the currently adopted
2009 IRC. The significant changes identified are Insulation and Fenestration Criteria
(Section N1102.1.1), Air Leakage Testing (Section N1102.4.1.2), Automatic Fire Sprinkler
Systems (Section R313), and Mechanical Ventilation (Section R303.4).

To better understand the effects of these provisions in our community staff held a meeting
with local building industry stakeholders, on February 8, 2017, to discuss these provisions
and to identify the concerns, challenges, benefits, additional costs, and overall practicality
for use in unincorporated Gunnison County. With the exception of automatic residential fire
sprinkler systems, the remaining items were found not to be significant or expensive
changes.

Staff used the ideas and feedback gathered through the stakeholder meeting to craft a
rough sketch of amendments to the 2015 building codes and then worked with the
Gunnison County Planning Commission over three public meetings to examine and test the
proposed amendments. The provision for automatic residential fire sprinkler systems
remained the most significant challenge through the Planning Commission meeting process
due to the cost of installation and maintenance, feasibility for seasonal use structures, and
potential failures due to the cold climate.

The two recent work session meetings with the Gunnison County Board of County
Commissioners has provided staff with an opportunity to explain and discuss the significant
changes in the 2015 building codes and the amendments being proposed. This process
has effectively allowed for further honing of the proposed amendments for reasonable use
in our local building community.

Recommendation:
Staff is recommending the following resolution to adopt the 2015 building codes, with
amendments, in unincorporated Gunnison County. The effective date will be September
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18t 2017, with a few exceptions. The exceptions are that, effective June 7, 2017, 200
square foot residential accessory structures will be allowed without a building permit, crawl
spaces will not be a defined term, gross floor area will be counted from the interior of the
exterior walls, and building valuations may be assessed from either the published
construction cost averages or by submittal of actual building costs. Building applications
received prior to September 1%, 2017 may be designed under the 2009 building codes.

In the proposed resolution, residential automatic fire sprinkler systems will be required
when a one-family dwelling greater than 3,600 square feet is proposed. Townhomes and
two-family dwellings, and one-family dwellings less than 3,600 square feet will not be
required to install automatic fire sprinkler systems.

Additionally, air leakage testing on all new residential structures will be required, however,
an air change per hour achievement will not be required at this time. Staff will be collecting
feedback from homeowners and contractors about the air leakage testing and the typical
results for various types of construction in order to make a recommendation in the near
future for a possible revision to the provision.

WHEREAS, pursuant to C.R.S.§38-28-201, et. seq., the Board of County
Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado (herein the “Board”) previously
adopted the 2003 editions of the “International Building Code”, the “International
Residential Code”, the “International Mechanical Code”, the “International Fuel Gas
Code”, and the “International Energy Conservation Code”; and

WHEREAS, the Board subsequently adopted the 2009 editions of the
“International Building Code”, the “International Residential Code”, the “International
Mechanical Code”, the “International Fuel Gas Code”, and the “International Energy
Conservation Code”; and

WHEREAS, the Board has reviewed the 2015 Editions of the “International
Building Code”; the “International Residential Code”, the “International Mechanical
Code”, and the “International Fuel Gas Code”; and the “International Energy
Conservation Code” (herein collectively the “2015 Building Codes”); and

WHEREAS, the Board has determined that adoption of the 2015 Building Codes
with certain changes, amendments and substitutions, establish minimum requirements
to safeguard the public safety, health and general welfare through affordability,
structural strength, means of egress, stability, sanitation, light and ventilation, energy
conservation and safety to life and property from fire and other hazards attributed to the
built environment and provide safety to fire fighters and emergency responders during
emergency operations; and

WHEREAS, the Gunnison County Planning Commission has reviewed and
certified to the Board the 2015 Building Codes with the recommended changes,
amendments and substitutions; and

WHEREAS, a public hearing on this matter was held by the Board on the
day of , 2017; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners
of Gunnison County, Colorado that the following are hereby adopted for the
unincorporated area of Gunnison County:

1. the “International Building Code”, 2015 Edition, with the amendments as
set forth in Appendix “A” attached hereto and incorporated herein, consisting of two (2)
pages;





2. the “International Residential Code”, 2015 Edition, with the amendments
as set forth in Appendix “B”, including “Passive Radon Gas Controls” (identified as
Appendix F within the “International Residential Code”), and “Permit Fees”, (identified
as Appendix L within the “International Residential Code”), and “Light Straw-clay
Construction”, (identified as Appendix R within the “International Residential Code”),
and “Strawbale Construction”, (identified as Appendix S within the “International
Residential Code”) attached hereto and incorporated herein, consisting of four (4)
pages;

3. the “International Mechanical Code”, 2015 Edition, with the amendments
as set forth in Appendix “C” attached hereto and incorporated herein, consisting of one
(1) page; and

4. the “International Fuel Gas Code”, 2015 Edition, with the amendments as
set forth in Appendix “D” consisting of one (1) page;

5. the “International Energy Conservation Code”, 2015 Edition, with the
amendments as set forth in Appendix “E” consisting of one (1) page is hereby adopted
for the unincorporated area of Gunnison County effective September 1, 2017, except for
Chapter 2: Definitions and Section 109.3:Building permit valuations of the 2015
International Building Code and Chapter 2: Definitions, Section 105.2: Work exempt
from permit, and Section 108.3: Building permit valuations of the 2015 International
Residential Code shall be effective June 7, 2017. Applications for building and
mechanical permits received prior to September 1, 2017 may utilize the previously
adopted 2009 Editions of the “International Building Code”, the “International Residential
Code”, the “International Mechanical Code”, the “International Fuel Gas Code” and the
“‘International Energy Conservation Code”.

The Bureau of Land Management Uncompahgre Field Office (BLM) and Paonia Ranger District
of the Grand Mesa, Uncompahgre and Gunnison National Forests (GMUG) are seeking public
comment on a proposal subsequent to our respective FS/BLM approvals of Surface Use Plans of
Operations (SUPQO’s) and Applications for Permit to Drill (APD’s) disclosed in our interagency
Dual Operator Proposal Environmental Assessment (EA) in December of 2015 (available at:

We are contacting you
specifically as you have expressed interest in this or subsequent oil and gas activity in the area.

Background

The BLM and PRD have received a Sundry Notice from Gunnison Energy, LLC (GELLC)
proposing alternate road construction and reconstruction to access the approved and constructed
Spadafora 11-90 20-21-H1/H2 location. While the well has been partially drilled, GELLC has
been informed that they do not have permission to use the existing road crossing private land for
drilling rig access. The Spadafora 11-90 20-21-H1/ H2 is located at T11S, R90W, Section 20
(see attached map) Gunnison County, Colorado. Existing access to the site is from CO HWY
133, Gunnison County RD 265, National Forest System Road (NFSR) 265, and NFSR 851.
About a mile north of the location, there is a locked gate at GMUG/private land boundary. South
of this gate, the road is not open to public motorized use. While the location lies on private
surface and contains private minerals immediately thereunder, the well will be drilled
horizontally, and will access Federal minerals to the east on lease COC-13483.

The proposal includes National Forest System (NFS) and private lands. The Paonia Ranger
District is therefore leading the analysis in accordance with the national Environmental Policy
Act (NEPA). It is important to note, however, that in accordance with a national BLM/FS
Memorandum of Understanding that the decision whether or not to approve the Sundry Notice
lies with the BLM.

Purpose and Need

The purpose and need for the project is to provide access to GELLC for the development of the
Spadafora 11-90 20-21-H1/H2 wells, and federal lease COC-13483 pursuant to the Mineral
Leasing Act of 1920.

This June, the Grand Mesa, Uncompahgre and Gunnison National Forests (GMUG) are initiating
a Forest Plan Revision process under the 2012 Planning Regulations found at 36 CFR 219. In
2006, we put our previous multi-year plan revision effort on hold until the Colorado Roadless
Areas were defined and a final planning rule was promulgated. Now, after ten years and with a
new planning rule in place, we will issue a formal Notice of Intent in the coming weeks to
initiate the GMUG Plan Revision in the Federal Register and Grand Junction’s Daily Sentinel
newspaper, which will officially begin the process.

The purpose of this letter is to inform you of our intent to re-initiate Plan Revision and to invite
your agency to participate eatly and throughout the three-year process.

The 2012 planning rule requires public participation in each phase:
Phase 1: Assessment

In this first phase, we will rapidly update and supplement our 2006-era assessments of social,
economic and ecological conditions to determine the need for changing the GMUG’s Forest
Plan. Given what we heard in stakeholder interviews, conducted by the Colorado Forest
Restoration Institute in the fall of 2015, diverse stakeholders throughout our communities value
the products of the 2006 planning effort as a starting point. But they also noted, and we
recognize, that we have a new planning policy, changed resource conditions, and likely new
public perspectives that compel us to thoroughly update that work. We intend to complete our
assessment updates by late 2017.

The purpose of public participation in the assessment phase is to identify information regarding
existing conditions and trends of the Forest resources and the broader social, ecological, and
economic landscape. We invite you to participate during this phase, with informal but early,
important involvement in our assessment update. This participation would likely entail 1)
providing a staff contact who may attend a meeting to discuss key pertinent issues and trends; 2)
assistance in identifying the most critical needs for change in management in the Forest Plan; 3)
reviewing the GMUG’s draft assessments and providing feedback.

If nothing else, we request your assistance to identify any existing plans and planning processes
of which your County is a part. Are there other pertinent local, regional, and/or state plans that
we should be considering? The GMUG is only a part of our broader, managed landscape, and
these assessments should identify the relationship of the GMUG Plan to existing plans within
that landscape.

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Phase 2: Plan Development and Analysis

In this phase, we will develop a Need for Change, a Proposed Plan, and complete an
Environmental Impact Statement, which will include alternatives to the proposed plan. This
phase will officially begin with a Notice of Intent to prepare an EIS published in the Federal
Register. At that time we will invite you to become a formal cooperating agency, and we would
establish and operate under a Memorandum of Understanding. Plan development and analysis is
scheduled to span two years, and we anticipate beginning this phase in early 2018.

Phase 3: Implementation and Monitoring

In this phase, we will implement the final direction included in the Revised Forest Plan and
monitor outcomes to ensure we are meeting the intent of the Plan and Rule. This would be
ongoing throughout the life of the revised Forest Plan.

