The October 3, 2017 meeting was held in the Board of County Commissioners’ meeting room located at
200 E. Virginia Avenue, Gunnison, Colorado. Present were:

CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Chamberland called the meeting to order at 8:31 am.
AGENDA REVIEW: There were no changes made to the agenda.

MINUTES APPROVAL: Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Chairperson Chamberland to
approve the meeting minutes from September 5" and September 6%, 2017 as presented this morning.
Motion carried unanimously.

SCHEDULING: The Upcoming Meetings Schedule was discussed and updated.

COUNTY MANAGER'’S REPORTS:
1. 2018 Gunnison County Budget. CM Birnie stated that he and staff were in the process of finalizing
the staff-proposed budget to delivery to the Board on 10/13.

DEPUTY COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT AND PROJECT UPDATES: Deputy County Manager Marlene
Crosby was not present for discussion.

APPLICATION FOR EXEMPTION TO THE GUNNISON COUNTY HOUSING AUTHORITY
OCCUPANCY AND RESALE DEED RESTRICTION AND ESSENTIAL HOUSING COVENANT;
LARKSPUR SUBDIVISION; 325 LARKSPUR LOOP; TAYLOR REEVES: Gunnison Valley Regional
Housing Authority (GVRHA) Executive Director Jennifer Kermode was present for discussion. Commissioner
Houck recused himself from the discussion and vote due to a potential conflict of interest, and he left the
room.

CM Birnie summarized the two actionable issues for the Board, those being whether or not the Board would
like to grant the requested exemption and how the County should respond to the current owner’s deed
restriction violation.
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Ms. Kermode expressed her agreement with the exemption request, and she noted that the buyer has
received approval for a loan to purchase the lot and pre-approval for construction financing. Moved by
Chairperson Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Messner to approve the exemption for the applicant,
Taylor Reeves, to purchase the Larkspur property from Brian Riepe. CM Birnie also requested that the
Board consider increasing the maximum allowable assets that a person can own and still qualify to purchase
the lot, and Ms. Kermode agreed to provide a recommendation during a future meeting. Motion carried.

Ms. Kermode explained that the property’s deed restriction mandates that a prospective purchaser must
disclose information relative to ownership of any other properties, and that Mr. Riepe owned property at
309 N. Main Street in Gunnison when he purchased the subject property in 2008 for $32,000. Ms. Kermode
cannot locate any paperwork that explains how he was qualified to make the purchase, and she agreed to
delve into the ownership of other lots to see if additional problems exist. CM Birnie also noted that Mr.
Riepe, who is now attempting to sell the property for $40,000, would have signed the deed restrictions
with the prohibition outlined when he originally purchased the property. The property’s deed restriction
states that, upon resale, qualified owners are limited to a maximum of 3% annual appreciation. Moved
by Chairperson Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Messner that we follow the strict interpretation
of the deed and, since Mr. Riepe was not eligible to purchase this property without selling his existing
property, that he needs to adhere to selling the property for the purchase price of the property, which is
$32,000. Motion carried.

Commissioner Houck returned to the room for the remainder of this discussion. Within the Larkspur
subdivisions, there are additional properties that are owned by people who are not eligible to own them.
The owner of at least one of the lots also owns a million-dollar property in the valley. Ms. Kermode stated
her intention to institute some sort of deed review process to help ensure that these types of sales do not
occur in the future. The Board might schedule a work session to discuss potential solutions, including
language in new subdivision approvals mandating that purchasers go through a process with either the
County or the GVRHA.

BREAK: The meeting recessed from 9:01 until 9:04 am for a short break.

RESOLUTION; APPROVING LAND USE CHANGE PERMIT NO. 2017-00023 A LAND USE CHANGE
PERMIT FOR WILLIAM R. GODDARD, JR. CHURCH LOT REPLAT CHURCH LOT, RIVERWALK
ESTATES SUBDIVISION: Assistant Community and Economic Development Director Neal Starkebaum
and attorney David Leinsdorf were present for discussion.

ACEDD Starkebaum stated that the Planning Commission’s approval of this request was unanimous. He
also confirmed that the homeowners’ association submitted the required correspondence.

Commissioner Messner stated that trail access points should be considered in the future. Mr. Leinsdorf
confirmed that Mr. Goddard has had ongoing discussions with the City of Gunnison and Deputy County
Manager Marlene Crosby, and that he is not currently interested in dedicating a trail. However, he noted
that Mr. Goddard is willing to participate in a site visit in order to identify different options that may be
available and agreeable to him. The Board agreed that this would be beneficial, and that the site visit
should include Commissioner Houck as a representative from the Board, DCM Croshy, a staff member from
the Community and Economic Development Department, and a City employee. Moved by Commissioner
Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner to approve Resolution #2017-37, a Resolution Approving Land
Use Change Permit No. 2017-00023, a Land Use Change Permit for William Goddard, Jr., Church Lot Replat,
Riverwalk Estates Subdivision as presented today, and approve the signature of the Chair on the plat.
Motion carried unanimously.

LOT CLUSTER REQUEST; LOTS 87 & 88, MARBLE SKI AREA FILING NO. 3; KAREN ELIZABETH
SEVERSON: Administrative Services Manager Beth Baker was present for discussion.

ASM Baker stated that, if approved, this cluster will result in one 1.3-acre lot. Ms. Severson intends to
build a residence on this lot. Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner to
approve the Lot Cluster Request for Lots 87 and 88 in the Marble Ski Area Filing No. 3 for Karen Elizabeth
Severson as presented this morning. Motion carried unanimously.

COMMISSIONER ITEMS: This discussion began earlier than scheduled due to a gap in the meeting.

Commissioner Houck:

1. Gunnison Public Lands Initiative (GPLI). Commissioner Houck informed the Board that the
GPLI group met last week with the Hinsdale County commissioners, two representatives from
Representative Scott Tipton'’s office, two representatives from Senator Cory Gardner’s office,
and John Whitney from Senator Michael Bennet's office. The meeting went well, and the group
agreed that conversations with those counties that neighbor the proposed lands would be
beneficial. There is a fair amount of work yet to be done before a recommendation can be
formulated.
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2. Colorado Counties, Inc. (CCl). Commissioner Houck informed the Board that he attended CCI
meetings on Friday to take the first look at all bills proposed by Colorado counties. Follow up
discussions are scheduled for 10/11 and 10/12. Commissioner Messner brought forward the
lodging tax item from Gunnison County, and attendees found value in the discussion. That
being, since there is a clear nexus between tourism and housing, Gunnison County would like
to evaluate the state statute for more permissive language that might allow lodging taxes being
applied to housing issues. Commissioner Houck noted that this type of change would allow
the current lodging tax to be used toward workforce and affordable housing.

3. Polly Oberosler. Commissioner Houck informed the Board that he met with Ms. Oberosler to
discuss the location of the rodeo grounds. During that conversation, he was clear that there
would have to be a compelling reason to engage in the idea of moving the rodeo grounds to a
new location. CM Birnie noted that, historically, the Cattlemen’s Days Committee has not been
interested in moving the rodeo grounds, and Commissioner Houck agreed and added that he
has no knowledge of a change in the Committee’s stance. The Board agreed that there would
need to be a concrete, site-specific plan in order to consider a relocation, because it is neither
a strategic priority nor a strategic funding priority.

4. Freshman Western State Colorado University Class. Commissioner Houck stated that he met
with members of this class at the university to discuss ways that they could become involved
with local initiatives.

Commissioner Messner:

1. North Fork Coal Mine Methane Working Group. Commissioner Messner stated that the initial
meeting was convened with a good group of stakeholders, including representatives from the
Bureau of Land Management, Forest Service, all congressional offices, Department of Natural
Resources, Department of Local Affairs, Colorado Energy Office, Gunnison and Delta Counties,
High Country Conservation Advocates, Western Slope Conservation Center, Conservation
Colorado, all three mines in the North Fork region. Commissioner Houck stated that having
involvement from Tri-State is very important as well. During that meeting, the discussion
revolved around the Memorandum of Understand (MOU) language creation, as well as the
group’s structure and objectives. The implementation of ideas will be an important
consideration in future meetings, and the next is scheduled to take place during the first week
of November. The group is leaning toward the concept of this group being a stand-alone entity
with a separate MOU to work on methane capture, with linkage to and vision similar to the
North Fork group.

BREAK: The meeting recessed from 9:30 until 9:32 am in order to hold the below Public Hearing.

PUBLIC HEARING; COLORADO LIQUOR RETAIL LICENSE APPLICATION; TASSINONG FARMS,
LLC. : County Clerk and Recorder Kathy Simillion and the applicant, Kathryn Haverkampf, were present
for discussion.

Open Public Hearing. Chairperson Chamberland opened the Public Hearing at 9:30 am.

Public Notice Confirmation. CCR Simillion confirmed that the Public Hearing had been properly
public noticed.

Identify Ex Parte Communications. There were no ex parte communications identified.

Staff Presentation. CCR Simillion stated that this business is located in CB South, the inspection
has been completed, and signage is posted. She did not received any concerns about the
application. Documentation from the Colorado Department of Revenue is pending, but everything
is in order.

Applicant Presentation. None.

Board Questions. None.

Public Comments. Chairperson Chamberland opened the Public Hearing to comments at 9:32 am,
but none were provided.

Acknowledge Correspondence Received. No additional correspondence was identified.

Applicant Response. None.

Close Public Hearing. Chairperson Chamberland closed the Public Hearing at 9:32 am and
immediately reconvened the Gunnison County Board of County Commissioners Meeting.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, second by Commissioner Messner to approve the Colorado Liquor Retail
License Application for Tassinong Farms, LLC, as presented today, pending the correct documentation being
received back from the State, and that the correct signatures be attached to the application. Motion carried
unanimously.
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UNSCHEDULED CITIZENS: There were no Unscheduled Citizens present for discussion.
COMMISSIONER ITEMS (continued):

Commissioner Messner (continued):

2. Gunnison Valley Rural Transportation Authority (RTA) Funding. Commissioner Messner
informed the Board that Senator Kerry Donovan has asked for information regarding the Rural
Transportation Authority and its inability to collect sales tax on marijuana due to an inadvertent
legislative issue that primarily affects transportation districts. A potential solution was
discussed during a special session, and Commissioner Messnher has not received an update
since that session. However, he noted that the County’s representatives are supportive of
fixing the issue.

3. Community Builders. Commissioner Messner stated that he and other local representatives
recently spent three days in Glenwood Springs meeting with the Community Builders group to
discuss housing issues. The by-invitation meeting was well attended and beneficial.

4. Energy Summit. Commissioner Messner stated that he and two other County representatives
attended the Energy Summit in Paonia, which was coordinated by one of Delta’s economic
groups. Over 100 people were in attendance.

5. Economic Development Conference. Commissioner Messner was at this conference during the
meeting, which is why he appeared via telephone. Among other important discussions, he
attended the Governor candidate debate yesterday, and he will attend the affordable housing
discussion on 10/4.

6. Sustainable Recreation and Outdoor Recreation (STOR) Committee Applications.
Commissioner Messner acknowledged that applications to serve on the STOR Committee have
been received. Interviews will take place on 11/7.

Commissioner Chamberland:

1. Coffee with the Community. Chairperson Chamberland stated that he recently attended this
event at the request of the CB Library. It was well attended, and the only topic brought forward
was the Brush Creek project. Commissioner Houck noted that the County’s representative on
the Gunnison Valley Regional Housing Authority (GVRHA) contacted him to discuss a request
for the GVRHA to review an alternate proposal from an affordable housing standpoint, and he
asked for feedback relative to whether or not the review of an alternate proposal would be
appropriate. Chairperson Chamberland stated that it might be beneficial to have a viable
proposal in the event that the current proposal does not make it through the planning process,
but he agreed that any new applications would need to go through the proper process.
Commissioner Houck opined, since the alternate proposal was not presented during the open
RFQ and RFP process, that it would not be appropriate to review it at this time. He also noted
that the RFQ and RFP process was open to the public, that the panel included representatives
from each of the participating parties, and that the participating parties unanimously decided
to proceed through the planning process with the current developer. The GVRHA is scheduled
to meet again on 10/10. County Attorney David Baumgarten suggested that, since a response
to the correspondence received by the GVRHA is not time sensitive, the Board did not need to
respond to the request during this meeting. He further stated that discussions should take
place in a formally noticed manner during a future meeting. The Board agreed that any new
proposals should not be allowed to circumvent the established process.

