The September 12, 2017 Board of Equalization meeting was held in the Board of County Commissioners
Meeting Room in the Gunnison County Courthouse at 200 East Virginia Avenue, Gunnison. Present were:

County Assessor Kristy McFarland was present and participated as indicated in the text.

CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Chamberland called the September 12, 2017 meeting of the County
Board of Equalization to order at 11:10 am.

Assessment Roll of Taxable Real and Personal Property: County Assessor Kristy McFarland
presented the assessment roll. There are 776 appeals for real property and 11 protests for personal
property. The approximate assessed value for Gunnison County is $556,000,000 for real property and
$42,000,000 for personal property for a total of $598,000,000. County Assessor McFarland explained
how these figures compare to previous years.

2017 Protest Master Log: County Assessor Kristy McFarland presented the master log which shows
everyone who has protested with the Assessor’s decisions.

2017 Failure to Report Personal Property Log: County Assessor Kristy Mcfarland presented the list
of businesses who failed to report personal property.

The October 9, 2017 Board of Equalization meeting was held in the Board of County
Commissioners Meeting Room in the Gunnison County Courthouse at 200 East Virginia Avenue,
Gunnison. Present were:

Phil Chamberland, Chairperson Jonathan Houck, Vice-Chairperson
John Messner, Commissioner Josh Ost, Clerk to the Board

Senior Assessment Analyst William Spicer and others were present and participated as indicated
in the text.

NOTICE: The Petitioner’s and Assessor’s exhibits for each case are located in their
individual Board of Equalization files.

CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Chamberland called the October 9, 2017 meeting of the
County Board of Equalization to order at 8:23 am. Chairperson Chamberland explained the
roles, rights and responsibilities of the Board and the Petitioner during each hearing where a
Petitioner and/or a Petitioner’s representative was present, either in person or via telephone.

CBOE #05; Forest Lane LLC

Assessor’s Case: Appraiser Bob Blackett was present for the discussion and explained the
property attributes and location. The Assessor’s office is recommending a value adjustment to
$463,190 because of a miscalculation on the buildings addition square footage. He explained
the building permit and the addition to the property. Appraiser Blackett explained the
comparable properties and the price per square foot for those properties. SAA Spicer explained
the assessment and appraisal dates for this current period.

Petitioner’s Case: The property owner was present for the discussion. The property owner
stated he did not know the dates for appraisal and assessment. Knowing that might have
changed his opinion of value. The petitioner asked how much of the addition was taken into
account because as of January 1° the addition was just starting. Chairperson Chamberland
stated he would like to know what the value of the property would be without the addition.
The Assessor’s office stated it would have been valued at approximately $460,000.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Chairperson Chamberland, to adjust the value of
CBOE #05 to $463,190. Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #38; Wattles

Mr. Wattles withdrew his petition to the Board of Equalization.

CBOE #43-44; Freeman Properties LLC

Assessor’s Case: Appraiser Bob Blackett was present for the discussion and explained the
two properties and the location. He explained the structures that are existing on the lots as
well as the RV sites. Appraiser Blackett stated the appraisal that was submitted by the
petitioner is outside the allowed dates for this period. He then reported on the comparable
sales to these properties and recoded a value change for CBOE #43 to $310,200 and CBOE #44
to $761,650.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner for these appeals participated by telephone. The petitioner
stated that the use is seasonal as a RV park and is only used for four months a year and the
rest of the year it is used as residential.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to adjust the value of
CBOE #43 to $310,200. Motion carried unanimously.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to adjust the value of
CBOE #44 to $761,650 with a residential value of $520,490 and commercial value of $241,160.
Motion carried unanimously.

BREAK: The County Board of Equalization went on break at 9:16 am and returned at 9:26 am.

CBOE #09; JR & JL Landowners LLC

Assessor’s Case: Appraiser Bob Blackett was present for the discussion and explained the
property location and the attributes of the property. He explained the sales in other areas
because there were no commercial sales in the Crested Butte South area to compare this to.
Commissioner Houck asked how the properties in other areas are adjusted to allow them to be
similar to the property in question. Appraiser Blackett explained the way this is done.
Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner was present for the discussion. She explained the appraisal
although outside the allowed dates was very different from the Assessor’s value. She explained
the buildings on the property and stated she believed that her property was most comparable
to the school sale in the City of Gunnison. Chairperson Chamberland asked if the Assessors
knew what percentage increase a neighborhood has on this property. Appraiser Blackett stated
without comparable sales that would be difficult but SAA Spicer stated it was approximately
70% higher for Crested Butte South than Gunnison in the previous reappraisal cycle.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to deny CBOE #09.
Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #93; Community Banks of Colorado (Rep: Sterling Property Tax Specialists
Inc.)

Assessor’s Case: Appraiser Bob Blackett was present for the discussion and explained the
location of the property. He explained the building size and the condition of the property.
Appraiser Blackett explained the comparable sales to this property and a bank sale from
Montrose.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner’s tax agent participated by telephone. The agent explained
the property and the price per square foot. She explained the change that is happening in the
bank market that would support a lower valuation. The petitioner's agent described the sales
she included that she felt was most comparable to the subject property.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to deny CBOE #93.
Motion carried unanimously.

BREAK: The County Board of Equalization went on break at 10:05 am and returned at 10:13
am.

CBOE #08; McNeil

Assessor’s Case: Appraiser Bob Blackett was present for the discussion and explained the
location and the attributes for the property. Appraiser Blackett explained the comparable sales
to this property and their values.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated by telephone. Mr. McNeil explained that he has
been a property owner in Crested Butte for many years and is a licensed real estate broker out
of state, specializing in commercial property. Mr. McNeil stated that the listing price should not
be used because that was not a sale. He stated he did not believe the sales his property was
compared to are fair, due to price per square foot, locations and size. Mr. McNeil stated the
apartments in the building are deed restricted and limit the value due to this. Also, this building
sat vacant for many years while being professionally marketed. The current tenant in the
commercial area is behind on rent and is looking to terminate their lease. SAA Spicer stated
that after looking more in depth at this property the deed restriction was not taken into account
when the valuation was done and an adjustment may be warranted to the residential
classification.

Moved by Chairperson Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Houck, to adjust the value of
CBOE #08 residential classification to $448,770 and commercial classification to $1,014,580.
Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #34-35; Roscoe Development Corp

Assessor’s Case: Appraiser Bob Blackett was present for the discussion and explained the
property attributes and the location. He explained the three examples of comparable properties
that were used to value the petitioned property.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner was not present for the discussion

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to deny CBOE #34 and
CBOE #35. Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #79-82; Ratherby Investments LLC (Rep: Beth Appleton)

Assessor’s Case: Appraiser Bob Blackett was present for the discussion and explained the
properties and their attributes and location. He explained that the sale of this property is within
the time period and used to help value this property. Appraiser Blackett stated the Assessor’s
office had recommended a lower amended value for these properties. He stated that the above
grade and below grade units are usually valued at different per square foot amounts.
Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner's agent Beth Appleton participated by telephone. Ms.
Appleton stated she believed the values although lowered are still too high. She stated there
was not any evidence that the four units sold together were sold at any discount. Ms. Appleton
explained some of the locational issues that would lead to a lower value for these properties
such as snow shed and sunlight.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to adjust the value of
CBOE #79 to $465,720, CBOE #80 to $459,320, CBOE #81 to $560,780 and CBOE #82 to
$556,640. Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #48-49; Four Squared LLC (Rep: Aaron Huckstep)
CBOE #48

Assessor’s Case: Appraiser Bob Blackett was present for the discussion and explained the
property location and attributes for CBOE #48. He explained that the above grade and total
square footage were calculated. Appraiser Blackett explained why he believes the materials
submitted by the petitioner are not accurate and cannot be used to help determine the value of
the properties.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner’s agent Aaron Huckstep was present for the discussion. He
explained that the increase in value from the past cycle of almost 20% does not seem like it has
occurred in other properties of the same area and use. The use of this property is as a
restaurant even though it is listed as condo use. Mr. Huckstep offered other examples than the
Assessors that would be better to compare the property to.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to deny CBOE #48.
Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #49

Assessor’s Case: Appraiser Bob Blackett was present for the discussion and explained the
property location and attributes for CBOE #49. He explained that this is the patio bar area for
the restaurant of CBOE #48. The Assessor has classified it as low quality condition. There has
been a 40% reduction value due to being open air.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner’s agent Aaron Huckstep was present for the discussion. He
stated that this property is not used year round and has zero productive use during the off
season. Chairperson Chamberland asked if there was a reduction for seasonal use. SAA Spicer
stated that the 40% reduction was for this. Mr. Huckstep asked if the reduction percentage
could be more in line with the amount of time the space is usable. The Board stated that a
50% reduction would be more appropriate.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to adjust the value of
CBOE #49 to $52,630. Motion carried unanimously.

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CBOE #50; Better to Ski LLC (Rep: Aaron Huckstep)

Assessor’s Case: Appraiser Bob Blackett was present for the discussion and explained the
property location and attributes. He explained one structure is retail and the other is a
residential structure. Appraiser Blacket described the examples of comparable sales and
address the list of sales provided by the petitioner.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner’s agent Aaron Huckstep was present for the discussion. He
stated the examples used by the Assessor have lower prices per square foot than the property
he is representing. All other attributes were generally the same. Appraiser Blackett stated that
the higher value may be caused by the larger land square footage than the examples.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to deny of CBOE #50.
Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #02; Safeway Stores Inc. (Rep: 1°* Net Real Estate Services Inc.)

Assessor’s Case: Appraiser Bob Blackett was present for the discussion and explained the
property location and the attributes. He stated that the building is in average quality and
condition. The three comparable sales examples were not supermarkets. The closest example
was the hotel.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner’s agent was not able to be reached by telephone.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to deny CBOE #02.
Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #212-213; Mountain Coal Company LLC

The Assessor’s Office and the Petitioner reached a stipulation agreement on CBOE #212 and
#213

Moved by Chairperson Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Houck, to adjust the value of
CBOE #212 to $42,513,290 and CBOE #213 to $6,715,410 based on the stipulation agreement
that was reached. Motion carried unanimously.

BREAK: The Board of Equalization took a lunch break at 12:11 pm and returned at 1:00 pm

CBOE #77-78; Kroll

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and the attributes. He explained
the units in the same townhomes that these were compared to as well as other sales in the
area. He explained that one of the properties has had a burst pipe and damage occurred. At
the Assessor’s appeal level, a lower valuation was applied to the unit that received damage.
The other unit is still under construction.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner participated by telephone. Mr. Kroll explained why he did
not believe the value is correct. He stated they unit within the same building was highly
upgraded compared to his properties. Mr. Kroll explained the condition of his properties and the
unit under construction is closer to 50% complete and should receive a 50% reduction in value.
He stated all windows and doors in both units need to be replaced as they were defectively
manufactured in China. Chairpersons Chamberland asked the Assessor’s Office if there is any
room to make an adjustment to the condition of the properties due to the statements from Mr.
Kroll.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Chairperson Chamberland, to adjust the value of
CBOE #77 to $311,350 and CBOE #78 to $419,130. Motion carried unanimously.

Joseph Monzon of Marvin F. Poer and Company represented all of the following properties and
participated by telephone.

Company)

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer gave their presentation on CBOE numbers listed above. He gave
a timeline on how the properties were appealed to the Assessor. He stated after the appeal
he looked at each property and found some accounts that were storage units or lift operator
sheds that were being valued too high. SAA Spicer gave the new value recommendations for
these units.

Petitioner’s Case: Mr. Monzon stated he agreed with the recommendations from the
Assessor’s Office.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Chairperson Chamberland for CBOE#105-106,
109-210 to accept the valuations that were adjusted and deny all others without the Assessors
recommendation as listed in the additional text in the minutes. Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #94-104; Sherman Street Holdings LLC (Rep: Marvin F Poer and Company)
CBOE #107; Crested Butte Ranger Station (Rep: Marvin F Poer and Company)
CBOE #108 Hermanson (Rep: Marvin F Poer and Company)

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer gave their presentation on CBOE numbers listed above. He
explained the properties that were being appealed and how they were being valued. He
wanted to make sure there were not deviations from how everything else was being valued.
SAA Spicer stated after review the Assessor’s opinion is that these properties were being valued
correctly.

Petitioner’s Case: Mr. Monzon stated he would like the Board to issue a denial if the Assessor
does not have any recommendations.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Houck, to deny CBOE #94-104,
107 & 108. Motion carried unanimously.

Commissioners Meeting Room in the Gunnison County Courthouse at 200 East Virginia Avenue,
Gunnison.

Senior Assessment Analyst William Spicer and others were present and participated as indicated
in the text.

NOTICE: The Petitioner’s and Assessor’s exhibits for each case are located in their
individual Board of Equalization files.

CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Chamberland called the October 10, 2017 meeting of the
County Board of Equalization to order at 1:31 pm. Chairperson Chamberland explained the
roles, rights and responsibilities of the Board and the Petitioner during each hearing where a
Petitioner and/or a Petitioner’s representative was present, either in person or via telephone.

CBOE #39; Sunspace 1 LLC

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer described the location and the attributes of the property. He
stated the condition has been listed as fair and he explained the other properties that the
subject property was compared too. SAA Spicer described the leaking atrium within the
building.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner could not be reached by telephone.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to deny CBOE #39.
Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #12; Del Tredici Living Trust

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer described the property location. He explained the building that
this property is located in. SAA Spicer stated this property was in average condition and
explained the model used to come up with an equivalent square footage for properties like this
one. SAA Spicer stated there were three sales from this complex during the allowed time
period. He stated that Tully’s restaurant opened after the sales occurred and could have an
impact to the value of the property and may warrant a lower valuation.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner was present for the discussion. Ms. Del Tredici stated that
the restaurant is open 7 days a week and often has live music. She stated her unit was on the
market and did not sell due to those not wanting to be located next to the restaurant. The
Board discussed the other properties within the building and area that would also be affected
by the restaurant.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to adjust the value of
CBOE #12 to $219,820. Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #03; CB202 LLC

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the location of the property and the condition. He
explained the new criteria used to value this units during this appraisal cycle. SAA explained
the sales of condos within the same building during the allowed timeframe.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner participated by telephone. He explained the sales he used
within Mountaineer square to compare his property to. He also stated that the price per square
foot the Assessor used was time adjusted. The Board asked the petitioner why he felt his
property would not sell for $500,000 when two of the petitioner's comparable sales sold for
around that price. The Petitioner explained his would not have sold for that much at June 30,
2016 and his property is on different floors than those sales. Commissioner Houck stated that
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the responsibility of the Board of Equalization to make sure the valuations are applied equitable
across the area and he feels that the Assessor did do that.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Houck, to deny CBOE #03.
Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #06; Essinger

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and condition classification of
this property. He reported on the other sales in this building that the petitioned property was
compared to.

Petitioner’s Case: The petition was not present for the discussion.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Houck, to deny CBOE #06.
Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #07; Crow

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property’s location and attributes. SAA Spicer
explained some of the sales that were used to help value this property.

SAA Spicer described the three sales within
Mountaineer Square that this property was compared to.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner was not present for the discussion.

Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #42; Westwall A204 LLC

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property attributes and location. He explained that
the view from the property should be classified as an average view not as a good view. The
Assessor recommended a new valuation of $803,300 to reflect the average view. SAA Spicer
explained the sales from Westwall Lodge that this property was compared to.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner participated by telephone. He stated he believed that unit
A302 is most comparable to his property out of the examples given by the Assessor’s Office.

October 11, 2017

The October 11, 2017 Board of Equalization meeting was held in the Board of County
Commissioners Meeting Room in the Gunnison County Courthouse at 200 East Virginia Avenue,
Gunnison. Present were:

Phil Chamberland, Chairperson Jonathan Houck, Vice-Chairperson
John Messner, Commissioner Josh Ost, Clerk to the Board

Senior Assessment Analyst William Spicer and others were present and participated as indicated
in the text.

NOTICE: The Petitioner’s and Assessor’s exhibits for each case are located in their
individual Board of Equalization files.

CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Chamberland called the October 11, 2017 meeting of the
County Board of Equalization to order at 8:30 am. Chairperson Chamberland explained the
roles, rights and responsibilities of the Board and the Petitioner during each hearing where a
Petitioner and/or a Petitioner’s representative was present, either in person or via telephone.

CBOE #18-19; SW Ventures LLC
CBOE #20-29; Biddiscombe

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer started by explaining what present worth discounting is to the
Board. He explained that lots within the Van Tuyl subdivision are still subject to present worth
discounting. SAA Spicer explained how the value for the lots were determined. The current
present worth discount this year for these lots is approximately 67%. The absorption period
was also reduced for these properties leading to the increase in value over the previous year.
The absorption period also must be applied to all properties on the plat.

Petitioner’s Case: Karen Stock was present for the discussion and Mr. Wade participated by
telephone. Mr. Wade asked if the subdivision was not approved in one single plat if the
discounting could be different. The Assessor’s office stated it could but it was not so it can't be
calculated different. Mr. Wade stated he believes the number of buildable units needs to be
lowered by two to a total of 94 units. He explained the spreadsheet he submitted to the Board.
The Board discussed if these lots could be valued different from the others on the plat. SAA
Spicer stated that it may be more advantageous to look at the underlying values instead of
separating the properties on the plat and raising the absorption period. The Board discussed a
possible 25% discount in the values. The Board directed the Assessor’s Office staff to take the
reduction and come back with the calculated values at a later date.

CBOE #36-37; Kozlowski

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the two properties location and attributes that are
under appeal. He explained sales examples that these properties were compared to. SAA
Spicer stated that there is a minor structure on one of the properties and asked the petitioner
on how that is being used as it may make the property eligible for residential classification.
Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner was present for the discussion. Mr. Kozlowski stated that his
neighbor pastures horses on his land. There is no lease currently in place but it would be
something he would look into. Mr. Kozlowski stated that he did not believe the sales used are
very good comparison to his property and gave some properties that were more similar to his
property. The Assessor’s Office asked if there has been a verbal lease with the neighbor for the
use of the pasture. Mr. Kozlowski stated that he has had a verbal agreement for a few years.
The Assessor’s office stated if his neighbor would sign an affidavit stating this, there may be the
possibility of reclassifying the property as agricultural use. This action was tabled until a
recommendation from the Assessor’s Office can be given.
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CBOE #41; Sharkey

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the location of this property and the sales examples
used to compare and value this property. He explained some of the adjustments in value that
were applied to this property.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner participated by telephone. Mr. Sharkey stated that his
property has been valued as all properties around his for the last several years until this year.
He explained some of the properties around his and how they compare to his. Mr. Sharkey felt
that the classification of the views from his property was incorrect. SAA Spicer stated that the
view attribute was recently added to this and other properties to get a better valuation. There
may be variation in view attributes from property to property even neighboring.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to deny CBOE #41.
Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #72; Zuni 111 Trust (Rep: Ryan LLC)

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property attributes as well the views and access
classifications. He also provided sales examples this property was compared to.
Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner’s agent could not be reached by telephone.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to deny CBOE #72.
Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #73-74; Barbier (Rep: Ryan LLC)

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner’s agent asked for an administrative denial in an email dated
10/6/2017.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Houck, to deny CBOE #73 and
#74. Motion carried unanimously.

BREAK: The County Board of Equalization went on break at 10:03 am and returned at 10:14
am.

CBOE #04; Morgan

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the location and characteristics of the property. It has
been recently used as a long term camp site. It has been adjusted to steep classification
instead of waste classification. The Assessor’s Office recommends lowering the value due to
being unable to build on.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner participated by telephone. Mr. Morgan stated after speaking
with the County, he was told he could only short term camp on the property. He stated that all
trailers and buildings on the property are used for storage.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to adjust the value CBOE
#04 to $46,160. Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #01; Newman

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and the size of the parcel. He
explained there is an access easement to this property through a neighboring property. SAA
Spicer stated there was in an error in the Assessors records that was causing a property to be
overvalued that is not under appeal. He explained the recommendation of the lowering of the
value.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner participated by telephone. Mr. Newman stated he filed his
appeal due to the land attributes of being steep and rocky. He discussed the access to his
property and the easements with the other properties. Mr. Newman stated because of this his
access closer to poor than fair as the Assessor states.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to retain the value CBOE
#01 and change the classification to residential. Motion carried unanimously.

