Communicable Diseases; Travel Services Planning:  PHM Worrall described the number of 
cases this year.  There have been many reports of bat infestations in the County.  There has also 
been an increase in Tuberculosis cases, mostly latent, but one active case that was sent to Denver.  
A partnership with the hospital is being discussed for post rabies exposure treatment.  The annual 
flu clinic was held in October.  A total of 424 people in Gunnison and 302 people in Crested Butte 
were immunized.  The current number of flu cases in the County were discussed.   
 
Consumer Protection:  CPS Chavez gave an update on her transition into this role.  She explained 
how many licensed facilities there are in the County and how many renewals she plans on 
completing next year.  CPS Chavez discussed some of the changes that will be coming to the food 
code in Colorado.  She explained the inspections she has been doing since August when she took 
ever this positon.   
 
2017 Review & 2018 Planning:  HHSD Reynolds stated she will follow up with the 
Commissioners individually to discuss planning for 2018. 


 
ADJOURN:  The Board of Health meeting adjourned at 10:31 am.  


 
Extension of Law Enforcement Agreement; Town of Mt. Crested Butte: 
Sheriff Rick Besecker and County Attorney David Baumgarten were present for the discussion.  Sheriff 
Besecker stated he met with the Chiefs of both the Town of Crested Butte Marshalls and the Mt. Crested 
Butte Police Departments.  The Board and Sheriff discussed the possibly of an extension to the Law 
Enforcement agreement along with the issues that they would like see addressed.  CM Birnie stated the 
perceived time constraint is artificially created as the Town Manager of Mt. Crested Butte was notified in 
February of 2016 that the contract would be ending and a signed six month extension was given to Mt. 
Crested Butte in August.  The Board discussed the options for extending the contract, including how much 
funds have been budgeted for this agreement.  CA Baumgarten discussed the options available to the 
Board to address the Board’s and Sheriff’s concerns and also extends the agreement for one year.  The 
Board and Sheriff discussed the changes that needed to be made to the draft contract including a paragraph 
stating a Memorandum of Understanding would be completed by the end of January regarding the 
operations transition.  The Board directed CA Baumgarten to draft a new agreement with the proposed 
changes and bring it back to the Board later in the day.

Thank you for asking us to provide GVRHA with a proposal to update Gunnison County’s 


workforce housing linkage fees.  We understand that the last update to these fees occurred in 


2011, and that Gunnison County would like to update them to reflect current economic and 


housing conditions.  We also understand that the County would like to use data we have 


compiled from surveys in Gunnison County and other comparable areas throughout the 


mountain west rather than conducting new primary research.   


 


This letter outlines a proposed scope of work, budget and timeline to accomplish this update.  


Please note that we are open to refining the approach and budget as needed to best meet your 


needs.   


 


Proposed scope of work 


The scope of work would entail updating Gunnison County’s residential and commercial 


workforce housing impact fees by using the latest available economic and housing data to 


recalculate the fees.  The calculation methodology would mirror the approach used to calculate 


the fees in the most recent past.  The update process would entail collecting and analyzing a 


variety of data inputs, including the following: 


• Employment generation rates for commercial development, using a database 


maintained by RRC of employer surveys conducted in a variety of comparable mountain

counties.  Additional mountain communities have been added to the dataset since 


Gunnison County’s fees were last updated.   


• Employment generation rates for residential development, using a database maintained 


by RRC of homeowner operations and maintenance surveys conducted in a variety of 


comparable mountain communities, as well as estimates of construction-related 


employment.  Again, additional mountain communities have been added to the survey 


dataset since Gunnison County’s fees were last updated.   


• Demographic and economic data for Gunnison County from the 2016 Gunnison Valley 


Housing Needs Assessment on average workers per household and multiple jobholding 


rates, and CHFA for AMI (area median income). 


• Home sales data for Gunnison County, per Gunnison County Assessor records. 


 


In addition to updating the fee rates, we understand that GVRHA would also like this update to 


do the following:   


• Calculate and show the updated fees in fine-grain increments (e.g. per 100 sqft of new 


development), and/or provide and explain the formulas that can be used to calculate 


the fees for any new increment of new development.  Relatedly, calculate and show 


fees for new development in excess of 4,000 square feet that would reduce the size of 


the step-up in fee amounts. 


