S. Subject Property
“Subject Property” means the real property, if any, for which Grant Funds are used to acquire, construct, or
rehabilitate.

T. Substantial Progress in the Work
“Substantial Progress in the Work” means Grantee meets all deliverables and performance measures within
the time frames specified in Exhibit B.

U. Work
“Work” means the tasks and activities Grantee is required to perform to fulfill its obligations under this
Grant and Exhibit B, including the performance of the Services and delivery of the Goods.

V. Work Product
“Work Product” means the tangible or intangible results of Grantee’s Work, including, but not limited to,
software, research, reports, studies, data, photographs, negatives or other finished or unfinished documents,
drawings, models, surveys, maps, materials, or work product of any type, including drafts.

5. TERM

A. Initial Term-Work Commencement
Unless otherwise permitted in §2 above, the Parties’ respective performances under this Grant shall
commence on the Effective Date. This Grant shall terminate on December 31, 2018 unless sooner
terminated or further extended as specified elsewhere herein.

B. Two Month Extension
The State, at its sole discretion upon written notice to Grantee as provided in §16, may unilaterally extend
the term of this Grant for a period not to exceed two months if the Parties are negotiating a replacement
Grant (and not merely seeking a term extension) at or near the end of any initial term or any extension
thereof. The provisions of this Grant in effect when such notice is given, including, but not limited to
prices, rates, and delivery requirements, shall remain in effect during the two month extension. The two-
month extension shall immediately terminate when and if a replacement Grant is approved and signed by
the Colorado State Controller.

6. STATEMENT OF WORK
A. Completion
Grantee shall complete the Work and its other obligations as described herein and in Exhibit B. Except as
specified in §2 above, the State shall not be liable to compensate Grantee for any Work performed prior to
the Effective Date or after the termination of this Grant.

B. Goods and Services
Grantee shall procure Goods and Services necessary to complete the Work. Such procurement shall be
accomplished using the Grant Funds and shall not increase the maximum amount payable hereunder by the
State.

C. Employees
All persons employed by Grantee or Subgrantees shall be considered Grantee’s or Subgrantees’
employee(s) for all purposes hereunder and shall not be employees of the State for any purpose as a result
of this Grant.

7. PAYMENTS TO GRANTEE
The State shall, in accordance with the provisions of this §7, pay Grantee in the following amounts and using the
methods set forth below:
A. Maximum Amount
The maximum amount payable under this Grant to Grantee by the State is $70,482.00 (SEVENTY
THOUSAND, FOUR HUNDRED EIGHTY-TWO and XX/100 DOLLARS), as determined by the State
from available funds. Grantee agrees to provide any additional funds required for the successful completion
of the Work. Payments to Grantee are limited to the unpaid obligated balance of the Grant as set forth in
Exhibit B.
B. Payment
i. Advance, Interim and Final Payments
Any payment allowed under this Grant or in Exhibit B shall comply with State Fiscal Rules and be
made in accordance with the provisions of this Grant or such Exhibit. Grantee shall initiate any
payment requests by submitting invoices to the State in the form and manner set forth and approved by
the State.
ii. Interest
The State shall not pay interest on Grantee invoices. The State shall fully pay each invoice within 45
days of receipt thereof if the amount invoiced represents performance by Grantee previously accepted
by the State.
iii. Available Funds-Contingency-Termination
The State is prohibited by law from making fiscal commitments beyond the term of the State’s current
fiscal year. Therefore, Grantee’s compensation is contingent upon the continuing availability of State
appropriations as provided in the Colorado Special Provisions, set forth below. If federal funds are
used with this Grant in whole or in part, the State’s performance hereunder is contingent upon the
continuing availability of such funds.

If State or federal funds are not fully
appropriated, or otherwise become unavailable for this Grant, the State may immediately terminate
this Grant in whole orin part to the extent of funding reduction without further liability in accordance
with the provisions herein.
iv. Erroneous Payments
At the State’s sole discretion, payments made to Grantee in error for any reason, including, but not
limited to overpayments or improper payments, and unexpended or excess funds received by Grantee,
may be recovered from Grantee by deduction from subsequent payments under this Grant or other
grants or agreements between the State and Grantee or by other appropriate methods and collected as a
debt due to the State. Such funds shall not be paid to any person or entity other than the State.

C. Use of Funds

Within 10 days after being served with any pleading in a legal action filed with a court or administrative
agency, related to this Grant or which may affect Grantee’s ability to perform its obligations hereunder,
Grantee shall notify the State of such action and deliver copies of such pleadings to the State’s principal
representative as identified herein. If the State’s principal representative is not then serving, such notice and
copies shall be delivered to the Executive Director of DOLA.

C. Performance Outside the State of Colorado and/or the United States

Following the Effective Date, Grantee shall provide written notice to the State, in accordance with §16
(Notices and Representatives), within 20 days of the earlier to occur of Grantee’s decision to perform, or
its execution of an agreement with a Subgrantee to perform, Services outside the State of Colorado and/or
the United States.

