CALL TO ORDER:  Chairperson Chamberland called the meeting to order at 8:30 am.   
 
AGENDA REVIEW:  There were no changes made to the agenda.

SCHEDULING:  The Upcoming Meetings Schedule was discussed and updated. 
 
COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORTS:  County Manager Matthew Birnie was present for discussion. 


1. CM Birnie stated he received a request to appear on the agenda from Delaney Keating regarding 
a funding request for ICElab.  He was not sure how much at this point but will find out before she 
appears on an agenda.    


2. The annual employee survey was recently completed.  There was improvements in some key areas.  
CM Birnie will put together a presentation on the results to present to the Board at a later date.   


 
DEPUTY COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT AND PROJECT UPDATES:  Deputy County Manager Marlene 
Crosby was present for the discussion. 


1. DCM Crosby stated that an agenda item regarding a fee increase at the fairgrounds will be on next 
agenda. She discussed some of the details of the increase.   
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Commissioner Messner arrived to the meeting at 8:47am.   
 
VOUCHERS AND TRANSFERS APPROVAL: Finance Director Linda Nienhueser presented the voucher 
approval report dated February 20, 2018 and the cash transfer authorization dated January 2018 for 
discussion and approval.  Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner to approve 
the vouchers in the amount of $1,101,437.89.  Motion carried unanimously.  Moved by Commissioner 
Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner to authorize the cash transfers in the amount of $3,419,704.17.  
Motion carried unanimously.  
 
TREASURER’S MONTHLY REPORT: County Treasurer Debbie Dunbar presented the January 2018 
Treasurer’s report and Investment report dated January 31, 2018 for discussion and acceptance.  Moved 
by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner to accept the reports as presented.  Motion 
carried unanimously. 
 
Correspondence; Gunnison County Clerk & Recorder 2018 Election Coordination: 
The Board discussed the correspondence.  CM Birnie was not sure if the Housing Authority would put 
something on the ballot.  The Board discussed the options for the Housing Authority and it was determined 
that although the Housing Authority needs permission from the Board of County Commissioners, it would 
not be the Board of County Commissioners placing the item on the ballot.    
 
COMMISSIONER ITEMS:  This item occurred earlier than scheduled due to being ahead in the 
meeting.  
 


Commissioner Houck: 
1. Colorado Counties Inc.: Commissioner Houck attended the legislative meetings in Denver.  The 


Board discussed the bills at the state level that were introduced.   
2. Gunnison Sage Grouse Strategic Committee: There was a meeting this past Wednesday.  


Permitting around lek access for photography was discussed.  Development approval and steps 
with the Fish & Wildlife Service was also discussed at this meeting.   


3. Hartman Rocks Working Group: Commissioner Houck attended the meeting recently.  Some of 
the upcoming project were discussed.   


 
Grant Agreement; Gunnison Valley Land Preservation Fund; Gunnison Partnership Ranches in 
Sage-Grouse Habitat Project; Gunnison Ranchland Conservation Legacy; $186,310: 
Geographic Information Systems Manager Mike Pelletier along with landowners included in the grant were 
present for the discussion.  GIS Manager Pelletier discussed the new process for the land preservation fund 
projects.  He discussed some of the language of the grant and the request from the landowners for 
maintained confidentiality.   
Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner to approve the Grant Agreement; 
Gunnison Valley Land Preservation Fund; Gunnison Partnership Ranches in Sage-Grouse Habitat Project; 
Gunnison Ranchland Conservation Legacy; $186,310.  Motion carried unanimously.    
 
Gunnison County Disaster Recovery Plan:  
Emergency Manager Scott Morrill and Deputy Emergency Manager Bobbie Lucero were present for the 
discussion.  EM Morrill discussed the reason the County puts this plan together and some of the details 
included.  EM Morrill explained what departments will be responsible for various tasks in the event of a 
disaster.  
Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner to approve Resolution 2018-06; A 
Resolution Adopting the 2018 Gunnison County, Colorado Disaster Recovery Plan.  Motion carried 
unanimously.    
 
Break: The Board took a break at 9:27am and resumed at 9:34am due to being ahead of schedule in the 
meeting.   
 
