A RESOLUTION IMPLEMENTING STAGE | FIRE RESTRICTIONS

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison, Colorado previously has
adopted Ordinance No. 8 a., An Ordinance Establishing a Permanent Process to Periodically Ban
Open Fires Within the Unincorporated Areas of Gunnison County, Colorado, (“Ordinance No. 8
a.”); and has adopted Ordinance No. 14, An Ordinance Amending Ordinance No. 8 Establishing
A Permanent Process To Periodically Ban Open Fires Within the Unincorporated Areas Of
Gunnison County, Colorado, (“Ordinance No. 14"); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance No. 8 a. and Ordinance No. 14, the Board of County
Commissioners of Gunnison County Colorado has power at any meeting, by resolution, to ban
open fires to a degree and in a manner that the Board deems necessary to reduce the danger of
wildfires within those portions of the unincorporated areas of Gunnison County where the danger
of forest or grass fires is found to be high based on competent evidence; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado, has
determined that currently the danger of forest or grass fires in all of unincorporated Gunnison
County is high at this time and fire restrictions are necessary and appropriate in all unincorporated
Gunnison County to reduce the danger of wildfires in Gunnison County.

NOW, THEREFORE, it is resolved that as of May 29, 2018, Stage 1 fire restrictions, as
defined as follows will be in place in all of unincorporated Gunnison County, until further notice.

The following are prohibited:

1. FIRES/BURNING: Fires that are not contained within permanently constructed
devices, open fires/burning, agricultural burning, and the burning of trash or debris.

2. COOKING: Charcoal grills, hibachis, and coal or wood-burning stoves on federal
lands.

3. CAMPFIRES: Building, maintaining, attending or using a campfire not within
designated signed campgrounds or developed recreation sites with provided fire
grates.

4, FIREWORKS: The use of fireworks or explosives. Including all incendiary devices

on public or private lands, including explosive targets.
The following activities are permitted, with the described limitations:

1. FIRES: Fires in chimineas, fire pits, and tiki-torch type manufactured devices on
private property.

2. COOKING: Cooking on manufactured charcoal grills, petroleum-fueled stoves or
lanterns that use gas, jellied petroleum or pressurized liquid fuel.





CAMPFIRES: Campfires with flame length not exceeding two feet in height within
pre-fabricated concrete/metal fire enclosures in established campgrounds (USFS,
NPS, privately owned).

FIREWORKS: The City of Gunnison 4" of July fireworks display, and the 3"/4™ of
July Crested Butte and Mt. Crested Butte professional fireworks display(s) shall be
allowed unless further restricted by the Board.

SMOKING: Smoking outdoors is allowed ONLY within enclosed vehicles,
buildings or developed recreation sites, or while stopped in an area at least three
feet in diameter that is barren or cleared of all flammable material.

WELDING & ACETYLENE TORCHES: Welding or operating acetylene torches
with flame is allowed ONLY in cleared areas of at least 10 feet in diameter and
where the operator is in possession of a chemical-pressurized fire extinguisher
with a minimum rating of 2A.

CHAINSAWS: Operating a chainsaw is allowed ONLY if the device includes a
USDA Forest Service or SAE approved spark arrester, and where the operator is
in possession of a chemical-pressurized fire extinguisher with a minimum rating of
2A.

This Resolution has immediate effect upon its passage by the Board of Commissioners
without further action necessary.

Re: Updates to linkage fees

The Community and Economic Development Department has reviewed the workforce housing linkage fee and
proposes updating the fee structure to reflect current area median income and other updated date.

The County has contracted with RRC Associates to review and update Gunnison County’s workforce housing
linkage fees. The RRC report titled, “Gunnison County Workforce Housing Linkage Fees Update,” and dated May
10, 2018 and calculation forms are attached for your review, along with the spreadsheet formulas for the proposed
updated fee. RRC utilized data from the 2016 Gunnison Valley Housing Needs Assessment in establishing the
updated fees.

Staff has reviewed the proposed changes with Jennifer Kermode, Executive Director, Gunnison Valley Regional
Housing Authority and Kermode has indicated her support for the proposed increase. Updating the linkage fee was
identified as a priority in the One Valley Prosperity Project, the Gunnison Valley Housing Needs Assessment and
by staff as a method for continuing to support the development of workforce housing in Gunnison County.

The fees were last updated in 2011 (see attached). At that time the affordability gap and area median income (AMI)
were lower. As the economy has recovered from the 2008 recession and housing prices have escalated the need
for review and update of the fee became very apparent. The affordability gap, or difference between the market
cost and the affordable purchase price, has increased from $111,559 in 2011 to $126,461 in 2018. The overall
updates to the linkage fees result in an approximate 5-7% increase in linkage fees for new construction.

Currently the fee is capped at 10,000 square feet. Since the inception of the fee in 2006 (Resolution No. 2006-44,
recorded at Reception No. 566060) there have been approximately five or fewer residences constructed greater
than 10,000 square feet. RRC recommends that a linear fee be established for residences greater than 8,000
square feet: “For homes in excess of 8,000 square feet, we propose shifting to a linear employment generation
formula instead of the existing exponential formula, based on additional detailed review of employment generation
rates of homes in the database in excess of 8,000 square feet. The proposed formula, illustrated in Table 3 below,
results in more moderate estimates of employment generation for homes in excess of 8,000 square feet.” This shift
will result in a lower fee than is currently adopted for homes greater than 8,000 square feet and RRC recommends
that approach based on their research identifying the employment generated by homes of that size.

RRC has developed a spreadsheet that will enable Community Development staff to update the linkage fee on an
annual basis after the area median incomes are released each year. This annual update will create a fee structure
that reflects market fluctuations. Any updates or changes to the fees require review and approval by the Board of
County Commissioners.

