I included a minimum
amount of money in the Road & Bridge budget for 2017.

3. The 2018 budget will include $10,000 for engineering services to provide cost estimates for selected
projects. I do not anticipate any additional resources being available, so it will be included in the Road
& Bridge budget.

4. Resources needed to place a double lift of chip seal over a gravel road is $210,000 per mile (labor,

equipment and materials).

Resources needed to place two compacted inches of asphalt over a gravel road is $302,016 per mile.

6. If we chip seal we use our own equipment and labor which is a benefit to ISF-1. If we pave we would
hire a paving company and only provide trucks to haul to the paver, still a benefit to ISF-1, but not as
big. I personally think asphalt is the better way to go to reduce maintenance in the future.

7. Assuming the cost of paving two miles and chip sealing one mile per year the following resources would
be needed: in 2017 — 2020, $814,032 would be needed annually; in 2021, $604,032 to complete the
last two miles.

8. Based on the fact the plan has been adopted with the three year window the amounts would change to
the following: 2017 — 2019, $1,286,720 annually

B-3. In each year from 2017 to 2022, Gunnison County will achieve 10926 energy savings per
year on an operation, facility or service-delivery basis.

The renovation of the Family Services Center and the geothermal based HVAC system is the project
identified to achieve this goal for 2018 with measurements taken to verify performance in 2019. There
was no project undertaken in 2017; FSC was the targeted project but was delayed until a successful
grant in late in 2017. Potential future projects include: variable speed drives for Antelope pump station,
PV system for Courthouse, and HVAC retrofit at Blackstock.

B-4. By December 31, 2019, 26 fleet vehicles will have been converted to natural gas.

- We have 10 vehicles and 1 RTA bus on the road from 2017. We have received funding for a
grant to purchase 5 more light trucks in 2018, bringing the total County fleet vehicles to 16. RTA
has ordered 3 more buses as well for a total of 4. | plan to apply for another EIAF grant from
DOLA in August for another 5 vehicles and will confirm with Public Works which vehicles are up
for replacement.

- According to Dr. Chavez's “wells to wheels” analysis light trucks utilizing CNG emit 15% less
GHG’s than gasoline. RTA buses utilizing CNG and RNG emit 48% less GHG's.

- Our CNG contract price is approx. $0.82/ gallon equivalent less than current diesel prices.

Re: Effects of Inflow and Infiltration on the Gunnison Wastewater Treatment Plant.

Inflow and Infiltration (1&1) is when groundwater enters the collection system. Common causes of
this are separated pipe joints, broken sections of sewer lines, and submerged manholes. In other
cases, privately owned services laterals have the same issues. Cleanouts can be pulled out of the
service lateral during winter freezing. In the spring the groundwater inters the collections system
via the separated section.

The City of Gunnison Wastewater Treatment Plant has a rated capacity of 4.2 million gallons/day,
with a maxim allowance of 2.5 million gallons of 1&l. During the runoff season 1&I flows increase

dramatically due to high groundwater levels. Sewer flows jump from a winter average of 850,000
gallons/day to 2,100,000 gallons/day in the spring runoff period.

Every gallon of water that enters the collection lines must be treated at the Wastewater Treatment
Plant. This increased I&I flow takes up 1/3 of the plant’s treatment capacity during runoff season,
increasing treatment costs. A second oxidation ditch must be brought online to treat the increased
flow. Aeration of the oxidation ditches at the treatment plant is the costliest element of the
treatment process due to the large amount of electricity needed to run mechanical aerators.

The dilution of the sewage also effects the plant’s biological treatment process. In order to treat
wastewater via biological nutrient removal specific ratios of nutrients and carbon must be kept.
This dilution makes meeting discharge permit requirements difficult, and costlier. Violating the
discharge permit would result in CDPHE compliance schedules and possible fines.
