Rural Gas Gathering Lines: Regulatory Black Hole 
Fact Sheet 


 
Background 
• Gas gathering lines take natural gas from the wellhead to a transmission line or 


main.  
• Advances in hydraulic fracturing and increased production from individual wells 


and well pads have transformed these historically small, low-pressure pipelines into 
large-diameter, high-pressure behemoths. 


• There are an estimated 170,000 miles of gas gathering lines in the US. Less than 10% 
is subject to Pipeline Hazardous Material Safety Administration (PHMSA) or state-
equivalent regulations.  


• There are estimated 10,000 to 30,000 miles of gathering lines in Colorado, with less 
than 1,000 miles subject to Colorado Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) 
regulations. 


• Incident Rate on Regulated Infrastructure In Colorado: In 2017 there were over 200 
reported incidents involving water lines, flowlines, and regulated pipelines. 


 
What are Class 1 Rural Gas Gathering Lines?  
• Pipelines are regulated based on their class designation, which in turn are 


determined by “Class Location Units.” A Class Location Unit is defined as an 
onshore area extending 220 yards to either side of the centerline of any continuous 1-
mile length of pipeline. Based on that definition, a Class Location Unit is 80 acres in 
area. 


• Class 1 units have 10 or fewer buildings intended for human habitation per class 
unit. 


• This makes any mile of gathering line passing through an 80-acre area with 10 or 
fewer homes a Class 1 Gathering Line. 


 
Regulatory Framework 
• Federal Regulations: 


o PHMSA: exclusive jurisdiction for pipeline safety over all pipelines in the US. 
This authority can be delegated to states for any intrastate pipeline entirely within 
the state’s boundary if the state demonstrates ability to effectively administer 
pipeline safety regulations. 


o Bureau of Land Management (BLM) and United States Forest Service (USFS): 
authority to regulate the Right of Way (ROW) for pipelines on lands these 
agencies manage. These agencies currently consider Class 1 Gathering Lines 
“non-jurisdictional.” 


• State (Colorado):  
o CPUC: Colorado has been certified by PHMSA to take responsibility for 


regulatory, inspection, and enforcement of intrastate pipelines within their 
borders. CPUC regulations mirror PHMSA regulations almost exactly.

o Colorado Oil and Gas Conservation Commission (COGCC): COGCC regulates 
all pipelines directly related to production. This does not include gathering lines, 
as these are designated as a part of the “midstream” process by the oil and gas 
industry, and not related to production.  


• Local Authorities (Municipalities and Counties): 
o Counties can utilize their land use regulatory authority and police powers to 


protect human health, safety, and welfare.  
o These powers are limited by the doctrines of state and federal preemption. 


 
Regulatory Black Hole 
• Class 1 Rural Gas Gathering Lines are effectively unregulated. 
• Federal level:  


o PHMSA regulations exempt Class 1 gathering lines from virtually all pipeline 
safety regulations. (The only exception is that operators of Class 1 gathering lines 
must report any incident that requires evacuation or the closure of a road or 
railway.) PHMSA does not even maintain a map of these Class 1 gathering lines. 


o BLM and USFS consider these gathering lines “non-jurisdictional,” and do not 
consider them in their environmental analysis. These pipelines are often approved 
by default when these agencies approve individual natural gas development 
proposals without any issue-specific analysis. 


• State level: 
o CPUC regulations have the same Class 1 exemption as the PHMSA regulations. 
o COGCC has no jurisdiction over gathering lines. 


• Local level:  
o Counties and municipalities that choose to mitigate or prevent risks associated 


with unregulated gathering lines must rely on their police powers and land use 
authority. The doctrines of state and federal preemption make it challenging for 
local authorities to enact prescriptive pipeline safety regulations.  


 
Issues and risks related to Unregulated Class 1 Rural Gas Gathering Lines 
• As the incident rate on regulated infrastructure demonstrates, these pipelines are not 


failproof. 
• Occasionally, these failures are catastrophic: an improperly sealed flowline caused a 


fatal explosion in Firestone, CO in 2016, and other regulated oil and gas 
infrastructure has exploded in Colorado, West Virginia, and Illinois in the first half 
of 2018.  


• If regulated infrastructure can fail, it stands to reason that unregulated infrastructure 
can also fail, and likely at a higher rate. All pipelines leak at some point. Therefore, 
the more insidious environmental and human health risk comes from slow 
cumulative, incremental failures over time. 


• State and federal authorities have far too few inspectors to ensure compliance with 
state and federal regulations, and Class 1 Gathering Lines are not subject to any 
inspection authority.
