Presentation; Shady Island River Park Proposal:

Cathie Pagano, Director of Community and Economic Development was present for the discussion as well
Rachel Sabbato, Community and Economic Development Planner 1.

Margaret Loperfido, Principal Landscape Architect from Sprout Studio and Randy Sacket from SGM
Engineering presented the Shady Island River Park Master Plan. Margaret began the presentation by
explaining the project background and approach. She explained that the County purchased the 10.5 acres
of property in October 2017 with the intent being to provide new river access that will better support
growing community needs. Input from the community was greatly encouraged and welcomed throughout
the various stages of the design. Margaret outlined some of the many features incorporated within the
master plan including, but not limited to: the concrete boat ramp, walk-in tent camping areas, nature-play
obstacle courses and playground areas, picnic and pavilion areas and opportunities for fishing access.
Randy outlined the utility plan and discussed relevant engineering factors. The preliminary costs of the
project were also discussed. Questions and comments from the public were welcomed and addressed.
Public comment topics included pedestrian and bike access, recycling, and trash pick-up. Community
Development Director Pagano explained that because the parcel was previously plotted as a subdivision, it
will require a land use change permit which will be obtained through the Planning Commission Review
Process. There will be an opportunity for additional public comment and feedback at that time.

Shady Island Grants:

Cathie Pagano, Director of Community and Economic Development was present for the discussion. She
discussed various grants and potential funding approaches for the Shady Island project. She explained that
there may be an opportunity for a Local Parks and Outdoor Recreation grant through Great Outdoors
Colorado (GOCO) in an amount up to $350,000. The initial draft for the GOCO grant is due 10/18/18 with
the final document being due 12/1/18. Additional conversation ensued regarding other potential funding
opportunities for the Shady Island project. Project phasing was also discussed.

Support:

Community and Economic Development Director Cathie Pagano was present for the discussion. She
explained that Community Development is applying for the Community Planning Assistance for Wildfire
(CPAW) program and is requesting a letter of support from the BOCC.

A Community Approach to Upstream Suicide Prevention

Funds will be used to help train trainers in three suicide prevention programs, Applied
Suicide Intervention Skills Training (ASIST), safeTALK, and Question Persuade
Refer (QRP). The trainers will provide the skill-based trainings quarterly to
community members and professionals. To reach our Latino community, the QPR
trainer will be bilingual. Funds will be used to facilitate Education Dinners on risk
factors such as Adverse Childhood Experiences, Toxic Stress, and protective factors.
Lastly, funds will also be used to support campaign materials for Sources of Strength
(SOS), an upstream suicide prevention program that we are implementing as an
environmental strategy. The funds will help integrate the program into the community.

Behavioral Health was identified as one of the top three priorities trough the 2016
regional CHNA and the Gunnison Valley Health community health needs
assessment. Gunnison County adults indicated in 2014-2016 BRFSS data that 8.2%
have 14 or more poor mental health days in a 30 day period and 12% of adults have
been diagnosed with a depressive disorder. The ratio of mental health providers in
Gunnison is 480:1 while Colorado's is 330:1 (County Health Rankings). In 2017
Gunnison Police Department received 2174 calls related to mental health and
substance.

In recent years the county coroner data indicated that we have seen a steady
increase in deaths by suicide with 2015 having 3, 2016 jumping to 10, 2017 at 9, and
to date 2018 at 7 deaths. The majority of deaths were white males age 24 and older.
Toxicology reports indicate that in 36% of completed suicides alcohol was present
and in 27% marijuana was present. The data does not indicate if there was overlap.
Healthy Kids Colorado data shows there has been a steady increase of Gunnison
youth that report being sad or hopeless for 2 weeks in the past 12 months; 21.8% in
2015 to 26.8% in 2017 . Additionally in 2016 13.6% of Gunnison youth reported
considering suicide in the last 12 months, 2017 increased to 20.1%.

Through the implementation of this project we will strive to reduce death by suicides
and increase help seeking behaviors through education, resource sharing, and
stigma reduction related to suicide.

This project takes an environmental-upstream approach to suicide prevention. We
use the social ecological model as a framework to identify and implement strategies
that decrease risk factors and increase protective factors. We strive to break barriers
related to stigma reduction and access to resources through collaboration with
agencies in the private and public sector and the community. Using knowledge from
Rural Health literature and community data to guide our work we have identified our
community risk and protective factors and are implementing strategies that address
the uniqueness of our community. We have an understanding of what community
assets currently exist and have been working on awareness and relationship building
in order to best leverage those assets. We are implementing an innovative
environmental strategy by using the Sources of Strength program as a way to infect
the community with hope, help and strength — creating a contagion of positivity. We
believe these strategies are directly in-line with the mission of the Rocky Mountain
Health Foundation.

The coalition is taking an upstream approach to suicide prevention through the
three tiered strategic plan; media and stigma reduction, community education, and
provider education. Upstream efforts will begin with educational dinners for parents,
youth serving professionals, and community members about the health outcomes
and lifelong social and emotional impact of risk factors such as Adverse Childhood
Experiences (ACEs) and Toxic Stress. We will also address how to build protective
factors, the importance of connections with trusting adults and the SOS program, and
the impact of positive childhood experiences. Research has shown that ACEs are
linked to suicide attempts later in life and positive social connections are a key
protective factor. The coalition will collaborate with the Gunnison/Hinsdale Early
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Childhood Council, Gunnison County Substance Abuse Prevention Project
(GCSAPP), and the Gunnison Watershed RE1J School District to reach parents of
children prenatal through grade 12 to hold four educational dinners in the north and
south end of the valley for up to 80 individuals at each session.

In response to recent losses and an overwhelming request for suicide prevention
trainings, the health coalition intends to send local professionals to “train the trainer”
trainings for ASIST, safeTALK, and QPR. The trainings will be offered at three levels,
QPR for community members, safeTALK for community members and people in the
helping professions, and ASIST for professionals. All the trainings will be provided
quarterly. Local trainers will allow the coalition to provide sustainability and respond
quickly to the needs of the community. In addition, a bilingual individual will be
trained to facilitate QPR for Latino community. The coalition will partner with the
Gunnison County Multicultural Resource Office to reach this population. Being
informed by Rural Health literature, the coalition has incorporated a strategy into the
three-tiered approach is to equip “first responders” - bar tenders, hairdressers,
barbers, dispensaries, and liquor stores with skills through trainings to identify
community members in crisis and connect them to resources. Being informed by
data, our community sees the potential for these individuals to potentially be the first
to notice or respond when someone is in need. In addition to the quarterly offerings,
efforts will be made to facilitate trainings at targeted worksites.

The coalition supports the efforts of GCSAPP, Gunnison Watershed REJ1 School
District, and Western Colorado University in implementing SOS in our community,
which began in response to youth suicides. We define this an environmental strategy;
specifically targeting youth 9-25 and indirectly reaching community members. In the
past three years, SOS has been implemented at the Gunnison middle school and
high school and at Western Colorado University (which is the first University in
Colorado to be trained). SOS is an evidenced-based program that trains peer leaders
to promote help seeking behaviors and encourage help-seeking behaviors through
connections between peers and trusted adults. The coalition will help implement SOS
in the community through valley wide campaigns that spread the message of hope,
help, and strength. Campaigns aim to help individuals identify and rely on their
sources of strength and reach out for support. The funds allocated to SOS will be
utilized to help achieve this goal.

The overarching goal is to increase help seeking behaviors and to ultimately reduce
the number of deaths by suicide in Gunnison County.

To support this effort we will train local trainers in three levels of suicide prevention
trainings in order to increase awareness and education across multiple levels of the
community. Through the parent/community education sessions the coalition will
increase education on risk factors that may lead to suicide and signs of suicide.
Through education with parents, community members, and professionals, we can
increase understanding and knowledge of community resources in order to be
connectors for individuals in need. In addition, education will help spread awareness
and reduce stigma related to suicidal ideations, help seeking behaviors, and open
communication. We will aim to increase our reach to vulnerable populations through
training nontraditional partners such as bartenders and hairdressers. Sources of
Strength has already been implemented in Gunnison middle school, Gunnison high
school and Western State Colorado University. Additionally, we have begun
providing mini trainings on Sources of Strength to community organizations that
provide services to youth, the court system, physical health, and behavioral health.
The coalition will track the number of trainers trained, trainings offered and parent
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education dinners provided, number of individuals in attendance at trainings and
dinners, and the population served by attendees and/or work sector of attendees. We
will administer pre-post surveys in order to assess the effectiveness of the training
sessions.

By March 2019, the Health Coalition will have three people trained as trainers in
ASIST, SafeTALK, and QPR. This will be measured by certificates of completion.
One trainer will be bi-lingual and will be trained in QPR.

By December 2019, the Health Coalition will have hosted four QPR, ASIST and
SafeTALK trainings for Gunnison County community members. Sign-in sheets will be
collected in order to track the number of participants and we will collect the
appropriate evaluation forms for each training. We will also collect qualitative data
regarding the trainings.

By December 2019, the Health Coalition will have held four education dinners in
collaboration with the school district, the Early Childhood Council and GCSAPP to
educate.

SOS aims to train peer leaders to foster positive connections, and identify and rely on
their sources of strength. Sources of strength can include positive friends, mentors,
healthy activities, family, spirituality, and more. The university SOS peer leaders will
be responsible for creating and implementing three campaigns on campus and in the
community.

By December 2019, the Health Coalition will have helped with the integration of SOS
into the community. Campaigns will be implemented in March, May, and September.
GCSAPP will track this as part of their Communities that Care data.

The coalition is a collaboration of key partners with a shared vision to sustain a
stable and healthy community. Key partners for this specific effort include Gunnison
County Government, Gunnison Valley Hospital (GVH), Center for Mental Health
(CMH), law enforcement, Gunnison County Substance Abuse Prevention Project
(GCSAPP), Gunnison/Early Childhood Council (ECC), American Foundation for
Suicide Prevention Gunnison Chapter, Gunnison Valley Mentors, Gunnison
Watershed REJ1 School District, the City of Gunnison, Western Colorado University
(WCU), and local youth.

Collaboration with the agencies and groups listed above has allowed the Health and
Wellness subgroup of the coalition to use the social ecological model as a framework
for developing the three-tiered approach to upstream suicide prevention. Key
stakeholders help to share the media campaign, promote trainings to reach
community members, professionals, and non-traditional partners, and connect with
youth serving agencies and schools to support Sources of Strength. Having youth
engaged as part of this initiative plays an essential role in changing the social norms
of help seeking behaviors, which is at the heart of all of our strategies.

The Community Health Coalition of the Gunnison Valley and the Gunnison Hinsdale Early

Provide a brief description of the program or service:

The Community Health Coalition of the Gunnison Valley (Health Coalition) and the Gunnison
Hinsdale Early Childhood Council (GHECC) are teaming up to work on issues related to our
vulnerable populations, including youth and other priority populations.

The Community Health Coalition of the Gunnison Valley was formed in 2016, continuing the
work of the Health and Human Services Commission and the work of the One Valley Prosperity
Project (OVPP) health and social services Action Strategy. This broad, community-based
coalition works on three goal areas: Health and Wellness, Youth Positive Development, and
Basic Needs.

The Health Coalition is steered by a Leadership Team made up of agency representatives from
Health and Human Services, the Community Foundation, Juvenile Services, the Regional
Housing Authority and others. Each of the three goal area is led by a subgroup of individuals
and agency representatives, working collaboratively to address needs determined by the OVPP
process and the subgroup.

The Gunnison Hinsdale Early Childhood Council was brought to our community in July of 2007
by Gunnison County’s Department of Health and Human Services Department (DHHS) in order
to improve local early childhood services and educational opportunities for children by
increasing and sustaining the quality, accessibility, capacity, and affordability of services. The
overall goal is for all children to be successful at school, at work, and in the community.

The GHECC and Health Coalition are requesting funding to help support our efforts to increase
access to affordable quality care and education, increase awareness around the issues facing early
childhood care and education programs in Gunnison, and increase collaboration among
organizations that are part of the Health Coalition of the Gunnison Valley in Gunnison County.

A portion of the funding requested would be put towards hours served by an AmeriCorp
volunteer working 12-16 hours per week with the Gunnison-Hinsdale Early Childhood Council
and Health Coalition of the Gunnison Valley. The AmeriCorps Volunteer and GHECC staff
would be responsible for assisting the GHECC and Health Coalition with the following tasks:





e Family Friend and Neighbor (FFN) early childhood caregiver trainings and pre-licensing
trainings for individuals currently providing care and those interested in becoming
licensed child care providers in our area (including Spanish speaking providers)

e Community Education presentations to many organizations in Gunnison County on early
childhood care and education issues facing families and providers in the area

e Social media and newspaper advertisements/messages on importance of quality early
childhood care and education

e Planning of the Nurturing the Young Child Conference

o Coordinating Health Coalition meetings as needed

populations using Health and Wellness Guide

Should the funding for this service not be approved the GHECC and Health Coalition would
have difficulty securing an AmeriCorp volunteer dedicated to this effort. The GHECC and
Health Coalition would continue the work outlined in the program description, but with a limited
amount of staff hours dedicated specifically to this effort. This would slow down and limit the
progress on outcomes related to early childhood access.

In July of 2019 the Gunnison Hinsdale Early Childhood Council will be receiving less funding
for staff time to address these issues, based on a new formula which reduces most rural areas
state funding for early childhood councils. This grant would help us maintain the momentum of
recent efforts to address our early childhood access crisis.

The GHECC believes that it is critical to work on this initiative at an increased rate as we are
seeing more and more families struggle to find quality, trusted care for their young children.

Having an AmeriCorp volunteer with time specifically dedicated to this effort will play a crucial
role in growing awareness and helping these families to gain access to care.

Gunnison thrives when our kids thrive because they are our future workforce, leaders and

Gunnison County — Community of Excellence

The Gunnison County Interagency Oversight Group (IOG) will be the overseeing collaborative
body of the Communities of Excellence: Statewide System of Care Expansion and Sustainability
grant. The Administrative Committee comprised of Gunnison County IOG members, staff
members, and family members will report regularly to the Gunnison County Interagency
Oversight Group (I0G). Gunnison/Hinsdale County Department of Health and Human Services
will remain as the fiscal agent.

Personnel Expenses:

HB 1451 Coordinator — The Community of Excellence expansion and sustainability
efforts will be overseen and coordinated by the existing HB 1451 Coordinator utilizing
approximately 5 hours per week for 12 months in the third year. This time will be spent
overseeing the family support partner, wraparound facilitator and IOG ongoing
implementation of the strategic plan efforts. This time will also be utilized to work with
the evaluator, collect needed data, and participate in the needs assessment, grant kick off,
and monthly state led meetings.

Family Support Partner— 50% of this .50 FTE (20 hours per week) position are grant
funds requested and 50% will be matched through HB 1451 incentive funds. Position
funding will support Community of Excellence plan implementation, family engagement
and participation in High Fidelity Wraparound meetings.

Wraparound Facilitator — this position will be supported at 38% by grant funds, 62%
through HB 1451 incentive funds. The .50 FTE (20 hours per week) facilitator will be
dedicated to the Community of Excellence implementation and target population.

Contractual Services:

Funds being requested in Other Professional Services category will be used for
community based services for youth and families engaged in High Fidelity Wraparound
services. Funds may also be used for community trainings supporting the values of
system of care if not otherwise covered by the state technical assistance. In addition,
funds in this category may be used for the cash match requirement for the Youth Peer
Support Specialist if awarded through the AmeriCorps program.

Match in this direct service area may be provided by SB 94, Probation Offender
Treatment Dollars, DHS Core Services, or other as appropriate based on the system
involvement and need of the youth and/or family, therefore, not documented in detail
within the budget.

High Fidelity Wraparound Coaching will be provided through a professional services
agreement with Hilltop Youth Services. An agreement outlining monthly support by
certified coaches is in place.

Other (Operating, Travel and Equipment)
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¢ Funds being requested in these areas will support the overall implementation of our
COACT project as a Community of Excellence, specifically supporting the daily
functions of the High Fidelity Wraparound facilitator and Family Advocate serving the
SED youth population and their families. Included is office supplies, postage,
photocopies, telephone, and computer services.

* Funds being requested for travel are the estimated cost for travel to the annual grant
meeting in the Denver area and participation in the regional High Fidelity Wraparound
peer support and group coaching meetings. Any leftover funds in this category will go
toward travel to Wraparound Networking events on the western slope and travel to
Montrose for face to face coaching.

e Additionally, flex for families may include, but not limited to emergency needs on a
limited basis, recreation/art/prosocial activity fees for youth and incentives.

The total project cost for year 3 is $137,635. 64% or $87,661 in cash is being matched through
HB 1451 Incentive funds. 36% or $ $49,973.88 are grant funds requested.

We anticipate serving 10 youth and their families with High Fidelity Wraparound and engaged
for a minimum of 6 months, with an average of 12 months or more in years one and two.
Therefore grant funds being requested average $5000 per anticipated family being served.

1. Current Programs:
Avalanche Awareness Night is scheduled for November 15t at the Crested Butte
Community School. Program partners include Ben Pritchett from the Backcountry
Colorado presenting on safe country travel, CBMR Ski Patrol and the avalanche dog
and talking about mountain safety, Crested Butte Search and Rescue sharing what
they provide to the community, and Crested Butte Avalanche Awareness Center
sharing about out to use the CBAC forecasting before going into the backcountry. In
addition, there will be a ticketed give away and pizzas to encourage attendance. This
program is open to all Choice Pass holders and their families. Annually, there are an
estimated 80 participants at the presentation. Parents are encouraged to attend as
well. Similar numbers are anticipated this year.

Sunday Sessions is a program launched in 2016. The intention is give to youth the
opportunity to ski with the peers and parents. All Choice Pass holders (about 600
youth in the program) get two free lessons with their CMPR ski pass; rarely do they
take advantage of this benefit. Choice Pass collaborated with CBMR Ski School and
picked three Sundays throughout the ski season - beginner, intermediate, and
advanced. This is advertised as a “free ski/ride” instead of “lesson”. However, have
two CMPR instructors ride with the group to offer instruction. Afterwards, we
gather at the Brown Lab for pizza. Last year, 5 and 10 participants attended each ski
day. Sunday Sessions are open to all 6th-12th graders participating in Choice Pass.
This year we are encouraging parents/caregivers to attend with their child. We
expect to see higher numbers with youth and parent participation.

Irwin Avalanche Course is a two-day course in which participants are trained in
avalanche safety, snow science, route finding, backcountry etiquette, and proper use
of avalanche gear (beacon, shovel, and probe). This course takes place in and out of
classroom with an actual backcountry ski on day two. The course intention to
engage our high school population and offer skill-based opportunities. We accept
Choice Pass students aged 14-18 years old who attended Avalanche Awareness
Night. The past two year we have had an estimated 20 participants. The max the
program can accept is 28. If there are open spots, parents/caregivers will be
encouraged to attend.

The Backcountry Ski Program is specifically for youth who have completed the
Avalanche Awareness Night and Irwin Avalanche Course. Ben Pritchett offers this
opportunity though Backcountry Colorado. The program launched in 2016. The
group is limited to 6 youth. We meet our guide, Ben Pritchett, at 8am at a coffee
shop to look at the avalanche forecast and maps to determine what will be a fun and
safe day in the backcountry. Ben is an excellent teacher and takes his time
explaining the details of route assessment at a level appropriate for our age group.
The youth practice breaking trail and assessing snowpack. This is another





opportunity to engage our highs school students, and is only open to students 14-18
years old. In previous years, we aimed to run 4-5 backcountry ski days. Last year
was a challenge with the limited snow. This year we will run 4 days with 6
participants. If there are open spots parents/caregivers are encourage to attend.

Outdoor Youth Leadership Program is an amazing week long guide training
program every June with Irwin Guides. Youth are trained in stand-up paddle
boarding, rafting, duckies, rock climbing, mountaineering, and a snow climb summit
day. In addition, youth earn their Wilderness First Aid certification. Other topics
covered are leave no trace ethics, group dynamics and expedition behavior, and
campcraft. This is another skill-based opportunity for high school students aged 14-
18. The program allows for 8 participants. In previous years we have filled the
program and intend to fill it this year.

Choice Pass Scholarship Program intends to subsidize or pay for fee related to
any positive activity. The Choice Pass Committee reviews scholarship applications
blindly. Requests often are for the CMBR Ski Pass, Rec Center, West Elk Hockey
Association, and the Crested Butte Dance Collective.

Summer Kick Off Celebration takes place the first day the lifts open in June. All
Choice Pass youth get a free wristband to ride the lifts and use the adventure park.
There is a BBQ for $10 and a ticketed give away. We encourage families to attend. In
the past tickets for lift access have been $22 for the day for families. Annually, an
estimated 70 youth have attended the event.

Summer Experiences

. Pipeline:

The goal of Choice Pass is to offer students 6th-12th grade healthy incentives to
remain substance free. When looking at our enrollment we see fewer high school
students participating in Choice Pass than middle school. We offer programming for
both, but engaging our high school population was a driving force in some of our
program designs. What we have found from student feedback is that high school
students want leadership and skill-based opportunities.

Sunday Sessions reaches all Choice Pass students of all abilities. With that being
said, we did see more attendance of middle school students. This program reaches
Gunnison students or newer Crested Butte students who did not grow up skiing.
This is an opportunity for youth from both ends of the valley to ski together, learn
skills, explore new terrain, and develop positive friendships with youth and adults.
Youth who have a friend or parent to ski with are more inclined to continue to
pursue the sport. CMPR Ski School send a qualified instructor to guide the day





through this youth felt more confident having instructors there to offer guidance
and encouragement.

The Irwin Avalanche Course is step two in educating the youth about avalanche
safety. This is a prerequisite before they can earn their Avalanche 1 certification.
This year we are opening any spots not fill by youth to parents/caregivers. Youth
are going to explore the backcountry with a parent, therefore by learning about
avalanche safety together this program can help foster the connect between youth
and parent. This program is an opportunity for families to share their passion for
the mountains together and learn from qualified guides.

Backcountry Ski Days is an opportunity to put knowledge learned in the avalanche
course to the test. The students get to help pick where we ski for the day, and our
ascent route. There is a great comradery that develops within the group on these
days. The students share the struggle of skinning up a snow-covered mountain.
Then lunch while basking in the beauty of the Colorado Rockies. And finally, the
glory of untracked powder back to the valley floor. Seeing the rosy-cheeked
students gush about their day when their parents pick them up is as rewarding as
the ski itself.

. Program or Project:

Choice Pass is a grant-funded program. While, we have funding to offer some of the
pogroms listed above we cannot cover all associated costs with the programs. The
nature of snow sports make them more expensive the others to offer. Sunday Ski
sessions offers an opportunity for students to use the biggest perk of all, a seasons
pass to ski. It connects new skier/snowboarders to peers of a similar level, allows
experienced skiers to explore new terrain, and provides professional instruction.
The Irwin Avalanche Course gives youth and parents the opportunity to learn skills
for safe backcountry travel in our community through legendary guides. The
Backcountry Ski Days provide youth the opportunity to review forecasts, plan a
route, and get to ski powder lines in our back yard. Guides help frame backcountry
travel through a safety lens, giving youth and parents the practice to apply to their
own backcountry ski days.

. Communication:

We start our communication with our annual enrollment nights that occur every
fall, we offer 5 enrollment nights. The programs were promoted on the perks list
and at the Choice Pass table. The Choice Pass website and Facebook page allow for
media promotion of all program offerings. Email blasts are sent to parents and
youth about upcoming programming. In addition, the schools help promote
programs through email and school bulletins. Lastly, GCSAPP has monthly space for
advertising in the papers so programs will be promoted there as well.





5. Coaching and Staff:
GCSAPP Youth Programming Coordinator - I attended Western Washington
University and received a Bachelor’s of Science in Community Health 2013. [ have
worked in the non-profit and public sector doing health prevention and education
work with youth and adults. [ have been a skier my whole life and in my 20s became
a backcountry skier. [ have my AIARE Avalanche 1 Certification.

Colorado Backcountry - Ben Pritchett “has served as the Program Director for the
American Institute for Avalanche Research and Education (2002-2017) and also the
Education Coordinator for the Colorado Avalanche Information Center (2006-2012).
Ben holds an AMGA Ski Guide certification, and owns his own guide service -
Colorado Backcountry. He is a professional member of the American Avalanche
Association and AAA Certified Avalanche Instructor. He serves as an AIARE
Education Committee member and is qualified as an AIARE Recreational and
Professional Course Leader, and Instructor Trainer.” CBAC Website

Irwin Guides and CBMR SKki School - The guides and instructors that Irwin Guides
and Crested Butte Mountain Resort have provided have been nothing short of
exemplary. All the youth participating in the Choice Pass program have signed a
pledge to be substance free and make healthy choices. If we receive information that
a youth has broken their pledge I set up a meeting with the family to discuss the
situation, and create a plan to help the youth make better decisions in the future.

6. Accessibility and Promotion:
Choice Pass is open to all 6th-12th grade students, this year we have over 600 youth
enrolled. We ask youth to be substance free and make healthy choices. Our
programs and discounts are an incentive for them to uphold their commitment. Due
to the nature of some of our programs we are limited how many people we can
serve in a day. A backcountry ski party of six youth and two adults is already quite
large in avalanche terrain. The programs are limited for either financial reasons or
safety. We encourage all students to participate. The promotion technique is email
blasts and registration during Avalanche Night. There is no discrimination between
males and females.

7. Leadership and Structure:
Choice Pass falls under the umbrella of the Gunnison County Substance Abuse
Prevention Project (GCSAPP). Kari Commerford is the director of GCSAPP. I am the
youth programming coordinator for the Choice Pass. Choice Pass has a committee of
12 community members who govern the program decisions, scholarships, and
fundraising. We meet monthly to review the program and address any upcoming





needs. We collaborate with a variety of upstanding community agencies who
graciously support the Choice Pass program.

8. Marketing:
We will work with the Snowsports Foundation to include their logo and make any
other promotion information available on our website and social media accounts.
CBSF will be listed on our “partners” page of the website.

9. Recognition:
We will recognize CBSF’s financial support on our emails associated with funded
programs, on program promotion, social media promotion, and the website. “This
Program is Supported/Sponsored by the Crested Butte Snowsports Foundation”.

10.0ther Support:
The Choice Pass programming aligns the vison of the CBSF. We strive to provide
youth with healthy activities with a focus on snow sports. We work hard to secure
funding to provide subsidies and scholarships for youth in our community to access
healthy activities.

11.The Ask:
The goal of this program is to provide youth with healthy activities. As you are
aware, most snow sports expensive. Choice Pass aims to subsidize the programs
outlined above to help make them attainable to all families.

$200 for the food cost at the Brown Lab after Sunday Sessions. We have 3 days with
about 10-12 youth per day for pizza/drinks.

$980- for the avalanche course. Irwin charges $115 per youth. Parents pay $80,
Choice Pass subsidizes $35.

The shared youth space (Gunny Hangouts) is a collaborative effort
between the City of Gunnison, Gunnison County (GCSAPP) the
RE1-J school district and local businesses to create spaces in the
community for our youth so that they will have safe spaces to be, have
more connections to positive adults and increase feelings
connectedness with our community.

The Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program is a pre-file intervention for eligible youth ages 10-17 in legal trouble referred by the District Attorney to prevent
involvement in the Juvenile Justice system. The program emphasizes that the youth take accountability and responsibility for their actions while at the same time helping
to ensure public safety. The program includes services such as case management, community service, restitution, drug testing, mentoring and tutoring and if issues are
identified through mental health/substance abuse screenings, referrals to outside resources for treatment may be made. If appropriate, individual cases will be referred to
a Restorative Justice process to repair harm and make amends to victims.

16. Problem Statement

The problem that this project will address is that of preventing juveniles from entering, or moving further into, the juvenile justice system. Youth involved in the juvenile
justice system become at risk for developing deeper problems or even transferring to the adult criminal justice system. According to the report from the Annie E. Casey
Foundation, “one of the groups of adolescents at greatest risk of failing to make successful transitions to adulthood are delinquent youth who end up in the deep end of
the juvenile justice system, in its detention centers and other locked institutions”. This report goes on to say that “after lengthy involvement in the juvenile justice system,
these kids will suffer lifetimes of low educational achievement and marginal attachment to the labor force. Society will pay vast sums to incarcerate many of them and to
treat others. The consequences of pulling youth deeply into the juvenile justice system, therefore, are dire and intergenerational.”

Gunnison County does not on average see large numbers of youth charged with violent crimes or serious felony offenses. What is seen is that those youth that have
charges filed have substantial family, economic, academic, substance use and emotional issues that require intervention from all agencies involved. Therefore, it is critical
to try and intervene with these juveniles and their families before they get to the point where the only option is filing a petition in District Court. Juvenile arrest rates in
Gunnison County have remained static over the most recent years and it is probable this is due in part to Gunnison County and the State of Colorado's commitment to
embrace and support youth prevention and intervention programming such as Juvenile Diversion. The CBI lists the juvenile crime rate in the city of Gunnison at 29 reported
juvenile arrests in 2016, 28 in 2015 and 21 in 2014 and includes offenses in burglary, assault, larceny, fraud, vandalism, drug violations, disorderly conduct and liquor law
violations. Although the juvenile crime rate may be static, there is an apparent increase in other risk factors such as economic disparity, child abuse and neglect and
substance use. The poverty rate in Gunnison is 13.8% compared to 10.3% in the state and Gunnison County has a higher cost of living (ranked 108 as compared to 100
for the United States- BestPlaces.net). Youth in the juvenile justice system are also more likely to have mental health issues, substance abuse, and other co-occurring
disorders than youth in the general population (Huizinga & Jakob-Chen, 1998). The National Center for Mental Health and Juvenile Justice estimates that as many as 65%
of youth in the juvenile justice system have diagnosable mental illnesses and 20% have serious mental illnesses.

