COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT: County Manager Birnie was present for discussion.
1. ICMA Certificate of Excellence in Performance Management:
County Manager Birnie explained that he represented Gunnison County at the International
City/County Management Association conference in Baltimore, MD at the end of September.
Gunnison County was recognized for its data-driven management and reporting efforts. He made
the following statement regarding the award:
“I'm honored to announce that Gunnison County has received the 2018 Certificate of Excellence in
Performance Management from the International City/County Management Association (ICMA)!
Gunnison County is one of only 29 local governments across the nation to receive this distinction,
which represents the highest of three distinction levels, and one of only 57 local governments to
be recognized. As a point of reference, there are nearly 40,000 general purpose local governments
in the United States, so receiving one of only 29 awards for Excellence in Performance Management
is an incredible honor. We are one of only five counties in the country and one of only three local
governments in Colorado to earn this distinction. | am so proud of the work we do every day at
the County and to be included in such an elite group for our commitment to excellence is extremely
gratifying. This Certificate of Excellence acknowledges our dedication to remain accountable and
continually improve the results that we provide to our residents and visitors. Successful
performance management requires a team effort, and | applaud the individual talents and efforts
of all of the County employees that made this award possible. We could not have achieved this
recognition without their hard work, so | thank each one of our dedicated employees.”
The Board congratulated County Manager Birnie and the organization as a whole and asked that
press release be done.

CA Baumgarten explained that within the last two days he has had
communication with the contractor who represents Gunnison Energy regarding this proposal. Based on
what is being proposed, and what information is available, the County Attorney’s office believes that
Gunnison County oil and gas regulation permits may be required. As of now those permits have not been
obtained. The County Attorney’s Office (CAO) has upcoming meetings with proposal representatives and
Delta County. The CAO has also been in contact with the United States Forest Service and Colorado Oil &
Gas Commission regarding this proposal. Comments are due by October 26", 2018. The CAO will submit
comments on behalf of the BOCC.

Grant Agreement; Cox Ranch Conservation Easement:

Mike Pelletier, Geographic Information Services Manager and Stacy McPhail, Executive Director of Gunnison
Ranchland Conservation Legacy were present for the discussion. The Cox Ranch Conservation Easement is
a donation by the Cox family. The property is approximately 28 miles southwest of Gunnison on Alpine
Plateau Road, which is south of the Arrowhead Subdivision. The grant agreement is for $63,405 of Land
Preservation funds to cover transaction costs, which constitutes 8.3% of the project value.

AGREEMENT

This Agreement (Agreement") made effective this 2nd day of November ,
2018, is by and between the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County,
Colorado, 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 ("Gunnison County") and the Board of
Trustees of Gunnison Valley Hospital, on behalf of the Gunnison Valley Health Senior
Care Center ("Senior Care Center") and the Gunnison Valley Regional Transportation
Authority ("RTA").

RECITALS

Senior Care Center provides professional services regarding transportation of
seniors (“Services”).

RTA desires to engage the Services provided by Senior Care Center. Gunnison
County provides fiscal agent services for the RTA.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants
and obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on January 1, 2019 and shall
terminate on December 31, 2019 unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided
herein.

2. SCOPE OF SERVICES.

Senior Care Center shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and
equipment to commence, diligently pursue, and complete the services as more
specifically set forth on Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this
reference. All Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with
generally accepted standards for Senior Care Center's profession and all applicable
federal, state and local laws and regulations affecting the Services or the subject matter
thereof. Senior Care Center acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and
the RTA may contract with additional or other providers able to furnish the same or similar
services as it deems appropriate to do so.

3. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.

(@) In exchange for the Senior Care Center's performance of the Services
during the Term, the RTA, through its fiscal agent Gunnison County, shall pay the Senior
Care Center the full and complete amount not to exceed Two Hundred Thousand Dollars
and no cents ($200,000.00). Any expenditures in excess of this amount must be pre-
approved by RTA Executive Director Scott Truex.

(b)  The Compensation shall compensate Senior Care Center for all charges,
expenses, overhead, payroll costs, employee benefits, insurance subsistence, and
profits, except as specifically set forth herein.

(c) This Agreement is subject to RTA making an annual budget appropriation
in an amount sufficient to fund this Agreement. If the Board fails or refuses to make such
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an appropriation, RTA reserves the right to terminate this Agreement without penalty to
the Senior Care Center pursuant to paragraph 6 of this Agreement.

4. INDEMNIFICATION.

(@) Senior Care Center agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless
Gunnison County and RTA, their commissioners, agents and employees of and from any

CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT

e
THIS CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) made effective the 5_\_ day of
October, 2018, by and between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of
Gunnison, Colorado whose address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado 81230
(“Gunnison County”) and Western State Colorado University d/b/a Western Colorado
University whose address is L2A Taylor Hall, 600 N. Adams Street, Gunnison, Colorado
81230 (“Contractor”).

A. RECITALS

The Contractor desires to provide, through its ICELab, an Economic Development
Project Team to formalize economic development efforts within Gunnison County; and

Gunnison County desires to engage Contractor to provide, through its ICELab, an
Economic Development Project Team to formalize economic development efforts within
Gunnison County according to this Agreement.

B. AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals above and the mutual covenants
and obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. SERVICES.

Contractor shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment to
commence, diligently pursue, and complete the services as more specifically set forth in
Appendix “A” attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference (“Services”). All
Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with generally
accepted standards for Contractor's profession and all applicable federal, state and
local laws and regulations affecting the Services or the subject matter thereof.
Contractor acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and Gunnison County
may contract with additional or other providers able to furnish the same or similar
services as it deems appropriate to do so.

2. TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date first set forth above and shall
terminate on June 30, 2019 (“Term”), unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided
herein.





3. STRATEGIC RESULT.

Execution of this Agreement will assist Gunnison County with its initiative to promote
prosperous, collaborative and healthy community, as outlined in the Gunnison County
Strategic Plan.

4. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES,

In consideration and exchange for Contractor’s performance of the Services, during the
Term of this Agreement, Gunnison County shall pay Contractor fees in the amount not
to exceed One Hundred Fifteen Thousand Two Hundred and No/100 U. S, Dollars
($115,200.00) (“Compensation”). Payments for compensation shall be made by
Gunnison County to Contractor within 45 days of receipt of an invoice.

