MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

This Memorandum of Agreement (“MOA”) is made effective the 1st day of January, 2019, by and
between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado, whose
address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Gunnison County”) and Project Hope of
Gunnison Valley, a Colorado Nonprofit Corporation, whose address is PO Box 1812, Gunnison,
CO 81230 (“Project Hope™).

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Project Hope has requested assistance from Gunnison County in financing a
portion of operational costs; and

WHEREAS, Gunnison County is supportive of the objectives of Project Hope in terms of
assisting those in need of services in Gunnison County; and

WHEREAS, Gunnison County feels it is in the public’s interest to provide financial
assistance to Project Hope.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and obligations
hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. TERM.

The term of this MOA shall commence on the 1% day of January, 2019 and shall terminate on
December 31, 2019, unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein.

2. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.

@) Gunnison County agrees to provide $10,000 in funds to Project Hope. It is
understood and recognized that these funds must be used for financing a portion
of operational costs.

(b) The quarterly payments will be distributed by Gunnison County only upon submittal
of the appropriate documentation pursuant to paragraph 5.

(©) Project Hope agrees to submit a final written project report by October 1, 2019 that
shall include, at a minimum, the information requested on the Funding Recipient
Project Report (Exhibit A).

(d) The County'’s receipt of this final project report by the October 1, 2019 deadline will
serve as a condition for future funding eligibility.

(e) This MOA is subject to Gunnison County making an annual budget appropriation
in an amount sufficient to fund this MOA. If Gunnison County fails or refuses to
make such an appropriation, Gunnison County reserves the right to terminate this
MOA pursuant to paragraph 12 of this MOA.

INDEMNIFICATION.

Project Hope agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison County, its
Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all liability, claims,
liens, demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable
attorney’s and expert’s fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost,
damage or injury, including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind
caused by the misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of Project Hope
or its employees, sub-contractors or agents in connection with this MOA.

This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this MOA with respect
to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.

INSURANCE.

Project Hope agrees that at all times during the Term of this MOA that Project Hope shall carry
and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and expense, the following insurance
policies. Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this MOA, Project Hope will provide insurance
certificates to Gunnison County, listing Gunnison County as an additional insured, for the
coverage’s required herein which shall state that such policies shall not be materially changed or
cancelled without thirty (30) days prior notice to Gunnison County.

Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and Federal law
which adequately protects all labor employed by Project Hope during the term of
this MOA.

Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in the Services,
in an amount no less than $387,000 for any injury to one person in any single
occurrence and in an amount no less than $1,093,000 for any injury to two or more
persons in any single occurrence.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

In carrying out its obligations and activities under this MOA, Project Hope is acting
as an independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint venture or
employee of Gunnison County. Project Hope does not have any authority to bind
Gunnison County in any manner whatsoever.

Project Hope acknowledges and agrees that Project Hope is not entitled to: (i)
unemployment insurance benefits; or (i) Workers Compensation coverage, from
Gunnison County. Further, Project Hope is obligated to pay federal and state
income tax on any moneys paid it related to the services.
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7. AUTHORITY TO AUDIT RECORDS.

Gunnison County has the authority to audit Project Hope’s financial records, said audit to be
performed by an employee, agent or designee of Gunnison County and at the expense of Project
Hope, upon seven days’ notice to Project Hope.

8. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a personal services contract with Project Hope and, therefore, Project Hope shall not
delegate or assign its duties under this MOA without the prior written consent of Gunnison County
which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its discretion. Subject to the foregoing, the
terms, covenants and conditions of this MOA shall be binding on the successors and assigns of
either party.

9. IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION.

(a) Project Hope certifies that Project Hope does not and will not knowingly contract
with or employ illegal aliens to work under this MOA.

(b) Project Hope certifies that Project Hope has required its subcontractors to certify
that they do not knowingly contract with or employ illegal aliens to work under this
MOA.

(c) Project Hope will participate in either (i) the “E-Verify Program”, jointly administered
by the United States Department of Homeland Security and the Social Security
Administration, or (ii) the “Department Program” administered by the Colorado
Department of Labor and Employment in order to confirm the employment eligibility
of all Project Hope's employees who are hired to perform work under this
Agreement.

(d) Project Hope agrees to comply with all reasonable requests made in the course of
an investigation under C.R.S. 8-17.5-102 by the Colorado Department of Labor
and Employment.

(e) Project Hope agrees to comply with the provisions of C.R.S. 8-17.5-101 et seq.

10. DISCRIMINATION.

Project Hope agrees not to discriminate against any person or class of persons by reason of age,
race, color, sex, creed, religion, disability, national origin, sexual orientation or political affiliation
in providing any services or in the use of any facilities provided for the public in any manner
prohibited by Part 21 of the Regulations of the Office of the Secretary of Transportation. Project
Hope shall further comply with the letter and spirit of the Colorado Anti-Discrimination Act of 1957,
as amended, and any other laws and regulations respecting discrimination in unfair employment
practices.

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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
between the COLORADO ENERGY OFFICE
and GUNNISON COUNTY

THIS MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (“MOU”) is entered into by and between the STATE
OF COLORADO (the “State”), acting by and through the Colorado Energy Office (the “CEQ”), and
GUNNISON COUNTY (the “Facility Owner”). “Party” means the State, CEO or Facility Owner and
“Parties” means both the State/CEO and the Facility Owner.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, in compliance with the State Procurement Code as set forth in section 24-101-
101, et seq., C.R.S. and any applicable public bidding requirements, the CEO issued a Request for
Proposals (“RFP”) to energy service companies (“ESCOs”) to provide as needed energy performance
contract services for its Energy Performance Contracting Program; and

WHEREAS, as a result of the RFP process, CEO maintains a list of pre-qualified ESCOs that
are eligible for final selection by State agencies and local governments and/or municipalities to provide
energy performance contracting services; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of this MOU is to provide the Facility Owner with access to the services
and support of the CEQ’s Energy Performance Contracting (“EPC”) Program; and

WHEREAS, in furtherance of the purpose of this MOU, the CEO is available to assist the Facility
Owner with the development and implementation of EPC projects, as well as to encourage the Facility
Owner to adhere to the guidelines of the EPC Program.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants and the representations and
covenants contained herein, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. Effective Date of MOU. This MOU shall become effective upon the later date on which the
Director or authorized designee of CEQ, or the representative for the Facility Owner has signed it.

2. Term of MOU. The Parties’ respective performances under this MOU shall commence on the
Effective Date and shall expire one year from date of signature or at the end of the term of services
contracted from a pre-qualified ESCO.

3. Responsibilities of the CEO and the EPC Program to Facility Owner. The responsibilities of the CEO
and the EPC Program include, but are not limited to:

a. Upon execution of this MOU, CEO will assign an EPC project consultant to provide advice and
technical assistance throughout the lifecycle of Facility Owner’s project.

b. CEO will provide the Facility Owner with information on the CEO website regarding the pre-
approved, pre-qualified list of ESCOs, which includes links to the ESCOs’ website for further
information;

¢. CEO will assist Facility Owner to procure the services of an ESCO from the pre-qualified list of
approved ESCOs;
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d. CEO will assist the Facility Owner with technical guidance in order to develop and execute a
Technical Energy Audit and Project Proposal Contract with a pre-qualified ESCO and also support
the Facility Owner with any amendments thereof;

e. CEO will provide technical guidance to the Facility Owner and attend on-site meetings between
the Facility Owner and ESCO, as needed and subject to availability;

f. CEO will assist the Facility Owner to develop and initiate an energy performance contract
project;

g. CEO will monitor project implementation for audits and for energy performance contract
projects;

h. CEO will facilitate the energy performance contract process to ensure commitments are met by
both the ESCO and the Facility Owner;

i. CEO will review Facility Owner’s audits, proposals, calculations, contracts and measurement and
verification reports;

j-  Asrequired for school districts and requested by other public agencies, the CEO will complete a
construction walk-through of project facilities prior to the “Notice of Substantial Completion”
documents being finalized;

k. If applicable, CEO will identify possible solutions to mediate any conflicts between the Facility
Owner and the ESCO.

4. Responsibilities of the Facility Owner. The responsibilities of the Facility Owner include:

a. By executing this MOU, Facility Owner agrees to program participation in CEQ’s EPC Program
and engage the CEO for assistance in all stages of the EPC Program, including project
development;

b. Using a secondary selection process, Facility Owner agrees to select an ESCO from CEO’s current
pre-qualified list of ESCOs and which meets the requirements of Facility Owner’s procurement
rules, regulations and statutes (if applicable);

c. Facility Owner will provide information as needed for the feasibility study/technical energy audit
and any other project development activities;

d. Facility Owner will review/approve the ESCO’s proposals, designs and reports in a timely
manner;

e. Facility Owner agrees to execute CEO approved contracts with the ESCO;

f.  Facility Owner agrees to arrange for project financing, and with the assistance and advice of
legal counsel, execute appropriate financing documents and EPC contract;

Facility Owner agrees to provide project management;

Facility Owner will endeavor to work with the pre-qualified ESCO to develop and refine project
parameters and any other project development activities;

i.  Facility Owner will assign its staff, employees, representatives to the facility project team
including operations, maintenance, financial and upper management personnel;

j- Depending on the subject matter to be discussed, Facility Owner will ensure appropriate
personnel attend project development meetings;
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k. Facility Owner will provide access to and escort ESCO, its subcontractors and CEO to buildings

during mutually agreed-upon hours;

I.  If Facility Owner is a school district, Facility Owner agrees to allow CEO to complete a
construction walk-through of project facilities prior to the “Notice of Substantial Completion”

documents being finalized;

I.  During project reviews and any other reviews, Facility Owner will endeavor to address CEQ’s

recommendations;

m. As requested by CEO and as needed, Facility Owner agrees to provide CEO with information
regarding measurement and verification activities.

