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Gunnison County Requirements:

e Work Area - County will provide a 6’ x 12’ space inside the County Building, near the vault with access 24 hours per
day, 7 days a week, electricity, lighting and heat/air to allow on-site scanning. If on-site access is not available 24/7
within the County Building, County will provide a 8 x 16’ space on County Property as close to the vault as possible
with 24/7 access, electricity, to allow on-premise scanning in a mobile scan center. [f on-site or on-premise time is
less than 24/7, the time and investment to complete will change according to the hours and days access is available.

e On-Line Inventory Report — US Imaging will provide an On-Line Inventory Report that the County can utilize to key in
the first and last Book # to be scanned.

o Hardware — County will allocate sufficient hard drive storage to import TIFF images into the system.

e Import — County will work with Tyler Technologies to import images into the imaging system.

e Pilot - County will inspect the first 1,000 images each time that the media changes and approve image quality and
index accuracy.

¢ Poor Quality Image Report — County will review images on the poor quality image report and approve the
enhancement and indexing of Poor Quality images.

US Imaging Requirements:

Stage 1 — Capture

e On-Site Scanning — We will provide all necessary hardware, software, staff, project managers and mobile scan
center to perform scanning on-site or on-premise 24 hours per day, 7 days a week. If access to books is less than
24/7, the time and investment to complete will change according to the days and hours available.

¢ Inventory Report — US Imaging will provide an On-Line Inventory Report for the customer to input tracking
information into. If the County does not have time to input the tracking information, US Imaging can inventory the film
and populate the Inventory Report for a travel and daily on-site fee.

e Book Tracking — Labels will be applied to the Counties shelving units to identify the location where books are to
returned after scanning. Labels will be removed once scanning is completed.

e Book Inspection - If books or pages in mechanical binders require sorting or preparation, we can sort or prep them
for $25.00 per hour. If pages are too fragile to handle, we will bring this to the Counties attention and recommend a
Book Restoration and Binding Company.

o Book Handling - Books will be removed from shelves in sequential order. Bound pages will remain in the binder and
placed in a custom book cradle during capture to hold 2 pages (left & right) open, flat, level and in focus. Pages in
mechanical binders that are smaller than 12” will be removed from the binders and fed through a document scanner.
After scanning, pages will be placed back into mechanical binders and books will be put back onto shelves in order.

e Book Scanning — Books contain millions of colors. Bound Books will be scanned 2 pages (left & right) per image at
300 dpi in color and saved in industry standard JPEG format with 85% quality compression. Books with Removable
Binders and pages under 12” will be scanned front & back simultaneously with 1 page per image and saved as color
JPEG Images. Photostat pages contain 256 shades of gray and are scanned in Grayscale to minimize JPEG file size.
All JPEG images are sequentially numbered by a zero filled 8 digit number and stored in folders named by the
Document Type and Book #.

o JPEG to TIFF Conversion — All JPEG images will be converted to 300dpi single page Black & White TIFF images
with Group IV compression. TIFF images will be sequentially numbered by a zero filled 8 digit number and stored in
folders named by the Document Type and Book #.

e USB Hard Drives — All single page JPEG images will be copied to 2 sets of external 500GB USB Hard Drives. 1 set
will be shipped to the County for review and on-site backup. 1 set will be stored at US Imaging for conversion to TIFF
and off-site backup.

o Pilot Images — 1,000 images from each media change will be cropped, enhanced, grouped as documents, indexed by
Document # or Book-Page # and saved as multi-page TIFF’s that can be easily viewed by any imaging viewer. We
will e-mail a link, user name and password to download the Pilot Images from our FTP site.

o ImageXpress Software — We will provide the County with a retrieval software program called ImageXpress that will
allow the County to easily access images by book-page #, document #, quickly scroll through an entire book, roll,
jacket or aperture card, view both TIFF & JPEG images, adjust JPEG grayscale contrast, crop, deskew, redact, mask,
print, save or e-mail images as needed.
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Stage 2 — Inspect, Crop, Group, Index and Verify

¢ Inspect & Report Quality — Each image will be visually inspected as a 12"W x 16”H image on 20” Portrait monitors at
full size and checked for sequential order, missing pages, duplicate pages, “A” pages, retakes and image quality.
Particular attention is to be given to the party names, legal description, Book-Page #, Document #, time-date stamps
and signatures during this process. If any part of the image is considered illegible it will be added to the Poor Quality
Image Report. The poor quality issues that will be identified on the report are image too dark, image too light, blurry,
white spots, black spots, poor original, out of order, missing, duplicate, A page & retake.

o Excess Border Removal — Due to certain Aperture camera copy boards, page sizes, scratches on film and film
formats, the automatic crop included in Stage 1 may leave large white borders, black borders, black lines and
shadows on the images. Manual cropping can be performed to provide a more accurate original page size, fewer
bytes per image and better performance of your system and overall appearance of every image. No data or marginal
notations will be removed from the image during this process.

e Auto Group, Index & Verify — During scanning images are captured as single images and stored in folders by each
Book # or Document # range. If Book-Page # or Document # and Page Quantity data is present in the County’s
Computer Index, we can utilize this data to automatically group the pages together as documents and index them by
the Book-Page #, Document # or both. After auto grouping and indexing our staff will inspect every 20t image to
verify that the images have been grouped together correctly. If any mismatches are located, we will make the
necessary adjustments to get the images and indexes back in sync. If errors are located in the Counties Computer
Index, we will report them back to the County so computer index corrections can be made.

e Manually Group & Index — During scanning images are captured as single images and stored in folders by each
Book # or Document # range. If Computer Index data is not available, our staff will manually group individual pages
together for each document and index each document by the Document # or the Book-Page # of the first page of each
new document.

