Dear Board members


We are pleased to confirm our understanding of the services we are to provide Gunnison River Valley 
Local Marketing District (“District”) for the year ended December 31, 2018. We will audit the financial 
statements of the governmental activities and the General Fund, which collectively comprise the basic 
financial statements of the District as of and for the year ended December 31, 2018. Accounting 
standards generally accepted in the United States of America provide for certain required supplementary 
information (RSI), such as management’s discussion and analysis (MD&A), to supplement the District’s 
basic financial statements. Such information, although not a part of the basic financial statements, is 
required by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board who considers it to be an essential part of 
financial reporting for placing the basic financial statements in an appropriate operational, economic, or 
historical context. As part of our engagement, we will apply certain limited procedures to the District’s RSI 
in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America. These limited 
procedures will consist of inquiries of management regarding the methods of preparing the information 
and comparing the information for consistency with management’s responses to our inquiries, the basic 
financial statements, and other knowledge we obtained during our audit of the basic financial statements. 
We will not express an opinion or provide any assurance on the information because the limited 
procedures do not provide us with sufficient evidence to express an opinion or provide any assurance. 
The following RSI is required by generally accepted accounting principles and will be subjected to certain 
limited procedures, but will not be audited:


1) Management’s Discussion and Analysis.


Audit Objective


The objective of our audit is the expression of opinions as to whether your basic financial statements are 
fairly presented, in all material respects, in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles and 
to report on the fairness of the supplementary information referred to in the second paragraph when 
considered in relation to the financial statements as a whole. Our audit will be conducted in accordance 
with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America and will include tests of the 
accounting records and other procedures we consider necessary to enable us to express such opinions.  
If our opinions on the financial statements are other than unqualified (unmodified), we will discuss the 
reasons with you in advance. If, for any reason, we are unable to complete the audit or are unable to form 
or have not formed opinions, we may decline to express opinions or to issue a report as a result of this 
engagement.
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Management Responsibilities


Management is responsible for the basic financial statements and all accompanying information as well 
as all representations contained therein.  As part of our engagement, we will assist with preparation of 
your financial statements and related notes.  You are responsible for making all management decisions 
and performing all management functions; for designating an individual with suitable skill, knowledge, or 
experience to oversee our assistance with the preparation of your financial statements and related notes 
and any other non-attest services we provide; and for evaluating the adequacy and results of those 
services and accepting responsibility for them.


Management is responsible for establishing and maintaining effective internal controls, including 
monitoring ongoing activities; for the selection and application of accounting principles; and for the fair 
presentation in the financial statements of the respective financial position of the governmental activities, 
each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund information of the Gunnison River Valley Local 
Marketing District and the respective changes in financial position and where applicable, cash flows, in 
conformity with U.S. generally accepted accounting principles.


Management is also responsible for making all financial records and related information available to us 
and for the accuracy and completeness of that information. You are also responsible for providing us with 
(1) access to all information of which you are aware that is relevant to the preparation and fair 
presentation of the financial statements, (2) additional information that we may request for the purpose of 
the audit, and (3) unrestricted access to persons within the government from whom we determine it 
necessary to obtain audit evidence.


Your responsibilities include adjusting the financial statements to correct material misstatements and 
confirming to us in the written representation letter that the effects of any uncorrected misstatements 
aggregated by us during the current engagement and pertaining to the latest period presented are 
immaterial, both individually and in the aggregate, to the financial statements taken as a whole.


You are responsible for the design and implementation of programs and controls to prevent and detect 
fraud, and for informing us about all known or suspected fraud or illegal acts affecting the government 
involving (1) management, (2) employees who have significant roles in internal control, and (3) others 
where the fraud or illegal acts could have a material effect on the financial statements. Your 
responsibilities include informing us of your knowledge of any allegations of fraud or suspected fraud 
affecting the government received in communications from employees, former employees, regulators, or 
others. In addition, you are responsible for identifying and ensuring that the entity complies with 
applicable laws and regulations.


You are responsible for the preparation of the supplementary information in conformity with U.S. generally 
accepted accounting principles. You agree to include our report on the supplementary information in any 
document that contains and indicates that we have reported on the supplementary information. You also 
agree to include the audited financial statements with any presentation of the supplementary information 
that includes our report. Your responsibilities include acknowledging to us in the representation letter that 
(1) you are responsible for presentation of the supplementary information in accordance with GAAP; (2) 
that you believe the supplementary information, including its form and content, is fairly presented in 
accordance with GAAP; (3) that the methods of measurement or presentation have not changed from 
those used in the prior period (or, if they have changed, the reasons for such changes); and (4) you have 
disclosed to us any significant assumptions or interpretations underlying the measurement or 
presentation of the supplementary information.
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Audit Procedures—General


An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the 
financial statements; therefore, our audit will involve judgment about the number of transactions to be 
examined and the areas to be tested. An audit also includes evaluating the appropriateness of accounting 
policies used and the reasonableness of significant accounting estimates made by management, as well 
as evaluating the overall presentation of the financial statements. We will plan and perform the audit to 
obtain reasonable rather than absolute assurance about whether the financial statements are free of 
material misstatement, whether from (1) errors, (2) fraudulent financial reporting, (3) misappropriation of 
assets, or (4) violations of laws or governmental regulations that are attributable to the entity or to acts by 
management or employees acting on behalf of the entity.


Because of the inherent limitations of an audit, combined with the inherent limitations of internal control, 
and because we will not perform a detailed examination of all transactions, there is a risk that material 
misstatements may exist and not be detected by us, even though the audit is properly planned and 
performed in accordance with U.S. generally accepted auditing standards. In addition, an audit is not 
designed to detect immaterial misstatements, or violations of laws or governmental regulations that do not 
have a direct and material effect on the financial statements. However, we will inform the appropriate 
level of management of any material errors or any fraudulent financial reporting or misappropriation of 
assets that come to our attention. We will also inform the appropriate level of management of any 
violations of laws or governmental regulations that come to our attention, unless clearly inconsequential. 
Our responsibility as auditors is limited to the period covered by our audit and does not extend to any 
later periods for which we are not engaged as auditors.


Our procedures will include tests of documentary evidence supporting the transactions recorded in the 
accounts, and may include tests of the physical existence of inventories, and direct confirmation of 
receivables and certain other assets and liabilities by correspondence with selected individuals, funding 
sources, creditors, and financial institutions. We will request written representations from your attorneys 
as part of the engagement, and they may bill you for responding to this inquiry. At the conclusion of our 
audit, we will require certain written representations from you about the financial statements and related 
matters.


Audit Procedures—Internal Control


Our audit will include obtaining an understanding of the entity and its environment, including internal 
control, sufficient to assess the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements and to design 
the nature, timing, and extent of further audit procedures. An audit is not designed to provide assurance 
on internal control or to identify deficiencies in internal control. However, during the audit, we will 
communicate to management and those charged with governance internal control related matters that are 
required to be communicated under AICPA professional standards.


Audit Procedures—Compliance


As part of obtaining reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free of material 
misstatement, we will perform tests of the District’s compliance with the provisions of applicable laws, 
regulations, contracts, and agreements. However, the objective of our audit will not be to provide an 
opinion on overall compliance and we will not express such an opinion.
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Engagement Administration, Fees, and Other


We understand that your employees will prepare all cash or other confirmations we request and will 
locate any documents selected by us for testing.

COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT: County Manager Matthew Birnie was present for the discussion.  
1. CM Birnie is having surgery on 2/13/19. He will be out of the office 2/14-2/15.   
2. The County received three proposals on the Lot 22 request for proposals. Interviews will be 
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    conducted and there will be a public open house scheduled before the end of the month.  
3. The Stallion Park project is moving forward on schedule.  


  
DEPUTY COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT: Deputy County Manager Marlene Crosby and Public Works 
Operations Manager Sparky Casebolt were present for the discussion.  


1. Discussion; Request for Late Opening of Cottonwood Pass: 
    Greg Frazier from United Companies was present for the discussion. DCM Crosby stated that 
    Public Works received one e-mail from a Tincup resident objecting the late opening of 
    Cottonwood Pass. They requested that the pass be open on weekends. DCM Crosby explained 
    that the Board can write a letter of support or objection to the late opening, however, it would 
    be a letter of input only as they’re not the decision making body. There is a contractual 
    agreement between United Companies and the Federal Highway Administration.  
    Greg Frazier explained that the plan is to start snow removal in April and begin work in May 
    and run concurrent operations 7 days a week. The work includes piping, conduit, topsoil, road 
    base, and paving. Due to safety concerns, United Companies would like to get the road base 
    down before the pass opens to traffic. After the road base is down they can pave while it’s open 
    to traffic, which would include an estimated two traffic stops versus 4-5 stops if they were to     
    open prior to the road base being down. Mr. Frazier stated that the project would progress much 
    faster and include nearly $250,000 of cost savings with the late opening. The hard open date 
    would be Friday, 6/21/19 or the weekend before. DCM Crosby will reach to out to the town of 
    Buena Vista, Chaffee County Commissioner Keith Baker, the Road & Bridge Supervisor for 
    Chaffee County and the Federal Highway Administration.  
2. Discussion; Fairgrounds Parking Lot Rental; Wright Amusements: 
    Kevin Coblentz and Bill Knowles from the Cattlemen’s Days Committee were present for the 
    discussion. Melody Roper, the Fairgrounds Manager, was also present. Mr. Knowles explained 
    that they are looking to rent a parking lot to place approximately 13 housing trailers 
    for the carnival workers. The lot is located on Wisconsin Street. The Cattlemen’s Days Committee 
    is looking for some location permanency. The housing trailers would be placed in a manner that 
    would not eliminate parking in the lot. There will be more discussion regarding this item at a 
    later date. The discussions will include all relevant parties including the County and city of 
    Gunnison. 
   


Grant Application; Colorado Water Plan Grant; Shady Island River Park Project; $340,000:  
Cathie Pagano, Community and Economic Development Director was present for the discussion. 
Director Pagano explained the grant opportunities available through the Colorado Conservation Board. She 
explained that the County applied for the Colorado Conservation Board Restoration grant in the fall and 
was awarded $50,000 last week for restoration and habitat work at Shady Island. The Colorado Water Plan 
Grant for $340,000 would be for infrastructure work.    
Moved by Commissioner Mason, seconded by Commissioner Messner to approve the grant application for 
for the Colorado Water Plan Grant for Shady Island River Park Project in the amount of $340,000. Motion 
carried.  
 
Contractor Agreement; Gunnison-Crested Butte Tourism Association; REDI Grant:  
Cathie Pagano, Community and Economic Development Director was present for the discussion.  
Moved by Commissioner Mason, seconded by Commissioner Messner to approve the contractor agreement 
with the Gunnison-Crested Butte Tourism Association and authorize Chair signature. Motion carried.  
 
BREAK: The Board took a break at 9:23 am. The meeting resumed at 9:26 am.

Dear Commissioners:


We are pleased to confirm our understanding of the services we are to provide Gunnison County, 
Colorado (the “County”) for the year ended December 31, 2018. 


We will audit the financial statements of the governmental activities, the business-type activities, the 
aggregate discretely presented component units, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund 
information, which collectively comprise the basic financial statements of the County as of and for the 
year ended December 31, 2018.


Accounting standards generally accepted in the United States of America provide for certain required 
supplementary information (“RSI”), such as management’s discussion and analysis (“MD&A”), to 
supplement the County’s basic financial statements.  Such information, although not a part of the basic 
financial statements, is required by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board who considers it to be 
an essential part of financial reporting for placing the basic financial statements in an appropriate 
operational, economic, or historical context.  As part of our engagement, we will apply certain limited 
procedures to the RSI in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of 
America.  These limited procedures will consist of inquiries of management regarding the methods of 
preparing the information and comparing the information for consistency with management’s responses to 
our inquiries, the basic financial statements, and other knowledge we obtained during our audit of the 
basic financial statements. We will not express an opinion or provide any assurance on the information 
because the limited procedures do not provide us with sufficient evidence to express an opinion or 
provide any assurance. The following RSI is required by generally accepted accounting principles and will 
be subjected to certain limited procedures, but will not be audited: 


1) Management’s Discussion and Analysis.


The following RSI is required by accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America 
and will be subjected to the auditing procedures applied in our audit of the basic financial statements and 
we will provide an opinion on it in relation to the County’s basic financial statements:


1) Budgetary schedules for the General Fund and major special revenue funds
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We have also been engaged to report on supplementary information other than RSI that accompanies the 
County’s financial statements, including the schedule required by the Passenger Facility Charge Audit 
Guide for Public Agencies (the “PFC Audit Guide”), issued by the Federal Aviation Administration.  We 
will subject the following supplementary information to the auditing procedures applied in our audit of the 
financial statements and certain additional procedures, including comparing and reconciling such 
information directly to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the financial 
statements or to the financial statements themselves, and other additional procedures in accordance with 
auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America and will provide an opinion on it in 
relation to the financial statements as a whole:


1) Combining statements 


2) Budgetary schedules for all other funds


3) Local Highway Finance Report


4) Schedule of Expenditures of Federal Awards


5) Schedule of Passenger Facility Charges


Audit Objectives


The objective of our audit is the expression of opinions as to whether your basic financial statements are 
fairly presented, in all material respects, in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the 
United States of America and to report on the fairness of the additional information referred to in the 
second paragraph when considered in relation to the basic financial statements taken as a whole. The 
objective also includes reporting on—


 Internal control related to the financial statements and compliance with the laws, regulations, and 
the provisions of contracts or grant agreements, noncompliance with which could have a material 
effect on the financial statements in accordance with Government Auditing Standards.


 Internal control related to major programs and an opinion (or disclaimer of opinion) on compliance 
with laws, regulations, and the provisions of contracts or grant agreements that could have a 
direct and material effect on each major program in accordance with the Single Audit Act 
Amendments of 1996; the audit requirements of Title 2 U.S. Code of Federal Regulations Part 
200, Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal 
Awards (the "Uniform Guidance"); and the PFC Audit Guide.


The reports on internal control and compliance will each include a paragraph that states that the purpose

Guidance; and the PFC Audit Guide, and will include tests of accounting records, a determination of 
major program(s) in accordance with the Uniform Guidance, and other procedures we consider necessary 
to enable us to express such opinions and to render the required reports.  We cannot provide assurance 
that unmodified opinions will be expressed.  Circumstances may arise in which it is necessary for us to 
modify our opinions or add an emphasis-of-matter or other-matter paragraph.  If our opinions on the 
financial statements or the Single Audit compliance opinions are other than unqualified, we will fully 
discuss the reasons with you in advance.  If, for any reason, we are unable to complete the audit or are 
unable to form or have not formed opinions, we may decline to express opinions or to issue a report as a 
result of this engagement.


Management Responsibilities


Management is responsible for the basic financial statements and all accompanying information as well 
as all representations contained therein. Management is also responsible for identifying government 
award programs, and understanding and complying with the compliance requirements, and for 
preparation of the schedule of expenditures of federal awards in accordance with the requirements of the 
Uniform Guidance, and for preparation of the Schedule of Passenger Facility Charges Collected and 
Expended in accordance with the PFC Audit Guide. As part of the audit, we will assist with preparation of 
your financial statements, schedule of expenditures of federal awards, the schedule of passenger facility 
charges collected and expended, and the related notes. You are responsible for making all management 
decisions and performing all management functions relating to the financial statements, schedule of 
expenditures of federal awards, the schedule of passenger facility charges collected and expended, and 
the related notes and for accepting full responsibility for such decisions. You will be required to 
acknowledge in the written management representation letter our assistance with the preparation of the 
financial statements; the schedule of expenditures of federal awards; the schedule of passenger facility 
charges collected and expended; and the related notes and that you have reviewed and approved the 
financial statements; the schedule of expenditures of federal awards; the schedule of passenger facility 
charges collected and expended; and the related notes prior to their issuance and have accepted 
responsibility for them.  You agree to assume all management responsibilities for any non-attest services 
we provide; oversee the services by designating an individual, preferably from senior management, who 
possesses suitable skill, knowledge, or experience; evaluate the adequacy and results of the services; 
and accept responsibility for them.


