Public Hearing; Leigh Marie, LLC Request for Waiver: 
1. Open Public Hearing: Chairperson Houck opened the Public Hearing at 1:00 pm.  


 
2. Public Notice Confirmation: Marlene Crosby, Deputy County Manager, confirmed that the hearing 


was advertised in the Gunnison Country Times newspaper on three separate occasions. She also 
confirmed that adjacent property owners were also notified.  


 
3. Identify Ex Parte Communications: There were no ex parte communications identified.    


 
4. Applicant Presentation: Attorney Noah Klug from Klug Law Firm LLC presented for the Applicant, 


Leigh Marie, LLC. Attorney Klug explained that Leigh Marie is requesting a waiver of County 
permitting requirements to allow a private access road, without requiring any further work to the 
road. Attorney Klug discussed the Leigh Marie LLC property characteristics and its access points. 
Leigh Marie is requesting waiver of permitting requirements for the eastern access point that begins 
at County Road 887 and runs through a neighboring property, Waunita Hot Springs Ranch, and 
ends on Leigh Marie property. Attorney Klug discussed the history of the properties, including 
former disputes regarding easement rights and lawsuits that resulted in various stipulations. 
Attorney Klug made arguments in favor of the County granting a waiver of permitting requirements 
for Leigh Marie. He indicated that Leigh Marie is unable to use the access road without a permit 
and unable to obtain a permit without remedying previous damage.  
  


5. Waunita Presentation: Attorney Rufus Wilderson from Wilderson Lock & Hill, LLC representative 
for Waunita Hot Springs Ranch, presented on behalf of his client. Attorney Wilderson argued that 
the County does not have the jurisdiction to grant the request made by the applicant.  
  


6. Public Comments: Chairperson Houck opened the Public Hearing to comments at 1:55 pm. Tony 
Smith indicated that eastern access should be granted for safety reasons. Jeremiah Putman 
expressed support for granting access for safety reasons. He also spoke to the dangerous 
condition of the access road prior to Mr. Wagner working on the road. Warren Wilcox commented 
on the poor quality of the soil on the property. He stated he’s drove the access road and 
it inevitably can be slick and dangerous due to the soil content. He is in favor of granting access 
for safety reasons. Levi Kessler made comments about the condition of the road and stated that 
access is imperative for fire concerns. Penni Ashinhurst made comments in favor of granting an 
access permit and discussed safety concerns. Ryan Pringle, owner of Waunita Hot Springs, stated 
that Leigh Marie was allowed emergency access as it was outlined in the stop order. He also 
outlined inconsistencies in the applicant’s presentation. Scot Sengelman made comments in favor 
of granting the access permit. Joseph Scott Wagner, owner of Leigh Marie LLC, made comments 
rebutting Attorney Wilderson.  
 


7. Staff Presentation: County Attorney Baumgarten discussed the legal aspects of the request for 
Waiver. Attorney Baumgarten explained that the Board is being asked to grant a waiver for Leigh 
Marie, but the predicates to granting it have not been established. Attorney Baumgarten stated 
that the courts are the proper entity to establish the parameters and conditions of reclamation. His 
recommendation to the Board is to deny the request.  
 


BREAK: The Board took a break at 2:59 pm. The meeting resumed at 3:02 pm. 
 


8. Applicant Response: Attorney Klug rebutted certain comments made by Attorney Wilderson and 
provided clarification to the Board.  
 


9. Board Questions: Commissioner Messner asked whether the access road is for access to a 
residence. Attorney Klug confirmed that the access road is in fact to access two residential homes 
on the Leigh Marie property. Commissioner Mason asked Attorney Baumgarten if the County has 
jurisdiction over the permitting of the access road. Attorney Baumgarten confirmed that the County 
does. 


 
10. Acknowledge Correspondence Received: Deputy County Manager Crosby submitted 


correspondence from Timothy J. Kelly, Yon & Melissa Iaccio, Vanessa Farrar and Michael Kenna for 
the record.      


 
11. Close Public Hearing. Chairperson Houck closed the Public Hearing at 3:22 pm.  


 
Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to deny the request for the waiver 
for Leigh Marie LLC. Motion carried.

CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT 


 
 
THIS CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) made effective the ___ day of 
_______, 2019, by and between the Board of County  Commissioners of the County of 
Gunnison, Colorado,  whose address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (herein 
“Gunnison County”) and Fossil Ridge Behavioral Health LLC, whose address is 304 West 
Tomichi Ave  Gunnison, CO 81230 (herein “Contractor”). 
 
 RECITALS 
 
The Contractor desires to provide professional services regarding behavioral health 
assessment, evaluation, and treatment to promote health and wellness to individuals and 
families referred from Gunnison County Juvenile Services through the office of Juvenile 
Services (“Services”).  Gunnison County desires to engage Service Provider to provide 
Services according to this Agreement. 
 


 
 AGREEMENT 
 
NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and 
obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows: 
 


1. SERVICES. 
 


Contractor shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment to 
commence, diligently pursue, and complete the Services as more specifically set forth on 
Appendix “A”. All Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with 
generally accepted standards for Contractor’s profession and all applicable federal, state 
and local laws and regulations affecting the Services or the subject matter thereof. 
Contractor acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and Gunnison County 
may contract with additional or other providers able to furnish the same or similar services 
as it deems appropriate to do so. 
 


2. TERM. 
 


The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date first set forth above and shall 
terminate on March 1, 2020, unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein. 
 


3. STRATEGIC RESULT. 
 


Execution of this Agreement will assist the County with its County in strengthening the 
continuum of care while sustaining essential health and human services by reducing out 
of county placements by increasing in-county alternatives such as local foster homes, 
intensive family interventions, parenting classes, etc., as outlined in the Gunnison County 
Strategic Plan.   







 
4. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES. 


 
In consideration and exchange for Contractor’s performance of the Services,  during 


the Term, Gunnison County shall pay Contractor fees as more specifically set forth in 
Exibit B.  Payment shall be made by Gunnison County to Contractor within 45 days of 
receipt of an invoice. 
 


The Compensation shall compensate Contractor for all charges, expenses, overhead, 
payroll costs, employee benefits, insurance subsistence, and profits, except as 
specifically set forth herein.  
 
(IF THE TERM IS FOR MORE THAN 1 YEAR:  This Agreement is subject to Gunnison 
County making an annual budget appropriation in an amount sufficient to fund this 
Agreement.  If Gunnison County fails or refuses to make such an appropriation, 
Gunnison County reserves the right to terminate this Agreement pursuant to paragraph 
14 of this Agreement. )  
 


5. INSURANCE. 
 
Contractor agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that Contractor shall 
carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and expense, the following 
insurance policies.  Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Agreement, Contractor 
will provide insurance certificates to Gunnison County, listing Gunnison County as an 
additional insured, for the coverage’s required herein which shall state that such policies 
shall not be materially changed or cancelled without thirty (30) days prior notice to 
Gunnison County.   
 


a. Worker’s Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and Federal 
law which adequately protects all labor employed by Contractor  during the 
term of this Agreement. 
 


b. Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent for any injury to 
one person in any single occurrence, Three Hundred Eighty-Seven Thousand 
and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($387,000.00); and for an injury to two or more 
persons in any single occurrence, the sum of One Million Ninety-Three 
Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($1,093,000.00).   


c. Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in the 
Services, in an amount no less than Three Hundred Eighty-Seven Thousand 
and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($387,000.00) for any injury to one person in any 
single occurrence and in an amount no less than One Million Ninety-Three 
Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($1,093,000.00) for any injury to two or 
more persons in any single occurrence. 


 
 
 







6. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR. 
 


In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, Contractor is acting 
as an independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint venture or employee of 
Gunnison County. Contractor does not have any authority to bind Gunnison County in 
any manner whatsoever. 
 


Contractor acknowledges and agrees that Contractor is not entitled to: (i) 
unemployment insurance benefits; or (ii) Workers Compensation coverage, from 
Gunnison County.  Further, Contractor is obligated to pay federal and state income tax 
on any moneys paid it related to the services. 
 


7. INDEMNIFICATION. 
 


Contractor agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison County, its 
Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all liability, claims, liens, 
demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable attorney’s and 
expert’s fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost, damage or injury, 
including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind caused by the 
misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of Contractor or its employees,   
subcontractors or agents in connection with this Agreement. 
 


This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement with 
respect to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination. 
 


8. SOLE SOURCE CONTRACTS.  (ONLY USE ON CONTRACTS $100,000 or 
more.) 


 
If the Contractor has entered into a sole source contract or contracts with the State 


of Colorado or any of its political subdivisions as defined in Article XXVIII of the 
Colorado Constitution which including this contract in the aggregate on an annual basis 
are equal to or exceed the amount of $100,000, then the following provisions apply: 
 


a. Because of a presumption of impropriety between contributions to any campaign 
and sole source government contracts, Contractor, on behalf of itself , any 
person who controls ten percent or more of the shares of or  interest in the 
Contractor, and the Contractor’s officers, directors and trustees (collectively, the 
“Contract Holder”) shall contractually agree, for the duration of the contract and 
for two years thereafter, to cease making, causing to be made, or inducing by 
any means, a contribution, directly or indirectly, on behalf of the Contractor 
Holder or on behalf of his or her immediate family member and for the benefit of 
any political party or for the benefit of any candidate for any elected office of the 
state or any of its political subdivisions. 
 


b. The parties further agree that if a Contract Holder makes or causes to be made 
any contribution intended to promote or influence the result of an election on a 







ballot issue, the Contract Holder shall not be qualified to enter into a sole source 
government contract relating to that particular ballot issue. 
 


c. The parties agree that if a Contract Holder intentionally violates sections  15 or 
17(2) of Article XXVIII of the Colorado Constitution, as contractual damages that 
Contract Holder shall be ineligible to hold any sole source government contract, 
or public employment with the state or any of its political subdivisions, for three 
years. 
 


d. These provisions shall not apply to the extent they have been enjoined or 
invalidated by a court of competent jurisdiction.        


 
9. DISCRIMINATION.   


 
The Contractor agrees not to discriminate against any person or class of persons by 


reason of age, race, color, sex, creed, religion, disability, national origin, sexual 
orientation or political affiliation in providing any services or in the use of any facilities 
provided for the public in any manner prohibited by Part 21 of the Regulations of the 
Office of the Secretary of Transportation.  Contractor shall further comply with the letter 
and spirit of the Colorado Anti-Discrimination Act of 1957, as amended, and any other 
laws and regulations respecting discrimination in unfair employment practices.  
Additionally, Contractor shall comply with such enforcement procedures as any 
governmental authority might demand that Gunnison County take for the purpose of 
complying with any such laws and regulations. 


 
10. IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION. 


 
a. Contractor certifies that Contractor does not and will not knowingly contract

a. SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall be held to be 
invalid in whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and provisions, or portions 
thereof, shall nevertheless be and remain in full force and effect. 
 


b. AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to this 
Agreement shall be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed by the 
parties to be bound thereby. 
 


c. NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY.  Nothing in this Agreement is, or 
shall be construed to be, a waiver, in whole or part, by Gunnison County of 
governmental immunity provided by the Colorado Governmental Immunity  Act or 
otherwise. 


 
 


13. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT. 
 


This is a personal services contract with Contractor and, therefore, Contractor shall 
not delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent 
of Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its discretion.  
Subject to the foregoing, the terms, covenants and conditions of this Agreement shall be 
binding on the successors and assigns of either party.  
 


14. TERMINATION. 
 


Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without 
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination, Contractor 
shall be entitled to compensation for Services performed prior to the date of termination, 
per the compensation terms outlined in Exhibit A.

