e Hosting Interfaith breakfasts and
weekend events.

* Encouraging the use of Statistics in
Schools classroom resources.

* Incorporating census information in
newsletters, social media posts,
podcasts, mailings, and websites.

* Helping recruit census workers when
jobs become available.
