Colorado.

PARTIES. The Parties to this Agreement are:

Gunnison/Hinsdale Youth Services, Inc., a Colorado non-profit corporation, d/b/a
Gunnison Valley Mentors whose address is 101N. 8™ Street, Gunnison, CO 81230,
hereinafter referred to as “Limited Use Party” or “LUP".

AND

Osborne Rock House Ranch, LLC, a Texas limited liability company, whose address
is P.O. Box 8296, Wichita Falls, TX 76308, hereinafter referred to as “Ranch”.

PROPERTY AND USE

RANCH has made available to the LUP its party barn located on the property at 13931
County Road 730, Gunnison, CO 81230 (the “Property”).

TERM OF AGREEMENT

The term of this Agreement shall be in effect on September 12, 2019 for the GV
MENTORS GALA, hereinafter referred to as “Event”, unless sooner terminated as
provided below.

TERMINATION

Either Party may terminate this Agreement with or without cause by giving written notice
of termination to the other Party not less than ninety (90) days in advance.

Alternatively, this Agreement may sooner be terminated by RANCH if LUP is in material
breach of this Agreement and fails o cure such breach within five (5) days of receiving
written notice. The performance by either party under this Agreement shall not be
affected, impaired or excused because a party is unable to comply with any of its
obligation under this Agreement if the same is prevented or delayed by reason of
weather or other act of god, strike, labor troubles, national emergency, any
governmental law, rule or regulation, reasons of supply and demand which have been
or may be affected by war or cther emergency.

TERMS OF USE OF THE PROPERTY

Methods and Means. LUP shall operate and perform the Event and its use of the
Property in a manner that does not unreasonably interfere with the ongoing work or
other activities of RANCH, its employees, contractors, or agents.






Rules and Regulations. LUP agrees to comply with all posted signs, any rules and
regulations that may be adopted and posted or otherwise provided to LUP by RANCH
from time to time, and the directives of RANCH and its authorized agents pertaining to
the use of or access to the Property. The RANCH may immediately exciude or remove
any guests or person(s) accessing the Property under the LUP who violate any rules,
regulations, or directives of the RANCH and its authorized agents.

Representations and Worker's Compensation insurance. LUP shall not represent to
any of its employees, volunteers, associates, customers, clients, participants, or to any
third party that LUP’s employees or volunteers are employees or volunteers of the
RANCH. LUP acknowledges that a staff, employee, and/or volunteer relationship with
LUP does not constitute employment with RANCH for purposes of the Worker's
Compensation Act of Colorado, and LUP, its employees and volunteers shall not be
entitted to RANCH worker’'s compensation benefits.

LUP Permitted Activities. Provided it is not a material breach of this Agreement, LUP
shall be pemitted to conduct its benefit Event on the Property which include: a dinner,
live music, and silent and live auction (“LUP Activities™ or “Activities”).

| ‘LUP_AGREES TO RELEASE, DEFEND, INDEMNIFY, AND HOLD HARMLESS the
RANCH and its officers, members, shareholders, managers, affiliated companies,
successors, contractors, landlords, assigns, licensees, employees, agents, and
insurance carriers, (“Indemnified Parties”) from any and all claims, liabilities, and litigation
for injury or death to persons or damage to property arising in whole or in part from LUP’s
use or access to the Property, or any of LUP’s Activities thereon, including claims of
alleged or actual negligence against the indemnified Parties. Each Indemnified Party
shall have the right, in the indemnified Party's sole discretion, to control the defense of
any claim, for payment of the claim, including, without limitation, the right to designate
counsel and to control all negotiations, litigation, arbitration, settlements, compromises,
and appeals of the claim. LUP shall give prompt notice of any claim or potential claim to
RANCH. LUP further agrees to require its contractors, vendors, and caterers to
also sign this Limited Use of Facilities Agreement.

Insurance Requirements. LUP shall procure and maintain a policy or policies of
general liability insurance, Liquor liability insurance, and workers compensation
insurance, at its sole cost and expense, insuring both LUP and the Indemnified Parties
against all claims, demands or actions arising in whole or in part from LUP’s use or
access to the Property, or the LUP’s Activities thereon, the limits of such policy or
policies to be in the amount not less than $1,000,000 in respect of injuries to or death of
any one person, and in an amount not iess than $2,000,000 in respect of any one
accident or disaster, and in an amount not less than $500,000 in respect of property
damaged or destroyed, or in such different amounts as the indemnified Parties in their
discretion may reasonably require from time to time. The policy or poiicies procured
and maintained by LUP shall be primary and non-contributory with any other insurance
of the Indemnified Parties.
