- Gunnison Valley Hospital (GVH) has committed to purchasing one of the Stallion Park units. The
County and GVH are considering entering a 100-year lease being that all the hospital property is
held in the name of the Board of County Commissioners.

- The Stallion Park units that the County owns are not on the market yet. The County is working
with the condo association to separate their units from the association. The listing price of the unit
is still unknown.

- CM Birnie indicated that progress has been made with the City of Gunnison regarding the Lot 22
intersection. An agreement is pending.

DEPUTY COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT: Deputy County Manager Marlene Crosby was present for the
discussion.
- DCM Crosby requested to reschedule the Public Hearing regarding County Road Maps on
7/16/19 to 8/6/19 at 9:00 am.
- DCM Croshy discussed cleanup efforts in Somerset and the tire collection notice that was sent out—
70 tires have been removed and sent to the Gunnison County landfill thus far. She estimates that
there are another 200 or so that need to be removed. DCM Crosby discussed the use of
beautification funds.
- DCM Crosby provided an update on Cumberland Pass.
- The porta-potties at the Whitewater Park were removed due to vandalism. The Bureau of Land
Management is having similar issues at Hartman Rocks.

RESOLUTION NO. 2019-14
A RESOLUTION REGARDING CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES ON GUNNISON
COUNTY PROPERTY
WHEREAS, pursuant to the Colorado Liquor Code, at C.R.S. 44-3-901, Unlawful acts-exceptions,

at subsection (VII), it is not unlawful for a person who is at least twenty-one years of age to consume
any fermented malt beverage or malt, vinous, or spirituous liquor in any public place, other than a public
right of way, where consumption of the fermented malt beverage or malt, vinous, or spirituous liquor has
been specifically authorized by resolution adopted by the Board of County Commissioners; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners recognizes that there are certain events at which
the Board intends to approve such consumption; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners intends to establish a formal mechanism by
which such Board approval can be accomplished from time to time for particular, specific events;

NOW THEREFORE, the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado hereby
resolves that:

1. The Board expressly delegates to the County Manager and the Deputy County Manager the
authority to approve such consumption of any fermented malt beverage, vinous, or spirituous
liquor on County property; and

2. Such approval by the County Manager or the Deputy County Manager shall be
accomplished only:

a. Inwriting;

b. For a particular, identified specific event;

c. No less than seventy-two (72) hours before the event begins;

d. With the parameters of the use (i.e. date, time, place, type of alcoholic beverage)
specified and limited.

e. ldentifying the persons responsible for ensuring compliance with the conditions imposed.

- DCM discussed the Colorado Department of Transportation, Transportation Alternates grant
submittal that is due 8/1/19. The grant was intended to be used to help fund the Crested Butte to
Crested Butte South Trail, however, the grant submittal will not be completed due to
grant requirements and overall project costs. The grant requires a County commitment of 20% of
the project cost. With the projected costs at 1.5 million, the funding isn’t currently available.

occurred outside the scope of their employment or were willful or wanton.

The provisions hereof shall not be construed or interpreted as a waiver, express or implied, of
any affirmative defenses, immunities, rights, benefits, or protections, including provisions of the
Colorado Governmental Immunity Act, C.R.S. 24-10-101, et seq or the Federal tort Claims Act,
28 U.S.C. 2671, et seq. as applicable, or now or hereafter amended.

IV.  STATUS OF PARTIES

Each party to this Agreement is an independent contractor to the other. No party is an employee
of the other; nor is any employment, partnership, joint venture or relationship other than that set
forth in this Agreement intended or contemplated by the Parties.

V. TERM AND TERMINATION

The term of this Agreement shall coincide with the respective terms of Exhibit B, which ends
June 30%, 2020, the Grant Agreement, that is the subject of this Agreement. For termination
prior to the term of the Grants, the Interim Fiscal Agent has the same rights as the State under the
Termination Section of the Grant Agreements between the State as Grantor and Montrose





County as the Interim Fiscal Agent. Provided there is no early termination, this Agreement will
remain in force and effect until all Grant funds awarded pursuant to the Grant Agreements have
been utilized or returned, and all associated reports and documentation have been completed and
accepted by the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment, and all Grants have
been closed.

Any Party to this Agreement may terminate this Agreement as to that Party upon thirty (30) days
written notice to the other Parties. Upon such termination by a Party, use of Grant funds as
contemplated in this Agreement and Exhibit B, the Grant Agreement, will no longer be available
to the terminating Party. Certain obligations of this Agreement, including but not limited to,
record keeping, inventory and indemnification shall continue for the terminating Party beyond
the date of termination.

VL. AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS

The Interim Fiscal Agent bears no financial obligations to any Partner under this Agreement. As
Interim Fiscal Agent, the County will administer the funds awarded under the respective Grants
referenced herein that are the subject of this Agreement in accordance with the Grant
requirements and Exhibit B.

The total amount of grant funds governed by this Agreement and available for approved projects
shall be no greater than the cumulative amount awarded for all approved projects under each
grant for each grant year. If any approved projects require a contribution of local matching
funds, the Partner for whom the project is approved shall be responsible for contributing the
required local matching funds.

Transfer and receipt of equipment, supplies or other items approved under grant projects to the
individual Partners shall be as required in the respective Grants, and the fiscal policies of the
Grantee. Payment by the Interim Fiscal Agent for any equipment, supplies or other items that
not reimbursed under the respective Grants will be subject to reimbursement to the Grantee by
the Partner obtaining such equipment, supplies or other items.

VII.  NON-APPROPRIATION

The Parties hereto understand and acknowledge they are subject to Article X, Section 20 of the
Colorado Constitution (“TABOR™). The Parties do not intend to violate the terms and
requirements of TABOR by execution of this Agreement. It is understood and agreed that this
Agreement does not constitute a multiple fiscal year direct or indirect debt or financial obligation
within the meaning of TABOR, and therefore, notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the
contrary, all payment obligations of any Party are expressly dependent and conditioned upon
continuing availability of funds beyond the term of the current fiscal period ending upon the next
succeeding December 31. Financial obligations, if any, payable after the current fiscal year are
contingent upon funds for that purpose being appropriated, budgeted and otherwise made
available in accordance with the rules, regulations and resolutions of the Party, and/or the State
of Colorado pursuant to the Grant Agreements, and other applicable law. Upon failure to
appropriate such funds, this Agreement shall terminate.





VIII. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

A. CONFLICT OF INTEREST: No elected official, officer, employee or contracted services
of any of the individual Partners shall have any personal or beneficial interest whatsoever in the
services or property that is the subject of the respective Grant Agreement.

B. PROCUREMENT: Procurement of equipment and/or supplies under the Grant shall be
in accordance with the State or Grantee’s procurement policies as required by the applicable
Grants Management Guide as revised or amended year to year. Should a request for proposals
(RFP) be required, each Partner shall be responsible for drafting the RFP for the subject partner’s
project(s). Such RFP shall meet the requirements set forth in Grantee’s Procurement Policy, and
may be subject to review by the County’s request prior to its publication.

i NON-SEVERABILITY AND EFFECT OF INVALIDITY: Each provision of this
Agreement shall be interpreted in such a manner as to be valid under applicable law, but if any
provision of this Agreement is deemed or determined by a court with competent jurisdiction to
be invalid or prohibited, such provision shall be ineffective and void only to the extent of such
invalidity or prohibition, but shall not be deemed ineffective or invalid as to the remainder of
such provision or any other remaining provisions, or this Agreement as a whole.

D; AMENDMENTS: This Agreement, or any portions thereof, may be amended, revised or
modified in writing agreed to and executed by all the Parties.

E. ASSIGNMENT: This Agreement, or any part thereof, may not be assigned by any of the
Parties in any manner whatsoever, or assign any of the privileges or responsibilities recited
herein without the prior written consent of the Interim Fiscal Agent and each of other Partners.

F. THIRD PARTY BENEFICIARIES: All rights and obligations under this Agreement are
reserved solely to the Partners, and not to any third party. Any services or benefits which third
parties receive as a result of this Agreement are incidental to the Agreement, and do not create

any rights for such third parties.

G. NOTICE: Any notice, demand or communication which any party may desire or be
required to give to any other party or parties shall be in writing. It shall be deemed sufficiently
given or rendered if sent by first class U.S. mail, postage prepaid or via electronic mail with
receipt notification unless otherwise required.

H. COUNTERPARTS: This Agreement may be executed in one (1) or more counterparts,
and on different dates, each of which shall be deemed an original, but all of which together shall

constitute one and the same instrument.

Governance of the West Region Healthcare Coalition

Purpose
The primary function of the West Region Healthcare Coalition (WRHCC) is to coordinate and

conduct healthcare system emergency preparedness activities throughout the following western
Colorado counties: Delta, Gunnison, Hinsdale, Montrose, Ouray and San Miguel.

Mission

Colorado’s West Region Healthcare Coalition (WRHCC) is a voluntary collaborative network of
healthcare organizations organized to enhance the ability of West Region healthcare and
emergency management partners to prepare for and respond to disasters involving a healthcare

response.

Coalition Membership
The WRHCC is comprised of key partners from across the region, is led by an elected Chair,

Vice Chair, Administrator, and Treasurer, and is driven by a Steering Committee. Visitors and
liaisons from other healthcare agencies and coalitions are always welcome to attend.

Member Agencies
Core members must, at a minimum, include representatives of the following agencies:

Hospitals

EMS providers

Emergency Management / Public Safety
Public Health

General membership may consist of, but is not limited to, representatives of the following
agencies:
e Behavioral Health service providers
Long Term Care and Skilled Nursing facilities
Outpatient health care delivery centers
Primary care providers, including pediatric and women's health care
Volunteer organizations
Non-governmental organizations
Local public safety agencies
Home health agencies
Specialty patient referral centers
Other allied healthcare providers





Regional Public Health Emergency Preparedness and Response (EPR) staff may attend all
meetings and are eligible to vote in coalition matters, but are not considered representatives of

any member agency.

Leadership
Leadership of the WRHCC will be managed by an elected Chair. There is no term limit for the

Chair. Written notice will be provided to the WRHCC if the Chairperson is unable to continue
with the duties required. A new Chair will be nominated using Roberts Rules of Order. The
duties of the Chair include facilitating all meetings, working with the administrator to create
meeting agendas. In the Chair’s absence, the Administrator will facilitate meetings until the
Chair can resume the responsibility, or a new Chair is selected by the Steering Committee.

A Vice Chair will be selected from and by the members of the Steering Committee . In the
Chair's absence, the Vice Chair will facilitate Steering Committee and general membership
meetings until the Chair can resume the responsibility, or a new Chair is selected by the

Steering Committee.

During response activities, a representative of Public Health is designated as the ESF8 Lead.
When additional assistance is needed during an incident, the ESF8 Lead contacts healthcare
coalition members to add resources and maintain situational awareness.

Steering Committee
This committee is comprised of, at a minimum, one member representing each of the core

member agencies. The Steering Committee is established to provide guidance and strategic
direction to the WRHCC. It functions as an advisory board ensuring that operational capabilities,
scope of work requirements, and allocation of resources align with the strategic goals and
objectives of the coalition. The Steering Committee also helps to ensure that plans, trainings,
and exercise activities conform to guidelines issued by the Assistant Secretary for
Preparedness & Response (ASPR), Public Health Emergency Preparedness (PHEP), and the

National Response Framework.

Administrator
This individual is selected by the Steering Committee to submit agendas for approval by the

Chair, provide logistics and record documentation for all meetings and trainings, and assist the
Chair, Vice Chair, Treasurer, and Steering Committee as needed. The administrator is also
responsible for reviewing all requests for funds for completeness and distributing them to the
Steering Committee members for review.

Treasurer
This individual is selected to update and maintain all financial forms, and coordinate expense

records and reporting with requesting agencies and the fiscal agent. This person is responsible
for the WRHCC purchasing card to be provided by the fiscal agent.





Workgroups
Work groups are established as needed to address a specific area and/or produce a specific

product of interest to the coalition. They are expected to provide status reports at coalition
meetings as necessary.

Meetings
At a minimum, Steering Committee meetings will be held at least quarterly. At least two

in-person Steering Committee meeting will be held each year. General membership meetings
are held on the second Wednesday of every other month. At least one in-person general
membership meeting will be held each year. Special meetings of the Steering Committee or
general membership may be called as needed. The Administrator disseminates meeting
invitations prior to each regularly scheduled or special meeting.

Eiscal Agent

A fiscal agent will be acquired to provide financial management and reporting services for the
WRHCC. The terms of this agreement are to be reviewed by the WRHCC Steering Committee
and the fiscal agent on an annual basis, and contracted through a separate Task Order Contract

between the fiscal agent and the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment.

Financial Management
All requests for WRHCC funds must be submitted on forms accepted by the WRHCC to the

Administrator. Applications will be reviewed twice a year at face-to-face meetings held in
October and April. The due date for all requests will be September 15th and March 15th, but if
either of those dates falls on the weekend, the next closest weekday will be the due date.

Funding request applications will be screened by the Administrator for availability of funds and
adequate completion of forms. Incomplete applications will be sent back to the requesting
agency for resubmittal within 5 business days. Once applications are deemed complete, the
Administrator will distribute the applications to the Steering Committee members for review.
Steering Committee members will be given 5 business days to review all applications and cast
their vote with comments on the approved application form. Any request for funding of $10,000
or more must be presented in-person by the requesting agency to the Steering Committee at
the appropriate face-to-face meeting. No votes may be cast until that time.

At the face-to-face meetings in October and April, a final tally of the votes will determine the
outcome of each funding request. Any funding request that does not achieve more than 70%
approval by the voting members of the Steering Committee may not be approved until further
discussion takes place.

Requests for funds that are denied will be returned to the requesting agency with an explanation
of the decision, which should be considered in any re-submittal. Requests for funds that are
approved will be signed by the Treasurer and Chair, or Vice Chair in the Chair's absence, and
then passed to the fiscal agent by the Treasurer for payment. After funds are distributed and





spent, the requesting agency must submit proof of purchase to the Treasurer within thirty (30)
days of receiving payment.

Voting
All WRHCC members are eligible to vote in coalition matters, provided that they attend at least

75% of all regularly scheduled general meetings. Attendance will be recorded by the
Administrator in all meeting documentation, and eligibility of voting members will be reviewed
annually. All votes will pass by a quorum established by a simple majority of the eligible voting
members in attendance.

Voting is conducted according to Roberts Rules of Order for the following:

Election of a new Chair

Aliotting coalition funds

Ratifying plans and other documents

Approving motions that impact the coalition and its governance, such as
amending this document

Any vote to distribute funds will be made by the members of the Steering Committee, excluding
Regional Public Health Emergency Preparedness and Response (EPR) staff . All votes will pass
by a quorum established by a simple majority of the eligible voting members in attendance. In
the event of a potential tie vote, Steering Committee members will decide, prior to voting, if
Regional Public Health EPR staff will be allowed to cast a tie-breaking vote.

Amending the Governance
This document shall be reviewed annually by the Steering Committee and may be amended at

any scheduled or special meeting. Any proposed change(s) to this document will be provided to
the general membership at least two weeks in advance for a vote of approval.

This document is intended, through joint cooperation, to best serve the citizens of Colorado’s
West All-Hazards Region in preparing for and responding to emergencies. This document is a
statement of cooperation among Coalition members and is not meant to be legally binding.

The United States Department of Health and Human Services (“HHS"), through the Assistant Secretary for
Preparedness and Response (“ASPR™) has awarded as of 07/01/2019 anticipated federal funds of
$3,255,651.00 under Notice of Cooperative Agreement Award, hereinafter “NCAA”, number EP-U3R-19-
001, to perform the following— Public Health and Emergency Preparedness for the State of Colorado.

If the underlying Notice of Cooperative Agreement Award “NCAA" authorizes the State to pay all
allowable and allocable expenses of a Contractor as of the Effective Date of that NCAA, then the State
shall reimburse the Contractor for any allowable and allocable expenses of the Contractor that have been
incurred by the Contractor since the proposed Effective Date of this Contract.

This Provider Agreement (“Agreement”) made effective the 15" of August, 2019 is by and
between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado, whose
address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Gunnison County”) and Katherine
Melland (“Provider”).

All Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in
accordance with generally accepted standards for Facilitator’s profession and all applicable
federal, state and local laws and regulations affecting the Services or the subject matter
thereof. Provider acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and Gunnison
County may contract with additional or other providers able to furnish the same or similar
services as it deems appropriate to do so.

As a result, all Juvenile Diversion Grant agreements
with a begin date of July 1, 2019, shall end on December 31, 2019. This change will allow new
grant agreements to be issued in accordance with Committee funding decision.

The original 12-month project period of July 1, 2019 to June 30, 2020, is shortened by this
amendment, to a 6-month period of July 1, 2019 to December 31, 2019; and the maximum amount
is changed to approximately 50% of the original award amount for this 6-month period.

