A RESOLUTION APPROVING REMOVAL AND SALE OF 


SNOWMOBILES/GROOMING MACHINES ABANDONED ON COUNTY ROAD #12, KEBLER PASS 
  
 WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado has the authority 
pursuant to C.R.S. 18-9-117 to limit or prohibit certain types of conduct on public property, including 
restriction on, or limitation of, the use of all vehicles as to place, time, manner, or permitted activities; 
and  
 
 WHEREAS, C.R.S. 33-14-101(11) defines a “snowmobile” to be a “vehicle”; and 
 


WHEREAS, “snowmobile” for the purposes of this Resolution means any self-propelled vehicle, 
including snowcats, intended for travel primarily on snow, driven by a track or tracks in contact with the 
snow, and which may be steered by a ski or skis in contact with the snow; and 
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WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado has the authority 
pursuant to C.R.S. 33-14-118, by resolution, to regulate the use of snowmobiles on public lands, waters 
and property under Gunnison County’s jurisdiction and on public highways within County boundaries; and  
 
 WHEREAS, pursuant to C.R.S. 33-14-119, every peace officer of the State of Colorado and the 
political subdivisions of Colorado shall have the authority to enforce the provisions of a resolution 
adopted pursuant to C.R.S. 33-14-118; and

be operationalized regarding snowmobiles. 
 


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, 
Colorado: 


 
1. It is a violation of this Resolution for any snowmobile to remain on any public road right-of-
way in violation of signage posted by Gunnison County or for more than twenty-four (24) hours 
after notification to move the snowmobile is placed on the snowmobile by Gunnison County 
Public Works. The owner will be responsible for proportionate share of the tow bill and Thirty 
Dollars and No/100 ($30.00) per day storage. Any unit not claimed by September 1st of the same 
year will be offered for sale at a Sheriff’s sale. 
 
2. The Gunnison County Sheriff’s Department, or its designee, is authorized to remove any 
snowmobile that is in violation of this Resolution.  


 
This resolution shall remain in force until and unless further action by the Board of County 


Commissioners is taken.

The Gunnison County Board of County Commissioners is pleased to offer comments 
regarding the Public Utilities Commission (PUC) proceeding 19R-0408E.  Gunnison County 
supports the regulatory oversight responsibility of the Colorado PUC to regulate 
monopolized utilities, for the benefit and trust of the citizens of Colorado.  Regarding the 
proposed rules and PUC oversight of Tri-State generally we offer the following comments: 


The model of governance of Tri-State is not sufficient to provide accountability and 
control to members. The cooperative model, while effective and important in rural 
development, has left a deficit in public accountability to citizens of Colorado who are 
affected by decisions and actions taken by the wholesale power provider. The efficacy of 
local Regional Electric Authority (REA) membership representation has been diluted as the 
cooperative model has evolved over time. Throughout the state local co-op’s have joined 
Tri-State Generation and Transmission as ‘member owners’. In essence, this replicates the 
co-op structure and dilutes the governance impact of local, co-op ratepayer/member 
owners. With the dual board structure (local co-ops boards selecting representatives to the 
broader Tri-State board) representation of citizens (and REA membership) through the 
local REA coop is insufficient to provide democratic accountability and oversight by the 
public. Without the ability of an additional public body (the PUC) to provide accountability, 
local citizen voice and oversight is superficial regarding decisions which directly affect 
ratepayers through energy costs and all citizens through environmental impacts of 
emissions resulting from power use. Additionally, as currently organized, the co-op model 
proves challenging for the following reasons: 


 The one vote per member co-op model gives inordinate power to small co-ops 
including those from out-of-state. 


 The structure of the dual board representation compels member co-op’s 
representatives to vote in consideration of Tri-State’s best interest as board 
members of Tri-State and not the general will of their co-op board or 
membership. This potential structural, ethical dilemma between representing the 
member co-op or Tri-State when decisions may conflict with each undermines the 
representation of co-op members (ratepayers) and supposed public oversight of 
the monopoly utility. 
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 Generation and transmission (G&T) decisions are disproportionately impactful to 
local economies, environmental impacts of emissions, and the ability to develop 
local generation. While at the same time, the decisions and activities taken by the 
G&T are the least influenced by members who are supposed to provide public 
oversight.  


 Dual oversight by FERC and the Colorado PUC will inevitably lead to conflict; as 
rates and resources are unavoidably related. Since FERC authority trumps state 
regulation, the process may be exploited to delay, confuse, and challenge a PUC 
approved resource plan.   Resource planning as proposed in the PUC rules 
considers rates over-time and should include consideration of indirect societal 
costs of carbon pollution, and other ‘social license’ concerns like impact to local 
economies and the values of ratepayers. It is unknown what consideration FERC 
will include in oversight of rates.  


Gunnison County supports the authority of the Colorado PUC, the transparency of resource 
planning required by the proposed rules, and regulatory authority to ensure plans are 
executed as proposed. The inclusion of FERC threatens to extend and confuse resource 
planning and thwart regulatory authority to see that accepted plans are executed.    


Gunnsion County’s greenhouse gas emissions (GHG) reduction goals are not 
possible without significant reduction in the emissions factor of electric utilities which 
serve the county. Dramatically changing this emissions factor requires change at the G&T 
level. An enforceable resource plan that is developed publicly and objectively weighs costs 
and benefits of current generation, new generation, and efficiency is necessary. Rules must 
ensure that both energy costs and GHG emissions are accounted for and the adopted 
resource plan represents the best value for citizens and ratepayers considering both 
current and future costs of energy alongside externalized impacts of emissions both now 
and into the future.  


Demand side management (DSM) programs have not traditionally been undertaken 
by Tri-State or it’s member co-ops at more than a superficial level. Many of the communities 
served by Tri-State and member co-ops, including Gunnsion County, have buildings with 
higher than average energy use and a population with lower than average incomes 
compared to state averages. DSM programs that lower energy use will reduce the amount of 
energy required to serve customers meaning less emissions from fossil fuel generation and 
less renewable resources required to replace fossil resources. Effective DSM programs also 
serve to lower consumer’s energy costs and reduce the impact of future energy costs. DSM 
should be considered alongside renewables and benchmarked against other resources for 
potential to reduce carbon emissions and increase equity for citizens. Programs exist in 
Gunnison County and other counties served by Tri-State which could be leveraged to 
provide DSM services tailored for the communities served. Existing programs are largely 
supported by federal programs, DSM programming from natural gas utilities, and charities. 
It should also be noted that existing natural gas programming is precarious and prone to 
adjustment. 
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Existing coal generation will have to be retired early in order to meet climate goals 
and protect ratepayers from increasing fuel and operating costs. Securitization of unpaid 
debt on such plants can reduce cash flow required and ease the transition to renewables as 
enabled by HB19-1313. However, uncertainty created by dual oversight of FERC and the 
Colorado PUC may undermine the effectiveness of HB19-1313 due to the conflict of FERC 
rate regulation and create uncertainty regarding the connection of rates to resource 
planning.
