Continued liaison work between all agencies to fund (through grant writing and outreach) the
various phases of the NMRA ATS, provided oversight for the county during all construction
phases of the those and other non-motorized paved paths and mountain bike specific single
track trail projects. Worked on the BLM Resource Management Plan update of 2008 wherein
150 miles of new mountain bike specific trails were allowed to be built in newly designated
mountain bike focus areas.

I am writing to express interest in the Sustainable Tourism and Outdoor Recreation committee.

I was born and raised in the Gunnison Valley on a cattle ranch. I have lived here my entire life,
except for five years in which I attended the University of Wyoming to major in Agricultural
Business — Farm and Ranch Management. Our cattle ranch is three miles north of town, and we
are very directly involved with both outdoor recreation and tourism. I grew up helping my dad
on the ranch, and am now co-managing the ranch as well as working on creating my own cattle
herd. As ranchers we are almost solely responsible for the landscapes and environment that bring
people into the valley to recreate. It is very important to me that we are good stewards of the
land, both as agriculture producers and as recreationalists. Serving on the STOR board would
allow me to bring a rancher’s perspective of tourism to the table. I think especially as our tourism
industry grows it is so important to plan ahead and figure out how to manage so many guests in a
limited system.

I am very involved with outdoor recreation. I am an avid hunter, and I feel that this is another
very important aspect of our tourism economy. As a county we need a diverse economy in order
to survive, and I think we are in a very unique position to continue our diverse economy by
managing all forms of tourism and recreation. I grew up hiking, running, and riding the trails
surrounding Gunnison County and I feel that I would be able to bring a different outlook to the
committee.

I work full time off the ranch as an Equipment Operator for Gunnison County. I work out of the
Crested Butte area and I am also very involved with tourism in that capacity. We are responsible
for many of the roads that bring in the tourists and recreationalists.
