A Resolution Approving the Grant application for a Local Parks and Outdoor Recreation Grant from 
the El Pomar Foundation and the completion of the Shady Island River Park project. 


 
WHEREAS, the Gunnison County Board of Commissioners supports the El Pomar Foundation grant 
application for the Shady Island River Park project.  If the grant is awarded, Gunnison County supports 
the completion of the project.   
 
WHEREAS, Gunnison County has requested $100,000 from the El Pomar Foundation to implement the 
Shady Island River Park project.   
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED BY THE GUNNISON COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS 
THAT: 


1. The Gunnison County Board of Commoners strongly supports the application.   
2. If the grant is awarded, the Gunnison County Board of Commissioners strongly supports the 


completion of the project. 
3. The Gunnison County Board of Commissioners authorizes the expenditure of funds necessary to 


meet the terms and obligations of any Grant awarded. 
4. The project site is owned by Gunnison County and will be owned by Gunnison County for the 


next 25 years. 
5. The Gunnison County Board of Commissioners recognizes that as the recipient of an El Pomar 


Foundation the project site must provide reasonable public access. 
6. The Gunnison county Board of Commissioners will continue to maintain Shady Island River Park 


in a high quality condition and will appropriate funds for maintenance in its annual budget.   
7. If the grand is awarded, the Gunnison County Board of Commissioners hereby authorizes the 


designated Official to sign the grant agreement with the El Pomar Foundation. 
 
THIS RESOLUTION AND THE APPROVAL GRANTED HEREBY shall not be effective unless and until a copy 
is recorded in the Office of the Clerk and Recorder of Gunnison County.

Final billings under the Contract must be received by the State within a reasonable time after the expiration 
or termination of the Contract; but in any event no later than forty-five (45) calendar days from the 
effective expiration or termination date of the Contract. 


Unless otherwise provided for in the Contract, “Local Match”, if any, shall be included on all invoices as 
required by funding source.  


The Contractor shall not use state funds to satisfy federal cost sharing and matching requirements unless 
approved in writing by CDPHE. 


If applicable, the Contractor shall be reimbursed for the purchase of allowable Health Navigation and 
Clinical Services supplies/operating costs identified in the Women’s Wellness Connection (WWC) Health 
Navigation and Clinical Services Allowable Purchases document.  This document is located at the 
following website www.cdphecancer.org and is incorporated and made part of this Contract by reference. 


2. To receive compensation for Health Navigation and Clinical Services provided to eligible individual clients 
as identified in the Statement of Work under this Contract, the Contractor shall: 


a. Navigate eligible low-income women to timely and complete breast and cervical cancer screening 
procedures (Health Navigation); and/or, 


b. Provide CDPHE-funded breast and cervical cancer screening and/or diagnostic procedures (Clinical 
Services), to eligible clients.  


Colorectal cancer screening and diagnostic services are not eligible for Health Navigation or Clinical 
Services reimbursement.  


a. eCaST Data System 


Data entered into the electronic cancer surveillance and tracking (eCaST) data system are the basis for 
calculating reimbursement for each client receiving Health Navigation or Clinical Services.  To be 
considered for payment, all Cancer Prevention and Early Detection Health Navigation and Clinical 
Services related cancer screening and diagnostic procedures shall be entered into eCaST within thirty 
(30) days of service being performed.  Health Navigation or Clinical Services cases that exceed sixty 
(60) calendar days in screening length and negatively affect WWC’s Performance Indicators may not 
be reimbursed at the discretion of the State. Reimbursement is determined by the clinical outcome of 
each case; therefore, cases must be clinically complete or administratively closed before 
reimbursement occurs.  Contractors shall only be paid for cases that meet eligibility, performance, and 
data requirements. Based on performance, the Cancer Prevention and Early Detection Program may 
unilaterally change the groups of eligible clients who may be served with eCaST funding. 


b. Bundled Payment System (BPS) 
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The Contractor shall be paid for Health Navigation or Clinical Services to individual clients in 
accordance with rates as outlined in the Cancer Prevention and Early Detection Bundled Payment 
System for Health Navigation with or without the Clinical Services. This document is incorporated and 
made a part of this Contract by reference and is available on the following website at 
www.cdphecancer.org .    


Rates may be revised or updated during the contract term. Reimbursement policies are defined in the 
Cancer Prevention and Early Detection Program Manual. This manual is located at the following 
website www.cdphecancer.org and is incorporated and made part of this Contract by reference. 


The Contractor shall not charge the Cancer Prevention and Early Detection program for Clinical 
Services not listed on the CPT Code List. This document is incorporated and made part of this Contract 
by reference and is available on the following website: www.cdphecancer.org. 


c. Payment Procedures 


Payment to Contractor for Health Navigation and Clinical Services provided to eligible individual 
clients is made from available funds encumbered and shared across multiple contractors. The State 
may increase or decrease the total funds encumbered at its sole discretion and without formal notice to 
Contractor. No minimum payment is guaranteed to Contractor. The liability of the State for such 
payments is limited to the encumbered amount remaining of such funds. 


Payment to Contractor for expenses not included in the BPS for Cancer Prevention and Early 
Detection Health Navigation and Clinical Services is made from available funds encumbered and in 
accordance with the Statement of Work and Budget set forth under this Contract. 


Payment to the Contractor for eCaST is made from available funds encumbered through a General 
Accounting Encumbrance (GAE) and shared across multiple contractors.  CDPHE may increase or 
decrease the total funds encumbered in the GAE at its sole discretion and without formal notice to the 
Contractor.  No minimum payment is guaranteed to the Contractor.  The liability of the State for such 
payments is limited to the encumbered amount remaining of such funds. 


d. Expenditure Cap for Health Navigation and Clinical Services to Individual Clients 


CDPHE will set the expenditure cap for Health Navigation and Clinical Services to individual clients 
for the Contractor for each budget period. CDPHE may increase or decrease the Contractor 
expenditure cap at its sole discretion based on the Contractor’s spending rate. The Contractor may 
request to increase or decrease this expenditure cap. Once the expenditure cap is reached or the share 
of program funds are fully expended, the State will not reimburse for additional expenses incurred by 
Contractor unless CDPHE opts to increase the cap.   


3. Time Limit For Acceptance Of Deliverables. 


a. Evaluation Period. The State shall have fifteen (15) calendar days from the date a deliverable is 
delivered to the State by the Contractor to evaluate that deliverable, except for those deliverables 
that have a different time negotiated by the State and the Contractor. 


b. Notice of Defect. If the State believes in good faith that a deliverable fails to meet the design 
specifications for that particular deliverable, or is otherwise deficient, then the State shall notify 
the Contractor of the failure or deficiencies, in writing, within fifteen (15) calendar days of: 1) the 
date the deliverable is delivered to the State by the Contractor if the State is aware of the failure or 
deficiency at the time of delivery; or 2) the date the State becomes aware of the failure or 
deficiency. The above time frame shall apply to all deliverables except for those deliverables that 
have a different time negotiated by the State and the Contractor in writing pursuant to the State’s 
fiscal rules. 


c. Time to Correct Defect. Upon receipt of timely written notice of an objection to a completed 
deliverable, the Contractor shall have a reasonable period of time, not to exceed fifteen (15) 
calendar days, to correct the noted deficiencies. 


4. Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA) Business Associate Determination.   
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 The State has determined that this Contract does not constitute a Business Associate relationship under 
HIPAA. 


5. The State, at its discretion, shall have the option to extend the term under this Contract beyond the Initial 
Term for a period or for successive periods, of 1 year at the same rates and under the same terms specified 
in the Contract. In order to exercise this option, the State shall provide written notice to Contractor in as 
form substantially equivalent to Exhibit D. If exercised, the provisions of the Option Letter shall become 
part of and be incorporated in the original contract. The total duration of this contract shall not exceed 5 
years. 


6. The State, at its discretion, shall have the option to increase or decrease the statewide quantity of Goods 
and/or Services based upon the rates established in this Contract, and modify the maximum amount payable 
accordingly. In order to exercise this option, the State shall provide written notice to Contractor in as form 
substantially equivalent to Exhibit D. Delivery of Goods and/or performance of Services shall continue at 
the same rates and terms as described in this Contract.  


