The Gunnison County Board of County Commissioners is fully supportive of variance request 


being submitted by Gunnison County Public Health, from certain provisions of Governor Polis' Executive 


Order D 2020 044 Safer at Home, and CDPHE Order 20‐28. An approved variance will allow Gunnison