ARTICLE 19:
CRESTED BUTTE WATERSHED
OWTS DISTRICT

SECTION 19-101: DESIGNATION OF CRESTED BUTTE WATERSHED ON-SITE
WASTEWATER TREATMENT SYSTEM DISTRICT

The Crested Butte Watershed On-site Wastewater Treatment System District (“Crested Butte Watershed OWTS
District”) is designated, pursuant to Article 12: OWTS Districts, to be the geographic area depicted on the
Gunnison County "Map of the Crested Butte Watershed On-site Wastewater Treatment System District." That
geographic area includes the entire “Town of Crested Butte Watershed Protection District” and the entire former
townsite of Irwin. The official Gunnison County Map of The Crested Butte Watershed On-site Wastewater
Treatment System District is located in the Community Development Department. A copy of the map may be
obtained from the Department.

SECTION 19-102: PURPOSE OF CRESTED BUTTE WATERSHED ON-SITE

WASTEWATER TREATMENT SYSTEM DISTRICT

The purpose of the Crested Butte Watershed OWTS District is the identification of a discrete geographic area in
which groundwater pollution is to be systematically evaluated and sewage treatment is to be specially regulated
by Gunnison County to minimize the threat of or actual pollution of surface, stream or groundwater.

SECTION 19-103: INTERPRETATION WITH OTHER PROVISIONS OF THE
GUNNISON COUNTY ON-SITE WASTEWATER TREATMENT
SYSTEM REGULATIONS

Whenever any provision of this Article 19 is inconsistent with any other provision of these Regulations, the
provision imposing the more restrictive definition, requirement or standard shall apply.

SECTION 19-104: NEW SYSTEMS AND REPLACEMENT SYSTEMS

A. NEW OWT SYSTEMS AND REPLACEMENT OF EXISTING OWTS SYSTEMS WITHIN THE CB
WATERSHED. All proposed systems and any replacement of, or addition to, an existing OWT system,
including a Soil Treatment Area, within the Crested Butte Watershed OWTS District shall meet the
following requirements.

1. SITE-SPECIFIC DESIGN. In addition to the requirements of Section 3-105: OWTS PERMIT
APPLICATION, proposed designs within the CB Watershed OWTS District shall be a minimum
treatment level of TL2, as identified in Section 5-113: WASTEWATER STRENGTH, or better; and

2. INSPECTION AND MAINTENANCE REQUIRED. Maintenance and inspection for systems within
the Crested Butte Watershed OWTS District shall be in accordance with Section 10-105:
INSPECTION AND MAINTENANCE FOR SYSTEMS THAT HAVE RECEIVED SOIL TREATMENT
AREA REDUCTIONS BASED ON USE OF HIGHER TREATMENT.

3. PERMIT SHALL BE RENEWABLE. The OWTS permit shall be a renewable permit in accordance
with Article 11: RENEWABLE PERMITS.

3-4. TOWN OF CRESTED BUTTE WATERSHED PERMIT REQUIRED. The applicant shall obtain a
Watershed District Permit from the Town of Crested Butte prior to issuance of the Gunnison County
OWTS Permit.

SECTION 19-105: INSPECTION AND MAINTENANCE OF EXISTING SYSTEMS






Appendix A: Article 19-Crested Butte Watershed OWTS District

A. INSPECTION AND MAINTENANCE OF EXISTING SYSTEMS. The owner(s) of real property in the Crested
Butte Watershed OWTS District on which any-OWTS-existed-as-of August-20,-1996an OWTS exists and
other than those OWT systems permitted under Section 19-104, A., shall cause, at the expense of the owner,
such system to be inspected, on at least an annual basis by September 15 of each year. The owner of any
such system shall cause to be performed, within 60 days of the inspection, at the owner’s cost, all cleaning
and maintenance required by the inspector. The owner of any such system shall provide to the Environmental
Health Office written proof of compliance with this Section 19-105 no later than October 15 of each year.
Exception: If the results of an inspection described in Section 19-105, A. establish that an OWTS is
functioning as designed and if the certified inspector states, in writing, that an inspection described in Section
19-105, A. is not necessary on an annual basis, then a self-certification inspection report as described in
Section 19-105, B. may be acceptable on an annual basis for a period of time not to exceed five years or as
stated by the certified inspector, whichever is less.

1. QUALIFICATIONS OF THE INSPECTOR AND MAINTENANCE PROVIDER. Inspectors shall be
certified by the National Association of Wastewater Technicians or an equivalent program approved by
the Environmental Health Office. Inspectors shall have training relevant to the specific system or
certification by the equipment manufacturer.

1.B.SELF-CERTIFICATION INSPECTION. When the results of the inspection described in Section 19-105, A.
certify that a system is functioning as designed and when the certified inspector states, in writing, that the
annual inspection described in Section 19-105, A. may not be necessary annually, and where a system is
not required to maintain a service contract, a self-certification inspection shall be acceptable on an annual
basis by September 15 of each year for a period of time not to exceed five years or as stated by the certified
inspector, whichever is less. The person conducting the annual OWTS self-certification shall be educated on
the system, familiar with the system components, and approved by the Environmental Health Office. The
self-certification inspection form shall be system specific and provided by the Environmental Health Office as
part of Article 11: Renewable Permits.

SECTION 19-106: GARBAGE DISPOSALS PROHIBITED

The installation and use of garbage disposals is prohibited within the Crested Butte Watershed OWTS
District.

REPORT TO THE GUNNISON COUNTY BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS CONCERNING THE:

FIRST AMENDMENT TO THE INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT (IGA) ESTABLISHING THE
GUNNISON VALLEY REGIONAL HOUSING AUTHORITY (the “Authority”)

1. The original IGA became effective July 10, 2012, establishing the multijurisdictional housing
authority as a separate political subdivision of the state, pursuant to C.R.S. § 29-1-204.5.

2. Members of the Authority include Gunnison County, City of Gunnison, Crested Butte and Mt.
Crested Butte.

3. The purpose of the Authority is to provide affordable housing projects and programs for local
low- to moderate-income households and for employees of local employers.

4. The original IGA addresses functions and services (pages 2-3), powers of the Authority (pages 4-
5), as well as administrative provisions (pages 5-8) and sources of revenue (pages 8-10).

5. Sources of revenue in the original document include sales and/or use taxes, ad valorem taxes
and proportional shares of funding from each of the members.

The purpose for this amendment to the original IGA is to:

1. Addthe name “Crested Butte” as it is referred to collectively in the “Parties” to the IGA.

2. Add to the Functions or Services of the Authority (Section 1.3) administrative functions related
to affordable housing programs such as performing qualifications, managing sale and rental
procedures, deed restriction monitoring and enforcement and providing office hours to all
Authority parties.

3. Add to the Powers of the Authority (Section 2.1.j) the power of levy, in all areas within the
Authority’s boundaries (which geographically is all of Gunnison County), a lodging tax.

4. Allow the Authority (Section 2.1.s) to propose a referred measure to the electorate that also
includes a lodging tax.

5. Add to the Sources of Revenue (Section 4.3) a lodging tax not to exceed the rate of two (2)
percent.

6. Add Renewed Commitment from Jurisdictional Parties (Section 4.6), establishing a recharged
commitment from each jurisdiction to support the mutually agreed upon formation, function,
services, powers and funding sources of the Authority.

7. Modify the Proportional Shares of Funding (Section 4.6.a) in order to, over a five (5) year period,
gradually bring each jurisdiction’s share of the committed $235,000 funding for the Authority to

equal amounts of $58,750. The Authority is viewed by its Board as an ‘equal-opportunity service
provider’ to all the jurisdictions.

8. Restate Payment Dates (Section 4.6.b) for the annual funding of the Authority by each
jurisdiction, such funding to occur no later than January 30%" of each year.

9. Add Article VII, Commitments from Jurisdictional Parties.

10. Add Multijurisdictional Plan (Section 7.1), stating that the jurisdictions agree to assist the
Authority in the creation of a multijurisdictional housing plan as required under C.R.S. 29-1-
204.5.

11. Add Ballot Initiative Support (Section 7.2) stating the jurisdictions agree to support referred
measures put before the electorate by the Authority upon review and approval of their
respective governing bodies.

12. Add Contract with the Authority (Section 7.3) stating the jurisdictions agree to contract for
services with the Authority when deemed appropriate and reasonable for property
management and project services.

13. Add to each Section of Article VIII, General Provisions, the word “Section” in front of each
numbered paragraph.

FIRST AMENDMENT TO THE
INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
ESTABLISHING THE

GUNNISON VALLEY REGIONAL HOUSING AUTHORITY

THIS FIRST AMENDMENT TO THE INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT is entered into as of the
Effective Date defined below by and among the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF
GUNNISON, COLORADO, whose address is 200 E. Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Gunnison County”), the CITY
OF GUNNISON, whose address is P.O. Box 239, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Gunnison”), the TOWN OF CRESTED
BUTTE, whose address is P.O. Box 39, Crested Butte, CO 81224 (“Crested Butte”), and the TOWN OF MT.
CRESTED BUTTE, whose address is P.O. Box 5800, Mt. Crested Butte, CO 81225 (“Mt. Crested Butte”);
(collectively, the “Parties”).

RECITALS

A. The provisions of Section 18 of Article XIV of the Colorado Constitution and C.R.S. § 29-1-203, allow
Colorado local governments to cooperate or contract with one another to provide any function,
service of facility lawfully authorized to each local government.

B. The provisions of C.R.S. § 29-1-204.5 allow Colorado local governments to contract with each other to
establish a separate governmental entity to be known as a multijurisdictional housing authority.

C. A multijurisdictional housing authority established pursuant to C.R.S. § 29-1-204.5 may be used by the
contracting local governments to effect the planning, financing, acquisition, construction,
reconstruction or repair, maintenance, management, and operation of housing projects of programs
pursuant to a multijurisdictional plan to provide: (a) dwelling accommodations at rental prices or
purchase prices within the means of families of low or moderate income; and (b) affordable housing
projects or programs for employees of employers located within the jurisdiction of the authority.