Commissioner Houck (continued):

2. Gunnison Public Lands Initiative. As the County representative on the GPLI as an ex-officio
member, Commissioner Houck attends all meetings. He stated that the US Forest Service is
very interested in the GPLI offering substantial comments during the forest-planning process.
He requested input from the Board. He envisions that the GPLI will eventually bring a
recommendation to the Board for discussion, but that the County will submit separate Forest
Plan comments as a cooperating agency. The Board stated agreement with this approach, and
CM Birnie suggested that Gunnison County then be left off of the GPLI's comments letter.

ADJOURN: Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Chairperson Chamberland to adjourn the
meeting. Motion carried unanimously. The meeting adjourned at 10:06 am.

Methods of Record Destruction:

The below methods are acceptable for destroying records. However, it is important to note that, when
dealing with confidential information such as law enforcement and personnel information, these types of
records must be shredded to prevent them from being reconstructed by unauthorized parties.
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1. Shred: This method is most suited for the secure destruction of confidential records such as the
ones mentioned above.

2. Recycle: This method is desirable for non-confidential records where possible. It promotes good
conservation and reuse of paper resources.

Records that are the subject of a legal hold order should not be destroyed!

Assessors should keep a record of the records destroyed, regardless of whether destruction is coordinated
at a centralized or decentralized level, to be able to show that destruction took place in the normal course
of business. A log or form used to keep track of records destruction should include the following information
at a minimum:

1. Date of destruction.

2. Destruction method.

3. Volume of records destroyed, usually in estimated cubic feet.

4. Records descriptions, such as the types and date ranges of the records destroyed [for instance:
Foreclosure records (2005) or Release records (1979—1980)] or a listing of the specific file folder
titles, depending on the level of tracking the Assessor wants to do.

5. Who authorized, supervised and/or accomplished the records destruction.

6. Retention Schedule reference numbers.

Grant Request from the City of Gunnison “Public Service Grant”

Description* Provide a brief description of the program or service

The Gunnison County Multicultural Resource Services (MRS) requests funding to assist the City of
Gunnison achieve the strategic goal “Increase community engagement efforts and strengthen local
and regional partnerships” delineated in the DRAFT 2017 strategic plan.

Of the 200 families served by the MRS annually, 69% reside within the city limits and often are
unaware of activities and opportunities offered by the City of Gunnison as well as their
responsibilities as community members due to language barriers as well as lack of participation in
community discussions.

The MRS was established in 2001 and is part of the Gunnison County Department of Health and
Human Services. Several organizations and foundations have provided funding over the years,
including: Caring for Colorado Foundation, The Colorado Trust Immigrant Integration Initiative,
Office of Health Disparities, and El Pomar Foundation. The MRS has also received local funding from
the Community Foundation of the Gunnison Valley, the Rotary Club, and Project Hope, as well as
through the Gunnison Department of Health and Human Services (Public Health and Human Services
programs), such as Mentor’s Youth Program Tobacco Education & Prevention grant, FAST (Family
Advocacy Support Team), GCSAPP (Gunnison County Substance Abuse Prevention Program), among
others.

Currently, 49% of the MRS coordinator’s time is funded by the Colorado Health Foundation (funding
ends August 2018). Additional funds come from Colorado Department of Public Health and the
Environment through Healthy Communities (29%) and HCP (Program for children for special needs)
(14%) to provide care coordination for children, and for adults and children who have Medicaid
and/or Medicare (1%) and County Admin (7%) .

Since the inception of the MRS, our efforts have focused on increasing equitable access to public
services, specifically culturally and linguistically appropriate health care for minority Limited English
Proficiency (LEP) residents. The MRS coordinator serves as a community resource for information,
providing interpretation and translation services, and culturally appropriate health education and
information, assisting people in receiving the care they need, giving informal counseling and
guidance on health behaviors, and advocating for individual and community health needs.

The MRS works closely with multiple local partners including the local school system, juvenile
services, law enforcement, domestic violence programs, substance abuse prevention programs,
mentoring programs, adult English education, food pantry, the library, and many other organizations
within Gunnison City limits.

Many of these partners contact the MRS for guidance around cultural and linguistic competencies or
advice on how to engage the LEP community. Over the years there has been close collaboration
with the City of Gunnison.

A few examples include:

e (City of Gunnison and Gunnison County requested input into their master strategic plans by
inviting the MRS and members of the immigrant community to hear first-hand about the LEP
community needs.





e In December 2016 the City of Gunnison recognized the International Day of the Migrant by
signing a Proclamation welcoming all immigrants in our community.

e Asaresult of the County-wide OVPP (One Valley Prosperity Project) some of the needs of
this population were addressed by the City of Gunnison, such as establishment of better
communication with local law enforcement and substandard housing conditions.

e The MRS coordinator assists LEP community members in understanding utility bills and
calling Finance to ask questions on behalf of City residents

e The MRS has translated documents for the Rec. Center.

e The City Court regularly requests interpreters.

e The MRS often translates posters for events organized by the City of Gunnison, promotes
the events among the LEP community, and gather volunteers for City cleanups.

e (City Police often contact the MRS for help and advice when they have an encounter with a
LEP family, especially when there is a youth in conflict where the officer needs cultural and
linguistic information.

e The MRS coordinator is responsible to communicate to the LEP community members in case
of emergencies, such as possible flooding, possible epidemics (H1IN1, hepatitis A, flu, etc.)

e The MRS coordinator has often been responsible for good turnout at community meetings
at the request of a City of Gunnison

Funding Impact* Please describe the resulting impact to your program or service in the event
funding is not approved or your application is only funded in part.

The MRS has a long standing relation with the LEP community and knows how to communicate and
engage this sector of our population. This is a population that does not typically join community
discussions, which would change with the active involvement of the MRS.

The MRS works very closely with the CAFE program out of Gunnison Library, and HAP (Hispanic
Affairs Project), two organizations in the community that serve the LEP community in different
capacities. The MRS plans to collaborate with both organizations, as well as local pastors of the
three Spanish speaking churches to help achieve the City of Gunnison’s objectives.

Population Served*
The MRS served 204 families in 2016, comprised of 590 individuals, of which 262 were children. 69%
of the families live within the City of Gunnison limits.

Justification* Why do you think the program or service should be funded by the
taxpayers of the City of Gunnison?

We live in ONE VALLEY and the Prosperity of the entire population is affected by the wellbeing of
every segment. Lack of funding to provide services for the LEP community members impacts our
entire community as demonstrated during a lapse of diminished funding from July 2016-August 2017
when 95% of the funding received by the MRS was directed towards care coordination for Medicaid
and Medicare community members, only leaving a few hours a week to serve the LEP community.
During that time the number of contacts between MRS coordinator and providers (a contact is any
type of communication on behalf of MRS clients) were reduced by 20% during the first 8 months of
2017 compared to the same period in 2016. Even though the number of contacts stayed relatively
high, the quality of the services provided was diminished due to lack of time. For example, the
number of youth signing up for the Choice Pass decreased by 33% during the time when the MRS





coordinator was not available to promote the program for LEP families and help them sign up.
Anecdotal information by Public Health staff also indicates a substantial reduction in LEP community
members participating in mass immunization clinics when MRS coordinator engagement efforts
were reduced due to funding issues.

Objective #1*

By March 2018 the MRS coordinator will increase the quality, frequency, and variety of tools used to
engage and inform the LEP community. This objective will be achieved by meeting with key
employees of the City of Gunnison and providing Cultural and Linguistic recommendations and
suggestions that can help build trust with these community members.

Objective #2*

By the end of the grant period fliers for all events organized by the City of Gunnison will be
translated into Spanish and disseminated to the LEP community. This will be demonstrated by the
production of fliers that can be updated every year.

Objective #3*

By the end of the grant period, LEP community members (adults and children) will increase their
participation in community events organized by the City of Gunnison. This will be quantified by a
phone survey to MRS clients asking if they participated in a list of events during the grant period vs
participated in the past.

Amount requested: $8,840 for 1 year (December 1, 2017-November 30, 2018)

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1. PARTIES

This Grant Agreement (hereinafter called “Grant”) is entered into by and among Western State Colorado
University Foundation (hereinafter called “Grantee™), Gunnison County, Hinsdale County, Ouray County,
Saguache County, and San Miguel County (hereinafter called “Counties™), and the STATE OF COLORADO,
acting by and through the Colorado Department of Higher Education on behalf of the Colorado Opportunity
Scholarship Initiative (hereinafter called the “State” or “CDHE”).

2. EFFECTIVE DATE AND NOTICE OF NONLIABILITY.

This Grant shall not be effective or enforceable until it is approved and signed by the Colorado State Controller
or designee (hereinafter called the “Effective Date”). The State shall not be liable to pay or reimburse Grantee
for any performance hereunder, including, but not limited to costs or expenses incurred, or be bound by any
provision hereof prior to the Effective Date.

3. RECITALS

A. Authority, Appropriation, and Approval
Authority to enter into this Grant exists in C.R.S. § 23-3.3-1001, et seq., and funds have been budgeted,
appropriated and otherwise made available pursuant to C.R.S. § 23-3.3-1005 and a sufficient
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unencumbered balance thereof remains available for payment. Required approvals, clearance and
coordination have been accomplished from and with appropriate agencies.

B. Consideration
The Parties acknowledge that the mutual promises and covenants contained herein and other good and
valuable consideration are sufficient and adequate to support this Grant.

C. Purpose
This Grant Agreement addresses the second phase of the Scholarship Initiative, which is to build a
scholarship fund leveraged by matching funds from nonprofit and private donors designed to incentivize
increased scholarship giving in the State of Colorado. These dollars are intended to complement the
services offered by student support programs that received funding during the first phase of the Scholarship
Initiative, and to expand upon other student support services in the state.

Grant awards for matching student scholarships are intended to generate greater availability of scholarship
dollars for Colorado students demonstrating need, promote scholarship programs that include student
support services, encourage communities to create or leverage foundations that assist students with the
costs of higher education and encourage pursuit of a degree or credential, and to align tuition assistance
programs with workforce development programs.

The Scholarship Initiative shall distribute grants for matching student scholarships to entities committed
and able to provide matching funds, and not directly to students. Grants will be awarded in three specific
categories: County-based grants, Institution of Higher Education Grants, and Workforce Development
grants. Criteria for matching student scholarships in each of the three categories will be determined and
published annually in the initiative’s request for proposal for matching student scholarship grants.

The Counties are grant recipients in the County-based category of matching student scholarship grants. Per
the Counties' response to the initiative’s request for proposal for matching student scholarship grants,

herein incorporated by reference, the Counties have designated Grantee to receive and administer Grant
Funds designated to provide student tuition assistance in the Gunnison County, Hinsdale County, Ouray
County, Saguache County, and San Miguel County areas. CDHE, the Counties, and Grantee agree that (i)
Grantee will receive and administer such Grant Funds in accordance with all requirements of 8 CCR 1504-
9, (ii) Grantee will provide those Services described in Exhibit A, the Statement of Work, (iii) Grantee will
contribute matching funds in an amount equivalent to the amount provided by the State, up to the
maximum amount set forth in 87.A, and (iv) Grantee will timely provide proof of matching funds prior to
disbursement of funds by the State using the commitment letter, attached as Exhibit D.

D. References
All references in this Grant to sections (whether spelled out or using the § symbol), subsections, exhibits or
other attachments, are references to sections, subsections, exhibits or other attachments contained herein or
incorporated as a part hereof, unless otherwise noted.

4. DEFINITIONS

The following terms as used herein shall be construed and interpreted as follows:

A. Budget
“Budget” means the budget for the Work described in Exhibit A.

B. Evaluation
“Evaluation” means the process of examining Grantee’s Work and rating it based on criteria established in
86 and Exhibit A.

C. Exhibits and other Attachments
The following are attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein: Exhibit A (Statement of Work),
Exhibit B (Annual Budget), Exhibit C (Grantee Report), and Exhibit D (Commitment Letter).

D. Fiscal Year or FY
“Fiscal Year” or “FY” means the State’s fiscal year, which begins on July 1 of each calendar year and ends
on June 30 of the following calendar year.






E. Goods
“Goods” means tangible material acquired, produced, or delivered by Grantee either separately or in
conjunction with the Services Grantee renders hereunder.

F. Grant
“Grant” means this Grant, its terms and conditions, attached exhibits, documents incorporated by reference
under the terms of this Grant, and any future modifying agreements, exhibits, attachments or references
incorporated herein pursuant to Colorado State law, Fiscal Rules, and State Controller Policies.