Moved by Chairperson Chamberland seconded by Houck to change value of R011677 from
$553,620 to $492,060. Motion carried unanimously.
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CBOE #33; Dormeier

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the size of the property and the current use. He
presented the sales that were used to value this property and the adjustment that was made
for the views. The subject property was one of the sales that were used in the sales array
during the time frame.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner participated by telephone. Mr. Dormeier stated this was a
69% increase from his last assessment. He stated he bought the land in 2013 for $30,000.
The property has been for sale and he has no offers so far.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to deny CBOE #33.
Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #84; Frostline LTD (Rep: Bruce Eppinger)

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the location of the property and described the
buildings on the property including the accessory dwelling. He stated it was in average
condition. The sales examples were presented that were used to value this property.
Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner was present for the discussion. Mr. Eppinger stated the
Assessors listing of lot size was incorrect. The Assessor agreed with this statement and
recommended the land value be lowered. He went through the sales that his property was
compared to and the ones that he felt would be most comparable. Because of the accessory
dwelling this property is less desirable. Mr. Eppinger presented the listing history of the
property to the Board. The only offer that had been received was for $445,000. The Assessor’s
Office agrees that the accessory dwelling make the property less desirable and might justify a
lower valuation.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Houck, to adjust the value of
CBOE #84 to $441,740. Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #85-92; Eppinger IXLTD

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer described the townhome units and stated all units are not exactly
the same but very similar. Mr. Eppinger stated these properties are condos not townhomes.
SAA Spicer described what makes units townhomes versus condos. He described the size of the
units and the conditions. SAA Spicer presented the sales examples used to help value these
units.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner was present for the discussion. Mr. Eppinger gave his
presentation stating the loss of square footage for stairs in a 3 story unit that had not be
factored in. He stated that almost 100 square feet are lost with the stairs in those units. Mr.
Eppinger stated that he purchased the property during the allowed time period and the
property needs extensive exterior renovation to bring up the value.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to deny CBOE #85
through #92. Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #16; Heasley

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the location of the property and access. There is a
small building on the property. This property has been reclassified to residential from vacant
recently due to the building on the property.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner was present for the discussion. Mr. Heasley stated he is
pursing agricultural status and would like this parcel to be reclassified as vacant. The building
on the property is not being used in a residential manner. The Assessor recommends valuing
the building as a finished shed therefore lowering the value but reclassifying the land to vacant.
Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to adjust the value of
CBOE #16 to $80,260 and reclassify the property to vacant. Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #47; Moon Butte View LLC (Rep: Aaron Huckstep)

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the unit that is being petitioned. He explained the land
size and the accessory dwelling unit that has no residential uses. He explained the examples of
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sales this property was compared to including the subject property that sold during the time
frame.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner's agent Aaron Huckstep was present for the discussion. Mr.
Huckstep asked how the time adjusted sales prices are calculated. SSA Spicer explained this to
the Board and Mr. Huckstep. Mr. Huckstep provided example sales that would be more
comparable to this property. Chairperson Chamberland asked how many sales are in the array
that was used. SAA Spicer stated there were more than 200 sales used.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Houck, to deny CBOE #47.
Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #51; Pulliam (Rep: Aaron Huckstep)

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the size of the building on this property. He stated the
examples are of similar quality and condition and presented these to the Board. SAA Spicer
stated the accessory dwelling on this property is restricted for no residential use.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner's agent Aaron Huckstep was present for the discussion. Mr.
Huckstep stated he would like to contrast this property with the Assessor’s example #3. The
property is valued very high, likely one of the highest percentage within the Town of Crested
Butte.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Houck, to deny CBOE #51.
Motion carried unanimously.

BREAK: The Board of Equalization took a lunch break at 12:29 pm and returned at 1:16 pm

CBOE #76; RFM CBUTTE LLC (Rep: Ryan LLC)

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location, quality and size. This property
was a sale during the time frame. SAA Spicer also gave other examples that would be
comparable to this property.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner’s agent could not be reached by telephone.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Houck, to deny CBOE #76.
Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #15; Steele

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer described the property location and the size of the building and
lot. He stated it is of average condition. This property was a sale in the allowed time frame.
SAA Spicer explained the example sales that were used to value this property.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner participated by telephone. Mr. Steele presented the sales he
feels better compare to his property. They are all located on the same street as his property.
Mr. Steele discussed why he felt these sales are better suited to value his property. SAA Spicer
explained that there are many sales used to value properties including the ones the petitioner
listed.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to deny CBOE #15.
Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #40; John and Brenda Ryan Living Trust

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and size of the complex. He
described the sales examples that were in part used to value this property. The Assessor’s
Office proposed a new value of this property based on the sale of the neighboring property of
$472,840 due to the smaller land area.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioners participated by telephone. Mr. Ryan stated he feels the
neighboring property is not a comparable because of the type of building.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to adjust the value of
CBOE #40 to $472,840. Motion carried unanimously.
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CBOE #46; 130 Gothic LLC (Rep: Tom Dill)

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location, the renovation to the building
and addition. The quality of construction is rated as good and fair on the accessory dwelling.
The sales examples were presented and discussed with the Board.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner’s agent Tim Dill participated by telephone. Mr. Dill stated
the property owner believes the market value is too high for this property compared to the ones
it had been compared to. The petitioner believes this property does not have the high quality
view attributes as the Assessor lists. The quality of this property versus the comparable
properties was discussed.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to deny CBOE #46.
Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #32; Tocher

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer described the location and size of the building on the property.
He stated is was rated as good quality of construction and average on the accessory dwelling.
Three examples out of the sales array this property was compared to were presented to the
board.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner participated by telephone. Mr. Tocher discussed the
comparable properties he submitted to the Board. All of the properties he submitted sold
during the allowed time frame. SAA Spicer explained the time period the Assessor’s Office used
for sales to compare this property to.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Houck, to deny CBOE #32.
Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #13; Perkins

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer described the property size, location and an accessory garage
living unit. Three examples out of the sales array this property was compared to were
presented to the board and discussed. The Assessor’s Office recorded a lower value due to the
assessor dwelling not raising the value of the property as initially thought.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner participated by telephone. Mr. Perkins stated the condition
of his property is not comparable to those examples the Assessor used. All of the example
properties are better than his and smaller which he felt are more expensive to build. Mr.
Perkins discussed the sales he used to come to the value he felt was more appropriate for his
property.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Houck, to adjust the value of
CBOE #13 to $743,810. Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #30; Revior

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer gave a description of the property with the size of the property
and that the property has year round access. The sales examples were presented and
discussed with the Board.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner was present for the discussion. Mr. Revior presented
pictures of his property to the Board to show he does not have year round access to the
residence on the property. The Board stated that because this property borders Highway 92 it
does have access year round, it is up to the property owner to maintain their own driveway.
Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to deny CBOE #30.
Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #31; Hernandez Family Trust

be lowered because of the structure being used as a shed.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner was present for the discussion. Mr. Hernandez stated the
structure on the property is not used as residential, it is being used for storage and presented
photos to the Board showing the use.

The examples out of the sales array that were used to help value this property were presented
to the board and discussed.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner participated by telephone. Mr. Fisher presented and
discussed the properties he used to compare his property to. He stated there is some work that
needs to be done to the property that should lower the value even more. SAA Spicer discussed
the properties the petitioner presented and how they are valued in comparison to the subject
property.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner, to adjust the value of
CBOE #17 to $442,800. Motion carried unanimously.

CBOE #52; D & M LLC

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer stated this property was recently inspected and the condition
should be changed from good to average. Therefore the value is recommended to be lowered.
The examples out of the sales array this property was compared to were presented to the
board.

Petitioner’s Case: The petitioner was present for the discussion. The petitioner presented
sales examples she felt were more comparable to this property to the Board. She stated the
properties in the area of hers are not selling for what the Assessor’s Office is valuing them at.

The Gunnison County Assessor’s Office has been asked to communicate the
assignment results for a single property that was appraised as part of our mass
appraisal assignment.

This Agreement, executed on , is between Sterling Valley Systems Inc. dba Inntopia
(“Inntopia”) and Gunnison County (“Client” “You” or “Your”), with Services (as identified below) beginning on
January 1, 2018 (“Service Start Date”) and continuing through December 31, 2018 (“Service End Date”),
subject to the terms and conditions described herein. The Client, their participating properties (“Client-
Properties”) along with their designated and authorized staff are collectively referred to herein as
Subscribers.

The purpose of this Agreement is to plan, initiate and operate a destination-lodging research program for the
Client, (collectively, “Services”) in conjunction with its Client-Properties, operated by Inntopia, utilizing
Inntopia’s proprietary methods, systems, procedures and enabling technology as further described below:

l. Services:

Services Provided: Includes both one-time program startup feasibility and ongoing program Operations,
along with the production and publication of related work product which are provided by Inntopia under the
terms of this Agreement, as further described in “Attachment B — Products and Services”, attached hereto and
incorporated herein by reference.

Ongoing Operations: Begins with the completion of Startup (if applicable), continues through the term of this
Agreement and concludes with a final report, mid-month after the Service End Date. (Note: By way of
example, using a 12-month Agreement, Ongoing Operations will begin after completion of Startup, which is
typically 60 days after the Service Start Date, and completion of Startup, then continue for 10 monthly reports
through Service End Date, with the final Report several weeks thereafter.)

Data Submission & Report Subscribers: This Agreement includes participation licenses for up to 14 Client-
Properties as data submitters. Additionally, access to resulting reports is granted and provided via the Inntopia
Destimetrics secure web portal for up to 31 Subscribers (which includes 2 representatives for each Client-
Property, and3 Subscriptions for Client representatives), subject to change by mutual agreement during the
term of this Agreement. (For Example, an Agreement with 10 Data-Submitting Client-Properties, would result
in 20 Subscriptions for them, and up to 5 provided for Client, totaling 25.

Il Client Responsibilities: Client will:

c. No taxes or other similar surcharges are anticipated, but if imposed or assessed by an authorized
taxing authority, will become the Client’s responsibility to pay.

d. Any/all additional work requested by Client and not already included in this Agreement, will be
performed, subject to pre-existing commitments, and charged at Inntopia standard rates, terms
and conditions.

Confidentiality and Distribution: Data Provided by Client-Properties, and resulting reports are
CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION, as subject to the following:

a. Client/Client-Property data will be treated as Confidential Information by Inntopia, not to be
published or distributed unless aggregated with other similar data and indistinguishable as a
result. Inntopia will retain all data in its secure web portal, produce and distribute agreed upon
reports for Client and Client-Properties and retain exclusive rights to the data and various
reports, provided that no individual Client-Property data is disclosed, nor any aggregated data
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made public, nor will Inntopia disclose aggregated destination data, unless with Client approval.
For example, Client and Client-Property data might be combined with other similar data as part
of a broader regional or industry-wide report set.

b. As part of the Separate-but related Client-Property Subscription Agreement (Attachment C),
Client Properties and their respective Subscribers, acknowledge and agree that all information,
reports and related data posted within Inntopia’s DestiMetrics web portal and/or otherwise
provided by Inntopia is CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION, to which access is restricted, and
reproduction, distribution or sharing of this CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION is STRICTLY
PROHIBITED and enforceable by law excepting only when specific written agreement provides
otherwise.

c. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing in this Section shall restrict Client or Client Property
regarding any Confidential Information which (i) You can prove You rightfully possessed before
You received such information from another party; (ii) subsequently becomes publicly available
through no fault of Yours; (iii) You can prove You develop independently; or (iv) is subsequently
furnished rightfully to You by a third party without restrictions on use or disclosure; or (v) is
required to be disclosed in response to a valid order of a court or other official governmental
body, provided however that You shall first give notice to Inntopia of such disclosure and shall
allow Inntopia to try to obtain a protective order requiring that the information and/or
documents so disclosed be used only for the purposes required by law.

3. Inherent Limitations and Restrictions: Notwithstanding the reasonable and best efforts undertaken
by the parties to fully perform their respective obligations as provided for herein, the parties
acknowledge and agree that there are inherent limitations and/or restrictions which may alter,
influence and otherwise affect the results and the success of this Agreement and may thereby provide
justifiable cause and reason for inability to perform certain obligations by a given party. These
limitations and restrictions include, without limitation, the following:

a. Client-Property Subscribers submission of timely and accurate data is vital to the performance of
this Agreement, but beyond the control or direction of either Inntopia or the Client, and could
result in a failure to start or maintain the minimum thresholds of sufficient quantity or quality of
data (Data Integrity) to publish viable reports in which case:

1. Parties will utilize best efforts to restore minimum Data Integrity.

2. Inntopia may evoke a limited report production process, where data will be collected,
aggregated, and reports produced, but distributed only to Client on a confidential basis,
until Data Integrity is restored.

b. The existence of minimum Data Integrity will be determined and established by Inntopia, in
accordance with its standard procedures and at its sole discretion.

4. Responsibility: All Program participants understand and acknowledge that Inntopia reports are
based on data provided by participating program Client-Properties.

a. Systems: Inntopia stands by the systems (processes, procedures and technology) used to
vet, aggregate and organize data that has been submitted to the Program. In the event that
an error in these systems results in inaccurate data being published, Inntopia will take the
necessary steps to resolve the errant issue and republish any and all reports that have been
impacted by the errant system and provide an explanation of the correction, insofar as such
an explanation does not breach Inntopia confidentiality policies or reveal trade secrets.

b. Submitted Data: Inntopia will use its best efforts to assure the accuracy of the data and
resulting reports. Client acknowledges that data submissions from Client-Properties must be

submission procedures. Client acknowledges that Inntopia systems may not identify all
errors in data submitted by Client-Properties.

Termination: This Agreement may be terminated:

Immediately by Inntopia if Client commits a material breach of any term of this Agreement,
including Client’s failure to pay any of the fee(s) set forth in this Agreement, which (in the
case of a breach capable of being remedied) is not remedied within thirty (30) days of
written notice of breach.

Immediately by Client if Inntopia commits a material breach of any term of this Agreement
which (in the case of a breach capable of being remedied) is not remedied within thirty (30)
days of written notice of breach.

Immediately by either party if one party files for protection from creditors pursuant to the
Bankruptcy Act, has a petition of bankruptcy filed with respect to the party, is declared
insolvent or makes an assignment for the benefit of creditors.

Client acknowledges and agrees that the provisions set forth in this Agreement are based
upon a commitment by Client to the initial term 1 year. Client further acknowledges and
agrees that if Client terminates this Agreement prior to the expiration of the initial term set
forth above or any renewal term, Inntopia will suffer substantial damages, which would be
difficult to quantify. Client therefore acknowledges and agrees that if it should terminate
this Agreement prior to the end of the initial term set forth above or any renewal term, for
any reason other than a failure of Inntopia to complete the Services as described in this
Agreement, in addition to all other amounts which Client may owe Inntopia pursuant to the
provisions of this Agreement, Client shall pay to Inntopia the balance of the monthly Fees
remaining in the Term or any renewal Term.

THIS AGREEMENT, THE PARTIES AGREE THAT THE LIMITATION ON DAMAGES IN THIS SECTION
SHOULD SPECIFICALLY APPLY TO ANY ALTERNATIVE REMEDY ORDERED BY A COURT IF SUCH COURT

DETERMINES THAT THE SOLE AND EXCLUSIVE REMEDIES PROVIDED IN SECTION 5 FAIL IN THEIR
ESSENTIAL PURPOSE. IN NO EVENT WHATSOEVER SHALL INNTOPIA OR ITS OFFICERS, EMPLOYEES
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DIRECTORS, PARENTS, OR SUBSIDIARIES BE LIABLE FOR CONSEQUENTIAL, INCIDENTAL, INDIRECT, OR
SPECIAL DAMAGES, INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, LOST PROFITS, LOST REVENUE, LOST DATA,
LOSS OF USE, FAILURE TO REALIZE EXPECTED SAVINGS, OR OTHER COMMERCIAL OR ECONOMIC LOSS
OF ANY KIND OR FOR ANY CLAIM AGAINST CUSTOMER BY ANY THIRD PARTY ARISING OUT OF OR IN

Neither the
acceptance of any partial or delinquent payment by Inntopia or Inntopia’s failure to exercise any of its
rights or remedies on default of Customer shall be a waiver of the default, a modification of this
Agreement or Customer’s obligations under this Agreement, or a waiver of any subsequent default by
Customer. A waiver will be valid only if it is in writing and signed by Inntopia. Customer agrees not to
export, directly or indirectly, any U.S. source technical data acquired from Inntopia or any products
utilizing such data to countries outside the United States, which export may be in violation of the
United States export laws or regulations. This Agreement will bind and benefit the successors and
assignees of the parties, but Customer may not assign Customer’s rights and obligations under the
Agreement without Inntopia’s prior written consent. Should any litigation be commenced between
the parties hereto concerning this Agreement, the System or the rights and duties of either in relation
thereto, the party prevailing in such litigation shall be entitled, in addition to such other relief as may
be granted, to a reasonable sum for its expenses and attorney’s fees in such litigation which shall be
determined by the court in such litigation. Except as otherwise expressly provided in this Agreement

This Agreement may be executed simultaneously in two or more counterparts, each of which shall be
deemed an original, but all of which together shall constitute one and the same Agreement.

CONSULTING AGREEMENT

THIS CONSULTING AGREEMENT ("Agreement") is entered into this 19" day of
December, 2017, by and between the Board of Commissioners of the County of
Gunnison, Colorado whose address is 200 E. Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado 81230
("Gunnison County") and Cochran Fish and Wildlife Consulting, L.L.C., a Colorado limited
liability company whose address is 23825 Hwy 149, Powderhorn, CO 81243
("Consultant™).

RECITALS

Consultant desires to provide to Gunnison County the professional consulting services of
Consultant regarding Gunnison Sage-grouse conservation matters as identified herein;
and

Gunnison County desires to engage Consultant to provide such services according to this
Agreement.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and
obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

l. SCOPE OF SERVICES.

Consultant shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment to
commence, diligently pursue, and complete the work as more specifically set forth in the
Scope of Work, attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit "A" ("Services").

All Services shall be performed in a professional, timely and complete manner by
Consultant and in accordance with generally accepted standards for Consultant's
profession and all applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations affecting the
Services or the subject matter thereof. Consultant acknowledges that this is a non-
exclusive Agreement, and Gunnison County may contract with other providers able to
furnish the same or similar services, as it deems appropriate to do so.

No Services shall be performed except with the authorization of David Baumgarten for
Services pertaining to litigation support and administrative proceedings; Cathie Pagano
for Services pertaining to land use change applications and permits; and Matthew Birnie
for Services involving any other matter.

Il. TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on January 1, 2018 and shall terminate on
December 31, 2018, unless sooner terminated or amended as provided herein.

1. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.
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In exchange for Consultant's performance of the Services, during the term of this
Agreement, Gunnison County shall pay Consultant Ninety and No/100 U.S. Dollars per
hour ($90.00/hour); Sixty and No/100 U.S. Dollars per hour ($60.00/hour) for travel time
portal to portal; $0.56 or current IRS mileage rate/mile for travel from and return to the
Consultant's place of business at 23825 State Hwy 149 to the designated place of work
as specified by Gunnison County. Billing to Gunnison County shall be submitted
according to Gunnison County's standard policies for Consultants.

Consultant shall be reimbursed for reasonable and typical out-of-pocket traveling
expenses, including but not limited to mileage, airline travel, hotel and meals, provided
such are directly associated with performance of the Services.

During the Term of this Agreement no Services shall be performed in excess of
compensation in the amount of Twenty-Five Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars
($25,000.00) except with the authorization of Matthew Birnie, County Manager.

The Compensation is intended to be full and complete payment to Consultant for
performance of the Services; no other compensation, payment or benefit of any kind shall
be due or paid by Gunnison County to Consultant.

V. TERMINATION.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination, Consultant
shall be entitled to compensation for Services performed prior to the date of termination,
provided such Services are reasonably satisfactory to Gunnison County. Upon
termination or at the end of the term of this Agreement, Consultant shall forthwith provide
to the Board all documents and other property used or generated as a result of this
Agreement.

V. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

Memorandum of Understanding

The Act
provides that each contractor or Subrecipient must be prohibited from inducing, by any means, any person
employed in the construction, completion, or repair of public work, to give up any part of the compensation to
which he or she is otherwise entitled. The non-Federal entity must report all suspected or reported violations
to the Federal awarding agency.

U.S.C. 1251-1387). Violations must be reported to the Federal awarding agency and the Regional Office of
the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).

v.  Debarment and Suspension (Executive Orders 12549 and 12689). A contract award (see 2 CFR 180.220)
must not be made to parties listed on the government wide exclusions in the System for Award Management
(SAM), in accordance with the OMB guidelines at 2 CFR 180 that implement Executive Orders 12549 (3
CFR part 1986 Comp., p. 189) and 12689 (3 CFR part 1989 Comp., p. 235), “Debarment and Suspension.”

vi.  Byrd Anti-Lobbying Amendment (31 U.S.C. 1352). Contractors that apply or bid for an award exceeding
$100,000 must file the required certification. Each tier certifies to the tier above that it will not and has not
used Federal appropriated funds to pay any person or organization for influencing or attempting to influence
an officer or employee of any agency, a member of Congress, officer or employee of Congress, or an
employee of a member of Congress in connection with obtaining any Federal contract, grant or any other
award covered by 31 U.S.C.1352. Each tier must also disclose any lobbying with non-Federal funds that takes
place in connection with obtaining any Federal award. Such disclosures are forwarded from tier to tier up to
the non-Federal award.

CDHS may provide written notification to Subrecipient of such revisions, but such
notice shall not be a condition precedent to the effectiveness of such revisions.

13) Procurement Procedures. Subrecipient shall use its own documented procurement procedures which reflect
applicable State, local, and Tribal laws and regulations, provided that the procurements conform to applicable Federal
law and the standards identified in the Uniform Guidance, including without limitation, §§200.318 through 200.326
thereof.