 


The project deliverable would be an Excel spreadsheet supported by a brief report with 


supporting tables documenting the updated fees and the data sources and methodologies used 


to update the fees.  The report would also address the County’s need for greater granularity in 


how the fees scale with increases in built square footage.  The report would be definitional and 


instructional, with the intent of enabling Gunnison County to update the fees independently 


going forward should it choose to do so.  The scope does not include revisiting the residential 


and commercial mitigation rates established by the County (i.e. proportion of housing demand 


to be mitigated). 


 


In addition, we understand that you would like to have the option of requesting RRC 


attendance at a public meeting to explain and answer questions regarding the fee updates.   


 


Proposed budget and timeline 


The cost of the scope of work as outlined above, exclusive of attendance at a public meeting, is 


estimated at $6,800.  RRC would only bill for actual costs incurred at its normal hourly billing 


rates, up to a not-to-exceed cap without prior authorization of $6,800.  The cost of RRC 


attendance and presentation of the results in a public meeting would be an additional $2,200.   
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We understand that you would like to have the analysis completed as soon as possible, and no 


later than the end of February.  We would plan accordingly to deliver the final report to you 


within that timeframe.

We would again note that we are 


flexible with regards to scope and budget, and look forward to discussing next steps with you 


after you have a chance to review.

At its regular meeting on September 15, 2017, Vince Rogalski was seated and the Planning 
Commission unanimously approved the following Minor Impact Recommendation, moved by 
Tom Venard and seconded by Vince Rogalski: 
 
     
PROJECT SUMMARY: 
The applicant is requesting the subdivision of 32.428-acres into two single-family lots: Lot 1, 
5.898-acres (with existing cabin) and Lot 2, 26.53-acres (with three existing cabins) to settle a 
family estate. All of the cabins are served by exiting springs and pit privies. Existing access is from 
Hampton Road, via County #858 (Big Cimarron Road). No covenants are proposed, and no 
changes to the existing developed property is contemplated. The existing cabins date back to the 
early/mid 20th century. The 32-acre legal parcel was created as a remainder tract, during the 
subdivision of Silverjack Subdivision, in 1973. 
 
LOCATION: 
The property is located approximately 14 miles south of Highway 50, directly west of County 
Road #858 (Big Cimarron Road), adjacent to Silverjack Subdivision.  The property is legally 
described as being situated in U.S. Government Lots 9, 10, 15 & 16, Section 5, Township 46 
North, Range 6 West, N.M.P.M. 
 
SURROUNDING LAND USES: 
West –  developed residential lots within Silverjack Subdivision, ranging in size from 5 – 10 acres. 
North – 165-acre tract, agricultural 
East –410-acre tract (across CR#858), agricultural 
South –  developed residential lots within Bearclaw Subdivision 
 
IMPACT CLASSIFICATION:  Minor Impact Project, based upon the impact classification found 
in Section 6-102: Projects Classified as Minor Impact Projects A.  2-4 Units. 
 
PLANS/REPORTS/SUBMITTALS:

SITE VISIT:   
The Planning Commission determined that a site visit was not necessary. 
 
PUBLIC HEARING: 
The Planning Commission and the Board of County Commissioners conducted a joint public 
hearing on September 15, 2017. At that time, Shirley Bruck was present and asked about the 
acreage of the parcels. No written public comments were received.  
 
All testimony, both written and oral, is hereby incorporated as part of this record of review and 
evaluation.  
 
REVIEW AGENCY REFERRAL COMMENTS:  
Comments were received from the following agencies: 
Colorado Division of Water Resources –Megan Sullivan, P.E., Water Resource Engineer, 
letter of January 3, 2017 and July 26, 2017. Excerpts include: 
 


We have reviewed the above referenced proposal to subdivide a 32.428 acre tract into two lots of 
5.898 and 26.530 acres, according to a handwritten amendment dated December 9, 2016 in the 
referral materials. Lot 1 (5.898 acres) has an existing cabin, the Cow Camp Cabin, and Lot 2 
(26.530 acres) has three existing cabins. According to information provided, water will be supplied 
by two springs and wastewater treatment will be provided by existing pit privies. 
 