9. GRANTEE RECORDS
Grantee shall make, keep, maintain and allow inspection and monitoring of the following records:
A. Maintenance
Grantee shall make, keep, maintain, and allow inspection and monitoring by the State of a complete file of
all records, documents, communications, notes and other written materials, electronic media files, and
conimunications, pertaining in any manner to the Work or the delivery of Services (including, but not
limited to the operation of programs) or Goods hereunder. Grantee shall maintain such records (the
“Record Retention Period”) until the last to occur of the following:
(i) aperiod of five years after the date this Grant is completed or terminated, or final payment is made
hereunder, whichever is later, or
(ii) for such further period as may be necessary to resolve any pending matters, or
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(iii) if an audit is occurring, or Grantee has received notice that an audit is pending, then until such audit
has been completed and its findings have been resolved.

B. Inspection
Grantee shall permit the State, the federal government (if Grant Funds include federal funds) and any other
duly authorized agent of a governmental agency to audit, inspect, examine, excerpt, copy and/or transcribe
Grantee's records related to this Grant during the Record Retention Period for a period of five years
following termination of this Grant or final payment hereunder, whichever is later, to assure compliance
with the terms hereof or to evaluate Grantee's performance hereunder. The State reserves the right to
inspect the Work at all reasonable times and places during the term of this Grant, including any extension.
If the Work fails to conform to the requirements of this Grant, the State may require Grantee promptly to
bring the Work into conformity with Grant requirements, at Grantee’s sole expense. If the Work cannot be
brought into conformance by re-performance or other corrective measures, the State may require Grantee to
take necessary action to ensure that future performance conforms to Grant requirements and exercise the
remedies available under this Grant, at law or in equity in lieu of or in conjunction with such corrective
measures.

C. Monitoring
Grantee shall permit the State, the federal government (if Grant Funds include federal funds), and other
governmental agencies having jurisdiction, in their sole discretion, to monitor all activities conducted by
Grantee pursuant to the terms of this Grant using any reasonable procedure, including, but not limited to:
internal evaluation procedures, examination of program data, special analyses, on-site checking, formal
audit examinations, or any other procedures. All monitoring controlled by the State shall be performed in a
manner that shall not unduly interfere with Grantee’s performance hereunder.

D. Final Audit Report

10. CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION-STATE RECORDS
Grantee shall comply with the provisions of this §10 if it becomes privy to confidential information in
connection with its performance hereunder. Confidential information, includes, but is not necessarily limited to,
state records, personnel records, and information concerning individuals.
A. Confidentiality
Grantee shall keep all State records and information confidential at all times and comply with all laws and
regulations concerning confidentiality of information. Any request or demand by a third party for State
records and information in the possession of Grantee shall be immediately forwarded to the State’s
principal representative.
B. Notification
Grantee shall notify its agent, employees, Subgrantees, and assigns who may come into contact with State
records and confidential information that each is subject to the confidentiality requirements set forth herein,
and shall provide each with a written explanation of such requirements before they are permitted to access
such records and information.
C. Use, Security, and Retention
Confidential information of any kind shall not be distributed or sold to any third party or used by Grantee
or its agents in any way, except as authorized by this Grant or approved in writing by the State. Grantee
shall provide and maintain a secure environment that ensures confidentiality of all State records and other
confidential information wherever located. Confidential information shall not be retained in any files or
otherwise by Grantee or its agents, except as permitted in this Grant or approved in writing by the State.

Grantee shall, to the extent
permitted by law, indemnify, save, and hold harmless the State, its employees and agents, against any and
all claims, damages, liability and court awards including costs, expenses, and attorney fees and related
costs, incurred as a result of any act or omission by Grantee, or its employees, agents, Subgrantees, or
assignees pursuant to this §10.
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11. CONFLICTS OF INTEREST

Grantee shall not engage in any business or personal activities or practices or maintain any relationships which
conflict in any way with the full performance of Grantee’s obligations hereunder. Grantee acknowledges that
with respect to this Grant, even the appearance of a conflict of interest is harmful to the State’s interests. Absent
the State’s prior written approval, Grantee shall refrain from any practices, activities or relationships that
reasonably appear to be in conflict with the full performance of Grantee’s obligations to the State hereunder. If a
conflict or appearance exists, or if Grantee is uncertain whether a conflict or the appearance of a conflict of
interest exists, Grantee shall submit to the State a disclosure statement setting forth the relevant details for the
State’s consideration. Failure to promptly submit a disclosure statement or to follow the State’s direction in
regard to the apparent conflict constitutes a breach of this Grant.

12. REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES
Grantee makes the following specific representations and warranties, each of which was relied on by the State in
entering into this Grant.
A. Standard and Manner of Performance
Grantee shall perform its obligations hereunder in accordance with the highest standards of care, skill and
diligence in the industry, trades or profession and in the sequence and manner set forth in this Grant.

B. Legal Authority — Grantee and Grantee’s Signatory
Grantee warrants that it possesses the legal authority to enter into this Grant and that it has taken all actions
required by its procedures, by-laws, and/or applicable laws to exercise that authority, and to lawfully
authorize its undersigned signatory to execute this Grant, or any part thereof, and to bind Grantee to its
terms. If requested by the State, Grantee shall provide the State with proof of Grantee’s authority to enter
into this Grant within 15 days of receiving such request.