Gunnison County Planning Recommendation; Crested Butte Horse Park; LUC-16-00005: 
Community and Economic Development Director Cathie Pagano was present for the discussion along with 
the applicants and interested citizens.  CEDD Pagano described the location and the application along with 
the Planning Commission’s recommendation.  She also gave the requirements to hold a public hearing 
should the Board choose to do so.  Commissioner Houck stated he has heard from all parties and does not 
believe that a public hearing would bring in new information that has not been heard.  Commissioner 
Messner asked if there was an option for a restrictive covenant on camping.  CEDD Pagano stated that the 
applicant has removed the camping component from this application.  Chairperson Chamberland asked if 
any citizens in the audience have new information.  Attorney Jack Silver representing the adjacent property 
owners stated he did have new information.  He discussed the appraisals on the adjacent properties that 
were completed after the closure of the public hearing.  Because these were submitted after the closure of 
the public hearing, these are not part of the record.  CEDD Pagano stated appraisals are not part of the 
regulatory process.  Mr. Silver discussed an issue with berms that are planned on the property.  Mr. Silver 
stated the landscape plans did not include dimensions or locations.   
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Recess: The meeting recessed at 9:47am and resumed at 9:53am for County Attorney David Baumgarten 
to discuss this agenda item with County Manager Matthew Birnie and Community and Economic 
Development Director Cathie Pagano.     
 
CA Baumgarten explained his interpretation of the Land Use Resolution for a public hearing.  The Board 
discussed the possibly of holding a public hearing.  Mr. Silver brought a map of the landscape plan regarding 
the berms.  The applicant along with Jim Starr discussed the berm plan and why he included berms in the 
plan.  Commissioners Houck and Messner stated they did not believe there is a need to hold another public 
hearing on this application.  Chairperson Chamberland stated he would like berms to have a minimum 
height of 10 feet, except at the beginning and ending edges, and be included within the conditions of the 
development improvements agreement.  Mr. Silver offered the landscape map he brought to the Board to 
be part of the record.  The Board rejected the submission of the map as part of the record and gave the 
map to County Attorney Baumgarten.    
Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner to not conduct an additional public 
hearing on this application.  Motion carried unanimously.    
Moved by Commissioner Chamberland, seconded by Commissioner Messner to accept and approve the 
Planning Commission’s findings and recommendation on the Crested Butte Horse Park LUC-16-00005 with 
the condition that the berms be a minimum of 10 feet in height except at its far edges and will be included 
in the development improvements agreement.  Motion carried unanimously.    
 
West-Wide Energy Corridor Regional Review Preliminary Abstract Comments: 
GIS Manager Mike Pelletier and CA Baumgarten were present for the discussion and the Board directed CA 
Baumgarten to craft comments on behalf of the Board of County Commissioners to submit before the 
deadline.   
 
BREAK: The Board of County Commissioners regular meeting recessed at 10:23 am for the 
Gunnison/Hinsdale Board Human Services meeting to take place.  See Separate minutes.  The meeting 
resumed at 10:58 am.   
 
Executive Session; Pursuant to C.R.S. 24-6-402(4)(d); Specialized Details of Security

A RESOLUTION APPROVING LAND USE CHANGE APPLICATION NO. 16-00005 FOR THE CRESTED BUTTE 


HORSE PARK 
 


WHEREAS, the applicants Kirstin Atkins and Heath Hansens, have submitted a Land Use Change permit, as 
amended, for the development of a facility named Crested Butte Horse Park (CBHP). The applicants 
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currently own two adjacent parcels, each greater than 35-acres for a combined size of 73.25 acres. The 


applicants propose, by this application, to reconfigure the parcels into one 11.08-acre parcel and one 62.21-
acre parcel, because the applicants intend to develop a parcel less than 35-acres it is classified as a 


subdivision of land reviewed by Gunnison County. The applicant proposes to phase the development of the 
parcels in five phases, as shown on the “Crested Butte Horse Park, Phasing Plan,” dated February 8, 2017. 


The 11.08-acre parcel is proposed, by this application, to be residential use allowing a single-family 


residence and secondary residence for employee housing. The 62.12-acre parcel is proposed for commercial 
and residential use; the proposed commercial use is for an equestrian park.  


 
11.08-Acre Parcel 


The applicant has proposes the following covenants for the 11.08-acre parcel: 
1. The property is residential, with allowances for purchaser’s horses. 