These updates do not change any regulations related to fee exemptions. Individuals that meet specific income
criteria are able to apply for an exemption from the workforce housing linkage fee. Please feel free to contact me
with any questions or concerns.

A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE GUNNISON COUNTY LAND USE
RESOLUTION TO ENACT A WORKFORCE HOUSING FEE

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado (“Board”) has the
authority to regulate the use and development of land in unincorporated Gunnison County, to enact
an essential housing fee, and to adopt this Resolution, pursuant to Colorado Revised Statutes
including: Article 28 of Title 30 (County Planning and Building Code); Article 20 of Title 29 (Local
Government Regulation of Land Use); and Article 11 of Title 30 (County Powers and Functions);
and

WHEREAS, the Board has utilized multiple sources of data, including the 2000 U.S. Census for
Gunnison County; the Gunnison County Housing Needs Assessments (1992 and 1999); the
Gunnison County Residential Job Generation Study (2000) by Rees Consulting, Inc. and the
Housing Collaborative; a study titled Gunnison County, Colorado Nexus/Proportionality Analysis For
Commercial And Residential Linkage Programs, Final Report, dated March, 2006 by Rees
Consulting, Inc. (“Nexus Proportionality Analysis™); a transmittal letter dated March 31, 2006 by
Rees Consulting, Inc. and RRC Associates, Inc., ("Transmittal Letter”); the Planning Department
record on creating an affordable housing amendment to the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution;
the memorandum dated November 18, 2005 titled “Process of creating a proposed amendment to
the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution to include an Essential Housing section” from the
Gunnison County Planning Commission to the Board; the memorandum dated November 21, 2005
titted “Gunnison County Planning Commission Recommendation Concerning Proposed
Amendments to Gunnison County Land Use Resolution Regarding the Provision of Essential
Housing and has conducted a duly noticed public hearing on June 7, 2006 on the proposed
amendment to the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution, and concerning the demand for
workforce housing generated by new residential and commercial development, all of which are
made part of the record of the Board, (the “Record”) and incorporated herein by reference; and

WHEREAS, the Board relies on the Record to legislate the appropriate methodology for the
calculation of a fee assessed to certain new development in unincorporated Gunnison County,
based on the number of new employees generated by that development (*"Workforce Housing
Fee®); and

WHEREAS, the procedural and substantive requirements to amend the Gunnison County Land Use
Resolution to enact a Workforce Housing Fee have been satisfied; and

WHEREAS, in determining whether to amend the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution and enact
a Workforce Housing Fee, the Board has, pursuant to Section 1-113; C. considered among other
factors the compliance of the proposed amendment with the following review standards:

1. The consistency of such a Workforce Housing Fee with any comprehensive plan adopted by
Gunnison County;

Changed conditions, including the economy of Gunnison County;

The effect of such a proposed Workforce Housing Fee on the natural environment;
Community needs;

Development patterns in Gunnison County;

Changes in applicable law;

Public health, safety and welfare; and

Compliance with any applicable intergovernmental agreements adopted by Gunnison County.
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THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF GUNNISON COUNTY MAKES THE
FOLLOWING FINDINGS:

1. The Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado adopts and
incorporates herein the Nexus Proportionality Analysis and the Transmittal Letter.

2. The Board makes the following additional findings:

a. A resident workforce is needed to ensure a sustainable local economy. One of the
goals of Gunnison County is to maintain a balanced and sustainable local economy that
supports Gunnison County as a residential community. Essential to the maintenance of
the Gunnison County community and economy is the availability of a stable and
qualified workforce.

b. Ensuring an opportunity for the workforce and their families to live in Gunnison County is
important to maintaining community character. An essential component of Gunnison
County’s community character is the social and economic fabric created by the realities
that occur when the workforce and their families live in the community, attend schools in
the community, and participate in the civic life of the community.

¢. Housing prices in Gunnison County have outpaced the ability of a significant portion of
the local workforce to afford market valued housing.

d. There is a demonstrated current and anticipated need in Gunnison County for housing
for persons who are employed in Gunnison County whose incomes are characterized
as: (i) low income (i.e. a household whose annual income does not exceed 80 percent
of the area median income as published annually by the U.S. Department of Housing
and Urban Development}; and {ii) moderate income {i.e. a household whose income is
between 81 percent and 120 percent of the area median income as published annually
by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.)

e. The Record conclusively demonstrates the need to amend the Gunnison County Land
Use Resolution to address the impact generated by new residential and commercial
development on the demand for affordable workforce housing.

f. The Nexus/Proportionality Analysis, the Transmittal Letter and the remainder of the
Record demonstrate a rational nexus between the impact of new residential, commercial
and industrial development, the jobs generated by those developments, and the need
for affordable workforce housing in Gunnison County.

g. The Nexus/Proportionality Analysis, the Transmittal Letter and the remainder of the
Record demonstrate and establish an appropriate maximum Workforce Housing Fee
that can be imposed on new residential and commercial developments that is roughly
proportionate to their impact.

h. The Board finds that it is appropriate, currently, to establish a Workforce Housing Fee
less than the maximum supported by the Record.

NOwW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison
County, Colorado that:

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1. The Gunnison County Land Use Resofution is amended, effective immediately, as set forth
in “Exhibit A,” attached hereto and incorporated herein;

2. The Board reserves the right, without a further format amendment to the Gunnison County
Land Use Resolution, 1o adjust the Workforce Housing Fee for residential, commercial,
industrial development enacted by this Resolution up to the maximum supported by The
Record; such action may be taken by a separate resolution of the Board.