Gunnison County is not immune to juvenile crime and the problems and struggles affecting all communities. In prior years the ASPIRE Standard Indicators Database -
ranked Gunnison County 2nd among all frontier counties for Juvenile Delinquency Drug Filing Rate; 3rd among all frontier counties for Juvenile Drug-related Arrests Rate;
and 4th among all frontier counties for Juvenile Alcohol Related Arrests Rate. Since 2014, we are now also dealing with the legalization of marijuana for adults in Colorado
which could be effecting a lower youth perception of risk to use which has historically been followed with an increase in use. A 2016 Healthy Kids survey indicated that
Gunnison youth perceive less risk in using marijuana and we expect this ‘less perceived risk’ to continue to rise. Another issue coming to the forefront is the uptick in use
of vaping products by adolescents as vaping is also perceived as not harmful by youth.

The Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program is uniquely qualified to impact this problem as it has a long standing history of successfully working with juveniles and
helping to keep them from further penetrating the juvenile justice system. The Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program embraces The Eight Principles for Effective
Interventions to include assessing for risk/needs; enhancing intrinsic motivation; targeting intervention; skill training; increasing positive reinforcement; engaging with
community support; measuring processes and providing feedback of these measures. For over 30 years Juvenile Diversion has been the only early intervention program
for first time offenders of its kind in the County. During these years Gunnison County Juvenile Services has expanded to now include a continuum of prevention through
intervention services embracing a mission of helping youth and families to be successful in all areas of their lives while promoting community safety and accountability.

The Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program works to divert first-time, non-violent juvenile offenders from the traditional court system into a skills based program that
emphasizes positive youth development. We believe that future re-offense can be prevented if juvenile offenders take accountability and responsibility for their actions and
learn new ways of thinking. This philosophy is based upon the belief that a youth can learn from mistakes and with support can change habits and learn new life skills.
The approach of the Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program has been and always will be to look at the total child, not just the offense. The supervision approach is
somewhat different with each client as each youth is looked at individually and appropriate services are established depending on age, cognitive abilities, parental support
etc. Focus is on fostering youth’s skills and competency in areas such as family relationships, school issues, decision making, future goals i.e. college and/employment,
use of pro-social free-time activities and connection to community. Referrals can be made to the school attendance advocate to meet with the client to discuss a targeted
school intervention plan. Mentoring is often accessed to work on skills such as communication with parents, academic improvement, independent living such as learning
to budget and future orientation plans such as jobs and/or college. Treatment approaches may include referrals to outside agencies for services such as mentoring,
mental health counseling, substance use education and treatment. Under the umbrella of Juvenile Services referrals will also be considered for the HB1451 Collaborative
Management Program (CMP) Family Advocacy and Support Team (FAST) to assess for appropriate multi-system services and coordination of efforts including the
evidence-based model High Fidelity Wraparound.

In Gunnison County the referral source begins with law enforcement citing a juvenile into District Court for some type of criminal violation. The charges are misdemeanor
and/or felony in type but could include Marijuana Possession and other petty type offenses that are summonses into District Court with the

possibility of these being filed in District Court. The District Attorney reviews these juvenile cases before court each week at a juvenile team meeting that includes the
District Attorney, the Juvenile Diversion Director, the HB1451 Coordinator, a DHS Child Welfare Manager and the Juvenile Probation Officer to determine the most
appropriate course for each case and makes the ultimate decision on the referral to Juvenile Diversion. All appropriate first-time and sometimes second time non-violent
cases are assessed for potential acceptance into the Juvenile Diversion program pre-file, with the majority of the youth reviewed being referred. The Juvenile Diversion
Director then contacts the parents and/or guardians and the youth involved to set up a meeting before Court to explain the referral and the specifics of the Juvenile
Diversion program and answer any questions or concerns. If the parents and/or guardians agree with the referral made by the District Attorney, they advise the District
Court Judge of this agreement and an appointment is then made with the Juvenile Diversion office. At this point in time, no charges have been filed on and no records kept
on the youth and the court process would be terminated.

The acceptance criteria for referrals into the program are youth ages 10-17 with misdemeanor and/or felony charges at the pre-filing stage of the court process as an
alternative to the filing of a petition. Petty offenses will be considered if this diverts the youth from a District Court filing. The acceptance restrictions would be that the
youth not have prior charges or program participation unless there has been considerable time between offenses or the charge is minor by definition. The juvenile must
admit guilt and take responsibility for their action and this admission is part of the signed agreement.

The Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program strives to utilize the four general principles of effective programs listed in the Juvenile Diversion Literature Review that
include: systematic and standardized screening and assessment of youth; reduced penetration into the juvenile justice system; use of holistic, family centered
interventions; and development and use of a wide network of community-based services (Cocozza et al. 938; Dembo et al., “Arbitration” 29).The specific services provided
include the intake and coordination and case management of the entire process from beginning to end. At the initial meeting with the juvenile and parents a contract is
signed outlining the specific requirements the juvenile will need to complete to successfully terminate from the program. The methodology with all referred juveniles starts
with assessment. Through the intake process, informal assessment information is gathered on all aspects of a young person’s life to include family, school, peers and






interests. Motivational interviewing, an evidenced-based goal directed counseling style to help elicit change is utilized in this assessment and in all sessions. This helps
to not only gain factual information but also begin to build a relationship with the youth and find subtle ways to encourage hope for a successful future. This process helps
the youth in identifying strengths and talents that can be built upon as they design and start to work towards goals. Assistance is given towards identifying how to change
behavior through cognitive-behavioral strategies and working with families to encourage their involvement. The intent of the case management plan is to identify and begin
work on a targeted intervention of risk factors while the protective factors identified become the building blocks of an action plan.

Supervision is one of the identified approaches that is proving to make an impact on risky behavioral intentions in Juvenile Diversion programs (OMNI Institute Statewide
Evaluation of the DCJ Juvenile Diversion program). Supervision is implemented in the program not just through case management but in all areas of the youth's
involvement through school, mentors, wraparound teams and treatment providers. Other identified approaches that are proving effective are screening and assessment,
accountability and competency services and counseling. Besides the informal screening through the intake, formal screening also takes place at initial sessions in house
and includes the youth taking the MAYSI-2 and SUS-1a to help identify mental health and substance use risk factors. After the MAYSI-2 and SUS-1a are scored, if any
areas of concern are identified, referrals for counseling and/or treatment are discussed with the youth and parent(s) for intervention and support.

Accountability methods for the youth include such things as performing community service, paying victim restitution, and restorative justice involvement to include
practices such as victim impact conferencing and victim offender mediation. Most juveniles are on contract for 6-9 months or longer if needed with weekly sessions
initially and later if things are going well the sessions could be twice a month with weekly check-ins. If all has been successfully completed a termination session is held
with the youth and parents to outline what they have learned and process and celebrate their success. Through the funding from DCJ/Juvenile Diversion grant the
Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program anticipates working with approximately 22 youth at a cost of $1590/youth. If appropriate, individual cases will be referred to a
Restorative Justice process to repair harm and make amends to victims.

The Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program uses a graduated sanctions model by determining if a situation warrants increased or decreased sanctions. For minor
infractions a youth may be allowed to stay in the Juvenile Diversion program with added sanctions and/or interventions that include; additional community service,
counseling, referrals to HB1451, System of Care, High Fidelity Wraparound, and extended supervision. Sanctions applied for a youth that continues to offend is the
possible filing of charges by the District Attorney and a referral back to District Court.

Should the youth fail to successfully complete the Juvenile Diversion program, a referral back to the District Attorney’s office will be made for the re-filing of the original
charges. If the youth has re-offended while in the program, the new charges and the original charges will be brought back before the District Court by the District Attorney
for consideration of charges being filed. These youth will be closed out as unsuccessful participants in the Juvenile Diversion program.

Successful completion is determined by the youth meeting and completing all requirements of the Juvenile Diversion contract, which includes no recidivism. All charges
at this point have been dropped and no further legal action is taken.

Gunnison County Juvenile Services is a County run program in the community that includes a continuum of prevention and intervention services for youth and their
families. These services include the Gunnison County Substance Abuse Prevention Project, the HB 1451 Family Advocacy and Support Team, a Plus Mentoring program
and the Juvenile Diversion and SB 94 services. Juvenile Diversion was the first effort in this continuum of services in Gunnison County and has been up and running in for
over 30 years. Over the years there has been an expansion of programs and services to meet the different needs of the community.

Gunnison County Juvenile Services has a multitude of experience with not only Juvenile Diversion grants over the past years but also in managing numerous other state
and federal grants. In the past couple of years we have managed a large 10 year DFC substance abuse grant, the HB1451 CMP grant, a Juvenile Assistance Grant and
the Division of Criminal Justice Juvenile Diversion grant.The Director of the Juvenile Services Department, Janet Reinman, is the identified staff to be paid from these grant
funds. Janet has a Masters in Counseling and has been the Director of the Juvenile Diversion program for the past 30 plus years.

The collaboration between the District Attorney's Office and the Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program has been and continues to be a vital and important piece in
the process of serving juvenile justice youth and their families. The main reason this program is based in the County versus the District Attorney's offices is historical in
nature, as this developed more than 30 years ago and has worked well this way in our communities. As Juvenile Services also includes the HB1451 program, our local
Gunnison County substance abuse prevention program and a mentoring program for at-risk youth, the collaboration between the District Attorney and all juvenile services
exceeds the norm. In Gunnison County the referral source begins with law enforcement citing a juvenile into District Court for some type of criminal violation. The District
Attorney reviews these juvenile cases before court each week at a juvenile team meeting that includes the District Attorney, the Juvenile Diversion Director, the HB1451
Coordinator and the Juvenile Probation Officer to determine the most appropriate course for each case and makes the ultimate decision on the referral to Juvenile
Diversion. All appropriate first-time and sometimes second-time non-violent cases are assessed for potential acceptance into the Juvenile Diversion program pre-file, with
the majority of the youth reviewed being referred. The Juvenile Diversion Director then contacts the parents and/or guardians and the youth involved to set up a meeting
before Court to explain the referral and the specifics of the Juvenile Diversion program and answer any questions or concerns. If the parents and/or guardians agree with
the referral made by the District Attorney, they advise the District Court Judge of this agreement and an appointment is then made with the Juvenile Diversion office. At
this point in time, no charges have been filed on and no

records kept on the youth and the court process would be terminated

The Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program has been in existence in Gunnison County for more than 30 years and collaboration with other youth serving agencies
and organizations and planning groups has always been a part of the history of the success. Over the years the Juvenile Diversion program was expanded to encompass
other community needs as it was the only youth serving organization of it's kind. Therefore, SB94 came under the umbrella of Juvenile Diversion approximately 15 years
ago and the office was renamed Gunnison County Juvenile Services to better reflect the mission.

Gunnison County Juvenile Services was one of the main players involved in the formation of our local HB1451 project and now is the umbrella for this program as well and
the program coordinator is located in the Juvenile Services office. Identified youth and families now have access to the HB1451 Family Advocacy and

Support team which allows for facilitation of a family team to coordinate and help access resources and if needed provide a wraparound team. Recently we became
involved in 2 efforts to increase our collaboration and efficiency with this population. We have been using the evidenced based Crossover Youth

Practice Model program through Georgetown University when we have youth working in both the DHHS and Juvenile Justice systems. We also continue our work in the
Community's of Excellence System of Care grant through the State of Colorado. This project is now in the third year of implementation and we have 1 part-time Family
Advocate and a High-Fidelity Wraparound Facilitator currently working with families. The System of Care works to identify youth with mental health needs and access
treatment and we are jointly coordinating this effort locally with the Center for Mental Health. Through both of these projects we have regular contact and on-site trainings
and consultations with the leaders in these fields. Juvenile Diversion is also a part of the community's Health Coalition which meets every other month and comprises
agencies such as health, social services, recreation, extension office, schools, job training programs, civic groups, business representatives, churches, non-profits,
foundations and others. This allows for all involved to share what is happening in all areas and allows for supports and partnerships to begin or continue.

Gunnison County continues to be a strong advocate and supporter of the Juvenile Diversion and Juvenile Services program. The Gunnison County Board of County
Commissioners and County Manager supported the expansion into the enhanced model of Juvenile Services to provide a continuum of prevention and intervention services
for youth and their families. This expansion continues to develop as needs arise such as our collaboration with the Department of Human Services to run the HB1451
effort. Gunnison County has provided the majority of the funding needed for the Juvenile Diversion program over the years and is well aware of the potential cost savings to
the community tax payers if we are able to divert youth out of the juvenile justice system. The DCJ grant funding is integral to the program and reductions in staff hours
and services would be considered if funding were lessoned.

The goal of youth in the Juvenile Diversion program not moving further into the Juvenile Justice system by providing a program to juveniles in lieu of Juvenile Court is being
met at this time. The impact allows for juveniles to be diverted from the justice system to address family, substance abuse and mental health concerns in a community
setting while at the same time being accountable and responsible for their wrongdoing. During the first half of FY 2018-19 6 referrals have been made to date, this is on
track to serve 22 youth for this new grant year. Diversion contracts are signed by the youth and parent(s) outlining program requirements. Individual needs and goals are
established after intake and screenings are completed and evaluated. Additional outside resources may also be recommended i.e. counseling, and included in the
contracts as indicated. During grant year 2017-18, 14 youth were referred and 90% successfully completed their program. Services included case management,
screenings for mental health and substance abuse issues, life skills sessions, drug and alcohol education, restorative justice and restitution for victims if appropriate, and
outside resource referrals if needed. Youth were given skills for better decision making, academic achievement and for gaining and maintaining employment. A
coordinated effort across multiple systems is provided to support youth in making healthy lifestyles to encourage the sustainability of law-abiding, pro-social behavior. For
youth outcomes in the DCJ/OMNI report, there was statistical significance shown in Accountability/Responsibility, Community Connection, Connection to Adults, Locus
of Control, Risky Behavior, Self Esteem and Stress. Other outcomes were not able to be measured as the numbers were too small to have statistical significance.
Although 2 youth were filed on in District Court that FY, this still shows an approximate 90% success rate or 10% recidivism rate.

The goal of youth being diverted from the Juvenile Justice system by providing a Juvenile Diversion program in Gunnison County is definitely being met. The District Court
filings in the past couple of years on Juveniles have ranged from 15-20 plus youth which is an extremely low number of filings, indicating for the most part, youth are being
diverted in our County. A total of 30 youth were served in FY 17-18, 14 new youth were referred and served with 16 youth were carried over from FY 2016-17. The 14 youth
referred were not the 22 youth expected for the year but again all juveniles cited into District Court youth are being assessed for appropriateness of being referred to
Juvenile Diversion. The reason(s) for the lower number of youth being cited into District Court is unknown but possibilities could include things such as law enforcement
releasing youth without a Court summons or schools handling discipline issues internally. All youth are receiving MAYSI-2 and SUS1a screenings at intake and 90% of
the youth have successfully completed their programs meeting these objectives. We are on track to meet the set objectives for FY 2018-19. No problems have been
encountered.

The DCJ/OMNI evaluation of Diversion program services is valuable first of all to regularly review and gauge if youth outcomes are being met. If specific measures are not
being met, implementation of an evidenced based program can be considered to work on improving areas of concern such as the youth's self esteem or ways to handle
stress. If Connection to community or adults is an issue, referrals to Mentoring or other programs can be made where youth are connected to adults in their lives. In the
Juvenile Services substance abuse prevention program collaborative work is being done with high school and middle school youth to be trained in an anti-bullying and
suicide prevention program called Sources of Strength where youth are connected with peer and adult mentors that youth can reach out to for help for themselves or their
peers. The evaluation service is also valuable as it establishes an objective way to not only show the success of the Gunnison County Juvenile program but of all
Diversion programs in the State of Colorado. Before programs had this way of showing statistical significance in meeting outcomes, they were only able to speak to
subjective success stories of youth which are still valuable to share but having objective data is also needed and important. Through the evaluation service programs are
able to be informed on issues such as which surveys have been turned in and those that we are waiting on. Finally, contacts at DCJ and OMNI have been available and
responsive anytime with programs have questions or concerns.

mechanism for program effectiveness. At the initial contract signing with parent(s), an explanation is given in regards to the anonymous pre and post
surveys collected from the youth for the OMNI study on Juvenile Diversion and if consent is given by the parent, a parental permission form is signed
for their youth to complete the survey.

After all requirements of the program have been met, a termination session is scheduled with the youth and parents. At this meeting the youth also
completes the post survey which is put in a sealed envelope and sent off to OMNI at the end of the month. The survey process and all other data is
collected and processed by the program Director. '22 youth will be served’ will be measured by the data entered into ETO. The data that is input into
ETO initially is the intake data form and at the end of the program the exit data form is completed. This information is collected from the initial intake
information gathering session. Then, at the end of each quarter, ETO reports can be run with the number enrolled each quarter. These intake
numbers are then part of the quarterly report sent in to DCJ at the end of each quarter. An internal case file is also kept in house for case
management purposes. Gunnison County utilizes a system for measuring outcomes called Managing for Results (MFR) and the number served is
also input into this system for data collection each quarter.

MAYSI-2 screenings are given in-house by the program director. These assessments are scored and become a part of the youth’s case file with
notes on indicators of risk and/or need added into the case management plan for referral for services. These referrals are then documented in the
case file notes that are kept after each session and reviewed before the youth attend the next scheduled session. Collateral contacts with providers
of these referred services are also noted. Re-offense during program will be tracked first of all by being in close contact with the youth and parents to
monitor compliance regarding no further contact with law enforcement. This would also be tracked through weekly contact with the Juvenile Deputy
District Attorney who advises of any new contacts with current Juvenile Diversion youth. This would also be recorded in ETO as a re-offense and
unsuccessful completion of the program. This recidivism rate is also noted quarterly and annually in the County MFR system and is one of the key
results reported on in the Gunnison County Performance review annual publication. All data is stored on-line through the ETO system and files are
kept in a locked file cabinet in a locked office.

Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion staff have the capacity and commitment to participate in the evaluation and recognize the vital importance of
collecting and analyzing the data to evidence the good work that is happening in Juvenile Diversion programs statewide to keep juveniles out of the
juvenile justice system. Staff is able to attend evaluation training and to collect all required data. We do not anticipate any barriers to this process
other than the time it takes to handle it all.

DEVELOPMENT IMPROVEMENTS AGREEMENT
FOR GUNNISON SECURE STORAGE, PHASE 2A

THIS DEVELOPMENT IMPROVEMENTS AGREEMENT FOR GUNNISON SECURE
STORAGE, PHASE 2A (“Agreement”) is entered into this ___ day of October, 2018 by
and between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado,
whose address is 200 E. Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado 81230 (“Gunnison County”), and
Gunnison Secure Storage, L.L.C., a Texas limited liability company, whose address is
3500 Oakmont Boulevard, Suite 200, Austin, TX 78731 (“Developer”) as follows:

1. Purpose. The Developer has submitted to Gunnison County an application for Land Use
Change Permit No: 2017-00015 for a phased project consisting of the subdivision of a 4.43
acre parcel into two lots; Lot 1 contains only an existing residence on .84 acres and the
remainder, Lot 2,consisting of approximately 3.64 acres, will be developed and comprised
of a 5,000 sq. ft. light industrial shop incorporating two residential deed restricted units
along with a maximum 250 unit phased self-storage complex (“Project”).

Phase | improvements for this Project have been completed pursuant to the Development
Improvements Agreement for Gunnison Secure Storage dated November 7, 2017 and
recorded in the records of the Office of the Clerk and Recorder for Gunnison County,
Colorado on November 8, 2017, bearing Reception No. 650179.

This Agreement addresses improvements for a portion of Phase 2 of this Project,
specifically paving the entirety of the road system for Phase 1 along with installing Bio-
retention swales addressing on the north side of Phase 2 addressing 20% of storm
drainage mitigation of Phase 2 of the Project as identified in the 3 page document titled:
Gunnison Secure Storage Phasing prepared by AJ Cattles, Big C Builders, dated
September 7, 2017 attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as Appendix “A”

Additional improvements for Phase 2 shall be addressed in a further Development
Improvements Agreement.

The Project is located within the SE1/4SW1/4, Section 25, Township 50 North, Range 1
West, NMPM, County of Gunnison, State of Colorado, also known as street address 1012
Highway 135, Gunnison, Colorado 81230, and as identified on the plat titled: Gunnison
Secure Storage Subdivision, Gunnison County, prepared by Robert E. Brandeberry, for
and on behalf of SGM, Inc., dated October 12, 2017, recorded in the records of the Office
of the Clerk and Recorder of Gunnison County, Colorado on October 23, 2017, bearing
Reception No: 649865.

As valuable and sufficient consideration for this Agreement, Gunnison County and the
Developer agree that approval of such application by Gunnison County is expressly
conditioned on completion of the improvements described in paragraph 7 below

1





(“Improvements”) to the specifications described herein and by the times specified herein.
Gunnison County and the Developer further agree that such Improvements are appropriate
and necessary requirements to be required by Gunnison County, and to be performed by
the Developer and which Developer shall perform. Gunnison County and Developer further
agree that an agreement guaranteeing the Developer’s performance secured by suitable
security to protect the interests of Gunnison County, and the public in the amount set forth
herein is an appropriate condition to Gunnison County’s approval of such Land Use
Change Permit. The parties have entered into this Agreement to memorialize such
understandings and agreements. The relationship of the parties to this Agreement is
contractual; Developer is an independent contractor and is not an agent of Gunnison
County.

2. Developer Bound. The Developer agrees to accept and be bound by the terms and
conditions for Gunnison County’s issuance of its approval of the Land Use Change Permit
No: 2017-00015 and the terms and conditions of this Agreement. Developer accepts
Gunnison County’s review and permitting authority, process and performance of same in
connection with Land Use Change No: 2017-00015, as legal and valid and waives any
defect therein.

3. Construction.

A. The Developer agrees to complete construction of the Improvements within the
Project in the locations and in accordance with the specifications as identified in
paragraph 7 herein, by no later than July 31, 2019. Acts of God and any cause
beyond the reasonable control of the Developer excepted, including without
limitation labor disputes, laws, regulations, or orders of any governmental entity,
orders of court, inability to obtain any required authorization, act of war or conditions
arising out of or attributable to war, riot, civil strike, insurrection or rebellion, fire,
explosion, earthquake, storm, flood or other adverse weather condition, delay or
failure by suppliers or materialmen, contractors, or subcontractors, shortage of or
inability to obtain labor, supplies or materials.

B. The completion deadline set forth in this paragraph 3 may be extended by
Gunnison County in its sole discretion upon written request of Developer if
Gunnison County determines that: (1) such extension of time will not operate to the
detriment of Gunnison County, the public or the owners of property within the
Project; and (2) Gunnison County’s security is adequate to ensure full performance
by Developer by the extended completion date; and (3) that such an extension
would not be in conflict with the conditions of the approved Land Use Change
Permit. Gunnison County may require Developer to provide, at Developer’s cost,
supplemental estimates by Developer’'s engineer of the costs of completion and to
provide additional security as a prerequisite to its extension of any completion date.
Any extended completion date granted by Gunnison County hereunder may be
further extended in like manner.





C. Each contract entered into by Developer for construction of the Improvements
shall provide that Gunnison County is a third party beneficiary with all rights to
enforce such contracts in place of Developer in the event of a default by Developer.
Developer shall provide to Gunnison County a copy of each such contract upon its
execution.

D. Gunnison County reserves the right not to permit construction of any building in
the Project prior to full completion of the Improvements described in paragraph 7
herein.

E. Developer shall not initiate construction or use of any further improvements for
Phase 2 unless and until the Improvements identified herein have been completed
to the satisfaction of Gunnison County.

4. Estimated Cost. The total cost of the Improvements to be constructed by the Developer
is estimated currently to be Ninety Three Thousand Four Hundred Fifty and No/100 U.S.
Dollars ($93,450.00) plus a contingency amount.

5. Security. In order to secure all obligations of the Developer herein, the Developer and
Gunnison County agree that the Developer shall, at Developer’s sole cost, and before
starting work on any phase of the Project or Improvements, and before conveying any
portion of the Project, obtain and provide to Gunnison County either cash, a bond, an
irrevocable letter of credit or other performance guarantee in a form and content
satisfactory to Gunnison County to the benefit of Gunnison County in the amount of One
Hundred Sixteen Thousand Eight Hundred Twelve and 50/100 U.S. Dollars ($116,812.50)
which is 125 percent of the currently estimated cost of the Improvements to include a
reasonable contingency amount. If said security is in the form of cash, it will be placed by
Gunnison County in an interest bearing account; the interest shall accrue to Developer at
1% less than received by Gunnison County.

If the contract(s) provided to Gunnison County pursuant to paragraph 3C indicate a
substantially different total cost than estimated in paragraph 4, the amount of security may
be increased or decreased. For the purposes of this paragraph 5, substantial is defined as
10 percent or more.

Pending full performance of all of the terms and conditions hereof by the Developer,
Gunnison County shall retain said security and shall remain the beneficiary of such
security. In the event of any uncured default hereunder Gunnison County in its sole
discretion, and without any other authority required, may draw upon said security up to the
full amount of One Hundred Sixteen Thousand Eight Hundred Twelve and 50/100 U.S.
Dollars ($116,812.50), upon presentation by Gunnison County to the issuer of a written
statement by Gunnison County that such uncured default exists. Upon timely performance
of all terms and conditions hereof, said security shall be tendered by Gunnison County to
the Developer, except as provided in paragraph 7C.
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6. Certification.

A. Not later than August 15, 2019, a registered Colorado engineer retained by the
Developer at its expense shall certify to Gunnison County whether the Developer’s
construction obligations regarding Improvements under this agreement have been
fully and faithfully performed according to design and time specifications. Upon
receipt by the Office of the County Attorney of such certification and receipt of a
complete paper and two (2) electronic copies of road and utility as-built
specifications and drawings, Gunnison County shall review the same and shall
make an independent judgment whether to accept the same in the sole discretion of
Gunnison County. Developer agrees not to cover or otherwise prevent inspection of
the Improvements constructed hereunder until Developer’s engineer and Gunnison
County’s representative have had reasonable opportunity to inspect such
Improvements.

B. Not later than August 15, 2019, Developer shall provide to Gunnison County
Attorney a sworn affidavit, signed by the Developer’s authorized representative, that
the Improvements completed have been paid for, in full, by the Developer. The
Developer shall be responsible for the information so provided. Said written
certification will be reviewed by Gunnison County, but Gunnison County shall have
no responsibility or liability to any party regarding the veracity of the information so
provided.

7. Scope of Work.

A. The scope of work to be done by the Developer for this Agreement shall include
improvements for a portion of Phase 2 of this Project, specifically paving of the
subdivision road and the entirety of that portion of Phase 1 of the Project along with
the storm drainage mitigation on the north side of Phase 2 according to the
following:

1. The plans titled:

. Gunnison Secure Storage Phasing prepared by AJ
Cattles, Big C Builders, dated September 7, 2017 attached
hereto as Appendix “A”; and

. Gunnison Secure Storage Drainage Report, prepared by SGM,
Inc., dated September 28, 2017; and

. Gunnison Secure Storage Preliminary Drainage Plan,
Screening and Road Plan, prepared by SGM, Inc., dated
September 28, 2017; and





2. The cost estimate titled Gunnison Secure Storage Opinion of
Probable Cost Development Improvement Agreement prepared by
SGM, dated September 12, 2018 attached hereto and incorporated
herein by reference as Appendix “B”; and

3. Those conditions cited by the Planning Commission and approved by
the Board of Gunnison County Commissioners for Land Use Change
Permit No: 2017-00015.

B. The conditions of this Agreement and Land Use Change Permit No: 2017-00015
are such that if the obligations hereunder of the Developer are well, truly, faithfully
and timely performed by Developer, inspected and certified to by the Developer's
engineer, and such performance is accepted by Gunnison County in Gunnison
County’s sole discretion, the Developer’s obligations to Gunnison County under this
Agreement except as set forth in 7C below shall be at an end; otherwise such
conditions and obligations shall remain in full force and effect.

C. For a period of one year from and after the acceptance of all of the work
described in paragraph 7A above, Developer shall, at its own expense, make all
needed repairs and replacements to such work as shall, in Gunnison County’s
reasonable opinion, become necessary. Gunnison County shall have the right to
retain up to Twenty Three Thousand Three Hundred Sixty Two and 50/100 U.S.
Dollars ($23,362.50) of the security for up to one year following the acceptance of
all of the work described in paragraph 7A above, as security to ensure such repair
and replacement.