The Compensation shall compensate Contractor for all charges, expenses, overhead,
payroll costs, employee benefits, insurance subsistence, and profits, except as
specifically set forth herein.

5. INSURANCE.

Contractor agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that Contractor
shall carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and expense, the
following insurance policies. Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Agreement,
Contractor will provide insurance certificates to Gunnison County, listing Gunnison
County as an additional insured, for the coverage's required herein which shall state
that such policies shall not be materially changed or cancelled without thirty (30) days
prior notice to Gunnison County.

Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and Federal law
which adequately protects all labor employed by Contractor during the term of
this Agreement.

Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent for any injury to one
person in any single occurrence, Three Hundred Eighty Seven Thousand and
No/100 U.S. Dollars ($387,000.00); and For an injury to two or more persons in
any single occurrence, the sum of One Million Ninety Three Thousand and
No/100 U.S. Dollars ($1,093,000.00).

Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in the
Services, in an amount no less than Three Hundred Eighty Seven Thousand and
No/100 U.S. Dollars ($387,000.00) for any injury to one person in any single
occurrence and in an amount no less than One Million Ninety Three Thousand
and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($1,093,000.00) for any injury to two or more persons in
any single occurrence.





6. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, Contractor is acting
as an independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint venture or employee of
Gunnison County. Contractor does not have any authority to bind Gunnison County in
any manner whatsoever.

Contractor acknowledges and agrees that Contractor is not entitled to: ()
unemployment insurance benefits: or (i) Workers Compensation coverage, from
Gunnison County. Further, Contractor is obligated to pay federal and state income tax
on any moneys paid it related to the services.

7. INDEMNIFICATION.

Contractor agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison County, its
Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all liability, claims, liens,
demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable attorney’s
and expert’s fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost, damage or injury,
including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind caused by the
misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of Contractor or its employees,
subcontractors or agents in connection with this Agreement.

This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement with respect
to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.

8. SOLE SOURCE CONTRACTS.

If the Contractor has entered into a sole source contract or contracts with the State of
Colorado or any of its political subdivisions as defined in Article XXVIII of the Colorado
Constitution which including this contract in the aggregate on an annual basis are equal
to or exceed the amount of $100,000, then the following provisions apply:

Because of a presumption of impropriety between contributions to any campaign and
sole source government contracts, Contractor, on behalf of itself | any person who
controls ten percent or more of the shares of or interest in the Contractor, and the
Contractor's officers, directors and trustees (collectively, the “Contract Holder”) shall
contractually agree, for the duration of the contract and for two years thereafter, to
cease making, causing to be made, or inducing by any means, a contribution, directly or
indirectly, on behalf of the Contractor Holder or on behalf of his or her immediate family
member and for the benefit of any political party or for the benefit of any candidate for
any elected office of the state or any of its political subdivisions.

The parties further agree that if a Contract Holder makes or causes to be made any
contribution intended to promote or influence the result of an election on a ballot issue,
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the Contract Holder shall not be qualified to enter into a sole source government
contract relating to that particular ballot issue.

The parties agree that if a Contract Holder intentionally violates sections 15 or 17(2) of
Article XXVIII of the Colorado Constitution, as contractual damages that Contract Holder
shall be ineligible to hold any sole source government contract, or public employment
with the state or any of its political subdivisions, for three years.

These provisions shall not apply to the extent they have been enjoined or invalidated by
a court of competent jurisdiction.

9. DISCRIMINATION.

The Contractor agrees not to discriminate against any person or class of persons by
reason of age, race, color, sex, creed, religion, disability, national origin, sexual
orientation or political affiliation in providing any services or in the use of any facilities
provided for the public in any manner prohibited by Part 21 of the Regulations of the
Office of the Secretary of Transportation. Contractor shall further comply with the letter
and spirit of the Colorado Anti-Discrimination Act of 1957, as amended, and any other
laws and regulations respecting discrimination in unfair employment practices.
Additionally, Contractor shall comply with such enforcement procedures as any
governmental authority might demand that Gunnison County take for the purpose of
complying with any such laws and regulations.

10. IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION.

Contractor certifies that Contractor does not and will not knowingly contract with or
employ illegal aliens to work under this Agreement.

Contractor certifies that Contractor has required its subcontractors to certify that they do
not knowingly contract with or employ illegal aliens to work under this Agreement.

Contractor will participate in either (i) the “E-Verify Program”, jointly administered by the
United States Department of Homeland Security and the Social Security Administration,
or (i) the “Department Program” administered by the Colorado Department of Labor and
Employment in order to confirm the employment eligibility of all Contractor's employees
who are hired to perform work under this Agreement.

Contractor agrees to comply with all reasonable requests made in the course of an
investigation under C.R.S. 8-17.5-102 by the Colorado Department of Labor and
Employment.

Contractor agrees to comply with the provisions of C.R.S. 8-17.5-101 et seq.





11. ADA COMPLIANCE.

The Contractor assures Gunnison County that at all times during the performance of
this Agreement no qualified individual with a disability shall, by reason of such disability,
be exclude from participation in, or denied benefits of the service, programs, or activities
performed by the Contractor, or be subjected to any discrimination by the Contractor
upon which assurance Gunnison County relies.

12. MISCELLANEOUS.

a. SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall be held to
be invalid in whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and provisions, or
portions thereof, shall nevertheless be and remain in full force and effect.

b. AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to this
Agreement shall be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed by
the parties to be bound thereby.

¢. NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. Nothing in this Agreement is,
or shall be construed to be, a waiver, in whole or part, by Gunnison County of
governmental immunity provided by the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act or

otherwise.

13. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a personal services contract with Contractor and, therefore, Contractor shall not
delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent of
Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its discretion.
Subject to the foregoing, the terms, covenants and conditions of this Agreement shall be
binding on the successors and assigns of either party.

14. TERMINATION.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination,
Contractor shall be entitled to compensation for Services performed prior to the date of
termination.