5. THIS MOU IS NOT INTENDED TO CREATE, NOR WILL THIS MOU BE CONSTRUED OR INTERPRETED AS
CREATING A LEGALLY BINDING AND ENFORCEABLE CONTRACT BETWEEN THE PARTIES. IN THE
EVENT EITHER PARTY FAILS TO FULLY COMPLY WITH THE PROVISIONS OF THIS MOU, THERE
WILL BE NO LEGAL OR EQUITABLE REMEDIES AVAILABLE TO EITHER PARTY. THE SOLE REMEDY
AVAILABLE TO THE PARTIES FOR FAILURE TO FULLY COMPLY WITH THE PROVISIONS OF THIS MOU
IS TO TERMINATE THIS MOU. THE FACILITY OWNER ACKNOWLEDGES AND AGREES THAT CEO’S
SERVICES MAY INCLUDE ADVICE AND RECOMMENDATIONS, BUT ALL DECISIONS IN CONNECTION

As stated in the Historic Resource Survey Plan Gunnison County, Colorado (2016), the survey
area should include all buildings located within the town’s incorporated limits and along State
Highway 3 at the intersection of Sections 27, 28, 33, and 34, Township 11 South, Range 87
West of the 6th Principal Meridian (project area). Forest Service archaeologists identified the
entire townsite as a cultural resource under the Smithsonian number 5GN1332 in 1974, but did
not complete an inventory of extant buildings nor provide an evaluation for the town as a
potential historic district eligible for listing in the State and National Registers of Historic Places
(S/NRHP). Tax assessor records and modern aerial photographs indicate that the survey would
result in the documentation and evaluation of approximately 15 historical properties constructed
between ca. 1885 and 1970. Each property will be documented on an individual OAHP
Architectural Inventory form (1403) and evaluated as contributing or noncontributing features to
the eligibility of the Crystal Townsite Historic District (5GN1332) for listing in the S/INRHP.

Previous stabilization work has occurred at the Crystal Mill and various structures in the
townsite. The importance of this survey is to finally evaluate the site and determine the
significance of each of these structures. Using the same qualified consultant as our previous
survey should ensure all standards and requirements are met.

If this survey is not funded the current momentum of possibly creating a historic district of the
Town will most likely cease. If Crystal is not evaluated and the extent of the resources not
known, it could result in the loss of unique, culturally valuable, historic buildings due to neglect
by lack of information and resources available to the proprietors of the Town. This is the first
opportunity of creating a mining Town historic district that has come to our CLG. We feel it is
our duty to properly evaluate and make all reasonable efforts we can to support the preservation
of such rare historic elements of our County. This survey is the first step in providing us with the
appropriate knowledge for being able to evaluate this historic district potential and boundaries.
With private ownership of such a large grouping of resources, feelings and momentum could
shift at any time, leaving such a Town to slip away without the supported knowledge and
appreciation of the quality level of important local historical resources.

This resources survey will conclude with enough information to help guide our knowledge of the
level of historic buildings and other resources that remain at this location.

The Crystal Mill at the west end of Town is one of the most popular visited and photographed
historic sites in Western Colorado. The Town’s road access is County Rd. 3, which also
functions as the “Main Street” of the Town, as building are aligned along each side. Locals and
visitors travel this road to visit the Townsite heavily in the warm seasons and by having the
survey completed, we as a CLG would have the information available to us for better
preservation efforts and public outreach for users. All of the buildings at the Townsite are
privately owned and the majority of such are owned by a single family. This family has made
efforts to preserve the majority of the historic buildings as to the extent possible with personal
resources and knowledge have allowed for decades. They currently operate the historic
General Store as a visitor's center and retail shop open to travelers coming through the remote
town. If, as presumed, the survey provides support information for allowing the property owners
to move forward with creating a designated historic district, it would be a great example to our
community of what amazing historic resources we have here in Gunnison County, how
preserving such resources can benefit everyone, and where they can go to experience the
beautiful historic fabric of our County’s rich mining history.

If this survey is not funded the current momentum of possibly creating a historic district of the
Town will most likely cease. If Crystal is not evaluated and the extent of the resources not
known, it could result in the loss of unique, culturally valuable, historic buildings due to neglect
by lack of information and resources available to the proprietors of the Town. This is the first
opportunity of creating a mining Town historic district that has come to our CLG. We feel it is
our duty to properly evaluate and make all reasonable efforts we can to support the preservation
of such rare historic elements of our County. This survey is the first step in providing us with the
appropriate knowledge for being able to evaluate this historic district potential and boundaries.
With private ownership of such a large grouping of resources, feelings and momentum could
shift at any time, leaving such a Town to slip away without the supported knowledge and
appreciation of the quality level of important local historical resources. In recent years, such
lack of knowledge and appreciation has resulted in the loss of several notable buildings. The
community has become more aware and vocal of the importance of our original buildings which
demonstrate the story of our past as representative of our unique story and its effects on the
present and future. This project supports this developing awareness and our County’s desire to
keep its heritage alive.

Multiple members of the Gunnison County Historical Preservation Commission took a tour of
most of the remaining buildings at Crystal and have been in regular communication with the
property owners. This essential partnership is in place and enthusiastic about the knowledge to
be gained by this survey. The County has worked with the subcontractors bidding on the

AGREEMENT FOR RECEIPT OF COURT SECURITY GRANT FUNDS

This Agreement is made by and between the COUNTY OF GUNNISON (hereinafter “COUNTY”), a
body corporate and politic, whose principal offices are located at 200 E. Virginia Avenue , Gunnison,
CO 81230-2297 and the COLORADO JUDICIAL DEPARTMENT (hereinafter “JUDICIAL") a branch
of state government. The COUNTY and JUDICIAL may each be referred to herein as a “Party”, or
collectively as the “Parties.”

WHEREAS, in 2007 the Colorado General Assembly enacted SB 07-118, subsequently codified at
§13-1-201 et seq., C.R.S., and thereby created the Court Security Cash Fund (hereinafter the
“Fund”) in the state treasury (see §13-1-204, C.R.S.) to be funded by annual appropriations by the
General Assembly; AND

WHEREAS, SB 07-118 also created the Court Security Cash Fund Commission (hereinafter the
“Commission”) to assist the State Court Administrator in distributing the funds to counties (see §13-1-
203, C.R.S.) through a program of court security grants (hereinafter the “Court Security Grant
Program” or “Program”); AND

WHEREAS, SB 07-118 also provided for a local security team in each county composed of, at
minimum, the Chief Judge, the County Sheriff, and a County Commissioner or Manager, or their
designees, to oversee issues of court security for the county (see §13-1-202, C.R.S.); AND

WHEREAS, the General Assembly has appropriated Fund moneys for the Court Security Grant
Program for State Fiscal Year 2019 (July 1, - June 30, 2019), and JUDICIAL reasonably anticipates
similar funding for State Fiscal Year (July 1, 2019 - June 30, ), which will allow the Program to cover
the full calendar year 2019, which is the COUNTY'’s fiscal year; AND

WHEREAS, the local security team for the above-named COUNTY has submitted an application for
court security grant funds to supplement the COUNTY’S efforts already in place to improve the
security of one or more facilities in which state courts and/or probation offices are located; AND

WHEREAS, a grant of funds to the COUNTY (hereinafter “Grant”) has been approved by the
Commission and the State Court Administrator.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and mutual promises and covenants herein
contained, the sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, COUNTY and JUDICIAL agree as
follows:

1. PURPOSE OF AGREEMENT. The purpose of this Agreement is 1) to acknowledge that a Grant
of up to $42,057.00 has been awarded to the COUNTY from the Court Security Cash Fund, which will
be available to the COUNTY for expenditure during the 2019 calendar year; 2) to define the
obligations of the COUNTY under the Court Security Grant Program; and 3) to establish the payment
plan under which the COUNTY will receive the said funds.

2. THE AGREEMENT. The entire agreement between the Parties is contained in this writing,
including all documents incorporated herein by reference.






Program may result in revocation of the award, termination of this Agreement, and return of funds.

6. PAYMENT METHOD. Reimbursement of the costs of salaries and benefits, equipment, training,
and other reimbursable expenses will be made quarterly by JUDICIAL upon receipt of a
reimbursement request on the form provided by JUDICIAL at
http://www.coloradocourthousesecurity.com, in the Quarterly Reports Section. Each reimbursement
request shall be submitted by the COUNTY within 10 business days following the end of March, June,
September and December. If disbursement of grant funds on a reimbursement basis causes undue
hardship for the COUNTY, disbursement may be made in accordance with an alternative schedule
prepared and agreed to in writing by COUNTY and JUDICIAL.

7. REPORTING REQUIREMENTS. The COUNTY shall submit quarterly activity reports on the
Quarterly Progress Report Form provided by JUDICIAL at
http://www.coloradocourthousesecurity.com, in the Quarterly Reports Section. Such reports must be
received by JUDICIAL on or before the 10th business day after the last day of each calendar quarter.