e Double Group, Index & Verify — Manual grouping and Indexing is prone to human errors and we highly recommend
double grouping and indexing to eliminate them. 100% of the images will be grouped and indexed a second time by a
second indexer. The documents and indexes identified by the first indexer and the second indexer will be compared
electronically and any mismatches will be inspected, verified or corrected by a third indexer to guarantee the highest
grouping and indexing accuracy possible.

e Missing Pages — When a missing page is located, US Imaging will e-mail the County and request a copy be scanned
and e-mailed or an original be shipped to US Imaging. Missing pages that are replaced will be identified as “Missing
and Replaced”, pages that cannot be located will be identified as “unavailable”. Unavailable pages will have an
“Unused Page #” flyer inserted in their place to keep the total number of scanned images in sync with the total number
of recorded pages.

o ImageReview Software - We will provide a reviewing software program called ImageReview that will allow the
County to easily sort the Poor Quality Report by Document-Page #, Book-Image # or Poor Quality Issue (light, dark,
blurry, etc). ImageReview can also filter the images by poor quality issue to isolate specific issues of concern and
minimize the number of images that need to be reviewed. ImageReview will display the poor quality image so the
County can see the problem with the image. Images can be deselected from the list if the image is of acceptable
quality to the County. ImageReview highlights images on the list after they have been inspected so the users know if
the image has already been inspected or not. Once inspection is complete, ImageReview exports an approved list of
images to be enhanced that can be easily e-mailed to US Imaging and provide approval to proceed to Stage 3. This
tool dramatically reduces the number of images that need to be inspected by the County and provides the County with
complete control over the quality and budget.

o USB Hard Drives — 100% of the inspected, cropped, grouped, indexed and verified TIFF images, the Poor Quality
Image Report and ImageReview Software will be copied to 2 sets of external 1TB USB 3.0 Hard Drives. 1 set will be
shipped to the County for review and on-site backup. 1 set will be stored at US Imaging for Stage 3 enhancing and
off-site backup.
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Stage 3 — Enhance & Index

¢ Image Enhancement — US Imaging will adjust the poor contrast of an entire page or any specific area on a page to
provide the most legible images possible. If the County is not satisfied with the legibility of any image, at any time, US
Imaging will enhance the TIFF image from the JPEG backup image without having to physically rescan the original
media.

e Document Grouping — During scanning images are captured as individual images and stored in folders by each Book
#. Individual pages will be manually inspecting and saved as documents.

e Page Duplication — Hand Written and Typed Books commonly have multiple Documents on a single page. These
pages are duplicated so that each Document can have their own set of images. A 600 page Book commonly has 900
Documents and therefore 300 pages are duplicated.

e Marginal Notations — Photostat Books commonly contain a white border around the black page. Book-Page #,
Reference Book-Page # and Release information is commonly located in this white border and are called Marginal
Notations. We have the unique ability to include these notations in the image and make all the background white and
all the text and handwriting black.

e Dual Polarity Correction — The maijority of Photostat pages are Black background with white text, however some
pages contain a mix where a portion of the page contains black background white text and another portion contains
white background with black text. US Imaging has the unique ability to correct this issue and adjust the background
polarity so the entire page contains white background with black writing. This will reduce storage space and will save
a huge amount of toner when printing.

¢ Indexing —Each Grantor / Grantee and Abstract Page will be indexed by its Alpha or STR Tab.

e Formatting — US Imaging will format the images and indexes to the requirements provided by the system vendor.

e USB Hard Drives — All formatted images will be copied to 2 sets of external 500GB USB Hard Drives. 1 set will be
shipped to the County for review and on-site backup.

CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT

THIS CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is entered into the __ day of
February, 2019, by and between the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF THE
COUNTY OF GUNNISON, COLORADO, whose address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison,
Colorado 81230 (“Gunnison County”) and CHRISTOPHER KLEIN CONSTRUCTION,
INC., a Colorado corporation, whose address is 487 Blackfoot Trail, Gunnison, Colorado
81230 (“Contractor”).

A. RECITALS

Contractor intends to provide services to repair storm damage of the building owned by
Gunnison County located at 202 E. Georgia, Gunnison, Colorado 81230 (“Project”); and

Gunnison County intends to engage Contractor to provide services for the Project
according to the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

B. AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the recitals above, the parties agree to the
following terms and conditions:

1. TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on February 19, 2019 and shall terminate
on December 31, 2019 unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein (“Term”).

2. SERVICES.

During the Term of this Agreement Contractor shall furnish all labor, supervision, and
equipment to commence, diligently pursue, and fully and timely complete the services for
the Project identified in the Contractor's proposal dated September 11, 2018 attached
hereto and incorporated herein by reference as Appendix “A” (“Services”).

All Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with generally
accepted standards for Contractor’s profession and all applicable federal, state and local
laws and regulations, ordinances and codes affecting the Services or the subject matter
thereof. Contractor has made itself informed of, and acknowledges the Project’s
conditions. Contractor further understands and acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive
Agreement, and Gunnison County may contract with additional or other providers able to
furnish the same or similar services as it deems appropriate to do so.





Any proposed changes and/or amendments to the Services shall be submitted in writing
to Gunnison County and shall not be permitted without prior written approval of Gunnison
County.

3. COMPENSATION AND EXPENSES.

In exchange for Contractor's performance of Services, Gunnison County shall pay
Contractor a fixed fee of Twenty Six Thousand Two Hundred Fifteen and No/100 U.S.
Dollars ($26,215.00) as identified in Contractor's Cost Estimate attached hereto and
incorporated herein by reference as Appendix “B” (“Compensation”).

Compensation shall compensate Contractor for all charges, expenses, overhead, payroll
costs, employee benefits, insurance, subsistence, and profits.

Compensation for Services shall be paid by Gunnison County within thirty (30) days upon
receipt of Contractor's invoice. Payments shall be mailed to: Christopher Klein
Construction, Inc., 487 Blackfoot Trail, Gunnison, Colorado 81230.