Management is responsible for establishing and maintaining effective internal controls, including internal 
controls over compliance, and for evaluating and monitoring ongoing activities, to help ensure that 
appropriate goals and objectives are met and that there is reasonable assurance that government 
programs are administered in compliance with compliance requirements.

With regard to the electronic dissemination of audited financial statements, including financial statements 
published electronically on your website, you understand that electronic sites are a means to distribute 
information and, therefore, we are not required to read the information contained in these sites or to 
consider the consistency of other information in the electronic site with the original document.


Audit Procedures—General


An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the 
financial statements; therefore, our audit will involve judgment about the number of transactions to be 
examined and the areas to be tested. An audit also includes evaluating the appropriateness of accounting 
policies used and the reasonableness of significant accounting estimates made by management, as well 
as evaluating the overall presentation of the financial statements. We will plan and perform the audit to 
obtain reasonable rather than absolute assurance about whether the financial statements are free of 
material misstatement, whether from (1) errors, (2) fraudulent financial reporting, (3) misappropriation of 
assets, or (4) violations of laws or governmental regulations that are attributable to the entity or to acts by 
management or employees acting on behalf of the entity. Because the determination of abuse is 
subjective, Government Auditing Standards do not expect auditors to provide reasonable assurance of 
detecting abuse.


Because of the inherent limitations of an audit, combined with the inherent limitations of internal control, 
and because we will not perform a detailed examination of all transactions, there is a risk that material 
misstatements or noncompliance may exist and not be detected by us, even though the audit is properly 
planned and performed in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of 
America and Government Auditing Standards.  In addition, an audit is not designed to detect immaterial 
misstatements or violations of laws or governmental regulations that do not have a direct and material 
effect on the financial statements or major programs.  However, we will inform the appropriate level of
management of any material errors, fraudulent financial reporting, or misappropriation of assets that 
come to our attention.  We will also inform appropriate level of management of any violations of laws or 
governmental regulations that come to our attention, unless clearly inconsequential, and of any material 
abuse that comes to our attention.  We will include such matters in the reports required for a Single Audit.  
Our responsibility as auditors is limited to the period covered by our audit and does not extend to any 
later periods for which we are not engaged as auditors.


Our procedures will include tests of documentary evidence supporting the transactions recorded in the 
accounts, and may include tests of the physical existence of inventories, and direct confirmation of 
receivables and certain other assets and liabilities by correspondence with selected individuals, funding 
sources, creditors, and financial institutions.  We will request written representations from your attorneys 
as part of the engagement, and they may bill you for responding to this inquiry.  At the conclusion of our 
audit, we will also require certain written representations from you about the financial statements and 
related matters.
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Audit Procedures—Internal Controls 


Our audit will include obtaining an understanding of the entity and its environment, including internal 
control, sufficient to assess the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements and to design 
the nature, timing, and extent of further audit procedures.  Tests of controls may be performed to test the 
effectiveness of certain controls that we consider relevant to preventing and detecting errors and fraud 
that are material to the financial statements and to preventing and detecting misstatements resulting from 
illegal acts and other noncompliance matters that have a direct and material effect on the financial 
statements. Our tests, if performed, will be less in scope than would be necessary to render an opinion on 
internal control and, accordingly, no opinion will be expressed in our report on internal control issued 
pursuant to Government Auditing Standards.


As required by the Uniform Guidance and the PFC Audit Guide, we will perform tests of controls over 
compliance to evaluate the effectiveness of the design and operation of controls that we consider relevant 
to preventing or detecting material noncompliance with compliance requirements applicable to each major 
federal award program.  However, our tests will be less in scope than would be necessary to render an 
opinion on those controls and, accordingly, no opinion will be expressed in our report on internal control 
issued pursuant to the Uniform Guidance or the PFC Audit Guide.


An audit is not designed to provide assurance on internal control or to identify significant deficiencies.  
However, during the audit, we will communicate to management and those charged with governance 
internal control related matters that are required to be communicated under AICPA professional 
standards, Government Auditing Standards, the Uniform Guidance, and the PFC Audit Guide.


Audit Procedures—Compliance


As part of obtaining reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free of material 
misstatement, we will perform tests of the County’s compliance with applicable laws and regulations and 
the provisions of contracts and agreements, including grant agreements. However, the objective of those 
procedures will not be to provide an opinion on overall compliance and we will not express such an 
opinion in our report on compliance issued pursuant to Government Auditing Standards.


The Uniform Guidance and the PFC Audit Guide require that we also plan and perform the audit to obtain 
reasonable assurance about whether the auditee has complied with applicable laws and regulations and 
the provisions of contracts and grant agreements applicable to major programs.  Our procedures will 
consist of test of transactions and other applicable procedures described in the Uniform Guidance and the 
PFC Audit Guide for the types of compliance requirements that could have a direct and material effect on 
each of the County’s major programs.  The purpose of these procedures will be to express an opinion on 
the County’s compliance with requirements applicable to each of its major programs in our report on 
compliance issued pursuant to the Uniform Guidance and the PFC Audit Guide.


Engagement Administration, Fees, and Other 


We understand that your employees will prepare all cash, accounts receivable, or other confirmations, 
reconciliations, or work papers we request and will locate any documents selected by us for testing.

This annual operating plan is prepared pursuant to the Colorado Statewide Wildland Fire 
Management Annual Operating Plan (Statewide Agreement), Agreement for Cooperative 
Wildfire Protection (State to County Agreement) and the State of Colorado Resource 
Mobilization Annex. 


PURPOSE 
The purpose of this AOP is to set forth standard operating procedures and responsibilities to 
implement cooperative wildfire suppression on all lands within Gunnison County. 


This purpose comes from the notion that a fire, whether single jurisdiction or multiple 
jurisdictions, has the potential to affect all other jurisdictions in a given geographic area.  In 
other words, a local fire affects the federal agencies and a federal fire affects the local agencies.  
As such, the policies, procedure, and concerns of all levels of government should be taken into 
account when making fire management decisions.

Reciprocal (Mutual Aid) Fire Assistance 
Mutual aid wildfire protection has been established one mile on either side of common 
boundaries between all signatories to this plan. It is agreed that there should be no delay in 
initial response pending determination of the precise location of the fire, land ownership, or 
responsibility.  


All parties agree to reciprocal mutual aid assistance throughout the initial attack period that can 
be up to 24 hours which may end earlier by mutual agreement, and preferably by 11:59 pm for 
ease in financial accounting of costs incurred.  “Initial attack period” is defined as fire 
management from the time of initial report of the fire to the agreed upon termination of mutual 
aid.  The jurisdictional agency should assume responsibility (financial as well as command) for 
management at the earliest possible time.  


The initial attack period will also apply to any Incident Command Staff formed to provide 
overhead fire assistance.

If parties to this plan conduct a cooperative prescribed fire, a Cooperative Agreement with a 
Financial Plan will be established prior to the beginning of implementation of the project.

West Region Wildfire Council 


The West Region Wildfire Council (WRWC) has become a regionally recognized resource for 
wildfire prevention matters. WRWC promotes wildfire preparedness and mitigation education. 
The WRWC's mission is to mitigate loss due to wildfire in wildland urban interface communities 
while fostering interagency partnerships to help prepare counties, fire protection districts, 
communities and agencies to plan for and mitigate potential threats from

Management, federal and state land management agencies and other stakeholders. The 
primary purpose of the GBWC is serving as a platform for determining when Gunnison County 
should enter into fire restrictions. Operational and post-incident information is also shared at 
these meetings.

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Public Use Restrictions 
The purpose of Fire Restrictions and Closures (Restrictions/Closures) is to reduce the risk of 
human-caused fires during unusually high fire danger; and for the protection of human life and 
property. Restrictions/Closures should be considered when weather factors and fuel conditions 
indicate an increased risk to public safety and firefighting personnel. Restrictions/Closures 
should be planned for the long-term danger and not change at short-term fluctuations in risk, 
weather, and fire danger. 


Restrictions/Closures impose many limitations on the general public, and therefore should be 
implemented only after all other prevention measures have been taken. Restrictions/Closures 
should not be considered the equivalent of a fire prevention program. 


Where practical, restrictions/Closures procedures should be uniform across administrative and 
geographic boundaries.  Agency Administrators and fire management staff are responsible for 
coordinating with other agencies including, but not limited to, other federal land management 
agencies, Division of Fire Prevention and Control, Colorado State Parks, county sheriffs, county 
emergency managers, and local fire departments. The scope of the Restrictions/Closures will 
dictate how much coordination is necessary. 


Annually, the parties to the Annual Operating Plan shall review and validate the 
Restrictions/Closures procedures and monitor the previous year‘s use of the procedures to 
ensure Restrictions/Closures are implemented consistently. The conditions identified in the Fire 
Restriction/Closure Evaluation Guidelines should be agreed upon by all fire management 
agencies in the county before the onset of fire season and will become part of the Annual 
Operating Plan. 


The planning process for Restrictions/Closures will include a public awareness campaign, with 
the goal of keeping the media and public informed of the possibility of Restrictions/Closures. All 
press releases, description of Restrictions/Closures, and other necessary agency documents 
will be available in template format before the start of the fire season. Development and 
issuance of news releases will be coordinated with all agencies for any implementation or 
rescission of Restrictions/Closures. Public information about Restrictions/Closures must be 
broad-based, clear, and coordinated. 


When the conditions identified in the Fire Restriction/Closure Evaluation Guidelines approach 
critical levels for an area, fire management staff will make Restriction/Closure recommendations 
to Agency Administrators, BOCC and Emergency Management.  


Each agency must write their own Fire Prevention Order which authorizes the 
Restrictions/Closures within their jurisdiction.  Each is responsible for using their agency’s 
format and having their law enforcement personnel review the Order to assure it is legally 
correct and enforceable.  To reduce confusion and standardize the Restrictions/Closures, 
standard language should be used in all Fire Prevention Orders (Prohibited Acts). 
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Exemption from prohibited acts may be granted to specific entities during a Restriction/Closure 
as allowed by local, state, and federal laws. Exemptions to a Fire Prevention Order will be 
included in the Order and identify those persons or actions that are exempted from the 
prohibited acts. An exemption does not absolve an individual or organization from liability or 
responsibility for any fire started by the exempted activity. 


County Sheriffs’ that have emergency needs to bypass the Fire Restrictions and Closures 
procedures will immediately notify Montrose Interagency Dispatch Center of the status of 
Restrictions/Closures occurring in their jurisdictions. 


When a level of restriction is no longer needed, the Restriction/Closure may go to a lower stage 
by implementing a new, supplemental or modified Order; or the Restriction/Closure may be 
rescinded. Removal of Restrictions/Closures will follow the same procedures outlined above. 
See EXHIBIT 3. 


Burning Permits 
Each Agency can issue permits on lands within its jurisdiction. When such permits are issued 
for lands within the protection boundary of a cooperator, the cooperator shall be informed of the 
time and location the permit is issued.  


Prescribed Fire (Planned Ignitions) and Fuels Management 
The agencies agree to cooperate in the development and implementation of prescribed burning, 
appropriate management, and fuels reduction projects.  The West Region Wildfire Council and 
the Colorado State Forest Service are available as a resource in acquiring grant funding for 
hazardous fuels mitigation, Firewise education, and community wildfire protection planning 
efforts for private landowners. 


Wildfires resulting from escaped prescribed fires ignited by a party to this plan on lands it 
manages shall be the responsibility of that party. The party responsible for the prescribed fire 
will reimburse other parties to this plan consistent with the terms and conditions contained 
herein for costs incurred in management of such fires.

OPERATIONS 
Fire Notifications 
Gunnison Regional Communications Center, Montrose Interagency Dispatch Center (MTC), and 
Grand Junction Interagency Dispatch Center (GJC) shall meet annually to discuss dispatch 
coordination procedures. The GRCC, MTC and GJC shall coordinate all reports of wildfire and 
the notification and/or dispatch of the appropriate jurisdictional agency, regardless of location. 
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Boundary Line Fires 
If a wildland fire impacts , threatens or effects a jurisdiction  all  protecting agencies have 
management responsibility.  Anytime more than one jurisdiction with responsibility is involved in 
the management of a fire, a coordinated management approach should be utilized. 
 
Multiple coordination methods exist to manage a multi-jurisdictional incident.  The Incident 
Management System outlines the following methods (best practices, pitfalls, and policy 
restrictions will be discussed for each): 
 
• Single incident commander (IC) with delegated responsibility from a group of agency 


administrators (AA):  This method is the best practice for wildland fire management in 
western Colorado and should be utilized for all extended attack fires.  With this method, 
an AA group is formed.  It should consist of the policy makers or line officers (or their 
representative) from all jurisdictions and/or protecting agencies (AHJ) involved.  This 
group will identify incident policies, priorities, constraints, and limitations, and will 
delegate the management of the incident to a single incident commander or incident 
management team.  The incident commander will develop objectives and implement 
them through their operations section chief, if the position is filled.

Under unified command agencies work together through their designated incident 
commanders at a single incident command post to establish common objectives and 
issue a single Incident Action Plan 
 
If unified command is used it is important that the UC be represented by an individual 
Representative (IC) of the group.  The result of a different arrangement, could be the 
undesirable structure of multiple ICs with their own resources working on the same 
incident. 
 
 


  
 
   
  


Response to Wildland Fire 
The closest forces should be dispatched without regard to jurisdiction, per the interagency 
mutual aid provision of this plan. The jurisdictional agency should assume responsibility for 
management at the earliest possible time, or as otherwise agreed. Agencies taking independent 
action within another agency’s jurisdiction should notify that agency as soon as possible. 
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The National Incident Management System (NIMS), Multi-agency Coordination, Joint 
Information System and Emergency Operations Center will be used on all wildfires in Gunnison 
County. Consideration should be made for federal agencies in regard to NWCG qualifications.  


All requests by Gunnison County agencies for additional suppression and assistance beyond 
initial attack shall be through the GRCC, or the Gunnison County EOC (EOC). After requests for 
suppression assistance beyond the capabilities of Gunnison County shall be made through 
MTC or GJC. 


Requests by federal agencies for assistance from Gunnison County agencies shall also be 
made through the interagency dispatch centers to GRCC, or if activated, the EOC. If the fire is 
on or threatening state or private land, and is expected to exceed the control capabilities of the 
county, the DFPC Regional BC will be notified. 


 


Special Management Considerations 
• While Gunnison Sage Grouse protection and habitat enhancement is a high priority for 


the Department of Interior, Bureau of Land Management fire management program, 
firefighter and public safety is the first priority on every fire and takes precedence over 
natural resource protection. Local agency administrators and resource advisors will 
convey resource protection priorities to incident commanders. Incident Commanders will 
then develop and establish incident objectives, strategies, and operational tactics that 
ensure firefighter and public safety. Fire suppression strategies and tactics used on an 
incident will comply with Resource Management Plan (RMP) and Fire Management Plan 
(FMP) direction, as well as current policy. 
 
When an unplanned ignition occur in Gunnison Sage Grouse habitat on BLM land, the 
BLM will be immediately notified so the Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS) can become 
engaged and emergency consultation can take place when appropriate. 
 


• Use of mechanized equipment in special designation areas (wilderness, etc.) and heavy 
equipment on federal lands, requires approval of a representative of the jurisdictional 
agency. 


Personnel responding to wildland fires on BLM Lands must meet the following 
requirements; 


•         Be 18 years of age or older; 


•         Have and use required personal protective equipment (PPE) found in chapter 7 of the 
Interagency Standards for Fire and Fire Aviation Operations (Red Book); and 


•         Attended basic wildland fire annual refresher training, that covers each of the following 
topic areas, 
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o   Entrapment avoidance; 


o   Current issues; 


o   Fire Shelter deployment; 


o   Other hazards and safety issues; and 


o   NWCG Course I-100, Introduction to Incident Command System 


BLM District/Unit FMOs will coordinate with local fire departments to provide qualified instructors 
if needed. 