Project Description: Gunnison County purchased a 10-acre parcel less than one mile north of the City of 
Gunnison in 2017. The parcel, known as Shady Island, will provide access to and use of the Gunnison 
River for residents and visitors. The parcel was approved in 2006 for a sixteen-lot residential subdivision 
development.  Currently, river users access the Gunnison River via the North Bridge site. The North 
Bridge site is an unpermitted site that is a dirt parking area within the CDOT highway right-of-way. There 
is no infrastructure at the site. There are two porta-potties and limited trash service which do not 
accommodate the existing demand during the busy summer season which can see upwards of 60 
vehicles (including vans, trucks, trailers, boats, etc.) all day, every day parked at the 0.5 acre site. 
Commercial and private boaters utilize this site as access for river trips. The current North Bridge site 
does not have any opportunity for river access for anglers, walkers and riparian and fisheries habitat 
have been heavily impacted by the heavy use of the site.  
 
Our community members value maintaining a high quality experience and maintaining our natural 
resources in a responsible and sustainable manner. The current North Bridge site is not sustainable nor 
is it a good experience for our community. The site is congested, chaotic and does not have the 
necessary infrastructure (bathrooms, trash service, parking areas, unloading and prep zones) to 
accommodate users. The Shady Island River Park would be the only park in the north Gunnison area that 
will encourage new users and will also accommodate users of the existing North Bridge site.  
 
Shady Island includes 730 linear feet of river front access along the Gunnison River, a 980 linear feet side 
channel within the property and abundant mature trees including spruce, cottonwoods and willows. 
Located 1.5 miles from the City of Gunnison and adjacent to Hwy 135, the property provides community 
access to a beautiful site of natural amenities and opportunities to connect with nature while providing 
safe access to the Gunnison River. This site is an opportunity to replace the existing North Bridge site 
while providing additional recreational sites and amenities within close proximity to population areas.  
 
The County will implement watershed management actions, including restoration and protection of 
riparian habitat. The County plans to develop the Shady Island parcel to create riverside boat access, 
recreation amenities, improvements to riparian, wildlife and in-stream fish habitat. The goal of the 
proposed concept is to improve access to the Gunnison River for both boating and angling and restore 
riparian, stream and fisheries habitat. The Park also includes camping, picnic, play areas, and improved 
parking. Pockets of existing vegetation will remain along the shoreline to help buffer different use zones 
(boat ramp vs. fishing area).  Adding undulation to the shoreline will help create more habitat variety. 
The Gunnison River channel through the project area is largely a uniform riffle. The riparian and 
instream restoration and improvements will help to mitigate many of the impacts caused by the heavy 
recreation use in this area.  
 
The project phasing is as follows: 
Phase 1: Site prep; infrastructure for water; sewer, electric; boat ramp; install and pave parking areas, 
staging areas; one pre-fab multi-stall bathroom (second to follow in Phase 2); river, riparian, and habitat 
restoration. Habitat restoration on the south bank includes installation of boulder clusters to create 
more opportunity for in-channel habitat. In addition to these boulder clusters other treatments will be 
considered for near shore habitat such as short ribs/vanes if needed or a softer treatment such as 
cobble toe coyer mats. Planting vegetation along the south bank will also provide overhead shade to 
create cover and holding water for fish while enhancing wade-in angling from the north bank.  
 
To provide slope retention along the north shoreline (the bank most impacted by use) bank stabilization 
will be crucial. This will include adding undulation to the shoreline for habitat variety as well as low 
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profile, in-stream boulder clusters so boaters can stage and maneuver towards exiting the river at the 
boat ramp. Hardened access will be intentionally dispersed through the existing vegetation with clear 
pathways by bouldered in stepping-stones for river and angling access. Pockets of existing vegetation 
will remain along the shoreline to help buffer different use zones (boat ramp vs. fishing area).  It is the 
project intent to keep and maintain as much natural and existing vegetation as possible throughout the 
River Park. 
 
The installation of 36 trailer parking spaces and 43 vehicle spaces is also included in phase 1. The boat 
ramp is for larger craft; small craft (kayaks, SUPs, peds) will utilize small craft access area upstream of 
the boat ramp. Pedestrian access will include trail and walkway improvements and routes to riverbank 
for fishing opportunities. Phase 1 enables development of infrastructure, parking areas, boat ramp, 
supporting a vision that is long term, restores river ecology, and is sustainable. 
  
Phase 2: Second pre-fab multi-stall bathroom, picnic pavilions; campground; picnic tables; remaining 
trails and signage, highway access (pedestrian under or overpass). 
 
The County is working with Dan Brauch, Aquatic Biologist at Colorado parks and Wildlife to develop a 
detailed habitat restoration plan. The County will continue to work with Colorado Parks and Wildlife and 
the Upper Gunnison River Water Conservancy District to monitor the restoration of the riparian and 
stream habitat at Shady Island. The County will contract with outside consultants to develop the final 
implementation plan and ensure that it achieves habitat restoration objectives. Restoration success will 
be measured by completion of the project, conservation and restoration of riparian habitat and, 
floodplain connectivity that may otherwise have been lost due to residential development.  A large 
canopy of riparian trees (cottonwoods, willows) preserved will also be measured, along with the 
distance of streambank restored and protected.  
 
The County will develop a new water supply source and improve the existing water supply.  The 
proposed improvements include new water supply, and sewer services.  The new public water supply 
system will consist of a new well and some type of water treatment plant.  Water monitoring and final 
analysis with Groundwater under Direct Influence (GWUDI) will determine the type of water treatment 
required.  If a water plant is required, it will include disinfection and possibly higher level treatment for 
ground water under the direct influence of surface water (GWUDI), in accordance with Colorado 
Department of Public Health and Environment standards. Additionally, distribution piping and 
appurtenances to serve the proposed restroom buildings and central campground spigots will also be 
installed. Final system design consideration will include environmental constraints (e.g., floodplain, 
wetlands, ground water) and permitting, load projections and seasons of use.  The water infrastructure 
will require engineering, materials, and installation.  
 
The County will improve instream water quality by installing two restroom buildings which will be served 
by a gravity sewer connection to the existing North Gunnison Sewer District main.  Final system design 
consideration will include environmental constraints (e.g., floodplain, wetlands, ground water) and 
permitting, load projections and seasons of use.  The restrooms connection to the North Gunnison 
Sewer District main will require engineering, materials, and installation.  At the current North Bridge site 
there are limited porta-potties for use by the public and it is likely that many users are not using those 
services.  Modern restrooms near the river access site and the parking area will encourage users to 
utilize those amenities. Human waste and the lack of adequate sanitation have become increasingly 
critical in the Gunnison Valley as recreation users increase and those sites become overwhelmed. The 
Shady Island River Park project will improve water quality through adequate sanitation measures.  
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Partners in the project to date include Colorado Parks and Wildlife, U.S. Bureau of Reclamation, 
Gunnison County Metropolitan Recreation District, Trout Unlimited, Upper Gunnison River Water 
Conservancy District, City of Gunnison, Western Colorado University, Upper Gunnison River Water 
Conservancy District, and Trout Unlimited.  
 
Evaluation: 
 
Appropriateness:   
This application is consistent with the District’s mission—the aim of the project is to create access to the 
Gunnison River for all users in a location that is sustainable and does not negatively impact natural 
riparian resources. The Shady Island River Park project will greatly improve conditions and reduce 
impacts from the existing North Bridge site.  
 
The Shady Island River Park project will improve instream water quality, protect areas of riparian 
habitat, and provide a water supply for the park.  
 
Staff consulted with Frank Kugel, Executive Director of the UGRWCD on the proposed restoration work.  
The UGRWCD Strategic Management Plan was referenced for restoration work.  The restoration work 
comports with Goal 5: improve instream water supplies for environmental purposes and Goal 6; Protect 
water quality in a manner that is consistent with the District’s other responsivities, including protecting 
and encouraging the beneficial use of water within the District.   
 
The restoration and conservation of Shady Island as a river park will complement other restoration work 
that has occurred on the Gunnison River, particularly at the City’s Van Tuyl ranch. The Shady Island site 
is the connector noted in the “Assessment of Riparian and Aquatic Habitat Associated with the upper 
Gunnison River, Gunnison County, Colorado,” as an area that is non-functioning or at risk. It is critical to 
work cooperatively between agencies and private landowners to address these riparian areas. The 
restoration of the Shady Island site will help Gunnison County begin to address other sites connected via 
trail or river to this parcel of land.  
 
County staff has reviewed “Assessment of Riparian and Aquatic Habitat Associated with the upper 
Gunnison River, Gunnison County, Colorado,” prepared by Bio-Environs, December 2010. The report 
noted, “…a loss of approximately 50% of the riparian forests areas from 1950 to 2005 primarily as a 
result of increased housing and we also documented several segments constituting about 17% of the 
linear streambank riparian zones within this reach that have lost or impaired functions.” Shady Island 
River Park is being converted from an approved subdivision (which has not yet been developed) into a 
river park, which will greatly reduce floodplain connectivity, the numbers of riparian trees, and 
vegetation that is eliminated when residences are built. Undeveloped lands are identified as having the 
highest functioning riparian areas—the park will have limited development and will respect and improve 
the riparian habitat. The report includes the following recommendations:   


 Maintain riparian zones below Almont Canyon, particularly large, intact zones. The upstream 
(from Gunnison) zones function to dissipate flood energy, maintain water quality and provide 
some degree of water storage for areas in the vicinity and downstream.    


 Preservation of urban riparian forests to protect water quality and reduce flood impacts.  


 Design and restore riparian zones in residential areas.  
 
The report notes that the area of stream bank north and south of North Bridge is at risk or non-
functioning:

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“The approximately 8200 linear foot section of river encompasses the establishment of RV resorts, 
private residences, existing and developing subdivision lots along the streambank, and the North Bridge. 
The reach extends approximately 0.75 miles to the north and 0.75 miles south of North Bridge. Many of 
the developed areas are established within the active floodplain of the river in this reach of the river 
channel. The segment includes one irrigation diversion structure on the east bank and one irrigation 
return feature where the Clark Stream enters the river along the west bank to the south of the North 
Bridge. This segment is situated at a point in the upper Gunnison River valley where the alluvial plain of 
the upper Gunnison River joins that of the Ohio Creek valley which extends from the north causing a 
large increase and a broadening the alluvial plain that comprises the valley floor.” 
 
Creating a well-designed river access site will mitigate many of the existing impacts. The restoration of 
the Shady Island riparian area and creation of specific access points will improve the habitat along the 
Gunnison River.  
 
Shady Island River Park is envisioned as one component of a future river corridor system that begins in 
Almont (10 miles north of the City of Gunnison) with a new river access and redesigned campground on 
US Forest Service land, continuing to Shady Island as the next river access point approximately seven 
miles to the south. The river corridor would continue through the City of Gunnison with possible pull out 
points at Tomichi Riverpark or Lazy K Park. The river corridor would then continue to the Gunnison 
Whitewater Park, approximately five miles from Shady Island and continue to McCabe’s take-out 
(administered by the National Park Service). This river park system would be a catalytic amenity for the 
community and demonstrate cross-agency collaboration. There is support for this concept from the 
federal agencies and the Sustainable Tourism and Outdoor Recreation Committee.

Technical Adequacy: 
The County has a track record of achieving results and will work with experienced professionals to 
achieve technical success for this project.  
 
Project Effectiveness: 
The County will install improvements to the water and sewer utility infrastructure; removing old septic 
tanks, etc., drilling new wells or installing a new water plant and tying into the Gunnison Sewer District 
main.  All these updated amenities will result in improved water quality, and development of a new 
water supply.   
 
The cost of the project more than outweighs the improvements to water quality, the improvements to 
the riparian habitat restoration, and the significant increase for community access to open space and 
the river corridor.   
 
Applicant’s Capability:  
The Gunnison River and its tributaries are the lifeblood of Gunnison County. Whether it is domestic, 
agricultural or recreational use, the river is a part of our everyday lives. Preserving and restoring the 
habitat of the Gunnison River is a priority of Gunnison County, along with public access to the river 
corridor. The County has worked on numerous projects over the years with partners throughout the 
county on river and water projects. Projects include:  Working with the City of Gunnison, Western 
Colorado University and the Upper Gunnison River Water Conservancy District on the development of 
an instream whitewater recreational amenity, instream fish habitat improvement, a permanent 
irrigation diversion improvement as well as an instream recreational water right at the Gunnison 
Whitewater Park. 
 