EXHIBIT D, STATEMENT OF WORK

Project Description:

The Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program works to divert first-time, non-violent juvenile offenders from the
traditional court system into a skills based program that emphasizes positive youth development. We believe that future re-
offense can be prevented if juvenile offenders take accountability and responsibility for their actions and learn new ways of
thinking. This philosophy is based upon the belief that a youth can learn from mistakes and with support can change habits
and learn new life skills. The approach of the Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program has been and always will be to
look at the total child, not just the offense. The supervision approach is somewhat different with each client as each youth is
looked at individually and appropriate services are established depending on age, cognitive abilities, parental support etc.
Focus is on fostering youth’s skills and competency in areas such as family relationships, school issues, decision making,
future goals i.e. college and/employment, use of pro-social free-time activities and connection to community. Referrals can
be made to the school attendance advocate to meet with the client to discuss a targeted school intervention plan. Mentoring
is often accessed to work on skills such as communication with parents, academic improvement, independent living such as
learning to budget and future orientation plans such as jobs and/or college. Treatment approaches may include referrals to
outside agencies for services such as mentoring, mental health counseling, substance use education and treatment. Under
the umbrella of Juvenile Services referrals will also be considered for the HB1451 Collaborative Management Program
(CMP) Family Advocacy and Support Team (FAST) to assess for appropriate multi-system services and coordination of
efforts including the evidence-based model High Fidelity Wraparound.

In Gunnison County the referral source begins with law enforcement citing a juvenile into District Court for some type of
criminal violation. The charges are misdemeanor and/or felony in type but could include Marijuana Possession and other
petty type offenses that are summonses into District Court with the possibility of these being filed in District Court. The
District Attorney reviews these juvenile cases before court each week at a juvenile team meeting that includes the District
Attorney, the Juvenile Diversion Director, the HB1451 Coordinator, a DHS Child Welfare Manager and the Juvenile
Probation Officer to determine the most appropriate course for each case and makes the ultimate decision on the referral to
Juvenile Diversion. All appropriate first-time and sometimes second time non-violent cases are assessed for potential
acceptance into the Juvenile Diversion program pre-file, with the majority of the youth reviewed being referred. The
Juvenile Diversion Director then contacts the parents and/or guardians and the youth involved to set up a meeting before
Court to explain the referral and the specifics of the Juvenile Diversion program and answer any questions or concerns. If
the parents and/or guardians agree with the referral made by the District Attorney, they advise the District Court Judge of
this agreement and an appointment is then made with the Juvenile Diversion office. At this point in time, no charges have
been filed on and no records kept on the youth and the court process would be terminated.

The acceptance criteria for referrals into the program are youth ages 10-17 with misdemeanor and/or felony charges at the
pre-filing stage of the court process as an alternative to the filing of a petition. Petty offenses will be considered if this
diverts the youth from a District Court filing. The acceptance restrictions would be that the youth not have prior charges or
program participation unless there has been considerable time between offenses or the charge is minor by definition. The
Jjuvenile must admit guilt and take responsibility for their action and this admission is part of the signed agreement.

The Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program strives to utilize the four general principles of effective programs listed
in the Juvenile Diversion Literature Review that include: systematic and standardized screening and assessment of youth;
reduced penetration into the juvenile justice system; use of holistic, family centered interventions; and development and use
of a wide network of community-based services (Cocozza et al. 938; Dembo et al., “Arbitration” 29).The specific services
provided include the intake and coordination and case management of the entire process from beginning to end. At the
initial meeting with the juvenile and parents a contract is signed outlining the specific requirements the juvenile will need to
complete to successfully terminate from the program. The methodology with all referred juveniles starts with assessment.
Through the intake process, informal assessment information is gathered on all aspects of a young person’s life to include
family, school, peers and interests. Motivational interviewing, an evidenced-based goal directed counseling style to help
elicit change is utilized in this assessment and in all sessions. This helps to not only gain factual information but also begin
to build a relationship with the youth and find subtle ways to encourage hope for a successful future. This process helps the
youth in identifying strengths and talents that can be built upon as they design and start to work towards goals. Assistance is
given towards identifying how to change behavior through cognitive-behavioral strategies and working with families to
encourage their involvement. The intent of the case management plan is to identify and begin work on a targeted
intervention of risk factors while the protective factors identified become the building blocks of an action plan.

Supervision is one of the identified approaches that is proving to make an impact on risky behavioral intentions in Juvenile
Diversion programs (OMNI Institute Statewide Evaluation of the DCJ Juvenile Diversion program). Supervision is
implemented in the program not just through case management but in all areas of the youth’s involvement through school,
mentors, wraparound teams and treatment providers. Other identified approaches that are proving effective are screening
and assessment, accountability and competency services and counseling. Besides the informal screening through the intake,
formal screening also takes place at initial sessions in house and includes the youth taking the MAY SI-2 and SUS-1a to
help identify mental health and substance use risk factors. After the MAYSI-2 and SUS-1a are scored, if any areas of
concern are identified, referrals for counseling and/or treatment are discussed with the youth and parent(s) for intervention
and support.

Accountability methods for the youth include such things as performing community service, paying victim restitution, and
restorative justice involvement to include practices such as victim impact conferencing and victim offender mediation.
Most juveniles are on contract for 6-9 months or longer if needed with weekly sessions initially and later if things are going
well the sessions could be twice a month with weekly check-ins. If all has been successfully completed a termination
session is held with the youth and parents to outline what they have learned and process and celebrate their success.
Through the funding from DCJ/Juvenile Diversion grant the Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program anticipates
working with approximately 22 youth at a cost of $1590/youth. If appropriate, individual cases will be referred to a
Restorative Justice process to repair harm and make amends to victims.

The Gunnison County Juvenile Diversion program uses a graduated sanctions model by determining if a situation warrants
increased or decreased sanctions. For minor infractions a youth may be allowed to stay in the Juvenile Diversion program
with added sanctions and/or interventions that include; additional community service, counseling, referrals to HB1451,
System of Care, High Fidelity Wraparound, and extended supervision. Sanctions applied for a youth that continues to
offend is the possible filing of charges by the District Attorney and a referral back to District Court. These youth and the
circumstances are reviewed on a case by case basis. The District Attorney normally will not allow a youth to stay in the
Juvenile Diversion program if there is an additional major offense committed.

Should the youth fail to successfully complete the Juvenile Diversion program, a referral back to the District Attorney’s
office will be made for the re-filing of the original charges. If the youth has re-offended while in the program, the new
charges and the original charges will be brought back before the District Court by the District Attorney for consideration of
charges being filed. These youth will be closed out as unsuccessful participants in the Juvenile Diversion program.
Successful completion is determined by the youth meeting and completing all requirements of the Juvenile Diversion
contract, which includes no recidivism. All charges at this point have been dropped and no further legal action is taken.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
REGARDING UNDESIRABLE PLANT MANAGEMENT
2019

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered this ___ day of , 2019, by and among
the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County ("Gunnison County"), the Board of
County Commissioners of Saguache County ("Saguache County"), the Board of County
Commissioners of Hinsdale County ("Hinsdale County"), the Town of Crested Butte, the Town
of Mt. Crested Butte, City of Gunnison, and the Town of Pitkin all of which are either a County,
or a statutory or home rule city, or a statutory town or home rule town, or a territorial charter
municipality, and all of which are organized under and by virtue of the laws of the State of
Colorado,

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, each of the party counties is obligated pursuant to C.R.S. 35-5.5-101 et seq.
(hereinafter referred to as the "Act") to adopt no later than January 1, 1992, an undesirable plant
management plan for all of the unincorporated lands within the respective counties; and

WHEREAS, each of the party cities and towns is obligated pursuant to the Act to adopt no later
than January 1, 1992, an undesirable plant management plan for all lands within the territorial
limits of the respective municipalities; and

WHEREAS, each of the parties has other specified powers, authorities and obligations pursuant
to the Act including but not limited to formation of undesirable plant management advisory
commissions; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to C.R.S. 29-1-201 et seq., and C.R.S. 29-20-101 et seq., C.R.S. 35-5.5-
105(3) and C.R.S. 35-5.5-106(3), each of the parties herein may cooperate with another party
herein or other parties herein for the exercise or satisfaction of any or all of the powers,
authorities and obligations granted or imposed by C.R.S. 35-5.5-101 et seq.; and

WHEREAS, it is to the mutual advantage and benefit of the parties hereto that the parties agree
to cooperate among themselves for the exercise or satisfaction of any or all of the powers,
authorities and obligations imposed by the Act;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of their mutual covenants, the parties agree as follows:

1. This Intergovernmental Agreement shall be applied by the parties to and shall be used
by the parties for the management of undesirable plants within the entirety of the
Gunnison River Basin Watershed as follows:

2. a. Each of the parties hereby jointly and severally appoints the Gunnison Watershed
Weed Commission, aka Gunnison Basin Weed Commission (hereinafter referred
to as the "Commission") as the Commission required by the Act for the Gunnison
River Basin Watershed.





Each of the parties hereby jointly and severally appoints the Board of County
Commissioners of Gunnison County as the local authority required by the Act for
the Gunnison River Basin Watershed.

The membership of the Commission shall be:

0] Lorraine Rup (Gunnison County Representative);

(i) Tom Grant (Gunnison County Representative);

(i)  Tom Walker (Appointed by Gunnison County);

(iv) (Vacancy, appointed by Gunnison County);
(v) Alice Curry __ (Hinsdale County Representative);

(vi) (Saguache County Representative);

(vii)  Ex-officio Representatives from:
Bureau of Land Management, US Forest Service, Natural Resource
Conservation Service, National Park Service, City of Gunnison, Colorado
Department of Parks & Wildlife, Town of Mt. Crested Butte, Town of
Crested Butte, CSU Extension, CB Land Trust, Rocky Mountain Biological
Lab, Gunnison Conservation District, CB Land Trust and Colorado
Department of Transportation.

Each Gunnison County representative may be succeeded by a Gunnison County
representative; the Saguache County representative and the Hinsdale County
representative may be succeeded by a representative from their respective
county.

In the case of a tie vote, the issue shall be decided by the Board of County
Commissioners of Gunnison County.

The Commission shall elect a Chairman and Secretary. A majority of the
members of the Commission shall constitute a quorum for the conduct of
business.

The Commission shall have all of the powers and duties specified in C.R.S. 35-
5.5-107(4)(a), (b) and (c).

The Commission shall consult with and report to each of the parties regarding the
annual budget required to perform this Intergovernmental Agreement, the
management plan, management criteria, management practice and any other
major decision or recommendation of the Commission. Such consultation and
reporting shall not necessarily be in person but may be in writing or by telephone.

The parties hereto authorize Gunnison County to be the sole and final authority to
approve, modify and supervise the day-to-day conduct and provision of services required
by this Intergovernmental Agreement including, but not limited to, the authority to select,
contract with, and compensate the personnel, including administrative personnel, public
or private, who shall perform the work necessary to accomplish the ends of the Act. Each
of the parties expressly authorizes Gunnison County to enter into such contracts and





provide such compensation on behalf of that respective party providing that such actions
do not require expenditures exceeding the annual budget.

4. Gunnison County will furnish to each of the parties an annual report of activities, costs
and expenses of personnel, including administrative personnel, who perform the work
necessary to accomplish the ends of the Act.

5. Gunnison County will charge a rate of $117.50/hour for noxious weed management,
including all associated labor, equipment, materials, and administration. Each of the
parties agrees to pay or to reimburse Gunnison County, no later than December 31,
2019, for a share of such activities, costs and expenses as follows:

(Please note: Hourly rate for service has not increased since 2013, and the increased rate in
2019 reflects changes in the Weed Management Program’s operating costs.)

Each party shall be solely responsible for all additional costs required for control of
undesirable plants pursuant to C.R.S. 35-5.5-109 within the jurisdiction of that party. If
scheduling allows, Gunnison County may be available for weed management work, in
addition to the hours listed above, at the same hourly rate.

Payments to Gunnison County shall be in the form acceptable to Gunnison County.

6. No provision of this Agreement is or shall be construed to be a waiver of sovereign
immunity pursuant to C.R.S. 24-10-104. Each party hereto shall be responsible to defend
itself, at its sole cost, in any action or claim arising from or under any activity pursuant to
this Agreement. Neither Gunnison County nor any of its officers, employees or agents
shall have any liability whatsoever under this Agreement different in any kind or nature
whatsoever than any other party or officer, employee or agent of any other party.

7. The term of this Agreement shall be from January 1, 2019 through December 31, 2019,
with work performed during May 1 through September 30, 2019. Any party may terminate
its participation in this Agreement upon ninety (90) days written notice, by certified mail,
to each of the other participating parties. Such termination shall require a cessation of
activity under this Agreement within the jurisdiction of the terminating party but shall not
require, in any circumstance, a return or reimbursement to the terminating party of
moneys already paid pursuant to paragraph 5 above.

8. This Agreement may be signed in a series of originals; that is, not all of the parties are
required to sign a single original. This Agreement becomes effective to a particular party
upon its signature to an original.

AGREEMENT

This Agreement (“Agreement”) made effective the / i S day of / 2019, is
by and between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gyhnison,
Colorado, whose address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Gunnison
County”) and Jim Lewis d/b/a Eco-Right Solutions (“Contractor”).

RECITALS
Contractor provides professional services regarding application of herbicide to control
noxious weeds mandated for control within Gunnison County. Gunnison County desires
to engage Contractor to provide Services according to this Agreement.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and
obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

il SCOPE OF SERVICES.

Contractor shall furnish all labor, supervision, supplies and equipment to commence,
diligently pursue, and complete the services as more specifically set forth on Exhibit A,
attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, regarding application of
herbicide to control noxious weeds mandated for control within the Gunnison River
Watershed . All Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with
generally accepted standards for Contractor's profession and all applicable federal,
state and local laws and regulations affecting the Services or the subject matter thereof.
Contractor acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and Gunnison County
may contract with additional or other Contractors able to furnish the same or similar
services as it deems appropriate to do so.

2. TERM.
The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date first set forth above and shall
terminate on October 30, 2019, unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided

herein.

3. STRATEGIC RESULT.

Execution of this Agreement will assist the County with its noxious weed management
strategy, as outlined in the Gunnison County Strategic Plan.





COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.

>

(a)  Inexchange for Contractors performance of the Services, during the
* Term, Gunnison County shall pay Contractor a rate of $80.00 per
linear mile for weed treatment in road rights of way. Specific rights of
way to be treated are:

1. Marble-area roads: Gunnison County Road 3 from the intersection with Highway
133 to the western border of the Town of Marble, Gunnison County Road 3 from
the eastern border of the Town of Marble to the Intersection with USFS Rods 314
& 315, Serpentine Trail, Crystalline Drive, Prospector Trail, Daniels Hill Road,
Marble Village Drive and Marble Quarry Road to the USFS Boundary.

2. Colorado Highway 133 from the Gunnison-Pitkin County Line to the Gunnison-
Delta County Line

As funding allows, each of these rights of way shall be treated twice during the 2018
growing season, including once in early summer and once in late summer or early fall.
Total compensation for work must not exceed $5000.

a. The Compensation shall compensate Contractor for all charges,
expenses, overhead, payroll costs, employee benefits, insurance
subsistence, and profits, except as specifically set forth herein.

b. This Agreement is subject to Gunnison County making an annual budget
appropriation in an amount sufficient to fund this Agreement. If Gunnison
County fails or refuses to make such an appropriation, Gunnison County
reserves the right to terminate this Agreement without penalty to
Contractor pursuant to paragraph 11 of this Agreement.

3. INDEMNIFICATION.

Contractor agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmiess Gunnison County, its
Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all liability, claims, liens,
demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable attorney’s
and expert’s fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost, damage or injury,
including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind caused by the
misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of Contractor or its employees,
subcontractors or agents in connection with this Agreement.





This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement with respect
to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.

4. INSURANCE.

Contractor agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that Contractor
shall carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and expense, the
following insurance policies. Contractor has provided insurance certificates to Gunnison
County (Exhibit B attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference), listing
Gunnison County as an additional insured, for the coverages required herein which
shall state that such policies shall not be materially changed or cancelled without thirty
(30) days prior notice to Gunnison County.

a. Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and
Federal law which adequately protects all labor employed by Contractor
during the term of this Agreement.

b. Comprehensive automabile liability insurance on all vehicles used in the
Services, in an amount no less than Three Hundred Eighty-Seven
Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($387,000.00) for any injury to one
person in any single occurrence and in an amount no less than One
Million Ninety-Three Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($1,093,000.00)
for any injury to two or more persons in any single occurrence.

5. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, Contractor is acting
as an independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint venture or employee of
Gunnison County. Contractor does not have any authority to bind Gunnison County in
any manner whatsoever.

Contractor acknowledges and agrees that Contractor is not entitled to: (i)
unemployment insurance benefits; or (ii) Workers Compensation coverage, from
Gunnison County. Further, Contractor is obligated to pay federal and state income tax
on any moneys paid it related to the services

6. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a personal services contract with Contractor and, therefore, Contractor shall not
delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent of
Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its discretion.
Subject to the foregoing, the terms, covenants and conditions of this Agreement shall be
binding on the successors and assigns of either party.





7. NOTICES.

d. Contractor agrees to comply with all reasonable requests made in the
course of an investigation under C.R.S. 8-17.5-102 by the Colorado
Department of Labor and Employment.

9. TERMINATION.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination,
Contractor shall be entitled to compensation for Services performed prior to the date of
termination as outlined in Section 4 of this Agreement.

The purpose of the Gunnison County Senior Resource Office(SRO) is to provide community
outreach and education, preventive health, adult protection and advocacy services to seniors,
at risk adults and their families so they can be more independent, healthy and connected to
their community. The Gunnison County Senior Resources Office is dedicated to offering services
to individuals of Gunnison County, age 60 and older, without regards to race, color, national
origin, sex or income. Gunnison County provides seniors, and their families, a comprehensive
efficient way to gain knowledge of resources in our community to help them maintain health and
independence.