7. The State, at its discretion, may unilaterally increase or decrease the total funds available under this Grant, 
the funds available under the Grant during any State fiscal Year or the funds available for any specific line 
items described in this Grant. In order to exercise this right, the State shall provide written notice to 
Grantee in a form substantially equivalent to Exhibit D. The exercise of this right shall not be valid until it 
has been approved by the contractor. 


8. Notwithstanding the terms contained in General Provisions, Section 8, Insurance-Contractor, of this 
Contract, the parties agree to add the following language to the end of Paragraph 8:  


j. The Contractor agrees to maintain in full force and effect a Professional Liability Insurance Policy in 
the minimum amount of $1,000,000 per occurrence and $1,000,000 in the aggregate, written on an 
occurrence form that provides coverage for its work undertaken pursuant to this Contract.  If a policy 
written on an occurrence form is not commercially available, the claims-made policy shall remain in 
effect for the duration of this Contract and for at least two (2) years beyond the completion and 
acceptance of the work under this Contract, or, alternatively, a two (2) year extended reporting period 
must be purchased. 


9. If Contractor indicates full expenditure of funds under this Contract by March 29 of each grant year and the 
full expenditure does not occur, CDPHE has the option to reduce current or upcoming Contract by said 
amount or a percent deemed reasonable by CDPHE.  CDPHE will notify the Contractor of the potential 
need to decrease the current or upcoming budget.  If the Contractor indicates at a later date than March 29 
of each grant year an expectation of surplus of funds or inability to fully expend said funds for unforeseen 
circumstances that Contractor had not anticipated by March 29, CDPHE will reallocate unspent funds 
without any penalties to the Contractor. 


 Upon receipt of timely written notice of an objection by the State for inability to fully expend funds, the 
Contractor shall have a reasonable period of time not to exceed ten (10) calendar days to respond to the 
action. If no dispute is received by the State within ten (10) calendar days, the State has the option to 
reduce the current budget for the current year and any upcoming budget for future contractual agreements. 


10. The Contractor shall request prior approval in writing from the Cancer Prevention and Early Detection 
Program for any modification to the expenditure cap for Health Navigation and Clinical Services to 
individual clients. 


11. Contractor shall request prior approval in writing from the State for all modifications to the Statement of 
Work/Work Plan or for any modification to the direct costs in excess of twenty-five percent (25%) of the 
total budget for direct costs.  Any request for modifications to the Budget in excess of twenty-five percent 
(25%) of the total budget for direct costs shall be submitted to the State at least ninety (90) days prior to the 
end of the contract period and may require an amendment in accordance with General Provisions, Section 
16, Contract Modifications, of this Contract.  


12. All data collected, used or acquired shall be used solely for the purposes of this Contract. The Contractor 
and its subcontractors agree not to release, divulge, publish, transfer, sell, or otherwise make known any 
such data to unauthorized persons without the express prior written consent of the State or as otherwise

Choice Pass (CP) is a substance abuse, bullying, and suicide prevention program for Gunnison 
County 6th-12th grade youth. Youth and parents make a pledge together each fall. Youth to 
remain substance free and make healthy choices and parents to be supportive through 
adolescence. Youth gain access to 40 discounts including a discounted ski pass, Rec Center pass, 
and access to leadership/recreation opportunities. Funding will be utilized for scholarships for 
CP youth to engage in healthy activities. The program timeline is the 2020/2021 school year with 
scholarships applications due the end of October and awarded the first week of November.  


 


2. NEED (200 words max.) -Please describe how you determined the need for this 
project/program. Please demonstrate the necessity of Community Collaboration Grant funds in 
order to achieve the project/program goals. (25pts) 


Under the umbrella of CP is the scholarship program. Annually, CP enrolls 600 youth. Despite 
the discounts, many families in CP still face financial barriers, the scholarship program helps 
reduce this burden. CP youth are eligible to apply for scholarships each fall supporting healthy 
activities such as ski passes, school sports, dance, avalanche classes, art, hockey and 
recreation/leadership programming. This past year we received the highest number of 







applications and awarded 30 youth with scholarships. It was the first year we were unable to 
award all applicants with a scholarship and several received partial scholarships. Signing up for 
CP is free, but with 600 youth enrolled we want to offer economically challenged and 
disadvantaged youth the chance for financial assistance to access recreational outlets, healthy 
activities and the gear/equipment to participate. This coming year we foresee higher application 
numbers based on increased demand from previous years and the heightened financial challenges 
many families will face post COVID-19.

The goal of the CP is to engage and educate 6th-12th grade youth in positive development 
activities, help to create a tool for youth and parents to encourage healthy behaviors and open 
communication, create a platform for recognizing and celebrating the youth in our community, 
and create a caring network of community members. One barrier to this program is financial 
ability to engage in some of the perks of the CP program, thus the scholarship program. Youth 
who participate in prosocial and recreational activities build skills in healthy decision making, 
resiliency, self-advocacy and have the opportunity to build relationships with trusted adults and 
peers in the community. Thus, buffering the effects of adversity and lowering engagement in 
risky activities. Many CP scholarship recipients would not have the financial ability to access our 
communities’ vast recreational outlets and healthy activities. In addition, CP scholarship 
recipients indicate the ability to spend increased time with family and friends while engaging in 
healthy activities.  


-Demonstration of the breadth of the population served and the 
project/program’s reach into underserved segments of the greater Gunnison Valley community.

Our goal is to provide up to 50 youth with scholarships in order to increase access to healthy 
activities and outdoor recreation/ leadership opportunities. There are over 600 youth and 350 
parents enrolled in the program. Approximately, 7% of CP youth are Latino and 2% are 
homeschool or online students. According to Kids Count CO, 23% of youth enrolled in the 
Gunnison Watershed RE1-J school district qualified for free/reduced lunch in 2019. Youth 
whose parents can provide documentation of financial need such as free/reduced lunch, pay stub, 
Medicaid, or food stamps receive scholarship priority.

Youth, low socioeconomic status families, and Spanish speaking families face some of the 
largest barriers to access outdoor recreation in the Gunnison Valley. The CP scholarship program 
aligns with Action Item 3 – Increased Access to Recreation to help reduce these barriers. The 
goal of the scholarship program is to provide financial support to access healthy activities, 
outdoor recreation and the gear/equipment for CP youth. In addition, CP aligns with Action Item 
4 – Community Collaboration. One of the cornerstones of CP is partnering with over 40 local 
business and youth serving agencies to recognize and celebrate our young people’s healthy 
choices.

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AIRLINE GROUND HANDLING LICENSE AGREEMENT AND LEASE 


 


This Airline Ground Handling License Agreement and Lease (the "Agreement"), dated as of 


_________, 2020, is between the COUNTY OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF 


GUNNISION COUNTY, COLORADO (the "County"), having an address of 200 East Virginia, 


Gunnison, Colorado 81230, and G2 SECURE STAFF ("G2"), company authorized to do business 


in the State of Colorado, with an address of 5010 Riverside Drive, Suite 300 Irving, Texas 75039. 


 


R E C I T A L S 


 


A. The County is a political subdivision of the State of Colorado, and owns and 


operates the Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport located within and adjacent to the City of 


Gunnison, Colorado; 


 


B. Any entities conducting a commercial business or service on or from the Airport 


may do so only pursuant to a written license agreement with the County; 


 


C. Airline ground handling services provided to air carriers at the Airport is a distinct 


class of business at the Airport;  


 


D. The County has found it to be in the public interest to maintain certain standards and 


enforce reasonable safety and security operating rules as related to this class of business;  


 


E. G2 has requested a non-exclusive license to provide airline ground handling services 


at the Airport, the County is willing to grant such license subject to the terms and conditions set 


forth in this Agreement, and G2 is willing to agree to those terms and conditions; and 


 


F. The fees and charges set forth in this Agreement are reasonable related to burdens 


imposed upon the County and the rights granted to G2 under the Agreement. 


 


 


 TERMS AND CONDITIONS 


1. Definitions Throughout this Agreement, the following words shall have the meanings 


set forth following them, unless the context clearly shall appear otherwise. 


 


1.1 “License” means the right granted by the County hereunder to provide counter, baggage and 


aircraft ramp servicing operations to Airlines and others in any specified area of the 


Airport. 