D. Gunnison County, Gunnison, Crested Butte and Mt. Crested Butte recognize the benefits and
advantages obtained by working together on affordable housing projects and programs for local low-
to moderate-income families and for employees of local employers, and therefore desire to continue
to participate with one another and the Gunnison Valley Regional Housing Authority.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual promises, covenants, and obligations herein
set forth, the parties hereby mutually agree as follows:

ARTICLE |
ESTABLISHMENT OF AUTHORITY

Section 1.1 Establishment and Name of Authority. The parties hereby establish a
multijurisdictional housing authority to be known as the “Gunnison Valley Regional Housing Authority
(the “Authority”).

Section 1.2 Purpose. The purpose of the Authority shall be to effect the planning, financing,
acquisition, construction, reconstruction or repair, maintenance, management, and operation of
housing projects or programs in Gunnison County, including the incorporated jurisdictions, to provide:
(a) dwelling accommodations at rental prices or purchase prices within the means of families of low- or
moderate-income; (b) affordable housing projects or programs for employees of employers located





within the jurisdiction of the Authority; (c) senior housing facilities; (d) administer housing voucher
program funded through the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development or other similar
programs; and (e) mixed income or mixed use properties that facilitate either of the purposes set forth
in Section 1.2(a) or (b).

Section 1.3 Functions or Services. The functions and services of the Authority include, but are not
necessarily limited to the following:

a. Advise local governments of the practical applications of local housing policy and
infrastructure needs;
Review development proposals and participate as appropriate;
Facilitate partnerships to create housing;
Allocate funds for eligible housing projects;
Facilitate the establishment of a housing land trust;
Identify and facilitate the acquisition of vacant land that may be developed for affordable
housing;
Identify financing opportunities;
h. Propose ballot initiatives;
i. Acquire existing housing or other real estate to assure retention of or conversion to
affordable housing stock;
j. Acquire land and obtain development approvals. Issue request for proposals for private
sector and non-profit entities to build;
Develop new for-sale and rental affordable housing;
Rehabilitate existing housing;
. Manage affordable housing properties;
Administer housing voucher programs;
Construct infrastructure to serve affordable housing;
Qualify applicants for affordable housing home ownership or Authority rental properties;
Conduct lotteries for the sale or rental of affordable housing properties;
Provide assistance for deed restriction enforcement and interpretations;
Provide office hours for all Authority parties.
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Section 1.4 Boundaries. The boundaries of the Authority shall be coterminous with the
boundaries of the separate governmental entities that comprise the Authority, unless said boundaries
are modified by the Authority.

Section 1.5 Separate Entity. The Authority shall be a political subdivision of the state, ad
governmental authority separate and apart from the parties, and shall be a validly created and existing
political subdivision and public corporation of the state, irrespective of whether a party to this
Agreement terminates its participation (whether voluntarily, by operation of law, or otherwise) in the
Authority subsequent to its creation under circumstances not resulting in the rescission or termination
of this Agreement establishing the Authority. It shall have the duties and the privileges, immunities,
rights, liabilities and disabilities of a public body politic and corporate. The Authority may deposit and
invest its moneys in the manner provided in the Agreement and in the manner provided in C.R.S. § 43-
4-616. The bonds, notes and other obligations of the Authority shall not be the debts, liabilities or
obligations of the parties. Further, the parties to this Agreement do not waive or limit their right tor
ability to pursue their own individual affordable housing projects separate and apart from the
Authority.

Term. The term of the Authority shall be continuous until terminated or rescinded In

the manner set forth in Section 6.1.

Section 2.1
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ARTICLE Il
POWERS

Powers of Authority. The Authority shall have the following general powers:

To plan, finance, acquire, construct, reconstruct or repair, maintain, manage, and operate
housing projects and programs pursuant to a multijurisdictional and individual jurisdiction
plan within the means of families of low- or moderate-income;

To plan, finance, acquire, construct, reconstruct or repair, maintain, manage, and operate
affordable housing projects or programs for employees or employers located within the
boundaries of the Authority;

To make and enter into contracts with any person, including, without limitation, contracts
with state of federal agencies, private enterprises, and nonprofit organizations also
involved in providing such housing projects or programs, irrespective of whether such
agencies are parties to this Agreement;

To employ agents and employees and to set the salaries of same;

To cooperate with state and federal governments in all respects concerning the financing
of such housing projects and programs;

To acquire, hold, lease (as lessor or lessee), sell, or otherwise dispose of any real or
personal property, commodity or service;

Only with the express prior written permission of the local government within which the
subject property is located, to condemn property for public use, if such property is not
owned by any governmental entity or any public utility and devoted to public use pursuant
to state authority; provided, that the Authority has obtained the prior written consent of
the party or parties having jurisdiction over the property to be condemned,;

To levy, in all of the area within the boundaries of the Authority, a sales o ruse tax, or both,
upon every transaction or other incident with respect to which a sales or use tax is levied
by the state, as more fully described in Section 4.3 of this Agreement;

To levy, in all of the area within the boundaries of the Authority, an ad valorem tax, as
more fully described in Section 4.4 of this Agreement;

To levy, in all of the area within the boundaries of the Authority, a lodging tax as more fully
described in Section 4.5 of this Agreement;

To incur debts, liabilities, or obligations;

To sue and be sued in its own name;

. To have and use a corporate seal;

To fix, maintain and revise fees, rents, security deposits, and charges for functions,
services, or facilities provided by the Authority;

To adopt, by resolution, bylaws or regulations respecting the exercise of its powers and
the carrying out if its purposes;

To exercise any other powers that are essential to the provision of functions, services, or
facilities by the Authority and that are specified in this Agreement;

To do and perform any acts and things authorized by C.R.S. § 29-1-204.5, as it may be
amended from time to time, and by any other applicable law, under, through, or by means
of an agent or by contracts with any person, firm, or corporation; and





Section 3.1

To establish enterprises for the ownership, planning, financing, acquisition, construction,
reconstruction or repair, maintenance, management, or operation, or any combination of
the foregoing, of housing projects or programs authorized by C.R.S. § 29-1-204.5, as it may
be amended from time to time, and by any other applicable law, on the same terms as and
subject to the same conditions provided in C.R.S. § 43-4-605, as it may be amended from
time to time.

To propose a referred measure to the electorate providing that the Authority is authorized
to collect and spend or reserve all revenues of the Authority from existing property, sales
and use, and lodging taxes, non-federal grants and other revenue sources in any given year
or in perpetuity to fulfill any of the prescribed purposes of the Authority, notwithstanding
any limitation set forth in Article X, Section 20 of the Colorado Constitution.

ARTICLE I
ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS

Board of Directors. The Authority shall be governed by a Board of

Directors, in which all legislative power of the Authority shall be vested.

a.

Number and Qualification of Directors. Each of the parties shall appoint two members to
the Board, at least one of whom shall be an elected official of the appointing party. The
Board of Directors shall select an additional member at large. All members must be
residents of Gunnison County, Colorado and shall have reached the age of 18 years on the
effective date of their appointment.

Term of Office. Each Board member who is an elected official shall serve a four-year term
expiring on January 31 following each year of a Presidential General Election or to the
expiration of his or her term in office, whichever occurs first. Each appointed Board
member shall serve a two-year term commencing on January 31 following each election
held on the first Tuesday in November in each odd-numbered year.

Vacancies. Vacancies other than by reason of expiration of terms shall be filled by the
original appointing entity for the unexpired term.

Resignation or Removal. Any Board member may resign at any time, effective upon
receipt by the Secretary or the President of written notice signhed by the person who is
resigning. Members of the Board serve at the pleasure of their appointing entity. The
appointing entities may terminate the appointment of their appointees at will at any time
without cause. Furthermore, unless excused by the Board, if a director fails to attend
three regular meetings of the Board in any twelve-month period, or otherwise fails to
perform any of the duties devolving upon him or her as director, he or she may be
removed by the Board and the appointing entity shall fill such vacancy within sixty (60)
days after such removal. Consideration of removal of a director by the Board shall be at a
regular or special meeting of the Board, reasonable notice of which shall be given to the
director to be removed and the entity which appointed him or her.

Compensation of Directors. Directors shall receive no compensation for their services, but
shall be entitled to the necessary expenses, including traveling expenses, incurred in the
discharge of their duties.

Action by Board. Each member of the Board shall have one vote on matters brought
before the Board. A majority of the directors shall constitute a quorum and a majority of
the quorum shall be necessary for any action taken by the Board. Notwithstanding the
foregoing, or any other provision herein to the contrary, the following actions shall require
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the approval of seventy-five percent (75%) of the full board of directors: (i) condemnation
of property for public use; (ii) proposal of ballot initiatives; (iii) the removal of a director
under Section 3.1(d) herein; and (iv) termination of the Authority. Meetings of the Board
of Directors shall be open to the public and conducted in accordance with the C.R.S. § 24-
7-201 et seq.

g. Duties of the Board. The directors shall govern the business and affairs of the Authority.
The directors shall also comply with all provisions of parts 1,5, and 6 of Article 1 of Title 29
of the Colorado Revised Statutes, which provisions relate to the obligations of local
governments with respect to budgets, accounting, and audits, as such provisions may be
mended from time to time.

Section 3.2 Officers. The officers of the Authority shall be a President, a Vice-President, a
Secretary, a Treasurer, each of who shall be elected by the Board of Directors. Such other officers and
assistant officers as may be deemed necessary may be elected or appointed by the Board of Directors.
Any two or more offices may be held by the same person, except the offices of President and
Secretary.

a. Election and Term of Office. The officers of the Authority shall be elected annually by the
Board. Each officer shall hold office until his/her successor shall have been duly elected and
shall been qualified of until his or her death or until he or she shall resign or shall have been
removed in the manner hereinafter provided.

b. Resignation or Removal. Any officer may resign from office at any time, effective upon
receipt by the Secretary or President of written office signed by the person who is
resigning. Any officer may be removed from office by the Board whenever in the Board’s
judgment the best interests of the Authority will be served thereby.

c. Vacancies. A vacancy in any office because of the death, resignation, removal,
disqualification or otherwise, may be filled by the Board for the unexpired portion of the
term.

d. Duties.