G. Grant Funds
“Grant Funds” means available funds payable by the State to Grantee pursuant to this Grant.

H. Matching Funds
“Matching Funds” means scholarship funds raised by Grantee to satisfy the 1:1 funding match required by
8 CCR 1504-9 §2.04. Qualifying funds shall be funds that are raised or designated by Grantee specifically
to satisfy the 1:1 contribution requirement for the purposes of this Grant and funds that were not previously
directly or indirectly used to support existing scholarships.

I. Party or Parties
“Party” means the State or Grantee and “Parties” means both the State and Grantee.

J. Program
“Program” means the Colorado Opportunity Scholarship Initiative grant program that provides the funding
for this Grant.

K. Review
“Review” means examining Grantee’s Work to ensure that it is adequate, accurate, correct and in
accordance with the criteria established in 86 and Exhibit A.

L. Services
“Services” means the required services to be performed by Grantee pursuant to this Grant.

M. Subgrantee
“Subgrantee” means third-parties, if any, engaged by Grantee to aid in performance of its obligations.

N. Tuition Assistance
“Tuition Assistance” means financial assistance to an eligible student of an eligible institution, including
such financial assistance as is necessary to pay the costs of tuition, fees, books, housing, food, and
transportation.

O. Work
“Work” means the tasks and activities Grantee is required to perform to fulfill its obligations under this
Grant and Exhibit A, including the performance of the Services and delivery of the Goods.

P. Work Product
“Work Product” means the tangible or intangible results of Grantee’s Work, including, but not limited to,
software, research, reports, studies, data, photographs, negatives or other finished or unfinished documents,
drawings, models, surveys, maps, materials, or work product of any type, including drafts.

5. TERM

A. Initial Term-Work Commencement
The Parties respective performances under this Grant shall commence on the Effective Date. This Grant
shall terminate June 30, 2019 unless sooner terminated or further extended as specified elsewhere herein.
B. Two Month Extension
The State, at its sole discretion upon written notice to Grantee as provided in §16, may unilaterally extend
the term of this Grant for a period not to exceed two months if the Parties are negotiating a replacement
Grant (and not merely seeking a term extension) at or near the end of any initial term or any extension
thereof. The provisions of this Grant in effect when such notice is given, including, but not limited to
prices, rates, and delivery requirements, shall remain in effect during the two month extension. The two-
month extension shall immediately terminate when and if a replacement Grant is approved and signed by
the Colorado State Controller.






6. STATEMENT OF WORK

A. Completion
Grantee shall complete the Work and its other obligations as described herein and in Exhibit A on or
before June 30, 2019. The State shall not be liable to compensate Grantee for any Work performed prior to
the Effective Date or after the termination of this Grant.

B. Goods and Services
Grantee shall procure Goods and Services necessary to complete the Work. Such procurement shall be
accomplished using the Grant Funds and shall not increase the maximum amount payable hereunder by the
State.

C. Employees
All persons employed by Grantee or Subgrantees shall be considered Grantee’s or Subgrantees’
employee(s) for all purposes hereunder and shall not be employees of the State for any purpose as a result
of this Grant.

7. PAYMENTS TO GRANTEE
The State shall, in accordance with the provisions of this 87, pay Grantee in the following amounts and using the
methods set forth below:

A. Maximum Amount
The maximum amount payable under this Grant to Grantee by the State is $32,372.00, as determined by the
State from available funds. Grantee agrees to provide any additional funds required for the successful
completion of the Work. Payments to Grantee are limited to the unpaid obligated balance of the Grant as
set forth in Exhibit A. The maximum amount payable by the State to Grantee during each State fiscal year
of this Grant shall be:

$18,000.00 in FY 2017/2018
$14,372.00 in FY 2018/2019

B. Payment

i. Advance, Interim and Final Payments
Any advance payment allowed under this Grant or in Exhibit A shall comply with State Fiscal Rules
and be made in accordance with the provisions of this Grant or such Exhibit. Grantee shall initiate any
payment requests by submitting invoices to the State in the form and manner set forth and approved by
the State.

ii. Interest
The State shall fully pay each invoice within 45 days of receipt thereof if the amount invoiced
represents performance by Grantee previously accepted by the State. Uncontested amounts not paid by
the State within 45 days may, if Grantee so requests, bear interest on the unpaid balance beginning on
the 46th day at a rate not to exceed one percent per month until paid in full; provided, however, that
interest shall not accrue on unpaid amounts that are subject to a good faith dispute. Grantee shall
invoice the State separately for accrued interest on delinquent amounts. The billing shall reference the
delinquent payment, the number of day’s interest to be paid and the interest rate.

iii. Available Funds-Contingency-Termination
The State is prohibited by law from making fiscal commitments beyond the term of the State’s current
fiscal year. Therefore, Grantee’s compensation is contingent upon the continuing availability of State
appropriations as provided in the Colorado Special Provisions, set forth below. If federal funds are
used with this Grant in whole or in part, the State’s performance hereunder is contingent upon the
continuing availability of such funds. Payments pursuant to this Grant shall be made only from
available funds encumbered for this Grant and the State’s liability for such payments shall be limited
to the amount remaining of such encumbered funds. If State or federal funds are not appropriated, or
otherwise become unavailable to fund this Grant, the State may immediately terminate this Grant in
whole or in part without further liability in accordance with the provisions herein.

iv. Erroneous Payments






At the State’s sole discretion, payments made to Grantee in error for any reason, including, but not
limited to overpayments or improper payments, and unexpended or excess funds received by Grantee,
may be recovered from Grantee by deduction from subsequent payments under this Grant or other
Grants, grants or agreements between the State and Grantee or by other appropriate methods and
collected as a debt due to the State. Such funds shall not be paid to any person or entity other than the
State.
v. Invoice Schedule
The State will disburse Grant Funds to Grantee according to the invoice schedule, attached as Exhibit
B. Disbursements according to the invoice schedule are contingent on the Grantee’s ability to raise
matching funds for the purpose of this Grant. Payments of Grant Funds per the invoice schedule will
not be administered until proof of funds (Exhibit D) has been received to the satisfaction of CDHE.
The invoice schedule will reflect that matching funds provided by Grantee shall be used prior to the
distribution of Grant Funds for the benefit of individual students receiving scholarships.
C. Use of Funds

Grant Funds shall be used only for eligible costs identified herein and/or in Exhibit B, the Budget. Grantee

may adjust budgeted expenditure amounts up to 10% within each line item of the Budget without approval

of the State, so long as the Grantee provides CDHE with advance notice of adjustments to the Budget in

writing. Adjustments in excess of 10% shall be authorized by the State in an amendment to this Grant. The

State’s total consideration shall not exceed the maximum amount shown herein.

D. Matching Funds

Grantee shall provide matching funds on a 1:1 basis as stated in Exhibit B and 8 CCR 1504-9 82.04.1.1, up

to the maximum amount set forth in §7.A. Grantee shall report to the State regarding the fundraising status

of such funds using the commitment letter, attached as Exhibit D.

8. REPORTING - NOTIFICATION
Reports, Evaluations, and Reviews required under this 88 shall be in accordance with the procedures of and in
such form as prescribed by the State and in accordance with 819, if applicable.

A. Performance, Progress, Personnel, and Funds
Grantee shall submit a report to the State upon expiration or before termination of this Grant, containing an
Evaluation and Review of Grantee’s performance and the final status of Grantee's obligations hereunder. In
addition, Grantee shall comply with all reporting requirements, if any, set forth in Exhibit A.

B. Litigation Reporting
Within 10 days after being served with any pleading in a legal action filed with a court or administrative
agency, related to this Grant or which may affect Grantee’s ability to perform its obligations hereunder,
Grantee shall notify the State of such action and deliver copies of such pleadings to the State’s principal
representative as identified herein. If the State’s principal representative is not then serving, such notice and
copies shall be delivered to the Executive Director of CDHE.

C. Performance Outside the State of Colorado and/or the United States
[Not applicable if Grant Funds include any federal funds] Following the Effective Date, Grantee shall
provide written notice to the State, in accordance with §16 (Notices and Representatives), within 20 days
of the earlier to occur of Grantee’s decision to perform, or its execution of an agreement with a Subgrantee
to perform, Services outside the State of Colorado and/or the United States. Such notice shall specify the
type of Services to be performed outside the State of Colorado and/or the United States and the reason why
it is necessary or advantageous to perform such Services at such location or locations. All notices received
by the State pursuant to this §8.C shall be posted on the Colorado Department of Personnel &
Administration’s website. Knowing failure by Grantee to provide notice to the State under this §8.C shall
constitute a material breach of this Grant.

D. Noncompliance
Grantee’s failure to provide reports and notify the State in a timely manner in accordance with this 88 may
result in the delay of payment of funds and/or termination as provided under this Grant.






E. Subgrants
Copies of any and all subgrants entered into by Grantee to perform its obligations hereunder shall be
submitted to the State or its principal representative upon request by the State. Any and all subgrants
entered into by Grantee related to its performance hereunder shall comply with all applicable federal and
state laws and shall provide that such subgrants be governed by the laws of the State of Colorado.

9. GRANTEE RECORDS
Grantee shall make, keep, maintain and allow inspection and monitoring of the following records:

A. Maintenance
Grantee shall make, keep, maintain, and allow inspection and monitoring by the State of a complete file of
all records, documents, communications, notes and other written materials, electronic media files, and
communications, pertaining in any manner to the Work or the delivery of Services (including, but not
limited to the operation of programs) or Goods hereunder. Grantee shall maintain such records (the Record
Retention Period) until the last to occur of the following: (i) a period of three years after the date this Grant
is completed or terminated, or (ii) final payment is made hereunder, whichever is later, or (iii) for such
further period as may be necessary to resolve any pending matters, or (iv) if an audit is occurring, or
Grantee has received notice that an audit is pending, then until such audit has been completed and its
findings have been resolved (the “Record Retention Period”).

B. Inspection
Grantee shall permit the State, the federal government and any other duly authorized agent of a
governmental agency to audit, inspect, examine, excerpt, copy and/or transcribe Grantee's records related to
this Grant during the Record Retention Period for a period of three years following termination of this
Grant or final payment hereunder, whichever is later, to assure compliance with the terms hereof or to
evaluate Grantee's performance hereunder. The State reserves the right to inspect the Work at all reasonable
times and places during the term of this Grant, including any extension. If the Work fails to conform to the
requirements of this Grant, the State may require Grantee promptly to bring the Work into conformity with
Grant requirements, at Grantee’s sole expense. If the Work cannot be brought into conformance by re-
performance or other corrective measures, the State may require Grantee to take necessary action to ensure
that future performance conforms to Grant requirements and exercise the remedies available under this
Grant, at law or inequity in lieu of or in conjunction with such corrective measures.

C. Monitoring
Grantee shall permit the State, the federal government, and other governmental agencies having
jurisdiction, in their sole discretion, to monitor all activities conducted by Grantee pursuant to the terms of
this Grant using any reasonable procedure, including, but not limited to: internal evaluation procedures,
examination of program data, special analyses, on-site checking, formal audit examinations, or any other
procedures. All monitoring controlled by the State shall be performed in a manner that shall not unduly
interfere with Grantee’s performance hereunder.

D. Final Audit Report
If an audit is performed on Grantee’s records for any fiscal year covering a portion of the term of this
Grant, Grantee shall submit a copy of the final audit report to the State or its principal representative at the
address specified herein.

10. CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION-STATE RECORDS

Grantee shall comply with the provisions of this §10 if it becomes privy to confidential information in

connection with its performance hereunder. Confidential information, includes, but is not necessarily limited to,

state records, personnel records, and information concerning individuals.

A. Confidentiality
Grantee shall keep all State records and information confidential at all times and to comply with all laws
and regulations concerning confidentiality of information. Any request or demand by a third party for State
records and information in the possession of Grantee shall be immediately forwarded to the State’s
principal representative.






B. Notification
Grantee shall notify its agent, employees, Subgrantees, and assigns who may come into contact with State
records and confidential information that each is subject to the confidentiality requirements set forth herein,
and shall provide each with a written explanation of such requirements before they are permitted to access
such records and information.

C. Use, Security, and Retention
Confidential information of any kind shall not be distributed or sold to any third party or used by Grantee
or its agents in any way, except as authorized by this Grant or approved in writing by the State. Grantee
shall provide and maintain a secure environment that ensures confidentiality of all State records and other
confidential information wherever located. Confidential information shall not be retained in any files or
otherwise by Grantee or its agents, except as permitted in this Grant or approved in writing by the State.