14) Certifications. Unless prohibited by Federal statutes or regulations, CDHS may require Subrecipient to submit
certifications and representations required by Federal statutes or regulations on an annual basis (2 CFR §200.208).
Submission may be required more frequently if Subrecipient fails to meet a requirement of the Federal award.
Subrecipient shall certify in writing to CDHS at the end of the Contract that the project or activity was completed or
the level of effort was expended. 2 CFR §200.201(b)(3). If the required level of activity or effort was not carried out,
the amount of the Contract must be adjusted.

15) Event of Default. Failure to comply with the Uniform Guidance or these Supplemental Provisions for Federal
Awards shall constitute an event of default under the Contract pursuant to 2 CFR §200.339 and CDHS may terminate
the Contract in accordance with the termination provisions in the Contract.

16) Close Out. Subrecipient shall close out this Contract within 90 days after the End Date. Contract close out entails
submission to CDHS by Subrecipient of all documentation defined as a deliverable in this Contract, and
Subrecipient’s final reimbursement request. CDHS shall withhold 5% of the allowable costs until all final project
documentation has been submitted and accepted by State as substantially complete. If the project has not been closed
by the Federal awarding agency within 1 year and 90 days after the End Date due to Subrecipient’s failure to submit
required documentation that CDHS has requested from Subrecipient, then Subrecipient may be prohibited from
applying for new Federal awards through the State until such documentation has been submitted and accepted.

17) Erroneous Payments. The closeout of a Federal award does not affect the right of the Federal awarding agency or
CDHS to disallow costs and recover funds on the basis of a later audit or other review. Any cost disallowance
recovery is to be made within the record retention period.

FOOD AND BEVERAGE/RETAIL
LEASE AGREEMENT

This Lease Agreement is made and entered into on this 15th day of December, 2017 by
and between the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF GUNNISON COUNTY,
COLORADO, 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230, a political subdivision of the
State of Colorado, hereinafter referred to as the "County", and Rayna Clark dba
“Elevated Café”, hereinafter referred to as the "Lessee".

WHEREAS, the County, owns and operates the Gunnison-Crested Butte
Regional Airport (“the Airport”) located within and adjacent to the City of Gunnison,
including the Air Carrier Terminal building; and

WHEREAS, the County has determined that the convenience and interests of air
travelers and members of the public would best be served if prepared food and
beverages on the leased premises, including gifts and souvenirs, were offered for sale
in a restaurant and/or by mobile food service at such Terminal during regular airline
business hours; and

WHEREAS, the Lessee is willing to operate a restaurant and/or mobile food
service at the Terminal under the terms and conditions of this agreement;

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants and
agreements herein contained, the County and the Lessee do hereby agree as follows:

1. TERM

1.1 The term of this lease agreement, Initial Term, shall commence on December
15%, 2017, and continue until April 2", 2018 unless sooner terminated under the
terms hereof. During the term the Lessee will operate December 151", 2017,
through April 2", 2018 with the purpose of providing food and beverage service,
including gifts and souvenirs, that best serves the airline operating schedule at
the Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport.

1.2 The county may at its sole discretion and at the lessee’s request, grant the
lessee a second term commencing December 14t 2018 and terminating April 2™
2019. The terms and conditions of the second term will be the same as for the
initial term.





2. GRANT OF LEASE

The County hereby grants to the Lessee the right to occupy and use, together
with necessary rights of ingress and egress, those premises more particularly
identified in Exhibit A (Areas 209, 213 and part 216), attached hereto and by
reference incorporated herein.

3. USE OF LEASED PREMISES

The Lessee hereby agrees to use the airport restaurant facilities for the purpose
of food and beverage preparation for consumption in the leased area of the
terminal restaurant including the departure lounge if so desired by Lessee. Such
use shall be conducted in accordance with the laws of the State of Colorado
governing the sale and preparation of food and beverages.

It is intended that the above uses best serves the airline operating schedule at
the Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport during the term of the lease and to
serve airline passengers who are utilizing the Airport Terminal for air travel.
Such use shall at all times be conducted in a manner consistent with the terms of
this agreement, in accordance with applicable federal, state and local laws, rules
and regulations and in accordance with any rule, manual or program adopted for
the operation of the Gunnison Crested Butte Regional Airport.

No amusement or vending machines shall be installed or maintained in or upon
the Lessee's leased premises without prior written approval of the County.

The Lessee, its employees, passengers, guests, patrons and invitees shall have
the right to use all public areas and facilities in the Terminal including, but not
limited to, waiting rooms, restrooms, vehicle parking areas and vehicle loading
and unloading areas adjacent to the Terminal building. Nothing contained in this
paragraph shall prevent the County from enforcing the provisions of ordinances,
resolutions or regulations relating to the control of parking at the Gunnison-
Crested Butte Regional Airport or the collection of fees and fines for such
parking.

Neither the Lessee, its employees, passengers, guests, patrons nor invitees shall
be allowed to bring or keep animals or pets, excluding service dogs, on the
leased premises.

The Lessee agrees to secure all necessary sales tax licenses, business and
health permits and other approvals required by the City of Gunnison and the
State of Colorado. Such licenses shall be separate and apart from licenses and
permits relating to any other retail location operated by the Lessee.

The Airport Manager/or designated representative shall have the right to make
reasonable objections to the hours of business and food service menu items and
pricing at the airport. Such items will be subject to discussion with the ultimate
decision to be made, following the discussion, by the County.

The Lessee or a member of their staff will handle deliveries of food and beverage
or merchandise.

No trash or supplies associated with the agreement will be allowed in the front of
the air carrier terminal including but not limited to carbon cartridges, food
packaging, beverage containers, merchandise packaging, trash etc.

The Airport Manager/or designated representative shall have the right to make
reasonable objections to or require the immediate removal from sale or display of
any materials, which in the sole discretion of the County are objectionable for any

reason whatsoever. The Lessee shall promptly comply or such failure shall
constitute a material breach of this agreement.

The Lessee may place signage as approved by the Airport Manager or their
designee. Any sign must receive prior approval from the Airport and displayed or
be attached to or hung upon the wall/area designated by the Airport.

The Lessee specifically recognizes and agrees that the leased premises are part
of the Airport Terminal, which is closed during certain hours of the day and
evening and is utilized expressly for purposes relating to members of the public
traveling to and from Gunnison County by commercial airlines. The Lessee
hereby agrees that the use proposed for the leased premises is consistent with
the use of the Terminal for the intended purpose and accepts the closure of the
Terminal during those times identified by the County.

The Lessee agrees to close the business on the leased premises no earlier than
15 (fifteen) minutes after the last departure of a commercial airline or as deemed
necessary by passenger loads and/or delays by air carriers. This paragraph
shall not be considered to prevent the County at its sole discretion from granting
approval of later hours for special purposes, if requested.

The Lessee agrees to conduct its business hereunder for the accommodation of
the public using the Airport and to furnish good, prompt and efficient service.
The Lessee agrees to provide service on a fair, equal and non-discriminatory
basis to all air travelers and to charge fair, reasonable and non-discriminatory
prices for merchandise and service. The Lessee, its agents and employees, will
not discriminate against any person or class of person by reason of race, color,
creed or national origin in providing any services or in the use of any of its
facilities provided for the public in any manner prohibited by Part 21 of the
regulations of the office of the Secretary of Transportation.

The County has, at its own expense, brought certain public utility services to the
Terminal building and the premises leased hereunder. Within the limits of
capacity and without charge, the Lessee shall have the right to use and make
connection therewith. It is understood and agreed that nothing herein contained
shall be construed to grant or authorize the granting of an exclusive right, except
insofar as this Lease grants an exclusive right to occupy the leased premises in
accordance with its terms.

If the Lessee desires to provide food and beverage service within the airport
departure lounge of the Secure/Sterile area (Exhibit A, Area 216), Lessee must
comply with the requirements of Transport Security Administration (TSA) rules
and regulations and the Airport Security Manual as approved by TSA.

Lessee and or any employee of Lessee providing service within this
Secure/Sterile area will be required to undergo and pass an airport background
check to include fingerprinting thereby qualifying for an airport security badge.

The cost for each background check and airport badge issuance is $50.00 (fifty
dollars).

Holders of airport security badges issued under this lease agreement shall only
have egress access from the airport sterile area to non-sterile area. Access to
the Airport Sterile Area from non-sterile area shall only be via the TSA screening
checkpoint.

Personal requiring access during hours when the TSA is not manning the check
point will be required to contact airport operations.

It is mandatory that all airport security badges issues under this lease agreement
are returned to airport operations at the termination of the lease or at any time if
personal are no longer required to serve within the secure area or if no longer
employed by Lessee.

7. MAINTENANCE, REPAIRS AND IMPROVEMENTS

During the term of this agreement, the Lessee shall at its own expense, keep the
leased premises maintained in a clean and tidy condition at all times and shall at
a minimum provide or comply with the following:-

a. No trash or supplies associated with the Lessee’s product, including but
not limited to papers, napkins, cups, plates, food containers and utensils
are to be left at tables, counters, bars or other locations within the
restaurant and departure lounge. Such items shall be collected up by the
Lessee's personnel and disposed of in the Lessee’s provided trash
containers;

b. At the lessee’s expense provide trash containers lined with disposable
plastic trash bags for the disposal of trash, including paper, plastic and

c. Immediately clean up spilled food and beverages within the leased area
including messes made by Lessee’s personal during the removal of trash,
liquids or debris through the airport terminal;

d. The floor of the leased premises, including the stairs leading to the main
restaurant area shall be vacuumed at least daily after the close of
business or before the business opens the following morning. Vacuuming
shall cover all carpeted areas including those under benches, chairs,
tables and other movable furniture;

e. Hard surfaces such as wood, metal and laminates within the leased area
shall be cleaned regularly whether such surfaces are on appliances, bar
furniture or affixed to the building.

f. Liquid waste shall not be disposed of by dumping, or other disposal, on
Airport premises including the exterior metal dumpsters at the Airport
Terminal which is provided only for non-liquid wastes. Only those
approved disposal containers designed for liquid/oil waste shall be used.

g. Provide its own janitorial services if necessary to at all times keep its
leased premises, including the restrooms in the restaurant area, in a neat
and clean condition and in good repair (ordinary wear and tear,
unavoidable accident and fire excepted).

The County shall operate, maintain and keep in good repair the Terminal building
and Airport facilities.

The County and its authorized officers, employees, agents and other
representatives shall have the right (at such times as may be reasonable under
the circumstances) to enter upon the Lessee's leased premises to inspect the
premises at reasonable business hours or in case of emergency, to perform
necessary maintenance and repairs in order to preserve the structural safety of
such premises or the Terminal building or to correct dangerous conditions, or in
the exercise of the County's police power. No such entry by or on behalf of the
County upon such leased premises shall, in and of itself, cause or constitute a
termination of letting thereof or be deemed to constitute an interference with the
possession thereby by the Lessee.

All equipment and property placed by the County at its expense in, on or about
the leased premises shall remain the property of the County. The County shall
be responsible for maintenance and repair of all County owned equipment used

in the provision of these services, up to fifty percent (50%) of the current
depreciated value.

All property placed by the Lessee at its expense in, on or about the premises and
affixed to the premises so that the same cannot not be removed without causing
damage thereto, shall then become the property of the County and shall not be
removed by the Lessee at any time without the permission of the county.

Gunnison County owns the furniture and fixtures associated with the restaurant.
Requests to purchase additional kitchen fixtures and equipment must be in
writing to the Airport Administration prior to purchasing the items, and must
include the equipment, quantity, price, supplier and reasoning for additional
fixtures/equipment. The County will decide if the fixtures or equipment shall be
County owned and purchased or lessee owned and purchased. The approval
will be based on need and the restaurant equipment replacement budget, within
the Airport Operating Budget

INDEMNIFICATION AND INSURANCE

The Lessee agrees to hold the County harmless, to release and indemnify the
County from and against any and all claims, demands, damages and liabilities
(including costs and expenses incurred in the defense thereof including
reasonable attorney’s fees) for injury to persons or damage to property arising
from the Lessee's operations or the activities of any officer, agent or employee of
the Lessee. For the purposes of this paragraph, "operations" shall include, but
not be limited to, those activities and services required or permitted under the
terms of this Agreement. The Lessee agrees to indemnify, release and hold
harmless the County from and against any and all claims, demands, damages
and liabilities including costs and expenses incurred in the defense thereof due to
theft, vandalism or unexplained loss of alcoholic beverages stored on the leased
premises.

The County agrees that the Lessee need not release, save harmless or
indemnify the County against damages or injuries caused solely by the
negligence of the County, its agents, officers or employees.

The Lessee agrees to obtain and keep in force, throughout the term of this lease
agreement, comprehensive general liability insurance including at a minimum,
commercial general liability coverage per occurrence with a general aggregate of
$2,000,000, products of $2,000,000, personal injury of $1,000,000, fire damage
of $100,000, and medical expense (per any one person) of $5,000. The Lessee
shall also maintain and keep in force at such times adequate Workers'
Compensation insurance, including occupational disease hazards, for all of its
employees. The County shall be named as an insured in any insurance policy

required hereunder, and said policies shall contain a provision insuring
contractual liability of the Lessee to the County. The Lessee shall furnish, at the
County's request, current certificates of insurance to the County, which shall
include a provision that the policies will not be canceled without ten days' prior
notice to the County.

In the event that the premises leased hereunder, or any portion thereof, shall be
destroyed or damaged by fire or otherwise to an extent which renders them
untenable, the County may rebuild or repair such destroyed or damaged
portions, and the obligation of the Lessee to pay the compensation hereunder
shall abate as to such damaged or destroyed portions during the time they shall
be untenable. In the event that the County shall elect not to proceed with the
rebuilding or repair of the major portion of the premises (if so destroyed or
damaged) within a period of 90 days after the destruction or damage, the Lessee
may, it its option, cancel and terminate this lease. In the event that the County
shall elect to rebuild, the Lessee must replace all of its personal property at its
sole cost.

The County shall not be liable for any loss of property by theft or burglary from
the Airport or Terminal or for any damage to persons or property on said Airport
or Terminal resulting from the electric lighting or water, rain or snow, which may
come into or issue or flow from any part of said Airport, or from the pipes,
plumbing, wiring, gas or sprinklers thereof.

10. ASSIGNMENT

10.

The Lessee covenants and agrees not to assign, sublet, pledge or transfer any of
its rights granted in this agreement, in whole or in part, nor grant any license or
concession hereunder, without first obtaining the written consent of the County,
which consent may be reasonably withheld by the County. Any attempt by the





Lessee to assign, sublet or in any way transfer its interest hereunder without
such prior written consent shall, at the County's option, automatically terminate
this agreement and the Lessee's rights hereunder.

11. DEFAULT

The Lessee shall be considered to be in default of this agreement upon or after
any one of the following:

the Lessee fails to pay the compensation required hereunder when due; or

the Lessee fails to pay each and every late charge and interest payment
within thirty (30) days of its being due; or

receiver, trustee or liquidator of any or substantially all of its property; or

the Lessee transfers its interest under this agreement without the approval
of the County by reason of death, operation of law, assignment, sublease
or otherwise, to any other person, firm or corporation; or

the Lessee voluntarily abandons, deserts or vacates the leased premises;
or

any lien is filed against the leased premises because of any act or
omission of the Lessee and shall not be discharged or contested by the
Lessee in good faith by proper legal proceedings within 20 days after
receipt of notice thereof by the Lessee; or

the Lessee fails to keep, perform and observe each and every promise,
covenant and agreement set forth in this lease agreement which failure
continues for a period of more than 30 days after written notice from the
County of such breach or default; or

the Lessee uses or gives its permission to any person to use any portion
of the Airport, Terminal or leased premises for any illegal purpose; or

the Lessee fails to fully and timely provide restaurant, bar and gift shop
services, satisfactory to the County, at all times required by this
Agreement.

If the Lessee defaults in any of the covenants, terms and conditions herein
contained, the County may proceed in either of the following manners. The





County may elect to allow this agreement to continue in full force and effect and
to enforce all of the County's rights and remedies hereunder, including without
limitation, the right to collect monthly lease payments as they become due
together delinquent payments and interest as set forth herein. The County may,
at its sole option, cancel and terminate this agreement upon 30 days' written
notice to the Lessee and may repossess the premises without liability for so
doing, in the event of any breach of the covenants contained herein, unless such
default has been cured within such 30 days. The County may also elect to
collect liquated damages in the amount of three thousand dollars ($3,000.00) per
month of each month from notice of the breach to the end of the lease term or
end of each winter season, whichever is earlier.

No waiver of a default by either party of any of the terms, covenants or conditions
hereof to be performed, kept and observed by the other party shall be construed
as, or operate as, a waiver of any subsequent default of any of the terms,
covenants or conditions herein contained to be performed, kept and observed by
the other party.

12. LESSEE'S RIGHT TO TERMINATE

12.1

Lessee shall have the right to terminate this Agreement by giving 60 days
advanced written notice to the County.

13. AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT

13.1

Lessee is not responsible to make any structural changes to the Airport Terminal
building to meet the requirements of the American's With Disabilities Act;
however, Lessee is responsible to meet all other relevant provisions of the
American's With Disabilities Act, including but not limited to reasonable
accommodations to the public and employees.

14. IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION.

14.1

Contractor certifies that it does not and will not knowingly contract with or employ
illegal aliens to work under this contract. Contractor further certifies that it has
required its subcontractors to certify that they do not knowingly contract with or
employ illegal aliens to work under this contract. Finally, Contractor certifies that
it has attempted to verify the eligibility of its employees and subcontractors to
work through the Basic Pilot Employment Verification Program (operated by the
Department of Homeland Security).

15. FORCE MAJEURE

Neither party hereto shall be liable to the other for any failure, delay or
interruption in the performance of any of the terms, covenants or conditions of
this agreement due to causes beyond the control of that party including, without
limitation, strikes, boycotts, labor disputes, embargoes, shortage of material, acts
of God, acts of the public enemy, acts of superior governmental authority,
weather conditions, floods, riots, rebellion, sabotage or any other circumstances
for which such party is not responsible or which is not in its power to control.

GROUND TRANSPORTATION AGREEMENT
Gunnison Crested Butte Regional Airport

THIS GROUND TRANSPORTATION AGREEMENT, made as of ,
between the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF GUNNISON COUNTY,
COLORADO (hereinafter "County"), and San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC (hereinafter
"Operator") witnesses:

WHEREAS:

A. The County owns and operates the Gunnison County Airport (hereinafter "Airport")
which includes the Airport building complex (hereinafter "terminal") and does maintain various
spaces for the use of the public, and from time to time does and shall license and/or lease and/or
permit and/or contract for the use of parts of these areas to various individuals, partnerships,
corporations or entities to serve the users of the Airport; and

B. The County has adopted Resolution 96-54 (hereinafter "Resolution") requiring that a
ground transportation commercial operator shall conduct business at the Airport only pursuant to
a written agreement with the County; and

C. The Resolution sets the fees to be paid by a ground transportation commercial operator
pursuant to such a written agreement; and

D. Operator is engaged in the commercial business of ground transportation of persons and
desires to use a portion of the Airport for the loading and unloading of such persons; and

E. Operator does not have a current written agreement with County regarding use of the
Airport; and
F. County and Operator desire to enter into a written agreement establishing and specifying

the conditions under which Operator may conduct a ground transportation commercial operation
at the Airport.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements
contained herein, the County and the Operator do hereby mutually undertake, promise and agree,
each for itself, to successors and assigns, as follows:





1. DEFINITIONS

1.1 "Commercial Vehicle" shall mean any vehicle, which provides for the carriage of persons
or property to and from the Airport for which the passenger, either directly or indirectly, pays a
charge. This definition expressly includes each vehicle used by any off Airport car rental entity
to transport a customer of that entity to or from the Airport. This definition expressly excludes
rental vehicles driven by the consumer.

1.2 "Courtesy Vehicle" shall mean a vehicle, regardless of size, which regularly carries
persons between the Airport and off Airport locations for which no charge is paid, either directly
or indirectly by passenger.

1.3 "Airport Manager" shall mean the Manager of the Airport or any individual designated
by the Manager to act in his or her behalf.

1.4  "Employee" shall mean any employee, officer, or director of an Operator, or any other
individual who operates a Commercial Vehicle or provides other service at the Airport for an
Operator, and includes an individual Operator.

1.5  "Ground transportation commercial operation" shall mean any individual, partnership,
corporation or other entity which provides ground transportation of humans, including but not
limited to transportation by taxicab, van, limousine or bus, for a fee.

1.6 “Rental Car Operator” shall mean any individual, partnership, corporation, joint venture,
or other entity which provides rental, for a fee.

1.7 "Person" shall mean any individual, partnership, corporation, joint venture, or other legal
entity.
1.8 "Operator" shall mean the owner or operator of a Commercial Vehicle. Corporations,

partnerships and other entities controlled by the same individual or group of individuals shall, for
purposes of this Policy, be considered to be a single Operator. The actions and omissions of all
employees, officers, directors, and agents of an Operator shall be deemed to be the acts or
omissions of the Operator. Whenever an obligation, condition or requirement applies to an
Operator, it shall apply equally to the Operator’s employees, officers, directors and agents.