The two springs proposed as the water supply have been decreed as surface water rights by the 
Division 4 Water Court.  The Cow Camp Spring has been decreed as a conditional water right in 
case no. 12CW126 for domestic use in one single family dwelling, stock watering, wildlife watering 
and fire protection uses. The decreed flow rate is 15 gallons per minute (0.033 cubic feet per 
second).  The decreed appropriation date is October 6, 2012 and the adjudication date is 2012.  As 
of the date of this letter, the water right has not been made absolute.  The Getaway Spring was 
decreed by the Water Court in case no. 89CW175 as an absolute water right for domestic use in 
three cabins and for livestock watering and fire protection proposes.  The decreed flow rate for this 
spring is also 15 gallons per minute.  The decreed appropriation date is September 15, 1988 and 
the adjudication date is December 31, 1989.  Both springs as surface water diversions are subject 
to administration in Colorado’s Prior Appropriation water rights system. 
 
No information was provided concerning the physical adequacy of the water supply.  As stated in 
CRS 30-28-133(3)(d), the subdivider is required to submit “Adequate evidence that a water supply 
that is sufficient in terms of quality, quantity, and dependability will be available to ensure an 
adequate supply of water for the type of subdivision proposed.”  Adequate evidence is usually 
provided in the form of a water resource report, prepared by a professional engineer or water 
consultant, which addresses the quality, quantity, and dependability issues.  A report of this nature 
was not provided.  Furthermore, a review of our water rights diversion records found that there is no 
information on the actual flow rates of the springs.  We recommend that the County request the 
applicant to provide the measured flow rates of the two springs.  Should the actual flow rates of the 
springs be similar to the decreed flow rates, with sufficient storage the supply would be adequate 
for the weekend getaway type use of the cabins described in the referral materials.  Water for the 
other decreed uses may not be available in dry years due to reduction in spring flows.  Please note 
that the long term adequacy of any spring fed source may be subject to fluctuation due to 
hydrological and climatic trends. 
 
Based on the above, it is our opinion, pursuant to CRS 30-28-136(1)(h)(I), that as long as the 
springs are operated in accordance with the terms and conditions of their respective court decrees, 
the proposed water supply will not cause material injury to decreed water rights.  However, due to 
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the lack of information on the actual flow rates of the springs, we are unable to comment on the 
physical adequacy of the water supply for the subdivision. 


 
The applicant submitted a water supply report prepared by Gary Shellhorn, Hydrologist with Water 
Solutions LLC, on June 28, 2017, for the proposed Free Subdivision. The report indicates that the 
flows of two springs, the Cow Camp Spring and the Getaway Spring which are proposed as the 
water supply source for the two-lot subdivision, were measured on June 5, 2017. The average 
measured discharge of the Cow Camp Spring was 1.2 gallons per minute and the Getaway Spring 
produced an average outflow of 10.7 gallons per minute. Mr. Shellhorn indicated that the Getaway 
Spring has provided water for the past 30 years for three rental cabins on Lots 1 and 2 and that 
there is a existing pipeline and storage tank.  He also notes that the Cow Camp Spring does not 
currently have a pipeline system in place to supply the cabin on Lot 1. Since a gravity flow system 
would not be available due to topography, he recommends that the spring outlet be piped to a water 
tank of at least 500 gallon capacity so that a pressurized system could be developed to supply a 
single household. Based on the data collected, Mr. Shellhorn indicated that the proposed supply 
would be adequate to sustain a domestic supply for both lots. 
 
Should the flow rates of the springs continue to be similar to the measured flow rates, with sufficient 
storage the supply would be adequate for the weekend getaway type use of the cabins described in 
the referral materials. Water for the other decreed uses may not be available in dry years due to 
reduction in spring flows. Please note that the long term adequacy of any spring fed source may be 
subject to fluctuation due to hydrological and climatic trends.”

The property contains a narrow floodplain on Big Cimarron Creek, according to County mapping. 
No impact to existing development. 
 
Section 11-104: Development in Areas Subject to Geologic Hazards.   
The property is not within a geologic hazard area, according to County mapping.   
 
Section 11-105: Development in Areas Subject to Wildfire Hazards. 
The property is in a low wildfire hazard area, according to County mapping.  
 
Section 11-106:  Protection of Wildlife Habitat Areas. 
The property is not within Sage-grouse habitat.  No additional impacts to wildlife, as the 
residences are existing. 
 
Section 11-107: Protection of Water Quality.  
No impact from existing residential uses. 
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Section 11-108: Standards for Development on Ridgelines.  
The property is not located on a ridgeline. 
 
Section 11-109: Development that Affects Agricultural Lands. 
There are agricultural lands in the immediate area.   
 