C. Licenses, Permits, Etc.
Grantee represents and warrants that as of the Effective Date it has, and that at all times during the term
hereof it shall have, at its sole expense, all licenses, certifications, approvals, insurance, permits, and other
authorization required by law to perform its obligations hereunder. Grantee warrants that it shall maintain
all necessary licenses, certifications, approvals, insurance, permits, and other authorizations required to
properly perform this Grant, without reimbursement by the State or other adjustment in Grant Funds.
Additionally, all employees and agents of Grantee performing Services under this Grant shall hold all
required licenses or certifications, if any, to perform their responsibilities. Grantee, if a foreign corporation
or other foreign entity transacting business in the State of Colorado, further warrants that it currently has
obtained and shall maintain any applicable certificate of authority to transact business in the State of
Colorado and has designated a registered agent in Colorado to accept service of process. Any revocation,
withdrawal or non-renewal of licenses, certifications, approvals, insurance, permits or any such similar
requirements necessary for Grantee to properly perform the terms of this Grant shall be deemed to be a
material breach by Grantee and constitute grounds for termination of this Grant.

13. INSURANCE

Grantee and its Subgrantees shall obtain and maintain insurance as specified in this section at all times during

Malpractice/Professional Liability Insurance

Grantee, Subgrantees and Subcontractors shall maintain in full force and effect a Professional Liability
Insurance Policy in the minimum amount of $1,000,000 per occurrence and $1,000,000 in the
aggregate, written on an occurrence form, that provides coverage for its work undertaken pursuant to
this Grant. If a policy written on an occurrence form is not commercially available, the claims-made
policy shall remain in effect for the duration of this Grant and for at least two years beyond the
completion and acceptance of the work under this Grant, or, alternatively, a two year extended
reporting period must be purchased.

viii. Builder’s Risk Insurance

basis without optional deductibles. Such property insurance shall be maintained, unless otherwise
agreed in writing by all persons and entities who are beneficiaries of such insurance, until final
payment has been made or until no person or entity other than the property owner has an insurable
interest in the property.

a) The insurance shall include interests of the property owner, Grantee, Subgrantee,
Subcontractors in the Project as named insureds.

b) All associated deductibles shall be the responsibility of the Grantee, Subcontractor and
Subgrantee. Such policy may have a deductible clause but not to exceed $10,000.

¢) Property insurance shall be on an “all risk” or equivalent policy form and shall include, without
limitation, insurance against the perils of fire (with extended coverage) and physical loss or
damage including, without duplication of coverage, theft, vandalism, malicious mischief,
collapse, earthquake, flood, windstorm, falsework, testing and startup, temporary buildings and
debris removal including demolition occasioned by enforcement of any applicable legal
requirements, and shall cover reasonable compensation for Grantee’s, Subgrantee’s and
Subcontractor’s services and expenses required as a result of such insured loss.

d) Builders Risk coverage shall include partial use by Grantee and/or property owner.

e) The amount of such insurance shall be increased to include the cost of any additional work to
be done on the Project, or materials or equipment to be incorporated in the Project, under other
independent contracts let or to be let. In such event, Subgrantee and Subcontractor shall be
reimbursed for this cost as his or her share of the insurance in the same ratio as the ratio of the
insurance represented by such independent contracts let or to be let to the total insurance
carried.

ix. Pollution Liability Insurance

Grantee and the State shall be named as additional insureds on the Commercial General Liability and
Automobile Liability Insurance policies (leases and construction Grants require additional insured
coverage for completed operations on endorsements CG 2010 11/85, CG 2037, or equivalent).

v. Primacy of Coverage
Coverage required of Grantee, Subgrantees and Subcontractors shall be primary over any insurance or
self-insurance program carried by Grantee or the State.
vi. Cancellation
The above insurance policies shall include provisions preventing cancellation or non-renewal without
at least 45 days prior notice to the Grantee and Grantee shall forward such notice to the State in
accordance with §16 (Notices and Representatives) within seven days of Grantee’s receipt of such
notice.
vii.Subrogation Waiver
All insurance policies in any way related to this Grant and secured and maintained by Grantee or its
Subgrantees and Subcontractors as required herein shall include clauses stating that each carrier shall
waive all rights of recovery, under subrogation or otherwise, against Grantee or the State, its agencies,
institutions, organizations, officers, agents, employees, and volunteers.
D. Certificates
Grantee, Subgrantee and Subcontractor shall provide certificates showing insurance coverage required
hereunder to the State within seven business days of the Effective Date of this Grant or of their respective
subcontract or subgrant. No later than 15 days prior to the expiration date of any such coverage, Grantee,
Subgrantee and Subcontractor shall deliver to the State or Grantee certificates of insurance evidencing
renewals thereof. In addition, upon request by the State at any other time during the term of this Grant,
subgrant or subcontract, Grantee, Subgrantee and Subcontractor shall, within 10 days of such request,
supply to the State evidence satisfactory to the State of compliance with the provisions of this §13.

14. BREACH

A. Defined
In addition to any breaches specified in other sections of this Grant, the failure of either Party to perform
any of its material obligations hercunder in whole or in part or in a timely or satisfactory manner,
constitutes a breach. The institution of proceedings under any bankruptcy, insolvency, reorganization or
similar law, by or against Grantee, or the appointment of a receiver or similar officer for Grantee or any of
its property, which is not vacated or fully stayed within 20 days after the institution or occurrence thereof,
shall also constitute a breach.