2. The primary residence shall be no larger than 3,000 square feet.  


3. There shall be no more than five bathrooms in the primary residence.  
4. Any accessory building/barn (including secondary residence) shall be no larger than 2,500 square 


feet.  
5. There shall be no more than 2.5 bathrooms in the accessory building/barn. 


6. Access to the parcel will be part of the CB Horse Park access permit; there shall be no additional 


access off of Highway 135.  
7. There shall be no more than four horses on the parcel.  


8. There shall be no horseback riding facilities (arena/round pens).  
9. The purchaser shall not be allowed to compete with services offered at the CB Horse Park 


(boarding, lessons, events, etc.).  
 


The 11.08-acre parcel will be served by the CBHP water supply system and an onsite wastewater treatment 


system.  
 


62.21-Acre Parcel 
The Land Use Change application requests the development of an equestrian facility on the 62.12-acre 


parcel which will provide horseback riding lessons, riding facilities, horse clinics, horse competitions, 


concierge services for guests, and horse boarding and training for the public. A variety of buildings are 
proposed for construction on the 62.12-acre parcel to support the equestrian facility. CBHP will provide 


instruction to students with horses owned by CBHP and to students on their own personal horses. Horse 
boarding will be provided. Shed pens with open runs will be constructed, along with eleven horse stalls 


attached to the indoor riding arena. CBHP will offer memberships to the public including boarder, non-


boarder, guest and daily memberships which will allow the public to use the facility whether or not they 
board a horse at CBHP. Horse training will be available for clients who have young horses or horses in need 


of behavior correction. Specialized training for horses in riding trails, trail challenges, extreme trail 
competitions and cowboy dressage will also be available. The CBHP will hold horse competitions, clinics 


and shows at the proposed facility.    
 


The following buildings are proposed: 


 Temporary Office, approximately 900 square feet in size. 


 Indoor Arena, approximately 30,500 square feet in size and an additional 1,500 square foot 


residence (as depicted on “Crested Butte Horse Park elevation and floor plan drawings for Riding 
Arena, Horse Pens, Office, Viewing Area, Horse Shed and Pens,” dated February 9, 2016).  


 Ten shed pens with open runs on the southeast portion of the parcel, totaling approximately 2,880 


square feet (Crested Butte Horse Park elevation and floor plan drawings for Riding Arena, Horse 
Pens, Office, Viewing Area, Horse Shed and Pens, dated February 9, 2016).  


 Three shed pens with open runs on the north-central portion of the parcel, adjacent to the outdoor 


arena, totaling approximately 6,400 square feet (2,112 square feet per shed pen) 


 Hay Shed, 7,500 square feet in size 


 Compost facility up to approximately 1,200 square feet in size  
 Picnic pavilion, 2,400 square feet in size 


 Temporary barn for special events approximately 2,000 square feet in size 


 


Outdoor facilities include: 


 Outdoor arena and two round pens 


 Five Horse turnouts 


 Competitive trail course 


 Trails 


 Parking areas 


 
Amendments to the application include but are not limited to: 


 
The initial Land Use Change application did include tent and recreational vehicle camping opportunities. A portion 


of the subject parcel may be constrained by a covenant on the parcel set forth by White Buffalo Trading Company 


in 1995 which states: 
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A. No trailer, mobile home, basement dwelling, nor any other structure of a temporary nature may be 


erected or occupied on the above described Real Property for use as a permanent or temporary 
dwelling. 


B. No abandoned vehicles (described as any vehicle or motor vehicle left outside of an enclosed 
structure and non-operative for a period of nine consecutive months) shall be permitted or located 


on the above described Real Property. 


 
There is a dispute over the covenant and its intention and applicability between the applicant and adjoining 


property owners. The County recognizes that this covenant is disputed. Kirsten Atkins, in an email dated May 9, 
2017, amended the Land Use Change application, “We are writing to withdraw the camping portion of our 


proposal from the application by the Crested Butte Horse Park. We will not proceed with the camping at this time 
but reserve the right to bring it before the Planning Commission at a later date.” This recommendation of approval 


is not a predeterminant of any future Land Use Change application on the subject parcels.  