3. The Workforce Impact Fee shall be collected and accounted for as follows:
a. Deposited in an interest-bearing account clearly identified as “Workforce Impact Fee”;
b. Such account shall be accounted for separately;

¢. All interest or other income earned on the monies deposited in said account shall be
credited to said account; and

d. All monies in said account shall be used exclusively to provide for essential housing,
including without limitation, administration costs of Gunnison County.

4. No Workforce Housing Fee shali be imposed on any applicable residential, commercial, and
industrial land use change for which the applicant has submitted a complete application
pursuant to the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution before the effective date of this
Resolution.

5. Wany provision of this Resolution, or of the amendment to the Gunnison County Land Use
Resolution hereby made, is held invalid, the remainder of this Resolution and of the
amendment to the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution hereby made shall remain valid
and in full force and effect.

6. The Board shall formally review, no later than the Board's first meeting in October, 2007, the
amendment enacted by this Resolution. That review shall encompass the entirety of the
amendment and shall include specifically:

a. The timing of the payment of the fee for residences up to 1,999 square feet in size; and

AREA MEDIAN INCOME (AMI) means the median income for Gunnison County adjusted for household size, as
established and defined in an annual schedule published by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD).

DEED RESTRICTION OR DEED RESTRICTED means a provision in a deed, recorded in the records of the Clerk
and Recorder of Gunnison County, mandating, limiting or prohibiting certain uses of a parcel of real property and/or
structures, in perpetuity.

ESSENTIAL HOUSING means housing for qualified households as determined by the Gunnison County Housing
Authority.

ESSENTIAL HOUSING PROJECTS are housing developments in which all residences are deed-restricted
Essential Housing.

GUNNISON COUNTY HOUSING AUTHORITY means the agency of Gunnison County created pursuant to C.R.S.
29-4-503 et seq.

HOUSEHOLD, for the purposes of Essentia! Housing, means one person living alone or two or more persons
sharing residency whose income, time of residency and place of employment are considered to determine eligibility
and housing payment requirements for Essential Housing.

SQUARE FEET means the measurement of square footage as established by the applicable Building Code
adopted and amended by Gunnison County.

QUALIFIED HOUSEHOLD means a household that earns less than 120 percent of the AMI as qualified by the
Gunnison County Housing Authority.

WORKFORCE means persons who are employees in Gunnison County whose household incomes are categorized
as low income (i.e. a household whose annual income does not exceed 80 percent of the area median income as
published annually by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development) or moderate income {(i.e. a
household whose income is between 81 percent and 120 percent of the area median income as published annually
by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development).

WORKFORCE HOUSING FEE means that fee enacted by Gunnison County and assessed to certain new
construction in the unincorporated areas of the County, based upon the number of new employees generated by it.

SECTION 9-601: PURPOSES.

Future demand for Essential Housing that is affordable for Gunnison County's workforce and residents is impacted by a
myriad of variables including population growth, housing market trends, and employment trends. While these variables
cannot be accurately predicted, it is unlikely, given current conditions and funding availability, that future demand for
Essential Housing in Gunnison County will decrease. It is probable, given rapidly increasing housing prices, that demand
will increase.
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The wellbeing of the residents and visitors in Gunnison County is dependent upon a supply of affordable workforce
housing being available for including emergency services personnel, medical practitioners, teachers and other employees
crucial to our economy and community so they can live within reasonable proximity to their worksites and provide
necessary public- and private-sector services. The documented trend of increasing housing and land prices in Gunnison
County has resulted in an inadequate supply of Essential Housing for county residents. This jeopardizes the ability of local
employers to hire and retain employees, thus negatively impacting business operations.

Employees are not the only residents whose health, safety and welfare are negatively impacted by the insufficient supply
of affordable housing. Seniors, persons with disabilities and other residents who may be unemployed, living on low to
moderate incomes are not provided adequate, affordable housing opportunities by the free market.

A.

TO ENCOURAGE AFFORDABLE/ESSENTIAL HOUSING. To encourage and ensure the development and
availability of safe, affordable housing for low-income and moderate-income households within Gunnison County.

TO ACHIEVE AND MAINTAIN VARIED HOUSING SUPPLY. To achieve and maintain a housing stock which meets
County-defined targets for income groups and owner/renter ratios.

TO ADD ESSENTIAL HOUSING PROPORTIONAL TO NEW DEVELOPMENT. To promote the County’s geal to
add essential residences in proportion to the housing impacts generated by new residences and commercial and
industrial uses to provide a basis for economic development and job growth,

TO ENSURE GROWTH PAYS ITS PROPORTIONATE SHARE. To ensure that growth contributes a proportionate
share of funding, land and/or construction to increase and maintain a sufficient supply of essential housing residences.

TO MITIGATE IMPACTS BY PROMOTING BALANCE OF JOBS AND HOUSING. To mitigate impacts that
accompany new residential and non-residential development by protecting diversity of the County’s housing stock,
promating a balance between jobs and housing, and reducing the demands placed on transportation infrastructure.

TO ENCOURAGE LOCATION OF ESSENTIAL HOUSING NEAR WORK SITES. To encourage essential housing
to be located near central work sites and public transportation.

TO ENSURE DEVELOPMENT THAT ENHANCES THE EXISTING SENSE OF “COMMUNITY” IN GUNNISON
COUNTY. To ensure that development of Essential Housing Projects and residences integrates new and current
residents and does not isolate Essential Housing Residences from free-market residential development.