8. Partial Release of Security.

A. Gunnison County recognizes that as work proceeds upon the Improvements,
Gunnison County’'s need for security shall be reduced. Accordingly, Gunnison
County may make a reasonable partial release of the security to be delivered to
Gunnison County pursuant to paragraph 5 herein upon receipt of a written
completion; upon receipt of certification by Developer's engineer stating the
estimated cost of remaining such certification, Gunnison County shall review the
same and shall make an independent judgment whether to accept the same in the
sole discretion of Gunnison County. If Gunnison County does make a partial
release, Gunnison County shall retain security equal to: (a) 125 percent of such
estimated cost of remaining completion of Improvements; and (b) 125% of such
estimated costs of all of the landscaping and reclamation; and shall release the
balance of all security held by Gunnison County.

Pursuant to Section 6 herein, prior to any partial release of security, Developer shall
provide certification of completion and an affidavit of payment for those
improvements.





B. Upon Developer's entering into a contract or contracts for construction of
Improvements hereunder, Developer and Gunnison County may negotiate an
addendum to this Agreement setting forth such reasonable schedule for partial
releases of the security in accordance with the anticipated construction schedule. In
such circumstance, Gunnison County shall designate and authorize Gunnison
County Manager to make the partial release(s) hereunder after consultation with
appropriate Gunnison County staff.

9. Developer's Default. In the event of any default hereunder by the Developer, Gunnison
County shall give notice to the Developer specifying the nature of such default, which
notice shall be given by facsimile transmission or by certified mail with return receipt
requested addressed to the Developer at: PO Box 276, Gunnison, Colorado 81230. In the
event the Developer does not remedy such default to the satisfaction of Gunnison County
within 14 days following such notice, Gunnison County may elect, in its discretion to
exercise all remedies available to it, including but not limited to:

A. To specifically enforce the terms and conditions of this Agreement;
B. To draw upon or otherwise obtain the benefit of the security;
C. To exercise any other rights and obtain any other remedies provided by law;

D. To obtain from the Developer either an extension of Gunnison County’s security
hereunder to guarantee the completion of the Improvements only on the conditions:
(1) that suitable additional security is provided to Gunnison County to guarantee the
construction of said Improvements within the new time period determined by
Gunnison County; and (2) that Gunnison County determines that it would not be
detrimental to the interest of Gunnison County, the public or the owners of property
within the Project to allow such extension; and (3) that Gunnison County determines
that it would not be in conflict with the conditions of the approved Land Use Change
Permit.

E. To engage a manager to supervise the completion of improvements as identified
herein. The costs incurred for hiring a manager shall be the responsibility of the
Developer and may be withdrawn by Gunnison County from the security.
Furthermore, all Gunnison County staff time spent thereafter on this Project shall be
calculated at an hourly rate and shall be charged to the Developer and may be
withdrawn from security.

10. Notice. All notices and other communications required or permitted under this
Agreement shall be in writing and shall be, as determined by the person giving such notice,
either hand delivered or mailed by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested to
the required party at the following addresses:

11. Recording of Agreement. Upon its execution, this Agreement shall be recorded by the
Developer and shall be a covenant running with the property herein described in order to
put prospective purchasers or other interested parties on notice as to the terms and
provisions hereof.

12. Retention of Police Powers. Gunnison County retains the power and right to impose
additional requirements upon Developer with regard to the Project if the failure to do so
would place the public or owners of property within the Project in a perilous condition, orin
the event of substantially changed conditions; that is, nothing in this Agreement is or shall
be construed to be a bargaining away of Gunnison County’s police power.

13. Transfer or Assignment. No transfer or assignment of any of the rights or obligations
of the Developer under this Agreement shall be permitted without prior written approval of
Gunnison County which approval shall not unreasonably be withheld.

14. Title and Authority. The Developer expressly warrants and represents to Gunnison
County that it is the record owner of the real property constituting the Project. The
Developer understands that Gunnison County is relying on such representations and
warranties in entering into this Agreement.

15. Litigation. Nothing contained herein shall prevent either party from obtaining a judicial
determination of the violation of its rights hereunder; provided however, that written notice
to the other party advising the other party of the alleged violation, and advising that in the
event the matter is not resolved by the parties within 14 days thereafter, shall be a
condition precedent to the commencement of any litigation.

16. Time of Essence. Itis mutually agreed that time of performance is an essential part of
this Agreement and that all terms, covenants and conditions herein shall extend to and
become obligatory upon the successors and assigns of the respective parties hereto.

17. Venue and Choice of Law. This Agreement is entered into in Gunnison County,
Colorado and it is agreed that the exclusive jurisdiction and venue of any action pertaining
to the interpretation or enforcement of this Agreement shall be in the District Court of
Gunnison County, Colorado. The exclusive choice of law pertaining to this transaction
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shall be that of the State of Colorado without giving effect to Colorado choice of law
principles.

18. Severability. If any term or provision of this Agreement shall be invalid or
unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement and the terms and provisions thereof shall
not be affected thereby and all other terms and provisions of this Agreement shall be valid
and enforceable to the full extent permitted by law.

19. Hold Harmless Clause. The Developer shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless
Gunnison County, its officials, employees and agents from and against liability for
damages, injury or death which may arise from the direct or indirect operations of the
owner, Developer, contractors or subcontractors, which relate to the Project.

20. Binding Agreement. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of
the heirs, personal representatives, successors and assigns of the parties hereto.

21. Entire Agreement. This Agreement contains the entire and only Agreement between
the parties regarding development improvements, and no oral statements or
representations not contained in this Agreement shall be of any force and effect between
the parties. This Agreement shall not be modified or amended in any manner except by
written instrument executed by the parties.

SECOND GROUND LEASE AGREEMENT

THIS SECOND GROUND LEASE AGREEMENT (“Lease Agreement”) is made and entered into
on this 6™ day of November, 2018, by and between the Board of County Commissioners of the
County of Gunnison, Colorado, whose address is 200 E. Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado 81230
(“Lessor”), and the Gunnison Valley Animal Welfare League, a Colorado non-profit corporation,
whose address is 98 Basin Park Drive, Gunnison, Colorado 81230 (“Lessee”). This Lease
Agreement replaces and supersedes the initial Ground Lease Agreement entered into between the
parties herein on July 5, 2011 and recorded in the records of the Office of the Clerk and Recorder
of Gunnison County, Colorado on July 11, 2011, bearing Reception No: 606621.

A. RECITALS
WHEREAS, Lessor owns and operates the Gold Basin Industrial Park (“Industrial Park”) located
in the County of Gunnison, State of Colorado and as identified in Exhibit “A” attached hereto and

incorporated herein by reference; and

WHEREAS, Lessor desires to lease to Lessee and Lessee desires to lease from Lessor, certain land
and improvements located at the Industrial Park.

B. AGREEMENT

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the recitals above and the foregoing mutual covenants
and conditions contained herein below, the parties herein understand and agree to the following:

1. Grant of Lease. Lessor hereby leases to Lessee that portion of land identified as Leasehold No:
3A located in the Industrial Park and as more specifically identified in Exhibit “B” attached hereto
and incorporated herein by reference (“Premises”) and any and all improvements situate thereon
which are identified on the site plan attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as Exhibit
“C” ("Improvements").

This Lease Agreement shall include ONLY the rights EXPRESSLY identified herein. In addition,
Lessee shall be required to pay its share of the common expenses and entitled to use all common
areas as defined in the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area Regulations, as amended, identified
in Exhibit “D”, attached hereto and incorporated herein. The Premises shall be used and occupied
by Lessee exclusively for a not-for-profit animal welfare service shelter (“Animal Shelter”).

2. Lease Term. The term of this Lease Agreement shall commence upon the date first set forth
above and continue for twenty (20) years (“Term”), unless sooner terminated as provided herein.
Every 5 years during the Term of this Lease Agreement, Lessor shall evaluate, in its reasonable
discretion, whether Lessee is in full compliance with the terms of this Lease Agreement and if the
Premises and Improvements are, and have been, maintained in good repair and in compliance with
conditions of the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area Regulations as identified in Exhibit “D”.

This Lease Agreement will terminate automatically at the end of the Term. If Lessee holds over
and remains in possession of the Premises with the written consent of Lessor after expiration of





the Term, such holding over shall not be construed as a renewal of the Term or any further
extension of the Lessee’s right to possession, but instead shall constitute a month to month Lease
(“Month-to-Month Holdover”) with rent payable to Lessor at 150% of the Lease rate then in effect,
otherwise subject to all of the terms and conditions of this Lease Agreement. The Month-to-Month
Holdover is revocable by either party by giving notice of termination at least ten days prior to the
end of any month.

3. Annual Ground Rent and Payment of Common Area Operation and Maintenance. In
consideration of this Lease Agreement, Lessee shall pay to Lessor:

A. Annual Ground Rent. In consideration of this Lease Agreement, Lessee shall pay to
Lessor annual rent for use of the Premises (“Annual Ground Rent”). Initially the Annual
Ground Rent shall be in the amount of Five Hundred and 50/100 U.S. Dollars ($500.50).
During the Term of this Lease Agreement, in April of each year, Annual Ground Rent
shall be adjusted by the Consumer Price Index for All Urban Consumers for the Denver-
Boulder-Greeley, Colorado Region (“CPI-U”) and may be offset by animal welfare
services actually provided to Gunnison County, as identified below.

By no later than March 1% of each year during the Term of this Lease Agreement, Lessee
shall submit to Lessor an annual report identifying those animal welfare services actually
provided to Gunnison County and the value of any services provided which are intended
to offset the Annual Rent (“Annual Report”). The Annual Report shall be in a form
comparable to the Lessee’s 2018 report submittal to Lessor or its annual report submittal
to the State of Colorado. After receipt of the Annual Report, Lessor shall notify Lessee, by
April 1* of each year during the Term of this Lease Agreement, of any adjustments made
to the Annual Rent by the value of actual services provided to Gunnison County, as
identified in the Annual Report and CPI-U adjustments.

Annual Ground Rent shall be paid to Lessor in one lump sum by no later than April 15" of
each year during the Term of this Lease Agreement. Any portion of the Annual Ground
Rent not paid when due shall bear interest from the due date until paid at the rate of 15%
per annum. Failure to timely pay the Annual Rent shall be a default event pursuant to this
Lease Agreement.

B. Common Area Operation and Maintenance Fees. Lessee shall fully and timely pay to
Lessor its share of common area operation and maintenance fees, including but not limited
to, landscaping and weed control fees (“Common Area Operation and Maintenance Fees™).
Said fees are calculated based upon a per square footage formula. Leasehold 3A is a 2 acre
leasehold which is 87,120 sq. feet and the Industrial Park consists of 45.48 acres which is
1,981,109 sq. feet. Lessee’s share of Common Area Operation and Maintenance Fees will
be calculated at 4.4 percent of total costs incurred. Common Area Operation and
Maintenance Fees shall be paid annually, in one lump sum by no later than April 15 of
each year during the Term of this Lease Agreement. Any portion of the common Area
Operation and Maintenance Fees not paid when due shall incur interest from the due date
until paid at the rate of 15% per annum.






Annual Ground Rent and Common Area Operation and Maintenance Fees shall be made payable
to Gunnison County and shall be delivered to the County’s Finance Director at the Gunnison
County Courthouse, 200 E. Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230, or such other address as the Lessor
may designate in writing from time to time.

4. Certain Obligations of Lessee.

A. Operations Report. In addition to the Annual Report identified above, by no later than
April 1* of each calendar year during the Term of this Lease Agreement, Lessee shall
provide Lessor with an operations report to include, at a minimum, documentation of full
permitting, licensing, operation and funding of the Animal Shelter (“Operations Report™).

B. Utilities. Lessee shall be responsible for the cost of any and all utilities serving
the Premises.

C. Wastewater Treatment Requirements. Lessee shall comply with any and all necessary
pretreatment wastewater requirements deemed necessary by the City of Gunnison which
may be imposed pursuant to the Intergovernmental Agreement concerning Wastewater
Treatment for Gold Basin Industrial Park as identified in Exhibit “E” attached hereto and
incorporated herein by reference, as it may be amended.

D. Maintenance of Improvements and Premises. Lessee shall maintain the Improvements
and Premises, including the roof and structural components of the Improvements, at
Lessee’s sole expense in a neat, clean and safe condition and in good repair, normal wear
and tear excepted.

Lessee shall not make structural alterations to the Improvements prior to making
application to and receiving approval from the County Manager or authorized designee.
All alterations shall be at Lessee’s sole expense. In the event Lessee fails to commence any
repair or maintenance of the Improvements and Premises required pursuant to this Lease
Agreement within thirty (30) days after written notice from Lessor requesting the repair or
maintenance in question, Lessor may undertake the specified repair or maintenance for the
account of Lessee, and Lessee shall promptly reimburse Lessor 125% of Lessor’s actual
costs and expenses incurred in connection therewith and if there is no prompt
reimbursement by Lessee to Lessor, Lessor may have the option of acquiring a lien against
Lessee’s Improvements. Lessee shall follow and be in compliance with any and all
applicable local, state and federal regulations including but not limited to life, fire safety,
environmental codes, regulations and minimum standards, the Department of Energy and
Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment Regulations, the then current land
use development criteria established by Gunnison County, Colorado and the Gold Basin
Industrial Park Special Area Regulations, as identified in Exhibit “D” attached hereto and
incorporated herein. Lessee shall notify the Lessor of all construction, reconstruction,
repair, or any work whatsoever related to the Improvements and/or Premises and the name
of the contractors or subcontractors performing such work. The Lessee will be responsible
for snowplowing the leasehold access off of Basin Park Drive and all internal
snowplowing. All snow from inside the Premises boundary lines will be stored on the





Premises. The Lessee will be responsible for watering all landscaping adjacent to its
Premises. Lessee will be required to take necessary steps to protect air quality by
minimizing dust created by its activities. Suitable steps include gravel with dust
suppressant, paving, planting, etc.

E. Use of Improvements and Premises. The Lessee shall use the Improvements and
Premises exclusively for the activities as described in the attached Gold Basin Industrial
Park Certificate of Approval — Special Area Permit as identified in Exhibit “F” attached
hereto and incorporated herein by reference and, more specifically, exclusively for
provision of an Animal Shelter. Lessee may NOT store personal vehicles or other
miscellaneous personal items owned by the Lessee on the Premises. Lessee shall secure
all necessary licenses, permits and other approval required by Gunnison County, the State of
Colorado, or the United States of America that may be necessary or associated with the
Lessee’s business and use of the Improvements and Premises. Additionally, Lessee shall
have a fire extinguisher and any other necessary equipment for the Improvements on the
Premises at all times and in compliance with any and all local, state and federal laws,
regulations and rules which may be applicable, including but not limited to life, fire and
safety codes.

F. Additional Improvements. Lessee covenants and agrees that prior to the installation or
construction or modification of additional Improvements, it shall first submit to and receive
written approval from the Lessor, final detailed construction plans and specifications and
architectural renderings prepared by registered architects and engineers, and that all
construction will be in accordance with such plans and specifications. Lessee’s plans shall
be compliant with any and all applicable local, state and federal laws and regulations
including but not limited to life, fire safety, environmental codes, regulations and minimum
standards, the Department of Energy and Colorado Department of Public Health and
Environment Regulations, the then current land use development criteria established by
Gunnison County, Colorado and the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area Regulations,
as identified in Exhibit “D” herein.

G. Laws and Regulations. In using the Improvements and Premises, Lessee shall comply
with any and all local, state and federal laws, regulations and rules which may be
applicable, including but not limited to, life, fire and safety codes. Lessee shall also fully
and promptly comply with the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area Regulations as
identified in Exhibit “D” herein.

H. Insurance for Improvements and Premises. Throughout the Term of this Lease
Agreement, Lessee shall maintain adequate property insurance covering the Improvements
and Lessee’s interest in the Premises and shall provide adequate insurance protection from
fire and other casualties. Insurance shall be, at Lessee’s sole cost, in the amount of the
reasonably anticipated replacement costs of the Premises. The Lessor shall be named as an
additional insured under any insurance policy issued to Lessee. In the event of damage or
destruction of the Improvements and/or Premises, the proceeds of such insurance shall be
applied to the repairs and/or replacement, and any excess shall be payable to Lessee. In no
event shall Lessor be obligated to repair or replace the Improvements and/or Premises after






damage or destruction. In any event, Lessee shall be obligated to repair and replace the
Improvements and/or Premises after damage or destruction unless the Lessor agrees
otherwise.

I. Casualty. In case any mortgage made by Lessee shall be in force at the time of any
damage to or destruction by fire or otherwise of the Improvements and/or Premises, then
the Leasehold Mortgagee is hereby authorized, at its sole expense, to repair or restore the
Improvements and/or Premises or to replace the Improvements under the same terms and
conditions of this Lease Agreement as would be applicable in the case of a repairing,
restoring or replacement by Lessee. The Leasehold Mortgagee so repairing, restoring or
replacing any part of said Improvements and/or Premises shall, subject to compliance with
all the conditions contained in this section, be subrogated to the rights of Lessee to all the
insurance proceeds payable as a result of the damage or destruction, and shall be entitled
to have all of said insurance proceeds paid out upon architect's certificates in the same
manner in every respect as if said Leasehold Mortgagee were Lessee under this Lease
Agreement.

J. Liability. The Lessee agrees to obtain and keep in force, throughout the Term of this
Lease Agreement, commercial general liability insurance, as follows:

(1.) For any injury to one person in any single occurrence, Three Hundred Eighty
Seven Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($387,000.00); and

(2.) For an injury to two or more persons in any single occurrence, the sum of One
Million Ninety Three Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($1,093,000.00).

Lessee shall also maintain in effect personal property insurance for Lessee’s personal
property. Lessee shall include Lessor in said policy as an additional insured. Lessee shall
provide to Lessor with copies of appropriate insurance policies, as described above, within
ten (10) days after the execution of this Lease Agreement. The insurance coverage required
pursuant to this paragraph J shall remain enforce during the Term of this Lease Agreement;
no cancellation or reduction may be made without thirty (30) days written notice to Lessor.
Lessee shall not allow the placement of any lien or other claim against the Improvements
and/or Premises by reason of any Improvements placed upon the Premises, and shall
indemnify, hold harmless and defend Lessor against any claim upon the Improvements
and/or Premises or whatsoever.

Nothing in this Lease Agreement, including but not limited to the required or the existence
of the insurance required hereunder is or shall be deemed a waiver by the Lessor of any
defense or claim of sovereign immunity, nor a waiver of any other provision of law relating
to the liability of governmental units or the limits thereof.

K. Taxes. The Lessee shall pay any and all real and personal property and other taxes that
are assessed against the Improvements and/or Premises





L. Encumbrance. Lessor’s interest in the Premises may not be encumbered by Lessee and
shall not be subject to any mechanic’s, material men’s or similar liens with respect to
Lessee’s interest in the Improvements and/or Premises. If any such liens are asserted
against Lessor’s or Lessee’s interest in the Improvements and/or Premises, Lessee shall
promptly cause the same to be removed or shall provide Lessor with adequate security as
reasonably determined by Lessor. Lessee shall not encumber Lessee’s interest in the
Improvements and/or Premises except in accordance with the provisions of this Lease
Agreement.

5. Conditions of Use.

A. Lessee shall not store gasoline, solvents, explosives, flammable paints, other
flammables, or other hazardous materials in the Improvements or on the Premises without
the prior written approval of the County Manager or authorized designee. However, it is
recognized and understood that fuel contained in the fuel tanks of vehicles is permitted.
Furthermore, it is recognized and understood that propane properly contained in propane
tanks is permitted, as long as Lessee complies with all applicable local, state and federal
regulations. The parties understand that the County Manager or authorized designee is
authorized by this provision to require use of safety containers, and to require that other
safety measures are followed by Lessee as a condition of such approval. Written approval
of the County Manager or authorized designee shall not be required for the storage of less
than a total of five gallons of engine oil or other engine lubricants, hydraulic fluids, and
cleaning fluids necessary and incidental to the normal conduct of business. Pursuant to
paragraph 4(c) herein, Lessee shall comply with any and all necessary pretreatment
wastewater requirements deemed necessary by the City of Gunnison.

B. Lessee shall control the conduct and demeanor of its employees, guests, and invitees in
and around the Improvements and Premises and shall take all steps necessary to remove
persons whom Lessor may, for good and sufficient cause, deem objectionable.

C. Lessee shall keep the Improvements and Premises clean and free of debris at all times,
and Lessee shall not place any trash or debris on the common grounds except in containers
provided for trash by the Lessor.

D. Any modification to existing wiring or the installation of additional outlets or fixtures
must be in compliance with current codes. Any device, the use of which requires
modification to the capacity of the existing electrical system, shall be required to be high
wattage.

E. Lessee shall not attach any hoisting or holding mechanism to any part of the
Improvements or pass any mechanism over the struts or braces therein without the prior
written permission of the County Manager or authorized designee, which permission shall
only be granted after Lessee provides written evidence from a Colorado licensed
Professional Engineer that such activity will cause no damage to the structure. For
purposes of this Lease Agreement, a hoisting or holding mechanism shall be deemed to
include, but shall not be limited to, a chain-ball, block and tackle, or other hoisting or





winching device. Lessee shall be responsible for any and all damage to the Improvements
occasioned by such use or conduct.

F. Lessee shall not paint, remove, deface, modify, bend, drill, cut or otherwise alter or
modify any part of the Improvements without the prior written permission of the County
Manager or authorized designee, which permission shall only be granted after Lessee
provides written evidence from a Colorado licensed Professional Engineer that such
activity will cause no damage to the structure.

G. In utilizing the Improvements and Premises, Lessee agrees to and shall comply with all
applicable ordinances, resolutions, rules and regulations established by any federal, state
or local government agency. If there is a conflict between this Lease Agreement and any
ordinance, resolution, rule or regulation, the more stringent shall control.

6. Inconvenience During Development of Industrial Park. Lessee recognizes that from time to
time during the Term of this Lease Agreement it may be necessary for the Lessor to initiate and
carry forward extensive programs of construction, reconstruction, expansion, relocation,
maintenance and repair related to development of the Industrial Park or other Lessor purposes
which will require accommodation and that such construction, reconstruction, expansion,
relocation, maintenance, and repair may inconvenience Lessee in its operation at the Industrial
Park. Lessee agrees that no liability shall attach to the Lessor, its commissioners, officers, agents,
employees, contractors, subcontractors and representatives by reason of such inconvenience or
interruption.

7. Termination. Either party shall have the right to terminate this Lease Agreement in its entirety
if the other party breaches any provision of this Lease Agreement or fails to perform any obligation
hereunder and such breach or failure continues for a period of thirty (30) days after receipt of
notice from the other party specifying the breach or failure to perform in question. In the event of
anon-monetary default, if it is not possible to cure the breach within thirty (30) days, the breaching
party must commence work to cure the breach within thirty (30) days of receiving notice, and must
diligently pursue work to cure the breach. Failure to diligently pursue curing the breach shall be
grounds for termination.

8. Certain Rights and Obligations on Termination. Upon expiration or termination of this Lease
Agreement, Lessor shall be deemed the owner of the Improvements and any and all alterations,
additions or fixtures installed in or on the Premises by Lessee, except for those which Lessor
requires to be removed at the end of the Lease Term. Lessee shall remove those Improvements
and any and all alterations, additions or fixtures installed in or on the Premises by Lessee, which
Lessor requires to be removed, by the end of the Lease Term. Lessee shall immediately repair any
damage to the Improvements and Premises caused by such removal.

9. Inspection. Lessor’s authorized representatives shall be allowed access to the Improvements
and/or Premises at all reasonable times, for the purpose of examining and inspecting the
Improvements and/or Premises. Except in cases of emergency, no inspection shall be made
without reasonable prior notice to the Lessee. At all times, Lessee shall provide and Lessor shall
have means of access to the interior of the Improvements (i.e. key, lock combination, etc.).





10. Ingress- Egress. Lessee, its agents and servants, patrons and invitees, and its suppliers of
service and furnishers of materials shall have the right of reasonable ingress to and egress from the
Improvements or Premises, via the internal access road.

11. Assignment. Subletting, Change of Ownership.

A. Lessee may, only upon prior written approval of the Lessor, which approval shall not
be unreasonably withheld, assign use of Lessee’s rights and obligations arising under this
Lease Agreement if Lessee transfers its ownership in the Improvements to that same party.
IN ALL EVENTS, any assignment, subletting or change of ownership shall require that
the premises and improvements be used exclusively for direct provision of not-for-profit
animal welfare service shelter.

B. The following events shall be referred to herein as a "Transfer" and require county
approval: (i) a transfer or conveyance of title (or any portion thereof, legal or equitable) of
the Premises (or any part thereof or interest therein), (ii) the execution of a contract or
agreement creating a right to title (or any portion thereof, legal or equitable) in the Premises
(or any part thereof or interest therein), (iii) or an agreement granting a possessory right in
the Premises (or any portion thereof), in excess of three (3) years, (iv) a sale or transfer of,
or in the execution of a contract or agreement creating a right to acquire or receive, more
than fifty percent (50%) of the controlling interest or more than fifty percent (50%) of the
beneficial interest in the Lease Agreement, or (v) the reorganization, liquidation or
dissolution of the Lessee. The Lessor shall not consider a transfer by devise, descent or by
operation of the law upon the death of a joint tenant as a Transfer.

12. Nondiscrimination. Lessee agrees that (1) no person shall be excluded from participation in,
denied benefits of, or otherwise be subjected to discrimination in the use of the Premises on the
grounds of race, color, physical or mental handicap, sexual preference or national origin; (2) in
constructing any improvements or furnishing services at the Premises, no person shall be excluded
from participation in, denied benefits of, or otherwise be subjected to discrimination on the
grounds of race, color, physical or mental handicap, sexual preference or national origin; and (3)
Lessee shall use the Premises in compliance with all other requirements imposed by or pursuant
to applicable regulations. The failure to remedy any breaches of any of the above non-
discrimination covenants shall constitute cause for Lessor to terminate this Lease Agreement under
the provisions of paragraph 7.

13. City of Gunnison Public Improvement Fee. Any and all retail sales which are taxable pursuant
to Title 39, Article 26, Colorado Revised Statutes, conducted on the Premises shall be subject to
and in compliance with the then existing and applicable agreement between the City of Gunnison
and Gunnison County for the collection of Public Improvement Fees as identified in Exhibit “E”
attached hereto and incorporated herein. Lessee shall provide Lessor with a monthly report,
verified under penalty of perjury, of any and all retail sales conducted on the Premises along with
payment of the requisite Public Improvement Fee in full by the 25" day of the following month.
Lessor, upon receipt of Lessee’s Public Improvement Fee payment, shall then forward Lessee’s
Public Improvement Fee payment to the City of Gunnison by the last day of the following month.






14. Hold Harmless Clause. Lessee shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless the Lessor, its
officials, employees and agents from any claims whatsoever concerning the Improvements and/or
Premises and for any liability for damages, injury or death which may arise from the direct or
indirect operations of the Lessee, Lessee’s contractors or subcontractors, which relate to the
construction and/or installation of Improvements and Infrastructure and maintenance thereof and
all facets of Lessee’s business operation.

15. Non-Waiver. Failure or delay on the part of either party to complain of any action or non-
action on the part of the other shall not be deemed to be a waiver of their respective rights
hereunder. The consent or approval by either party to or of any action by the other requiring
consent or approval shall not be deemed to waive or render unnecessary the consent or approval
to or of any subsequent similar or dissimilar action. All waivers must be in writing and signed by
the party against whom such waiver is sought to be enforced.

16. Notices. All notices and other communications required or permitted under this Lease
Agreement shall be in writing and shall be by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested
to the required party at the following addresses:

The paragraph headings contained herein are for convenience of
reference and are not intended to define or limit the scope of any provision of this Lease
Agreement.

18. Invalid Provisions. In the event any covenant, condition or provision contained herein is held
to be invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, the invalidity of any such covenant, condition
or provision shall in no way affect any other covenant, condition or provision herein contained;
provided that the invalidity of such covenant, condition or provision does not materially prejudice
either Lessor or Lessee or their respective rights and obligations contained in the valid covenants,
conditions or provisions of this Lease Agreement.

19. Successors and Assigns. This Lease Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit
of the parties hereto and their respective successors, heirs, legal representatives and assigns.

20. Miscellaneous. In this Lease Agreement, the singular shall include the plural; the singular in
reference to one gender shall include the other and the neuter, as appropriate. This Lease
Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of
Colorado. Any action concerning this Lease Agreement must be brought in Gunnison County,
Colorado.





21. Authority. The undersigned, on behalf of the Lessee, warrants that he is authorized by the
Lessee to enter into and be bound by this Lease Agreement.

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SECTION 1: PURPOSES.

SECTION 1: PURPOSES.

The Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area ("Gold Basin Industriat Park”) is a discrete geographical area in
which land development and land use is limited to specific commercial business and light industrial uses
compatible with the Gunnison/Crested Butte Airport and its neighborhood. The general purpose of these
Regulations is to create specialized land use regulations and design standards for light industrial and related
business development on a Leasehold Area adjacent o the Gunnison/Crested Butte Regional Airport). These
purposes serve as basic goals for these Regufations and the review of applications for Gold Basin industrial
Park Special Area Pemits. When there is a conflict between a statement of purpose and an adopted standard
in these Regulations, or when an adopted standard is more specific, the standard shall supersede these
purposes. These Regulations shall be liberally construed to further the following purposes.

A. TO SIMPLIFY THE REGULATORY REVIEW PROCESS. To provide a simplified and expedited pemnit
application review process for business, light industrial and commercial uses within the Gold Basin
industrial Park Special Area.