15. NOTICES.

Any notice, demand or communication which either party may desire or be required to
give to the other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or
rendered if sent by certified first class US mail, postage prepaid, addressed as follows:

This Agreement may be executed by facsimile and/or in any number of counterparts,
any or all of which my contain the signatures of less than all the parties, and all of which
shall be construed together as but a single instrument and shall be binding on the
parties as though originally executed on one originally executed document. All facsimile
counterparts shall be promptly followed with delivery of original executed counterparts.





18. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.,

to the subject matter hereof, and supersedes any and all prior agreements, proposals,
negotiations and representations pertaining to the obligations to be performed
hereunder.

Gunnison County Economic Development

Scope of Work
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Purpose & Background

The community of the Gunnison Valley seeks to formalize economic development efforts through the
assembly of a Gunnison Valley Economic Diversity Project Team overseen by an advisory council. This
team would provide a mission critical step toward the achievement of current county-wide strategic
planning goals in service to economic diversification and the goals outlined within the One Valley
Prosperity Project.

Within Gunnison County there is no formal economic development council or department. In lieu of
building a separate department, the Project Team seeks to utilize the high value of an existing
partnership between the Gunnison-Crested Butte Tourism Association and ICELab@Western (business
and innovation center) to extend current efforts toward economic diversification projects on an annual
and recurring basis.

Currently, the action team is comprised of staff from the ICELab and the Gunnison-Crested Butte
Tourism Association and reports to the Community Builders Task Force, with individuals from Gunnison
County Community & Economic Development, City of Gunnison, Town of Crested Butte, and Town of
Mt. Crested Butte as acting advisory council. The ICELab Director acts as project manager to oversee
project goals, deadlines and reporting.

The ICELab and GCBTA wish to unify as the Gunnison Valley Economic Diversity Project Team to promote
a diverse and resilient local economy through the utilization of local, regional and statewide resources,
business development and recruitment, workforce training, supportive development of amenities in
service to quality of life, and further development of defined environmental differentiators that enhance
the quality of experience for tourists and residents alike. This collaboration will work with maximum
efficiency to address all 3 tiers of Smart Growth Economic Development as outlined by the
Environmental Protection Agency:

1. Support Business & Entrepreneurship Development
2. Support Workforce Training & Internship/Apprenticeship Development
3. Support Quality of Life

to the 5—10 -7 project as a key driver in resultant economic diversification with the ability to enhance
all 3 tiers of sustainable business growth, workforce development and enhanced quality of life
simultaneously. Companies with $10 million in revenue hire an average of 30 employees, with average
annual salaries of $70k. This kind of growth in service to the current and future residents is essential to
our sustainability as a rural and remote collection of mountain towns.

The Economic Development Project Team will report all updates and findings to the advisory team on a
quarterly basis, along with streaming relevant updates/content to local media channels to increase
public awareness and engagement. The overarching goal is to develop and/or attract a minimum of 5
companies in the Gunnison Valley with annual revenues of a minimum of $10million within 7 years.
These companies would house 80% of their workforce in Gunnison County, with an average of 30
employees and average salaries of $70k.

Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport
Air Service Incentive Policy

Purpose

It is the desire of Gunnison County (the airport sponsor) and the Gunnison-Crested
Butte Regional Airport (the airport; GUC) to offer an air carrier incentive program to
enhance air carrier service at the airport and create an opportunity to increase air
and passenger traffic to support long term growth at the airport. This will be
achieved by the following goals:

¢ Increase, market and promote existing commercial passenger air service;

e Develop and promote new commercial passenger air service to/from new
destinations utilizing existing air carriers and/or new air carriers;

e Foster a healthy competitive environment amongst air carriers to promote air
service opportunities;

e Promote public and industry awareness of airport air services and facilities.

Policy Statement

This purpose of this Air Service Incentive Policy is to establish and implement a
responsible, and non-discriminatory air carrier incentive program that complies with
Federal Aviation Administration rules, regulations, and policies pertaining to;

e Airport sponsor assurances;
e The use of airport revenue;
e Airport rates and charges.

Definitions

a. New Air Service - is defined as at least one flight weekly to a destination not
currently served from the airport sustained for a period of at least 24 (twenty four)
months or two seasons (i.e. two winters in a row or two summers in a row).

b. Increased Air Service - is defined as an increase in frequency of an existing
scheduled route by one or more flights per week as compared against the
previous years’ applicable months or season, sustained for a period of least 24
(twenty four) months or two seasons (i.e. two winters in a row or two summers in
a row).





4. Applicability

The incentives offered under this New Air Service Incentive Policy are applicable as
follows;

a. To FAR Part 121, 129, and 14 CFR Part 380 certificated commercial air carriers
only;

b. To existing air carriers that provide air service to a new destination not currently
served to/from GUC beginning on or after the “Effective Date”;

c. To existing air carriers that increase frequency to/from an existing destination
beginning on or after the “Effective Date”;

d. To new entrant air carriers that will serve new markets currently not served
to/from GUC beginning on or after the “Effective Date”.

5. Targeted Markets and Goals

The following goals and air service objectives have been identified and accepted by
the airport sponsor and as amended from time to time:

a. By the summer of 2020, Gunnison Valley will experience expanded air service to
an additional Hub airport, which will further increase connectivity and our reach
into other visitor markets.

b. By the summer of 2020, GUC and Gunnison Valley residents and visitors will
experience 69% or less leakage to other airports, accomplished through
increased air service connectivity for originating passengers.

6. Incentives

The airport sponsor, shall provide a landing fee waiver and terminal rent waiver
incentive to qualifying air carriers and qualifying air service as follows:

Landing Fee Incentives

a. For New Air Service — Landing fee waivers for up to twelve (12) months for
each flight serving a new destination as targeted by the airport sponsor.

b. For Increased Air Service - Landing fee waivers for up to (12) months for each
flight that results in an increase of frequency to an existing destination. The
total number of air carrier operations must exceed all of the carrier’s prior year
flight operation levels.





Terminal Fee Incentives

a. For New Air Carrier Service — terminal fee waivers for up to six (6) months for
each new carrier serving a new destination as targeted by the airport sponsor.