8. RECORDS MAINTENANCE. The COUNTY shall maintain a complete file of all records,
documents, communications, and other materials that pertain to the Program under this Agreement.
Such files shall be sufficient to reflect correctly all direct and indirect costs of whatever nature for
which a Grant payment was made. These records shall be maintained according to generally
accepted accounting principles and must be easily separable from other COUNTY records, and shall
be retained for at least three (3) years following expiration or termination of this Agreement.

9. AUDIT. The COUNTY authorizes JUDICIAL, or its designee, to perform audits and/or inspections
of its records pertinent to this Agreement at any reasonable time during the term of this Agreement
and for a period of three (3) years thereafter to assure compliance with this Agreement.

10. ADMINISTRATIVE REPRESENTATIVES. The Parties shall designate administrative
representatives for this Agreement, and each Party shall notify the other Party promptly of any
change in such designation. At the commencement of this Agreement, the designated
representatives shall be:

11. STATUS OF COUNTY WORKERS. The Parties understand and agree that the COUNTY'S
employees and agents are not employees or agents of JUDICIAL. COUNTY shall have no
authorization, express or implied, to bind the Colorado Judicial Department to any agreements,
liability or understandings except as expressly set forth herein.

12. INCOME TAXES. COUNTY understands and agrees that COUNTY is responsible to
withhold and pay, according to law, any federal, state and local income taxes owed by its






15. FRINGE BENEFITS. Because COUNTY is engaged in COUNTY’S own independent
business, COUNTY’S employees are not eligible for, and shall not participate in, any employer
pension, health, or other fringe benefit plan of JUDICIAL.

16. TERMINATION

a. Cause/Default. JUDICIAL may terminate this Agreement, and the Grant Award, upon default
by COUNTY, effective immediately upon receipt of notice of termination, or at any time
thereafter in the discretion of JUDICIAL. “Default” is defined as the failure to fulfill in a timely
and satisfactory manner any of the duties or obligations required under this Agreement.
JUDICIAL may in its discretion permit the COUNTY a period of time to cure the default.

b. For Loss of Funds. In the event that funding for any activity established by this Agreement is
discontinued or decreased by the State of Colorado, JUDICIAL may terminate the Agreement or
reduce its scope without penalty effective immediately upon receipt by the COUNTY of notice
of such termination or reduction. In the event of such termination or reduction, the COUNTY wiill
be compensated for the value of services actually performed and goods received, if any, prior to
the effective date of the termination or reduction.

17. INSURANCE. The Parties understand and agree that both are “public entities” within the
meaning of the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act, Section 24-10-101 et seq., as amended,
C.R.S. (the “Act”) and that to the extent required or permitted by the Act both Parties will at all times
during the term of this Agreement maintain such liability insurance, by commercial policy or self-
insurance, as is necessary to meet its liabilities under the Act.

18. CONFIDENTIALITY. In the event that COUNTY or the employees and/or agents of COUNTY
obtain access to any records or files of JUDICIAL in connection with this Agreement, or in connection
with the performance of its obligations under this Agreement, the COUNTY and its employees and/or
agents shall keep such records and information confidential and shall comply with all laws and
regulations concerning the confidentiality of such records to the same extent as such laws and
regulations apply to the COUNTY.

19. COMPLIANCE WITH LAW. The Parties to this Agreement shall comply with the letter and spirit
of all applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations related to performance under this
Agreement, including but not limited to the Colorado Anti-Discrimination Act of 1957, as amended,
(Section 24-34-401 et seq., C.R.S.) and other applicable law respecting discrimination and unfair
employment practices.

20. SEVERABILITY. If any provisions of this Agreement are held to be invalid, illegal, or
unenforceable, the validity, legality, and enforceability of the remaining provisions shall not in any way
be affected or impaired thereby to the extent permitted by law.

21. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement and a complete
integration of all understandings between the COUNTY and JUDICIAL, and no modifications or
amendments to this Agreement shall be valid unless in a signed writing.

MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

This Memorandum of Agreement (“MOA”) is made effective the 1st day of January, 2019, by and
between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado, whose
address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Gunnison County”) and Six Points Evaluation
and Training, Inc., a Colorado Nonprofit Corporation, whose address is 1160 N. Main Street,
Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Six Points”).

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Six Points has requested assistance from Gunnison County in financing a
portion of operational costs; and

WHEREAS, Gunnison County is supportive of the objectives of Six Points in terms of
assisting those in need of services in Gunnison County; and

WHEREAS, Gunnison County feels it is in the public’s interest to provide financial
assistance to Six Points.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and obligations
hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. TERM.

The term of this MOA shall commence on the 1% day of January, 2019 and shall terminate on
December 31, 2019, unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein.

2. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.

@) Gunnison County agrees to provide $12,000 in funds to Six Points. It is understood
and recognized that these funds must be used for financing a portion of operational
costs.

If Gunnison County fails or refuses to
make such an appropriation, Gunnison County reserves the right to terminate this
MOA pursuant to paragraph 12 of this MOA.

Six Points agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison County, its
Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all liability, claims,
liens, demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable
attorney’s and expert’s fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost,
damage or injury, including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind
caused by the misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of Six Points or
its employees, sub-contractors or agents in connection with this MOA.

Six Points acknowledges and agrees that Six Points is not entitled to: (i)
unemployment insurance benefits; or (i) Workers Compensation coverage, from
Gunnison County. Further, Six Points is obligated to pay federal and state income
tax on any moneys paid it related to the services.
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7. AUTHORITY TO AUDIT RECORDS.

Gunnison County has the authority to audit Six Points’ financial records, said audit to be
performed by an employee, agent or designee of Gunnison County and at the expense of Six
Points, upon seven days’ hotice to Six Points.

8. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a personal services contract with Six Points and, therefore, Six Points shall not delegate
or assign its duties under this MOA without the prior written consent of Gunnison County which
consent Gunnison County may withhold in its discretion. Subject to the foregoing, the terms,
covenants and conditions of this MOA shall be binding on the successors and assigns of either

party.
9. IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION.

(a) Six Points certifies that Six Points does not and will not knowingly contract with or
employ illegal aliens to work under this MOA.

(b) Six Points certifies that Six Points has required its subcontractors to certify that
they do not knowingly contract with or employ illegal aliens to work under this MOA.

(© Six Points will participate in either (i) the “E-Verify Program”, jointly administered
by the United States Department of Homeland Security and the Social Security
Administration, or (ii) the “Department Program” administered by the Colorado
Department of Labor and Employment in order to confirm the employment eligibility
of all Six Points’ employees who are hired to perform work under this Agreement.

(d) Six Points agrees to comply with all reasonable requests made in the course of an
investigation under C.R.S. 8-17.5-102 by the Colorado Department of Labor and
Employment.

(e) Six Points agrees to comply with the provisions of C.R.S. 8-17.5-101 et seq.

10. DISCRIMINATION.

Six Points agrees not to discriminate against any person or class of persons by reason of age,
race, color, sex, creed, religion, disability, national origin, sexual orientation or political affiliation
in providing any services or in the use of any facilities provided for the public in any manner
prohibited by Part 21 of the Regulations of the Office of the Secretary of Transportation. Six
Points shall further comply with the letter and spirit of the Colorado Anti-Discrimination Act of
1957, as amended, and any other laws and regulations respecting discrimination in unfair
employment practices. Additionally, Six Points shall comply with such enforcement procedures
as any governmental authority might demand that Gunnison County take for the purpose of
complying with any such laws and regulations.

If any party hereto shall bring any suit or action against another for relief, declaratory or otherwise,
arising out of this MOA, the prevailing party shall have and recover against the other party, in
addition to all court costs and disbursements, such sum as the court may adjudge to be
reasonable attorney’s fees and expert witness fees.

15. GOVERNING LAW.






This MOA shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of
Colorado. Exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any legal proceedings related to this MOA shall be
in the state District Court governing Gunnison, Colorado.

16. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.

This MOA contains the entire agreement between the parties hereto with respect to the subject
matter hereof, and supersedes any and all prior agreements, proposals, negotiations and
representations pertaining to the obligations to be performed hereunder.

17. COUNTERPARTS: FACSIMILE TRANSMISSION.

This MOA may be executed by facsimile and/or in any number of counterparts, any or all of which
my contain the signatures of less than all the parties, and all of which shall be construed together
as but a single instrument and shall be binding on the parties as though originally executed on
one originally executed document.

AGREEMENT FOR CONSULTING SERVICES

THIS AGREEMENT FOR CONSULTING SERVICES (“Agreement”) is entered into
this day of 2018 by and between the Board of Commissioners
of the County of Gunnison, Colorado (“Gunnison County”) and the Gunnison
Conservation District (“GCD”).

A. RECITALS

This Agreement is entered into with respect to the following facts:

1. Gunnison County is a statutory county authorized and empowered by the
Constitution of the State of Colorado, various state statutes, and the common law to,
among other things, regulate land use and development and to provide for the protection
of land, water, wildlife, and recreational resources within Gunnison County.

2. GCD is a conservation district duly organized under the Colorado Soil
Conservation Act, C.R.S. §35-70-101, ef seq., authorized and empowered to undertake
certain actions to prevent and remediate the loss of soil and water through wind and water
erosion and depletion of subsurface water resources. The boundaries of GCD encompass
a substantial portion of Gunnison County.