4. INSURANCE.

Contractor agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that Contractor shall
carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and expense, the following
insurance policies. Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Agreement, Contractor
will provide insurance certificates to Gunnison County, listing Gunnison County as an
additional insured, for the coverage’s required herein which shall state that such policies
shall not be materially changed or cancelled without thirty (30) days prior notice to
Gunnison County.

A. Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and
Federal law which adequately protects all labor employed by Contractor during the
Term of this Agreement

B. Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent, in an amount not
less than Two Million and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($2,000,000) for each occurrence
and Two Million and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($2,000,000) aggregate and Three Million
and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($3,000,000) excess/umbrella.

C Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used to carry out the
Services, in an amount no less than One Million and No/100 U.S. Dollars
($1,000,000).

5. GUARANTEES.

Contractor warrants and guarantees to Gunnison County that all equipment and materials
to be furnished pursuant to this Agreement are free from all defects in workmanship and





materials for one (1) year after date of completion. Contractor shall be responsible to
obtain and ensure that all warranties and guarantees provided by manufacturers on
equipment and materials furnished under this Contract denominate Gunnison County as
an explicit recipient of such warranties and guarantees.

Contractor shall remove from the Project all work or materials rejected by Gunnison
County or its inspector, in Gunnison County’s sole discretion, for failure to comply with
the terms and conditions of this Agreement, whether incorporated in the construction or
not. Contractor shall promptly replace the materials or re-execute the work in accordance
with this Agreement and without expense to Gunnison County which are or become
defective in the sole discretion of Gunnison County, due to such defects within one (1)
year after date of receipt by Gunnison County. The Contractor shall also bear the expense
of making good all work of other contractors destroyed or damaged by such removal or
replacement.

Should the Contractor fail to proceed promptly in accordance with the guaranty, Gunnison
County may have in its sole discretion such work performed at the expense of the
Contractor.

6. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

A. IN CARRYING OUT ITS OBLIGATIONS AND ACTIVITIES UNDER THIS
AGREEMENT, CONTRACTOR IS ACTING AS AN INDEPENDENT
CONTRACTOR AND NOT AS AN AGENT, PARTNER, JOINT VENTURE OR
EMPLOYEE OF GUNNISON COUNTY. CONTRACTOR DOES NOT HAVE ANY
AUTHORITY TO BIND GUNNISON COUNTY IN ANY MANNER WHATSOEVER.

B. CONTRACTOR ACKNOWLEDGES AND AGREES THAT CONTRACTOR
IS NOT ENTITLED TO: (I) UNEMPLOYMENT INSURANCE BENEFITS; OR (ll)
WORKERS COMPENSATION COVERAGE, FROM GUNNISON COUNTY.
FURTHER, CONTRACTOR IS OBLIGATED TO PAY FEDERAL AND STATE
INCOME TAX ON ANY MONEYS PAID WHICH ARE RELATED TO THE
SERVICES.

7 DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a personal services contract with Contractor and, therefore, Contractor shall not
delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent of
Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its discretion. Subject
to the foregoing, the terms, covenants and conditions of this Agreement shall be binding
on the successors and assigns of either party.





8. IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION.

A. Contractor certifies that Contractor does not and will not knowingly
contract with or employ illegal aliens to work under this Agreement.

B. Contractor certifies that Contractor has required its subcontractors to certify
that they do not knowingly contract with or employ illegal aliens to work
under this Agreement.

C. Contractor certifies that it does not now knowing employ or contract with an
unauthorized immigrant who will perform work under this Agreement, and
that Contractor will participate in either (i) the “E-Verify Program”, jointly
administered by the United States Department of Homeland Security and
the Social Security Administration, or (ii) the “Department Program’
administered by the Colorado Department of Labor and Employment in
order to confirm the employment eligibility of all Contractor's employees
who are hired to perform work under this Agreement.

D. Contractor agrees to comply with all reasonable requests made in the
course of an investigation under C.R.S. 8-17.5-102 by the Colorado
Department of Labor and Employment.

E. Contractor agrees to comply with the provisions of C.R.S. 8-17.5-101 et
seq.

9. SOLE SOURCE CONTRACTS.

If the Contractor has entered into a sole source contract or contracts with the State of
Colorado or any of its political subdivisions as defined in Article XXVIII of the Colorado
Constitution which including this contract in the aggregate on an annual basis are equal
to or exceed the amount of $100,000, then the following provisions apply:

Because of a presumption of impropriety between contributions to any campaign
and sole source government contracts, Contractor, on behalf of itself , any person
who controls ten percent or more of the shares of or interest in the Contractor, and
the Contractor’'s officers, directors and trustees (collectively, “Contract Holder”)
shall contractually agree, for the duration of the contract and for two years
thereafter, to cease making, causing to be made, or inducing by any means, a
contribution, directly or indirectly, on behalf of the Contractor Holder or on behalf
of his or her immediate family member and for the benefit of any political party or
for the benefit of any candidate for any elected office of the state or any of its
political subdivisions.





The parties further agree that if a Contract Holder makes or causes to be made
any contribution intended to promote or influence the result of an election on a
ballot issue, the Contract Holder shall not be qualified to enter into a sole source
government contract relating to that particular ballot issue.

The parties agree that if a Contract Holder intentionally violates sections 15 or
17(2) of Article XXVIII of the Colorado Constitution, as contractual damages that
Contract Holder shall be ineligible to hold any sole source government contract, or
public employment with the state or any of its political subdivisions, for three years.

These provisions shall not apply to the extent they have been enjoined or invalidated by
a court of competent jurisdiction.