 


Decision Process 
A decision support system (DSS), also known as Complexity Analysis, may be utilized for fires 
that have the potential to be designated as an EFF fire or affect multiple jurisdictions and have 
the potential to go into extended attack.  This important evaluation tool is used to select 
strategic alternatives and is especially useful to an incoming Incident Management Team.  
DFPC may assist with a non-EFF DSS, but has no authority to sign on non-EFF fires. 


DFPC requires that a DSS be completed for all fires that receive a FEMA declaration and 
recommends a DSS for all EFF fires.  All agencies involved in extended attack on private and 
state lands will provide input to the DSS.  The DFPC Agency Administrator will facilitate 
completion and review of the DSS for these fires.  When a fire is burning on or threatens to burn 
on multiple jurisdictions, one DSS should be prepared that considers all jurisdictions and their 
interests. 


Federal agencies are required to utilize the Wildland Fire Decision Support System (WFDSS) 
for fires on their lands.  If multi-jurisdictional fires occur that involve federal lands, then one 
WFDSS should be completed for the incident that includes input from all affected jurisdictional 
agencies. 


Cooperation 
All agencies will continue to develop the objectives to be used in preventing unwanted wildland 
fire from crossing the jurisdictional boundaries, and how all parties will be involved in developing 
mitigations which would be used if a wildland fire does cross jurisdictional boundaries.   


Communication 
The Fire Emergency Radio Network (VFIRE 21) (154.2800 MHz) will be used for interagency 
communication on wildland fires, unless or until alternate frequencies are agreed on. 


For the purposes of conducting business authorized by the Statewide Agreement and this 
cooperative plan, all parties to this operating plan agree that supporting agencies may use the 
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jurisdictional agency's radio frequencies as needed to conduct emergency communications on 
fires of the jurisdictional agency. No party to this operating plan will use, or authorize others to 
use, another agency's radio frequencies for routine daily operations. Refer to the West Region 
Tactical Interoperable Communications Plan. 


Cost Efficiency 
Jurisdictions will identify cost containment objectives which may influence management 
strategies Points to consider include safety, loss and benefit to land, values at risk, resources, 
social and political values, and existing legal statutes.  


Delegation of Authority 
In the event of an extended attack wildland fire, which exceeds or is expected to exceed the 
jurisdictions capabilities, a written Delegation of Authority will be issued to the Incident 
Commander no later than 12 hours after the transfer of command. 


Preservation of Evidence 
The Jurisdictional Agency will be responsible for fire origin and cause investigation.  Regardless 
of whether the Initial Attack Incident Commander is a representative of the Jurisdictional 
Agency, he or she should protect and preserve the general origin area of the fire, as well as 
information and evidence pertaining to the origin and cause of the wildland fire. The general 
origin area of the fire should be immediately identified and protected by the first Participant to 
arrive on the scene in order to protect evidence for the fire origin and cause investigation.  Fire 
cause investigations are required for Federal Fires, State Fires, and any wildland fire that 
receives a Federal Emergency Management Agency declaration. The Participants acknowledge 
that an accurate origin and cause investigation and determination is essential to an effective 
lawful and fair administrative, civil or criminal action. Federal policy requires Federal agencies to 
use a NWCG qualified Fire Investigator (INVF) and to pursue cost recovery for all human 
caused fires on public land. 


Colorado Revised Statute 32.1.1002 states that all fire district Chiefs shall case an investigation 
on all fires within the district boundary.  


STATE EMERGENCY FIRE FUND (EFF) 
A DFPC representative should be on site for an EFF evaluation. DFPC will assist the county 
sheriff in the analysis of the fire’s actual or potential condition to exceed the county’s 
management capability. This information will be provided to the DFPC Regional BC who will 
make the final decision on EFF applicability. In summary, EFF can only be implemented upon 
request of the County, and mutual agreement of both County and DFPC. 


Gunnison County Sheriff:  as Fire Warden for the County (CRS 30-10-513), the Sheriff will 
represent the County in the request for EFF declaration to the DFPC Regional BC, and 
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subsequent delegations and assumptions of authority (DFPC 4). The Sheriff will coordinate 
other County entities in his representation. 


Gunnison County Commissioners:  are signatories to the (DFPC 4) “Assumption of Fire Control 
Duty” for fires the DFPC DIRECTOR approves for EFF. Delay in signing the (DFPC 4) will result 
in increased costs for the county. Gunnison County may implement state or local emergency 
provisions that they determine appropriate to minimize such delays (See CRS 24-32-2109, CRS 
30-11-107 and others). 


All EFF fires will utilize a Unified Command. If land administered by another agency is 
threatened or involved, that agency will provide a member to the Unified Command. 


Implementation of the EFF can be done only by the DFPC upon the recommendation of the 
local DFPC Representative, following a request from the County Sheriff. For this reason, it is 
important that the DFPC Regional BC be notified immediately of major fires on private/state 
lands within the county. Should the fire surpass, or threaten to surpass, the ability of county 
resources to contain it, EFF implementation can occur only with a DFPC representative on 
scene. Before requesting EFF implementation, the County must first complete form (DFPC 1). 
This information will assist DFPC in completion of form (DFPC 3), which is required before 
request for implementation is given to the DFPC BC. 


All EFF participating Counties must have identified a minimum county commitment to any 
incident, which has EFF potential. This is not a maximum county resource commitment, and is 
not the only resources the county is required to use on the incident in order to request EFF 
implementation. It is understood that if tactics of a given incident make some of this equipment 
inappropriate, alternate resources can be negotiated. 


For Gunnison County this minimum commitment is: 1 Deputy, 1 Dozer, and 1 Water Tender. 


It is understood that the minimum county commitment may include resources owned by the 
county and other resources including fire department and/or contractors that are the financial 
obligation of the county. 


DFPC will transfer command of an EFF fire back to the county when fire spread has been 
contained or controlled, the Agency Administrator’s objectives have been met and a written plan 
has been prepared for the next operational period. 


Following all wildfires, the jurisdictional agency will conduct a timely After Action Review (AAR) 
at a level commensurate with the complexity of the incident.  Supporting agencies shall be 
included in these reviews. The AAR shall include corrective actions, the agency responsible for 
those actions, and timelines for action completion. 


Qualifications for local resources utilized for local wildfires will meet local agency standards. 
Local wildfires, as defined herein, shall mean those wildfires within Gunnison County. National 
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Wildfire Coordination Group “Qualification Cards” are required for all line assignments on 
federal jurisdiction fires beyond the initial attack period. 


Fire cause determination is required for EFF and FEMA incidents. Fire cause should be 
determined early in the incident. The suspected point of origin should be immediately flagged off 
and otherwise protected from contamination by initial and extended attack forces until such time 
as the fire cause investigation is completed. Fire cause determinations and other investigations 
are the responsibility of the jurisdictional agency. The County Sheriff’s representative may 
request a NWCG qualified wildland fire investigator (INVF) assistance by placing a resource 
order through the interagency dispatch centers. 


The responsibility for incidents, other than wildland fire emergencies, rests with the jurisdictional 
agency(s). Cooperation and assistance may be rendered under this plan by utilizing the Cost 
Reimbursements process. A mutual aid period does not apply to these incidents, unless 
superseded by other existing agreement(s). 


Rehabilitation is not covered under EFF (County/State Emergency Fire Fund). Repair of 
damage caused by wildfire management may be authorized by the DFPC Agency Administrator 
only as part of the Incident Action Plan during the EFF period. 


Various cost-share programs for wildfire land rehabilitation are available for private land 
including the Emergency Watershed Stabilization Program from the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture, National Resources Conservation Service. Reference EXHIBIT 4. 


 


USE AND REIMBURSEMENT OF INTERAGENCY 
FIRE RESOURCES 
Cost Share Agreement (Cost Share Methodologies)  
Cost sharing agreements should not dictate the management of a fire. 


Written cost share agreements should be prepared when a wildfire burns across or threatens 
jurisdictional boundaries, and/or exceeds the mutual aid period. The intent is to appropriately 
distribute the financial burden based on a method agreed upon by a representative from each 
affected jurisdiction. A cost share agreement should be negotiated as soon as practical. 


Just as the individual circumstances for each wildfire should drive the decisions about response, 
the same circumstances should be the basis for the development of the cost share agreement. 
Cost Share Agreements should be based on the land management and incident objectives as 
well as ecological, social, and legal consequences, the circumstances under which a fire occurs, 
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the cause of the fire and the likely consequences to firefighter and public safety and welfare, 
natural and cultural resources, and values to be protected. 


Federal Agencies- Federal agencies agree not to bill one another. 


County- When the fire doesn’t qualify for state funding a cost share agreement may be 
negotiated between the federal agencies. DFPC can assist with this process. 


DFPC- When a wildfire is accepted by the State, a cost share agreement may be negotiated 
between DFPC and affected jurisdictional agencies. 


Training 
Standard approved fire training courses are provided periodically by DFPC, USFS, BLM, NPS, 
DHSEM, and other agencies. As these courses are scheduled, all cooperators will be informed 
and invited to participate. The Training Committee is designed to help get training to all 
participants in the six counties of the Montrose Interagency Dispatch Center, by doing a yearly 
analysis and then holding the needed classes in a location that benefits the majority of all the 
participants. Individual training needs as well as agency prioritization will be considered and 
coordinated with the local zone training committee. DFPC will attempt to provide specific 
training opportunities for fire district personnel and other private organizations as requested, and 
as time allows. 


Communication Systems  
Federal and county agencies operate on VHF frequencies. 


See Frequency lists in EXHIBIT 5.

Aviation Operations 
All aircraft should be ordered through or coordinated with the Interagency Dispatch Centers. 


When a combination of factors or events, as agreed to by the Sheriff and DFPC, creates a 
situation that warrants pre-positioning of DFPC aviation resources in or near Gunnison County, 
the Sheriff should request through the DFPC Regional BC. Factors may include, but are not 
limited to, multiple starts within a 24-hour period, high occurrence of dry lightning, persistent 
Red Flag Warnings, or the unavailability of other air resources. DFPC aviation resources may 
be pre-positioned at the Gunnison/Crested Butte Regional Airport or Montrose Regional Airport. 
DFPC will notify participants to this plan when a SE/AT is pre-positioned in Gunnison or 
Montrose. The request procedure for state resources is the same for all other aircraft through 
the Interagency Dispatch Centers. 


The Wildfire Emergency Response Fund (WERF) is intended to reimburse the local/county non-
federal agency for the first air resource per the WERF guidelines (see attached EXHIBIT 6).  
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WERF was created to provide funding or reimbursement for the first aerial tanker flight or first 
hour rotor time for a helicopter when ordered at the request of any county sheriff, municipal fire 
department, or fire protection district. The WERF only applies to initial attack of state/private 
land fires. 


After the first air tanker load, subsequent loads will be at jurisdictional agency cost, and only 
upon authorization by the sheriff, fire chiefs, or their representative. The fund does not cover 
lead planes or aerial observer aircraft. This fund does not pay costs of additional personnel 
associated with the helicopter. Any aircraft use or orders beyond the scope of WERF is entirely 
the responsibility of the requesting agency / individual. Additional details are found in the WERF 
Operating Procedures. 


The County Sheriff or County Fire Protection District Fire Chief orders aircraft through Montrose 
Interagency Dispatch Center. The requesting unit must provide to Montrose Interagency 
Dispatch Center the Incident Name, General Location, Coordinates (Latitude / Longitude 
preferred), Ground Contact and Radio Frequency, and a brief report of any aircraft in the area 
and any known hazards to aircraft.  The ordering agency is ultimately responsible for notifying 
DFPC of a WERF request to ensure funds are currently available.  Montrose Interagency 
Dispatch Center is willing to pass this notification on for the ordering agency, if so desired. 


Billing Procedures 
Local agencies do not have authority to obligate federal agencies to pay for expenses incurred 
in fire management. Similarly, federal agencies do not have authority to obligate state or 
counties to pay for any federal expense incurred in fire management (even when on private and 
state lands) without an agreement in place. The rule “if you order it, you pay for it” generally 
applies. 


When a fire is accepted by the State as an EFF incident, the Cost Share Principles agreed to by 
State and federal agencies will apply. 


For non-state funded or non-EFF fires, it is up to the county to negotiate cost sharing on state 
and private land fires. It is acceptable (and frequent) for each party to agree to pay for their own 
resources. DFPC is available to assist with this process, if requested. 


All costs, beyond the mutual aid period and documented through the resource order process 
shall be considered reimbursable. When a wildfire occurs on lands of more than one agency 
and costs are incurred in addition to the initial attack, one of the following options may be used 
to determine reimbursable costs to the agencies involved: 


a. Each agency assumes its own costs as expended by it in the fire control effort. 


b. Division of fire costs based upon ownership and acreage percentages. 


c. Each agency agrees to a portion of the management costs. 
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Billing between federal and county agencies will be submitted through DFPC. Cooperative fire 
engines are considered state resources. Reimbursement for these engines shall be made 
directly to the State. 


All DFPC cooperators subject to DFPC reimbursement will have invoices sent to DFPC State 
Fire Division Office within 30 days after incident resources are released. The DFPC Fire 
Division will process payment as soon as possible after receiving the invoice. Invoices are 
required to have proper documentation before the process for payment can be completed. 


Equipment use rates are documented in Cooperator Resource Rate Forms (CRRF) for local 
resources. 


For the most up to date reimbursement guidelines, visit DFPC web site. 


Cost Recovery 
In the event that cost recovery is pursued on a trespass fire (regardless of ownership), all costs 
from the time of initial report of the fire (including mutual aid) may be pursued. Federal policy 
requires Federal agencies to pursue cost recovery for all human caused fires on public land. 


GENERAL PROVISIONS 
Program review will be held at the annual fire operating plan meeting in the spring or as needed. 


Personnel Policy 
The primary purpose of this operating plan is to ensure prompt response to wildland fires. Any 
interagency dispute arising from these procedures will be resolved on site by the Unified 
Command or by the jurisdictional agency administrators. When necessary, following the 
conclusion of the fire incident, a panel of agency representatives other than the participants in 
the incident will review and resolve the dispute. 


Modification 
Mid-year changes are to be avoided; however, if an agency becomes unable to uphold 
commitments, it should notify all parties to this plan. 


Annual Review 
This AOP must be reviewed annually. If no changes are made, a statement letter with 
signatures of all parties to this AOP will be distributed. 


Duration of Agreement 
Unless terminated sooner as provided herein, this AOP shall remain in full force and effect from 
April 1, 2019 to May 31, 2020. This AOP may be terminated at any time by 30 days written 
notice by one of the Participants. 
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Previous Agreements Superseded 
Once signed this plan will supersede the 2018 Gunnison County AOP sign on or before May 1,

FIRE RESTRICTIONS and CLOSURES 
 
Purpose 
 
The purpose of Fire Restrictions and Closures (Restrictions/Closures) is to reduce the risk of 
human-caused fires during unusually high fire danger; and for the protection of human life and 
property. Restrictions/Closures should be considered when weather factors and fuel conditions 
indicate an increased risk to public safety and firefighting personnel. Restrictions/Closures 
should be planned for the long-term danger and not change at short-term fluctuations in risk, 
weather, and fire danger. 
 
This guidance should provide fire management staff the tools to develop, implement, and 
legally enforce Restrictions/Closures. Further, by providing consistency and developing clear 
messages for the public and partners, this guidance will encourage public acceptance and 
compliance.  
 
Restrictions/Closures impose many limitations on the general public, and therefore should be 
implemented only after all other prevention measures have been taken. These measures may 
include, but are not limited to: increasing the number of prevention signs, public contacts, 
media campaigns, and other proactive public education efforts.  Restrictions/Closures should 
not be considered the equivalent of a fire prevention program.  
 