Working in partnership with the Bureau of Reclamation, Colorado Parks and Wildlife and a private 
landowner to develop the Tomichi Creek State Wildlife Area. 
 
Working with the Federal Highway Administration and the U.S. Forest Service to make improvements to 
river access on the Taylor River as part of the Taylor River Road paving project. 
 
Staffing for the design and planning of the Shady Island River Park will primarily be from the Gunnison 
County Community Development, Sustainable Operations, and Public Works departments. Staff will 
serve as project management, primarily lead by the Director of Sustainable Operations who has a depth 
of experience in project management and implementation. Staff time for project implementation and 
management is expected to be 200 hours, along with 80 hours of in kind work by Public Works. 
 
Cost Effectiveness: 
The overall proposed improvements for the River Park are an important investment in our community. 
The investment reflects several community goals: access to recreation and open space, economic 
prosperity for tourism economy, appropriate infrastructure to mitigate water quality impacts from 
recreation (i.e. bathrooms and adequate parking). Overall, this is an important long term investment in 
our community that will improve recreation access, water quality, and infrastructure.  
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Participation 
The project team developed a diverse array of public outreach opportunities throughout the planning 
process. To reach a broad demographic, special meetings and presentations were organized to host 
specific groups. These groups included government and nonprofit stakeholders (City of Gunnison, Trout 
Unlimited, Upper Gunnison River Water Conservancy District, Colorado Parks and Wildlife), neighboring 
property owners, boating community, river outfitters and guides, general public, youth and the Latino 
community.  
 
The project team met with government and nonprofit stakeholders to seek advice on water, riparian, 
fisheries and wildlife habitat. Seven stakeholders attended including the Upper Gunnison River Water 
Conservancy District; CPW staff aquatic biologist and district wildlife manager, representatives from 
Trout Unlimited’s local and regional offices, City of Gunnison manager, and Gunnison County staff. The 
stakeholders discussed: 
 
The project team conducted three different outreach phases to allow the public to provide comment 
and feedback on updated designs for the park. Outreach included site visits, email, written notices and 
presentations with conceptual alternatives supported by image boards. Participants voted on program 
elements and provided comments on cards and through one on one conversations. The process focused 
on inclusivity and resulted in obtaining great ideas, comments, concerns and broad support from the 
public.  
 
Four staff and stakeholder meetings were held throughout the master plan process and included 
Gunnison County staff, City of Gunnison staff, Colorado Parks and Wildlife representatives, Trout 
Unlimited representatives and Upper Gunnison River Water Conservation District representatives. 
Guides and owners from local river outfitters (rafting and fishing) were included in some of the 
stakeholder review sessions as well.  
 
Colorado Parks and Wildlife, Trout Unlimited and Upper Gunnison River Water Conservancy District will 
provide consulting on wildlife and instream habitat improvement. Outside professionals will be retained 
for final engineering and implementation of the project. These professionals include expertise in 
landscape and recreation riverside amenity design, fluvial geomorphology and infrastructure 
engineering.

Gunnison County purchased a 10-acre parcel less than one mile north of the City of Gunnison in 
2017. The Shady Island parcel is across Highway 135 from the Gunnison recreation path. There is a 
high demand for river access in this area. Currently, river users access the Gunnison River via the 
North Bridge site. The North Bridge site is an unpermitted site that is a dirt parking area within the 
CDOT highway right-of-way (see pdf file Shady Island Maps and Photos). There is no infrastructure 
at the site. There are two porta-potties and limited trash service which do not accommodate the 
existing demand during the busy summer season which can see upwards of 60 vehicles (including 
vans, trucks, trailers, boats, etc.) all day, every day parked at the 0.5 acre site. Commercial and 
private boaters utilize this site as access for river trips. The current North Bridge site does not have 
any opportunity for river access for anglers, walkers, or others that may be interested in interacting 
with the river.  
 
The new River Park will provide safe public access for community members, visitors, anglers and 
boaters with the construction of a formal boat launch area and access to the Gunnison River. Shady 
Island River Park will allow ample parking for bicycles, cars, trucks, and trailers. The site will also 
include twenty camping sites, picnic shelters with restrooms, trail loop system, recreation path 
connection, fishing access, boat staging area, beach area and access for non-boaters, outdoor 
classroom and gathering areas, picnic tables, and boat queue area. This River Park project has 
focused on collaboration between multiple stakeholders to pool resources and engage community 
members.  
 
The Gunnison Valley community places a high value on recreation and access to the outdoors. Our 
community members value maintaining a high quality experience and maintaining our natural 
resources in a responsible and sustainable manner. The current North Bridge site is not sustainable 
nor is it a good experience for our community. The site is congested, chaotic and does not have the 
necessary infrastructure (bathrooms, trash service, parking areas, unloading and prep zones) to 
accommodate users.  
 
Total projected visitors per day during the season (May – October) are 50 - 150. The total number of 
visitors is based on data from the Gunnison Whitewater Park. We expect that visitors to this site will 
be higher than the Gunnison Whitewater Park because there will be more amenities available for a 
variety of users (angling, picnics, pavilions, education facilities, children’s nature play area, camping). 
Approximately 3,600 commercial trips are expected to use the site during the boating season based 
on Colorado River Outfitters Association 2017 stats.  
 
 


Objective(s): The Shady Island River Park project will greatly improve access to the Gunnison River 
for angling, boating and community members, and will restore riparian, stream and fisheries habitat. 
It will provide an expanded, safe river access point for multiple user groups with secondary features 
such as bathrooms, picnic areas and a campground. These objectives align well with Colorado Parks 
and Wildfire Strategic Plan goals including connecting people to Colorado’s outdoors, conserving 
wildlife habitat to ensure healthy sustainable populations and ecosystems and, achieve and maintain 
financial responsibility.  
 
 







 


Approach (Work Plan): 
Gunnison County utilized a GOCO planning grant in summer 2018 to develop conceptual maps and 
a master plan (please see Shady Island Summer 2018 Planning Report and Conceptual map 
attachments). Stakeholders include the Upper Gunnison River Water Conservancy District, Colorado 
Parks and Wildlife staff, Trout Unlimited local and regional representatives, City of Gunnison staff and 
Gunnison County staff. Through a diverse array of public outreach opportunities throughout the 
planning process during the 2018 summer, multiple participants have been involved. To reach a 
broad demographic, special meetings and presentations were organized to host specific groups. 
These groups include government and nonprofit stakeholders (City of Gunnison, Trout Unlimited, 
Upper Gunnison River Water Conservancy District, Colorado Parks and Wildlife), neighboring 
property owners, boating community, river outfitters and guides, general public, youth and the Latino 
community. This collaborative stakeholders effort and extensive outreach for public engagement and 
input has created investment in this project as well as assurance that recreational, environmental and 
educational aspects will be incorporated. 
 
The project phasing is as follows: 
 
Phase 1: Site prep; infrastructure for water; sewer, electric; boat ramp; install and pave parking 
areas, staging areas; one pre-fab multi-stall bathroom (second to follow in Phase 2); river, riparian, 
and habitat restoration. The County is working with Dan Brauch, Aquatic Biologist at Colorado parks 
and Wildlife to develop a habitat restoration plan. Habitat restoration on the south bank includes 
installation of boulder clusters to create more opportunity for in-channel habitat. In addition to these 
boulder clusters other treatments will be considered for near shore habitat such as short ribs/vanes if 
needed or a softer treatment such as cobble toe coyer mats. Planting vegetation along the south 
bank will also provide overhead shade to create cover and holding water for fish while enhancing 
wade-in angling from the north bank.  
 
To provide slope retention along the north shoreline (the bank most impacted by use) bank 
stabilization will be crucial. This will include adding undulation to the shoreline for habitat variety as 
well as low profile, in-stream boulder clusters so boaters can stage and maneuver towards exiting the 
river at the boat ramp. Hardened access will intentionally be dispersed through the existing 
vegetation with clear pathways by bouldered in stepping-stones for river and angling access. Pockets 
of existing vegetation will remain along the shoreline to help buffer different use zones (boat ramp vs. 
fishing area).  It is the project intent to keep and maintain as much natural and existing vegetation as 
possible throughout the River Park. 
 
The installation of 36 trailer parking spaces and 43 vehicle spaces is also included in phase 1. The 
boat ramp is for larger craft; small craft (kayaks, SUPs, peds) will utilize small craft access area 
upstream of the boat ramp. Pedestrian access will include trail and walkway improvements and 
routes to riverbank for fishing opportunities. Phase 1 enables development of infrastructure, parking 
areas, boat ramp, supporting a vision that is long term, restores river ecology, and is sustainable. 
  
Phase 2: Second pre-fab multi-stall bathroom, picnic pavilions; campground; picnic tables; remaining 
trails and signage, highway access (pedestrian under or overpass).

This Professional Services Agreement (“Agreement”) is made effective the ___  day of 
March, 2019, is by and between the Board of County  Commissioners of the County of 
Gunnison, Colorado,  whose address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 
(“Gunnison County”) and Kelly Banas LPC, whose address is PO Box 2647, Crested 
Butte, CO 81224 (“Service Provider”). 
 
 RECITALS 
 
Service Provider desires to provide services to the office of Juvenile Services regarding 
assessment, service planning, case management and clinical services to promote 
health and wellness to individuals and families referred from the office of Juvenile 
Services (“Services”).  Gunnison County desires to engage Service Provider to provide 
Services according to this Agreement. 
 
 AGREEMENT 
 
NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and 
obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows: 
 
1. TERM. 
 
The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date first set forth above and shall 
terminate when the scope of services is complete, but not later than December 31, 2020 
(“Term”), unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein. 
 
2. SCOPE OF SERVICES. 
 
Service Provider shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment 
to commence, diligently pursue, and complete the Services as more specifically set 
forth on Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.  All 
Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with generally 
accepted standards for Service Provider’s profession and all applicable federal, state 
and local laws and regulations affecting the Services or the subject matter thereof.

Execution of this Agreement will assist the County in strengthening the continuum of 
care while sustaining essential health and human services by reducing out of county 
placements by increasing in-county alternatives such as, intensive individual and family 
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interventions, parenting classes, life skills classes, etc. as outlined in the Gunnison 
County Strategic Plan.   
 
4. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES. 
 
 (a)  In exchange for Service Provider’s performance of the Services, during 
 the Term, Gunnison County shall pay Service Provider fees as more specifically 
 set forth in Exhibit B attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.   
 
 (b) The Compensation shall compensate Service Provider for all charges, 
 expenses, overhead, payroll costs, employee benefits, insurance subsistence, 
 and profits, except as specifically set forth herein.  
 
 (c) This Agreement is subject to Gunnison County making an annual budget 
 appropriation in an amount sufficient to fund this Agreement.  If Gunnison County 
 fails or refuses to make such an appropriation, Gunnison County reserves the 
 right to terminate this Agreement without penalty to Service Provider pursuant to 
 paragraph 7 of this Agreement. 
  
5. INDEMNIFICATION. 
 


(a)  Service Provider agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison 
County, its Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all 
liability, claims, liens, demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever 
(including reasonable attorney’s and expert’s fees and costs) arising out of or 
related to any loss, cost, damage or injury, including death, of any person or 
damage to property of any kind caused by the misconduct or negligent acts, 
errors or omissions of Service Provider or its employees,   subcontractors or 
agents in connection with this Agreement. 


 
  (b)  This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement 
 with respect to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination. 
 
6. INSURANCE. 
 
Service Provider agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that Service 
Provider shall carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and 
expense, the following insurance policies.  Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this 
Agreement, Service Provider will provide insurance certificates to Gunnison County, 
listing Gunnison County as an additional insured, for the coverage’s required herein 
which shall state that such policies shall not be materially changed or cancelled without 
thirty (30) days prior notice to Gunnison County.   
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a) Professional Services Liability Insurance or the equivalent for any injury to 
one person in any single occurrence, Three Hundred Eighty Seven 
Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars  ($387,000.00); and For an injury to two 
or more persons in any single occurrence, the sum of One Million Ninety 
Three Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($1,093,000.00). 
 


b) Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in the 
Services, in an amount no less than Three Hundred Eighty Seven 
Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($387,000.00) for any injury to one 
person in any single occurrence and in an amount no less than One Million 
Ninety Three Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($1,093,000.00) for any 
injury to two or more persons in any single occurrence. 