The Senior Resources Office, a division of Gunnison County Health and Human Services, provides
information and referral assistance to older adults, family/friends, professionals, and
community members. The office also maintains current materials, available in both print and
electronic versions, of services and benefits available to seniors in Gunnison County and
surrounding areas, including Hinsdale County, Salida and the Western Slope.

The SRO leads coordinated collaborative efforts in the community to create new services to
fill “"gaps" in areas where demand is greater than the service supply, such as caregiver
resources, out of town transportation, dental care and access to care for lower income,
uninsured and under insured individuals. The SRO also helps identify overlaps or duplication
in services in order to avoid resource waste and optimize consumer utilization of available

services.

The SRO continues to provide information and assistance through the Aging and Disability
Resources for Colorado(ADRC), and includes outreach/information, assistance activities and
Medicare Counseling through the State Health Insurance Program(SHIP). Outreach/information and

The Advancing Breastfeeding in Colorado (ABC) project aims to improve health and eliminate disparities by reducing
barriers to breastfeeding and promoting breastfeeding friendly environments across Colorado. Different types of
support to accomplish these goals, described below, are available to partners in counties throughout the state.
Support includes limited seed money and expert technical assistance. Printed breastfeeding materials, such as toolkits
and signage, are also available upon request.

The ABC project team aims to support local partners’ specific and diverse needs and recognizes that the types of
support detailed here may not encompass all possibilities, so we encourage you to reach out with other ideas or
requests.

Seed Money

Modest funding is available annually to partners in non-metro Denver counties only. Cultural breastfeeding coalitions
that do not rely on geography are eligible to apply. Note that any counties already receiving CCPD funding to support
breastfeeding work are ineligible to request seed money, and that ABC can only provide funds to one recipient in each
county or coalition area in a given year.

Funds can be used to support a range of activities, such as:

« Providing an annual stipend for community leadership for a new or existing breastfeeding coalition;

« Hosting continuing education opportunities locally or providing scholarships for advanced lactation training;

« Assisting with marketing and communication through various tools such as developing websites or printing flyers
and banners;

« Offering tools such as lunch-and-learns or reference books to medical offices working to improve breastfeeding-
related policies and practices; or,

« Offering incentives such as chairs, pumps, decorations, furnishings, or nursing animals to support employers or
child care providers working to improve their breastfeeding-related policies and practices.

Requests for support must be received by Wednesday, August 14, 2019, to fund activities between September 1, 2019,
and June 30, 2020. ABC has limited seed money available and asks organizations to request no more than $2,500 for
their activities. Recipients will be required to submit a brief report by the end of the grant year on how any resources
and materials are used, along with applicable photos and any receipts for purchased items.

This is a collaborative application process and the ABC team is eager to discuss your needs. Requests will be evaluated
based on both resource availability and regional need, as indicated through past work with statewide partners and
measured by CCPD Disease Disparity County Index Rankings. Previous recipients of ABC seed money are eligible to
request funds again.

Technical Assistance

Expert coaching is available for a variety of activities to move the needle locally on increasing breastfeeding rates.
Each community knows its population and norms best, so working in partnership can help blend existing materials
and lessons learned with local expertise. Ongoing coaching and assistance activities available to partners in all
Colorado counties include, but are not limited to:

+ Developing a breastfeeding coalition, including standing up initial systems and support;

« Assisting with strategic planning and facilitation;

- ldentifying outreach strategies to develop breastfeeding friendly employers or child care providers; or,

« Creating opportunities for continuing lactation education.

Organizations may also request assistance with identifying funding sources and supporting grant writing so they and
their community partners are ready to apply for future funding opportunities. Technical assistance is available via
regular email and phone contact, virtual participation in coalition meetings, and up to two site visits each fiscal year
(July to June). All costs, including site visits, are covered for communities.

6. Out-of-Cycle Applications and Vacancies; Removal of Appointees:

a. Ifaresignation and/or other creation of a vacancy occurs outside of the annual cycle
outlined above, the Board may elect to create and follow a one-time recruitment
and appointment schedule to fill that vacancy.

b. All appointments pursuant to this Resolution are at will, and all appointees
appointed pursuant to this Resolution shall serve at the pleasure of the Board.
Accordingly, all appointees appointed pursuant to this Resolution are not
employees of Gunnison County, and the Board may remove any appointee at any
time for any reason, with or without cause, unless the law expressly provides
otherwise.

7. Special Circumstances Dictated by Bylaws and/or Statute:

Pursuant to CRS § 37-46-104, the
Board shall make its regular appointment to the Colorado River Water

FUNDING AGREEMENT

This Funding Agreement is made and entered into between the Gunnison County
Metropolitan Recreation District (District) and Gunnison Public Works (Grantee), effective as of
the date of the District’s execution hereof.

RECITALS

A. The District has been organized as a Colorado Special District pursuant to and in
accordance with the provisions of 88 32-1-101, et seq., C.R.S., for the purpose of providing
television relay and translation services and parks and recreation services and facilities, all as
further set forth in the District’s Amended Service Plan.

B. The District’s mission includes collaborating with and providing funding for park
and recreation departments, authorities, or other governmental entities and non-profit
organizations.

C. Grantee proposes to perform the project described in EXHIBIT A attached hereto
(Project) and has made application to the District for financial assistance.

D. The Project is consistent with the purposes and the mission of the District.

E. The District has reviewed the Project and desires to assist with the funding of the
Project subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, and Grantee desires to receive such
financial assistance from the District as provided in this Agreement and subject to the terms and
conditions contained herein.

AGREEMENT

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing recitals and the reciprocal promises
contained in this Agreement, the District and Grantee agree as follows.

1. Grantee's Project Plan and Use of Grant Money.

1.1  Grantee’s estimate of the total cost of the Project is set forth on EXHIBIT A.

1.2 The grant amount awarded to Grantee by the District is $3,271.00. The grant
funds advanced by the District to Grantee shall be used only for services, materials, and labor for
the Project as such services, material, and labor are described in EXHIBIT A (Funded Work).

1.3  The estimated date for commencement of the Project is July, 2019. The estimated





date for the completion of the Project is July, 2020.

2. District's Financial Assistance.

2.1 The funds are awarded to Grantee pursuant to the terms and conditions set forth in this
Funding Agreement.

2.2  The grant funds will be paid to Grantee as follows: Upon completion of the
Project, Grantee shall submit a Request for Payment together with an itemized statement for
expenditures on the Project (Request for Payment). The Request for Payment shall include
invoices for materials received and labor and services performed on the Funded Work and paid for
by Grantee, or to be paid upon receipt of funds from the District.

2.3 The Request for Payment shall include:
2.3.1 A representation and warranty by Grantee that the Project is complete and
that all amounts due and payable for the Funded Work have been paid or,
alternatively, a covenant that such amounts will be paid with the funds
advanced to Grantee by the District in response to the Request for Payment.

LIMITED LICENSE AND NON-DISCLOSURE AGREEMENT

This Limited License and Non-Disclosure Agreement (this “Agreement”) is entered into as of ,2019 by and
among Thomason & Associates, Inc., dba Natural Gas Vehicle Institute (“NGVi”), and Gunnison County Public
Works (“Client”), pursuant to that certain letter of agreement dated July 24, 2019 executed by NGVi and Client (the
“Letter of Agreement”).

2. Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, NGVi hereby grants during the Term of this
Agreement, a limited, non-exclusive, revocable, non-transferable right and license to Client for the Participants to
use the Confidential Information for internal non-commercial purposes not inconsistent with the restrictions on use
stated herein. Client agrees the Confidential Information may not be used, directly or indirectly, to benefit any other
person or entity other than Client.

3. Client acknowledges Client and their Participants are receiving copyrighted materials of NGVi and that the
Confidential Information is provided for the Client's Participants' use only. Client agrees not to redistribute these
materials to any other persons or organizations without first obtaining the express written consent of NGVi.
Specifically, but without limiting the foregoing, Client agrees that Client shall not, without the prior express written
consent of NGVi:

a. copy (physically or electronically), distribute, translate or disclose any Confidential Information to
any non-Participants (whether an individual, organization or entity) ;
b. use or cause the use of the Confidential Information to develop training materials for Client or any

affiliate of Client, or any other business, with or without the purpose of competing with NGVi and its Courses,
whether presently existing or offered in the future;

c. use the Confidential Information or any excerpt therefrom in any publication, including but not
limited to websites, social media, company brochures or other literature, however published; or
d. use or modify or alter the Confidential Information to develop, create or support any derivative

materials or works, in any manner or medium whatsoever, whether used as a basis for Client’s own written or
electronic materials, or otherwise;

e. transfer, sell, rent, lease, distribute, or sublicense any Confidential Information to any non-
Participants;

4. This Agreement imposes no obligation upon Client with respect to any Confidential Information (a) that was
in Client’s possession before receipt from NGVi; (b) is or becomes a matter of public knowledge through no fault of
Client; or (c) is independently developed by Client.

the services delivered pursuant to this Agreement. In the event of a breach of this clause resulting in any Restricted
Persons leaving the employment of NGVi and commencing working for Client (as an employee or an independent
contractor) then the Client shall pay to NGVi as liquidated damages (which both parties hereby agree shall be a
genuine pre-estimate of loss and not a penalty) a sum equal to 50% of the gross salary for the preceding 12 months
(including benefits) of each of the applicable Restricted Persons.

6. This Agreement shall not be construed as creating, conveying, transferring, granting or conferring upon
Client any rights, license or authority in or to the information presented. All information presented and all worldwide
intellectual property rights therein including copyrights, are wholly owned solely by NGVi, who shall retain all right,
title and interest in and to all information presented. Furthermore and specifically, no license or conveyance of any
intellectual property rights is granted or implied by this Agreement.

7. Term of the Agreement. The term of this Agreement will begin on the date the Letter of Agreement is signed,
or the date any Confidential Information is provided to Client, whichever is earlier. This Agreement ends two years
after the commencement date, except the provisions of sections 3, 6, 8, 9 and 10 which do not expire until NGVi's
rights in those confidential or copyrighted materials expire.

As a result of the unique
nature of the Confidential Information, in addition to and not in limitation of any other rights, remedies or damages
available at law or in equity, Client acknowledges that NGVi shall be entitled to obtain a temporary, preliminary and
permanent injunction in a court of competent jurisdiction to prevent or restrain any actual or threatened breach of this
Agreement by Client or any person or entity acting in concert therewith. In connection with any application for
injunctive relief, Client hereby waives the claim or defense that an adequate remedy exists at law and Client
understands that Client shall be liable for all reasonable costs and expenses incurred by NGVi in enforcing the terms
of this Agreement, including but not limited to attorneys’ fees to the extent Client is found to have breached the terms
of this Agreement.

9. Client acknowledges that the purpose of the Courses is to educate Participants regarding the safe operation,
inspection, maintenance and repair of natural gas vehicles or compressed natural gas fueling stations, and that NGVi
shall not have any responsibility for any acts or omissions of such attendees with respect to natural gas matters,
whether such acts or omissions occur before the Courses or otherwise.

Specifically and without limiting the foregoing, in no event will NGVi be liable for any claim based upon a
third-party claim, or any incidental, consequential, special, indirect, exemplary or punitive damages, whether arising
in tort, contract, from a statute or otherwise, or for any damages arising out of or in connection with any malfunctions,
delays, loss of data, lost profits, loss savings, interruption of service, loss of business or anticipatory profits, even if
NGVi has been advised of the possibility of such damages. NGVi's aggregate and cumulative liability arising out of
or relating to this agreement, regardless of the form of the cause of action, whether in contract, tort, statute or
otherwise will be limited to direct damages and will not exceed one thousand dollars ($1000.00). The allocations of
liability represent the agreed and bargained for understanding of the parties, and the compensation of NGVi for the
services provided hereunder reflects such allocations.

10. Warranty Disclaimer. All materials are provided "as is" and without warranties or conditions of any kind
including but not limited to implied warranties of merchantability and fitness for a particular purpose.

11. This Agreement and the aforementioned Letter of Agreement together state the entire agreement between the
parties concerning the disclosure of Confidential Information and supersedes any prior agreements, understandings,
or representations with respect thereto; provided, however, that in the event of any inconsistency between this
Agreement and the Letter of Agreement, the terms of this Agreement shall control. Any addition or modification to
this Agreement must be made in writing and signed by both parties.

12. General. Neither party may assign this Agreement or any of its rights or obligations hereunder without the
prior written consent of the other party, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld, and any such assignment
in violation of this section shall be void. No waiver of rights by either party may be implied from any actions or
failures to enforce rights under this Agreement. Unless otherwise specifically stated, the terms of this Agreement are
intended to be and are solely for the benefit of NGVi and Client and do not create any right in favor of any third-
party. This Agreement will be governed by the laws of the State of Nevada, without reference to the principles of
conflicts of Law. The parties acknowledge and agree that this Agreement relates solely to the performance of services
(not to the sale of goods) and, accordingly, will not be governed by the Uniform Commercial Code of any State
having jurisdiction. If any of the provisions of this Agreement are found to be unenforceable, the remainder shall be
enforced as fully as possible and the unenforceable provision(s) shall be deemed modified to the limited extent
required to permit enforcement of the Agreement as a whole. It is the intention of the parties that this Agreement is
binding on their principles, successors, agents, assigns and representatives. The parties represent and warrant that
they have all necessary rights and authority to enter into this Agreement.

WHEREFORE, Client acknowledges that Client has read and understands this Agreement and voluntarily accepts
the duties and obligations set forth herein.

On behalf of the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County
(“Gunnison County” or “County”), we submit below the following supplemental
comments to the United States Forest Service’s (“USFS’s” or “Forest Service’s””) Grand
Mesa, Uncompahgre and Gunnison National Forests (“GMUG”) Working Draft of the
Revised Land Management Plan (“Forest Plan” or “Plan”). This letter provides
comments in addition to those submitted by us on July 29, 2019, and is not intended to
replace those comments. As before, please do not consider the comments contained in
this letter to be the only, or final, comments that the County may submit regarding the
Forest Plan during the planning process. Gunnison County reserves the right to submit
additional or different comments as the planning process progresses.

ADDITIONAL COMMENTS ON THE WORKING DRAFT

Gunnison County provides the following additional, informal comments on the
working draft of the Forest Plan:

. THE FOREST PLAN SHOULD DESIGNATE THE NATIONAL
FOREST LAND IN THE VICINITY OF MT. EMMONS MINE AS ITS
OWN SPECIAL INTEREST AREA.

As USFS is undoubtedly aware, the north end of the Gunnison Valley is faced
with longstanding issues regarding water quality and other impacts due to mining
operations on the flanks of Mt. Emmons. In particular, the Lucky Jack Wastewater
Treatment Facility, constructed by then mine operator AMAX Exploration, Inc. in 1981,

is located on USFS land, and is therefore subject to USFS jurisdiction and regulations. In
February 2016, a number of state and local government bodies, including Gunnison
County, the Town of Crested Butte, and Colorado mining, water and air quality and other
state regulatory agencies, executed a memorandum of understanding with the current
mine operator, Mt. Emmons Mining Company, to identify and support cost effective
solutions to ensure ongoing protection of the environment and the public safety, health
and welfare of Gunnison County residents and visitors to the area surrounding the mine.
Pursuant to this memorandum, the County is currently engaged with the parties to the
memorandum and other stakeholders regarding site management, plans of operation and
other matters intended to implement the goals of the memorandum.

Given the foregoing, the unique and ongoing challenges with ensuring air and
water quality and mitigating other impacts in this area, Gunnison County suggests that
the area surrounding Mt. Emmons and the Lucky Jack Wastewater Treatment Facility be
designated its own Special Interest Area (“SIA”), with stated conditions, objectives and
guidelines consistent with the aforementioned MOU and to ensure an appropriate Plan of
Operations and continued water quality monitoring, working in cooperation with the
current mining operator, the County, the Town of Crested Butte, the remaining parties to
the MOU, and other stakeholders. Importantly, this comment should not be construed as
reflecting the County’s views on how the issues surrounding the mine and the treatment
facility should be ultimately determined, only a recognition of the special circumstances
in this area of the National Forest.

CONCLUSION

Gunnison County appreciates the opportunity to provide the foregoing additional
comments.

I am writing on behalf of APT Brush Creek Road, LLC, the Applicant in Land Use Change No.
17-00034. I am writing to request a one year extension of the deadline to submit a preliminary
plan application in accordance with Section 7-202.Q of the Gunnison County Land Use
Resolution.

Section 7-202.Q authorizes the Board to extend the deadline “for good cause shown, provided
the applicant requests the extension in writing no less than 30 days before the deadline, and
provided the Board finds that there has been no substantial change in circumstances of
neighborhood land uses, in the capability or willingness to serve the development of proposed
service providers, or to the site on which it is proposed since Sketch Plan approval.”