 


1.2 “Airport” means the Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport as it exists or may from time 


to time be modified, augmented or otherwise changed to accommodate aeronautical and 


other users. 


 


1.3 “Airport Rules” means rules, regulations, directives, resolutions or statutes adopted, or that 


may be hereafter adopted, by the County or issued by the Airport Manager, for the 
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operation, maintenance and administration of the facilities and business conducted at the 


Airport. 


 


1.4 “Airport Manager” means the Airport Manager of the Airport, as appointed from time to 


time by the County or his/her authorized representative. 


 


1.5 “FAA” means the Federal Aviation Administration of the United States, or any federal 


agency succeeding to its jurisdiction or function. 


 


1.6 “Airline/Air Carrier” means a certificated air carrier which has executed a Lease of Airport 


Facilities with the County. 


 


1.7 “Gross Revenues and/or Annual Gross Revenues” shall mean the aggregate gross sales price 


received by Operator, or which Operator is entitled to receive by virtue of its provision of 


airline ground handling services at the Airport.  


 


1.7.1 Gross revenues to the Operator shall be deemed received at the time the transaction 


occurs giving rise to Operator’s right to collect said monies, regardless of whether said 


transaction was conducted in person, by telephone, by wire (FAX, telex, etc.), by mail or by 


any other method of information transmission, whether the transaction was for cash or 


credit. 


 


1.7.2 Gross revenues shall not include: (1) federal, state or municipal sales taxes 


separately stated and collected from customers; or (2) amounts Operator receives, or is 


entitled to receive, for charges for insurance coverage. 


 


1.8 “Term” shall be as set forth in Section 2 ("Term of Agreement"). 


 


1.9 “Leased Premises" or “Premises” refers to the Terminal premises described in paragraph 3.3 


of this Agreement. 


 


1.10 “Terminal" is the existing Passenger Terminal Building at the Airport, together with any 


additions/upgrades thereto. 


 


 


2. Term of Agreement 


 


2.1 This Agreement shall be for a period of two years, the “Initial Term”, beginning on March 


1st, 2020, and unless sooner terminated as hereinafter provided, expiring on February 28, 


2022.   


 


2.2 The term of this Lease may be renewed at the sole discretion of the County one additional 


term (1) year commencing March 1st, 2022 through February 28, 2023 upon the same 


terms and conditions as the Initial Term (except as otherwise provided herein). 
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3. Lease and License 


 


3.1 Airline Ground Handling License.  The County hereby grants to G2 a non-exclusive 


License to conduct scheduled air carrier ground handling services at the Airport under the 


provisions of this Agreement.  Holding over or failure to vacate the Premises at the end of 


the term shall not be construed to be the granting or exercise of an additional term, but shall 


create only a month to month tenancy, under the other terms and conditions of this Lease, 


which may be terminated by either party upon 30-days notice to the other. 


 


3.2 Area of Service.  


 


3.2.1 G2 shall have the non-exclusive right to provide airline ground handling services 


for air carriers operating at the airport in those areas designated by the County for use 


for emplanement and deplanement of the aircraft of the airlines, as well as counter and 


baggage services in those areas of the Airport Terminal Building leased to Airlines, as 


G2 may be authorized to use in a separate agreement with an Airline.  G2 shall 


perform such services in strict conformity with the operational requirements of the 


County and this Agreement. 


 


3.2.2 At the sole discretion of the County, G2 shall also have the non-exclusive right to 


provide ground handling services and equipment for the general public at the Airport 


in areas other than those designated by the County for use for enplanement and 


deplanement by the Airlines, in conformity with the operational requirements of the 


County and this Agreement.  G2 must charge reasonable and non-discriminatory prices 


for such services and equipment.   


 


3.3 Equipment Storage Space. G2 is also granted exclusive use of the Premises identified in 


Exhibit A as warm equipment storage consisting of approximately 660 square feet. 


 


3.4 Acceptance by Lessee.  G2 has inspected the Airport, Terminal and Premises and is fully 


aware of the equipment, location and condition thereof.  G2 acknowledges that the Airport, 


Terminal and Premises are fit for G2’s use and enjoyment of the rights granted hereunder, 


and accepts the same in their present condition. 


 


4. Obligations of G2 


 


4.1 Airline Ground Handling Vehicles and Equipment. 


 


4.1.1 Ground handling vehicles used by G2 hereunder must be appropriately marked, 


lighted and equipped with customary safety equipment in accordance with the 


current Airport Rules. 


 


4.1.2 G2 shall comply with all prevailing security provisions contained in the Airport's 


Security Plan (the “AASP”); and shall, at G2’s sole cost and expense, submit for 


review and approval, individual checks for each of G2’s employees who is to have 


access to the Airport's Security Identification Area (the "SIDA") as required by 
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Airport Rules and applicable federal statute, regulation or policy.   


 


4.1.3 G2 may bring on to use and store at the Airport only such type and number of 


vehicles and equipment as may be permitted by leases entered into between an Airline 


and the County, and as are normally and usually used in the conduct of a first class 


Airline ground handling operation.  G2 shall promptly remove from the Airport any 


of its vehicles or equipment which is no longer actively used in providing services 


hereunder, or otherwise at the direction of the Airport Manager. 


 


4.1.4 G2 staff who are authorized to operate jet boarding bridges must at all times, while 


operating such jet boarding bridges, post safety monitoring staff to ensure that the 


limits of jet bridge wheeled undercarriage are not exceeded. 


 


4.2 Supplies and Equipment Storage.   


 


4.2.1 G2’s equipment may be located at the Airport only in an area or areas designated by 


the Airport Manager. 


 


4.2.2 If required by the Airport Manager, G2 shall maintain and certify that G2 has 


developed a Hazardous Materials Spill Control and Recovery Plan for its operation at 


the Airport which meets the requirements of federal, state and local environmental 


laws, rules and regulations now in effect or hereinafter enacted and shall provide said 


written plan to the Airport Manager for approval prior to the commencement of 


operations at the Airport. 


 


4.2.3 G2 shall maintain environmental quality control standards, and employee training 


program for such; and provide said written standards/program to the Airport Manager 


for approval prior to the commencement of operations. 


 


4.3 Pricing. 


 


G2 shall furnish its services under this Agreement on a reasonable, and not unjustly 


discriminatory, basis to all users of those services and shall charge reasonable, and not 


unjustly discriminatory, prices for each unit or service; provided, however, that G2 may 


make reasonable and nondiscriminatory discounts, rebates, or other similar types of price 


reductions based upon the volume of services provided.   To comply with this provision, 


G2 hereby agrees that it will not charges prices for services and equipment in excess of 


MAGSA rates. 


 


4.4 Solicitation. 


 


G2 shall restrict its operations to providing airline ground handling services; and is strictly 


prohibited from soliciting customers in any aircraft movement area, or directing customers 


or enticing customers to its operation. 


 


4.5 Terms and Conditions of Service. 
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G2 at all times shall observe and comply strictly with Airport Rules and Regulations of 


the County and of FAA with respect to the use of the Airport and the servicing of aircraft 


thereon.  G2 at all times shall maintain a high standard of service which is in all respects 


consistent with first-class airline ground handling services located at other airports. G2's 


agents, representatives and employees shall be trained personnel, and at all times shall be 


dressed neatly and cleanly; in a distinctive and readily identifiable manner. 


 


4.6 Operations and Maintenance Manuals. 


 


Upon request by the Airport Manager, G2 shall develop a Preventive Maintenance 


Manual and Ramp Operations Safety Manual, and shall provide a copy of said written 


manuals to the Airport Manager for approval. 


 


4.7 Maintenance of Premises. 


 


4.7.1 G2 shall furnish, install, operate and maintain the Premises and the furniture, 


fixtures and equipment installed therein and thereon, all in good and clean order, 


condition and repair.  Within the Premises, the G2 shall be responsible for taking 


actions and making alterations or installations necessary to comply with the 


Americans With Disabilities Act of 1990, as amended, and regulations adopted 


pursuant thereto.  Upon expiration or sooner termination of this Agreement, G2 


shall deliver up the Premises to the County in good and clean order, condition and 


repair, reasonable wear and tear excepted.  If G2 has altered the Premises, then at 


the option of the County, it shall restore the same to its original condition to the 


extent reasonably practicable.  Provided, however, that G2 shall not be required to 


make repairs which were not occasioned by damage caused by G2 or its Employees, 


invitees, contractors or customers. 