(i) President. The President, when present, shall preside at all meetings of the
Board of Directors. He or she may sign, with the Secretary or any other proper
officer of the Authority deeds, mortgages, bonds, contracts, or other instruments
which the Board of Directors has authorized to be executed, except in cases where
the signing and execution thereof shall be expressly delegated by the Board of
Directors to some other officer or agent of the Authority, or shall be required by
law to be otherwise signed or execute; and in general shall perform all duties
incident to the office of President and such other duties as may be prescribed by
the Board of Directors from time to time.

(ii) Vice-President. In the absence of the President or in the event of his or her death,
inability oi refusal to act, the Vice-President shall perform the duties of the
President, and when so acting, shall have all the powers of and be subject to all the
restrictions upon the President. The Vice-President shall perform such other duties
as from time to time may be assigned to him or her by the President of the Board of
Directors.

(iii) Secretary. The Secretary shall: (a) keep the minutes of the proceedings of the
Board of Directors; (b) see that all notices are duly given in accordance with the
provisions of the C.R.S. § 24-72-201 et seq and this Agreement or as otherwise





provided by law; (c) sign with the President; (d) in general perform all duties
incident to the office of Secretary and such other duties as from time to time may
be assigned to him or her by the President or by the Board of Directors.

(iv) Treasurer. The Treasurer shall be the financial officer for the Authority and shall:
(a) coordinate with the department of revenue regarding the collection of sales and
use tax authorized pursuant to paragraph (f.1) of subsection (3) of C.R.S. § 29-1-
204.5; (b) have charge and custody of and be responsible for all funds of the
Authority; (c) receive and give receipts for moneys due and payable to the
Authority from any source whatsoever, and deposit all such moneys in the name of
the Authority in such bans, trust companies or other depositories as designated by
the Board of Directors; and (d) in general perform all the duties incident to the
office of Treasurer and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to
him or her by the President or the Board of Directors. All checks written from an
Authority bank account over $10,000 shall require the signature of the Treasurer
and a single member of the Board of Directors or the signature of two members of
the Board of Directors.

Section 3.3 Executive Director. The Executive Director shall be the chief executive officer of the
Authority, shall supervise the activities of the Authority, shall see that all policies, directions and orders
of the Board are carried out and shall, under the supervision of the Board, have such other authority,
powers and duties as may be prescribed by the Board. The Executive Director shall be appointed by a
majority vote of the Board, shall report to the Board of Directors, and shall have his or her salary and
compensation set by the Board. The Executive Director shall have the authority to hire additional staff
members pursuant to the budget adopted by the Board and shall also have firing authority over those
staff members.

Section 3.4 Committees. The Board of Directors may create such committees as it deems
necessary or appropriate in order to carry out the affairs of the Authority.

Section 3.5 Conflicts of Interest. No member of the Board nor any immediate member of the
family of any such member shall acquire or have any interest, direct or indirect, in (a) any property or
project acquired, held, leased or sold by the Authority; or (b) any entity with whom the Authority has
contracted with to plan, finance, construct, reconstruct, repair, maintain, manage or operate any
property, project or program related to the Authority. If any Board member has such an interest,
whether direct or indirect, he or she shall immediately disclose the same in writing to the Board of
Directors, and such disclosure shall be entered upon the minutes of the Board. Upon such disclosure,
such Board member shall not participate in any action by the Board affecting the project, property, or
contract unless the Board determines that, in light of such personal interest, the participation of such
member in any such act would not be contrary to the public interest.

Section 3.6 Insurance. The Authority shall purchase and maintain at all times an adequate policy
of public entity liability insurance, which insurance shall at the minimum provide the amount of
coverage described in C.R.S. § 24-10-115(1), including errors and omissions coverage. The Authority
may purchase such additional insurance as the Board deems prudent. The Authority’s employees
acting within the scope of their employment shall be indemnified pursuant to C.R.S. § 24-10-110.





ARTICLE IV
SOURCES OF REVENUE

Section 4.1 Sources of Revenue. The expected sources of revenue for the Authority may include,
but are not limited to the following:

a. federal, state, local and private grants or donations;

b. property management fees;

C. rents or other lease income;

d. interest on interest-bearing accounts;

e. proprietary revenue of the parties in accordance with this Agreement;

f. sales and/or use taxes levied in accordance with this Agreement and other applicable

law;

g. ad valorem taxes levied in accordance with this Agreement and other applicable law;

h. revenue or general obligation bonds issued in accordance with applicable law.
Section 4.2 Prerequisites for All Tax Levies. The Authority shall not establish or increase any tax

unless first submitted to a vote of the registered electors of the Authority in which the tax is proposed
to be collected. Moreover, prior to levying any tax within the boundaries of the Authority, the Board
of Directors shall:

a. Adopt a resolution determining that the levying of such taxes or fees will fairly
distribute the costs of the Authority’s activities among the persons and businesses benefited
thereby and will not impose an undue burden on any particular group of persons or
businesses; and

b. Obtain the prior written consent of the governing party or parties having jurisdiction
over the property on which the taxes or fees are proposed to be levied or imposed.

Section 4.3 Sales, Use and Lodging Tax. The Authority may levy, in all of the area within the
boundaries of the Authority, a sales, use or lodging tax, or all, upon every transaction or other incident
with respect to which a sales, use or lodging tax is levied. Prior to levying any sales or use tax, the
Authority shall designate a financial officer who shall coordinate with the Colorado Department of
Revenue regarding the collection, administration, and enforcement of any sales and use tax to be
levied in the manner established by C.R.S. § 29-1-204.5, as it may be amended from time to time, and
by other applicable law. A sales or use tax will not exceed the rate of one percent and a lodging tax
will not exceed the rate of two percent. The Authority shall apply the proceeds of all sales, use or
lodging taxes solely towards the purposes, functions or services authorized by this Agreement.

Section 4.4 Ad Valorem Taxes. The Authority may levy an ad valorem tax on all properties within
the Authority’s boundaries at a rate not to exceed five mills on each dollar of valuation for assessment
of the taxable property within such boundaries. To levy an ad valorem tax, the Board shall certify to
the Gunnison County Board of County Commissioners the levy of ad valorem property taxes in
accordance with the schedule prescribed by C.R.S. § 39-5-128, as it may be amended from time to
time. Thereafter, Gunnison County shall levy and collect the ad valorem taxes in the manner
prescribed by law. All taxes levied under this Section 4.4, together with interest thereon and penalties
for default in payment thereof, and all costs of collecting them shall constitute, until paid, a perpetual
lien on and against the property taxed, and such lien shall be on a parity with the tax lien of other
general taxes.






Section 4.5 Other Sources of Revenue. The parties shall provide, at a minimum, funding for the
Authority for the first three (3) full calendar years, beginning on January 2013, in the total aggregate
amount of One Hundred Eighty Thousand 00/100 Dollars ($180,000) for each year. The parties
acknowledge that such funding may not be adequate to completely fund the Authority for such years.
Funding from each party shall be subject to annual availability and appropriation by the governing
body of each jurisdiction.

a. Proportional Shares of Funding. The Parties agree that the responsibility for funding the
obligations set forth in section 4.5 herein should be shared by the Parties in the following

amounts:
Gunnison County Ninety Thousand 00/100 Dollars ($90,000)
City of Gunnison Thirty Thousand 00/100 Dollars ($30,000)

Town of Crested Butte Thirty Thousand 00/100 Dollars ($30,000)
Town of Mt. Crested Butte Thirty Thousand 00/100 Dollars ($30,000)

b. Payment Dates. The parties shall pay their respective sums due to the Authority no later
than January 30th of each year. In addition to the foregoing, the parties may, from time to
time, pay the Authority with proprietary revenues or other public funds for services
rendered or facilities provided by the Authority, as contributions to defray the cost of any
purpose set forth in this Agreement, and/or as advances for any purpose subject to
repayment by the Authority.

Section 4.6 Renewed Commitments from Jurisdictional Parties. The jurisdictional partners agree
that the success of the Authority is of paramount importance to the communities they represent.
Additionally, the parties agree that the success of the Authority is equally important to each of the
jurisdictional bodies. To ensure the continued and growing success of the Authority, the parties to this
Agreement acknowledge and agree that continued and sustainable operational funding is needed. The
parties hereby agree to fund the Authority for the next five (5) full calendar years, beginning on
January 01, 2018 in the total aggregate amount of Two Hundred Thirty-Five Thousand Dollard
(5235,000) each year. Funding from each party shall be subject to annual availability and
appropriation by the governing body of each jurisdiction.

a. Proportional Shares of Funding. The parties agree that the responsibility for funding the
Authority should be equally divided amongst them and that currently the funding is not
equally split. To ensure the affordability of each entity to meet the funding obligations
hereunder, the parties agree to the funding schedule as follows:

b. Payment Dates. The parties shall pay their respective sums due to the Authority no later than
January 30th of each year. In addition to the foregoing, the parties may, from time to time,





pay the Authority with proprietary revenues or other public funds for services rendered or
facilities provided by the Authority, as contributions to defray the cost of any purpose set forth
in this Agreement, and/or as advances for any purpose subject to repayment by the Authority.

ARTICLE V
AUTHORITY PROPERTY

In the event of termination or dissolution of the Authority, all right, title and interest of the Authority in
General Assets (as hereinafter defined) shall be conveyed to the jurisdictions that are parties to this
Agreement at the time of termination, as tenants-in-common subject to any outstanding liens, mortgages, or
other pledges of such General Assets. The interest in the General Assets of the Authority conveyed to each
party shall be that proportion which the total dollar amount paid or contributed by such jurisdiction to the
Authority for all purposes during the life of the Authority bears to the total dollar amount of all such payments
and contributions made to the Authority by all such jurisdictions during the life of the Authority. The term
“General Assets” as used herein shall include all legal and equitable interests in real or personal property,
tangible or intangible, of the Authority.

ARTICLE VI
TERMINATION OR ADDITIONAL MEMBERS

Section 6.1 Termination of Authority. This Agreement may be terminated by the approval of
seventy-five percent (75%) of the full Board of Directors or when less than two parties are willing to
remain as parties to this Agreement. Upon termination, each party hereto shall be released from all
further liability and obligations hereunder. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the right of the Board or
the parties to terminate this Agreement shall be abrogated if the Authority has bonds, notes or other
obligations outstanding at the time of the proposed termination unless provision for full payment of
the same has been made by escrow or otherwise.