D. Disclosure-Liability
Disclosure of State records or other confidential information by Grantee for any reason may be cause for
legal action by third parties against Grantee, the State or their respective agents. Grantee shall indemnify,
save, and hold harmless the State, its employees and agents, against any and all claims, damages, liability
and court awards including costs, expenses, and attorney fees and related costs, incurred as a result of any
act or omission by Grantee, or its employees, agents, Subgrantees, or assignees pursuant to this §10.

11. CONFLICTS OF INTEREST

Grantee shall not engage in any business or personal activities or practices or maintain any relationships which
conflict in any way with the full performance of Grantee’s obligations hereunder. Grantee acknowledges that
with respect to this Grant, even the appearance of a conflict of interest is harmful to the State’s interests. Absent
the State’s prior written approval, Grantee shall refrain from any practices, activities or relationships that
reasonably appear to be in conflict with the full performance of Grantee’s obligations to the State hereunder. If a
conflict or appearance exists, or if Grantee is uncertain whether a conflict or the appearance of a conflict of
interest exists, Grantee shall submit to the State a disclosure statement setting forth the relevant details for the
State’s consideration. Failure to promptly submit a disclosure statement or to follow the State’s direction in
regard to the apparent conflict constitutes a breach of this Grant.

12. REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES
Grantee makes the following specific representations and warranties, each of which was relied on by the State in
entering into this Grant.
A. Standard and Manner of Performance
Grantee shall perform its obligations hereunder in accordance with the highest standards of care, skill and
diligence in the industry, trades or profession and in the sequence and manner set forth in this Grant.

B. Legal Authority — Grantee and Grantee’s Signatory
Grantee warrants that it possesses the legal authority to enter into this Grant and that it has taken all actions
required by its procedures, by-laws, and/or applicable laws to exercise that authority, and to lawfully
authorize its undersigned signatory to execute this Grant, or any part thereof, and to bind Grantee to its
terms. If requested by the State, Grantee shall provide the State with proof of Grantee’s authority to enter
into this Grant within 15 days of receiving such request.

C. Licenses, Permits, Etc.
Grantee represents and warrants that as of the Effective Date it has, and that at all times during the term
hereof it shall have, at its sole expense, all licenses, certifications, approvals, insurance, permits, and other
authorization required by law to perform its obligations hereunder. Grantee warrants that it shall maintain
all necessary licenses, certifications, approvals, insurance, permits, and other authorizations required to
properly perform this Grant, without reimbursement by the State or other adjustment in Grant Funds.
Additionally, all employees and agents of Grantee performing Services under this Grant shall hold all
required licenses or certifications, if any, to perform their responsibilities. Grantee, if a foreign corporation
or other foreign entity transacting business in the State of Colorado, further warrants that it currently has
obtained and shall maintain any applicable certificate of authority to transact business in the State of
Colorado and has designated a registered agent in Colorado to accept service of process. Any revocation,
withdrawal or non-renewal of licenses, certifications, approvals, insurance, permits or any such similar
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requirements necessary for Grantee to properly perform the terms of this Grant shall be deemed to be a
material breach by Grantee and constitute grounds for termination of this Grant.

D. Signatures/E-delivery
Electronic and scanned signatures shall have the same legal effect and can be enforced in the same way as
a written signature shall constitute effective execution and delivery of this Agreement as to the Parties and
may be used in lieu of the original Agreement for all purposes. Signatures of the Parties transmitted by
facsimile shall be deemed to be their original signatures for all purposes.

13. INSURANCE

Grantee and its Subgrantees shall obtain and maintain insurance as specified in this section at all times during
the term of this Grant: All policies evidencing the insurance coverage required hereunder shall be issued by
insurance companies satisfactory to Grantee and the State.

A. Grantee

i. Public Entities
If Grantee is a "public entity" within the meaning of the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act, CRS
824-10-101, et seq., as amended (the “GIA”), then Grantee shall maintain at all times during the term
of this Grant such liability insurance, by commercial policy or self-insurance, as is necessary to meet
its liabilities under the GIA. Grantee shall show proof of such insurance satisfactory to the State, if
requested by the State. Grantee shall require each Grant with Subgrantees that are public entities,
providing Goods or Services hereunder, to include the insurance requirements necessary to meet
Subgrantee’s liabilities under the GIA.

ii. Non-Public Entities
If Grantee is not a "public entity" within the meaning of the GIA, Grantee shall obtain and maintain
during the term of this Grant insurance coverage and policies meeting the same requirements set forth
in 813(B) with respect to Subgrantees that are not "public entities".

B. Grantee and Subgrantees
Grantee shall require each Grant with Subgrantees, other than those that are public entities, providing
Goods or Services in connection with this Grant, to include insurance requirements substantially similar to
the following:
iii. Worker’s Compensation
Worker’s Compensation Insurance as required by State statute, and Employer’s Liability Insurance
covering all of Grantee and Subgrantee employees acting within the course and scope of their
employment.
iv. General Liability
Commercial General Liability Insurance written on 1ISO occurrence form CG 00 01 10/93 or
equivalent, covering premises operations, fire damage, independent contractors, products and
completed operations, blanket contractual liability, personal injury, and advertising liability with
minimum limits as follows: (a) $1,000,000 each occurrence; (b) $1,000,000 general aggregate; (c)
$1,000,000 products and completed operations aggregate; and (d) $50,000 any one fire. If any
aggregate limit is reduced below $1,000,000 because of claims made or paid, Subgrantee shall
immediately obtain additional insurance to restore the full aggregate limit and furnish to Grantee a
certificate or other document satisfactory to Grantee showing compliance with this provision.
v. Automobile Liability
Automobile Liability Insurance covering any auto (including owned, hired and non-owned autos) with
a minimum limit of $1,000,000 each accident combined single limit.
vi. Additional Insured
Grantee and the State shall be named as additional insured on the Commercial General Liability and
Automobile Liability Insurance policies (leases and construction Grants require additional insured
coverage for completed operations on endorsements CG 2010 11/85, CG 2037, or equivalent).
vii. Primacy of Coverage
Coverage required of Grantee and Subgrantees shall be primary over any insurance or self-insurance
program carried by Grantee or the State.






viii. Cancellation
The above insurance policies shall include provisions preventing cancellation or non-renewal without
at least 45 days prior notice to the Grantee and Grantee shall forward such notice to the State in
accordance with 816 (Notices and Representatives) within seven days of Grantee’s receipt of such
notice.
iX. Subrogation Waiver
All insurance policies in any way related to this Grant and secured and maintained by Grantee or its
Subgrantees as required herein shall include clauses stating that each carrier shall waive all rights of
recovery, under subrogation or otherwise, against Grantee or the State, its agencies, institutions,
organizations, officers, agents, employees, and volunteers.
C. Certificates
Grantee and all Subgrantees shall provide certificates showing insurance coverage required hereunder to
the State within seven business days of the Effective Date of this Grant. No later than 15 days prior to the
expiration date of any such coverage, Grantee and each Subgrantee shall deliver to the State or Grantee
certificates of insurance evidencing renewals thereof. In addition, upon request by the State at any other
time during the term of this Grant or any subgrant, Grantee and each Subgrantee shall, within 10 days of
such request, supply to the State evidence satisfactory to the State of compliance with the provisions of this
813.

14. BREACH

A. Defined
In addition to any breaches specified in other sections of this Grant, the failure of either Party to perform
any of its material obligations hereunder, in whole or in part or in a timely or satisfactory manner,
constitutes a breach. The institution of proceedings under any bankruptcy, insolvency, reorganization or
similar law, by or against Grantee, or the appointment of a receiver or similar officer for Grantee or any of
its property, which is not vacated or fully stayed within 20 days after the institution or occurrence thereof,
shall also constitute a breach.

B. Notice and Cure Period
In the event of a breach, notice of such shall be given in writing by the aggrieved Party to the other Party in
the manner provided in §16. If such breach is not cured within 30 days of receipt of written notice, or if a
cure cannot be completed within 30 days, or if cure of the breach has not begun within 30 days and pursued
with due diligence, the State may exercise any of the remedies set forth in 815. Notwithstanding anything
to the contrary herein, the State, in its sole discretion, need not provide advance notice or a cure period and
may immediately terminate this Grant in whole or in part if reasonably necessary to preserve public safety
or to prevent immediate public crisis.

15. REMEDIES
If Grantee is in breach under any provision of this Grant, the State shall have all of the remedies listed in this
8§15 in addition to all other remedies set forth in other sections of this Grant following the notice and cure period
set forth in 814(B). The State may exercise any or all of the remedies available to it, in its sole discretion,
concurrently or consecutively.
A. Termination for Cause and/or Breach
If Grantee fails to perform any of its obligations hereunder with such diligence as is required to ensure its
completion in accordance with the provisions of this Grant and in a timely manner, the State may notify
Grantee of such non-performance in accordance with the provisions herein. If Grantee thereafter fails to
promptly cure such non-performance within the cure period, the State, at its option, may terminate this
entire Grant or such part of this Grant as to which there has been delay or a failure to properly perform.
Exercise by the State of this right shall not be deemed a breach of its obligations hereunder. Grantee shall
continue performance of this Grant to the extent not terminated, if any.
i. Obligations and Rights
To the extent specified in any termination notice, Grantee shall not incur further obligations or render
further performance hereunder past the effective date of such notice, and shall terminate outstanding
orders and subcontracts with third parties. However, Grantee shall complete and deliver to the State all
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Work, Services and Goods not cancelled by the termination notice and may incur obligations as are
necessary to do so within this Grant’s terms. At the sole discretion of the State, Grantee shall assign to
the State all of Grantee's right, title, and interest under such terminated orders or subcontracts. Upon
termination, Grantee shall take timely, reasonable and necessary action to protect and preserve
property in the possession of Grantee in which the State has an interest. All materials owned by the
State in the possession of Grantee shall be immediately returned to the State. All Work Product, at the
option of the State, shall be delivered by Grantee to the State and shall become the State’s property.

ii. Payments
The State shall reimburse Grantee only for accepted performance up to the date of termination. If, after
termination by the State, it is determined that Grantee was not in breach or that Grantee's action or
inaction was excusable, such termination shall be treated as a termination in the public interest and the
rights and obligations of the Parties shall be the same as if this Grant had been terminated in the public
interest, as described herein.

iii. Damages and Withholding
Notwithstanding any other remedial action by the State, Grantee also shall remain liable to the State
for any damages sustained by the State by virtue of any breach under this Grant by Grantee and the
State may withhold any payment to Grantee for the purpose of mitigating the State’s damages, until
such time as the exact amount of damages due to the State from Grantee is determined. The State may
withhold any amount that may be due to Grantee as the State deems necessary to protect the State,
including loss as a result of outstanding liens or claims of former lien holders, or to reimburse the
State for the excess costs incurred in procuring similar goods or services. Grantee shall be liable for
excess costs incurred by the State in procuring from third parties replacement Work, Services or
substitute Goods as cover.

B. Early Termination in the Public Interest
The State is entering into this Grant for the purpose of carrying out the public policy of the State of
Colorado, as determined by its Governor, General Assembly, and/or Courts. If this Grant ceases to further
the public policy of the State, the State, in its sole discretion, may terminate this Grant in whole or in part.
Exercise by the State of this right shall not constitute a breach of the State’s obligations hereunder. This
subsection shall not apply to a termination of this Grant by the State for cause or breach by Grantee, which
shall be governed by §815(A) or as otherwise specifically provided for herein.
X. Method and Content
The State shall notify Grantee of such termination in accordance with §16. The notice shall specify the
effective date of the termination and whether it affects all or a portion of this Grant.
xi. Obligations and Rights
Upon receipt of a termination notice, Grantee shall be subject to and comply with the same obligations
and rights set forth in 815(A)(i).
xii. Payments
If this Grant is terminated by the State pursuant to this §15(B), Grantee shall be paid an amount which
bears the same ratio to the total reimbursement under this Grant as the Services satisfactorily
performed bear to the total Services covered by this Grant, less payments previously made.
Additionally, if this Grant is less than 60% completed, the State may reimburse Grantee for a portion
of actual out-of-pocket expenses (not otherwise reimbursed under this Grant) incurred by Grantee
which are directly attributable to the uncompleted portion of Grantee’s obligations hereunder;
provided that the sum of any and all reimbursement shall not exceed the maximum amount payable to
Grantee hereunder.
C. Remedies Not Involving Termination
The State, in its sole discretion, may exercise one or more of the following remedies in addition to other
remedies available to it:
xiii. Suspend Performance
Suspend Grantee’s performance with respect to all or any portion of this Grant pending necessary
corrective action as specified by the State without entitling Grantee to an adjustment in price/cost or
performance schedule. Grantee shall promptly cease performance and incurring costs in accordance
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with the State’s directive and the State shall not be liable for costs incurred by Grantee after the
suspension of performance under this provision.

xiv. Withhold Payment
Withhold payment to Grantee until corrections in Grantee’s performance are satisfactorily made and
completed.

xv. Deny Payment
Deny payment for those obligations not performed, that due to Grantee’s actions or inactions, cannot
be performed or, if performed, would be of no value to the State; provided, that any denial of payment
shall be reasonably related to the value to the State of the obligations not performed.

xvi. Removal
Demand removal of any of Grantee’s employees, agents, or Subgrantees whom the State deems
incompetent, careless, insubordinate, unsuitable, or otherwise unacceptable, or whose continued
relation to this Grant is deemed to be contrary to the public interest or not in the State’s best interest.

xvii. Intellectual Property
If Grantee infringes on a patent, copyright, trademark, trade secret or other intellectual property right
while performing its obligations under this Grant, Grantee shall, at the State’s option (a) obtain for the
State or Grantee the right to use such products and services; (b) replace any Goods, Services, or other
product involved with non-infringing products or modify them so that they become non-infringing; or,
(c) if neither of the foregoing alternatives are reasonably available, remove any infringing Goods,
Services, or products and refund the price paid therefore to the State.