1.9 "Solicitation" shall mean communication or attempted communication for the purpose of
encouraging a potential customer to engage an Operator for transportation in a Commercial
Vehicle. Solicitation includes, but is not limited to, distribution of hand bills, mime and oral
communication, the display of signs, other than pre-arranged reservations as outlined in this
Plan.





1.10 "Taxi" shall mean a chauffeur-driven vehicle for hire having a capacity of seven
passengers or less and which operates on demand over routes determined by the destination of
the passenger.

1.11  "Terminal" shall mean the passenger terminal building at the Airport for scheduled air
carriers.

1.12 "Gross Revenues" or "Gross Receipts" shall mean all amounts received by Operator, or
which Operator is entitled to receive. For car rental entities, gross sales are defined as time and
mileage revenues for car rentals in all other cases gross sales are defined as the aggregate gross
selling price of transportation to or from the Airport.

1.11.1 Gross revenues or gross receipts to the Operator shall be deemed received at the
time the sales, lease or service transaction occurs giving rise to Operator’s right to
collect said monies, regardless of whether said transaction was conducted in
person, by telephone, by wire (FAX, telex, etc.), by mail or by any other method
of information transmission, whether the transaction was for cash or credit.

1.11.2 Gross revenues or gross receipts shall not include: (1) federal, state or municipal
sales taxes separately stated and collected from customers; (2) amounts Licensee
receives, or is entitled to receive, for refueling motor vehicles owned or leased by
it; (3) amounts Licensee receives, or is entitled to receive, for charges for
insurance coverage, including but not limited to personal accident insurance
premiums and collision damage waiver charges.

2. USE OF AIRPORT FACILITIES

2.1 Grant of Non-Exclusive Use. Subject to the terms, limitations and conditions of, and to
the extent Operator is authorized by the Agreement to operate Commercial Vehicles at the
Airport, Operator is granted the use, in common with others similarly authorized, of the
nonexclusive loading, unloading and parking areas as directed by the Airport Manager.

2.2 Limitation on Use.

2.2.1 Operator's use of the Airport authorized and granted herein shall be limited to the
operation of a ground transportation commercial operation for the carriage of
persons or property.

2.2.2 Operator's use of the Airport or any portion thereof, including exclusive use
spaces, may be temporarily restricted by the Airport Manager to the extent the
Airport Manager deems necessary to protect or enhance public health or safety, in
the event of emergency or as necessary for security.

3. OBLIGATIONS OF OPERATOR

Acquire necessary permits and licenses associated with the lawful operation on its
business upon the Premises.

Comply with all Airport Minimum Standards and Regulations, all City and County
regulations and ordinances, all State and Federal regulations and laws, and all applicable
sales and use tax requirements, effective at the time of this Lease and throughout the
Primary and Renewal Terms hereunder.

Operator agrees to pay all wages, all applicable Federal and State withholding taxes,
Social Security payments (FICA) Unemployment and Worker’s Compensation for all of
its employees. Any breach of these provisions shall be deemed a material breach of this
Lease.

Payment of Fees. Operator agrees to pay the County fees for the uses, services and
privileges granted hereunder, according to the following schedule:

3.4.1 A fee of $500.00 per calendar year per commercial vehicle used at the Airport;
this fee is due and payable as a prerequisite to execution by the County of this
Ground Transportation Agreement.

3.4.2 An additional fee of 10% of gross revenues derived by Operator from ground
transportation commercial operations at the Airport; this fee is due and payable on
the 30™ day of each month.

343 All payments to be made pursuant to paragraphs 3.4, 3.4.1, 3.4.2, will be
considered delinquent if not received by the last day of the month in which the
payment became due. In addition to such delinquent payment, a late charge of
$200.00 will be assessed on the delinquent payments and interest will accrue on
the delinquent payment at a rate of one percent (1%) per month on all delinquent
balances.

Without limiting its liability, Concessionaire agrees to carry and keep in force an
insurance policy naming Gunnison County, Gunnison Crested Butte Regional Airport as
additional insured on the certificate.

Annually, within thirty (30) days after the end of every operations year, at the
expiration of the Operator’s term and upon assignment of Operator's rights
hereunder, Operator shall file a statement of gross revenues or gross receipts
reportable under this Agreement, which report shall be prepared, signed and
certified as correct by a corporate officer of Operator.

Operator shall maintain full and accurate books of account and records from
which "gross revenue" and "gross receipts," as defined herein, the amount and
nature of all business transacted on or though the Airport and the amount of
percentage rental owed the County hereunder, particularly as it relates to all
revenues or receipts attributable to Operator’s business conducted at the Gunnison

County Airport, can be determined and verified, according to standard and
accepted accounting and auditing practices. The books of account and records
that Operator must maintain must include, but need not be limited to, legible, true
and accurate copies of all written and electronic records and reports kept in the
normal course of Operator's business including, without limitation, all motor
vehicle rental contracts, sales slips, cash register tapes, credit card invoices,
monthly sales tax returns, sales and disbursement journals, general ledgers, bank
statements, bank books, bank deposit slips, annual federal income tax returns,
state sales tax returns and all Airport-related revenue reports submitted by
Operator to its franchisor. These books and records shall be maintained on a
current basis and shall be stored at LICENSEE'S principal location for a period of
at least thirty-six (36) months from the end of each monthly period, or for such
longer period of time as County reasonably may direct in writing.

Rate Cards. Operator shall submit to the Airport Manager a current rate at the beginning
of each month.

Conduct and Qualification of Emplovees.

Operator shall make all Employees aware of Operator’s responsibilities under this
Agreement.

Operator and it Employees shall not engage in solicitation at the Airport. The
Operator and its Employees is expressly forbidden from engaging in any form of
solicitation with individuals or groups other than the pre-arranged reservation and
shall not loiter in the Terminal or its environs nor enter the security screening
area. Employees entering the Terminal Building for the purpose of meeting pre-
arranged reservations shall be subject to the following specific restraints:

The Employee will carry a sign meeting the specific size requirements of no

making contact with the pre-arranged reservation. At no time shall the Employee
roam the Terminal building, display, or stand in an area other than that designated by
Airport Management for meeting pre-arranged reservations.

Upon contacting the reserved party or individual, the operator will immediately
guide that party outside to their waiting transportation.

If the Employee is petitioned for service by others, they must be directed to either
the Telephone Reservation Board, or to the ground transportation line at the curb.

The operator is expressly forbidden from engaging in any form of solicitation
with individuals or groups other than the pre-arranged reservation.

Employees may under no circumstances provide service to anyone other than a
pre-arranged reservation. If an individual or group makes transportation
arrangements from the Airport Telephone Board, those reservations must be
directed to the operators parking position. They cannot be accommodated by the
operator’s representative in the Terminal building meeting a previous pre-
arranged reservation.

Only Employees who are properly licensed and qualified with respect to the
Commercial Vehicle operated shall be permitted by Operator to operate such
vehicle upon the Airport.

Employees shall at all times have a neat, clean and modest appearance. Clothing
shall include shoes and shirts and may bear reasonable insignia indicating
affiliation with Operator. Personnel must demonstrate professional and courteous
conduct at all times while on the Airport.

3.10.5 Employees may meet reservations at baggage pickup area, and may
display a sign (per section 3.10.2) with the passenger(s) or group name, but may
not loiter in the terminal after making contact. Employees will not be allowed in
the baggage area prior to passenger(s) scheduled arrival.

At the discretion of Airport Management, Operator violating the above rules and
regulations will be prohibited from conducting further business at Gunnison
County Airport for a period of 30 days. Second time or habitual violators may be
permanently barred from conducting business at the Gunnison Crested Butte
Regional Airport.

Operator shall ensure that all Employees attend orientation sessions, which the
Manager may schedule from time to time.

Operator shall at all times obey the lawful instructions of the Manager with

respect to the loading, unloading, parking and operation of Commercial Vehicles
upon the Airport, and the conduct of Employees at the Airport.
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3.10.9 Any violation or complaint of an Operator’s employee will be forwarded to the
respective person noted below.

3.11 Registration of Commercial Vehicles.

3.11.1 Operator agrees to register with the Airport Manager each Commercial Vehicle it
utilizes in providing service at the Airport, and not to use any unregistered vehicle
to provide such service. The Commercial Vehicles listed on the Registration
Sheet annexed hereto as Exhibit 1 are hereby registered.

3.11.2 Operator agrees that prior to using at the Airport any Commercial Vehicle not
registered above, may bring said vehicle and registration to the Airport for
registration by the Airport Manager.

3.11.3 Operator must submit written notice of change of registration of vehicles by the
15th of each month.

3.11.4 Any decals issued by the Airport Manager shall be displayed at all times in the
lower right hand corner of the front windshield of each Commercial Vehicle
operating at the Airport. Operator shall operate no Commercial Vehicle at the
Airport which does not display a current decal, without the Airport Manager’s
prior approval.

3.11.5 Each Commercial Vehicle operated at the Airport shall bear a sign which clearly
discloses the identity of Operator or of a trade name under which Operator does
business at the Airport. Trade names under which Operator does business at the
Airport are:

3.12  The County reserves the right to conduct audits of Operator's books of account and
records, which audits may be conducted upon reasonable notice to Operator and during
Operator's normal weekday business hours. For purposes of this Agreement, the annual audit
period shall be deemed to commence on January 1 of each year the Agreement is in effect and to
conclude December 31 of the ensuing year. In performing said audits, County shall be entitled to
review, and Operator shall be obligated to provide to the County, all of the books of account and
records that Operator obligated to maintain pursuant hereto, as well as other documents and files
in Operator's possession, custody or control at the time County advises Operator of its desire to
audit Operator's records, that the County, or its auditor, believe, in their sole discretion, are
useful, relevant or necessary to determine or verify the correct amount of gross revenues enjoyed
by Operator, and the correct amount of percentage rental owed by Operator to the County, for the
period involved. Should Operator fail to maintain the books of account and records required to
be maintained pursuant hereto, or should Operator fail to permit County or its auditor to review
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Operator’s books and records, and other documents and files, as required by this subparagraph,
said default is agreed by the parties to be a material breach of this Agreement and Operator
agrees to pay, as liquidated damages for such breach, an additional amount equal to fifty (50%)
percent of the verifiable costs, fees and charges due from Operator hereunder for the period in
question. If any audit shows percentage rentals and other charges that should have been paid to
the County by the Operator pursuant to this Agreement were understated or underpaid for any
period involved, Licensee shall, within thirty (30) days notice of any such deficiency, pay to the
County the full amount underpaid, plus eighteen percent (18%) interest, on such underpayment
from the time said underpayment should have been paid to the time said underpayment is fully
paid. In addition, if the amount of underpayment exceeds exactly one (1.0%) percent of the total
annual percentage rental that was owed by Operator to the County for the audit period involved,
Operator, in addition to paying the County the underpayment owed and interest accrued thereon,
shall within thirty (30) days' notice reimburse the County for the cost of the audit not to exceed
Fifteen Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00). If the audit discloses overpayment of the percentage
rentals paid to the County by Licensee, the County shall refund the amount of overpayment to
Licensee within thirty (30) days of said audit. The County shall hold all information obtained
from any such audit in confidence, except as may be necessary to enforce the County's rights
under this Agreement, except with respect to tax proceedings, and except with respect to any
legal requirements or Court Order to disclose said information.

4. TERM

4.1 Term. Subject to earlier suspension or termination as hereinafter provided, the term of
this Lease shall be a one (1) year period commencing December 1 2017, and ending November
30, 2018 (the “Initial Term”). The term of this Lease may be renewed at the sole discretion of
the County for up to one (1) additional term of one (1) year commencing December 1, 2018
through November 30, 2019 and upon the same terms and conditions as the Initial Term (except
as otherwise provided herein).

5. TERMINATION, SURRENDER AND DAMAGES

5.1 Termination by Operator. Operator may terminate this Agreement, by providing written
notice to the Board. Termination shall not entitle Operator to a refund of fees paid in
advance.

5.2 Termination or Suspension by Board.

5.2.1 If Operator fails to make any payment due hereunder within ten (10) days after
notice of the overdue payment is sent to Operator at the address set forth for
Operator herein, Board may, at its option, and in addition to other remedies,
terminate this Agreement.

5.2.2 The Board shall also have the right to terminate this Agreement in the event of the
appointment of receiver of Operator’s assets or the default by Operator in the

Issue written warnings to the Operator;

Suspend, by written order, the Operator’s authority under this
Agreement to operate to, from and upon the Airport for any period
of up to 30 days for each such violation, or;

Suspend, by written order, an Employee's authority to operate a
commercial vehicle to, from and upon the Airport for any period of
up to 30 days for each such violation, or;

Terminate by written order, the Operator's authority under this
agreement to operate from and upon the Airport for multiple
violations within the same calendar year, which year is agreed to
be December 1 through November 30.

Delayed Termination or Suspension. In the event of default by Operator, the Airport

Manager in his/her discretion may impose termination or suspension of authority immediately, as
set forth in Section 5.2 above, or delay such suspension or termination for imposition during the
next period in which Airport enplanements again approximate the period during which the
violation(s) occurred. Violations and defaults under this Agreement may be considered by the
Airport Manager in imposing suspensions or termination under any successor agreement.
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6. ASSIGNMENT

6.1 Assignment. Operator shall not at any time assign its rights under this Agreement or any
part thereof without the written consent of Board; provided, however, that the foregoing shall not
prevent the assignment of such rights to any corporation with which Operator may merge or
consolidate, or which may succeed to the business of Operator. No such assignment shall release
Operator from its obligations to pay any and all of the rentals and charges and to otherwise
perform Operator’s obligations set forth herein.

6.2 Successors to Board. The rights and obligations of Board under this Agreement may be
assigned by the Board, at the option of the Board, and without the necessity for the concurrence
of the Operator in any such assignment.

7. OTHER AGREEMENTS

7.1 Rules and Regulations. Operator agrees to observe and obey rules and regulations that
may be adopted by Gunnison County from time to time respecting use of the Airport.

7.2  Agreement Subordinate. This Ground Transportation Agreement is subject and
subordinate to the terms, reservations, restrictions and conditions of any existing or future
agreements between the County and the United States, the execution of which has been or may
be required as a condition precedent to the transfer of federal rights or property to the County for
Airport purposes, and the expenditure of federal funds for the extension, expansion or
development of the Gunnison — Crested Butte Regional Airport.

7.3 Non-Discrimination. The Operator, in operations at and use of the Airport, shall not, on
the grounds of race, color, national origin or sex, discriminate or permit discrimination against
any person or group of persons in any manner prohibited by applicable law. The Operator shall
abide by the provisions of Part 21 of the Rules and Regulations of the Office of the Secretary of
Transportation effectuating Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964.

7.4  County reserves the right to grant leases, licenses, uses, permits or rights including but
not limited to additional ground transportation agreements to other parties to operate on the
Airport.

7.5  The County reserves the right to direct, in its reasonable discretion, Operator's operations
in the event that Licensee's operations are unreasonably interfering with the use by others of the
Airport; e.g., to restrict the use of "public" areas of the terminal and public-access curbs,
sidewalks and roadways in favor of the traveling public.

7.6 County reserves the right to further plan, develop, improve, remodel and/or reconfigure
the Airport, and/or terminal including existing vehicle and pedestrian traffic patterns, as County
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deems appropriate, without interference or hindrance by the Operator, and County shall have no
liability hereunder to Operator by reason of any interruption to Operator's operations on the
Premises occasioned by such County activities.

7.7 Uncontrollable Circumstances. Neither party hereto shall be liable to the other for any
failure, delay or interruption in the performance of any of these terms, covenants or conditions of
this Agreement, due to causes beyond the control of that party including, without limitation,
strikes, boycotts, labor disputes, embargoes, shortage of material, acts of God, acts of the public
enemy, acts of superior governmental authority, weather conditions, floods, riots, rebellion,
sabotage or any other circumstances for which such party is not responsible or which it is not in
its power to control.

7.8 It is understood and agreed that nothing herein contained shall be construed to grant or
authorize the granting of an exclusive right.
8. MISCELLANEOQOUS PROVISIONS

8.1 Headings. The section headings contained herein are for convenience in reference and
are not intended to define or limit the scope of any provision of this Agreement.

8.2 Time of Essence. Time is of the essence in this agreement

8.3  Non-Waiver. Waiver by either party of or the failure of either party to insist upon the
strict performance of any provision of this Agreement shall not constitute a waiver of the right or
prevent any such party from requiring the strict performance of any provision in the future.

8.4  Limitation of Benefit. This Agreement does not create in or bestow upon any other
person or entity not a party to this Agreement any right, privilege or benefit unless expressly
provided in this Agreement. This Agreement does not in any way represent, nor should it be
deemed to imply, any standard of conduct to which the parties expect to conform their operations
in relation to any person or entity not a party.

8.5 Governmental Immunity. Nothing in this Agreement is, or shall be construed to be, a waiver,
in whole or in part, by the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County of
governmental immunity provided by the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act or otherwise.

8.6  Advice of Independent Counsel. Each party to this Agreement has sought and obtained,
to the degree it has deemed necessary and beneficial, the advice of independent legal counsel
regarding this Agreement.

8.7 Severability. Any covenant, condition or provision herein contained that is held to be
invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction shall be considered deleted from this Agreement,
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but such deletion shall in no way affect any other covenant, condition or provision herein
contained so long as such deletion does not materially prejudice the Board or Operator in their
rights and obligations contained in valid covenants, conditions or provisions.

8.8 Effect of Agreement. All covenants, conditions and provisions in this Agreement shall
extend to and bind the successors of the parties hereto, the assigns of Board and to the permitted
assigns of Operator.

8.9  Notices. Notices provided for herein shall be sufficient if sent by Certified Mail, Return
Receipt Requested, postage prepaid, to the addresses set forth above or to such other addresses as
the parties may from time to time designate in writing.

8.10 Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with
the laws of the State of Colorado. Exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any legal proceedings
related to this agreement shall be in the state district court governing Gunnison, Colorado.

8.11 Entire Agreement. This Agreement embodies the entire agreement between the parties
hereto concerning the subject matter hereof and supersedes all prior conversations, proposals,
negotiations, understandings and agreements, whether written or oral.

8.12  Modification of Agreement. This Agreement may not be altered, modified or changed in
any manner whatsoever except by writing signed by all parties hereto.

9. IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION.

9.1  Contractor certifies that it does not and will not knowingly contract with or employ illegal
aliens to work under this contract. Contractor further certifies that it has required its
subcontractors to certify that they do not knowingly contract with or employ illegal aliens
to work under this contract. Finally, Contractor certifies that it has attempted to verify the

Thank you for the opportunity to participate as a cooperating agency in the GMUG Forest Planning
effort. We appreciate the significance and scale of the project undertaken by the GMUG Planning
Team. Gunnison County cherishes its sense of community and place. We strive to preserve and
promote the wellbeing of the County’s citizens, natural environment and rural character. We
deliver services and set standards that reflect our values and preserve our unique quality of life for
present and future generations to enjoy. We are supportive of a multiple use approach towards the
forest and its resources and understand the importance of public lands and the forest plan revision
process because of the significant interlinkages between activities and resources within the GMUG
and the quality of life, economy, recreation and landscape of Gunnison County. We would like to
share some of the current collaborative efforts we have undertaken that we believe highlights how
we emphasis working together to cooperatively achieve community goals.

One Valley Prosperity Project

in 2014 Gunnison County developed the One Valley Prosperity Project (OVPP) in partnership with
the City of Gunnison, Western State Colorado University, the Towns of Crested Butte and Mt.
Crested Butte, Crested Butte Mountain Resort, the Community Foundation of the Gunnison Valley
and the Crested Butte South Homeowners Association. OVPP is a collaborative initiative focused on
achieving a more prosperous and successful future for all of our Valley’s communities from
Gunnison to Gothic and developed a regional plan containing four interrelated focus areas which
include Affordable Housing, Community Health and Equity, Resilient Local Economy and Sustainable
Tourism and Recreation.

Gunnison Public Lands Initiative
Gunnison County convened the Gunnison Public Lands Initiative which is a coalition of ten local
organizations representing ranching, water resources, motorized use, conservation, mountain
biking, recreation, and hunting and angling. The goal of the coalition is to protect public lands,
enhance a strong and sustainable economy, and support historic uses of public lands and is guided
by the following principles:

Sustainable Tourism and Outdoor Recreation Committee A

We have recently created the Sustainable Tourism and Outdoor Recreation Committee (STORC)
which is a stakeholder working group whose goal is to develop a collaborative and action-oriented
approach to Managing tourism and outdoor recreation within Gunnison County. STORC is intended
and structured to be a wide-ranging group that acts thoughtfully, efficiently and proactively to
address negative impacts and develops unique approaches to create a sustainable tourism economy
and outdoor recreation experience while preserving the natural resources of our County. The
purpose of the STORC is to work collaboratively to implement the following action steps:

e To complete projects, and implement programs and strategies which will result in a
sustainable tourism and outdoor recreation economy that also sustains the natural
resources and aligns with the community’s values.

e To utilize renewable natural resources sustainably. To not threaten a species or landscape
by over-use, and optimize benefits to both the environment and human needs.

e To develop a strategic plan to collaboratively set priorities, plan, and implement
improvements in outdoor recreational assets. ‘

e _To prioritize areas and/or projects for collaborative effort and action, including, but not
limited to: trail development and maintenance, sanitary facilities, camping
management/improvements, trailhead improvements, parking, signage, river access, lake
amenities, and wildlife resources

e To develop and/or maintain recreation infrastructure in Gunnison County to reduce and
mitigate the impacts of recreation.

e To plan, implement and finance proposed improvements/projects through shared
resources, identification and development of new funding sources and collaborative grant
applications. |

¢ To submit unified comments on recreation projects and/or related federal planning -
processes.

e To develop recreation infrastructure assessment.

e To oversee implementation of OVPP Strategy related to Sustainable Tourism and Qutdoor
Recreation.