Section 11-110: Development of Land beyond Snowplowed Access. 
The property is a seasonal use. 
 
Section 11-111: Development on Inholdings in the National Wilderness. 
Not applicable, the site is not located on a National Wilderness inholding. 
 
Section 11-112: Development on Property above Timberline. 
Not applicable, the site is not located above timberline. 
 
Section 12-103:  Road System. 
The proposed lots and existing cabins are accessed by existing driveways from Hampton 
Road. No comments were received from the County Public Works Department. 
 
Section 12-104:  Public Trails. 
There is no public trail existing or proposed. 
 
Section 12-105: Water Supply.  
The water supply for the parcels are supplied by existing decreed springs.  Comments from 
Megan Sullivan, Water Resources Engineer, Colorado Division of Water Resources, note that 
the subdivision can be legally and physically served by the proposed water supply. 
 
Section 12-106: Sewage Disposal/Wastewater Treatment.   
Existing pit privies on each lot provide for wastewater treatment.  
 
Section 12-107: Fire Protection.  
The property is within the Gunnison County Fire Protection District.  No comments were received 
from the District. 
 
Section 13-103: General Site Plan Standards and Lot Measurements. 
The site plan for the subdivision complies with the standards of this Section. 
 
Section 13-104: Setbacks from Property Lines and Road Rights-of-Way. 
The building envelopes meet the setback requirements. 
 
Section 13-105: Residential Building Sizes and Lot Coverages. 
Minimum lot size complies with OWTS regulations. Building sizes are required to comply with 
the required maximum square footages at time of building permit application. 
 
Section 13-106: Energy and Resource Conservation. 
All structures to be constructed within the development will be subject to the standards of this 
Section at the time of building permit application. 
 
Section 13-107: Installation of Solid Fuel-Burning Devices 
Installation of solid fuel-burning devices is subject to the standards of this Section at the time of 
building permit application.  
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Section 13-108: Open Space and Recreation Areas  
Not applicable.  Open space dedication is not required for minor impact projects. 
 
Section 13-109: Signs. 
There are no signs proposed as part of the submitted application.   
 
Section 13-110: Off-Road Parking and Loading. 
A minimum of two parking spaces is required for each single-family residence.    
 
Section 13-111: Landscaping and Buffering.  
Landscaping is not required for minor impact projects.  
 
Section 13-112: Snow storage. 
Adequate area is available for snow storage on each lot. 
 
Section 13-113: Fencing  
All new fencing shall comply with this Section. 
 
Section 13-114: Exterior Lighting.   
All new structures are required to comply with this section.  
 
Section 13-115:  Reclamation and Noxious Weed Control. 
A reclamation permit is required for driveway construction, home site clearing and berm 
construction.  
 
Section 13-116: Grading and Erosion Control. 
Grading activities are required to secure a Reclamation Permit from the Public Works 
Department, pursuant to Section 13-115: Reclamation and Noxious Weed Control.   
 
Section 13-117: Drainage, Construction and Post-Construction Stormwater Runoff. 
Construction activities are required to secure a Reclamation Permit from the Public Works 
Department. 
 
Section 13-118: Water Impoundments. 
Not applicable, this project does not propose a water impoundment. 
 
Section 13-119: Standards to Ensure Compatible Uses. 
The development is compatible with the existing residential and agricultural neighborhood. 
 
Section 15-103: Right-to-Ranch Policy.   
This Section is applicable to all land use change permits.  
 
FINDINGS: 
The Commission finds that: 
 
1. The Planning Commission has classified the application as a Minor Impact Project, based 


upon the impact classification found in Section 6-102: Projects Classified as Minor Impact 
Projects A.  2-4 Units. 


 
2. The land use change complies with all applicable requirements of the Gunnison County 


Land Use Resolution and Section 6-10: Standards of Approval for Minor Impact Projects.  
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3. The Commission finds that the proposed residential subdivision is compatible with existing 
development in the neighborhood and will result in no significant net adverse impacts to the 
neighborhood. 


 
4. This review and decision incorporates, but is not limited to, all the documentation submitted 


to the County and included within the Planning Office file relative to this application; 
including all exhibits, references and documents as included therein.