B. Notice and Cure Period
In the event of a breach, notice of such shall be given in writing by the aggrieved Party to the other Party in
the manner provided in §16. If such breach is not cured within 30 days of receipt of written notice, or if a
cure cannot be completed within 30 days, or if cure of the breach has not begun within 30 days and pursued
with due diligence, the State may exercise any of the remedies set forth in §15. Notwithstanding anything
to the contrary herein, the State, in its sole discretion, need not provide advance notice or a cure period and
may immediately terminate this Grant in whole or in part if reasonably necessary to preserve public safety
or to prevent immediate public crisis.

15. REMEDIES
If Grantee is in breach under any provision of this Grant or if the State terminates this Grant pursuant to §15(B),
the State shall have the remedies listed in this §15 in addition to all other remedies set forth in other sections of
this Grant following the notice and cure period set forth in §14(B), if applicable. The State may exercise any or
all of the remedies available to it, in its sole discretion, concurrently or consecutively.
A. Termination for Cause and/or Breach
If Grantee fails to perform any of its obligations hereunder with such diligence as is required to ensure its
completion in accordance with the provisions of this Grant and in a timely manner, the State may notify
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Grantee of such non-performance in accordance with the provisions herein. If Grantee thereafter fails to
promptly cure such non-performance within the cure period, the State, at its option, may terminate this
entire Grant or such part of this Grant as to which there has been delay or a failure to properly perform.
Exercise by the State of this right shall not be deemed a breach of its obligations hereunder. Grantee shall
continue performance of this Grant to the extent not terminated, if any.
i. Obligations and Rights
To the extent specified in any termination notice, Grantee shall not incur further obligations or render
further performance hereunder past the effective date of such notice, and shall terminate outstanding
orders and subgrants/subcontracts with third parties. However, Grantee shall complete and deliver to
the State all Work, Services and Goods not cancelled by the termination notice and may incur
obligations as are necessary to do so within this Grant’s terms. At the sole discretion of the State,
Grantee shall assign to the State all of Grantee's right, title, and interest under such terminated orders
or subgrants/subcontracts. Upon termination, Grantee shall take timely, reasonable and necessary
action to protect and preserve property in the possession of Grantee in which the State has an interest.
All materials owned by the State in the possession of Grantee shall be immediately returned to the
State.
ii. Payments
The State shall reimburse Grantee only for accepted performance up to the date of termination. If, after
termination by the State, it is determined that Grantee was not in breach or that Grantee's action or
inaction was excusable, such termination shall be treated as a termination in the public interest and the
rights and obligations of the Parties shall be the same as if this Grant had been terminated in the public
interest, as described herein.
iii. Damages and Withholding
Notwithstanding any other remedial action by the State, Grantee also shall remain liable to the State
for any damages sustained by the State by virtue of any breach under this Grant by Grantee and the
State may withhold any payment to Grantee for the purpose of mitigating the State’s damages, until
such time as the exact amount of damages due to the State from Grantee is determined. The State may
withhold any amount that may be due to Grantee as the State deems necessary to protect the State,
including loss as a result of outstanding liens or claims of former lien holders, or to reimburse the
State for the excess costs incurred in procuring similar goods or services.
B. Early Termination in the Public Interest
The State is entering into this Grant for the purpose of carrying out the public policy of the State of
Colorado, as determined by its Governor, General Assembly, and/or Courts. If this Grant ceases to further
the public policy of the State, the State, in its sole discretion, may terminate this Grant in whole or in part.
Exercise by the State of this right shall not constitute a breach of the State’s obligations hereunder. This
subsection shall not apply to a termination of this Grant by the State for cause or breach by Grantee, which
shall be governed by §15(A) or as otherwise specifically provided for herein.
i. Method and Content
The State shall notify Grantee of such termination in accordance with §16. The notice shall specify the
effective date of the termination and whether it affects all or a portion of this Grant.
ii. Obligations and Rights
Upon receipt of a termination notice, Grantee shall be subject to and comply with the same obligations
and rights set forth in §15(A)(i).
iii. Payments
If this Grant is terminated by the State pursuant to this §15(B), Grantee shall be paid an amount which
bears the same ratio to the total reimbursement under this Grant as the Services satisfactorily
performed bear to the total Services covered by this Grant, less payments previously made.
Additionally, if this Grant is less than 60% completed, the State may reimburse Grantee for a portion
of actual out-of-pocket expenses (not otherwise reimbursed under this Grant) incurred by Grantee
which are directly attributable to the uncompleted portion of Grantee’s obligations hereunder;
provided that the sum of any and all reimbursement shall not exceed the maximum amount payable to
Grantee hereunder.
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C. Termination for No Substantial Progress in the Work
The State may elect to terminate this Grant upon receipt and review of any Quarterly Progress Report,
submitted per the time periods defined in Exhibit B, if such Quarterly Progress Report fails to evidence
Substantial Progress in the Work as directed, defined and expected under Exhibit B. Further, the State
may elect to terminate this Grant if the Grantee fails to complete Project Closeout within three months of
completion of the Work.