 
The parcels are located at 20601 Hwy 135, legally described as a 6.1 acre tract in SW4SW4, Section 27 


and a 66.1-acre tract in S2SE4 Section 28, Township 14 South, Range 85 West, 6th p.m. The parcel is on 
the west side of Highway 135 across from Cement Creek Road. The eastern half of the parcel is mostly dry 


and flat with sagebrush predominately vegetating the landscape. The western portion is a sloped area that 


is mostly dry with sagebrush. There is an irrigation ditch on the proposed 11.08-acre parcel that is noted 
on the proposed plat. The current Highway 135 access will be closed and a new Highway 135 access will 


be developed on the southeast corner of the parcel, in compliance with CDOT requirements.  
 


WHEREAS, the applicant has submitted a Minor Impact application, in compliance with Section 6-105: Submittal 
for Final Action For Minor Impact Project of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution.  


 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado, 
that the Minor Impact application for Land Use Change Permit No. 16-00005, for Heath Hansens and Kirsten 


Atkins, is approved, subject to each and all conditions of  Minor Impact decision document as follows:  
 


Findings: 


 
1. This application was initially classified as a Major Impact. The Planning Commission reviewed the additional 


impact criteria in Section 3-111: B. Criteria for Classifying Impact and found that reducing the impact 
classification to a Minor Impact met the criteria of that Section. This recommendation hereby affirms that 


reduction in impact classification. 


2. The applicant owns two parcels of land each greater than 35-acres and seeks to reconfigure the two 
parcels to create one 62.21-acre parcel and one 11.08-acre parcel, necessitating a subdivision review by 


Gunnison County. 
3. The applicant has contracted (Contract No. ASP16-185A) with the Upper Gunnison River Water 


Conservancy District for 10.5 acre-feet of augmentation water.  
4. The sign request and variance are approved.  


5. The density and lot size of the proposed lots are substantially similar to other lots in the neighborhood. 


6. The applicant has submitted a request to include two signs on the parcel. 
7. The applicant has removed the camping component from the application in an email dated May 9, 2017.  


8. Equestrian events at the subject parcel include but are not limited to horse competitions and shows.   
9. The proposed use is compatible with the agricultural and equestrian community character of the Gunnison 


Valley and that the use is also compatible with neighboring uses which include a similar sized equestrian 


arena, agricultural and residential uses. The applicant has included mitigation measures to address 
concerns related to noise, drainage, dust, visual impacts.  


10. The applicant has obtained a Stormwater Discharge permit from the State of Colorado dated August 31, 
2016  


11. Best management practices to produce optimum vegetation, reduce sedimentation load, minimize soil 
erosion, and control water loss have been included within the application.  


12. A dust control plan has been submitted.  


13. The applicant has stated that they will install a fire suppression system and underground water storage 
tanks to supply that suppression system, in compliance with Crested Butte Fire Protection District 


standards.  
14. The applicant has submitted covenants for the single-family residence on the 11.08-acre parcel including 


a size limitation of 3,000 square feet for the primary residence and 2,500 square feet for the accessory 


building which may include a secondary residence.  
15. The draft plat includes language relative to Colorado’s fence-out requirements, irrigation ditch maintenance 


and domestic animal control for protection of agricultural operations.  
16. This review and decision incorporates, but is not limited to, all the documentation submitted to the County 


and included within the Planning Office file relative to this application; including all exhibits, references and 
documents as included therein. 


 


Conditions:  
 


1. The proposed temporary office shall comply with Section 9-500 and with any applicable building code 
requirements.  
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2. Separate special event permit(s) shall not be required. The equestrian events have been contemplated 


and reviewed as part of this application.  
3. At the time of building permit application for any of the structures on the parcels, all requirements set forth 


by the Crested Butte Fire Protection District shall be met.  
4. A Class V Underground Injection Well or authorization by rule shall be obtained from the U.S. 


Environmental Protection Agency prior to issuance of an Onsite Wastewater Treatment System permit.  


5. All exterior lighting shall comply with Sections 9-301: D.6. and 13-114 of the Gunnison County Land Use 
Resolution.   


6. A well permit shall be obtained prior to issuance of any building permits and/or in compliance with all 
requirements of the Colorado Division of Water Resources.  


7. Dust control measures as described in the application including screening, storage and watering of 
materials shall be utilized during construction and the commercial operation.  