SECTION 9-602: RELATIONSHIP OF DEVELOPMENT AND ESSENTIAL HOUSING NEED

A,

BASIS FOR REQUIREMENTS. Multiple sources of data indicate a need for Essential Housing in response to
escalating free-market housing prices and rents that are not affordable to essential employees who are crucial to the
economic well-being of Gunnison County but who earn low o moderate incomes and others, including seniors, who
live on fixed incomes. These sources include the 2000 U.S. Census for Gunnison County; Gunnison County Housing
Needs Assessments completed in 1982 and 1899; the Gunnison County Residential Job Generation Study
completed in 2000 by Rees Consulting, Inc and the Housing Collaborative, and the Nexus/Proportionality Analysis for
Commercial and Residential Linkage Programs 2006 Rees Consulting, Inc. Based on this information, and as further
identified by Board of County Commissioners’ Resolution 20 06-44, there is a demonstrable nexus between the
impact of new non-residential and residential developments, the jobs generated by those developments, and the need
for Essential Housing in Gunnison County, and an accurate mechanism to establish an appropriate and proportional
workforce housing fee for new commercial, industrial and residential development.

1. HOUSING OPPORTUNITIES LIMITED TO QUALIFIED HOUSEHOLDS. Analyses of the housing situation in
the County, particularly in the cormridor that encompasses the area between the City of Gunnison and Towns of
Crested Butte and Mt. Crested, reveal that with the exception of housing developed in partnership with the
assistance of public or non-profit entities, residential development does not provide adequate housing
opportunities for low- and moderate-income households. There is a demonstrated market price gap between free-
market housing prices and what households within those income categories ¢an afford.

2. DATA IS BASIS FOR ESSENTIAL HOUSING REQUIREMENTS. This Division uses data which includes the
average number of employees per household; the target income levels for workforce housing development; the
estimated multiple jobs held by workers; the estimated affordable rents and sales prices for workforce housing--
and other such data necessary to construct reasonable methodologies to provide for workforce housing.

3. ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT BENEFITS. A permanent supply of Essential Housing is a necessary component
of an economic development strategy that seeks to retain employers and employees and bring new jobs to
Gunnison County.

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SECTION 9-603: WORKFORCE HOUSING LINKAGE.

A. PURPOSE. New construction or expansion of residential, commercial and industrial buildings or uses in the
unincorporated areas of Gunnison County will result in new workers employed by or within those buildings or uses.
This Section is intended to ensure that commercial and industrial development and construction of individual free
market residences provide constructed residences and installed infrastructure, or contribute to the construction of a
reasonable and appropriate percentage of Essential Housing to mitigate impacts to the county’s housing supply as
growth oceurs.

B. APPLIQABILITY. Unless cotherwise exempted, this Section shall apply to all proposed residential, commercial, and
industnal development that is subject to the requirements of this Resolution, and for which an application is submitted
for a Building Pemmit after June 13, 2006.

C. EXEMPTIONS. The following shall be exempt from the Workforce Housing Fee:

1. SAME-SIZE RECONSTRUCTION OF PRE-EXISTING STRUCTURE. The reconstruction of any pre-existing
structure pursuant to Section 1-108: Non-conforming Uses if the reconstruction does not increase the size more
than 500 square feet, or as applicable, the number of residences within it, except when the structure was not a
legally habitable residence before the reconstruction; or

2. ADDITICN OF 500 SQ. FT. OR LESS TO PRE-EXISTING STRUCTURE. The addition of 500 square feet or less
to a structure, whether it is a residential, commercial or industrial use; or

3. INTEGRATED SECONDARY RESIDENCE. An integrated secondary residence as allowed pursuant to Section
9-102: F.. Standards for Integrated Secondary Residence, provided that it is deed-restricted for occupancy by
Qualified Households with incomes not exceeding 120 percent of the Area Median Income.

4. MOBILE HOMES. Individual mobile homes and mobile home communities as defined by this Resolution,
provided that the homes are deed-restricted for occupancy by Qualified Households with incomes eaming less
than 120 percent of the Area Median Income.

ESSENTIAL RESIDENCES. Residences that are constructed and deed-restricted as Essential Housing.

EXEMPTION FOR INCOME-QUALIFIED HGUSEHOLDS. Households eaming less than 120 percent of AMI,
as qualified by the Gunnison County Housing Authority, that are building homes for their own occupancy.

D. WORKFORCE HOUSING FORMULA AND FEES. Unless exempted by this Division, additions or remodels to
existing residences of more than 500 square feet, and all residential, commercial and industrial construction for which
a Building Permit is required to pay after June 13, 2008, the Workforce Housing Fee identified in Appendix Table 4,
Workforce Housing Fees shall apply as follows:

1. RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT. Workforce Housing Fees for single-family residences, multiple-family
residences, manufactured homes, secondary residences that are not integrated secondary residences, and
sleeping quarters, are identified in Appendix Table 4, Workforce Housing Fees, as “residential linkage fees”.

2. COMMERCIAL AND INDUSTRIAL. Workforce Housing Fees for commercial and industrial construction are
identified in Appendix Table 4, Workforce Housing Fees, as “"commercial linkage fees”.

3. AREA FEES. The Crested Butte Area Fee shall apply to development north of the entrance to the Roaring Judy
Fish Hatchery, within the East River Valley. The General Area Fee shall apply to development in the remainder
of unincorporated Gunnison County.

SECTION 9-604: INCENTIVES TO PROVIDE ESSENTIAL HOUSING

A. REQUIRED INCENTIVES. Notwithstanding any other requirements of this Resolution, the decision-making body shall
provide one or more of the following incentives for an Essential Housing Project or a residential or mixed-use
development in which a minimum of 40 percent of the residences are Essential Housing, and, because of deed
restriction, will remain Essential Housing:

1. EXPEDITED REVIEW PROCESS FOR ESSENTIAL HOUSING PROJECTS. Conforming and complete
applications submitted pursuant to this Division generally shafl be given priority over other applications that are
being reviewed by staff, the Planning Commission or the Board. At each phase of its review, each application
shall be placed on the first scheduled Commission or Board agenda for which it can be properly noticed.