B. TO AFFIRMATIVELY PROMOTE A COMPACT DEVELOPMENT PATTERN. To affimatively promote a
compact development pattem that discourages sprawl, in which denser and more intense forms of
development will occur contiguous to, or in close proximity to, existing population and development centers
and public services, and in so doing, minimize the cost of providing govermmental and other services.

C. PROTECT THE ENVIRONMENT; PUBLIC HEALTH, SAFETY AND WELFARE; PUBLIC SERVICES,
FACILITIES AND PROPERTY. To avoid or mitigate potential impacts caused by land development within
the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area, to the environment, to public services and facilities, property
and public safety, and land use within the Gold Basin Industrial Park Speciat Area and adjacent properties.

D. TO PROTECT AND ENHANCE ECONOMY. To protect and enhance the economic strength of the private
and governmental sectors of Gunnison County in a manner that is compatible with the Gunnison County
Land Use Resolution.

E. TO ENCOURAGE INNOVATIONS. To encourage innovations in commercial and industrial Jand use, so
that the growing demands of the population may be met by greater variety in type, design, and layout of
development.

F. TO PROVIDE OPPORTUNITY FOR NEW AND EXISTING BUSINESSES. To provide the opportunity for
existing businesses to grow and new businesses to locate in close proximity to existing utilities and
transportation routes.

G. TO ENCOURAGE ECONOMIC DIVERSITY. To encourage, strengthen and promote greater economic
diversity in the County; to broaden employment opportunities and reduce seasonal employment fluctuation
in a manner that will not endanger or detract from the existing economy.

H. TO WORK COOPERATIVELY WITH THE CITY OF GUNNISON. To encourage business, light industrial
and commercial operations to be constructed and maintained in 2 manner that is compatible with the land
use requlations and design requirements of the City of Gunnison.

SECTION 2: APPLICABILITY.

These Reguilations shall apply to all development, including development of new uses, expansion of existing
uses and change of the use of land or structures within the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area.

SECTION 3: RELATIONSHIP TO THE GUNNISON COUNTY LAND USE
RESOLUTION.

A. USES GENERALLY EXEMPT FROM LAND USE RESOLUTION. Development within the Gold Basin
Industrial Park Special Area shall be exempt from requirements of the Gunnison County Land Use
Resolution unless otherwise specified in these Regulations,
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B. DEFINITIONS. Terms not otherwise defined within these Regulations shall be defined pursuant to the
Gunnison County Land Use Resolution.

C. CONSTRUCTION AND WORD USAGE. Construction and word usage shall be interpreted pursuant to the
Gunnison County Land Use Resolution.

D. INTERPRETATIONS. The Gunnison County Community Development Director shall have authority to
interpret these Reguiations, and shall do so in the same manner provided pursuant to Section 1-114:
Interpretations, of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution.

E. ENFORCEMENT. Failure to comply with any provision of these Regulations shall be deemed a violation of
and shall be subject to enforcement pursuant to the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution.

SECTION 4: DEFINITIONS.

This Section defines words, terms, and phrases used specifically in these Regulations. Terms not
otherwise defined within these Regulations shall be defined pursuant to the Gunnison County Land Use

Resolution

ANIMAL SHELTER_means a facility designated or approved by Gunnison County for the purpose of
impounding and housing and caring for homeless, lost or abandoned small animals, primarily dogs and
cats.

BOARD means the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado, duly authorized to
act on behalf of Gunnison County, Colorado.

COMMERCIAL means any establishment engaged in the retail or wholesale of goods or services that is
open to the general public or that may be open to members only. This does not include farm or ranch
stands. "Commercial" also means "business.”

COMMON AREA means all areas, tracts, and Leasehold Areas of land not designated as Leasehold
Areas on any recorded plat map or survey of the Property, and shall specifically include all Streets,
mini-parks, cut and fill slopes adjacent to Goid Basin Road, and all landscaped buffer areas between the
Leasehoid Areas and Gold Basin Road. ‘

DESIGN REVIEW COMMITTEE (“DRC") means the committee established by these Regulations to
review and act on plans for improvements on any Leasehold Area to ensure compliance with the Design
Standards set forth in these Regulations. The Design Review Committee shall be composed of the Board
and two Lessees of Leasehold Areas in the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area appointed by the
Board, with each member of the Board and each Lessee entitled to one vote on matters coming before
the Design Review Committee.

GOLD BASIN INDUSTRIAL PARK SPECIAL AREA shall be synonymous with the term "Property," and
shall mean all of the real property now or hereafter made subject to these Regufations.

INDUSTRIAL means any establishment engaged in the commercial processing, fabrication,
alteration, manufacture of raw, semi-processed materials, manufactured goods, or any
components thereof.

IMPROVEMENT OR IMPROVEMENTS means those buildings, outbuildings, roads, driveways, parking
areas, fencing, screening walls and barriers, retaining walls, stairs, decks, water lines, sewers, electrical
and gas distribution facilities, hedges, windbreaks, plantings, trees and shrubs, poles, signs, loading
areas, and all other structures, construction, installations, and landscaping of every type and kind whether
above or below the land surface.

LEASEHOLD AREA means the beneficiary under, or holder of, a leasehold interest in a Leasehold Area
or Improvements thereon, entiting that person or entity to occupy a Leasehold Area or said
Improvements under a lease for a fixed term. Gunnison County shall not be considered a lLessee
notwithstanding its occupancy of any Leasehold Area or Leasehold Areas.

MITIGATION means the following actions, pricritized in order of preference:
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+ AVOIDING IMPACTS Avoiding an impact by not taking a certain action or parts of an action; or
MINIMIZING IMPACTS Limiting the degree or magnitude of the action or its implementation, or by
changing its location; or
RECTIFYING IMPACTS Repairing, rehabilitating, or restoring the impact area, facility or service; or
REDUCING OR ELIMINATING IMPACTS Reducing or efiminating the impact over time by
preservation and maintenance operations; and

+ COMPENSATING FOR IMPACTS Compensating for the impact by replacing or providing equivalent
biological, social, environmental and physical conditions, or a combination thereof.

NUISANCE means an activity that arises from the unreasonable, unwarranted or unlawful use of
property, working obstruction or injury on the right of another or on the general public.

» MIXED NUISANCE is one that is both public and private in its effects.
+ PRIVATE NUISANCE is a wrongful interference with a person's interest in the private use and

enjoyment of land.
« PUBLIC NUISANCE includes "public nuisance” as defined in C.R.S. 16-13-301 et seq.

OCCUPANT means a Lessee, licensee of a Lessee, or any other person or entity other than a Lessee, in
lawful possession of a Leasehold Area or any portion thereof,

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT means the Gunnison County Community Development
Department.

PROPERTY shall be synonymous with Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area, and shall mean all of the
real property now or hereafter made subject to these Reguiations.

RECLAMATION PERMIT means the Reclamation Permit issued and administered by the Gunnison
County Public Works Department.

RECORD COR RECORDED OR RECORDATION means, with respect to any document, the recording of
said document in the records of the Office of the Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder, Gunnison
County, Colorado.

REGULATIONS means these Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area Regulations (the "Regulations™),
created to regulate the development and use of the Gold Basin industrial Park Special Area in
conjunction with the designation of the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area as a Special Area
pursuant to the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution, as they may from time to time be amended or
supplemented.

SIGN means any placard, poster, biltboard, advertising structure or inscribed surface, pattern or artificial
lighting, pictorial or symbolic ornament, emblematic structure, banner, fiuttering apparatus, or other
visually communicative or expressive device that is visible from an out-of-doors paosition and is used {o
advertise or call the public's attention to any public, business, commercial, industrial, recreational or any
other activity, object for sale or lease, person or place, or to bear any kind of message. A sign includes
any surface on which a name, text, device, signal, ornament, logotype, or advertising matter is made
visible, but does not include a vehicle on which the name of a business appears. The meaning of "sign"
shall also include any sign currently in disuse, but still visible from an out-of-doors position, and any frame
or support structure erected specifically to support a sign.

STREET means a dedicated public right-of-way which provides vehicular and pedestrian access to
adjacent properties. Street shall include road, lane, place, avenue, drive and similar terms,

WEED MANAGEMENT PLAN means the Weed Management Plan issued and monitored by the
Gunnison County Public Works Department.

SECTION 5: OPERATIONS AND USE.

A. PURPOSE. This Section describes the permitted and prohibited uses of Leasehold Areas in the Gold Basin
Industrial Park Special Area, and how the pemitted uses are required to be operated.

B. PERMITTED USES ON LEASEHOLD AREAS. Any Leasehold Area within the Gold Basin Industrial Park
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Special Area shall be used only for the following uses:

Wood processing and product manufacturing

Veneer, Plywood & Engineered Wood Product Manufacturing
Millwork

Sawmill

Glass and Glass Product Manufacturing

Ormamental and Architectural Metal Product Manufacturing
Furniture and Related Product Manufacturing

Wood Kitchen Cabinet and Countertop Manufacturing

Manufacture or assembly of products from the following previously prepared materials: electronic
camponents, and wire, fiber, glass, leather, paper, plastics, textiles and wood
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10. Sign-making and sign sale orfand repair shop
11. Upholstery Shop
12. Warehouse and truck terminal
13. Welding or machine shop
14. Wholesale businesses
15. Wood truss manufacture
16. Public Works Facility
17. Yards for stockpiling coal, sand, gravel and other materials
18. Hay cube manufacturing plant facitity.
19. Animal sheiter.
C. PROHIBITED USES ON LEASEHOLD AREAS. The following uses and operations are prohibited:

1. NO USE IN VIOLATION OF GOVERNMENT REGULATION. No Leasehold Area shall be used in
violation of any applicable federal law or regulation, or regulation of the State of Colorado or Gunnison
County.

2. RESIDENTIAL OCCUPANCY. The occupancy of a Leasehold Area for a residence as defined by the
Gunnison County Land Use Resolution, except as may be permitted within a Lease Agreement with
Gunnison County, and in compliance with requirements of the U.S. Depariment of Energy and the
Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment.

3. MOBILE HOME OR RECREATIONAL. VEHICLES. Any mobile home or recreational vehicle park, or
storage or residential use, including temporary, of any such vehicles.

4. JUNK YARDS AND REFUSE DUMPS. Use of a Leasehold Area as a junk yard, or for dumping,
disposing, incinerating or reducing garbage or refuse of any nature.

5. RAISING AND/OR SLAUGHTERING OF ANIMALS. Use of a Leasehold Area for raising, storage,
slaughter of animals, except that animals may be housed and cared for in an animal shelter as allowed
by these Regtiations and an applicable Lease agreement with Gunnison County.

8. WATER WELLS, DRILLING, AND MINING OPERATIONS. Any drilling for, excavation, refining andfor
removal of oil, gas, hydrocarbon substance, water, geothermal steam and other subsurface
substances, except as allowed by the U. 8. Department of Energy and Colorado Department of Public
Health and Environment to allow construction of structures for pemitted industrial or commercial uses.

M
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. USE OF COMMON AREA. No structures or personal property shall be parked, stored or permitted on the
Common Area, The DRC may adopt and amend reasonable rules of operation, consistent with these
Regulations concerning use of the Common Area, which they shall make available to all Lessees and
Occupants. All Lessees and Occupants, their invitees and licensees shall adhere to those rules of operation
in their use of the Common Area.

. NUISANCES. No noxicus or offensive activity shall be conducted within the Gold Basin Industrial Park
Special Area if that activity constitutes or may become a public nuisance. The use shall not operate during
such hours or in manner that will create a public or private nuisance or unreascnably disturb adjacent
property uses.

ACTIVITIES SHALL NOT INCREASE INSURANCE PREMIUMS. Except with the prior written consent of
the Board, no Lessee or Occupant shall use a Leasehold Area or any portion of the Commeon Area in such
a way that increases the cost of Gunnison County’s insurance premium, or any other Lessee or Qccupant,
or that causes any such insurance to be canceled or threatened {o be canceled,

. CONDITION OF LOTS. The Lessee or Occupant of a Leasehold Area shall at all times keep their
Leasehold Area and all the improvements on it in a safe and clean condition.

. REFUSE COLLECTION AREAS. No trash, garbage, rubbish, debris, waste material or other refuse shall
be deposited or allowed to accumutate or remain on any Leasehold Area or the Common Area. Each
Lessee or Occupant shail provide suitable receptacles for the temporary storage and collection of refuse.
No fires for the burning of trash, leaves, clippings, or other debris or refuse, and trash from their Leasehold
Area. Processed and unprocessed hay, timber, lumber, stone and other similar organic or inorganic
materials or products utilized in connection with permitted uses of a Leasehold Area may be present on a
Leasehold Area.

DISPOSAL OF PETROLEUM PRODUCTS AND SIMILAR WASTE MATERIALS. The disposal of
petroleumn and similar products shall comply with all applicable federal, state and County regulations.

EXCAVATION. No excavation of a Leasehold Area shall be made except in connection with the
construction: of approved structures and other improvements. Upon completion of consiruction, exposed
openings shall be backfiled and disturbed ground shall be graded, feveled and restored to its originat
condition. No excavation shall occur before written approvals from the DRC and from the Colorado
Department of Public Mealth and Environment. Monitoring and mitigation procedures as required by either
or both of those entities shall be effected by the Lessee.

- IRRIGATION. Water needed to irrigate a Leasehold Area shall be obtained solely from Gunnison County
water lines. No water shall be drawn or pumped from any pond for irigation or any other purpose, and no
sub-surface water shali be pumped or used under any circumstances.

NOISE. Every use in the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area shall be conducted to mitigate impacts
caused by intermittence, frequency, or shriliness regardless of db(A) measurement. Sound levels of noise
radiating 25 or more feet beyond the subject property boundary in excess of the db(A) established for time
periods and uses listed in Appendix Table 3: Maximum Permissible Noise Levels for Business, Commercial
and Light Industrial Uses may be considered a public nuisance.

1. NOISES SPECIFIC TO OPERATION OF AN ANIMAL SHELTER. Any animal shelter located within
the park shall be designed and located o mitigate the sounds of barking to residents of the
neighborhood, and dogs shall be housed inside during evening and nighttime hours.

. ODORS. No industrial or commercial use shall cause or allow the emission of odors from any single source
s0 as fo result in detectable and unreasonable odors.

. USE OF SPECIAL AREA NAME. The name “Gold Basin industrial Park Special Area” may not be used in
the name of any business, industrial or commercial operation, or on any building in the Gold Basin Industrial
Park Special Area, or in the name of any Lessee or Occupant, other than Gunnison County, except as may
be approved by the Board.
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SECTION 6: LEASE AGREEMENT AND PERMITS.

SECTION 6: L EASE AGREEMENT AND PERMITS.

All Lessees of Leasehold Areas in the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area shall enter into a iease
agreement with Gunnison County for use of a Leasehold Area, and obtain a Gold Basin Industnal Park Special
Area Pemit. No improvements shall be erected, placed, altered, maintained, or permitted to remain on any
Leasehold Area by any Lessee or Occupant until final plans and specifications shall have been submitted to and
approved in writing by the DRC and, as applicable, a Building Pemmit is issued by Gunnison County or the City
of Gunnison.

A. GOLD BASIN INDUSTRIAL PARK SPECIAL AREA PERMIT. Applications for a Gold Basin Industrial
Park Special Area Permit shall be processed as follows:

1. CONCURRENT APPLICATIONS. An applicant may apply concurrently to the County and to any other
necessary permit agencies.

2. CONCURRENT PROCESSING. Gunnison County seeks to avoid duplicative regulatory controls or
unnecessary delays. Therefore, processing of an application for a permit nommally will proceed
concurrently with the processing of other required permit applications. However, final action of the
application may not occur untit a permit is issued by each other permit entity with applicable regulatory
authority so that Gunnison County will have the benefit of the analysis and determinations by the other
entity(s) in reaching its own decision.

3. CONSIDERATION OF OTHER PERMIT CONDITIONS. Gunnison County shall consider the
conditions of any related permit when processing an appiication for a Gold Basin Industial Park
Special Area Pemmit,

4. PERMIT APPLICATION. The Community Development Department shall provide the applicable form
for a Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area Pemit that shall, & a minimum, include the following
information and materials:

a. APPLICANT. The name, address, tefephone and fax numbers, and e-mail address for the
applicant, or if the applicant is to be represented by an agent, a notarized letter signed by the
applicant authorizing the agent to represent the applicant and also stating the same information for
the agent.

b. LEASEHOLD AREA LOCATION. The Leasehold Area address at which the business or industrial
operation is proposed to be located.

¢. COLORADO DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH APPROVAL. Documentation of approval of the
proposed construction by the U. S. Department of Energy and the Colorado Department of Public
Health and Environment,

d. PROJECT DESCRIPTION. A detailed written description of what the applicant wants to do on or to
the Leasehold Area, including:

1. BUSINESS OR INDUSTRIAL OPERATION. A description of the proposed business or
industrial operation.

NUMBER OF EMPLOYEES. Number of employees required for the operation

HOURS OF OPERATION. The hours of daily operation, and the days of the week in
which the business or industrial operation is proposed to be conducted.

4, CONSTRUCTION. The amount of square footage proposed for the structures, and the
types of materials to be used in the structures.

5. TRAFFIC. Traffic estimated to be generated by the proposed project, including whether it
will be commercial or industrial, or a mix of all uses, the types of vehicles that will be
used, and the estimated numbers of vehicle trips per day.

6. PHASES. If the business or industrial operation is proposed to be developed in phases,
an identification of the phases what activities are proposed to be included in each,
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€. SITE DEVELOPMENT PLAN. A copy of the Site Development Plan, which shall include a scaled
drawing of the Leasehold Area, including the following:

1. ALL STRUCTURES. All existing and proposed structures to be placed on the Leasehold
Area, showing locations, and describing the use, type, shape, composition and
appearance of each.

2. BOUNDARY LINES AND SETBACKS. Boundary lines and front, rear and side ;setback
lines of the Leasehold Area.

3. UTILITIES. Locations of all existing and proposed utilities to serve the Leasehold Area,
including water, sewer, electric, gas, phone and cable lines.

4. PARKING AND DRIVEWAYS. The number and location of all existing and proposed
parking spaces and driveways on the Leasehold Area.

5. SIGN LOCATIONS AND DESIGNS. A plan for the location and renditions of their design,
in compliance with these Regulations.

6. EXTERIOR LIGHTING PLAN. An exterior lighting plan that complies with the overall
lighting plan for the park and with the applicable requirements of the Gunnison County
Land Use Resolution.

7. DRAINAGE PLAN. A drainage plan for the Leasehoid Area, depicting drainage patterns
on and adjacent to the Leasehold Area. The Leasehold Area’s drainage system shall be
designed by a registered professional engineer licensed in the State of Colorado,
according to generally accepted storm drainage practices and pursuant to the standards
of these Regufations and all other applicable County, state and federal regulations.

8. LANDSCAPING PLAN. A landscaping plan that complies with site-specific requirements
of the Design Review Committee,

f. WATER SUPPLY AND WASTEWATER TREATMENT. Verification from the Gunnison County
Pubtic Works Department intent to provide, signed agreement or contract between the applicant
and the supplier indicating that it has the capacity and is willing to provide the amount of water that
will be provided by the service provider, and any conditions of providing tap-on and service by the
Dos Rios water supply system, and the Dos Rios wastewater treatment system.

5. REVIEW PROCESS. The following review process shaill apply for a Gold Basin Industrial Park Special
Area Permit:

a. SUBMITTAL OF APPLICATION. The applicant shall submit to the Community Development
Department a complete application as required by these Reguiations,

b. DETERMINATION OF COMPLETENESS. The Community Development Department shall
determine whether the application is complete and includes all information required by these
Regulations. The Community Development Department shall nofify the applicant in writing that the
application is either complete or incomplete, or shall indicate a date by which such determination
shall reasonably be made. It is the goal, but not the requirement of these Reguiations that this
review be completed within 30 days of the submittal of the application.

1. APPLICATION IS NOT COMPLETE. If the application is not complete, the Community
Development Department shall inform the applicant of the deficiencies in writing and shall take
no further action on the application until the deficiencies are remedied.

(a.) FAILURE TO CORRECT CONSTITUTES WITHDRAWAL. If the applicant fails to correct
the deficiencies within 60 days of the postmarked or certified date of the mailing of the
notification that the application was incomplete, the application shall be considered
withdrawn.

2. APPLICATION IS COMPLETE. The Community Development Department shall
determine it to be complete. A determination that an application is complete shall not
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constitute a determination that it complies with the applicable standards of these
Regulations. ‘

¢. REQUEST FOR REVIEW BY BRC. The Community Development Depariment shall refer the
complete application to the DRC, which shall complete its review pursuant to Section 7. Design
Review.

d. REQUEST FOR REVIEW BY OTHER AGENCIES OR DEPARTMENTS. At the same time the
application is being reviewed by the DRC, The Community Development Department may request
the professional analysis and recommendations of any other review agency, organization, or
technical consultant deemed appropriate and necessary to complete the review, including other
County offices and departments, municipal, state, or federal agencies having an interest in or
authority over all or part of the proposal, utility companies, the applicable schoot district and special
service districts serving the proposed development, and engineers, designers, and legal
censultants.

1. REVIEW AND COMMENT BY REVIEW AGENCIES. The review agencies that are sent
a copy of the application shall be requested to make comments within 21 days of mailing
by the Community Development Department, unless an extension of not more than 30
days has been requested by the agency before the 21st day. The Department may grant
such a reasonable extension if it determines that good cause for the delay has been
shown. The failure of any agency to respond within 21 days or within the period of
extension shall not be deemed an approval of the application by the agency.

2. REVIEW OF AGENCY/DEPARTMENT COMMENTS BY APPLICANT. The applicant
shall have the right to review the comments and recommendations received from the
review agencies. The applicant may submit additional information and make changes in
the development proposal to respond to the comments of the review agencies, provided,
however, that if those changes are substantial or if they significantly alter the nature,
character or extent of the application, the Community Development Department may,
after the changes, refer the application again to some or all review agencies, to cbiain
-additional comments, and may reasonably extend the period of their review accordingly.

. NOTICE TO PUBLIC OF PROPOSED COMMERCIAL OR INDUSTRIAL USE. Notice shail be
given to the public by posting of the property and provision of notice within a legal newspaper of
general circulation, and shall identify a 15-day public comment period, during which comments
may be submitted to the Community Development Department.

f. NOTICE TO CITY OF GUNNISON, Notice of the proposed use shall be provided to the City of
Gunnison.

a. ACTICN BY COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DIRECTOR. If the DRC has submitted written
approval of the proposed plans, and within 30 days of having determined that the application is
complete, or after having received comments from review agencies, and, as applicable, the
applicant has reasonably responded to those comments, the Community Development Director
shall approve, approve with conditions, or deny the application, based upon the compliance of the
application with the applicable standards and requirements of these Regulations.

1. APPROVAL SUBJECT TO LEASE AGREEMENT APPROVAL BY GUNNISON
COUNTY AND COMPLIANCE WITH ALL OTHER PERMITS. Approval requires, and
shall include conditions that the applicant enter into a Lease Agreement with Gunnison
County, and that the applicant timely and fully obtain and comply with all applicable
federal, state, municipal and other pemmits required for the project.

h. APPROVAL FORWARDED TO BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS. If the application has been
approved, the Community Development Director shall forward a copy of that decision to the Board
of Commissioners.

i, RECORDATION OF CERTIFICATE. Within 15 days following approval of the Gold Basin
Industrial Park Special Area Pemit application, the Community Development Director shall record
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a Certificate of Approval in the Office of the Gunniscn County Clerk and Recorder's Office. The
Certificate shall describe the specific project, the description of the subject Leasehold Area, any
relevant Findings related to the project's compliance with these Regulations, conditions of
approval, and shall include the Community Development Director’s signature line and the date of
approval.

6. APPEAL. A decision by the Community Development Director on a Gold Basin Industrial Park Special
Area Permmit application may be appealed by referral to the Board.

a.

f.

WRITTEN APPEAL. An appeal may be submitted to the Community Development Director no
more than 15 days after the date on which the decision-making body issues its finat decision on the
application; that time for submittad shall not include the day on which the decision was made. The
appeal shall be submitted in writing, stafing the basis of the appeal and the relief that is requested,
and shall include the necessary materials to support the appeal. The appeal shall become pant of
the record.

BOARD CONSIDERATION OF APPEAL. The appeal shall be considered by the Board at a
regularly scheduled meeting within 45 days after the date the written appeal was filed.

NOTICE OF MEETING. The Community Develocpment Department shall, by first-class mail, inform
the applicant, the appellant, and, if a public hearing was part of the review process on the
application for which an appeal of action has been filed, anyone who testified at the public hearing
or submitted written comments on the application. That information shall include the date, time, and
place of the meeting.

BOARD MAY CONDUCT PUBLIC HEARING. At the meeting, the Board may determine that a
public hearing should be conducted on the appeal. If the Board so determines, notice shall be
given and the public hearing shall be conducted pursuant to applicabile requirements of the
Gunnison County [.and Use Resolution.

BOARD DECISION. The Board shalt affim, affirn with modifications, or reverse the original
action.

1. MODIFICATION OR REVERSAL OF ORIGINAL ACTION. The original action shali only
be modified or reversed if the applicant establishes, by a preponderance of the evidence
based on the record of the review body, that:

{a.) NO CREDIBLE EVIDENCE. There is no credible evidence in the record to support the
originat decision;

{b.) ORIGINAL ACTION INCONSISTENT WITH THIS RESOLUTION. The original action
was inconsistent with the applicable requirements of this Resofufion; or

{c.) REVIEW BODY ACTION INAPPROPRIATE. The review body exceeded its jurisdiction or
abused its discretion.

BOARD DECISION SHALL BE FINAL. The Board's decision shall be final and shall not be further
appealed, but may be subject to judicial review.

B. STANDARDS FOR APPROVAL. An application for a Goid Basin Industrial Park Area Special Area Permit
shall comply with the following standards:

1. COMPLIANCE WITH THESE REGULATIONS. The use shall comply with all applicable standards and
provisions of these Reguiafions.

2. COMPATIBILITY WITH COMMUNITY CHARACTER. The proposed land use shall be compatible
with, or an enhancement of, the character of existing land uses in the Gold Basin Industrial Park
Special Area, and shall not adversely impact the future development of the surrounding area. Potential
visual and noise impacts shall be mitigated.
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3. LEASE AGREEMENT WITH GUNNISON COUNTY. The Gunnison County Manager has provided
written documentation that the applicant will be able to secure a lease for the subject Leasehold Area
from the County.

4. NO SIGNIFICANT NET ADVERSE IMPACTS OFFSITE. No significant net adverse impact after
mitigation on existing off-site uses.

SECTION 7: DESIGN REVIEW.

A. REQUIRED REVIEW AND APPROVAL. No improvements shall be erected, placed, altered, maintained or
permitted to remain on any Leasehold Area by any Lessee or Occupant until the use has received a Gold
Basin Industrial Park Special Area Pemmit, and plans and specifications have been submitted to and
approved in writing by the Design Review Committee, and, as applicable, a Building Pemit is issued by
Gunnison County or the City of Gunnison.

B. DESIGN REVIEW COMMITTEE. The Design Review Committee (‘“DRC") is hereby established to review
and act on plans for improvements within the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area of permit applications
and to ensure plan compliance with Section 8: Design Standards. The Committee shall be composed of the
Board of County Commissioners, and of two Lessees, who shall be appointed by the Board.

C. REVIEW AND ACTION BY DRC. The DRC may deny or approve the plan as submitted, as altered or
amended, or subject to specific conditions.

1. .DENIAL. The DRC shall have the right to deny the plan on any reasonable grounds including, but not
limited to, the following:

a. NON-COMPLIANCE WITH THESE REGULATIONS. Failure to comply with any of the restrictions
set forth in these Regulations.

b. INCOMPLETE INFORMATION. Failure to include required information in the plans and
specifications as required by these Regulations, or as reasonably requested by the DRC .

¢. EXTERIOR APPEARANCE. Objection to the exterior design, the appearance of materals or the
types of materials employed in the proposed structure. Objection to the color scheme, finish,
proportions, style of architecture, height or bulk of any structure.

d. INCOMPATIBILITY WITH OTHER GOLD BASIN INDUSTRIAL PARK SPECIAL AREA USES.
Objection on the ground of incompatibility of any proposed structure or use with existing structures
or uses upon other Leasehoid Areas.

e. INCOMPATIBILITY. Any other matter which, in the judgment of the DRC, would render the
proposed improvements or use incompatible with the general plan for improvements within the
Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area.

2. APPROVAL The DRC shall base its approval, among other factors, upon the adequacy of site
dimensions, adequacy of structural design, conformity and harmony of external design with neighboring
structures, effect of location and use of proposed improvements upon adjoining Leasehold Areas,
proper facing of the main elevation with respect to nearby streets, adequacy of screening of
mechanical, air conditioning and other rooftop installations, and conformity of the plans and
specifications to the purpose and intent of these Regulations.

a. DRC ACTION TO COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT. Upon approval or conditional
approval by the DRC a copy of the approved plans and the DRC decision shall be deposited for
permanent recerd with the DRC, and forwarded to the Community Development Department.

SECTION 8: DESIGN STANDARDS.

A. PURPOSE. This Section establishes the substantive standards by which applications for Gold Basin
Industrial Park Special Area Permits will be reviewed and approved for development within the Gold Basin
Industrial Special Area. These standards are intended to enhance and protect the value, desirability and
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attractiveness of all Leasehold Areas to the mutual benefit of Lessees, Gunnison County and the City of
Gunnison, and to promote high quality design and the uniform application of standards.