Term

a. This policy is effective December 15t 2018 — the “Effective Date”. The policy will
terminate November 301" 2020.

b. If an air carrier is awarded an incentive program at any time under this policy
term, the incentive will be honored as stated in section 5, Incentives, regardless
of this policy termination date.

c. The airport sponsor may extend, suspend or amend this policy at any time
without notice.

Termination and Reduction of Air Service

a. In the event an air carrier, awarded an incentive under this policy, terminates the
new or increased air service within 24 (twenty four) months from the start of the
service, the Airport shall be entitled to a reimbursement of all terminal use
incentives issued.

b. In order to maintain an awarded incentive, an incumbent air carrier introducing a
new destination or increasing its level of service to an existing destination, may
not reduce its current level of service (total for all its markets) it sustained at the
airport in the previous months during the prior year. i.e. it cannot reduce one
market’s flights to introduce a new market or expand another market

. Miscellaneous

In addition the following is applicable with respect to this policy:

a. The incentive program is directed to grow and support air service to or from
GUC.

b. The airport sponsor is not obligated to provide an air carrier service incentive
for destinations not targeted by the sponsor.

c. The airport sponsor does not recognize repeated seasonal service, upgrade of
equipment type, or increased number of seats on existing flights as new
service.

d. All air carriers will have the same opportunity to receive the same incentives
under the same circumstances.

e. Incentives will not be offered to air carriers on an individual basis.

Incentives will not be based on the type or size of aircraft or its passenger class

configuration.

CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT

This Contractor Agreement (“Agreement”) made effective 2018,
is by and between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison,
Colorado, whose address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Gunnison
County”) and Couture Cleaning (“Contractor”) who's address is P.O. Box 83, Gunnison
CO, 81230.

RECITALS

Contractor provides services to Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport Passenger
Terminal Building (hereinafter “the airport”), located at 519 Rio Grande AVE, Gunnison
CO 81230 (hereinafter “Services”). Gunnison County desires to engage Contractor to
provide Services according to this Agreement.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and
obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. SCOPE OF SERVICES.

Contractor shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment
to commence, diligently pursue, and complete the services as more specifically
set forth on Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.
All Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with
generally accepted standards for Contractor's profession and all applicable
federal, state and local laws and regulations affecting the Services or the subject
matter thereof. Contractor acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement,
and Gunnison County may contract with additional or other providers able to
furnish the same or similar services as it deems appropriate to do so.

2. TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on December 1%, 2018 and shall
end on March 31%, 2019 unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided
herein.

3. STRATEGIC RESULT.

The airport shall work towards accomplishing and reporting result measure that
90% of departments report that they are “very satisfied” or “satisfied” with
janitorial services; as outlined in the Gunnison County Strategic Plan.





4. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.

(a) In exchange for Contractors performance of the Services, during the
Term, Gunnison County shall pay Contractor the sum of:
$5,583.00 per month.

Any extra services and/or items not identified on the attached Exhibit A
shall not be completed until the Airport Manager has approved such
services and rate of compensation has been agreed upon in writing.

(b) Invoices shall be prepared monthly by the contractor and delivered to:
Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport
519 Rio Grande Ave, Gunnison, CO 81230.

Payments shall be made by Gunnison County according to the County’s
regular payment schedule.

(c) This Agreement is subject to Gunnison County approving an annual
Airport budget appropriation in an amount sufficient to fund this
Agreement. If Gunnison County fails or refuses to make such an
appropriation, Gunnison County reserves the right to terminate this
Agreement without penalty to Contractor pursuant to paragraph 13 of this
Agreement.

5. INSURANCE.

Contractor agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that
Contractor shall carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost
and expense, the following insurance policies. Within thirty (30) days of the
execution of this Agreement, Contractor will provide insurance certificates to
Gunnison County, listing Gunnison County and the Gunnison-Crested Butte
Regional Airport as an additional insured, for the coverage's required herein
which shall state that such policies shall not be materially changed or cancelled
without thirty (30) days prior notice to Gunnison County.

Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and
Federal law which adequately protects all labor employed by Contractor
during the term of this Agreement.

Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent for any injury
to one person in any single occurrence, Three Hundred Eighty Seven
Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($387,000.00); and For an injury to two
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or more persons in any single occurrence, the sum of One Million, and
Ninety Three Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($1,093,000.00).

() Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in the
Services, in an amount no less than $350,000 for any injury to one person
in any single occurrence and in an amount no less than $990,000 for any
injury to two or more persons in any single occurrence.

. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, Contractor is
acting as an independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint venture or
employee of Gunnison County. Contractor does not have any authority to bind
Gunnison County in any manner whatsoever.

Contractor acknowledges and agrees that Contractor is not entitled to: (i)
unemployment insurance benefits; or (ii) Workers Compensation coverage, from
Gunnison County. Further, Contractor is obligated to pay federal and state
income tax on any moneys paid it related to the services.

. INDEMNIFICATION.

Contractor agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison County, its
Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all liability, claims,
liens, demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable
attorney’s and expert’s fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost,
damage or injury, including death, of any person or damage to property of any
kind caused by the misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of
Contractor or its employees, subcontractors or agents in connection with this
Agreement.

This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement with
respect to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.

. DISCRIMINATION.

The Contractor agrees not to discriminate against any person or class of persons
by reason of age, race, color, sex, creed, religion, disability, national origin,
sexual orientation or political affiliation in providing any services or in the use of
any facilities provided for the public in any manner prohibited by Part 21 of the
Regulations of the Office of the Secretary of Transportation. Contractor shall
further comply with the letter and spirit of the Colorado Anti-Discrimination Act of
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1957, as amended, and any other laws and regulations respecting discrimination
in unfair employment practices. Additionally, Contractor shall comply with such
enforcement procedures as any governmental authority might demand that
Gunnison County take for the purpose of complying with any such laws and
regulations.

9. IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION.

(@) Contractor certifies that Contractor does not and will not knowingly
contract with or employ illegal aliens to work under this Agreement.

(b) Contractor certifies that Contractor has required its subcontractors to
certify that they do not knowingly contract with or employ illegal aliens to
work under this Agreement.