3. Gunmnison County has expended substantial efforts developing and
implementing strategies for the protection and conservation of the Gunnison Sage-grouse
(“GuSG”). Among those efforts has been the development of the Action Plan and Goals
(“Action Plan™), the Gunnison County Sage-grouse Conservation Action Plan
(“Conservation Plan”), the Gunnison Basin Sage-grouse Strategic Plan (“Strategic Plan”)
and the Gunnison Basin Gunnison Sage-grouse Habitat Prioritization Tool (“HPT”).

4. In addition, the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution contains
numerous provisions for protection of the GuSG and their habitats including a
requirement that anyone proposing any surface disturbing activity within GuSG Occupied
Habitat must request a pre-application conference among the applicant, the Gunnison
County Wildlife Conservation Coordinator, and Colorado Parks and Wildlife (if
determined necessary) to identify issues related to the proposed development and
Gunnison Sage-grouse habitat and to identify potential solutions.

3 The Gunnison Basin Sage-grouse Strategic Committee is a formal entity
of Gunnison County. Administrative and professional support is provided to the
Committee by Gunnison County.

6. GCD has worked closely with landowners, Gunnison County, the NRCS,
and various partners to restore GuSG habitat and develop agricultural practices that foster
the protection and conservation of the GuSG. In this connection, personnel at GCD have
developed knowledge and expertise concerning the GuSG.





7. Because of GCD’s knowledge and expertise of the GuSG, Gunnison
County and GCD desire to enter into an agreement whereby GCD personnel will provide

the services set forth below to Gunnison County in its ongoing effort regarding the
GuSG.

B. AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals above and the mutual covenants
and obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. SCOPE OF SERVICES.

GCD shall provide a qualified and competent wildlife biologist (“Wildlife Biologist”), as
determined by Gunnison County, to perform and complete the work as more specifically
identified in the Scope of Work attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as
Appendix “A” (“Services™). The Wildlife Biologist and will become familiar and work in
accordance with the Action Plan, Conservation Plan, Strategic Plan, the HPT and all
applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations affecting the Services or the
subject matter thereof. Services shall be diligently pursued, in a professional, timely and
complete manner. Services shall be performed under the technical and professional
oversight of Jim Cochran for a transitional period of time to be determined by Gunnison
County. GCD shall furnish all materials, supplies and equipment necessary for GCD’s
personnel to perform and complete said Services.

All Work Product generated from Services rendered shall be and remain the property of
Gunnison County.

No Services shall be performed except with the authorization of Cathie Pagano, Director
of the Gunnison County Community Development Department.

2. TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on January 1, 2019 and shall terminate on
December 31, 2019, unless sooner terminated as provided herein.

3. COMPENSATION AND EXPENSES.

In exchange for GCD’s performance of the Services identified herein during the term of
this Agreement, Gunnison County shall pay GCD $50.00 per hour of time spent by GCD
employees on the Services identified herein (“Compensation”). The parties agree that
Gunnison County will not request and GCD will not provide Services for which the total
Compensation exceeds $12,000 per year without the prior written consent of both parties.





GCD shall provide Gunnison County with a statement of Services rendered on or before
the last day of each month and Gunnison County shall pay the Compensation to GCD on
or before the last day of the following month.

The Compensation is intended to be full and complete payment to GCD for performance
of the Services; no other compensation, payment or benefit of any kind shall be due or
paid by Gunnison County to GCD.

GCD shall be reimbursed for reasonable and typical out-of-pocket traveling expenses
incurred by its employees, including but not limited to mileage, airline travel, hotel and
meals, provided such are directly associated with performance of the Services and,
provided further, that such expenses are incurred and submitted according to Gunnison
County’s standard policies and rates. Mileage shall be paid for GCD’s travel from
Gunnison County’s facilities in Gunnison to and from site inspections at a rate equal to
the United States Internal Revenue Service Standard Mileage Rates for Business, Medical
and Moving.

Invoices including itemized reimbursable requests and hours work on this contract shall
be submitted to the Community Development Director for Gunnison County on a
monthly basis for review and approval for payment.

4. INSURANCE.

GCD agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that GCD shall carry and
maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and expense, the following insurance
policies:

A. Worker’s Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and Federal
law;

B. Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent for any injury to
one person in any single occurrence, Three Hundred Fifty Thousand and No/100
U.S. Dollars ($350,000.00); and for an injury to two or more persons in any
single occurrence, the sum of Nine Hundred Ninety Thousand and No/100 U.S.
Doliars ($990,000.00).

C. Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in the
Services, in an amount no less than $350,000 for any injury to one person in any
single occurrence and in an amount no less than $990,000 for any injury to two or
more persons in any single occurrence.

Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Agreement, GCD will provide insurance
certificates to Gunnison County, listing Gunnison County as an additional insured, for the
coverage’s required herein which shall state that such policies shall not be materially
changed or cancelled without thirty (30) days prior notice to Gunnison County.





5. STRATEGIC RESULT.

It is beneficial to engage GCD’s Services for a collaborative effort to further the
conservation of the GuSG.

6. TERMINATION.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination, GCD
shall be entitled to compensation for Services performed prior to the date of termination,
provided such Services are reasonably satisfactory to the Gunnison County. Upon
termination or at the end of the term of this Agreement, GCD shall forthwith provide to
Gunnison County all documents and other property used or generated as a result of this
Agreement.

7. NOTICES.

Any notice, demand or communication which either party may desire or be required to
give to the other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or
rendered if delivered personally or sent by certified first class US mail, postage prepaid,
addressed as follows:

Either party has the right to designate in writing, served as provided above, a different
address to which any notice, demand or communication is to be mailed.

8. STATUS OF GCD.

In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, GCD is acting as an
independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint venture or employee of
Gunnison County. Neither GCD nor its employees have any authority to bind Gunnison
County in any manner whatsoever.

GCD acknowledges and agrees that GCD is not entitled to: (i) unemployment insurance
benefits; or (ii) workers compensation coverage; or (iii) any other benefit not specifically
identified in this Agreement, from Gunnison County; or (iv) the provisions of the
Gunnison County Personnel Policy.





9. NONEXCILUSIVE AGREEMENT.
GCD acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and Gunnison County may
contract with other providers able to furnish the same or similar services, as it deems

appropriate to do so.

10. DISCRIMINATION.

GCD agrees not to discriminate against any person or class of persons by reason of age,
race, color, sex, creed, religion, disability, national origin, sexual orientation or political
affiliation in providing any services or in the use of any facilities provided for the public
in any manner prohibited by Part 21 of the Regulations of the Office of the Secretary of
Transportation. GCD shall further comply with the letter and spirit of the Colorado Anti-
Discrimination Act of 1957, as amended, and any other laws and regulations respecting
discrimination in unfair employment practices. Additionally, GCD shall comply with
such enforcement procedures as any governmental authority might demand that Gunnison
County take for the purpose of complying with any such laws and regulations.

11. IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION.

GCD certifies that GCD does not and will not knowingly contract with or employ illegal
aliens to work under this Agreement.

GCD certifies that GCD has required its subcontractors to certify that they do not
knowingly contract with or employ illegal aliens to work under this Agreement.

GCD certifies that it has attempted to verify the eligibility of its employees and
subcontractors to work through the Basic Pilot Employment Verification Program

administered by the Social Security Administration and Department of Homeland
Security.

GCD agrees to comply with all reasonable requests made in the course of an investigation
under C.R.S. 8-17.5-102 by the Colorado Department of Labor and Employment.

Gunnison County would appreciate DOLA’s consideration of an extension to 12/31/2019 for the above
referenced grant.

Steady progress has been made toward the project’s scope. Conversations have been productive and
are ongoing, and much has been learned about mechanisms for methane mitigation and utilization.
We are now pursuing project-specific proposals. We are also undertaking a methane reservoir
characterization study, which will be integral to the evaluation of the project-specific proposals.

We are working with the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) to clarify leasing mechanisms for Coal
Mine Methane, and we have made a specific proposal, but we have yet to receive a response because
our Federal partners are affected by the government shutdown. We have no indication of when the
shutdown will end or how long it will take for our partners to catch up with their work and reengage in
this conversation after the shutdown ends.

In light of these circumstances and the fact that the County and BLM are at the mercy the Federal
shutdown, Gunnison County will be unable to complete the grant’s scope of work by the current March
31, 2019 deadline. We will continue to be in regular contact with you, and we will alert you to any
unforeseen developments.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
FOR WINTER ROAD MAINTENANCE

THIS INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT made effective on this
day of , 2019, between the COUNTY OF MONTROSE, STATE OF
COLORADO, who shall hereinafter be referred to as “Montrose” and the COUNTY OF
GUNNISON, STATE OF COLORADO, who shall hereinafter be referred to as
“Gunnison,” both of which entities are political subdivision of the State of Colorado.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Colorado Constitution, Article XIV, Section 18(2.a.)
and C.R.S. 29-1-201, et seq., any political subdivision of the State of Colorado may
cooperate or contract with one another to provide any function, service or facility
lawfully authorized to each of the cooperating or contracting units, provided that such
cooperation or contracts are authorized by each party thereto with the approval of its
legislative body; and

WHEREAS, Montrose and Gunnison desire to enter into an Intergovernmental
Agreement to provide for the performance by Montrose of winter snow removal and/or
plowing on a certain segment of Big Cimarron Road located within Gunnison County;
and

WHEREAS, Montrose and Gunnison desire to enter into an Intergovernmental
Agreement to provide for non-winter performance road grading by Gunnison on certain
segments of county Road 864A and 084 Rd located within Montrose County; and

WHEREAS, Montrose and Gunnison desire to enter into an Intergovernmental
Agreement for gravel crushing services by Montrose within certain Montrose County
gravel pits for the benefit of Gunnison to use on Gunnison County roads; and

WHEREAS, Montrose and Gunnison deem such Intergovernmental Agreement
to be in the best interests of each of their inhabitants;

NOW, THEREFORE, Montrose and Gunnison in consideration of the
agreements and covenants set forth herein, do hereby enter into this Agreement for the
provisions of winter and non-winter road maintenance services along with gravel
crushing services.