10. DISCRIMINATION.

The Contractor agrees not to discriminate against any person or class of persons by
reason of age, race, color, sex, creed, religion, disability, national origin, sexual
orientation or political affiliation in providing any services or in the use of any facilities
provided for the public in any manner prohibited by Part 21 of the Regulations of the Office
of the Secretary of Transportation. Contractor shall further comply with the letter and spirit
of the Colorado Anti-Discrimination Act of 1957, as amended, and any other laws and
regulations respecting discrimination in unfair employment practices. Additionally,
Contractor shall comply with such enforcement procedures as any governmental
authority might demand that Gunnison County take for the purpose of complying with any
such laws and regulations. ,

11. ADA COMPLIANCE.

The Contractor assures Gunnison County that at all times during the performance of this
Agreement no qualified individual with a disability shall, by reason of such disability, be
exclude from participation in, or denied benefits of the service, programs, or activities
performed by the Contractor, or be subjected to any discrimination by the Contractor upon
which assurance Gunnison County relies.

12.  INDEMNIFICATION.

A. Contractor agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison
County, its Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all
liability, claims, liens, demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever
(including reasonable attorney’s and expert's fees and costs) arising out of
or related to any loss, cost, damage or injury, including death, of any person
or damage to property of any kind caused by the misconduct or negligent
acts of Contractor or its employees, sub-contractors or agents in connection
with this Agreement.





B. This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement
with respect to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such
termination.

13. TERMINATION.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination, Contractor
shall be entitled to Compensation for Services performed prior to the date of termination.

Gunnison County shall have the right to stop work at any time for any reason and shall
also have the ability to self-perform any portion of the Services.

14.  NOTICES.

Any notice, demand or communication which either party may desire or be required to
give to the other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or
rendered if delivered personally or sent by certified first class US mail, postage prepaid,
addressed as follows:

Either party has the right to designate in writing, served as provided above, a different
address to which any notice, demand or communication is to be mailed.

15.  MISCELLANEOUS.

A. SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall be held
to be invalid in whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and provisions,
or portions thereof, shall nevertheless be and remain in full force and effect.

B. AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to this
Agreement shall be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed
by the parties to be bound thereby.

C. NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. Nothing in this
Agreement is, or shall be construed to be, a waiver, in whole or part, by
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Gunnison County of governmental immunity provided by the Colorado
Governmental Immunity Act or otherwise.

16. GOVERNING LAW.

This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the
State of Colorado. Exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any legal proceedings related to
this Agreement shall be in the State District Court governing Gunnison County, Colorado.

17.  COUNTERPARTS: ELECTRONIC TRANSMISSION.

This Agreement may be executed and sent electronically and/or in any number of
counterparts, any or all of which may contain the signatures of less than all the parties,
and all of which shall be construed together as but a single instrument and shall be binding
on the parties as though originally executed on one originally executed document. All
electronic counterparts shall be promptly followed with delivery of original executed
counterparts.

18. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.

This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties hereto with respect to
the subject matter hereof, and supersedes any and all prior agreements, proposals,
negotiations and representations pertaining to the obligations to be performed hereunder.

CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT

THIS CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT (“‘Agreement”) is made effective this ___ day of
, 2019, by and between the Board of County Commissioners of the
County of Gunnison, Colorado, whose address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230
(“Gunnison County”) and Eddie Avila , whose address is 711W Rio Grande Ave.,
Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Contractor”).

RECITALS
WHEREAS, Gunnison County desires that certain independent Aircraft Airframe and
Power Plant (A&P) maintenance services are available at the Gunnison-Crested Butte
Regional Airport (“GUC”) in support of reliable air transportation from GUC; and

WHEREAS, Gunnison County desires to provide funds as a foundation for provision of
those services which services shall be paid for by the party requesting the services; and

WHEREAS, Contractor desires to provide A&P maintenance services at GUC according
to this Agreement.

AGREEMENT

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals above, Gunnison County and
Contractor agree to the following terms and conditions:

1. TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall begin pro nunc tunc January 1, 2019 and shall terminate
on December 31, 2019 (“Term”), unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided
herein.

2. SERVICES.

Contractor agrees to provide professional A&P maintenance services at GUC in support
of aircraft operations to include, but not limited to the following (“Services”):

A. As needed industry recognized A&P mechanic skills and services, required
written reports, and technical assistance in connection with maintaining reliable
existing and future commercial air transportation (“Airline”) and general aviation
operations; and

B. Take all reasonable, proper and necessary steps to accomplish the Services,
which shall include, but not be limited to:





1. Qualifying for and maintaining a GUC airport AOA and security badge
enabling Contractor to access aircraft operating ramps and areas; and

2. Providing necessary selection of hand tools and equipment to perform
the Services as necessary; and

3. Maintaining airline specific required technical proficiency enabling
Contractor to work on airline specific aircraft fleet mix serving GUC; and

4. Advise airline and Fixed Base Operator (“FBO”) of any required supplies
(oil, grease etc.) that may be required from time to time for servicing aircraft;
and

5. Contractor shall be solely responsible to invoice airline and FBO
customers for any work performed. Contractor hereby acknowledges that
Gunnison County shall not be liable under any circumstances for non-
payment by customers.

Services performed under this Agreement shall be performed at the request either of the
airline or the FBO, and shall be compensated for by the requesting party. All Services
shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with generally accepted
standards for Contractor's profession and all applicable federal, state and local laws and
regulations affecting the Services or the subject matter thereof. Contractor acknowledges
that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and Gunnison County may contract with additional
or other providers able to furnish the same or similar services as it deems appropriate to
do so.

3. TERM.
The term of this Agreement shall begin pro nunc tunc January 1, 2019 and shall terminate
on December 31, 2019 (“Term”), unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided

herein.

4. COMPENSATION.

In consideration and exchange for Contractor's performance of the Services, during the
Term of this Agreement, Gunnison County shall:

A. Provide Contractor access to and use of airport operations building and office
space, work area, supplies, and office facilities and any source material as may be
necessary to perform the Services required under this Agreement; and





B. Pay Contractor, monthly fees in the amount of Two Thousand and No/100 U.
S. Dollars ($2,000.00), not to exceed Twenty Four Thousand and No/100 U.S.
Dollars ($24,000.00) per calendar year (“Compensation”).