Authority 
 
Restrictions/Closures are enacted on federal, state, county, and private lands under federal, 
state, and local laws.  Agency Administrators issue appropriate documents and are responsible 
for enforcing Restrictions/Closures for those lands on which they have jurisdiction. The 
authorities related to Restrictions/Closures on federally-managed lands are referenced below: 
 
Bureau of Land Management 
• 43 U.S.C. §1701, et seq. (Federal Land Policy and Management Act of 1976) 
• 43 CFR, Part 9210 (Fire Management)  
• 43 CFR, Part 9212 (Wildfire Prevention) 
 
US Forest Service 
• 16 U.S.C. §551; 18 U.S.C. §3559; and 18 U.S.C. §3571 (Violations and Penalties)

Coordination 
Restrictions/Closures procedures should be uniform across administrative and geographic 
boundaries.  Agency Administrators and fire management staff are responsible for coordinating 
with other agencies including, but not limited to, other federal land management agencies, 
Tribal agencies, Congressional members, Colorado Division of Fire Prevention and Control, 
Colorado State Parks, county officials (commissioners, sheriffs, emergency managers), 
permitees, and local fire departments. The scope of the Restrictions/Closures will dictate how 
much coordination is necessary.  
 
Annually, the parties to the Annual Operating Plan shall review and validate the 
Restrictions/Closures procedures and monitor the previous year‘s use of the procedures to 
ensure Restrictions/Closures are implemented consistently. The conditions identified in the Fire 
Restriction/Closure Evaluation Guidelines should be agreed upon by all fire management 
agencies in the county before the onset of fire season and will become part of the Annual 
Operating Plan.   
 
Restrictions/Closures will be implemented and rescinded by fire restriction area and all 
agencies within the area will coordinate uniform levels and timing of restrictions, verifying that 
the trigger points have been reached.

Initiating a Restriction/Closure 
 
When the conditions identified in the Fire Restriction/Closure Evaluation Guidelines approach 
critical levels for an area, fire management staff will make Restriction/Closure 
recommendations to Agency Administrators. Agency Administrators and fire management staff 
will be responsible for monitoring these conditions.

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1. When conditions are identified as critical, fire management staff within the proposed 
fire restriction area will confer, review conditions, recommend that a fire restriction is 
necessary for their area of responsibility, and include a start date. 


 
2. Before the respective agency(s) applies a restriction, they will coordinate with the other 


agencies in developing a schedule and plan for public notification. 
 


3. The Montrose Interagency Dispatch Center and the Gunnison Regional Dispatch Center 
will be notified of Restrictions/Closures.  


 
4. Law enforcement personnel for each agency should have an opportunity to review the 


Restriction/Closure Orders to assure they are enforceable prior to public release. Law 
enforcement and fire personnel should jointly develop a plan to enforce the restrictions. 


 
5. Each respective agency will be responsible for assuring their Restriction/Closure Orders 


are properly completed and signed by the Officer with authority. 
 


6. The Public Information Officer with responsibility for that fire restriction area will 
organize and initiate the media notification process. 


 
7. Each agency will disseminate Restriction/Closure notification through web pages, 


signage, and media outreach according to agency guidelines. Additional patrols may be 
initiated in high risk-high value areas. 


 
8. Each agency will inform agency personnel of the restrictions being enacted and discuss 


changes in their daily routines to compensate for the increased fire danger. Those 
responsible for public contact will be provided with a copy of the Restriction/Closure 
Order and appropriate map. Each agency will also ensure that all employees understand 
what each Restriction/Closure means. 


 
County Sheriffs’ that have emergency needs to bypass the Fire Restrictions and Closures 
procedures will immediately notify Montrose Interagency Dispatch Center of the status of 
Restrictions/Closures occurring in their jurisdictions.  
 
Rescinding a Restriction/Closure 
 
When a level of restriction is no longer needed, the Restriction/Closure may go to a lower stage 
by implementing a new, supplemental or modified Order; or the Restriction/Closure may be 
rescinded. 
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Removal of Restrictions/Closures will follow the same procedures outlined above. Agency 
Administrators and fire management staff must agree that the Restrictions/Closures should be 
removed in the fire restriction area.  
 
 
 
Fire Restriction/Closure Evaluation Guidelines 
 
When weather factors or fire suppression impacts become a concern, the following guidelines 
will be used to determine if Restrictions/Closures should be considered: 
 
Montrose Interagency Dispatch Response Area at Preparedness Level 4 or Above, and: 
 
 Local fire activity is impacting local agencies’ suppression resources; making adequate 
initial attack difficult. 
 Local area is receiving a high occurrence of human-caused fires, or the human caused 
risk is predicted to increase. 
 Adverse fire weather conditions and risks are predicted to continue. 
 Implementation of existing fire restrictions is not adequately reducing human-caused 
fires. 
 
Consider initiating STAGE I Fire Restriction if: 
• Preparedness Level is 4, and 
• one of the above conditions is met. 
 
Consider initiating STAGE II Fire Restriction if:  
• STAGE I Fire Restriction has been in effect,  
• Preparedness Level is 4 or above, and  
• all of the above conditions are met. 
 
Consider initiating STAGE III Closure if:   
• STAGE II Fire Restriction has been in effect, and  
• Preparedness Level is 5, and  
• all of the above conditions are met.  
 
Closures are extremely rare events, and will only be implemented in extraordinary situations, 
after significant interagency coordination, and when there is a very high risk to human life or 
property and the ability to manage those risks using Stage I or Stage II Fire Restrictions is no 
longer viable. Closures should be implemented only in rare situations.  
 
 
Prohibited Acts Under Stage I and II Fire Restrictions, and Stage III Closure  
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There will be three stages to fire restrictions – Stage I and II Fire Restrictions and Stage III 
Closures.  Each agency must write their own Fire Prevention Order which authorizes the 
Restrictions/Closures within their jurisdiction.  Each is responsible for using their agency’s 
format and having their law enforcement personnel review the Order to assure it is legally 
correct and enforceable.   
 
To reduce confusion and standardize the Restrictions/Closures, the following language will be 
used in all Fire Prevention Orders: 
 
 
STAGE I Fire Restrictions  
The following acts are prohibited: 
• Building, maintaining, attending, or using a fire, campfire or stove fire except within a 
permanent constructed fire grate in a developed campground, developed recreation site, or 
improved site.  
• Smoking, except within an enclosed vehicle or building, a developed recreation site or 
while stopped in an area at least three feet in diameter that is barren or cleared of all 
flammable materials.  
 
STAGE II Fire Restrictions 
In addition to the prohibited acts of Stage I Fire Restrictions, the following acts are prohibited: 
• Building, maintaining, attending, or using a fire, campfire or stove fire.  
• Smoking, except within an enclosed vehicle or building.  
• Operating a chainsaw or other equipment powered by an internal combustion engine. 
• Welding, operating a torch with open flame, or any activities which generate flame or 
flammable material. 
• Use of explosives.  
 
STAGE III Closure 
Stage III is a closure prohibiting entry to the affected area. The area is closed to all entry other 
than the following: 
• Persons with a written fire entry and activity permit. 
• Any federal, state, or local officer or member of an organized rescue or firefighting force 
in the performance of an official duty. 
• Resident owners and lessees of land within the closed area. 
 
Closures are extremely rare events, and will only be implemented in extraordinary situations, 
after significant interagency coordination, and when there is a very high risk to human life or 
property and the ability to manage those risks using Stage I or Stage II Fire Restrictions is no 
longer viable. Closures should be implemented only in rare situations.  
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The following acts are always prohibited on federally managed lands: 
• The use of fireworks and other incendiary devices on public lands in Colorado  
• Leaving fires unattended or unextinguished 
 
 
Exemptions 
 
Exemption from prohibited acts may be granted to specific entities during a Restriction/Closure 
under the authority of 43 CFR 9212.2 and 36 CFR 236.50 (Orders), and 43 CFR 9212.3 (Permits).  
 
Exemptions to a Fire Prevention Order will be included in the Order and identify those persons 
who, without a written permit, are exempt from the closure or restrictions (43 CFR 9212.2 / 36 
CFR 236.50). Further, 43 CFR 9212.3 states that Permits may be issued to enter and use public 
lands designated in Fire Prevention Orders when the authorized officer determines that the 
permitted activities will not conflict with the purpose of the Order. Each permit shall specify:  
 
• The public lands, roads, trails or waterways where entry or use is permitted; 
• The person(s) to whom the permit applies; 
• Activities that are permitted in the closed area; 
• Fire prevention requirements with which the permittee shall comply; and 
• An expiration date. 
 
An authorized officer may cancel a Permit at any time.  
 
Exemptions from prohibited acts may also be included in the Fire Prevention Orders under the 
discretion of the Agency Administrator. Typically, exemptions included in an Order specify an 
allowable use of a prohibited act. Examples include: 
 
The following acts are prohibited until further notice: 
 
• Building, maintaining, attending, or using a fire, campfire or stove fire.  
EXEMPTION: Use of a heating or cooking device fueled solely by liquid fuels that can be turned 
on and off is allowed. 
  
• Operating a chainsaw or other equipment powered by an internal combustion engine. 
EXEMPTION: Operating a chainsaw or other equipment powered by an internal combustion 
engine between the hours of 5:00 am and 11:00 am is allowed. 
 
An exemption does not absolve an individual or organization from liability or responsibility for 
any fire started by the exempted activity. 
 
Restriction/Closure Boundaries 
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Restrictions/Closures should be implemented on the smallest geographic scale to affect the 
fewest number of people.  
 
For ease of implementation and interagency coordination, an Order should be designed to 
cover an easily identifiable, logical geographic area.  This may be a county, district or field office 
boundary, a watershed, or an area bounded by specified roads or topographic features.   
All Orders should be accompanied by a high-quality map clearly delineating the boundaries of 
the Restrictions/Closures in such a manner that the public can readily locate those boundaries 
on the ground.  As enforcement is a key component of every Order, the boundaries must be 
designed to facilitate compliance. 
 
Various stages might be in effect in more than one geographic area across the landscape.  
However, before making the decision to implement more than one Restriction/Closure at a 
time on the landscape, there needs to be careful consideration of the potential for confusion 
and for potential effects on the public.   
 
Communication 
 
The planning process for Restrictions/Closures will include a public awareness campaign, 
keeping the media and public informed of the possibility of Restrictions/Closures. All press 
releases, description of Restrictions/Closures, and other necessary agency documents will be 
available in template format before the start of the fire season. Public Information Officers will 
then prepare a media notification plan to inform the public.  
 
Development and issuance of news releases will be coordinated with all agencies for any 
implementation or rescission of Restrictions/Closures. Public information about 
Restrictions/Closures must be broad-based, clear, and coordinated.  
 
Each agency will inform it's personnel of the Restrictions/Closures being enacted and discuss 
changes in their daily routine to compensate for the increased fire danger.  Those responsible 
for public contact will be provided with a copy of the Order and appropriate map. 
 
Public Information Officers for each agency will be responsible for notifying the public in ways 
which they can find the status of Restrictions/Closures for any area in Colorado. The intent is to 
better inform the public of Restrictions/Closures throughout Colorado when they may be 
planning activities at areas away from their homes. 
 
Definitions 
 
The following definitions should be used as part of, or referenced to, the Special Orders or laws 
that initiate and authorize a Stage I or Stage II Fire Restriction and a Stage III Closure: 
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Campfire:  A fire, not within any building, mobile home or living accommodation mounted on a 
vehicle which is used for cooking, branding, personal warmth, lighting, ceremonial or aesthetic 
purposes.  Campfires are open fires, usually built on the ground from native fuels or charcoal, 
including charcoal grills.  Campfire includes "fire". 
 
Chainsaw:  A saw powered by an internal combustion engine with cutting teeth linked in an 
endless chain. 
 
Closure:  The closing of an area to entry or use. 
 
Developed Campground: An area that provide designated campsites, toilets, picnic tables, and 
fire rings. 
 
Developed Recreation Site: An area which has been improved or developed for recreation.  A 
developed recreation site is signed as an agency-owned campground or picnic area and 
identified on a map as a site developed for that purpose.   
 
Explosives: Any substance or article, including a device, which is designed to function by 
explosion (i.e., an extremely rapid release of gas and heat) or which, by chemical reaction 
within itself, is able to function in a similar manner even if not designed to function by 
explosion. For the purposes of these restrictions, firearms are not considered an explosive. 
 
Fire Grate/Fire Ring: A permanent structure, installed by the agency managing the lands, that is 
used for building a campfire. 
 
Fire Prevention Order (Order): A legal document restricting certain prohibited acts that is issued 
in times of increased fire danger and human-caused fire activity. Orders specify actions that are 
prohibited in specific areas under the jurisdiction of the agency with authority over the lands 
identified in the Order. Fire Prevention Orders also specify the duration of the restrictions and 
identify the legal references granting authority to restrict the mentioned acts.   
 
Fire Restriction Area: The area that is covered by a Fire Restriction/Closure Order. 
Restrictions/Closures enacted cover the area defined by the Order as defined in the Order. 
 
Fire: The burning of timber, trees, slash, brush, tundra, grass or other flammable material such 
as, but not limited to, petroleum products, trash, rubbish, lumber, paper, cloth or agricultural 
refuse occurring out of doors and includes campfires.  
 
Improved Site: An area that has been cleared and has an established fire barrier that restricts 
fire spread, and includes improvements such as picnic tables and/or toilets. 
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Permit:  A written document issued by an authorized agency representative to specifically 
authorize an otherwise prohibited act. 
 
Restriction:  A limitation on an activity or use. 
 
Stove Fire:  A campfire built inside an enclosed stove, grill or portable stove; including a space 
heating device. 
 
Torch: Any of various lamp-like devices that produce a hot flame and are used for soldering, 
burning off paint, etc.  
 
Welding:  To unite or fuse (as pieces of metal) by hammering, compressing, or the like, 
especially after rendering soft by heat, and sometimes with the addition of fusible material like 
or unlike the pieces to be united.

GUIDELINES FOR EFF 


 


The purpose of the Intergovernmental Agreement for Participation in the Colorado Emergency 
Fire Fund (EFF) is to: establish the County’s basis for participation in the Emergency Fire Fund 
to provide for payments from the County to the Fund; and describe the conditions under which 
the Emergency Fire Fund will be managed. . 


 


WILDFIRE PROTECTION 


A. As required in the Cooperative Agreement, the County and DFPC shall jointly 
develop, review, and sign an Annual Operating Plan (AOP) before April 1 of each year with all 
cooperating agencies having wildfire suppression responsibilities within the County.  Failure to 
complete the AOP by April 1 of any year during the term of this Agreement shall result in the 
automatic suspension of the County from EFF participation unless the County has requested, in 
writing, and received approval by the DFPC FMO, a 60 day extension of the April 1 date to 
complete the AOP, stating the specific reason(s) for the extension.  The DFPC FMO shall, in his 
or her sole discretion, approve or deny the request in writing.  Once completed, the AOP shall 
be made a part of this agreement (EFF Agreement) and attached as Attachment B. 


EMERGENCY FIRE FUND 


Commented [BL2]: Review with County Attorney 
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 A. The Emergency Fire Fund (EFF or “the Fund”) has been established through the 
payments provided by participating Colorado counties and other entities entering into EFF 
agreements with the DFPC.  The EFF is maintained as an account of Colorado State University, 
under the fiscal management of the DFPC FMO. Payments from the EFF account shall be 
made only in compliance with applicable laws, rules and regulations pertaining to Colorado 
State University funds, including, but not limited to, the State Fiscal Rules. The DFPC FMO is 
designated as the fiscal manager of all such monies received and all interest accrued in the 
EFF.  No upper limit shall be placed on the amount of funds in the EFF, and funds may 
accumulate from year to year.     


 B. Final decision making authority over fiscal management matters shall reside with 
the DFPC FMO on behalf of the Counties collectively. 


 C. The DFPC shall make distribution of these funds only upon direction of the DFPC 
FMO or his designee and will be subject to the “Emergencies” provisions of the State Fiscal 
Rules (Rule 2-2).  Disbursements shall be limited to such expenditures incurred in controlling a 
designated wildfire as are within the then-current, unencumbered balance of the Fund. 