 
7. TERMINATION. 
 
Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without 
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination, Service 
Provider shall be entitled to compensation for Services performed prior to the date of 
termination. 
 
8. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT. 
 
This is a professional services contract with Service Provider and, therefore, Service 
Provider shall not delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior 
written consent of Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its 
sole discretion.  Subject to the foregoing, the terms, covenants and conditions of this 
Agreement shall be binding on the successors and assigns of either party.

1. The Project Director will ensure all requirements of the grant are carried out and be the 
direct contact for all grant communications. The Project Director will oversee all aspects 
of the grant including financial and programmatic reporting and tracking progress 
towards all deliverables. The Project Director will lead the GCSAPP coalition.  


2. The Lead Epidemiologist will perform epidemiology, biostatistics, health planning and 
program evaluation work in order to understand the distribution and determinants of 
disease in populations for the purpose of generating knowledge used to guide decision-







making and prioritization surrounding efforts to improve population health. This 
includes providing current research, data management, and statistical analyses for 
evidence-based decision-making, conducting community health assessments, using data 
for program planning and evaluation, grant applications and policy development. The 
Epidemiologist will sit on the GCSAPP coalition and serve on one subcommittee.   


3. The Program Coordinator will coordinate project services and activities, including 
training, communication and information dissemination.  The program coordinator will 
sit on the GCSAPP coalition and serve on at least one subcommittee. 


4. The WCU Prevention Coordinator will research evidenced based, promising and 
innovated programs in young adult prevention and recovery efforts for substance abuse, 
with emphasis on alcohol use in rural areas; the WCU staff will focus on the University 
specific population.

1. Maintain a valid child care license as required by Colorado Statute and conform to all applicable State and 


Federal Regulations and local law. 
2. Comply with the provisions of the Illegal-Aliens-Public-Contract for Services-Act found at C.R.S Section 8-


17.5-101 et. Seq. By execution of the agreement, provider certifies that it does not knowingly employ or 
contract with an illegal alien who will perform work under the Agreement and that provider will participate in 
either the E-verify program or Department Program in order to confirm eligibility of all employees who are 
newly hired for employment to perform work under the agreement. 


3. Acknowledge that the county will use the State system of record related to provider’s license status being 
revoked, suspended or denied and will take appropriate action to recover any payments made as of the 
effective date of closure. 


4. Sign the child care Fiscal Agreement and all other state required forms. 
5. Allow parents or adult caretakers immediate access to the child(ren) in care. 
6. Accept referrals for child care without discrimination with regard to race, color, national origin, age, sex, 


religion, or physical, intellectual or mental health disability. 
7. Provide children with adequate food, shelter and rest. 
8. Ensure that care is provided only by the authorized person or business listed above.  Provide care for children 


under this agreement only if authorized by the Department.  
9. Collect the full parent fee due within each month from the parent/adult caretaker in accordance with, and not 


to exceed, the amount on the most current Child Care Authorization. Report (via FAX, email or mail) non-
payment of parent fee or failure to make satisfactory arrangements to pay the fee no later than sixty (60) 
calendar days after the end of the month the parent fees are due (unless county policy requires earlier). 
County will not take action on report of unpaid parent fees if it is outside the required reporting time frame. 


10. Offer free age-appropriate alternatives to voluntary activities. Shall not charge parents rates in excess of the 
rates in this agreement (including registration, activity and transportation fees as set by Department policy). 
The rate in the fiscal agreement is the maximum allowable rate of reimbursement for the care provided and 
includes any portion for which the parent or adult caretaker is responsible. Providers may not receive 
payments for days in which they were not open or available for use. 


11. Notify the Department if a child is no longer in your facility (for reasons other than termination by the 
Department) within 1 working day. 


12. Maintain as strictly confidential all information concerning children and their families. Use the CDHS 
Attendance Tracking System as instructed and maintain principles of confidential access. Child care 
providers shall not hold, transfer or use an adult caretaker or teen parent’s individual attendance credentials. 
If intentional misuse is founded by any county or state agency, the child care provider will be subject to fiscal 
agreement termination.  


13. Protect children from abuse/neglect and report any suspected child abuse and neglect to the Department (1-
844-CO-4-KIDS (1-844-264-5437). 


14. Acknowledge that the CDHS Attendance Tracking System (ATS) is the billing mechanism for care provided .  
Maintain internet service or access to internet service/wi-fi to ensure ATS is able to transmit attendance 
information to the Department for payment. Non-use of ATS must be approved.

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15. Bill the department on the State prescribed manual claim form for authorized services provided.  Manual bills 
are only accepted under certain rare circumstances or exceptions for pre-approved providers not reimbursed 
automatically based on approved ATS transactions. County policy may require submission of attendance 
records to support requests for manual payment.

16. Maintain daily attendance records in accordance with the Division of Early Care and Learning licensing rule, 
payment records, and fee-collection records for a minimum of three (3) years plus current and make these 
records available upon request to county, state and federal officials. .Allow county and/or licensing staff the 
authority to inspect the provider’s facility for the presence of CCCAP individual-attendance-credentials or 
other fraudulent or suspicious billing information. Upon discovery of these materials, the provider understands 
either of these entities have the right to seize these materials/evidence of materials. Violations will be 
reported to CDHS licensing staff and county CCCAP and will result in provider being subject to termination of 
this fiscal agreement. 


17. Hold the Colorado Department of Human Services, the State of Colorado and the County Department of 
Social/Human Services harmless for any loss or actions caused by the performance of this Agreement. 


18. Attach a copy of your current charge policies on rates, transportation, activity, registration fees, payment 
policies and all policies distributed to parents or adult caretakers. These rates cannot be more than rates the 
provider charges the public. Allowable rates and other associated charges shall be in accordance with State 
Rules for the Colorado Child Care Assistance Program. The provider acknowledges that rates will be 
paid and amended based on the provider’s Colorado Shines Quality level to pay either the county rate 
limit per tier or the provider’s private pay rate, whichever is less, taking into account the County Policy 
for High Quality Provider reimbursement.

g. Sponsors of commercial service airports will not permit or enter into any 
arrangement that results in permission for the owner or tenant of a property used 
as a residence, or zoned for residential use, to taxi an aircraft between that 
property and any location on airport.  Sponsors of general aviation airports 
entering into any arrangement that results in permission for the owner of 
residential real property adjacent to or near the airport must comply with the 
requirements of Sec. 136 of Public Law 112-95 and the sponsor assurances. 
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 Consistency with Local Plans.  6.
The project is reasonably consistent with plans (existing at the time of submission of 
this application) of public agencies that are authorized by the State in which the 
project is located to plan for the development of the area surrounding the airport. 


 Consideration of Local Interest.  7.
It has given fair consideration to the interest of communities in or near where the 
project may be located. 


 Consultation with Users.  8.
In making a decision to undertake any airport development project under Title 49, 
United States Code, it has undertaken reasonable consultations with affected parties 
using the airport at which project is proposed. 


 Public Hearings.  9.
In projects involving the location of an airport, an airport runway, or a major runway 
extension, it has afforded the opportunity for public hearings for the purpose of 
considering the economic, social, and environmental effects of the airport or runway 
location and its consistency with goals and objectives of such planning as has been 
carried out by the community and it shall, when requested by the Secretary, submit a 
copy of the transcript of such hearings to the Secretary. Further, for such projects, it 
has on its management board either voting representation from the communities 
where the project is located or has advised the communities that they have the right to 
petition the Secretary concerning a proposed project. 


 Metropolitan Planning Organization.   10.
In projects involving the location of an airport, an airport runway, or a major runway 
extension at a medium or large hub airport, the sponsor has made available to and has 
provided upon request to the metropolitan planning organization in the area in which 
the airport is located, if any, a copy of the proposed amendment to the airport layout 
plan to depict the project and a copy of any airport master plan in which the project is 
described or depicted.  


 Pavement Preventive Maintenance.  11.
With respect to a project approved after January 1, 1995, for the replacement or 
reconstruction of pavement at the airport, it assures or certifies that it has 
implemented an effective airport pavement maintenance-management program and it 
assures that it will use such program for the useful life of any pavement constructed, 
reconstructed or repaired with Federal financial assistance at the airport. It will 
provide such reports on pavement condition and pavement management programs as 
the Secretary determines may be useful. 


 Terminal Development Prerequisites.  12.
For projects which include terminal development at a public use airport, as defined in 
Title 49, it has, on the date of submittal of the project grant application, all the safety 
equipment required for certification of such airport under section 44706 of Title 49, 
United States Code, and all the security equipment required by rule or regulation, and 
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has provided for access to the passenger enplaning and deplaning area of such airport 
to passengers enplaning and deplaning from aircraft other than air carrier aircraft. 


 Accounting System, Audit, and Record Keeping Requirements. 13.
a. It shall keep all project accounts and records which fully disclose the amount and 


disposition by the recipient of the proceeds of this grant, the total cost of the 
project in connection with which this grant is given or used, and the amount or 
nature of that portion of the cost of the project supplied by other sources, and such 
other financial records pertinent to the project. The accounts and records shall be 
kept in accordance with an accounting system that will facilitate an effective audit 
in accordance with the Single Audit Act of 1984. 


b. It shall make available to the Secretary and the Comptroller General of the United 
States, or any of their duly authorized representatives, for the purpose of audit and 
examination, any books, documents, papers, and records of the recipient that are 
pertinent to this grant. The Secretary may require that an appropriate audit be 
conducted by a recipient. In any case in which an independent audit is made of the 
accounts of a sponsor relating to the disposition of the proceeds of a grant or 
relating to the project in connection with which this grant was given or used, it 
shall file a certified copy of such audit with the Comptroller General of the United 
States not later than six (6) months following the close of the fiscal year for which 
the audit was made. 


 Minimum Wage Rates.   14.
It shall include, in all contracts in excess of $2,000 for work on any projects funded 
under this grant agreement which involve labor, provisions establishing minimum 
rates of wages, to be predetermined by the Secretary of Labor, in accordance with the 
Davis-Bacon Act, as amended (40 U.S.C. 276a-276a-5), which contractors shall pay 
to skilled and unskilled labor, and such minimum rates shall be stated in the invitation 
for bids and shall be included in proposals or bids for the work. 


 Veteran's Preference.   15.
It shall include in all contracts for work on any project funded under this grant 
agreement which involve labor, such provisions as are necessary to insure that, in the 
employment of labor (except in executive, administrative, and supervisory positions), 
preference shall be given to Vietnam era veterans, Persian Gulf veterans, 
Afghanistan-Iraq war veterans, disabled veterans, and small business concerns owned 
and controlled by disabled veterans as defined in Section 47112 of Title 49, United 
States Code.  However, this preference shall apply only where the individuals are 
available and qualified to perform the work to which the employment relates. 


 Conformity to Plans and Specifications.   16.
It will execute the project subject to plans, specifications, and schedules approved by 
the Secretary. Such plans, specifications, and schedules shall be submitted to the 
Secretary prior to commencement of site preparation, construction, or other 
performance under this grant agreement, and, upon approval of the Secretary, shall be 
incorporated into this grant agreement. Any modification to the approved plans, 
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specifications, and schedules shall also be subject to approval of the Secretary, and 
incorporated into this grant agreement. 


 Construction Inspection and Approval.  17.
It will provide and maintain competent technical supervision at the construction site 
throughout the project to assure that the work conforms to the plans, specifications, 
and schedules approved by the Secretary for the project. It shall subject the 
construction work on any project contained in an approved project application to 
inspection and approval by the Secretary and such work shall be in accordance with 
regulations and procedures prescribed by the Secretary. Such regulations and 
procedures shall require such cost and progress reporting by the sponsor or sponsors 
of such project as the Secretary shall deem necessary. 