Good cause exists for the extension. From the time that the sketch plan was approved in August
of 2018 through January of 2019, the applicant met numerous times privately and publicly with
various stakeholders including neighbors, Crested Butte, and Mt. Crested Butte. Undertaking
substantial design and other work required for the preliminary plan application was not practical
while these discussion were ongoing, as the parameters of the project became a moving target.
As reflected in a January 22, 2019, memorandum from Crested Butte to your office, Crested
Butte and Mt. Crested Butte consented to the filing of a preliminary plan application, subject to
three significant conditions not included in the County’s sketch plan approval. The Applicant’s
team has spent considerable time evaluating the feasibility of these conditions—imposed almost
six months after the sketch plan approval-—and analyzing various alternatives for moving the
project forward,

Additionally, as you know, since December of 2018, Gary Gates and his team were involved in
an RFP process for an additional workforce housing project sponsored by Gunnison County in
the City of Gunnison, and after being selected through that RFP process, Mr. Gates and his team
have been actively working with the County to resolve pre-development issues associated with
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that project site and to finalize development plans for that project. We believe that project is
closer than Brush Creek to being “shovel ready,” and has the ability to make an immediate and
significant impact on the workforce housing shortage in the Gunnison Valley. Consequently, Mr.
Gates’ project team has been focusing its efforts in the first half of 2019 on that project.
Construction on the City of Gunnison project would be complete before any project at Brush
Creek is approved, so we do not perceive any long-term conflict wherein development of the
City of Gunnison project would interfere with Mr. Gates’ ability to complete construction of the
Brush Creek project. On the contrary, it is Mr. Gates’ sincere desire to demonstrate through a
successful project in the City of Gunnison that he is capable of executing a quality workforce
housing project at Brush Creek.

The extension is being timely requested. The sketch plan was approved on August 7, 2018.
Therefore, the deadline to submit the preliminary plan application is August 7, 2019, and the
deadline to request the extension is July 8, 2019.

Finally, since Sketch Plan approval, there has been no substantial change in neighborhood land
uses, in the capability or willingness to serve the development of proposed service providers, or
to the site of the proposed development.

The Corner at Brush Creek, represented by attorney Kendall Burgemeister has submitted a request for one-
year extension to submit the Preliminary Plan application for the Corner at Brush Creek Land Use Change
application. The Sketch Plan was approved on August 7, 2018 in Gunnison County Board of Commissioners
Resolution No. 28, Series 2018 at Reception No. 655015.

The request was submitted on July 3, 2019 in compliance with Section 7-202: Q. Extension of Submittal
Deadline of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution; the deadline for submittal was July 8, 2019. The
applicant is required to submit the request for extension no less than 30 days before August 8, 2019.

Since 2001, Gunnison County has processed approximately eight Major Impact Land Use Change
applications. At least three of those applications have received extensions for submittal of the Preliminary Plan
application.

Section 7-202: Sketch Plan Review Process for Major Impact Projects:

O. SIGNIFICANCE OF SKETCH PLAN APPROVAL. Approval of the Sketch Plan application shall constitute
a final decision of approval for the general development concept only, but shall not constitute approval of any
detailed design or engineering submittals or proposed solutions to specific problems revealed during the
Sketch Plan review or later in the review process. Sketch Plan approval by the Board shall not constitute
approval of the Major Impact project, or permission to proceed with construction of any aspect of the
proposed land use change. Approval at this stage only authorizes the applicant to submit a Preliminary Plan
application. If, during the Preliminary and Final Plan reviews, the applicant is unable to fulfill all of the
requirements of this Resolution, then the application shall be denied at the Preliminary or Final Plan review
stage.

P. EXPIRATION. The applicant shall be required to submit the Preliminary Plan application within 12 months
after the date of approval of the Sketch Plan. Failure to submit a complete Preliminary Plan application within
this time period shall render the Sketch Plan approval null and void, and require the applicant to begin the
Sketch Plan review process again.

Q. EXTENSION OF SUBMITTAL DEADLINE. The Board may extend the deadline to submit a Preliminary
Plan application for good cause shown, provided the applicant requests the extension in writing no less than
30 days before the deadline, and provided the Board makes a finding that there has been no substantial
change in circumstances of adjacent land uses, to the capability or willingness to serve of proposed service
providers, or to the site of the proposed land use change since Sketch Plan approval. Should the Board
determine that such findings are not supportable, the review process shall be required to being anew with
the submittal of a Sketch Plan.

1. Referral to Planning Commission for Recommendation. The Board may request a recommendation
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from the Planning Commission on the request for extension before taking action.

2. Maximum Period of Extension. In no case shall the deadline for submittal of a Preliminary Plan
application be extended for more than 12 months beyond the date of the 12-month expiration, and only one
extension may be granted. Thank you and please let me know if you have questions or concerns.

3. Fee For Request For Extension. In order to compensate the County for the cost of reviewing and
processing the requested extension, each applicant shall pay the required fee, as shown in a schedule of fees
issued by the Community Development Department that is adopted and amended from time to time by the
Board. The fee schedule is designed to make the amount of the fee proportional to the amount of expense
likely to be incurred by the County in reviewing and processing the application.

On behalf of the Friends of Brush Creek, I urge you to deny the request of APT Brush
Creek Road, LLC (Gary Gates) to extend the deadline to submit the Preliminary Plan.
Gary Gates has not shown “good cause” for the extension, as required by Section 7-
202.Q of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution (LUR). On the contrary, by his
own admission in his request for an extension, he has been dilatory and failed to work
towards addressing the conditions in your Resolution No. 2018-28 approving the
Sketch Plan.

1. “GOOD CAUSE”

The clear purpose of the extension provision in the LUR is to enable developers of large
complicated projects, who are working diligently and in good faith on the Preliminary
Plan, to have up to one additional year to complete the Preliminary Plan. Gary Gates
has shown no such diligence or good faith.

“Good cause,” is not defined in the Land Use Resolution (LUR). According to Black’s
Law Dictionary, “good cause” is:

“Substantial reason, one that affords a legal excuse. Legally sufficient
ground or reason.”

2. SELF - IMPOSED DELAY,

Gary Gates’ principal basis for claiming good cause was self-imposed. Although not
required by the LUR, Gary Gates voluntarily “proposed” condition 1, consent of 3 of
the 4 partners to the 1998 Memorandum of Agreement. Now, unhappy with the results
of the condition he imposed on himself, he claims good cause for a year-long extension
to submit his Preliminary Plan. Dissatisfaction with the outcome of a condition he
requested is not good cause for the requested extension. It is, however, good cause to
abandon the project.

Gary Gates’ suggestion, reported in the February 1, 2019 Crested Butte News, that
setting aside 5 acres for intercept parking and reducing the density to 156 units, as
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approved by Crested Butte and Mt. Crested Butte, render The Corner at Brush Creek
infeasible, ignores the plain meaning of condition 4, which does not guarantee 180
units. Condition 4 provides as follows:

“For purposes of this Sketch Plan approval, the project is compatible if it has
density of no more than 180 units; this finding does not suggest that at
Preliminary of Final Plan a lesser number would not be approved.”

Gary Gates’ suggestion that a mere 13% density reduction makes the project
unworkable implies that the feasibility of his entire plan, even at 180 units, is
marginal.

3. FAILURE TO TEST WELL.

Although the self-imposed “moving target” (see Kendall Burgemeister’s July 3, 2019
letter) stopped moving in January, Gary Gates did not perform the well pump test
required by condition 28, which provides:

“The applicant shall complete a well pump test in January or February to
ensure that a year-round consistent supply of water will be available to the
proposed development in compliance with Section 12-105:G. Well Testing.”
(emphasis added)

Gary Gates’ failure to conduct the required well pump test in 2019 after the dry winter
of 2017/18, even though he could have tested the existing well on the property,
suggests that he is gaming the system, preferring to conduct the well test in 2020
following a winter in which the snow pack was 50% above long-term average. Well
pump testing after an extraordinarily heavy winter will not establish the “consistent
supply of water” required by Section 12-105:G of the LUR.

4. FAILURE TO APPLY FOR SEWAGE TREATMENT.
Condition 30 provides:

“The applicant shall submit a written application for service to the East River
Regional Sanitation District (ERRSD) prior to submittal of the Preliminary Plan
application. The applicant shall work to obtain wastewater treatment service
from the ERRSD to the maximum extent feasible....”

Gary Gates did not submit the required application to, or even contact, ERRSD and
has offered no explanation for his failure to do so.

Gary Gates’ failure to proceed with the well pump test this year or to apply to ERRSD
for sewage treatment service or to address the myriad conditions in your Sketch Plan
approval suggests that he is attempting to hold the publicly owned “Parking Lot
Parcel” hostage in the hope that he can re-trade his deal and change the terms of your
Sketch Plan decision, which always contemplated a parking lot set aside and density
reduction (see conditions 1, 4 and 13).
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5. PRIORITY OF GATES’ GUNNISON PROJECT.

Kendall Burgemeister claims that Gates should receive an extension because “Mr.
Gates’ project team has been focusing its efforts in the first half of 2019 on [the
Gunnison]| project.” That is an astounding claim. Being occupied with the Gunnison
project does not constitute good cause for deferring work on the upper valley project.
This claim should raise concerns for Gunnison County regarding Mr. Gates’ capacity
to deliver two projects concurrently. If he is unable to address two projects in the
planning stages, how will he be able to execute two large scale projects during
delivery? With Brush Creek being the largest proposed development of this nature in
the valley, it would seem that resources and capacity to deliver should be a critical
criteria. By abandoning the Brush Creek project in 2019, Gary Gates has clearly
demonstrated that such capacity does not exist, which could put the Brush Creek and
Gunnison projects in jeopardy.

6. NO PRELIMINARY PLAN WORK.

It is significant that Kendall Burgemeister’s request for the extension does not
enumerate any work or progress on the Preliminary Plan. Gary Gates has had 330+
days to demonstrate progress and his commitment to this project with no visible
results. His request further suggests that there will be several years additional delay
while the Gates team completes the Gunnison project.

7. CONCLUSION.

For all of the reasons set forth above, the Gates request presents a much stronger
justification for denying the extension than for approving it. Please deny Gary Gates’
request for an extension due to his obvious failure to establish the “good cause”
required by Section 7-202.Q of the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution.

To: Town Councils of Crested Butte and Mt. Crested Butte, County Commissioners, and the community-
at-large:

On August 6%, the County Commissioners will be voting on Gatesco’s request for a one-year extension of
the preliminary plan application deadline for the Brush Creek Project, a workforce housing development
planned for the Gunnison valley. As this vote approaches, | would like to address several questions that
have been raised, but will begin with some basic background information:

Background:

The tract is owned by Gunnison County, Crested Butte Mountain Resort (CBMR, now Vail Resorts), the
Town of Mt. Crested Butte, and the Town of Crested Butte. When they purchased the property in 1998,
they entered into a Memorandum of Agreement that allowed the parcel to be used for certain uses,
including affordable housing. In 2016, the four owners put out a Request for Proposals (RFP) and a
Request for Qualifications (RFQ) for the development of that project, and Gatesco responded with a
proposal for 240 units, which was unanimously selected by the owners.

The Gatesco project included an indoor transit center, a paved parking lot for at least seventy vehicles,
and underground parking garages. Approximately 65% of the units would be deed restricted to be made
available to those with an annual income less than 180% of the area median income (AMI}, and 50%
would be further restricted to households earning less than 120% of AMI. Rental rates on the restricted
units would be limited to a maximum of 30% of household income. in return, the price of the tract
would be reduced to compensate for the lowered revenue that would be generated because of the
reduced rents. Gatesco’s was the only proposal not asking for taxpayer funds or for tax exemptions,
agreeing to be subject to the standard property taxes in the County.

Three of the four owners need to agree to the submittal of the preliminary plan application and the sale
of property.

Question 1. Why is Gatesco requesting this extension of this deadline?

In August 2018, the Gunnison County Commissioners approved Gatesco’s sketch plan application with a
reduced 180 units and forty additional conditions. The County and CBMR were amenable to a sale of the
property and submittal of a preliminary plan based on these conditions. However, over the course of
several months, culminating in a January 22, 2019, memorandum from the Town of Crested Butte to the
County, the Towns of Crested Butte and Mt. Crested Butte developed three additional conditions for the
project to move into preliminary plan. The conditions are: (1} further reduction in the number of units to
156; (2) setting aside 5 acres of the property (over 1/3 of the property included in the RFP) for intercept
parking or other uses; and (3) requiring 2 off street parking spaces per unit. This process consumed six of
the twelve months provided to develop a preliminary plan after the sketch plan is approved. Developing
a plan that could address these conditions to the maximum extent while maintaining feasibility required
additional time.

Question 2. What is Gatesco’s response to the additional conditions imposed by Crested Butte and
Mt. Crested Butte?





Gatesco has concerns with the cumulative impact that these conditions, in addition to the conditions
imposed by the sketch plan approval, would have on the cost of the project and the desirability of the
project to prospective tenants.

For example, the reduction to 156 units, while maintaining the same proportion of deed restricted units,
reduces the number of unrestricted units that can be rented out to cover the significant fixed costs
associated with the project.

The set-aside of five acres for future uses including intercept parking significantly reduced the
developable area below what was contemplated during the RFP and sketch plan processes. The location
of the set aside was not specified. If the five acres was located on the flatter parts of the property, the
construction of workforce housing units would be squeezed onto more challenging terrain, dramatically
impacting construction costs.

All of the data, including the 2016 Housing Needs Assessment, suggests that off street parking
requirements have resulted in developments that over-supply parking spaces, driving up costs, reducing
affordability for tenants. Overly burdensome requirements also negatively impact livability by reducing
open space. As recognized by the Gunnison County Land Use Resolution, workforce housing projects,
which often have smaller dwelling units, demand less parking than a market rate project. No municipal
code in the Gunnison Valley would require two parking spaces per dwelling unit for a multi-family
project such as this one.

Question #3. What has Gatesco done to respond to these conditions by Mt. CB and CB and secure an
agreement from at least one of them?

By the time the two towns had sent their letter outlining additional conditions, Gatesco had been
selected to develop and own a 76-unit workforce housing project in Gunnison located across from the
Recreation Center (the “Gunnison Project”). This approval was formalized in a written contract on July
22, 2019. Gatesco hopes that permits can be issued to begin construction sometime in September so
that the property can be completed by Spring of 2020.

With the approval of the Gunnison Project, Gatesco feels that it could make a 156-unit property viable
at Brush Creek. The combined projects would be 232 units and by operating and developing them
together there can be substantial cost savings: the properties could use the same architectural plans;
the same work crews could be used to build both properties; the same management staff could easily
manage both properties; and construction and operating supplies would be identical at both properties,
creating an economy of scale to save on costs.

Gatesco’s internal team has also worked with outside consultants to evaluate the three conditions
imposed by the Towns and to develop a plan that addresses those conditions to the extent feasible.

Accordingly, Gatesco believes its position has improved and that it is better able now to meet the
conditions requested by the towns. An extension is necessary in order to wrap up those negotiations.

Question 4. To what extent can Gatesco meet the new conditions imposed by the two towns? When
will Gatesco respond?

Gatesco anticipates seeking an adjustment to the new conditions as follows:

1) Gatesco will agree to construct 156 rental units. The revised site plan places these units
predominantly on the flatter sections of the property to keep construction costs under





control. The elimination of for-sale units also enhances feasibility. The overwhelming
majority of deed restricted units coming online in the north valley are for-sale projects, and
recent developments in the Town of Crested Butte suggests that the demand for for-sale
units may be limited. Meanwhile, all of the statistical and anecdotal evidences shows the
demand for workforce housing is not going away. We strongly believe that a rental project is
the appropriate solution. The elimination of underground parking, economies of scale from
the Gunnison Project, and other modifications also support the feasibility of a 156 unit

project.

2) Increase the set-aside for transit center parking from the seventy-vehicle requirement to a
two acre requirement, which should accommodate approximately 200 parking spaces.

3) Adjust the off street parking requirement from 2 spaces per unit to 1.5 spaces per unit. Such

a ratio is more consistent with the municipal codes throughout the Gunnison Valley, and
more commensurate with the number of studio and one bedroom units included in this

project.
4) Allow Gatesco to request necessary adjustments to the forty-one current conditions to
ensure economic viability, primarily by adjusting the ratio of larger units to smaller units.
5) Allow Gatesco to request an increase in the number of lower-income units after the

property has reached at least 90% occupancy for three years. Such a request would be
subject to all of the same LUR conditions in effect and the same public processes to which
any new request is already subject.

If the county grants the extension on August 6th, then as soon as either town is able, Gatesco would like
to schedule a workshop meeting with each town to discuss these proposed solutions.

Question 5. Why has Gatesco not done any water tests as required by Condition 28 in the Preliminary
Plan?

Gatesco’s hydrological consultant has been monitoring water levels in the existing well on the property
for the past two years. At this point, there is no evidence that one or more wells on the property would
not be able to provide an adequate physical supply of water for the project without injuring existing
nearby wells. It will cost tens of thousands of dollars to complete the specific type of pumping test
required for the preliminary plan, and it is not practical to expect Gatesco to invest that much money
without Condition 1 (approval by three of the four owners) being met first.

Question 6. Why has Gatesco failed to apply for sewage treatment per Condition 30?

It could cost as much as $100,000 to fulfill this condition. Gatesco’s engineering firm has the application
ready to submit to the East River Regional Sanitation District (ERRSD) and has met with the board of the
ERRSD about treatment options. However, as with Question 5 above, it is impractical to expect ERRSD
or Gatesco to expend the time and cost required when Condition 1 has not been resolved.

Question 7. What is Gatesco’s position on the Transit Center?

Because Gatesco is proposing a project with reduced units—and thus reduced revenue—its new plan
will not include a transit center built at Gatesco’s cost. Alternatively, it will offer to provide an indoor
waiting area with accessible bathrooms as an extension of its on-site management office.

Question 8. What will Gatesco do if the extension is granted to move forward to completion?