 


4.7.2 G2 shall ensure that trash generated by its operations is immediately placed in 


covered containers, no fugitive trash is generated, the Premises are policed for trash 


on a daily basis, and trash and other wastes are disposed of lawfully and promptly.  


G2 shall not use or store hazardous materials on the Airport except in strict 


compliance with federal, state and local laws and regulations. 
 


4.8 Improvements to Premises. 


 


Construction plans, specifications, budgets and schedules for any proposed improvements 


by G2 to the Premises, shall be submitted by G2 and subject to County approval.  The 


County may reject submissions that are not in accordance with applicable codes, rules, 


regulations, ordinances and statutes, which are incompatible with Airport conditions or 


inconsistent with Airport architectural style and design or with uses typically made of 


public use airports. 


 


4.9 Liens. 


 


G2 shall immediately cause to be removed, or shall cause a bond to be posted for the 
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benefit of County to secure the payment of any and all liens or encumbrances of any nature 


arising out of or imposed because of any improvements or repairs performed by G2 or its 


contractors or subcontractors upon the Premises or arising out of or because of the 


performance of any work or labor upon or the furnishing of any materials for use on the 


Premises. 


 


5. Payments to the County 


 


5.1 License Fee. For the rights granted hereunder, G2 shall pay to the County  


 


A license fee equal to 3% (three percent) of the total monthly revenue invoiced to the 


air carriers for services rendered. 


 


The 3% Fee will be paid not more than 30 days after the month it was collected and 


annually will be reconciled with the operator’s statement of Annual Gross Revenues on 


receipt. 


 


5.2 Premises Rentals. 


 


G2 agrees to pay the County for use of the Premises identified in Paragraph 3.3 above, a 


rental fee of $4,000 per winter season the first of which is payable on execution of this 


Agreement.  Subsequence payments are due and payable at the beginning of each term 


which is November 1st of each year. 


  


5.3 Security Fees. 


 


G2 shall pay to the County a charge, as may be established from time to time by the Airport 


Manager, to cover the County's costs of processing applications for and preparing Airport 


Security Credentials for all such credentials requested by G2 pursuant to Section 4.1.2 


above.  G2 shall reimburse the County, promptly upon demand, for any civil or other 


penalty assessed by the FAA against the County, directly or indirectly resulting from G2’s 


actions or negligence. 


 


5.4 Place of Payments and Delinquencies. 


 


5.4.1 Payments shall be made to the Gunnison County Finance Office, 200 East Virginia, 


Gunnison, Colorado  81230, and shall be made payable to the “Gunnison County 


Treasurer.”  Any check or other order shall be accepted subject to collection and the 


Airline agrees to pay any bank charges made for the collection of any such check. 


 


5.4.2 All payments to be made pursuant to this Agreement shall be considered delinquent 


if not received by the last day of the month in which the payment became due.  In 


addition to such delinquent payment, a late charge of $500.00 (Five Hundred) will 


be assessed on each delinquent payment and interest will accrue on the delinquent 


payment at a rate of fifteen percent (10%) per month on all delinquent balances. 
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5.5 Provision of Information and Audit. 


 


5.5.1 Annually, within ninety (90) days after the end of every year of the term of this 


Agreement, at the expiration of the Operator’s term and upon assignment of 


Operator’s rights hereunder, Operator shall file a statement of Annual Gross 


Revenues reportable under this Agreement, which report shall be prepared, signed 


and certified as correct by an officer of Operator. 


 


5.5.2 Operator shall maintain true, full and accurate books of account and records 


from which “Gross Revenue” as defined herein, the amount and nature of all 


business transacted on or through the Airport and the amount of percentage 


rental owed the County hereunder, particularly as it relates to all revenues or 


receipts attributable to Operator’s business conducted at the Airport, can be 


determined and verified, according to standard and accepted accounting and 


auditing practices.  The books of account and records that Operator must 


maintain, must include, but need not be limited to, legible, true and accurate 


copies of all written and electronic records and reports kept in the normal course 


of Operator’s business including, without limitation, sales slips, cash register 


tapes, credit card invoices, monthly sales tax returns, sales and disbursement 


journals, general ledgers, bank statements, bank books, bank deposit slips, 


annual federal income tax returns, state sales tax returns and all Airport-related 


revenue reports submitted by Operator to its franchiser, if any. These books and 


records shall be maintained on a current basis and shall be stored at a location in 


Gunnison County for a period of at least thirty-six (36) months from the end of 


each monthly period, or for such longer period of time as County reasonably 


may direct in writing. 


 


5.5.3 The County reserves the right to conduct audits of Operator’s books of account 


and records, which audits may be conducted upon reasonable notice to Operator 


and during Operator’s normal weekday business hours.  In performing said 


audits, County shall be entitled to review, and Operator shall be obligated to 


provide the County, all of the books of account and records that Operator 


obligated to maintain pursuant hereto, as well as other documents and files in 


Operator’s possession, custody or control at the time County advises Operator of 


its desire to audit Operator’s records, that the County, or its auditor, believe, in 


their sole discretion, are useful, relevant or necessary to determine or verify the 


correct amount of gross revenues enjoyed by Operator, and the correct amount of 


percentage rental owed by Operator to the County, for the period involved.  


Should Operator fail to maintain the books of account and records required to be 


maintained pursuant hereto, or should Operator fail to permit County or its 


auditor to review Operator’s books and records, and other documents and files, 


as required by this subparagraph, said default is agreed by the parties to be a 


material breach of this Agreement and Operator agrees to pay, as liquidated 


damages for such breach, an additional amount equal to fifty (50%) percent of 


the verifiable costs, fees and charges due from Operator hereunder for the period 
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in question.  If any audit shows percentage rentals and other charges that should 


have been paid to the County by the Operator pursuant to this Agreement were 


understated or underpaid for any period involved, Operator shall, within thirty 


(30) days notice of any such deficiency, pay to the County the full amount 


underpaid, plus twenty eight percent (28%) interest, on such underpayment from 


the time said underpayment should have been paid to the time said 


underpayment is fully paid.  In addition, if the amount of underpayment exceeds 


exactly one (1.0%) percent of the total annual percentage rental that was owed by 


Operator to the County for the audit period involved, Operator, in addition to 


paying the County the underpayment owed and interest accrued thereon, shall 


within thirty (30) days’ notice reimburse the County for the cost of the audit.  If 


the audit discloses overpayment of the percentage rentals paid to the County by 


Operator, the County shall refund the amount of overpayment to Operator within 


thirty (30) days of said audit.  The County shall hold all information obtained 


from any such audit in confidence, except as may be necessary to enforce the 


County’s rights under this Agreement, except with respect to tax proceedings, 


and except with respect to any legal requirements or Court Order to disclose said 


information. 


 


 


6. Government Regulations and Nondiscrimination 


 


6.1 Compliance with Law and Regulations. 


 


G2 will comply promptly with all laws, statutes, regulations, ordinances and rulings of the 


United States of America, the State of Colorado, the County, and other governmental 


bodies and agencies having jurisdiction over the Airport and applicable to G2's license and 


operations at the Airport as they now exist or as they may be hereafter amended.  Without 


limiting the generality of the foregoing, G2 at all times shall access and use Airport 


facilities and the Airport in strict accordance with any and all rules and regulations that may 


be imposed by the FAA or other authority with respect to the Airport or the operations 


thereof.  G2 further agrees that it will comply promptly with appropriate procedures or 


actions of all other statutes, ordinances, laws, judgments, decrees, regulations, directions or 


requirements of any governmental authority now or hereafter applicable to or having 


jurisdiction over the Airport, including without limitation, the rules, regulations and 


directions of general applicability of the County and the Airport Manager. 


 


6.2 Licenses and Permits. 


 


G2 at all times shall procure and observe and keep in full force and effect from all 


governmental authorities having jurisdiction over the operations of G2 hereunder, all 


licenses, franchise, certificates, permits or other authorizations which may be necessary for 


the conduct of G2's business and operations.   