Section 6.2 Termination of Participation. Any party may terminate its participation in this
Agreement as of the end of any calendar year by giving at least 90 days’ written notice to the other
parties provided that such withdrawing party shall pay all of its obligations hereunder or any effective
funding agreement to the effective date of the termination of its participation.

Section 6.3 Amendment to Provide for Additional Members. This Agreement may be amended to
add one or more additional parties upon: (a) resolution of the Board of Directors providing for such
amendment; and (b) approval of such amendment by the governing body of the prospective additional
party and each then-existing party.

ARTICLE VII
COMMITMENTS FROM JURISDICTIONAL PARTIES

Section 7.1 Multijurisdictional Plan. The parties to this Agreement agree to assist the Authority in
Developing and implementing multijurisdictional housing plan to provide: (a) dwelling
accommodations at rental prices or purchase prices within the means of families of low- or moderate-
income; (b) affordable housing projects or programs for employees of employers located within the
boundaries of the Authority; (c) senior housing facilities; and mixed income or mixed use properties
that facilitate the purposes of (a), (b) or (c). The parties will assist in developing a pipeline of projects






derived from the multijurisdictional housing plan based on key findings and recommendations of the
most recent housing needs assessment for the Gunnison Valley.

Section 7.2 Ballot Initiative Support. The parties to this Agreement agree to support referred
measures put before the electorate by the Authority upon review and approval by each party’s
respective governing body of such referred measures. Any referred measures shall be for the purpose

of allowing the Authority to levy, collect, spend or reserve all revenues from such referred measures
whether they are sales, use, lodging or ad valorem tax.

Section 7.3 Contract with the Authority. When deemed appropriate and reasonable by the
relevant party, the jurisdictional parties agree to contract with the Authority for the provision of
property management and project services.

ARTICLE VIII
GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 7.1 Effective Date. The Effective Date of this Agreement shall be the date of the last party
to sign.

Section 7.2 Entire Agreement. This Agreement embodies the entire agreement about its subject
matter among the parties and supersedes all prior agreements and understandings, if any, and may be
amended or supplemented only by an instrument in writing executed by all parties to this Agreement.

Section 7.3 No Third Party Beneficiaries. The parties to this Agreement do not intend to
benefit any person not a party to this Agreement. No person or entity, other than the parties to this
Agreement, shall have any right, legal or equitable, to enforce any provision of this Agreement.

Section 7.4 Signatory Authority. Each person signing this Agreement in a representative capacity,
expressly represents the signatory has the subject party’s authority to so sign and that the subject
party will be bound by the signatory’s execution of this Agreement. Each party expressly represents
that except as to the approval specifically required by this Agreement, such party does not require any
third party’s consent to enter into this Agreement.

Section 7.5 Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, each of which shall
be deemed to be an original and all of which together shall constitute one original Agreement.

Section 7.6 Severability.  If any term or provision of this Agreement shall be adjudicated to be
invalid, illegal or unenforceable, this Agreement shall be deemed amended to delete therefrom the term
or provision thus adjudicated to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable and the validity of the other terms and
provisions of this Agreement shall not be affected thereby.

Section 7.7 Notices. Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, all notices or other
communications by the Authority or any party hereto, any Board member or officer shall be in writing;
shall be sufficiently given and shall be deemed given when actually received.

Section 7.8 Interpretation. Subject only to the express limitations set forth herein, this Agreement
shall be liberally construed (a) to permit the Authority and the parties to exercise all powers that may
be exercised by a multijurisdictional housing authority pursuant to Colorado law; (b) permit the parties
hereto to exercise all powers that may be exercised by them with respect to the subject matter of this
Agreement and applicable law; and (c) to permit the Board of Directors to exercise all powers that may
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be exercised by the board of directors of a multijurisdictional housing authority pursuant to Colorado
law and by the governing body of a separate legal entity created by contract among the parties

pursuant to C.R.S. § 29-1-203.

Preliminary Plan
review requires the applicant to formulate detailed, designed/engineered solutions to the issues and
concerns identified during Sketch Plan review, and to address, in a site-specific manner, all other
issues that are relevant to the Preliminary Plan. The burden in the Preliminary Plan review is on the
applicant to provide detailed information and mitigation proposals for evaluation.”

“FINAL PLAN FORMALIZES PROJECT. The purpose of the Final Plan review procedure is to
provide a permanent and accurate public record of the development plan: exact size, shape and
location of all approved activities and uses, and, as applicable, lots, blocks, streets, easements and
other parcels of land within the development, together with all applicable protective covenants,
conditions, use restrictions and design and development criteria:

Section 7-103, Gunnison County Land Use Resolution

The Board of County Commissioners approved the Slate River Development Sketch Plan on
August 16, 2016, Board Resolution 2016-33, recorded with the Gunnison County Clerk and
Recorder's Office, Reception No. 641341, August 17, 2016. The Board of County
Commissioners authorized the applicant to submit a combined Preliminary/Final Plan
application, submitted on December 6, 2016.
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PRELIMINARY/FINAL PLAN — PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

Cypress Foothills, LP, represented by Marcus J. Lock, Law of the Rockies, submitted the Slate
River Development Preliminary/Final Plan, which proposes the subdivision of a 44.5-acre parcel,
which has been described as a “hybrid-format” development proposal. This application is the
final step in the land use review of the subdivision. The property is bisected by the Slate River,
which divides the land into a “West Parcel’” and an “East Parcel’. The dichotomy of the hybrid-
format is explained below.

The West Parcel (14.1-acres - west of the Slate River), will be severed from the 44.5-acres and
remain a remainder tract, which will be annexed to the Town of Crested Butte, pursuant to a Pre-
Annexation Agreement, in place with the Town of Crested Butte. While the West Parcel is an
element of this subdivision and hybrid-format development, the County land use review primarily
addresses the residential development of the East Parcel. The only County approval the applicant
is seeking with respect to the West Parcel is (a) the construction of an access road (Pyramid
Avenue) and utility extensions to the East Parcel, (b) certain grading, berming, landscaping, and
trail construction as shown on Cypress’s engineered plans; (c) the cleanup of the old Town landfill
pursuant to and in accordance with a Voluntary Clean Up Plan (“VCUP”), with the Town of
Crested Butte, approved and overseen by the Colorado Department of Public Health and
Environment; and (d) any other County approval necessary to effectuate the intent and purposes
of the Pre-Annexation Agreement or satisfy the terms and conditions thereof. No other uses are
approved on the West Parcel.

The East Parcel (30.4-acres - east of the Slate River) will be subdivided into 23 single-family
residential lots, with the opportunity for a secondary residence on each lot, and a Homeowners
Association Lot, on which an owner’'s complex may be potentially constructed. However, in the
event the owner's complex is constructed, it will not contain any bedrooms to accommodate
sleeping within it. Lot sizes range from one-third to just under an acre. Access to the East Parcel
will be from Gothic Road, via construction of a new road (Pyramid Avenue). The lots will be
restricted to a maximum primary residential building size of 5,000 square feet, a detached
secondary residence or accessory buildings up to 750 square feet and the aggregate square
footage of all buildings of 5,750 square feet. Water will be provided by connection to the Town of
Crested Butte’s municipal water system, and wastewater will be provided by central sewer, via
connection to the Town of Crested Butte’s municipal sewer system. The applicant has identified
that this development will not be a “gated community”. A final narrative of the subdivision
protective covenants has been submitted addressing the homeowner association responsibilities,
architectural style and design guidelines and County required covenant provisions.

PHASING AND RELATIONSHIP TO APPROVED SKETCH PLAN

The Preliminary/Final Plan is required to address all of the area presented in the approved Sketch
Plan, to be consistent with the approved Sketch Plan and to specifically address and comply with
the conditions stated in the Board’'s approval. If the Preliminary Plan represents a significant
variation from the approved Sketch Plan, that variation must be clearly and completely identified
or described. The Preliminary Plan may address phases that are projected to be phases of the
Final Plan, though all studies and engineering design are required to address the entirety of the
project.

No phasing of the County development is proposed.
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PROPERTY LOCATION:

The parcel is legally described as being located in the SW 1/4 of Section 35, Township 13 South,
Range 86 West, 6" P.M, Tract Q (aka Lot 13). The land is adjacent to the Town of Crested Butte,
immediately north of the Town’s Public Works Yard and wastewater treatment plant, and south
and east of the Town cemetery.

SURROUNDING LAND USES:
Town of Crested Butte, residential and agricultural lands, and Crested Butte Cemetery.

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This review and Preliminary/Final Plan Recommendation incorporates, but is not limited to, all
documentation submitted to the County and included within the Community Development
Department file relative to this application; including all exhibits, references, testimony and
documents as included therein.

COMPLIANCE WITH CONDITIONS OF SKETCH PLAN APPROVAL.:
The following include the conditions of Sketch Plan approval, followed by the applicant’s
corresponding submittal in the Preliminary/Final Plan:

The Board of County Commissioners approved the Sketch Plan application on August 16, 2016,
Board Resolution 2016-3;
Condition No. 1: The following are specifically identified as Preliminary Plan submittal items of
particular attention:
e Analysis of the location of Road A on the West Parcel at its intersection with Gothic Road,
as it related to properties across Gothic Road, concerning the impact of vehicle headlights
on existing residential properties.

o Wildlife impacts to elk, regarding mitigation and potential human-elk conflicts, including a
wildlife habitat analysis, documentation of consultation with Colorado Parks and Wildlife,
and provision for domestic animal controls.

¢ Visual analysis of the lots/residences from the Crested Butte Cemetery.
¢ The potential of the Town of Crested Butte to provide potable water for the development.
e The viability of the extension/connection of Eighth Street to Road A.

First Concern: Analysis of the location of Pyramid Avenue (formerly known as Road A) on the West Parcel at its
intersection with Gothic Road, as it related to the properties across Gothic Road, concerning the impact of vehicle
headlights on existing residential properties.

The Final Plan provides for a location of the intersection of Pyramid Avenue and Gothic Road to minimize
the impact of vehicle headlights on existing residential properties. Pyramid Avenue has been relocated as far
south as possible while still observing a setback of 50 feet from the wetland adjacent to Gothic Road and
without having to destroy existing infrastructure.

Second Concern: Wildlife impacts to elk, regarding mitigation and potential human-elk conflicts, including a
wildlife habitat analysis, documentation of consultation with Colorado Parks and Wildlife, and provision for
domestic animal controls.