16. NOTICES and REPRESENTATIVES

be given hereunder shall be hand delivered with receipt required or sent by certified or registered mail to such
Party’s principal representative at the address set forth below.

Should the final performance Evaluation and Review determine that Grantee demonstrated a gross failure to
meet the performance measures established hereunder, the Executive Director of the Colorado Department of
Personnel & Administration (Executive Director), upon request by the CDHE, and showing of good cause, may
debar Grantee and prohibit Grantee from bidding on future Grants. Grantee may contest the final Evaluation,
Review and Rating by: (a) filing rebuttal statements, which may result in either removal or correction of the
evaluation (CRS §24-105-102(6)), or (b) under CRS §24-105-102(6), exercising the debarment protest and
appeal rights provided in CRS §824-109-106, 107, 201 or 202, which may result in the reversal of the
debarment and reinstatement of Grantee, by the Executive Director, upon a showing of good cause.

Grantee shall indemnify, save, and hold harmless the State, its employees and agents, against any and all
claims, damages, liability and court awards including costs, expenses, and attorney fees and related costs,
incurred as a result of any act or omission by Grantee, or its employees, agents, Subgrantees, or assignees
pursuant to the terms of this Grant; however, the provisions hereof shall not be construed or interpreted as a
waiver, express or implied, of any of the immunities, rights, benefits, protection, or other provisions, of the
Colorado Governmental Immunity Act, CRS 824-10-101 et seq., or the Federal Tort Claims Act, 28 U.S.C.
2671 et seq., as applicable, as now or hereafter amended.

G. Jurisdiction and Venue
All suits, actions, or proceedings related to this Grant shall be held in the State of Colorado and exclusive
venue shall be in the City and County of Denver.

H. Modification

xviii. By the Parties
Except as specifically provided in this Grant, modifications of this Grant shall not be effective unless
agreed to in writing by the Parties in an amendment to this Grant, properly executed and approved in
accordance with applicable Colorado State law, State Fiscal Rules, and Office of the State Controller
Policies, including, but not limited to, the policy entitled MODIFICATIONS OF CONTRACTS -
TOOLS AND FORMS.

Xix. By Operation of Law
This Grant is subject to such modifications as may be required by changes in Federal or Colorado

State law, or their implementing regulations. Any such required modification automatically shall be
incorporated into and be part of this Grant on the effective date of such change, as if fully set forth
herein.

I. Order of Precedence

The provisions of this Grant shall govern the relationship of the Parties. In the event of conflicts or
inconsistencies between this Grant and its exhibits and attachments including, but not limited to, those
provided by Grantee, such conflicts or inconsistencies shall be resolved by reference to the documents in
the following order of priority:

J. Severability

Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, provisions of this Grant requiring continued performance,
compliance, or effect after termination hereof, shall survive such termination and shall be enforceable by
the State if Grantee fails to perform or comply as required.

L. Taxes
The State is exempt from all federal excise taxes under IRC Chapter 32 (No. 84-730123K) and from all
State and local government sales and use taxes under CRS §839-26-101 and 201 et seq. Such exemptions

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political subdivisions (e.g., City of Denver) may require payment of sales or use taxes even though the
product or service is provided to the State. Grantee shall be solely liable for paying such taxes as the State
is prohibited from paying for or reimbursing Grantee for them.

N. Waiver

No term or condition of this Grant shall be construed or interpreted as a waiver, express or implied, of any
of the immunities, rights, benefits, protections, or other provisions, of the Colorado Governmental
Immunity Act, CRS 824-10-101 et seq., or the Federal Tort Claims Act, 28 U.S.C. 881346(b) and 2671 et
seq., as applicable now or hereafter amended.

D. 4. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR
Grantee shall perform its duties hereunder as an independent contractor and not as an employee. Neither
Grantee nor any agent or employee of Grantee shall be deemed to be an agent or employee of the State.
Grantee and its employees and agents are not entitled to unemployment insurance or workers compensation
benefits through the State and the State shall not pay for or otherwise provide such coverage for Grantee or
any of its agents or employees. Unemployment insurance benefits will be available to Grantee and its
employees and agents only if such coverage is made available by Grantee or a third party. Grantee shall pay
when due all applicable employment taxes and income taxes and local head taxes incurred pursuant to this
Grant. Grantee shall not have authorization, express or implied, to bind the State to any agreement, liability
or understanding, except as expressly set forth herein. Grantee shall (a) provide and keep in force workers'
compensation and unemployment compensation insurance in the amounts required by law, (b) provide
proof thereof when requested by the State, and (c) be solely responsible for its acts and those of its
employees and agents.

E. 5. COMPLIANCE WITH LAW.
Grantee shall strictly comply with all applicable federal and State laws, rules, and regulations in effect or
hereafter established, including, without limitation, laws applicable to discrimination and unfair
employment practices.

F. 6. CHOICE OF LAW.

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or enforceable or available in any action at law, whether by way of complaint, defense, or otherwise. Any
provision rendered null and void by the operation of this provision shall not invalidate the remainder of this
Grant, to the extent capable of execution.

G. 7. BINDING ARBITRATION PROHIBITED.
The State of Colorado does not agree to binding arbitration by any extra-judicial body or person. Any
provision to the contrary in this Grant or incorporated herein by reference shall be null and void.

H. 8. SOFTWARE PIRACY PROHIBITION. Governor's Executive Order D 002 00.
State or other public funds payable under this Grant shall not be used for the acquisition, operation, or
maintenance of computer software in violation of federal copyright laws or applicable licensing
restrictions. Grantee hereby certifies and warrants that, during the term of this Grant and any extensions,
Grantee has and shall maintain in place appropriate systems and controls to prevent such improper use of
public funds. If the State determines that Grantee is in violation of this provision, the State may exercise
any remedy available at law or in equity or under this Grant, including, without limitation, immediate
termination of this Grant and any remedy consistent with federal copyright laws or applicable licensing
restrictions.

I.9. EMPLOYEE FINANCIAL INTEREST/CONFLICT OF INTEREST. CRS 8§24-18-201 and 24-50-

1. GRANTEE GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

1.1 Grantee Goals:

With the combined total of $64,744.00 in State allocation and matching funds provided by Western State
Colorado University Foundation (WSCU), Grantee will use matching scholarship grant funds to provide
transformational, life-changing and valuable postsecondary opportunities to students from the counties of
Hinsdale, Ouray, Saguache and San Miguel Counties. Grantee will use these funds to award between one (1)
and six (6) one-year scholarships from each county partner.

Obijective 1: Scholarships Award between one (1) and six (6), one-year scholarships of up to $7,000,
for each county partner; Gunnison, Hinsdale, Ouray, Saguache, and San Miguel. All awards will be
contingent on eligibility, student’s academic performance and availability of funds from each county’s
allocation amount.

Objective 2: Student Support

Scholarship recipients will have access to student support services available on campus. The Academic
Resource Center (ARC) is home to programs that support student success throughout their time at
WSCU. ARC offers academic assistance, supplemental instruction, peer academic leaders, and career
services, among others. The Multi-Cultural Center (MCC), open to all students, helps students with
academic and community support, and immersion. Numerous student clubs, such as the Amigos, Black
Student Alliance, and the Asian Pacific Islanders Club, will help scholarship recipients ensure and
quickly engineer the support they need for success at WSCU.

In addition, our scholarship program consists of three principle components that pairs each awardee
with a faculty mentor — and the pair meets three times each semester for sessions in: Mentorship,
Internship, and Scholarship opportunities. Each meeting will consist of actionable outcomes intended to
provide targeted, and above all, customized support and guidance for student success. Specifically,
WSCU and the faculty mentor are committed to help students with leadership and professional
workforce development, internships and practicum, access to new opportunities, and funding.

Objective 3: Fundraising
Western State Colorado University Foundation has supported the University and ENVS in raising the
match for this program through the institution’s scholarship program. WSCU has garnered support from

1. PURPOSE:

The purpose of this public hearing is to receive public input regarding a proposed Marijuana Facility
License for cultivation located at 80 Buckley Rd. Units 2A, 2B and 2C, Riverland Industrial Park. The
proposed cultivation facility, if approved, would be located in a new warehouse building in the
Riverland Industrial Park. The approximate square footage of the building is 12,000 square feet
(6,000 sq. ft. each floor) and it is located on Lot 4 Riverland Industrial Park Filing 1. Riverland
Remedies, LLC have a lease for Units 2A, 2B and 2C.

The Gunnison County Marijuana Licensing Authority is the Board of County Commissioners (BOCC).
The BOCC is requested to receive public input and review the application against the standards
mentioned below. A motion is requested to either approve, approve with conditions, or deny the
application.

This proposed facility, given its location in Riverland Industrial Park, (See Section 9-104 of the Land
Use Resolution) was reviewed under an Administrative Review Land Use Change Permit Application.

PURPOSE AND STANDARDS

OnJuly 1, 2014 the BOCC approved Resolution No. 2014-18 which authorized regulations for
marijuana cultivation, manufacturing and testing facilities. The purpose of these regulations are to:

1. To authorize licensing of marijuana cultivation, manufacturing, and testing in
unincorporated Gunnison County as provided in §§ 12-43.3-301(2)(a), 12-43.4-104(3) and
12-43.4-301, C.R.S., as amended;

2. To establish specific standards and procedures for local licensing of marijuana-related
business and establishments; and





3. To protect the health, safety, and welfare of the residents, consumers and patients in
Gunnison County by prescribing the manner in which marijuana businesses can be
conducted in the County.

As per Article 5, Standards, of Resolution of No. 2014-18 the Board must find the following to
approve a license:

A. LACK OF CRIMINAL HISTORY: The applicant and principal employees of a marijuana
facility have no history of criminal activity indicating moral turpitude. Applicants shall
provide suitable evidence of a Persons’ proof of lawful presence, residence, and good
character and reputation that the Board may request. The applicant must also consent
to a criminal background check of the applicant and its principal employees.

B. HARMONIOUS LAND USE: The use and any associated signage is not identifiable as a
Marijuana Facility from adjacent property, nor any arterial road, public trail, or public
park. The applicant must demonstrate to the Board’s satisfaction that there is no
measurable detrimental impact to adjacent property which cannot be mitigated, and
the applicant has demonstrated to the Board that the facility will be harmonious with its
surrounding uses.

C. APPLICABLE PROPERTY OWNERS ASSOCIATION APPROVAL: The applicant must
provide written consent for the use from the Property Owners Association if an active
association exists for the subject property.

D. ODOR: Odors from any marijuana facility shall not be detectable and noticeable at the
boundary to adjacent properties. Facilities shall be equipped with proper ventilation
systems so that odors are filtered and do not materially interfere with adjoining land
uses.

E. FIRE AND SECURITY EMERGENCY SERVICES: Applicable Fire Districts and the Sheriff’s
Department will receive applications for their review and comment. Concerns related to
public safety received from emergency services must be avoided or mitigated to the
Authority’s satisfaction.

F. PUBLIC SERVICES: The Applicant shall demonstrate that there are adequate public
services to support the proposed use.

The Board may approve or approve with conditions a license that meets all of the standards in Article
5. The Board shall deny an application that does not comply with the licensing requirement in Article
5.