B. General Comments

We appreciate that there are significant differences between each of the three forests that make up
the GMUG. These individual forest areas have different impacts, needs and challenges. We
encourage the GMUG Planning Team to develop as much specificity and recommendations for each
area as possible, rather than treating the entire GMUG as a homogenous area with similar needs
and challenges. We respect that other communities issues may be different than those we are





experiencing locally and do not wish to impede on those needs. We would like to receive more
information about how those differing needs can be addressed in the Forest Plan.

An overarching theme throughout the assessments is the real and present threat of climate change.
Climate change is a significant ecological and economic stressor and strategies from both a resource
management perspective as well as a comprehensive development of policies to minimize and
mitigate the contributors of climate change are an essential part of the forest plan revision.

Below please find comments on most sections of the forest plan draft assessments. We look forward
to working with you throughout this process.

C. Terrestrial Ecosystems:

We agree with the key issue assessments and suggested changes to the forest plan indicated so that
it:

1. Provides direction for ecosystem management to maintain ecological integrity as a whole,
including maintaining of the existing diversity of ecosystenis on the landscape and a variety of
structural stages, including the protection and preservation of old-growth forest where present.

2. Provides direction for management in a changing climate while allowing for flexibility to respond
to impacts of climate change utilizing the best available science

3. Focuses management actions to mitigate the impacts of known ecosystem stressors on the
GMUG and prevents drivers from becoming stressors.

4. Allows and provides direction for ecologically sound uses of prescribed fire and wildfire in the
plan area

5. Matches the variability found on the GMUG. Plan components related to snags and downed
wood and minimum stocking standards need to be reviewed and updated where appropriate.

In addition, we agree that the more detailed explanations of the above items located in Chapter 4 of
the terrestrial ecosystems assessment are appropriate and needed changes to forest plan.

D. Aquatic and Riparian Ecosystems: .

Chapter 6 of the aquatic and riparian ecosystems assessment indicates some suggested changes to
the existing forest plan in regards to aquatic, riparian and wetland and water development. It
appears that lack of data has some bearing on the ability to create much specificity on the proposed
changes. As the process continues we would hope to see more detail on the proposed changes to
allow us to fully understand what is being proposed and how it will impact management on the
GMUG.

E. Watershed, Water and Soil Resources:

Chapter 5 of the watershed, water and soil resources assessment indicated suggested changes to
the GMUG forest plan which appear to be appropriate including the observation that forest plan
direction should emphasis healthy forests and watershed conditions as these result in the best
optimum long term water yield, water quality, magnitude and timing of flows and healthy aquatic





and terrestrial ecosystems. The Upper Gunnison River Water Conservancy District will be providing
comment on this section as well and we support their comments and analysis.

F. Air Quality:

While this assessment is not available at this time we feel it is an essential element to forest plan
revision and we look forward to seeing the draft and providing comment when it is available.

G. Terrestrial Ecosystems: Integrity and System Drivers and Stressors

There was significant discussion on system stressors in the Terrestrial Ecosystems analysis however
we are looking forward to the specifics of this assessment section when it becomes available and
will provide comment at that time.

H. Invasive Plants Risk:

In response to “Process, Methods and Existing Information Sources”, Page 1.

Though the Gunnison County Weed Management Program also utilizes the state of Colorado
Noxious Weed List as a guide for prioritizing management of these species, we request USFS’
partnership in elevating the'List C species cheatgrass (Bromus tectorum) as a priority for
management in the Upper Gunnison River Basin. Big sagebrush plant communities that provide
habitat for Gunnison Sage-grouse, ungulates that occupy these ecosystems, and grazing production
on associated lands are readily invaded and degraded by cheatgrass infestations. Infestation levels
of cheatgrass remain relatively manageable in the Upper Gunnison River Basin. Federal, state,
county, municipal and non-profit partners of the Gunnison Basin Weed Commission have identified
cheatgrass management as a priority and are coordinating efforts and resources to reduce
introduction and dispersal of cheatgrass. We hope for USFS’ continued partnership in this effort.

In response to “there is still a trend of increasing weed introduction and spread given limited
resources for prevention and treatment.”, Page 4

Thank you for the ongoing and active participation of the USFS-Gunnison Ranger District in the
Gunnison Basin Weed Commission. Members of the GBWC recognize that resources for invasive
species management are limited, and that we do our best work at limiting noxious weed
introduction and spread when can coordinate resources, efforts and expertise. We hope for USFS-
GMUG’s ongoing partnership.

In response to “Infested Acres by geographic data” table, Page 6.

Infestation acreage estimate for scentless chamomile (Tripleourospermum perforatum) is low, and |
wonder if this species’ estimate is getting confused with that of corn chamomile (Anthemis
arvensis). The two are similar in appearance, but | believe T. perforatum is the more prevalent
species in the Gunnison Basin. As the Assessment notes, estimated infested acreages listed in this
Table are most likely low in some cases.

In response to “A recent study indicated that the most effective management strategy is to focus on
early detection and small infestation control strategies, not on large infestations, consider plan
direction to strategize management accordingly. “, Page 16






Please continue to work with partners of the Gunnison Basin Weed Commission to prioritize and
coordinate addressing both large AND small noxious weed infestations in the Upper Gunnison River
Basin. Coordinating expertise, resources and efforts leads to more success in addressing noxious
weed problems at all scales and across jurisdictional boundaries.

I. Carbon: ,

We feel this is a good general report based on the current data the USFS has. However, there needs
to be more explanation on how the carbon stock values were determined and a discussion of the
limitations of those values. For example, what is the margin of error for determining the different
carbon stock (i.e. Aboveground, belowground, standing dead, soil carbon, etc.)? The assessment
refers to using the Forest Inventory and Analysis National Program but there was no explanation of
how this census data is used to calculate carbon stocks. We also believe a section or two could be
added that addresses uncertainties (with measurements, climate change, etc.) and future impacts
on carbon stocks.

J. Rangeland Management:

The ability to graze livestock on Forest lands is an essential part of the economic viability of ranching
operations and plays an important role in the agricultural economy of Gunnison County. We were
glad to see in this Assessment that generally the range trend has moved in a positive direction, with
only 1% considered in poor condition, compared with 38% in 1987. It was also good to see Adaptive
Management in the Assessment, and we agree that it is a powerful tool. We would like to
underscore that the efficacy of adaptive management depends on monitoring of indicators that
provide information on trend.

With increasing recreational use and population growth on the west slope, there is potentially a
growing divide among livestock operators and members of the public who also use USFS lands.
Rather than see this as a negative, we would support efforts to bridge the gap. Members of the
public and USFS staff alike would benefit from understanding more about range nutrition and the
livestock industry, and we .encourage USFS staff to pursue this type of education. Please consider
collaborating with Colorado State University Cooperative Extension in developing educational
materials which can bridge knowledge gaps between land managers and livestock producers and
would benefit all collaborative public lands management.

We appreciate your thorough review of the literature on drought and projected impacts of climate
change, and note that climate models predict a decline in productive potential. Studies suggest that
changes brought by climate change are likely to impact resources on which ranchers depend, but
that domestic livestock may not be the cause of grass decline in the future. Given climate alone, and
irrespective of grazing management, grasses may decline, which will impact ranching operations,
and potentially will lead to a reduction in AUMs. We suggest proactive conversations about drought,
climate change, and likely impacts to avoid conflicts and impacting livelihoods for producers. We
urge you to include ranchers in the discussion over climate change impacts to USFS lands. Ranchers
have a lot of experience and knowledge of ecological systems, and can be important sources of
information. Additionally, an inclusive process for deciding on-desired conditions may help create
buy-in for the resource goals.





K. Timber and Vegetative Management:

We support timber as an industry that supports the economies of communities on the GMUG Forest
and forest health. There are particular benefits at this time with salvage of materials from the Forest
that can then be utilized as a wood product while also mitigating some of the negative impacts of
declining forest health. While the current timber harvest are above average for the GMUG over
recent times in order to deal with the time sensitive resource availability, we encourage the GMUG
Planning Team to consider how timber planning and management can be utilized over the long term
as an even better management tool to promote forest health.

L. Threatened and Endangered Species

Although the assessment for threatened, endangered, proposed and candidate species, and
potential species of conservation concern present in the plan area has not been developed we
encourage the plan to strongly coordinate this assessment with plans and management plans for
non forest service lands adjacent to the GMUG planning area to ensure that landscape scale
protective measures and plans for species are coordinated and thus more effective for species
protection. ‘

M. Benefits to the People: Multiple Uses, Ecosystems Services and Socioeconomic Sustainability

We support the 2012 Planning Rule that the new plan “explicitly consider the Forest’s role and
contributions to social and economic sustainability as well as ecosystem services.” With over 80% of
Gunnison County comprised of public lands, the socioeconomic impacts of land use decisions on
those lands are significant. The citizens of Gunnison County have consistently stated that use and
access to public lands are essential to both their quality of life as well as the economy of Gunnison
County. We do believe in a multiple use philosophy and believe it is essential to having a diversified
economy. As stated within the assessment, the significant economic drivers of Gunnison County
include Tourism, Outdoor Recreation, Hunting and Fishing, Agriculture, Mining, Oil and Gas,
Construction, Accommodation and Food Services, Education, Health Services and Government
which all have significant connectivity to the presence and utilization of public lands.

Of particular note is the section in the assessment discussing the federal payments to state and local
governments through primarily PILT and SRS. We appreciate the understanding that, especially in
counties that are largely compromised of federal lands, these are essential to providing labor and
employment income which in turn provide a variety of services that support the use and enjoyment
of the GMUG, including road and bridge infrastructure and maintenance, recreation infrastructure
and emergency services. Ensuring the continuity of these payments is critical in the socioeconomic
success of the GMUG and the surrounding communities.

The social sustainability and resiliency of the land management efforts on forest service lands within
the GMUG are essential and we are pleased to see it as a point of emphasis and assessment in the
current analysis of the GMUG forest plan.

N. Recreation and Scenic Character

Recreation and tourism are significant economic drivers within Gunnison County: Residents of the
County place a high value on the landscape, views, access to nature and outdoor recreation. We
have experienced significant growfh in visitors and recreationalists in the past five years, and along





with that growth we have also experience some negative impacts related to sanitation,
overcrowding, lack of infrastructure and resource damage.

Participation rates for the GMUG’s top ten outdoor recreation activities noted in Table 17 in the
Recreation draft assessment may not reflect significant growth in use that seemed to spike in 2015.
The summer of 2015 saw a significant increase in visitors and resource damages in areas around
Crested Butte and Taylor Park/ Pitkin areas that were cause of significant concern.

There appears to be some conflicting statements in this Assessment. Table 17 of the Recreation
draft assessment notes that there was no increase in motorcycle use between 2009 and 2014, while
there was a 5% increase in bicycle use in that same time period. Page 57 of the Recreation draft
Assessment states, “Mountain biking, born in Crested Butte, is slowly losing ground in popularity to
dirt bike use (where such use is allowed).” This statement seems to conflict with the survey data and
it would be beneficial to cite a source for this statement.

Our experience is that there is a heavy motorized use in the Taylor Canyon and Taylor Park area,-
while there is heavy mountain bike use in the Crested Butte area. Areas, such as Cement Creek, are
used similarly by both user groups. We believe it will be beneficial to plan for increases in both uses.
The Gunnison-Crested Butte Tourism Association has focused much their summer marketing efforts
around mountain biking in the Gunnison Valley and we do not see that this activity is shrinking or
being outpaced by motorcycles. We agree that there are significant numbers of motorcycle users
that would like to see their experience improved and maintained on the Forest.

There seems to be conflicting statements in the Recreation draft assessment related to camping in
established campgrounds and dispersed sites. Part of the Assessment notes that fewer visitors seek
to camp in campgrounds another section states that the demand for developed sites in close
proximity to services and safety are increasing. We see a demand for all types of camping—
established campgrounds and dispersed sites. There are not enough camping sites in the Crested
Butte area to accommodate current demand and we expect this problem to continue to grow.

Rather than closing camping sites that do not meet Forest Service health and safety standards we
urge you to seek collaborative partnerships to improve facilities that likely provide much needed
camping sites on the Forest. We see a need to add bathroom facilities at many locations in Gunnison
County.

We agree that the recreation and visitor experience is being degraded by the lack of adequate
facilities at many day use areas, campgrounds and trailheads, along with lack of maintenance and
the continued growth in visitors to many of these sites.

We believe that it is critical that the Forest Plan begin to address prioritization of the most pressing
issues where impacts are greatest and can also be mitigated through maintenance and installation
of new infrastructure and amenities. Many of the areas that are being impacted most heavily
(Crested Butte and Taylor Park) in Gunnison County area appeared to receive equal treatment in the





Assessment as areas that receive very limited use (Sargents Mesa). Areas being impacted by heavy
use should have higher priority for maintenance and funding over other areas with fewer impacts.

The need for change in how we address growing numbers of visitors and their increasing demand
for higher level services and amenities is important for mitigation of those impacts. The population
of Colorado is projected to continue to increase and each year our public lands seem to welcome
more visitors—some that are good stewards of the land and others that may not have the
information to be good stewards. Education, communication and infrastructure are critical elements
to protect our public lands from degradation and to maintain the high quality user experience that
our residents and visitors expect.

0. Renewable and Non-Renewable Energy Resources, Mineral Resources and Geologic Hazards

1. P1, Background. Draft states:

“Each type of energy or mineral resource within the plan area requires consideration of
applicable laws, the jurisdiction of other Federal or State agencies, and valid existing rights, including
non-Federal (that is, reserved and outstanding, or other private) mineral rights.”

Comment: Gunnison County, Colorado has asserted its legal authority, as a Colorado Statutory
County, to regulate certain activities—including development of natural gas—on federal lands. This
legal authority has been recognized judicially.

Gunnison County suggests that the Draft be modified to state: “...the jurisdiction of other
Federal or State agencies, and local governments...”

2. P.1, Over-arching Direction. Gunnison County suggests addition of:

a. The mandate to consider and accommodate “multiple uses”; that is—uses in addition to
energy and mineral resources.

b. Consideration of “non-development”—or “least intrusive” alternatives.

3. P.2, Key Issues. Gunnison County suggests the addition to “concerns and challenges of:

a. “Evaluation of compatibility of mineral resource development with other existing and
reasonably anticipated non-mineral resource activities.”

b. “Consideration of development impacts over discrete time frames (e.g. immediate, near term,
long term).”

c. “Consideration of ‘no development’ impacts alternatives in certain discrete geographies.”

4. P.2, Chapter 2 and P. 14 Coal. Gunnison County requests drafting of:
a. A section regarding “methane-capture/methane-use from coal deposit development.”
b. A section regarding “retirement” and “retirement phasing” of existing operations.

5. P. 17, Energy-related Infrastructure. Gunnison County suggests consideration of:
a. Support of infrastructure for the utilization of captured (e.g. otherwise released) methane
from coal development.






6. P. 21, Abandoned Mine Lands. Gunnison County requests consideration of addition of an
“Enforcement Mechanisms” section that would address “pro-active” mechanisms (e.g. financial
security) for closure of existing mines; and would address “prioritization” of abandoned lands.

7. Total Maximum Daily Load. Gunnison County suggest an emphasis on the TMDL efforts, generally,
and requests analysis, in this document, of prioritizing the various segments.

8. P.23, Other Leasable Metals/Minerals. While this scenario does apply to “a very small part... of
the GMUG”, the document should note that where this development is occurring, the impacts can
be consequential, so Gunnison County suggests current consideration of leasing restrictions. That is,
development of leasing restrictions ought not be pushed back until “the next planning cycle.”

P. Infrastructure

We support the key issues suggested within the infrastructure assessment but would like to see the
prioritization of not only the maintenance but improvements for forest facilities and roads and
preparing for not only the anticipated but the necessary demands for additional special use
infrastructure such as the installation of fiber optic lines for broadband internet expansion and
transmission facilities. We would encourage collaboration with local government and non-profits as
well as private/ public partnerships to help accomplish these goals in light of apparent funding
challenges.

Gunnison County is pleased that the Draft incorporates being proactive in the efforts to “streamline
the process” for broadband expansion across the forest. The counties that the GMUG covers have
been actively engaged in developing a more robust infrastructure for broadband

development. There are many “hurtles” to overcome in order to provide services to the area that
are competitive with other regions of the State and Country. This is a barrier to competing
economically for our region. A streamlined process for permitting broadband and cellular
infrastructure on Forest lands could be a catalyst in enticing more private sector investment of
limited resources to our region. This is a key component in our attempt to bridge the gap in the
“digital divide” that currently exist on the Western Slope of Colorado. It will also enable the FirstNet
deployment for emergency agency communication to be more robust and help provide critical
communication services to our first responders.

Some additional comments include:
On Page 1 —the comment under maintenance asserting that 4x4 vehicles are damaging the roads is
probably true, but the assessment also needs to consider the increased use and speed

Pages 12-13 talks about transferring jurisdiction to, or entering maintenance agreements with public
road agencies, which we assume might include counties. It is not specific whether any funding
would be provided for maintenance agreements, or whether there could be some upgrade of the
deteriorating condition before transferring jurisdiction. We are not aware of many counties able to
assume another agencies problem,

In various paragraphs the assessment talks about obliterating roads after timber projects within 3
years. There has not been (and the plan does not address) the opportunity for public input before
the roads are closed. It is possible they do not continue to be timber quality roads, but maybe the





road prism could be narrowed and a loop route for bikes (mechanized and/or motorized) could be
created to disperse use in other areas. It would be good to consider different options.

On page 14 the assessment identifies an information gap of State and county plans for road
construction and upgrades. We would like to see more specificity in what type of information USFS
needs and how it will be of value. Unless the road provides direct access to a Forest road or public
land we can’t see it would matter.

Q. Cultural and Historic Resources

We agree that the cultural and historic resources within the GMUG, and Gunnison County in
particular, are an integral part of the publics identity and relationship to their heritage. We also
agree that properly managed heritage and cultural tourism, historic designations and historic
rehabilitations are vital to state and local economies. We appreciate and support the suggested
forest plan changes to respond to cultural and historic issues.

Gunnison County has developed a GIS database of historic resources (trails, roads, towns, mines,
ranches, etc.) for the benefits that come from building a caretaking connection between people and
the Gunnison Country landscape. Please contact Mike Pelletier, GIS Manager (970) 641-7645 for
this information and for access to the wealth of other historic information contained in County
records.

R. Land Status and Ownership, Use and Access Patterns

We support the assessments goals of prioritizing and securing access to the GMUG in the face of a
growing trend of access across private inholding being lost and that non-recreation special uses
should minimally encumber the forest. Additional comments are:

On pages 7 & 9 the assessment talks about forest access roads that the USFS does not have an
easement for across private lands. There appears to be an intent to develop an inventory, but then
what? The Green Lake Trail was used as an example, and it is a good one. The question is will the
USFS assert the right of the public, and if so how can the process be expedited. If the process
cannot be expedited then can the USFS remove themselves so other public agencies can assert
without the Forest Service being a stumbling block.

Throughout the assessment there is information about the shortage of Realty Specialists and the
impact that will have on securing access and land adjustments. It seems the training and/or
recruiting for these positions needs to be one of the highest priorities if there is to be
implementation of many of the options considered in this revision.

S. Designated Areas

While we feel the assessment report is generally adequate in its coverage of Designated Areas we
feel that some comment is warranted to tease out some specific concerns and provide clarity to
Gunnison County’s comments.

Wilderness Areas:

Gunnison County has long supported the value that designated wilderness areas bring to the forest,
this region and our communities. Ensuring protections continue and finding opportunities that
support those protections and when appropriate adding additional wilderness protections has been





a constant discussion in Gunnison County. As outlined in this section, and earlier, the Gunnison
County Board of Commissioners convened a local working group of diverse and interested
stakeholders to vet the additional protections they desire in potential wilderness additions as well as
other management tools such as Special Management Areas (SMA). Of concern and not directly
addressed in the assessment is the critical interface of infrastructure that delivers users to the edge
of Wilderness areas but seems to be disconnected from the management of Wilderness. We have
concerns of the impacts of overuse, human waste, vegetatlon impacted by parking and general
degradation of trailheads adjacent to Wilderness. We see this in numerous areas on the Gunnison
National Forest, and believe these issues are consistent across the GMUG.

Wild and Scenic Rivers Designation:

We support the assessment and identification of the qualifying Wild and Scenic Recreation Rivers
during this planning period.