The Gunnison County Planning Commission, having considered the submitted plans, exhibits, 
and public testimony, has reached the above Findings and recommends to the Board of 
County Commissioners that LUC No. 2016-00040 Free Subdivision, be approved with the 
following conditions:

This parcel is not within Gunnison Sage-grouse 
Tier 1 habitat (score 15) as mapped using the 2012 Habitat Prioritization tool (Gunnison Basin Sage-grouse 
Strategic Committee 2012). The overall habitat score on this parcel is a low of -19 to a high of 2.  The parcel is 
located along County Road 10 and has existing development on the parcel and adjacent to the parcel. 
 
Based upon this analysis, a review of the data available, and the nature of the proposed activity, I 
find that the proposed activity will not adversely impact Gunnison Sage-grouse or their habitats 
beyond that which has already occurred. 
 
Because Gunnison Sage-grouse are in the general area, I recommend that the following 
requirements/conservation actions be applied as conditions of all Gunnison County permits issued 
for projects on this parcel to protect Gunnison Sage-grouse and their habitats: 


 
1) Per Section 11-106 G.3.d.1. of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution, dogs and cats must 


be kept under appropriate control, by means which may include kenneling or other physically 
secure methods to ensure that negative effects to wildlife from pets do not occur. This includes 
construction workers’ pets. 


 
2) A Gunnison County Reclamation Permit is not recommended for activities on this parcel 


unless the surface disturbance is 10,000 sqft or more.  If a Reclamation Permit is required, 
all disturbed areas should be reseeded with an appropriate seed mix. Colorado Parks and 
Wildlife (CPW) and/or the Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) are available to 
help identify an appropriate seed mix. 


 
3) Property owners must control or attempt to eradicate any noxious weeds that occur on the 


property. A list of noxious weeds may be found in the Colorado Noxious Weed list: 
www.colorado.gov/pacific/agconservation/noxious-weed-species  The Gunnison County 
Weed Management Program should be contacted (970- 641-4393) for additional information 
and technical assistance.” 


 
Colorado Division of Water Resources: Megan Sullivan, P.E., Water Resource Engineer, 
letters of March 16 and April 14, 2017. Excerpts include: 
“We have reviewed the above referenced proposal to subdivide a 3.8 acre tract into three single family 
lots, where one lot will be 1.8 acres and the other two lots will be one acre each. An existing house 
served by an existing well is located on the proposed 1.8 acre lot. According to information provided, 
there are no plans to develop the middle one acre lot. The remaining one acre lot will have a single 
family residence and an accessory dwelling unit (referred in the submitted materials as a mother-in-law 
apartment) built above a detached garage. The two, one-acre lots will be served by a shared well. 
 
The existing residence on the proposed 1.8 acre lot is currently served by an existing well, Well Permit 
No. 80655-F.  According to our records, the well permit was issued on March 6, 2017 to use an existing 
well.  Under this permit, use of groundwater from the well is limited to ordinary household purposes 
inside one (1) single family dwelling and the irrigation of not more than 10,890 square feet of home lawn 
and gardens.  The well is to operate in accordance with the Upper Gunnison River Water Conservancy 
District’s Augmentation Plan.  The well was constructed on September 7, 1979 under Permit no. 109939 
(now cancelled) to a depth of 30 feet. No information was provided on the installation of a permanent 
pump.  Note, as required for non-exempt well permits such as Permit no. 80655-F, evidence of pump

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installation must be provided prior to the expiration of the permit.  As no information was provided in 
the previous permit file as to if a pump had been installed, in order for the current permit, Permit No. 
80655-F, to remain valid, evidence of pump installation must be received before the expiration date of 
March 6, 2018. 
 
According to our records, Permit No. 80656-F was issued on March 6, 2017 to construct a new well.  
This well would be located on the one-acre lot with the proposed single family residence and accessory 
dwelling unit.  For the purposes of well permitting, in the majority of cases an accessory dwelling unit 
that is independent of the primary residence in terms of use is considered to be the same as a single 
family dwelling.  It appears for this proposal, that in terms of well permitting, this one-acre lot would 
have two (2) single family dwellings.  Under Permit No. 80656- F, use of groundwater from the well is 
limited to ordinary household purposes inside two (2) single family dwellings and the irrigation of not 
more than 10,890 square feet of home lawn and gardens. The well is to operate in accordance with the 
Upper Gunnison River Water Conservancy District’s Augmentation Plan. 
 