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EXHIBIT B — SCOPE OF PROJECT (SOP)

1. PURPOSE
1.1. Energy Impact. The purpose of the Energy and Mineral Impact Assistance Program is to assist
political subdivisions that are socially and/or economically impacted by the development, processing,
or energy conversion of minerals and mineral fuels.

2. DESCRIPTION OF THE PROJECT(S) AND WORK

2.1. Project Description. The Project consists of upgrading five vehicles to use Compressed Natural Gas
(CNGQ) for Gunnison County.

2.2. Work Description. Gunnison County (Grantee) shall purchase five vehicles that will be upgraded to
use CNG. The Grantee will be responsible for the cost of the base price of the vehicles and the grant
funds shall reimburse the cost of the CNG upgrades. Grantee will own and maintain the equipment.

2.2.1. A contract for the purchase or acquisition of materials, equipment, or vehicles shall be awarded
by Grantee to a qualified vendor or firm through a competitive selection process with the
Grantee being obligated to award the contract to the lowest responsive, responsible bidder
meeting the Grantee's specifications.

2.2.2. During a period of ten (10) years following the date of closeout of the Project by the State, the
Grantee may not change the ownership of the equipment. If the Grantee decides to change the
ownership of the equipment to an entity which the State determines does not qualify in meeting
the original intent of the Project, the Grantee must reimburse to the State an amount equal to the
current fair market value of the equipment, less any portion of the value attributable to
expenditures of non Energy Impact funds for acquisition of and improvements to, the
equipment. At the end of the ten (10) year period following the date of completion and
thereafter, no State restrictions on ownership of the equipment shall be in effect.

2.3. Responsibilities. Grantee shall be responsible for the completion of the Work and to provide required
documentation to DOLA as specified herein.

2.3.1. Grantee shall notify DOLA at least 30 days in advance of Project Completion.

2.4. Recapture of Advanced Funds. To maximize the use of Grant Funds, the State shall evaluate
Grantee's expenditure of the Grant Funds for timeliness and compliance with the terms of this Grant.
DOLA reserves the right to recapture advanced Grant Funds when Grantee has not or is not complying
with the terms of this Grant.

2.5. Eligible Expenses. Eligible expenses shall include: The costs associtated with upgrading five vehicles
to use CNG.

Methane is a major contributor to greenhouse gas emissions and is approximately 25 times more powerful
than carbon dioxide when it’s lifetime and radiative efficiencies are taken into account. In Gunnison
County, most methane is released into the atmosphere in the form of coal mine methane (CMM). This gas
is naturally stored within coal seams and the surrounding strata and is held in place by surface and
hydrostatic pressures. Over time, some makes its way to the surface and is released in negligible amounts
naturally. The North Fork Coal Mine Methane Working Group hopes to address the impact of CMM
through the development of an education, mitigation and economic utilization strategy, the latter of which
refers to putting the gas to use thereby offsetting its eventual environmental impact. Attached is a MOU for
the participants in the working group that highlight the mission and goals and objectives. Below is an
itemized list of the request.

WHEREAS, historically there have been issues with parking availability at the Kebler Pass
Trailhead during the winter season; and

WHEREAS, on November 14, 2014, this matter was brought to the attention of the Board
of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado (“Board”); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Col. Rev. Stat. §18-9-117 (2017), the Board has the authority to
adopt rules and regulations for the administration, protection and maintenance of public
buildings and property including:

1. Restriction or limitation of the use of such public property as to time, manner,
or permitted activities; and

2. Use of all vehicles as to place, time and manner of use; and

WHEREAS, after providing notice and receiving public comments, the Board approved a
policy for the Kebler Pass Winter Trailhead Management Plan Permitting System for the
2014-2015 season which is set forth in the Memo to the Board and County Manager,
Matthew Birnie from Marlene Crosby, Director of the Gunnison County Public Works
Department, dated October 28, 2014 and revised November 11, 2014, attached hereto and
incorporated herein by reference as Appendix “A”; and

WHEREAS, on September 1, 2015, the Board agreed to continue the Kebler Pass Winter
Trailhead Management Plan Permitting System; and

WHEREAS, the Board wishes to reaffirm and ratify the continuance of the Kebler Pass
Winter Trailhead Management Plan Permitting System as follows:

First in the Upper Lot:

There will be six spaces signed and reserved for Burt Rentals.

There will be six spaces signed and reserved for Action Adventures.

There will be one space signed and reserved for Irwin guides which will allow for
overnight parking.

There will be some type of company identifier on the vehicles and anyone else
parking in these spaces will be towed!





Private Property Owners including Irwin Residents:

Property owners will be issued no more than two permits per occupied dwelling at a
cost of $100.00 each. The permit will allow for overnight parking. Overnight parking
will be allowed in the upper lot and on the south side of the Kebler Pass Road in the
lower lot. No trailers will be allowed in either lot.

Vehicles not moved for seven (7) days or longer will be towed.

Public Use:

The public will be allowed to use any available spots on the upper lot. The south
side of the lower lot will be space available for all vehicles, but overnight only with a
permit. The north side of the lower lot will be restricted to units with trailers and
there will be NO overnight parking.