8. The recommendations of the Colorado Parks and Wildlife shall be adhered to including but not limited to:  


 Bear-proof trash containers and secure storage for horse feed be installed and utilized on the 


subject parcels.  
 Salt shall not be used to attract wildlife

11. That a cost estimate, stamped by a Colorado-licensed engineer, for all proposed infrastructure 
improvements and phases be submitted prior to review by the Gunnison County Board of Commissioners.  


12. That a performance bond, letter of credit or other means of surety acceptable to the Board, be required 


to cover cost plus 25 percent. 
13. A calendar of events and safety plan shall be submitted to Law enforcement officials (CO State Patrol and 


Gunnison County Sheriff) and emergency services personnel on an annual basis. 
14. Temporary traffic control on Highway 135 shall be provided for events with greater 50 vehicles.   


15. The retention and drainage facilities shall be regularly inspected and maintained as described by the 


applicant in a response dated May 26, 2017.  
16. The equestrian operation shall be maintained in a manner that complies with all local, State and Federal 


requirements including but not limited to traffic thresholds and water permitted for watering livestock.  
17. The final covenants shall include language that amendment or termination of the protective covenants or 


restriction is subject to approval by Gunnison County.

19. This approval is founded on each individual requirement.  Should the applicant successfully challenge any 
such finding or requirement, this approval is null and void. 


20. This permit may be revoked or suspended if Gunnison County determines that any material fact set forth 


herein or represented by the applicant was false or misleading, or that the applicant failed to disclose facts 
necessary to make any such fact not misleading. 


21. The removal or material alteration of any physical feature of the property (geological, topographical or 
vegetative) relied on herein to mitigate a possible conflict shall require a new or amended land use change 


permit. 


22. Approval of this use is based upon the facts presented and implies no approval of similar use in the same 
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or different location and/or with different impacts on the environment and community.  Any such future 


application shall be reviewed and evaluated, subject to its compliance with current regulations, and its 
impact to the County. 


 
WHEREAS, this review and decision incorporates, but is not limited to, all the documentation submitted to the 


County and included within the Planning Office file relative to this application; including all exhibits, references 


and documents as included therein.

PURPOSE 


This policy outlines the Gunnison County Motor Pool and Personal Vehicle Policy, including reservation 
procedures and exceptions, documentation requirements, and vehicle uses, procedures and prohibitions. 


 
SCOPE 


This policy applies to all Gunnison County employees who utilize motor pool or personal vehicles to 


conduct official business.   
 


DEFINITIONS 
 Gunnison County Employee:  Any elected or non-elected person who has been hired to perform 


services (for hourly wage, salary or pursuant to an employment contract) for Gunnison County.   


 Non-County Employee:  Any person other than a Gunnison County Employee who drives a County 


motor pool vehicle.   
 Motor Pool Vehicle:  Any vehicle owned or leased by Gunnison County.  


 Smoking:  The act of releasing particles into the air from the use of pipes, cigars, cigarettes and/or 


electronic smoking devices.   


 


POLICY STATEMENTS 
Employees are required to use motor pool vehicles from the Public Works Department (Public Works) 


motor pool for work-related travel, whenever possible.  All employees who operate motor pool or personal 
vehicles for work-related travel must provide a current copy of their driver license upon initial employment, 


prior to travel, and if specifically requested at any time by Public Works or Human Resources.  Employees 


should immediately report, in writing, to their supervisor the loss/suspension of their driver’s license.   
 


Motor Pool Vehicle Reservations 
All departments requesting use of a motor pool vehicle must submit a Motor Pool Reservation Form to 


Public Works.  Reservations are made on a first-come first-served basis, and requests should be made as 
far in advance as possible via: 1) Fax (970-641-8120); 2) Email (bnavidi@gunnisoncounty.org or 


dferchau@gunnisoncounty.org); or 3) The County website online form.  Employees needing to pick up a 


vehicle within 24 hours of submitting the request should call Public Works (970-641-0044) to ensure that 
the request has been received and that a motor pool vehicle is available.    