2. INCREASE IN ALLOWABLE RESIDENTIAL LIVING AREA. An increase of 15 percent in maximum residential
living area allowed pursuant to Section 13-105: C.. Parcels Smaller Than 6,500 5q. Ft., and Section 13-105: D.:

Parcels Equal To or Larger Than 6,500 Sq. Ft. when a secondary residence is included that is deed-restricted as
an Essential Housing residence.

3. INCREASE IN BUILDING HEIGHT. An increase of 25 percent in the maximum structure height allowed pursuant
to Section 13-103: G.: Alfowed Siructure Heights, when such increase is found to not interfere with solar access
or potential solar access of existing adjacent structures, and the County determines the increase to be in the
pubiic benefit in its allowance for additional and/or larger residences and that are deed-restricted pursuant to this
Division.

4. REDUCED SETBACK REQUIREMENTS. An exception pursuant to Section 13-104: Setbacks from Property
Lines and Rights-of-Way shall be allowed by reducing front setbacks to 15 feet, and side/rear setbacks to 10 feet,
subject to approval by the applicable fire protection district.

5. DEFERRED FEES. Fees for Essential Housing residences may be deferred as follows:

a. PROJECTS THAT INCLUDE CONSTRUCTED ESSENTIAL HOUSING RESIDENCES. A proposed land
use change includes the construction of Essential Housing Residences, and the installation of infrastructure
to service them. The applicable decision-making body may defer all related County fees, such as Building
Permit Fees, ISDS Permit fees, Access Permit fees, and Reclamation Permit fees for Essential Housing that
is to be constructed by the Land Use Change Permit applicant, until the applicant receives a Certificate of
Occupancy for each of the constructed residences. Payment of fees may be in whole for all the residences in
the development when a Certificate of Occupancy is obtained for the first residence, or in part for each
residence at the time each residence receives a Certificate of Occupancy thereatter.

b. PROJECTS IN WHICH UNIMPROVED LOTS WILL BE SOLD FOR FUTURE CONSTRUCTION. In
Essential Housing Projects in which construction of individual single-family or multiple-family residences will
be accomplished by persons who purchase lots within the project, fees for each Building Permit may be
deferred untit each Essential Housing residence receives a Certificate of Occupancy.

6. MODIFIED DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS, The decision-making body shall approve modifications to the design
requirements of Ardicle 10: Locational Standards, Article 11, Resource Profection Sfandards, Article 12:
Development Infrastructure Standards, and Article 13: Project Design Standards for Essential Housing, provided
that the requested modification will result in residences that will be more energy-efficient, will provide more
amenities, or improved design, and will not jeopardize public health, safety or welfare.

a. STANDARDS THAT CANNOT BE MODIFIED. The following standards shall not be waived:

SECTION 11-103: Devefopment in Areas subject to Flood Hazards.

SECTION 11-104; Development in Areas subject to Geologic Hazards.

SECTION 11-107; Protection of Water Quality.

SECTION 12-106: Sewage Disposal\Wastewater Treatment.

SECTION 12-107: Fire Protection.

SECTION 11-109: D: Domestic Animal Conirols; and Section 11-1068; F. 6.; Domestic Animal Controls.
SECTION 13-107: Instaliation of Sofid Fuel-Buming Devices.

SECTION 13-114: Exterior Lighting.

10 SECTION 13-106: Energy and Resource Conservation.

B. POSSIBLE ADDITIONAL INCENTIVES. Notwithstanding any other requirements of this Resolution, the decision-
making body may provide one or more of the following incentives for an Essential Housing Project or a residential or
mixed-use development in which a minimum of 40 percent of the residences are Essential Housing, and, because of
deed restriction, will remain Essential Housing:

1. REDUCED PARKING SPACE REQUIREMENTS. A reduction in the number of parking spaces required
pursuant to Section 13-110: Of-Road Parking and loading, depending upon location, bedroom mix, the
availability of public transit and other pertinent factors.

2. REDUCTION IN REQUIRED AMOUNT OF OPEN SPACE. A reduction in the amount of open space required
pursuant to Section 13-108: Open Space and Recreation Areas.

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado
(hereinafter the “Board”) amended the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution and
enacted a Workforce Housing Fee (also known as the “Linkage Fee") on June 13, 2006
through Resolution No: 06-44; and

WHEREAS, the Board amended certain portions of the Workforce Housing Fee, by
resolution or motion, on March 4, 2008 and April 1, 2008 and June 2, 2009:; and

WHEREAS, the Board intends to adjust the methodology of calculation of the Workforce
Housing Fee as identified in the document titled “Steps to Understanding and Updating
the Workforce Housing Fee" as identified in Appendix “A’ attached hereto and
incorporated herein; and

WHEREAS, on November 1, 2011 the Board determined that such adjustment in
methodology is in the best interest of the community; and

WHEREAS, the Board has determined that the adjustment in methodology should be
applied retroactive to March 1, 2011 only for those Building Permit applications received
on or after that date; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the
County of Gunnison, Colorado that:

1. The adjusted methodology for calculating the Workforce Housing Fee as

identified in the document titled “Steps to Understanding and Updating the Workforce
Housing Fee” attached hereto and incorporated herein as Appendix “A” shall be

and hereby is adopted.

2. The Gunnison County Land Use Resolution, Division 9-600: Essential
Housing, Appendix Table 4, titled “Workforce Housing Fees”, shall be and hereby
is amended and replaced with the fee chart titled “2011 Workforce Housing Fee
Chart” attached hereto and incorporated herein as Appendix “B”, effective
retroactive to March 1, 2011 for those Building Permit applications received on or
after that date for which the Workforce Housing Linkage Fee has been paid.
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3. Gunnison County shall recalculate each Workforce Housing Fee paid after
March 1, 2011, for those Building Permit applications received on or after that
date, based on the chart identified in Appendix “B".

a. A refund shall be made if the amount paid exceeds the amount that
would have been charged based upon the adjusted methodology;

b. If the amount paid is less than would have been charged based upon
the adjusted methodology, no additional Workforce Housing Fee shall
be required,

c. if one landowner received more than one Building Permit on or after
March 1, 2011 for which the Workforce Housing Fee was paid, any refund
shall be offset by any additional fee calculated, if any.