B. STANDARDS ARE MINIMUM. These improvements standards are intended to ensure a minimum level of
performance. If an alternate design, process, or material can be shown to provide performance equal to or
better than that established by these standards, or where it can be shown that strict compliance with these
standards would cause unacceptable environmental impacts, or would result in adverse conditions on- or
off-site because of unusual topography, size or shape of the Leasehold Area, existing vegetation, or other
exceptional situations or condition, then the Community Development Director shall have authority to
accept the alternative. The evaluation shall consider whether the alternative will provide for an equivalent
level of public safety and whether the alternative will be equally durable, so that nommally anticipated
maintenance costs will not be increased.

C. MINIMUM SETBACKS. No Building or any portion thereof shall be placed on any nearer to the front, side
or rear Leasehold Area line than 10 feet.

1. EXCEPTIONS. If a single building is constructed on two or more Leasehold Areas, no side yard
setback is required from shared interior Leasehold Area lines

D. LANDSCAPING AND BUFFERING.

1. LANDSCAPING PLAN. Applicants shall prepare a landscaping plan that shall indicate the type and
location of vegetation to be included on the site. The plan shall also contain a planting schedule and a
plan for maintenance of all l[andscaping to be installed,

a. PROTECTION OF EXISTING VEGETATION. No material or temporary soil stockpiling shalf be
placed within four feet of existing shrubs or in the drip line of trees. During construction, temporary
protective barriers or tree wells shall be installed around each plant and/or group of plants that are
to remain onsite, Protective barriers should be of a durable material that will iast until construction is
completed. Snow fences and silt fences are examples of acceptable barriers.

h. VISIBILITY. To avoid landscape materials from blocking driver sight distances at intersections, no
maierial greater than 30 inches in height shall be located within 15 feet of a driveway or road edge.

Cc. ALLOWANCE FOR SNOW STORAGE AND PLOWING. All landscaping design shall provide
adequate space for snow plowing and areas for snow storage, that shall be indicated on the
landscaping plan.

2. SITE PROTECTION.

a. TOPSOll. PRESERVATION. Topsoil moved during construction shall be stockpiled and
redistributed on all re-graded surfaces in order to provide an even cover to all disturbed areas of
the Leasehold Area. Such surfaces shall be stabilized by seeding or pianting, or providing an all-
weather surface approved by the Gunnison County Public Works Department.

b. REMOVAL OF DEBRIS. All stumps, other tree parts, litter, brush, weeds, excess or scrap
construction materials, or other debris should be removed from the site within six months of
substantial completion of construction and disposed of pursuant to requirements of the Gunnison
County Landfill, or by other means in compliance with any applicable regulation. All dead or dying
trees should be removed from the site, unless those trees are to be retained for wildlife habitat,
upon the recommendation of the Colorado Division of Wildiife or the Colorado State Forest
Service. If trees and limbs are reduced to chips, they may be used as muich in Jandscaped areas.

G. SLOPE PLANTINGS. Landscaping of all cuts and fills andfor terraces shall be sufficient to prevent
erosion. Afl roadway slopes steeper than one foot vertical to three feet herizontal (1 3') shall be
planted with ground cover appropriate for soil conditions, water availability, and environment, and
pursuant to the requirements of a Gunnison County Reclamation Permit.

3. PLANTING SPECIFICATIONS,

P
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a.

MINIMUM TREE/SHRUB SIZES. Deciduous trees shall have at least a two inch caliper at planting.
Sizes of evergreens and shrubs shall be allowed to vary depending upon the characteristics of use
and its location and the types of shrubs proposed. Trees shall be staked upon planting and
provision made by the Lessee for regular watering and maintenance until they are established.
Dead and dying plants shall be replaced by the Lessee no fater than the following planting season.

PLANT SPECIES. A mixture of plants, evergreen, and deciduous shrubs may be planted.
Evergreen trees should be located on the penmeter of the lot for screening.

4. TIMING. All landscaping shall be installed no later than one growing seasen after substantial
completion of construction on the Leasehold Area.

5. SITE-SPECIFIC SELECTION. The type and amount of landscaping shall be allowed to vary with the
type and size of the proposed use. Plants or other landscaping material{s) that best serve the intended
function of the land use should be selected. Appropriateness of any proposed phasing, as well as short
and long-term impacts of the landscaping plan, should be considered.

WATER CONSERVING LANDSCAPING. Use of xeriscape plantings is preferred.

LANDSCAPING ADJACENT TO BUILDINGS. Landscape elements may be located adjacent to
buildings.

8. BUFFERING. Buffering

a.

BUFFER MATERIALS. Buffering may consist of fencing and plant materials but may also include
berms, rocks, boulders, mounds, or combinations of those matenals, to minimize visual impacts to
the neighborhood.

DUMPSTER AND UTILITY SCREENING. Trash dumpsters and other waste/recycling containers
serving multi-family or non-residential uses shall be screened from view off-site.

DRIVEWAYS EXCLUDED. Required landscaped buffer areas shall not include driveways.

DESIGN OF EANDSCAPE BUFFER. Arrangement of plantings and other landscaping elements
in buffers shall, to the maximum extent feasible, provide protection to adjacent properties from
obstructing views and access fo soiar exposure. If berms are proposed, the design and slope shall
be subject to approval by Gunnison County.

MAINTENANCE OF LANDSCAPING WITHIN BUFFERS, Plantings shall be watered regulady, in
a manner appropriate to the specific plant species. Dead and dying plants shall be replaced by the
developer no fater than the next planting season. The applicant shall make provisions to ensure
that landscaped buffer areas shall be maintained and kept free of all debris, rubbish, and weeds.

MATERIALS USED IN BUFFERS. Existing and supplementary xeriscaping should be used to the
maximum extent feasible and planted in random patterns {not rows). Plant matenals of a scale
capable of screening and softening structural mass shall be used to reduce visual impacts of
development. A list of recommended plant materials is available from the Gunnison Office of the
U.5.D.A. Natural Resources Conservation Service.

SCREENING IN BUFFERS. If total screening is impractical or undesirable, partial screening
should be used to break horizontal tines of structures and minimize apparent height of taller
structures. Screening devetopment with vegetation is preferable to screening with berms or other
significant earth moving. If bemrns or recontouring of soif are used for screening, the features shoutd
complement natural land forms.

REVIEW BY PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT. If landscaped buffers are proposed along
roadways or parking areas within the Gold Basin industrial Park Special Area, the plan shall be
submitted for review to the Gunnison County Public Works Department, for its compliance with
snow removal and traffic-related sight-distance requirements.

9. PARKING LOTS AND LOADING AREAS. Parking lots, loading, and unloading areas that are not part
of a parking lot shall include buffering that complies with this Section
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E. SIGNS. One cluster sign is allowed at each approved access from Gold Basin Road into the Gold Basin
Industrial Park Special Area that includes the name of the Special Area and/or listings of individual
businesses in the development. Within the development, one sign per Leasehold Area is allowed, and all
signs shall be designed and installed as follows:

1. GENERAL STANDARDS.

2. ON-SITE LOCATION. All signs shall identify or advertise only the business or establishment upon
which the sign is located.

b. ONE SIGN PER USE. There shall be one sign per primary use, except that when the subject
Leasehold Area abuts two public roadways, there may be one sign facing each roadway.

c. NO SIGN IN ROAD RIGHT-OF-WAY, No signs shall be allowed on any County or development
road right-of-way, and existing signs in either of these rights-of-way shall be removed immediately
upon request of the governing body.

d. EXTERNAL LIGHT SHALL BE MINIMIZED. Externally it signs shall be designed, installed and
maintained so as to eliminate upward directed light and glare and so that lights shall only shine
downward, and shall illuminate only the sign and not property that adjoins or is nearby. Such light
shall not interfere with the vision of motorists.

€. INTERNALLY LIT SIGNS PROHIBITED. There shall be no internally lit signs.

f. NO MISLEADING INFORMATION. Information presented on a sign shall be neither misleading,
erroneous or patently untrue.

g. NO SETBACK LIMITATION SPECIFIC TO SIGNAGE. There shall be no setback limitation except
that sign placement shall not interfere with snow removal, or vision of motorists, and shall not
significantly detract from the environmental or aesthetic character of the County.

2. CONSTRUCTION AND MAINTENANCE OF SIGNS.

a. STURDY CONSTRUCTION. All signs and sign structures shall be constructed of materigls of
sufficient strength and quality to withstand weathering or delerioration by wind, moisture and other
natural elements, and shall be maintained in a state of good repair with all braces, bolts, supporting
framework, fastenings, lettering and design work free from deterioration.

b. WIND LOAD. Wind load requirements shall be equal to, or greater than 26 pounds per square foot
of sign area.

¢. REPAIR OR REMOVAL. The County Building Inspector shall have the authority to order the
repair, alteration or removal of any sign or structure that constitutes a hazard to public health and
safety, or which is otherwise not pursuant to this Section. In the event that such a sign has not
been removed, altered or repaired within 60 days after written notification by the Inspector, the
Board may, after due public notice and hearing, cause that sign or structure to be removed at the
expense of the owner of the sign.

3. SIGN AREA MEASUREMENT.

a. MAXIMUM INDIVIDUAL SIGN AREA. The maximum pemitted area of individual signs shall be
50 square feet.

b. MAXIMUM HEIGHT. Maximum sign heights shall be as follows:
1. FREESTANDING SIGNS. The maximum height of a freestanding sign shall be 12 feet.
2. SIGNS LOCATED ON BULDING FASCIA. Signs located on a building shall be no higher
than the fascia of the building.

c. MEASUREMENT OF SINGLE SURFACE. To detemine the surface area of a sign, the County
Building inspector shall measure the perimeter enclosing the extreme limits of the display
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4,

surface(s) of the sign, including all graphic elements, borders and riders, but excluding the sign's
structure or bracing unless those elements are part of the message or face of the sign. Where
there are two faces back to back, the total area of the largest face shall determine the area of the

sign.
d. MEASUREMENT OF MULT!-FACETED SIGN. Where two faces are placed at greater than 45-
degree angles to one another, the sign area shall mean the total area of both faces.

SIGNS ALLOWED ONLY BY VARIANCE BY THE BOARD. The following signs are not permitted,
except by varance issued by the Board, pursuant to applicable requirements of the Gunnison County
Land Use Resolution.

& NON-COMPLIANT SIGNS. Any sign not in compliance with the provision of these Reguilations; or

b. OFF-PREMISE SIGNS. Off-premise signs except public directional signs, and those signs
permitted pursuant to the "Gunnison County Resolution Sernies 1989 No. 42, Conceming
Placement of Tourist-Oriented Directional Sign,”™ which are allowed without a variance; or

€. PROJECTING ROCF-MOUNTED SIGNS. Roof-mounted signs that project above the highest
point of a roofline or fascia of a building.

F. PARKING. No parking shall be permitted on any street, lawn, median strip, public walkway, swale, berm or
at any place other than on the parking spaces approved by the DRC for each the Leasehold Area. Each
Owner and Occupant shall be responsible for compliance with these standards by its employees and
visitors. Off-street parking shall be provided by each Lessee for employees and visitors. Al uses shall be
required to provide the amount and design of parking spaces in Appendix Table 1: Minimum Parking Row
and Afsle Dimensions and Appendix Table 2: Of-Street Parking Standards and to comply with the
following:

1.

MULTIPLE USES. If two or more principal uses occupy a single Leasehold Area or structure, the
standard for off-street parking shall be the additive total for each principal use of the Leasehold Area or
structure.

SHARED PARKING. When the peak use period for required parking for one land use will not overap
with the peak use period for required parking for another land use located on the same or adjacent
Leasehold Area, the Community Development Director may reduce the required number of off-street
parking spaces by up to 25 percent of the iotal required. Wiitten approval by the adjacent Leasehold
Area Owner or Occupant for use of the Leasehold Area is required. A subsequent change in land use
will require evaluation by the Director and additional spaces may be required.

REQUIRED FRACTIONAL. SPACES. When any calculation of off-street parking results in a required
fractional space, such fraction shall be rounded up to the next higher number of spaces.

LOCATION OF REQUIRED SPACES. Required off-street parking spaces shall be located on the
same Leasehold Area as the structure or business or industrial operation the spaces are intended to
serve,

SURFACE IMPROVEMENTS. All off-street parking, access drives and loading areas shall be paved or
tmproved with an all-weather surface approved by the DRC and properly graded to assure proper
drainage. Owvernight parking of campers, mobile homes, trailers or motor homes is prohibited.  if
parking requirements increase as a result of the change in use or number of employees, additional off-
street parking shall be provided to comply with these Standards.

BACKING ONTO ROAD PROHIBITED. All parking areas shall be designed so that vehicles exiting
from a parking space shall not back onto the right-of-way of the public street.

SNOW STORAGE. Adequate snow storage areas are required be planned into each site, and snow
storage in dedicated parking areas is prohibited,

a. SNOW STORAGE OBSTRUCTIONS. Snow storage areas shall be free of fences, landscaping
(except for ground cover), retaining walls, and other obstructions of similar nature.
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bh. SNOW PLOWING OBSTRUCTIONS. Pathways, signage, vegetation, fencing, and lighting shall
be configured to cause the feast obstruction to snow plowing. L.ocations of trash dumpsters relative
to snow storage shall allow access and maintenance of the dumpsters, but shall not impede the
free movement of trash removal vehicles.

c. FORMAL APPROVAL BY PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT. All designs for snow storage shall
be subject to review and approval by the Gunnisen County Public Works Department.

d. MINIMUM WIDTH ADJACENT TO PLOWED AREA. Designated snow storage areas shall not be
fess than six feet wide and, to the maximum extent feasible, shall be located adjacent to the area of
the project from which snow is to be removed.

H. STORAGE AND LOADING AREAS. Materials, supplies and equipment, including company-cwned or
operated trucks or delivery vehicles, shall be stored inside structures or behind visual screening approved
by the DRC to reasonably mitigate visual impact to adjoining Leasehold Areas and/or streets: All loading
facilities, including turnarounds and docks, shall be set back and screened to minimize their visibility from
any street. Screening of service areas and loading docks may consist of any approved combination of
earth mounding, landscaping, walls and/or approved combination of earth mounding, landscaping, walls
and/or fencing. Loading areas and docks shall not be closer than ten feet to an abutting street unless
specifically approved by the DRC.,

. SITE COVERAGE. In no event can the footprint of any building or buildings exceed 50 percent of the
square footage of the Leasehold Area.

J. BUILDING HEIGHT RESTRICTIONS: No building or appurtenance including, but not limited to, water
towers, stand pipes, elevators or elevator equipment, stairways, ventilating fans, fire or parapet walls,
skylights, tanks, cooling or other towers, wireless radio or television masts, flag poles or similar equipment
shall exceed any height restrictions required by the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution, the Federal
Aviation Administration or any other applicabte regufatory agency.

K. VIEW OBSTRUCTIONS. The DRC shall have the autharity, but not the obligation, to remove, relocate or
require the removal or relocation of any wali, bank, hedge, shrub, bush, tree or other thing, natural or
artificial, placed or located on any Leasehold Area if the location of the object will, in the reasonable
judgment of the DRC, obstruct the vision of a motorist upon any of the streets within or providing access to
the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area.

L. GAS TANKS AND WATER SOFTENER UNITS. Gas container and/or outdoor water softener units, may
be placed above ground if enclosed on all sides by a decorative wall, provided the design, construction and
installation location shali have first been approved by the DRC.

M. MAILBOX DESIGN AND LOCATION. No mailbox or paper box or other receptacles of any kind for use in
the defivery of mail or newspapers or magazines or similar material shall be erected or located on any
uniess and until the size, location, design and type of material for said box or receptacle shall have been
approved by the DRC.

N. EXTERIOR AND INTERIOR LIGHTING: No exterior lighting of any nature shall be installed or operated
without the prior written approval of the DRC, and in all cases shall be installed or constructed in
conformance to the applicable section of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution. All interior and
exterior lighting must be arranged or shielded so as to avoid excess glare or reflection onto any portion of
an adjacert street or into the path of oncoming vehicles or onto any adjacent . No flashing, traveling,
animated or intermittent lighting shall be visible from the extericr of any Building.

O. STORMWATER MANAGEMENT. There shall be no construction of ponds except as may be necessary
for use as water detention or retention areas, and aHl such constructed on the property shall be constructed
according to an approved site development plan. In no event may Owners or Occupants of Leasehold
Areas or members of the public use such peonds for fishing, irfgation, swimming, bathing, boating or other
recreational purposes. The pemmit applicant shall provide the following:
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1. DRAINAGE STUDY. The required drainage study shall be subject to review and approval by the
Gunnison County Public Works Department, which may refer the study o the City of Gunnison Public
Works Department for review for compatibility with the City's design and construction standards.

2. RUNOFF CONTROL STRUCTURES. The Owner or Occupant shall provide storm sewers, culverts
and other runoff controt structures as determined necessary by the drainage study.

3. HISTORIC RUNOFF. The drainage system shall be designed and constructed so that only historic
runoff, not including historic irrigation, shall be released from the site. Drainage flows in excess of this
amount shall be retained, detained or handled in a storm sewer system. All costs associated with
handling runoff generated by a development shall be paid by the Owner or Occupant whe has applied
far the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area Pemit.

P. WELLS AND GENERAL DRILLING. Qil and Mining Operations: No water wells may be drilled or
maintained on any portion of the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area.  No oif drilling, ol development
operations, oil refining, guarrying or mining operations of any kind shail be permitted within the Gold Basin
industrial Park Special Area, nor shall any oil wells, tanks, tunnels, derricks, boring apparatus, mineral
excavations or shafts be permmitted upon or in the Gold Basin tndustrial Park Special Area, except that such
excavation as may be required for site preparation to construct and/or operate improvements may be
undertaken under strict supervision of the DRC, the U.S. Department of Energy and the Colorado
Department of Public Health and Environment.

Q. WIRELESS TELECOMMUNICATION DEVICES AND STRUCTURES. Installation of wireless
telecommunication devices and structures shall be required to comply with the requirements of the
Gunnison County Land Use Resolution current at the time a business or industrial operation applies for a
Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area Permit to locate within the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area,
and with any applicable regulation of the Federal Aviation Administration.

R. UTILITY CONNECTIONS: All utility connections, including all electrical and telephone connections and
instaflation of wires to buildings, shall be placed underground from the nearest available power source. No
transformer, electric, gas or other meter of any type of other apparatus shall be located on any power pole
nor hung on the outside of any building, but shalt he placed on or below the surface of the ground and
where placed on the surface, shall be adequately screened and fenced and all installations shall be subject
to the prior written approval of the DRC.

S. USE OF NAME: The name "Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area” may not be used in the name of any
Building or project on the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area, or in the name of any Owner other than
Gunnison County, without the DRC's prior written consent.

T. EXCAVATION. No excavation of the subject property or any Leasehold Area therein shatl be made except
in connection with construction of an improvement, and upon completion, exposed openings shall be back-
filed and disturbed ground shall be graded, leveled and restored to its original condition. Prior approvals
shall have been obtained from the DRC for such excavation, specific compliance with Colorado Department
of Public Health Regulations and approvals, and appropriate monitoring and mitigation procedures shall be
followed.

U. NOISE-SENSITIVE USES. The northerly propeny fine of the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area, and
to some extent most of subject property, is adjacent or near an operating airport, which may produce noise.
Sound-sensitive industries or individuals should consider sound attenuation measures in the design of their
buildings.

V. IRRIGATION. Automatic irigation systems shalt be required for each Leasehold Area. hmigation water shall
be pumped from Gunnison County water lines. No Leasehold Area Owner shall draw or pump water from
any pond in the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area for irrigation or any other purpose, and no sub-
surface water shall be pumped or used under any circumstances.
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SECTION 9: PROVISION OF UTILITIES.

Gunnison County shall provide adequate service lines and stubs to each Leasehold Areas so that street and
sidewalk cuts will not be required in order to connect the proposed buiidings with the sewer mains, The actual
tap of the sewer main shall be accomplished in conformance with all appficable County or City of Gunnison
standards, including those involving design and construction. To the greatest extent feasible, shared wutility
pedestals will be required for Leasehold Areas.

SECTION 10: BEGINNING AND COMPLETING CONSTRUCTION

After commencement of construction of any iImprovernent, the Owner shall diligently prosecute the construction
thereof to the end that the Improvement shall not remain in a parly finished condition any longer than is
reasonable necessary for completion thereof. Alf landscaping required to be provided on any Leasehold Area
shall be completed within 90 days after the substantial completion of the construction of any Buildings to be
constructed on the Leasehold Area, provided, however, if weather conditions do net at such time permit, then
the landscaping shall be completed as scon thereafter as weather conditions permit. Seasonal adjustments will
also be allowed. If any Lessee fails to undertake and complete its landscaping within the time limit previously
set forth herein, the DRC may, at its option, after giving the Owner 10 days written notice, undertake and
complete the landscaping of the Leasehold Area in accordance with the landscaping plan. If the DRC
undertakes and completes such landscaping because of the faiture of the Lessee to complete the same, the
cost of such landscaping shall be assessed against Owner, and if said assessment is not paid within 30 days
after written notice of such assessment from the DRC, said assessment will constitute a lien on the Leasehold
Area and may be enforced by the DRC _

SECTION 11: MAINTENANCE.

A. GUNNISON COUNTY’S RESPONSIBILITIES.

1. COMMON AREA MAINTENANCE. Gunnison County shall maintain and repair all commen areas and
facilities located on the subject property. "Common Areas” shall include any mini-parks, and cut and fil
slopes adjacent 1o Gold Basin Road, and all landscaped buffer areas between the interior street and
Gold Basin Road.

2. SNOW REMOVAL AND LANDSCAPING. The cost of snow removal, irrigation, mowing, pruning,
fertilizing, drainage pipes and flumes replacing and adding grass, flowers, shrubbery, trees, and other
iters on the common areas, medians, or right of ways.

B. LESSEE’S MAINTENANCE RESPONSIBILITY: Each Leasehold Area Lessee shall be responsible for the
maintenance of their Leasehold Area to the boundaries and all improvements constructed thereon,
including repair and maintenance of any utility lines which service said .

C. ALLOCATION OF MAINTENANCE COSTS AND PROPERTY TAXES. Gunnison County shall, from time
to time, and at least annually, and at least 30 days in advance of the assessment date, prepare a budget for
the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area, to determine the assessments payable by the Lessees to mest
the common expenses, and allocate and assess such common expenses upon the Lessees,
proportionately, according to the square feet under lease by each Lessee, with the community areas owned
by Gunnison County excluded. Gunnison County shall advise all members promptly, in writing, of the
amount of the assessment payable by each of them, respectively, as determined by Gunnison County and
shall furnish copies of each budget on which such common expenses are based. The assessments levied
by Gunnison County shall be used exclusively for the purposes of promoting the business of the Lessees,
and their health, safety and welfare, and in particular, for the improvement and maintenance of any
designated common areas or structures.

D. COMMON EXPENSES. The common expenses shall include, among other things:

1. LIGHTS. The cost of maintenance of lights, signs and similar amenities, if and when the same are
censtructed by Gunnison County.
2. UTILITIES. Utility expenses for the common areas or structures.

m
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3. INSURANCE. the cost of all insurance premiums on all policies of insurance required to be, or which
have been obtained by Gunnison Courty pertaining to such common areas or structures.

4. TAXES. Any taxes and governmental assessments which are levied against the property, or any
common areas or structures; and

5. ADMINISTRATION. The cost of administering and enforcing these Regulations, and the cost of
defending and protecting the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area from adverse private or public
action in the immediate area.

E. PAYMENT OF ANNUAL GENERAL ASSESSMENTS. All Lessees shall be obligated to pay the
assessments assessed them by Gunnison County. The first annual assessment for each Leasehold Area
shall be adjusted according to the number of days remaining in the calendar year. Each assessment shall
be paid by the Lessee to Gunnison County in one or more installments on the date or dates fixed by
Gunnison County. Those Leasehold Areas that have not been leased by Gunnison County shall be
exernpt for the assessments created by these Regufations, aithough Gunnison County shall provide such
additional funds as may be necessary in order to administer the common areas in the manner provided for
and contemplated in these Regulafions. Each Lessee of a Leasehold Area, by acceptance of a lease,
consents and agrees to the foregeing and waives any rights to the contrary under applicable statutory law.

1. NO WAIVER OF LIABILITY OR ASSESSMENTS. No Lessee may exempt himself from liability for his
assessment by waiver of the use or maintenance of any of the common areas, or by abandonment of
his Leasehold Area. ‘

2. STATEMENT OF ASSESSMENTS. Gunnison County shall promptly provide any Lessee or
prospective Lessee so requesting he same in writing, a written statement of all paid or unpaid
assessments or charges or penalties due with respect to the Leasehold Area leased or the be leased.

3. DEFAULT IN PAYMENT OF ASSESSMENTS. Any assessment installment which is not paid when
due shall be delinquent. .Each assessment installment not paid within 30 days after the due date shail
be subject to a late charge established by Gunnison County not exceeding $250, and such assessment
instaliment shall also bear inferest from the date of definquency at the maximum iegal rate, but not
exceeding 18 per cent per annum. Fuithermore, should any assessment instaliment not be paid when
due, the entire unpaid annual assessment shall, at the option of Gunnison County, become due, and
may be collected forthwith, time being of the essence. Gunnison County may, bring an action at law
against the Lessee, or consider the nonpayment an event of default under the lease, and take
whatever remedies are afforded under the lease for such default.

4. REIMBURSEMENT BY LESSEES. In the event that Gunnison County determines that the need for
maintenance, repair or reconstruction as provided for in these Regulations is caused through the wiilful
or negligent act of a Lessee, his tenant, guests, or invitees and is not covered or paid by insurance,
then the cost, both direct and indirect, of such maintenance, repair or reconstruction shall be added to
and become a part of the assessment to which such owner is subject, and shall be due and payable
immediately.

SECTION 12: AMENDMENT AND TERMINATION .

A. TERM. Uniess earlier terminated, or extended, in accordance with this provision, and subject to any
limitations set forth in this provision, these Reguiations shall continue in full force and effect for a period of
20 years from the date of their initiat approvai by the Board. However, unless there shall be recorded in
Gunnison County within one year before the end of such 20 year period an instrument directing the
termination of these Regufations and approved by the Board, the Dedclaration shall be continued
automatically without further notice for an additional period of 10 years, and thereafter for successive
periods of 10 years each, unless with one year prior to expiration of any such 10 year period these
Reguiations are terminated as set forth in this Section.

1. TERMINATION AND MODIFICATION. These Reguiations, and any provision contained herein, may
be terminated, extended, modified or amended as to all or a portion of the Gold Basin Industrial Park
Special Area upon approval by the Board.
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B. AMENDMENT. The following process shall apply to an application for to amend these Reguiations;

1. INITIATION. An amendment to these may be initiated by any of the following:

BOARD MOTION. The Board may initiate an amendment by motion directing the Community
Development Director to submit a proposed amendment and report to the Planning Commission
for review and for further action pursuant to this Section,

PLANNING COMMISSION INITIATIVE. The Planning Commission may initiate an amendment by
submitting a written recommendation for proposed amendment to the Board.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DIRECTOR. The Community Development Director may initiate
an amendment by submitting a written recommendation for proposed amendment directly to the
Board, or by first submitting it to the Planning Commission for review and recommendation to the
Board.

LESSEE. An amendment may be initiated by any Lessee, by the submittal of an application to the
Community Development Department.

2. SUBMITTAL OF DRAFT AMENDMENT LANGUAGE. Any initiative or application for amendment
shall be submitted to the Community Development Department, and shall include at a minimum the
following:

a.

IDENTIFICATION OF APPLICANT, IF RESIDENT- OR PROPERTY OWNER-NITIATED. The
applicant's name, address, and telephone number. If the applicant is to be represented by an
agent, a notarized letter signed by the applicant shall also be submitted, authorizing the agent to
represent the applicant and stating the representative’s name, address, and phone number,

PRECISE WORDING. The precise wording of the proposed amendment, and the Section in which
it is proposed to occur, '

RATIONALE FOR PROPOSED AMENDMENT. A concise statement of the purpose and need for
the proposed amendment.

1. COMMUNITY = DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT'S REVIEW. The Community
Development Departrment shali review the application for completeness for compliance
with this Section.

2. PLANNING COMMISSION REVIEW. A complete copy of the application shall be
forwarded to the Planning Commission, together with a copy of the Community
Development Department's report. The Planning Commission shall review the
application, considering the standards of this, and shall make a recommendation to the
Board to approve, approve with modifications, or deny the proposed amendment.

3. BOARD PUBLIC HEARING. The Planning Commission's recommendations shall be
forwarded to the Board, together with a complete copy of the application. and a copy of
the Community Development Department’s review. Should it deem to be in the best
public interest, the Board may conduct a public hearing, providing public notice a
minimum of 15 days prior to the date of hearing, and otherwise pursuant to applicable
requirements of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution.