(c) Contractor certifies that it has attempted to verify the eligibility of its
employees and subcontractors to work through the Basic Pilot
Employment Verification Program administered by the Social Security
Administration and Department of Homeland Security.

(d)  Contractor agrees to comply with all reasonable requests made in the
course of an investigation under C.R.S. 8-17.5-102 by the Colorado
Department of Labor and Employment.

(e)  Contractor agrees to comply with the provisions of C.R.S. 8-17.5-101 et
seq.

10. ADA COMPLIANCE.

The Contractor assures Gunnison County that at all times during the
performance of this Agreement no qualified individual with a disability shall, by
reason of such disability, be exclude from participation in, or denied benefits of
the service, programs, or activities performed by the Contractor, or be subjected
to any discrimination by the Contractor upon which assurance Gunnison County
relies.

11.MISCELLANEOQUS.

(8 SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall be held
to be invalid in whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and
provisions, or portions thereof, shall nevertheless be and remain in full
force and effect.





(b) AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to
this Agreement shall be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and
signed by the parties to be bound thereby.

(¢)  NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. Nothing in this
Agreement is, or shall be construed to be, a waiver, in whole or part, by
Gunnison County of governmental immunity provided by the Colorado
Governmental Immunity Act or otherwise.

12.DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a personal services contract with Contractor and, therefore, Contractor
shall not delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior
written consent of Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County may
withhold in its discretion. Subject to the foregoing, the terms, covenants and
conditions of this Agreement shall be binding on the successors and assigns of
either party.

13. TERMINATION.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or
without cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon
termination, Contractor shall be entitled to compensation for Services performed
prior to the date of termination, per the compensation terms outlined in Exhibit A.

NOTICES.

Exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any legal
proceedings related to this Agreement shall be in the state District Court
governing Gunnison, Colorado.

15.ATTORNEYS FEES.

If any party hereto shall bring any suit or action against another for relief,

CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT

THIS CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT ("Agreement”) made effective the ’ﬂt\ day of
L\Jﬁ - 20_[3'_. by and between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of
Gunnison, Colorado, whose address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (herein
“‘Gunnison County”) and SG Interests I, Ltd. , whose address is 100 Waugh Drive, Suite
400, Houston, TX 77007 (herein “Contractor").

RECITALS

The Contractor agrees to provide professional services regarding snow plowing on
County Road 265 (“Services”) as identified in the Scope of Work attached hereto and
incorporated herein by reference as Appendix "A (“Services”).

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and
obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. SERVICES.

Contractor shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment to
commence, diligently pursue, and complete the Services as more specifically set forth on
Appendix “A”. All Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with
generally accepted standards for Contractor's profession and all applicable federal, state
and local laws and regulations affecting the Services or the subject matter thereof.
Contractor acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and Gunnison County
may contract with additional or other providers able to furnish the same or similar services
as it deems appropriate to do so.

2. TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date first set forth above and shall
terminate on July 1, 2019, unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein.

3. STRATEGIC RESULT.

Execution of this Agreement will assist the County in responding to changing conditions
in a timely manner, as outlined in the Gunnison County Strategic Plan.

4. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.

In consideration and exchange for Contractor's performance of the Services, during the
Term, Gunnison County shall pay Contractor fees as more specifically not to exceed Five
Thousand Dallars and No/100 U. S. Dollars ($5,000.00) per season, and as further
defined in Appendix A attached hereto. Payment shall be made by Gunnison County to
Contractor within 45 days of receipt of an invoice.





The Compensation shall compensate Contractor for all charges, expenses, overhead,
payroll costs, employee benefits, insurance subsistence, and profits, except as
specifically set forth herein.

This Agreement is subject to Gunnison County making an annual budget appropriation in
an amount sufficient to fund this Agreement. If Gunnison County fails or refuses to make
such an appropriation, Gunnison County reserves the right to terminate this Agreement
without penalty to Contractor pursuant to paragraph 13 of this Agreement.

5. INSURANCE.

Contractor agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that Contractor shall
carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and expense, the following
insurance policies. Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Agreement, Contractor
will provide insurance certificates to Gunnison County, listing Gunnison County as an
additional insured, for the coverage’s required herein which shall state that such policies
shall not be materially changed or cancelled without thirty (30) days prior notice to
Gunnison County.

a. Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and Federal
law which adequately protects all labor employed by Contractor during  the
term of this Agreement.

b. Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent for any injury to
one person in any single occurrence, Three Hundred Fifty Thousand and No/100
U.S. Dollars ($350,000.00); and For an injury to two or more persons in any
single occurrence, the sum of Nine Hundred Ninety Thousand and No/100 U.S.
Dollars ($990,000.00).

c. Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in the
Services, in an amount no less than $350,000 for any injury to one person in
any single occurrence and in an amount no less than $990,000 for any injury
to two or more persons in any single occurrence.

6. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, Contractor is acting as
an independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint venture or employee of
Gunnison County. Contractor does not have any authority to bind Gunnison County in
any manner whatsoever.

Contractor acknowledges and agrees that Contractor is not entitled to: (i) unemployment
insurance benefits; or (i) Workers Compensation coverage, from Gunnison County.
Further, Contractor is obligated to pay federal and state income tax on any moneys paid
it related to the services.





7. DISCRIMINATION.

The Contractor agrees not to discriminate against any person or class of persons by
reason of age, race, color, sex, creed, religion, disability, national origin, sexual
orientation or political affiliation in providing any services or in the use of any facilities
provided for the public in any manner prohibited by Part 21 of the Regulations of the Office
of the Secretary of Transportation. Contractor shall further comply with the letter and
spirit of the Colorado Anti-Discrimination Act of 1957, as amended, and any other laws
and regulations respecting discrimination in unfair employment practices. Additionally,
Contractor shall comply with such enforcement procedures as any governmental authority
might demand that Gunnison County take for the purpose of complying with any such
laws and regulations.

8. IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION.

a. Contractor certifies that Contractor does not and will not knowingly contract
with or employ illegal aliens to work under this Agreement.

b. Contractor certifies that Contractor has required its subcontractors to certify
that they do not knowingly contract with or employ illegal aliens to work under
this Agreement.

c. Contractor certifies that it has attempted to verify the eligibility of its employees
and subcontractors to work through the Basic Pilot Employment Verification
Program administered by the Social Security Administration and Department
of Homeland Security.

d. Contractor agrees to comply with all reasonable requests made in the course
of an investigation under C.R.S. 8-17.5-102 by the Colorado Department of
Labor and Employment.

e. Contractor agrees to comply with the provisions of C.R.S. 8-17.5-101 et seq.

9. ADA COMPLIANCE.

The Contractor assures Gunnison County that at all times during the performance of
this Agreement no qualified individual with a disability shall, by reason of such disability,
be exclude from participation in, or denied benefits of the service, programs, or activities
performed by the Contractor, or be subjected to any discrimination by the Contractor
upon which assurance Gunnison County relies.

10. MISCELLANEOUS.

a. SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall be held to be
invalid in whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and provisions, or portions
thereof, shall nevertheless be and remain in full force and effect.

b. AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to this
Agreement shall be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed by the
parties to be bound thereby.





c. NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. Nothing in this Agreement is, or
shall be construed to be, a waiver, in whole or part, by Gunnison County of
governmental immunity provided by the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act or
otherwise.

11.DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a personal services contract with Contractor and, therefore, Contractor shall not
delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent of
Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its discretion.

SG Interests (SG) owns and operates a John Deere 770D motor grader with a
blade and wing attachment.

This same motor grader is stored and used by SG on SG property near Gunnison
County Road #265.

SG will plow snow on CR #265 (also known as Buzzard Divide Road) from the
intersection of Colorado State Highway #133, to the beginning of USFS Road
#265 in Section 10, T11S, RO0W.

SG will plow snow from CR #265 when four inches (4”) or more of snow has
accumulated. This may require multiple separate plow trips in an eleven hour
period.

SG will wing the plow route as needed to maintain sixteen feet (16’) of driving
surface. No snow will be placed in driveways as a result of this activity.

At its regular meeting on October 19, 2018, the Planning Commission unanimously approved
the following Minor Impact Recommendation, as amended, moved by Jack Diani and seconded
by Vince Rogalski:

PROJECT SUMMARY:

Dawn Delany, represented by Rose Foli, is requesting the resubdivision of Nine Mile Ranches
Subdivision, to add one lot. The single-family lots would include: Lot R1 5.0-acres, Lot R2 11.87-
acres, with existing residence; Lot R3 9.83-acres; Lot R4 9.86-acres. The new residences will be
served by well and septic. Access will be from Highway 149. No covenants are proposed for the
development.

LOCATION:

The property is located approximately 18 miles southwest of the City of Gunnison, seven miles
up Highway 149, south of Highway 50. The property is legally described as being within the
E1/2SE1/4 Section 22, Township 48 North, Range 2 West, N.M.P.M.

SURROUNDING LAND USES:

West — across Highway 149; Mesa Valley Subdivision, two lots, with residences, 8.2 and 8.3-acres;
21-acre parcel, with residence.

North — 93-acre tract, agricultural

East —93-acre tract, agricultural; BLM

South — Moncrief Ranches, 176-acres, agricultural

The Planning Commission determined that a site visit was not necessary, as they were familiar
with the property.

PUBLIC HEARING:

The Planning Commission and the Board of County Commissioners conducted a joint public
hearing on October 19, 2018. At that time, no public was present and no written comments
were received.

All testimony, both written and oral, is hereby incorporated as part of this record of review and
evaluation.

REVIEW AGENCY REFERRAL COMMENTS:
Comments were received from the following agencies:

Sage-Grouse Review: Brooke Vasquez, Wildlife Biologist, NRCS, letter of October 6, 2016,
notes:
................. The parcel is located along Hwy 149 with development to the west and north.

The parcel is not within 0.6 miles of a Gunnison Sage-grouse lek. There are 4 Gunnison Sage-grouse
leks within 2.15+ miles of the parcel. Two of these leks are active, one has an unknown status, and
one is inactive.

The north end of the parcel contains approximately 1 acre of Gunnison Sage- grouse Tier 1 Habitat
(score > 15) as mapped using the 2012 Habitat Prioritization Tool (Gunnison Basin Sage-grouse
Strategic Committee 2012). The overall habitat score for the parcel ranges from 6 to 26. The value of
Gunnison

Sage-grouse habitat on the parcel is reduced because of the proximity of the highway and adjacent
development. The mapped Tier 1 Habitat is less likely to be utilized by Gunnison Sage-grouse due to the
amount of disturbance from the highway and development.

The parcel abuts vacant land to the east and south that is mapped as Tier 1 Habitat. Due to the proximity
of active leks, this vacant land has potential to have Gunnison Sage-grouse use. According the April
2005 Gunnison Sage- grouse Rangewide Conservation Plan, 85.2% of Gunnison Sage-grouse nest within
4 miles of a lek. To help protect this habitat, any ground disturbing activity on the parcel or proposed
parcels should be reseeded with an appropriate mix and weeds should be controlled.

Allowing development in an already developed area is more desirable than wide spread development in
Gunnison Sage-grouse habitat. The proposed activity on this parcel will have less of an impact on
Gunnison Sage-grouse and their habitats because of its location near the highway and existing
development.

Based upon this analysis, a review of the data available, and the nature of the proposed activity, | find
that the proposed activity will not adversely impact Gunnison Sage-grouse or their habitats beyond that
which has already occurred.
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Because Gunnison Sage-grouse are in the general area, | recommend that the following
requirements/conservation actions be applied as conditions of all Gunnison County permits issued for
projects on this parcel to protect Gunnison Sage-grouse and their habitats:

1) Due to the proximity of Tier 1 Habitat, a Gunnison County Reclamation Permit will be required for
any site disturbing activities on the proposed parcels. That permit should contain specific
reclamation conditions. Disturbed areas need to be reseeded with an approved seed mix. CPW
and/or NRCS are available to help identify an appropriate seed mix.

2) For activities not requiring a Reclamation Permit, disturbed areas should be reseeded with an
appropriate seed mix. Colorado Parks and Wildlife (CPW) and/or the Natural Resources
Conservation Service (NRCS) are available to help identify an appropriate seed mix.