SECTION 1
TERM OF AGREEMENT

THE TERM of this Agreement shall be for a period of twelve months from
January 1, 2019 to December 31, 2019 unless otherwise terminated in accordance with
Section III below.





SECTION II
MONTROSE WINTER MAINTENANCE
OF GUNNISON COUNTY ROADS

1. Montrose shall perform winter snow removal and/or plowing maintenance for
Gunnison on Big Cimarron Road as follows:

a. Montrose County Road & Bridge will provide basic “Road Grader” or
“Maintainér” snow removal service for Gunnison on the Big Cimarron Road
from the current end of Montrose winter maintenance at the Youth with a
Mission entrance, south up the road to a convenient turnaround at the Forest
Boundary just past the Bear Claw Subdivision. A distance of about 4 miles.

b. The snow removal will be provided only in process as an extension of
Montrose plowing on the lower portion of the road. Montrose will not plow
the 4 mile section of Big Cimarron Road in Gunnison unless the lower portion
also needs to be plowed. The intention of this provision is that Montrose shall
not be obligated to mobilize its equipment just for this upper 4 mile section.

2. Gunnison shall perform non-winter road grading maintenance services on County
Road 864A and O84 Rd as an extension of Gunnison County grading
maintenance as follows:

a. Gunnison County will provide “road grader” or “maintainer” grading
services for Montrose on County Road 864A that lies within Montrose
County but is accessed by Gunnison County roads. Grading services will
consist of grading the road and pulling ditches if necessary on 3.69 miles
of road.

b. Gunnison County will provide “road grader” or “maintainer” grading
services for Montrose on 082 Rd for the portion that lies within Montrose
County off of Highway 92 and provides access to Gunnison County.
Grading services will consist of grading the road and pulling ditches if
necessary, on 1.1 miles of road.

c. Grading services shall be in conjunction with Gunnison’s normal grading
schedule and is not intended to be done on a special basis.

3. Montrose shall perform gravel crushing services under Montrose’s gravel
crushing contract to provide an agreed upon stock of gravel at Cedar Creek Pit for
the benefit and use by Gunnison.

a. A separate stock pile shall be isolated for Gunnison’s use.

b. The class of gravel requested by Gunnison shall match those specifications
already under contract by Montrose.

c. Gunnison shall pay the contract rate for the gravel, a prorated contract per
ton mobilization charge, plus fifty (50) cents/ton for gravel pit
administration, maintenance, and reclamation.

SECTION III
PAYMENT

Montrose and Gunnison shall charge on a time and materials basis for the services
to be provided under this IGA and each entity shall submit invoices specifying the
services rendered and the amount of dollars expended. Gravel costs will be charges as
outlined in Section IL.3.c.





SECTION IV
RESPONSIBILITY FOR ROAD MAINTENANCE
AND DAMAGES

Montrose and Gunnison specifically understand and agree that nothing in this
Agreement shall be interpreted to require Montrose to perform any general road
maintenance other than the snow removal and/or plowing on Big Cimarron Road in
Gunnison County. Furthermore, it is understood and agreed that Montrose shall not be
held liable for any roadbed or roadside damages that occur as a result of such snow
removal and/or plowing, and that Gunnison shall be solely responsible for any such road
repair or maintenance required as a result of the snow removal and/or plowing performed
under this Agreement.

Montrose and Gunnison specifically understand and agree that nothing in this
Agreement shall be interpreted to require Gunnison to perform any road maintenance
other than grading and pulling ditches on County Road 864A or 084 Rd. Montrose shall
be responsible for culverts and graveling on said roads. Furthermore, it is understood and
agreed that Gunnison shall not be held liable for any road infrastructure damages that
occur as a result of such grading, and that Montrose shall be solely responsible for any
such road infrastructure repair or maintenance required as a result of road grading
performed under this Agreement.

Montrose and Gunnison specifically understand and agree that contracting for
gravel crushing services shall be the responsibility of Montrose. Gunnison shall
communicate gravel type and quantity prior to the end of 2018.

Nothing in this agreement is or shall be construed to be a waiver by either party of
governmental immunity.

SECTION V
RECORDS

Montrose and Gunnison shall maintain records of the time and materials spent
performing the services described in this Agreement. Such records shall be available
upon request.

SECTION VI
WORKER’S COMPENSATION AND DAMAGES TO EQUIPMENT

Each party shall be responsible for its own employees and equipment while performing
services under this Agreement. Any and all injuries to employees and/or damages to
equipment shall be subject to the respective party’s insurance coverages, and the other
party is expressly held harmless as to the injuries and/or damages suffered by the
employees and/or equipment.





SECTION VII
NON-ASSIGNABILITY

Neither party hereto shall assign, sublet or transfer this Agreement or any interest
therein to any other party without the prior written consent of both parties to this
Agreement, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld.

SECTION VIII
BINDING EFFECT

Each and every clause and covenant of this Agreement shall extend to, benefit,
and bind the successors and assigns of the parties hereto respectively.

SECTION IX
AMENDMENTS

Any and all modifications or alterations of or additions to or changes in any term,
condition, or agreement contained herein shall be void and non-binding unless set forth in
writing and signed by both parties hereto.

SECTION X
TERMINATION

It is understood and agreed by and between Montrose and Gunnison that this
Agreement may be terminated by either party upon thirty (30) days advance written
notice to the other party.

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These Amended and Restated Declaration of Protective Covenants Whetstone Industrial
Park (these “Covenants”) amend, restate, and supersede and replace in their entirety the
Declaration of Protective Covenants Whetstone Industrial Park as recorded at reception number
654064 in the real property records of Gunnison County, Colorado (the “Original Covenants”).

Total building size, including the Subordinate
Residence, shall be equal to no more than 5,000 square feet plus the size of a Subordinate
Residence, except that if the LUR permits a greater size in the future, these Covenants shall
allow such greater size as permitted by the LUR.

Any Subordinate Residential use must comply with these Covenants.

The operation shall be wholly contained within buildings.

4. The Light Industrial use shall not produce any offensive noise, vibration, electrical or
magnetic interference, glare, fumes, odors, smoke, dust, heat or waste noticeable at, or
beyond, the property boundaries of the parcel on which the Light Industrial use is located.

the power, authority and right to raise and impose assessments, foreclose liens for assessments,
adopt and amend the Regulations, adopt and amend design guidelines, and any other right or power
that may be exercised by an Association.

Specifically, but without
limitation, the Regulations may include rules, regulations, policies and procedures prohibiting,
limiting, restricting, or regarding hazardous activities, nuisances, noise, pets, parking, trash, debris,
landscape maintenance, residence, accessory buildings, lighting, yard maintenance, junk, use of
Common Areas and easements, home occupations, commercial activities, short term rentals,
leases, marijuana cultivation, smoking, installing and maintaining of Improvements, and business
enterprises. If permitted by these Covenants and the Regulations, all uses of, and activities on, the
Property, including the Common Area and Lots, shall be subject to, and performed in accordance
with, these Covenants and the Regulations. The Regulations may identify and define such uses
and prohibit them, in whole or in part, on Common Areas and on Lots, or may identify and define
such uses and permit them upon terms and conditions the Board believes to be in the best interests
of the Association; provided, however, that such Regulations must be consistent with these
Covenants. The Regulations shall also address matters such as enforcement of the Association
Documents, imposition of fines, collection of Assessments, and reserve studies and funding. All
Owners shall be bound by and comply with the Regulations. All Owners shall be responsible for,
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and liable to the Association for, any violation of the Association Documents by such Owner and
such Owner’s agents, guests, invitees, tenants, lessees, contractors, customers, and employees.

Association: (1) all regular assessments or charges; (2) special assessments and charges; (3) default
assessments or charges; (4) late fees, returned check charges, default interest; (5) attorney’s fees
and costs; and (6) fines imposed against such Owner. All of such amounts shall be fixed,
established and collected as determined by the Association. All of such amounts and any other
amounts that the Association is entitled to recover against an Owner under CCIOA or other law
shall be a charge and continuing lien upon the Lot against which such assessment is made or that
such Owner may own, whichever may be applicable. The Association shall have a lien against
each Lot to the fullest extent permitted and provided for by CCIOA. Such liens shall have the
priority provided by CCIOA and shall be prior and superior to all other liens and interests in the
Lots to the fullest extent provided by CCIOA.

Section 2. Purpose of Assessments. All assessments shall be levied for purposes permitted underf**{ Formatted: Justified

Colorado law, including without limitation: maintenance of Common Areas, repair of Common
Areas, snow removal from Common Areas, costs and expenses pertaining to the operation of the
Association in the performance of its duties, legal fees, accounting fees, manager fees, and any
other expense, fee, cost, obligation, debt or liability incurred by the Association upon the majority
vote of the Board.

abatement thereof.