All invoices must be submitted to Gunnison County within ten (10) working days of the
final day of the month. Payment of all undisputed invoices will be made by Gunnison
County within 14 days of receipt of a properly prepared invoice.

This Compensation shall compensate Contractor for all charges, expenses, overhead,
payroll costs, employee benefits, insurance subsistence, and profits, except as
specifically set forth herein.

5. INSURANCE.

Contractor agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that Contractor shall
carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and expense, the following
insurance policies:

A. Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and Federal
law which adequately protects all labor employed by Contractor during the Term
of this Agreement.

B. Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent for any injury to
one person in any single occurrence, Three Hundred Eighty-Seven Thousand and
No/100 U.S. Dollars ($387,000.00); and for an injury to two or more persons in any
single occurrence, the sum of One Million Ninety-Three Thousand and No/100
U.S. Dollars ($1,093,000.00).

C. Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in the
Services, in an amount no less than Three Hundred Eighty-Seven Thousand and
No/100 U.S. Dollars ($387,000.00) for any injury to one person in any single
occurrence and in an amount no less than One Million Ninety-Three Thousand and
No/100 U.S. Dollars ($1,093,000.00) for any injury to two or more persons in any
single occurrence.

Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Agreement, Contractor will provide
insurance certificates to Gunnison County, listing Gunnison County as an additional
insured, for the coverage’s required herein which shall state that such policies shall not
be materially changed or cancelled without thirty (30) days prior notice to Gunnison
County.

6. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.






IN CARRYING OUT ITS OBLIGATIONS AND ACTIVITIES UNDER THIS AGREEMENT,
CONTRACTOR IS ACTING AS AN INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AND NOT AS AN
AGENT, PARTNER, JOINT VENTURE OR EMPLOYEE OF GUNNISON COUNTY.
CONTRACTOR DOES NOT HAVE ANY AUTHORITY TO BIND GUNNISON COUNTY
IN ANY MANNER WHATSOEVER.

CONTRACTOR ACKNOWLEDGES AND AGREES THAT CONTRACTOR IS NOT
ENTITLED TO: (I) UNEMPLOYMENT INSURANCE BENEFITS; OR (ll) WORKERS
COMPENSATION COVERAGE, FROM GUNNISON COUNTY. FURTHER,
CONTRACTOR IS OBLIGATED TO PAY FEDERAL AND STATE INCOME TAX ON
ANY MONEYS PAID IT RELATED TO THE SERVICES.

CONTRACTOR HAS NO AUTHORITY TO SUBMIT PROPOSALS, SIGN ANY
CONTRACT, ACCEPT ANY ORDER, INCUR ANY OBLIGATION OR MAKE ANY
REPRESENTATION, WARRANTY OR COMMITMENT OR PERFORM ANY WORK ON
BEHALF OF GUNNISON COUNTY WITHOUT THE EXPRESS WRITTEN CONSENT
OF GUNNISON COUNTY.

AS AN INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR, CONTRACTOR SHALL BE PRIMARILY
RESPONSIBLE FOR DETERMINING HIS OR HER OWN WORKING HOURS AND
WORK METHODS, CONSISTENT WITH THE EFFICIENT AND EFFECTIVE
ACCOMPLISHMENT OF THE SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED. CONTRACTOR
SHALL PERFORM THE SPECIFIED SERVICES IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE
TIMES/DATES/PERIODS ESTABLISHED BY THE AIRLINE OR AIRCRAFT
OPERATOR AS APPLICABLE, AND IN ACCORDANCE WITH STANDARDS AND
PRACTICES ESTABLISHED BY THE AIRLINE OR AIRCRAFT OPERATOR AND AS
COMMUNICATED TO THE CONTRACTOR.

CONTRACTOR HEREBY REPRESENTS AND WARRANTS TO GUNNISON COUNTY
THAT CONTRACTOR IS READY, WILLING, AND ABLE TO PERFORM, IN A
PROFESSIONAL AND WORKMANLIKE MANNER,  THE  SERVICES
CONTEMPLATED UNDER THIS AGREEMENT AND THAT NEITHER THE
EXECUTION OF THIS AGREEMENT NOR THE PERFORMANCE OF THE SERVICES
CONTEMPLATED HEREUNDER (1) WILL VIOLATE THE TERMS OF ANY
UNDERSTANDING, AGREEMENT OR ORDER BETWEEN THE CONTRACTOR AND
ANY OTHER PARTY, OR (2) WOULD CREATE OR APPEAR TO CREATE A
CONFLICT OF INTEREST BETWEEN GUNNISON COUNTY AND ANY OTHER
PARTY. IT IS FURTHER AGREED THAT CONTRACTOR SHALL PERFORM THE
SERVICES HEREUNDER PERSONALLY AND MAY NOT ASSIGN OR TRANSFER
THE SERVICES, DUTIES, OR OBLIGATIONS UNDER THIS AGREEMENT WITHOUT
THE EXPRESS WRITTEN APPROVAL FROM GUNNISON COUNTY.

7. INDEMNIFICATION.






Contractor agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison County, its
Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all liability, claims, liens,
demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable attorney’s and
expert's fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost, damage or injury,
including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind caused by the
misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of Contractor or its employees,
subcontractors or agents in connection with this Agreement.

This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement with respect
to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.

8. DISCRIMINATION.

The Contractor agrees not to discriminate against any person or class of persons by
reason of age, race, color, sex, creed, religion, disability, national origin, sexual
orientation or political affiliation in providing any services or in the use of any facilities
provided for the public in any manner prohibited by Part 21 of the Regulations of the Office
of the Secretary of Transportation. Contractor shall further comply with the letter and spirit
of the Colorado Anti-Discrimination Act of 1957, as amended, and any other laws and
regulations respecting discrimination in unfair employment practices. Additionally,
Contractor shall comply with such enforcement procedures as any governmental authority
might demand that Gunnison County take for the purpose of complying with any such
laws and regulations.