 D. If at any time during the term of this Agreement the EFF becomes depleted, or 
has insufficient funds to meet the expected needs of the Fund, the DFPC FMO will make every 
reasonable effort to obtain additional funds by requesting the Governor to make additional funds 
available.    Should the DFPC FMO be unsuccessful in efforts to obtain additional funding, fire 
control costs will remain the County’s responsibility. 


 


EFF IMPLEMENTATION 


 A. The County will make every effort to control fire(s) upon non-federal lands within 
the County with resources available within the County.   In the event that the County and the 
DFPC mutually agree that the fire(s) threatens to spread, or has spread, beyond control 
capability of the firefighting resources within the County (as outlined in the County’s Annual 
Operating Plan), the DFPC FMO (or his authorized designee) and the authorized County 
representative shall sign a Delegation of Duty giving the DFPC FMO command responsibility for 
the fire(s).  Once command responsibility has been assumed by the DFPC, the County shall 
nevertheless continue to make its maximum effort to provide firefighting resources from within 
the County.   


 B. When a fire can again reasonably be managed by the County with resources 
available to it, command responsibility for incident management and for payment of all fire 
control costs will be returned by the DFPC FMO to the County.   No expenditures made by the 
County prior to assumption by the DFPC FMO or after return to the County, will be eligible for 
payment by the EFF, without express prior approval of the DFPC FMO. 
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FIRE CAUSE DETERMINATION 


 A. As a condition precedent to entering into this Agreement, and to eligibility for 
continuing participation in the EFF throughout the term hereof, the County agrees that, in the 
event of a human-caused fire, the Sheriff of said County shall conduct an investigation as to 
cause of such fire and will provide the DFPC FMO a copy of the preliminary investigation report 
within 30 days of control of the fire, and a final report upon the conclusion of that investigation 
consistent with State Law. The County Sheriff shall have administrative and financial 
responsibility with respect to the conduct of the investigation. 


 


ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS 


A. Compliance with Laws, Regulations and Requirements.  Each party agrees to 
comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws, codes, regulations, rules, and orders.  


B. Assignment.  Neither party shall assign or transfer any interest in this Agreement, 
nor delegate any of its obligations, nor assign any claims for money due or to become due to a 
party, without the prior written approval of the other party.

Colorado Division of Fire Prevention and Control 2019 Wildland 
Fire Resource Funding Guidelines 


 


The Colorado Division of Fire Prevention and Control (DFPC) is required by State Law to administer and manage programs 
to assist local jurisdictions with safe and effective wildland fire response. Funding for wildland firefighting resources under 
these various programs are eligible for reimbursement to any Colorado County Sheriff, fire protection district, or municipal 
fire department in accordance with the following guidelines. Funding and reimbursement will occur to the extent that 
program funds are available.

3 Use of DFPC Engines is allowed during the first 48 hours of an incident with no charge to local 
government. 


4 Resource use must be pre-approved by DFPC Operations Chief or designee. 


Funding Requests and Notifications 


• As stated in Note 1 above, notification to DFPC must occur as soon as possible via the State Emergency Operations 
Line (303-239-8855) if there are multiple hours of helicopter time or multiple air tanker drops on an incident. If the 
requesting agency is expecting the State of Colorado to pay for any amount of resource use, that agency must formally 
notify DFPC after the incident as indicated below. 


• All funding and reimbursement requests must be made to DFPC within 7 days of resource use. All requests should be 







 
 


 


documented on the DFPC Wildfire Funding Notification and Request form, and must include the following information: 
Who requested the resource (Sheriff, fire chief, etc.); Fire Name; Incident Number (whenever available); Resource 
Name(s); Dates of Use; and Copies of Resource Orders (whenever available). Formal funding and reimbursement

Daily availability costs of aircraft. 


Only OAS or USFS interagency FIRE carded pilots and aircraft, ordered through the procedures 
outlined in the County AOP.

1.   Requesting agency orders appropriate Kind and Type of resource(s). Consult the County 
AOP for the local, state, and interagency dispatch procedures to order aviation resources. 


2.   The Closest Forces concept will be utilized meaning that the closest available resource of 
the Kind and Type requested will be dispatched to the incident. 


3.   DFPC must be notified via the State Emergency Operations Line (303-279-8855) if multiple 
aviation resources are ordered on an incident. 


4.   Costs for resources utilized outside of these guidelines, will be charged to the requesting 
agency(ies). Actual costs vary by resource used.

above. 
 
1. This Contract contains federal funds (see Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance (CFDA) number TBD) 
 
2. The United State Department of Health and Human Services (“USDHHS”), through the US Public Health 


Service (“USPHS”) has awarded as of TBD (insert federal award date) anticipated federal funds of TBD 
(insert total anticipated amount of federal award to CDPHE) under Notice of Cooperative Agreement 
Award, hereinafter “NCAA”, number TBD, to perform the following: contraceptive education and clinical 
services, preventative health counseling and education services, reproductive health related testing and 
screening and referrals, training, outreach, client recruitment and community engagement. 


 
If the underlying Notice of Cooperative Agreement Award “NCAA” authorizes the State to pay all 
allowable and allocable expenses of a contractor as of the effective date of that NCAA, then the State shall 
reimburse the Contractor for any allowable and allocable expenses of the Contractor that have been 
incurred by the Contractor since the proposed effective date of this Contract.  If the underlying NCAA does 
not authorize the State to pay all allowable and allocable expenses of a contractor as of the effective date of 
that NCAA, then the State shall only reimburse the Contractor for those allowable and allocable expenses 
of the Contractor that are incurred by the Contractor on or after the effective date of this Contract, with 
such effective date being the later of the date specified in this Contract or the date the Contract is signed by 
the State Controller or delegee. 


 
3. To be considered for payment, all Family Planning services must be entered into iCare within thirty (30) 


days of service being performed. Contractors shall only be paid for cases that meet eligibility, performance 
and data requirements. Contractors shall be reimbursed 1/12th of an annual award on monthly basis. The 
total contract amount is based on an annual award that was determined by number of clients served in the 
previous year and total available funds.  In addition, Contractor shall be reimbursed an amount pre-
determined by CDPHE for the purchase of Long Acting Reversible Contraception (LARC) methods.  


 
To receive compensation under the Contract, the Contractor shall submit a signed Monthly Fee for Service 
Reimbursement Invoice Form.  This form is accessible from https://www.colorado.gov/cdphe/titlex-
familyplanning and is incorporated and made part of this Contract by reference.  CDPHE will provide 
technical assistance in accessing and completing the form.  The CDPHE Monthly Fee for Service 
Reimbursement Invoice must be submitted no later than forty-five (45) calendar days after the end of the 
billing period for which services were rendered.   Expenditures shall be in accordance with this Statement 
of Work. LARC method purchase must be detailed on the invoice and should be accompanied by evidence 
of payment, including a receipt or invoice and a financial ledger report that shows the posted expense. 
 
The Monthly Fee for Service Reimbursement Invoice should be scanned into an electronic document and

To be considered for payment, billings for payments pursuant to this Contract must be received within a 
reasonable time after the period for which payment is requested, but no later than forty-five (45) calendar 
days after the relevant performance period has passed.  Final billings under this Contract must be received 
by the State within a reasonable time after the expiration or termination of this Contract; but no later than 
forty-five (45) calendar days from the effective expiration or termination date of this Contract. 
  
The Contractor shall not use federal funds to satisfy federal cost sharing and matching requirements unless 
approved in writing by the appropriate federal agency.   
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Sliding Fee Scale:  The Contractor’s charges for services to clients who are above 100% of poverty level 
shall be based on a sliding fee scale that takes into account a client's family size and/or individual income 
and is approved by the State.  These charges and the sliding fee scale shall be made available to all clients 
of the Contractor, the general public, and the State.  This document is available on the following website 
https://www.colorado.gov/cdphe/titlex-familyplanning. Charges shall be based upon the Contractor’s actual 
costs to provide these services as determined by a cost analysis.  The Contractor and the State shall review 
these costs annually.  The Contractor shall insure that all clients understand that they will not be denied 
services because of an inability to pay any of the Contractor’s sliding fee charges.  


The content of electronic documents located on CDPHE and non-CDPHE websites and information 
contained on CDPHE and non-CDPHE websites may be updated periodically during the contract term. The 
Contractor shall monitor documents and website content for updates and comply with all updates. 
 
Fiscal and Spending Contract Award: It is important that accurate expenses are reflected in each Contract 
budget. The Contractor must spend the entire awarded and budgeted amount for services identified in the 
annual approved project budget. Failure to provide projected services, submit invoices in a timely manner, 
and/or failure to spend the award at a rate that results in the full award being expended at the end of the 
program year may result in reduced funds the following year and/or lack of eligibility for mid-year and 
other additional funding opportunities.

specifications for that particular deliverable, or is otherwise deficient, then the State shall notify 
the Contractor of the failure or deficiencies, in writing, within thirty (30) calendar days of: 1) the 
date the deliverable is delivered to the State by the Contractor if the State is aware of the failure or 
deficiency at the time of delivery; or 2) the date the State becomes aware of the failure or 
deficiency.  The above time frame shall apply to all deliverables except for those deliverables that 
have a different time negotiated by the State and the Contractor in writing pursuant to the State’s 
fiscal rules. 


 
c. Time to Correct Defect.  Upon receipt of timely written notice of an objection to a completed 


deliverable, the Contractor shall have a reasonable period of time, not to exceed thirty (30) 
calendar days, to correct the noted deficiencies. 


 
6. Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA) Business Associate Determination.   
  


The State has determined that this Contract does not constitute a Business Associate relationship under 
HIPAA.  


 
7. The list of acronyms attached hereto as Exhibit C may be referenced to in Revised Exhibit A, Exhibit B, 


and all and any attachments thereof in this Contract. 
 
8. If Contractor indicates full expenditure of funds under this Contract by March 31 (Federal funds) and 


June 30 (State Funds)  of each grant year and the full expenditure does not occur, CDPHE has the option 
to reduce current or upcoming Contract by said amount or a percent deemed reasonable by CDPHE. The 
State will notify the Contractor of the potential need to decrease the current or upcoming budget.   


  
 Upon receipt of timely written notice of an objection by the State for inability to fully expend funds, the 


Contractor shall have a reasonable period of time not to exceed ten (10) calendar days to respond to the 
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action.  If no dispute is received by the State within ten (10) calendar days, the State has the option to 
reduce the current budget for the current year and any upcoming budget for future contractual agreements. 


 
9. Contractor shall request prior approval in writing from the State for all modifications in the Statement of 


Work/Work Plan or for any modification to the direct costs in excess of twenty-five percent (25%) of the 
total budget for direct costs or $250,000, whichever is less, shall be submitted to CDPHE at least ninety 
(90) days prior to the end of the contract period and may require an amendment in accordance with General 
Provisions, Section 5, of this Contract. 


 
10. Contractor shall only use program income generated from client fee collections and donations for family 


planning purposes that further the objectives of the legislation under which this Contract is entered into. In 
accordance with Title X guidelines, the Contractor shall not charge for any Title X required services 
provided to clients who are at or below 100% of the official poverty line as defined by the Federal Register 
by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services under the authority of 42 U.S.C. 9902(2). If the 
State receives new poverty guidelines during the term of this Contract, then the State will immediately 
notify the Contractor. The Contractor shall use these new poverty guidelines, if any, upon receipt of 
notification thereof from the State.  


 
11. All money received by the Contractor from the State under this Contract shall be used by the Contractor to 


provide contraceptive services to qualified family planning clients. 
 


12. The State may require forms attached to this Contract and incorporated herein to be updated by the 
Contractor during the term of this Contract.

14. Notwithstanding the terms contained in General Provisions, Section 9, Rights in Data, Documents and 


Computer Software or Other Intellectual Property, unless otherwise provided for, all data collected or 
produced or derived exclusively from the Contractor's work under this Contract shall remain the sole 
property of the State, whether in individual, aggregate, identified or de-identified form or any other form 
required by the State.  To facilitate follow-up, research, surveillance and evaluation, any such data 
collected, used or acquired shall be made available in any form required by the State, to the State and any 
other entity designated by the State. 
 
Any such data collected, used or acquired shall be used solely for the purposes of this Contract. The 
Contractor agree not to release, divulge, publish, transfer, sell, or otherwise make known any such data to 
unauthorized persons without the express prior written consent of the State or as otherwise required by law. 
This includes a prior written request by the Contractor to the State for submission of abstracts or reports to 
conferences, which utilize data collected under this Contract. 
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Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Contractor shall be entitled to retain a set of any such data collected or 
work papers necessary to perform its duties under this Contract and in accordance with professional 
standards. 
 


15. Notwithstanding the terms contained in General Provisions, Section 9, Rights in Data, Documents and 
Computer Software or Other Intellectual Property, or Section 23.i, General Provisions, Media or Public 
Announcements, the State of Colorado, specifically the Department of Public Health and Environment, 
shall be the owner of all printed materials, graphic representations, educational materials, audio-visual 
products, or any other media, in whatever form, created under this Contract. This requirement applies, but 
is not limited to, any brochure, flyer, presentation, billboard, radio spot, website, banner advertisement.  
The State reserves the right to require logos, or other wording on any material, representation, product or 
other media form created under this Contract. 


 
 Any material, representation, product or other media form that will use the State’s or logo or information 


must be approved by the State prior to production and distribution. A minimum of ten (10) business days is 
required for the review and approval process. 


 
16.   Contractor agrees to provide services to all Program participants and employees in a smoke-free 


environment in accordance with Public Law 103-227, also known as “the Pro-Children Act of 1994", (Act).  
Public Law 103-227 requires that smoking not be permitted in any portion of any indoor facility owned or 
leased or contracted for by an entity and used routinely or regularly for the provision of health, day care, 
early childhood development services, education or library services to children under the age of 18, if the 
services are funded by Federal programs either directly or through State or local governments, by Federal 
grant, contract, loan, or loan guarantee.  The law also applies to children's services that are provided in 
indoor facilities that are constructed, operated, or maintained with such Federal funds.  The law does not 
apply to children’s services provided in private residences; portions of facilities used for inpatient drug or 
alcohol treatment; service providers whose sole source of applicable Federal funds is Medicare or 
Medicaid; or facilities where Women, Infants and Children (WIC) coupons are redeemed.  Failure to 
comply with the provision of Public Law 103-227 may result in the imposition of a civil monetary penalty 
of up to $1,000 for each violation and/or the imposition of an administrative compliance order on the 
responsible entity.  By signing this Contract, Contractor certifies that Contractor shall comply with the 
requirements of the Act and shall not allow smoking within any portion of any indoor facility used for the 
provision of services for children as defined by the Act.   


 
17. Notwithstanding the terms contained in the General Provisions, Section 10, Confidential or Proprietary 


Information, Contractor shall protect the confidentiality of all applicant or recipient records and other 
materials that are maintained in accordance with this Contract.  Except for purposes directly connected with 
the administration of this Contract, no information about or obtained from any applicant or recipient shall 
be disclosed in a form identifiable with the applicant or recipient without the prior written consent of the 
applicant or recipient, or the parent or legal guardian of a minor applicant or recipient with the exception of 
information protected by Colorado Statute as it applies to confidentiality for adolescent services in which 
case the adolescent minor and not the parent or legal guardian must provide consent or as otherwise 
properly ordered by a court of competent jurisdiction.  Contractor shall have written policies governing 
access, duplication, and dissemination of all such information.  Contractor shall advise its employees, 
agents, servants, and any subcontractors that they are subject to these confidentiality requirements.  


 
18. The State of Colorado, specifically the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment, shall be 


the owner of all equipment as defined by Federal Accounting Standards Advisory Board (FASAB) 
Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) purchased under this Contract.  At the end of the term 
of this Contract, the State shall approve the disposition of all equipment. 


 
19. Contractor shall not use funds provided under this Contract for the purpose of lobbying as defined in 


Colorado Revised Statutes (C.R. S.) 24-6-301(3.5)(a).  
 