 Planning Projects.  18.
In carrying out planning projects: 


a. It will execute the project in accordance with the approved program narrative 
contained in the project application or with the modifications similarly approved. 


b. It will furnish the Secretary with such periodic reports as required pertaining to 
the planning project and planning work activities. 


c. It will include in all published material prepared in connection with the planning 
project a notice that the material was prepared under a grant provided by the 
United States. 


d. It will make such material available for examination by the public, and agrees that 
no material prepared with funds under this project shall be subject to copyright in 
the United States or any other country. 


e. It will give the Secretary unrestricted authority to publish, disclose, distribute, and 
otherwise use any of the material prepared in connection with this grant. 


f. It will grant the Secretary the right to disapprove the sponsor's employment of 
specific consultants and their subcontractors to do all or any part of this project as 
well as the right to disapprove the proposed scope and cost of professional 
services. 


g. It will grant the Secretary the right to disapprove the use of the sponsor's 
employees to do all or any part of the project. 


h. It understands and agrees that the Secretary's approval of this project grant or the 
Secretary's approval of any planning material developed as part of this grant does 
not constitute or imply any assurance or commitment on the part of the Secretary 
to approve any pending or future application for a Federal airport grant. 


 Operation and Maintenance. 19.
a. The airport and all facilities which are necessary to serve the aeronautical users of 


the airport, other than facilities owned or controlled by the United States, shall be 
operated at all times in a safe and serviceable condition and in accordance with 
the minimum standards as may be required or prescribed by applicable Federal, 
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state and local agencies for maintenance and operation. It will not cause or permit 
any activity or action thereon which would interfere with its use for airport 
purposes. It will suitably operate and maintain the airport and all facilities thereon 
or connected therewith, with due regard to climatic and flood conditions. Any 
proposal to temporarily close the airport for non-aeronautical purposes must first 
be approved by the Secretary. In furtherance of this assurance, the sponsor will 
have in effect arrangements for- 


 Operating the airport's aeronautical facilities whenever required; 1)


 Promptly marking and lighting hazards resulting from airport conditions, 2)
including temporary conditions; and 


 Promptly notifying airmen of any condition affecting aeronautical use of the 3)
airport. Nothing contained herein shall be construed to require that the airport 
be operated for aeronautical use during temporary periods when snow, flood 
or other climatic conditions interfere with such operation and maintenance. 
Further, nothing herein shall be construed as requiring the maintenance, 
repair, restoration, or replacement of any structure or facility which is 
substantially damaged or destroyed due to an act of God or other condition or 
circumstance beyond the control of the sponsor. 


b. It will suitably operate and maintain noise compatibility program items that it 
owns or controls upon which Federal funds have been expended. 


 Hazard Removal and Mitigation.  20.
It will take appropriate action to assure that such terminal airspace as is required to 
protect instrument and visual operations to the airport (including established 
minimum flight altitudes) will be adequately cleared and protected by removing, 
lowering, relocating, marking, or lighting or otherwise mitigating existing airport 
hazards and by preventing the establishment or creation of future airport hazards. 


 Compatible Land Use.  21.
It will take appropriate action, to the extent reasonable, including the adoption of 
zoning laws, to restrict the use of land adjacent to or in the immediate vicinity of the 
airport to activities and purposes compatible with normal airport operations, including 
landing and takeoff of aircraft. In addition, if the project is for noise compatibility 
program implementation, it will not cause or permit any change in land use, within its 
jurisdiction, that will reduce its compatibility, with respect to the airport, of the noise 
compatibility program measures upon which Federal funds have been expended. 


 Economic Nondiscrimination. 22.
a. It will make the airport available as an airport for public use on reasonable terms 


and without unjust discrimination to all types, kinds and classes of aeronautical 
activities, including commercial aeronautical activities offering services to the 
public at the airport. 


b. In any agreement, contract, lease, or other arrangement under which a right or 
privilege at the airport is granted to any person, firm, or corporation to conduct or 
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to engage in any aeronautical activity for furnishing services to the public at the 
airport, the sponsor will insert and enforce provisions requiring the contractor to- 


 furnish said services on a reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, basis to 1)
all users thereof, and 


 charge reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, prices for each unit or 2)
service, provided that the contractor may be allowed to make reasonable and 
nondiscriminatory discounts, rebates, or other similar types of price reductions 
to volume purchasers. 


c. Each fixed-based operator at the airport shall be subject to the same rates, fees, 
rentals, and other charges as are uniformly applicable to all other fixed-based 
operators making the same or similar uses of such airport and utilizing the same 
or similar facilities. 


d. Each air carrier using such airport shall have the right to service itself or to use 
any fixed-based operator that is authorized or permitted by the airport to serve any 
air carrier at such airport. 


e. Each air carrier using such airport (whether as a tenant, non-tenant, or subtenant 
of another air carrier tenant) shall be subject to such nondiscriminatory and 
substantially comparable rules, regulations, conditions, rates, fees, rentals, and 
other charges with respect to facilities directly and substantially related to 
providing air transportation as are applicable to all such air carriers which make 
similar use of such airport and utilize similar facilities, subject to reasonable 
classifications such as tenants or non-tenants and signatory carriers and non-
signatory carriers. Classification or status as tenant or signatory shall not be 
unreasonably withheld by any airport provided an air carrier assumes obligations 
substantially similar to those already imposed on air carriers in such classification 
or status. 


f. It will not exercise or grant any right or privilege which operates to prevent any 
person, firm, or corporation operating aircraft on the airport from performing any 
services on its own aircraft with its own employees [including, but not limited to 
maintenance, repair, and fueling] that it may choose to perform. 


g. In the event the sponsor itself exercises any of the rights and privileges referred to 
in this assurance, the services involved will be provided on the same conditions as 
would apply to the furnishing of such services by commercial aeronautical service 
providers authorized by the sponsor under these provisions. 


h. The sponsor may establish such reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, 
conditions to be met by all users of the airport as may be necessary for the safe 
and efficient operation of the airport. 


i. The sponsor may prohibit or limit any given type, kind or class of aeronautical 
use of the airport if such action is necessary for the safe operation of the airport or 
necessary to serve the civil aviation needs of the public. 
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 Exclusive Rights.  23.
It will permit no exclusive right for the use of the airport by any person providing, or 
intending to provide, aeronautical services to the public. For purposes of this 
paragraph, the providing of the services at an airport by a single fixed-based operator 
shall not be construed as an exclusive right if both of the following apply: 


a. It would be unreasonably costly, burdensome, or impractical for more than one 
fixed-based operator to provide such services, and 


b. If allowing more than one fixed-based operator to provide such services would 
require the reduction of space leased pursuant to an existing agreement between 
such single fixed-based operator and such airport. It further agrees that it will not, 
either directly or indirectly, grant or permit any person, firm, or corporation, the 
exclusive right at the airport to conduct any aeronautical activities, including, but 
not limited to charter flights, pilot training, aircraft rental and sightseeing, aerial 
photography, crop dusting, aerial advertising and surveying, air carrier operations, 
aircraft sales and services, sale of aviation petroleum products whether or not 
conducted in conjunction with other aeronautical activity, repair and maintenance 
of aircraft, sale of aircraft parts, and any other activities which because of their 
direct relationship to the operation of aircraft can be regarded as an aeronautical 
activity, and that it will terminate any exclusive right to conduct an aeronautical 
activity now existing at such an airport before the grant of any assistance under 
Title 49, United States Code. 


 Fee and Rental Structure.  24.
It will maintain a fee and rental structure for the facilities and services at the airport 
which will make the airport as self-sustaining as possible under the circumstances 
existing at the particular airport, taking into account such factors as the volume of 
traffic and economy of collection. No part of the Federal share of an airport 
development, airport planning or noise compatibility project for which a grant is 
made under Title 49, United States Code, the Airport and Airway Improvement Act 
of 1982, the Federal Airport Act or the Airport and Airway Development Act of 1970 
shall be included in the rate basis in establishing fees, rates, and charges for users of 
that airport. 


 Airport Revenues. 25.
a. All revenues generated by the airport and any local taxes on aviation fuel 


established after December 30, 1987, will be expended by it for the capital or 
operating costs of the airport; the local airport system; or other local facilities 
which are owned or operated by the owner or operator of the airport and which 
are directly and substantially related to the actual air transportation of passengers 
or property; or for noise mitigation purposes on or off the airport. The following 
exceptions apply to this paragraph: 


 If covenants or assurances in debt obligations issued before September 3, 1)
1982, by the owner or operator of the airport, or provisions enacted before 
September 3, 1982, in governing statutes controlling the owner or operator's 
financing, provide for the use of the revenues from any of the airport owner or 
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operator's facilities, including the airport, to support not only the airport but 
also the airport owner or operator's general debt obligations or other facilities, 
then this limitation on the use of all revenues generated by the airport (and, in 
the case of a public airport, local taxes on aviation fuel) shall not apply. 


 If the Secretary approves the sale of a privately owned airport to a public 2)
sponsor and provides funding for any portion of the public sponsor’s 
acquisition of land, this limitation on the use of all revenues generated by the 
sale shall not apply to certain proceeds from the sale.  This is conditioned on 
repayment to the Secretary by the private owner of an amount equal to the 
remaining unamortized portion (amortized over a 20-year period) of any 
airport improvement grant made to the private owner for any purpose other 
than land acquisition on or after October 1, 1996, plus an amount equal to the 
federal share of the current fair market value of any land acquired with an 
airport improvement grant made to that airport on or after October 1, 1996. 


 Certain revenue derived from or generated by mineral extraction, production, 3)
lease, or other means at a general aviation airport (as defined at Section 47102 
of title 49 United States Code), if the FAA determines the airport sponsor 
meets the requirements set forth in Sec. 813 of Public Law 112-95.  


b. As part of the annual audit required under the Single Audit Act of 1984, the 
sponsor will direct that the audit will review, and the resulting audit report will 
provide an opinion concerning, the use of airport revenue and taxes in paragraph 
(a), and indicating whether funds paid or transferred to the owner or operator are 
paid or transferred in a manner consistent with Title 49, United States Code and 
any other applicable provision of law, including any regulation promulgated by 
the Secretary or Administrator. 


c. Any civil penalties or other sanctions will be imposed for violation of this 
assurance in accordance with the provisions of Section 47107 of Title 49, United 
States Code. 


 Reports and Inspections.  26.
It will: 


a. submit to the Secretary such annual or special financial and operations reports as 
the Secretary may reasonably request and make such reports available to the 
public; make available to the public at reasonable times and places a report of the 
airport budget in a format prescribed by the Secretary; 


b. for airport development projects, make the airport and all airport records and 
documents affecting the airport, including deeds, leases, operation and use 
agreements, regulations and other instruments, available for inspection by any 
duly authorized agent of the Secretary upon reasonable request; 


c. for noise compatibility program projects, make records and documents relating to 
the project and continued compliance with the terms, conditions, and assurances 
of this grant agreement including deeds, leases, agreements, regulations, and other 
instruments, available for inspection by any duly authorized agent of the Secretary 
upon reasonable request; and 
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d. in a format and time prescribed by the Secretary, provide to the Secretary and 
make available to the public following each of its fiscal years, an annual report 
listing in detail: 


 all amounts paid by the airport to any other unit of government and the 1)
purposes for which each such payment was made; and 


 all services and property provided by the airport to other units of government 2)
and the amount of compensation received for provision of each such service 
and property. 