Gatesco’s planned timeline is:





August through September 2019: work to obtain consensus with Crested Butte and Mt. Crested Butte
for a plan that has 156 residential units, but with modifications to the other two conditions as described
above.

October 2019 through August 2020: Develop and submit the preliminary plan to the County, conduct all
necessary water tests and finalize sewage treatment plan.

August 2020 through May 2021: obtain approval of the preliminary plan

June 2021 through August 2021: obtain approval of the final plan

September 2021: Obtain permits, begin infrastructure site work and building construction
By spring of 2022: have at least 25% of the projects ready for move-in

By end of 2022: complete the remaining 75% of the project

With construction on the Gunnison Project only weeks away, | have grown even more committed to this
community and to helping it solve its out-of-balance housing situation.

In his July 29, 2019 letter, Gary Gates makes the following claim:

Gatesco's hydrological consultant has been monitoring water levels in the existing well on the property
for the past two years. At this point, there is no evidence that one or more wells on the property would
not be able to provide an adequate physical supply of water for the project without injuring existing
nearby wells.

Before approving any extension for filing The Corner at Brush Creek preliminary plan, I respectfully ask the
Board of County Commissioners to impose two requirements:

First, require written confirmation of the claims quoted above from Gary Gates' hydrological consultant,
Professional Geologist Jon F. Kaminsky of Mesa Hydrologic LLC, who wrote the May 24, 2017 Brush Creek
Hydrogeologic Investigation and Well Review Study that was included in the sketch plan submittal.

In that study, Mr. Kaminsky made the following recommendation:

At this time, 1 would recommend a couple of data collection activities to be carried out at

this well [existing well MH-23084] to better understand hydrogeologic conditions at the site. First, |
recommend installing a pressure transducer in the well which will automatically log the groundwater
level on a regular basis. These data may provide insight to the magnitude of interference from
neighboring wells and provide data on seasonal variation of groundwater levels in the area. Second, a
step-rate well efficiency test should be carried out. Such a test can provide valuable information on a
sustainable pump rate for this well. | can assist in either undertaking. In any case, the installation of a
transducer should be prioritized as it is a relatively inexpensive source of data and the data obtained
would also be useful in providing aquifer trend information before any downhole testing is conducted.

Second, please have Mr. Gates explain whether he has followed Mr. Kaminsky's recommendations, and if not,
why not?

Without the information requested above, it would be clear that Mr. Gates' claims regarding water in his June
29, 2019 letter have no basis in fact.

Management's Discussion and Analysis
December 31, 2018

As management of the Gunnison County (the “County”), we offer readers of the County’s financial
statements this narrative overview and analysis of the financial activities of the County for the fiscal year
ended December 31, 2018.

Financial Highlights

e On a short term view, the County’s governmental funds increased $789,855. This was primarily
due to increases in the Airport Construction fund and the aggregate non-major governmental
funds, and was offset by decreases in the Human Services Fund, Sales Tax Capital Improvement
Fund, and Capital Expenditure Fund.

e On along term view the County’s governmental activities increased net position by $1,557,931
due to a decrease in transfers to business-type funds year over year.

e The County’s business type activities decreased net position by $1,101,332. This is mainly due
to the decreases in the Airport Operations Fund.

Overview of the Financial Statements

This discussion and analysis is intended to serve as an introduction to the County’s basic financial
statements. The County’s basic financial statements are comprised of three components: 1) government-
wide financial statements; 2) fund financial statements; and 3) notes to the financial statements. This
report also contains other supplementary information in addition to the basic financial statements
themselves. The County has three component units: 1) The Gunnison Valley Hospital and Health Care
Center, 2) the Gunnison County Housing Authority and 3) the Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing
District. The latter two entities are treated as a blended component unit, meaning they are treated as
funds of the County, because their Boards are the same as the Board of County Commissioners. The
Hospital is treated as a discretely presented component unit. Refer to the Hospital’'s separately issued
financial statements.

Government-wide Financial Statements: The government-wide financial statements are designed to
provide readers with a broad overview of the County’s finances, in a manner similar to a private-sector
business.

The Statement of Net Position presents information on all the County’s assets, deferred outflows of
resources, liabilities, and deferred inflows of resources, with the difference reported as net position. Over
time, increases or decreases in net position may serve as a useful indicator of whether the financial
position of the County is improving or deteriorating.

The Statement of Activities presents information showing how the government's net position changed
during the most recent fiscal year. All changes in net position are reported as soon as the underlying
event giving rise to the change occurs, regardless of the timing of related cash flows. Thus, revenues
and expenses are reported in this statement for some items that will only result in cash flows in future
fiscal periods (e.g., uncollected taxes).
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Overview of the Financial Statements (continued)

Both of the government-wide financial statements distinguish functions of the County that are principally
supported by taxes and intergovernmental revenues (governmental activities) from other functions that
are intended to recover all or a significant portion of their costs through user fees and charges, (business-
type activities). The governmental activities of the County include general government, judicial, public
safety, health and welfare, auxiliary services, culture and recreation, and public works. The business-
type activities of the County include those relating to the airport, water systems, sewer systems, landfill,
and housing operations.

The government-wide financial statements can be found on pages C1 and C2 of this report.

Fund Financial Statements: A fund is a grouping of related accounts that is used to maintain control
over resources that have been segregated for specific activities or objectives. The County, like other
state and local governments, uses fund accounting to ensure and demonstrate compliance with finance-
related legal requirements. All of the funds of the County can be divided into three categories:
governmental funds, proprietary funds, and fiduciary funds.

Governmental Funds: Governmental funds are used to account for essentially the same functions
reported as governmental activities in the government-wide financial statements. However, unlike the
government-wide financial statements, governmental fund financial statements focus on near-term inflows
and outflows of spendable resources, as well as on balances of spendable resources available at the end
of the fiscal year. Such information may be useful in evaluating a government's near-term financing
requirements. The County’s major governmental funds include the General Fund, Road and Bridge
Fund, Human Services Fund, Sales Tax Capital Improvement Fund, Airport Construction, and Capital
Expenditures Fund. The County also reports a number of non-major governmental funds.

Because the focus of governmental funds is narrower than that of the government-wide financial
statements, it is useful to compare the information presented for governmental funds with similar
information presented for governmental activities in the government-wide financial statements. By doing
so, readers may better understand the long-term impact of the government's near-term financing
decisions. The Balance Sheet and the Statement of Revenues, Expenditures and Changes in Fund
Balances provide a reconciliation to facilitate this comparison between governmental funds and
governmental activities.

The County adopts an annual appropriated budget for all its Funds. A budgetary comparison statement
has been provided for all funds to demonstrate compliance with this budget.

The basic major governmental fund financial statements can be found on pages C3 through C6.

Proprietary Funds: The County maintains proprietary funds commonly known as enterprise funds.
Enterprise funds are used to report the same functions presented as business-type activities in the
government-wide financial statements. The County uses enterprise funds to account for its airport, water,
sewer, landfill, and housing authority operations.

Proprietary funds provide the same type of information as the government-wide financial statements, only
in more detail. The proprietary fund financial statements provide separate information for each of the
business-type services provided by the County, each of which is considered to be a major fund of the
County.

The basic proprietary fund financial statements can be found on pages C7 through C9 of this report.
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Overview of the Financial Statements (continued)

Fiduciary Funds: Fiduciary funds are used to account for resources held for the benefit of parties
outside the government. Fiduciary funds are not reflected in the government-wide financial statements
because the resources of those funds are not available to support the County’s own programs. The
fiduciary funds used by the County account for the County Treasurer and the Public Trustee, both of
which collect and hold assets on behalf of other individuals and governments.

The basic fiduciary fund financial statements can be found on page C10 of this report.

Notes to the Financial Statements: The notes provide additional information that is essential to a full
understanding of the data provided in the government-wide and fund financial statements. The Notes to
the Financial Statements can be found in Section D of this report.

Government-wide Financial Analysis

Traditionally, the largest portion of any County’s investments is in its capital assets. Land, buildings,
equipment, machinery, and specialized tools are necessary in order to deliver and/or provide services to
the County’s residents and visitors.

At the end of the 2018 fiscal year, the County is able to report positive balances in all three categories of
net position, first for the government as a whole, and then as separate governmental and business-type

activities.

Governmental Funds: The focus of the County’s governmental funds is to provide information on near-
term inflows, outflows, and balances of spendable resources. Such information is useful in assessing the
County's financing requirements. In particular, unreserved fund balances may serve as a useful measure
of a government's net resources available for spending at the end of the fiscal year.

As of the end of the current fiscal year, the County’s governmental funds increased $789,855. This was
primarily due to increases in the Airport Construction Fund and non-major governmental funds, and was
offset by a decrease in the Human Services Fund, Sales Tax Capital Improvement Fund and Capital
Expenditure Fund.

Financial Analysis of the County's Funds

The following chart represents the County’s available resources for the past several years.
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Proprietary Funds: The County’s proprietary funds provide the same type of information found in the
government-wide financial statements, but in more detail.

The County’s proprietary funds decreased net position by $1,101,332.

Budget Variances in the General Fund: The General Fund budget was amended during the year by
$1,679,262. Actual expenditures were $2,518,786 less than the amended budget.

Capital Assets: The County’s capitalization policy pertains to assets with a purchase value of $4,000 or
greater. Assets of lesser value are treated as operational expenditures. Additional information as well as
a detailed classification of the County’s net capital assets can be found in the Notes to the Financial
Statement in Section D of this report.

Long-term Debt: As of the end of the current fiscal year, the County’s long-term liabilities totaled
$30,277,610. Additional information as well as a detailed classification of the County’s total long-term
liabilities can be found in the Notes to the Financial Statements in section D of this report.

Next Year's Budget and Rates: The County’s General Fund balance at the end of fiscal year 2018
totaled $6,164,112. The 2019 budget anticipates decreasing this balance by $1,275,008.

Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

Gunnison County (the “County”) is a statutory county located in western Colorado. An elected
Board of Commissioners is responsible for setting policy, appointing administrative personnel and
the adoption of an annual budget in accordance with state statutes. The County’s operations
include sheriff protection, health and human services, culture and recreation, road maintenance,
an airport, water and sewer services, a housing administration, and a landfill.

The County’s financial statements are prepared in accordance with generally accepted
accounting principles (“GAAP”). The Governmental Accounting Standards Board (“GASB”) is
responsible for establishing GAAP for state and local governments through its pronouncements
(Statements and Interpretations). The more significant accounting policies established by GAAP
used by the County are discussed below.

A. Reporting Entity

The reporting entity consists of (a) the primary government; i.e., the County, and (b)
organizations for which the County is financially accountable. The County is considered
financially accountable for legally separate organizations if it is able to appoint a voting
majority of an organization's governing body and is either able to impose its will on that
organization or there is a potential for the organization to provide specific financial
benefits to, or to impose specific financial burdens on, the County. Consideration is also
given to other organizations which are fiscally dependent; i.e., unable to adopt a budget,
levy taxes, or issue debt without approval by the County. Organizations for which the
nature and significance of their relationship with the County are such that exclusion would
cause the reporting entity's financial statements to be misleading or incomplete are also
included in the reporting entity.

The financial statements of component units have been included in the financial reporting
entity either as blended or discretely presented component units.

1. Blended Component Units

The Gunnison County Housing Authority (the “Housing Authority”) - Gunnison
Senior Housing Project, an entity legally separate from the County, is governed
by the Gunnison County Board of County Commissioners. For financial reporting
purposes, the Authority is reported as if it was part of the County's operations
because its purpose is to finance and provide low income senior housing to the
citizens of the County.

In 2003, the County’s electorate approved the creation of the Gunnison River
Valley Local Marketing District (the “District”). The District was created for the
organization, promotion, marketing, and management of public events; activities
in support of business recruitment, management and development; and
coordinating tourism promotion activities within the District's boundaries. The
County’s Board of County Commissioners sits as ex officio as the District’s
Board. For financial reporting purposes, the District is reported as a blended
component unit and resembles the reporting for other special revenue funds.

Discretely Presented Component Unit

The component unit columns in the combined financial statements include the
financial data of the County's discretely presented component unit. This unit is
reported in a separate column to emphasize that it is legally separate from the
County.

The Gunnison Valley Hospital and Health Care Center - The Gunnison Valley
Hospital and Health Care Center Board is appointed by the County, is fiscally
dependent on the County because they cannot issue debt without the approval of
the County, and its operational and capital budgets and its annual property tax
mill levy are approved by the County. The completed financial statements of the
Hospital and Health Care Center can be obtained directly from their
administrative office at:

Intergovernmental Agreements

The County has entered into various governmental agreements that do not meet
the criteria for inclusion in these financial statements as component units or as
joint ventures.

The County receives funding from local, state, and federal government sources
and must comply with all requirements of these funding sources. However, the
County is not included in any other governmental reporting entity.

B. Government-wide and Fund Financial Statements

The County’s basic financial statements include both government-wide (financial
activities of the overall County, except for fiduciary activities) and fund financial
statements (reporting the County’s individual funds). Both the government-wide and fund
financial statements categorize primary activities as either governmental or business-
type. Governmental activities are generally financed through taxes, intergovernmental
revenues, and other non-exchange transactions. Business-type activities are financed in
whole or part by fees charged to external parties.

Government-wide Financial Statements

In the government-wide Statement of Net Position, both the governmental and
business-type activities columns are (a) presented on a consolidated basis by
column, and (b) reported on a full accrual, economic resource basis, which
recognizes all long-term assets and receivables as well as long-term debt and
obligations. The primary government is reported separately from certain legally
separate component units for which the primary government is financially
accountable. The County’s net position is reported in three parts — net
investment in capital assets; restricted net position; and unrestricted net position.

The government-wide Statement of Activities reports both the gross and net cost
of each of the County’s non-fiduciary functions (e.g., public safety, culture and
recreation, etc.) and business-type activities (e.g., water, sewer, landfill, etc.).
The functions are also supported by general government revenues (property and
sales taxes, intergovernmental revenue, etc.). The Statement of Activities
reduces gross expenses (including depreciation) by related program revenues,
operating and capital grants. Program revenues must be directly associated with
the function or business-type activity. Operating grants include operating-specific
and discretionary (either operating or capital) grants while the capital grants
column reflects capital-specific grants.

The government-wide focus is on the sustainability of the County as an entity and
the change in the County’s net position resulting from the current year’s activities.

Fund Financial Statements

The financial transactions of the County are reported in individual funds in the
fund financial statements. Each fund is accounted for by providing a separate
set of self-balancing accounts that comprises its assets, liabilities, reserves, fund
equity, revenues and expenditures/expenses. The fund focus is on current
available resources and budget compliance.

The County reports the following major governmental funds:

The General Fund is the County’s primary operating fund. It accounts for all
financial resources of the County, except those required to be accounted for in
another fund.

The Road and Bridge Fund accounts for the County’s share of state revenues
that are legally restricted for the maintenance of highways and roads within the
County’s boundaries and also accounts for other revenues restricted for highway
and road purposes.

The Human Services Fund administers the County’s state and federal revenues
that are restricted for the provision of social services to the residents of the
County.

The Sales Tax Capital Improvement Fund accounts for the collection of sales tax
restricted for capital expenditures.

The Airport Construction Fund accounts for grants and construction expenditures
relating to the County’s airport. The constructed assets are contributed to the
Airport Operations Fund.

The Capital Expenditures Fund accounts for the accumulation of resources for
future capital expenditures.

The County reports the following major proprietary funds:

The Airport Operations Fund accounts for the operations of the Gunnison County
Airport.

The Gunnison County Sewer Fund is used to account for the operations of sewer
facilities operated by the County in unincorporated areas of the County.

The Gunnison County Water Fund is used to account for the operations of water
system facilities operated by the County in unincorporated areas of the County.

The Landfill Operations Fund accounts for the operations of the County’s landfill
and recycling program.

The Gunnison County Housing Authority is used to account for the activities of
the Authority, a blended component unit of the County. Two funds are included
which account for operations of an assisted living center and an elderly housing
complex.

Additionally, the County reports the following fund types:

Internal services funds account for the rental of motor vehicles and heavy
equipment, the usage of gravel and other construction materials, the rental of
computer equipment, and to account for health insurance and unemployment
claims. These services are provided to other County funds and departments on
a cost reimbursement basis.

Agency funds are used to account for the collection and distribution of property
and other taxes between the County’s funds and other governments and
agencies. Agency funds are also used to account for the activities of the County
Trustee and segregate these activities into a separate fund as required by State
of Colorado statutes.

C. Measurement Focus, Basis of Accounting, and Financial Statement Presentation

Measurement focus refers to whether financial statements measure changes in current
resources only (current financial focus) or changes in both current and long-term
resources (long-term economic focus). Basis of accounting refers to the point at which
revenues, expenditures, or expenses are recognized in the accounts and reported in the
financial statements. Financial statement presentation refers to classification of revenues
by source and expenses by function.

Long-term Economic Focus and Accrual Basis

Both the governmental and business-type activities in the government-wide
financial statements and the proprietary and fiduciary financial statements use
the long-term economic focus and are presented on the accrual basis of
accounting. Revenues are recognized when earned and expenses are
recognized when incurred, regardless of the timing of the related cash flows. On
the accrual basis, revenue from property taxes is recognized in the year for which
taxes are levied. Revenue from grants and donations is recognized in the year in
which all eligibility requirements have been satisfied.