 


6.3 Airport Rules and Regulations. 
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G2 covenants and agrees to observe and obey (and to compel its officers, directors, 


employees, agents, representatives, contractors, customers, guests, invitees, and those doing 


business with it at the Airport to observe and obey) the general and special rules and 


regulations, including amendments and supplements thereto, of the County governing the 


conduct and operation of the Airport, together with such further rules and regulations as 


from time to time during the Term hereof may be promulgated by the County, for reasons 


of safety or health or preservation of property or for the maintenance of a good and orderly 


appearance of the Airport and the operations thereof.  The County hereby agrees that the 


County, except in cases of emergency, will give notice to G2 of every such further rule or 


regulation adopted by it at least ten (10) days before G2 shall be required to comply 


therewith. 


 


6.4 Nondiscrimination. 


 


G2 for itself, its successors in interest, and assigns, as a part of the consideration hereof, 


does covenant and agree hereby, as a covenant running with the use of the Airport, that (a) 


no person shall be excluded from participation in, denied the benefits of, or otherwise be 


subjected to discrimination in the use of the license on the grounds of age, race, sex, color, 


creed, disability, or national origin, (b) in the furnishing of services hereunder, no person 


shall be excluded from participation in, denied the benefits of, or otherwise be subjected to 


discrimination in the use of the license, on the grounds of age, race, sex, color, creed, 


disability, or national origin, and (c) G2 shall use the license granted in this Agreement in 


compliance with any applicable requirements imposed by or pursuant to Title 49 CFR Part 


21, Nondiscrimination in Federally-Assisted programs of the Department of 


Transportation-Effectuation of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as said regulations 


may be amended. 


 


6.4.1 G2 assures that it will undertake, to the extent applicable to its operation, a program 


as required by 14 CFR Part 152, Subpart E, to ensure that, on the grounds of race, 


creed, color, national origin or sex, no person shall be excluded from participating 


in any employment activities covered in 14 CFR Part 152, Subpart E. G2 assures 


that it will require that its covered suborganizations, if any exist, provide assurances 


to the County that they similarly will undertake such a program and that they will 


require assurances from their covered suborganizations as required by 14 CFR Part 


152, Subpart E to this same effect. 


 


6.4.2 G2 shall indemnify and hold harmless the County from any losses, claims and 


demands of third persons, including the United States of America, resulting from 


G2's noncompliance with any of the provisions of this Section 6 and G2 shall 


reimburse the County for any loss or expense incurred by reason of such non-


compliance. 


 


7. Indemnity and Insurance 


 


7.1 Indemnification of the County. 


 







 


 10 


G2 agrees to indemnify the County against all liability for injuries to persons or damage to 


property caused by G2’s intentional and/or negligent operations at or upon, or use or 


occupancy of the Airport premises, except to the extent that such injuries or damage are 


caused by the negligence or misconduct of the County. 


 


7.2 Insurance. 


 


G2 shall secure and maintain for the term of its contractual relationship with County such 


insurance policies, from companies licensed in the State of Colorado, as will protect itself, 


the County (with the County named as additional insured to the extent permitted by law), 


and others as specified, from claims for bodily injuries, death, personal injury or property 


damage, which may arise out of or result from the G2's intentional or negligent acts, errors 


or omissions.  The following insurance coverage, at or above the limits indicated and 


including such endorsements as are indicated by an "X," are required: 


 


7.2.1 Statutory Workman's Compensation:  Colorado Statutory Minimums 


 


7.2.2 Commercial General Liability Policy Limits: Bodily Injury/Property Damage 


Combined Single Limit of $5,000,000; 


Deductible: No greater than $1,000; 


Endorsements: 


X Comprehensive Form (all risks) 


X Premises/Operations 


X Products/Completed Operations 


X Contractual Liability (Hold Harmless Coverage) 


X Independent Contractors and Sub-Contractors 


X Broad Form Property Damage 


X Personal Injury 


 


7.2.3 To provide evidence of the required insurance coverages, copies of Certificates of 


Insurance in a form acceptable to the County shall be filed with the County (through 


the Airport Manager) no later than ten (10) calendar days prior to commencement 


of operations at the Airport.  Failure to file or maintain acceptable Certificates of 


Insurance with the County is agreed to be a material breach of this Agreement and 


grounds for termination.  Certificates of Insurance shall contain a provision that 


coverage afforded under the policies will not be canceled or materially altered 


unless at least thirty (30) calendar days prior written notice by certified mail, return 


receipt requested (effective upon proper mailing), has been sent to the County 


(through the Airport Manager).  For purposes of this provision, "materially altered" 


shall include, without limitation, a change to policy limits as set out in the then-


current policy declarations page.  Simultaneously with the Certificates, G2 shall file 


and update as necessary a certified statement as to claims pending against required 


coverages, reserves established on account of such claims, defense costs expended 


and amounts remaining in policy limits. 


 


7.2.4 In addition, such Certificates of Insurance shall contain the following clauses: 
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7.2.4.1 The clause "other insurance provisions" in a policy in which the 


County is named as an insured, shall not apply to the County. 


 


7.2.4.2  The insurance companies issuing the policy or policies shall have no 


recourse against the County for payment of any premiums or for 


assessments under any form of policy. 


 


7.2.4.3  Any and all deductibles in the above-described insurance policies 


shall be assumed by and be for the amount of, and at the sole risk of 


the G2. 


 


7.2.4.4  Location of operations shall be: "all operations and locations on the 


Gunnison/Crested Butte Regional Airport conducted by or occupied 


by G2." 


 


8. Default and Remedies 


 


8.1 G2’s Events of Default. 


 


The following shall constitute Events of Default with respect to G2 hereunder: 


 


8.1.1 The failure to pay the fees due hereunder, or any other monies owed under this 


Agreement, or under any other agreement between the County and G2 when due; 


 


8.1.2 Any other failure by G2 to perform any covenant or obligation required by this 


Agreement (other than the payment of fees or other monies due hereunder), or by 


any other agreement between the County and G2, and the failure to cure said default 


within a period of fifteen (15) days following written notice of said default; 


 


8.1.3 Any attempted assignment of this Agreement by G2 without the written consent of 


the County; 


 


8.1.4 The appointment of a trustee or receiver for, or the attachment, levy, execution 


other of any portion of the G2's equipment used at the Airport which is not released, 


expunged; discharged or dismissed prior to the earlier of (1) twenty (20) days after 


such attachment, levy, execution or seizure; or (2) the sale of the assets affected 


thereby; 


 


8.1.5 G2's filing of a petition for relief under the Bankruptcy Reform Act of 1978, as 


amended or recodified, or under any other present or future federal or state law 


regarding bankruptcy, reorganization or other relief to debtors, or G2's insolvency 


or inability to pay its debts as they mature, or G2's making a general assignment for 


the benefit of its creditors, or G2's applying for a receiver, trustee, custodian or 


liquidator for G2 or any of its property, or the filing by or against G2 of a petition or 


the commencement of any other procedure to liquidate or dissolve G2; 
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8.1.6 G2's failure to effect a full dismissal of any involuntary petition under the Bankruptcy 


Reform Act of 1978, as amended or recodified, or under any other present or future 


federal or state law regarding bankruptcy, reorganization or other relief to debtor that 


is filed against G2 or that in any way restrains or limits G2 or the County regarding 


this Agreement or G2's operations at the Airport in accordance with this Agreement 


prior to the earlier of (1) the entry of any order granting relief sought in the 


involuntary petition; or (2) thirty (30) days after the date of filing of the petition, or 


G2's filing of any pleading in any such involuntary proceeding which admits the 


jurisdiction of the court or the petitioners material allegations regarding G2's 


insolvency; 


 


8.1.7 The failure of G2 to comply with (1) Department of Transportation Regulations 


concerning Non-Discrimination (Title 49 C.F.R. Parts 21 and 27), (2) Title VI of the 


Civil Rights Act of 1964, or (3) the Americans with Disabilities Act; or 


 


8.1.8 Abandonment of G2's operations, which shall be defined as G2's failure to conduct 


operations at the Airport in accordance with the requirements of this Agreement for 


one (1) consecutive months. 