Colorado Parks and Wildlife has concluded that, “The proponents have adequately addressed these concerns
in the Slate River Development Subdivision Wildlife Habitat Analysis and Mitigation Plan. We appreciate
their efforts to reduce and mitigate impacts to wildlife and their habitat from the proposed development.”

Third Concern: Visual analysis of Lots 7-13 from the Crested Butte Cemetery.

As shown from the visual analysis, the impact of the development on views from the cemetery (including,
importantly, the view of Mt. Crested Butte) are relatively minimal, and proposed buffering will further reduce
any visual impact to the cemetery.
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Fourth Concern: Investigation of the potential for the Town of Crested Butte to provide potable water for the
development.

Cypress and the Town have agreed for the Town to provide potable water for the development. This
agreement is memorialized in the Amendment to Pre-Annexation Agreement, dated December 7, 2016, and
recorded in the office of the Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder at reception number 643828 (the
“Amendment”). The original Pre-Annexation Agreement between Cypress and the Town is dated February
16, 2016, and recorded in the Office of the Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder at reception number 638399
was Exhibit A to the Sketch Plan Application (the “Original Pre-Annexation Agreement”). The Original Pre-
Annexation Agreement and the Amendment are referred to in this Application collectively as the “Town
Agreement.”

Fifth Concern: Viability of the extension/connection of Eighth Street to Road A.

Pursuant to the Commissioners’ request, Cypress is still pursuing this connection with the Town of
Crested Butte (the “Town”). In section 6.4.12 of the pre-annexation agreement between Cypress and the
Town, the parties agreed that, “It is possible that there are portions of the Old Town Landfill within this
right of way [for Eighth Street], on the Town’s property, on Applicant’s property, or both.” Depending
on whether this is present and whose property it is on, if present, the Town may elect to clean up that
portion of the landfill and proceed with the extension. The annexation agreement is written in such a
manner as to facilitate this connection to the fullest extent practicable. Indeed, in negotiating the
Amendment, the parties added the following language at the end of section 6.4.12 of the pre-annexation
agreement to further facilitate the construction of the Eighth Street extension: “Once the parties have
agreed upon the construction of Eighth Street pursuant to Section 6.4.12, Applicant shall enter into a
standard development improvements agreement with the Town that is (a) substantially similar to the
development improvement agreements the Town has previously used, and (b) not inconsistent with this
Amendment. All infrastructure constructed pursuant to such development improvements agreement
shall be constructed in accordance with the Town Specifications, dedicated to the Town, and maintained
by the Town following acceptance thereof, subject to a two-year warranty by the Applicant.”

The applicant has fully designed and engineered the Eighth Street connection.

On May 12, 2017, the Crested Butte Town Council unanimously approved a License
Agreement allowing the applicant to access the Eighth Street right of way, include this right of
way in the applicant's VCUP application via amendment, perform remediation activities
pursuant to the VCUP process, and construct the Eighth Street extension north from Butte
Avenue to Pyramid Avenue.

The Planning Commission and Board conducted a site visit during the Preliminary/Final Plan
review on May 12, 2017, at which time the Planning Commission and Board members walked
the property and viewed the neighborhood, the proximity of the development to the Crested
Butte Cemetery and adjacent properties, the wetlands, and the proposed locations of the lots,
roads and bridge. Additionally, the members viewed the location of the relocated intersection
of Pyramid Avenue and Gothic Road.
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PUBLIC HEARING:
The Planning Commission and the Board of County Commissioners conducted a joint public
hearing on May 12 and 19, 2017. At that time

Written Public Comments:
« Adam Schichtel, letter of May 11, 2017, noting his objection to the proposed development.
« Fred Sandusky, letter of May 18, 2017, noting his objection to the proposed development.

Public Hearing Comments:
« Dan Jones - concerns about the scale of the houses, square footage, naming of the streets
« Adam Schichtel, - noting his objections to the proposed development.
» Harvey Castro - view from the cemetery is mitigated, but concerned with the views from the rec
path, fencing, wood burning stoves and 8" Street traffic.
« Jim Schmidt — (as private citizen) aggregate square footage should be 5000.
« John Hess — noted multiple concerns with the development.

All testimony, both written and oral, is hereby incorporated as part of this record of review and
evaluation.

REVIEW AGENCY REFERRAL COMMENTS:
Comments were received from the following agencies:

» Colorado Division of Wildlife —J Wenum, Area Wildlife Manger, letter dated May 5, 2016:

“My staff has reviewed the Slate River Development Subdivision Wildlife Habitat Analysis and Mitigation Plan
submitted by BIO-Logic Inc. on behalf of Cypress Foothills, LP.

The subdivision proposal raised the following wildlife concerns: obstruction of an elk migration corridor, the
potential for human/bear conflicts, fence construction, and the threat household pets pose to wildlife.

The proponents have adequately addressed these concerns in the Slate River Development Subdivision Wildlife
Habitat Analysis and Mitigation Plan. We appreciate their efforts to reduce and mitigate impacts to wildlife and
their habitat from the proposed development.”

Crested Butte Fire Protection District —Scott Wimmer, Fire Inspector and Ric Ems, Fire
Chief/Fire Marshal, letter dated April 11, 2017, provided comments pertaining to the Fire
District requirements.

“The Fire Division of the Crested Butte Fire Protection District (CBFPD) has received the
Preliminary- Final Plan Application packet for the above noted project. After reviewing the
application, we have the following notes and comments.

We note that:

1. The proposed development is within the boundaries of the CBFPD.

2. Cyprus Foothills proposes 23 residential homes and a maximum of23 accessory dwelling
units on 30.4 acres.

3. The maximum floor area of all buildings on a lot in the East Parcel shall not exceed 5,750
square feet in the aggregate, consisting of 5,000 square feet main residence and 750
square feet detached accessory buildings.

4. Average Daily Trips for the East Parcel equals approximately 460, at full buildout.

There are two proposed bridges on Pyramid Avenue, one being a half culvert.
6. The potential for Eighth Street to connect with Pyramid Avenue north of Butte Avenue.

o
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The potential for non-motorized pedestrian access to the Property from Butte Avenue.

8. The proposed development is in an area of "low" wildfire hazard zone per the Gunnison
County Wildfire Hazard map.

9. The application includes reasonable provisions for the mitigation of wildfire hazards,
including language ensuring compliance with the requirements of the CBFPD with
authority to enforce such provisions.

10. Narrative of Covenants, section 2, states, “No roof shall contain untreated cedar wood
shake shingles or other combustible roofing material."

11. Narrative of Covenants, section 2, states, "All chimneys will include spark arrestors on
chimney terminations and all chimney caps or shrouds shall provide access for cleaning
and servicing said chimneys."

12. Narrative of Covenants, section 2, states, "Monitored, automatic fire suppression systems

shall be included in all residences."”

Comments:
Regarding bullet point 5 above, bridges shall have their weight limit posted on both sides of the
bridge(s).

Regarding bullet points 6 and 7 above, CBFPD encourages more than one point of access to the
subdivision. We strongly recommend the completion of Eighth Street north of Butte Avenue to
Pyramid Avenue and strongly recommend that the non-motorized pedestrian path be engineered to
accommodate access of emergency apparatus.

Regarding bullet point 10 above, CBFPD strongly recommends not to allow wood shake shingles
treated or otherwise. It is our experience that treated wood shingles dry out in our environment
and potentially lose their fire resistive qualities. It is our understanding that products are available
that mimic the shape, style and appearance of wood shake shingles and may be an appropriate
alternative.

Regarding bullet points 15 & 16 above, the proposed layout for the fire hydrants is acceptable.

In conclusion:

CBFPD has no objections to the Preliminary-Final Plan Application as submitted with the
exception of the comments noted above. CBFPD looks forward to reviewing detailed plans and
working with the proponents and Gunnison County in the completion of this project.

* Gunnison County Public Works Department — Marlene Crosby, Public Works Director,
memo of April 21, 2017, notes:

“Gunnison County offers the following comments about the proposed Slate River Development
Preliminary-Finalapplication:

Our department received a request from Casey Resources, Inc. ("CRI") to dispose of approximately
8,000 cubic yards of trash from the Old Town Landfill at the Gunnison County Landfill. We know
they are working through the VCUP process with the CDPHE. We have referred that request to our
landfill consultant. The contact information is:

Regarding the intersection with CR #317 (Gothic Road) the Public Works Department will accept the
construction of the intersection as presented for the 23 single family lots. A southbound left turn lane on
Gothic Road will be a required condition of approval. In discussion with Town staff they indicated they
would like to consider the potential of a bus stop on Gothic Road. The bus stop needs to be within the
property, not on the County road. It would significantly impact winter plowing operations and the
safety of people waiting at the stop. Internally it would be closer to people using the bus to access the
public buildings that are being considered.

We met with Tyler Harpel of SGM on Monday to discuss our concerns and expect to receive some
updated information from him.

The plans show that there is a 60 foot ROW with a 24 foot wide hard surfaced road. The intent is for the
remainder of the ROW to be used for snow storage. Gunnison County's experience, especially this year, is
that if you do not have additional snow storage room or a location to haul snow that is not adequate.
Initially it appeared that it might be possible to store snow in the open space, but snow cannot be
deposited in wetland areas so that is not available. The impact of

23 driveways will significantly reduce the amount of snow storage and the space to push the snow. Since
there is a 25-foot easement along Pyramid Avenue and a 15-foot easement on Aperture Lane on the front
side of each lot, we suggested that the easement/setback be reserved as snow storage. That would mean
that no landscaping that might be damaged or that would damage plow equipment would be allowed.
Public Works also recommends that all lots be prohibited from pushing snow into the ROW.

There should also be a restriction, at least during winter months, to prohibit on-street parking. The only
other concern that we discussed with Tyler was concerning driveways. The Gunnison County Public
Works Department will issue access permits. Access to Lot 10 will be difficult and there is not a location
for an access on Lot 9 due to the location of the Wetlands Dispersion structure. No revised plans have
been submitted to Public Works for review, but we suggest that the lot lines for lots 8-10 be reconfigured
to accommodate snow storage, access and infrastructure.

Thank you.”