STAFF ANALYSIS OF CRITERIA AND PUBLIC INPUT RECEIVED

Staff referred this application to the Crested Butte Fire Protection District, Gunnison County Building
and Environmental Health Official, Gunnison County Sheriff’s Department, Gunnison County Public
Works, and Gunnison County Electric Association. In addition, a public notice of this hearing and the
land use application was sent to all property owners within 1000 feet of the property, notice placed
on the property, and a notice was placed in the paper at least 15 days prior to the public hearing.

No public input was received on the application at the time this memorandum was prepared. Staff
has not received any comments from referral agencies or the public that would generate any
concern regarding the issuance of a Marijuana Facility License.

Attachment A includes the application, an operational summary, and the applicant responses to the
standards for a License. The following is staff’s analysis of compliance to the Standards in Article 5.

A. LACK OF CRIMINAL HISTORY: The applicant and principal employees of a marijuana
facility have no history of criminal activity indicating moral turpitude. Applicants shall
provide suitable evidence of a Persons’ proof of lawful presence, residence, and good
character and reputation that the Board may request. The applicant must also consent
to a criminal background check of the applicant and its principal employees.

Staff Response: Staff, in the creation of the licensing requirements,
acknowledged that we would utilize the background check process required by
the State of Colorado and the State of Colorado Marijuana Enforcement Division
(The Division). The Division has completed the background check for this
applicant and reviewed the results with County staff. The applicant has been
issued a conditional State License, dated August 1, 2017. In addition, as
mentioned previously, this application was forwarded to the Sheriff’s office for
their review. Again no input was provided to raise any concern regarding this
standard.

B. HARMONIOUS LAND USE: The use and any associated signage is not identifiable as a
Marijuana Facility from adjacent property, nor any arterial road, public trail, or public
park. The applicant must demonstrate to the Board’s satisfaction that there is no
measurable detrimental impact to adjacent property which cannot be mitigated, and
the applicant has demonstrated to the Board that the facility will be harmonious with its
surrounding uses.

Staff Response: It was felt during the development of Marijuana Facility
Regulations that a marijuana facility would generally be consistent with the
existing uses in the Riverland Industrial Park if the applicant demonstrates that
they meet the Standards in Section 9-104 along with the other applicable
sections of the LUR and the Marijuana Facility Licensing Standards. In reviewing
this specific application, staff believes this proposal will result in a harmonious
land use with the recommended conditions stated below. The following image
indicates the location of the proposed business. Three marijuana cultivation
facilities have been approved by the BOCC/Gunnison County Marijuana
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Licensing Authority, in the Riverland Industrial Park.
Two located at 398 Riverland Dr. and one located at 244 Buckley Dr. There are
no sensitive or incompatible land uses adjacent to this use in staff’s opinion.






APPLICABLE PROPERTY OWNERS ASSOCIATION APPROVAL: The applicant must
provide written consent for the use from the Property Owners Association if an active
association exists for the subject property.

Staff Response: The Riverland Industrial Park Lot Owners Association, in a
letter dated, July 12, 2017, has approved this use at this location.

ODOR: Odors from any marijuana facility shall not be detectable and noticeable at the
boundary to adjacent properties. Facilities shall be equipped with proper ventilation
systems so that odors are filtered and do not materially interfere with adjoining land
uses.
Staff Response: The Applicant is proposing the use of UVYONAIR-CD Ozone by
Corona Discharge. The system will use ozone to alter the molecular structure of
odor. Staff has recommended a condition provided below and with that
condition, if accepted, staff believes this standard will be met.

FIRE AND SECURITY EMERGENCY SERVICES: Applicable Fire Districts and the Sheriff’s
Department received applications for their review and comment. Concerns related to
public safety received from emergency services must be avoided or mitigated to the
Authority’s satisfaction.

Staff Response: As mentioned, the application has been referred to the
Gunnison Fire Protection District and the Sherriff’s Department. In addition, the
State has specific security requirements. In a letter dated, July 26, 2017, the
Crested Butte Fire Protection District has noted they have conducted a
preliminary review, outlining all the Crested Butte Fire Protection requirements.

The applicant is required to secure approvals for a building permit for the tenant
finish of the units.

In a verbal conversation dated August 30, 2017, Sheriff Rick Besecker said the
Gunnison County Sheriff’s Department, had no comments.

PUBLIC SERVICES: The Applicant shall demonstrate that there are adequate public
services to support the proposed use.

Staff Response: This is a new building in the Riverland Industrial Park and there
are no utility limitations for this applicant in this location. Water is provided by
Riverland Industrial Park Central System. No comments were received by
Gunnison County Electric Association.

G. Building and Environmental Health Official Review: The application was referred
to the Gunnison County Building and Environmental Health Official.

Staff Response: In a memo dated August 25, 2017, Gunnison County Building
and Environmental Official, Crystal Lambert noted, “After reviewing the
Riverland Remedies, LLC Marijuana Cultivation Facilities License application, it is
feasible that the applicant may be able to receive Building and Environmental

Health Office approval for the proposed use in the proposed space in the
structure. A final inspection of the space will need to be conducted and passed
by the Building Office and the Crested Butte Fire Protection District prior to use
and occupancy of the space. “

Lambert stated “ The on-site wastewater treatment system (OWTS) that is to
serve the structure was permitted and installed under the Gunnison County
OWTS permit #2016-00161. The OWTS system shall receive only biodegradable
wastes for treatment and distribution as are compatible with those biological
treatment processes that occur within the septic tank. All other waste,
including wastewater from the marijuana growing process, shall be delivered via
a separate drain system to holding vaults (shown on the OWTS as-built
drawing.) A regular schedule of pumping and delivery to an approved
wastewater treatment facility shall be required as part of the use permit. “

H. Public Works Input: The application was referred to the Gunnison County Public
Works Department.

Staff Response: In an email, dated August 22, 2017, Director of Public
Works Marlene Crosby noted the driveway access had not been
approved yet. This permit will be contingent on the approval of the
access and a Certificate of Occupancy for the facility.

4. RECOMMENDATIONS

Staff finds that the application meets the Marijuana Facility License standards and recommends
approval of the license with the following recommended conditions:

The subject building and the applicant (tenant space) must both receive a Certificate of
Occupancy prior to the license being issued to the applicant

After the license is issued and operation has commenced, periodic inspection of the
facility by Gunnison County officials shall be allowed by the property owner and applicant
with reasonable notice.

There shall be no noticeable odors which result from the Marijuana Facility, detectable
outside of the subject building at the property boundary. Failure to correct detectable
odors outside of the building may result in revocation of the license.

As mentioned in Resolution No. 2014-18 the applicant is consenting to inspections.
Evidence from inspections or documented complaints regarding the facility in respect to
Standards in Resolution No. 2014-18 or in Section 9-104 of the Land Use Resolution or
failure to comply with other applicable local or state regulations may result in
enforcement action against the applicant, including revocation of the license.

As of the date of the license of this Resolution, the use, possession, distribution, and sale
of marijuana is illegal under Federal law and those who engage in such activities do so at
their own risk of criminal prosecution and a Federal action may result in the revocation of
this license.





6) This license is approved conditioned upon receiving and maintaining all appropriate
licenses with the Colorado Marijuana Licensing Authority. Failure to receive or maintain a
valid applicable Colorado Marijuana License will result in the revocation of Gunnison
County Marijuana Facility License.

At its regular meeting on September 15, 2017, Vince Rogalski was seated and the Planning
Commission unanimously approved the Minor Impact Recommendation Subdivision of the 4.43
acre parcel into two lots, Lot 1 — .84 acres with existing residence and Lot 2 — 3.64 acres.

At its regular meeting on September 15, 2017, Vince Rogalski was seated and the Planning
Commission unanimously approved the following Minor Impact Decision, moved by Jack Diani and
seconded by Vince Rogalski.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

The applicant is proposing a mixed use facility comprised of up to a 5,000 sq. ft. light industrial shop
with two residential, deed restricted units and a maximum 250 unit, phased self-storage complex. The
4.43-acre parcel will be subdivided into two lots; Lot 1 with existing residence is .84 acres and Lot 2
with self-storage units and light industrial shops is 3.64 acres. Water supply will be by central well and
augmentation water from the Upper Gunnison River Water Conservancy District and sewer by
connection to the North Gunnison Sewer District sewer system. The complex will be secured by gated
access and an onsite manager.

LOCATION:
The site is located on 4.430 acres, adjacent to the City of Gunnison’s Northern boundary, in the
SE4SW4, Section 25 Township 50 North, Range 1 West NMPM at, 1012 Highway 135.

ADJACENT LAND USES:

The adjacent land to the north is Rocky Mountain Christian Ministries and the electrical substation.
Residential lots, within Rock Creek subdivision, are located to the south. Moderate density single
family homes and county road 13 are west of the site. The parcel is adjacent to Highway 135, on
the east.

This review, Decision and Recommendation incorporates, but is not limited to, all the
documentation submitted to the County and included within the Planning Department file relative to
this application; including all exhibits, references, testimony and documents as included therein.

REVIEW AGENCY REFERRAL COMMENTS:
The following entities or agencies provided referral comments.

City of Gunnison:

Greg Larson, Chair, Planning and Zoning Commission, letter of July 26, 2017:
“While this property is designated as moderate density residential (1-6 units/acres) and is located
within the Urban Growth Boundary, the proximity to the electrical substation and other adjacent
uses in this unincorporated area, this land is considered appropriate.”

Colorado Division of Water Resources:

Megan Sullivan, Colorado Division of Water Resources, letter dated August 3, 2017
“Although the existing residence has a well, augmentation will also be needed for the existing
single family residence and the existing well will also have to obtain and maintain a well permit.”

A water plan assessment was completed and additional augmentation water was purchased
from the Upper Gunnison River Water Conservancy District in compliance with Colorado Division
of Water Resources.

Gunnison County Fire Protection District:

A referral was sent to Dennis Spritzer, GCFPD. No written comments have been received, but in a
phone message on August 2, 2017, Dennis Spritzer City of Gunnison Fire Marshal stated, “That we
have reviewed the proposal and have no concerns”.

Gunnison County Public Works Department:
In an email on August 3, 2017 Public Works Director Marlene Crosby stated, “The Public Works
Department submits the following comments:
1. The access is off of the State Highway, so we have no access concerns;
2. The internal road system meets, or exceeds our Standards;
3. The application states that the residence will be served by the North Gunnison
Sewer Division, if there is an office and/or bathroom in the shop area my assumption
is that it will be connected as well;
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4. Proof of an easement from the lateral on Clark Boulevard to the property will be
required;

5. Since this is a commercial property, pursuant to the Wastewater Treatment
Agreement between the City and the County, the City would need to approve the
connection. If there are not going to be any retail sales it should not be a problem.
The concern was loss of sales tax to the City.”

Colorado Parks and Wildlife:

In an email on August 1, 2017, Brandon Diamond stated,

“Thank you for the opportunity to review this project. Based on the level of human development
that currently exists in that area, CPW does not anticipate any significant wildlife impacts and will
not be submitting a formal comment. With that said, if there are any specific issues that you would
like to discuss further, please don't hesitate to contact us.”

SITE VISIT:

A site visit was held on August 18, 2017. The Commission members viewed the location of the

proposed site and surrounding properties. Observations by the Commission are summarized as

follows:

o The site is conducive to the proposed use with the surrounding electrical substation and similar
building construction of Rocky Mountain Christian Ministries.

o The two deed restricted residential units will assist in the providing needed workforce housing.

e The storage buildings will be well screened since they will be constructed on the back half of the
parcel. The project will have fencing, well established row of willows on the south boundary line and
new trees screening on the north.

JOINT PUBLIC HEARING:
The Planning Commission and the Board of County Commissioners conducted a joint public
hearing on September 15, 2017. All testimony, both written and oral, is hereby incorporated as part of
this record of review and evaluation. At that time, no public was present and one public comment was
received by the Commission.