Administratively Designated Areas:

Critical Habitat under the Endangered Species Act: Gunnison County has been a leader in sage
grouse conservation for over 20 years and although habitat for this species occurs primarily on BLM
and lower elevation sage habitat on private lands, it is imperative that the habitat on forest lands be
managed cooperatively with other agencies and organizations engaged in Gunnison Sage Grouse
conservation.

Reseéarch Natural Areas:

We feel the scientific research of the RNAs, especially Gothic, is of upmost importance to protect
and management of impacts and volumes in and around these areas is of concern.

Colorado Roadless Rule:

Gunnison County has consistently supported the values expressed in the Colorado Roadless Rule.

CONSULTING AGREEMENT

This Agreement is made effective as of December 07, 2017 by and between Gunnison County Substance Abuse Prevention
Project (GCSAPP), 200 E. Virginia Avenue, Gunnison, CO 81230and Here-4-You Consulting of P.O. Box 2361, Front
Royal. Virginia 22630.

In this Agreement, the party who is contracting to receive services shall be referred to as "CLIENT", and the party who will be
providing the services, shall be referred to as "H4Y." CLIENT desires to have services provided by H4Y. Therefore, the parties
agree as follows:

1. DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES: H4Y will provide the following services (collectively, the "Services") for the benefit of
CLIENT as a whole and it is understood that this agreement does not provide services to individual members or member
agencies within CLIENT membership:

e  HAY agrees to provide consultation, research, and writing targeted toward to appropriate funding sources to help sustain
and advance the services, programs, and facilities offered by CLIENT.

e HA4Y agrees to consult with the individual designated by the CLIENT Board of Directors regarding appropriate funding
sources to help sustain and advance the services and facilities offered by CLIENT.

e This contract includes the services to apply to the Community-Based Coalition Enhancement Grants to Address
Local Drug Crises for 2018 (FOA No. SP-18-001 / CFDA No.: 93.799) due by January 29, 2018.

¢ All other ongoing consultation performed on behalf of CLIENT will be performed under an hourly or separate agreement.

2. PERFORMANCE OF SERVICES: H4Y commits to CLIENT to work as many hours as may be reasonably necessary to
fulfill the obligations under this Agreement. CLIENT commits to H4Y to work as many hours as may be reasonably
necessary to fulfill the obligations under this Agreement. Ongoing services may be continued under this agreement or through
anew agreement. This agreement remains in force until a new signed contract is ratified.

CLIENT understands that H4Y does not guarantee any result due to the variables that make any guarantee impractical. Some
of these variables include the funding climate, responsiveness of CLIENT staff/Council members, performance of CLIENT
staff/Council members, variables in response to appeals, events, and grantors, etc.

3. PAYMENT: CLIENT will pay fees to H4Y for Services as described below. These fees will be paid as follows:
e  H4Y will be paid $2,500 for any and all consultation services rendered to the CLIENT in relation to the above-
mentioned grant program.
e The $2,500 Fee is due at contract initiation.
e A 2% service charge will be assessed to payments more than 10 days late and will recur every 10 days. Product and
service delivery will be suspended while payments are outstanding for more than 15 days.

4. EXPENSE REIMBURSEMENT: NONE

5. NEW PROJECT APPROVAL: H4Y and CLIENT recognize that Services will include working on various projects for
CLIENT. H4Y shall obtain the approval of CLIENT prior to commencement of a new project.

6. TERM/TERMINATION: This Agreement shall be effective until work is completed or for a period of 3-months after the
start of services, whichever occurs first. Either party may terminate this agreement after written notice outlining
dissatisfaction with the others performance. All payments due/paid for services rendered to date are still required and will not
be forfeited/refunded upon termination.

7. RELATIONSHIP OF PARTIES: It is understood by both parties that H4Y is an independent contractor with respect to
CLIENT, and not an employee of CLIENT. CLIENT will not provide fringe benefits, including health insurance benefits,
paid vacation, or any other employee benefit, for the benefit of H4Y.

8. INJURIES: H4Y acknowledges his obligation to obtain appropriate insurance coverage for the benefit of his and his
associates. H4Y waives any rights to recovery from CLIENT for any injuries that H4Y may sustain while performing services
under this Agreement and to indemnify CLIENT for any injuries sustained by his Associates while performing services under
this agreement.

Department of Transportation drug and alcohol testing policy

L Policy Objective (382.101)
To comply with applicable Federal Regulations governing workplace drug and alcohol abuse and

misuse.

I Applicability (382.103)
This policy applies to all GUNNISON COUNTY employees and to any future employees that
GUNNISON COUNTY may hire to perform a safety sensitive function involving a commercial
motor vehicle. Also covered are casual, intermittent, and occasional employees who perform
safety sensitive functions involving a commercial motor vehicle.

111 Regulated Substances (Part 40, Subpart B)

A. Controlled Substances
1. Marijuana
2. Opiates
3. Cocaine
4. Amphetamine
5. Phencyclidine
6. Opioids
B. Alcohol

Specimen Validity Testing Part 40 (40.89 - 40.95)
All drug testing samples will undergo Specimen Validity testing for adulteration and specimen dilution.

IV. Prohibited Use (382.201 — 382.211)
A. Alcohol — No driver shall or supervisor having knowledge of, permit a driver to:

1.

Report for duty or remain on duty requiring performance of safety sensitive
functions while having an alcohol concentration of 0.02 or greater.

2. Consume alcohol while on duty
3. Report for duty within four hours of alcohol consumption
4. Possess alcohol while on duty or operating a commercial motor vehicle.
5. Consume alcohol within eight hours of an accident (if required to be tested) or
until testing is completed.
B. Controlled Substances — No driver shall, or supervisor having knowledge of, shall permit

a driver to:
Report for duty or remain on duty requiring performance of safety sensitive
functions when using any controlled substance. Exception: If the use is





pursuant to instructions of a physician who has provided written documentation
that the substance does not adversely affect the ability to safely operate a motor

vehicle.

28 Report for duty or remain on duty or perform a safety sensitive function having
tested positive for controlled substances.

3. Employees covered under this policy must report any therapeutic drug use to

his/her supervisor immediately.

Prohibited Use Continued

Prescription Medication and Over the counter medication: (GUNNISON COUNTY

Policy:)

V.

It is the responsibility of each employee to notify GUNNISON COUNTY or their supervisor when
they are taking ANY prescription —or- over the counter medication that may create impairment.

Employee MUST have a valid and current doctor’s prescription and MUST be under the prescribing
doctor’s care if taking any type of prescription medicine that can create impairment.

If an employee tests positive and cannot produce a prescription, the MRO will report a positive
result to the employer. Consequences for a positive test will apply.

If employee tests positive and a prescription exists, the MRO will report the result as a negative, but
will also report any safety concerns, which may require further evaluation.

Required Testing Circumstances: (382.113)

A,

Pre-employment: (382.301)

(GUNNISON COUNTY will pay for pre-employment testing)

Those employed by GUNNISON COUNTY to perform safety sensitive functions while
operating a commercial motor must have a verified negative controlled substance test
result prior to driving and/or performing a safety sensitive function.

Post-Accident testing: (382.303)

(GUNNISON COUNTY will pay for post accident testing)

GUNNISON COUNTY employees must be tested for alcohol and controlled substances

as soon as possible when the accident meets 1 of the 3 following DOT criteria:

1. The accident involved the loss of life.

2. A citation for a moving violation was issued to the CDL holder and one of the
vehicles involved in the accident had to be towed.

3. Acitation for a moving violation was issued to the CDL holder and one of the
people involved in the accident had to receive medical attention immediately away
from the scene of the accident.

GUNNISON COUNTY employees must report all accidents to his/her supervisor or
designee immediately following the accident. Testing should take place as soon as
possible. The supervisor or designee will transport the employee to the test site for a
breath alcohol test within 2 hours or at least by 8 hours after the accident. GUNNISON
COUNTY employees must submit to a controlled substance test as soon as possible or
within 32 hours of accident.

Random Testing: (382.305) (GUNNISON COUNTY will pay for random testing)
A minimum annual rate of 10% of those enrolled in the consortium that operate a
commercial motor vehicle will be tested for alcohol and a minimum 50% of those
enrolled in the consortium will be tested for controlled substances. Testing will be





VL

unannounced and spread throughout the year. Each driver has an equal chance of being
selected for testing each time a selection is done.

GUNNISON COUNTY will be enrolled in the PRO COM consortium for random
testing. This selection is done by a scientifically valid computer method. Once notified
of selection, GUNNISON COUNTY employee must proceed immediately to the
collection site for testing.

D. Reasonable Suspicion: (382.307) (GUNNISON COUNTY will pay for reasonable
suspicion testing)

Trained supervisors will be authorized to determine, based on observations or behaviors,
that alcohol and/or controlled substance testing be conducted. Such testing MUST occur
immediately. This includes care, custody and responsibility for the employee. In the
event of Alcohol suspicion, if the test is not completed within 2 hours the reason must be
documented, and attempts to test discontinued after 8 hours. For Drug suspicion then the
discontinuation after 32 hours applies. A Breath Alcohol Technician will make an
immediate determination of alcohol level. In the event of a drug test the individual may
not be returned to a safety sensitive function until a Negative Test result is reported to the
program supervisor.

E. Return To Duty Testing: (382.309) (Employee pays for return to duty testing)
If any of the testing results are positive, employees must obtain the service of a SAP
(substance abuse professional) and abide by his or her recommendation at the employee’s
expense, to rehabilitate before resuming safety sensitive functions. Once treatment is
completed employee must take a return to duty test. If the test is negative, employee
may, upon release from Substance Abuse Professional and approval from program
supervisor, return to his/her previous duties.

F. Follow Up Testing: (382.311) (Employee pays for follow up testing)
If it is determined that an employee is in need of assistance in resolving misuse, the
employee understands that they are subject to unannounced follow-up testing as
directed through a cooperative effort between the SAP and program supervisor. A
minimum of 6 follow up tests must take place during the first 12 consecutive months
after treatment is completed. Follow up testing may continue for up to 5 years.

Direct Observation Collections; (Part 40, 40.67)
Any employee, who during the collection process, attempts to substitute, tamper with, or
adulterate a urine sample will be required to provide a urine sample under direct observation.

Direct Observation Procedure:

Once in the bathroom with the observer the donor must lower pants and also under garments to
mid-thigh level. The donor is also required to raise their shirt above the navel. The observer will
then ask donor to turn 360 degrees (one complete circle) to show the observer that no prosthetic
device is being used to “beat the test”. If no devise is detected, the donor is permitted to return
clothing to GUNNISON COUNTY proper observed collection position.

Testing Procedures: (382.407 — 409)
Testing shall be conducted in a manner to ensure adherence to standards of
confidentiality, privacy, accuracy, and reliability as approved by the Department of
Transportation and the Department of Health and Human Services.

A. Controlled Substance Testing: (Part 40, Subpart B)
1. Urine will be the required substance and will be collected under controlled
circumstances.
2. Urine shall be divided into split specimens (2 containers) and each shall be

labeled thoroughly to preserve identity.





3, Specimens are transported to Department of Health and Human Services
approved testing lab.

4. Specimens undergo testing by an initial screening procedure, which is followed
by GC-MS confirmation testing if necessary.

5. The urine is positive for a substance if the substance is present in an amount
greater than the minimum threshold.

6. A Medical Review Officer will contact the employee if there is a positive result,
to verify the result.

7. The Medical Review Officer or MRO assistant reports the result to the DER
(designated employer representative) or other authorized company official.

8. The Medical Review Officer gives the donor employee the option of testing the
remaining split specimen at a HHS certified laboratory of their choice at their
expense.

B. Alcohol: (Part 40, Subpart B)

1. A breath specimen or a saliva specimen is required to test for alcohol.

2. Breath Test or Saliva test will be conducted by a certified alcohol technician.

3. Tester uses an approved Evidential Breath testing devise, or DOT approved
saliva test kit.

4. The initial test must give results of less than 0.02 or a retest (confirmation) test
must be done following a 15-minute wait.

5. If the confirmation reveals a concentration of greater than 0.02, the individual is

in violation of this policy.

Post accident breath or blood testing may be conducted by Federal, State, or local official
having independent authority, if the results can be obtained by the employer. (382.303)

Refusal To Submit: (382.107 and 382.211)
Refusal to Submit to a Test: It is prohibited conduct to refuse to submit to a controlled substance
or alcohol test as required by this policy. A refusal to submit is defined as follows:

1. Fail to appear for any test (except a pre-employment test) within a reasonable time, as
determined by the employer, consistent with applicable DOT agency regulations, after being
directed to do so by the employer. This includes the failure of an employee (including an
owner-operator) to appear for a test when called by a C/TPA (see §40.61(a) of this title);

2. Fail to remain at the testing site until the testing process is complete. Provided, that an
employee who leaves the testing site before the testing process commences (see § 40.63(c) of this
title) a pre-employment test is not deemed to have refused to test;

3. Fail to provide a urine specimen for any drug test required by this part or DOT agency
regulations. Provided, that an employee who does not provide a urine specimen because he or she
has left the testing site before the testing process commences (see § 40.63(c) of this title) for a
pre-employment test is not deemed to have refused to test;

4. In the case of a directly observed or monitored collection in a drug test, fails to permit the
observation or monitoring of the driver’s provision of a specimen (see § 40.67(1) and 40.69(g) of
this title);

5. Failure to provide a sufficient amount of urine when directed, and it has been determined,
through a required medical evaluation, that there was no adequate medical explanation for the
failure (see § 40.193(d)(2) of this title);

6. Fail or declines to take a second test the employer or collector has directed the driver to take;
7. Fail to undergo a medical examination or evaluation, as directed by the MRO as part of the
verification process, or as directed by the DER under § 40. 193(d) of this title. In the case of a pre-
employment drug test, the employee is deemed to have refused to test on this basis only

if the pre-employment test is conducted after a contingent offer of employment has been made;

8. Fail to cooperate with any part of the testing process (e.g., refuse to empty pockets when so
directed by the collector, behave in a confrontational way that disrupts the collection process); or
9. Isreported by the MRO as having a verified adulterated or substituted test result.

10. The employee behaves in a confrontational way that disrupts the collection process.





11. The employee fails to follow the observer’s instructions to raise and lower their clothing and to
turn around to permit the observer to determine if the employee has a prosthetic or other

device that could be used to interfere with the collection process.

12. The employee possesses or wears a prosthetic or other device that could be used to interfere
with the collection process.

13. The employee refuses to wash his or her hands — after being directed to do so.

VIL. Consequences:

Upon notification of a confirmed positive drug or alcohol test, employee will not be allowed to perform any
safety sensitive type functions involving a commercial motor vehicle. The employee must undergo the
return to duty process in order to be eligible to perform a DOT safety sensitive function. As part of the
return to duty process, the employee will be required to take a return to duty drug and/or alcohol test. The
employee is also subject to unannounced follow up testing as directed by the Substance Abuse Professional
(SAP). A minimum of 6 tests during the first 12 months after completing treatment must take place. The
Substance Abuse Professional may require additional testing. Follow up testing may at the sole discretion
of the employer and/or Substance Abuse Professional continue for up to 5 years.

In the case of breath alcohol testing if the employee has an alcohol level of (.02 - .039) the employee will
be removed from duty for a period of 24 hours. If the breath test result is greater than (.039) the same
consequence stated above for a positive drug result will apply.

(382.501, 382.505, 382.605)

GUNNISON COUNTY POLICY:

e Any employee testing positive for a controlled substance, and/or tests positive for alcohol at a
level greater than .039 will be subject to disciplinary action, including but not limited to
termination of employment.

Other Prohibitions:
*  Any employee who is found to have adulterated, substituted, tampered, misidentified, or

other wise act to deceive the employer regarding test samples will be immediately
terminated.

=  Controlled Substances: The employee is responsible to pay for all return to duty testing, all
follow up testing and all rehabilitation costs.

= Breath Alcohol Testing: The employee is responsible to pay for all return to duty testing, all
follow up testing and all rehabilitation costs.

= Second Offense: Any employee testing positive for controlled substances any time after the
first, original positive drug test will be terminated immediately.

= Second Offense: Any employee testing positive for any detectable level of alcohol any time
after the first, original positive alcohol test will be immediately terminated.

VIII. Records: (382.401 - 403)
All records must be made available at the place of business within 2 days of a request by state or
federal authorized officials. Not all records must be kept on site, some may be the responsibility
of the consortium or testing site.

A. Retention Period
L. The following records must be retained for 5 years:
- Verified positive results

Access to Records: (382.405—382.413)

1. The driver is entitled to a copy of his/her records

2. Records are available for officials with regulatory authority of the NTSB

3. Subsequent employers or others may have a copy of the records upon specific
written request from the driver.

4. Records are available to State and/or Federal inspection officers.

Training: (382.601)
When 1 or more drivers are hired GUNNISON COUNTY agrees to complete the following
training requirement.

If driver is owner operator, supervisory training is not required. Owner operator agrees to
fulfill the required 2-hour supervisor training in the event of adding 1 or more drivers to
company.

A.

Those designated to determine if reasonable suspicion exists must receive 60 minutes of





alcohol and 60 minutes of controlled substance training, which covers the physical,
speech, and performance indicators of misuse.

B. Each covered employee must be provided materials about the effects of drug and alcohol
use (such as film or written) and the company policy and the name of the supervisor who
can answer their questions about the material.

C. Each employee must sign a certificate of receipt of the materials.

Reporting By Employees
The following procedure shall be used when an employee suspects controlled substance use or
alcohol misuse by another employee who are subject to the requirements of this policy/procedure.

A. The employee shall report the concern to his/her supervisor. If the supervisor is not available
the employee shall report the concern to the owner. All such reports shall be held in
confidence.

B. The employee shall not discuss their concern with other employees.

C. The supervisor or other authorized person to whom the report has been made shall take the
necessary steps to confront the employee suspected of having the controlled substance and/or
alcohol problems and take the necessary action pursuant to this policy.

AMENDED DECLARATION OF PROTECTIVE COVENANTS
FOR
LOWER SLATE RIVER RANCH

THIS AMENDED DECLARATION, made with an effective date of
the _ day of , 2017, by Barry W. White and Shelley
Garcia-White ("Declarant"), replaces in its entirety the Declaration of
Protective Covenants for Lower Slate River Ranch bearing Reception No.
587184 in the office of the Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder, which is
hereby rendered null and void.

ARTICLE 1.

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE

Section 1.1 - Ownership of Property. Declarant is the owner of
the real property ("Property") situate in Gunnison County, Colorado as set
forth on attached Exhibit A which is incorporated herein by reference.

Section 1.2 - Subdivision of Property. The Property shall be
subdivided and platted as shown on the Replat of Lower Slate River Ranch,
bearing Reception No. in the office of the Gunnison County
Clerk and Recorder.

Section 1.3 - Declaration of Covenants. Declarant hereby makes,
declares and establishes the covenants, restrictions and easements set
forth herein which shall affect the Property. This Amended Declaration of
Protective Covenants shall run with the Property and shall be binding
upon all persons and entities having any right, title or interest in and to
the Property or any part thereof, their heirs, successors and assigns and
their tenants, employees, guests and invitees and shall inure to and be for
the benefit of each Owner of a Lot within Lower Slate River Ranch.

Section 1.4 - Statement of Purpose. This Amended Declaration of
Protective Covenants is imposed:

A. For the benefit of the Owners and future Owners of Lots
located within Lower Slate River Ranch;

B. To provide for the preservation of values of Lower Slate
River Ranch;
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C. To preserve the covenants, easements, restrictions,
assessments and liens hereafter set forth, all of which are for the benefit of
the Property and the Owners of Lots; and

D. To protect the water rights located on the Property.

Section 1.5 - Exemption from Colorado Common Interest
Ownership Act. Pursuant to C.R.S. Section 38-33-116, Lower Slate River
Ranch is subject only to C.R.S. Sections 38-33.3-105 to 38-33.3-107
because the annual average common expense liability of each lot, exclusive
of optional users fees and any insurance premiums, shall not exceed three
hundred dollars.

ARTICLE 2.

DEFINITIONS

The following terms and words shall have the definitions set forth in
this Article 2:

Section 2.1 - "Assessments” shall mean regular monthly, quarterly
or annual assessments or special assessments levied to provide funds for
common purposes.

Section 2.2 - "Building” shall mean anything constructed or
erected with a fixed location on the ground and having a roof supported by
columns or walls.

Section 2.3 - "Declarant” shall mean Barry W. White and Shelley
Garcia-White, their heirs, representatives, successors and assigns.

Section 2.4 - "Declaration" or "Declaration of Protective
Covenants" shall mean this Amended Declaration of Protective Covenants
for Lower Slate River Ranch and as this Amended Declaration may be
hereafter amended, modified or extended.

Section 2.5 - "Garage” shall mean an accessory Building or an
accessory portion of a Single Family Residence designed for the storage of
one or more motor vehicles and for incidental uses.

Section 2.6 - "Home Occupation” shall mean a use conducted
entirely within a dwelling which is incidental and secondary to the use of
the dwelling for dwelling purposes and which does not change the
residential character thereof. Any noise or activity related to such
incidental and secondary use of the dwelling shall not interfere with the
quiet and dignity of the neighborhood and no persons other than the
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primary dwelling occupants and one employee shall be employed in such
use.