As stated in CRS 30-28-133(3)(d), the subdivider is required to submit “Adequate evidence that a water 
supply that is sufficient in terms of quality, quantity, and dependability will be available to ensure an 
adequate supply of water for the type of subdivision proposed.”  Typically adequate evidence is usually 
provided in the form of a water resource report, prepared by a professional engineer or water consultant, 
which addresses the quality, quantity, and dependability issues.  However, if there is a recent well test 
available in which water levels and a pumping rate are measured in intervals over the length of the test, a 
water resource report may not be necessary.  Unfortunately, a review of our records did not reveal a well 
in the immediate vicinity with a pump installation report. There were, however, a few records further 
away with some information to indicate that those wells produced 15 gallons per minute after a two hour 
pump test.  Because the existing well on the parcel was constructed in 1979 and now Permit No. 80655-
F will require evidence of pump installation to remain valid, we recommend that a well test be performed 
on the well and the results provided to the County. 
 
Based on the above, it is our opinion, pursuant to CRS 30-28-136(1)(h)(I), that the proposed water 
supply can be provided without causing material injury to decreed water rights so long as the applicant 
maintains well permits issued pursuant to C.R.S. § 37-90-137(2) and the plan for augmentation issued to 
Upper Gunnison River Water Conservancy District, for all wells in the subdivision and operates the 
wells in accordance with the terms and conditions of said plan for augmentation.  Provided the results of 
a well test for the existing well confirm the well has a sustained yield similar to the pump rates reported 
by other wells in the larger area and if the additional well on the parcel has a similar production rate, the 
water supply is expected to be physically adequate.  Please note that the long term adequacy of any 
ground water source may be subject to fluctuation due to hydrological and climatic trends.”  
 
“The applicant submitted a pump test conducted by Williams Drilling Company on March 29, 2017, for 
well Permit No. 80655-F. The report indicates that a two hour pump test was performed and according to 
the report, the well was drawn down less than one foot from the static water level of 3 foot 8 inches 
while pumping at twelve gallons per minute. After pumping stopped, the well recovered to the static 
water level within minutes. If the proposed additional well has a similar production rate and sufficient 
storage capacity, the water supply should be physically adequate.”

The neighborhood consists of the area consisting of both 
agricultural and residential development along County Road 10 and within a quarter mile from the subject 
property. Multiple residential parcels are located in the neighborhood. The adjacent residential lot to the 
east is .78-acre. North Valley Subdivision is located across County Road 10 to the southeast, consisting of 
approximately 30+ residential homes; parcel sizes ranging in size from .14-acres to 10-acres.  Several 
large ranch properties are located within the neighborhood. 
  
Section 11-103: Development in Areas Subject to Flood Hazards. 
The property contains no floodplain, according to County mapping. 
 
Section 11-104: Development in Areas Subject to Geologic Hazards.   
The property is not within a geologic hazard area, according to County mapping.   
 
Section 11-105: Development in Areas Subject to Wildfire Hazards. 
The property is in a low wildfire hazard area, according to County mapping.  
 
Section 11-106:  Protection of Wildlife Habitat Areas. 
The property is within occupied Gunnison Sage-grouse habitat.  A sage-grouse Habitat Site 
Specific Analysis Pre-Application review was conducted. See comments from Brooke Vasquez, 
Wildlife Biologist, NRCS, letter of May 17, 2016. No significant impacts to Sage-grouse were 
noted. See comments were received from the Chris Parmeter, District Wildlife Manager, CPW, 
letter of February 17, 2017. No significant impacts to wildlife were identified. 
 
Section 11-107: Protection of Water Quality.  
No water bodies are located on the property. Irrigation ditches are not defined as water bodies. 
 
Section 11-108: Standards for Development on Ridgelines.  
The property is not located on a ridgeline. 
 
Section 11-109: Development that Affects Agricultural Lands. 
There are agricultural lands in the immediate area.  The plat will contain required language 
addressing concerns with domestic animals, fencing and ditch maintenance, pursuant to 
Section 1-105. L.8.e. of the Land Use Resolution. 
 
Section 11-110: Development of Land beyond Snowplowed Access. 
The property is not beyond snowplowed access. 
 
Section 11-111: Development on Inholdings in the National Wilderness. 
Not applicable, the site is not located on a National Wilderness inholding. 
 
Section 11-112: Development on Property above Timberline. 
Not applicable, the site is not located above timberline. 
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Section 12-103:  Road System. 
An existing driveway serves the existing residence on Lot 1.  A new shared driveway access to 
Lots 2 & 3 is proposed to access from County Road 10. See comments from Marlene Crosby, 
Director, Gunnison County Public Works, via email on March 22, 2017. 
 