Trailers:

Wide spots along the Kebler Pass Road will be plowed for overflow and overnight
trailer parking. Overnight parking will require a property owner permit. Snowmobile
use is not allowed on the County Road due to the width, sharp curves, and
excessive speed of snowmobiles, so the people wanting to park a trailer would have
to off load their snow machine, drive down and disconnect their trailer and then
drive back to the parking lot or leave both the vehicle and the trailer in the wide spot.
If the wide spots become too congested they will not be plowed until some of the
trailers are moved.

Trailers that are left for seven (7) days or more will be towed.

Towing:

Public Works staff has the authority to tag a vehicle for towing, and then if it has not
been moved within 24 hours after tagging, to have it towed; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the
County of Gunnison, Colorado, that the continued use of the Kebler Pass Winter Trailhead
Management Plan Permitting System, as set forth in Appendix “A” hereto, shall be and
hereby is reaffirmed and ratified until a further resolution is adopted by the Board.

SUBJECT: Kebler Winter Trailhead

For at least 20 years we have worked to make the winter traithead on Kebler work for the
different user groups. It is highly unlikely the trailhead will ever be big enough for all of
the users on a busy winter weekend unless the Irwin residents are able to secure their
own parking area.

Last year | had a number of e-mails expressing concern about the management of the
trailhead, the signing, etc. We heid a public meeting in Crested Butte the evening of
September 23, 2014 and invited the residents of Irwin and the various user groups to
meetdwith us to discuss possible solutions. Representatives of the Forest Service also
attended.

There are two trailheads on the east side of Kebfer. One is located just at the entrance
fo the mine and is public and has grown over the years. The other trailhead is just past
the avalanche area and uses the same access off Kebler as Wildcat Trail. The upper lot
was constructed by Gunnison County with funding provided by the Forest Service for the
use of Forest Service permittees. The bathroom was built and is maintained by the
Forest Service. The Forest Service has allowed others to use the trailhead as long as
there is adequate space for the use of the permittees.  l.ast year we did sign the area
around the bathrooms to keep access open ta the facility.

Several years ago we began requiring that all snowmobiles be parked outside of the
plowed areas of the trailheads and that has increased the available parking and
improved conditions for the plow operators.

AN lrwin resident estimated that there are 15 homes in Irwin with approximately 20
people there during the winter. However, there are multiple cars per home. Plow crews
estimate that frwin residents occupy 80% of the parking. There is also congestion
caused by construction workers parking their cars during the day while they work on
various projects in lrwin, at the Lodge, and in Floresta. There is private property on the
west side of Kebler that may access their cabins during the winter from the traithead.
The new toy haulers take much more room than the oid snowmobile trailers which is
also causing part of the problems.

APPENDIX A





Rather than a lengthy discussion of the problems | am proposing some changes which |
think will help address the issues.

First in the upper lot:
There will be six spaces signed and reserved for Burt Rentals.
There will be six spaces signed and reserved for Action Adventures.
There will be one space signed and reserved for lrwin Guides which will allow for
overnight parking.
There will be some type of company identifier on the vehicles and anyone
else parking in these spaces will be towed!

Private Property Owners including Irwin Residents:

Property owners will be issued no more than two permits per occupied dwelling
at a cost of $100.00 each. Initially the proposal was for one permit per property
owner, but that might not be reasonable. The permit will allow for overnight
parking. Overnight parking will be allowed in the upper lot and on the south side
of the Kebler Pass Road in the lower lot. No trailers will be allowed in either lot.
Vehicles not moved for seven (7) days or longer will be towed.

Public Use:

The public will be allowed to use any available spots on the upper lot.

The south side of the lower lot will be space available for all vehicles, buyt
overnight only with a permit.

The north side of the lower fot wilt be restricted to units with trailers and there will
be NG overnight parking.

Trailers:

Wide spots along the Kebler Pass Road will be plowed for overflow and overnight
traifer parking.  Overnight parking will require a property owner permit,
Snowmobile use is not allowed on the County road due to the width, sharp
curves, and excessive speed of snowmobiles, so the people wanting to park a
trailer would have to off load their snow machine, drive down and disconnect
their trailer and then drive back to the parking lot or feave both the vehicle and
the trailer in the wide spot. If the wide spots become too congested they will not
be plowed until some of the trailers are moved.

Trailers that are left for seven (7) days or more witl be towed.

In all events, lrwin residents need to be encouraged to find a parking area that they can
use. Itis not the County’s responsibitity to provide plowed parking.

In the past it has not been effective to wait on the Town of Mt. Crested Butte to issue
parking warnings and/or have vehicles towed. We are requesting permission to have
Public Works staff tag a vehicle for towing and then if it has not been moved within 24
hours have it towed. (Consideration will be given when avalanche danger prevents
trailhead users from moving their vehicies.

Page 25, sagebrush shrubland: Note that black sagebrush also occurs on dry, rocky
slopes, generally of southwest to southeast aspects. Because this is an important food
source for wintering Gunnison sage-grouse, verifying occurrence and identifying forest-
specific management options is essential to this planning process for this component of the
sagebrush ecosystem.