 Monthly/Weekly Reservations.  Public Works staff will create recurring monthly reservations for 


employees who utilize motor pool vehicles on a regular basis.  Monthly rentals must be returned 
to the Public Works shop at the beginning of each month for a mechanic review.  Monthly 


rentals should also be washed by the user, as needed, and may be brought to the Public Works 


wash bay for cleaning.  Monthly rentals must be used at least three days each week during the 
month, and weekly rentals must also be used on at least three days during the week.

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 Personal Vehicle Exception.  Any use of a personal vehicle to perform work-related duties must 


be pre-authorized.  Unauthorized use will not qualify for mileage reimbursement.     


o Within Gunnison, Crested Butte and Lake City Areas.  Employees who make regular 
and frequent home visits that are short in duration, require the transport of supplies 


and/or equipment, or need to perform an emergency transport when Public Works is 
closed will be allowed to use personal vehicles for this type of work-related travel.   


Travel should be limited to work conducted within the Gunnison, Crested Butte and 


Lake City areas.  Request for authorization from the employee’s supervisor will be 
reviewed by Public Works, and authorization is limited to the approved personnel listed 


on the Motor Pool Exemption List.    
o Unavailable Motor Pool Vehicle or Extenuating Circumstances.  Employees experiencing 


extenuating circumstances which may require use of a personal vehicle may submit a 
Motor Pool Exemption Form for consideration.  The same procedure must be followed 


if a motor pool vehicle is not available for use.  Exemption requests will be 


approved/denied by the Public Works Director or designee, and a signed copy will be 
returned to the requesting employee.  The signed form must be attached to any travel 


reimbursement request submitted. 
o Insurance Requirements and Responsibilities.  Pursuant to Section 5-9(f) of the 


Gunnison County Employee Handbook, privately owned vehicles used for work-related 


duties must have all insurance coverage required by law, and employees must provide 
to Public Works proof of such coverage each January and prior to any travel that is 


eligible for mileage reimbursement.  The County is not responsible for any damages 
or expenses associated with a personally owned vehicle used in the conduct of County 


business involved in an accident.  If an accident does occur, any employee medical 
costs will be filed with the County Workers’ Compensation carrier, but the employee 


should file a claim with the insurance carrier that covers the vehicle for any vehicle 


damage and/or expenses for others involved.  Employees are advised to inform their 
insurance agent of the use of their personal vehicle for County business. 


 
Motor Pool and/or Personal Vehicle Uses and Procedures 


 Safety and Laws.  Pursuant to Section 5-9 of the Gunnison County Employee Handbook, all 


operators and passengers of motor pool or personal vehicles used for County business are 


required to use safety belts as equipped for that particular vehicle in accordance with state or 
federal law.  Drivers must obey all traffic laws, and they must have, on their person, a valid 


driver’s license while operating vehicles.   
 Fueling Motor Pool Vehicles.  Each motor pool vehicle should be fueled prior to pick up and 


have a County gas card in the glove box for use during travel.  The gas card holder will include 


the information necessary when fueling (odometer and driver identification numbers).  Vehicles 
are not required to be returned to Public Works with a full tank of gas, but should not be 


returned empty.   


 Mileage Costs and Allowances.  Employees traveling overnight to an out-of-town location for 


meetings and/or trainings are allowed and additional 25 miles per day in excess of the distance 
to and from their destination.  Departments are billed for mileage based on the current IRS 


rate, which includes the cost of any fuel purchased with a fleet fuel card.   
 Accident Procedures.  In the event of an accident involving a motor pool vehicle, the employee 


should contact a local law enforcement agency and Public Works.  If a vehicle needs towed in 


the Gunnison area, contact Gunnison Dispatch, who will contact Public Works.  Each vehicle 


will have an insurance card, registration information, accident forms and contact information 
in the glove box.  See the Personal Vehicle Exception section (above) for information and 


procedures related to accidents in personal vehicles.   
 Travel Expense Forms.  Following use of motor pool or personal vehicles for work-related 


purposes, employees must submit the appropriate Travel Expense Form(s) with all other 


required documentation to Finance.  Departments will be billed monthly for all motor pool use.

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 Motor Pool Vehicles Taken Home.  Motor pool vehicles may be taken home to facilitate an early 


morning departure or a late-night return.  The reservation must convey accurate pick up and 


return dates and times.   
 