4. The Board shall revisit the methodology for calculating the Workforce House
Fee in March of 2013 and then every other year thereafter.

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APPENDIX “A”

Steps to Understanding and Updating the Workforce Housing Fee

The workforce housing fee was adopted by the Board of County Commissioners {BOCC) in June, 2006
based on the results of a Residential & Commercial Nexus study which illustrates the relationship
between new or expanding business buildings and new or expanding housing to the creation of jobs and

the need for additional affordably-priced workforce housing. The linkage fee was incorporated into the

Gunnison County Land Use Resolution,

1. Background -

* 2006 - Nexus study was completed titled “Gunnison County, Colorado Nexus/Proportionality
Analysis for Commercial and Residential Linkage Programs, Final Report, dated March, 2006
created by Rees Consulting, Inc,

* The Board of County Commissioners authorized Resolution 2006-44 establishing two separate
fee areas (Crested Butte and General Area)

¢ On March 4, 2008 by motion of the Board of County Commissioners, deferral of fees to Certificate
of Occupancy were allowed and calculation of additions accordingly based on new addition only

¢ On April 1, 2008 by motion of the Board of County Commissioners fee areas were combined with
a blended rate and refunds issued:

* Resolution No: 09-19 —t addressed square footage calculation based on Assessor's method of
determining the square footage of buildings.

» 2011 - Decision by the BOCC to apply interest charges for deferred payment

e 2012 - Update linkage fee.

2. Exemptions

Six types of exemptions:

» Homes for households earning less than 120 percent of the Area Median Income and are primary
residences.

» Residences that are deed-restricted to households as qualified by the Gunnison County Housing
Autharity (GCHA).

» Reconstruction of a pre-existing structure so long as the reconstruction is no more than 500
square feet larger than the original structure.
The addition of 500 square feet or less to an existing structure.
Integrated secondary residence that is deed-restricted for residents who earn less than 120
percent of the Area Median Income.

» Mobile homes, if they are deed-restricted for residents who earn less than 120 percent of the
Area Median Income.

3. Annual Updates

The fee calculation must be updated annually upon publication of household income estimated by HUD
and receipt of sales data for the previous year from the Gunnison County Assessor’s Office. The new fee
shall be prepared and adopted by the Board of County Commissioners so that it can go into effect by
March 1* of every year.

4. Calculate the Affordability Gap

The Fee In Lieu Calculation is based on the following steps:
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1) Use 50% Area Median Income (AMI) published annually by HUD - for a 2 Person Household
Use the lowest possible income point in order to include every household that is proposed to be
targeted for assistance. Below that level it is assumed that those households will be renters. The 2-
person household figure is used because that is how many wage earners there are in each
Gunnisen County household on average.

2) Calculate an affordable house payment based on this income

Use a mortgage calculator or an online calculator such as Bankrate.com or Smartmoney.com
(http://www.smartmoney.com/calculator/real-estate/how-much-house-can-i-afford-
1304479817347/) This method requires some assumptions, such as down payment amount and

existing monthly debt. The rule of thumb approach is to multiply the monthly income by 30% for an
affordable mortgage payment.

3) Determine Average Market Sales Price Per Unit and Per Square Foot

Use the Assessor's data base for single family, townhome and condo sales. Purge any deed
restricted units.

4) The difference between the median sales price in #3 and the affordable house price in #2 is the
Affordability Gap.

5. Calculate the Mitigation Rate
The mitigation rate is the percentage of households in the county who make s 80% of AMI.

e The number of 2511 households in Gunnison County making s 80% AMI, out of 5,777 total
household, is an estimate based on the 2009 American Community Survey(ACS)
hitp.//www.census.gov/acs and other Census data http://quickfacts.census.gov/qfd/states
2511/ 5,777 = 43.5%

¢ The mitigation rate is rounded down to accommodate the margin of error in the U.S. Census ACS
data and therefore we should use 40%.

6. Apply the Job Creation Rate

A certain number of jobs are created in a community (usually a fraction) per square foot of new or
expanded housing and per square foot of new or expanded commercial/industrial space. The jobs that
are created on a per square foot basis are unique to a particular community, but typically an average
from throughout a region of like-communities is use.

* The number of persons in the workforce in 2009 was 9,533 (ACS)

* Workers per household is 9,533 total workers / 5,777 households = 1.65

» Total Jobs in Gunnison County is 10,451 (State Demographer estimate for 2010)
» Number of jobs worked per person is 10,451 jobs / 9,533 workers = 1.1

7. Determine the number {usually a fraction) of Housing Units Needed
Multiply the Mitigation Rate by the Job Creation Rate for each size of house.

8. Calculate the Fee based on New House Size

Muttiply the number (usually a fraction) of Housing Units Needed (#7) by the Affordability Gap (#4) to
determine the FEE that needs to be assessed. The house size and job creation rate “jumps" at every
1,000 sq. ft., but Gunnison County has “smoothed” out these jumps by applying the per sq. ft. job
generation rate per 100 square feet. The new job generation rate per 100 square feet was obtained by

GUNNISON COUNTY WORKFORCE HOUSING LINKAGE FEES UPDATE

Introduction

RRC Associates of Boulder, CO was retained by Gunnison County to assist with an update to the
County’s workforce housing linkage fees. The fees, originally adopted in 2006, are levied on
qualifying commercial and residential construction.! The objective of the fees is to fund the
development of workforce housing, and thus help satisfy the employee housing demand
generated by new development.