4. BOARD REVIEW AND ACTION. The Board shall consider the application, any relevant
support materials, the Planning Commission's recommendation, as applicable, public
testimony and evidence given at a public hearing, and compliance of the application with
these Regulations. Following closure of the public hearing, the Board may, by written
resolution, adopt the amendments, adopt the amendments with modifications, or deny
the amendments. Such resolution shall include findings that address the review following:

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SECTION 13: AVIGATION EASEMENT

AGREEMENTS ADOPTED BY GUNNISON COUNTY. Compliance with any
applicable intergovernmental agreements adopted by Gunnison County.

SECTION 13: AVIGATION EASEMENT

Notice is hereby given that Leasehold Areas within the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area are located
adjacent to an airport and in close proximity to the flight and approach paths associated with that airport.
Gunnison County, in adopting these Regulations, hereby gives and grants an avigation easement for flight over
these as necessary and appropriate for aerconautical operations at such airport on condition that all such
operations are conducted safely and in compliance with all applicable Federal Aviation Administration
regulations. Notice is hereby given that such aeronautical operations may cause noise or otherwise disturb the
occupants the s within this area.

A. WAIVER OF CLAIMS. Any Lessee, in entering a lease agreement with Gunnison County for use of any
Leasehold Area within the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area thereby waives, remises and releases
any right or cause of action it may now have or which it may have in the future against the Gunnison County
pertaining to or resulting from the passage of aircraft in the airspace above the Lessee's Leasehold Area.
However, nothing stated in the foregoing waiver, grant and release shall release any other person,
including, without limitation, any assignee, transferee, or successor of the Lessee, from any cause of action
pertaining to or resulting from the operation of aircraft outside the scope of this Avigation Easement, or
kability for damages to any person or property resulting from the unlawful or negligent operation of any
aircraft above Grantor's Property.

SECTION 14: SEVERABILITY OF THESE REGULATIONS.

if any article, division, section, paragraph, clause, provision, or portion of these Regulations is determined to be
unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such determination shall not affect the validity of
these Regulations as a whole or any part of these Regulations other than the part detemmined to be
uncenstitutional or invalid. If any application of these Regufations to a particutar structure or Leasehold Area is
determined to be unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such determination shaill not be
applicable to any other structure, or Leasehold Area not specifically included or referenced in that judgment.

A. NO LIABILITY. Gunnison County and the DRC shall not be liable for any damage, loss, or prejudice
suffered or claimed by any person on account of;

1. APPROVAL OR DISAPPROVAL OF PLANS. The approval or disapproval of any plans, drawing and
specifications, whether or not in any way defective,

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SECTION 16; NC PRECEDENT SET BY THIS DESIGNATION.

2. CONSTRUCTION OR IMPROVEMENTS. The construction of any improvement or performance of any
work, whether or not pursuant to approved plans, drawings, and specification; or

3. LEASFHOLD AREA DEVELOPMENT. The development of any Leasehold Area within the subject
propery.

B. ALL LESSEES BOUND. Any person who now or hereafter leases or acquires in rights in any
improvements on a Leasehold Area shall be deemed {o have consented and agreed o every covenant,
condition, restriction and easement contained in these Regulations, whether or not any reference to these
Regulations is contained in the instrument by which such person acquired such interest or lease.

C. GUNNISON COUNTY HELD HARMLESS. Each and every Lessee shall, and hereby does, indemnify and
hold harmliess Gunnison County against and from any and all claims for injury or death to persons, or
damage to or loss of property arising out of the construction, use, operation or maintenance of the Gold
Basin Industrial Park Special Area or the improvements hereon, the use or possession of any Leasehold
Area, or the conduct of any business or other activity on any part of the Gold Basin Industrial Special Area
or any Leasehold Area

D. DESTRUCTION OF IMPROVEMENTS. In the event any building or other improvement on a Leasehold
Area is damaged or destroyed in whole or in par, by any casualty, the Lessee shall immediatety undertake
to restore the same to a condition and conformity with the plans and specification most recently approved
by Gunnison County with respect to such building or improvement. |If such restoration is not completed
within two years following the casualty, or if & new plan is not submitted, approved and completed in that
timeframe, the lease is terminated and the Lessee loses all rights of use and cccupancy.

E. ADDITIONS TO THE PROPERTY. Additional real property may be annexed to the Gold Basin Industrial
Park Special Area, following which such additional real property shall become a part of the Gold Basin
industrial Park Special Area, and become subject to these Regulations. Said annexation shall be
accomplished by filing of record in the Office of the Clerk and Recorder of Gunnison, an amendment to
these Regulations, as applicable, or other instrument executed by Gunnison County. Upon the recordation
of such instrument, the provisions of these Regulations shall extend to such additional real property. So
long as the rights of any existing Lessee or Occupant are not impaired or restricted in any way as to the
approved use or occupancy of their Leasehold Area, an amendment may contain such additions and
modifications of these Reguations and other provisions as may be necessary to reflect the different
character, if any, of the added property, or as the Board may deem appropriate in the development of such
property, and as are not inconsistent with the general pian and scheme of these Reguilations.

F. RUNWITH LAND. Each of the requirements of these Regulfalions shall operate as covenants running with
the land for the benefit of the Gold Basin Industrial Park Special Area and each Leasehold Area, and shall
inure to the benefit of Gunnison County and the Lessees thereof, their heirs, successors and assigns, and
shall apply to and bind Gunnison County and the Lessees of any and all of the Leasehold Areas, their heirs,
successors and assigns.

G. ASSIGNMENT. Due to the unique Deed Restrictions put on Gunnison County by the U.S. Department of
Energy in refation to this property, Gunnison County’s rights and obligations continue with the land and as
such, Gunnison County's responsibilittes under these Regulations cannct be assigned.

SECTION 16: NO PRECEDENT SET BY THIS DESIGNATION.

Neither the designation nor these Regufations, procedures or approvals hereunder shall be construed as a
precedent for any other action.

SECTION 17: VIOLATIONS AND ENFORCEMENT.

Failure to comply with any provision of these Regulations shall be deemed a violation of and shafl be subject to
enforcement pursuant to the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution, with the additional remedy that Gunnison
County may teminate the Lessee’s lease.

WHEREAS, the Gunnison County Board of Commissioners (“the Board™) has iniiated the process for
designation of the Gunnison/Crested Butte Regional Airport Special Area (“GCBRA Light industriai Park Special
Area”) pursuant to Section 1-1 10 of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution as a Special Geographic Area; and

WHEREAS, The Board at its meeting of July 6, 2004 identified a proposed designated area, as described in the
attached “Exhibit A," an area of 60 acres south of the Gunnison County Airport east/west runway, bisected by the Gold
Basin County Road (45 acres to the south; 15 acres to the north and northeast; and

WHEREAS, The Board of County Commissioners, in initiating this process noted that:

Land currently available for commercial and light industrial uses in the County is limited; that
which either is available, within the City of Gunnison itself or within the immediate area around
the City, is limited in size, and in availability of service.

The County is responsible for relocating existing Gunnison County Public Works shops in order
to comply with requirements of the Federal Administration Association; location of the Public
Works shops to this parcel has been contemplated for several years. The size of the parcel
allows the location of additional uses, and light industrial uses are compatible with, and
reasonably placed adjacent 1o, the Public Works operation.

The Gold Basin County Road was recently upgraded to accommodate industrial traffic types
and impacts, and is capable of handling additional industrial and related business traffic.

The Pianning Director has indicated that frequently over the past several years there has been
interest expressed by potential small developers in potential locations for light industrial uses,
who have baen unable o locate locally because of a lack of parcels sufficient in size, and

Provide all employees extensive classroom and field training on issues pertaining to;
Pesticide and Applicator Laws and Regulations, Pesticide Labels and Labeling,
Pesticide Use, Applicator Safety, Public Safety, Environmental Protection, Integrated
Pest Management, Integrated Mosquito Management, and Equipment Use and
Calibration.

Provide all employees training on all pertinent OSHA regulations. Employees will be
instructed on required Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) for each product, its use,
care, and disposal. Employees will receive instruction on what to do in case of an
emergency including and not limited to; spill procedures, vehicular accidents,
personal injury, West Nile prevention, environmental protection, and public safety.
This training will include spill prevention, cleanup and disposal, and chain of
command notification requirements.

Provide employees with all required Personal Protection Equipment as required by
the EPA, Colorado Department of Agriculture, and OSHA.

Provide each employee VDCI company shirts so that they can be clearly identified as
Mosquito Control Technicians by residents and County officials.

All vehicles are owned by VDCl and commercially insured under VDCI’'s master
commercial automotive policy. All vehicles will be clearly marked with the company's
name, city, state and telephone number, per CO Dept. of Agriculture rules. No private
vehicles will be used. All employees will have proper ID at all times while in the field.

All company vehicles used for pesticide applications are trucks, with pesticides being
stored and secured in truck bed separate of passenger compartment. This conforms
to DOT and Colorado Department of Agriculture Regulations.

All trucks are equipped with a correctly rated fire extinguisher, current Safety Data
Sheets for all carried products, current labels for all carried products, employee first
aid kit, and chemical spill/recovery kit.

Use no subcontractors or independent contractors to perform normal surveillance or
treatment of areas. All personnel will be legal employees of the company providing
the mosquito control services. All employees will be properly trained and licensed by
the CO Dept. of Agriculture and covered by General Liability Insurance Policy and
Workers Compensation Insurance.

Provide Labels and SDS for all products used by company upon written request.

Provide General Liability/Auto/Workers Compensation insurance policy as required
with a minimum comprehensive of $2 million per occurrence general liability, claims-
made policy including chemical and pollution coverage is required. VDCI shall provide
each year a current certificate of insurance ensuring this required insurance coverage
with Gunnison County as a named additional insured.

2. SURVEY AND MAPPING SERVICES

VDCI will survey Gunnison County lands designated in Section I. VDCI will develop and maintain
mosquito management service related information in GIS format, and will provide GIS maps
indicating mosquito-breeding sites and larval control activity to the City as requested.

VDCI has been a licensed user of ESRI ArcGIS software for over 15 years and was one of the
pioneers of its use in mosquito control operations. VDCI extensively utilizes ESRI’s ArcGIS
geographic information system for all larval breeding site mapping, call & shutoff location,
truck-ULV application routing and much, much more. In our current existing customer larval
database VDCI has mapped and cataloged nearly 20,000 potential larval breeding sites.

VDCI will accurately map and catalog all potential larval mosquito production sites within the
proposed service area. VDCI will then produce larval site inspection route books that include
maps overlaid on digital aerial orthophotography for accurate detail (see example below). VDCI
will maintain and update this digital data as needed and will provide copies to Gunnison County
as requested.

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3. LARVAL MOSQUITO SURVEILLANCE AND CONTROL

VDCI will devote the majority of staff time to larval mosquito surveillance and control.
VDCI has identified larval habitats within Gunnison County Service Area that are
inspected throughout the season on a biweekly, weekly or monthly basis. VDCI will
perform larval mosquito control operations from May
through September (as needed, dependent on
environmental conditions and presence of larvae). VDCI
will continue to maintain a larval site history database that
includes a site catalog number, date and time of
inspections, wet/dry status of site, treatment (if any),
product type and amount, estimated acreage treated,
larval action threshold, documentation of any adverse
incidents associated with treatments (NPDES/CDPS
requirement), larval instars present and number of larvae
present per dip.

VDCI has continually updated our database system and
associated GIS data layers with additional new-found
breeding sites and changes in parcel ownership. VDCI will continue to improve the
program effectiveness by surveying, mapping and methodically inspecting new sites to
build a site history and identify problems areas as they are located.

VDCI will utilize our advanced database to accurately maintain inspection sites, dates,
treatments, methods, product amounts, products used for control, and population
dynamics of the mosquito larvae collected.

Using our previous years of data collecting in Gunnison County as a base, VDCI will
continuously fine-tune our proprietary database to efficiently target larval mosquito
control operational efforts. Our operations will include:

a. Targeted larval site inspections, as needed, at all previously identified and new
found potential larval development sites. Site inspections will target larval sites
based on past comprehensive site history data as recorded in our database.
These data incorporate historic records of larval presence, larval densities,
habitat size and type, water source, and weather data.

b. As sites are found that contain mosquito larvae, VDCI will first look to cultural or
physical controls to reduce or eliminate standing water and larval development.
Water management and source reduction including clearing clogged ditches,
hand digging of channels, and working with property owners to mitigate these
sites will be implemented when applicable.
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c. VDCI will then, as appropriate, treat sites where mosquito larvae are detected
with a “Prescription-oriented” least-toxic, biological control appropriate to the
site. Larval control products will include; Vectobac (Bti), Vectolex (Bs), Altosid
(methoprene), BVA 2 (highly refined mineral oil) and other registered larval
control products as needed. All applications will be within label-specified rates
and recorded in our database.

VDCI will perform random Quality Control field checks of previously inspected and/or
treated larval sites. Quality Control inspections will be conducted regularly to ensure
technician performance and pesticide efficacy. The Operations Manager or designated
Quality Control Technician will also review data sheet entries to verify that sites are
being inspected in accordance to site status and that larval control products are being
applied according to habitat and water source information. Operational maps will be
ground-verified to ensure accuracy and data collection will be screened prior to final
submittal, in order to eliminate input error.
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VDCI’s LARVAL M0OSQUITO CONTROL RESOURCES

*

Professional Staff: VDCI will devote full-time field technicians and a Qualified Supervisor
(licensed through the CO Dept. of Ag) to perform IMM-based larval mosquito control
operations in Gunnison County. These technicians are fully trained via VDCI’s classroom
and field training program, and far exceed the minimum training standards set by the
Colorado Department of Agriculture. Management of
the program is led by Chris Kruthaupt, a highly
experienced, full-time VDClI employee and a licensed
Qualified Supervisor in Public Health (110) through the
CO Dept. of Agriculture. All larval mosquito control
work will be done by employees of Vector Disease
Control International, who will be covered by VDCl’s
Worker’s Compensation Insurance, and will not be subcontracted out.

Equipment: Every technician will have access to a VDCl-owned fleet vehicle which is
fully insured under VDCl’s master commercial fleet policy and is equipped with all
necessary larval surveillance
equipment, larval control
application equipment, and
biological larvicide products.

Infrastructure: Because much of VDCI’s operations are targeted toward larval mosquito
control, many of our resources are used on infrastructure to facilitate these operations.
VDCI’s warehouses, material handling equipment, supply chain, data input, vehicle fleet,
and application equipment are all designed to support our larval control operations.

Technology: VDCI’s proprietary and advanced database system will be used to analyze
historical breeding site data, which decreases our environmental impact by targeting
site inspections and microbial larvicide control applications.

We have specifically engineered our database with proprietary algorithms and reporting
capabilities to utilize historical data collected from Gunnison County and other
communities throughout Colorado to precisely target larval mosquito control locations,
reducing unnecessary treatments. Targeting our applications with our historical data
allows our operations to provide the highest level of control while minimizing the
guantity of larvicide being applied to the environment.
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4. ADULT MOSQUITO SURVEILLANCE TRAPPING

VDCI will conduct extensive adult mosquito surveillance trapping during the mosquito
season (approximately the beginning of June through the end of August, weather
permitting or as requested by an authorized County Representative) to monitor
mosquito-borne disease risk and nuisance mosquito population levels. Trapping of adult
mosquitoes at minimum will include:

a.

Weekly trapping at thirteen (13) pre-determined permanent surveillance
locations within Gunnison County Mosquito Control Service Area, as illustrated
in Section I. Samples may be tested for West Nile Virus in cooperation with
Gunnison County and the Colorado Department of Public Health and
Environment.

As necessary, VDClI may provide additional
trapping with “floater” traps in areas of the
County that are not covered by one of the
permanent trap locations. Floater traps and
Landing Rate Counts may be used to
determine adult mosquito populations in
areas where citizen complaints regarding high
numbers of mosquitoes have been received
and to determine whether spraying for adult
mosquito control is needed (see Adult
Mosquito Control, below.)

CDC light traps, baited with dry ice (CO,), will
be wused for permanent and floater
surveillance trapping operations.

Identification to genus and species, and total counts of adult mosquitoes will be
completed within 24 hours of delivery of the specimens to VDCI’s lab if possible.
Counts using statistically valid sampling methods will be used in large trap
sample sizes (over 300 mosquitoes/trap).

VDCI will maintain trap data via our proprietary database and make it available
to Gunnison County Representatives.

All mosquito trapping activities including the submission of mosquito pool
specimens will be conducted in accordance with the protocols established in the
CDPHE 2019 Mosquito Surveillance Plan.
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VDCI’s MOSQUITO SURVEILLANCE & LABORATORY RESOURCES

* In-House Larval and Adult Mosquito Identification is
critical to accurate surveillance and timely response to
spikes in vector and nuisance mosquito populations.
While VDCI technicians are trained to perform larval
field ID to the genus level, larvae may be periodically
brought to VDCl’s labs for comprehensive identification
to the species level. VDCI ensures that highly trained lab
ID specialists, who have access to high quality stereo
zoom microscopes and scientific keys, perform the
identification of both larval and adult mosquito species.

* Management: All VDCI surveillance and laboratory
services for Gunnison County are managed by Dr. Michael “Doc” Weissmann. Dr.
Weissmann holds a Ph.D. in Entomology from Colorado State University. Dr. Weissmann
is a renowned expert in Dipteran biology and taxonomy.

+ Personnel: VDCI has 8 full-time field surveillance and laboratory technicians trained in
mosquito trap operations and taxonomic identification of larval and adult mosquitoes to
species level. All adult mosquito surveillance trapping will be done in-house and will not
be subcontracted. Operation of the adult
mosquito surveillance trap network will be
completed by trained employees of Vector
Disease Control International.

*+ Equipment: The VDCI Surveillance Laboratories
are fully equipped with 8 stereo zoom binocular
microscopes, including one video/photographic
microscope capable of projecting microscopic
images onto computer screens or to projection
equipment for wall sized viewing.

VDCI owns and maintains more than 100 CDC dry-ice baited Light Traps and 20 Reiter
Gravid Traps and all associated equipment and hardware.

* Infrastructure: VDCI has over 500 sq. ft. of devoted Surveillance Laboratory facilities and
an additional 100 sq. ft. of trap maintenance and dry ice storage space. In addition to
the above mentioned equipment, VDCI’s lab facilities include other important
equipment such as a deep freezer, multiple computer workstations, mobile dry ice
holding containers, and a fleet of fuel-efficient vehicles specifically designated for
surveillance operations.

*  Technology: All data generated and collected by the Surveillance and Laboratory staff is
entered into VDClI’s database system within 24 hours of processing.
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5. ADULT MosQuiTo CONTROL

In keeping with the framework of an IMM approach to mosquito control, VDCI will focus
on minimizing the use of chemical pesticides and understands that adulticides are the
last resort when dealing with the biting adult stage of the mosquito. The program
offered by VDCI will implement adult mosquito control applications as a final resource
option, in the interest of public health and safety, as well as environmental sensitivity.
VDCI acknowledges and will execute the preference of biological controls, larvicides,
over chemical controls, adulticides.

To control adult mosquitoes that exceed pre-set threshold levels or present a public
health threat due to mosquito infections rates or elevated vector populations, a
prescription-based adulticiding program will be used. VDCI has not, and will not
subcontract ground-based ULV adulticide applications. All vehicles and equipment used
in adult mosquito control operations will be owned and insured by VDCI.

The use of chemical adulticide spray applications to control adult mosquitoes will be
performed according to the following guidelines:

a. Permethrin/PBO formulations such as AquaKontrol, Pursuit 4-4, and Aqualuer
(or other products with similar/less toxicity as approved by the County), will
be applied within the EPA registered application rates via Ultra Low Volume
(ULV) dispersal equipment.

b. Truck-mounted ULV dispersal will be the primary application method (ATV or
hand-held ULV equipment may be used where appropriate). All ULV
equipment shall be calibrated as needed, but not less than once annually.

c. In-cab GPS equipment will be used to map all routes and observe shutoff
requests and provide accurate record keeping. Real-time data, collected
during the applications, will be used to produce detailed post-application
maps depicting the vehicle’s path, with areas treated and not treated clearly
labeled, along with reports for all adulticide applications.

d. Adulticide applications may be used only when nuisance or vector mosquitoes
cannot be controlled to satisfactory levels by any other means (e.g. water
management, vegetation control, biological controls, larvicide, etc.) and when
any one of the following conditions exist:

e There is an imminent threat of mosquito-borne disease transmission as
directed by Gunnison County in cooperation with the Colorado
Department of Health and Environment, or

e When 100 adult mosquitoes are collected from any permanent CDC
mosquito trap in a given night, or

e In other areas of the County not routinely trapped, if a "floater" trap is
set and there are 100 or greater adult mosquitoes captured per trap per
night.
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VDCI will coordinate with Gunnison County officials to schedule and perform Barrier
Backpack applications using the residual adulticide TalStar (or comparable mosquito
barrier products) and/or Ground-based Truck ULV mosquito spraying in Gunnison
County Parks for outdoor community events. Applications of mosquito adulticides and
or barrier products will typically be performed on the day of, or evening prior to, any
scheduled and agreed upon County events.

In addition, VDCI will make available to residents of Gunnison County private Barrier
applications at an additional per service cost. The price of each application is
determined by the size and complexity of the treatment area. Payment of these private
treatments is the sole responsibility of the property owner.
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VDCI’s ADULT MoOsSQUITO CONTROL RESOURCES

+

Personnel: All ground-based adult mosquito control applications are performed by VDCI
management staff and veteran seasonal employees with specialized training in ULV
(ultra-low volume) adulticide spraying and will not be subcontracted. Currently VDCI has
over 20 fully trained personnel capable of performing ground based ULV applications.
This level of staffing and expertise can handle any typical weekly application needs or
even any atypical public health emergency situation at a moment’s notice.

Technology: VDCI will use the most advanced truck-mounted ULV application
equipment available to provide great

accountability in all phases of the <

application. Several vehicles will be
equipped with GPS tracking units capable
of delineating the spray routes of the
vehicle. These units record at three (3)
second intervals the date, time, latitude,
longitude, and sprayer status (on or off).
Detailed maps, graphically illustrating the
application data, will be produced after
each spray operation and provided to the

County. Our technology can also identify
and mark all properties that have requested to be call notified and/or shutoff from any
adulticide applications in their area.

Application Accountability: Our primary objective whenever we apply pesticides is to
achieve the greatest possible level of mosquito reduction while minimizing pesticide use
in as environmentally accountable manner as possible. This commitment can be
evidenced by our investment in application technologies such as on-board mapping,
monitoring systems, and droplet measuring equipment. Together, these instruments
allow us to not only apply the proper amount of product in the proper treatment area,
but they also allow us to monitor every aspect of the application event. Consequently,
pesticide application is maximized in the target area and the risk to adjacent, non-target
areas is greatly minimized.

VDCI utilizes a proprietary live-mapping display that provides unparalleled accuracy of
ground ULV treatments. Our on-board, computer-based GPS mapping and tracking
system has the ability to provide accurate ULV treatments within the designated spray
blocks/areas. This technology will be used in Gunnison County during the 2019 — 2021
mosquito seasons.

Variable flow technology assures accurate insecticide application rates that will deliver

the proper amount regardless of vehicle speed. Post treatment maps will contain the

insecticide name, registration number, the total amount of product used in the
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treatment, and the dates and times of the treatment along with a delineation of the
movements of the vehicle within the treatment area. This allows for unparalleled
accuracy and accountability.

Equipment and Capabilities: With our large fleet of truck-mounted ground-based ULV
adulticiding equipment, VDCI has the capacity to cover more than 1,250 linear miles of
streets and roadways in ONE NIGHT. That equates to over 70 square miles or over
45,000 acres per night. In 2019, VDCI will have more than 20 spray units available
throughout Colorado, including at least 3 units based in Gunnison County.

VDCl’s History: VDCI has extensive experience with emergency and comprehensive
adult mosquito control applications. VDCI was the contractor hired by the Larimer and
Weld City Departments of Health and Environment, as well as the Cities of Fort Collins,
Loveland and Longmont during the West Nile Virus Public Health Sprayings in 2007,
2012, 2013, 2015, 2017 and 2018. VDCI not only has the capacity, with respect to
equipment and staffing, but possesses the expertise and experience needed when
scheduling, planning, and supplying the required materials. VDCI has always been able
to coordinate emergency response applications in a moment’s notice. We pride
ourselves on our ability to meet the needs and specifications of our municipal accounts
to successfully achieve the objectives of suppressing West Nile risks, all within
accordance of the guidelines set forth by the CDC and Colorado Department of
Agriculture.
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VDCI’s PuBLIC HEALTH EMERGENCY SURVEILLANCE & ADULTICIDE SERVICES

We have included contractual price quotes for additional vector mosquito surveillance trapping
and a per mile cost for additional adulticide applications in the event of a large-scale public
health emergency. At the request of the County, and in consultation with CDPHE and CDC Ft.
Collins, Vector Disease Control International will provide the following Optional Public Health
Emergency Services at an additional cost:

+ CDC Light Trap and/or Reiter Gravid Trap Surveillance

Upon request, VDCI will operate additional CDC light traps and/or Reiter gravid traps for
expanded adult mosquito and disease vector mosquito surveillance within Gunnison
County.

Identification of the trapped mosquitoes will be performed the following day after the
mosquitoes are returned to the lab. The trapped mosquitoes will be counted and
identified to the following species; Culex tarsalis, Culex pipiens, Aedes/Ochlerotatus
species.

Cost per trap/night: $100.00
Cost includes all equipment, dry ice, vehicles, labor, shipping and reporting.

*+ Ground-based Truck ULV Adulticide Application

VDCI will undertake emergency ground-based truck ULV adulticide spraying in
accordance with U.S. EPA, Colorado Dept. of Agriculture, and Colorado Dept. of Health
and Environment regulations in the event of a declared public health state of emergency
that exceeds the scope of the existing program. VDCI will, at the City’s request, organize
and coordinate all spraying operations for public health response.

Cost per linear spray route mile: $85.00
Cost includes all equipment, vehicles, pesticide products, labor, and liability insurance.

+  Aerial ULV Adulticide Application via Fixed-Wing or Rotary-wing Aircraft

VDCI has extensive experience with aerial mosquito control application and would
oversee and direct such applications. All aerial adulticide applications would be
performed by experienced and insured aerial applicators, licensed through the Colorado
Department of Agriculture. This work would be done through Vector Disease Control
International’s sister company, Vector Disease Control International. Prices would be
subject to the size of the designated spray area, application material selected, and
current pricing.
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6. PuBLIC OUTREACH & EDUCATION

VDCI will continue to maintain a toll-free telephone line at (877) 276-4306 for customer
service calls. We will accept calls from the public at any point concerning, but not limited to
the following topics:

® Opting out of any adulticide spraying via a “shut-off list” which is updated annually
and as new requests are received from private property owners.
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® Request a telephone or email notification when adulticide spraying is planned in and
around their neighborhood.

® Report mosquito annoyance areas and request floater traps at their residence.

® Report standing, stagnant water that may indicate the presence of larval sites or
adult mosquito harborage.

® Request information about mosquito populations within the community.

® Request information on how to control and/or prevent mosquitoes on their
property and mosquito-borne diseases such as WNV, WEE and SLE.

® Request health and safety information about mosquito control operations and
pesticide products used in Gunnison County Mosquito Control Services Program.

® Request backyard inspections and information on inspection activity and larval
production at sites of interest.

VDCI will maintain a log of calls received including date, name, address, type of call,
response, resolution, and resolution date.

IMMEDIATERESPONSE™

VDCI introduced the concept of a 24-hour guaranteed response/resolution time to all
mosquito annoyance complaints in 1994 with our trademarked ImmediateResponse™
System. VDCI will continue to respond accordingly to all mosquito related complaints and
will refer any service related complaints to Gunnison County.

e VDCI will verify the validity of mosquito annoyance complaints by on-site inspection
including; adult mosquito trapping via nearby pre-determined trap locations or
floater traps, as needed, or landing rate counts (10 females mosquitoes per 5 minute
period = annoyance level) and/or larval dip surveillance in local breeding sites.

e VDCI will resolve all complaints, whenever possible, within 24-hours to the
satisfaction and standard of Gunnison County.

e VDCI will provide education, either verbally or through printed materials to the
complainant in an effort to promote self-management of local mosquito problems.

CALL AND EMAIL NOTIFICATION AND SHUTOFF SYSTEM

VDCI will continue to maintain a comprehensive Call and Email Notification & Shutoff
database and will notify residents on the list when conducting ULV adulticide applications
near their property. All Shutoff locations are mapped in ArcGIS. Notification & Shutoff forms
are available online and may be submitted via VDCI website, email or by mail. VDCI will mail
renewal request forms each season and perform all updating of resident information as it is
received.
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INFORMATIONAL PAMPHLETS AND PRESENTATIONS

VDCI will provide Gunnison County employees, Utility Workers, Senior Citizens and any
other “at risk” individuals exposed to mosquito bites from outdoor work, or at higher risk
for contracting mosquito-borne illness, with informative presentations or brochures about
personal protection, repellents, West Nile Virus activity and ways to reduce mosquitoes by
eliminating standing water.

Additionally, these educational fliers and pamphlets are always available to the public and
may be distributed at numerous public events each summer.

Dear Advisory Committee Members and Executive Director Halter,

The Gunnison County Board of County Commissioners would like to request a scope change for the
above referenced grant, which was awarded to Gunnison County for the purchase of CNG vehicles. The
scope identified 5 CNG vehicles, we request the scope be changed to allow the purchase of a 6" vehicle.
We are not requesting additional funding.