3) Woven wire fencing will not be allowed for perimeter fencing or as interior cross fencing. Perimeter
and cross fencing must be built using specifications from the most recent edition of the Colorado Parks
and Wildlife (CPW) publication Fencing with Wildlife in Mind.

4) Property owners must control or attempt to eradicate any noxious weeds that occur on the property.
A list of noxious weeds may be found in the Colorado Noxious Weed list:

www.colorado.gov/pacific/agconservation/noxious-weed-species  The Gunnison County Weed
Management Program should be contacted (970- 641-4393) for additional information and technical
assistance.

5) Per Section 11-106 G.3.d.1. of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution, dogs and cats must be kept
under appropriate control, by means which may include kenneling or other physically secure methods to
ensure that negative effects to wildlife from pets do not occur. This includes construction workers’ pets.

Colorado Division of Water Resources —Megan Sullivan, P.E., Water Resource Engineer,

letter of December 2 and 9, 2016 and February 3, 2017. Excerpts include:
“We have reviewed the above referenced proposal to subdivide a 38 acre tract into three single
family lots. Lot 1 will be 9.7 acres and has an existing residence, Lot 2 will be 13 acres and Lot 3
will be 13.3 acres in size. According to the Water Supply Information Summary sheet, under the
Estimated Water Requirements section, the use within the subdivision is for three single family
dwellings and irrigation of 0.5 acres. It is unclear if the irrigated 0.5 acres is for the entire
subdivision to be divided among the three lots, limited to one specific lot, or each lot will have 0.5
acres of irrigation. Water will be supplied by individual on-lot wells and wastewater treatment will
be provided by individual onsite wastewater treatment systems.

The existing residence on proposed Lot 1 is currently served by an existing well, Well Permit No.
224492. According to our records, the well permit was issued on April 3, 2000 and use of
groundwater from the well is limited to fire protection, ordinary household purposes inside one
single family dwelling, irrigation of not more than 0.9 acres of home lawn and gardens, and the
watering of domestic animals. The well was constructed on August 21, 2000 to a depth of 260 feet
and a permanent pump was installed on August 25, 2000. According to the pump installation report,
a two hour pump test was performed and the reported pump rate was 12 gpm and the static water
level was at 32 feet. For subdivisions created after 1972, § 37-92-602(3)(b)(l11), C.R.S., requires that
the cumulative effect of all wells in a subdivision be considered when evaluating material injury to
decreed water rights. The source of the proposed water supply would be from, or tributary to, the
Gunnison River. This area of the Gunnison River is over-appropriated; therefore, a court decreed
plan for augmentation plan is required to offset depletions caused by the pumping of any wells,
including any existing wells, within the subdivision. The applicant has contracted with the Lake San
Cristobal Water Activity Enterprise which is managed by the Upper Gunnison Water Conservancy
District (District), Hinsdale County and the Town of Lake City, for replacement water to be released
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from Lake San Cristobal pursuant to the District’s Plan for Augmentation decreed in Case No.
03CW108, Water Division No. 4. However, the applicant provided copies of augmentation
certificates for Parcels (Lots) 2 and 3 but not one for Lot 1. If the applicant intends to use the
existing well, currently permitted under Permit No. 224492, to supply any portion of the subdivision,
pursuant to the State Engineer’s Policy 2011-1, a new well permit issued pursuant to a decreed plan
for augmentation will be required. Please note that the augmentation certificates provided for
Parcels 2 and 3 are for 1 Base Unit each. According to the decree in Case No. 03CW108, 1 Base
Unit will provide sufficient augmentation water, including transit loss, to augment depletions from
in-house use for a single family dwelling utilizing a non-evaporative sewage disposal system.
Therefore pursuant to the augmentation certificates, the use of the wells on Lots 2 and 3 would each
be limited to household use only in one single family dwelling with no outside uses such as lawn and
garden irrigation or domestic animal watering allowed. As the applicant indicated in the provided
materials that at least 0.5 acres within the subdivision will be irrigated, presumably on Lot 1,
sufficient augmentation water must be purchased to replace depletions from all uses from the well on
Lot 1, including any outside uses.

As indicated in previous correspondence, the existing residence on proposed Lot 1 is currently
served by an existing well, Well Permit No. 224492. According to our records, the well was
constructed on August 21, 2000 to a depth of 260 feet and a permanent pump was installed on
August 25, 2000. According to the pump installation report, a two hour pump test was performed
and the reported pump rate was 12 gpm and the static water level was at 32 feet. Unfortunately the
well test reported on the Pump Installation Report did not provide more information other than a
single pump rate and the static water level.

As stated in CRS 30-28-133(3)(d), the subdivider is required to submit “Adequate evidence that a
water supply that is sufficient in terms of quality, quantity, and dependability will be available to
ensure an adequate supply of water for the type of subdivision proposed.” Typically adequate
evidence is usually provided in the form of a water resource report, prepared by a professional
engineer or water consultant, which addresses the quality, quantity, and dependability issues.
However, if the applicant could provide a copy of a more recent well test in which water levels and a
pumping rate are measured in intervals over the length of the test, a water resource report may not be
necessary.

If a more recent well test confirms the well has a sustained yield similar to the pump rate reported in
2000 and if the additional wells have similar production rates, the water supply should be physically
adequate.

The applicant submitted a pump test conducted by Williams Drilling Company on January 18, 2017,
for well Permit No. 224292. The report indicates that a two hour pump test was performed and
according to the report, the well was drawn down from the static water level of 36 feet to 70 feet while
pumping at between thirteen and ten gallons per minute. After pumping stopped, the well recovered to
within seven feet of the static water level within 30 minutes. If the proposed additional wells have
similar production rates and sufficient storage capacity, the water supply should be physically
adequate. Please note the long term adequacy of any ground water source may be subject to fluctuation
due to hydrological and climatic trends.”

COMPLIANCE WITH APPLICABLE SECTIONS OF THE GUNNISON COUNTY LAND USE
RESOLUTION:

Section 9-508: Keeping of Livestock not on an Agricultural Operation.
The applicant proposes to allow livestock on the property.
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Section 10-102: Locational Standards for Residential Development.
The request does not meet the primary residential density standard. The proposed subdivision
is not located within a municipal three-mile area.