Section 2. Failure to Comply. An Owner’s failure to comply with any of the Association’s
Documents shall be grounds for the imposition of a fine in accordance with and pursuant to the
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Regulations, an action to recover damages, or for injunctive relief or for specific performance, or
any or all of them.

Section 3. Who May Enforce. Any action for the enforcement or interpretation of these
Covenants may be brought by the Association in the name of the Association and on behalf of the
Owners, by the Owner of any Lot, and by Gunnison County.

Section 4. No Waiver. The failure of the Board, the Association, or any Owner to enforce or
obtain compliance as to any violation shall not be deemed a waiver of the right to do so for any
subsequent violation or the right to enforce any part of such documents.

Specifically, but without limitation, no landscaping
shall be done, nor shall any exterior addition, change or alteration be made, nor any excavation or
other site work be done, until the plans and specifications therefor have been submitted to and
approved in writing by the Board in the manner hereafter set forth.

Section 3. Standards, Process, and Fee. The standards and procedure for submission of planS%**{ Formatted: Justified

for approval, for review of plans, for denial of plans, for approval of plans, and the fee for such
review shall be set forth in the design guidelines, which shall be a section of the Regulations and
shall be adopted by the Board. The design guidelines shall be consistent with the standards set
forth in these Covenants. The Board shall have the authority to impose a fee, which shall be set
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forth in the design guidelines, which fee may include the cost and expenses of retaining an architect
to assist in the review of the matter, including without limitation ensuring compliance with the
design guidelines, as well as such amounts as the Board believes to be appropriate to offset the
cost to the Association associated with the implementation of such plans, which for example, may
include repair costs caused by additional construction traffic for a new Building. All plans and
construction on any Lot must comply with these Covenants, including without limitation Article
5, which limits the use of Lots to certain purposes and limits the construction of Buildings and
Improvements to the Building Envelopes, and Article 8, which specifically addresses certain
construction matters required by Gunnison County. Among other things, the design guidelines
will establish standards for construction, such as the burying of all electrical, telephone and other
lines, provisions regarding antennas and satellite dishes and other matters.

All Improvements must comply with the
setbacks from lot lines and roads as set forth in the LUR. Any excavation, except as
approved by the Association and, as applicable Gunnison County, is prohibited.

C. Any metal roof must be non-reflective and have a color finish with no bright colors.

D. All Buildings and other Improvements shall be built in an exterior style and with colors
and materials harmonious with the area. No roof shall contain wood shake shingles or
other combustible roofing material. All colors of exterior walls and roofs will be
natural or earth tones in color to blend with the natural surroundings, except that
colored trim may be allowed upon approval of the Board. No A-frames, geodesic
domes, or yurts shall be allowed, even temporarily.

E. No exterior radio, television, microwave or other antennae or antenna dish or signal
capture or distribution device shall be permitted, installed or maintained on any Lot
unless it is approved and consistent with the Regulations.

F. All chimneys will include spark arrestors on chimney terminations and all chimney
caps or shrouds shall provide access for cleaning and servicing said chimneys.

G. Monitored, automatic fire suppression systems shall be included in all buildings.

H. No structure or Building shall exceed 45 feet in height; in addition, and as a further
restriction on height, no structure or Building on Lot 3 shall exceed 42 feet in height,
and no structure or Building on Lot 4 shall exceed 41 feet in height._For purposes of
determining Building height, the base of the Building shall be considered to run from
the elevations set forth on Exhibit C applicable to the location where the Building is
constructed regardless of whether the elevation of the Lot is increased prior to
construction.

Section 3. Compliance With Applicable Code; Fire Protection Matters. All Buildings and
other Improvements will meet all applicable requirements of all applicable governing bodies,
including without limitation the applicable fire code and building code. All Lots shall maintain
defensible space to protect against wildfire hazards in such minimum distances and in such a
manner as may be recommended from time to time by the local fire protection district and
Gunnison County. Owners are referred to publications of the Colorado State Forest Service, the
Gunnison County Weed Specialist, and the Gunnison County Public Works Department. Wildfire
mitigation shall be conducted in such a fashion as to minimize soil erosion, removal of existing
vegetation, thinning of trees, and adverse impacts to wildlife beyond that which is necessary. The
Lots are located within the boundaries of the Crested Butte Fire Protection District, and the Crested
Butte Fire Protection District shall have the authority to enforce the fire protection provisions of
these Covenants. All building foundations shall be designed by a Colorado registered engineer or
architect. All applications to Gunnison County for building permits must comply with all
applicable building codes adopted and amended by Gunnison County, and with any applicable
energy and resource conservation standards required by the County at the time of such application.
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Section 4. Landscaping and Buffering on Common Areas by Association. Plant materials and
landscaping elements are to be used throughout the subdivision (including in the Common Areas)
in order to provide for privacy and preserve and enhance the unique identity of the site. The
Association shall maintain all landscaping and buffering on the Common Areas. Landscaping will
be kept and maintained in a natural state except with respect to any landscaping or buffering placed
for purposes of buffering.

Section 5. Water Usage, Lawn Irrigation and Site Disturbances. Water to the Property is
supplied by a well (or wells) owned by the Association and no Owner may drill or use any other
water system. The Association will be responsible for owning and maintaining any and all water
rights, water augmentation ponds, and wells used in the water system. Any site disturbance,
including permitted and approved excavation, must be promptly revegetated. No landscaping shall
alter or interfere with drainage from the Property. All applicable buffers from the Slate River will
be observed, and Owners shall protect the Slate River during and after construction from all
construction debris and other uses on such Owner’s Lot. Excavation or disturbance of the bioswale
is_prohibited without Association approval. All Owners and the Association shall have the
obligation to provide Gunnison County with access to obtain water samples from the Slate River
for testing purposes during normal business hours upon seven days written request, which shall
not occur more frequently than four times per year.

Section 6. Solid Fuel Burning Devices. Owners shall adhere to the regulations regarding solid-
fuel-burning devices contained in the LUR. These regulations include, but are not limited to, the
requirement that there be no more than one approved solid-fuel-burning devices installed per
Building.

Section 7. Roads And Snow Removal. The Association shall remove snow from the private
roads owned by the Association and any private parking spaces on Common Areas owned by the
Association. Plowing, dumping and storage of snow in the Slate River is prohibited. Snow storage
by the Association shall be upon Common Area and in no event within 30 feet of the Slate River.
Snow storage by an Owner shall be entirely within the Owner’s Lot. Upon completion of
construction of the private roads, the Association shall at all times keep such roads in good repair
and maintain the same in suitable condition for the use of the Members. The Association shall
have no obligation to maintain public roads that any governmental entity has agreed to maintain
nor shall the Association maintain private driveways. The Association will not maintain driveways
or private roads belonging to anyone other than the Association. The Asseciations-hallAssociation
shall be entitled to make full use of all rights of way, roads and street easements for snow removal
and storage. No fences or other Improvements shall be constructed or maintained in the rights of
way and roads as shown on the Plat. No Owner may use the rights of way or roads shown on the
Plat for purposes of snow storage. _Owners may use Open Space 2 to store snow removed from
such Owners’ Lots provided: (i) that the snow is not contaminated as defined in the Regulations,
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and (ii) the Association may provide additional rules and regulations regarding the use of Open
Space 2 for snow storage in its Regulations.

Section 8. Standards to Ensure Compatible Uses. Hazardous uses, nuisances and excessive
noise, all of which may be further defined in the Regulations, are prohibited. Construction activity
is limited to between the hours of 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m., unless such activity is related to
snowplowing within the Property or ingress and egress for vehicles and equipment involved in off-
site snowplowing activities. All trash must be promptly placed in bear proof trash receptacles. All
pet food shall be securely stored.

Section 9. Amendment. No amendment to the definition of Subordinate Residential under article
1 or any amendment to articles 6 or 8 of these Covenants shall be effective until approved by
Gunnison County.

Section 10. Use and Maintenance of Common Areas. Common Areas shall be used and
maintained consistent with their purpose. The Association shall maintain the Common Areas.
Minimal impact use by owners, such as walking and bicycling, will be permitted in all Common
Areas. Camping, hunting, discharging firearms, practicing archery, and open fires are prohibited
on all Common Areas, as well as any other use prohibited on the Common Areas by the Board in
the Regulations.

Section 11. Domestic Animal Control; No Livestock.

A. Domesticated household pets shall not be allowed, kept, or maintained on any Iotk*{ Formatted: Justified

except for service animals, animals used to provide security, or no more than one
domestic animal kept within residential housing subordinate and ancillary to a Light
Industrial use, which domestic animal is restrained at all times either by leashing or
confinement within the lot or structures thereon.

B. No horses or other livestock shall be allowed on the Property.

C. Household animals, including those of visitors, guests, and construction workers, must
be controlled by kenneling; or leashing-fercing-erotherphysical-constraint. No vicious
animals shall be permitted.

D. If any animal is unreasonably or repeatedly noisy, unruly, or creates a disturbance
within the Property, it shall promptly be removed by the owner thereof, or it may be
removed by the Association at the expense of the animal’s owner or the responsible
property Owner, and with no liability owed by the Association as a result of such
removal.

E. Gunnison County shall have the authority to enforce the animal control restrictions set
forth in the Covenants, and any expense of enforcement by Gunnison County shall be
at the expense of the responsible individual or property Owner. If the responsible
individual or property Owner fails or refuses to reimburse Gunnison County for such
expense, the Association shall reimburse Gunnison County and any amount so
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reimbursed by the Association shall become a lien in favor of the Association against
any Lot or Lots owned by the owner of the animal necessitating the enforcement action
and if such person is not an owner of a Lot, against the Lot of the Owner of whom such
person is a guest, invitee, lessee, tenant or visitor. All Owners shall be responsible to,
and liable to, the Association for the actions of the animals of their tenants, contractors,
employees and any other invitees.

Section 12. Fencing. The Association may erect and maintain exterior fencing to the extent%f*{ Formatted: Justified

necessary to protect against agricultural uses on adjacent properties. All other fencing must be
approved in advance as an Improvement by the Association in accordance with these covenants
and the design guidelines.

Section 13. Signs. All signs within the subdivision except to the extent required to be permittedf**{ Formatted: Justified

by law must be approved in advance by the Association as an Improvement in accordance with
these covenants and the design guidelines. Owners also must comply with all Gunnison County
regulations, including obtaining a sign permit as may be required, prior to installing any sign.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, signage as is typically used for real estate sales may be placed on
Lots that are for sale without the prior approval of the Association provided that such signage
complies with all applicable law, including Gunnison County regulations, as well as any rules and
regulations of the Association. Declarant and the Association shall not be bound by this signage
limitation and may have any signage not prohibited by Gunnison County or any applicable laws.

Section 14. Parking. All vehicles, heavy equipment, machinery, and trailers shall be parked only%f*{ Formatted: Justified

within individual Lots and shall be operational. Each Lot shall provide sufficient parking areas so
that no parking shall occur on the roads, easements, or right of ways within the subdivision.

Section 15. Weed Control and Revegetation. Following construction of any Improvements and«f*{ Formatted: Justified

any other site disturbance, if required by applicable law, the ground shall be revegetated in
accordance with the reasonable recommendations of Gunnison County’s Weed Control Specialist.
Owners must attempt to comply with the most current version, if any, of the Gunnison Basin Weed
District Management Plan or such other plan as may be prescribed by the Gunnison County Weed
District of general applicability, if any, as well as any earthmoving site revegetation and noxious
weed control plan adopted by the Association.

ARTICLE 9: Provisions Pertaining To CCIOA

Section 1. CCIOA Community. Whetstone Industrial Park is a common interest community thatf**{ Formatted: Justified

is a planned community governed by the Association. The common interest community is subject
to CCIOA. The common interest community is located in Gunnison County. A legally sufficient
description of the real estate included in the common interest community is attached hereto as
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Exhibit A. The boundaries of each unit created by the Covenants is set forth on the Plat, including
the unit’s identifying number and its size. There are no limited common elements.

Section 2. Allocation of Interests. There are 17 Lots. Each Lot has one voting interest as set
forth above and one share of common expense liability. Each Lot is allocated 1/17" of the vote in
the Association and 1/17™ of the common expenses of the Association.

Section 3. Lot Line Eliminations and Building Envelope Adjustments. Upon receiving all
required governmental approvals and the approval of the Association, an Owner of adjacent Lots
may cluster the Lots in order to remove the lot lines between the adjacent Lots; provided, however,
that the clustered Lots will remain liable for the same allocation of common expense liabilities and
be entitled to the same allocation of votes as they were subject to and entitled to prior to such
clustering. Building envelopes may be adjusted upon receipt of all required governmental
approvals and the approval of the Association and, similarly, will not alter the allocation of
interests set forth above.

Section 4. Declarant Control. Declarant (or any successor declarant) shall have all the powers
and rights permissible under CCIOA during the period of declarant control, as defined under
CCIOA, including without limitation the power to appoint and remove Directors and officers. The
period of declarant control eemmencescommenced upon the recordation of thesethe Original
Covenants and will end at the earlier of fifty years from the date of recordation of thesethe Original
Covenants or at such time as these rights are required expire or terminate under CCIOA.

Section 5. Development Rights. Declarant reserves the following development rights and special
declarant rights: (1) the right to maintain a sales office, management office, or models in the
common interest community and any such sales office, management office, or model shall be
owned by Declarant and shall not be a common element and shall be removed promptly after the
expiration of the timeframe set forth herein for the exercise of development rights, (2) the right to
complete improvements as contemplated on the plat filed with this Declaration, (3) the right to
create or amend Lots or Common Area, (4) the right to create, use and provide Owners with the
right to use any trail, utility, access and other easements through the Common Area and/or through
any Lot for the purpose of implementing the development plan provided, however, that no such
trail, utility, access or other easement shall cross or enter any Building Envelope, (5) the right to
amend the Plat and these Covenants, including without limitation the right to unilaterally amend
the Plat and these Covenants to exercise any development rights or special declarant rights to the
fullest extent permitted by CCIOA, and (6) the right to amend these Covenants and the Plat to
correct any clerical, typographical, or technical errors. All development rights and special
declarant rights shall expire, and must be exercised prior to, the earlier of fifty years from the date
of recordation of thesethe Original Covenants or such time that such rights are required to expire
or terminate under CCIOA. No development right needs to be exercised with respect to different
parcels of real estate at different times and all development rights may be exercised with respect
to different parcels of real estate at different times or at the same time. No assurances are made
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with regards to which parcels or portions of real estate will be subjected to the exercise of each
development right or the order thereof. If any development right is exercised in any portion of the
real estate subject to that development right, that development right need not be exercised in all or
in any other portion or remainder of that real estate. The scope of any easement established by the
Declarant shall also be established by the Declarant, and the Declarant and Association shall have
the right to use, and provide to others, access and use by heavy equipment and all manners of
vehicles and equipment to any easement shown on the Plat or added by Declarant.

Section 6. Notice. Notice of matters affecting the common interest community may be given to
Owners by the Association or other Owners by posting the same at an entrance to the subdivision
on a message board or post erected for such purpose. In addition, the Association may give notice
of matters to Owners by providing such notice by email to any email address for an Owner
provided by such Owner to the Association. Notice may also be given by regular, U.S. mail sent
to the address of record for the Owner as made available online by the Gunnison County Assessor.

ARTICLE 10: Duration of Covenants; Miscellaneous

Section 1. Term. These Covenants shall remain in effect perpetually from the date of
recordation_of the Original Covenants.

Section 2. Amendment. Except to the extent that a different percentage is required by CCIOA,&**{ Formatted: Justified

these Covenants may not be waived, abandoned, terminated or amended, in whole or in part, except
by an instrument: (i) setting forth the written consent of the owners of two-thirds of the Lots or
containing the certification by the Secretary of the Association that the owners of two-thirds or
more of the Lots voted in favor of such amendment at a duly called and properly noticed meeting
of the membership, and (ii) if required by Article 8, Section 9, approved by the Board of County
Commissioners of Gunnison County. No mortgage or lienholder approval is required.

Section 3. Severability. These Covenants shall, to the fullest extent possible, be construed so a %f*{ Formatted: Justified

to give validity to all of the provisions hereof. If any provision or portion of provision in these
Covenants is determined to be invalid, unenforceable or prohibited by any court, the same shall
not affect any other provision or portion thereof or section hereof and all other provisions, portions
of provisions, and sections shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 4. Construction. In interpreting words herein, unless the context shall otherwise provide%**{ Formatted: Justified

or require, the singular shall include the plural, the plural shall include the singular and the use of
any gender shall include all genders.

Section 5. Headings. The headings on any section or article are included only for the purposes of%**{ Formatted: Justified

convenient reference and shall not affect the meaning or interpretation of these Covenants.
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Section 6. Limitation of Liability. Neither the Association nor any officer, director or other
representative of the Association shall be liable to any party for any action or for any failure to
take any action with respect to any matter arising by, through, or under these Covenants if the
action or failure to act was made in good faith. The Association shall indemnify all officers,
directors or other representatives of the Association with respect to any action taken in their official
capacity as provided in the Articles of Incorporation and Bylaws of the Association. Such
indemnification shall include repayment of all costs and expenses incurred, including reasonable
attorneys’ fees.

Section 7. Attorneys’ Fees. The Association shall be entitled to recover attorney’s fees and COSIS€**{ Formatted: Justified

as provided by CCIOA as shall any other party. In the absence of an applicable attorney’s fees
provision under CCIOA, the prevailing party in any legal action in any Court of law to enforce or
interpret any provisions of the Association Documents shall be entitled to recover from the non-
prevailing parties reasonable attorney’s fees and costs incurred in such legal action, including
without limitation all costs and fees incurred in collection, on appeal, and in bankruptcy
proceedings.

Section 8. Applicable Law. Gunnison County, Colorado district court or county court shall be thEkf{ Formatted: Justified

exclusive venue for any action arising out of or relating to the Association Documents or any other
dispute between the Association and any Owner provided, however, that the Association may
establish exclusive venue, means, and procedures for the enforcement of fines, which may include
binding arbitration.

Plaintiffs, John Biro and Lake Irwin Coalition and Third Party Defendant, David J.

Gottorff, by and through their attomeys, Coleman & Quigley, LLC., for its Second Amended

Complaint, alleges and states as follows:

JURISDICTION AND VENUE

1. Plaintiff, John Biro is an individual residing at 787 County Road 826A, Lake Irwin

Townsite, Crested Butte, CO 81224 in Gunnison county, State of Colorado.






2. Plaintiff, Lake Irwin Coalition is a duly organized non-profit corporation organized under
the laws of the State of Colorado (“LIC™). The President of LIC is David J. Gottorff. Offices for
LIC are located at PO Box 261, Crested Butte, CO 81224.

3. Defendant, The Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado,
(“Gunnison County”) is a duly created county board, exercising the powers granted to Gunnison
County, a body corporate and politic, capable of suing and being sued in its own name.

4. Defendant, The United States Forest Service is an agency of the United States Department
of Agriculture. The United States Forest Service is responsible for administering and managing
lands under its jurisdiction in compliance with all pertinent law.

5. Defendant, John Whitacre Smith is an individual residing in Gunnison County, with an
address of P.O. Box 2534, Crested Butte, CO 81224 (“J.W. Smith™),

6. J.W. Smith holds title to property in Gunnison County bearing the common address of 1201

18.  Jurisdiction and venue are proper in Gunnison County, State of Colorado because the
property and rights in question related to the property situated in Gunnison County, Colorado; and

the actions related to this matter arose in Gunnison County, Colorado.

19. The Court has jurisdiction to hear this matter pursuant to C.R.C.P. 98(a) and (c)(1) and
C.R.8. 13-1-124(c).

GENERAL ALLEGATIONS.

20.  J.W. Smith came into possession of the property is known as the Peggy Lode in 2001 by
delivery of a Warranty Deed to J.W. Smith from Alan Bernholtz (“Peggy Lode™).

21.  J.W. Smith built a home on the Peggy Lode and later began contesting access by the public
across Peggy Lode, specifically FS 826.1D, commonly known as Green Lake Road (“Green Lake
Road”), beginning in the summer of 2014. In summer 2016, J.W. Smith took steps to restrict
access across Peggy Lode by erecting a gate at his property line, thereby excluding hikers, bikers,
and other public users across Peggy Lode.

22.  QGreen Lake Road crosses the Peggy Lode and appears on many published maps and
resources available to the public.

23,  Upon information and belief, the Green Lake Road (likely prior to it being called Green
Lake Road) existed before July 3, 1883. Photographs, maps, and other documentation depict and/or
discuss the use of the Green Lake Road as early as 1977. Thus, a public dedication of the Green
Lake Road existed prior to July 3, 1883. This evidence shall be presented as exhibits at trial.

24,  The Green Lake Road can also be seen depicted on a United States Department of Interior
Geological Survey map as early as 1888, which was the first Geological Survey map for the area.
Such historic map is attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated by reference herein. Many
other published maps also show Green Lake Road crossing the Peggy Lode, one of which is
attached hereto as Exhibit B and incorporated by reference herein. Other maps shall be submitted
as exhibits at trial.

25.  The Green Lake Road is a popular hiking, biking, and motorized vehicle trail under the
direction and control of the Forest Service, USDA. (“Forest Service™).





26.  The Forest Service has provided a numerical designation for such road (FSR826.1D) and
the Forest Service has publicly stated that it considers the Green Lake Road open to the public
where it crosses the Peggy Lode.

27.  The Forest Service believes that the Road is public and under its jurisdiction.

28.  Forest Service records establish a Forest Service System Road maintenance designation
for the Green Lake Road.

29.  Upon information and belief, the Forest Service has completed maintenance on the Green
Lake Road in the past. Maintenance includes Drainage infrastructure along the Green Lake Road.
Photographs of the drainage infrastructure are attached hereto as Exhibit C, which are
incorporated by reference herein.

30. The Forest Service has also issued guide permits to private operations using the Road,
including Irwin Backcountry Guides, LLC (the “Permit’’). The Permit is attached hereto as Exhibit
D and incorporated by reference. While a scrivener’s error lists the Green Lake Road incorrectly
as FSR 826.1E, the Forest Service is referencing the Green Lake Road, based on the peak use and
hike locations authorized by the Permit.

31.  John Biro, LIC members, and the public at-large have regularly traveled on the Green Lake
Road in the non-winter seasons by foot, off-highway vehicle, and automobile for at least 40 years
(collectively, the “Public Users™), including times prior to and during J.W. Smith’s ownership of
the Peggy Lode.

32.  The Public Users believe they have both a private and public right to travel on the Green
Lake Road to access Forest Service lands, conduct academic research, and/or pursue recreational
opportunities. Affidavits confirming use by some Public Users are attached hereto as Exhibit E
and incorporated by reference herein.

33.  Upon information and belief, other private parties named as defendants in this action have
used the road in the same manners as described in Exhibit E and have vested private and/or public
right to travel on the on the Green Lake Road to access Forest Service lands and their personal
property.

34.  Uponinformation and belief, J.W. Smith has no right or claim to prohibit private and public
access across the Peggy Lode because the Green Lake Road is subject to an easement and/or a
public thoroughfare that crosses the Peggy Lode, which has been continually in existence for up
to 140 and continually used by individual citizens in excess of 40 years (see Exhibit E).





35. J.W. Smith continues to restrict access across the Peggy Lode to Public Users by
constructing a locked gate across the Green Lake Road where it begins at Peggy Lode and has
posted signs keeping the public from accessing Forest Service lands and private property.

36. By continuing to deny private and public historic access across Peggy Lode via the Green
Lake Road, J.W. Smith is improperly denying both private and Public Users a right of access to
Forest Service and private lands without justification or right.

FIRST CLAIM OF RELIEF
(Declaratory Judgment — R.S. 2477)

37.  Plaintiffs re-allege and incorporate herein each of the above allegations above as if set forth
again.

38.  Before being repealed by the Federal Land Policy and Management Act, 43. U.S.C. Sec.
1701 et. seq. in 1976, R.S. 2477 provided “The right of way for the construction of highways over
public lands, not reserved for public purposes, is hereby granted.”

39, On information and belief, the Green Lake Road was established and dedicated as a public
thoroughfare as early as 1877 and before July 3, 1883. The patent for the Peggy Lode was first
surveyed on July 3, 1883 and was later issued and recorded. Because the use of the Green Lake
Road pre-dates the survey, issuance, and recordation of the Peggy Lode patent, the Green Lake
Road should be declared a road pursuant to RS 2477.

40.  Plaintiffs are entitled to judgment against JW, Smith pursuant to C.R.C.P. 57, regarding
Declaratory Judgments and C.R.S. Sec. 13-51-101 ef. seq. the Uniform Declaratory Judgments
Act, finding and declaring that the Green Lake Road is public by virtue of R.S. 2477 where it
crosses the Peggy Lode because the Green Lake Road existed before July 3, 1883, prior to the
survey, issuance, and recordation of the Peggy Lode patent.

SECOND CLAIM OF RELIEF
(Declaratory Judgment —C.R.S. Sec. 43-02-201(1)(c)

41.  Plaintiffs re-allege and incorporate herein each of the above allegations noted above as if
set forth again.

42, C.R.S. Sec. 43-2-201(1)(c) provides “The following are declared to be public
highways:...(c) all roads over private lands that been used adversely without interruption or
objection on the part of the owners of such lands for twenty consecutive years.”

43. In accordance with the holding in Simon v. Petit, 687 P.2d 1299 (Colo. 1984), the term
“road” as used in 43-2-201(1)(c) does not exclude a trail or a footpath, such as the Green Lake





Road from the analysis necessary to determinate if a trail, footpath, or jeep trail is a road under the
statute,

44,  Upon information and belief, members of the public have used the Green Lake Road
adversely, under a claim of right and without interruption or objection from J.W. Smith and the
predecessors to J.W. Smith holding an interest in the Peggy Lode, at least 20 consecutive years.

45.  Upon information and belief, Alan Bernholtz, the predecessor in interest to Peggy Lode,
- did not object to the public’s use of Green Lake Road from 1982 to 2002.

46.  Plaintiffs are entitled to judgment against J.W. Smith pursuant to C.R.C.P 57, Declaratory
Judgments, and C.R.S. 13-51-101 et. seq. The Declaratory Judgments Act, finding and declaring
that the Green Lake Road is public by virtue of C.R.S. sec. 43-2-201(1)(c} where it crosses J.W.
Smith’s property, the Peggy Lode.

THIRD CLAIM OF RELIEF
(Declaratory Judgment- Implied Easement)

47.  Plaintiffs incorporate paragraphs 1 through 46 herein.

48. A controversy exists between Plaintiff and Defendants over the respective rights, use and
enjoyment of Plaintiff’s implied easement in light of Defendants’ adverse actions. A declaration
of the parties’ rights will terminate the controversy.

49,  Plaintiff requests a declaration of their easement rights against Defendants. Specifically,
Plaintiff requests a declaration:

49.1. Pursuant to C.R.C.P. 105, Plaintiffs are the rightful owner of an access casement
spanning the length and width of FSR 826.1 by way of implication from prior use and/or
prescription; and

49.2. Defendants must cause for the immediate removal of any and all obstructions,
including the gate, from the easement which unreasonably interferes with Plaintiffs’ use
and enjoyment of said easement;

49,3, The Defendants shall have no right in the future to erect any obstructions across the
easement which unreasonably interferes with Plaintiffs’ use and enjoyment of their
easement or that limits free and reasonable ingress and egress over the easement.





DEMAND FOR JUDGMENT

WHEREFORE, Plaintiffs, John Biro, individually and Lake Irwin Coalition request that
the Court enter judgment against the Defendants and declare the respective rights and obligations
of the parties in accordance with the Claims for Relief set forth in this Second Amended Complaint,
order that J.W. Smith pay Plaintiffs’ court cost in this litigation and grant such further relief at law
or in equity, as the Court deems just and proper as may be entitied.