9. ADA COMPLIANCE.

The Contractor assures Gunnison County that at all times during the performance of this
Agreement no qualified individual with a disability shall, by reason of such disability, be
exclude from participation in, or denied benefits of the service, programs, or activities
performed by the Contractor, or be subjected to any discrimination by the Contractor upon
which assurance Gunnison County relies.

10. MISCELLANEOUS.

A. SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall be held to
be invalid in whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and provisions, or portions
thereof, shall nevertheless be and remain in full force and effect.

B. AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to this
Agreement shall be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed by the
parties to be bound thereby.

C. NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. Nothing in this Agreement
is, or shall be construed to be, a waiver, in whole or part, by Gunnison County of

governmental immunity provided by the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act or
otherwise.

11. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a personal services contract with Contractor and, therefore, Contractor shall not
delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent of
Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its discretion. Subject
to the foregoing, the terms, covenants and conditions of this Agreement shall be binding
on the successors and assigns of either party.

12. TERMINATION.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination, Contractor
shall be entitled to compensation for Services performed prior to the date of termination.

13. NOTICES.

Any notice, demand or communication which either party may desire or be required to
give to the other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or
rendered if delivered personally or sent by certified first class US mail, postage prepaid,
addressed as follows:

MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

THIS MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT (“Agreement’) is made this day of

o , 2019, by and between the Board of County Commissioners of the
County of Gunnison, Colorado (“Gunnison County”) and the Gunnison Valley Rural
Transportation Authority (“RTA”).

RECITALS

WHEREAS the RTA provides management and funding to improve air transportation to
and from Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport (GUC) on a year-round basis:

WHEREAS the RTA desires to grow air transportation to and from GUC and has thus
adopted a strategic plan for air service growth and as updated semi-annually;

WHEREAS the RTA desires that certain independent Aircraft Airframe and Power Plant
(A&P) maintenance services are available at GUC in support of reliable air transportation

from GUC:;

WHEREAS the RTA wishes to support the provision of A&P maintenance services by
providing to the Gunnison County certain funds that Gunnison County can use as a
contribution that would assist in the availability at GUC of certain beneficial iIndustry
recognized independent A&P expertise;

WHEREAS Gunnison County, also desiring to support the availability of A&P
maintenance services at GUC, has made workshop space available for such activity,
intends to enter into an agreement with an independent industry standard A&P services
provider (“Contractor”).

AGREEMENT

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals above, Gunnison County and the
RTA agree to the following terms and conditions:

1. TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall begin pro nunc tunc January 1, 2019 and shall terminate
on December 31, 2019 ("Term’), unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided
herein.

2. CONSIDERATION.
A. Obligations of Gunnison County.

As full and complete consideration to the RTA, during the Term of this Agreement,
Gunnison County agrees in good faith to attract and thus make available at GUC
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by means of an independent contractor agreement, professional A&P
maintenance services.

GUC will provide the Contractor access to and use of the GUC operations building,
office space, work area, supplies, and office facilities and any source material as
may be necessary, in the discretion of Gunnison County, to perform professional
A&P maintenance services. RTA shall have no oversight or authority regarding
Gunnison County’s use of the funds.

B. Obligations of RTA.

As full and complete consideration to Gunnison County for supporting
iIndependently provided A&P services, during the Term of this Agreement, the RTA
shall pay to Gunnison County Twenty Four Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars

($24,000.00) as a contribution towards supporting Independently provided A&P
services.

C. Refund.

Funds actually provided by RTA to Gunnison County pursuant to this Agreement
which are neither spent by nor contractually obligated by Gunnison County

during the Term of this Agreement shall be returned by Gunnison County to the
RTA.

At its regular meeting of February 1, 2019, Alternate members Daniel Spivey and Diego Plata
were seated and the Planning Commission unanimously approved the following Minor Impact
Recommendation, as amended, moved by Vince Rogalski and seconded by Jack Diani:

PROJECT SUMMARY:

Adagio Properties, LLC, represented by Clark Atkinson, request the subdivision of a .44-acre lot
from 6.27-acres, described as the Northern ¥ Block 6, Crested Butte South, Filing 2, as shown as
Lots 1 and 2, on the plat to be titled “Crested Butte South Block 6 Subdivision One”. The future
development of the lot would include a mixed residential/commercial use building; consisting of
three residential units on the second floor and a commercial dental clinic on the first floor.
Approval of the future development of the lot resides with the CB South Property Owners
Association (POA) Board, pursuant to the Crested Butte South Special Area Regulations, and the
CB South Covenants and Restrictions. Block 6 is designated for commercial use, with
discretionary residential use, by approval of the CB South POA. Central water and sewer for the
new lot will be provided by the CB South Metro District. Access will be via a driveway, from
Gillaspey or Elcho Avenues, or both.

CRESTED BUTTE SOUTH PROPERTY OWNERS ASSOCIATION:

The CB South POA Board of Directors, approved the subdivision request, as noted in a letter of
December 17, 2018, and approved a variance to the CB South lot dimension standards, as noted
in a letter of January 17, 2019.

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CB South Metro District. Ronnie Benson, District Manager, (undated letter submitted with

application), notes:
This letter is to act as a Will Serve Letter for water and wastewater services referencing the
subdivision of a 0.4-acre parcel from the northern Block 6, Filing 2, Crested Butte South. This
property is expected to be utilized to construct a 5,000 square foot commercial space with 3
additional residential units above for approximately 10,000 square feet total. The Crested Butte
South Metropolitan District has infrastructure, resource availability, and treatment ability for said
structure at this time.

Gunnison County Public Works Department: Marlene Crosby, Public Works Director, email
of January 25, 2019 notes:
As we discussed when we met, it appears that an Access Permit is the best approach for this lot.
(Driveway from street) The standard access permit conditions will apply when the applicant
applies for a permit.

COMPLIANCE WITH APPLICABLE SECTIONS OF THE GUNNISON COUNTY LAND USE
RESOLUTION:

Section 9-508: Keeping of Livestock not on an Agricultural Operation.

No livestock is allowed on the property.

Section 10-102: Locational Standards for Residential Development.

The request meets the primary residential density standard. The proposed subdivision is
located within an existing population area or within a municipal three-mile area. Crested Butte
South is an identified population center, within the CB South Special Area.

Section 10-103: Residential Density.

Residential development within the N1/2 Block 6, CB South is permitted, subject to the Crested Butte
South Special Area Regulations, the Covenants and Restrictions of CB South, and approval by the CB
South POA.

Section 11-103: Development in Areas Subject to Flood Hazards.
The property contains no floodplain, according to County mapping.

Section 11-104: Development in Areas Subject to Geologic Hazards.
The property is not within a geologic hazard area, according to County mapping.

Section 11-105: Development in Areas Subject to Wildfire Hazards.
The property is in a low wildfire hazard area, according to County mapping.

Section 11-106: Protection of Wildlife Habitat Areas.
The property is in the center of existing residential/commercial development in Crested Butte
South. No additional impacts to wildlife have been identified.

Section 11-107: Protection of Water Quality.
No water bodies are located on the property.

Section 11-108: Standards for Development on Ridgelines.
The property is not located on a ridgeline.

Section 11-109: Development that Affects Agricultural Lands.
There are no agricultural lands affected by the request.

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The property is not located beyond snowplowed access.

Dear David:

As you know, I have been retained by Leigh Marie, LLC (“Leigh Marie™)! to obtain the
necessary permit for use of the east access (the “Eastern Easement™) serving its property. The
Eastern Easement runs through property owned by Leigh Marie’s neighbor, Waunita Hot Springs
Ranch, Inc. (“Waunita”), and is improved with a historic road (the “Access Road”). The purpose
of this letter is to formally request that the County waive any further requirements for issuance of
the access permit for the Access Road such that Leigh Marie can use the road.

The waiver process is found in The Gunnison County Standards and Specifications for
Road and Bridge Construction (“R&B”). With exceptions that do not apply here, any waiver
must be approved by the Board of County Commissioners (BOCC) in writing. R&B 1.9(A). No
waiver can be granted until and unless certain fees have been paid to the County. R&B 1.9(D). I
am enclosing a check in the amount of $250 to satisfy this requirement.

Per R&B 1.9(E), Leigh Marie identifies the following:

200, LLC.
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2. Identification of the subject property and road:

The Access Road has existed in some form since the 1800s. There was a lawsuit styled
The Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison. Colorado v. Mile 200, LLC et
al., 2009CV113, District Court, Gunnison County, Colorado that concerned, among other things,
a dispute between Leigh Marie and Waunita relating to the Eastern Easement and the Access
Road. As pertinent here, Leigh Marie and Waunita entered into a stipulation (i.e. agreement)
fixing the location of the Eastern Easement and the Access Road. A true and accurate copy of the
stipulation dated May 9, 2013, is attached as Exhibit 1. As shown in Exhibit 1, the Court entered
the stipulation as an enforceable order. Leigh Marie requests a waiver with respect to the Access
Road as described in Exhibit 1.

3. A specific description of the requested waiver (including relevant, proposed
construction plans):

In the aforementioned lawsuit, the parties entered into additional stipulations that were
also adopted as orders of the Court. One of these stipulations allowed Leigh Marie to perform
work on the Access Road after receiving permits from the County. Without rehashing what was a
contentious matter, Leigh Marie admittedly performed some of the work without first obtaining
the permits. This resulted in Leigh Marie’s principal, Scott Wagner, being found in contempt of
court. A true and accurate copy of the Court’s contempt order is attached as Exhibit 2. As
required by the order, Mr. Wagner paid penalties imposed by the judge, including Waunita and
the Countys’ costs and attorney’s fees. He and Leigh Marie are now seeking to move on from
that unfortunate episode by applying for the needed access permit.

Leigh Marie applied to the County for the access permit for the Access Road in the form
of my letter dated September 7, 2018, a true and accurate copy of which is attached as Exhibit 3.
As discussed in that letter, the County’s regulations state that, if work is done before issuance of
the required permit(s), “no permit shall be issued until the applicant ... remedies any damage
caused.” R&B 1.3. During the contempt proceedings, Waunita’s principals, the Pringles, testified
about the damages they suffered because of the unpermitted work, and the Court addressed these
issues at length in its order (Exhibit 2). In my second letter to the County dated October 23,
2018, a true and accurate copy of which is attached as Exhibit 4, Leigh Marie reasonably offered
to remedy the issues identified by the Pringles and determined by the Court. Specifically, Leigh
Marie offered to narrow the road surface to the width of the right-of-way (which the Court found
was between 9 and 11 feet as shown in photographs admitted in Court as Exhibit AA), remove
any rocks or other debris placed outside the easement, address any drainage issues, and remove
any ruts. You responded that the County would like Waunita to agree to the work.

As explained in our correspondence, Leigh Marie believes that the County would be
improperly abdicating its authority were it to condition approval of the permit on Waunita’s
agreement to allow work in the Eastern Easement. Waunita has shown an unwillingness to
cooperate in any way with Leigh Marie’s efforts to finalize the use of the Access Road because it
admittedly does not want the road to be used notwithstanding Leigh Marie’s easement rights. In
any event, Leigh Marie made a good faith effort to resolve this matter by having me discuss the
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matter with Waunita’s counsel, Rufus Wilderson, on two separate occasions (in addition to the
conference call that you arranged with County staff) and eventually sending him a letter, on
which you were copied, dated October 31, 2018, wherein Leigh Marie requested Waunita’s
approval for the work. A true and accurate copy of this letter is attached as Exhibit 5. Mr.
Wilderson did not respond to the letter for Waunita.

Leigh Marie now finds itself in a Catch-22. It cannot use the Access Road without the
necessary permit ... it cannot obtain the permit without remedying damage caused by previous
unpermitted work due to the County regulation at issue ... and it cannot remedy the damage
because Waunita will not cooperate in its good faith efforts to do so. This is an extremely
inequitable situation and the result is a taking of Leigh Marie’s lawful right to use the Access
Road. Therefore, Leigh Marie asks the BOCC to waive the requirement in R&B 1.3 that it
“remed[y] any damage caused” by prior unpermitted work such that no further work is required
for issuance of the access permit for use of the Access Road.

As disclosed by the Court’s order (Exhibit 2) and discussed in my second letter (Exhibit
4), the Pringles agreed to Leigh Marie “smoothening” the road and the contempt was a mere
failure to obtain the necessary permit. While the County obviously has an interest in its
regulations being followed, it must consider the “relative hardship” between Leigh Marie and
Waunita such that it does not “become a party to extortion” in the form of Leigh Marie being
forced to go to unreasonable lengths to obtain a simple access permit or constructively being
denied the permit altogether. See Golden Press, Inc. v. Rylands, 235 P.2d 592, 595 (Colo. 1951);
Hargreaves v. Skrbina, 662 P.2d 1078, 1080 (Colo. 1983). Because Leigh Marie simply cannot
comply with the requirement to remedy the damage despite good faith efforts to do so, the
County should find that the relative hardships favor Leigh Marie and waive the requirement.

4. A detailed explanation of why the proposed waiver is warranted by site specific
conditions which create an unusual aspect or feature not shared by property in
general:

The proposed waiver is warranted because Waunita, the owner of the property subject to
the easement, will not agrée to reasonable work being done to address the issues that it raised in
court proceedings such that it is impossible for Leigh Marie to comply with R&B 1.3.

S. Explanation of why the proposed waiver:

a. Would not adversely affect the safe, efficient and orderly movement of motorized
and non-motorized traffic:

There is no public traffic on the Access Road and the road has existed historically for
more than a century without issue.

b. Would not adversely affect health or safety:
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The unpermitted work addressed previous safety issues with the Access Road. The road
is now in a generally safe condition. Allowing Leigh Marie to use the road in its current
condition would not adversely affect safety.

¢. Would not cause substantial injury to the owner or occupant of adjacent land(s):

There are no adjacent lands that would be affected by the access permit. Leigh Marie has
a right to use the Eastern Easement as shown by Exhibit 1. Using the easement would not harm
Waunita, which agreed to use of the easement. Indeed, the current inability of Leigh Marie to use
the easement actually injures Leigh Marie by taking its use rights.

d. Would not cause substantial injury to the environment:

Leigh Marie is not proposing to do any work, so there would be no harm to the
environment. To the contrary, if any additional work were done, that would be more detrimental
to the environment than simply leaving the Access Road as-is.

e. Would provide the functional equivalent of these Standards and Specifications:

The requirement to remedy damage exists for the benefit of Waunita. Leigh Marie has
fairly offered to remedy the damage as determined by the Court, but Waunita has not been
cooperative and will not allow any work to be done in the Eastern Easement. In this
circumstance, Waunita has waived the right to have any damage addressed.

Pursuant to R&B 1.9(G), Leigh Marie hereby requests that the BOCC set a date, time and
place for a public hearing on this petition within fourteen days. Leigh Marie further request that
the Public Works Department publish the required notice and provide them with a copy thereof
for mailing.

I have been acquainted with Mr. Scott Wagner for about a decade through business dealings and have visited
him at his property in Gunnison County perhaps half a dozen times over that period.

During a visit 5 or 6 years ago to another friend’s home in Gunnison, I picked up a coffee table type book on the
history of Gunnison they had out on display. It contained a description of a hot springs hotel in that area that
served wagons trains and visitors from all over the country in the late 1800’s (and perhaps into the early 1900’s
but I do not recall exactly). From the description it appears the hotel was on Mr. Wagner’s property, not the
location of the current Waunita Hot Springs Ranch.

I have personally examined a number of old buildings, structures and remains (some barely visible) around the
main hot springs area on Mr. Wagner’s property that clearly pre-date his ownership indicating that road and
vehicular access has been available for a long time. One larger building is constructed of native rock and
concrete with hand forged metal doors and windows. It appears to have been some sort of sauna/bath house.

I have no specific knowledge or expertise on land access issues. However, it is hard to believe that anyone
could deny him vehicular access to his property given the obvious over 100 years of access available to
previous owners and visitors. Whatever the specifics of this particular dispute are, [ urge Gunnison County
employees, adjacent landowners and other government agencies involved to work together to come up with a
reasonable and equitable way to grant Mr. Wagner safe and secure access to his property.

[ have worked extensively on the property under consideration and the adjacent property (Upper
Waunita Hot Springs Ranch), with permission of both owners, in my capacity as a geologist with
the Colorado Geological Survey. I have worked on the property under consideration with direct
access, and with access through the adjacent property, in all seasons. Access through the adjacent
property is inconvenient, dangerous in wet weather and after recent snow, and often requires
unnecessary travel through the operational area of the adjacent property. Driving into the property
under consideration, and along the main dirt track within the property, is hazardous, especially
when wet or after recent snow. Even driving a small SUV (Jeep Cherokee) in 4-wheel drive, in wet
conditions I have had problems with the back wheels almost sliding into a ditch by the side of the
track. If the owner of the property has performed any maintenance of the access to his property, or
the track that traverses his property, I can testify that this work would be to improve the safety of
himself and any visitors to his property, including persons on official state business, such as myself.
Any requirement to return the access to and the track on the property to their original, extremely
dangerous condition is an obligation to the owner to make his property unsafe. For my safety and
the safety of others, I respectfully request that you grant this request for a waiver.