20. The State may require continued performance for a period of up to 4 years at the same rates and same terms 
specified in the Contract. If the State exercises the option, it will provide written notice to Contractor at 
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least 30 days prior to the end of the current Contract term in a form substantially equivalent to Exhibit D. If 
exercised, the provisions of the Option Letter shall become part of and be incorporated into the original 
Contract. The total duration of this Contract, including the exercise of any options under this clause, shall 
not exceed 5 years. (Note: 5 years is maximum allowable).  


 
21. The State may increase or decrease the quantity of goods/services described in Exhibit B based upon the 


rates established in the Contract. If the State exercises the option, it will provide written notice to 
Contractor at least 1 day prior to the end of the current Contract term in a form substantially equivalent to 
Exhibit D. Delivery/performance of the goods/service shall continue at the same rates and terms.

PROJECTS THAT DO NOT REQUIRE LAND USE CHANGE 
PERMITS 


The following Administrative Review Projects require a Building Permit, an On-Site Wastewater Treatment 
System Permit, an Access Permit, Reclamation Permit, or other County permit, but shall not require an additional 
Land Use Change Permit; such Projects shall comply with all the other requirements of this Resolution: 


A. EXEMPT PRIMARY RESIDENCE SMALLER THAN 10,000 SQ. FT. A primary residence smaller than 
10,000 sq. ft. that is exempted by Section 1-106: Partially Exempted Land Use Changes. The residence may 
include an attached garage, which shall be calculated in the total square footage allowed for the residence. 


B. SECONDARY STRUCTURES AND USES. The following secondary structures and uses, pursuant to 
Section 9-101: C: Secondary Structures and Uses That Do Not Require a Land Use Change Permit: 


1. BARNS AND OTHER AGRICULTURAL BUILDINGS ON AN AGRICULTURAL OPERATION. A barn 
or other agricultural building used in conjunction with an agricultural operation.  


2. FENCES. Fences, which shall comply with Section 13-113: Fencing.  


3. GARDENS AND GREENHOUSES. Private non-commercial gardens and greenhouses.  


4. ONE 120 200 SQ. FT. STORAGE SHED. One storage shed 120 200 sq. ft. or smaller, is permitted, 
without obtaining a building permit, when a single-family residence has been established legally 
permitted on the property. County setbacks must be met, unless protective covenants allow for a 
less restrictive setback. 


5. BARNS IN APPROVED SUBDIVISIONS. Barns located in approved subdivisions in which there are 
adopted protective covenants that allow barns and that have been approved by Gunnison County.   


6. GARDENS AND GREENHOUSES THAT ARE HOME OCCUPATIONS. Gardens and greenhouses 
that are home occupations created and operated pursuant to Section 9-102: Home Occupations. 


7. POOLS AND RECREATION FACILITIES. Private swimming pools and private recreation facilities 
associated with a primary residence, and not part of a private club or membership group.  


8. INTEGRATED SECONDARY RESIDENCE SMALLER THAN 1,200 SQ. FT. ON ANY LEGAL LOT. 
An integrated secondary residence smaller than 1,200 sq. ft. in a primary residence on any legal lot that 
meets the standards pursuant to Section 9- 101: F: Standards for Integrated Secondary Residence.  


9. ONE HOME OCCUPATION. One home occupation, pursuant to Section 9-102: Home Occupations.  


C. CAMPING. Camping in a recreational vehicle or other camping shelter on an individual parcel pursuant to 
Section 9-509: C: No Land Use Change Permit Required For Camping in a Recreational Vehicle or other 
Camping Shelter on an Individual Parcel.  


D. SPECIAL EVENTS. A special event, pursuant to Section 9-501: Special Events.  
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PROJECTS CLASSIFIED AS ADMINISTRATIVE REVIEW 
PROJECTS THAT DO NOT REQUIRE LAND USE CHANGE 
PERMITS 


The following Administrative Review Projects require a Building Permit, an On-Site Wastewater Treatment 
System Permit, an Access Permit, Reclamation Permit, or other County permit, but shall not require an additional 
Land Use Change Permit; such Projects shall comply with all the other requirements of this Resolution: 


A. EXEMPT PRIMARY RESIDENCE SMALLER THAN 10,000 SQ. FT. A primary residence smaller than 
10,000 sq. ft. that is exempted by Section 1-106: Partially Exempted Land Use Changes.

The following secondary structures and uses, pursuant to 
Section 9-101: C: Secondary Structures and Uses That Do Not Require a Land Use Change Permit: 


1. BARNS AND OTHER AGRICULTURAL BUILDINGS ON AN AGRICULTURAL OPERATION. A barn 
or other agricultural building used in conjunction with an agricultural operation.  


2. FENCES. Fences, which shall comply with Section 13-113: Fencing.  


3. GARDENS AND GREENHOUSES. Private non-commercial gardens and greenhouses.  


4. ONE 120 200 SQ. FT. STORAGE SHED. One storage shed 120 200 sq. ft. or smaller, is permitted, 
without obtaining a building permit, when a single-family residence has been established on the property. 
County setbacks must be met, unless protective covenants allow for a less restrictive setback. 


5. BARNS IN APPROVED SUBDIVISIONS. Barns located in approved subdivisions in which there are 
adopted protective covenants that allow barns and that have been approved by Gunnison County.   


6. GARDENS AND GREENHOUSES THAT ARE HOME OCCUPATIONS. Gardens and greenhouses 
that are home occupations created and operated pursuant to Section 9-102: Home Occupations. 


7. POOLS AND RECREATION FACILITIES. Private swimming pools and private recreation facilities 
associated with a primary residence, and not part of a private club or membership group.  


8. INTEGRATED SECONDARY RESIDENCE SMALLER THAN 1,200 SQ. FT. ON ANY LEGAL LOT. 
An integrated secondary residence smaller than 1,200 sq. ft. in a primary residence on any legal lot that 
meets the standards pursuant to Section 9- 101: F: Standards for Integrated Secondary Residence.  


9. ONE HOME OCCUPATION. One home occupation, pursuant to Section 9-102: Home Occupations.  


C. CAMPING. Camping in a recreational vehicle or other camping shelter on an individual parcel pursuant to 
Section 9-509: C: No Land Use Change Permit Required For Camping in a Recreational Vehicle or other 
Camping Shelter on an Individual Parcel.  


D. SPECIAL EVENTS. A special event, pursuant to Section 9-501: Special Events.  
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SECTION 5-102: PROJECTS CLASSIFIED AS ADMINISTRATIVE REVIEW 
PROJECTS THAT REQUIRE LAND USE CHANGE PERMITS 


The following types of Projects are classified as Administrative Review Projects that require Land Use Change 
Permits: 


A. PRIMARY RESIDENCE 10,000 SQ. FT. OR LESS, IN EXISTING PLATTED SUBDIVISION. A primary 
residence smaller than 10,000 sq. ft., located within an existing platted subdivision. The residence may 
include an attached garage, which shall be calculated in the total square footage allowed for the residence. 


B. AGGREGATE RESIDENTIAL SQUARE FOOTAGE LESS THAN 12,500 SQ. FT. On one parcel, the 
aggregate square footage of structures less than 12,500 sq. ft., (excluding from the calculation horse/hay 
sheds less than 500 sq. ft., one 120 200 sq. ft. storage shed, and a private greenhouse), that may include:  


1. RESIDENTIAL LIVING AREA AND ATTACHED GARAGES 10,000 SQ. FT. OR LESS. 10,000 or less 
sq. ft. of residential living area (one single-family residence, or any combination of a primary single-family 
residence, an integrated secondary residence, and/or a detached secondary residence allowed by 
Section 9-101: Uses Secondary to a Primary Residence) and a garage attached to a residence. 


C. SECONDARY STRUCTURES AND USES. The following secondary structures and uses, pursuant to 
Section 9-101: D: Secondary Structures and Uses That Require a Land Use Change Permit: 


1. SECONDARY STRUCTURE INTENDED ONLY FOR SLEEPING AND HAS NO KITCHEN. A 
secondary structure without a kitchen that is to be used only for sleeping facilities. It shall comply with the 
requirements of the Gunnison County On-Site Wastewater Treatment System Regulations.  


2. MORE THAN ONE HOME OCCUPATION. More than one home occupation, pursuant to Section 9-102: 
Home Occupations. 


D. MOBILE HOME NOT IN A MOBILE HOME COMMUNITY. A mobile home proposed to be located on an 
individual parcel of land not in a mobile home community, but adjacent to a subdivision whose protective 
covenants do not address, or expressly prohibit mobile homes within the subdivision, pursuant to Section 9-
201: Individual Manufactured and Mobile Homes.  


E. BOUNDARY LINE ADJUSTMENT. An application to adjust the lot line between adjacent parcels or lots in 
platted approved subdivisions when the adjustment is in compliance with Section 5-103: Standards for 
Approval of Administrative Review Projects.  


F. LOT CLUSTERS. An application to eliminate the lot lines separating adjacent lots that are commonly owned.  


G.  CORRECTION PLAT. An application to correct a technical error in a subdivision plat that has been 
approved and recorded. 
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SECTION 8-103: APPEALS 
A.  ACTIONS THAT MAY BE APPEALED TO THE BOARD. The following actions may be appealed to the 


Board:  


1. CLASSIFICATION OF IMPACT. Community Development Department classification of impact pursuant 
to Section 3-111: Classification of Impact.  


2. ADMINISTRATIVE REVIEW. Community Development Director actions on an Administrative Review 
application, pursuant to Section 5-102: Administrative Review Projects That Require a Land Use Change 
Permit.  


3. PLANNING COMMISSION DECISION ON MINOR IMPACT PROJECT. Planning Commission actions 
on a Minor Impact application pursuant to Article 6: Minor Impact Projects.  


4. INTERPRETATION. Community Development Director interpretations of this Resolution, pursuant to 
Section 1-114: Interpretations.  


5. TECHNICAL MODIFICATION. Decision-making body’s action on a Technical Modification, pursuant to 
Section 8-101: Technical Modifications.  


B. STANDING TO APPEAL. The following persons shall have standing to submit an appeal:  


1. APPLICANT. The applicant or the owner of the subject property affected by a decision.  


2. MEMBER OF THE PUBLIC. Any member of the public.  


3. PERSON WHO HAS REQUESTED AN INTERPRETATION. A person who has requested an 
interpretation of this Resolution pursuant to Section 1-114 Interpretations.  


4. PERSON WHO HAS APPEALED AN IMPACT CLASSIFICATION. A person who requests 
consideration of an impact classification determined pursuant to Section 3-111: Classification of Impact.  


C. PROCESS. The process for submittal and review of an appeal is as follows:  


1. WRITTEN APPEAL. An appeal may be submitted to the Community Development Director no more 
than 15 days after the date on which the decision-making body issues its final decision on the application, 
not including the day on which the decision was made. The appeal shall be submitted in writing, stating 
the basis of the appeal and the relief that is requested. The appeal shall become part of the record.  


a. FEE FOR APPEAL SUBMITTAL.  In order to compensate the County for the cost of reviewing 
and processing the petition, the appellant(s) shall bear the full cost of preparation of the record 
of the initial decision-making body.  The appellant(s) shall pay a required appeal fee, as shown 
in a schedule of fees that is adopted and amended from time to time by the Board.  The fee 
schedule shall be calculated to make the amount of the fee generally equivalent to the expense 
reasonably to be incurred by the County in reviewing and processing the appeal.  The appeal 
fee shall be adjusted when the record is complete and at a minimum shall include costs of record 
transcription, document reproduction, and provision of notice(s) required for the public meeting and, 
if conducted, the public hearing. 


b. COUNTY SHALL PREPARE RECORD.  Upon receipt of payment of the appeal fee, the County 
shall prepare the record of the initial decision-making body. 


1. THE RECORD.  The record shall consists of all documents provided to or prepared by the County 
as part of its review and decision-making process, including the application and submittals, site 
plans, maps, referral agency comments, written and oral public comments, minutes, the decision 
documents, and audio recordings of the meeting/hearing, except for any documents or 
information protected by privileged communication. 


2. TRANSCRIPT.  If a written transcript of the initial decision-making body audio recordings is 
requested by the Board, the cost of the transcript shall be paid by the Board.  
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SECTION 9-202: MOBILE HOME COMMUNITIES 


Liquid propane tanks shall be stored in accordance with the requirements of the applicable fire protection 
district. When the district’s standards conflict with County standards, the County shall only enforce the 
County standards.  


8. ACCESSORY INDIVIDUAL STORAGE SHEDS. An accessory storage shed may be constructed or 
erected in the rear yard, and may be required as a condition of a Land Use Change Permit for a mobile 
home community. It shall be no larger than 120  200 sq. ft., no closer than five feet from any adjoining 
property line, and are located pursuant to the requirements of the applicable fire protection district. When 
the district’s standards conflict with County standards, the County shall only enforce the County 
standards. Individual storage buildings shall be designed to enhance the appearance of the mobile home 
and shall be constructed from durable materials. 


9. MAINTENANCE OF INDIVIDUAL SPACES. Mobile home community residents shall be responsible for 
keeping their individual spaces free from debris and refuse, and shall keep landscaping trimmed, mowed 
and in a thriving condition.  


10. ALL MOBILE HOMES SHALL BE SKIRTED WITH A RIGID MATERIAL. Such skirting must be in place 
within 60 days after the mobile home is set on the mobile home space. Skirting shall be provided with 
doors to permit convenient access to sewer, water and gas connections. Skirting material shall be 
weatherproof, fire-resistant and durable.  


E. TAXING INFORMATION. The Gunnison County Assessor's Office annually will contact the community 
owner to request the following information; it is the responsibility of the community owner or operator to 
maintain this information and provide it to the Assessor’s Office: 


1. NAME OF HOME OWNER. The name and address of the owner of each mobile home within the mobile 
home community.  


2. DATA ABOUT EACH HOME. The make, model, size and year of each mobile home.

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CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT 
 


THIS CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”) made effective the ___ day of 
February, 2019, by and among the Town of Crested Butte, Colorado whose address is P.O. Box 
39, Crested Butte, Colorado 81224 (herein “Crested Butte”), the Board of County 
Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado whose address is 200 East Virginia 
Avenue, Gunnison, Colorado 81230 (herein “Gunnison County”), and Coal Creek Watershed 
Coalition, a Colorado nonprofit corporation whose address is P.O. Box 39, Crested Butte, 
Colorado 81224 (herein “Contractor”). 
 
 RECITALS 
 


The Contractor desires to provide professional services regarding appropriate site-
specific water quality standards for Coal Creek;  
 


Crested Butte and Gunnison County desire to engage Contractor to provide services as 
identified in the Scope of Work attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as 
Appendix “A” (“Services”); and 
 


The Contractor desires to provide those Services as identified in Appendix “A”. 
 
 AGREEMENT 
 


NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and 
obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows: 
 


1.  SERVICES. 
 


Contractor shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment to 
commence, diligently pursue, and complete the Services as more specifically set forth on 
Appendix “A”. All Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with 
generally accepted standards for Contractor’s profession and all applicable federal, state and 
local laws and regulations affecting the Services or the subject matter thereof. Contractor 
acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and Crested Butte and Gunnison County 
may contract with additional or other providers able to furnish the same or similar services as it 
deems appropriate to do so. 
 


2.  TERM. 
 


The term of this Agreement shall commence on January 1, 2019 and shall terminate on 
December 31, 2019, unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein. 
 
  3.  COMPENSATION AND EXPENSES. 
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In consideration and exchange for Contractor’s performance of the Services, during the 
Term, Crested Butte and Gunnison County shall equally pay Contractor fees at a rate of sixty 
and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($60.00) per hour not to exceed the amount of Eleven Thousand Nine 
Hundred and No/100 U. S. Dollars ($11,900.00) (the “Compensation”).  Crested Butte and 
Gunnison County shall each pay $5,950 to Contractor by April 1, 2019.  If this amount is not 
incurred, the excess paid will be refunded equally to Crested Butte and Gunnison County, or 
applied to a future contract for the same or similar services, as directed by each, Crested Butte 
and Gunnison County. 
 
The Compensation shall also compensate Contractor for all travel, meals and lodging expenses 
reasonably incurred.  


This Agreement is subject to Crested Butte and Gunnison County making an annual 
budget appropriation in an amount sufficient to fund this Agreement.  If Crested Butte or 
Gunnison County fails or refuses to make such an appropriation, the non-appropriating party 
reserves the right to terminate this Agreement without penalty to Contractor pursuant to 
paragraph 12 of this Agreement. 
 


4.  STRATEGIC RESULT. 
 


Contractor will assist Crested Butte and Gunnison County with protection of quantity 
and quality of water resources as expressly directed by the Town Manager and/or Town 
Attorney, and the County Manager and/or County Attorney, and as otherwise contemplated in 
the attached Scope of Work.  Contractor, its subcontractors, independent contractors, agents, 
employees, officers and/or director shall not have any communications, written or oral, with the 
State of Colorado, Mt. Emmons Mining Company and/or Freeport McMoRan, Inc. (collectively 
herein “MEMC”), its and their subcontractors, independent contractors, agents, employees, 
officers, director and/or attorneys in regards to the Services or any issues regarding Mt. 
Emmons regarding the MOU among MEMC, Crested Butte, Gunnison County and the other 
parties referenced in the MOU dated February 12, 2016 without first obtaining express approval 
from the Town Manager and/or the Town Attorney, and the County Manager and/or County 
Attorney.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, Contractor’s environmental consultant, Ashley 
Bembenek with Alpine Environmental Consultants LLC may communicate with such persons 
respecting item No. 6 in the MOU as set forth in Appendix “A” attached hereto. 
 


5.  INSURANCE. 
 


Contractor agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that Contractor 
shall carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and expense, the following 
insurance policies.  Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Agreement, Contractor will 
provide insurance certificates to Crested Butte and Gunnison County, listing Crested Butte and 
Gunnison County as additional insureds, for the coverage’s required herein which shall state 
that such policies shall not be materially changed or cancelled without thirty (30) days prior 
notice to Crested Butte and Gunnison County.  
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Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent for any injury to one 


person in any single occurrence, Three Hundred Fifty Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars 
($350,000.00); and for an injury to two or more persons in any single occurrence, the sum of 
Nine Hundred Ninety Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($990,000.00).  
 


6.  INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR. 
 


In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, Contractor is acting 
as an independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint venture or employee of Crested 
Butte or Gunnison County. Contractor does not have any authority to bind Crested Butte and/or 
Gunnison County in any manner whatsoever. 
 


Contractor acknowledges and agrees that Contractor is not entitled to: (i) unemployment 
insurance benefits; or (ii) Workers Compensation coverage, from Crested Butte or Gunnison 
County.  Further, Contractor is obligated to pay federal and state income tax on any moneys 
paid it related to the services. 
 


7.  DISCRIMINATION.   
 


The Contractor agrees not to discriminate against any person or class of persons by 
reason of age, race, color, sex, creed, religion, disability, national origin, sexual orientation or 
political affiliation in providing any services or in the use of any facilities provided for the 
public in any manner prohibited by Part 21 of the Regulations of the Office of the Secretary of 
Transportation.  Contractor shall further comply with the letter and spirit of the Colorado Anti-
Discrimination Act of 1957, as amended, and any other laws and regulations respecting 
discrimination in unfair employment practices.  Additionally, Contractor shall comply with such 
enforcement procedures as any governmental authority might demand that Crested Butte or 
Gunnison County take for the purpose of complying with any such laws and regulations. 
 


8.  IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION. 
 


Contractor certifies that Contractor does not and will not knowingly contract with or 
employ illegal aliens to work under this Agreement.  Contractor certifies that Contractor has 
required its subcontractors to certify that they do not knowingly contract with or employ illegal 
aliens to work under this Agreement.  Contractor certifies that it has attempted to verify the 
eligibility of its employees and subcontractors to work through the Basic Pilot Employment 
Verification Program administered by the Social Security Administration and Department of 
Homeland Security.  Contractor agrees to comply with all reasonable requests made in the 
course of an investigation under C.R.S. 8-17.5-102 by the Colorado Department of Labor and 
Employment.  Contractor agrees to comply with the provisions of C.R.S. 8-17.5-101 et seq. 
 


9.  ADA COMPLIANCE.  
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The Contractor assures Crested Butte and Gunnison County that at all times during the 


performance of this Agreement no qualified individual with a disability shall, by reason of such 
disability, be exclude from participation in, or denied benefits of the service, programs, or 
activities performed by the Contractor, or be subjected to any discrimination by the Contractor 
upon which assurance Crested Butte and Gunnison County rely.  
 


10.  MISCELLANEOUS. 
 
SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall be held to be invalid in 
whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and provisions, or portions thereof, shall 
nevertheless be and remain in full force and effect. 
 
AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to this Agreement shall 
be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed by the parties to be bound thereby. 
 
NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY.  Nothing in this Agreement is, or shall be 
construed to be, a waiver, in whole or part, by Crested Butte or Gunnison County of 
governmental immunity provided by the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act or otherwise. 
 


11.  DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT. 
 


This is a personal services contract with Contractor and, therefore, Contractor shall not 
delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent of Crested 
Butte and Gunnison County, which consent Crested Butte or Gunnison County may withhold in 
their discretion.  Subject to the foregoing, the terms, covenants and conditions of this Agreement 
shall be binding on the successors and assigns of either party.  
 


12.  TERMINATION. 
 


Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without 
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination, Contractor shall 
be entitled to compensation for Services performed prior to the date of termination. 
 


13.  NOTICES.

Ms. MacDonald and Mr. Baumgarten: 


The Town of Crested Butte and Gunnison County are collaborating with Mt. Emmons Mining Company 


(MEMC), the Coal Creek Watershed Coalition (CCWC), and other stakeholders to address long-term 


management of the Keystone Mine site and develop site-specific standards for Coal Creek Segment 12. 


In the past temporary modifications, which are less stringent than aquatic life standards, were applied 


to the lower portion of Coal Creek due to uncertainty regarding pollutant sources. In 2017 the 


stakeholder group developed an interim set of standards, where the aquatic life standards apply for nine 


months of the year and temporary modifications are only used for three months of the year during 


snowmelt and high flow. 


In the coming years, the stakeholder group will use data collected by CCWC and others to the determine 


the source of pollutants during snowmelt and high flow. This information will be used to develop 


protective site-specific standards for Coal Creek. The standards process will culminate with the 


Regulation 35 hearing in 2022 and includes participation in the temporary modifications hearings in 


2020, and 2021. The stakeholder group will also work collaboratively with MEMC to plan and implement 


clean-up activities at the Keystone Mine property. Local input is vital to assure the project is protective 


of Coal Creek, the Town’s drinking water supply, and the environment. Clean-up activities at the 


Keystone Mine site are planned for the next several years. 


Major Tasks: 


During 2019 we expect to meet with the stakeholder group on a quarterly basis to continue water 


quality data evaluation, discuss management plans for Keystone Mine property, and identify 


appropriate measures for MEMC’s discharge permit compliance schedule. The technical coordinator,

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Introduction 
The National Wild and Scenic Rivers Act of 1968 (PL 90-542:16USC 1271-1287, as amended) is 
designed to preserve certain rivers and streams with outstanding scenic, recreational, geologic, 
fish and wildlife, historic, cultural, or other similar values in a free-flowing condition for the 
enjoyment of present and future generations. To be designated under the National Wild and 
Scenic Rivers Act (the Act), a river segment must meet two fundamental requirements: the river 
segment must be “free-flowing” as defined by Section 16(b) of the Act, and the river segment 
must have one or more outstandingly remarkable values (Section 1(b)).  A wild and scenic river 
study process is composed of three main phases: eligibility, classification, and suitability.  Only 
eligibility and classification are being carried out as part of the current plan revision process. 
The National Wild and Scenic Rivers Act Section 5(d)(1) requires that, “consideration shall be 
given by all Federal agencies involved to potential national wild, scenic and recreational river 
areas” during land management planning. To meet this requirement, Forest Service units conduct 
a systematic evaluation of river segments to determine if they are eligible for designation under 
the National Wild and Scenic Rivers Act. If a river is found eligible, it will be managed under the 
appropriate wild, scenic, or recreational river management area direction to protect those values 
that made it eligible and the characteristics that established its potential classification. 
Prior to being recommended to Congress as potential additions to the National Wild and Scenic 
River System (NWSR), eligible rivers must also be found to be suitable for designation. A 
suitability study is not required as part of the 2012 Planning Rule and would only be undertaken 
in certain circumstances.  The Grand Mesa, Uncompahgre, and Gunnison National Forests 
(GMUG) will initiate a suitability evaluation when: 


• Strong local interest or support is demonstrated for wild and scenic river designation,  
• Congress expresses interest in a specific river for wild and scenic river designation, and/or 
• A proposed project would alter the free-flowing character of a stream, such as by 


impoundment, or would affect the resources that made the stream eligible. 
Any future suitability evaluation will follow procedures outlined in FSH 1909.12 Chapter 80. 
This process will consider possible alternatives to inclusion of the river in the National Wild and 
Scenic River System in terms of social and economic values, effects on other resources, and 
effects on private lands and other uses of the area. If a river segment is found suitable, the agency 
recommends it to the administration, which may recommend suitable rivers to Congress for 
inclusion in the system. If a river is determined to not be suitable, then it is no longer considered 
eligible for inclusion in the National Wild and Scenic River System. 
The Forest Service cannot administratively designate a river via a planning decision or other 
agency decision into the NWSRS, and no segment studied is or will be automatically designated 
as part of the NWSRS. Only Congress can designate a wild and scenic river. 
Both eligible and suitable segments are managed to maintain their free-flowing nature and 
outstanding remarkable values until such time as they are designated under the National Wild 
and Scenic Rivers Act or released from consideration. 
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Past Eligibility Evaluations 
The GMUG conducted eligibility evaluations for several rivers as part of the forest planning 
effort for the 1983 Land and Resource Management Plan (USDA Forest Service 1983). The East 
River was evaluated from its headwaters at Emerald Lake to its confluence with the Taylor River 
in four segments (33.5 miles). Portions of the Taylor River from its headwaters in Eyer Basin to 
its confluence with Illinois Creek were evaluated in three segments (18.3 miles). The upper 
segments of the East River were recognized as being very scenic; however, neither the East 
River nor the Taylor River were evaluated as having outstandingly remarkable values and 
therefore were not considered eligible for inclusion in the National Wild and Scenic River 
System in 1983. 
No additional wild and scenic river evaluations were completed for the 1991 Amended Land and 
Resource Management Plan. 
A comprehensive wild and scenic river eligibility evaluation was conducted as part of the plan 
revision efforts undertaken between 2001 and 2007. This evaluation is documented in the 2006 
Comprehensive Assessments (Chapter 6 of the Human Dimensions volume, USDA Forest 
Service 2006a) and summarized in the 2006 Comprehensive Evaluation Report (USDA Forest 
Service 2006b). Eighteen river segments, 76.6 miles, were identified as eligible for further study 
and were carried forward in the 2007 Proposed Land Management Plan (USDA Forest Service 
2007). Forest planning was suspended in 2007 following a court injunction of the 2005 Planning 
Rule, and no decision was made to revise the 1991 Amended Land and Resource Management 
Plan. 


Current Eligibility Evaluation 
Wild and scenic river eligibility evaluation for the GMUG is again being conducted as part of the 
current forest plan revision efforts, consistent with the final directives of the 2012 Planning Rule 
(FSH 1909.12, Chapter 80). It has been 12 years since the previous eligibility evaluation, and 
some changed circumstances exist that warrant review of all potentially eligible stream 
segments. Changed circumstances include: 


1. Species presence information and classification has changed. Conservation populations of 
green lineage Colorado River cutthroat trout (Oncorhynchus clarkii pleuriticus), a 
threatened species under the Endangered Species Act, are now known to occur on the 
GMUG. (Additional information is available in the Colorado River Cutthroat Trout 
Assessment (Young 2008)). Additional populations of boreal toad (Anaxyrus boreas 
boreas), considered an endangered species by Colorado Parks and Wildlife, have been 
identified on the GMUG. (Additional information is available in the Boreal Toad 
Assessment (Keinath and McGee 2005)). Global and state plant species rankings have 
changed for water-dependent plant species and community types that could potentially be 
considered outstandingly remarkable values. This new species information was 
considered in the current evaluation and is referenced where pertinent in evaluation 
results described later in this document. 


2. Wild and scenic river eligibility and suitability evaluations have been completed for 
federally managed areas adjacent to the GMUG that involve river and stream segments 
contiguous with segments on the GMUG. The Grand Junction Field Office of the Bureau 
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of Land Management (BLM) completed wild and scenic river eligibility (2009) and 
suitability (2015) studies, as part of their 2015 Resource Management Plan. The 
Uncompahgre Field Office completed the wild and scenic river eligibility study (2010), 
and suitability study (2013) as part of the resource management planning process. The 
Dominguez-Escalante National Conservation Area, designated in 2009, includes parts of 
both the Grand Junction Field Office and Uncompahgre Field Office. The Dominguez-
Escalante National Conservation Area completed a suitability study for eligible river 
segments identified by both the Grand Junction Field Office and Uncompahgre Field 
Office in 2017. Eligibility and suitability determinations from these BLM analyses were 
considered when evaluating contiguous river segments on the GMUG. 


3. The Nationwide Rivers Inventory is maintained by the National Park Service as a list of 
potential candidates for the National Wild and Scenic River System (USDI NPS 2017). 
Information contained in the Nationwide Rivers Inventory appears to be outdated or 
incorrect. The East River and Taylor River segments were evaluated for the 1983 GMUG 
Land and Resource Management Plan as not eligible. A short portion of Coal Creek 
located on the GMUG, but also within Curecanti National Recreation Area managed by 
the National Park Service, is listed as potentially eligible in the Nationwide Rivers 
Inventory. Follow-up with Curecanti National Recreation Area personnel determined that 
the section in question is very short (800 feet), above the high-water line of the reservoir 
and therefore still free-flowing, but does not contain outstandingly remarkable values 
(ORV) for aquatic life or riparian vegetation (Personal communication with Michael 
Dale, NPS Hydrologist, 2018). A portion of Lake Fork (of the Gunnison) from Sloan 
Lake to Wager Gulch, southwest of Lake City, is also included in the Nationwide Rivers 
Inventory. This segment is mostly on public land managed by the BLM and private land 
upstream of the GMUG. Numerous ditch diversions to feed fish ponds on the private land 
impact the streamflow below these diversions. Because the Lake Fork is not free-flowing 
from this point, the portion of this segment on the GMUG is not eligible. All the 
segments on the GMUG identified by the Nationwide Rivers Inventory were reevaluated 
in this study and results are documented below. 


4. Improved and new data are now available for use in determining whether stream 
segments meet eligibility criteria. 


The directives (FSH 1909.12, Sec. 82.2) specify that “rivers to be studied for eligibility include 
all rivers named on a standard U.S. Geological Survey (USGS) 7.5-minute quadrangle map.” For 
this evaluation, all named perennial and intermittent river and stream segments and unnamed 
stream segments identified as perennial streams within the USGS National Hydrography Dataset 
have been reviewed. 
The evaluation of potentially eligible river segments was conducted by resource managers from 
each ranger district and a subgroup of individuals participating as member of the forest plan 
revision interdisciplinary team. The process applied to each river segment included: 


1. Determination of the free-flowing condition for each river segment (FSH 1909.12-2015-
1, Section 82.71). 


2. Evaluation of outstandingly remarkable values (FSH 1909.12-2015-1, 82.73). 
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3. Preliminary classification of eligible river segments as wild, scenic, or recreational (FSH 
1909.12-2015-1, Section 82.8). 


Free-Flowing Determination 
The National Wild and Scenic Rivers Act Section 16(b) defines free flowing as: 
“‘Free flowing’ as applied to any river or section of a river means existing or flowing in a natural 
condition without impoundment, diversion, straightening, riprapping, or other modification of 
the waterway. The existence, however, of low dams, diversion works, or other minor structure at 
the time any river is proposed for inclusion in the [National System] shall not automatically bar 
its consideration for such inclusion.” 
To be considered free-flowing for this evaluation, a river needed to maintain its natural stream 
functions, including a natural flood regime, natural sinuosity and channel shifting, natural bank 
erosion, and natural bed load and debris movement. There is no requirement for a minimum flow 
or temporal or spatial continuity of flow. Flow must only be sufficient to sustain or compliment 
the ORVs for which the river would be recommended. 
Data reviewed included Colorado Division of Water Resources information for diversions and 
impoundments; USGS data for ditches and reservoirs, and Forest Service knowledge and data for 
ditches, headgates, diversions, and water developments. 


Outstandingly Remarkable Value Determination 
Outstandingly remarkable values (ORVs) are defined as unique, rare, or exemplary features that 
are significant within the associated regions of comparison. They are conspicuous examples of 
these values and among the best representatives of these features. Only one such value is needed 
for eligibility. 
To be assessed as outstandingly remarkable, a river-related value must be a unique, rare, or 
exemplary feature that is significant within a defined region of comparison. Regions of 
comparison identified in the early 2000s evaluation were used for this eligibility evaluation. The 
ecological section within which any given eligible river segment is located was used. The 
ecological section that applies to different portions of the Forest is listed in Table 1. Where 
different regions of comparison were used, they are described below under the various value 
categories.

All ORVs should be directly river-related and meet at least one of the following (FSH 1909.12-
2015-1, Section 82.73): 


1. Be located in the river or its corridor (generally within 1/4 mile on either side of the 
river); 


2. Contribute substantially to the functioning of the river ecosystem, or 
3. Be river-dependent and owe their location or existence to the presence of the river. 


The determination that a river corridor does or does not contain one or more ORVs is a 
professional judgement on the part of the responsible official, as informed by the 
interdisciplinary team, best available scientific information, and public participation (FSH 
1909.12-2015-1, Section 82.73). 


Categories for Outstandingly Remarkable Values 
Categories for ORVs, the region of comparison they were evaluated within for the GMUG, and 
any other specific criteria used to determine eligibility for inclusion in the National Wild and 
Scenic River System are described below: 


1. Scenery: The landscape elements of landform, vegetation, water, color, and related 
factors result in notable or exemplary visual features and/or attractions as compared 
to similar scenic values within the appropriate ecological section (see Table 1). When 
analyzing scenic values, additional factors—such as seasonal variations in vegetation, 
scale of cultural modifications, and the length of time negative intrusions are 
viewed—may be considered. Scenery and visual attractions may be highly diverse 
over the majority of the river or river segment. 
Additionally, the GMUG considered areas identified as having distinctive scenic 
attractiveness in the scenery management system developed as part of the plan 
revision effort in this category. 


2. Recreation: Recreational opportunities are, or have the potential to be, popular 
enough to attract visitors from throughout or beyond the State of Colorado or are 
unique or rare within the Western Slope region of Colorado. Visitors are willing to 
travel long distances to use the river resources for recreational purposes. 
River-related opportunities could include, but are not limited to, sightseeing, wildlife 
observation, camping, photography, hiking, fishing, hunting, and boating. Interpretive 
opportunities may be exceptional and attract, or have the potential to attract, visitors 
from outside the region of comparison. The river may provide, or have the potential 
to provide, settings for national or regional usage or competitive events. 
The GMUG considered information about permitted recreation activities, recreation 
manager knowledge, and public recreation information received during the plan 
revision process from stakeholders. 
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3. Geology: The river, or the area within the river corridor, contains one or more 
examples of a geologic feature, process, or phenomenon that is unique or rare within 
the appropriate ecological section (see Table 1). The feature(s) may be in an 
unusually active stage of development, represent a “textbook” example, and/or 
represent a unique or rare combination of geologic features (erosional, volcanic, 
glacial, or other geologic structures). 


4.  Fish: Fish values will be evaluated within the appropriate ecological section (see 
Table 1). Fish values may be judged on the relative merits of fish populations, habitat, or 
a combination of these river-related conditions. 


a. Populations: The river is nationally or regionally an important producer of 
resident and/or anadromous fish species. Of particular significance is the presence 
of wild stocks and/or federal or state listed (or candidate) threatened, endangered, 
or species of conservation concern. Consideration should be given to the number 
of listed or sensitive species present (diversity) and/or the uniqueness of the 
populations (e.g., genetic purity, presence of rare life history stages—adfluvial 
forms that migrate from streams to lakes or reservoirs for part of their life cycle, 
etc.) when determining “outstanding remarkable.” The GMUG threshold for this 
ORV was conservation populations of green lineage Colorado River cutthroat 
trout that are brood stock source for the Colorado Parks and Wildlife. 


b. Habitat: The river provides exceptionally high-quality habitat for fish species 
indigenous to the region of comparison. Of particular significance is exemplary 
habitat for wild stocks and/or federal or state listed (or candidate) threatened, 
endangered, or species of conservation concern. Consideration is given to aquatic 
ecosystems that are largely “intact” with minimal anthropogenic influences or 
rare/unique habitats within the region. Diversity of habitats is an important 
consideration and could, in itself, lead to a determination of “outstandingly 
remarkable.” 


5.   Wildlife: Wildlife values will be evaluated within the appropriate ecological section 
(see Table 1). Wildlife values will be judged on the relative merits of either terrestrial or 
aquatic wildlife populations or habitat or a combination of these conditions. 


a. Populations: The river, or area within the river corridor, contains nationally or 
regionally important (economically or rare) populations of indigenous wildlife 
species. Of particular significance are species considered to be unique, and/or 
populations of federal or state listed or proposed threatened and endangered 
species and may include species of conservation concern whose population may 
be essential for the viability of that species (e.g., boreal toad). Diversity of species 
is an important consideration and could, in itself, lead to a determination of 
“outstandingly remarkable.” 


b. Habitat: The river, or area within the river corridor, provides exceptionally high-
quality habitat for wildlife of national or regional significance, and/or may 
provide unique habitat or a critical link in habitat conditions (such as an essential 
migration route) for federal or state listed or proposed threatened and endangered 
species. Consideration should be given to those species whose habitat is essential 
for the eventual recovery of the species. Contiguous habitat conditions are such 
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that the biological needs of the species are met. Diversity of habitats is an 
important consideration and could, in itself, lead to a determination of 
“outstandingly remarkable.” 


6.   Historic and Cultural Values  
a. Prehistory: The river, or area within the river corridor, contains a site(s) where 


there is evidence of occupation or use by Native Americans. Sites must have 
unique or rare characteristics or exceptional human-interest value(s). Sites may 
have importance for interpreting prehistory within the region defined in A 
Context for the Northern Colorado River Basin or A Context for the Southern 
Colorado River Basin; may be rare and represent an area where a culture or 
cultural period was first identified and described; may have been used 
concurrently by two or more cultural groups; and/or may have been used by 
cultural groups for rare sacred purposes. Many such sites are listed on the 
National Register of Historic Places, which is administered by the National Park 
Service. 
Forest archeologists identified river segments with known cultural resources that 
meet these criteria and the criteria for historical values, below; however, for most 
locations there is not enough information on each cultural resource to say they 
are of “outstandingly remarkable value” mainly because the sites have not been 
thoroughly researched or excavated to recover their scientific information. 


b. History: The river or area within the river corridor contains a site(s) or feature(s) 
associated with a significant event, an important person, or a cultural activity of 
the past that was rare or unique within the State of Colorado. Consideration 
should be given to the historic importance to attract visitors and historians from 
throughout or beyond the State of Colorado. Many such sites are listed on the 
National Register of Historic Places. A historic site(s) and/or features(s) is 50 
years old or older in most cases. 


7. Other Values: Vegetation, scientific, and paleontological values have been considered 
as other values for the GMUG evaluation. 
a. Vegetation: The river, or area within the river corridor, provides exceptionally 


unique vegetation of regional significance. For this GMUG eligibility study, 
consideration was given to community types and rare plants identified by the 
Colorado Natural Heritage Program ranked as G1 or S1 (globally or subnationally 
ranged critically imperiled), G2 or S2 (globally or subnationally ranked 
imperiled), Colorado Natural Heritage Program Potential Conservation Areas with 
biodiversity significance rankings of B1: Outstanding Biodiversity Significance 
and B2: Very High Biodiversity Significance, and species of conservation concern 
that are river-dependent. 


b. Scientific: This “other value” is considered by the GMUG where concentrations 
of scientific studies and/or presence of scientific research facilities is located 
within river corridors and studies are river-related.  


c. Paleontology: Large concentrations of fossils can be found in exposed Morrison 
Formation. Personnel from the Uncompahgre Field Office recognized such an 
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area along the San Miguel River Segment 1, which they determined was eligible 
in their 2013 Draft Resource Management Plan Revision and Environmental 
Impact Statement. The GMUG contains a contiguous portion of the San Miguel 
River, which also contains exposed Morrison Formation, and this “other value” 
has been considered as an ORV. 
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Classification of Eligible Rivers 
Under Section 2(b) of the National Wild and Scenic Rivers Act, eligible river segments are 
required to be classified as wild, scenic, or recreational. The preliminary classification is based 
on the existing level of development in the river and surrounding corridor. River segments may 
have differing classifications when levels of human use and activity create different degrees of 
development given that each segment is of sufficient length to warrant unique management. The 
three classification categories for eligible rivers include: 


1. Wild: Those rivers or sections of rivers that are free of impoundments and generally 
inaccessible except by trail, with watersheds or shorelines essentially primitive and 
waters unpolluted. 


2. Scenic: Those rivers or sections of rivers free of impoundments, with shorelines or 
watersheds still largely undeveloped, but accessible in places by roads. 


3. Recreational: Those rivers or sections of rivers readily accessible by road or railroad, 
which may have some development along their shoreline and that may have undergone 
some impoundments or diversion in the past. 


In the case of scenic and recreational river classifications, the National Wild and Scenic Rivers 
Act does not specify water quality standards, however the Federal Water Pollution Control Act 
Amendments of 1972 made it a national goal that all waters of the United States are made 
fishable and swimmable. Therefore, rivers will not be precluded from scenic or recreational 
classification because of poor water quality at the time of their study, provided a water quality 
improvement plan exists, or is being developed in compliance with applicable Federal and State 
laws. (FSH 1909.12-2015-1, Section 82.8 Exhibit 01) 


Eligibility Evaluation Results 
Meetings were held with staff from each ranger district and with members of the plan revision 
interdisciplinary team to solicit local expertise on river segments in question. The purpose of 
these meetings was to review the stream inventory, revisit eligibility evaluations conducted 
during previous forest planning efforts for the GMUG, and to evaluate any stream segments that 
were not previously studied to determine which, if any, segments should be carried forward as 
eligible in the current forest plan revision effort. Discussions were documented in meeting notes 
and summarized in spreadsheets in the project record. Segments brought forward by the districts 
were reviewed by the planning interdisciplinary team. Segments agreed to by all as eligible were 
carried forward to the forest supervisor, the responsible official for the plan revision. The 
responsible official has discretion over whether or not a river segment is eligible for inclusion in 
the National Wild and Scenic River System. The resulting river segments recommended as 
eligible for inclusion in the National Wild and Scenic Rivers System are listed in the following 
tables: Gunnison District, Table 2; Ouray District, Table 3; Norwood District, Table 4; and Grand 
Valley District, Table 5. The location of these river segments on the GMUG is shown in Figure 1. 
The combined length of all eligible river segments is approximately 112 miles, and the total 
number of eligible Forest Service river corridor (1/4 mile each side of the river center) acres is 
approximately 32,700.

The first group of segments, including Oh-be-joyful Creek, 
along with Blue Lake and Dippold Basin tributaries (together 
1A), features hanging gardens as well as outstanding views 
of the Ruby Range from within the river corridor. These 
segments have a number of waterfalls, lakes, and tarns 
associated with the creek, wild high-alpine flower-filled 
basins, and steep canyons, each shaped by the wild nature 
of the roaring creek.

Beginning in West Elk Basin and flowing along the southern 
flank of West Elk Peak, West Elk Creek flows unrestricted 
for 15 miles through National Forest System lands, winding 
in and out of the West Elk Wilderness Area, rushing through 
lands managed by the Bureau of Land Management and 
National Park Service before running into Blue Mesa 
Reservoir.

as distinct scenic attractiveness. Given its almost continual 
use over millennia, Tabeguache Creek (14) harbors a high 
density of cultural resources; both historic, including Robber’s 
Roost, and prehistoric sites have been identified and 
evaluated in this area. FST Indian Trail (5500), follows the 
creek for approximately one mile, otherwise the area is 
remote and challenging to access. The adjacent segment of 
Tabeguache Creek was found by the BLM to be a suitable 
segment for vegetation ORV as flowing within a Colorado 
Natural Heritage Program-designated Potential Conservation 
Area for several riparian community types.

The first project: West Maroon Trailhead improvement

The West Maroon Pass trailhead received a major upgrade last week with a new restroom installed as the


kick-off project for the newly launched Gunnison County Stewardship Fund. The National Forest


Foundation (NFF), a national organization that covers 14.5 million acres in Colorado, is managing the


stewardship fund in partnership with the Gunnison Ranger District of the U.S. Forest Service and other


contributors.


The new organization began to take shape over the past year as a way to benefit public land projects, and


collected a pilot fund to finance the initial trailhead project.


The West Maroon Pass trailhead was chosen as its first beneficiary due to the growing popularity of the


East Fork/West Maroon Pass Trail, and because “trash, human waste, and other impacts reached a critical


level in the past year,” according to the NFF press release.


“The trailhead offers spectacular opportunities to day hike to West Maroon Pass or hike between Crested


Butte and Aspen, and managers expect pressure from users to continue to increase,” writes Emily Olsen,


the foundation’s Colorado program manager.


The new restroom facility is a pit toilet and will be open year-round. ”We couldn’t do anything too fancy


because of the high elevation,” said Olsen. The facility was built and delivered by a company called Boom


Concrete, of South Dakota.


The pilot fund came from Gunnison County, the Gunnison County Metropolitan Recreation Board, and the


town of Crested Butte in addition to the NFF. Both the Met Rec and the county commented on their


participation and long-term potential for the fund.


“We are very excited that the Gunnison Metropolitan Recreation District could play a pivotal role in a


project that will serve so many people using our backcountry while reducing their impacts,” said Ian


Billick, Gunnison County Metropolitan Recreation Board member.


“This project is a great example of what can be accomplished when a broad base of different public land


users come together for a common cause for the benefit of all who recreate in Gunnison County,” said


Gunnison County commissioner Phil Chamberland. 
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The Gunnison District of the U.S. Forest Service planned the project and managed the delivery and


installation of the toilet. The total project budget was $67,500 and includes the toilet, a new kiosk,


educational signs and other improvements to the parking area still in the works.


The local Forest Service staff helped with the installation during an intense bout of inclement weather with


snow, wind, and icy roads, and “went above and beyond to get the toilet installed before winter,” said


Olsen.


The next steps for the stewardship fund include recruiting long-term partners. Ideally, the partners will


contribute on an annual basis, and the organization’s scope can expand in the years to come, said Olsen.


“The idea is that the fund will be a sustainable source of funding for these types of projects,” Olsen said.


Another step ahead is to work with the Gunnison County Sustainable Tourism and Outdoor Recreation


Committee (STOR), which has just agreed to serve as the project selection committee for the stewardship


fund. The goal is to fund more projects in 2019, as local community priorities come forward.


“The National Forest Foundation is proud to partner with local government leaders, businesses and non-


profit organizations to launch the Gunnison County Stewardship Fund. The West Maroon Pass Trailhead


Project is only the first of many important projects that will improve the recreational experiences on the


lands in this community,” said Mary Mitsos, NFF president and CEO.


“This project affirms once again the remarkable commitment Gunnison Country communities have to


their public lands,” said Matt McCombs, district ranger for the Gunnison Ranger District. ”This effort was


100 percent community-funded and driven. I can’t wait to see what we tackle next.”