 Use by Government Aircraft.  27.
It will make available all of the facilities of the airport developed with Federal 
financial assistance and all those usable for landing and takeoff of aircraft to the 
United States for use by Government aircraft in common with other aircraft at all 
times without charge, except, if the use by Government aircraft is substantial, charge 
may be made for a reasonable share, proportional to such use, for the cost of 
operating and maintaining the facilities used. Unless otherwise determined by the 
Secretary, or otherwise agreed to by the sponsor and the using agency, substantial use 
of an airport by Government aircraft will be considered to exist when operations of 
such aircraft are in excess of those which, in the opinion of the Secretary, would 
unduly interfere with use of the landing areas by other authorized aircraft, or during 
any calendar month that – 


a. Five (5) or more Government aircraft are regularly based at the airport or on land 
adjacent thereto; or 


b. The total number of movements (counting each landing as a movement) of 
Government aircraft is 300 or more, or the gross accumulative weight of 
Government aircraft using the airport (the total movement of Government aircraft 
multiplied by gross weights of such aircraft) is in excess of five million pounds. 


 Land for Federal Facilities.  28.
It will furnish without cost to the Federal Government for use in connection with any 
air traffic control or air navigation activities, or weather-reporting and communication 
activities related to air traffic control, any areas of land or water, or estate therein, or 
rights in buildings of the sponsor as the Secretary considers necessary or desirable for 
construction, operation, and maintenance at Federal expense of space or facilities for 
such purposes. Such areas or any portion thereof will be made available as provided 
herein within four months after receipt of a written request from the Secretary. 


 Airport Layout Plan. 29.
a. It will keep up to date at all times an airport layout plan of the airport showing  


 boundaries of the airport and all proposed additions thereto, together with the 1)
boundaries of all offsite areas owned or controlled by the sponsor for airport 
purposes and proposed additions thereto;  


 the location and nature of all existing and proposed airport facilities and 2)
structures (such as runways, taxiways, aprons, terminal buildings, hangars and 
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roads), including all proposed extensions and reductions of existing airport 
facilities;  


 the location of all existing and proposed nonaviation areas and of all existing 3)
improvements thereon; and  


 all proposed and existing access points used to taxi aircraft across the airport’s 4)
property boundary.  Such airport layout plans and each amendment, revision, 
or modification thereof, shall be subject to the approval of the Secretary which 
approval shall be evidenced by the signature of a duly authorized 
representative of the Secretary on the face of the airport layout plan. The 
sponsor will not make or permit any changes or alterations in the airport or 
any of its facilities which are not in conformity with the airport layout plan as 
approved by the Secretary and which might, in the opinion of the Secretary, 
adversely affect the safety, utility or efficiency of the airport. 


b. If a change or alteration in the airport or the facilities is made which the Secretary 
determines adversely affects the safety, utility, or efficiency of any federally 
owned, leased, or funded property on or off the airport and which is not in 
conformity with the airport layout plan as approved by the Secretary, the owner or 
operator will, if requested, by the Secretary (1) eliminate such adverse effect in a 
manner approved by the Secretary; or (2) bear all costs of relocating such 
property (or replacement thereof) to a site acceptable to the Secretary and all costs 
of restoring such property (or replacement thereof) to the level of safety, utility, 
efficiency, and cost of operation existing before the unapproved change in the 
airport or its facilities except in the case of a relocation or replacement of an 
existing airport facility due to a change in the Secretary’s design standards beyond 
the control of the airport sponsor. 


 Civil Rights.   30.
It will promptly take any measures necessary to ensure that no person in the United 
States shall, on the grounds of race, creed, color, national origin, sex, age, or 
disability be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise 
subjected to discrimination in any activity conducted with, or benefiting from, funds 
received from this grant. 


a. Using the definitions of activity, facility and program as found and defined in §§ 
21.23 (b) and 21.23 (e) of 49 CFR § 21, the sponsor will facilitate all programs, 
operate all facilities, or conduct  all programs in compliance with all non-
discrimination requirements imposed by, or pursuant to these assurances. 


b. Applicability 


 Programs and Activities.  If the sponsor has received a grant (or other federal 1)
assistance) for any of the sponsor’s program or activities, these requirements 
extend to all of the sponsor’s programs and activities. 


 Facilities. Where it receives a grant or other federal financial assistance to 2)
construct, expand, renovate, remodel, alter or acquire a facility, or part of a 
facility, the assurance extends to the entire facility and facilities operated in 
connection therewith. 
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 Real Property.  Where the sponsor receives a grant or other Federal financial 3)
assistance in the form of, or for the acquisition of real property or an interest 
in real property, the assurance will extend to rights to space on, over, or under 
such property. 


c. Duration.  


The sponsor agrees that it is obligated to this assurance for the period during 
which Federal financial assistance is extended to the program, except where the 
Federal financial assistance is to provide, or is in the form of, personal property, 
or real property, or interest therein, or structures or improvements thereon, in 
which case the assurance obligates the sponsor, or any transferee for the longer of 
the following periods: 


 So long as the airport is used as an airport, or for another purpose involving 1)
the provision of similar services or benefits; or 


 So long as the sponsor retains ownership or possession of the property. 2)


d. Required Solicitation Language. It will include the following notification in all 
solicitations for bids, Requests For Proposals for work, or material under this 
grant agreement and in all proposals for agreements, including airport 
concessions, regardless of funding source: 


“The (Name of Sponsor), in accordance with the provisions of Title VI of the 
Civil Rights Act of 1964 (78 Stat. 252, 42 U.S.C. §§ 2000d to 2000d-4) and the 
Regulations, hereby notifies all bidders that it will affirmatively ensure that any 
contract entered into pursuant to this advertisement, disadvantaged business 
enterprises and airport concession disadvantaged business enterprises will be 
afforded full and fair opportunity to submit bids in response to this invitation and 
will not be discriminated against on the grounds of race, color, or national origin 
in consideration for an award.” 


e. Required Contract Provisions.  


 It will insert the non-discrimination contract clauses requiring compliance 1)
with the acts and regulations relative to non-discrimination in Federally-
assisted programs of the DOT, and incorporating the acts and regulations into 
the contracts by reference in every contract or agreement subject to the non-
discrimination in Federally-assisted programs of the DOT acts and 
regulations. 


 It will include a list of the pertinent non-discrimination authorities in every 2)
contract that is subject to the non-discrimination acts and regulations.   


 It will insert non-discrimination contract clauses as a covenant running with 3)
the land, in any deed from the United States effecting or recording a transfer 
of real property, structures, use, or improvements thereon or interest therein to 
a sponsor. 


 It will insert non-discrimination contract clauses prohibiting discrimination on 4)
the basis of race, color, national origin, creed, sex, age, or handicap as a 
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covenant running with the land, in any future deeds, leases, license, permits, 
or similar instruments entered into by the sponsor with other parties: 


a) For the subsequent transfer of real property acquired or improved under 
the applicable activity, project, or program; and 


b) For the construction or use of, or access to, space on, over, or under real 
property acquired or improved under the applicable activity, project, or 
program. 


f. It will provide for such methods of administration for the program as are found by 
the Secretary to give reasonable guarantee that it, other recipients, sub-recipients, 
sub-grantees, contractors, subcontractors, consultants, transferees, successors in 
interest, and other participants of Federal financial assistance under such program 
will comply with all requirements imposed or pursuant to the acts, the regulations, 
and this assurance. 


g. It agrees that the United States has a right to seek judicial enforcement with 
regard to any matter arising under the acts, the regulations, and this assurance. 


 Disposal of Land. 31.
a. For land purchased under a grant for airport noise compatibility purposes, 


including land serving as a noise buffer, it will dispose of the land, when the land 
is no longer needed for such purposes, at fair market value, at the earliest 
practicable time. That portion of the proceeds of such disposition which is 
proportionate to the United States' share of acquisition of such land will be, at the 
discretion of the Secretary, (1) reinvested in another project at the airport, or (2) 
transferred to another eligible airport as prescribed by the Secretary.  The 
Secretary shall give preference to the following, in descending order, (1) 
reinvestment in an approved noise compatibility project, (2) reinvestment in an 
approved project that is eligible for grant funding under Section 47117(e) of title 
49 United States Code, (3) reinvestment in an approved airport development 
project that is eligible for grant funding under Sections 47114, 47115, or 47117 of 
title 49 United States Code, (4) transferred to an eligible sponsor of another public 
airport to be reinvested in an approved noise compatibility project at that airport, 
and (5) paid to the Secretary for deposit in the Airport and Airway Trust Fund.  If 
land acquired under a grant for noise compatibility purposes is leased at fair 
market value and consistent with noise buffering purposes, the lease will not be 
considered a disposal of the land.  Revenues derived from such a lease may be 
used for an approved airport development project that would otherwise be eligible 
for grant funding or any permitted use of airport revenue. 


b. For land purchased under a grant for airport development purposes (other than 
noise compatibility), it will, when the land is no longer needed for airport 
purposes, dispose of such land at fair market value or make available to the 
Secretary an amount equal to the United States' proportionate share of the fair 
market value of the land.  That portion of the proceeds of such disposition which 
is proportionate to the United States' share of the cost of acquisition of such land 
will, (1) upon application to the Secretary, be reinvested or transferred to another 
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eligible airport as prescribed by the Secretary.  The Secretary shall give 
preference to the following, in descending order: (1) reinvestment in an approved 
noise compatibility project, (2) reinvestment in an approved project that is eligible 
for grant funding under Section 47117(e) of title 49 United States Code, (3) 
reinvestment in an approved airport development project that is eligible for grant 
funding under Sections 47114, 47115, or 47117 of title 49 United States Code, (4) 
transferred to an eligible sponsor of another public airport to be reinvested in an 
approved noise compatibility project at that airport, and (5) paid to the Secretary 
for deposit in the Airport and Airway Trust Fund. 


c. Land shall be considered to be needed for airport purposes under this assurance if 
(1) it may be needed for aeronautical purposes (including runway protection 
zones) or serve as noise buffer land, and (2) the revenue from interim uses of such 
land contributes to the financial self-sufficiency of the airport. Further, land 
purchased with a grant received by an airport operator or owner before December 
31, 1987, will be considered to be needed for airport purposes if the Secretary or 
Federal agency making such grant before December 31, 1987, was notified by the 
operator or owner of the uses of such land, did not object to such use, and the land 
continues to be used for that purpose, such use having commenced no later than 
December 15, 1989. 


d. Disposition of such land under (a) (b) or (c) will be subject to the retention or 
reservation of any interest or right therein necessary to ensure that such land will 
only be used for purposes which are compatible with noise levels associated with 
operation of the airport. 


 Engineering and Design Services.  32.
It will award each contract, or sub-contract for program management, construction 
management, planning studies, feasibility studies, architectural services, preliminary 
engineering, design, engineering, surveying, mapping or related services with respect 
to the project in the same manner as a contract for architectural and engineering 
services is negotiated under Title IX of the Federal Property and Administrative 
Services Act of 1949 or an equivalent qualifications-based requirement prescribed for 
or by the sponsor of the airport. 


 Foreign Market Restrictions.  33.
It will not allow funds provided under this grant to be used to fund any project which 
uses any product or service of a foreign country during the period in which such 
foreign country is listed by the United States Trade Representative as denying fair 
and equitable market opportunities for products and suppliers of the United States in 
procurement and construction. 


 Policies, Standards, and Specifications.  34.
It will carry out the project in accordance with policies, standards, and specifications 
approved by the Secretary including but not limited to the advisory circulars listed in 
the Current FAA Advisory Circulars for AIP projects, dated ___________  (the latest

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BUSINESS ASSOCIATE AGREEMENT 


This Business Associate Agreement (this “Agreement”), dated as of January 1, 2019, is between 
Gunnison County (the “Covered Entity”) and CoreSource, Inc. (the “Business Associate” and, together 
with the Covered Entity, the “Parties”). 


I. RECITALS 


WHEREAS, in accordance with the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996, 
Public Law 104-191 and any amendments thereto (including the Final Rule at 78 Fed. Reg. 5565 (Jan. 
25, 2013) known as the “Mega Rule”) (“HIPAA”), the HIPAA Security Rule at 45 C.F.R. Part 160 and Part 
164 (the “Security Rule”) and the Standards for Privacy of Individually Identifiable Health Information at 45 
C.F.R. Part 160 and Part 164 (the “Privacy Rule” and, together with the Security Rule, the “HIPAA 
Security and Privacy Rules”), the Covered Entity and the Business Associate desire to enter into this 
Agreement in order to address the requirements of the HIPAA Security and Privacy Rules with respect to 
“business associates” (as defined in the HIPAA Security and Privacy Rules); and 


WHEREAS, the Business Associate and its representatives are, or will be, performing certain 
functions, activities and services to or on behalf of the Covered Entity (collectively, the “Services”) 
pursuant to one or more agreements between the Parties under which the Parties are subject to the 
requirements of HIPAA (as the same may be amended from time to time, the “Services Agreement”). 


NOW, THEREFORE, in connection with the Business Associate’s creation, receipt, maintenance, 
transmission, use or disclosure of “Protected Health Information” (as defined in HIPAA and referred to 
herein as “PHI”) as a “business associate” (as defined in the HIPAA Security and Privacy Rules) of the 
Covered Entity, the Parties hereby agree as follows: 


II. GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS 


A. Capitalized terms used in this Agreement shall have the meanings ascribed to such terms in the 
HIPAA Security and Privacy Rules, unless otherwise defined herein. 


B. All existing service agreements and amendments thereto between the Covered Entity, on the one 
hand, and the Business Associate, on the other hand, are subject to this Agreement and are 
hereby amended by this Agreement.  In the event of a conflict between the terms of any service 
agreement and this Agreement, the terms and conditions of this Agreement shall govern. 


C. Where provisions of this Agreement are different from those mandated by the HIPAA Security 
and Privacy Rules but are nonetheless permitted by the HIPAA Security and Privacy Rules, the 
provisions of this Agreement shall control. 


D. Nothing express or implied in this Agreement is intended to confer, nor shall anything herein 
confer, upon any person other than the Business Associate and its successors or assigns any 
rights, remedies, obligations or liabilities whatsoever. 


E. As used in this Agreement, the term “PHI” does not include summary health information or 
information that has been de-identified in accordance with the standards for de-identification 
provided for in the HIPAA Security and Privacy Rules. 


III. OBLIGATIONS OF THE BUSINESS ASSOCIATE 


A. Compliance with Law.  The Business Associate acknowledges that it is required by law to comply 
with all applicable requirements of the HIPAA Security and Privacy Rules, and all additional 
security requirements of the Health Information Technology for Economic and Clinical Health Act 
(the “HITECH Act”), Title XIII of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA), 
that are applicable to “business associates” (as defined in the HIPAA Security and Privacy 
Rules).  The Business Associate further acknowledges that it is required by law to comply with 
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the use and disclosure requirements of Section 164.504(e) of the HIPAA Security and Privacy 
Rules and that all other privacy requirements of Subtitle D of the HITECH Act that are applicable 
to “business associates” (as defined in the HIPAA Security and Privacy Rules). 


B. Permissible Uses and Disclosures. 


1. The Business Associate shall create, receive, maintain, transmit, use or disclose PHI only 
in a manner that is consistent with this Agreement and the HIPAA Security and Privacy 
Rules and only in connection with the provision and delivery of the Services to or on 
behalf of the Covered Entity pursuant to the terms and conditions of the Services 
Agreements.  Accordingly, in providing the Services to or on behalf of the Covered Entity, 
the Business Associate, for example, may use and disclose PHI for Treatment, Payment 
and Healthcare Operations consistent with the HIPAA Security and Privacy Rules, 
without obtaining prior authorization for such use or disclosure. 


2. Except as otherwise limited in this Agreement, the Business Associate may disclose PHI 
to other “business associates” (as defined in the HIPAA Security and Privacy Rules) of 
the Covered Entity to perform duties specifically authorized under the Services 
Agreements. 


3. As permitted by 45 C.F.R. § 164.504(e)(2) and (4), the Business Associate may also use 
or disclose PHI that it receives if: 


a. the use relates to (1) the proper management and administration of the Business 
Associate or the carrying out of the Business Associate’s legal responsibilities or 
(2) de-identification of PHI in performing data aggregation services on behalf of 
the Covered Entity as well as for the improvement of Business Associate’s 
programs and services; or 


b. the disclosure of PHI received in such capacity is made in connection with a 
function, responsibility or service identified in Section III.B.3.a(1) above, and (1) 
such disclosure is required by law or (2) the Business Associate obtains 
reasonable assurances from the person to whom such PHI is disclosed that it will 
be held confidentially and such person agrees to notify the Business Associate of 
any breaches of such confidentiality. 


4. The Business Associate may disclose PHI to report violations of law to appropriate 
Federal or State authorities, consistent with 45 C.F.R. § 164.502. 


5. In performing its obligations under this Agreement and the Services Agreements, the 
Business Associate shall use, disclose or request only the minimum amount of PHI 
necessary to accomplish the intended purpose of the use, disclosure or request. 


C. Recipients of PHI. 


1. The Business Associate shall obtain reasonable written assurances from any person or 
entity to whom it discloses PHI that such PHI will be held confidentially and used or 
further disclosed only as required and permitted under the HIPAA Security and Privacy 
Rules and other applicable laws.  Prior to receiving PHI from the Business Associate, 
each person or entity receiving PHI from the Business Associate must agree to be 
governed by the same restrictions and conditions contained in this Agreement, including 
the Business Associate’s limitations on uses and disclosures of PHI. 


2. The Business Associate shall enter into an agreement with each of its subcontractors 
pursuant to 45 C.F.R. § 164.308(b)(2) and § 13401 of the HITECH Act that is appropriate 
and sufficient to require each such subcontractor to protect PHI to the same extent 
required by the Business Associate hereunder. 
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3. Any person or entity who receives PHI from the Business Associate must notify the 
Business Associate of any potential breaches of confidentiality of such PHI within five (5) 
days of such potential breach. 


4. The Business Associate and its agents and subcontractors shall comply with applicable 
requirements of the Standards for Electronic Transactions (45 C.F.R. §§ 160 and 162). 


D. Safeguards. 


1. The Business Associate shall establish, implement and maintain administrative, physical 
and technical safeguards that (a) reasonably protect the confidentiality, integrity and 
availability of all PHI (whether in electronic or other format) that the Business Associate 
creates, receives, maintains or transmits on behalf of the Covered Entity as required by 
the HIPAA Security and Privacy Rules and (b) ensure that no PHI (whether in electronic 
or other format) created, received, maintained, transmitted, used or disclosed by the 
Business Associate in connection with the performance and delivery of the Services is 
used or disclosed except as permitted by this Agreement, including safeguards that 
satisfy the requirements of the Security Rule with respect to electronic PHI. 


2. The Business Associate shall ensure that each agent, including a subcontractor, to whom 
the Business Associate provides PHI agrees to implement reasonable and appropriate 
safeguards to protect such PHI. 


E. Reporting Requirements. 


1. The Business Associate shall report to the Covered Entity any potential use or disclosure 
of PHI that may be in violation of this Agreement and not permitted under the HIPAA 
Security and Privacy Rules within ten (10) business days of becoming aware of such 
potential use or disclosure. 


2. Pursuant to 45 C.F.R. § 164.410, in the event of a breach or potential breach by the 
Business Associate of unsecured PHI, as the terms “breach” and “unsecured PHI” are 
defined in 45 C.F.R. § 164.402, the Business Associate shall report such breach or 
potential breach to the Covered Entity within ten (10) business days of discovery of such 
breach or potential breach. A breach shall be treated as discovered by the Business 
Associate as of the first day on which such breach is known to the Business Associate or, 
by exercising reasonable diligence, would have been known to the Business Associate. 
The Business Associate’s report shall include all information available to the Business 
Associate and necessary to allow the Covered Entity to provide a notification of the 
breach consistent with 45 C.F.R. § 164.404. 


3. The Business Associate shall report to the Covered Entity each potential “security 
incident,” as defined in 45 C.F.R. § 164.304, within ten (10) business days of discovery of 
such incident.  A security incident shall be treated as discovered by the Business 
Associate as of the first day on which such incident is known to the Business Associate 
or, by exercising reasonable diligence, would have been known to the Business 
Associate. For the avoidance of doubt and notwithstanding the foregoing, the Parties 
acknowledge and agree that information systems are the frequent target of probes, 
scans, pings and other activities that may not indicate threats, whose sources may be 
difficult or impossible to identify and whose motives are unknown and that do not result in 
access or risk to any information system or PHI (each, an “Access Attempt”).  Although 
Access Attempts generally do not result in any unauthorized access to or modification or 
disclosure of PHI, Access Attempts do constitute “security incidents,” as defined in 45 
C.F.R. § 164.304, and, accordingly, the Business Associate is required to report each 
Access Attempt to the Covered Entity.  The Covered Entity agrees to accept this 
Agreement as the notification required under § 164.314 and not require the Business 
Associate to provide any additional notification so long as the Business Associate 
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(a) ensures that all Access Attempts are recorded in the Business Associate’s information 
technology records, (b) regularly reviews its information technology records to determine 
whether any Access Attempt resulted in unauthorized access to or modification or 
disclosure of PHI and (c) in the event that the Business Associate is unable to make the 
determination described in clause (b) following review of its information technology logs, 
takes all steps reasonably designed to determine whether an Access Attempt resulted in 
unauthorized access to or modification or disclosure of PHI. 


4. The Business Associate shall report to the Covered Entity a request for access to PHI 
provided for in 45 C.F.R. § 164.524 within ten (10) business days of receipt of such 
request.  The Business Associate shall not respond to such request without written 
authorization of the Covered Entity. 


5. The Business Associate shall report to the Covered Entity within ten (10) business days 
of receipt of a request to amend PHI.  The Business Associate shall not alter or amend 
PHI that it receives from the Covered Entity without specific written authorization of the 
Covered Entity, as provided for in 45 C.F.R. § 164.526. 


6. If an individual submits to the Business Associate a request for restriction or a request for 
confidential communications as provided for in 45 C.F.R. § 164.522, then the Business 
Associate shall report such request to the Covered Entity within ten (10) business days of 
receipt.  The Business Associate shall not respond to such requests without written 
authorization of the Covered Entity. 


F. Accounting of Disclosures.  The Business Associate shall respond to the Covered Entity within 
ten (10) business days of receipt of a request for information that would be appropriate for an 
accounting of disclosures of PHI as provided for in 45 C.F.R. § 164.528.  The Business Associate 
shall not be required to maintain a record of disclosures of PHI (1) made for the purpose of 
Treatment, Payment or Healthcare Operations, (2) made to an individual who is the subject of the 
PHI or (3) made pursuant to an authorization that is valid under HIPAA. 


G. Other Obligations. 


1. To the extent that the Business Associate performs any obligations of a Covered Entity 
under the Privacy Rule, the Business Associate shall comply with the requirements of the 
Privacy Rule applicable to such Covered Entity in performing such obligations; provided, 
that unless the Covered Entity has notified the Business Associate of obligations 
specifically applicable to such Covered Entity, the Business Associate shall determine the 
extent and scope of such obligations in its reasonable judgment. 


2. The Business Associate shall make available to the, the Secretary of Health and Human 
Services or its agents, the Business Associate’s internal practices, books and records 
relating to the use and disclosure of PHI as required in 45 C.F.R. § 164.504. 


3. The Business Associate acknowledges and agrees that from time to time the Department 
of Health and Human Services may modify the standard transactions now identified in 
45 C.F.R. §§ 162.1101–162.1802.  The Business Associate and its agents and 
subcontractors agree to abide by any changes to such standard transactions that are 
applicable to the Services. 


4. The Business Associate shall cooperate with the Covered Entity to comply with the 
HIPAA Security and Privacy Rules. 


5. If Business Associate conducts all or part of an electronic transaction on behalf of 
Covered Entity, Business Associate will comply, and will require any Subcontractor 
involved with the conduct of such Standard Transactions to comply, with each applicable 
requirement of 45 C.F.R. Parts 160 and 162. 
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6.  Business Associate agrees that it is fully bound by the provisions of 34 U.S.C290dd-2(g) 
and C.F.R. § T. 42, Ch. I, Subch. A, Pt. 2 (Confidentiality of Substance Use Disorder 
Patient Records) upon receipt of patient identifying information as defined in 42 C.F.R. § 
2.11. Business Associate shall implement appropriate safeguards to prevent 
unauthorized uses and disclosure of patient identifying information. Business Associate 
shall report to Covered Entity any unauthorized uses, disclosures, or breaches of patient 
identifying information within ten (10) business days of discovery of such unauthorized 
use, disclosure, or breach. Business Associate may not re-disclose patient identifying 
information to a third party unless that third party is a contract agent of the Business 
Associate, helping the Business Associate provide services under the Agreement, and 
only as long as the contract agent only further discloses the patient identifying information 
back to the Business Associate or Covered Entity.  


IV. OBLIGATIONS OF THE COVERED ENTITY 


A. If the Covered Entity wishes to receive PHI, it shall provide the Business Associate with the name 
or identity/job title of the individual(s) authorized to represent the Covered Entity and who can 
receive and disclose PHI for purposes of treatment, payment and operations.  The Covered Entity 
shall also notify the Business Associate of any changes made with respect to the individuals so 
identified. 


B. The Covered Entity shall provide the Business Associate with the Notice of Privacy Practices 
produced in accordance with 45 C.F.R. § 164.520 and any changes thereto. 


C. The Covered Entity shall provide the Business Associate with the plan amendment produced in 
accordance with 45 C.F.R § 164.504. 


D. The Covered Entity shall obtain all consents or authorizations necessary for the Business 
Associate’s access to or creation, maintenance, use or disclosure of PHI subject to this 
Agreement. 


E. The Covered Entity shall notify the Business Associate of any restrictions applicable to the 
Business Associate’s use or disclosure of PHI that the Covered Entity has accepted and that 
apply to any access to or use or disclosure of PHI subject to this Agreement. 


F. The Covered Entity shall notify the Business Associate of any restriction on the use or disclosure 
of PHI that the Covered Entity has agreed to in accordance with 45 C.F.R. § 164.522. 


G. The Covered Entity shall not request that the Business Associate use or disclose PHI in a manner 
that would not be permissible under Subpart E of 45 C.F.R. Part 1764 if so disclosed by the 
Covered Entity. 


H. The Covered Entity shall notify the Business Associate of any specific obligations of the Covered 
Entity applicable to any obligations of the Covered Entity that the Business Associate performs 
under this Agreement. 


I. The Covered Entity shall be solely responsible for compliance with the Security Rule and the 
implementation of reasonable and appropriate safeguards with respect to PHI that is subject to 
this Agreement and that it provides to or receives from the Business Associate, prior to its receipt 
by the Business Associate, and upon and following its receipt by the Covered Entity from the 
Business Associate. 


J. The Covered Entity shall provide the Business Associate with any changes in, or revocation of, or 
authorization by Individual to use or disclose PHI, if such changes affect the Business Associate’s 
permitted or required uses and disclosures. 
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K.  When making any disclosures subject to 34 U.S.C290dd-2(g) and C.F.R. § T. 42, Ch. I, Subch. A, 
Pt. 2 (Confidentiality of Substance Use Disorder Patient Records), the Covered Entity shall 
furnish the Business Associate with the required notice. The Covered Entity shall only disclose 
patient identifying information to the Business Associate as necessary for the Business Associate 
to perform its duties under the Agreement. 


V. TERM AND TERMINATION 


A. Term.  This Agreement shall be effective as of the date first set forth above and shall terminate 
when all PHI previously provided by the Covered Entity to the Business Associate, or created or 
received by the Business Associate on behalf of the Covered Entity, is destroyed or returned to 
the Covered Entity. 


B. Termination for Cause.  Upon either Party’s knowledge or reasonable belief that the other Party is 
in or has committed a breach or violation of any material obligation set forth in this Agreement 
that is required pursuant to 45 C.F.R. § 314(a)(2)(i) or 45 C.F.R. § 164.504(e)(2), the non-
breaching party may: 


1. if the non-breaching party reasonably believes that such breach is or was due to the 
breaching party’s willful neglect (as defined in the HIPAA Security and Privacy Rules), 
terminate this Agreement with immediate effect by delivering written notice of such 
termination to the breaching party regardless of whether such breach is continuing at the 
time the non-breaching party delivers such notice; 


2. if the non-breaching party reasonably believes that such breach was due to reasonable 
cause (as defined in the HIPAA Security and Privacy Rules) and such breach was not 
continuing at the time the non-breaching party became aware of such breach, require the 
breaching party to demonstrate that it has taken appropriate steps (including an 
independent assessment, at the breaching party’s expense, of the breaching party’s 
compliance with the obligation in question) that are, in the non-breaching party’s sole 
discretion, reasonably designed to prevent a recurrence of such breach; or 


3. if the non-breaching party reasonably believes that such breach is due to reasonable 
cause (as defined in the HIPAA Security and Privacy Rules) and such breach was 
continuing at the time the non-breaching party became aware of such breach, notify the 
breaching party of such breach and grant to the breaching party thirty (30) days following 
the breaching party’s receipt of such notice in which to cure such breach; provided, that 
such thirty (30) day period shall be extended to the extent reasonably necessary to 
permit the breaching party to cure such breach so long as the breaching party takes all 
steps reasonably designed to cure such breach during such initial thirty (30) day period; 
provided, further, that if such thirty (30) day period is extended, the non-breaching party 
may require the breaching party to engage an independent third party to conduct an 
independent assessment, at the breaching party’s expense, of the breaching party’s 
efforts if such breach has not been cured within a reasonable period of time after 
expiration of the initial thirty (30) day period. 


C. Obligations of the Business Associate upon Termination.  Upon termination of this Agreement 
pursuant to Section V.B, the Business Associate shall promptly return to the Covered Entity, or, if 
agreed to by the Covered Entity, destroy, all PHI previously created, maintained or received by 
the Business Associate on behalf of the Covered Entity that the Business Associate maintains in 
any form.  The Business Associate shall retain no copies of such PHI. 


D. Retention of PHI.  The Business Associate may retain PHI to the extent reasonably necessary to 
permit the Business Associate to comply with applicable laws and so long as the Business 
Associate extends the protections of this Agreement to all such PHI and takes all actions 
necessary to limit further uses and disclosures of such PHI for so long as the Business Associate 
retains such PHI.  If the Covered Entity and the Business Associate determine in good faith that 
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termination of this Agreement and the return or destruction of all PHI previously provided by the 
Covered Entity or the Health Plan to the Business Associate would cause irreparable business 
interruption or harm to customers of the Covered Entity, or if termination of this Agreement is 
otherwise not feasible, then (1) the Covered Entity and the Business Associate shall take all 
commercially reasonable actions to mitigate the effects of such situation, (2) the Covered Entity 
or the Business Associate may report such situation to the Secretary of Health and Human 
Services and (3) the Business Associate shall extend the protections of this Agreement to all 
such PHI and limit further uses and disclosures of such PHI to those purposes that make the 
return or destruction infeasible, for so long as the Business Associate maintains such PHI.  Upon 
termination of the condition that makes retention of PHI by the Business Associate necessary for 
the Business Associate’s compliance with law or that makes return or destruction of PHI 
infeasible, the Business Associate shall return or destroy such PHI as instructed by the Covered 
Entity. 


E. Survival.  The obligations of the Business Associate under this Section V shall survive the 
termination of this Agreement. 


VI. LEGAL PROVISIONS 


A. Amendment.  The Covered Entity and the Business Associate may amend this Agreement by 
mutual written consent. 


B. Severability.  If any provision of this Agreement is held invalid or unenforceable, such invalidity or 
unenforceability shall not invalidate or render unenforceable any other portion of this Agreement.  
The entire Agreement will be construed as if it did not contain the particular invalid or 
unenforceable provision(s), and the rights and obligations of the Business Associate and the 
Covered Entity will be construed and enforced accordingly. 


C. Waiver.  The failure by one Party to require performance of any provision of this Agreement shall 
not affect such Party’s right to require performance at any time thereafter, nor shall a waiver of 
any breach or default of this Agreement constitute a waiver of any subsequent breach or default 
or a waiver of the provision itself. 


D. Entire Agreement.  This Agreement supersedes and replaces any and all prior Business 
Associate Agreements between the Parties.  To the extent that the Services Agreements address 
the rights and obligations contained in this Agreement, this Agreement supersedes and replaces 
all provisions in the Services Agreements related to the subject matter of this Agreement.

Re: 2019 REDI Grant  


County staff has worked with John Norton of TAPP and Dan Marshall at the ICELab to draft a proposal for the REDI (Rural 
Economic Development Initiative) grant process for 2019.  


Gunnison County received a $115,200 REDI grant in 2018 and the scope of work for that must be completed by June 30, 
2019. The county has contracted with TAPP to complete that scope of work which is underway.  


Staff at DOLA indicated that it common for communities to apply for REDI grant funds in consecutive years and receive 
funding. We have put together a $60,000 request from REDI to support ICELab programming and specifically support the 
costs associated with consultants (mentors, coaches, etc.) for the accelerator and incubator programs. I have noted a 
$5,000 contribution from the County which is available in the Community Development budget. There is additional cash 
and in-kind match from Western and TAPP.  


The project description included in the application: 


ICELab is located on the Western Colorado University campus and provides program direction, coordination with 
Western’s Outdoor Industry MBA programs and interns, local, state and federal resource navigation, mentor and coaching 
assistance, industry outreach, program curriculum, and co-working space. Due to the remote location of the ICELab, 
attracting and retaining high-level industry leaders to provide mentorship and coaching to participants of ICELab’s 
renowned programming, is a difficult task.  


Programming in the ICELab space includes Catapult Outdoor Accelerator, ICELab Startup Accelerator, the ICELab Startup 
Incubator, and the Storyteller series. The success of these ICELab programs depends heavily on the high level of expertise 
from consultants, mentors and coaches. The program focuses on creating multiple paths of support to ensure success for 
the region’s startup community. All participants complete an assessment prior, during, and post ICELab program that 
provides a better understanding of the type of mentor and coaching support needed. This ongoing process identifies 
different gaps and other problems that arise with businesses that participate in ICELab programming. Once the 
shortcomings and challenges are identified, ICELab staff work with numerous partners to locate and secure industry-
specific leaders to find mentors. These individuals bring a level of engagement that a classroom cannot provide. Each 
business undertakes a unique journey; the identification of a diverse mix of coaches and mentors provides an opportunity 
to learn from those who have traveled down the same path.  


ICELab maintains a list of 40 mentors and coaches that include professors, instructors, professional athletes, business 
owners, founders, entrepreneurs, coaches, and habitual startup founders. These individuals travel and mentor or coach 
virtually. ICELab has been very fortunate to attract these former executives and industry leaders. Due to the high demand 
for these individuals, many require a per day fee that can vary from $200.00 per day to $2,000 per day (not including travel 
expenses). Others provide ongoing services for up to $500.00 per team/per month. This increases the level of financial 
stress on the ICELab as focus shifts to fundraising to support the demand for a more diverse field of mentors and coaches. 
The need to retain high-level mentors and coaches is essential in this highly competitive industry.  


Four main programs exist at the ICELab and would be supported by this funding; Catapult Outdoor Accelerator, ICELab 
StartUp Accelerator, ICELab Incubator, and the Storyteller’s Series. The accelerator programs include a competitive 
process that businesses/entrepreneurs apply for admission. 3-5 businesses are accepted to each accelerator program. 
The Catapult program focuses exclusively on outdoor industry businesses and aims to take their business to the next level

(funding, distribution, capital). The Startup Accelerator accepts businesses of all types from Gunnison County and also 
aims to take these businesses to the next level. The Incubator program accepts businesses to a longer term program 
focusing on developing and enhancing core business principles. The Storyteller series is an opportunity to showcase 
individuals in entrepreneurial roles and learn from their successes and challenges 


To date the ICELab has supported nearly 40 businesses in the incubator and accelerator programs and created 24 full 
time jobs and 10 part time jobs with an approximate wage range of $17-$20 per hour.