Current Financial Focus and Modified Accrual Basis

The governmental fund financial statements use the current financial focus and
are presented on the modified accrual basis of accounting. Under the modified
accrual basis of accounting, revenues are recorded when susceptible to accrual;
i.e., both measurable and available. The County considered all revenues
reported in the governmental funds to be available if they are collected within
sixty days after year-end. Expenditures are recorded when the related fund
liability is incurred, except for principal and interest on general ling-term debt,
claims and judgments, and compensated absences, which are recognized as
expenditures to the extent they have matured. General capital asset acquisitions
are reported as expenditures in governmental funds. Proceeds of long-term
liabilities and acquisitions under capital leases are reported as other financing
sources.

Financial Statement Presentation

Amounts reported as program revenues include 1) charges to customers or
applicants for goods, services or privileges provided, 2) operating grants and
contributions, and 3) capital grants and contributions, including special
assessments. Internally dedicated resources are reported as general revenues
rather than as program revenues. Likewise, general revenues include all taxes.

Proprietary funds distinguish operating revenues and expenses from non-
operating items. Operating revenues and expenses generally result from
providing services and producing and delivering goods in connection with a
proprietary fund’s principal ongoing operations. The principal operating revenues
of the County’s enterprise fund are charges to customers for sales. Operating
expenses for the enterprise funds include the cost of sales and services,
administrative expenses, and depreciation on capital assets. All revenue and
expense notes meeting this definition are reported as non-operating revenues
and expenses.

When both restricted and unrestricted resources are available for use, it is the

County’s policy to use restricted resources first, then unrestricted resources as
they are needed.

Cash, Cash Equivalents, and Investments

Cash and cash equivalents include amounts in demand deposits as well as
short-term investments with a maturity date within 3 months of the acquisition
date.

Restricted cash and cash equivalents represent amounts restricted by bond
indentures and other binding commitments.

Investments are stated at fair value. The change in fair value of investments is
recognized as an increase or decrease to investment assets and investment
income.

The County follows Colorado statutes specifying specific investment instruments
meeting defined rating criteria in which local governments may invest, which
include:

Receivables are reported net of an allowance for uncollectible accounts,
whenever applicable.

Property Taxes

Property taxes are assessed in one year as a lien on the property, but not
collected by the governmental unit until the subsequent year. In accordance with
generally accepted accounting principles, the assessed but uncollected property
taxes have been recorded as a receivable and as deferred revenue on the fund
financial statements.

Interfund Receivables and Payables
Balances at year-end between funds are reported as “due to / from other funds”
in the fund financial statements. Any residual balances not eliminated between

the governmental and business-type activities are reported as “internal balances”
in the government-wide financial statements.

Inventories are carried at cost. The Internal Service Fund | inventory includes
gravel held for County use.

Payments made to vendors for services that will benefit periods beyond
December 31, 2018 are recorded as prepaid expenses.

Capital Assets

Capital assets, which include land, buildings, building improvements, equipment,
and vehicles, are reported in the applicable governmental columns in the
government-wide financial statements. Capital assets are defined by the County
as assets with an initial cost of $4,000 or more and an estimated useful life in
excess of two years for all assets other than equipment. Such assets are
recorded at historical cost. Donated capital assets are recorded at estimated fair
value at the date of donation.

The costs of normal maintenance and repairs that do not add to the value of the
asset or materially extend asset lives are not capitalized. Improvements are
capitalized and depreciated over the remaining useful lives of the related fixed
assets, as applicable.

Capital outlay for projects is capitalized as projects are constructed. Interest
incurred during the construction phase is capitalized as part of the value of the
assets constructed in the business-type activities.

Infrastructure, buildings, and equipment are depreciated using the straight-line
method over the following estimated useful lives:

Assets Years
Infrastructure 15-30
Buildings and improvements 15-40
Machinery and equipment 3-10
Vehicles 10

The book value of property and equipment transferred to the City of Gunnison for
additional capacity at their wastewater treatment facility are being amortized on
the straight-line method over a period of twenty-five (25) years. The term of the
agreement is indefinite and does not include treatment costs.

Unavailable Property Taxes

Property taxes in the State of Colorado are assessed in one year as a lien on the
property, but not collected by the governmental units until the subsequent year.
In accordance with generally accepted accounting principles, the assessed but
uncollected property taxes have been recorded in the accompanying financial
statements as a receivable and as deferred inflow of resources.

Compensated Absences

Vested or accumulated vacation leave that is expected to be liquidated with
expendable available financial resources is reported as expenditure and a fund
liability of the governmental fund that will pay it. Amounts of vested or
accumulated vacation leave that are not expected to be liquidated with
expendable available financial resources are reported in the governmental
activities column in the government-wide financial statements. Vested or
accumulated vacation leave of the proprietary fund type is recorded as an
expense and liability of that fund as the benefits accrue to employees. In
accordance with the provisions of GASB No. 16, Accounting for Compensated
Absences, no liability is recorded for non-vesting accumulating rights to receive
sick pay benefits.

Recognition of Grant Revenue

Where the expenditure of funds is the prime factor for determining eligibility for
grant funds, revenue is recognized at the time the expenditure is incurred.

Bond Premiums and Discounts

On the government-wide Statement of Net Position and the proprietary fund type
Statement of Net Position, bond premiums and discounts are netted with the
related bond. On the government-wide and proprietary fund type Statement of
Activities, bond premiums and discounts are deferred and amortized over the life
of the bonds using the effective interest method. At the governmental fund
reporting level, bond premiums and discounts are reported as other financing
sources and uses, separately from the face amount of the bonds issued.

Fund Equity

Fund equity at the governmental fund financial reporting level is classified as
“fund balance.” Fund equity for all other reporting is classified as “net position.”

Fund Balance — Generally, fund balance represents the difference between the
current assets and current liabilities. Governmental accounting standards
establishes fund balance classifications that comprise a hierarchy based
primarily on the extent to which a government is bound to observe constraints
imposed upon the use of the resources reported in governmental funds. Fund
balance classifications, include Non-spendable, Restricted, Committed,
Assigned, and Unassigned. These classifications reflect not only the nature of
funds, but also provide clarity to the level of restriction placed upon fund balance.
Fund Balance can have different levels of restraint, such as external versus
internal compliance requirements. Unassigned fund balance is a residual
classification within the General Fund. The General Fund should be the only fund
that reports a positive unassigned balance. In all other funds, unassigned is
limited to negative residual fund balance. For further details of the various fund
balance classifications refer to Note IV.M.

Net Position - Net position represent the difference between assets, deferred
outflows of resources, liabilities, and deferred inflows of resources. Net
investment in capital assets consists of capital assets, net of accumulated
depreciation, reduced by the outstanding balances of any borrowing used for the
acquisition, construction or improvement of those assets. This net position
amount also is adjusted by any bond issuance deferred amounts. Net position is
reported as restricted when there are limitations imposed on their use either
through the enabling legislation adopted by the County or through external
restrictions imposed by creditors, grantors or laws or regulations of other
governments. All other net position is reported as unrestricted.

The County applies restricted resources first when an expense is incurred for
purposes for which both restricted and unrestricted net position is available.

Deferred Outflows and Inflows of Resources

In addition to assets, the statement of financial position will sometimes report a
separate section for deferred outflows of resources. This separate financial
statement element, deferred outflows of resources, represents a consumption of
net position that applies to a future period(s) and so will not be recognized as an
outflow of resources (expense/ expenditure) until then. The County has no items
that qualify for reporting in this category.

In addition to liabilities, the statement of financial position will sometimes report a
separate section for deferred inflows of resources. This separate financial
statement element, deferred inflows of resources, represents an acquisition of
net position that applies to a future period(s) and so will not be recognized as an
inflow of resources (revenue) until that time. The County has only one item that
qualifies for reporting in this category. Accordingly, unavailable property tax
revenue is deferred and recognized as an inflow of resources in the period that
the amounts become available and earned.

Interfund Transactions

Quasi-external (i.e., internal service fund) transactions are accounted for as
revenues, expenditures or expenses. Transactions that constitute
reimbursements to a fund for expenditures/expenses initially made from it that
are properly applicable to another fund, are recorded as expenditures/expenses
in the reimbursing fund and as reductions of expenditures/expenses in the fund
that is reimbursed.

All other interfund transactions, except quasi-external transactions and
reimbursements, are reported as transfers.

Significant Accounting Policies
1. Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted
accounting principles requires management to make estimates and assumptions
that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of
contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the
reported amount of revenues and expenses during the reporting period. Actual
results could differ from those estimates.

2, Legal Provisions and Authorization of Deposits

As previously noted, the County is governed by state statutes as to the type of
institutions and investments with which it may deposit funds and transact
business.

Cash and investments include amounts in demand deposits as well as
investments. The funds of the County are invested by the County Treasurer.
The County Treasurer accounts for the transactions of each individual fund of the
County and maintains a separate ledger for each County fund and all other
governments and agencies within the County for which the County Treasurer
collects and disburses funds.

The cash and investments of the County's component units are invested by each
entity within the guidelines set forth by their respective Boards of Trustees.

Reconciliation of Government-wide and Fund Financial Statements

A. Explanation of Certain Differences between the Governmental Fund Balance Sheet and
the Government-wide Statement of Net Position

The governmental fund Balance Sheet includes a reconciliation (Page C4) between fund
balance — total governmental funds and net position of governmental activities as
reported in the government-wide Statement of Net Position. One element of that
reconciliation explains that “Internal Service Funds are used by management to charge
the costs of the motor pool, equipment costs and health insurance to individual funds.
The assets and liabilities of the internal service funds are included in the governmental
activities in the Statement of Net Position. This represents the net equity of the internal
service funds less the fixed assets.”

B. Explanation of Certain Differences between the Governmental Fund Statement of
Revenues, Expenditures and Changes in Fund Balance and the Government-wide
Statement of Activities

The governmental fund Statement of Revenues, Expenditures and Changes in Fund
Balance includes a reconciliation (Page C6) between Net Changes in Fund Balances and
Changes in Net Position as reported in the government-wide Statement of Activities. One
element of that reconciliation explains that “Internal Service Funds are used by
management to charge the costs of the motor pool, equipment costs and health
insurance to individual funds. The revenues and expenditures of the internal service
funds are included in the governmental activities in the Statement of Activities. This
represents the net revenues and expenditures of the internal service funds less the
depreciation on fixed assets.”

Legal Compliance - Budgets

Property taxes become a lien on the property as of January 1 of the year assessed.
Taxes levied in one year are collected in the succeeding year. Thus taxes certified in
2017 were collected in 2018 and taxes certified in 2018 will be collected in 2019. Taxes
are due on January 1st in the year of collection; however, they may be paid in either one
installment (no later than April 30th) or two equal installments (not later than February 28
and June 15th) without interest or penalty. Taxes which are not paid within the
prescribed time bear interest at the rate of one percent (1%) per month until paid. Unpaid
amounts and the accrued interest thereon become delinquent on June 15th.
Expenditures may not legally exceed budgeted appropriations at the fund level. During
the year, supplementary appropriations were necessary. Appropriations lapse at the end
of each calendar year.

Budgetary Information

As required by Colorado statutes, the County follows these procedures in establishing the
budgetary data reflected in the financial statements.

(1) For the 2018 budget, prior to August 25, 2017, the County Assessor sent to the
County Finance Director a certified assessed valuation of all taxable property
within the County.

(2) Based on this assessed valuation, the County Finance Director computed a rate
of levy which when levied would raise the amounts, along with other revenues,
necessary to fund the County operating requirements. The levy rate and
proposed budget was submitted to the County Commissioners before December
22.

(3) Notice was published within ten (10) days which contained: availability of
proposed budget for public inspection, date and time of budget adoption meeting,
and that any County taxpayer may file objection prior to adoption of the budget.

(4) The final budget and appropriating resolution was adopted prior to December 31.

(5) After adoption of the budget resolution, the County may make by resolution the
following changes: (i) supplemental appropriations to the extent of revenues in
excess of the estimated in the budget; (ii) emergency appropriations; and (iii)
reduction of appropriations for which originally estimated revenues are insufficient.
At any time during the year, the County may, by resolution, transfer part of all of
any unexpended funds from one department or fund to another.

TABOR Amendment — Revenue and Spending Limitation Amendment

In November 1992, Colorado voters amended Article X of the Colorado Constitution by
adding Section 20; commonly known as the Taxpayer's Bill of Rights (“TABOR”). TABOR
contains revenue, spending, tax and debt limitations which apply to the State of Colorado
and local governments. TABOR requires, with certain exceptions, advance voter
approval for any new tax, tax rate increase, mill levy above that for the prior year,
extension of any expiring tax, or tax policy change directly causing a net tax revenue gain
to any local government.

TABOR Amendment — Revenue and Spending Limitation Amendment (continued)

Except for refinancing bonded debt at a lower interest rate or adding new employees to
existing pension plans, TABOR requires advance voter approval for the creation of any
multiple fiscal year debt or other financial obligation unless adequate present cash
reserves are pledged irrevocably and held for payments in all future fiscal years.

TABOR also requires local governments to establish emergency reserves to be used for
declared emergencies only. Emergencies, as defined by TABOR, exclude economic
conditions, revenue shortfalls, or salary or fringe benefit increases. These reserves are
required to be 3% or more of fiscal year spending (excluding bonded debt service). The
County has reserved year-end fund balance in the General Fund for emergencies as
required under TABOR in the amount of $773,000.

The initial base for local government spending and revenue limits is December 31, 1992.
Future spending and revenue limits are determined based on the prior year's fiscal year
spending adjusted for inflation in the prior calendar year plus annual local growth. Fiscal
year spending is generally defined as expenditures and reserve increases with certain
exceptions. Revenue, if any, in excess of the fiscal year spending limit must be refunded
in the next fiscal year unless voters approve retention of such revenue.

On November 5, 1996, the County’s electorate approved the following ballot question:

“May Gunnison County, without any increase in County rates and without
exceeding the property tax revenue limit, keep and spend for County services
and capital expenditures, in 1996 and each year thereafter, any excess revenues
from grants, fees, interest, sales tax, and all other revenue sources without being
limited by the restrictions of Article X, Section 20 of the Colorado Constitution
(commonly known as Amendment 1 and/or the “Tabor Amendment’)”.

On November 7, 2000 the County’s electorate approved the following ballot question:

“May Gunnison County be authorized to collect, keep, and expend all revenues it
receives from its property tax levy in 2001 and each year thereafter as a revenue
change pursuant to Article X, Section 20 of the Colorado Constitution provided
that nothing in this question authorizes the County to increase its permanent rate
of levy without prior voter approval’.

The County's management believes it is in compliance with the financial provisions of
TABOR. However, TABOR is complex and subject to interpretation. Many of its
provisions, including the interpretation of how to calculate fiscal year spending limits, will
require judicial interpretation.

Deficit Fund Balance and Net Position

The Gunnison County Housing Authority Mountain View Fund had a deficit net position at

The County’s deposits are entirely covered by federal depository insurance (“FDIC”) or by

collateral held under Colorado’s Public Deposit Protection Act (“PDPA”). The FDIC

insures the first $250,000 of the County’s deposits at each financial institution. Deposit

balances over $250,000 are collateralized as required by PDPA.

The Investment Pool represents investments in COLOTRUST and CSAFE which
are 2a7-like pools. The fair value of the pool is determined by the pool’s share
price. The County has no regulatory oversight for the pool.

Interest Rate Risk. As a means of limiting its exposure to interest rate risk, the County
diversifies its investments by security type and institution, and limits holdings in any one
type of investment with any one issuer. The County coordinates its investment maturities
to closely match cash flow needs and restricts the maximum investment term to less than

five years from the purchase date. As a result of the limited length of maturities the

County has limited its interest rate risk.

Credit Risk. State law and County policy limit investments to those authorized by State
statutes including U.S. Agencies and 2a7-like pools. The County’s general investment
policy is to apply the prudent-person rule: Investments are made as a prudent person
would be expected to act, with discretion and intelligence, to seek reasonable income,
preserve capital, and, in general, avoid speculative investments.

Concentration of Credit Risk. The County diversifies its investments by security type and
institution. Investments may only be made in those financial institutions which are
insured or issued by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation, the Federal Home
Mortgage Association, the Federal Savings and Loan Insurance Corporation,
Congressionally authorized mortgage lenders and investments that are federally
guaranteed. Financial institutions holding County funds must provide the County a copy
of the certificate from the Banking Authority that states that the institution is an eligible
public depository.

F. Interfund Transfers, Receivables, and Payables

Interfund balances at December 31, 2018, consisted of the following amounts and

represent charges for services or reimbursable expenses. These remaining balances
resulted from the time lag between the dates that (1) interfund goods or services are

provided or reimbursable expenditures occur, (2) transactions are recorded in the

accounting period, and (3) payments between funds are made.

1. Pitchfork Property Loan

On December 28, 2001, the County signed an agreement with Colorado Housing
Authority for the purchase of land to be resold to local families to provide
affordable housing. The original agreement financed $63,173, with repayment to
occur by December 31, 2005. On December 1, 2005, there was a modification to
this agreement which refinanced $30,665. New terms require monthly payments
of $211, and provides for interest at 4.00%. The agreement maturity date is July
30, 2023.

Airport Construction Loan

On October 20, 2009, the County signed a loan agreement for a Broom Truck.
The loan totaled $188,238 and requires annual payments each July of $23,627.
The loan carries and interest rate of 4.60% and matures on July 15, 2019.

2010 Taxable Certificates of Participation (Series B)

On September 2, 2010, the County issued $17,270,000 in Certificates of
Participation with interest ranging from 2.25% to 6.125%. The net proceeds of
$17,022,464 (after payment of $247,536 in underwriting fees and other issuance
costs) were deposited with a Trustee to provide for construction of a public safety
center and public works facility. The Certificates of Participation are paid through
a lease purchase agreement with the County. The lease is subject to annual
appropriation. The issue requires semi-annual payment on January 15t and July
1st from $202,500 to $487,500 until December 1, 2040.

These certificates are Qualified Build America Bonds, which indicates the
certificates are not tax-exempt. Under the Build America Program, the County
may apply for interest cost subsidies from the federal government. Such
subsidies will be used by the County to pay debt service on these certificates.
During the fiscal year ended December 31, 2018, the County recognized revenue
of $287,216 related to this subsidy.

These certificates are secured by a Reserve Fund. In accordance with
certificates indentures, the County has restricted cash and net position, less
retainage payable, equal to $142,303 at December 31, 2018

These 2010B certificates are subject to redemption prior to maturity at the option
of the County at par plus accrued interest without a redemption premium.

2010 Energy Improvement Lease

On August 1, 2010, the County entered into lease purchase agreements for the
purchase and construction of various building improvements throughout the
County. The purchased assets included heating, lighting, and air-conditioning
controls at a cost of $1,168,919. The lease agreements provide for a reduction
of payments if certain budgeted energy savings are not realized. A portion of the
debt has been recorded on the Airport Operations Fund and the Housing
Authority Fund with the remaining amount included in the Government-wide
Statement of Net Position — Governmental Activities column. The lease
purchase has a ten year term. Semi-annual payments are required on February
1 and August 1 of each year through August 1, 2020.

2013 Certificates of Participation

On December 30, 2013, the County issued $9,710,000 in Certificates of
Participation with interest ranging from 2.00% to 5.25%. The net proceeds of
$9,999,100 (which include an original issue premium of $289,100 and after
payment of $168,125 in underwriting fees and other issuance costs) were
deposited with a Trustee to be used to construct, renovate and equip a new,
state-of-the art County courthouse and administrative office building, and
landscaping and parking development. The Certificates of Participation are paid
through a lease purchase agreement with the County. The lease is subject to
annual appropriation. The issue requires semi-annual payment on June 1st and
December 15t from $255,000 to $635,000 until December 1, 2038.

The certificates maturing on and after December 1, 2014, are subject to optional
redemption prior to maturity at the option of the County, on December 1, 2013, at
par plus accrued interest without a redemption premium.

The certificates maturing on December 1, 2038 are subject to mandatory sinking
fund redemption at par, plus accrued interest to redemption date.

Impact Assistance Loan Funds - Somerset

During the year ended December 31, 2003, the County received $100,000 from
the Colorado Department of Local Affairs for the assistance financing the
installation of a new water treatment system for the community of Somerset,
Colorado. The loan is payable in 20 annual installments of $8,024, including
interest at the rate of 5% per annum, beginning September 1, 2004.

The County levies the necessary charges, fees and assessments to raise

revenues for repayment of the loan as well as for operational and maintenance
costs of the wastewater treatment facilities.

2013 Antelope Hills Water Taxable Revenue Bonds (U.S.D.A)

The County issued $1,154,230 of Taxable Revenue Bonds, on September 13,
2013, bearing interest at 2.125%. The bonds require quarterly payments of
$10,735 each March 18, June 18t September 18, and December 18". The
bonds are subject to optional redemption. The bonds mature in 2053.

As special, limited obligations of the County, principal and interest on the bonds
are payable solely from Net Pledge Revenues; as defined in the bond
documents. Such net revenue includes income from operation and use of the
system and other legally available revenue after the payment of operation and
maintenance expense of the system.

The County is also required to establish a debt reserve account (with the County
Treasurer) by depositing $567 each month for the life of bond. The reserve
account totaled $57,088 at December 31, 2018.

The bond documents include a Rate Maintenance Covenant, which requires the
County to establish service rates at a level sufficient to cover operating and
maintenance expense, as well as 100% of each fiscal year’s debt service
requirements.

Mineral Impact Loan

On November 4, 2004 the County took out a mineral impact loan with the
Colorado Department of Local Affairs for $200,000. The loan is financed by the
Sewer Fund and the proceeds were used for the North Gunnison County sewer
reconstruction project. The loan requires payments totaling $19,108 annually
through 2019 with a 5% interest rate.

2005 & 2006 Sewer Refunding and Improvement Revenue Bonds (U.S.D.A)

The County issued $1,519,270 of Gunnison County Sewer Fund, North Gunnison
Sewer Project Refunding Bonds, on October 15, 2005, bearing interest at 4.25%.
The bonds require semi-annual payments of $39,669 each June 1 and
December 1. The bonds are subject to optional redemption without any
additional premium. The bonds mature in 2044.

In 2006 the County issued and additional revenue bond totaling $322,000 with an

interest rate of 4.25%. The Bonds require payments of $8,408 and mature in
2046.

These bonds are secured by a Reserve Fund. In accordance with bond
agreement, the County has restricted cash of $96,160 at December 31, 2018.

The bond documents include a Rate Maintenance Covenant, which requires the
County to establish service rates at a level sufficient to cover operating and
maintenance expense, as well as 100% of each fiscal year’s debt service
requirements.

Gunnison County Housing Authority

Primary Mortgage. In 2003 the Housing Authority, a blended component unit of
the County, agreed to a mortgage, which is subject to a first deed of trust
including a lien on, and pledge of, the gross revenues derived and to be derived
from operation of the Mountain View housing project, payable to the Colorado
Housing Finance Authority in the amount of $528,100. The loan requires $3,082
per month, including interest at 5.75%, with payment on October 1, 2033. The
County had an outstanding balance of $367,838 at December 31, 2018.

Surplus Cash. During the year ended December 31, 2003, the Housing Authority
received $378,864 from the Secretary of Housing and Urban Development,
Washington D.C. evidenced by a Note Payable and secured by the Mountain
View Apartments. The maturity date of the Note is November 1, 2033 with an
interest rate of 1.0% per annum, to accrue on the original principal balance until
maturity. The County had an outstanding balance of $140,098 at December 31,
2018. The Authority is required to establish a reserve fund to accumulate funds
at a rate of $425 per month for the replacement and major maintenance costs.

Contingent Payable. During the year ended December 31, 2003, the Housing
Authority received $624,011 from the Secretary of Housing and Urban
Development, Washington D.C., evidenced by a Note Payable and secured by
the Mountain View Apartments. The maturity date of the Note is November 1,
2033 with an interest rate of 1.0% per annum, annually, on the unpaid principal
balance until paid. The County had an outstanding balance of $378,864 at
December 31, 2018.

Landfill Closure and Post-Closure Liability

In accordance with EPA requirements the County has conducted a study to
estimate its liability to close the landfill and monitor it for thirty years thereafter.
These costs are reflected as the landfill accepts waste. The County’s landfill has
used 56% to date of the currently developed cell’s capacity and has 75 years left
on its currently developed cells. Additional cells will be opened as needed. The
landfill liability recorded at year end is $1,287,096. The estimated total current
cost of closure and post-closure care remaining to be recognized is $1,014,376.
The estimated total amount of the landfill closure and post-closure cost is based
on the amount that would be paid if all equipment, facilities, and services
required to close, monitor, and maintain the landfill were acquired as of
December 31, 2018. However, the actual cost of closure and post-closure may
be higher due to inflation, changes in technology, or changes in landfill laws and
regulations.

The County is required by state and federal laws and regulations to provide
adequate financial resources to pay for all closure and post-closure care. The
remaining portion of anticipated future inflation costs and additional costs that
might arise from changes in post-closure requirements (due to changes in
technology or more rigorous environmental regulations, for example) may need
to be covered by charges to future landfill users, taxpayers, or both.

Long-term Liabilities - Compensated Absences

The County has a policy of allowing the accumulation of paid vacation and sick
leave, subject to certain maximum limits. In accordance with GAAP, the
County’s approximate liability for vacation pay earned by employees at
December 31, 2018 has been reflected in the proprietary type fund financial
statements and in the governmental activities column of the government-wide
financial statements. Compensated absences for governmental activities are
generally liquidated by the General Fund. Compensated absences for business-
type activities are liquidated by the respective fund.

1. Hospital Revenue Bonds

Series 2010 Revenue Bonds, remaining annual maturities of $300,000 to
$480,000, through September 1, 2023, bearing interest at 65% of monthly LIBOR
plus 1.95%, payable semiannually.

The Series 2010 Bonds are issued pursuant to and are secured by the Bond
Resolution. The Bonds are limited obligations payable solely from the net
revenues derived from operations of the Hospital and Health Care Center.

Series 2012 Revenue Refunding Bonds, remaining annual maturities of $435,000
to $595,000, through July 1, 2023, bearing interest at 2.7% payable
semiannually. The Bonds were issued to advance refund the Series 1998
Bonds.

The Series 2012 Revenue Refunding Bonds are issued pursuant to and are
secured by the Bond Resolution. The Bonds are limited obligations payable
solely from the net revenues derived from operations of the Hospital and Health
Care Center.

The Series 2017 Revenue Refunding and Improvement Bonds, remaining annual
maturities of $495,000 to $1,305,000, with the final principal amount of
$13,440,000 due on July 1, 2029, interest at 2.67%, and payable semiannually.
The bonds were issued to finance the senior care center project and to refund
the series 2010 Revenue Bonds.

The Series 2017 Revenue Refunding Bonds are issued pursuant to and are
secured by the Bond Resolution. The Bonds are limited obligations payable
solely from the net revenues derived from operations of the Hospital and Health
Care Center.

The indenture agreements for the Series 2010 and 2012 and 2017 Revenue
Bonds require that certain funds be established with the trustee. Accordingly,
these funds are included as assets held by trustee for debt service in the
combined statements of net position. The indenture agreement also requires the
Organizations to comply with certain restrictive covenants including minimum
insurance coverage, maintaining a debt-service coverage ratio of at least 1.25,
have 90 days of cash on hand, and restrictions on incurrence of additional debt.
Management believes the Organizations were in compliance with the restrictive
covenants at December 31, 2018.

The County was required to guarantee the debt service payments in connection
with the issuance of the Series 2012 Revenue Refunding Bonds as additional
security for the Bond. The County was required to establish a reserve account
(“County Reserve Fund”) in the amount of $750,000 with CoBiz Bank. Should
the County Reserve Fund be utilized to pay the debt service the County will be
required to replenish the fund. The Hospital pledges to reimburse the County, on
a subordinate basis to the 2010 and 2012 and 2017 Bonds.

2. Interest Rate Swap Agreement — In connection with the Series 2010 Revenue

Bonds, the Hospital entered into an interest rate swap agreement with the
intention of effectively changing the Hospital’s variable interest rate to a synthetic
fixed rate of 4.025%. The agreement was entered into on August 27, 2010, and
is scheduled to end on September 1, 2023. As of December 31, 2018, the
agreement had a fair value of $(240,987). The value is calculated using the par-
value method.

Capital Lease Obligations — The Hospital is obligated under a lease for
equipment that is accounted for as a capital lease. The assets under capital
leases at December 31, 2015 totaled $2,345,081, net of accumulated
depreciation of $2,136,705. The capital lease entered into requires a monthly
payment of $37,064, at an interest rate of 2.59%. The lease term is through May

2016.

Fund Balance Disclosures
The County classifies governmental fund balances as follows:

Non-spendable - includes fund balance amounts that cannot be spent either because it is
not in spendable form or because of legal or contractual requirements.

Spendable Fund Balance:

Restricted — includes fund balance amounts that are constrained for specific
purposes which are externally imposed by providers, such as creditors or
amounts constrained due to constitutional provisions or enabling legislation.

Committed — includes fund balance amounts that are constrained for specific
purposes that are internally imposed by the government through adoption of a
formal Resolution by the highest level of decision making authority which is the
Board of County Commissioners. Once adopted, the limitation imposed the
Resolution remains in place until a similar action is taken (i.e. the adoption of
another resolution to remove or revise the limitation). The County’s original
budget legislation begins with combining historical data, assessment of needs for
the upcoming year and the Board’s platform to review, and/or make changes to
each department’s budget. Before year end, a budgetary committee will meet
again with each department for final review and approval of preliminary budget.
The Budget is then formally presented to the Board via an advertised public
process for their review, revisions and final approval by year end. All subsequent
budget requests made during the year, after Board approval, must be presented
via a public process and again approval by the Board.

Assigned — includes spendable fund balance amounts that are intended to be
used for specific purposes that are neither considered restricted or committed.
Fund Balance may be assigned by the Board or its management designee.

Unassigned - includes residual positive fund balance within the General Fund
which has not been classified within the other above mentioned categories.
Unassigned fund balance may also include negative balances for any
governmental fund if expenditures exceed amounts restricted, committed, or
assigned for those specific purposes.

The County uses restricted amounts to be spent first when both restricted and restricted
fund balance is available unless there are legal documents/contracts that prohibit doing
this, such as in grant agreements requiring dollar for dollar spending. Additionally, the
County would first use committed, then assigned, and lastly unassigned amounts of
unrestricted fund balance when expenditures are made.

The County does not have a formal minimum fund balance policy. However, the County’s

budget includes a calculation of a targeted reserve positions and the Administration
calculates targets and report them annually to the Board.

Pension Plans

The County is a member of the Colorado County Officials and Employees Retirement
Association (“CCOERA”) which offers a defined contribution pension plan 401(a), and a
Section 457 deferred compensation plan. CCOERA was organized in 1966 pursuant to
state statutes, and includes counties, municipalities and special districts. The 401(a) plan
requires mandatory pre-tax contributions, which are established by the employer, up to a
maximum of 6%. The retirement plans are administered by CCOERA and the day to day
administration is managed by ICMA Retirement Corporations. Plan provisions are
established and may be amended by the Board of County Commissioners.

1.

Defined Contribution Pension Plan

Under a defined contribution pension plan, the benefits a participant will receive
depend upon separation from employment; include the total of all employee
contributions, the returns earned on investments of those contributions, and the
vested percentage of the employer match.

Participation is mandatory for all regular employees who work 1040 or more
hours per year and contributions begin the first day of the month after the date of
employment. Eligible employees contribute three percent (3%) of their base pay
which is matched by the County. The plan has a five (5) year vesting period and
is distributed upon the employee’s separation from employment. Participants
may also voluntarily contribute up to ten percent (10%) of an employee’s base
pay as an after-tax contribution in the plan.

During the year, the County's required and actual contributions amounted to
$321,494 which was three percent (3%) of its current year covered payroll of
$10,716,473. The County's total payroll for 2018 was $9,905,452. The County’s
employees contributed $321,494. The County had no outstanding liabilities at
December 31, 2018.

No pension provision changes occurred during the year that affected the required
contributions made by the County or its employees.

Deferred Compensation Plan

The County offers its employees a deferred compensation plan created in
accordance with Internal Revenue Code Section 457. The plan provides for
salary deferral, in which the County will match up to the first two percent (2%) of
base pay for all employees who work 1040 or more hours per year. All
employees can voluntarily contribute tax sheltered or after-tax base pay to the
457 plan up to the current year maximum amount which is determined annually
by the IRS.

All amounts of compensation deferred under the plan, all property and rights
purchased with those amounts, and all income attributable to those amounts,
property, or rights are to be held in trust for the exclusive benefit of the plan
participants and their beneficiaries. Amounts contributed to the Deferred
Compensation Plan are not available to employees until separation from
employment or unforeseeable emergency. CCOERA also now offers loans on
account balances above $5,000.

For 2018, the County contributed $177,432 to the Deferred Compensation Plan
on behalf of participating employees, which represents the required 2%
contribution based on 2018 covered payroll of . The County had no outstanding
liabilities at December 31, 2018.

The County has no liability for losses under the plan but does have the duty of
due care that would be required of an ordinary prudent investor. The County
does not administer the plan and is not the Trustee of the plan.

B. Other Employee Benefits

1.

Cafeteria Plan

The County offers a cafeteria compensation plan organized under IRS Section
125 that includes the following benefits: medical disability, accident and/or term
life insurance, health expense reimbursement and child care benefits. No cost to
the County is recognized as the plan is a salary reduction plan.

C. Retirement Plan - Component Unit - Gunnison Valley Hospital and Health Care

Center

The Organizations participate in the Colorado County Officials and Employees
Retirement Association's defined contribution plan (the "Plan"). The Hospital contributes
5% and the Center contributes 3% on behalf of the employees who participate in the
Plan. Employees become eligible for the Plan after working the lesser of one year or
1,040 hours and are vested in the contributions to the Plan over a five-year period.
Employer plan contributions for the years ended December 31, 2018 were $732,560 for
the Hospital and $137,321 for the Center.

D.

Risk Management

The County is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts; theft of, damage to and
destruction of assets; errors and omissions; and natural disasters for which the County
carries commercial insurance.

The County mitigates risk through the following self-insurance pools and funds:

1.

Colorado Counties Casualty and Property Pool

The County is exposed to various risks of loss related to property and casualty
losses. The County joined together with other counties in the State of Colorado
to form the Colorado Counties Casualty and Property Pool (“CAPP”), a public
entity risk pool currently operating as a common risk management and insurance
program for member counties. The County pays an annual contribution to CAPP
for its property and casualty insurance coverage. The intergovernmental
agreement of formation of CAPP provides that the pool will be financially self-
sustaining through member contributions and additional assessments, if
necessary, and the pool will purchase excess insurance through commercial
companies for members' claims in excess of a specified self-insured retention,
which is determined each policy year.

The County participates in CAPP’s Partially Self-Funded Program whereby the
County self funds a portion of its anticipated property and casualty claims.

Unemployment Insurance

The County has established Internal Service Funds to account for its risk
associated with unemployment claims.

Liabilities are reported when it is probable that a loss has occurred and the
amount of the loss can be reasonably estimated. Liabilities include amounts for
claims that have been incurred but not reported (IBNRs). Claim liabilities are
calculated considering the effects of inflation, recent claim settlement trends
including frequency and amount of pay-outs and other economic and social
factors. The County had no liability for anticipated unemployment claims at
December 31, 2018.

Self-Insurance Unemployment Pool

The County is designated as a Reimbursable Employer for unemployment
claims. A reserve has been established to reimburse the State for
unemployment claims as they arise, instead of paying unemployment tax on a
quarterly basis.

Self-Insurance Health Insurance Pool

The County has established an internal service fund to account for partially self-
funded employee health insurance costs. The County accumulates resources to
pay health insurance costs, but carries a stop loss policy for individuals of
$50,000 and an aggregate stop loss minimum exposure of $1,485,103 with
Companion Life Insurance Company.

E. Commitments and Contingencies
1. Lawsuits

The County is currently the defendant in several lawsuits. Based upon the
opinion of its legal counsel, any material claims would be covered by insurance.

Grants

Amounts received or receivable from grantor agencies are subject to audit and
adjustment by grantor agencies, principally the federal government. Any
disallowed claims, including amounts already collected, may constitute a liability
of the applicable funds. The amount, if any, of expenditures which may be
disallowed by the grantor cannot be determined at this time although the County
expects such amounts, if any, to be immaterial.

Management’s Discussion and Analysis
December 31, 2018

As management of the Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing District, (“District”), we offer readers of the
District’s financial statements this narrative summary of the financial activities of the District for the fiscal
year ended December 31, 2018.

Overview of the Financial Statements

This discussion and analysis is intended to serve as an introduction to the District’s basic financial
statements. The District’s basic financial statements are comprised of two components: 1) financial
statements; and 2) notes to the financial statements. These components are discussed below.

Financial statements: The financial statements are designed to provide readers with an overview of the
District’s finances, from both a short-term fund perspective and a long-term economic perspective.

The Balance Sheet/Statement of Net Position presents information on all the District’s assets and
liabilities (both short-term and long-term), with the difference between the two reported as fund balance or
net position. The Balance Sheet columns present the financial position focusing on short-term available
resources and are reported on a modified accrual basis of accounting. The Statement of Net Position
column presents the financial position focusing on long-term economic resources and is reported on a full
accrual basis. Over time, increases or decreases in net position may serve as a useful indicator of
whether the financial position of the District is improving or deteriorating.

The Statement of Revenues, Expenditures and Changes in Fund Balance/Statement of Activities shows
how the government’s fund balance and net position changed during the most recent fiscal year. Again,
the Statement of Revenues, Expenditures and Changes in Fund Balance columns focus on short-term
available resources and are reported on a modified accrual basis. The Statement of Activities column
focuses on long-term economic resources and is reported on a full accrual basis.

The District’s financial statements can be found on pages C1 through C3 of this report.

Notes to the Financial Statements: The notes provide a background of the entity, certain required
statutes, and accounting policies utilized by the District. They also provide additional information that will
aid in the interpretation of the financial statements. The Notes to the Financial Statements can be found
on pages D1 through D7 of this report.

Marketing and promotion taxes were the most significant source of income. This revenue stream
represents the 4% marketing district tax passed by the voters; collections began in July 2003.

Expenses in 2018 totaled $2,016,960. The District's marketing efforts are provided through contracts with
the Gunnison-Crested Butte Tourism Association and the Marble Crystal River Chamber of Commerce.
The District is governed by the Local Marketing District Board of Directors (which is comprised of the
members of the Gunnison County Board of County Commissioners). The majority of marketing expenses
incurred for 2018 represented advertising. All activity incurred by the District is maintained within the
General Fund of the District.

Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing District (the “District”) is a political subdivision
incorporated under the laws of the State of Colorado. The function of the District is to organize,
promote, market, and manage public promotional activities and events in the support of business
recruitment, management, and development.

The District was authorized on November 5, 2002, by Gunnison County’s (“County”) electorate in
a general election, which also established a 4% marketing district tax within the County’s
boundaries, effective July 1, 2003. The District’s boundaries include the unincorporated area of
Gunnison County and all of the corporate limits of the municipalities within Gunnison County (the
“County”). Therefore, in order to improve intergovernmental efficiencies, the District has signed
an intergovernmental agreement to establish a cooperative approach among the participating
municipalities. This note is further explained in footnote V.B. - Intergovernmental Agreements.

The District’s financial statements are prepared in accordance with U.S. generally accepted
accounting principles (“GAAP”), as applied to government units. The Governmental Accounting
Standards Board (“GASB”) is responsible for establishing GAAP for state and local governments
through its pronouncements (Statements and Interpretations). The more significant accounting
policies established by GAAP used by the District are discussed below.

A. Reporting Entity

The District is governed by an elected Board, which is responsible for setting policy,
appointing administrative personnel, and adopting an annual budget in accordance with
state statutes. As required by GAAP, the financial statements of the reporting entity
include those of the District. No additional separate governmental units, agencies, or
non-profit corporations are included in the financial statements of the District since none
were discovered to fall within the oversight responsibility based on the application of the
following criteria: financial accountability, appointment of a voting majority of the
organization’s governing body, ability to impose its will on the organization, a potential for
the organization to provide specific financial benefits or burdens and fiscal dependency.
The District is however considered a component unit of Gunnison County. The County’s
Board of County Commissioners sits as ex officio as the District’'s Board. For County
financial reporting purposes, the District is reported as a blended component unit of the
County and resembles the reporting for other special revenue funds.

B. Government-wide and Fund Financial Statements

The District’s basic financial statements include both government-wide (reporting the
District as a whole) and fund financial statements (reporting the District’s major funds).
Both the government-wide and fund financial statements categorize primary activities as
either governmental (i.e., normally supported by taxes and intergovernmental revenues)
or business type (i.e., relying to a significant extent on fees and charges for support)
activities. Currently, the District performs only governmental activities.

1. Government-wide Financial Statements
In the government-wide Statement of Net Position, the governmental activities
columns are reported on a full accrual, economic resource basis, which

recognizes all long-term assets and receivables as well as long-term debt and
obligations. The District’s net position is reported as unrestricted net position.

Government-wide Financial Statements (continued)

The government-wide focus is on the sustainability of the District as an entity and
the change in the District’s net position resulting from the current year’s activities.

Fund Financial Statements

The financial transactions of the District are reported in individual funds in the
fund financial statements. Each fund is accounted for by providing a separate
set of self-balancing accounts that comprises its assets, liabilities, reserves, fund
equity, revenues and expenditures/expenses

The fund focus is on current available resources and budget compliance.

The District reports only one fund - the General Fund - which accounts for all
activities of the general government. Marketing district and admission tax
revenues and other sources of revenue used to finance the fundamental
operations of the District are included in this fund.

C. Measurement Focus and Basis of Accounting

Measurement focus refers to whether financial statements measure changes in current
resources only (current financial focus) or changes in both current and long-term
resources (long-term economic focus). Basis of accounting refers to the point at which
revenues, expenditures, or expenses are recognized in the accounts and reported in the
financial statements.

1.

Long-term Economic Focus and Accrual Basis

Governmental activities in the government-wide financial statements use the
long-term economic focus and are presented on the accrual basis of accounting.
Revenues are recognized when earned and expenses are recognized when
incurred, regardless of the timing of the related cash flows.

Current Financial Focus and Modified Accrual Basis

The governmental fund financial statements use the current financial focus and
are presented on the modified accrual basis of accounting. Under the modified
accrual basis of accounting, revenues are recorded when susceptible to accrual;
i.e., both measurable and available. “Available” means collectible within the
current period or soon enough thereafter to be used to pay liabilities of the
current period. Expenditures are generally recognized when the related liability
is incurred. The exception to this general rule is that principal and interest on
general long-term debt, if any, is recognized when due.

D. Financial Statement Accounts

1.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents include amounts in demand deposits as well as
short-term investments with a maturity date within 3 months of the date acquired.

Receivables

Receivables are reported net of an allowance for uncollectible accounts.
However, no allowance for uncollectible accounts has been established, as the
District considers all accounts to be collectible.

Fund Balances and Net Position
The District classifies governmental fund balances as follows:

Non-spendable — includes fund balance amounts inherently non-spendable since
they represent inventories, prepaid items, long-term portion of loans receivable,
etc.

Restricted — includes fund balance amounts that are constrained for specific
purposes which are externally imposed by providers, such as creditors or
amounts constrained due to constitutional provisions or enabling legislation.

Committed — includes fund balance amounts that are constrained for specific
purposes that are internally imposed by the government through formal action of
the highest level of decision making authority which is the District’s Board of
Directors (which is comprised of members of the County’s Board of County
Commissioners).

Assigned — includes spendable fund balance amounts that are intended to be
used for specific purposes that are neither considered restricted or committed.
Fund Balance may be assigned by the District’'s Board of Directors (which is
comprised of members of the County’s Board of County Commissioners) or its
management designee.

Unassigned — includes residual positive fund balance within the General Fund
which has not been classified within the other above mentioned categories.
Unassigned fund balance may also include negative balances for any
governmental fund if expenditures exceed amounts restricted, committed, or
assigned for those specific purposes.

The District uses restricted amounts to be spent first when both restricted and
unrestricted fund balance is available unless there are legal documents/contracts
that prohibit doing this, such as in grant agreements requiring dollar for dollar
spending. Additionally, the District would first use committed, then assigned, and
lastly unassigned amounts of unrestricted fund balance when expenditures are
made.

The District does not have a formal minimum fund balance policy. However, the
District’s budget includes a calculation of a targeted reserve positions and
management calculates targets and report them annually to the District’'s Board
of Directors (which is comprised of members of the County’s Board of County
Commissioners).

4, Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with U.S. generally
accepted accounting principles requires management to make estimates and
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and
disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial
statements and the reported amount of revenues and expenses during the
reporting period. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

Il. Reconciliation of Government-wide and Fund Financial Statements

A. Explanation of certain differences between the governmental fund Balance Sheet
and the government-wide Statement of Net Position

The governmental fund Balance Sheet includes reconciliation between Fund balance -
Governmental funds and Net Position - Governmental activities as reported in the
government-wide Statement of Net Position. The District does not have any reconciling
items at December 31, 2018.

B. Explanation of certain differences between the governmental fund Statement of
Revenues, Expenditures and Changes in Fund Balance and the government-wide
Statement of Activities

The governmental fund Statement of Revenues, Expenditures and Changes in Fund
Balance includes reconciliation between Net change in fund balance - Governmental
funds and Changes in Net Position - Governmental activities as reported in the
government-wide Statement of Activities. The District does not have any reconciling
items at December 31, 2018.

lil. Stewardship, Compliance, and Accountability
A. Budgets and Budgetary Accounting
In the fall of each year, the District's Board of Directors formally adopts a budget with
appropriations by fund for the ensuing year pursuant to the Colorado Local Budget Law.
The budget for the governmental funds are adopted on a basis consistent with U.S.

generally accepted accounting principles.

(1) On October 15, 2017, the District submitted to the Board a recommended budget
that details the revenues necessary to meet the District's operating requirements.

(2) After appropriate public notice and a required public hearing, the Board adopted
the proposed budget and an appropriating resolution that legally appropriated
expenditures for the upcoming year on or before December 15, 2017.

(3) After adoption of the initial budget resolution, the District may make the following
changes: (a) supplemental appropriations to the extent of revenues in excess of
the estimated in the budget; (b) emergency appropriations; and (c) reduction of
appropriations for which originally estimated revenues are insufficient.

Encumbrance accounting, under which purchase orders, contracts, and other
commitments for the expenditure of monies are recorded in order to reserve that portion
of the applicable appropriation, is not employed by the District because it is at present
considered not necessary to assure effective budgetary control or to facilitate effective
cash planning and control.

B. TABOR Amendment

In November 1992, Colorado voters amended Article X of the Colorado Constitution by
adding Section 20, commonly known as the Taxpayer's Bill of Rights (“TABOR”). TABOR
contains revenue, spending, tax and debt limitations that apply to the State of Colorado
and local governments. TABOR requires, with certain exceptions, advance voter
approval for any new tax, tax rate increases, a mill levy above that for the prior year,
extension of any expiring tax, or tax policy change directly causing a net tax revenue gain
to any local government.

Except for refinancing bonded debt at a lower interest rate or adding new employees to
existing pension plans, TABOR requires advance voter approval for the creation of any
multiple-fiscal year debt or other financial obligation unless adequate present cash
reserves are pledged irrevocably and held for payments in all future fiscal years.

TABOR also requires local governments to establish emergency reserves to be used for
declared emergencies only. Emergencies, as defined by TABOR, exclude economic
conditions, revenue shortfalls, or salary or fringe benefit increases. These reserves are
required to be 3% or more of fiscal year revenue. The District believes that the Gunnison
County TABOR reserve meets this requirement.

The ballot question approved by voters on November 5, 2002, which established the 4%
marketing district tax within the County’s boundaries also authorized the District to collect
and spend the proceeds of the marketing district tax, investment income, and all other
revenues, without regard to the limitations imposed by TABOR, effective July 1, 2003.

The District’'s management believes it is in compliance with the financial provisions of

TABOR. However, TABOR is complex and subject to interpretation. Many of its
provisions will require judicial interpretation.

Iv. Detailed Notes on All Funds

A.

Deposits and Investments

At December 31, 2018, the District’'s cash and cash equivalents were held by the
Gunnison County Treasurer as agent, but not in the District's name.

The Gunnison County Treasurer follows Colorado statutes specifying specific investment
instruments meeting defined rating criteria in which local governments may invest, which
include:

Obligations of the United States and certain U.S. government agency securities
Certain international agency securities

General obligation and revenue bonds of U.S. local government entities
Banker's acceptances of certain banks

Commercial paper

Written repurchase agreements collateralized by certain authorized securities
Certain money market mutual funds

Guaranteed investment contract

Local government investment pools

Risks to the District’s deposits are generally limited to Interest Rate Risk, Credit Risk, and
Concentration of Credit Risk. The District seeks to minimize these risks as follows:

1. Interest Rate Risk

As a means of limiting its exposure to interest rate risk, the District, through
investment by the County, restricts the maximum investment term to less than
five years from the purchase date. As a result of the limited length of maturities
the District has limited its interest rate risk.

2. Credit Risk

State law and District policy limit investments to those authorized by State
statutes including U.S. Agencies and 2a7-like pools. The District’s general
investment policy is to apply the prudent-person rule: Investments are made as a
prudent person would be expected to act, with discretion and intelligence, to seek
reasonable income, preserve capital, and, in general, avoid speculative
investments.

3. Concentration of Credit Risk

The District, through the County diversifies its investments by security type and
institution. Investments may only be made in those financial institutions which
are insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation, the Federal Home
Mortgage Association, the Federal Savings and Loan Insurance Corporation,
Congressionally authorized mortgage lenders and investments that are federally
guaranteed.

Receivables
The District’s receivables primarily consist of marketing district taxes not yet remitted to

the District. At December 31, 2018, the District had $255,305 in outstanding receivables
relating to marketing district taxes.

Interfund Receivables and Payables

Balances at year-end between the District and Gunnison County are reported as “due to /
from Gunnison County” in the fund financial statements. The amount represents charges
for services or reimbursable expenses. At December 31, 2018, the District did not owe
Gunnison County.

V. Other Information

A.

Intergovernmental Agreement

Effective October 22, 2002, the District entered into an intergovernmental agreement with
the City of Gunnison, Town of Mt. Crested Butte, Town of Crested Butte, and Gunnison
County in accordance with C.R.S. 29-1-2-1 et. seq. This agreement will automatically
renew on a year-to-year basis unless either party gives sixty days written notice to other
signatories.

The basic provision of the agreement is to establish a cooperative approach to the
administration of funds generated by the District with the intent to market the valley-wide
community as a year-round destination and to promote a quality visitor experience. The
District accomplishes its program goals largely by contracting with the Gunnison/Crested
Butte Tourism Association (the “Association”), a Colorado non-profit organization. The
Association in turn, contracts with appropriate private parties to market tourism within the
District’'s boundaries.

The Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County will allocate the proceeds of
the 4% marketing district tax to fund the marketing programs as approved by the County
Commissioners. Administration of the District is the responsibility of the Board of County
Commissioners of Gunnison County.

Legal Claims

During the normal course of business, the District incurs claims and other assertions
against it from various agencies and individuals. Management of the District and their
legal counsel feel none of these claims or assertions are significant enough that they
would materially affect the fairness of the presentation of the financial statements at
December 31, 2018.

Risk Management

The District is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts; theft of; damage to and
destruction of assets; errors and omissions; workers compensation; general liability
unemployment; and employee benefit expenses related to health, dental, and vision
programs. The District has obtained coverage through contracting with the County, for
these risks and claims, if any, which are not expected to exceed covered amounts.
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