 


8.2 The County’s Events of Default. 


 


The following shall be Events of Default with respect to the County hereunder: 


 


8.2.1 The failure of the County to permit G2's operations at the Airport in accordance with 


this Agreement; or 


 


8.2.2 The breach of any promise or covenant of the County made herein other than as set 


forth in Section 8.2.1 above, which shall continue and not be cured within thirty (30) 


days after G2 has given written notice to the County of such breach. 


 


8.3 Remedies. 


 


8.3.1 Upon the occurrence of an Event of Default with respect to G2, the County may at its 


election terminate this Agreement by written notice to G2 of such election.  In 


addition, the County may pursue any and all legal and equitable remedies for any 


breach by G2 as may be provided by applicable law. 


 


8.3.2 Upon the occurrence of an Event of Default with respect to the County, G2 may at its 


election terminate this Agreement by written notice to the County of such election.  In 


addition, G2 may pursue such legal and equitable remedies for any breach by the 


County as may be provided by applicable law, provided however, that any monetary 


damages shall be limited to return of all or a part of the fee actually paid by G2 


pursuant to Section 5.1 above. 


 


8.4 Surrender of Possession. 
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8.4.1 On the expiration or other termination of this Agreement, G2's rights to use of the 


Premises, facilities and services described herein shall cease, and G2 shall promptly 


vacate the Premises.  


 


8.4.2 Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, all fixtures, improvements, 


equipment and other property bought, installed, erected or placed by G2 in, on or 


about the Airport shall be deemed to be person property and shall remain the 


property of G2.  G2 shall have the right at any time during the term of this 


Agreement, or any renewal or extension hereof, and for an additional period of ten 


(10) days after the expiration or sooner termination of this Agreement, to remove 


any or all of such property from the Airport, subject, however, to G2's obligation to 


repair all damage, if any, resulting from such removal, reasonable wear and tear 


excluded.  Any and all property not removed by G2 prior to the expiration of the 


aforesaid period shall be deemed abandoned thereupon become a part of the land on 


which it is located and title thereto shall vest in the County.  The County may, 


however, require and accomplish the removal of said property at its option and at 


the expense of G2.  Neither the County, nor its officers or employees shall have any 


liability to G2 with respect to such abandoned property. 


 


8.5 Damage or Destruction of Premises.   


 


8.5.1 If the Premises are partially damaged by fire, the elements, the public enemy or 


other casualty, and the damage is so extensive as to render the Premises 


untenantable, but said damage is capable of being repaired in 60 days or prior to the 


termination date hereof, whichever date first occurs, the Premises shall be repaired 


with due diligence by the County at its own cost and expense, and the rent payable 


hereunder with respect to that portion damaged, if any, shall be proportionately paid 


up to the time of such damage and shall thenceforth abate in the ratio the space 


rendered unusable bears to the total space leased until such time as the Premises 


shall be fully restored.  If the Premises are completely destroyed or are so damaged 


that they will remain untenantable for more than 60 days or beyond the termination 


date hereof, whichever date first occurs, either party may, at its option, cancel so 


much of this Agreement as relates to the untenantable space, such cancellation to be 


effective as of the date the Premises were damaged or destroyed.  In such event, 


County shall make reasonable efforts to provide G2 with substitute space, to the 


extent the same is reasonably available. 


 


8.5.2 Except as provided in subparagraph 8.2 above, destruction of all or part of the 


Premises shall not affect the obligation of G2 to pay the charges set forth under 


Section 5. above. 


 


8.5.3 In the event that the Premises are rendered untenantable for reasons other than those 


set forth above, there shall be a reasonable and proportionate abatement of the 


rentals, fees and charges provided for herein during the period that the same are so 


untenantable or unusable. 
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8.5.4 Notwithstanding any of the foregoing, in the event any damage or destruction to the 


Airport is caused by a negligent act or omission by G2, its authorized sub-lessees or 


Employees, G2 shall reimburse the County for its actual costs incurred in repairing 


such damage.  Nothing herein shall be construed as a waiver of the right of the 


County to recover damages from G2 arising out of the fault or negligence of G2. 


 


8.5.5 In the application of this Paragraph 8.5, the County's obligations shall be limited to 


repair or reconstruction of the Premises to the extent and of equal quality as obtained 


at the commencement of operations hereunder, and the County shall not be 


responsible for any consequential damages.  Re-decoration or replacement of G2's 


furniture, equipment and supplies shall be the responsibility of G2, unless damage 


thereto is caused solely by a negligent act or omission of the County, its agents or 


employees, in which event the County shall be responsible for such re-decoration 


and replacement.  Any such redecoration or refurnishing shall be of equivalent 


quality to that originally existing at the commencement of the Agreement. 


 


9. Assignment or Subcontracting 


 


9.1 No Assignment or Subcontracting by G2. 


 


G2 shall not assign or subcontract any of its rights under this Agreement or any interest 


herein without the written consent of the County, which will not be unreasonably withheld. 


 


9.2 Assignment by the County. 


 


The rights and obligations of the County under this Agreement may be assigned by the 


County at its option, without necessity for the concurrence of G2. 


 


10. Other 


 


10.1 Non-Waiver. 


 


The waiver by the County of any breach by G2 of any term, covenant, provision or 


condition hereof shall not operate as a waiver of any subsequent breach of the same or a 


waiver of any breach of any other covenant, term, provision or condition hereof.  Nor shall 


any forbearance by the County to seek a remedy for any breach by G2 be a waiver by the 


County of its rights and remedies with respect to any other breach. 


 


 


10.2 Non-Exclusive Right. 


 


Nothing herein shall be construed to grant or authorize the granting of an exclusive right 


prohibited by Section 308 of the Federal Aviation Act of 1958, as amended.  The County 


reserves the right to grant to others the privilege and right of conducting the services 


described herein, including but not limited to, the airlines themselves, and fixed base 
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operators at the Airport, under separate forms of agreement and subject to differing terms 


and conditions. 


 


10.3 Notices. 


 


Any notice given pursuant to this Agreement other than which is specifically permitted to 


be given in some other fashion shall be in writing and shall be delivered by hand, by 


overnight courier or by registered or certified mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested 


and addressed as follows:

Notice shall be deemed given when delivered if hand-delivered by courier or two days after 


the date indicated on the postmark if sent by U.S. Mail.  Either party may change its address 


to which notices shall be delivered or mailed by giving notice of such change as provided 


above. 


 


10.4 Binding Effect. 


 


This Agreement shall inure to the benefit of and shall be binding upon the County, G2 and 


their respective successors and assigns, if such assignment shall have been made in 


conformity with the provisions of this Agreement. 


 


10.5 Severability. 


 


In the event any provision of this Agreement shall be held invalid or unenforceable by any 


court of competent jurisdiction, such holding shall not invalidate or render unenforceable 


any other provision hereof, unless such holding shall affect materially the rights of either 


party as set forth herein. 


 


10.6 Entire Agreement: Modification Hereof. 


 


This Agreement expresses the entire understanding of the County and G2 concerning the 


license for airline ground handling service being granted to G2.  Neither the County nor G2 
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has made or shall be bound by any agreement or any representation to the other concerning 


the License or the subject matter hereof which is not expressly set forth in this Agreement.  


This Agreement may be modified only by written agreement of subsequent date hereto 


signed by the County and G2. 


 


10.7 No Partnership. 


 


This Agreement shall not be deemed or construed to create any relationship of joint venture 


or partnership between the parties. 


 


10.8 Execution of Counterparts. 


 


This Agreement may be executed in several counterparts, each of which shall be an original 


and all of which shall constitute but one and the same instrument. 


 


10.9 Effect of Sundays and Legal Holidays. 


 


Whenever this Agreement requires any action to be taken on a Sunday or a legal holiday, 


such action shall be taken on the first business day occurring thereafter.  Whenever in this 


Agreement, the time within which any action is required to be taken, or within which any 


right will lapse or expire (excepting expiration of the License or termination of this 


Agreement) shall terminate on Sunday or a legal holiday, such time shall continue to run 


until 11:59 p.m. on the next succeeding business day. 


 


10.10 Descriptive Headings: Table of Contents. 


 


The descriptive headings of the sections of this Agreement are inserted for convenience of 


reference only, do not constitute a part of this Agreement and shall not affect the meaning, 


construction, interpretation or effect of this Agreement.

In the event either party to this Agreement brings suit to enforce or interpret any portion of 


this Agreement, the party prevailing in such action shall be entitled to recover all costs 


incurred in such action, including without limitation, reasonable attorney's fees. 


 


10.12. Choice of Law and Venue. 


 


This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the internal laws of 


the State of Colorado without reference to choice of laws rules.  The parties hereby agree 


that venue and jurisdiction for all actions taken with respect to this Agreement shall be in 


the United States District Court for the District of Colorado or in the Gunnison County 


District Court. 
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10.13 Limitation of Benefit. 


 


This Agreement does not create in or bestow upon any person or entity not a party to this 


Agreement any right, privilege or benefit unless expressly provided herein.  This 


Agreement does not in any way represent, nor should it be deemed to imply, any standard 


of conduct to which the parties expect to conform their operations in relation to any person 


or entity not a party. 


 


10.14 No Personal Liability. 


 


No director, officer or employee of either party shall be held personally liable under the 


terms of this Agreement.

STATEMENT, AND CERTAIN RELATED DOCUMENTS BY 


THE COUNTY; APPROVING THE FORMS OF RELATED

RELATING THERETO. 


 


WHEREAS, the County of Gunnison, Colorado (the “County”), is a duly 


organized and existing county, existing as such under and by virtue of the Constitution and laws 


of the State of Colorado; and 


 WHEREAS, the County has the power, pursuant to Sections 30-11-101(b) and (c) 


and 30-11-104.1, of the Colorado Revised Statutes, as amended, to lease, as lessor or as lessee, 


real and personal property, together with any facilities thereon, and to enter into lease-purchase 


agreements for the purpose of financing County buildings or equipment used or to be used for 


governmental purposes; and 


WHEREAS, the County owns or will soon own, in fee title, certain vacant real 


property (the “Site”), as further described in the hereinafter defined Ground Lease; and 


WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of the County (the “Board”) 


has determined, and hereby determines, that it is in the best interest of the County and its 


inhabitants to design and construct a public library and all necessary and related improvements 


on the Site (as more specifically defined in the Lease, the “Project”); and 


WHEREAS, in order to finance the Project, the Board has determined, and now 


hereby determines, that it is in the best interest of the County and its inhabitants that the Board, 


as lessor, lease the Site and the Project (collectively, the “Leased Property”) to Zions 


Bancorporation, National Association (the “Trustee”), solely in its capacity as trustee under the 


Indenture described herein, as lessee, pursuant to a Ground and Improvement Lease Agreement 


(the “Ground Lease”), and simultaneously sublease the Leased Property back from the Trustee 


pursuant to the terms of a Lease Purchase Agreement (the “Lease”) between the Trustee, as 


lessor, and the Board, as lessee; and 


WHEREAS, pursuant to the Lease, and subject to the right of the County to 


terminate the Lease and other limitations as therein provided, the County will pay certain Base 


Rentals and Additional Rentals (as such terms are defined in the Lease) in consideration for the 


right of the County to use the Leased Property; and 
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WHEREAS, the County’s obligation under the Lease to pay Base Rentals and 


Additional Rentals shall be from year to year only; shall constitute currently budgeted 


expenditures of the County; shall not constitute a mandatory charge or requirement in any 


ensuing budget year; and shall not constitute a general obligation or other indebtedness or a 


multiple fiscal year financial obligation of the County within the meaning of any constitutional 


or statutory limitation or requirement concerning the creation of indebtedness or any multiple 


fiscal year financial obligation, nor a mandatory payment obligation of the County in any 


ensuing fiscal year beyond any fiscal year during which the Lease shall be in effect; and 


WHEREAS, the Trustee will enter into an Indenture of Trust (the “Indenture”), 


pursuant to which the Trustee will execute and deliver one or more series of certificates of 


participation, dated as of their date of delivery, in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed 


$7,700,000 (the “Certificates”); and 


WHEREAS, the net proceeds of the Certificates will be used to finance the costs 


of the Project and pay certain costs of executing and delivering the Certificates (collectively, the 


“Project”); and 


WHEREAS, the Certificates evidence proportionate interests in the base rentals 


and other revenues under the Lease, shall be payable solely from the sources therein provided 


and shall not directly or indirectly obligate the County to make any payments beyond those 


appropriated for any fiscal year during which the Lease shall be in effect; and 


WHEREAS, there are on file at the County offices the proposed form of the 


following:  (a) the Ground Lease; (b) the Lease; (c) the Continuing Disclosure Certificate (the 


“Disclosure Certificate”) with respect to the Certificates; and (d) the Preliminary Official 


Statement (the “Preliminary Official Statement”) with respect to the Certificates; and 


WHEREAS, capitalized terms used herein and not otherwise defined shall have 


the meanings set forth in the Lease; and 


WHEREAS, Section 11-57-204 of the Supplemental Public Securities Act, 


constituting Title 11, Article 57, Part 2 of the Colorado Revised Statutes, as amended (the 


“Supplemental Act”), provides that a public entity, including the County, may elect in an act of 


issuance to apply all or any of the provisions of the Supplemental Act. 


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY 


COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF GUNNISON, COLORADO: 


Section 1. Ratification and Approval of Prior Actions.  All action heretofore 


taken (not inconsistent with the provisions of this resolution) by the Board or the officers or 


agents of the Board or the County relating to the Ground Lease, the Lease, or the Project is 


hereby ratified, approved and confirmed.  The designation of the Preliminary Official Statement 


by the County Manager as a “nearly final Official Statement” for purposes of Rule 15c2-12 of 


the U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission is hereby ratified, approved and confirmed. 


Section 2. Finding of Best Interests.  The Board hereby finds and determines, 


pursuant to the Constitution and laws of the State of Colorado, that the Project and the financing 
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of the costs thereof pursuant to the terms set forth in the Ground Lease and the Lease is 


necessary, convenient, and in furtherance of the County’s purposes and is in the best interests of 


the inhabitants of the County and the Board hereby authorizes and approves the same. 


Section 3. Supplemental Act; Parameters.  The Board hereby elects to apply 


all of the Supplemental Act to the Ground Lease and the Lease except Section 11-57-211 thereof, 


and in connection therewith delegates to each of the Chair of the Board (the “Chair”) and the 


County Manager the authority to make any determination delegable pursuant to Section 11-57-


205(1)(a-i) of the Colorado Revised Statutes, as amended, in relation to the Ground Lease and 


the Lease, and to execute a sale certificate (the “Sale Certificate”) setting forth such 


determinations, including, without limitation, the term of the Ground Lease, the rental amount to 


be paid by the County pursuant to the Lease, and the term of the Lease, subject to the following 


parameters and restrictions:  (a) the term of the Ground Lease shall not extend beyond December 


31, 2051; (b) the aggregate principal amount of the Base Rentals payable by the County pursuant 


to the Lease shall not exceed $7,700,000; (c) the maximum amount of Base Rentals payable by 


the County in any fiscal year shall not exceed $650,000; (d) the Lease Term shall not extend 


beyond December 31, 2041; and (e) the maximum net effective interest rate on the interest 


component of the Base Rentals relating to the Certificates shall not exceed 5.00%.   


Pursuant to Section 11-57-205 of the Supplemental Act, the Board hereby 


delegates to each of the Chair and the County Manager the authority to sign a contract for the 


purchase of the Certificates or to accept a binding bid for the Certificates and to execute any 


agreement or agreements in connection therewith.  In addition, each of the Chair or the County 


Manager is hereby authorized to determine if obtaining an insurance policy for all or any portion 


of the Certificates is in the best interests of the County, and if so, to select an insurer to issue an 


insurance policy, execute a commitment relating to the same and execute any related documents 


or agreements required by such commitment.  Each of the Chair or the County Manager is 


hereby authorized to determine if obtaining a reserve fund insurance policy for the Certificates is 


in the best interests of the County, and if so, to select a surety provider to issue a reserve fund 


insurance policy and execute any related documents or agreements required by such 


commitment.  


Section 4. Approval of Documents.  The Ground Lease, the Lease, and the 


Disclosure Certificate, in substantially the forms on file with the County, are in all respects 


approved, authorized and confirmed, and the Chair or the County Manager is hereby authorized 


and directed, for and on behalf of the County, to execute and deliver the Ground Lease, the 


Lease, and the Disclosure Certificate in substantially the forms on file with the County, provided 


that such documents may be completed, corrected or revised as deemed necessary by the parties 


thereto in order to carry out the purposes of this resolution. 


Section 5. Approval of Official Statement.  A final Official Statement, in 


substantially the form of the Preliminary Official Statement on file with the County, is in all 


respects approved and authorized.  The Chair or the County Manager is hereby authorized and 


directed, for and on behalf of the County, to execute and deliver the final Official Statement in 


substantially the form and with substantially the same content as the Preliminary Official 


Statement on file with the County, with such changes as may be approved by the County 


Manager.  The distribution of the Preliminary Official Statement and the final Official Statement 
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to all interested persons in connection with the sale of the Certificates is hereby ratified, 


approved and authorized. 


Section 6. Authorization to Execute Collateral Documents.  The County 


Clerk and Recorder (the “Clerk”) or Deputy County Clerk and Recorder (the “Deputy Clerk) is 


each hereby authorized and directed to attest all signatures and acts of any official of the County 


in connection with the matters authorized by this resolution and to place the seal of the County 


on any document authorized and approved by this resolution.  The Chair, the County Manager 


and the Clerk or Deputy Clerk and other appropriate officials or employees of the County are 


hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the County, any and all additional 


certificates, documents, instruments and other papers, and to perform all other acts that they 


deem necessary or appropriate, in order to implement and carry out the transactions and other 


matters authorized by this resolution.  The approval hereby given to the various documents 


referred to above includes an approval of such additional details therein as may be necessary and 


appropriate for their completion, deletions therefrom and additions thereto as may be approved 


by bond counsel prior to the execution of the documents.  The execution of any instrument by the 


aforementioned officers or members of the Board shall be conclusive evidence of the approval 


by the County of such instrument in accordance with the terms hereof and thereof. 


Section 7. No General Obligation Debt.  No provision of this resolution, the 


Ground Lease, the Lease, the Indenture, the Certificates, the Preliminary Official Statement, or 


the final Official Statement shall be construed as creating or constituting a general obligation or 


other indebtedness or multiple fiscal year financial obligation of the County within the meaning 


of any constitutional or statutory provision, nor a mandatory charge or requirement against the 


County in any ensuing fiscal year beyond the then current fiscal year.  The County shall have no 


obligation to make any payment with respect to the Certificates except in connection with the 


payment of the Base Rentals (as defined in the Lease) and certain other payments under the 


Lease, which payments may be terminated by the County in accordance with the provisions of 


the Lease.  Neither the Lease nor the Certificates shall constitute a mandatory charge or 


requirement of the County in any ensuing fiscal year beyond the then current fiscal year or 


constitute or give rise to a general obligation or other indebtedness or multiple fiscal year 


financial obligation of the County within the meaning of any constitutional or statutory debt 


limitation and shall not constitute a multiple fiscal year direct or indirect County debt or other 


financial obligation whatsoever.  No provision of the Ground Lease, the Lease or the Certificates 


shall be construed or interpreted as creating an unlawful delegation of governmental powers nor 


as a donation by or a lending of the credit of the County within the meaning of Sections 1 or 2 of 


Article XI of the Colorado Constitution.  Neither the Lease nor the Certificates shall directly or 


indirectly obligate the County to make any payments beyond those budgeted and appropriated 


for the County’s then current fiscal year. 


Section 8. Reasonableness of Rentals.  The Board hereby determines and 


declares that the Base Rentals do not exceed a reasonable amount so as to place the County 


under an economic compulsion to renew the Lease or to exercise its option to purchase the 


Trustee’s leasehold interest in the Leased Property pursuant to the Lease.  The Board hereby 


determines and declares that the period during which the County has an option to purchase the 


Trustee’s leasehold interest in the Leased Property (i.e., the entire maximum term of the Lease) 


does not exceed the useful life of the Leased Property.  The Board hereby determines that the 
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amount of rental payments to be received by the County from the Trustee pursuant to the Ground 


Lease, together with the leasing of the Leased Property back to the County pursuant to the Lease, 


is reasonable consideration for the leasing of the Leased Property to the Trustee for the term of 


the Ground Lease. 


Section 9. No Recourse against Officers and Agents.  Pursuant to Section 11-


57-209 of the Supplemental Act, if a member of the Board, or any officer or agent of the County 


acts in good faith, no civil recourse shall be available against such member, officer, or agent for 


payment of the principal, interest or prior redemption premiums on the Certificates.  Such 


recourse shall not be available either directly or indirectly through the Board or the County, or 


otherwise, whether by virtue of any constitution, statute, rule of law, enforcement of penalty, or 


otherwise.  By the acceptance of the Certificates and as a part of the consideration for their sale 


or purchase, any person purchasing or selling such Certificate specifically waives any such 


recourse. 


Section 10. Repealer.  All bylaws, orders, and resolutions of the County, or 


parts thereof, inconsistent with this resolution or with any of the documents hereby approved are 


hereby repealed to the extent only of such inconsistency.  This repealer shall not be construed as 


reviving any bylaw, order or resolution of the County, or part thereof, heretofore repealed. 


 


Section 11. Severability.  If any section, subsection, paragraph, clause or 


provision of this resolution or the documents hereby authorized and approved (other than 


provisions as to the payment of Base Rentals during the Lease Term, provisions for the quiet 


enjoyment of the Leased Property by the County during the Lease Term and provisions for the 


conveyance of the Leased Property to the County under the conditions provided in the Lease) 


shall for any reason be held to be invalid or unenforceable, the invalidity or unenforceability of 


such section, subsection, paragraph, clause or provision shall not affect any of the remaining 


provisions of this resolution or such documents, the intent being that the same are severable. 


 


Section 12. Effective Date.  This resolution shall be in full force and take 


effect immediately upon its passage and approval.

To Whom It May Concern, 
 
The Whetstone Industrial Park project has been under construction since July 2018 with Lacy 
Construction as the General Contractor.  The project has made significant progress.  There was a 
2018/2019 winter construction shutdown after most of the site grading was done in 2018.  Utilities and 
road grading/road base were completed during summer/fall of 2019.  Work stopped for winter 
2019/2020 in mid-November 2019. 
 
SGM has been on site preforming construction observation and oversight since the start of the 
project.  In addition to this work we have also reviewed and approved material submittals, provided 
construction survey staking and survey control. preformed proof roll tests and waterline testing.  
Mountain Engineering and Testing has performed concrete testing on the water storage tank. The 
project is now at a phase where the site is fully graded, drainage structures installed, roadways are in 
and have gravel road base placed, deep utilities are in, the full augmentation and water storage/fire 
suppression pond is in, and Gunnison County Electric and Atmos Gas have installed their utilities. 
 
A few key significant dates and milestones are: 


 Full Domestic water supply system, installed, pressure and chlorine tested on 7/17/2019 
 Full Fire suppression system supply system is installed but not fully pressure tested yet due to 


winter shut down.  However, 21’ deep fire suppression wet-well connected to pond is fully 
installed. 


 August 7th and 8th full roadway system, both Rozman and Bifano Roads sub-grade proof roll 
tested, passed.  


 September 6th all roadway aggregate road base fully placed and compacted and complete.  
Final proof roll prior to asphalt being placed in 2020 will take place.  


 October 30th full pond system done, supply line, drain line, water control structure, and liner 
and cover placed and complete. 


 November 1st water storage tank lid was poured, so full water storage tank done and 
complete, just needs testing and backfill. 


 
Remaining work to do in 2020 includes, finishing up the booster pump station and treatment facility, 
install fire booster pump, asphalt paving, site restoration and landscaping, and all Highway 135 
improvement work.  We have just received final approval for construction from CDOT for the highway 
135 improvements and work will start as soon as weather conditions allow. 
 
Attached is a spread sheet aligning with the recorded DIA cost estimate listing the percent complete 
of each item.  All items that have had some work on them but are not currently functional in anyway