Marlene Crosby, Public Works Director, memo of May 16, 2017:
“The Public Works Department has reviewed the submittal from SGM labeled Lots 9 & 10 Driveway Exhibit and
also the Pyramid Ave Plan and Profile Station 1+00 to Station 10+00, and offer the following comments:

The approaches to Lot 9 and Lot 10 have been revised per our earlier discussion. We will now be able to issue an
Access Permit for each of these lots.

The submittal for the left turn lane into the development from the Gothic Road (CR#317) is acceptable. On the
plans on each end of the intersection area there is some type of island, but the only label shows a saw cut. If the
islands are going to be painted on the asphalt surface, that is acceptable. We cannot approve any type of above
road grade structure due to the impact on winter plowing.”

« Town of Crested Butte — Michael Yerman, Town Planner, Town of Crested Bultte,
comments in letter of April 21, 2017, notes:
“The Town has met with representatives from both the County Community Development and Public Works
Departments. The Town also contracted with JVA engineers to review the plans. As the service provider for
both water and sewer to the County residential portion of the development, the
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Town’s initial comments primarily focus on the extension of these utilities, as well as a civil review of future
roads on the western portion of the development. These roads will be annexed and maintained by the Town into
the future.

The JVA letter dated April 14, 2017 is attached to this memorandum. Town staff would like elaborate on
comments in this letter with the following comments:

1.  The Town and the developer assigned the County Planning Commission and BOCC the authority in the
original Pre-Annexation Agreement to include the proposed Town uses along Pyramid Avenue for future
improvements at the intersection with Gothic Road. The Town uses include a possible preschool and fire
hall. This intersection could also accommodate a possible bus route in the future. These uses should be
considered by the County in consideration of possible intersection improvements. The Town respectfully
requests that the improvements be required at the time of the installation of Pyramid Avenue and meet the
County specifications and warranty periods for such improvements.

2. The Town and developer are working together on the inclusion of the 8th Street right-of-way as part of the
VCUP application to CDPHE. These discussions are ongoing.

3. The Town requests all easements for water and sewer be recorded on the Final Plat and platted through
HOA retained lands. The Town will be working with the County and developer to propose adequate
language to be recorded with the Final Plat for these easement areas. An additional easement for the future
extension of sewer service should be included on the eastern boundary of Lot 9 for sewer. This easement
will be consistent with the Town fulfilling its obligations to provide sewer service to lands located in the
Town’s Waste Water Service Area to the north of the development as identified in the Upper East River
Valley Area Wide 201 Facilities Plan.

4.  The Town and developer are engaged in ongoing discussions regarding the proposed cottage being used as
a dwelling unit on the HOA lot, and its use under the Amended Pre-Annexation Agreement.

5. The Town and developer are discussing snow plowing on Pyramid Avenue from the intersection of 8th
Street to the bridge. The turn-around radius located at the entrance to the bridge is inadequate for Town
snow plowing operations.”

Michael Yerman, Town Planner, Town of Crested Butte, comments in letter of May 12, 2017:
“Response to Applicant’s Letter Dated April 26, 2017

After reviewing the Applicant’s letter dated April 26, 2017, the Town would like to submit the following
responses for the County’s consideration.

Easement for the extension of sewer services on Lot 9

Section 6.4.15 of the original Pre-Annexation Agreement contemplates that if the Town receives a written
request from a neighboring property owner, the applicant will work to provide an appropriate easement. At this
time, the Town has not received a request from the neighboring property owner. Therefore, the easement
request through Lot 9 to the Planning Commission is withdrawn at this time.

Cottage for use by lot owners as a dwelling

Discussions are ongoing regarding the use of future owners of the cottage as a dwelling unit. The underlying
issue at play is an interpretation of the Amended Pre-Annexation Agreement which only grants 23 dwelling
units for water service. An owner’s complex that would be heated and plumbed was permitted, however the
addition of sleeping facilities in the owner’s complex create an additional dwelling unit as defined by the
Town’s code. The Town is working with the applicant to find a solution regarding water service to the owner’s
complex as defined under the Amended Agreement.
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Revised engineered plans

The Town has not had ample time to conduct a review of the revised engineered plans submitted this week. The
Town respectfully requests the Planning Commission allow the Town an additional week to review the revised
plans.

Extension of 8th Street
The Town Council will be considering entering into a license agreement with Cypress on May 15th to allow a
small portion of the dump to be cleaned up to allow 8th Street to be constructed.

Easements for water and sewer lines
The Town has recently received revised easement language. The Town respectfully requests an additional week
to review the recently submitted plat and easement language”

* Gunnison County RE-IJ School District - No comments were received.

COMPLIANCE WITH APPLICABLE SECTIONS OF THE GUNNISON COUNTY LAND USE
RESOLUTION:

Section 9-508: Keeping of Livestock not on an Agricultural Operation.
The protective covenants will prohibit lot owners from keeping or permitting livestock on the

property.

Section 10-102: Locational Standards for Residential Development.

The proposed subdivision meets the primary locational standard, as it is within a municipal
Three Mile Plan area of the Town of Crested Butte and the Town of Crested Butte and
applicant have executed a Pre-Annexation Agreement, dated February 16, 2016

Section 10-103: Residential Density.

The proposed development is within the Town of Crested Butte’s Area Plan. While no adopted
intergovernmental agreement is in place, the applicant and the Town of Crested Butte have
executed a Pre-Annexation Agreement, dated February 16, 2016, which identifies the number of
residential units and lot sizes proposed for the East Parcel development and therefore the residential
density. Overall potential residential density for the East Parcel would be 46 units/30.4-acres or 1.4
units/acre.

Section 11-103: Development in Areas Subject to Flood Hazards.

The Slate River corridor contains a mapped FEMA 100-year floodplain. Information from SGM
identifies that the location of the 100-year floodplain does not affect development of the subject
property. All building envelopes are out of the 100-year floodplain. The bridge over the Slate River
meets a required minimum one-foot freeboard, above the Base Flood Elevation.

Section 11-104: Development in Areas Subject to Geologic Hazards.
The property is not within a geologic hazard area, according to County mapping.

Section 11-105: Development in Areas Subject to Wildfire Hazards.
The subject property is within an area with low wildfire hazard, as identified by County

mapping.

Section 11-106: Protection of Wildlife Habitat Areas.

The property is identified as sensitive wildlife habitat, pursuant to the Land Use Resolution,
based upon comments from the Colorado Parks and Wildlife, concerning the use of the
property as an elk migration corridor. Comments were received from the Colorado Division of
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Wildlife, J Wenum, Area Wildlife Manger, letter of February 17, 2017, noting their approval of
the Wildlife Habitat Analysis and Mitigation Plan submitted by BIO-Logic Inc. on behalf of
Cypress Foothills, LP and mitigation measures.

Section 11-107: Protection of Water Quality.

The applicant has identified wetlands on the parcel, contained in a Wetland Report for the Slate
River Development, prepared by Bikis Water Consultants. All building envelopes will maintain
a minimum 25-foot setback from wetlands. Areas of the development that contain “high
guality” wetlands, will meet a 50’ setback, for building envelopes.

Section 11-108: Standards for Development on Ridgelines.
The property is not located on a ridgeline.

Section 11-109: Development that Affects Agricultural Lands.

The development is adjacent to the Moon Ridge Subdivision conservation covenant open
space, which allows grazing. The Spann parcels, located to the north, are identified as
agricultural use. The developer shall advise future property owners of Gunnison County’s
Right-to-Ranch Policy.

Section 11-110: Development of Land beyond Snowplowed Access.
Not applicable, the site is not located beyond snowplowed access.

Section 11-111: Development on Inholdings in the National Wilderness.
Not applicable, the site is not located on a National Wilderness inholding.

Section 11-112: Development on Property above Timberline.
Not applicable, the site is not located above timberline.

Section 12-103: Road System.

Pyramid Avenue will be the primary access route to the subdivision from Gothic Road. Future
extension of Eighth Street will provide direct access into the Town of Crested Butte. The
applicant will construct the portion of Pyramid Avenue on and through the West Parcel to the
specifications of the Town of Crested Butte. All roads within the Property will have a 24’ wide
paved width, 4’ shoulders, open channel drainage swales, and a right of way 60 feet in width.
Additionally, the applicant has agreed to install a southbound turn lane on Gothic Road. The
applicant provided an additional exhibit demonstrating the feasibility of driveways for lots 9 and
10, and a snow storage specific sheet to clarify the location and amount of snow storage areas.
The proposed protective covenants have been amended to notify lot owners shall not plow
onto, or store snow on, subdivision roads or other common areas. The covenants have also
been amended to provide that landscaping on lots and common areas within six feet of any
right of way for any street or road shall be of a character and type that will not be damaged
from the storage of snow on such areas nor otherwise interfere with snow plowing and storage.

Marlene Crosby, Public Works Director, Gunnison County Public Works, provided initial
comments, memo of April 21, 2017. And comments dated May 16, 2017 regarding the
Pyramid/Gothic intersection turn lane, snow storage and driveway access points on Lots 9 and
10.

Section 12-104: Public Trails.
No new public trails are contemplated in this application for the East Parcel. The existing Mt.
Crested Butte-Crested Butte Recreation Path is located adjacent to, but not on the property.
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There is no access to the Mt. Crested Butte-Crested Butte Recreation Path from the East
Parcel.

Section 12-105: Water Supply.

The Project will provide a central water supply that is legally and physically adequate
in terms of quality, quantity, dependability, and pressure, via connection the Town of
Crested Butte’'s water system pursuant to and in accordance with the Town
Agreement. This agreement is memorialized in the Amendment to the Pre-Annexation
Agreement, dated December 7th, 2016, and recorded in the office of the Gunnison
County Clerk and Recorder at reception number 643828.

Section 12-106: Sewage Disposal/Wastewater Treatment.

The development will be served by central sewer, via connection to the Town of Crested Butte’s
wastewater treatment plant. The applicant and the Town of Crested Butte have executed a Pre-
Annexation Agreement, dated February 16, 2016 that identifies provision of sewer service
provided by the Town. Additionally, Rodney Due, Town of Crested Butte, Director of Public Works,
letter of February 9, 2016, notes the existing capacity of the Town’s wastewater treatment works
to serve the development.

Section 12-107: Fire Protection.

The property is served by the Crested Butte Fire Protection District. Scott Wimmer, Fire Inspector
and Ric Ems, Fire Chief/Fire Marshal, letter of letter dated April 11, 2017, provided comments
pertaining to the Fire District requirements. The District indicated it has no objection to the
development.

Section 13-103: General Site Plan Standards and Lot Measurements.
The site plan for the subdivision complies with the standards of this Section.

Section 13-104: Setbacks from Property Lines and Road Rights-of-Way.

The building envelopes meet the setback requirements, except for Lots 7, 10, and 14, which
due to topography and wetlands, have been adjusted to 15 feet from the road right-of-way. As
these are interior lot line setbacks and do not affect adjacent property, the review is under the
purview of the Planning Commission, as part of the design of the subdivision, and no variance
is required.

Section 13-105: Residential Building Sizes and Lot Coverages.

Building envelopes have been delineated on the lots. All improvements will be located within
the building envelopes. The lots will be restricted to a maximum primary residential building
size of 5,000 square feet, a detached secondary residence or accessory buildings to 750
square feet and the aggregate square footage of all buildings is limited to a maximum of 5,750
square feet.

Section 13-106: Energy and Resource Conservation.
All structures to be constructed within the development will be subject to the standards of this
Section at the time of building permit application.

Section 13-107: Installation of Solid Fuel-Burning Devices

Installation of solid fuel-burning devices is subject to the standards of this Section at the time of
building permit application. The covenants require compliance with the Town of Crested Butte’s
Municipal Code. No building can contain more than one (1) solid fuel burning device.
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Section 13-108: Open Space and Recreation Areas

The proposed development is within the Town of Crested Butte Three-Mile Plan, however there
are no adopted Intergovernmental Agreement for open space, therefore the county standards
apply. The development sets aside approximately 17-acres or 55% of the land for open space.
The open space is be required to be maintained by the Homeowners Association and will be
limited to passive uses.

Section 13-109: Signs.
Signage is proposed as part of the submitted application. Sign elements are allowed by this
section and require a sign permit.

Section 13-110: Off-Road Parking and Loading.

A minimum of two parking spaces is required for each single-family residence. The covenants
include additional restrictions on parking. The covenants also provide that operable vehicles
shall be parked only within individual lots and that each lot shall provide sufficient parking areas
so that no parking shall occur on the roads within the subdivision.

Section 13-111: Landscaping and Buffering.

A landscaping plan has been submitted, showing that open space will be maintained in native
vegetation. A detailed landscaping plan on common areas, including the type and location of
plantings, planting schedule and a plan for maintenance, is identified in the Landscaping Plan,
EDSA, February 22, 2017. The covenants provide that landscaping on lots and common areas
within six feet of any right of way for any street or road shall be of a character and type that will not
be damaged from the storage of snow on such areas nor otherwise interfere with snow plowing
and storage.

Section 13-112: Snow storage.

The Homeowners Association is responsible for snow removal, as noted in the covenants,
Article 8, Section 7 Roads. The location and amount of snow storage areas are identified on
the Snow Storage Plan, SGM, and has been reviewed and approved by Marlene Croshy,
Public Works Director, memo of May , 2017.

Section 13-113: Fencing

All fencing shall comply with this Section. Colorado Parks and Wildlife recommends the use of
“wildlife friendly” fencing and is required within the development. Specific fencing requirements
are addressed in the covenants, Article 8, Section 12. Fencing.

Section 13-114: Exterior Lighting.
All new structures are required to comply with this section, including the use of fully shielded
exterior light fixtures.

Section 13-115: Reclamation and Noxious Weed Control.
An Erosion Control Plan, prepared by SGM, March 6, 2017, addresses reclamation and
noxious weed control.

Section 13-116: Grading and Erosion Control.

Grading activities are required to secure a Reclamation Permit from the Public Works
Department, pursuant to Section 13-115: Reclamation and Noxious Weed Control. An Erosion
Control Plan has been prepared by SGM, March 6, 2017.
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Section 13-117: Drainage, Construction and Post-Construction Stormwater Runoff.

The applicant indicates that the layout of the lots and road are intended to minimize potential
erosion and sedimentation. The Preliminary/Final Plan includes an engineered drainage and
stormwater management plan.

Section 13-118: Water Impoundments.
No water impoundments are proposed.

Section 13-119: Standards to Ensure Compatible Uses.

Design standards and limitations on the uses have been identified in the covenants, including
design standards and limitations addressing neighborhood compatibility. Maximum aggregate
square footage of the strucutres is 5,750; 5000 square feet for the primary residence and 750
square feet for a detached secondary residence of accessory builidng. This is similar to
adjacent developments.

Section 15-103: Right-to-Ranch Policy.
This Section is applicable to all land use change permits.

FINDINGS:
The Commission finds that:

1. This review and decision incorporates, but is not limited to, all the documentation submitted to
the County and included within the Planning Office file relative to this application; including all
exhibits, references and documents as included therein.

2. The Commission reviewed the revised plan location of the Pyramid Avenue/Gothic Road
intersection in onsite visits and in reaching a determination that the relocation of the intersection
minimizes the impact of vehicle headlights on the existing residential property across Gothic
Road.

The Gunnison Home Association would like to offer the following comments on the proposals submitted
to the City of Gunnison. Home Association Board President Don Crosby, and other members of our
Board are here to speak to the Commission and to answer questions.

As most of you may know the Gunnison Home Association was responsible for the construction of the
Health Care Center and the Willows Assisted Living. When Ben Jorgensen donated the land to the City
of Gunnison, the City created the Home Association and passed the torch and the land to us. The
formation of the Home Association and ownership of the land came with the understanding that the
deed restriction required that all activities and endeavors be done to benefit Seniors. We recognize the
need to upgrade the Health Care Center, and hope that in the future the Assisted Living can be
expanded to meet the needs of the community.

We have reviewed the Site Plan and offer the following comments:

e Relocation of the Service Area - We understand the need for a service area for trash
collection, delivery services, etc., but we wish it could be located on the east side of the
facility where it would not impact existing neighbors, rather than being located directly
across from the Palisades R-V Park office and entrance area;

e Easement Adjustment to Accommodate the Structure - A small section of the building
encroaches approximately 10 feet into the existing Wildrose Way easement on the
northeast portion of the site plan. If the 60 foot wide Wildrose Way easement on the east
side of the parcel was moved at least 15 feet to the east the easement could remain in place
and would not be encumbered by a building, but would provide a 10 foot buffer between
the easement and the building, while leaving the 25 foot road bed in place;

s Storm Water Management Plan - No storm water retention ponds are shown on the site
plan. The one that was built when the Willows was constructed will be part of the
construction. Given the amount of asphalt and concrete surfaces shown on the Site Plan we
believe City code requires that storm water management detention basins should be shown
on the site plan since minor flooding has occurred in the past;





Access to Tomichi from Wildrose Way - We have been told that in discussions with the City
staff an access from Wildrose Way to Tomichi has been “penciled in” on preliminary plans.
When the Willows Assisted Living was built the City required the Home Association to build
and pave Third Street, Paintbrush and Wildrose Way for a loop that provided dual access to
the area. We feel the loop access is more important now than it was then, and we
respectfully request that the extension of Wildrose Way to Tomichi be added to the Site
Plan, to insure that it will be required and that it will be done;

Access to Tomichi During Construction - It is our understanding that the access to Tomichi
via Wildrose Way will not be done until the demolition of the old facility is complete. No
construction traffic generation information has been provided. We would request that to
relieve congestion and minimize the impacts on our customers and the residents along Third
Street, that the existing available 30 feet be opened for use by construction and service
traffic if not the public. This could greatly reduce impacts to the neighborhood and increase
safety for all users.

We have reviewed the Vacation Plat and have the following comments:

Vacation of Any Portion of Wildrose Way - When the final plat of the Gunnison Home Assn
Senior Housing—Phase 1 was recorded it included the dedication and conveyance of a 60
foot wide non-exclusive road and utility easement for the use of the owners, their guests
and invitees of Lots A, B, C, and D, and to the same of the real property contiguous to Lots C
and D on that north that was at that time, and is currently owned by the Gunnison Home
Association.

Our Association is extremely concerned about the proposal to vacate Easement #2. The
portion of the easement on the south side of Lots A & B (commonly known as Paintbrush
Drive) is acceptable to us. The vacation of the portion of Easement #2 on the west side of
Lot C, the north side of Lots C and D, and the east side of Lots D and B is not acceptable.

Maintain Existing Road Width - The existing road is paved 25 feet wide. Reducing the
width of the easement and the road is not acceptable. A 20 foot wide road is not adequate
for snow removal and storage, or for the movement and safe turning radius of a large
recreational vehicle, trash truck, nor food service delivery truck. We understand that 20
feet is required for emergency services vehicles, but if there is no adequate room for snow
storage there will not be 20 feet of clear roadway. It is our desire to assure that all traffic,
whether R-V traffic, truck traffic or emergency units responding to a call will be able to
safely pass each other between the intersection of Tomichi and Third Street and around the
perimeter to the intersection of Wildrose Way and Tomichi.

Our comments tonight are designed to support the project and hopefully make it a better project. The
initial process with the City for the Willows was a difficult and long process. The Willows was not
residential or commercial, so we had to “plow” some new ground. The input of the Community
Development Department, the Planning Commission and the Home Association resulted in a well-
planned functioning development. It took the input and respect of all parties. Plans change, and many
of the utilities we installed will never be used, but they provided options for the future.





Our comments are also made in the interest of protecting the interests of the Gunnison Home
Association and the Palisades Senior R-V Park. Our R-V Park has 60 spaces which are generally full from
June 1% to September 4™. In 2016 we had 5,690 camper nights. These are not campers who come and
stay one night, bringing their food and supplies with them. Many of our guests stay the entire summer,
some just stay a month or two, but they all buy their food, gasoline, recreation needs, etc., in the City of
Gunnison. In addition, the Park paid $7,950.00 in property taxes, $1,561.68 in lodging tax, $3,221.25in
sales tax and $15,778.04 to the City of Gunnison for utilities.

As a partner in enhancing the lives of Seniors, as a viable business in the community, and as a
neighbor we ask that our concerns be heard and the vacation of any portion of the easement of
Wildrose Way be denied.