COMPLIANCE WITH THE APPLICABLE STANDARDS OF THE GUNNISON COUNTY LAND USE
RESOLUTION:

Section 9-301: Commercial and Industrial Uses.
The applicant is proposing a commercial self-storage facility and four light industrial shops.
E: Design Standards for Light Industrial Uses.
1:Maximum Aggregate Building Size: Maximum aggregate building size shall be not greater
than 5,000 square feet, except that when an employee or owner residence is included, the
maximum may increase to 5,850 square feet. Shop buildings will be light industrial and will not
exceed 5,000 sq.ft.: There will be up to 4 shops and hours of operation will be from 7am- 7pm.
E.la: Residence in Light Industrial Shop Shall be Subordinate To The Light
Industrial Use Building. The two residential units will be subordinate to the four light
industrial shops. The purpose of the units is light industrial.
E.1b: Limited to 850 Square Feet. Please see compliance exemption under Section
9-600: Essential Housing.
E.1lc: Adequate Parking. This project complies because there is adequate parking to
serve both the light industrial use and the residence, pursuant to Section 13-110: Off-
Road Parking and Loading.
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E.1d: Adequate Water Supply And Wastewater Treatment System. This project is

compliant because the residential uses are structurally integrated within the same

building as the light industrial uses and are legally and physically served by the same

water and wastewater treatment systems that serve the light industrial shops.

E.le: Structurally Integrated. This project complies because the residential units will

be structurally integrated on the north side of the light industrial shops.

E.1f: Complies With Deed Restrictions or Protective Covenants. There are no

deed restrictions or protective covenants applicable to the parcel on which the light

industrial use is located.

E.1g: Kitchen and Sewage Disposal Facilities. Each residential unit will contain their

own full kitchen and sanitation facilities.

E.1h: Complies With Applicable Codes. This project is compliant to applicable

building code, adopted and amended by Gunnison County, and the requirements of

the applicable fire protection district.
E.2: Operation Contained Within Buildings:The light industrial operations will be wholly
contained within the buildings and shall not produce any offensive noise, vibration, electrical or
magnetic interference, glare, fumes odors, smoke, dust, heat or waste at or beyond the property
boundaries. A fence will be constructed on the perimeter of the storage area and will buffer the
existing single family residence and surrounding residences along with existing and additional
trees and willows to further mitigate any visibility. The operation, as described will comply with the
standards.

Section 9-600: Essential Housing:

There will be two deed restricted units built on the north side of the light industrial shops that will
not exceed 1,000 sq. ft. each. Pursuant to Section 9-604:A6 Incentives to Provide Essential
Housing: Modified Development Standards, design criteria can be waived to incentivize the
development of workforce housing provided that the requested modification will result in residences
that will be more energy-efficient, will provide more amenities, or improved design, and will not
jeopardize public health, safety or welfare. In Section 9-301:E1b Design Standards For Light
Industrial Uses: Limited to 850 Sqg. Ft., the floor area of the integrated residence shall be no
larger than 850 sq. ft. Section 9-301 Design Standards For Light Industrial Uses was adopted
with no changes to the Section 9-604 Incentives to Provide Essential Housing: Modified
Development Standards that would allow for waivers or modifications of the square footage. The
Director of Community Development, Cathie Pagano has made the interpretation that Section 9-
301:E is applicable to Section 9-604. Planning Commission is approving proposed modification of
the increased square footage from 850 to 1,000 sq. ft. for each deed restricted unit and they will not
have an internal access. The residential uses will be structurally integrated within the same building
as the light industrial uses and will be legally and physically served by the same water and
wastewater treatment systems that serve the light industrial shops. Each residential unit will contain
their own full kitchen and sanitation facilities. Currently, the applicant has contacted Ms. Jennifer
Kermode, Executive Director of Gunnison Valley Regional Housing Authority, and is finalizing a
deed restriction limiting occupancy to: 1) individuals with an income that does not exceed 180% of
the AMI, 2) individuals that have their primary residence in Gunnison County, and 3) work a
minimum of 30 hours per week from a business operating in and serving Gunnison County. Please
see the attached documents, “Residential Housing Restrictive Covenant” and “Notice of Lien and
Memorandum of Acceptance of Residential Housing Restrictive Covenant and Notice of Lien”,
prepared by Jennifer Kermode, Executive Director of Gunnison Valley Regional Housing Authority
and Jacob A. With, Law of the Rockies, received on September 12, 2017.

Section 10-102: Locational Residential Development:
The project is adjacent to an existing population center and will connect to central wastewater
treatment and is within the City of Gunnison’s three mile plan. See comments from Greg
Larson in Section 10-103.
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Section 10-103: Residential Density:
A letter dated July 26, 2017 from Greg Larson, Chairperson of the City of Gunnison Planning
and Zoning Commission, states that “While this property is designated as moderate density
residential (1-6 units/acres) and is located within the Urban Growth Boundary, the proximity to
the electrical substation and other adjacent uses in this unincorporated area, this land is
considered appropriate.”

Section 10-104: Locational Standards for Commercial, Industrial and Other Non-Residential
Development
The site meets the Primary Locational Standard. B.
1. The site does meet the Primary Locational Standard, as it is located within a municipal three-
mile plan area. See City of Gunnison comments.

Section: 11-102: Voluntary Best Management Practices
Voluntary; not mandated.

Section 11-103: Development in Areas Subject to Flood Hazards.
The site is not located within an area subject to flood hazards, according to County mapping.

Section 11-104: Development in Areas Subject to Geologic Hazards.
The subject parcel is not located within an area of geologic hazards, according to County mapping.

Section 11-105: Development in Areas Subject to Wildfire Hazards.
The subject parcel is in a low wildfire hazard area, according to County mapping.

Section 11-106: Protection of Wildlife Habitat Areas.

The proposed project is in sage grouse occupied habitat according to County mapping. In an email
dated August 1, 2017 from Brandon Diamond from Colorado Parks and Wildlife he states, “Based on
the level of human development that currently exists in that area, CPW does not anticipate any
significant wildlife impacts.”

Section 11-107: Protection of Water Quality.
Not applicable. The site is not located within 125 feet of a water body.

Section 11-109: Development That Affects Agricultural Lands.
Not applicable. Adjacent lands are non-agricultural lands.

Section 12-103: Road System.

Access to the facility is via a gated access road from Highway 135 and shall comply with standards
of this section. A commercial CDOT highway access permit has been issued. A Gunnison County
access permit shall also be required. In an email on August 3rd, 2017 from Marlene Crosby, PW
Director she said, “The access is off of the State Highway, so we have no access concerns; and the
internal road system meets, or exceeds our Standards.”

Section 12-104: Public Trails.
Not applicable. No trails are proposed.

Section 12-105: Water Supply.

The water supply plan prepared by Gerald Burgress P.E., SGM dated July 5, 2017, included a
Groundwater Resource Evaluation prepared by Mesahydrologic, LLC predicted “at least 20 to 40
gpm should be obtainable from a 80-100 ft. deep well. A minimum of 20 gpm well can be obtained
on this site and could produce up to 28,000 gallons of water per day if needed. Peak day
calculations for this proposal would equate to 7,125 gallons needed.” This project complies because
average combined daily demands of residential, commercial/light industrial and irrigation are 2,375
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gallons and supply calculations for this proposed well could produce up to 28,000 gallons of water
per day if needed. Appropriate augmentation water has also been purchased from the Upper
Gunnison River Water Conservancy District.

Section 12-106: Sewage Disposal/Wastewater Treatment.

This project will connect to the North Gunnison Sewer District system, with an easement running
parallel to Highway 135 from the Clark Boulevard lateral line across Rocky Mountain Christian
Ministries to the proposed project. Please see the attached drafted document “Sewer Easement
Draft’, prepared for SGM by Robert E. Brandeberry, Colorado PLS, dated July 7, 2017. The
applicant is currently working on finalizing the agreement.

Section 12-107: Fire Protection.

A referral was sent to Dennis Spritzer, GCFPD. No written comments have been received. In a
phone message from Dennis Spritzer on August 2, 2017 he stated, “That we have reviewed the project
and have no concerns.” He did request that the applicant provide the gate code for the security gate,
upon completion.

Section 13-103: General Site Plan Standards and Lot Measurements.
The proposed location complies with property line setback requirements. Site Plan submitted with
application.

Section 13-104: Setbacks from Property Lines and Road Rights-of-Way.
The site plan submitted with the application complies with the setback requirements of this section.

Section 13-106: Energy and Resource Conservation.
Applicable to the residential units of the proposed project.

Section 13-107: Installation of Solid Fuel-Burning Devices.
Not applicable. No installation of solid-fuel burning devices are contemplated in this application.

Section 13-108: Open Space and Recreation Areas.
Not applicable.

Section 13-109: Signs.
The applicant is required to obtain a sign permit in compliance with this Section.

Section 13-110: Off-Road Parking and Loading.
The site provides sufficient off-road parking and loading.

Section 13-111: Landscaping and Buffering.

The use complies with standards of this section, as shown on the site plan submitted. Existing and
additional trees and fencing are including in the site plan. A significant buffer of willows extends most of
the southern property line however it appears to originate mostly from the adjacent City of Gunnison
ditch. If this natural buffer is destroyed or removed then the applicant shall replace with a new buffer.

Section 13-112: Snow storage.
Snow storage is provided on site.

Section 13-113: Fencing.

The use complies with standards of this section, as shown on the site plan submitted as part of this
application.
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Section 13-114: Exterior Lighting.

The use complies with standards of this section, as shown on the “exterior lighting plan” prepared by
Big C Builders on September 7, 2017. The applicant has designed and planned for all direct rays to be
confined and shielded to the internal access road of the site; protecting adjacent properties from glare.

Section 13-115: Reclamation and Noxious Weed Control.
A Reclamation Permit may be required and the applicant is required to control noxious weeds.

Section 13-116: Grading and Erosion Control.
Not applicable.

Section 13-117: Drainage, Construction and Post-Construction Stormwater Runoff.

The use complies with standards of this section, as shown on the stamped ““Gunnison Secure
Storage Drainage Report”, prepared by Gerald Burgress, P.E., SGM dated September 28, 2017.

Section 13-119: Standards to Ensure Compatible Uses.
The self-storage, light industrial shops and deed restricted residential units have been designed in a
manner that will not adversely affect the character of nearby areas.

e The closest residences in Rock Creek subdivision are approximately 100 feet away.

o Activities associated with the light industrial shops and self-storage facility should not
contribute significant noise or other off-site impacts. Most of the internal activity associated
with the self-storage facility is screened from the residential properties to the north, by virtue
of the orientation of the buildings, and a perimeter fence as well as additional tree placement.

o The existing improvements and site topography will create partial, if not full screening, of the
storage buildings from the Highway 135 corridor. For northbound fraffic, the existing
residence adjacent to Highway 135 and a thick row of willows the length of the parcel on
south property line will block most of the views of the light industrial shops and storage
buildings. For southbound traffic the internal activity associated with the self-storage facility is
screened from the north, due to the orientation of the buildings, by a perimeter fence as well
as additional tree placement. Due to these factors, any visibility of the storage buildings from
Highway 135 will be of short duration to the traveling public. The posted speed limit on this
section of Highway 55 m.p.h.

o Little impact is anticipated to the surrounding residential area since it is adjacent to the City of
Gunnison, adjacent to a church building of similar construction and design to the proposed
light industrial shops and storage units as well as the nearby Rec Center. Adjacent
landowners have indicated their support at this juncture. The existing and proposed
additional screening of plants and fencing should adequately protect any residential
developments in the community. The storage units are not anticipated to generate noise or
otherwise have any impact since they are not visited frequently.
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PC RECOMMENDATION FOR SUBDIVISION

FINDINGS FOR SUBDIVISION:
The Commission finds that:

1.

The Planning Commission classified the application as a Minor Impact Project, based upon the
impact classification found in Section 6-102: Projects Classified as Minor Impact Projects A, 2-4
Units.

The land use change complies with all applicable requirements of the Gunnison County and
Use Resolution and Section 6-10: Standards of Approval for Minor Impact Projects.

The property is within 400 feet of the North Gunnison Sewer District sewer system, and any
uses requiring wastewater treatment will connect to the North Gunnison Sewer District sewer
system.

A water plan assessment has been completed and additional augmentation water was
purchased from the Upper Gunnison River Water Conservancy District in compliance with
Colorado Division of Water Resources.

A fence will be constructed at the perimeter of the storage area and light industrial shops along with
existing and additional trees and will shield and buffer the existing single family residence and the
surrounding residential neighborhood.

The Commission finds that the proposed two-lot subdivision is compatible with existing
development in the neighborhood and will result in no significant net adverse impacts to the
neighborhood.

This review and decision incorporates, but is not limited to, all the documentation submitted to
the County and included within the Planning Office file relative to this application; including all
exhibits, references and documents as included therein.

RECOMMENDATION FOR SUBDIVISION:

The Gunnison County Planning Commission, having considered the submitted plans, exhibits, and
public testimony, has reached the above Findings and recommends to the Board of County
Commissioners that LUC No. 2017-00015 Gunnison Secure Storage Subdivision, be approved with
the following conditions:

1.

This permit is limited to activities described within the “Project Description” of this application,
and as depicted on the Site Plan submitted as part of this application. Expansion or change of
this use will require either an application for amendment of this permit, or submittal of an
application for a new permit, in compliance with applicable requirements of the Gunnison
County Land Use Resolution.

The applicant shall comply with the following conditions for the protection of Gunnison Sage-
grouse and Sage-grouse habitat:

1) A Gunnison County Reclamation Permit is not recommended for activities on this parcel
unless the surface disturbance is 10,000 sqgft or more. That permit will contain specific
reclamation conditions.

2) For activities not requiring a Reclamation Permit, disturbed areas must be reseeded with
an appropriate seed mix. Colorado Parks and Wildlife (CPW) and/or the Natural
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Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) are available to help identify an appropriate
seed mix.

3) Property owners must control or attempt to eradicate any noxious weeds that occur on the
property. A list of noxious weeds may be found in the Colorado Noxious Weed list:
www.colorado.gov/pacific/agconservation/noxious-weed-species _The Gunnison County
Weed Management Program should be contacted (970- 641-4393) for additional
information and technical assistance.

4) Per Section 11-106 G.3.d.1. of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution, dogs and cats
must be kept under appropriate control, by means which may include kenneling or other
physically secure methods to ensure that negative effects to wildlife from pets do not
occur. This includes construction workers’ pets.

. A mylar subdivision plat, in compliance with Section 6-105, Gunnison County Land Use

Resolution, shall be provided to the Community Development Department, for signature by the
Board of County Commissioners. Approval shall not be effective until and unless the plat is
recorded with the Office of the Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder. The applicant shall ensure
that the plat will contain required language addressing concerns with domestic animals, fencing
and ditch maintenance, pursuant to Section 1-105. L.8.e. of the Land Use Resolution.

The approval shall be memorialized by Board Resolution. Approval shall not be effective until the
Resolution is recorded with the Office of the Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder.

This permit may be revoked or suspended if Gunnison County determines that any material fact
set forth herein or represented by the applicant was false or misleading, or that the applicant
failed to disclose facts necessary to make any such fact not misleading.

The removal or material alteration of any physical feature of the property (geological,
topographical or vegetative) relied on herein to mitigate a possible conflict shall require a new or
amended land use change permit.

Approval of this use is based upon the facts presented and implies no approval of similar use in
the same or different location and/or with different impacts on the environment and community.
Any such future application shall be reviewed and evaluated, subject to its compliance with
current regulations, and its impact to the County.
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PC DECISION FOR MINOR IMPACT OF LIGHT INDUSTRIAL AND COMMERCIAL USE FACILITY

FINDINGS FOR LIGHT INDUSTRIAL AND COMMERCIAL USE FACILITY:
The Commission finds that:

1.

The Planning Commission classified the application as a Minor Impact Project, based upon
the impact classification found in Section 6-102: Projects Classified as Minor Impact Projects
K, New Commercial, Industrial on Five Acres or Less.

The self-storage facility is compatible with the existing neighborhood and the proposed
development has been designed in a manner that will not adversely affect the character of
nearby residential areas.

The closest residences in Rock Creek subdivision are approximately 100 feet away.

Activities associated with a self-storage facility should not contribute significant noise or
other off-site impacts due to most of the internal activity associated with the self-storage
facility is screened from the surrounding residential properties.

Uses within the shop buildings will be light industrial and will not exceed 5,000 sq.ft. with
separate parking locations specific to the four shops. No covenants are proposed. A fence will
be constructed on the perimeter of the storage area and will provide buffering to the existing
single family residence and surrounding residences, along with existing and additional trees
and willows to further mitigate any visibility.

There will be two deed restricted units built on the north side of the light industrial shops that
will not exceed 1,000 sq. ft. each. Pursuant to Section 9-604:A6 Incentives to Provide
Essential Housing: Modified Development Standards, design criteria can be waived to
incentivize the development of workforce housing provided that the requested modification will
result in residences that will be more energy-efficient, will provide more amenities, or improved
design, and will not jeopardize public health, safety or welfare. In Section 9-301:E1b Design
Standards For Light Industrial Uses: Limited to 850 Sq. Ft., the floor area of the integrated
residence shall be no larger than 850 sq. ft. Section 9-301 Design Standards For Light
Industrial Uses was adopted with no changes to the Section 9-604 Incentives to Provide
Essential Housing: Modified Development Standards that would allow for waivers or
modifications of the square footage.

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7. The site meets the Primary Locational Standard, as it is located within a municipal three-mile
plan area.

8. A CDOT highway access permit has been issued. A Gunnison County access permit shall
also be required. Access to the facility is via a gated access road and shall comply with
County standards.

9. A water plan assessment has been completed and additional augmentation water was
purchased from the Upper Gunnison River Water Conservancy District in compliance with
Colorado Division of Water Resources for two domestic wells.

10. This project will connect to the North Gunnison Sewer District system, with an easement
running parallel to Highway 135 from the Clark Boulevard lateral line across Rocky Mountain
Christian Ministries to the proposed project. The applicant is currently working on finalizing
the agreement.

11. The self-storage, light industrial shops and deed restricted residential units have been
designed in a manner that will not adversely affect the character of nearby areas.

12. The existing improvements and site topography will create partial, if not full screening, of the
storage buildings from the Highway 135 corridor.

CONSULTANT AGREEMENT

THIS CONSULTANT AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made effective the _ day of
, 2017, by and between the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS
OF THE COUNTY OF GUNNISON, COLORADO, whose address is 200 East Virginia,
Gunnison, Colorado 81230 (“Gunnison County”) and RESOURCE ENGINEERING
GROUP, INC., a Colorado corporation, whose address is 502 Whiterock Avenue, Suite
102, Crested Butte, Colorado 81224 (“Consultant”).

A. RECITALS

The Consultant would like to provide structural, mechanical, electrical and plumbing
engineering services for Phase Il of the remodel of the Gunnison County Family Services
Building located at 225 N. Pine in Gunnison, Colorado (the “Project”).

Gunnison County desires to engage Consultant for the structural, mechanical, electrical
and plumbing engineering services for the Project according to this Agreement.

B. AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the recitals above and the mutual covenants and
obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date first set forth above and shall
terminate on June 30, 2018 unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein
(“Term”).

2. SERVICES.

During the Term of this Agreement Consultant shall furnish all labor, supervision, and
equipment to commence, diligently pursue, and substantially complete the Project
according to the Scope of Work as more specifically identified in Consultant's SMEP
Proposal dated May 11, 2017 attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as
Attachment “A” (“Services”). Consultant shall work collaboratively with the Construction
Manager — General Contractor for the Project to provide Services within the constraints
of the Project Budget as identified and preapproved in writing by Gunnison County.

All Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with generally
accepted standards for Consultant’s profession and all applicable federal, state and local
laws and regulations, ordinances and codes affecting the Services or the subject matter





thereof. Consultant has made itself informed of, and acknowledges the Project conditions.
Consultant further understands and acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive
Agreement, and Gunnison County may contract with additional or other providers able to
furnish the same or similar services as it deems appropriate to do so.

Any proposed changes and/or amendments to the Services identified in Attachment “A”
shall be submitted in writing to Gunnison County and shall not be permitted without prior
written approval of Gunnison County.

3. COMPENSATION AND EXPENSES.

In exchange for Consultant’'s performance of Services Gunnison County shall pay
Consultant fees as identified in the Attachment “A”, which fees are for the entirety of both
Phases | and Il (“Compensation”). Any fees that may exceed those identified in
Attachment “A” must receive prior written consent by Gunnison County.

Compensation shall be determined by the following labor rates for engineers to be
calculated as follows:

Engineer Hourly Rate
Project Engineer $125.00
Senior Project Engineer $150.00
Principal Engineer $175.00

The Compensation shall compensate Consultant for all charges, expenses, overhead,
payroll costs, employee benefits, insurance subsistence, and profits, EXCEPT for
expenses for travel, shipping and reproduction costs incurred for performance of
Services. Expenses shall be billed at cost with no markup. Mileage rates shall conform
according to the current IRS rate.

Compensation and expenses for Services shall be paid by Gunnison County within thirty
(30) days upon receipt of Consultant’s invoice. Payments shall be mailed to: Resource
Engineering Group, Inc., PO Box 3725, Crested Butte, CO 81224.

4. INSURANCE.

Consultant agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that Consultant
shall carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and expense, the
following insurance policies. Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Agreement,
Consultant will provide insurance certificates to Gunnison County, listing Gunnison
County as an additional insured, for the coverage’s required herein which shall state that
such policies shall not be materially changed or cancelled without thirty (30) days prior
notice to Gunnison County.

Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and
Federal law which adequately protects all labor employed by Consultant
during the term of this Agreement.

Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent, to include
errors and omissions, in an amount not less than $1,000,000 each
occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate for Bodily Injury Liability and
$500,000 for Property Damage Liability.

Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in the
Services, in an amount no less than one hundred fifty thousand dollars for
any injury to one person in any single occurrence and in an amount no less
than six hundred thousand dollars for any injury to two or more persons in
any single occurrence.

INDEPENDENT CONSULTANT.

A.

In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement,
Consultant is acting as an independent Consultant and not as an agent,
partner, joint venture or employee of Gunnison County. Consultant does not
have any authority to bind Gunnison County in any manner whatsoever.

Consultant acknowledges and agrees that Consultant is not entitled to: (i)
unemployment insurance benefits; or (i) Workers Compensation coverage,
from Gunnison County. Further, Consultant is obligated to pay federal and
state income tax on any moneys paid which are related to the Services.

DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a personal services contract with Consultant and, therefore, Consultant shall not
delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent of
Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its discretion. Subject
to the foregoing, the terms, covenants and conditions of this Agreement shall be binding
on the successors and assigns of either party.

7.

IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION.

A.

Consultant certifies that Consultant does not and will not knowingly contract
with or employ illegal aliens to work under this Agreement.

Consultant certifies that Consultant has required its subcontractors to certify
that they do not knowingly contract with or employ illegal aliens to work
under this Agreement.





C. Consultant certifies that it has attempted to verify the eligibility of its
employees and subcontractors to work through the Basic Pilot Employment
Verification Program administered by the Social Security Administration and
Department of Homeland Security.

D. Consultant agrees to comply with all reasonable requests made in the
course of an investigation under C.R.S. 8-17.5-102 by the Colorado
Department of Labor and Employment.

E. Consultant agrees to comply with the provisions of C.R.S. 8-17.5-101 et

seq.
8. INDEMNIFICATION.
A. Consultant agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison

County, its Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all
liability, claims, liens, demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever
(including reasonable attorney’s and expert’s fees and costs) arising out of
or related to any loss, cost, damage or injury, including death, of any person
or damage to property of any kind caused by the misconduct or negligent
acts of Consultant or its employees, sub-contractors or agents in connection
with this Agreement.

B. This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement
with respect to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such
termination.

9. TERMINATION.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination, Consultant
shall be entitled to compensation for Services performed prior to the date of termination.

Gunnison County shall have the right to stop work at any time for any reason and shall
also have the ability to self-perform any portion of the Services.

10. NOTICES.

Any notice, demand or communication which either party may desire or be required to
give to the other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or
rendered if delivered personally or sent by certified first class US mail, postage prepaid,
addressed as follows:

11 MISCELLANEOUS.

A. SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall be held
to be invalid in whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and provisions,
or portions thereof, shall nevertheless be and remain in full force and effect.

B. AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to this
Agreement shall be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed
by the parties to be bound thereby.

C. NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. Nothing in this Agreement
is, or shall be construed to be, a waiver, in whole or part, by Gunnison
County of governmental immunity provided by the Colorado Governmental
Immunity Act or otherwise.

12. GOVERNING LAW.

This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the
State of Colorado. Exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any legal proceedings related to
this Agreement shall be in the State District Court governing Gunnison County, Colorado.

13. COUNTERPARTS: ELECTRONIC TRANSMISSION.

This Agreement may be executed and sent electronically and/or in any number of
counterparts, any or all of which may contain the signatures of less than all the parties,
and all of which shall be construed together as but a single instrument and shall be binding
on the parties as though originally executed on one originally executed document. All
electronic counterparts shall be promptly followed with delivery of original executed
counterparts.





14. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.

This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties hereto with respect to
the subject matter hereof, and supersedes any and all prior agreements, proposals,
negotiations and representations pertaining to the obligations to be performed hereunder.