Section 2.7 - "Improvements" shall mean all Buildings,
structures, parking areas, loading areas, fences, walls, driveways, signs,
changes in exterior color or shape, excavation, site work, grading,
landscaping, road construction, utilities and any other construction or
facility installed on or under a Lot or other part of the Property.

Section 2.8 - "Living Area" shall mean the floor area of a residence
having a ceiling height in excess of five feet designed for interior occupancy
and use by the inhabitants, but excluding basements, Garages, porches,
decks, patios and breezeways.

Section 2.9 - “Lot” shall mean the lots shown on the Replat of
Lower Slate River Ranch as originally filed and/or as amended.

Section 2.10 - "Maintenance Fund" shall mean the fund created
by Assessments and fees levied pursuant to this Amended Declaration to
provide funds for driveway maintenance and other common purposes.

Section 2.11 - “Mortgage” shall mean any mortgage, deed of trust
or other document pledging a Lot or interest therein as security for the
payment of any indebtedness. "First Mortgage” shall mean any mortgage
which is not subject to or junior to any lien or encumbrance, except liens
for taxes and other liens which are given priority by statute.

Section 2.12 - "Owner” shall mean the record owner, whether one
or more Persons or entities, of fee simple title to any Lot; provided,
however, that prior to the first conveyance of any Lot after the recording of
this Amended Declaration, Owner shall mean Declarant unless Declarant
has designated a successor in ownership of fee simple title to exercise the
rights, duties and obligations of ownership.

Section 2.13 - "Person” shall mean a person, corporation,
partnership, joint venture, association, fiduciary or any other type of entity
or designation by which title to any Lot is held.

Section 2.14 - "Plat" or “Replat” shall mean the Replat of Lower
Slate River Ranch affecting the Property dedicated by Declarant as filed in
the records of Gunnison County, Colorado, and as such Replat may be
amended or revised from time to time.

Section 2.15 - “Property” shall mean and include the Property
described on attached Exhibit A which is subject to this Amended
Declaration.
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Section 2.16 - "Single Family Residence” shall mean a detached
Building designed for or used as a dwelling exclusively by one family as an
independent housekeeping unit.

Section 2.17 - "Subdivision" shall mean all of the Property
subdivided and platted by this Replat, including amendments thereto, filed
in the records of Gunnison County, Colorado pertaining to Lower Slate
River Ranch.

ARTICLE 3.

USE OF LOTS

Section 3.1 - Use of Lots. Lots shall be used only for the following
Buildings.

A. One Single Family Residence containing Living Area of
no less than 2,500 square feet and no more than 5,000 square feet;

B. One guest house containing Living Area of no more
than 2,500 square feet;

C. One Garage; and/or
D. One barn.

E. No Building shall be larger than 5,000 square feet and
aggregate square footage on each Lot shall not exceed 8,000 square feet.

F. Commercial activities, except for Home Occupations,
as defined herein, are prohibited.

G. All Buildings shall be located with the Building Site
shown on the Plat.

Section 3.2 - Partition of Lots. Lot 1 shall not be partitioned,
separated or subdivided from any other part thereof.

Section 3.3 - Approval by Gunnison County. No Building or
Improvement shall be constructed on any Lot nor shall any Building or
Improvement be altered or demolished except as approved by Gunnison
County.

Section 3.4 - Wetlands. No Buildings or Improvements shall be
located or constructed in a manner which adversely impacts wetlands.
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Section 3.5 - Animals. No animals shall be kept on a Lot except
horses and usual household pets, subject to the following conditions:

A. Household pets shall be confined to the Owner's
Lot. No barking or vicious dogs shall be permitted within Lower Slate
River Ranch. No more than three dogs shall be kept on either Lot. Lot
Owners shall comply with all applicable provisions of Section 11-106: F.6:
Domestic Animal Controls, Section 11-109: D: Domestic Animal Controls,
and Section 9-508: Keeping of Livestock Not On an Agricultural Operation
of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution.

B. Horses shall be allowed on both Lots on condition that
such horses are kept within the boundaries of each Owner’s Lot. Corrals
and stalls on both Lots must be kept in a neat, clean and sanitary
condition.

C. Grass stubble height on both Lots shall always be at
least 4 inches.

D. No more than five (5) horses are allowed on Lot 1.

E. A steer or lamb or other 4-H project animal may be
maintained in an enclosure for 4-H educational purposes.

F. Livestock is permitted on Lot 2.

Section 3.6 - Parking and Storage. Parking of vehicles on a Lot is
permitted only within the building site depicted on the Plat. No abandoned
vehicles shall be stored outside on either Lot. An “abandoned vehicle” is a
vehicle that has not moved under its own power for twelve months. Lot
Owners shall comply with all applicable parking provisions in the
Gunnison County Land Use Resolution. In the event of a conflict between
the provisions of this Section 3.6 and those of the Gunnison County Land
Use Resolution, the stricter provision shall apply.

Section 3.7 - Mining and Drilling. Neither Lot shall be used for the
purpose of mining, quarrying, drilling, boring, exploring for, or removing
oil, gas, or other hydrocarbons, minerals, rocks, stones, gravel, or earth;
provided, however, that materials on the Lot may be removed and
incorporated into Buildings constructed on such Lot, subject to the
condition that neither Lot Owner shall remove any material from the Lot
owned by another without prior permission in writing signed by the Owner
of the Lot from which the material is to be removed.
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Section 3.8 - Light, Sounds and Odors.

A. No exterior lighting shall be allowed except for lighting
required by the applicable codes of Gunnison County. No light shall be
emitted from any Lot which is unreasonably bright or causes unreasonable
glare. All exterior lights shall be shielded and directed downward to reduce
to the extent practicable visibility of such exterior lights from adjacent
property. No mercury vapor lights shall be permitted. Other outdoor
lighting that creates a glare or glow causing visual discomfort to the other
Lot Owner shall be permitted only for brief, limited periods.

B. No sound shall be emitted on any Lot which is
unreasonably loud or annoying.

C. No odor shall be emitted on any Lot which is noxious or
offensive to others. No coal shall be burned within Lower Slate River
Ranch.

Section 3.9 - Refuse. Lots shall be maintained in a neat and tidy
condition at all times. No refuse, including without limitation trash,
garbage, manure, lumber, construction materials, grass clippings, shrub
clippings or tree clippings, plant waste, compost, ashes, metals, bulk
materials, or scrap materials shall be allowed to accumulate if visible from
the other Lot. Each Owner shall provide suitable Colorado Division of
Wildlife recommended covered, noiseless, animal-proof receptacles for the
collection of refuse in preparation for regularly scheduled periodic pickup.
Refuse shall be stored for such pickup in such containers which shall, in
turn, be enclosed in an approved structure so as to be screened from
public view and protected from disturbance. No refuse may be thrown or
dumped on any part of Lower Slate River Ranch. The burning of refuse out
of doors shall not be permitted. No incinerators or other devices for the
burning of refuse indoors shall be constructed, installed, or used within
the Property.

Section 3.10 - Mobile Homes. No mobile home or temporary
structure shall be permitted within the Property, except on a temporary
basis for use exclusively as a construction office which use shall not
include temporary occupancy as a residence. Such use shall comply with
all applicable regulations of Gunnison County. No water service shall be
supplied to such temporary construction office. A recreational vehicle is
not a “mobile home” for purposes of this Section 3.10.

Section 3.11 - Drainage. Neither Owner shall alter the natural
drainage of a Lot more than the minimum necessary or in a manner which
damages any Building, improvement or the other Lot within Lower Slate
River Ranch.
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Section 3.12 - Utilities. All utilities shall be installed
underground.

Section 3.13 - Nuisances. No obnoxious or offensive activity shall
be carried on within the Property, nor shall anything be done or permitted
which shall constitute a public nuisance. No noise or other nuisance shall
be permitted to exist or operate within the Property so as to be detrimental
to any part of the Property or offensive to its occupants.

Section 3.14 - Wood Burning Devices. The maximum number of
woodburning devices per Lot shall be the maximum number permitted by
Gunnison County. Such wood burning device shall be designed to reduce
polluting emissions from such wood burning device and shall comply with
all applicable rules and regulations of Gunnison County. All stoves shall
comply with Colorado Regulation No. 4 of the Colorado Air Quality Control
Commission. All fireplaces shall be low emission Rumford masonry
fireplaces that do not generate higher emissions than 6.0 grams per
kilogram as established by EPA approved testing laboratories or similar
low emission devices that do not generate higher emissions than 6.0 grams
per kilogram as established by EPA approved testing laboratories.

Section 3.15 - Weed Control and Revegetation. Following
construction of roads, driveways, houses and other Improvements, weeds
shall be controlled and disturbed ground shall be revegetated in
accordance with the reasonable recommendations of Gunnison County's
weed control specialist.

Section 3.16 - Easements.

A. The owner of Lot 2 shall have an easement to the Slate
River across Lot 1.

B. The owner of Lot 2 shall have an easement across Lot 1
to access the ditch located between the Lot 1 Building Site and the Slate
River. Such easement shall include the right to access and maintain the
head gate, construct a pipe to transmit irrigation water to Lot 2 and to
maintain such facilities.

ARTICLE 4.

BUILDING DESIGN

Section 4.1 - Building Design.

A. No Building or Improvement shall be commenced,
constructed, erected or maintained on any Lot, nor shall any alteration or
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demolition be made, until the plans and specifications therefor have been
submitted to and approved in writing by Gunnison County pursuant to the
regulations of Gunnison County. All Buildings shall be located within the
building sites shown on the Plat.

B. All Buildings shall have unobtrusive, primarily earth
tone, colors and materials that blend with the surrounding natural terrain
and environment. No exterior walls shall consist of T-111 or any similar
material, composition shingles or unplastered cement or similar block. No
bright colors or other construction techniques which would unnecessarily
call attention to the Building shall be permitted. A-frames or geodesic
domes shall not be permitted. Metal roofs shall be non-reflective.

C. No part of a Building shall be higher above the natural
grade directly below that part of the Building than allowed by the rules
and regulations of Gunnison County. Cupolas, chimneys and similar
architectural features not useable as habitable floor area may extend
above the height limit not more than 25% of the height of the Building.
Buildings on hillsides shall be designed to minimize apparent height and
bulk. Building masses shall be stepped down the hillside. Hillsides shall
not be adapted to a Building designed for a flat site.

D. Each Owner is responsible for obtaining all approvals,
licenses and permits as may be required by Gunnison County prior to
starting construction, alteration or demolition of any Building or
Improvement.

ARTICLE 5.

MAINTENANCE ASSESSMENTS

Section 5.1 - Creation of Lien. Each Owner of any Lot by
acceptance of a Deed therefor, whether or not it shall be so expressed in
any Deed, is deemed to covenant and agree to pay to the Maintenance
Fund: (1) All regular Assessments or charges, and (2) any special
Assessments or charges which shall be fixed, established and collected as
determined by the Owners as required for access to the Lots and other
common purposes. The annual and special Assessments, together with
interest, costs and reasonable attorneys' fees, shall be a charge and
continuing lien upon the Lot against which each such Assessment is made
until paid. Each such Assessment, together with interest, costs and
reasonable attorneys' fees, shall be the personal obligation of the Owner of
such Lot at the time when the Assessment became due.

Section 5.2 - Purpose of Assessments. The Assessments shall be
used for the following:
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A. Any costs and expenses pertaining to the constructing,
maintenance or snowplowing of the common access driveway.

B. Any costs and expenses pertaining to the construction,
maintenance or operation of any common water or sewage lines or other
facilities which serve both Lots.

C. Acquisition, rental, maintenance, operation and
improvement of any personal property or other facility for the use or
benefit of both Owners

D. Any other purpose not inconsistent with this Amended
Declaration approved by both Lot Owners.

Section 5.3 - Regular Assessments. The Lot Owners shall adopt a
common expense budget prior to the beginning of each calendar year and
determine, levy and assess regular Assessments for the following year.

Section 5.4 - Special Assessments. [n addition to the regular
Assessments set forth in Section 5.3, above, the Owners may levy in any
fiscal year one or more special Assessments for the purpose of defraying,
in whole or in part, any expense which was not anticipated at the time the
budget was adopted.

Section 5.5 - Assessment for Each Lot. All regular and special
Assessments shall be allocated equally between both Lots, or as otherwise
agreed in writing by both Owners.

Section 5.6 - Nonpayment of Assessments. Any regular or special
Assessment which is not paid within thirty days of its due date shall be
deemed delinquent. In the event that any Assessment becomes delinquent,
the non-defaulting Owner, in his sole discretion, may take one or more of
the following actions:

A. Assess a late charge of at least 10% of the amount due
and owning per delinquency.

B. Assess an interest rate charge from the date of
delinquency at the rate of eighteen percent per annum.

C. Bring an action against the defaulting Owner personally
obligated to pay the delinquent Assessment.

D. File a Statement of Lien with respect to the Lot and
foreclose such lien in the manner hereafter set forth. The nondefaulting
Owner may file a Statement of Lien by recording with the Clerk and
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Recorder of Gunnison County, Colorado, a written statement with respect
to the Lot, setting forth the name of the Owner, the legal description of the
Lot, the name of the claimant and the amount of the delinquent
Assessments then owing, which Statement shall be signed and
acknowledged and which shall be sent by certified mail, postage prepaid,
to the Owner at such address as Gunnison County may have in its
records. Thirty days following the mailing of such Notice, the
non-defaulting Owner may proceed to foreclose the Statement of Lien in
the same manner as provided for the foreclosure of mortgages or in any
other manner authorized by the law of the State of Colorado. Such
Statement of Lien shall secure all Assessments accruing or assessed
subsequent to the date of recording of such Statement of Lien until the
same has been satisfied and released, together with the attorneys' fees and
costs incurred in connection with such delinquency, including the
preparation and recording of such Statement of Lien and any release
thereof. In any action for the payment or foreclosure of such Assessment,
the Association and/or the non-defaulting Owner shall be entitled to
recover as part of the action, the interest, costs and all reasonable
attorneys' fees with respect to the delinquency and action.

E. The Statement of Lien shall be superior to all other liens
and encumbrances (including a Mortgage or First Mortgage) on such Lot,
except only any tax and Assessment liens levied by any governmental
entity.

Section 5.7 - Successor's Liability for Assessment. In addition to
the personal obligation of each Owner to pay all Assessments and the lien
on a Lot for such Assessments, all successors to the ownership of a Lot
shall be jointly and severally liable with the prior Owner for any and all
unpaid Assessments, interest, costs, expenses and attorneys' fees against
such Lot.

ARTICLE 6.

ENFORCEMENT OF COVENANTS

Section 6.1 - Violations Deemed a Nuisance. Every violation of
this document shall be deemed to be a nuisance and is subject to all the
remedies provided for the abatement thereof. The failure to comply
herewith shall be grounds for an action to recover damages, for injunctive
relief, for specific performance, or for any other relief available in law or at
equity. All remedies shall be cumulative. Any action to enforce any
provision of this document and/or the Plat may be brought by either
Owner or by Gunnison County.
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Section 6.2 - No Waiver. The failure to enforce or obtain
compliance as to any violation shall not be deemed a waiver of the right to
do so for any subsequent violation or the right to enforce any part of such
documents.

Section 6.3 - Attorneys' Fees. In the event of any legal action or
arbitration to enforce or interpret any of the provisions of this document or
to restrain the violation of this document, whether judicial, non-judicial or
administrative, the prevailing party shall be awarded all costs, fees and
expenses incurred by it in such action, including all reasonable attorneys'
fees and costs and expert witness fees and costs incurred.

ARTICLE 7.

DURATION OF COVENANTS

Section 7.1 - Term. The term of this Amended Declaration of
Protective Covenants, and any amendments or supplements thereto, shall
be from the date of recording in the records of Gunnison County, Colorado
and until September 1, 2047. Thereafter, this Amended Declaration of
Protective Covenants shall be automatically extended for five successive
periods of ten years each, unless otherwise terminated or amended as
hereafter provided.

Section 7.2 - Amendment. This Amended Declaration and/or the
Plat may be terminated, extended, modified or amended upon the written
consent by both Owners subject to approval by Gunnison County. Any
amendment shall be by an instrument duly executed and acknowledged by
both Owners and by the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison
County and shall be recorded in the records of Gunnison County,
Colorado, and upon such recording shall be for the benefit of and be
binding on all Owners of Lots within the Subdivision.

Section 7.3 - Amendment by Declarant. Notwithstanding the
provisions of Section 7.2, above, the Declarant, as long as it owns one Lot,
reserves the right and power to modify or amend this Amended Declaration
and/or the Plat in any respect, subject to approval by Gunnison County,
by executing and recording such amendment in the records of Gunnison
County, Colorado. This right to modify or amend this Amended Declaration
or the Plat in whole or in part, at any time and from time to time, shall be
effective until both Lots within the Property have been conveyed by a
recorded instrument of conveyance to a person or persons other than the
Declarant.

Section 7.4 - Mortgage Holder Approval Not Required. The
Amended Declaration and/or Plat may be amended as set forth in Sections
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7.2 and 7.3 of this Amended Declaration and such amendment shall be
effective against the holders of Mortgages encumbering Lots in the
Subdivision notwithstanding the fact that such holders of Mortgages have
not approved such amendment.

ARTICLE 8.

PRINCIPLES OF INTERPRETATION

Section 8.1 - Severability. This Amended Declaration, to the
extent possible, shall be construed so as to give validity to all of the
provisions hereof. If any provision of this Amended Declaration is
determined to be invalid, unenforceable or prohibited by any court, the
same shall not affect any other provision or section hereof and all other
provisions and sections shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 8.2 - Construction. In interpreting words herein, unless
the context shall otherwise provide or require, the singular shall include
the plural, the plural shall include the singular and the use of any gender
shall include all genders.

Section 8.3 - Headings. The headings on any section or article are
included only for purposes of convenient reference and shall not affect the
meaning or interpretation of this Amended Declaration.

Section 8.4 - Written Notice. All notices required under this
Amended Declaration shall be in writing. Notice to any Owner shall be
considered delivered and effective upon personal delivery or five days after
mailing by certified or registered mail, return receipt requested, to the
address of such Owner on file in the records of Gunnison County at the
time of such mailing.

Section 8.5 - Applicable Law. The exclusive proper jurisdiction
and venue for any action pertaining to the interpretation or enforcement of
this Amended Declaration shall be the County Court or District Court of
Gunnison County, Colorado.

Section 8.6 - Interest. Any sums, amounts or monies due and
owing under this Amended Declaration shall bear interest at 1.5% per
month (18% per year) from the date due until paid.

Section 8.7 - Assignment. Declarant may assign all or any part of
their rights and reservations hereunder to any successor who takes title to
all or part of the Property, in whole or in part. Such successor shall be
identified, the particular rights being assigned shall be specified and, to
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the extent required, concomitant obligations shall be expressly assumed
by such successor, all in a written instrument duly recorded in the records
of the Clerk and Recorder of Gunnison County, Colorado.

MEETING MINUTES
October 17, 2017

The October 17, 2017 meeting of the Gunnison/Hinsdale Board of Human Services was held in the Board
of County Commissioners’ meeting room located at 200 E. Virginia Avenue, Gunnison, Colorado. Present
were:

Phil Chamberland, Chairperson (ABSENT) Joni Reynolds, Health and Human Services Director
Susan Thompson, Vice-Chairperson (via phone) Matthew Birnie, County Manager

Jonathan Houck, Commissioner Katherine Haase, Clerk to the Board

John Messner, Commissioner Other Persons Present as Listed in Text

CALL TO ORDER: Vice-chairperson Houck called the meeting to order at 9:30 am.
AGENDA REVIEW: There were no changes to the agenda.

MINUTES APPROVAL: Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Thompson to
approve the meeting minutes in the packet. Motion carried unanimously.

LEGISLATIVE UPDATE: HHSD Reynolds stated that she attended the Colorado Counties, Inc. (CCI)
meetings specific to Health and Human Services last week. Commissioner Houck discussed the health-
insurance premium bill, which was initially supported by 70% of the CCI membership and then later
designated as a Tier Il support item after the request for a weighted vote process was made.

STAFFING UPDATE: HHSD Reynolds informed the Board that Laura Chambers, the new Adult Protection
Caseworker, previously worked for a large organization in Denver. She has a Master’s Degree and is
certified as an Adult Protection Caseworker. Lee Eakin, previously tasked with eligibility work in the area
of Economic Security, has accepted a position in the north end of the valley to lessen her daily commute
from the Irwin area. The HHS team plans to ensure cross-training going forward to assist with staff
transitions.

PROGRAM UPDATE:

e Child Health Plan Plus. HHSD Reynolds stated that this program is in limbo at the federal level;
the State has enough funding to carry through to at least January 2018.

e Child Protective Team. HHSD Reynolds explained that, as statutorily required, this multi-
disciplinary team had been meeting weekly to review all cases and make safety assessments. The
statute was changed during the last legislative session, and the new language says that counties
may have these meetings, but they are no longer required. The team decided that abuse and
neglect prevention warrants ongoing discussion, so that will be the focus of meetings going forward
on a monthly basis. Dr. John Tarr serves as the team’s Chairperson.

e Community Health Coalition of the Gunnison Valley. HHSD Reynolds explained that this effort
came out of the One Valley Prosperity Project (OVPP), and this OVPP subcommittee focuses on
basic community, youth and health needs in the valley. The subcommittee is working well. The
November meeting will focus on general housing issues. Chairperson Chamberland and
Commissioner Messner will likely attend that meeting.

e Suicide Prevention. HHSD Reynolds stated that the Crisis Coalition has become part of the
Community Health Coalition of the Gunnison Valley. A $10,000 grant from the Center for Mental
Health is assisting with the formulation of a strong plan related to suicide prevention. To date,
there have been seven suicides in the valley, which is higher than usual but similar to what is
happening elsewhere in the region. Those suicides primarily involved middle-aged men, though
there were also a couple of seniors and a couple of people over 30 years of age.

NEXT MEETING: The next meeting was scheduled for December 19, 2017.

ADJOURN: Moved by Commissioner Thompson, seconded by Commissioner Messner to adjourn the
meeting. Motion carried unanimously. The meeting was adjourned at 9:49 am.

Lack of Adequate Child Care

Families in Gunnison County face lack of childcare availability and the
continuing high cost of childcare, affecting low-income families
disproportionately which, if not addressed, will result in:

e Less exposure to high-quality early learning environments for our
young children, especially those which develop positive social
interactions and emotional skills;

e Greater difficulties for parents who want to return to school or work to
achieve their own educational and career goals and to improve their
family’s potential;

o Additional stressors for families experiencing continued economic
hardship, potentially putting children at risk for adverse childhood
experiences;

o Higher risks for children whose parents are unable to find other
supervision options, potentially leading to undetected child neglect or
abuse;

e Continuing unacceptable levels of child poverty in Gunnison and
Hinsdale Counties; and

e Continuing unacceptable levels of generational poverty in Gunnison
and Hinsdale Counties.

Opportunities to Integrate Mental Health and Physical Health Services

New and increased opportunities to integrate mental health and physical health
services have emerged and funding availability which, if leveraged and well
managed, will result in:

¢ Normalization of mental health with a holistic health approach, leading
to better health outcomes;

e Increased screening and referrals, leading to more individuals
obtaining the services they need to improve their physical and mental
health;

e Increased capacity for private-care physicians to manage mental health
diagnosis-related prescriptions;

e Increased opportunities for clients to engage with physical and mental
health providers in a more holistic, integrated manner;

e Increased opportunities for “warm handoffs” in the referral process;

e Increased opportunities for all providers to develop processes and
protocols which can minimize and mitigate clients” sense of
embarrassment, isolation, and other aspects of stigmatization;

e Increased opportunities for all providers to collaboratively identify
service delivery gaps and limits, especially as they relate to mental
health; and

e Increased opportunities, as a system, to deliver services that
emphasize prevention throughout the ages and stages of life.

Lack of Resources for Seniors
The continuing limitation of existing resources, combined with the increasing
senior population, if not addressed, will result in:

e More seniors will be displaced out of their home, unable to “age in
place”;

e More seniors will experience increased risk to physical and emotional
wellbeing;

e More seniors will experience unmet medical needs, either because they
are unable to access in-home services, but stay at home as long as
possible nonetheless, or because they are placed outside of their home
in a setting that does not meet their medical needs;

e Continuing lack of caregivers or Home & Community Based Services
(HCBS), further exacerbating this trend and related risks for seniors;

e Greater risks that seniors will experience neglect or abuse; and

e Seniors who, in many cases, will prematurely shift to a more expensive
level of care, further decreasing their financial stability, independence,
sense of wellbeing, and social connection to their community.

Increasing Health Care Costs

Families and individuals in Gunnison and Hinsdale Counties face increasing
costs for health care -- including insurance premiums, deductibles,
copayments, and prescriptions -- and these costs are expected to continue
increasing at rates far surpassing potential income increases which, if not
addressed, will result in:

e Increased health risks as families and individuals increasingly decide to
delay or avoid treatment or to otherwise inappropriately self-manage
their medical, dental, and mental health issues until the need is
advanced and becomes urgent or emergent;

e More families and individuals in Gunnison and Hinsdale Counties who
are unable to benefit from a relationship with a primary care physician
who can provide preventive care and coordinate services in a more
holistic manner;

e Increased dependence on emergency rooms as a primary source of
medical care, leading to increased healthcare system costs and poor
utilization of preventive care;

e Increased health risks for children, seniors, and individuals with special
needs;

e Increased risks for individuals with chronic health issues;

e Increased rates of advanced disease (dental and chronic physical
health issues);

Increased rates of preventable injuries and illnesses;
Increased impact on family budgets, which limit available resources for
other expenses; and

e Increased levels of stress on families and individuals who continue to
struggle financially and emotionally.

Poor Childhood Vaccination Rates

Statewide data illustrates children are vaccinated at rates lower than expected
to provide optimal protection. While local data is limited, it appears to confirm
a lower average rate than expected in Gunnison County. This trend is expected
to continue statewide and possibly rise relative to other states which, if not
addressed, will result in:

e Continued inability to acquire “herd immunity” for our community,
increasing risks to our entire community;

e Increased risks to children in our community as cases of vaccine-
preventable diseases rise, causing significant risk to children who
cannot be immunized due to age, allergies, or other factors, or to those
children who have not yet been immunized;

e Increased school absenteeism rates, both because of children who are
sick and others whose parents are fearful of outbreaks;

Loss of work productivity by parents;
Increased healthcare costs; and
Increased long-term catastrophic health issues and/or death.

Increasing Rates of Substance Abuse

Substance abuse rates are unacceptable and increasing nationally and
statewide which, if not addressed, will result in:

Increasing rates of negative health outcomes associated with
substance abuse, such as Hepatitis C and HIV, birth defects, brain
damage, addiction, suicide, and death;

More families and individuals in our communities who must become
involved for the first time or who become further involved in criminal
justice or other interventional systems;

Families and individuals who face further degradations to their
relationships and quality of life, potentially including risks of abuse and
neglect, and who have fewer and fewer resources and options for life-
enhancing experiences;

Families and individuals who increasingly experience a loss of social
cohesion;

Families and individuals who experience a loss of income due to job
loss, poor employment stability, and lack of employment opportunities;
Negative impacts on extended family members, childhood and
adolescent peers, employers, and community members; and
Increased social isolation and lack of connectedness.

Recurring Incidents of Child Abuse and Neglect

Most reports or referrals (80% or more) for investigations into incidents of
potential child abuse or neglect in Gunnison and Hinsdale Counties involve
recurring incidents, if not addressed, will result in:

More children in our community who are unable to properly bond with
parents, family members, and caregivers, leading to long-term
attachment issues, poor brain development, and increased rates of
learning disabilities;

More children in our community who are living in homes that are not
safe for them and which do not enable them to thrive;

More children in our community at risk for poor nutrition and hunger,
leading to short- and long-term health problems;

More children in our community at risk for preventable injuries and
health issues;

More children in our community who are unable to develop appropriate
coping skills;

More children in our community who become at risk for substance
abuse and juvenile justice system involvement;

More children in our community who suffer preventable, long-term
losses of their life potential;

More parents who are unable, unprepared, or unwilling to interrupt
intergenerational cycles of abuse or neglect which they themselves
experienced as child victims; and

More children at risk for death.

Opportunities to Integrate the Local Health and Human Services System

cut or eliminated. 231 people were screened in 2010 for cardiovascular risks such as cholesterol,
hile this service is no longer available. Tobacco prevention work is now reduced to policy work only

and not general prevention education. A Cancer screening and assistance program for low income
omen 40 years and above has lost approximately $11,000, about 1/3 of funding. The potential for

future increased funds as well as fund shifting will allow some coverage of this service.

Food Inspections has exceeded the established target of 135 per year. 231 inspections were done in

2011. 121 inspections were completed in the first 6 months of 2011. Inspections assure greater food

safety for the general public.

BOCC Update - Human Services; Child and Family Services

Purpose Statement

The purpose of the Child and Family Services Activity is to provide health,
education, prevention, assessment, family planning, protection and permanency
services to adults, children and their families in Gunnison and Hinsdale Counties
so they can thrive in safe, stable and permanent homes.

Performance Narrative

There were 170 families referred for child welfare services and that number is projected to increase
to just under 200. Approximately half of the referrals are investigated and the other half are screened
out, many being referred to other community based services. This trend is consistent with other
counties in Colorado. In addition to the increase in referrals there is also an increase in the number
of dependency and neglect petitions filed, 16 this year compared to 8 in 2010 and 14 in 2009. The
number of ongoing open child welfare cases is fairly stable, approximately 35 per month. The number
of days that youth are in the custody of the Department is decreasing, based on data available, 3735
days in 2010 to 2195 in 2011 (annualized). We anticipate slightly higher funding from the State which

ill help us meet the increase in referrals.

SUBJECT: NEW Colorado Food Code Effective January 1, 2019

DATE: November 16, 2017

Over the past year, the Colorado Department of Public Health & Environment (CDPHE) has conducted a
series of stakeholder meetings relating to the adoption of a new food code. Multiple industry and local
regulatory partners participated throughout the stakeholder process. CDPHE recommended that
Colorado adopt the, science based, U.S. Food and Drug Administration’s 2013 model Food Code and the
2015 Supplement as Colorado’s new food code. On November 15, 2017 the Colorado Board of Health
voted to adopt this new code.

The date of implementation of the new code will be January 1, 2019. With the implementation date
being over 13 months away, CDPHE will be working with our local public health and industry partners to
provide guidance and training to ensure a smooth transition to the new regulations.

The adoption of the 2013 FDA Model Food Code, that will be implemented on January 1, 2019, does
include some operational changes for ALL retail food establishments. Those changes include, but are
not limited to:

Certified Food Protection Managers

Proper Date Marking of ready to eat foods that have to be maintained cold to be safe
Procedures in place for the proper cleanup of a vomiting or diarrheal event
Handwashing signs at all handwashing sinks used by employees

As the Gunnison Valley and Colorado continue to be discovered by travelers, the need for
comprehensive visitor services being maintained at the chamber is strong and warranted.
Gunnison County financial support allows the chamber to continue effective services that impact
travelers to our valley and impact valley businesses.

Most people who stop by the Visitor Center are looking for printed publications to take with
them. There is a strong need to address how to continue to produce visitor center publications.

The following is from the perspective of two of the six Information Specialist from this summer
season.

The duties and responsibilities required of a Gunnison Chamber of Commerce Information
Specialist are very specialized. This position is important to the tourism industry for the
Gunnison Valley. The Visitor Center (VC) is in a prime and highly visible location to serve our
area's clientele; which range from foreigners, retired travelers, seniors, families, solo explorer's
and adventure seekers, WSCU, and the local business community. On a given day, it is typical to
encounter providing assistance to all of them in some fashion. An important part of the job is





engaging in conversation with visitors from all walks of life. They love to share stories about
their journeys while they take a break and stretch. Assisting with events and fundraisers like:
Ride the Rockies, USA Pro Cycle Tour, Bike Tour Colorado, bartending at the CB SUP Blue Mesa
Bash (TIPS certified), Golf Tournament, High Octane, and I-Bar Ranch concerts are also a vital
role. It all requires a social person to greet them with a warm smile and personality who is
versatile, knowledgeable, and active/outdoorsy to work the VC.

This summer, the VC has experienced increased visitation due to the fresh look; on the outside
as well as the interior. Guests always comment on the neat and clean facility, how loaded with
tactile resources and maps it is and how educated the information specialists are in assisting
with their travel plans. From handing out complimentary Colorado maps, access to brochures,
state and local magazines; or guiding them to their destinations with our variety of
comprehensive wall maps, our VC guests are satisfied with their experience with us.

Having served the tourism economy in the Gunnison Valley as an Information Specialist in the
VC for 7 years and at CBMR as well, | am confident that the services we provide our visitors is
much needed and a critical resource for them. Many travel by the seat of their pants with no
plans at all, intermittent Wi-Fi Service at best, or no previous research about our area. They just
show up and trust our expertise as their travel planners. They leave our VC content and happy,
full of information and resources they can use to proceed with choices and a comforting plan for
their trip.

With that said, as an Information Specialist at the VC; we are in desperate need of updating and
providing a few of our most popular resources. These include: a comprehensive area map
(similar to the 2010 one), a new hiking guide/map, area biking and angling guides.

We appreciate the swanky clean new restrooms next door and the park staff who take care of
the facility!

Information Specialists at the Gunnison Visitor Center by Kathy Carr

Information Specialist duties at the Visitor Center are simple to define: greet visitors and invite
them to ask questions; disperse the information requested orally and with printed handouts, or
direct visitors to appropriate resources; keep the information displays stocked and the area
clean and tidy.

However, the execution of the duties are as unique as every individual. Each Information
Specialist has a different background, experiences, and style. Ditto for the visitor. | was
reminded of that recently while listening to a co-worker, who has years of angling experience,
converse with a fisherman visitor.

Often, before | answer a question, I'll quiz the visitors on their travel route and plans. | may also
ask about their desires, experience, expectations, and familiarity with Gunnison. That helps me
tailor a response for them.





A question does not always have the same answer. One of the most common questions we
hear is, “How do we get to the Black Canyon?” They may already have an itinerary that
includes going to the South Rim at the Black Canyon of the Gunnison National Park and are just
asking for those driving directions, or they may wish to hear other options. The maps and
poster displays are great tools to help visitors gain perspective of the geography along with
locations of features and roads.

The visitors we see rarely leave without printed information in their hands. “Do you have a
map of ?” or, “Do you have any information on (lodging, dining, shopping,
camping, hiking, biking, events, ghost towns, other nearby towns, real estate, .. .)?” Some
visitors want to browse the entire brochure display, while others have more specific interests.
The compilation directories created by the Chamber are popular along with national park
brochures, visitor guides and maps for Gunnison and Crested Butte.

Occasionally, | search for an answer on the internet or make inquiries by phone. Sometimes we
direct a visitor to a local business or organization that may be able to help them. Since
beginning this position, | find myself attempting to view the area from a visitor’s perspective.
What are the landmarks and signs that | don’t notice since | know where I’'m going? What are
the numbers of the roads that | know by their names? For lodging and dining
recommendations, | value the opinions of visitors who share their experience with me. Not all
the visitors to the center are new arrivals to town. Some visit in the middle of their stay, or as
they are leaving the area. Some come in multiple times. Some visitors want to “visit” or chat
with us, sharing stories about their travels and lives with us.

What is not seen here in this form of communication is the passion of place that each
Information Specialist has demonstrated over and over through the summer season and the
pride that they all have in the job they perform for our County. | am incredibly honored to work
with such wonderful ambassadors to our neighborhood. | hope each one returns next season!

We are grateful for the funding granted by the county through the Local Marketing District and
ask that the Commissioners consider on-going funding of this amazing resource — our Visitor
Services.

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Gothic Road winter closure discussion continues

A prohibition on motor
vehicles

An action to close a segment
of Gothic Road to motorized use
in the wintertime is getting clos-
er to an outcome. The Gunnison
County commissioners
reviewed a draft this week that
would place a gate at the winter
trailhead on Gothic Road
(County Road #317) prohibiting
the use of motorized vehicles,
specifically snowmaobiles.

The discussion was prompt-
ed by an official request of the
Gunnison  County  Trails
Commission for the county com-
missioners to take affirmative
action prohibiting snowmobiles,
except for emergency use, from
the county road through the
Gothic Townsite.

Currently, snowmobiles are
banned on the Forest Service
portion of the road that leads to
Schofield, but on the county sec-
tion of the road through the
townsite of Gothic, the county
has only recommended no
snowmobile use.

The gate would be placed
late fall, early winter, depending
on snowfall, at the cattle guard
near the Mt. Crested Butte trail-
head. Rocky Mountain
Biological Laboratory has voiced
their support of the gate to the
comimissioners.

This week, commissioner
Fred Field asked that the draft

resolution prohibit motorized
vehicles, not just snowmobiles

from the county road.
Commissioner Jim Starr asked
county attorney David

Baumgarten why landowners
beyond the closure be given
keys to the gate.

Baumgarten replied, “You
are saying a key might cause

mischief we are trying to
avoid?”

“Yes,” answered Starr.

The commissioners decided
this week to continue their dis-
cussion on the gate closure and
scheduled a public hearing for
the evening of Tuesday, June 19
in Crested Butte. Public com-
ment is encouraged.

My name is Ashley Sides and | am writing to submit comments regarding the proposal on land
use change permit by Rocky Mountain Biologic Laboratory in Gothic, North Pole Basin and
Schofield.

| am a current landowner of property in Schofield, Parcel # 299301413013, which is almost
directly across the street from the cabin and property owned by RMBL, and where the
proposed changes would occur. | am in strong opposition to the proposed changes.

| purchased this property in 2011 primarily because of it's remote location and a desire to
enjoy the beauty of the area in solitude. This area is quite unique in it's wildlife habitat and
vegetation and | strongly believe that adding an additional 2500 sq feet of development will
change that dynamic immensely. The more people (even if they are only conducting research)
that are in this pristine area, the greater the change to the existing environment, and the less
accurate true research will be. The area is populated enough and trafficked enough with all of
the tourists and outdoorsmen that frequent the area of the punchbowls. Developing the area
will only bring more and more auto traffic and pollution to the area which also affects the
wildlife that lives in the area as well as the other people who own property and have
attempted to keep this area pristine. Trying to bring more people in with areas for lodging,
increased power and telecommunications as well as meeting and work space will only spoil
the uniqueness of the area. The reality is that Gothic (where there is already existing meeting
and work space) is not that far away, and | do not know of any good reason that additional
lodging would be needed in this area. It may be more convenient, but | fail to see how it is
truly necessary.

| also feel the same was about development in the North Pole Basin area, although it would

not directly affect me personally as much. | feel that we should strive to keep unique areas

such as these as pristine as possible, and building up to 3000 sq ft here (or 6 structures) also
would have a significant negative environmental impact to the area.

Regarding the Gothic proposed changes, which also do not affect me personally as much, |
also disagree with allowing non-research related events there such as weddings. 10 weddings
and 10 additional events/summer would essentially mean that there is at least one or more
event of some sort every weekend during the summer months. This only would

increase exponentially the traffic to the area which is already extremely heavily used in the
summer. This is also a completely unnecessary use and strain on the area and would seem to
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only benefit RMBL financially.

In conclusion, | am in strong opposition to all of the proposed land use changes. If Rocky
Mountain Biologic Laboratory is sincere in their desire for research in the more untouched
areas, and preserving this unique area, they should be willing to sacrifice convenience and
profit in order to make this happen.

Dear Planning Commission:

We have been part-time or full-time residents of the East River Valley near Gothic (7990 County Road
317) since 1971; this year we were there from late May to early November. We have spent two winters
in our cabin, and made many fall and winter visits in other years. We would like to make the following
comments on this permit application:

1) We know how important it is for RMBL to generate income by maximizing use of its current facilities,
given the necessity to support a year-round staff with income generated primarily in the 3-4 month field
research season. We think it makes sense to allow shoulder-season use of the facilities in Gothic.

2) We think RMBL should be encouraged to require events such as weddings to use buses or vans as a
way of minimizing traffic and parking, and (if alcohol is served) impaired drivers.

3) One of the attractions of the off-season in the East River valley is the solitude it can offer, especially in
the winter. This is facilitated by the current designation for non-motorized recreation, but threatened by
the recent approval of machine grooming to facilitate bicycle riding to Gothic. This increase in activity is
potentially detrimental to wildlife that is already stressed by winter conditions. Nobody has studied this
yet, but our guess is that ptarmigan that used to be common in areas near the road with willows are less
likely to use those areas if there are bikers, hikers (who walk out if the snow is hard enough when it is
groomed), and dogs who accompany them. The dogs may also influence the distribution and abundance
of small mammals, foxes, and coyotes in the valley, and the occasional elk, moose, or pine marten that
overwinter near Gothic. One way to minimize the impact of additional motorized snow vehicles would
be to combine trips with the grooming machine, or at least run multiple machines at the same time.
Snow machines using the road should be encouraged to stay on one side of the road to leave the rest of
it for skiers who prefer to use untracked snow.

4) Given that there are already other private residences in Schofield Park, some of which are used from
May through November, and some winter snowmobile use, we don't see the proposed change to the
existing structures there as a problem.

5) Similarly, given that structures are already present in North Pole Basin, we don't see a problem with
the proposed changes to them. The availability of these facilities in North Pole Basin and Schofield Park
may help to reduce some of the traffic on the road, if researchers can spend the night rather than have
to drive back to Gothic every day, and will facilitate research in years when the snow prevents opening
the road until later than usual.

We are concerned about the proposal to allow weekly motorized trips into Gothic to bring in supplies
for the increasing number of winter residents and staff.

We would prefer that any trips into Gothic were paired with trips involving regular grooming instead of
adding trips separately. We must keep motorized vehicle use of the Gothic Road in winter to a
minimum, lest there be created a “slippery slope” of additional users that results in an increase in
general recreational traffic.