Section 12-104:  Public Trails. 
There is no public trail existing or proposed. 
 
Section 12-105: Water Supply.  
The water supply for Lot 1 will supply the existing residence from the existing well.  A new well 
will supply water to Lots 2 and 3.  The applicant has submitted contracts from the Upper 
Gunnison Water Conservancy District, for augmentation water. The Colorado Division of Water 
Resources has issued Well Permit #80656-F, to supply two single family residences. 
Comments from Megan Sullivan, Water Resources Engineer, Colorado Division of Water 
Resources, note that the subdivision can be legally and physically served by the proposed 
water supply, letter of April 14, 2017. 
 
Section 12-106: Sewage Disposal/Wastewater Treatment.   
Residences on Lots 2 and 3 will be served by new Onsite Wastewater Treatment systems. There 
is an existing septic system on Lot 1. Other residences in the neighborhood have existing 
permitted wastewater treatment systems. 
 
Section 12-107: Fire Protection.  
The property is within the Gunnison County Fire Protection District.  No comments were received 
from the District. 
 
Section 13-103: General Site Plan Standards and Lot Measurements. 
The site plan for the subdivision complies with the standards of this Section. 
 
Section 13-104: Setbacks from Property Lines and Road Rights-of-Way. 
The building envelopes meet the setback requirements. 
 
Section 13-105: Residential Building Sizes and Lot Coverages. 
The subdivision plat identifies site-specific building envelopes on each lot. Minimum lot size 
complies with OWTS regulations. Building sizes are required to comply with the required 
maximum square footages at time of building permit application. 
 
Section 13-106: Energy and Resource Conservation. 
All structures to be constructed within the development will be subject to the standards of this 
Section at the time of building permit application. 
 
Section 13-107: Installation of Solid Fuel-Burning Devices 
Installation of solid fuel-burning devices is subject to the standards of this Section at the time of 
building permit application.  
 
Section 13-108: Open Space and Recreation Areas  
Not applicable.  Open space dedication is not required for minor impact projects. 
 
Section 13-109: Signs. 
There are no signs proposed as part of the submitted application.   
 
Section 13-110: Off-Road Parking and Loading. 
A minimum of two parking spaces is required for each single-family residence.    
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Section 13-111: Landscaping and Buffering.  
Landscaping is not required for minor impact projects.  
 
Section 13-112: Snow storage. 
Adequate area is available for snow storage on each lot. 
 
Section 13-113: Fencing  
All new fencing shall comply with this Section. 
 
Section 13-114: Exterior Lighting.   
All new structures are required to comply with this section.  
 
Section 13-115:  Reclamation and Noxious Weed Control. 
A reclamation permit may be required for driveway construction, home site clearing and berm 
construction.  
 
Section 13-116: Grading and Erosion Control. 
Grading activities are required to secure a Reclamation Permit from the Public Works 
Department, pursuant to Section 13-115: Reclamation and Noxious Weed Control.   
 
Section 13-117: Drainage, Construction and Post-Construction Stormwater Runoff. 
Construction activities are required to secure a Reclamation Permit from the Public Works 
Department. 
 
Section 13-118: Water Impoundments. 
Not applicable, this project does not propose a water impoundment. 
 
Section 13-119: Standards to Ensure Compatible Uses. 
The development is compatible with the existing residential and agricultural neighborhood. 
 
Section 15-103: Right-to-Ranch Policy.   
This Section is applicable to all land use change permits.  
 
FINDINGS: 
The Commission finds that: 
 
1. The Planning Commission classified the application as a Minor Impact Project, based upon 


the impact classification found in Section 6-102: Projects Classified as Minor Impact 
Projects A.  2-4 Units. 


 
2. The land use change complies with all applicable requirements of the Gunnison County 


and Use Resolution and Section 6-10: Standards of Approval for Minor Impact Projects.  
 


3. The property is within 400 feet of the North Valley pressurized sewer main. 
 


4. The Commission finds that the proposed three-lot residential subdivision is compatible with existing 
development in the neighborhood and will result in no significant net adverse impacts to the 
neighborhood. 


 
5. This review and decision incorporates, but is not limited to, all the documentation submitted 


to the County and included within the Planning Office file relative to this application;