Page 63, Sagebrush: This discussion appears to indicate that the current condition of
the sagebrush ecosystem on the GMUG is not of the desired condition to support the
Gunnison sage-grouse (GuSG). In the Gunnison Basin much of the sagebrush ecosystem on
USFS managed lands meets the habitat guidelines as outlined in the Gunnison Sage-grouse
Rangewide Conservation Plan (2005). Gunnison County recommends that the USFS manage
the sagebrush ecosystem within the range of the GuSG to meet these guidelines to help
ensure the continued persistence of that species.

Sagebrush: We believe it is important to note that though the USFS does not
manage a large area of the sagebrush ecosystem that supports Gunnison sage-grouse, those
areas of this ecosystem that it does manage are of significant importance to this species and
should (continue) to be a conservation and management priority under a revised forest
plan.

Page 94, 10.: Gunnison County recommends the following change to what appear to
be current regulations regarding the use of weed-free forage in wilderness areas: Require
user camping overnight with reereatienal livestock to carry and use cubed, pelleted, or
rolled feed and/or certified weed-free hay where grazing is prohibited.

Non-recreational (commercial, grazing permittees, etc.) should not be excluded from the
requirement to utilize only weed-free livestock food sources in wilderness areas. We are
unclear as to whether the weed-free forage requirement extends onto all USFS managed
lands. It is our recommendation that it should, considering the issues with weeds on public
lands, particularly in the context of Gunnison sage-grouse.

1. Page13: The understory of healthy sagebrush shrub-lands includes not only bunch and
sod grasses but a forb component as well.

2. Page 14. Another common weed transmission vector is motorized equipment,
particularly tracked equipment such as dozers and excavators. The Gunnison Basin Gunnison
sage-grouse Candidate Conservation Agreement (CCA) on Federal Lands (2013) includes
protocols for cleaning equipment and specific vector management procedures, such as road
grading prescriptions to reduce the transmission of non-natives (weeds).

3. Pages71-72: The discussion of Forest Plan consistency with external plans for wildlife and
other species stops at the State level. There is no discussion or consideration of local
government plans that have area within or near the GMUG. A number of counties have plans
that address wildlife and other species that should be taken into consideration by the USFS in
this process. Examples include Gunnison County’s wildlife section (11-106) of the Gunnison
County Land Use Resolution (LUR), Montrose County’s Gunnison sage-grouse development
regulations, and the wildlife section of the Saguache County Land Development Code.

4. Pages 94-100: Though mentioned in the body of this document the Gunnison Basin, Gunnison
sage-grouse Candidate Conservation Agreement (CCA) is not mentioned at all in Appendix 1,
Gunnison sage-grouse. This document, developed with the USFS, which is signatory to it, should
be of primary guidance in managing GuSG habitat within the Gunnison Basin on USFS managed
lands. It includes cross-jurisdictional boundary management prescriptions for domestic livestock
(cattle) grazing, weed control, and other landscape scale conservation actions of benefit to the
GuSG. It is Gunnison County’s recommendation that the CCA be formally adopted into the
GMUG Forest Plan.

Black-footed ferret: No. 7, page 3: It is unlikely that recreational shooting is a direct risk to Black-
footed ferrets as the species is protected under the ESA and by State law. It is likely that the
USFS (and by reference, the USFWS) is referring to recreational shooting of prairie dogs, an

important food source for this species, as being an indirect threat to this species.

General Note: There is a repetitive discrepancy throughout this assessment under #2, Status, for
many species between “NatureServe” and the CNHP status definition. For many species
“NatureServe” finds that a species is “secure” while the CNHP finds that the same species is
“imperiled”. An example is the Boreal Owl. We suggest that an explanation of why this is
occurring and what the USFS intends to do with this seemingly conflicting information would be
helpful.

Canada Lynx: It is our understanding that the USFWS has completed a Species Status
Assessment (SSA) for this species. That document should contain the most current information
for this species. Accordingly it should be referenced in the USFS Species Status Assessment. The
USFS should explain the difference in these two like-named documents as an introduction to its
Species Status Assessment.

Gunnison sage-grouse:

a. The listing of the Gunnison sage-grouse (GuSG) as threatened by the USFWS in 2014 is
being litigated. Gunnison County cautions the USFS that using information from the
litigated decision may result in invalidation of all or part of the planning
process/outcome (GMUG Forest Plan Revision) for this species. Though USFS managed
lands comprise a relatively small portion of GuSG habitat across the range of the
species, the GuSG habitat it does manage is important to the species. Therefore we urge
the USFS to use the best information available for this species, not just relying on the
2014 listing document. (have David review this)

b. Though Colorado Parks and Wildlife (CPW) has provided, in recent years, “high female
counts” in its annual lek reports for the Gunnison Basin, we caution the USFS that
counting GuSG females is difficult at best (they do not display; they are dependent upon
camouflage for survival) and therefore the data is interesting but questionable and
should not be used in this Assessment.





c. On page 4, the discussion of “known leks” should provide the reference (including date)
for this information. The status of leks does change and it is helpful in knowing what the
baseline was for the statements made.

d. The USFWS is developing its own Species Status Assessment (SSA) for this species. It is
our understanding that they are not using the threat analysis in their 2014 listing
decision in developing that document. Though there are likely overlaps between the
threat analysis being used for the USFWS SSA and the threats identified in the 2014
GuSG listing decision, we are aware of differences. We also note that the threats
identified in the GuSG Rangewide Conservation Plan (GuSG RCP) differ in notable areas
from those threats identified in the 2014 listing decision. We recommend that the USFS
use the best available, most current threat information for the GuSG to best configure
conservation actions within the GMUG Forest Plan Revision.

e. We note that recreation and special use permit activities not only have the ...” potential
to serve as vectors for weed transmission and expansion...” but also have the potential
to impact GuSG through direct disturbance and to reduce the quality of GuSG habitat
through that same actual physical disturbance. Examples include repetitive travel, noise,
and loose pets traveling with recreationists.

f.  Gunnison County notes that in the discussion/assessment of the GuSG there is not
mention of the GuSG Gunnison Basin Candidate Conservation Agreement (CCA) on
federal lands, which the USFS is signatory to. This key GuSG agreement should have a
significant impact on how the USFS manages GuSG habitat. We recommend it be
reviewed and incorporated into the GuSG component of this Species Status Assessment.

5. Gunnison’s Prairie Dog:
a. Gunnison County notes that the USFWS, in a stipulated settlement, agreed to submit a

“new” 12-month finding on this species, which it did in 2013, effectively negating the
2008 finding. The USFS should use the most current information available regarding ESA
listing status, which is contained in the 2013 finding. (have David review this)

b. At 3. “Taxonomy”, we note that that USFWS, in its 2013 Finding, determined that the
best available science showed that the Gunnison’s prairie dog (GPD) could be
differentiated into two subspecies: Cynomys gunnisoni gunnisoni (which is generally
found in the montane portions of the range of the species) and Cynomys Gunnisoni
zuniensis which is generally found in the prairie portion of the species’ range. We
recommend that the USFS update its taxonomic information accordingly.

6. White-tailed Ptarmigan: Colorado Parks and Wildlife (CPW) has more recent information

on this species than that noted in this section. We suggest the USFS review the following and
incorporate information as appropriate:

Dear Board of County Commissioners:
I would like to express an interest in the Gunnison Cemetery Board vacancy.

I have often visited cemeteries in Gunnison Country including Gunnison, Crested Butte, Tomichi Town,
Somerset, Marble, Powderhorn, Pitkin, Doyleville, Doyleville South and Tincup. For years in Tincup John
Curtis and Lowry Englebright would repaint the wood head boards of all the graves in black paint every
year. When they stopped this useful upkeep slowly all the names and information faded away. It is very
fortunate that Gunnison has a Cemetery Board who works hard to prevent this kind of grave site
deterioration.

As a small boy growing up in Sargents, Colorado and attending the two room Sargents School we had an
outing to Tomichi Town, above White Pine. During that outing, I found a miner's grave about a half mile
from the main Tomichi Cemetery. On a pine tree was a brass plaque and a wooden shelf holding a
homemade candle with tin wind guard. On one side of the candle was a pair of tiny baby shoe, on the
other side was a pair of miner's boot. The brass plaque said "These are my son's first pair of shoes and the
boots he had on when he was killed in the mine." In the late 1960's a subdivision was plated over the old
town site of Tomichi Town and the plaque and the shoes have disappeared.

The Gunnison Cemetery holds members of the Gunnison Junior Varsity Football Team all of whom were my
classmates as well as Coach Floyd. It also is the resting place of Doc Shores one of Gunnison County's early
sheriffs as well as his son who died in the great influenza outbreak of 1918. Gunnison Cemetery is also the
resting place of Dan Thorton, former Colorado State Senator and the 33rd Governor of Colorado.

Cemeteries are an important part of all communities. A place to reconnect with history and a place where the
living can grieve their loved ones. Towns truly can disappear such as Baldwin, but their cemeteries often
remain as a mute testament to the struggles and triumphs of their former residents. Cemeteries are an
indication that the community holds those who have gone before in respectful highest regard.

What I can bring to the Cemetery Board is a fresh set of eyes and many layers of skills. I am experienced
with computers, spreadsheets and word processors. [ am a fair hand at maps and mapping, using GPS
equipment and software. I have studied the cemetery maps and it might be nice to update the COLORADO
GENWEB PROJECT with accurate and more detailed burial information as well as pictures of each
gravesite which remain attractively groomed thanks to John Vader’s grounds keeping efforts.

I am proud of what the Gunnison Cemetery Board has accomplished and would be pleased to be part of the
record keeping and preservation efforts honoring those who gave gone before us.

Our beautiful cemetery established in 1887 by the Masons and Oddfellows Lodges, has
long been and continues to be well and lovingly maintained. It serves as a fitting reflection of
our close-knit Gunnison Valley community, and of our county’s beautiful mountain setting, with
its sheltering pines.

The District charges affordably low fees for plots and services. Re-formed in 1965 as a
special taxing district, it is primarily funded by a modest property tax (0.764 mill for 2018).
Therefore, similar to the BOCC, it is subject, by State law, to requirements for open/noticed
proceedings, as well as fiscal/budgetary accountability. My experience in this regard, as a
County Commissioner (‘93-‘01) has been, | believe, helpful to the 3-member Cemetery Board
as we seek to comply with all lawful requirements.