Motor Pool and/or Personal Vehicle Prohibitions  
 Authorized Licensed Drivers.  Operation of motor pool and personal vehicles in the course of 


work-related duties is limited to Gunnison County employees and authorized non-employees 


(see below for authorization criteria).   


 Drug/Alcohol Influence.  At no time will an employee operate a County vehicle or a private 
vehicle used for County business if the employee is or is reasonably suspected of being 


impaired by drugs and/or alcohol. 


 Pets.  Due to the additional cleaning time required before vehicles can be made available to 


other users, as well as common user allergies to pet hair and dander, pets are not allowed 
within motor pool vehicles.     


 Smoking.  Smoking is prohibited within motor pool vehicles.   


 
Use of Motor Pool Vehicles by Non-County Employees 


Persons who are not employed by the County may only operate motor pool vehicles if they: 


1. Have a current Colorado driver’s license; and 
2. Have an insurance policy covering the operation of a motor vehicle; and 


3. Have verbal consent from a County employee to operate the motor pool vehicle.   
 


Motor Pool Pick-Up, Cancellation and Return Procedures  


 Pick Up.  Reserved vehicles may be picked up from Public Works (195 Basin Park Drive) at the 


pre-arranged time during business hours (M-F, 7:00 am to 12:30 pm, and 1:30 to 4:30 pm).  
Vehicles required earlier than 7:00 am must be picked up during the previous business day, 


and the reservation request must reflect this need. 
 Cancellation.  Unused vehicle reservations that are not cancelled within 24 hours of the start 


of the approved reservation time will result in a $50 no-show fee charged to the reserving 


department.  
 Return.  Vehicles must be returned no later than the date and time indicated on the approved 


reservation.  Vehicles returned after 4:30 pm should be locked and left in the Public Works 


parking lot with the keys placed under the driver-side floor mat or the driver seat.  Vehicles 


should not be kept overnight or over the weekend unless scheduled to do so.  Personal items 
and trash should be removed from vehicles prior to return.  If excessive cleanup is required, 


additional fees may be charged.   
 


COMPLIANCE 


This policy shall be complied with in all respects. Revisions to this policy may occur and every attempt 
will be made to provide prior notice of any such change. However, when deemed necessary in order to 


fully protect the County’s interests, the interest of the public, and to more fully protect the safety of the 
public, including employees governed by this policy, this policy may be changed without notice.

Project Summary: 


The citizens of Gunnison County have consistently stated through the National Citizens 


Survey that quality of life and access to and participation in outdoor recreation is one of 


the primary reasons they choose to live and raise their families here. Information provided 


by the Gunnison/ Crested Butte Tourism Association has indicated it is also the very reason 


that visitors come here. River activities, whether it be for fishing, whitewater, SUP, wildlife 


watching are important part of these outdoor recreation opportunities. Currently public 


river access on the Gunnison River north of the City of Gunnison is very limited due to the 


amount of private land that borders the river. While there are a couple of walk in options 


for fishing short reaches of the Gunnison, riverboat access is limited to a dirtpatch on a 
CDOT right of way that is that is constantly overflowing with vehicles and trailers in an 


unsafe way onto the highway and does not offer room for important boat ramp 


infrastructure such as restrooms. The topography of the existing site also creates unsafe 


situations as it is very steep for parking and river access and does not offer acceleration or 
deceleration lanes onto State Hwy 135. In addition to being undersized and lacking 


appropriate infrastructure it also does not offer riverside recreation access for those on 


foot. 
In an attempt to alleviate the current situation as well as improve overall river access for 


the citizens and visitors to Gunnison County, the county has secured a 12 acre parcel to 


the east of the existing boat tramp to create a new river boat access and riverside 
recreational amenities and infrastructure. This parcel was once a RV and fishing cabin 


development which in turn was purchased by a developer who subdivided it into 16 


housing lots. Through a partnership with the developer the county was able to secure 


ownership of the parcel and is working with the Bureau of Reclamation and Colorado Parks 


and Wildlife to develop final funding and management plans. The county has developed a 


strong group of partners, which include the City of Gunnison, Western State Colorado 


University, Gunnison/ Crested Butte Tourism Association, Trout Unlimited, Gunnison 


Angling Society, local commercial outfitters and the Gunnison River Festival, to move 


forward with the design of this project. We are hoping to include the Upper Gunnison River 


Water Conservancy District as on of those partners. A full and thorough public process will 
be held to allow the public to help in the design and planning for the project and to ensure 


the final product meets the needs and desires of our residents and visitors. While river 


access is the primary reason the property was acquired there are many possibilities for 







how the whole of the property could be utilized. Nature trail systems, riparian, wildlife and 


instream habitat improvements, channel stabilization, trailer parking and turn around, 


restrooms, boat ramp, picnic structures, and easily accessible on foot fishing access are all 


part of the mix. There is a great opportunity to reclaim what had been a highly developed 


RV park and return a significant portion of it into its natural state and make it into a 


signature recreational amenity for Gunnison County.

The land 
use change process will re-designate the property to open space/ park from residential and will 


allow review and input of the final plans from the public.

Needs/ Challenges: 
In many ways the Gunnison River and its tributaries are the lifeblood of Gunnison County. 


Whether it is domestic, agricultural or recreational use, the river is a part of our everyday lives. 
Preserving the access and use of the Gunnison River has long been a priority of Gunnison County and 


the county has had the opportunity to work on numerous projects over the years with partners 
throughout the county on river and water projects. Some highlights include:  


-Working with the City of Gunnison, GOCO, Western State Colorado University and the Upper Gunnison 
River Water Conservancy District on the development of an instream whitewater recreational amenity, 


instream fish habitat improvement, a permanent irrigation diversion improvement as well as an 
instream recreational water right at the Gunnison Whitewater Park. 
-Working in partnership with the Bureau of Reclamation, Colorado Parks and Wildlife and a private 


landowner to develop the Tomichi Creek State Wildlife Area. 
-Working with the Federal Highway Administration and the US Forest Service to make improvements 


to river access on the Taylor River as part of the Taylor River Road paving project. 
 


Staffing for the design and planning of the Shady Island River Park will primarily from the 
Gunnison County Community Development Department aided in part by both the Gunnison County 


Public Works Department as well as the GIS office. Currently Community Development is involved in a 
number of projects that include facilitating community discussions on land use projects. It would be 


anticipated that the Director would take the lead role in this process supported by staff within the 







department. Most land use planning efforts require approx. 200 hours of staff time to implement the 
public process, land use change and aid in the design of a project. In addition to Community 


Development, staff and expertise from both Public Works (40 hours) and GIS (25 hours) will be utilized 
for this project. Colorado Parks and Wildlife would provide consulting in both wildlife and instream 


habitat improvement. Professionals from outside of the county offices would be contracted to aid in 
the design, engineering and planning for much of the project. These professionals would include 


expertise in landscape and recreation riverside amenity design, fluvial geomorphology and 
infrastructure engineering. Team members to date include:

Implementation: 
After the public input process the county would develop an RFP and go out to bid to contract 


with a landscape/ Recreation architectural firm and a fluvial geomorphologist who in consultation 


with Colorado Parks and Wildlife would begin the design and planning process for the project. Once 
the initial plans are complete there will be an additional public process to garner feedback on the 


designs and final plans created. A RFP would then be developed for infrastructure engineering on the 
project in preparation for developing construction and implementation costs. Concurrent to this 


process the land would go through the county land use change process to allow for its use to be 
changed from residential to open space/ recreation and to analyze and mitigate for transportation, 


traffic and residential impacts. After the full planning and design process has been completed, 
funding for construction and implementation for the project would be sought for and secured with 


the goal of completing the overall project by Spring/ Summer of 2019. Designed implementation of 
this plan would be developed in a partnership with Gunnison County, the Bureau of Reclamation and 


Colorado Parks and Wildlife.  
River access and the recreation that occurs around it is an essential part of the quality of life 


and the economy of Gunnison County and the State of Colorado. To date much of the river boat 







access on the Gunnison River has been primitive and inadequate for the amount of use and in many 
ways has been an embarrassment to the river users both local and visitors. This project takes what 


once was a dilapidated brownfield eyesore and re-imagines it into a signature park and river amenity 
for both Gunnison County as well as the State of Colorado, creating new river access, recreational 


amenities and improved riparian, wildlife and instream habitat. In addition the property is connected 
to the North Gunnison trail system to add to the overall connectivity of outdoor recreation amenities 


throughout Gunnison County.