It is recommended that the linkage fee rates be updated periodically in order to accurately
reflect changes in market conditions. This report walks through the key data inputs to the
linkage fees and incorporates more current data as available and warranted to update the fees.

Organization of the report

This report is divided into sections which address each of the data inputs to the workforce
housing linkage fees. Additionally, the final section of the report illustrates the resulting fee
levels under sample development scenarios, and includes comparisons to the existing fee
levels. The report sections address the following topics:

1. Commercial development job generation rates (i.e. jobs generated by occupants of
commercial space).

2. Residential development employee generation rates (i.e. full-time equivalent employees
associated with the maintenance and operations of residences).

3. Multiple job holding rates (to convert from jobs associated with commercial
development to employed persons).

4. Employees per household ratio (to convert the number of employees to households, i.e.
housing units demanded).

! Empirical support for the fees adopted in 2006 was provided by the report, “Gunnison County
Nexus/Proportionality Analysis for Commercial and Residential Linkage Fee Programs,” March 2006, Rees
Consulting / RRC Associates.
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5. “Affordability gap” per unit (i.e. the difference between what targeted households can
afford to pay and the market price for housing).

6. Supportable mitigation rate (based on the share of Gunnison County households
earning less than 80% of the area median income).

7. Resulting fee levels, with calculation examples and comparisons to current fees.

In addition to this written report, an Excel spreadsheet has been provided under separate cover
which can be used by the County to calculate commercial and residential workforce impact fees
under the existing and updated fee calculations.

1. Commercial development job generation rate

RRC Associates and Rees Consulting have conducted housing needs assessments and nexus
studies in mountain resort communities in Colorado, Idaho, and Wyoming. As part of these
studies, public- and private-sector employers have been surveyed concerning the number of
jobs they have and the amount of floor space they occupy. These surveys have been used to
compile a database of commercial job generation ratios, which are expressed as the number of
total jobs (full and part time combined, not FTE) per 1,000 square feet of space.

Based on results from 2,850 surveyed employers currently included in the database, the
median job generation rate is 3.3 jobs per 1,000 square feet of commercial space. This
calculation excludes outliers that are at least two standard deviations above or below the mean
job generation rate. This job generation rate is above the 2.9 jobs per 1,000 square feet that is
used in the current fee program, and reflects the inclusion of additional employers.

2. Residential development job generation rate

RRC Associates and Rees Consulting have conducted homeowner surveys at mountain resorts in
CO, ID and WY to understand the number and type of jobs associated with the maintenance
and operations of residential homes. These surveys have been used to compile a database on
residential job generation rates.

As documented in the 2006 Gunnison County Nexus Study and as shown in Table 2 to follow,
the number of full-time equivalent employees (FTEs) tends to rise in an exponential relationship
to the square footage of the home. The formula derived from this relationship is currently used
in Gunnison’s residential linkage fee program to estimate residential employment generation.

RRC ASSOCIATES 2
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Since the 2006 study, with the emergence and/or growth of Airbnb and other short-term rent-
by-owner platforms, there is reason to believe that employment requirements associated with
the operation and maintenance of residential homes has increased (e.g. via increased
housekeeping and property management services to homes rented short term). We do not
have data which accurately reflects the effect that such changes may have had in markets such
as Gunnison County. Absent a firm basis to make a change, we would recommend keeping the
residential job generation formula unchanged for homes up to 8,000 square feet in size, while
acknowledging that it may be conservative in light of this market shift.

For homes in excess of 8,000 square feet, we propose shifting to a linear employment
generation formula instead of the existing exponential formula, based on additional detailed
review of employment generation rates of homes in the database in excess of 8,000 square
feet. RRC has conducted a re-examination of employment generation for homes sized 8,000 —
10,000 square feet, as well as homes sized 10,000+ square feet, as part of this linkage fee
update. The proposed formula, illustrated in Table 3 below, results in more accurate, and more
moderate, estimates of employment generation for homes in excess of 8,000 square feet.

3. Multiple jobholding rate

The commercial job generation rate discussed above is used to calculate the number of jobs
(both full-time and part-time) generated by new development. To convert jobs into employees,
it is necessary to account for multiple jobholding, which tends to be prevalent in mountain
resort communities.

The county’s commercial linkage program currently utilizes a factor of 1.10 jobs per worker,
based on Gunnison County 2009/10 job and labor force counts, when the area was in the midst
of a recession. We would recommend using a more current factor of 1.24 jobs per worker,
based on a resident survey conducted as part of the 2016 Gunnison Valley Housing Needs
Assessment, when economic conditions were more robust. We believe the 1.24 jobs per
worker factor may be more representative of current conditions.

4. Employees per household

Employees often live together in family and unrelated roommate households. As such, the
number of employees generated by a project should be divided by the average number of
employees per household to convert to the number of households generated.

The county’s residential linkage fee program currently utilizes an employees per household
factor of 1.65, based on the results of a resident survey conducted in 2009 as part of the 2009
Gunnison County Housing Needs Assessment. The commercial linkage fee program uses a
factor of 1.60 employees per household (likely reflecting a subsequent calculation).

More recently, the 2016 Gunnison Valley Housing Needs Assessment found that there are 1.77
employees per unit on average in the Gunnison Valley portion of the county. This higher figure
likely reflects a combination of job growth since 2009 and an increasingly tight housing market,
which may be leading to increased crowding. It may also reflect a somewhat different
employment environment in the Gunnison Valley area as compared to the rest of the county.

Consideration has been given to continuing to use the 2009 figure of 1.65, as representing a
more desirable, less crowded housing condition, as well as a figure which applies countywide
(rather than in the Gunnison Valley specifically). However, for purposes of this update, the
2016 figure of 1.77 has been chosen for conservatism and because it is the most current
available factor.

5. Housing affordability gap

The difference between prevailing market prices and what targeted low-income households
can afford to pay for housing is the housing affordability gap.

RRC ASSOCIATES 4
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For purposes of calculating the affordable purchase price, Gunnison County’s linkage fee
programs benchmark to a two person household earning 50 percent of the Area Median
Income (AMI). Based on data from HUD, the income for this targeted household is currently
$28,500, up from $26,450 in 2012. The affordable monthly housing payment is assumed to be
30 percent of gross income, or $712.50. This payment can currently buy a home worth
$103,039, assuming 80 percent of the monthly housing payment goes to principal and interest
(20 percent to taxes and insurance), a 5 percent down payment, and a 30 year mortgage at an
interest rate of 5.73 percent (up from 4.5% in 2012).2 The affordable purchase price of
$103,039 is down from $110,291 in the current residential fee structure, with the cost of a
higher interest rate outweighing the benefit of higher income.

For purposes of calculating the market price, an average housing unit size of 850 square feet is
assumed, based on the County’s objective of producing a variety of housing units for multiple
types of households. This is multiplied by the current average market price of housing per
square foot of $270, which is the based on sales of single-family, condominium and townhome
units of up to 1,700 square feet in Gunnison County in 2017.3 This cost is up slightly from
$261/sqft in the current fee calculations.

The affordability gap, or the difference between the market cost and the affordable purchase
price, is calculated to be $126,461 currently, up from $111,559 in the current fee framework.

6. Supportable mitigation rate

The supportable mitigation rate is the maximum amount of employee housing demand
generated by new development that can be mitigated by the imposition of linkage fees. The
mitigation rate is equivalent to the share of households in Gunnison County which earn 80
percent of AMI or less, which is 43.5 percent in the current fee system (and rounded down to
40 percent for conservatism).

Using the most current available figures from HUD, a similar 44.7 percent of households earn
80 percent of AMI or less, which rounds down to an identical 40 percent.

7. Fee-in-lieu calculation examples

To determine the number of workforce housing units that commercial, residential or mixed-use
projects must produce, and the fee that can be charged in lieu of producing the units, the
following approach is used:

e The number of employees is calculated based on the size of the project by applying the
appropriate job generation formulas. (In the case of commercial development, the formula
outputs jobs, which must be converted to employees by dividing by average jobs per
employee.)

e The number of new employees is then divided by the average employees per household to
estimate the number of new households generated by the project.

e The housing mitigation rates, expressed in a percentage and approved by the Board of
County Commissioners, are applied to the total number of households generated to
determine the number of units required. The mitigation rate is currently 1% for commercial
development. For residential development, the mitigation rate is 5% for units 500-2,000
square feet in size, then rises at a linear rate to 40% for units which are 4,000 square feet,
and finally plateaus at 40% for units larger than 4,000 square feet.

e The fee-in-lieu is calculated by multiplying the units required by the affordability gap per
unit.
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Table 8 below illustrates fee-in-lieu calculations for a 1,000 square foot commercial or industrial
development. The current fee rate is $1,785 per 1,000 square feet of development, while the

proposed fee rate is $1,901 per 1,000 square feet.

COLORADO

RE: Ranchland conservation

The goal is “by December 31, 2018, Gunnison County will work with the ranching
community to expand the conserved private ranchland in the County by an additional
10,200 acres.” This is for the years 2013 — 2018 and we stand now at 13,369 acres
thanks to some large projects, notably the Trampe Ranch and several projects made
possible with federal dollars to protect Gunnison Sage-grouse habitat.

Below is information on how much land has been conserved and how much is not
conserved. The map below provides a big picture view of this question for the private
land in the County. Parcels less than 70 acres in size have generally been subdivided for
development, and properties with conservation easement have removed their
development
rights. This

The following two maps show the primary land use for private land around Crested
Butte and Gunnison. The primary land use type was determined by summing Assessor
values for each improvement type and choosing the type with the highest dollar
amount. However, properties greater than 70 acres with agriculture are counted as
agriculture even if the residential value is higher. The break at 70 acres is used because
Colorado law makes it relatively easy to subdivide a property into 35 acres parcels.

Residential parcels show where housing has been built, while vacant parcels are
properties that have been subdivided but where structures have not yet been built.
The vast majority of vacant properties are residential. Generally, agricultural areas
without a conservation easement can be subdivided for residential development,
however, the density of future development in the County is not defined and depends
upon the approval of the County Commissioners and Planning Commission.

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The table below provides the acreages and number of properties for the private land
shown in the maps above. The Crested Butte and Gunnison areas show surprisingly
similar numbers of residential acreage and number of properties. Gunnison however
has significantly less vacant acreage and number of properties.

The amount of land within existing conservation easements countywide is roughly 20%.
The amount of acreage in the conservation easement is a little higher in the Crested
Butte area versus the Gunnison area. There is also more land unprotected in the
Gunnison area.





The data for the last item in the table shows there is large amount of large agricultural
land that could be subdivided in comparison to what already has been subdivided
(residential plus vacant). This is especially true countywide (72%) but also for the

Crested Butte area (25%) and the Gunnison area (35%).

In addition to the existing lots shown in the above table, the towns have also committed
to projects that will create significant amounts of new units that are not reflected in the
above table. The City of Gunnison has committed to projects in Gunnison Rising and
West Gunnison that include 2,095 residential units. Also, Mt. Crested Butte has
approved the North Village and other developments that include 1,947 units. These
projects are likely to be revised by future developers and the number of units will
change, but it gives a good indicator of these towns’ willingness to approve new
developments that are roughly half the amount of the current housing in their towns.
Of course the speed of that growth will be influenced by local policies and national

economics.
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