The original budget that was presented in the grant application and adopted in the contract was for 5
vehicles with a CNG premium cost of $12,814 each. A contingency of 10% totaling $6408 was also
included. The premium cost was based upon discussions by our fleet manager with the vehicle dealer
and the anticipated costs they expected. The dealer also expressed some uncertainty about the costs
which is why we added a contingency to the budget.

The County purchased 4 vehicles at a premium of $12,000, 1 vehicle at a premium of $11,500 which
came to $59,500, leaving $10,982 unspent. We purchased another vehicle which had a premium cost
of $12,815. Gunnison County will cover the difference of the premium cost as well as add the base cost
of the extra vehicle.

Gunnison County is committed to converting as many vehicles to CNG as possible with a goal in the
Board's strategic plan of 26 vehicles by the end of 2019. Gunnison County saves money on fuel through
a fuel purchase agreement for CNG. CNG also emits less greenhouse gasses and almost no nitrous
oxide. The County’s fuel purchase agreement includes renewable natural gas credits that cover all of
our current use and will cover about half of our eventual gas use.

SECOND AMENDMENT TO CONTRACT AGREEMENT

THIS SECOND AMENDMENT TO CONTRACT AGREEMENT (“Second Amendment”)
modifies that certain Contract Agreement by and between the Board of County
Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado and Christopher Kiein Construction,
Inc., a Colorado corporation, dated April 18, 2017 and assigned Gunnison County Legal
Instrument No: 2017- 43 (“Contract Agreement”) and the Amendment to Contract
Agreement between the parties dated November 21, 2017 and assigned Gunnison
County Legal Instrument No: 2017-145 (“Amendment”).

The Contract Agreement and Amendment thereto were entered into for the project titled:
Ohio City Town Hall Phase I, Interior and Exterior Rehabilitation.

This purpose of this Second Amendment is to include a further additional task associated
with the Storefront Window Rehabilitation and final task for the project which modifies the
Contract Agreement and Amendment thereto as follows:

1. Scope of Work. Relevant to paragraphs 3 and 5, and Appendix “A” titled:
Contractor's Bid Proposal of the Contract Agreement, and paragraph 1 and
Attachment 1 of the Amendment, the Scope of Work shall include the additional
and final task of reinforcing braces to the south storefront window to reduce shear
forces on the egress door.

ltem 1, Window and Door Rehabilitation identified under the Bid Schedule in
Appendix “A” of the Contract Agreement and paragraph 1 of the Amendment shall
be increased to include an addition of Sixteen Thousand One Hundred Seventy
Five and 59/100 U.S. Dollars ($16,175.59).

The total amount for Item 1, Window and Door Rehabilitation identified in Appendix
A of the Contract Agreement and paragraph 1 of the Amendment, shall be
increased from Thirty One Thousand Eight Hundred Seventy Four and No/100
U.S. Dollars ($31,874.00) to Forty Eight Thousand Forty Nine and 59/100 U.S.
Dollars (48,049.59).

The total amount of compensation identified in Paragraph 5 and in the Total Bid
Schedule Amount in Appendix “A” of the Contract Agreement and paragraph 1 of
the Amendment shall be increased from Ninety Nine Thousand Four Hundred Fifty
Six and 33/100 U.S. Dollars ($99,456.33) to One Hundred Fifteen Thousand Six
Hundred Thirty One and 92/100 U.S. Dollars (115,631.92) as identified in approved
Change Order No: 7 attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as
Exhibit “A”.

2. Work Completion Date. All work identified in the Contract Agreement's Scope
of Work has been fully and timely completed, including the addition of the
Storefront Window Stabilization, the subject matter of the Amendment thereto.
With the addition of final task of the project, reinforcement of the south storefront

window, the work completion date shall be extended. Relevant to Paragraph 4 of
the Contract Agreement and paragraph 2 of the Amendment thereto, the current
work completion date for the completion of the Scope of Work was May 25, 2018.
The work completion date for the additional task is hereby extended to March 31,

3. CSHF Approval. The Colorado State Historical Fund (“CSHF”) has provided
funds for the project titled: Ohio City Town Hall Phase I, Interior and Exterior
Rehabilitation, the subject matter of the Contract Agreement and Amendment
thereto. The CSHF has informally approved the additional task of further
reinforcement of the south storefront window and utilization of the unused funds
allocated within the project budget in the amount of Sixteen Thousand One
Hundred Seventy Five and 59/100 U.S. Dollars ($16,175.59). This Second
Amendment is contingent upon receiving formal approval from the CSHF.
Contractor shall not proceed until Gunnison County receives formal approval.

4. Reaffirmation and Ratification. Except as modified herein, the terms and
conditions of the Contract Agreement and Amendment thereto shall be and hereby
are reaffirmed and ratified.

Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport
Lease Agreement

This Lease Agreement is made and entered into on this day of , 2018, by
and between the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF GUNNISON COUNTY,
COLORADO, a political subdivision of the State of Colorado, hereinafter referred to as the
"County", and Ramon Ray dba Ray Trucking and Backhoe hereinafter referred to as the "Lessee.”

WHEREAS, the County, owns certain property, commonly known as the “W Mountain
Ranch” adjacent to the Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport located within and adjacent to
the City of Gunnison, Gunnison County, and

WHEREAS, the Lessee desires to and is willing to operate a construction warehouse on a
portion of the W Mountain Ranch, under the terms and conditions of this agreement;

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements
herein contained, the County and the Lessee do hereby agree as follows:

1. TERM

1.1 The term of this lease agreement shall be 12 (twelve) months, commencing November 15t
2018 and ending on October 315t 2019 unless sooner terminated under the terms hereof.
At the request of the lessee, a single 12 (twelve) month renewal of the lease may be
approved at the sole discretion of the Gunnison County.

1.2  Thelessee shall request in writing a renewal of the lease at least 60 days before the end of
the original term.

2. GRANT OF LEASE

2.1 The County hereby grants to the Lessee the right to occupy and use, together with
necessary rights of ingress and egress, those premises identified in Exhibit “A”, the
“Leased Premises” attached hereto and by reference incorporated herein. The premises
are located on the W Mountain Ranch leasehold and consist of only the premises
described in Exhibit “A” the Land Lease Area and Exhibit “B” the First Floor of the W
Mountain Ranch Gray Shop Building.

3. USE OF LEASED PREMISES

3.1 The Lessee hereby agrees to use the subject premises for the purpose of storage and
maintenance of construction equipment and materials, excluding, but not limited to, scrap
metals and scrap vehicles, liquids, hazardous materials, used building materials, excavated
soils and substances. Such use shall at all times be conducted in a manner consistent

with the terms of this agreement, in accordance with applicable federal, state and local
laws, rules and regulations and in accordance with any rule, manual or program adopted
for the operation of the Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport.

Neither the Lessee, its employees, guests, patrons nor invitees shall be allowed to bring or
keep animals or pets on the leased premises.

Premises will be kept neat and tidy at all times.

Gunnison County makes no representations, no guarantees and assumes no obligation to
provide or ensure any utilities.

4. COMPENSATION

For and in consideration of the rights granted herein, the Lessee agrees to pay monthly to
the County the sum of $1,268.45 for each calendar month of the initial lease term,
beginning November 15t 2018 and ending October 315t 2019.

If this lease is extended for a second term beginning November 15t 2019 and ending
October 315t 2020, the Lessee agrees to pay the County a monthly sum of $1,306.50 for
each month of the renewed term.

All compensation to be made pursuant to this Section 4 shall be delinquent if not received
on the 30th day of each month for the then-current month. In addition to each such
delinquent payment due, for each delinquent payment due, a late charge of two hundred
dollars ($200.00) per month shall be assessed against Lessee and paid forthwith by
Lessee for each calendar month or portion of a calendar month for which the payment
remains delinquent; interest shall accrue against Lessee and shall be forthwith paid by
Lessee at the rate of one percent (1%) per month on all delinquent balances.

Payments are due on the 30th day of each month for the then-current month and made
payable to the "Gunnison County Treasurer". Payments should be mailed or delivered to:-

5. OPERATIONS

5.1

The Lessee agrees to secure all necessary sales tax licenses, business permits and other
approval except any land use change permit required by the City of Gunnison, Gunnison
County and the State of Colorado. Such licenses shall be separate and apart from
licenses and permits relating to any other retail location operated by the Lessee.

The Lessee may not place any sign or advertising whatsoever on or outside the leased
premises.

The Lessee agrees to provide service on a fair, equal and non-discriminatory basis to all
patrons and to charge fair, reasonable and non-discriminatory prices for service. The
Lessee, its agents and employees, will not discriminate against any person or class of
person by reason of race, color, creed or national origin in providing any services or in the
use of any of its facilities provided for the public in any manner prohibited by Part 21 of the
regulations of the office of the Secretary of Transportation.

The Lessee shall pay for utilities, including; electrical power, sewer and water. If additional
or expanded utility services or lines are required by the Lessee's operations, the cost of
such services and lines shall be paid by the Lessee.

6. MAINTENANCE, REPAIRS AND IMPROVEMENTS

During the term of this agreement, the Lessee shall provide its own janitorial services and
shall at all times keep its leased premises in a neat and clean condition and in good repair
(ordinary wear and tear, unavoidable accident and fire excepted).

The County and its authorized officers, employees, agents and other representatives shall
have the right (at such times as may be reasonable under the circumstances) to enter upon
the Lessee's leased premises to inspect the premises at reasonable business hours or in
case of emergency, to perform necessary maintenance and repairs in order to preserve the
structural safety of such premises or to correct dangerous conditions, or in the exercise of
the County's police power. No such entry by or on behalf of the County upon such leased
premises shall, in and of itself, cause or constitute a termination of letting thereof or be
deemed to constitute an interference with the possession thereby by the Lessee.

The County reserves the right, at its sole cost and expense, to enlarge and improve the
Airport facilities. The Lessee recognizes and accepts that during the term of this lease
agreement such enlargement and improvements, together with some ordinary
maintenance activities, may cause inconvenience for the Lessee. The Lessee agrees that
no liability shall attach to the County or its agents or employees by reason of such
inconvenience caused by such activities. Prior to taking any action, which would adversely
affect the operations of the Lessee, the County agrees to consult with the Lessee;
however, this shall not preclude the County from taking any action it deems necessary for
the immediate protection of persons or property.

The Lessee shall not modify, alter, construct or reconstruct the leased premises and shall
obtain prior written approval from the County for the installation of any electrical wiring or
other utilities including telephone. The method of installation of all utilities, including
telephones, shall be approved by the County prior to any installation. Any changes in

decor shall be in keeping with the general décor of the building and shall receive prior
approval of the Airport Manager.

All equipment and property placed by the Lessee at its expense in, on or about the leased
premises, including all trade fixtures temporarily affixed to the leased premises but which
may be removed without damage thereto, shall remain the property of the Lessee and the
Lessee shall have the right at any time during the term hereof, when not in default
hereunder, to remove all such equipment, property and trade fixtures. All property placed
by the Lessee at its expense in, on or about the premises and affixed to the premises so
that the same may not be removed without damage thereto, shall become the property of
the County and shall not be removed by the Lessee at any time.

7. INDEMNIFICATIONS AND INSURANCE

The Lessee agrees to hold the County harmless, to release and indemnify the County from
and against any and all claims, demands, damages and liabilities (including costs and
expenses incurred in the defense thereof) for injury to persons or damage to property
arising from the Lessee's operations or the activities of any officer, agent or employee of
the Lessee. For the purposes of this paragraph, "operations" shall include, but not be
limited to, those activities and services required or permitted under the terms of this
agreement.

The Lessee need not release, save harmless or indemnify the County against damages or
injuries caused solely by the negligence of the County, its agents, officers or employees.

The Lessee agrees to obtain and keep in force, throughout the term of this Lease
Agreement, commercial general liability insurance, as follows:

Lessee shall also maintain in effect personal property insurance for Lessee’s personal
property.

Lessee shall include the County of Gunnison and the Gunnison Crested Butte Regional
Airport in said policy as additional insured. Lessee shall provide to Lessor with copies of
appropriate insurance policies, as described above, within ten (10) days after the execution
of this Lease Agreement. The insurance coverage required pursuant to this paragraph shall
remain enforce during the term of this Lease Agreement; no cancellation or reduction may be

made without thirty (30) days written notice to Lessor. Lessee shall not allow the placement
of any lien or other claim against the Property by reason of any improvements placed upon
the Property, and shall indemnify, hold harmless and defend Lessor against any claim upon
the premises or whatsoever.

The Lessee further agrees to promptly pay when due all bills, debts and obligations
incurred by it in connection with its operation of said business on the leased premises and
not permit the same to become delinquent and to suffer no lien, mortgage, judgment or
execution to be filed against said premises or improvements thereon which will in any way
impair the rights of the County under this agreement.

The existence of the insurance required hereunder shall not be deemed a waiver by the
County of any defense or claim of sovereign immunity, nor a waiver of any other provision
of law relating to the liability of governmental units or the limits thereof.

8. DAMAGE TO OR DESTRUCTION OF PREMISES

In the event that the premises leased hereunder, or any portion thereof, shall be destroyed
or damaged by fire or otherwise to an extent which renders them untenable, the County
may rebuild or repair such destroyed or damaged portions, and the obligation of the
Lessee to pay the compensation hereunder shall abate as to such damaged or destroyed
portions during the time they shall be untenable. In the event that the County shall elect
not to proceed with the rebuilding or repair of the major portion of the premises (if so
destroyed or damaged) within a period of 90 days after the destruction or damage, the
Lessee may, it its option, cancel and terminate this lease. In the event that the County
shall elect to rebuild, the Lessee must replace all personal property at its sole cost.

The County shall not be liable for any loss of property by theft or burglary from the Airport
property or for any damage to persons or property on said Airport resulting from the electric
lighting or water, rain or snow, which may come into or issue or flow from any part of said
Airport, or from the pipes, plumbing, wiring, gas or sprinklers thereof.

9. ASSIGNMENT

9.1

The Lessee covenants and agrees not to assign, sublet, pledge or transfer any of its rights
granted in this agreement, in whole or in part, nor grant any license or concession
hereunder, without first obtaining the written consent of the County, which consent may be
withheld by the County for any reason whatsoever in the County's sole discretion. Any
attempt by the Lessee to assign, sublet or in any way transfer its interest hereunder without
such prior written consent shall, at the County's option, automatically terminate this
agreement and the Lessee's rights hereunder.





10. DEFAULT

The Lessee shall be considered to be in default of this agreement upon or after any one of

the following:

a. the Lessee fails to pay the compensation required hereunder when due; or

b. the Lessee fails to pay each and every late charge and interest payment within thirty
(30) days of its being due; or

C. the Lessee files a voluntary bankruptcy petition or makes a general assignment for
the benefit of creditors or consents to the appointment of a receiver, trustee or
liquidator of any or substantially all of its property; or

d. the Lessee transfers its interest under this agreement without the approval of the
County by reason of death, operation of law, assignment, sublease or otherwise, to
any other person, firm or corporation; or

e. the Lessee voluntarily abandons, deserts or vacates the leased premises; or

f. any lien is filed against the leased premises because of any act or omission of the
Lessee and shall not be discharged or contested by the Lessee in good faith by
proper legal proceedings within 20 days after receipt of notice thereof by the
Lessee; or

g. the Lessee fails to keep, perform and observe each and every other promise,
covenant and agreement set forth in this lease agreement which failure continues
for a period of more than 30 days after written notice from the County of such
breach or default; or

h. the Lessee uses or gives its permission to any person to use any portion of the

Airport, Terminal or leased premises for any illegal purpose.

The lessee occupies space other than that agreed to within this lease without prior
Gunnison County approval.

If the Lessee defaults in any of the covenants, terms and conditions herein contained, the
County may proceed in either of the following manners. The County may elect to allow this
agreement to continue in full force and effect and to enforce all of the County's rights and
remedies hereunder, including without limitation, the right to collect monthly lease
payments as they become due together delinquent payments and interest as set forth
herein. The County may, at its sole option, cancel and terminate this agreement upon 30
days' written notice to the Lessee and may repossess the premises without liability for so
doing, in the event of any breach of the covenants contained herein, unless such default
has been cured within such 30 days.
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10.3 No waiver of default by either party any of the terms, covenants or conditions hereof to be

performed, kept and observed by the other party shall be construed as, or operate as, a
waiver of any subsequent default of any of the terms, covenants or conditions herein
contained to be performed, kept and observed by the other party.

11. FORCE MAJEURE

11.1

Neither party hereto shall be liable to the other for any failure, delay or interruption in the
performance of any of the terms, covenants or conditions of this agreement due to causes
beyond the control of that party including, without limitation, strikes, boycotts, labor
disputes, embargoes, shortage of material, acts of God, acts of the public enemy, acts of
superior governmental authority, weather conditions, floods, riots, rebellion, sabotage or
any other circumstances for which such party is not responsible or which is not in its power
to control.

12. AGREEMENT WITH THE UNITED STATES

This lease agreement is subject and subordinate to the terms, reservations, restrictions
and conditions of any existing or future agreements between the County and the United
States, the execution of which has been or may be required as a condition precedent to the
transfer of federal rights or property to the County for airport purposes, and the expenditure
of federal funds for the extension, expansion or development of the Gunnison-Crested
Butte Regional Airport.

14. SEVERABILITY

14.1 Inthe event any covenant, condition or provision contained in this lease agreement is held
by any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, the in validity of such covenant,
condition or provision shall in no way affect any other covenant, condition or provision
herein contained. Provided, however, that if the invalidity of such covenant, condition or
provision causes material prejudice to either party hereto with respect to its respective
rights and obligations contained in the remaining valid portions of this agreement, then at
the option of such party, this agreement may be declared to be terminated.

15. GOVERNING LAW - BINDING AGREEMENT

15.1 This lease agreement shall be deemed to have been made in and be construed in
accordance with the laws of the State of Colorado and be binding upon the parties hereto,
their successors and assigns.

16. ENTIRE AGREEMENT

16.1 The parties acknowledge and agree that the provisions contained herein constitute the
entire agreement and that all representations made by any officer, agent or employee of
the respective parties unless included herein are null and void and of no effect. No
alterations, amendments, changes or modifications, unless expressly reserved herein, shall
be valid unless executed by an instrument in writing by all the parties within the same
formality as this agreement.

17. VENUE

17.1 Venue for any and all legal actions regarding this Lease Agreement shall lie in the District
Court in and for the County of Gunnison and State of Colorado.

18. GROSS REVENUES

18.1 In order to facilitate County compliance with federal requirements, the Lessee shall submit
to the County by October 30 of each year a written report of gross revenues generated by
the Lessee at the Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport during the proceeding twelve
(12) months. The County shall have the right at its own expense to audit the Lessee’s
book and records and any portions thereof.





19. LAND USE CHANGE

19.1  Not withstanding anything to the contrary herein, the parties acknowledge that the county
shall be responsible to apply for and process any land use change request by the tenant
and at the discretion of the county, as may be necessary with respect to the tenant’s use of
the Leased Premises.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT FOR
WINTER ROAD MAINTENANCE

THIS INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT made effective on this day
of , 2018, between the TOWN OF PITKIN, STATE OF COLORADO, who
shall hereinafter be referred to as “ Town of Pitkin” and the COUNTY OF GUNNISON,
STATE OF COLORADO, who shall hereinafter be referred to as “Gunnison County,”
both of which entities are political subdivision of the State of Colorado.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Colorado Constitution, Article XIV, Section 18(2.a.)
and C.R.S5.29-1-201, et seq., any political subdivision of the State of Colorado may
cooperate or contract with one another to provide any function, service or facility lawfully
authorized to each of the cooperating or contracting units, provided that such
cooperation or contracts are authorized by each party thereto with the approval of its
legislative body; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Pitkin and Gunnison County desire to enter into an
Intergovernmental Agreement to provide for the performance by Gunnison County of
winter snow removal and/or plowing on certain streets located within the incorporated
Town of Pitkin; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Pitkin and Gunnison County deems such
Intergovernmental Agreement to be in the best interests of each of their inhabitants;

NOW, THEREFORE, the Town of Pitkin and Gunnison County in consideration
of the agreements and covenants set forth herein; do hereby enter into this Agreement
for the provision of winter road maintenance services:

SECTION |
TERM OF AGREEMENT

THE TERM of this Agreement shall be for a period of seven months from
November 1, 2018 to May 31, 2019, unless otherwise terminated in accordance with
Section Ill below. This Agreement may be extended for the terms of November 1, 2019
to May 31, 2020 and November 1, 2020 to May 31, 2021 upon agreement by both
parties.

SECTION I
GUNNISON COUNTY WINTER MAINTENANCE OF PITKIN ROADS

Gunnison County shall perform winter snow removal and/or plowing maintenance
for the Town of Pitkin only as follows:

1. Gunnison County Public Works Department will provide basic winter
maintenance as follows:

The truck equipped with a plow/sander will plow the asphalt portion of
Main Street as part of his initial run on Quartz Creek Road (CR#76).

1





A motor grader will plow only the Pitkin town streets, identified as plow
routes, and marked in yellow as shown on Exhibit A., incorporated herein.

2. Streets plowed with a motor grader equipped with a wing will be plowed and
widened to the extent possible on the day of the storm. The arrival time of the
motor grader will be consistent with plow times in recent years. Streets will be
plowed the day of the storm unless heavy snow or equipment failure requires that
the equipment be used on other primary roads within the unincorporated County.

3. Mailboxes will not be plowed or shoveled by Gunnison County.

4. No roads in the Town of Pitkin will be sanded per their request.

5. Gunnison County will refer any calls related to any aspect of snow removal to the
Mayor or her designee.

SECTION il
PAYMENT FOR WINTER MAINTENANCE

The Town of Pitkin, beginning on January 1, 2018, will reimburse the County in
an amount equivalent to the County sales tax municipal shareback, which is
approximately $6,000 per year. The Town of Pitkin acknowledges that such payment
may not reimburse Gunnison County for its total expenses in the performance of the
work.

SECTION IV
RESPONSIBILITY FOR ROAD MAINTENANCE AND DAMAGES

The Town of Pitkin and Gunnison County specifically understand and agree that
nothing in this Agreement shall be interpreted to require Gunnison County to perform
any general road maintenance on the streets in Pitkin other than the snow removal
and/or plowing contemplated hereunder. Further, it is understood and agreed that
Gunnison County shall not be held liable for any roadbed or roadside damages that
occur as a result of such snow removal and/or plowing and that the Town of Pitkin shall
be solely responsible for any such road repair or maintenance required as a result of the
snow removal and/or plowing performed under this Agreement.

SECTION V
INDEMNIFICATION

Nothing in this Agreement is, or shall be construed to be, a waiver by Gunnison
County or The Town of Pitkin of governmental immunity. It is expressly agreed that, the
Town of Pitkin shall defend, by an attorney of Gunnison County's choice, indemnify and
hold harmless Gunnison County, its officials and employees from all claims, causes of
action on litigation that may arise, directly or indirectly, from Gunnison County’s
obligations or work under this Agreement.





SECTION VI
RECORDS

Gunnison County shall maintain records of the time and equipment spent on
performing the snow removal and/or plowing services described in this Agreement.
Such records shall be available to the Town of Pitkin upon request.

SECTION ViI
NON-ASSIGNABILITY

Neither party hereto shall assign, sublet or transfer this Agreement nor any
interest therein to any other party without the prior written consent of both parties to this
Agreement, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld.

SECTION Vil
BINDING EFFECT

Each and every clause and covenant of this Agreement shall extend to, benefit,
and bind the successors and assigns of the parties hereto respectively.

SECTION IX
AMENDMENTS

Any and all modifications or alternations of or additions to or changes in any
term, condition, or agreement contained herein shall be void and non-binding unless set
forth in writing and signed by both parties hereto.

SECTION X
TERMINATION

It is understood and agreed by and between the Town of Pitkin and Gunnison
County that is Agreement may be terminated by either party upon thirty (30) days
advance written notice to the other party.

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Please describe how the proposed BLF policies address the following required elements:
1. Job Creation/Retention (and National Objective):

All borrowers for the CDBG or MEP Creation/Retention Method will be required to demonstrate how they
will create or retain jobs. One full time equivalent (FTE) job is based on a 40-hour week, and part time
jobs are converted to FTEs on that 40-hour basis. The number of jobs projected to be created depends on
the type of business and is based on prevalent practices in each industry. However, the cost per job is not
anticipated to exceed $20,000. On that basis, a minimum of 12 jobs will be created. Borrowers are
generally required to create the jobs within 12 months of loan closing and must report results to Region 10
at least quarterly. In accordance with the National Objective, Region 10 will certify that at least 51% of the
jobs will be taken by low or moderate income persons.

Although the primary purpose of this program is to develop and create new jobs, a secondary priority will
be job retention. The retention of jobs can only be used to qualify for BLF financing if a business can
satisfactorily demonstrate that jobs will be lost if the financing is not provided.

Job creation for the MEP will not be required under the Limited Clientele Method.

2. Business Types:

The purpose of the BLF is to support business activities — for which credit is not otherwise available — with
terms and conditions that would permit completion and/or successful operation, accomplishment of a
business objective, or creation and/or retention of job opportunities primarily for persons from low and
moderate-income households. Loans to both for-profit and not-for-profit businesses will be considered

Generally, the BLF targets businesses proposing to move into local opportunity markets, export a value-
added product, or bring new revenue from outside the region. Some consideration is given to local
priorities such as tourism or retail development. However, the BLF will consider assistance to any type of
business where jobs are created or retained. Categories and priorities are as follows:
(a) Expansion of existing business: Projects receiving the highest priority are expansions
of existing, successful businesses. Within this category, businesses that have the potential to hire
low to moderate-income persons will be given a higher priority. Usually, this type of business is
looking to increase working capital, acquire or upgrade fixed assets, expand inventories, introduce
a new product or penetrate a new market with existing products or services.
(b) Retention of existing business employment: Projects receiving the next priority are
existing businesses that need assistance to retain jobs. Businesses receiving priority would be the
firms involved in value-added product or service export bringing revenue to the region, those filling
an available niche in the local economy and those generating significant tax revenue for the local
community. Retention situations may involve upgrading plant or equipment, and/or working capital
necessary to regain competiveness or increase market share.

A business requesting BLF support for retention purposes must be able to demonstrate a history
of effective management, viable markets for its products and services, and importance to the local
economy. In some instances, a portion of a the work force scheduled for layoff may be retained in
connection with an expansion loan, enabling the business to undertake larger products and create
new jobs. Other combinations of advantages to the region may also be considered.

(c) Start up or new-to-the-region businesses: The next priority will be given to start up and
new businesses within the region. Start up and new businesses involve a higher degree of risk. In
response to this situation, a higher ratio of private capital will usually be required. Locally owned
companies, or those with local management, are preferred. Loans to companies with non-local
ownership will be considered if other criteria are met and the employment impact is significant.
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Other factors considered are:

(a) The primary characteristics of the business, including the character of the borrower, credit
worthiness, adequate cash flow, sufficient collateral, and the capacity to repay the note.

(b) Projects owned or managed by minorities and women, are subject to the same review
standards as other projects. However, women and minority owned business enterprises are
specifically encouraged to apply for BLF assistance.

(c) Businesses identified as having significant growth potential may be given additional technical
assistance, provided that significant market research and planning can be demonstrated by the
borrower, leveraging from other sources is strong, and other benefits of the proposed project are
attainable in the near term.

(d) Encouragement will be given to businesses that will build the tourism and service sectors of
the regional economy. Encouragement is also given to manufacturing industries that add value to
local natural resources, or businesses that heip build Colorado’s energy economy.

(e) Where a BLF loan can help add or stabilize the region’s tax base through real estate, capital
equipment, and sales taxes generated by increased business and employee spending, additional
consideration is warranted.

3. Minimum & Maximum Amounts of loans to be made:

For CDBG loans, the minimum loan amount is $5,000. There is no maximum loan amount, though most
loans will not exceed $250,000. All loan requests are open to consideration and discussion. For MEP
loans, the maximum loan amount is $100,000. The maximum technical assistance amount for these loans
will be lesser of 5% or $5,000. The total value of loan and technical assistance provided will not exceed
$100,000.

4, Leveraging:

For CDBG loans, the overall leveraging target for CDBG funds will be 1:1. Meaning the BLF loans will not
exceed 50% of the overall financing in aggregate. The 1:1 ratio may be exceeded for an individual loan if
the overall average leveraging of the existing portfolio has achieved the 1:1 required leveraging.
Assistance will be provided to all borrowers in securing other sources of financing. This assistance will
consist of introductions to local banks and other state and federal lending programs. Borrowers without an
identified source for their outside financing will be encouraged to seek commercial financing from banks
within the region. Documentation of the commitment for outside financing shall seek commercial financing
from banks within the region. Documentation of the commitment for outside financing shall be provided to
the BLF Director with acknowledgment of the BLF loan portion including the proposed BLF loan terms.

For MEP loans, leveraging is not required.

5. Rates & Terms:

The BLF Director will utilize an interest rate for CDBG and MEP loans under guidelines established by the
BLF Committee. The minimum interest charged for CDBG funds will be zero (0%) per annum. The
maximum interest rate on the CDBG loans will not exceed 2% above the prime interest rate as published
by the Wall Street Journal, at the time the loan is approved.

The maximum interest rate on the MEP will be twenty-one percent (21%) per annum. A loan at maximum
rate will be rare though, since typical loans average around three percent (3%) above prime. MEP loans
may be made with a variable interest rate.

Loan terms for CDBG and MEP loans can range from a minimum of 1 year to a maximum of 10 years
depending on the borrower’s cash flow projections and the nature of the security provided and its
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depreciable life. Interest and/or principal payments may be deferred up to a maximum of two years as
necessary for individual loans. Although the maximum loan term is 10 years, a loan can be amortized for a
period of up to 20 years with a provision for a balloon payment or an adjustment of the interest rate at the
end of the loan period.

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Management:

1. Please describe your proposed administrative structure. Specify who is responsible for
completing defined tasks. Be specific.

Region 10 will administer the CDBG and MEP loan programs. The BLF Director will provide overall
management of the program under the direct supervision of the Executive Director. The BLF Director will
evaluate borrower applications and financial statements and prepare the loan packages, including the
assurance of loan contract compliance, environmental review, loan analysis, loan packaging, loan closing, and
loan servicing. The Accountant and Administrative Assistance will provide administrative support in filing,
correspendence, preparation of loan documentation, loan servicing, and other clerical support as necessary.
The Accountant will receive payments, prepare vouchers, prepare deposits, prepare checks, post expense for
general ledger, prepare quarterly financial statements, and required reports and drawdown documentation.

2. Describe the composition of your loan committee. Describe its relationship to the governing
board.

The BLF Committee is a twelve-member group, two from each of the six counties, appointed by the County
Commissioners of each County. The BLF Committee establishes lending criteria for all loans; also, they
approve individual loans of more than $50,000. The membership of the loan committee represents the
banking/lending industry and general business community of the region. Region 10’s Bylaws outline all BLF
Committee member responsibilities and procedures.

The BLF Committee meets quarterly, and more often as necessary. In order to promptly review loan
applications, meetings of the BLF Committee may be held via phone conference, in which materials are
emailed in advance. A quorum for the BLF Committee meeting shall be a majority of the appointed members
present in person or via telephone. In the event a quorum is attained, decisions may be ratified through ballots
emailed to and returned by sufficient BLF Committee members.

The Region 10 Bylaws also outline the relationship and oversight provided by the Board of Directors. The BLF
Director provides monthly reports to the Region 10 Board or Executive Committee. The BLF Committee
appoints a Chairman. The Chairperson of the BLF Committee is a member and officer of the Region 10 Board
of Directors. The Board of County Commissioners of each county appoints BLF Committee members
representing that county for two-year terms. There is no limit to the number of terms a committee person may
serve.

3. Describe the relationship between the BLF and the unit of local government who is
sponsoring this application.

The Montrose County Board of County Commissioners has entered into a Memorandum of Agreement with
Region 10 for the implementation and administration of the CDBG portion of the BLF. Region 10 shall
establish and maintain a loan committee as outlined in the above section to oversee all loan decisions. The
BLF Committee will make final loan decisions except in the case of an appeal or when a waiver is needed of
the loan underwriting guidelines. In these latter situations, the Region 10 Executive Committee or Board of
Directors shall make the final decision pending state approval. The Memorandum of Agreement will outline the
services that the county will provide including accounting for grant funds and grant audit. Region 10 shall be
allowed to receive all fees, interest, and other miscellaneous income generated from the operation of the BLF.
Both parties acknowledge that the BLF will be a source of ongoing revenues for the administrative expenses
of Region 10.
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4, Describe the relationship between the BLF and lending institutions in the service area.

The BLF Committee maintains a minimum of two representatives from the local lending institutions in its
membership. In cooperation with the Small Business Development Center at Western State Colorado
University, the BLF Director maintains good communications with the most local lending institutions. As a
former banker in the region, the BLF Director is on excellent terms with regional banks, the Small Business
Administration, the Colorado Lending Source, and other financing institutions.

5. How does the BLF relate and coordinate with other economic development activities in the
area?

As part of an Economic Development Administration designated and funded district, the BLF maintains good
communications with local economic development organizations, such as the Montrose Economic
Development Corporation (MEDC), Delta County Economic Development (DCED), Small Business
Development Center (SBDC). In the last 2 years, Region 10 BLF has maintained a relationship with the
following groups as a funding and Technical Assistance resource: Engage — Delta Incubator, Gunnison Ice
Lab, and the Telluride Venture Accelerator.

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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
between
GUNNISON COUNTY SUSTAINABLE TOURISM AND OUTDOOR RECREATION COMMITTEE
and the
NATIONAL FOREST FOUNDATION

This MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (MOU) is hereby entered into by and between the
Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado, hereafter referred to as the Gunnison
County Commissioners, and the National Forest Foundation, hereafter referred to as the NFF.

A. PURPOSE: The purpose of this MOU is to provide a framework of cooperation and to facilitate
operation of the Gunnison County Stewardship Fund by establishing the Project Selection
Committee as a body within the STOR Committee, which is described below. Further purposes of
this MOU are to foster trust, clarify roles, and promote effective cooperation. This cooperation
serves the mutual interest of the parties and the public.

B. STATEMENT OF MUTUAL BENEFITS AND INTERESTS:

STOR COMMITTEE

The STOR Committee is a community coalition, created by the Gunnison County Commissioners to
improve and maintain tourism and outdoor recreation in a manner that is sustainable
(environmentally, socially and financially) and aligns with our community values. A collaborative
and action-oriented approach is required to manage tourism and outdoor recreation. The STOR
Committee is intended and structured to be a wide-ranging group that acts thoughtfully, efficiently
and proactively to address negative impacts and develops unique approaches to create a sustainable
tourism economy and outdoor recreation experience while preserving the natural resources of
Gunnison County. The STOR Committee has developed goals and objectives, several of which align
with the intent of the stewardship fund:

e To complete projects, and implement programs and strategies which will result in a
sustainable tourism and outdoor recreation economy that also sustains the natural resources
and aligns with the community’s values.

e To utilize renewable natural resources sustainably. To not threaten a species or landscape by
over-use, and optimize benefits to both the environment and human needs.

e To develop and/or maintain recreation infrastructure in Gunnison County to reduce and
mitigate the impacts of recreation.

e To plan, implement and finance proposed improvements/projects through shared resources,
identification and development of new funding sources and collaborative grant applications.

e To prioritize areas and/or projects for collaborative effort and action, including, but not
limited to:

o Trail development and
maintenance

O Sanitary facilities

o Camping
management/improvements

Signage

River access

Lake amenities

The NFF, chartered by Congress, engages Americans in community-based and national programs that
promote the health and public enjoyment of the 193-million-acre National Forest System, and
administers private gifts of funds and land for the benefit of the National Forests. The NFF believes

that communities should play a leading role in determining the future of our National Forests and
Grasslands, and thus focuses efforts on connecting these communities, and the people who comprise
them, to the tools, knowledge, and funding to become active and devoted stewards of this incredible
public estate. In Gunnison County, the NFF is working to implement this belief by managing a
stewardship fund in partnership with the U.S. Forest Service and community leaders. The fund will
support on-the-ground recreation and forest health improvements to National Forests and adjacent
lands by pooling contributions for greater impact, and providing funding to local contractors and
nonprofits to implement projects on an annual basis.

Mutual Benefit

The Gunnison County Commissioners and the NFF mutually recognize the opportunity to leverage
the growing tourism and outdoor recreation economy in Gunnison County to protect natural resources
and complement our community values (e.g. outdoor recreation experience and our connection with
nature). Moreover, the Gunnison County Commissioners, through the STOR Committee, is an ideal
entity to house the Project Selection Committee for the stewardship fund. The NFF recognizes the
STOR Committee’s unique value, and respects the STOR Committee’s diverse makeup, proactive
vision, and commitment to natural resources and community values.

C. STOR COMMITTEE SHALL:

1. Create a project selection committee to review and select high priority recreation or forest
health projects on the Gunnison National Forest and adjacent public lands in Gunnison
County on an annual basis.

2. Establish the Project Selection Committee to include STOR members, adequate
representation from Fund contributors, including the Metropolitan Recreation District Board,
outfitters/guides, NFF and others, and a diversity of community voices.

3. Develop project criteria that are within the sideboards of the NFF’s “outdoor experiences”
and “forest health” strategic emphasis areas.

4. Coordinate with the NFF to ensure the project selection process is transparent, fair, and
efficient. The Gunnison County Commissioners, through the STOR project selection
committee, will have delegated authority from the NFF to make initial project selections. To
maintain its fiduciary responsibilities to donors, the NFF Board of Directors will be required
to provide final approval of STOR project selections.

D. NFF SHALL:

1. Enter into agreements with local government, businesses, foundations, and individuals to

collect and responsibly manage funds.

2. Coordinate directly with the U.S. Forest Service to identify an initial list of high priority
recreation or forest health projects on National Forests and adjacent lands in Gunnison
County.

Provide representative to serve on the STOR Project Selection Committee.

4. Provide the STOR Project Selection Committee with projects to review and select from in a
timely manner to allow for adequate discussion among the Committee.

5. Serve as a liaison and resource to the STOR Project Selection Committee for all matters

involving the stewardship fund.

Coordinate with the U.S. Forest Service on project design and implementation.

7. Distribute funds to local non-profit organizations, contractors, and possibly Forest Service to

implement projects.

Collect and track project results and accomplishments.

9. Report on project and fund success to contributors and other entities as requested, including
at least annually to the STOR Project Selection Committee.

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E. ITISMUTUALLY AGREED AND UNDERSTOOD BY ALL PARTIES THAT:

1. This MOU in no way restricts the Gunnison County Commissioners, the STOR Committee or
NFF from participating in similar activities with other public or private agencies,
organizations, and individuals.

2. This MOU takes effect upon the signatures of the Gunnison County Commissioners and NFF,
and shall remain in effect for 3 years from the date of execution. The MOU may be amended
upon written request to either the Gunnison County Commissioners or the NFF by the other
party, and subsequent bilateral execution. Either the Gunnison County Commissioners or the
NFF may terminate this MOU with a 30-day written notice to the other party.

3. STOR Project Selection Committee meetings and deliberations shall follow the protocol
established in STOR’s charter.

Dear Mr. Shoop,

The office of the Gunnison County Attorney represents the Board of County
Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado (“BOCC”). On behalf of the BOCC, and
pursuant to 43 C.F.R. § 3120.1-3, we submit the following protest of the Bureau of Land
Management’s (“BLM’s”) decision to offer lands in Gunnison County as part of its December
2018 lease sale, specifically those lands bearing the serial numbers COC 79293, 79294, 79295,
79296 and 79297 (“Gunnison County Parcels”).

I. INTEREST OF THE PROTESTING PARTY

Gunnison County is the fifth-largest county by land area in Colorado. The County retains,
and exercises, authority to regulate land use planning and environmental quality and protection,
including oil and gas activities on federal lands managed by either the BLM or the United States
Forest Service (“USFS”) within the County. See, e.g., Colo. Rev. Stat.§§ 29-20-101, 30-28-101,
et seq.; Bd. of Cty. Comm'rs v. BDS Int'l, LLC, 159 P.3d 773, 785 (Colo. App. 2006). In particular,
by duly adopted Resolution of the BOCC, the County has promulgated Regulations for Oil and
Gas Operations, to provide a framework for the responsible exploration and production of oil and
gas resources in Gunnison County in a manner that a) conserves other natural resources; b) helps
ensure compatibility with surrounding land uses; and ¢) mitigates adverse impacts to and protects
the public health, safety, welfare and the environment of Gunnison County and its residents and
visitors. See Resolution Nos. 2003-50, 2004-27, 2010-43 and 2012-25, Regulations and
attachments, www.gunnisoncounty.org/346/Regulations-Guidelines. These Regulations prohibit
any oil and gas operations within Gunnison County, including those on land managed by the BLM
or USFS, without first obtaining a permit from the County and otherwise complying with the
Regulations. See, e.g., Gunnison County Oil and Gas Reg. § 1-110(A) at 4-48.

The BOCC submitted comments with regard to the proposed lease sale in July 2018, and,
pursuant to the National Environmental Policy Act, 42 U.S.C. § 4331 et seq. (“NEPA”), in
September 2018 with regard to the BLM’s Environmental Assessment (“EA”) for the December

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2018 oil and gas lease sale within the management of the Uncompahgre Field Office (“UFO”) in
the State of Colorado. These comments were either ignored, disputed or disregarded by the BLM.
Accordingly, for the reasons stated below, the BOCC protests the December 2018 lease sale with
regard to the Gunnison County Parcels.

I1. BASIS FOR PROTEST

A. The BLM Failed to Require Compliance with Gunnison County Regulations
As part of its Lease Stipulations for the Gunnison County Parcels

BLM’s October 26, 2018 Notice of Competitive Lease Sale for the December 2018 lease
sale (“Notice”) includes the Gunnison County Parcels, and includes some lease stipulations with
regard to these Parcels. See Notice at 19-26. But these stipulations are insufficient and improper
because the BLM failed to include the following additional stipulation, or something to its effect:
“All lands within Gunnison County are subject to Gunnison County’s land use regulations,
including but not limited to the County’s Regulations for Oil and Gas Operations and
corresponding permitting requirements.”

As the BOCC has previously, and indeed repeatedly, explained to the BLM, the BLM must
include compliance with all Gunnison County regulations regarding oil and gas exploration,
development, operation, and upstream activities as a mandatory lease term in any lease of parcels
within the proposed lease area. In addition, the BOCC has informed the BLM that it must include
a requirement that any lessee comply with any other land use or environmental regulation imposed
by Gunnison County that in any way relates to operations on the leasehold, including but not
limited to water quality, public roads, emergency response, wildlife concerns, agricultural uses
and recreation uses.

Undoubtedly, the BLM declined to include such a lease stipulation because of the specious
claim contained in its Preliminary EA: “[T]he courts have ruled that federal lands and minerals are
not subject to local control.” See Preliminary EA at 5. Not only is this statement at odds with
statements contained in other parts of the Preliminary EA, see, e.g., id. at 18 (“Under FLPMA and
the CAA, the BLM cannot conduct or authorize any activity that does not conform to all applicable
local, State, Tribal, or Federal air quality statutes, regulations, standards, guidelines, or
implementation plans.”), it is also false. Both the federal courts, and courts here in Colorado, have
made clear that that “neither the federal statutory scheme nor the case law relied upon by [oil and
gas producers] supports the conclusion that Congress intended to preempt all local regulation in
the area of oil and gas operations.” See BDS Int'l, LLC, 159 P.3d at 785, citing Texas Oil & Gas
Corp. v. Phillips Petroleum Co., 406 F.2d 1303 (10th Cir. 1969); see also, e.g., Devon Energy
Prod. Co., L.P. v. Mosaic Potash Carlsbad, Inc., 693 F.3d 1195, 1205 n.6 (10th Cir. 2012)
(explaining that federal law regarding mineral leasing does not “provide a pervasive regulatory
scheme intended to occupy the entire field of federal mineral lands regulation.”) (internal citations
and quotation marks omitted); Kirkpatrick Oil & Gas Co. v. United States, 675 F.2d 1122, 1124
(10th Cir. 1982) (“Congress has prescribed limited, but not exclusive, controls over the leasing of
federal lands for oil and gas production.”).





Because the Gunnison County Regulations apply to oil and gas leasing activity on BLM-
managed lands, BLM’s refusal to include reference to them as part of the planned lease stipulations
is contrary to law. BLM’s own regulations provide that oil and gas lessees must “comply with
applicable laws and regulations.” See 43 C.F.R. § 3162.1(a) (2018); see also 43 C.F.R. § 3162.5-
1(a) (2018) (“The operator shall conduct operations in a manner which protects the mineral
resources, other natural resources, and environmental quality. In that respect, the operator shall
comply with the pertinent orders of the authorized officer and other standards and procedures as
set forth in the applicable laws, regulations, lease terms and conditions, and the approved drilling
plan or subsequent operations plan.”) (Emphasis added). Thus, it is nonsensical and, indeed,
contrary to law for the BLM not to include stipulations that help ensure that lessees comply with
the Gunnison County Regulations as part of their lease obligations. In failing to do so, the BLM
has engaged in agency action which is arbitrary, capricious, an abuse of discretion, and not in
accordance with the law. See, e.g., 5 U.S.C. § 706; Pub. Lands Council v. Babbitt, 167 F.3d 1287,
1293 (10th Cir. 1999).

BLM’s failure to include the Gunnison County Regulations as lease stipulations also
violates NEPA. NEPA required the agency to consider the likely environmental impacts of the
preferred course of action as well as reasonable alternatives. See 42 U.S.C. § 4331(b). NEPA
further required the BLM to “study, develop, and describe appropriate alternatives to
recommended courses of action in any proposal which involves unresolved conflicts concerning
alternative uses of available resources.” See id. § 4332(2)(E). To that end, the BLM was required
to “rigorously explore and objectively evaluate all reasonable alternatives” to the proposed action
in comparative form, so as to provide a “clear basis for choice among the options” open to the
agency. See 40 C.F.R. § 1502.14. This alternatives analysis is the “heart” of the agency’s NEPA
analysis. See id.

Because Gunnison County’s Regulations protect and promote, among other things, the
environment and responsible natural resource development and operations, the application of those
regulations is, contrary to the statement in the Preliminary EA, within the scope of NEPA’s
requirements for BLM to have analyzed. It is also within the scope of NEPA’s mandates for BLM,
under NEPA, to have created and selected an alternative that included the Gunnison County
Regulations as a lease stipulation. See W. Org. of Res. Councils v. BLM, 591 F. Supp. 2d 1206,
1236 (D. Wyo. 2008) (affirming agency’s NEPA analysis where EIS recognized that “various
county and local permitting and approval actions may be required” for coalbed methane (“CBM”)
development on BLM-managed lands); Moapa Band of Paiutes v. United States BLM, No. 2:10-
CV-02021-KJD-LRL, 2011 U.S. Dist. LEXIS 116046, at *29 (D. Nev. Oct. 6, 2011) (refusing to
overturn BLM action under NEPA where BLM required public lands user to obtain “all necessary
state and local permits to ensure compliance with state and local laws.”). Thus, the BLM should
have, but did not, incorporate Gunnison County’s regulatory provisions as lease stipulations for
leasing of the Gunnison County Parcels.

B. The BLM Neglected to Rigorously Explore a No Action Alternative and Deferral of the
Lease Sale Until Adoption of a Proper RMP.

As BLM recognizes, the BLM’s present Resource Management Plan (“RMP”) for the UFO
is almost 30 years old, and “would not be adequate to address potential resource impacts from





leasing and the development of the proposed leases” because it contains only “three general” lease
stipulations. See Preliminary EA at 5, 7, 9. Despite this acknowledgement, the BLM neglected to
engage in any detailed examination of a “no action alternative [,]” by which the BLM would defer
the December 2018 lease sale until adoption of a new RMP that could adequately address such
impacts. This also violates NEPA. As explained above, the BLM must “rigorously explore and
objectively evaluate all reasonable alternatives™ to the proposed action in comparative form, so as

to provide a “clear basis for choice among the options” open to the agency. See 40 C.F.R. §
1502.14.

Rather than conduct any rigorous analysis, the Preliminary EA devotes a mere three
sentences to the no action alternative of lease deferral, with no reference to the problems with the
current RMP in its discussion of this alternative. See Preliminary EA at 6. This is made more
egregious by the fact that the BLM is in the process of preparing a new RMP that would arguably
address the deficiencies in the current RMP. See id. at 9. This is not the “hard look” that NEPA
requires. See 40 C.F.R. 1502.14 (requiring agencies to “[r]igorously explore and objectively
evaluate all reasonable alternatives[.]”); Blue Mountains Biodiversity Project v. Blackwood, 161
F.3d 1208, 1212 (9th Cir. 1998) (“In cases in which a federal agency prepares a FONSI, the
reviewing court must insure that the agency took a ‘hard look’ at environmental consequences[.]”)
(Internal citations and quotations omitted).

The BLM asserts it has solved this problem by adopting some, but not all, of the provisions
of a draft RMP as lease stipulations. See Preliminary EA at 6-7. But the EA fails to explain with
any detail how only partial application of the current draft RFP “ensure[s] adequate protection of
resources and resource uses.” See id. at 6. This is notwithstanding the fact that the EA
acknowledges potential adverse effects to the environment that could potentially be mitigated by
the draft RMP or future drafts of the RMP as that plan is revised and modified pursuant to the
planning process. See, e.g. id. at 41-42 (recognizing adverse effects to endangered fish). Nor does
the Preliminary EA explain with any detail why the BLM could not first complete the RMP process
and adopt a new RMP before proceeding with the proposed lease sale, particularly in light of
considerations outlined in these objections that the BLM either disregarded or failed to properly
analyze. Simply deciding to adopt some of the draft RMP stipulations is not enough to satisfy the
requirements of NEPA. See Mont. Wilderness Ass'nv. Fry, 310 F. Supp. 2d 1127, 1145 (D. Mont.
2004). (“While it is true that some or all of the environmental consequences of oil and gas
development may be mitigated through lease stipulations, it is equally true that the purpose of
NEPA is to examine the foreseeable environmental consequences of a range of alternatives prior
to taking an action that cannot be undone.”). Thus, the BLM should have waited for the adoption
of a modern, appropriate RMP before proceeding with this proposed lease sale.

C. The BLM Violated NEPA When It Did Not Provide Gunnison County and Its Citizens a
Reasonable Opportunity to Comment on the EA Associated with the Lease Sale.

The BLM’s failure to notify Gunnison County of the publication of the draft EA, and then
provide only 15 days' for the BOCC, the citizens of Gunnison County, and other interested parties

' The Labor Day holiday fell over the 15-day comment period, suggesting that the BLM was attempting to further
limit the amount of time interested parties would have to comment. Moreover, this office made multiple phone calls
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to comment on a 157-page document, violates NEPA. As the BLM is aware, on July 17, 2018 the
BOCC provided written comments during the scoping period for the proposed lease sale that is the
subject of the EA.2 In those comments, the BOCC expressly indicated its interest in participating
in the leasing process, which plainly includes any process under NEPA. Despite this, County
records do not indicate that the BLM transmitted its draft EA to the BOCC, or alerted the BOCC
to its publication on August 27. On top of this, the BLM allowed a mere 15 days to comment on
the draft EA. This is plainly unreasonable and indicates that the BLM is disinterested in the input
of the BOCC and other stakeholders. The BLM, like all federal agencies, is required under NEPA
to provide “appropriate” time limits for comments to EAs. See 40 CFR § 1501.8; see also Brodsky
v. United States NRC, 704 F.3d 113, 122 n. 4 (2d Cir. 2013) (finding that the court “cannot
confidently conclude” that citizens were afforded “substantial opportunity to comment on agency’s
EA and FONSI). Further, the BLM must consider, when setting an appropriate time limit, the
“[d]egree to which the action is controversial.” See id § 1501.8(b)(vii). Finally, the BLM must
“involve the public in the EA process ‘to the extent practicable [.]”” See Theodore Roosevelt
Conservation P'ship v. Salazar, 392 U.S. App. D.C. 316, 337, 616 F.3d 497, 518 (2010), quoting
40 C.F.R. § 1501.4(b).

Here, the BLM’s own FONSI, published contemporaneously with the EA, admitted that
the proposed lease sale is controversial. See FONSI at 2. (“The majority of the public opinions
expressed in the North Fork area have expressed opposition to the proposed new leasing and to
existing oil and gas operations in the project vicinity.”).> Accordingly, the BLM should have
ensured that all interested parties, including the BOCC, received notice of the draft EA, and also
should have afforded those parties reasonable time to submit comments. The BLM did neither.
The BLM’s decision to forego providing appropriate notice to interested parties and severely
curtailing the time such parties can comment on the Preliminary EA is improper.

D. The BLM Violated FLPMA and NEPA by Disregarding the Lack of an Economic Need
for Additional CBM Drilling in the North Fork Basin.

In its July 2018 preliminary comments, the BOCC indicated that natural gas prices were at
historic lows, and, therefore, questioned whether a present oil and gas lease sale in the North Fork
made economic sense. The BLM’s Preliminary EA associated with the sale discounted the
comments, declaring them “outside the scope” of NEPA analysis. See Preliminary EA at 5.
Further, the BLM has decided to proceed with the lease sale regardless of economic considerations.
Accordingly, the BLM’s decision to proceed violates the law. The Federal Lands Policy
Management Act, 43 U.S.C. § 1701 et seq. (‘FLPMA”), expressly provides that one of the BLM’s
management goals is “sustained yield,” which “requires BLM to control depleting uses over time,
S0 as to ensure a high level of valuable uses in the future.” See Norton v. S. Utah Wilderness All.,
542 U.S. 55, 58, 124 S. Ct. 2373, 2376 (2004), citing 43 U.S.C. § 1702(h) (emphasis added); see
also N.M. ex rel. Richardson v. BLM, 565 F.3d 683, 710 (10th Cir. 2009) (“It is past doubt that the

2 Those comments included a request for an extension of the scoping period to provide Gunnison County citizens and
other stakeholders additional time to comment. The BLM did not respond to this request.

? Indeed, the BLM should have prepared an EIS rather than an EA, given the proposed Finding of No Significant
Impact’s (“FONSI’s”) identification of controversy surrounding the proposed lease sale. See, e.g., Nat'l Parks &
Conservation Ass'n v. Babbitt, 241 F.3d 722, 737 (9th Cir. 2001).
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principle of multiple use does not require BLM to prioritize development over other uses. . . .
Development is a possible use, which BLM must weigh against other possible uses -- including
conservation to protect environmental values, which are best assessed through the NEPA
process.”) (emphasis in original); Babbitt, 167 F.3d at 1290 (““Multiple use’ requires management
of the public lands and their numerous natural resources so that they can be used fot economic,
recreational, and scientific purposes without the infliction of permanent damage.”). Itis axiomatic
that increased natural gas supply reduces the value of produced natural gas, as opposed to
unproduced gas that is not produced prices increase. See, e.g., U.S. Energy Information
Administration, “Factors Affecting Natural Gas Prices” (Aug. 23, 2017) available at www .eia.gov.
In other words, by authorizing the development of natural gas now, the BLM is devaluing natural
gas in the North Fork in arguable violation of FLPMA.

In addition, the BLM’s claim that “evaluation of economic needs” is outside the scope of
a NEPA process is inaccurate. While it is true that NEPA prohibits the elevation of economic
considerations over environmental ones, NEPA recognizes that its purpose is to “create and
maintain conditions under which man and nature can exist in productive harmony, and fulfill the
social, economic, and other requirements of present and future generations of Americans.” See 42
U.S.C. § 4331(a). Thus, economic considerations, particularly when they can result in additional
protection of natural resource values and the environment, should be a part of the *“hard look™
NEPA requires the BLM to perform as part of any proposed lease sale, including this one. See 40
C.F.R. § 1508.14 (“When an environmental impact statement is prepared and economic . . . effects
are interrelated, then the environmental impact statement will discuss all of these effects on the
human environment.”) (Emphasis added). In short, while economic considerations “occupy a
lesser tier of importance in an EIS than do purely environmental or ecological concemns [,] . . .
NEPA requires a narrowly focused, indirect review of the economic assumptions underlying a
federal project described in an impact statement.” See, e.g., City of Shoreacres v. Waterworth, 332
F. Supp. 2d 992, 1009 (S.D. Tex. 2004) (internal citations and quotations omitted).

Undoubtedly, the Preliminary EA avoids the question of whether immediate natural gas
development is economically sensible because the data clearly indicates that it is not. As the
BOCC explained in its July 2018 comments, natural gas prices remain historically low and are
predicted to remain so until 2019, thus raising the question of whether it makes sense to develop
additional natural gas resources at present. See United States Energy Information Administration,
“EIA expects 2018 and 2019 natural gas prices to remain relatively flat”, available at
www.eia.gov/todayinenergy/detail.php?id=34672. Indeed, even the BLM’s pending draft RMP,
while painting a rosier picture of natural gas prices, asserts that “the price of natural gas is projected
to increase at an annual rate of [only] 1.2 percent.” See United States Department of the Interior,
Bureau of Land Management, Uncompaghre Field Office Draft Resource Management Plan and
Environmental Impact Statement (May 2016) (“Draft RMP”) at 3-121. Moreover, the Preliminary
EA itself recognizes that despite its approval of numerous wells in the North Fork basin, producers
have drilled only a tiny few, strongly evidencing the low price and lack of demand for CBM at
present. See Preliminary EA at 13-14. This only makes sense; as of October 30, 2018, the
commodity price for natural gas (at the Henry Hub) was $3.21 per mcf, a 60% decrease from its
high in 2008 of almost $ 14.* See Natural Gas (Henry Hub) Price, available at

4 To the extent the BLM considered the economics of oil and gas leasing, it relied upon erroneous assumptions. The
2012 Reasonable Foreseeable Development Scenario for Oil and Gas used by the BLM to prepare the current draft
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https://markets.businessinsider.com/commodities/natural-gas-price. Simply put, the current price
of natural gas does not support the proposed lease sale, and the EA’s failure to consider this
economic reality is inconsistent with the BLM’s obligations under FLPMA and NEPA.

III. CONCLUSION

For the reasons set forth above, the BOCC objects to and protests the December 2018 lease
sale with regard to the Gunnison County Parcels.

Obviously, the BLM’s forecast was off the mark, and to the extent the BLM is continuing to rely on such estimates,
it should cease doing so.