Section 10-103: Residential Density.

The request proposes three single-family lots, Lot R1 5.0-acres; Lot R2 11.87-acres, with existing
residence; Lot R3 9.83-acres; Lot R4 9.86-acres. Residential parcels in the immediate neighborhood
range from 8.3-acres to 21-acres. Parcel sizes are compatible with existing residential development in the
neighborhood and will result in no significant net adverse impacts to the neighborhood.

Section 11-103: Development in Areas Subject to Flood Hazards.
The property contains no floodplain, according to County mapping.

Section 11-104: Development in Areas Subject to Geologic Hazards.
The property is not within a geologic hazard area, according to County mapping.

Section 11-105: Development in Areas Subject to Wildfire Hazards.
The property is in a low - moderate wildfire hazard area, according to County mapping.

Section 11-106: Protection of Wildlife Habitat Areas.

A sage-grouse Habitat Site Specific Analysis Pre-Application conference was held at the
subject property. See comments from Brooke Vasquez, Wildlife Biologist, NRCS, letter of
October 6, 2016. No comments were received from the Colorado Parks and Wildlife.

Section 11-107: Protection of Water Quality.
No water bodies are located on the property.

Section 11-108: Standards for Development on Ridgelines.
The property is not located on a ridgeline.

Section 11-109: Development that Affects Agricultural Lands.
There are agricultural lands in the immediate area.

Section 11-110: Development of Land beyond Snowplowed Access.
The property is not beyond snowplowed access.

Section 11-111: Development on Inholdings in the National Wilderness.
Not applicable, the site is not located on a National Wilderness inholding.

Section 11-112: Development on Property above Timberline.
Not applicable, the site is not located above timberline.

Section 12-103: Road System.

The proposed lots would be accessed from an access road from Highway 149. Colorado
Department of Transportation has issued Access Permit No. 318083, July 20, 2018, for four
residences. No comments were received from the County Public Works Department.

Section 12-104: Public Trails.
There is no public trail existing or proposed.
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Section 12-105: Water Supply.

The water supply for Lot R2 will be supplied by the existing well. New wells will supply water to
Lots R1, R3, and R4. The applicant has provided contracts from the Upper Gunnison River
Water Conservancy District for augmentation water from the Lake San Cristobal Water Activity
Enterprise, for the proposed wells on the lots. Comments from Megan Sullivan, Water
Resources Engineer, Colorado Division of Water Resources, note that the subdivision can be
legally and physically served by the proposed water supply. The applicant has purchased
additional augmentation water for the additional lot, from the Upper Gunnison Water
Conservancy District, for augmentation water from the Lake San Cristobal Water Activity
Enterprise.

Section 12-106: Sewage Disposal/Wastewater Treatment.

On-site Wastewater Treatment Systems are proposed on each lot to provide for wastewater
treatment. Other residences in the neighborhood have existing permitted wastewater treatment
systems.

Section 12-107: Fire Protection.
The property is within the Gunnison County Fire Protection District. No comments were received
from the District.

Section 13-103: General Site Plan Standards and Lot Measurements.
The site plan for the subdivision complies with the standards of this Section.

Section 13-104: Setbacks from Property Lines and Road Rights-of-Way.
The building envelopes meet the setback requirements.

Section 13-105: Residential Building Sizes and Lot Coverages.

The subdivision plat identifies site-specific building envelopes on each lot. Minimum lot size
complies with OWTS regulations. Building sizes are required to comply with the required
maximum square footages at time of building permit application.

Section 13-106: Energy and Resource Conservation.
All structures to be constructed within the development will be subject to the standards of this
Section at the time of building permit application.

Section 13-107: Installation of Solid Fuel-Burning Devices
Installation of solid fuel-burning devices is subject to the standards of this Section at the time of
building permit application.

Section 13-108: Open Space and Recreation Areas
Not applicable. Open space dedication is not required for minor impact projects.

Section 13-109: Signs.
There are no signs proposed as part of the submitted application.

Section 13-110: Off-Road Parking and Loading.
A minimum of two parking spaces is required for each single-family residence.

Section 13-111: Landscaping and Buffering.
Landscaping is not required for minor impact projects.
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Section 13-112: Snow storage.
Adequate area is available for snow storage on each lot.

Section 13-113: Fencing
All new fencing shall comply with this Section.

Section 13-114: Exterior Lighting.
All new structures are required to comply with this section.

Section 13-115: Reclamation and Noxious Weed Control.

A reclamation permit is required for driveway construction, home site clearing and berm
construction.

Section 13-116: Grading and Erosion Control.

Grading activities are required to secure a Reclamation Permit from the Public Works
Department, pursuant to Section 13-115: Reclamation and Noxious Weed Control.

Section 13-117: Drainage, Construction and Post-Construction Stormwater Runoff.
Construction activities are required to secure a Reclamation Permit from the Public Works
Department.

Section 13-118: Water Impoundments.
Not applicable, this project does not propose a water impoundment.

Section 13-119: Standards to Ensure Compatible Uses.
The development is compatible with the existing residential and agricultural neighborhood.

Section 15-103: Right-to-Ranch Policy.
This Section is applicable to all land use change permits.

FINDINGS:
The Commission finds that:

1. The Planning Commission has classified the application as a Minor Impact Project, based
upon the impact classification found in Section 6-102: Projects Classified as Minor Impact
Projects A. 2-4 Units.

2. The land use change complies with all applicable requirements of the Gunnison County
Land Use Resolution and Section 6-10: Standards of Approval for Minor Impact Projects.

3. The Commission finds that the addition of one lot to the approved subdivision is compatible with
existing development in the neighborhood and will result in no significant net adverse impacts to the
neighborhood.

4. This review and decision incorporates, but is not limited to, all the documentation submitted
to the County and included within the Planning Office file relative to this application;
including all exhibits, references and documents as included therein.

RECOMMENDATION:
The Gunnison County Planning Commission, having considered the submitted plans, exhibits,
and public testimony, has reached the above Findings and recommends to the Board of
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County Commissioners that LUC No. 2018-00028 Nine Mile Ranches Subdivision
Resubdivision, be approved with the following conditions:
